THE BARLCW-WADLEY XCR-30 RECEFTER 

by Edward C, Shaw 

A couple of months back, many of us got the first indication that a new receiver was- 

soon to be available Léo Van der Walt's column on th® back paf?e of RSA's monthly 
schedule featured preliminary information on the XCR-30, a crystal-controlled, dual 
conversion, direct_frequency_readout_portable rx manufactured in South Africa, The 
following information was obtained as a resuit of a letter of inquiry to the inventer 
Mr.C.S.Barlow. 

This receiver was designed specifically for the LTSTENER who requires a shortwave 
receiver with high calibration and resetting accuracy, withr excellent sensitivity, 
selectivity, and image rejection characteristics, together w/SSB—ail in portable 
form, without the frills and at low cost 

"To achieve these objectives, many luxurious and superfluous features were omitted 
without detracting at ail from the receiver's spécifie purpose. The rx is général 
coverage (500 kHz to 30 mHz) and incorporâtes a whip antenna, All-metal construction 
makes a ferrite core antenna impractical. There are no dial lights to drain battery 
power, yet the dial design permits mazimum visibility even under poor lighting condx. 
The XCR-30 opérâtes on 6 "D-size" batteries C9V) and has no built-in provision 
to facilitate use of an 115-V wall socketj an external transformer must be used for 
that, The rx will actually work from a range of 6V-12V, so it may be used thru an 
automobile's cigarette lighter, These limitations are j^st some of the ways the 
cost has been kept down to a minimum, Pin-jacks allow the use of external antenna 
and grounds, if so desired altho these would only be needed in cases of- heavy 
indoor interférence. 

Despite the involved design and complexity in alignment and adjustment in the manu- 
facturing process, routine repair and mai#rtainance are well within the scope of an 
efficient repair establishment, and components are easily available. Tt should be 
noted that since a 1-mHz xtal oscillator is utilized to control stability of the 
rx, a low level "break-through" will be noted at the 0 & 100 settings of the kHz dial 
 this serves as a deliberate confirmation for dial accuracy and also acts as 
a claibrator should the rx ever need realignment, The signal is quite suppressed, 
however, and permits easy réception of WWV and other such time stations on such 
frequencies. 

As of the moment, there is still no distributor for the model in the ïï.S.A.,.Unit 
price, F.O.B. from Durban, South Africa, is $157.50 at the présent international 
rates of exchange.

When questloned as to whether Ireland maintalns a shortwave outlet, the averaee 
SWLAlXer might make reference to the Island's aeradio terminal. To my surprise, 
I recently learned that Radio Telefis Eireann still has the 100 kw shortwave 
xmtr In Althohe whlch has been doomed to the realm of splderwebs slnce oirca 
195QA  Read on ! 

"Ireland was however thinking of embarking upon a bigger ventureî shortwave broad- 
castlng to distant oountries. As long ago as 1932, the Advisory cominlttee had 
reoommended that a shortwave service be establlshed to keep Irlshmen in far-off 
places In touoh with affairs at'home—and the answer had been that the cost 
would be too high. By 1938 however the tlde of radio propaganda was rlsing hlgh. 
The Axis powers had begun it, and Brltaln was following suit....In 1938 Oscar Tray- 
nor announced that an expérimental shortwave was being installed at Athlone. 
The Voice-of Ireland should be heard, too. 

"The trànsmltter was installed and in Maroh 1939, it began broadcasting the whole 
of Radio Eireann's daily programme, exoept for sponsored programs. But no satis- 
factory wavelerigth had been secured, the transmitter was of only 1.3 kw's power, 
and with the increasing use by the larger countries of multiple wavelengths and 
higher-powered transmitters, it was becoming steadily harder for a single sraall 
voice to be heard. Then came the war, and soon the end of Xreland's venture for 
a while..... 

"The attempt to establish direct communication with the USA by shortwave radio 
from Athlone had been partly intended to remedy (the laok of direct communications 
links between-Ireland and the USA, except via Britain) but the 1.5 kw transmitter 
that had been installed had been ineffectuai. A last attempt was made during the 
three months from December 19U0 to March 19U1, when the shortwave transmitter went 
on the air for an additional half-hour in between 1»:00 AM and !j!30 AM in Ireland— 

a good listening hour in America, allowing for the time différence between the 
two oountries, though a bad time so far as réception was conoerned(QRM-wise...rwp). 
When it too failed, shortwave transmissions from Athlone were rednoed to daily re- 
laye of the 6:U0 and 10:10 news hardly the brightest jewels in R.Eireann's 
crown. Before thls réduction had been made, .Mr.de Vglera had called in the Emer- 
genoy Research Bureau which he had established, and asked it to investiaate wavs 
of increading the power of the transmitter from 1.5 to 20 kw's...after worklng 
from February to September they had to report that they had failed." (The little 
used shortwave transmitter for the most part lay fallow after that, except for 
being utilized for a spécial V-E Day broadcast in 19f:5. And then, in 19)a7, the 
idea of SWBCing once agaln germinated. rwp) 

"Tntroduolng hls broadcasting estlmate in the Dail on April 30,'!46, Paddy Little 
announced_that the amount was up by more than 112,000 pcrunds and that total ex- 
pendltures for the year would exoeed revenue by more than 119,000 pounds. The 
reason for this outburst of expenditure was the high-power shortwave station whlch 
he had hoped might be able to open by the end of 191:7. This development had been 
under considération for-a long time....but it was not until 19h6 that a contract 
had been signed with the Marconi Company and serious préparations began... 

It was a tremendous enterprise, compared with the scale on which Irish broadcast- 
ing had been run in the past. It involved not only a new station and arrays of 
aerials but also new hours of broadcasting and a new outlook on programmes j with- 
out any guarantee of success. 

"From the practlcal standpolnt and also technical, there were(next page pleasel)

formidable diffic ulties in the way. First of ail there was no wavelength avail- 
able, any more than in the days vrtien the low-^power shortwave xmtr had failed,,, 
A sériés of international conférences had ÏSslled to hammer out a scheme for al- 
locating the shortwaves, and since the war tegan the larger hâtions had been 
putting batteries of transmitters to work on ail possible frequencies, Trelandr6 
single transmitter would have small chance of being heard, During the war, when 
I was running the BBC's shortwave service to America, I was consulted informally 
by a member of the Irish High Commisioner's staff in London as to the prospects 
of a shortwave service to America. As far as I remember, my advice was that short» 
wave broadcasts alone had little impactj even when London was the focus of world 
interest, few Americans took the trouble to tune in to London direct. The few who 
did might be valuable as opinion leaders, but the only way of reaching a real 
audience was to get your programmes rebroadcast by American stations and net- 
works, To complicate matters, shortwave listening to distant countries was 
rare in countries like the USA(lIII rwp). Ail these obstacles were explained 
to the government, but the political motive prevailed, and plans for the short- 
wave station went ahead,.,The sums spent on broadcasting reached altitudes never 
before even contemplated,,.. 

"Sorne of the best Irish experts were in America at the first big wavelength con- 
férence since the war, trying to get a suitable shortwave allocation. New difficul- 
ties were constantly arisingj there were shortages of everythingt steel, electric- 
ity, cernent, even timber were in short supnly, both in Ireland and in Bnrland, 
where the transmitter and masts were being made. But ail difficulties were over- 
come. The 100 kw transmitter was installed at Athlone; an aerial array stretching 
over sorne UO acres was erected to carry directional broadcasts to the USAj another 
set of mests for broadcasts to Europe was obtained but not yet erected, By March 
I9I48, T.J.Monahan was able to report that test transmissions should be able to 
begin by the end of April, 

"But in February the government had changed. In May 19U8, the new Minister for Fin- 
ance announced in his Budget speech that for reasons of economy the government had 
decided to abandon the shortwave project, The décision was bitterly attacked— 
ail made the point that when a crisis came along it was imoortant that Ireland 
be able to to state its case directly to the USA...but the government was obdurate. 
It was decided that the shortwave equipment should be sold, but enquires disclosed 
that the amount that could be had for it, when the cost of dismantling it had 
been met, would not be more than 60,000 pounds. The history of the shortwave 
station was not yet ended, however,,.7 

"There was still the possibility that a suitable frequency allocation could be 
obtained at the next international conférence to be held in Mexico City in 19U9. 
The threat to sell the station had had its effect: it had frightened some of the 
nations that had previously ignored Irish claims, The very real fear of one's 
competitors in the "cold war" receiving the Irish equipment was enough of an 
inducement to get countries to vote for Ireland where they had previously voted 
against her. But the Mexico city plan was unfortunately only a basic plan, and 
there were more frustrations in store. Subséquent conférences at Florence and 
Rapallo failed to agree on détails, and no final plan emerged, Without it, a sin- 
gle station would have little chance against the multiple transmissions of the 
big countries. 

"In the meantime, varions schemes were being considered in Dublin for a service. 
One was for a half-hour's nightly broadcast to the USA, repeated so as to reach 
différent tlme zones there, w/pgms from the newly-formed Irish ews Agency, But 
once again the project petered out,..,It was revived once again when a Fianna 
Pail government took office in 1951 again, but the same difficulties presented 
themselves and no regular service ever began  (next page,pleasell) 
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"In the end, the project left the country with an unhappy legacyt a station which 
had ortginally cost lli?,OCX) pounds, and an array of aerials strecthing over a lot 
of other people's land, ail fast becoming little more than scrap."

THE COLLINS 5^1 BECEIVER 
by Frank Peters 

The direct frequency readout Collins 51S-1 receiver utilizes 17 tubes and 28 semi- 
conductors, tunig from 200 kHz to 30 mHz in 29 one-mHz ranges, The ^1S-1 is offered 
with a choice of 2,75 or 2,1» kHz bandwidth,mechanical filter for side-band réception 
and also an AM bandwidth of 9 kHz using a normal IF transformer, The receiver is 
also optionally equipped with a 6 kHz MF for the AM mode. 

A preselector is necessary when tuning from 200 kHz to 2 mHzj and although no 
antennà tuner is furnished, the receiver compensate very well in ail tuning 
ranges, After sortie correspondence with Collins, a 3,1 kHz MF was installed for AM 
mode réception Collins claims that this is the best they can do. 

In evaluating the performance of the 91S-1, I used as a standard the performance 
of what I consider the best DX-receiver on the market—the HQ 180, In my opinion, 
the 51S-1 cornes fairly close when directly pitted against the performance of the 
HQ 180, While the 3*1 kHz bandwidth is still a little too wide , by usinçr the side- 
bands and zero-beating, an improvement in AM réception is noted, The rejection 
tuning-control performs superblylll It works well even on weak signais, and can e- 
ven be used as a noise limiter if one is plagued by power-line noises, as T am, 

Except for the one drawback in the ^IS-l's performance—the wide bandwidth—I feel 
that it compares quite favorably w/the HQ l80,,..and with the added luxury of 
direct frequency readout, T can't help thinking that if the HQ 180, while retain- 
ing the same basic circuitry—altho modernized and miniaturized—incorpofated a 
direct frequency readout, then it too would fall in the high price range of the 
Collins 51S-1....Such are the économie facts of life in our country, hi,

PROPOSITION ONE: A large percentage of QSLs are phony, involving little or no 
cheoking on the part of the stations sending them out. 

PROPOS mon TWO: An unscrupulous DXér oould easily obtain most QSLs without ever 
turning on his set, provldlng he has a little know-how. It 1s easy to détermine the 
times and frequenoies â station malhtains from the îffiTH and club bulletins, etc., 
and these wlll cenerally indioate also the lancmages of xmsn and also a reneral 
Idea of the type of format the station.runs. 

PROPOSITION THP.EE ; At least 75^ of ail QSLs received laok s orne vital bit of Infor- 
mation which oould render them as truly legltimate i.e. date, tlme, frequency, 
vérification statement, etc. 

PROPOSITION FOUR: The arguments of some DXers raaking a verle out of a non-verle 
would do a Philadelphla lawyer crédit! Unfortunately, none of them would stand Pp 
in a court of law. Examples: "'...While they don't actually use the word oonfihn, 
they do "thank" me for my report, and surely they wouldn't be thanking me If tRfey 
t'nourht that possibly I hadn't heard them..." or else there's "...They say that- 
'we are glad you heard us'. They wouldn't be glad if they didn't think I had 
heard them." And they go on and on, ad nauseum... 

PROPOSITION FIVE; In most cases, not ail, a DXer 1s really off his rocker if he la 
counting on a reply from the station proving to him, the ilstener, that which he had 
not been sure of whether or not he had actually heard the station. I must say 
that this is the most serious of my propositions and one that never ceases to as» 
tound me. l've seen numerous cases where It appears that DXers have heard no IDS, 
and are not sure of what they've heard, and then—-suddenly—they are counting It oo 
the basis of a vérification. I believe that this is very risky. I indicated that I 
feel that there. are indeed exceptions. If there is evidence that the station actual- 
ly checked out the program content you reported, and provlding you gave them enough 
matériel to check out—or if you sent a tape and are reasonably sure that it was 
played at the station—then you are iustified in claiming such a logglng, 

PROPOSITION SIX: A QSL should be regarded in most cases as proof of little or notn- 
ing only an interesting souvenir of an unusual listenlng experlenoe. To have a 
book of them and go over them some nite when the QRN 1s too hlgh for good réception, 
or to show them to friends, is ail a fine part of the hobby and excuse enough for 
getting QSLs but please, Fellows..let's not take them too seriouslylU

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PHENOMENON OF THE 
DARKNESS PATTERN -- EXPLAINED by DXer Ed Shaw, Superstar 

Shortwave radio broadcasts are of course heard most anytlne of day. Even the most 
fledgeling beginner in the hobby has discovered, however, that only the higher fqys 
are audible during the daylight hours when lower fqys are silent, except for the 
"noise"5 and conversely, that darkness brings better réception on the lower fqys 
and reduced effectiveness on the higher bands, After a short time the beginner, 
gaining experience, finds that the DX he is seeking cornes most frequently during 
those darkness hours, Simply stated, the best DX will be found only when there is a 
continuons darkness pattern between the listener's location and the location of the 
site of the desired transmitter. In this article^ we are présenting the first in a 
sériés of charts which will enable the DXer to détermine within a very few minutes 
when the likelihood of catching a desired transmission is possible, 

Please keep in mind from the outset that there is one spécifie phenomenon that con- 
trôla the greatest portion of optimum DX conditions—the sunspot cycle, rising and 
falling cyclically in a period of about 11 years. At présent the sunspot count for 
each month is steao dropping imtil about Winter-197U, when the low ebb will have 
occurred and the resumption of the rising count will have begun, It is at this low- 
est ebb that low-fqy DXing should be at its best and high frequency DXing at its 
worst. For now, let us concentrate on the good DX that is available. With proper 
computations and the-knowledge of when and where to listen, your log will surely 
swell with new catches never before dreamed possiblel 

The first step is to détermine your exact Sidereal Time, Ail of us probably know 
how many hours différence we stand from GMT, However, within our samd time zones 
there are many miles to the east and west of us, and the sun rises either earlier 
ôr later at those points than at our own location, It is thus necessary to déter- 
mine within a minute or so exactly what our différence is from GMT,..Hence: 

With the aid of a good atlas, détermine within one degree what your longitude 
Is at your listening QTH from 0.0° at Greenwich, For example, here in Norfolk, 
the longitude is most nearly 76° West, When this is determined you may now compute 
one hour's différence for each 15) degrees, or h minutes for each single degree. 
So, you will see that for my location in Norfolk,Va,, at 76° West Longitude, T 
am really ^ hours and 2U minutes EARLIER than GMT, 1 make a permanent note of this, 
my Sidereal Time, It remains forevér constant, 

The next step is to détermine within a minute or so when my local sunrise and sun- 
set will occur—in Sidereal Time. This may be found by referring to the chart on 
the- next page, and then by adding to this the Sidereal Time différence I have com- 
puted for my longitude, Fr'instance, if my local sunrise according to the chart is 
at 0îj3U, I should add to this the computed 5) hours and 2li minutes for Norfolk. My 
answer is a simple 10 hours and 5k minutes Sidereal Time for Norfolk sunrise, 

Now with the knowledge of our local sunrise/s^nset times in Sidereal Time, we can 
begin to détermine if that DX-catch we desire is within the darkness pattern nec- 
essary to propagate their signal to us. Turning once again to our atlas, let's 
détermine the longitude for the desired xmtr site to within one degree. For exam- 
ple in the case of Kampala, Uganda, we find that the transmitter is located 
at nearly 30° East Longitude, and on the Equator, 0,0° Lattitude. The WRTH will 
often note the coordinates of various transmitter sites, Now, remembering that 
there is a one hour différence for each 1$ degrees of longitude, or U minutes per 
degree, we can see that Kampala is exactlv 2 hours east(or later) than GMT, To com- 
pute Kampala's Sidereal Time for sunrise/sunset, we will always work with this: 
always subtracting exactly 2 hours from the chart to get Sidereal Time, Note  
Always subtract hours for east longitudes, and add for west longitudes, (next page,plsl) 
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The follewinc ohart will help you détermine the sunrise/sunset tmes for your QTH 
and that of the transmltter site. There are a few minutes différence between the 
latitudes listed, andaiso between the dates listed. However, an estunate raay be 
olosely made for the dates and latitudes in between, by simple interpolation. Just 
keep in mind that transmissions will propagate between points wlth darkness between 
them. This includes perlods of twilight before sunrlse and after sunset.

To continue, let's détermine when we may possibly reoelve an xmsn from Kampala. 1;e reoall that Kampala was located at 30 East Longitude, or exaotly 2 hours later 
than ONT. Referring to the chart above, we oan also détermine that Kampr'a, at 0 
latitude on the Equator, has a sunrlse of 0558 on 11 April. But we want to déter- 
mine the Sidereal Time of sunrlse, so we subtraot from the figure 0558 the 2 hours 
différence we computed earlier for Kampala. Thus we now know that Kampala s sunrise 
occurs at 0358 Sidereal Time. Referring again to the ohart, we find that Kampala s 
sunset occurs at 1801, local tlme, or 160U Sidereal (minus 2 hours for Kampala s 
longitudel Equaline lôOlu.). If we hope to catch R.Uganda, we must be sure that 
there is darkness betwçen them and us. On 11 April we find tha4 my local sunrise 
at Norfolk(35° North Latitude) is 053Û, or 10^8 'e: Time (+^Hr2UMin). as can 
see that Norfolk will be in broad daylight when Kampaia has sunset. Réception is 
not possible...BUT Norfolk's sunset is at 1829 local, or 2353 Sidereal Time. Here 
we oan see that there is darkness ail the way to Uganda, whioh will not have sun- 
rise ofr a few more hours... 

The important points to remember are: réception is possible when darkness is be- 
tween the listener and the transmitter. Subtracts hours for east longitude and add 
hours for west longitudes. If s as easy as A, B, C, DX11 Next month's ohart will 
cover another later perlod.

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TRICKS 
0F T-{E TRADF   Exalted Carrier AM Réception 

by Ace DXer Al Niblack 

Better shortwave réception is an art, There is more to it than Roine to vour favor- 
ite electronics supplier, thrcn^ing a bundle of the green stuff on the counter, lug- 
ging the receiver of your choice home, splicing it to the handiest skyhook, and at 
once having DX stations roll in, with the postman simultaneously beating a path to 
your door with vérification cards. Sure, you will hear the USSR, the BBC, the VOA, 
and Radio Peking, and myriad other loud voices but if you are looking for 
real DX it is necessary to gain some know-how. The method outlined in the following 
paragraphs is but one of the many that will help you along the path to some excit- 
ing DX-catches, - • ' 

In SWBC réception, it often happens that transmission conditions are différent 
for waves of slightly différent frequencies. In the case of voice-modulated trans- 
missions which involve sideband fqys differing slightly from the carrier fqy, the 
carrier and sideband components may not be being received in the same relative am- 
plitude and phases which were présent at the transmitter, This effect, known as 
"sélective fading", can cause severe distortion of the signal and hence ensuing 
loss of readability—rough copyll Sélective fading can be reduced somewhat, render- 
ing the signal more readable, through utilization of Exalted Carrier AM Réception. 

In actual practice, a receiver with a product detector, desi^ned for SSB exalted 
carrier réception must be used. Examples of such are the Halîicrafters SX-122A, 
the SX-100 sériés, and the SPRU. There are others, of course. 

To tune an AM signal via this method, set the receiver to USB or ISB, then follow 
the normal procédure for tuning single-sidebandj tune the receiver to select(ac- 
cept) only one of the two sidebands being transmitted at the station, letting the 
rx's BFO re-insert the other sideband, detecting the signal as in the same manner 
as a conventi'bnal SSB signal. In utilizing this selectable sideband fearure, the 
transmitted carrier is positioned out of the rx's IF bandpass along one sideband, - 
producing" a suppressed carrier single sideband signal, Depending on the make of rx, 
the listener may or may not have to insert the BFO into the circuit...in some late 
models the BFO is tied in with the mode switch and is automatically switched into 
the circuit when the rig is used -for SSB réception, 

Of course, in receiving SSB, the rx's variabe selectivity is always set to a sharp- 
er selectivity reading—this makes tuning more difficult, critical,and sharper. 
The BFO makes a first-class tuning control for fine tuning and crowded condx when in 

■ the exalted carrier mode. 

Exalted Carrier Amplitude Modulation (AM) Réception can be the différence between 
copying and not copying a signal, Sometimes it means bringing a distorted signal 
(ex: an "over-the Pôle" Asian xm ) to readability—one which would otherwise be 
lost.
