Dear Ed: I saw whero you omployed extra crystals in your SX-190 to provide added 
coverage down to 3.0 MHz. Where did you order such crystals? Allied Radio Shack at 
my town says this is not possible through them. 

Answer: Your Allied store is mistaken, They could have ordered whatevor crystal 
you desirod, but I understand there is scme considérable delay at prosent with Allied's 
source of crystals. I ordered mine from International Crystal Manufacturing Co.(Attn: 
Mr. Gono Wolch), 10 North Lee, Oklahoma City, OK. 73102. My 90 meter crystal was out 
for 5,720 KHz whioh provided me 3,000 to 3,500 KHz coverage. I put this crystal in 
the lower blank option spaco and connocted a 700 mmfd capacitor per directions from 
the manual. It works fine! Incidentally, if you order from Int'l, it's cheaper! 

Dear Ed: l'd liko to seo some sort of concortod effort te help the beginner. Much 
of what we find in FRENDX is very technical and présupposés familiarlty with the many 
abbreviations and terms found in the various sections. 

Answer: A point well-taken! But, there IS help available, Your QRTH read through 
provides much good information. Other bocks are also available at nominal fees: How 
To Listen to the World, and Shortwave Voicos of the World are excellent works avail- 
able from GILFER Associates, P.O. Box 239, Fark Ridge, New Jersey, 07656. Write for 
their brochure.

Dear Ed: My receiver is located upstairs where I have connocted a fair longth of 
antenna , and also a grcund wire rurjiing frem the receiver" 3 ground terminal to a 
cold water pipe in my upstairs bathroom. When I disconnect my antenna, I still get 
pretty good réception - what gives? 

Answar: Ha - not long ago in FHENDX, Dr. R.S. Wood adviaed us that this very thing 
was likely to occur when employing unusually long ground wires. Grounds should be 
installed in as abbreviated method as possible. Long, meandering wires leading from 
your receiver - no matter if it is the ground terminal - act as an antenna. Indoed, 
some antenna designs call for grounding of the furthest end of the principal to gain 
directivity. Try to instail your receiver close to the window, and' connect a heavy 
gaugo ground wire directly to a deeply driven ground rod made for the purpose. The 
secret is to keep your ground connection as short as possible and as heavy a gauge as 
is practicable. 

Dear Sd: I have two receivers, one a tube-type R-195 made by Allied Knight Kit, and 
the other is a solid—state DX-12C by Realistic, I like both receivers, but the for- 
mer hums and latter hisses when the volumns are turned up. How can I get rid of the 
noise? 

Answer: Solid state equi p.ment has the inherent probiem of hissing noise you describe 
at higher volumn. Ferhaps some filtering is possible, and I ask that you direct this 
question to Al Niblack at his Flash Sheet address. As for your R-195 hum, I suspect 
that your power rectifier may be going bad. This is easily remedied by a qualified 
technician - and while you are at it, I would question the technioian about the feasi- 
bility of a full-wave rectifier which will eliminate any 60 hertz hum problems. 

Dear Ed: Why canlt I get a QSL from North Korea? l've written a number of reports 
to their station reporting their 15,150 KHz service to Latin America - to no avail. 

Answer: This was a question beat sont to Gregg Calkin's QSL oection, but since there 
may be others in the same boat, I will give one answer here. I too had the same pro- 
biem until hit on the head with the obvious answer by my good friend Dan Henderson 
in Maryland. The North Korean broadcast is in Gpanish for Latin America, therefore 
report in dpanish - & try to show some (ahem) interest in their programming. Spanish 
report forms are availablo from Gregg Calkin for 1 IRC at his t^SL Report address. 

Dear Sd: iVhile tuning across my receiver's various bands, X sometimes couo across 
obvious commercial broadcasts on frequencias not listed in the WRTH or in FRENDX liats 
Most notably, I have heard a Cuban station IDing as Radio Rebelde, just abovo WWV at 
about 5,250 KHz or so. My "WRTH only shows them on AM. Is my receiver out of whack? 

Answer: Well, I can't answer whether your receiver is out of whack or not, but you 
have definitely described that which other DXers have found regularly. You have ex- 
perienced harmonie DXing. The frequoncy you heard was probably 5,310 KHz which is the 
9th harmonie of 590 KHz on which Radio Rebelde opérâtes. For a really keen insight 
into this odd-type of specialty, I suggest you drop a self-addressed and stampod en- 
velope to Glenn Hauser, Box 62, Von Ormy, Texas 78073. 

And, here"s hoping you will continue to write and ask questions, Warm 73 frem

Dear Ralph and NASV/A, 
Many thanks for your letter of the 

2C)th of March, X haven't yet received the 
copy of your club magazine, but mails to 
this place are a little uncertain, par- 
ticularly when posted by surface mail. 
One learns to be pretty philosophical 
about these sorts of things here. 

Regarding your request for a NASWA 
courtesy broadcast from Radio Vila, l'm 
afraid that at the moment I will have to 
turn you down. If you could see our fac- 
ilities at the moment you would see why. 
The complété R. Vila complexe measures a 
whole 11 x 30 feet, and this is so clut- 
tered with equipment, records, and bod- 
les it is almost unbelievable ,We are now 
in the throes of reorganising, and in 
the next few weeks hope to move out to a 
temporary studio in a language lab rocent- 
ly built at the Seoondary School in Vila. 

Then we can start on the job of 
hauling out ail our delapidated gear and 
putting in some of the new equipment 
which has either arrived or is on the 
way. Unfortunately, new buildings to go 
with it are not likely until next year, 
so it's going to be a case of making the 
best use of such limited space as we 
have, although we will be moving the

department into a vacant office next door. 
Coupled with this I hope will be a 

revlew_of our broadoasting_hours, but sinœ 
there are a total of four people, includ- 
ing technician, working full-time at the 
station, increasing hours is going to be 
a big strain until we get more people  
again, not too likely in the near future. 

So as you can see, we are pushlng oir 
resources to the absolute limit now. How- 
ever, there is the strong posslbility 
that by this time next year we will have 
extended our on-the-air time to about 
9.30 p.m.Tor 10.30 OMÎT on 39lj3 kHz, which 
may make it a bit easier for American 
DXers.

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Aprll 17th, 1972 marked my 25th year as a DXer. On 
that raonth and day baok in 19U7, I heard my flrst 
station, whlch, not surprislngly, was HCJB. A num- 
ber of NASWA members have been in the hobby far 
longer than I, so this anniversary is probably of 
little interest to anyone but myself...But it did 

pronpt me to cheok old records and VIRTH's from past years. Vétéran DXers are fond of 
harking back to years gone by, frequently conmienting on Just how things have changed, 
Whether these changes have been, on the balance, for the better or for the worse, I 
will reserve that judgement for you. 
Fresently, the NASWA oountry list shows that a DXer in the hobby since 19US could 
have theoretically logged some 220 différent oountries; that is, over the past 20-odd 
years, shortwave transmitters have existed in that many oountries. And most of them 
remain. On the other hand, baok in 1950, a oonvenient year for oomparison since l've 
records dating back to then, and using the présent NASWA country list as a standard, 
the maximum number of oountries that could theoretically have been logged was 129,.U 
Aooording to the British publication, SW News, the top DXer in terms of VIO was then, 
as is now, Arthur Cushen of New Zealand — w/just over 120 VIC. He was closely fol- 
lowed by a Britisher, Sydney Pearoe. It took a minimum of 30 nations veried to make 
the list, corapiled by the U.K. club, the ISWL. In terms of challenge and difficulty 
entailed, I would estimate that 30 oountries QSLed back in 1950 would be roughly on 
a par with verifying 100 today. 
Why? For one thing, station transmitter powers were considerably lower than they are 
today. But it cannot be forgotten, however, that the bands were significantly less 
orowded, with the resulting QRM less. Yet, in 1950, only lU oountries had SW trx's 
with powers of 100 KW,s...and none had stations surpassing this level. An additional 
10 nations had trx's with powers in the 50 to 100 KW range, altho most of these were 
50 Wers. And eight more had stations running between 25 and 50 KW's. Thus, only 32 
oountries in ail could have been logged if one only tuned those running transmitters 
of 25 or more kilowatts. 

Here, for the purpose of illustration, are some selected oountries and the strengths 
of eaoh' s most powerful shortwave xmtr, oiroa 1950: Albanie- IK'J; Eelgium- 5 W; Po- 
land- 7.5KWi Sweden- 121W; Liberia- 500 watts; Kenya- 6KW; Kad"âgascar- 1W; Nigeria- 
IkW; Reunion Is.- 100 watts; Iraq- IkW; Saudi Arabia- 3kM; N.Caledonia- 5Ô0 watts. 

My own records may be lllustrative of little or noth 
ing, but for what it's worth, l'il cite a few exam- 
ples. In my first 5 ys of DXing, 19U7-52, I veried 
30 oountries. It took 2 more, a total of 7 yrs, to 
reach the 70-country mark for QSLs. I verified my 
lOOth in my lOth yr as an SWL. It took 12 yrs to lût 
120, lit to reach 1U0, and 16 to verify 160. I hit 
175 in in my 19th yr of listening, and pushed on to 
the 200-mark in my 22nd year as a DXer. 
One thing has impressed me over ail these years, 
though. Naroely, the fact is that today's typlcal 
DXer is far more knowledgeable and sophisticated a- 
bout the hobby than was his counterpart of 25 yrs 
ago. And for this, most of the crédit raust be given 
to fine DX clubs..Paramount of which is NASWA.

Without a doubt, the most prodigious news in shortwave 
broadcast circles in the past year, rivalled only by the birth of Radio Bangladesh, has 
been the emergence of a new voice on the shortwave bands, the literal création of a new 
"radio country" for SWLs and DXers....I refer, of course, to Swazi Radio. Under the 
leadership of an international party of six (Kr.Kark L.Wodlinger, the chainnan—an 
American; Mr. R.D, Friedlander, a South African; General J.P, Gous, a South African 
and a former commissioner of the South African Police; Mr. K.Kirsh, an indigeounous 
Swazi citizen; Mr.A.L, Gomes Lopes, Portuguese; and Mr. Mkosi, of Swazi extraction) 
Swazi Radio began broadcasting on February 1, 1972 to South Africa from the capital 
of the small land-locked country of Swaziland, Mbabane. 

The following information was received directly from 
Mr.Wodlinger in Kansas City. Your editor has opted to not cannibalize and combine 
the various articles received in the dossier from Kr.Wodlinger, but rather to 
présent two of the most interesting articles contained therein...therefore avoiding 
the ommission of any pertinent information. The only picture of the Radio Swazi 
complexe was, unfortunately, not suitable for reproduction because of its poor con- 
trast.

"New Radio Station For SA Pop Fans", 
Swazi ftadio, a new commercial radio 

station based in Swaziland, is to beam 
'pop' music to SA for 18 hours a daylhom 
Feb lat,. It will compete with the SABC's 
Scringbok R and with Lourenco Marques R. 
General J.P. Gous, former Commissionercf 
the S.African Police, is a director of 
Swazi Radio. 

General Gous told me that he became 
associated with the project when the man- 
ager offered him a directorship - "andl 
took itl" 

Asked whether he had any hésitation 
about taking part in an enterprise that 
would compete with the SA3C, he said;"I 
think there's enough business for the 
both of us". 

He added that he felt the Swazi 
station would do "very well". 

Mr. Peter Mclntosh, SR's général 
manager, told me this week that the sta- 
ion would ensure that no objectionable 
mx was broadcast, but, unlike the SABC, 
would not censor pop music. 

Already the station has booked more 
than R^OOjOOO worth of advertising, and 
says Mr.Mclntosh, "We haven't even start- 
ed yet." 

Swazi Radio will broadcast to S.Afri- 
ca from a point barely U00 meters from the 
South African border, and by enlisting gi- 
ant directional equipment will be able to 
reach almost every major city in the Re- 
public • 

DIRECTORS. Mr.Mclntosh said his sta- 
tion would give listeners "very high qual- 
ity réception. 

Swazi Radio will be controlled by an 
American company based in Mis.souri, and 
initially only the voices of American dise 
jockeys will be heard. Therefore the pro- 
grammes will not be bilingual. Mr.Mclntosh 
said the company planned to use South Afr- 
ican dj's later. 

The Swazi nation holds 2Q£ of the 
stock. In addition to Gen.Gous, the direc- 
tors are Mrs.Natie Kirsh, a Swaziland 
property tycoon, Mr.Mark Wodlinger, the

American chairman of the company, Mr.R.D, 
Frledlander, Mr.AL Oomes Lopes, and Mr. 
M." Nkosi. 

Mr.McIntosh estimated that it cost 
Swazi Radio R800,000 to establish the sta- 
tion. 

The new station would oorapete with 
LM Radio and the SABC's commercial svo's. 
The SA33 recently took over LM Radio, and 
so just at a tlme when it seemed that they 
had eradicated their main competitor,they 
will face a new competitor based a hun- 
dred miles doser to the Rand, 

3APE TCWN. The station will broad- 
cast in the day in the U9 nb to ensure 
clear réception on the Rand and in Kim- 
berley, Bloemfontein and Durban. However, 
said Mr.McIntosh, it would be at night 
that the station would come into its 
own when $00,000 watt M.-! transmitters 
would operate ensurtng high intensity, 
city-grade réception . 

"We are concerned about the réception 
quality in Cape Town, but we are préparai 
to build another transmitter beamed di— 
rectly at the city if signal quality is 
not good enough." 

Unlike LM Radio, Swazi Radio will be 
a fully automated service. Programmes wUl 
:je taped in Johannesburg and transported 
to Swaziland. Although the station will 
be equipped for "on the spot" broadcasts, 
this will not be the usual practioe and 

only teohnicians will work on the Swazi- 
land premises. 

The new station will be on the air 
frora six in the morning until midnight 
during weekdays, and from six until one in 
the morning on weekends. 

From six until nine in the morn, a 
country and western programme will be 
broadcast. From nine until noon the pro- 
gramme will be called "Music only for a 
woman". From noon until three, pop rax 
will be on the air, and then until six 
the "Top UO Songs" will be played. 

NO NEWS.The evenings programmes will 
feature heavy pop sounds. 

Mr.McIntosh said the station would 
provide "entertainment only". There will 
be no newsservice. 

'This for two reasons,' Molntosh ex- 
plained.'It would involve enojmous oost ta 
establish a news service, and no matter 
how impartial we tried to be, someone 
would accuse us of bias.' 

Government sources which could have 
commented on the officiai attitude towardi 
the new station were silent, but I learnec 
that the SABC is viewing the project with 
concern.

"For South African listeners, an altogether new type of radio entertainment and 

a différent system of programming were offered when Swazi Radio wnet into opération 
last week* It was the Ist tlme that South Africans were able to listen to pgms, 
beamed from just across the border, on which the voices of ail the dise Jockeys were 
American. Swazi Radio was the création of American Mark Wodlinger, director of a 
company, Intermedia, which controls four radio stations and one TV network in Kansas 
City, ihe programmes on Swazi Radio will consist of entirely music at first, with 
features of général interest to be introduced later. Saoh of the programmes on SwR 
will be taped in the USA and flown to Johannesburg in "three hour blocks" and from 
there they will be dispatched to the station in Swaziland, near the bouth Afrlcan 
border at Sandlane. No programmes will be recorded at the station, which needs only 
technicians to supervise it, and although Swazi Radio has studio facilities in 
Johahnnesburg, these will be used mainly to process the American tapes. The only 
South African accents on Swazi Radio will be on the commercials. 

"The radio station has literally sprouted out of nothing: ail that existed of it 
four months ago was the strip of ground near Sandlane• Wodlinger chose the site beca 
it is the same distance from both Johannesburg and Durban, the two audience centers

where he hopes to gain most of his listeners. The equipment began arriving from the 
USA in Ootober: one short and one médium wave transmltter, reoording equinment, ànd 
giant 60 meter masts shipped in six meter sections. Wodlinger persuaded Steve Bell, 
one of the Intermedia dise jockeys,to supervise the musical arrangement on Swazi Ra- 
dio. Bell, who broadeasts under the alias Preston Wolfe, chose the most up-to-date 
sounds he could find. He told TO THE POINT's Ronald Scoot: "I went for the Tex Reed 
Show for its présentation of country and western music, Jack Allen for contemporary 
light pop music, and Robert Walker for the haavy rock sounds of the Top U0. Music 
Only For A Woman brings soft, romantio sounds for housewives who are not interested 
in soap opéras. In my own programme I will put the accent on live performances of 
the big bands. But I thlnk the New Innovations will be the most interesting for the 
younger South African listeners: it will feature progressive rock, widely popular and 
extensively played in the USA but not as frequently heard, I gather, in S.Africa." 

"Mark Wodlinger brought to Swazi Radio the experience he gained in almost 30 
years as a radio operator and financier in the US. He qualified as a bacteriologist 
beffore joining the US Naval Air Corps in World War II, when his work on radar 
stations awakened his interest m radio. After he was demobilised he started build- 
ing and operating radio stations in Kansas City. 

"The idea of Swazi Radio came while he was on an eduoational tour of SA, spon- 
sored by the Republic's Dept. of Information. From the start the project was viewed 
with unease by the directors of the 3ABC in Johannesburg, "I had to assure them that 
Swazi Radio would broadoast only musical entertainment and would not be used for 
propagandistio purposes," says Wodlinger, who is running the station purely as a 
finaincial venture. He has already sold $650,000 worth of advertising time, almost 
reoouping the $780,000 oost of setting up the station. Although Swazi Radio will 
draw listeners away from the SABC's programmes, it will not deprive the Corporation 
of advertising revenue, Wodlinger daims. He points out that there is such a demand 
for commercial spots on the five stations falling under the SABC that many S.African 
oompanies find it impossible to book time even six months ahead. "If another ten 
stations were to be established in South Afrioa, the SABC would still not lose out 
on advertising revenue. South Afrioa, indeed, has an astonishingly small number of 
stations, five of them for a population of 20 million...compare! with Kansas City, 
for example, where 22 stations cater to 750,000 listeners," noted Wodlinger. 

"Wodlinger is not perturbe! by the législation which will be table! during the 
current session of the South African Parliament. State Président Jim Fouche gave 
notice in his opening speech which opened Parliament last month of a blll prohiblt- 
ting participation in the activities of radio stations which are hostile to South 
Afrioa. Wodlinger does not believe the law will be applied to Swazi Radio. "I oannot 
foresee the South African government taking action against a commercial undertaking 
in Swaziland, seeing that the Republic pursues a 'good neighbors' policy towards 
the ex-proteotorate." Wodlinger refers to the board of directors of Swazi Radio 
as further evidence that his Intentions are anything but hostile. Among the direc- 
tors are Gen. . ,J. Gous, former Commissioner of the S.Afrioan police, and Gomes Lopes, 
head of internai security in Mozambique."

BSCUELAS RADIOFONICAS DE HUATACOCOTLA — XEJN(X(2390 kHz)

A station was born, the Educational Radio of Huayaoooot- 
la, when in 196U the Iberoamericana University in Mexico 
brought together the necessary agenoies before the Sec- 
retary of Public Education and the Secretary of CoiriFiuni- 
cation and Transport. Permission was granted to the Uni- 
versity to impart fundamental éducation to native rural 
communities, and to operate a cultural station on the 
assigned frequency of 2,390 kHz, with a call of XEJNOC. 
XEJNOC, Escuelas Radiofonicas de Huaycoootla (or, the 
Radio School of Huaycocotla) is not a widely heard DX 
station. The XEJNOC station complex is located at the 
mountain range near Huaycocotla in Veracruz. It present- 
ly uses a Gates transraitter, and also a Grabadara and a 
Tarnaisas, and reœives ail the necessary power from a 
spécial generating plant nearby. 
XEJNOC experienced some problems from the very begin- 
ning. Among others, at first, the initial antenna ?ind 
equipment wasn't equal to the tasfc, being déficient in 
range for the area being served. And secondly, it was 
found that major difficulties arose from the very numer- 
ous dialects spoken in the area programming was hard 
to find which would suit ail the différent ethnicities. 
Problems not'withstanding, the sucoess of XEJNOC spurred 
the development of an educational radio network for rur- 
al areas, christen«dnThe Educational Radio Network of Mexico", or, "SiE.R. de Mexico" 
for short. /.ithin this légal System of stations, XEJNOC has corne to be known as 
SERHUAYA, a combination of the nefs name and XEJNOC's QTH. 
The first and foremost objective of the S.E.R. is to contrlbute to the intégral human 
development in the rural zones and to foraent their social and community development. 
The S.E.R. seeks to cultivate compréhension, mutual appréciation, and respect for 
differing opinions in the rural communities, and to instill within each^lstener a 
sense of cemmnnlty purpose. It is S.E.R.'s hope to foster intégration of the diverse 
rural ethnicities. 
The programming of S.E.R. stations includes what is termed "Fundamsntal Education": 
Reading skills, Arithmetio, Agricultural skills, History, Geography, and some useful 
Economie notions. In addition to these Spanish transmissions, the S.E.R. also sends 
out field workers who operate at the grass-roots level, encouraging self-help in 
development. For example, each village is encouraged to build a community school, 
utilizing solely materials at hand and the labor of one's fellows. 
The area in which the S.E.R. opérâtes encompasses 176,6Ui sq. km., and a population 
of 8 million. The states of Tamaulipas, San Luis Potosi, Michoacan, Quertarô, Hidal- 
go, Veracruz, the state of Mexico, Tlaxcala, and Puebla are included in S.E.R.'s do- 
main. Nahoa, Otomie, and Totonaca peoples predominate in this région. 
The results of S.E.R.'s work have been gratifying: there have been over 2000 graduâtes 
of the "Escuelas Radiofonicas", and many baslc buildings, otherwise impossible, have 
been erected in rural areas.

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A PICTORIAL ESSAY: 
The Deutsche Welle Relay at Kigali 

In 1963, the ]st DW relay station was put 
into test opération w/ 0.5 fcW.In 1965, 
a 250 kWer replaced this, and also in- 
stalled was a directional antenna Sys- 
tem, consisting of 2 curtains separated 
by a set of two-band quadrant antennas. 
The Deutsche Welle relay at Kigali rep- 
resents the easiest opportunity for the 
new DXer to log and QSL the African na- 
tion of Rwanda, 

Programming is fed to Kigali via a trx 
at Bockhagen, through a rhombic antenna 
oriented toward Kigali.

I did 
notice in last month's issue of "Ham Radio" that dealt with transmitting loops an 
article on loops for ham band fqys, and some of the ideas in it might be adaptable 
to SWBC bands, too..."  You're on a really hot item, Skip'. Can any NASWAers offer 
ideas and advice on this? A high-Q, directional (possibly rotor-driven) loop for 
SWBC-DXing could be THE hobby breakthrough of the decade'.'.
