MARC CONVENTION REPORT - The 1972 Association of North American Radio dubs conven- 
tion is history! And by any measure, it vas the best yet! For that ve ove a great 
measure of thanks to the four hosts and convention planners, Jerry Berg, Steve 
d'Adolf, Chris Lobdell and Mike Macken, 

With some attending for the full perlod, 4 pm Friday to 11 am Sunday, others 
for only a portion of the tlme, the attendance varied. But at its peak, Saturday 
night, July 15, there vere 87 persons at the Colonial Hilton Inn oomplex at Wakefield, 
Mass., Just outside Boston. 

The 87 persons attending made thls the largest convention ever staged by ANARC. 
Unoffioial tailles shov that some 25 NASWA members vere présent. A number of other 
clubs vere represented. A partial list vould inolude ASWLC, NNRC, NRC, SPEEDX, WTFIIA, 
CIDXC and others. They came from as far vest as California, as far nortt as Northern 
Ontario, as far south as North Carolina. Other states and provinces represented 
included Illinois, Indlana, Wlsconsin, Mlohigan, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Nev ïork, Maine, 
Nev Hamoshire, Massachusetts, Maryland, Virginia, West Virginia, Tennessee, Quebec 
and undôubtedly others. Some flev into Boston's Logan airport from such places as San 
Francisco, Los Angeles, Chicago, Memphis and Raleigh. Others drove up to tvo days. 

The convention site, the Colonial Hilton, vas an élaborate oomplex inoludlng a 
large motel, vith doraed pool, a golf course, and up a hill, a ten minute valk or a 
tvo minute ride by motel buss avay, vas an attractive restaurant building. Friday 
and Sunday's convention sessions vers held in the motel areaj Saturday's events, 
inoluding the banquet, vere in the restaurant area, The site, except for some air 
oonditioning breakdovns, vas dellghtful, and sinoe the actual convention aotivities 
vere held in areas vhere the air conditioning vas operatlng fully, discomfort vas 
minimal. In fact, there vere those vho faoetiously suggested it vas planned by the 
convention hosts to guarantee the group vould stick close to the confortable conven- 
tion rooms. 

With DXers arriving at différent times Friday aftemoon and evening, the start 
of the '72 convention vas rather informai. Steve d'Adolf opened vith some introduo- 
tory remarks. After supper there vas an impressive equipment display that kept DXers 
busy, aotually trying out such elaborate and expensive receivers as the National 
HRO's 500 and 600, and a British-made Eddystone. Other gear on display, and for the 
most part vorking, vere the Allied-Radio Shack SX—190, the Barlov-Wadley portable, 
varions preselectors, frequency meters, and antennas, courtesy of National Radio, 
Gilfer Associates and varions indivlduals, 

During the late hours, the usual happened. Many oonventloneers broke off for 
informai club get togethers and eyeball QSOs in varlous motel rooms. For many vétéran 
convention gœrs, these are a highlight) the chance to see others QSL collections and 
talk about DX conditions and catohes, past and présent, the mémorable loggings and 
the might-have-beens. Hov long these sessions lasted varied greatly. Some hit the 
sack as early as 10 pu, it vas rumoredg others didn't stumble off to bed till about 
5 am. An eduoated guess 1s that the typioal bedtlme mlght have been around 1 or 
1«30 am. 

But it vas early to rise on Saturday. After breakfast, lie ga'hered in the Nev 
England Room in the restaurant area. The flrst order of business at 9 am vas a 
présentation by an ANARC oommittee of a propose! unified oountry list for ANARC. The 
pros and cons vere discussed. It vas intended merely as an introduction to the list. 
It may be submitted to ANARC représentatives for possible action later. At 9«45 am, 
therr vas the shoving of the Army training film, "The Effects of the Ionosphère on 
Radio Wave Propagation," a basio introduction to a subject studled and presented 
more fully by NRC expert Gordon P. Nelson, vho spoke and delivered a sllde shoving 
of one phase of propagation, "Auroral Disturbances." 

The vrap-up of the raorning session ^rere talks by Max Fuchs, National Radio Co,, 
vho discussed manufaoturers problems in deslgnlng and marketing produots suitable 
for the DXer, and by Oliver "Perry" Ferrell, Gilfer Associates, Inc., vho revieved 
nev DXing products of the past year, gave a glimpse of hls prédictions for the 
future, and oonoluded that, overall, there vere some signiflcant gains and some 
losses in the SWL equipment pieture. 

After Saturday's lunch break, ve regroupe! at 1:30 pm, to hear Steve d'Adolf 
speak on "Everything You Alvays Wanted to Knov About Utility DXing, but Were Afraid 
to Ask." Steve outlined varlous aspects of ute DXing and explalned techniques for 
hearing and verifylng these stations. 

A panel discussion. "What—If Anything— Is Wrong With DX Clubs", vith six 
panelists from varlous clubs, including NASWA members Dan Ferguson and Don Jensen, 
folloved at about 3 pu. After the panelists touched on some points, a lively floor 
discussion folloved vith many vie>rpolnts expresse!. Some of the topios ralsed and 



debated «er© not new, others had not been covered in previous conventions. In overall 
it vas clear that ther© are nearly as many vie^is of DXing and club rôles as ther© are 
listeners. But th© satisfaction and effectiveness of person-to-person contacts vith 
other listeners and ^iould-be listeners vas a coramon ground of agreement, 

At 4 pm, there >»©re several contests, involving the identification of interval 
signais, It vas broken into tvo parts, for beginners and for more experienced DXers, 
Tvo young members of the hitherto unknovn club, the Realistic DX Club, mad© up of 
some 15 ovners of Realistic model receivers, tied for first place in the novice 
section, North Carolina's Woody S©.ymour of ASWLC, topped the pro category by correct- 
ly identifying ail 15 IS's, The trio von prizes, Ther© also ver© dravings for other 
prizes throughout the convention, Prizes included Gilfer's A-20 preselector, antennas 
by Hi-Gain and Mosley, mint stamps and various books and magazine subscriptions, 

Just before 5 P11» Saturday, the afternoon program ©nded, DXers vent back to 
their rooms to rest and dress for th© banquet, Others adjourned to the nearest bar or 
coffee shop for refreshment and some hit the Colonial Hilton*s pool for a refreshing 
svim, 

The full 8? attending >j©re on hand back in the Nev England Roora at 7 pra for the 
big ©vent, the banquet, Th© menu included Nev England clam chovder, salad and roast 
turkey vith «n the trimmings. Dan Ferguson, chairraan of th© MARC Avards Committee, 
announced the avarding of ANARC's 1972 Man of th© Year plaque to the dean of North 
American DXing, August Balbi, Unfortunately, August vas not in attendenc© and the 
plaque vas mailed to him, Jerry Berg then introduced the keynote speaker, Eddy Startz, 
the 73 year old former host of Radio Noderland's "Happy Station ProgramV Startz, vho 
recently began his visit to North America, hosted the very popular shov for some 41 
years, 

His talk on the "Futur© of Shortvave Broadcasting" vas colorful, draraatic and 
inspiring, Decrying the chaos on th© bands today, large ly because of jamming, he 
urged a greater degree of friendship and brotherhood, 

After th© address, Startz ansvered many questions and stayed around most of 
the evening, displaying his collection of broadcasting memorabilia and recalling 
stories of his past broadcasting activities, Many DXers snapped photos of Eddy and 
came avay vith autographs of the popular "Holland Dutchman" vho mad© the phrase "a 
nice cuppa tea" his trademark, 

Again the later hours ^fere filled vith the informai sorts of get togethers that 
are so popular at conventions. On© group gathered for a rather informai but highly 
technical discussion of propagation, Others used the tirae for shoving QSLs, talking 
about DX in général, Again it vas about 5 am Sunday before the last vent to bed, 

Even so there vas a sizeable group that met for breakfast at 8 am in the 
Statler Room of th© motel section. This vas a more nuts-and-bolts meeting? ANARC 
committee reports, a report frora the convention committee, and a call for volunteers 
to host the *73 convention. It is hoped that before long various localized groups 
vill respond vith offers to stage next year*s ANARC convention, A SPEEDX représenta- 
tive outlined that organization's nev program to assist handicapped persons becom© 
SWLs, 

The convention*s vrap-up vas a color film, "NHK Topics", shoving hov Japanese 
programs are produced vith th© aid of computerization, 

The program vas officially over before Sunday noon, and depending on plane 
schedules and distances to be driven, th© convention goers began to say their good- 
byes and drift avay, A number remained through the afternoon, though, engaging in 
the usual talk sessions. 

If you vere there, this convention vrap-up is unnecessary, Tou'll also recog- 
nize that there is no vay to report ail the meetings, conversational ©xchanges and 
the informai eyeballers that occurred. But these raay prov© to be as mémorable to you 
as those officiai program events raentioned here. 

If you veren't there, this report raay b© sufficient to raake you vish you had 
been, and to résolve here and nov to begin planning— and saving — for the 1973 
ANARC convention, vherever it may be heldî 

Ther© ver© those vho have attended a number of conventions before and those 
for vhom Boston *72 vas their first ANARC gathering. Ther© vere teens as young as 
14, and several vho began listening in the *20*3 or *30*3? a good mix of youth and 
experience, Yet everyon© I talkqd to agreed that it vas a top flight convention and 
many departed saying, "Se© you again next year,"

Dear Ed: What 1s a pirate station? When may I hear one? What frequencles are used? 
Answer; Let's take the last question flrst. Lately, reports have been received of the 
réactivation of "Voice of the Purple Pumpkln". There are others various calls these 
pirates use on both SW and AM - notably "Wonderful World of W-Y-N-O", and"W-I-L-D". 
Frequencles heard vary. The best times are early evenlng untll way after darkness. If 
you stick to the 41 and 75 meter bands, you may be lucky to stumble across one some 
day. Most recently, thls edltor has heard hard rock and moody blues on 3,885 KHz, 
and accordlng to the HAMs on the air commenting about it at the time, it undoubtedly 
origlnated from around the Bostonla area. Others have been reported from around the 
Chicago area. Now, as to who these broadcaster are - they are probably unllcensed, 
or formerly licensed HAMs, operatlng most often just above or just below the legitimate 
amateur bands. The reasons probably revolve around amateurish advehture rather than 
any bonaflde desire to get into licensed broadcastlng. These stations are not widely 
heard, and they probably employ small amateur rigs of the 25-100 watt range. I would 
not be surprised to learn that one or more "Pirates" are qùite familiar with NASWA.

Dear Uncle Ed: I have sometlmes corne across the expression.. ."Prepared QSL". Just 
what 1s thls, and could it be of any use to me? 

Answer: AH too often, ahd partlcularly in Latin America and the Mlddle East, bonaflde 
QSL cards are not prlnted by the myrlad of small, poorly-staffed radio stations. Many 
stations do not even have letterhead stationery to use in correspondence. To make it 
as easy as possible to obtain a QSL, many DXers have found it expédient to construct 
a ready-made, but blank, QSL card which they enclose with their réception reports. 
AH the broadcaster has to do then 1s to fill in a few blanks and apply his signature. 
You may or may not désiré to fill in the date, time and frequency yourself, leaving no- 
thing for the station to do except sign it and mail it. Even postage stamps of the coun- 
try involved may be sent with your report. A prioe llst of these stamps may be obtained 
from DX STAMP SERVICE, 83 Roder Parkway, Ontario, N.Y. 14519.

Dear Ed: I ordered some equipment from a SWL equipment dealer in New York, but hgye 
received nelther equipment nor any answers to my inquirles after several months. 
Dear Ed; Somebody ought to clue-in the NASWA members about what seems to be a blg 
swindle opération in a SWL equipment mail order business in New York. 



Answer; Without mentloning names Involved, this editor bas Personal knowledge of, 
and several letters on hand from NASWA members, about this business. The général 
complaints are: Non-delivery, accepting and cashing varions checks without sendlng 
goods, and refusai to glve adéquate account to the oustomer. Several months ago, 
NASWA advlsed the membershlp to be wary of such a dealershlp. Avoid the unknown. 
NASWA knows of ONE reputable source of business caterlng excluslvely to the SWL 
hobby, and is happy to mention GILFER Associates. The persons ownlng GILFER are 
personally known - havlng met them, and knowing somethlng of thelr business deal- 
Ings both past and présent. GILFER is located at Box 239, Park Ridge, N.J. 07656.

Dear Ed: A frequently dlscussed point questions the différence between SWL and DXer. 
What 1s your Interprétation? 
Answer: Generally speaklng, we al} are, or at least were at one tlme, SWLers. These 
SWLers prefer to llsten to the more powerful, well-heard stations for entertainment 
purposes, éducation, news, etc. AU too often, however, the bug bltes, and the SWL 
becomes aware of a gnawlng deslre to catch Just one more country, and then just one 
more. In the end, many of the SWLers have taken thelr hobby very serlously, Indeed, 
and prefers to seek out the rare, low-powered, distant, and dlfflcult to hear stations, 
and to keep addlng to his totals of countrles and stations heard. No matter what your 
preference, It takes both catégories to make up our hobby. Without one or the other, 
we could not exlst as the top-notch, number #1 club.

Dear Ed: How is one expected to submit an adéquate réception report for QSL s when 
the program heard was broadcast In - say, Greek or Arable? What kind of détails does 
the broadeaster want from us? 

Answer: Very good questions. First of ail, be reasonably certain the suspected sta- 
tion is actually supposed to be on the air. Cheok WRTH and recent loggings in FRENDX. 
Be sure that propagation 1s possible between hlm and you(see the monthly propagation 
tlme charts in Short Wave Center). Thlrd, take note of peculiarltles around perlods on 
the exact hour and half-hour. These may be gongs, tlme pips, change of announcers 
from maie to female, change In programming from variety or muslc to news or comments. 
If you can manage It, try to stick wlth the station until sign-off to note any spécial 
announcements or anthems. Make some effort to Identify the language heard. Glve 
names of songs heard if you recognlze them. If you can afford it, send a small tape 
recording of the program heard (7-1/2 l.p.s. on one slde only). The englneer of the 
station is Interested In strength of his signal, interférence from other stations, elec- 
trlcal noises, fadlng, etc. Unless the station 1s famillar wlth the SINPO System, I 
would stick to wrltten descriptions. 

Dear Ed: What is the advantage of havlng an expensive SWV-7 (vertical) over the 
loss expensive SWL- 7 (horizontal) antenna - both made by Moseley? I have both. 
Answer: To begin wlth, you are lucky to have the horizontal space to string up the 
SWL-7. The advantage lies in the SWV-7ls utility fev persons havlng small lots, or 
who live In apartments but have a porch or balcony. The vertical is certalnly omnl- 
dlrectional, but more susceptible to street noises. The horizontal 1s more dlrectlon- 
al, but may pick up street noises or more power line noises. The vertical wlll not 
efflclently resonate for lower frequency stations, and the horizontal may have some 
null réception angles. The advantages or disadvantages are for you to examinine, 
Keep In mind that there is no substitute for honest length to gather In low frequency. 
Short antennas, whether vertical or horizontal, and desplte the coll traps to make them 
resonate more efflclently, may not perform as well as a good long wire. They are fine 
for higher frequencies -say, above 31 meters. 
And a big 73 and good DX to ail. Keep the questions comlng. Edward Shaw

"dream job" — listening to shortwave for a llvingl Mr. G .A. .'eston, on the BBC MS. 
NASWA: To start things off, Mr. Weston," 
do you think you could give us an idea 
of what your average day at the Honitor- 
ing Service is like? Do you spend ail of 
your time behind a receiver, hil 
Jeston: I do not spend much time at a re- 
ceiver ryself, but of my small staff, who 
work a shift rotation, there is usually 
one monitor on duty at any one time, They 
normally work eight hours a day - most ol 
which is taken up by checking schedules, 
trying to find the best frequency for re- 
ceiving a station which has suddenly be- 
come important in the news or just "cruis 
ing" to find anjrbhing new. Ail the infon 
mation found by listening is assembled by 
myself and any item of importance is 
passed to my chief and it is then décidée 
if we wish to cover the item on a régulai 
basis, The information provided by moni- 
tors goes toward the construction of the 
Spécial Listening Section schedules and 
"Réception Notes" which are becoming fam- 
iliar to DXers, 
NASWA: How many people are employed in 
ail by the MS? Treston: Just over UOO. 
NASWA: Are they ail engaged in some form 
of "professional S^JLing", if I j^ia^çal^

communication-type receivers - two Racal 
RA 17 KS and an Eddystone EC956, but for 
the language monitors Eddystone EB36As and 
SPRhs are used. At Caversham Park we use a 
fairly simple "Zeppelin" type system of 
aerials, but lie have an out-station at 
Crowsley Park - some four miles away that 
carries out the majority of the réception 
work, At this station there are approxi- 
mately 60 comiaunications receivers (Racal 
RA ITK's, BRT UOOs, and several spécial 
pièces of apparatus), The aerial arrays 
comprise a sériés of "Beverages", at about 
every 20 degrees around the compass(except 
in the northern sector), Rhombics eut and 
designed for spécifie station réception 
and some inverted "V"s, From Crowsley 
Park, which is manned by Engineers only, 
the audio output from the receivers is fed 
to Caversham Park by means of a 38-pair 
cable, Not only voice broadeasts are fed 
in this manner but the teletype services 
as well. The latter are usually passed to 
Caversham Park by means of "phantom" lines 
and so conserve the available direct cir- 
cuits for the voice transmissions. The 
lines are then distributed to the varions 
listening positions in the main Listening 

Room at Caversham Park via a

set up their work schedules according to 
the times at which the BC's in each's 
spécial linguistic area are on the air?

leston; We start from a coverage schedule. 

which includes these programme slots - 
news bulletins, political commentaries, 
press reviews etc. - which we know from 
experience are most likely to be useful, 
The Monitors work regular shifts, and, 
according to their languages, are allo- 
cated their quota of programming, day by 
day. Shift times are, however, adjusted 
whenever spécial events or changes in 
transmission times make it necessary. 
NASWA: Are ail monitors engaged in lis- 
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, tening to broadcasts for news sake alone, or do some specifically monitor for fre- 
quency changes, etc. ?? 
Weston: Ail the monitors except iny own section have the job of reporting what foreigi 
broadcasters say, news, propagande, political speeches, économie information and so 
on. The Service's concern is primarily with content and my job of keeping track of 
frequencies etc. is really directed to enable us to know what is being broadeast, 
when, to whom, and on what frequencies so that we can always find anything we want. 
But this in practice means keeping pretty complété schedules of ail the main statiens 
of the world, and an awful lot of the not-so-important ones. 
MSWA; Of the people employed by the Honitoring Service, were most of you SWLs or 
DXers prior to coming to the MS? 
Weston: Very few, I think. If you are at it ail and every working day, you want to 
relax with something else. 
NASvvA: To get onto another topic, could you tell us just how the MS détermines which 
broadcasts to listen to? 
Weston: Basically there are three criteria: first the importance of the country in 
the international scene (e.g., the Soviet Union gets heavy coverage while Burundi 
normally gets very little), secondly its importance in relation to British interests 
(e.g. we pay more attention to the Middle Sast than to Vietnam), and thirdly the a- 
vailability of other sources of information about it(e.g. our coverage of Western 
Europe is slight, and of the USA nil). 'Je are however flexible and temporary devel- 
opments may cause us to pau much more than normal attention to a country (during the 
recent crisis in Burundi we covered everything we could hear from it). 
NASWA: How would I, for example, go about getting a job as a "professional SWL/Dïer" 
for the BBC Monitoring Service? 
Weston: You should watch the advertisements in British nswspapers, and then if we 
wanted to give you a job, probably satisfy the Home Office that there was no one 
living in the UK who could do it'. Most of the jobs we advertise are for profession- 
al linguists. 
NASWA; VThere else doss the MS maintain listening posts besides the British Isles? 
Could you briefly tell us about them? 
Weston; We have a few small outposts in other countries monitoring transmissions not 
audible in the UK. The biggest and oldest is in Nairobi, Kenya, which provides cov- 
erage of the eastern half of Africa from the Sudan southwards. 
NASWA; There is often talk of the understood coopération between the MS and the FBIS 
(Foreign Broadeast Monitoring Service) in the USA. Could you elabccrate? 
Weston; Tes indeed, We have an arrangement with the FBIS which provides for a com- 
plété exchange of everything we each monitor, including frequency and programme in- 
formation. It is this which enables both Services to give nearly world-wide cover- 
age, regularly of about 120 countries and broadcasts in about $0 languages, 
NASWA; Tell me — after a hard day at Caversham, do you go home and turn on a SW, hi? 
Weston: Not very often, we can usually get ail the satisfaction we want from the 
day's work but occasionally a monitor will check something at home that he is inter- 
ested in. The language monitors who are expatriâtes from an overseas country will of- 
ten listen to their home radio service if it is audible in this country, but mostly 
they will have heard most of the interesting items while on duty. 
NASWA: What happens to ail the information that is corapiled at the BBC MS? 
'-eston; As I think I have noted, we use ail wave bands, and are concemed with no ci- 
tent . The ^0 éditons I rrentioned pass ou the content - or rather what of it is rel- 
evant to our customers - in two ways. First, we have a News Bureau which sends a 
round-the-clock teletype service of news to the BBC news rooms - domestic radio, TV, 
and probably more familiar to SW listeners in the States, the external services in- 
cluding the World Service in English, Then there is Publications Department which 
produces a voluminous sériés of d^ily reports calfed the Summary of World Broadcasts. 
NASWA; Is your information distrihuted to officiai customers only, or can anyone get 
it? 
Weston: It is available to anyone who paijs for it. I produce weekly Réception Notes, 

. a sort of DX-Bulletin, and a 100 or more detailed programme schedules over the year. 
The Summary of orld Broadcasts contains a wide sélection of items, often in Ver- 
batim translation, broadeast from ail over the world, It is msant for those follow- 
ing developments in foreign countries and international relations but shortwave en- 
thusiasts who pick up the Voice of the Arabs from Cairo, the Soviet Radio Peace and 

"Progress in Chinese, or the clandestine Voice of the Free Temeni South - to take ran- 
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dom examples - may find it interesting to see what these stations are actually saying» 
NASWA: How can we get more information about what you supply? 
VTeston: By witing to the Kead of the BBC Monitoring Service, Caversham Park, Reading 
RGU, 8TZ, England. 
NASl^A: Does the HS pursue a policy of flexibility then, as to which stations are to 
be monitored on any given day? Say there's just been a Latin American coup — would 
most of the MSt s attention be rivetted to transmissions enanating from that area? 
Weston: VJell, l've partly covered this when I described how décidé which countries 
to cover. The coup situation is the one really calling for flexibility. If you stage 
a coup, the first thing you do is to seize the radio, and the next, to put a stop on 
ail outgoing press messages, You corne to the microphone whenever you have anything to 
say, denunciation of your predecessor, announcement of your plans for the splendid 
new era now dawning, imposition of curfews, etc. So monitoring becomes the only 
source of information for the outside world, and we corne into our ownl 
NASWA: That's very interesting. In wrapping this up, Kr, Weston, could you give us a 
brief rundown on the history and development of the MS? 
Weston: It started shortly before (a few days before, in fact) the outbreak of WWII 
in 1939» Throughout the war it served as a valuable source of information about what 
was happening in enemy countries and the countries they occupied, and their propagan- 
da. After the war, the emphasis switched to the cold war between the Soviet Union 
and its satellites, and the West, The emergence of the independent countries of Af- 
rica and Asia and their often acute problems among themselves, and more recently the 
Sino-Soviet Split, have brought further changes. Cne way or another, the internation- 
al scene (and the fantastic growth of broadcasting as a domestic mediuiù and as a ma- 
jor international propaganda instrument) has kept us busy l'.

télévision. I am advised that the position remains sub- 
stantially the same, The cost of providing a SW service 
would be very heavy, and in ail the circumstances I have 
corne to the conclusion that the provision of such a ser- 
vice could not be justified at présent,'" John also notes 
that Northern Ireland is now represented by a clandestine 
SWBCer: "...the anarchist pirate "Gnomes of Ulster" has 
been heard loud, clear, and somewhat distorted on 6080 k!èi 
in Belfast. Schedule is 2000-2200 on "éd.'s, Fri.'s, and 
Sat.'s, The management is prepared to make GSL-cards if 
some artist can be found who'll donate a free drawing of 
a gnome or leprechaun. There is vague talk of an Internats 
ional Service", too...". And lastly, in a letter to ur 
editor from Pichael Barraclou^h, CSL-Pd. "..WXC, UK, he 
notes that one of his Irish correspondents mentioned that 
"...the transmitter and aerial mentioned in the article 
were smashed for scrap less than two years ago, per info 

from an AR0 living just a few miles from Athlone. He said it was a shame to see such 
valuable equipment destroyed this way..." And THAT, my fellow ITASJAers, is THAT 1 The 
"rumors" mentioned in postscript to the RTE saga (cf. SWC-April '72) may be laid to 
rest, It looks as if another SWBCer has bitten the dust for good.

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ECUADORIAN .. .a Look at Radio Rio Amazonas. HCGM, lt870 kHz 

Part I...«by Al Slzer 

HCGM, Radio Rio Amazonas (also oalled la ?oz de Haoume) is one of the less often 
heard Eouadorlan stations, operating with 2000 watts on U870 kHz 
under an abbrevi.ated schedule. I recently received an interesting 
letter of verif-'oation frora Jim Hedlund, station director, in 
whioh he said he thinks I hold the record for distance between 
xmtr and rx QTH among the réception reports received at HCGM. 
This puzzled me sinoe it didn't seem that diffioult a catch 
and I assumed llsteners at farther distance must have caught 
this 2-kilowattarr, However, it is probably accounted for by 
the faot that the station is usually blocked off by the Ven- 
ezuelan. Radio Tropical, on the same frequency and by the 
faot that the Ecuadorian signs off early—6.30 p.m. Eouador- 
lan tire, to be exact. As a natter of faot, about the only 
chance to hear it at présent is to catch it Just after its 
sign/on time of 10lj5 GMT during the winter. 

Radio Rio Amazonas broadoasts in three languages to the Ec- 
uadorian eastem Jungle area whioh is its prime target area. 
Spanish and Jivaro are programmed two hours daily in each, and 
Quecha one hour per day. Hedlund says the portion I heard on the   
morning of Feb, 5 was the end of the 5:U5-6:16 Quecha program and the 
beginnlng of the 6:15-7:15 Jivaro broadoast. "..The flûte muslc at 6:22 i; the char- 
aoteristio of the Jivaro program and the time you indioated tells me the .iperator 
was seven minutes late for work that morning," 

Radio Rio Amazonas is one of three stations in Ecuador operated by the Gospel 
Mlssionary Union, headquartered in Smithvllle, Missouri. It began opération in Feb- 
ruary of 1962 with 5GO watts on 1120 kHz, médium wave. It was soon discovered that 
at this frequency signais were audible for only about lOriles from the station. 
Permission was obtained from the Ecuadorian government to change to 1:870 kHz and 
there the station has remained, 

"Our goal is local service," writes Hedlund, 
"and we do not attempt to cover other than the east- 
ern side of the Andes from Colombia to the northern 
part of Peru. During the time you heard our signal

As the sun rises, locax réception becomes superb throughout Ecuador, 
"At présent ws are operating on 2000 watts and very soon hope to increase our 

output to 5000 watts with the arrivai of a larger Diesel generator which is stuck in 
custons at this time, I would be interested to hear from you again indicating whether 
our signal presence there was an isolate incident or a regular occurance at this time 
in the morning, We presently program in the afternoon from 3 to 6:30 pm, with anti- 
cipated extension to 9:30 pm as the new plant becomes available. I know nothing of 
the long range skip on 60 meters after sundown on 60 meters, so any comiœnts on this 
would be anoreciated. 

The station's address is Casilla 7, Shell, Pastaza, Ecuador.

from the rest of Ecuador by such barriers as the high Andes and extreme lack of com- 
munications and roads, and a général belief that if one enters the area he may not re- 
turn—at least not under his own power'...At présent, HCGM has a full-tirr» staff of 5."

Cur station is actually a régional one, which has to only cover South Sumatra, 
but we are really very lucky in that a lot of DX-Listeners have sent us their ré- 
ception reports. Ilost of them have corne from Sweden and Finland, besides those frm 
Japan, Australia and New Zealand. 

Our transmitter is a 10 K'I Gates, linked v/ith a two-wire folded dipole antenna 
at the height of circa 19 meters and stretched from NW to SE. This xmtr was instaUed 
in 19^U, Cur daily pgms run from 2230-0100 GMT Se 0^00-0700 GMT, while in the even- 
ing, from 2300-0700 GIGT. (Sked sic, rwp) It consists of National as well as Région- 
al news bulletins, talks on politics and social events,sports items, drama, poetry, 
children's pgms, wornen1s sessions, church and mosque services, and rural being. 

The HRI is gov't-owned and our main tasks are: 
a. To give sufficient information to the Indonesian people what is going on in In- 

donesia and abroad; what the Government is doing to smoothen welfare and pros- 
perity in the présent five-year development scheme. 

b. To transmit educational guidance to the people in varions types of programmes. 
c. To entertain people with good and healthy rnusic and songs. 

Indonesia, which consists of more than 3j000 islands is covered with U5 RRI 
stations, scattered about ail over the country, using transmitters ranging from 
1 to 125 Kilowatts. We also have non-RR'I stations, but generally they only use 
very small transmitters. 

Palembang is the capital of South Sumatra Province. The population is estimated 
at about 650 thousand people, but it is still increasing, because of urbanization. 
The city is tending to become an industrial as well as trade center. We now have two 
oil refineries, the biggest in the SouthEast; a fertilizer factory, which supplies 
1,000 tons of Urea Fertilizer annually, We also have a tire factory, a spinning 
mill and many rubber factories. A huge electric station is now being built at the 
Husi River bank, the biggest river in Sumatra. 

The main produce is rubber, tea, coffee, pepper and wood, beside mining indus- 
tries such as oil, tin and coal, which we export to nei.ghboring countries.

A couple of summers ago, 
I was frustrated w/the pocr 
performance of my Drafe Ri;B 
on hot days when the local 
line voltage would routine- 
ly hover arnd 100 vac, give 
or take $ volts, Sensitiv- 
ity dropped, stability was 
less, and the xtal calibra- 
tor wouldn't work, among 
other things. Further, then 
or any other time of year, 
if the XYL turned on her i- 
ron on the same line— a 
weekly occurrance—the vol- 
tage would fluctuate wild- 
ly and I was forced to keep 
retuning the set when itwas 
in the exalted carrier mocte. 
Finally, there were moment- 
to-moment fluctuations due 
to external causes which 
also affected rx stability 
and performance in général. 

Solution? I picked up a

120 watts that gave an ab-

better than % volt) 112 vac 
output from any outlet var- 
ying from arnd 90-130 vac, 

The results were most 
gratifying, îlot only was it 
possible to forget about the 
brownout s, but the XYL cou3d 
iron to her heart's content 
w/out incurring ray impatient 
glares. Stability during 
selectable sideband récep- 
tion bec aine so good that I 
could walk away from the rx 
for long stretches w/out 
having to retune, somethin^ 
heretofore impossible. 

In fact, I liked the re- 
sults so much I decided to 
go one step further and to 
transform the steady 112 vac 
input to the input recom- 
mended by ûrake: 120 vac, 
A VARIAC variable voltage 
transformer was bought for 
about $20 which allowed the 
voltage to be varied from 
O-lbO vac, l.Tiile I was at 
it, I picked up a couple of 
line monitoring meters 
(RCA WV-12QA, $1? @) to read 
RMS voltage in and out. Be- 
cause the voltage stabilia- 
ing transformers alter the 
AC sine slightly, peak to 
peak AC meters, such as are 
used w/VOM's & VTVM's, glves 
false readings, whereas RM3 
meters give true readings 

in or out). 
Sure enough, for the Isb 

time since the RUB was pur- 
chased, it really came to 
life. And it was Iso pos- 
sible to turn down the vol- 
tage when not using the rx, 
rather than turn it off, 
thus keeping the tube fil- 
aments warm; this elimina- 
ted warmup problems, as weH 
as lengthened component "Hfe 
by keeping out moisture and 
eliminating turn-on surge 
voltage, 

So now I sit here watch- 
ing the outlet voltage beum- 
ing around like a yo-yo b©- 
tween 100-107 vac,yet I can 
afford to be blase—for the 
other meter, monitoring the 
VARIAC output, stands stiff 
as cernent on the 120 vac 
hairline. 
If the idea interests you, 
check arnd surplus outlets 
and industriai bargain 
stores, as s orne voltage sta- 
bilizers are available at 
such places for a song.And 
don't forget the next time 
you align your rx to keep 
it plugged in to the regu- 
lated source so that your 
alignment will be truly 
optimum.

DX A Short Look at the Beginnings of Radio Cordac, Burundi  

Often, when one mentions missionary 
stations, immédiately visions cône to 
mind of such powerhouses as HCJC, FEBC, 
etc, Such is not the case with R.Cordac, 
Running 2,5 IM's on 3985 and i;900 kHz, 
Radio Cordac représents DX-supreme for 
the Afro-DX enthusiast. 

Radio Cordac was awarded its fran- 
chise to operate on September 3, 1963 
through the government of Burundi. It 
was considered imperative that they 
occupy the allocated 60 mb frequency 
by Christmas Day of that year. Cordac 
eventually wound up utilizing a used 
Navy transmitter with a potential of 
250 watts. 

In a very interesting article, 
Dr, Robert D, Kellum, the first dir- 

ector of the then newly-organized Central 
Africa Broadcasting Co,, notes that the 
use of a mere 250 watts, altho unchosen, 
turned out to be quite a break. In fact, 
Kellum now encourages missionary groups to 
massively inaugurate new stations of low 
power, the time being opportune, and their 
qualities désirable. 

Désirable qualities? It is easier to 
be awarded a transmitting franchise in a 
smail country if the power is modest; the 
initial cost is modestj operational cost is 
low; and so forth. 

In fact, the tone of this article is 
"strike while the iron is hot", and if it 
is heeded, we may well be seeing many small, 
new DX-outlets popping up in the future.

Radio Antillas' first signal went on the air on Ootober 15, 1962, from a homemade 
transmitter oonstructed by Dominican eleotrioal engineer Andres Infante, operating on 
the frequenoy of 1120 kHz. This was a hanpy day for Mr. Manuel Zaglul, owner of the 
new station, whioh, after the killing of Dominican diotator Rafaël Trujillo, was an- 
other one on the list of stations emerging in the new freedom in the oountry. At that 
time the station was housed in an apartment of Edifiolo Jaar, at the corner of Calle 
El Conde (Santo Domingo's main street on the colonial and business district) and 
Calle Sspaillat. There was a moment in whioh four of these new stations were located 
in the same building: Radio Programas Quisquaya, Radio Mil, Radio Union, and Radio 
Antillas. In '62, Antillas' power was 1000 watts, and sohedule of opération was from 
1100 to 0500 GMT. Sometime during the following year a 500 watt shortwave xratr was 
put into opération on U960 kHz in the 60 m.b», parallel to 1120 kHz. Both transmit- 
ters were on the eastern outskirts of the oity, aoross the Ozama river. 

Mr. Zaglul, the owner, 1s a man who 
oan be inoluded in the group of radio 
pioneers in this country as he was an 
enthusiastic helper to Mr. Fausto Don- 
astorg, owner of the Ist radio station 

to operate at San Pedro de Macorfs in 1935 : 
HI1J, on the frequency of 6025 kHz in the 
U9 mb, Zaglul also became a director of 
this trailblazing station, holding this pos 
ition until about 19Ulu 

1965, afateful year for ail of Santo Domingan stations, for apart from the dam- 
ages inflicted to equipment by the civil war, it was also an économie catastrophe. 
Beoause of this the shortwave transmitter ceased opération. Right after the civil 
war. Radio Antillas moved to a third floor just built at Calle Mercedes 102, where 
the station was more confortable located, Later on they introduced news services, 
with UPI and EFE teletypes for world news releases, including national & local in- 
formation. At présent, the press dept. is headed by Francisco Alvarez Castellanos, 
a distinguished newsman, assisted by Rafaël Soriano, Francisco Montilla, Hector Fena 
and Nelson Valerio.

Around Ootober 1971 the 
shortwave transmitter was again reactivated on the old frequency of 1960 kHz, but dui 
to some malfunction it is being widely heard on 1960 kHz producing a shower of re- 
ports from the United States, Europe and South America, including reoorded tapes. Bul 
ail DXers seem to be wondering just what is the matter with those reports as nobody 
seems to have reoeived a reply.

In this the fifth part of the sériés, we will give example configurations for d&- 
termining sunrise and sunset times for La Grande, Cregon and Luanda, Angola. The 
western African countries are a bit more difficult for Western North Americans, par- 
ticularly during the sumner, because of the short periods of time when both target 
and hunter are in darkness, or near-darkness. As with each segment, the cardinal 
points are repeated: 

1. Low frequency transmissions will only propagate between two points in darkness. 
2. Exact GMT for any longitude on the globe may be easily figured by adding h 

minutes of time for each degree West of 0° Greenwich, or subtracting that 
amount of time for F.ast of 0° Greenwich. This is the Sidereal Time différence.* 

3. '^he accompanying chart tells when sunrise and sunset will occur (within a few 
minutes) in local time for most latitudes. Nearly exact estimâtes may be in- 
temolated for latitudes between those listed.

radio Ab, (The Finnish BC Co.). It is almost entirely state-owned and has as its 
highest ruling organ the Advisory Gouncil, which is chosen by Parliament and -which 
appoints the executives as well as defines the outlines of the program activity. 
The daily programming is,however, independent of Parliament, the Cabinet, and oth- 
er departments of the government; in practice, Yleisradio is quite an independent 
communications establishment. The présentation of the greatest possible variety 
of opinion has been adopted as the task of radio and télévision in Finland—a task 
which levels in part the prévalent ideological slant found in the press, 

A smaller private commercial TV network, Mainos-TV, opérâtes alongside the 
state-owned company. It leases program time from the Yleisradio broadcasting net- 
work, but submits its program policies to the same Advisory Council décisions as 
does the Yleisradio Company... 

The main financial source for the opération of Yleisradio are radio and TV 
licenses.
