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NASWA Executive Editer WILLIAM P. EDDINGS died August 23» 1972, after a long

The life of Bill Eddings and the North American Short>iave Association uere closely 
tuined, Bill ^/as NASV/A,, ,and NASWA Mas Bill, 

Cnriously, there is no t/ritten history of NASWA But perhaps that's not so strange 
after ail, Bill always looked forv»ard, never back, There was aluays nex± month's 
bulletin to get outj no time to bother uith the past, V/hile Bill, as chief execu- 
tive, editor, publisher, mimeo-cranker, envelope addresser, stamp licker and ail 
the rest, vas quick to praise his éditorial associâtes and regularly introduced 
thera to members in personal profile columns, never did he do the same in print for 
himself, 

This history of Bill and NASWA must, therefore, be pieced together from the recol- 
lections and correspondence of those who had the pleasure of uorking with him and 
knowing him as a friend over the years, 

The North American Shortuave Association, known then as NASA, vas born in November 
1961, and Mas, as ail new hobby clubs, a struggling, untried and unproven organi- 
zation, 

Its first real crisis came in July 1963» uhen the publisher-printer, one Rick Roll 
resigned, The entire job of running the club and producing the raonthly bulletin, 
FRENDX, fell suddenly on the shoulders of the editor, Bill Eddings, Eddings found 
himself uith the total responsibility for a growing club of some 160 members, but 
uith meager funds and no miraeograph machine, The total raonthly cost of putting out 
a bulletin, including postage, uas then $21,36, The treasury was in such a state 
that even this small sum caused Bill real headaches, 

Bill soon realized that his NASA job uas essentially a full time one, His days as 
an active DXer "were over, 

He vrote in the September 1963 Frendx', "The club ^lon't be losing anyone spécial in 
me, nor uill the hobby be losing a top DXer, I never uas and I never claimed to be 
eitherî Somehou though, I hope to think I did a bit of good somehou, someuhere 
along the road, and that in the days to corne there uill be just one uho uill recall 
that NASA uas once run by an obscure, humble OM uho uanted nothing but friendship 
and goodiiill bet^»een those he came to kno^i as brothers, Can anyone say I Mas urong 
in preferring my number of friends over ray number of DX catches?" 

After a one-month volunteer stint as publisher by Don Erickson (nou IRCA publisher), 
Bill purchased the club1s first mimeo. It cost $69 and uas financed by raember's 
donations. That machine served the club for many years though many times Bill must 
have felt he uas virtually chained to .it. 

In February 196^, the club uas continuing to grou and the annual membership fee uas 
$2.50. Bill vas aluays auare. of the liraited funds in the pockets of the younger 
members and uas loath to raise the dues except uhen absolutely necessary to keep 
the uolf from the door. In May of that year, the club's first board of directors 
vas naraed. 



In 196^, Bill raoved frœn 1521 5th Avenue in Altoona, to a neii headquarters site at 
1503 5th Avenue. A nhimsioal note in the Ootober bulletin sald he «ished he oculd 
describe SASA headquarters as a fanoy suite of offices in the Chamber of Commerce 
building, but, in faot, it uas merely tvio rooms on the thlrd floor of "a humble 
apartment building on the other side of the tracks."..."too hot in summer, many 
tlmes rather ohilly in uinter," 

Here it vias he oranked the hand-operated mimeograph thousands upon thousands of 
times, over 100,000 sheets in a typloal year. Though fev Icneu it and some bitterly 
complained uhen their bulletins uere a feu days late, NASWA duties in recent years 
took up îjell over ttio normal working njeeks of Bill's "spare time" each monthî 

BASA's organisation beoame more formalized early in 1966, vihen the membership 
approved the club's constitution. 

A tremendous change ooourred in August of that year uhen the members over^ihelmingly 
approved, by référendum, a suitch to ail—3WBC coverage, It uas the first major 
North American club to spécialisé in shortwave broadoast DXing. 

Drastio step though it uas, Bill favored the change. He uas aluays supporting 
ideas that oould benefit the hobby and his club. He was an early and loudly vocal 
supporter of the then fledgling ANARC, the Association of North American Radio 
Clubs. Al though he favored the suitch to all-SVBC, Bill insisted, over the 
objections of some of the board of direotors, that the final décision be placed in 
the hands of the membership. And so it «as. 

In late 1966, NASA beoame NASWA, beoause there «as some confusion resulting from 
the use of initiais identioal «ith those of the spaoe agenoy. 

There «ere other changes over the years, expanded bulletins, spécial services and 
a«ards, ne« columns and the like. And, under Bill"s steady guidanoe the club gre« 
and prospered. It «on a top réputation and kept it. 

Fortunately, there «ere other hands to help «hen illness struok. And, of necessity, 
«hen Bill oould no longer handle the massive publishlng ohores, the administration 
changed. « 

But, «henever he oould, during those periods «hen he «as not in the hospital.- «hen 
he oould get to a typeuriter, his éditorials and headquarters pages oontinued to 
appear in FREWDX. The Eddings touoh, "Unity and Frlendshlp," the raotto that made 
NASWA différent from other clubs, «as still there. 

No« he is gone. 

A fitting eulogy are these lines. They must have been favorites of Bill, sinoe he 
published them in the Noveraber 196^ FRSKDX, and repeated them in the November 
issues of 1967 and 1968,,, 

Give me the po«er of a mighty oak 
To «ithstand in youth the mistreatment of mankind, 
To stand ereot and proud against the trials and misfortunes ' life, 
To be brave and stronghearted «hen the ioy fingers of âge oioep into my 

body, 
To spread out my arms in «elcorae to ail. 

And each day, as each season, change myself into a better person, better than 
the day before. 

And «hether in suramer heat or in «inter cold, stand above the everyday petty 
spite and jealousy of ail, 

And «hen, in time, it be «illed that I must leave, let me then deserve to 
hear my friends say, 

"A mighty tree has fallen!"

Th« 
volumn of mail has dropped, vhich is expected. Tharcfora, a singl# pag« is devot«d 
to quastions of wld« général intcrest, With the return of th« Fall/^Vintar DX saason 
we will cxpoct many more lettars and questions. Now, for this month we hâve.,,.. 

Dear Ed: I would like to orient my 50 foot longwire antenna in the best direction 
to favor réception frora Africa. Can you suggest how to do this? 

Answer: One of the greatest misconceptions is that a long wire is directional off 
the ends. This is true only in the case of a very long wire, and even then it is 
only generally directional. Your 50 foot longwire has good omni-dircction qualities. 
If you eamestly desire to favor Africa - keep in mind that a directional antenna does 
not add gain for that direction, but tends only to null réception from right angles. 
A dipole antenna oriented broadside to the direction of Africa is your best bet. This 
would be nearly due east. And, most important, the dipole must be for a spécifie 
meter band or elsc it bccoraes directional in other angles. For example, a dipole for 
the 60 meter band will be directional broadside - for DXing 60 meters. However, if 
you attempt to DX the 31 or 25 meter bands, your dipole will become réceptive from 
other angles from broadside. The reason requires sorae reading, and I recoramend you 
visit your local Radio Shack or order from GILFER the book entitled "SWL Antenna 
Construction Projectsn, by Edward M. Noll. (*For most of eastem U.S.A.) 

Dear Ed; How many tlmes canl count a radio station as another country in cases like 
Bangladesh, forraerly East Pakistan, forraerly Bengal East India? 

•Answer: You haven't read the NASWA criteria closely enough. NASWA msintains that a 
^station once heard as a separate country, always counts as a separate country. In 

the case of Bangladesh, many DXers had formerly verified that country when it was 
still East Pakistwi, and may not count it again. However, if anyone had verified 
Dacca when it was still a part of India, they simply have a QSL from India. It counted 
as a separate country when it became East Pakistan. It does not count a third time 
simply because the country changed names. 

Dear Mr. Shaw; I just began SWLing and enjoy it very rauch, but 1 find it difficult to 
identify some stations using the same frequencies as Radio Moscow, These other sta- 
tions are Just as powerful, but have différent Interval Signais. 

Answer; Sooner or later, Jim, you would have stumbled on the answer yourself. You are 
undoubtedly hearing various interval signais wîiich are used by Radio Moscow to ID 
spécifie prograras. Most notable are the separate interval signais used for Radio 
Stansiya Atlantika for Soviet mariners at sea; Radio Peace and Progress, the voice of 
Soviet opinion; Radio Stansiya Rodina, for Soviet citizens abroad; and various relaye 
of prograras from Radio Kiev, Ukraine; Radio Vilnius, Lithuania; and Radio Yerevan, 
Armenia. Therc are several more as wcll, Keep in mind that these are not différent 
radio stations, but only handy identifications for spécifie prograins broadeast by 
Radio Moscow, BBC aleo uses several various interval signais for différent prograras, 
as do many other broadeasters, This may be a good subject for a short FRENDX article 
if someone would care to research it and submit it.

Vfith this survey iie complété a sériés oovering the frequeneies from 1605 to 7000 
kHz. Surveys of 1605-4000 kHz and of 4000-5700 kHz are available in mimeo form 
from NASWA headquarters. The 60 meter survey(4000-5700 kHz) is being revised, and 
a free oopy of the nen survey 1s available for a SASE(self addressed stamped 
envelope) pith;24 cents postage afflxed. 

No attempt has been made in this, or in the other, survey to include every station 
llsted on each frequenoy. We have inoluded stations that are, or at least hsve been, 
audible on the bands in reoent months. The survey is done «ith the faot in mind 
that most of thbse using it uill résidé in North America. This does not mean that 
information from outside North America has been excluded. Rather, that the emphasis 
has been on North America, and that many fade-ln and fade-out times are glven, and 
these represent, for the most part, fade-in and fade-out in North America, But even 
that is nothing rigid, since fade-in and fade-out times uill dépend on the part of 
NA in uhich the listener résides. In any case, most every station listed here will 
at one time or another be audible in North America, but not necessarily at the times 
listed, since ue are, except uhere noted, listing actual loggings here, not just 
sohedules, 

Many DXers provlded help «ith this survey, So many, in faot, that it uould not bé 
practical to list them ail here, Houever, spécial thanks are due to Anker Petersen 
of Denmark, Bob Bundy of Truk, and Larry Magne of Philadelphie. 

A feu items oarry referenoes to the BBC MS or to BADX. As usual, these items are 
used by permission, and NASWA oannot grant permission to reproduoe them, Other 
than c--^items, ue have no objection to the quoting of items from this survey, 
since our purpose is to provide a useful tool for the DXer and the DX éditer.

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PHEN0MEW3N OF THE EftRKNESS PATTERN EXPIAINED (Part VI) by Ecîward C. Shaw 

This rronth, the sixth part in the sériés of exaitple configurations will ex- 
amine the path'of darkness between Lexington, Kentucky and Brisbane, Queensland. 
The darkness time charts will beccme ever increasing in value to you as the Fall 
and Winter DX season approaches. Rcmember the cardinal points: 

1. low frequency transmissions will only propagate between two points in darkness. 

2. Exact GMT for any longitude on the globe raay be easily figured by adding 4 
minutes of time for each degree West of 0° Greenwich, or subtracting the 
sane amount for East of 0° Greenwich. This is the Sidereal Time différence*. 

3. The acccmpanying chart tells when sunrise or sunset will occur (within a 
few minutes) in local time for most latitudes. Nearly exact estimâtes 
may be interpolated for latitudes between those listed.
