Oh, if a report is of exceptional quality 
we soraetimes include the site as an exception if the broadcast was to America, 
CL; Well then, why is it that once in awhile someone reports a verie with a site 
for a non-NA broadcast? 
MS; We have no knowledge here in the NA service of what goes on in the other 
services. But I suppose it could happen once in awhile, 
CL; How1s that? 
MS; Well, usually around the first of May and in mid October, Ail those parties. 
Ail that vodka, Sometimes things get confused the next day. 
CL; I see, Well, another thing that interests me, How do you manage to get ail 
the annoucers for ail the services to sound so much alike? 
MS; Well Charles, that's because they are the same ones, 
CL; Evgenia, you mean to tell me this huge organization has only two announcers? 
MS; Yes, that's correct, They are quite adept at the varions languages we use and 
with tapes it is possible. In fact, routine. 
CL; Amazing. But even those on Radio Peace and Progrès s sound the same, 
MS; They are. They work for Peace and Progrès s too! I admit they do have problems 
getting across town to the other station in time once in awhile. 
CL; Come on Gennyl What about that door I saw downstairs that had "P-A-P" on it? 
Don't try to kid me that the studios aren't right here in this building, 
MS; "P-A-P?M Oh, you mean our custodians room! "P-A-P" stands for "Pails and 
Polishers," 
CL; Can I get a look in there? 
MS; Sorry comrade- Restricted, By the way, would you like to have me ask Adamov 
to get us some sandwiches and tea? A little caviar perhaps? 
CL; Sounds great Gin, Now tell me, why do you have to use so many frequencies in 
y our broadcasts to North America? Wouldn* t one or two be enough? 
MS; l'm afraid not Chuck, Jamraing you know. Ifs always a problem, 
CL; Janming? We don*t jam anybody^ broadcasts! 
MS; Oh I know that Chuck, Ihe problem is, er, a little doser to home, if you know 
what I mean, We have a little trouble now and then, So we have to use the extras.

Or, 
unless the report reaches us a round May 1, 
CL; You don't say! How about outlets like Dushambe and the like? 
MS; QSLs are available only from those stations which operate a foreign service. 
Radio Moscow has no knowledge or information about their schedules and frequencies, 
CL; l'm afraid you have me a little confused Genny, I don't think I understand 
exactly what the policy is, Could we go over the whole thing one more time? 
MS; Chuck, ifs getting late, My working day is nearly over and I still have 20 
letters to write, Perhaps later. 
CL: Later? 
MS: Charles, didn't I understand you to say we would be going to the Bolshoi tonight 
followed by dinner? 
CL; Oh that's right, l'il just stroll around til you're finished, Then we can leave, 
Incidently, can you do anything with this report of mine on Tula? 
MS; Radio Moscow does not,.,.

IETTER3 TO THE COnttc.SPONDING SECRETARY 

UNITY AND FRIENDSHIP 
William P. Eddings died August 23, 1972. Most of our club membership knew him only as 
the Executive Secretary. He was much more than that, though. Bill1s inspiring leader- 
ship guided the fledgling new club NASWA from its beginning in 1962 and watched it 
grow and prosper into the first class organization we have today. For ten years, Bill 
Eddings, nearly single-handedly presided over and published NASWA's monthly bulletin. 
His personal, humanitarian approach was one of the bright assets that permitted NASWA 
to shine with that luster not found elsewhere. He believed in our motto. It is my 
eamest desire to serve NASWA in the same manner, and try to promote Unity and Friendship. 

Question : Dear Ed; My Radio Shack dealer advised me to leave my DX-150 in stand-by 
position when it is not in use, and therefore it would not need calibrating as much. 
What is he talking about? 
Answer: That's a good piece of advice - raureso for vacuuin tube receivers than for 
solid state devices, though. Your dealer is referring to the off and on surges of 
electricity and heat that affect tubes and the perfomance of receivers. If the re- 
ceiver is left in standby, the high circuit voltage is eut off, but the lower filament 
voltage is left on, thereby eliminating the off/on surges. Solid state equipraent may 
benefit from this, and vacuuin tubes certainly will. The heat from tubes will keep the 
interior of your receiver dry and less likely to have corrosion. A solid state device 
used in a humid environment might benefit from silica-gel sacs, as you suggest, since 
there is insufficient heat generated to accomplish this. I do recommend leaving your 
receiver in standby. The electricity costs amount to only a few pennies a day. By 
the way, your receiver should not need alignment as often as a tube receiver, especial- 
ly in the short space of only one year.

Question: Dear Uncle Ed; Can you tell me just how large our club is? l've heard we 
have over 500 people. 

Answer: There isn't such a raystical answer to this as many would like to believe. 
Actually, we can't really give you a fixed answer that would be accurate from one day 
to the next. To be sure, NASWA is over 500 in membership and is probably 600. Our 
actual mail out, including samples, has at times been nearer 700 - occasionaly over. 
As any club secretary or bulletin publisher will tell you, membership applications 
are received daily, While the summer season is more slack than winter, a typical 
month may see perhaps 20 expirations, but 30 new members, for a net gain of 10. We 
consider "reenlistees" simply as continued members, and these are not counted. 

Question: Dear Ed; What is your guess as to a good percentage return on réception 
reports to Latin American régional stations? I get about 50^. Buena o mala? 

Answer; Well, if one has the ability to use Spanish as you seem to, his percentages 
will naturally be considerably higher. English is not as well understood in Latin 
America as other parts of the world, particularly by the station personnel in the 
lesser populated régions, Your percentages will be govemed by which particular sta- 
tions you reported to. Ail toooften, a station will not understand what it is that 
you want - even with a Spanish report forra - believe it or not. Another considération 
is the actual utility of your report to the station. Did you really send them sorae- 
thing useful, or was your letter basically a request for a souvenier card? Honestly, 
1 believe you should be doing a little better than 50^. You will certainly do better 
by using Spanish if you aren't already. Mint stamps of the country concerned help. 
Language forma are available from Gregg Calkin at his QSL Report address for a 3ASE. 
Mint stamps are available from DX Stamp Service, 83 Roder Pkwy, Ontario, N.Y. 14519. 
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Question; Dear Uncle Ed; Do Latin American stations use a 2L hour clock, or do they 
have «m équivalent for our "a.m." and "p.m." ? In other words, how do you report 
local times to Latin American stations? 

Answer: Latins speak to each other the same way we do in our oountry. They say, 
"5 horas" (5 o'clock) for either 5 a.m. or 5 p.m. But likewise, the same as for 
ourselves, the meaning of "17:00 local time" would nou be lost upon them. I have 
some QSLs from Latin countries expressed in their local time - using both ways. For 
instance, from ÏS3 San Salvador, one letter refers to their schedule ..."desde las 
11.00 hasta las 23.00 horas"(referring to their local time). Another letter from 
Argentins says....na las 7.00 y 10.45 de las noche"... and..." a las 5.30 de la tarde". 
Both of the latter times were référencés to evening or aftemoon times. I recommend 
that you use the 24 hour clock System to avoid any confusion; however, be absolutely 
sure you indlcate whether you nean G.M.T. (Hora Greenwich) or local (i.e., Hora local 
Venezuela). 

Question; Dear Uncle Ed; 1 recently jolned NA3HA, and would like to know if any 
back issues of FRENDX are available? 

Answer; Yes. A limited number of issues since March 1972 are still available and 
can be obtained from Headquarters in Charleston, W.Va. (See bulletin cover). Cost is 
11 .00 per issue, or any three issues for $2.50, postpaid, Publisher Dan Ferguson 
says payment can be either money or in small dénomination postage stamps (i.e. 8^). 
Also, although not available at the présent, NASWA is toying with the idea of offer- 
ing an index of material available from past issues of FRENDX which will enable one 
to order single reprints. 

Question: Dear Ed; Last winter season while listening to Moscow and V0A. I noted 
several instances of what seemed to be échos of the station heard. Do some of these 
broadeasts use more than one transmitter simultaneously for the same program on the 
same frequency? I figure that if one signal was a bit slower than the other, it 
would resuit in the echo sound I heard. What do you say? 

Answer: Right you arej The delay is infinitésimal, but the human brain can detect it. 
I have noted several times V0A signing on two transraitters (say Tangier and Dixon) 
simultaneously, but the transcription tapes soon following were played back on separate 
recorders, one slightly slower than the other. The resuit was an ever-increasing 
disparity in synchronization. Of course, it was made up with a few silent seconds 
at the end of the program. The two transmissions heard were not intended for audi- 
ences in my locale, and it is unlikely the target areas heard the other station like 
I did. The echo could also be caused by the milliseconds delay of one transmitter's 
signal propagating completely around the globe and back to you again. For instance, 
if you heard V0A directly from Greenville, it's also possible for you to hear the same 
signal nearly simultaneously, but slightly delayed by its travel around the globe, 
it takes slightly longer for the signal to travel the greater distance, and results in 
a slightly résonant hollow sounding signal. 

Thanks again to the many sending in questions each month. Unfortunately, we haven't 
the room to use everyquestion submitted, and I must make the judgement as to which 
will be of widest général interest. Several persons have continued to send questions 
with no return postage, evidently assuming their questions will be used. I am sorry 
these persons will not receive an answer if their questions are not used. There are 
simply too many letters received to bear the expense of answering each one. Once 
again, if you desire an answer, include return postage, Your answer will be promptly 
fortheoming, and you may further benefit even more than you thought.

As It was in 19^7 when I bought a ne^ï receiver uiith 
excellent shortwave bands, and one evening I tried to 
find out ■what these bands contained, It Tuas in those 
days ^jith no jamraers, so I first picked up ALL INDIA 
RADIO, and the domestic service of the AUSTRAUAN 
BROADCASTING COMI-EESSION, Mhich had a loud and clear 
signal like a local station and carried "morning 

programmes" "Hhen ve ^ient to bed, At this time rny interests for the shortwave bands 
really started, and owing to a dispute vith a nevspaper about broadcasts in Danish 
from foreign stations I met Mr. Lund Johansen (the founder of WRTH) and got really 
involved in the uork with the V/RTH, 

Qs I see. Tell me, hou many people are in the eraploy of the V/RTH, and hou are they 
coordinated so that the final product, the V/RTH, is promptly ready for the DXer, 
year in and year out? 

As The number of people employed and uorking on the V/RTH is 2 plus an extra one in 
the months uith peak load, here in Denmark, Furthermore throughout the year one 
person in Sueden, plus 5 other Suedish people in August and September, As you uill 
understand it is often a problem to get ail sections coordinated, so that the 
handbook can go to printing as early as possible, but after that time the 
printing and binding takes a rather long time, uhich I cannot do much about, 
Houever, ue are struggling year after year to get the book to the DXers as early 
as possible, but if you find it goes too slou, I hope you nou knou uhy, 

Qa Do you ever have trouble gathering data on varions SVZBCers? l'd imagine that 
some of the smaller domestic LA outlets might prove particularly troublesorae. 

As Yes, the problem is the same nearly every year. It is a troublesome uork to get 
the correct détails from LA countries, and here \te for a great deal have to rely 
on our cooperators and monitors in the varions countries.

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SHORTWAVE RADIO IN TIffi DOMINICAN REFUSLIC 

by César Objîo 

The Dorainican Republic is situated bet^ieen 18° and 20° north latitude and 66° and 
72° west longitude, It is about the size of Ne« Harapshire and Vermont together, 
18,816 square miles, The cliraate? Just like Miami, and tuo hours in a straight 
flight frcan this city, and perhaps more faraous because of the long dictatorship 
ve had to stand during 30 years, Here in Santo Domingo, a city founded in 1^96, 
being the oldest settlement in the Western Hemisphere, you can see the oldest 
cathedral in the Neu V/orld with Columbus1 reraains, Columbus House and other 
interesting spots in the colonial era. We have the highest mountain of the Caribbean 
Islands, Pico Duarte, 10,Wj- feet high and forraerly kno>m as Pico Trujillo? and the 
longest rivBrs Yaque del Norte, even though t»e are the second largest of the Greater 
Antilles after Cuba, 

The Dominican Republic occupies the eastern tv»o-thirds of the island of Hispaniola 
(discovared by Columbus on December 5» 1^92), lying bet>ieen Cuba on the uest and 
Puerto Rico on the east, The boundary betueen it and the Republic of Haiti, ■which 
occupies the western part of the island, is 241 miles long, running from north to 
south, aborderline settled after several treaties with France during colonial days, 
the Dominican side being represented by Spain. It has a coastline 979 miles long. 

Chief products are sugar, cocoa, coffee and tobacco, Most of the sugar mills are 
government owned, due to the purchase by Trujillo during his régime, The biggest 
one is Central Romana which belongs to the Gulf and Western? two others belong to 
a private enterprise settled by Italian immigrants, now Dominican citizens. Main 
coffee industry is Industrias Banilejas, which produces ground coffee named "Santo 
Domingo", "Meca" and "Paliza", In the tobacco field are two compétitive enter- 
prizesn Companîa Anonima Tabacalera (government owned) and E, Léon Jimlnez, C. 
por A, (private industry), producing both différent brands of cigarettes. In the 
mining field the Dominican Republic produces nickel, gold, copper, iron, sait, 
chalk, Bausdte, marble, amber (the latter in great quantities and sold in différent 
shapes and colors in Santo Domingo streets to tourists), Alcoa Exploration Company 
works the bauxite raines and Falconbridge the nickel mines. 

Main cities are Santo Domingo, capital of the country (617*402 inhabitants), 
Santiago (155,151)» San Francisco de Macorîs (43,941), San Pedro de Macorîs 
(42,473) and Barahona (37,889) according to the 1970 population census. 

Many are the stations listed as operating on short waves by the World Radio and 
Télévision Handbook 1972 in the Dorainican Republic. But really that is not the 
case, Most of them are most of the time off the air, The reason is simple- 
operation expenses, Some other times* transmitter failure, or the high price of a 
part needed keeps them off the air for no apparent reason for a long time, Some 
time later they are reactivated for a few days and seera to be forgotten later, 
When a station is new the owner is so enthusiastic that he wishes to add short 
waves in order to be heard as far as possible. In other cases they are assigned a 
shortwave frequency as there is no médium wave frequency available when the 
location is Santo Domingo, close to it or in the eastern part of the country, with 
the dial so crowded that there is no place to add a new station. In the east a 
frequency has to be studied very well before granting it to avoid causing QRM to a 
Puerto Rico station. For instance, R, Sol 3265, R# Ocoa 3255, La Voz de la 
Romana 3355, R.Difusora Popular 4990, later R. Boya, and La Voz del Papagayo 
5030, Ail these stations have tried to operate on médium waves, as they are not 
heard on shortwaves, fo r business' sake, 

Following is a list of stations in the Dominican Republic that are operating now, 
or have operated in the past on shortwaves, Many, as will be noted, will not be 
retuming to shortwave opération, (continued next page) 
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The 90 meter band 1s exclusively dedioated to in-the-oountry stations, the 60 
meter band for stations in Santo Domingo, No station is permitted to operate on 
any higher frequenoy iiith the exception of Radio Télévision Dominioana on 9505 
kHz as the government station. 

3215 HIDB R. Llbertad, Santiago. Usually operating -Hlth tuo shortiiave fqys, 6080 
kHz in the day, and this 90 meter frequenoy at night. They had to olose 
the h9 meter outlet beoause of the 1966 telecomunicaoiones laïl, and have 
kept operating sporadioally on this frequenoy only. Opération time on 
750 kHz is 1100-0300 GMT daily exoept Sundays, Direotor is the cerner, 
Abraham Vanderhorst, 

3255 HXMP R, Ocoa, San José de Oeoa. This is one of the stations assigned to 
short uaves before they uere able to obtain a médium uave frequenoy. The 
location is a small toun on the mountains, doser to Banî, my home toun, 
than to any other plaoe, both in the same province, The first MW fqy 
used «as 925 kHz, then IS'tO eihere they are now operating uith a poœr of 
250 eiatts, I could only hear them uith the help of a loop, as R. Centro, 
San Juan, (on the same frequenoy) is stronger (1 ku).

Despite this they moved to 12h0 kHz on their 
oun and after more than one year in opération on this frequenoy uere 
closed by Telecoraunicaciones as an illégal station, still off. 'Jon't be 
baok on shortiiave, probably on MVf if permission granted, Ouner is 
Rafaël Pacheco Jabid. It operated from 1030-0100. 

3285 HISD R. Télévision Dominioana. Santiago. This transmltter operated till 
about 1962, réactivated during the 1965 civil uar for a short time, but 
no longer on the air, probably for good, 

3315 HIAfl R. Hitmos, Santiago, This station is very irregular on shortiiave, but 
daily on 560 kHz from about 1130-0300. Hours of transmission in WRTH for 
this transmltter are 2000-0130, but it is inaotive to this date, ïou oan 
hear them non and then on shortiiave if you are on the uatoh. Direotor 
and ouner is Johannes W, Streese, 

3355 HXBD La Voz de La Romana, La Romana, This uas another station assigned 
only to S.Vf. as they are on the east. Eut they at last got a M.W. 
frequenoy after several years of hard fight, on 1510 kHz, They 
probably uon't be heard again on S.W, 

3365 HIRL H, Sxltos, Santiago, Almost the same as H. Rltmos, This one opérâtes 
on 1130 kHz from 11,00 to 05,00 daily. Direotor is D. De la Rosa. 

3375 HXAD H. San Juan, San Juan. (I remember this frequenoy very uell, as this 
uas the first one used by R. Banî on the innuguration on 1951» and 
first time I became interested in radio and S.W,, non only on 1310 
kHz,) Irregular as R. Hitmos and R. Exitos. This one usually 
opérâtes on lHO kHz. from 12.00 to 03.00, Off the air right non. 

3385 HIDA R. Hit Musical. Santiago, (On 1590 from 11.00 to 01,00), Same a 
R. Ritmos and R. Exitos (irregular), Direotor is M, Jorge. 

3395 KLAZ R. Santiago. Drifting from here to about 3105 kHz and sometimes 
heard during the baseball season relaying R. Clarîn (860-Santo 
Domingo), irregular, Felipe Hoscoso is the ouner, 

Most of these stations uon't ÛSL easily. The best reoommendation is to send 
a report in Spanish even if you use a report form. Don't use OIT but the station 
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local time| you oan hear their tiras ealls as they frequently mention it during 
the eTenlng programmes. If you don't understand Spanish try to oaloulate it 
through the VfflTH, Don't send IRCs but Domlnioan mint stampsj one 10 cents 
stamp is good for airraail to the U.S., 33 cents for Europe, As ail of these 
stations are not in Santo Domingo it is difficult for me to hâve a talk nith the 
direotors and oonvinoe them to do that. 

On the 60 meter band are the folloning stations - ail of them in Santo Domingos 

4750 HIFE JU HIFE. This is a neii station whioh has already been heard in the 
U.S. on some test programmes, operating «ith a Ion pouer transmitter, 
It has been off the air for about one year, but will soon be back 
on, The studios have been moved to Avenida Primera #15, Ensanche Osama, 
iihere It ni11 be more oomfortably housed. The antenna is already 
ereoted IhO feet high and it will be heard again soon nith 1 kiî. of 
pOT»er some 10 hours a day, frcjn 11,00 to 13,00 in the morning and 
from about 22.00 to 05,00 in the evening nith eduoationa, oultural 
and religions programmes. No commercial ads vill be announced, They 
are also planing an F.M, transmitter toqperate on 93,5 mHz idth a 
poner of 3 kVf, The oimer is Josl Antonio Morel and he saya he uill 
verify ail correct reports received. No name has yet been chosen 
for the station. 

11-775 HXAS Onda Musical. Even though announced to operate on i795 they are 
usually heard on this frequenoy. The direotor, Mario Bâez Asunoiôn, 
is a very good friend of raine and will willingly Q3L any report if 
received( perhaps too rauch work ^lill prevent it, Address is Galle 
Palo Hinoado 1+8. 0Deration time is from 10.30 to 0h.30. Even though 
he doesn't ask for it, you should enclose Domlnioan mint stamps with 
your report for a quiok reply. This one is one of the most steady 
stations on S.H. in Santo Domingo even though usually drifts, 

h825 HIFA La Voz de las Puerzas Armadas. As you probably read my recent article 
about this station there is not rauch to add about it, Th©y QSL 
easily with reports addressed to Apartado 1350, Santo Domingo, Right 
now they are silent on this frequenoy, but heard daily on 107.1 mHz 
F.M. in Santo Domingo and on their Mooa relay on 1330. Their excuse 
for not operating here is that a building is being ereoted for the 
station on the outskirts of the oity as they are usually operating 
from military buildings. This station was oreated as a sequel of 
the civil war when the army did not have a voioe on the air, and R. 
Universal (950) transmitters had to be seized in order to broadcast 
their side on the fight. At the end they operated for a short time 
on ll+h-O kHz, Some years elapsed and they later asked for a frequenoy 
and a spaoe had to be made in order to aooomraodate them on the îi.W. 
dial on 1600 kHz, 

h880 HIJP R^ Comercial. Another steady station on their frequenoy despite 
their being heard around h882 most of the time, This was the leading 
station on the rebel side on the 1965 civil war. Formerly in the 
business and colonial are of the oity moved to outside, close not to the 
baseball park. A very good friend of mine. Luis Cambero Gll, speaker 
at the station, took over the task of replying reports with vérification 
letters. It is a pity that he is no longer working there but the 
actual director will answer, It is almost useless to mention the name 
of the direotor as most of them are easily ohanged in Santo Domingo 
stations with a few exceptions, Just address ycur letter to the 
direotor at Apartado 1322.

9505 HISD R, Tevevision Dominicana. This frequency vas also unused due to the 
lack of interest by appointed directors, Some years ago it vas used 
vith the narae "Radio Quisqueya Internacional", but only for a short 
time, It did not operate after the civil var because of damages suffered, 
The actual director thought it vise to reactivate it as Dominicans 
abroad vere asking hov to hear their country news on shortvave, Actual 
director is Ramon Font Bernard, and his interest extends to the 
installation of nev MV7 relays in Monte Cristy and Pedernales, the north- 
vesternmost and southvesternmost Dominican tovns on the Dominican- 
Haitian border. Also, nev TV channels for Puerto Plata and La Romana, 
both on channel 12, are planned. 

A BSLIZEAN INTSRIUDS 

The lumbering Lockheed Electra had rapidly dropped from 15,000 to 2,000 feet 
and vas nov coming in lov over the offshore cays on its final approach to Belize's 
Stanley Airport, The flight had been uneventful folloving the 7 a,m, departure 
from ueylco, ej.'cept for stern varnings at the Tegucigalpa and San Pedro Sula stops 
that photographs of the airports vere not permitted, Sveryvhere a Salvadorian 
informer! No*?, hovever, the flight vas nearing its end and from the right side 
of the alrcraft one could discern the peninsula and on it, Belize City, To the 
north and south the coastline stretched unending, its brom *?ooded color contrast- 
ing vith the greenish-blue of the Caribbean, 

The turboprop soon touched dovn, none to easily, and taxied to a stop before 
the Belize airport, a small tvo-story *?hite building, *»heret together vith tvo 
other venturous soûls, I deplaned, Inside, passport formaiities vere rapidly 
corapleted and as I approached the Baggage Ciaim to be told the luggage had not yet 
been off-loaded, I could hear the Electra making its final run as it took off for 
Miami, "It's no big thing, man*, I vas told, "It'll probably return toraorro*?!" 

Undaunted and clutching ray Drake SVft~A, *ihich I had fortunately had the 
presence of mind to carry as hand luggage, I hailed the Fort George Hôtel Taxi and 
headed off into Belize City, V/ithin a fev minutes of arriving I vas comfortably 
settled in on a top floor room facing the Caribbean and the SVfc—A vas huraming 
reassuringly, coupied vith a W antenna of insulated vire throvn from the hôtel 
vindov, I *?as ready to DX Central America. 

It vas 3 P*m. on July 10 and although I Ti?as not expecting too much at that 
time of day on the lover bands, I vas pleasantly surprised to hear several stations 
on 60 meters beginning vith Radio Juticalpa on h-780 kHz and ending vith Radio 
Progreso on ^-920 kHz, In betveen, La Voz Evangélica/il'820, Radio Capital/^832 and 
Radio Lux/4890 boomed in, Static seemed to have not yet been invented in British 
Honduras and together vith my coastal location, the signais *îere S9+, The 49 
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Radio Belize Studios - Albert Catthouse Bldg. 

meter band uas non the less active, >iith Zolaya/5950, Casino/595^f TGNA/5955» 
Occidente/5962, SI Salvador/5980, Reloj/6006, Sotavento/6020, TIFC/603?, America/ 
60$0f Junco/6077, Hernandez de Cordoba/6100, Mérida/6105, Suyapa/6125 and TGWB/ 
6180 ail presenting good accounts of themselves. In addition, the spécial Radio 
Canada éclipsé test was uell-heard on 5970 kHz, the onl^y audible non-Central 
American at that hour. 

Belize City cannot be described as a bustling metropolis, but neither it is 
the end of the earth as Aldous Huxley suggested four décades ago, Since then 
considérable aid has flo^jed into B.H. and the Belizeans have done a fantastic 
araount of ^lork, construction and development, This self-governing country is 
being programmed for early independence and has recently built a neu capital 
city, Belraopan, some miles inland frora Belize, The overall climate is sub- 
tropical and uith a brisk prevailing wind from the Caribbean the^eather reraained 
both dry and pleasantly invigorating during my visit, 

The next day, Jul,y U, after a brief tour of the city, I headed for center 
toun to visit Radio Belize, Some four raonths earlier, I had received a QSL 
for a two-year old réception of Radio Belize in Canada, I no>j uanted to thank 
the engineer and ask ^ihy Radio Belize had dropped this ^iell-heard SWBC channel, 

The studios, I soon found, are located on the 
second flight of the large Albert Cattouse Building 
in do^mto^m Belize - a building uhich also houses 
the offices of Cable and Wireless Ltd. Engineer 
G, Sandiford, the radio engineer uho has verified 
many DXers* reports, very graciously shoued me 
their facilities and ansuered my questions, al- 
though I belie^/e lie ^jas someuhat surprised to have 
had a foreign listener visit the station, The 
transmitters, he mentioned, «ere nolT in the Albert 
Cattouse building, but uere located 1-|- miles away 
on the Princess Margaret Drive, Ail'prograraming 
originating in Radio Belize*s studios is normally 
fed to the transmitters by land lines. In the 
case of an emergency, houever, such as the occas-

to which he expressed the hope that their listeners abroad would continue to 
..rite to the station. 

Radio Belize*s programming covers ail aspects of the Belizean way of life, 
The station has nineteen newscasts a day, including five in Spanish, Home News 
programmes provide listeners with a more intimate picture of the Belizean scene. 
International events are related to British Honduras on a programme entitled 
"Today" (daily at 0230 GMT) on which your writer was interviewed. In addition 
to programmes in Spanish and English, Radio Belize transmits one programme partially

FREON BATH! 11 Huh? 
Sometime in the past 6-9 raonths one of the bulletins ran a short squib about a 
fellow that took to cleaning out his HQ-180A (I seem to recall) using a TV-type 
tuner cleaner, It fouled up the bandswitching like mad and the article pointed out 
that using such cleaners might not be a good idea, I can't find the item in 
question, but I have studied this problera and here are my thoughts, 

Oddly enough, TV tuners are not as delicate as bands-nitching assemblies in commun- 
ications receivers. Aérosol sprays for TV tuners are raanufactured by ^ prime 
companies in the USA, regardless of hou many brand names you raay see. Houe ver, ail 
of the TV aérosol cleaners nou contain trichloroethylene (some substituts a per- 
chloroethylene— and tuo have carbon-teti î ) that can harm Sî-IT bandsuitches, The only 
safe cleaner is one using Fréon and here I personally recommend Miller-Stephenson 
MS-180 or tiS-230, The former should be used (in modération) if the bandsuitch 
appears greasy, the latter if you think the bandsuitch is dirty, The Fréon used 
here is not simply Fréon (flourocarbon) propellant, but a Fréon solvent and neither 
of these sprays has ever harmed a receiver in my lab, Eoth are expensive (about 
$3*75 each a can), so maybe a sharing plan might be best because one good shot 
should last about 18-20 months in normal usage, Find a buddy and take a Fréon bathîî

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PHENOMENON OF THE DARKNESS PATTEHN - EXPLABIED By Edward C. SHAW 

This is the Seventh part in the sériés of configuration for determining sunrise 
and sunset times for any part of the world. Knowing these for both your location and 
the desired station will enable you to détermine whether there is even the possibility 
it can be heard. This month we are providing example configurations for a listener 
in Brunswick, Maine who desires to listen to Radio Bagdhad in Iraq. As in each sériés, 
the cardinal points to reraember are: 

1. Low frequency transmissions will only propagate between two points in darkness. 
2. Exact GMT for any longitude on the globe may be easily figured by adding 4 

minutes of time for each degree West of 0° Greenwich, or subtracting that 
amount of time for East of 0 Greenwich. This is the Sidereal Time différence. 

3. The accompanying chart tells when sunrise and sunset will occur (within a few 
minutes) in local time for most latitudes. Nearly exact estimâtes may be 
interpolated for latitudes between those listed.

However, 
Bagdhad is still bathed in sunlight during the dawn hour in Brunswick and réception 
will be nil at that time. During the Ramadan season, Arab stations will frequently 
be noted with extended hours of broadcast.

By late 
Ootober we should be experiencing a fair number of nights of good low 
end" réception, as is the usual oase, plus we may have a repeat of tbe 
strong geomagnetic storms that have oocured in early and mid-August ^ 
and September, whioh afforded opportunities to snare normally-inaudi- 
ble stations to the south.
