Dear Ed: When constructing various antennas, the greatest inconvenience I suffer is 
the lack of a blow torch with soldering tip - necessary for making my outdoors sol- 
dered connections. Can you corne up with an alternative suggestion? 

Answer: There are several alternatives as I see it. You can engineer your antenna 
on paper first, and thereby détermine where your soldered connections should be 
made before actually taking the whole thing outdoors to hoist up. Another alter- 
native is to use an electric soldering gun at the end of a heavy duty extension 
cord. Or, you can do what l've found satisfactory, and it's very light and port- 
able. I keep a throw-away butane lighter in my pocket as well as a small can of 
solder flux paste and a roll of solder ribbon. Solder ribbon with resin flux al- 
ready combined is made for use with a match or lighter since the compound will melt 
at lower températures. I use an additional smear of solder flux paste on the joint 
just to ensure the solder will flow smoothly when heat is applied. The whole 
pocketful runs less than $3.00 and will last a long time.

Dear Ed: Can you tell me what NASWA considers is the rarest DX in the world? 

Answer: No, this is a matter better decided individually. Your location in the 
U.S., or anywhere in the world, will largely déterminé what is rare DX for you. 
But, the concensus of opinion as derived from the writings of a good number of the 
more experienced DXers says these countries are pretty much désirable above most: 
Tristan da Cunha, Falkland Islands, Cook Islands, Portuguese Timor, Mauritius, 
Maldives, New Hebrides, and Azad Kashmir among others. Choice stations desired 
from otherwise easily-logable countries are: PeiHai Fisheries stations in the 
P.R. China; Radio Shkodra in Albania, the Polish Pathfinder's station in Poland, 
and any number of Latins and Indonesian regionals. These are somewhat personal 
opinions, but likely to be considered choice by anyone's standards.

Dear Ed: What is the différence between the Ameco PCL-P Preamplifier and Gilfer's 
A-20 Preselector? 

Answer: A preamplifier is just exactly that. Attached externally to a receiver's 
antenna input, the preamplier provides very broadband amplification to the RF stage 
of a receiver. It amplifies noise as well as signal, but may give a better signal 
to noise ratio. Most PCL-P users have experienced an average 10 db gain. The Gil- 
fer A-20 is very sélective and must be precisely tuned at each relocation of the 
receiver dial. Not only does it amplify, it gives a better signal to noise ratio, 
and virtually éliminâtes images and repeat points. Users have uniformly reported 
great satisfaction with the A-20.

REPORT ON CLANDESTINE, REVOLUTIONARY, PIRATE & ESPIONAGE RADIO & TV ACTIVITY 
Larry Magne, P.O. Box 2153, Middle-City Station, Philadelphia PA 19103 

For as long as most of us can remember, the subject of clandestine radio 
activity bas been covered by radio publications with a degree of casuainess 
that would never be accepted with other types of radio activity. Partly this 
is due to the paucity of "hard" information on the subject; add to this several 
other complicating factors and the resuit is often incomplète, inaccurate or 
both. 

"Clandestine Bulletin" is our effort to improve on this state of affairs. 
It is devoted exclusively to clandestine and neo-clandestine radio and TV acti- 
vity, irrespective of technical paramaters, such as wavelength or transmission 
mode, although the nature of our readership prompts us to strongly favor voice 
transmissions Cnnscrambled). The sources of information are necessarily varied, 
but chief among these is that information you can provide — your comments on 
program contents that may provide dues to transmitter location or the control- 
ling organization; new frequencies you've logged recently; new IDs or ISs 
heard as of late; vérifications or schedules received; transmitter sites or 
headquarters visited; photographs; tape recordings (any type); and so on. In 
short, we can function at full capacity only with your information! 

"Clandestine Bulletin" welcomes information on so-called "bootleg" stations, 
i.e. those pirates operating in North America on the MW/BCB band, often Just 
above 1600 kHz. Naturally, we will not lead curious parties to the doorstep 
or car door of any bootlegger, which suggests vérification chasers will still 
be left to their traditional resources. On the other hand, CB cannot accept 
the notion that there should be one standard for U.S. pirates and another for 
those outside the U.S., so the policies that evolve with respect to discreet 
information will be uniformly applied. 

If you wish to have a WRTH-type reference work on the subject of clandes- 
tines, you may purchase the 1973 édition of "How to Listen to the World" from 
Gilfer Associates or your local book vendor, Certainly you will need this if 
you are seriously interested in the field. 

One closing note. In my opinion, the chief failing for past endeavors 
concerning clandestine opérations is the lack of listening to program content. 
That, plus off-the-air monitoring, combine to provide both schedule and politi- 
cal information that allows one to at least guess with fair accuracy the type 
of station ("black" or "white"), possible controlling group, and even transmitte 
siteÇs). Thus, persons with multilingual facility are most instrumental in 
helping unravel the mysteries surrounding a particular clandestine opération, 
as few are in English. So if languages are your bag, here's one place you can 
very usefully apply your talents.

STATION OF THE MQNTH 
VOICE OF TRUTH 

Voice of Truth — "Radiofonikos Stathmos i Foni tis Alithias" — is easily 
heard in Europe, the Americas and likely elsewhere. Heard since March 20, 1958, 
it has been reliably reported as having operated from Rumania and, more re- 
cently, East Germany and Bulgaria. About a year ago, the reliable BBC Monitor- 
ing Service, which is privy to intelligence information, placed this in East 
Germany as part of RBI s opération, but subséquent analysis of transmitter be- 
havior strongly suggested that this was not via RBI. The BBC stuck by its 
East German conclusion, while others of us returned to the Bulgarian thesis. 
On November 13, 1971, the BBC MS made a most interesting observation: during 
a gale that put the LW PTP and 881 kHz RGDR MW opérations out of commission, 
they noted that "Voice of Truth" was simultaneously put out of opération, sug- 
gesting that it, too, is part of the transmitter field at the Koenigswusterhaus- 
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en site. Also interesting is that BBC MS mentions nothing about the Turkish- 
language "Our Radio" having gone off the air at that time, which makes it a 
little less certain that Voice of Truth and Our Radio still share facilities. 

Voice of Truth is operated by the Communist-oriented United Démocratie 
Left (EDA), which is illégal under the current Greek military régime. As with* 
nearly ail clandestine radio opérations, we know little about the degree of 
listener interest, but it is likely not widely listened to among the général 
populace. It is often reported as jammed, but I personally have been unable 
to confirm this. Possibly one of you can listen to this on your next trip to 
Greece, where jamming activity ought to be voluble, and see what you find. 

Voice of Truth signs on with a pretty 18-note flûte IS, followed by several 
bars of Greek flûte music, then the slogan, "Kato i diktatoria! Zito i dimo- 
kratia! Edho Radiofonikos Stathmos i Foni tis Alithias." In English, "Down 
with the dictatorship! Long live the democracy! This is Radio Station the 
Voice of Truth," This is usually followed by the news, then music and com- 
mentary, although all-music programs have sometimes been noted. It ID's often 
in mid program, usually as either "Accoute ti Foni tis Alithias" ("You are 
listening to the Voice of Truth") or "Edho Radiofonikos Stathmos i Foni tis 
Alithias" ("This is Radio Station the Voice of Truth"). It then signs off with 
several bars of Greek music. 

Program content is unsurprising, having the expected pro-Moscow Gommunist 
orientation. However, it is fairly soothing in présentation, both due to the 
verbiage and the pleasant music seldom used by the "legitimate" Gommunist SWBC 
opérations. Of course, students of Greek current affairs should find it use- 
ful listening, 

Voice of Truth is best heard in North America between 0^-50 and 0955, and 
when Moscow vacates 9775 it should be audible from 1000-1035 as well. Addi- 
tionally, it is audible, but not with much clarity, during North American after- 
noons. CHU tends to make listening difficult on 7535, Dut in many parts of 
the continent Voice of Truth covers CHU adequately for nearly 100% readibility. 
The full schedule currently is: 

Finally, no vérifications are known to exist from Voice of Truth. If you want 
to be first, you might try the Greek Gommunist Party or EDA in Budapest, Hun- 
gary, or any other Gommunist capital where they might be represented. Of course, 
be absolutely certain you have heard "Voice of Truth" before you attempt this! 

What is listed in HTL-75 as "Radio Oméga" is actually part of the Radio Free 
Russia opération, as Radio Oméga ceased to transmit via RFR August 1, 1965, 
although Oméga has transmitted via Radio Monte-Carlo for the past 5 years (Ber- 
nard Chenal, Mulhouse, France)...Voice of the National Liberation Front of Chad 
transmitted via Libya on 1250, 11795 and 8630 from 1930-2000 between September 
1971 and April 1972, when Libya reestablished diplomatie relations with Chad 
(Chenal)...The Korean unidentified in HTL-75 is Voice of the Revolutionary 
Party for Reunification and still opérâtes from North Korea despite the recent 
agreement terminating propaganda broadeasts in North and South Korea; the 
schedule is simply 1200-1400 in Korean on 1157 MW, 4565 (BBC Monitoring Service, 
Bob Bundy, Truk, Caroline Islands)...What is listed in HTL-73 as Voice of the 
East actually translates correctly to "Voice of Unification" and is still act- 
ive, too (Isao Ugusa, Kobe, Japan)...What is listed as Radio of the Chinese 
People's Communist Party more correctly translates to "Radio Red Flag", which 
is not to be confused with the MW Radio Red Flag, also in Chinese, on 995 kHz 
(Ugusa)...Voice of Fighting Angola is listed via Lubumbashi (100 kw) on 11865, 
plus is noted on 4750 from 1800-2000 under the title Free Voice of Angola; 
further info appreciated (Sam Barto, Morris CT, SCDX)...The Peace Ship, which 
is supposed to transmit the"Voice of Peace" from International Waters near the 
Palestine, seems to be held up again due to lack of funds (Gregg Calkin, Ottowa, 
Ontario)...The Chinese Embassy in London was recently asked by the British Psy- 
chological Society to not use its espionage transmitter during the Society*s 
meetings, owing to RF interférence in the PA system from the code transmissions 
(UPI),..RFE/RL again faces a possible Congressional funds cutoff and may be 
asked to leave West Germany (Newsweek)...By tying in Soviet dissident activity 
to NTS/Radio Free Russia, the KGB was able to "break" Pyotr A. Yakir, a well- 
known dissenter, into informing on numerous other dissidents (NY Times). END

3PRINKLED throughout the shortwave firmament are "ghost" stations—twlnkllng in 
and out of audlblllty. More and more DXers are dlscoverlng how much fun it 1s to 
hunt for harmonies s thls new column demonstrates NASWA's oonoem for fostering new 
trends in DXlng, In coming months we'll cover in détail how—and why—to DX harmon- 
ies.

As an all- 
band DXer, l'm aeeustomed to sweeplng the "off-band* ranges, and have eome to prefer 
them over the exeessively eongested megawatt-rldden ISWBC bands! Harmonies are a 
issma—unintentlonally radlated, often at flea-powers. Ordlnary SHBC stations pale 
by oomparlson. Hearlng many différent stations 1s my goal; eountry totals matter 
little. Anyhow, we hope this column will help to spark vour interestî

Yes, it's qui te possible. Numerous MH-only Qaribbean eountrles eould make an har^ 
monle appearanee any time. It would pay to eheok 2480 and 3O8O kHz for the Bahamas, 
and 2460 and 2880 for Bermuda. (The latter is currently a stronghold of R. Reloj de 
Tulua, Oolorabia.) Jaraaiea 1s a bit less llkely slnee the hlghest MW frequeney now 
used 1s 770 kHz; thls would requi re a statistieally less probable third harmonie to 
rlse above smothering QRM within the HVf band. (Garefuli 2310 bears Ondas Orientales, 
El Salvador, here.) You can easlly figure out other West Indlan posslblllties.

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From Sonora With A QSL 
By G.A. Calkin 

It was a cool morning and 
as I awoke at 5 a.m, to the 
roar of the alarm, I hated 
myself for ohoosing the 7 a,m. 
flight to Hermosillo, capital 
of the northern Mexican state 
of Sonora and populated by 
some 176,000 people, most of 
whom were undoubtedly sleep- 
ing later than I. As Canad- 
lan Vice-Consul, however, my work frequently called for visits to re- 
mote areas of the Mexican Republic and this time I had had only 18 
hours notice. In any event, I hoped to capitalize on the visit to ob- 
tam a from my most wanted liexican SWBCer, XEBR/11820 kHz for a 

report and a l-month,old follow-up, both unanswerèd. 
xt-BR is not well or often heard in Mexico City, but having picked it 
up one Saturday morning for approximately 45 minutes, I was anxious 
to add it to my QSL collection. Thus inspired, I arose and barely 
made it to the airport on time. 

Four hours later the Mexicana 727 was circling over Hermosillo's 
large, orange-grove covered plain, having just completed a milk-run 
through central and Pacific Mexico, i'he airport, a small modem bui- 
lding several miles from the city, was soon left behind as the taxi 
dashed off towards Hermosillo, on the wrong side of the road. Thirty 
five minutes and two near misses later, we pulled into a small hôtel, 
surrounded on ail sides by orange trees, my home for the next 2 days. 

It was late that same afternoon before I managed to take a few 
minutes to seek out XEBS, located on a side entrance to the large Ho- 
tj ?? Alberto. Upon entering, I was informed by an attractive young lady that the Gerente had Just left but should return soon. I didn't 
have to wait long. A youngish man soon entered, spoke briefly to his 
secretary and then oordially greeted me. For the next two hours Sr. 
Luis Hoeffer Obregon and I swapped stories on many aspects of broad- 
casting, DXing and shortwave, I learned that it was his father who 

5 . £0UI1 station in 1935. How Luis was directing the opération o;f. ?-t' sn -fM outlet,XEHQ, and was interested in using the shortwave 
outlet to its fullest potential. English identifications were being 
planned and continuous relays of MW programming over 11820 kH» had 
already been re-instituted after several years of sporadic opération 
or complété inactivity. '-'•he director also mentioned that the former 
and somewaht ponderous name, "El Heraldo de Sonora", had been dropped 
to give the station a new image and to avoid possible confusion with 
a HermosiHo newspaper of the same name. I'he officiai name of both 
MW and SW stations is Radiodifusoras de Sonora, S.de H.L. but iden- 
tifications are usually either "Radio BH" after the MW outlet or "La 
Pantera del Aire", after a large pink panther which adorns the stat- 
ion s lobby—the panther being a gift from a local listener. 

After two hours, I decided to bring up the subject of QSLs. 
he director turned a little red and explained that the primary

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reason for the lack of response to my report 
was: the station had no QSL cards, apart from 
one very old yellow card which. he was some- 
what ashamed to send. QSL cards were also in 
the planning stage, he added, finances perm- 
itting. When X explained that the type of QSL 
was not as important as the fact that the st- 
ation would reply to a correct report, either 
by card or letter, Luis kindly offered the la- 
st of their former cards (featured in June QSL XEBR STUDIOS 
Report) and promised to reply to ail future reports by letter, either 
in English or Spanish as he is most capable in either language. 

As I started to leave, Luis turned down the volume on his HQ-180 
and added: "Stop by tomorrow and we'll go see the transmitter site." 
And we did—an impressive two-tower array, some 10 km outside of Her- 
mosillo, and afterwards, followed it by lunch at a delightful Argen- 
tine restaurant and a quick visit to the campus of the University of 
Sonora to see Hermosillo's other shortwave voice, Radio Universidad 
de Sonora/XEUDS, which opérâtes from a huge tower in center campus on 
6115 kHz. 

Later that evening, as I listen- 
ed to the whine of Aeromexico's DC- 
9 gaining altitude over Sonora en 
route back to the Fédéral District, 
I tried to mentally préparé my con- 
sular report for the visit, but my 
mind kept returning to the new QSL 
in my Attaché which, from a DXing 
point of view, made it ail worth- 
while. 

And Sr. Hoeffer has been as good 
as his word. Since my visit earlier 
this year, many QSLs have been re- 
ceived, and now, with daily opérat- 
ion on 11820 kHz from 1200 to 0500 
GMT, why not try a report yourself, 
either in knglish or Spanish, to 
Apto. Postal 68, Hermosillo, Sonora 
Mexico. Tou will be assured of a 
warm reply from a friend of DXers.

First of ail, interval signais are 

used to identify a station to listen- 
ers quickly other than by an aïmoim- 
cement and to fill in odd momentœ 
betv?een programs when for one reason 
or another an announcement would be 
inappropriate. They are also used on 
transmitters as identification before 
joining the programs. 

The BBC uses varions interval signais for the différent services 
with the most famous of them being the Y for Yictory interval sig- 
nal which introduced each day's broadcasting to Europe., During the 
wartime summer of 1941 this IS was first used» The listeners were 
cheered by the four-beat tympani drumbeat utili^ed: boom—boom— 
BOOM. In Morse code it signaled V for Victory and was employed to 
back up the victory campaign of the Allies.. Also, to annoy the Ger- 
man occupation forces and to boost résistance morale. This IS was 
used to Sept. 30, 1972 but has now been replaoed by a new electro- 
nic bleep which will keep the Morse signal for the letter T. 

The clook strikes of Big 
Ben are another IS used by 
the BBC. Up until 1970 the 
World Service used Bow Bells 
for mainstream programs and 
it now employa the tune "Or- 
anges and lemons". The Afr- 
ican Service utilises a mus- 
ical version of BBC. 

The BBC has varions XS's 
beoause formerly the Europ- 
ean Service, English progr- 
ams and the African Service 
were ail separate entities. 
Now they are part of the Wo- 
rld Service, sent out as al- 
ternative programs at cert- 
ain times of the day. They 
still retain their identlty 
for the areas for which they 
are specifioally intended.

■The NASWA radio ccun- 

try list, unlike most ot- 
her liste, is not hased 
on any fixed set of oriteria for reasons outlined in the preoeding 
article. Xt is admittedly arbitrary, with but one aim in mind: to 
provide NASWA's SWBC listeners with a maximum number of target 
areas—consistent with common sense—to tune and verify. It cont- 
ains only radio oountries which have or have had shortwave broad- 
east opérations at some time sinoe the end of World War II (aot- 
ually September 1, 1945.) 

Puriste may objeot to the pragmatic basis of this list, but in 
the end, a radio country list has only this justification; to 
provide a common standard for DZers in our club and an incentive 
for them to keep tuning for new stations. 

Considération is given the experianced listener who oan oount 
in his log those stations heard long ago but which ceased to ex- 
ist, politically, some time ago. And even though a country no lon- 
ger politioally exists, if there still is a station' in that terr- 
itory, the newer listener can oount that area as a country. After 
allSWBC réception has relatively little to do with politioal boun- 
dariesr governments or independence datesl The NASWA list oontains 
over 220 oountries. It is safe to say, no one has ever heard, muoh 
less verified, ail of them, STost still broadcast on SWBC, giving 
the newoomer and oldtimer alike a nearly equal chance.

when appropriate, by the NASWA Country List committee, Gerry Dexter 
and Jerry Berg, Dan Perguson and Gregg Calkin and ohaired by the 
author» Countries may be added, parenthetical name changes made, 
but there will be no deletions from the list as the resuit of cess- 
ation of station opérations or geopolitical faotors. Spécifie ques- 
tions about the list and its use or suggestions for addltional cou- 
ntries may be directed to the chairman or any member. 

In the list, initial country references are to the commoh name 
of the territory as of 1945. In parenthèses, following the initial 
referenoe, are the subséquent names of the "countries" sinoe that 
time, with the last referenoe the présent oommon name. As examples, 
the SWBC station at Aden counts as Aden (South Arabian Proteotor- 
ate) (Rep. of South Yemen) and that at Kinshasa (or if you were li- 
stening in the old days, Leopoldville) counts as Belgian Congo 
(Rep, of the Congo) (Zaire). 

The original édition of the NASWA list included an explanatory 
page on use of the list. This has been omitted from more recent up— 
datings of the list, but l'il include some of these examples here, 
on the chance that they may help you make use of the ÏÏASWA list. 

1) Station at Lusaka, Zambia,logged Jan.1967. Count: Northern 
Rhodesia (Zambia). 

2) Stations at Hargeisa and Mogadisoio, Somalia, logged Jan.1972. 
Count as Britlsh Somaliland (Somalia) and Italian Somaliland 
(Somalia). 

^) Stations at Karachi in January 1966 and January 1972; at Dacca 
in January 1966 and January 1972. Count the first two récept- 
ions (only once) as India (West Pakistan). Pakistan was part of 
India in 1945, you may reoall. Count the Dacca réceptions (only 
once) as India (East Pakistan) (Bangladesh). 
Stations at Fort Moresby,, Wewak, Rabaul, logged Jan.1972. Count 
as, respectively, Papua Territory. New Guinea.Territory of and 
New Britaln. 

5) Station at Singapore logged January 1955, January i960 and Jan- 
uary 1972, Count (only once) as Singapore (Malaysia) (Singa- 
§ore), 

_ tation at Dakar logged January 1954 and January 1972. Count 
(only once) as Prench West Africa (Sénégal). 

D Station at Goa logged January i960, Count as Goa (India). 

Yes, it may seem a bit confusing at first, particularly if you 
are not too sharp on the politioal changes that have ocourred dur- 
ing the past 27 years. But the benefits of such a list outweigh the 
Initial disadvantages and you'll soon understand. Again, questions 
may be directed to committee members, or to the chairman, Don 
Jensen, 5204 70th St., Kenosha, Wisconsin, 53140.

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DX Bookkeeping 
By AI SIZER 

DZing is a lot of fun but it can qulckly 
become a confusing and frustratiag hobby if 
you don't do your paperworki Tedious as it 
may seem, you must keep detailed records or 
you'11 soon lose track of what you hâve or 
haven't logged. Equally important, you should have an idea of what 
you might be able to log in the future. 

This article tells how one DXer takes oare of his bookkeeping 
ohores. We aake no olaim that this is the perfeot solution and if 
you have better methods, let us know. But it works for us. 

The problem of keeping records of what we have heard involves 
varions procédures, ail essential, 

*** THE WORK HDTEBOOK •** 
To begin with, there is our wprk notebook, It should be fairly 

small for ease of handling; beyond that the dimensions are up to 
you, We use a 8 x 4 inch lined reporter's notebook, hinged at the 
top. This is alwqys beside us as we DX and in it, with penoil, we 
list anything we hear that is worth noting—by date, time, frequen- 
oy and SIHPO rating. It is here, also, that we enter the program 
notes that will be used in oompiling réception reports to be sent 
to stations whose QSIs we seek. When these notebooks are fllled we 
uaually toss them in a drawer and keep them about a year in case we 
want to refer back. 

THE PERMANEHT IOGBOOK »*• 
The next step, which can be put aside until you have time, is to 

transcribe from the work notebook to a permanent logbook the data 
we wish to preserve. In this case it is a large looseleaf holder 
containing 11 x 8i inch sheets obtained from Gilfer for $1.98 for a 
package of 75 with a discount on re-orders. If you don't like these 
make your own, 

What constitutes a permanent logging is up to you. And although 
we say "permanent", these entries, too, are made in penoil to per- 
mit later corrections, You will certainly want to enter every new 
station heard and every new frequenoy for an old station. The rest 
dépends on you. Personally, we limit additional entries to loggings 
made at unusual times or seasons or with some unusual circumstanoe 
attending. We shy away from logging totally everything we hear to 
keep the volume of our records reusonable. After almost five years 
of DXing we are up to Page 57 on the Gilfer sheets. 

These sheets have lines marked for frequenoy, date, time, band- 
spread, oall letters, statiou name and country, power, SINPO rat- 
ing, QRMing stations, QSI. dates and oomments. If you have more than 
one receiver you can use the bandspread spaoe for a symbol indic- 
ating which rx was being operated. At the top of the page there is 
room for your QTH, names of your receivers and aerials used. We 
also enter the year in large numerals. 

♦** INDEX GARD PILE **• 
Sinoe looking up a past logging in the logbook may involve a sea- 

rch through many pages, it is also essential that a System be main- 
tained that lists ail loggings numerioally by frequenoy. The oommon 
5 by 3 inch lined index file card is a naturel for this. Although 
spécial!y printed oards may be available elsewhere, you will end up 
needing hundreds of these and it will be much cheaper to buy the 
usual index card. 

On the next page you will find a reproduction of one of these 
cards from our files, Much of it needs little further expansion 
except to say that the words in parenthèses are not actually on the 
card but are used to explain entries. (Continued on next Page)

***MORE EX BOOKEEEPING HERE'S A SYSTEM THAT'S DIFFERENT! **• 
By ANDY EERR 

If you have a log and record System like mine was, you have my 
sympathy. Mine oonsisted of a loose leaf notebook of those printed 
log forma with space for only the basios: datejtimejfrequenoy, 

SINPO,brief program détails. 
Tbere just wasn't enough room 
for other data like power, 
geographical ooordinateSjQSI 
data, etc. A lot of data on 
each station was stored in 
my bead and faded in time. 
For example, if I wanted to 
cheok when I first heard a 
station, I had to remember 
the général time (year) I he- 
ard it, open up my log and 
soan the list until I found 
it. If I wanted to know the 
power, I had to dig it up in 
an old WRTH. Rot too effic- 

ient, wouldn't you say? 
Well, I have found a Sys- 

tem whioh is a vast improve- 
ment. It oonsists of a 5 x 8 

inch card with prepunched holes around ail four edges. Using one 
oard per station, you write information on the card and punch out 
holes according to the data you put on the oard. For example, one 
hole might stand for ail stations you have heard with power of 1 
kw or less. For ail such stations the same hole is notohed, When 
you wish to know ail kilowatt-or-under stations you have heard, 
you simply stack the oards, insert a sorting rod into the desig- 
nated rovi of holes and shake gently. Ail those with 1 kw or less 
will fall off and there is your list. The beauty of this system 
is that the oards do not have to be staoked or arranged in any sp- 
écial order and you may cross-index any way you like. By setting 
up your system properly, it is possible to obtain a list of ail Co- 
lombian stations operating in the 49 meter band that you have hea- 
rd and QSLed with a power of 10 kw or less during 1971—in a mat- 
ter of minutes. 

Aoommercial source of these oards is Indeoks, Arlington,Vt. 
05250. They have several styles available. I am using their Resea- 
rch Deck—an introduction kit oontaining 200 cards, 10 code cards, 
2 sorting rods, file box, hole repair sheet and complété instruc- 
tions is available for about $10. The hole notching system may So- 
und and ^ook confusing but the instructions majte it ail quite easy 

I have recorded and notched for the following information: name 
of station, location, geographical coordinates, date, time, freq- 
uenoy, QSE data, SINPO, program détails, meter band and power. 
I soon hope to have information regarding distance in kilometers 
and bearing. 

If you décidé to use this system, plan on spending a few days 
setting it up. Follow the instructions. Plan out each step very 
oarefully, A mistake oan he costly. After intial setup it is easy 
to maintain. You just simply make up a card each time you hear a 
new station.

Hétherlands pirate station "World Music Radio" 
on the hasis of a spécial New Year,,s Eve pro- 
gram that was to begin at 2200 GMT" and cont- 
inue 13 houra on 6250 kHz with a boosted po- 
wer of 100 watts. An indépendant station-bro- 
adoasting pop music from the Netherlandsp, WMR 
turns out to be not as new as it might seem. 

The station firat started broadoasting in 1963 under the name of 
Radio Vrij-Omroep on a wavelength of 186 meters.. The station then 
moved to 7050 kHz and changed its name to Radio Carolien. Soon aft- 
er, it operated on 6025 and later 6040 under the name of Radio Eur- 
oweekend. Euroweekend closed down in April 1968 and WMR began broa- 
doasts 4 months later on the same frequenoy. PUrther moves were 
made to 6050,6067,6215,6225 tben 6250 and now baok to 6225. 

The transmitter is "home made" with a orystal osoillator,buffer 
amplifier with an EE80 tube, apre-amplifier Qft- E 0-3-20 and an 
807 power amplifier. The RF power is 40 watts and the music power 
60 watts. The antenna is a windom. 

WMR has two studios, announclng and DJ, and uses two record de- 
cks, three tape reoorders (Telefunken M95, Revox D36 and Revox F36) 
and a cassette recorder which has been changed into a jingle mach- 
ine. (?) There are two microphones, a Sennhelser MI)421 and a Beyer 
M260.. The programs are mostly presented live. (Présumé this means 
records,live announoements, no tape). 

At the time of this writing WMR had reoeived réception reports 
from 15 European countries and, disregarding New Year's Eve, and 
a couple of probables from the U.S.A. Ail correct réception reports 
are verified by QS1 cards. Reports- may be in English, French or 
Dutch and two IRCs should be enolosed. Record requests and inform- 
ation for the EX program are also solicited. Send ail letters tto 
Steve R.. Wainwright, 79 Hookery lane, Rainford, St. Helens, lancs., 
England. Programming is in English and Butoh. WMR is self financed 
and no commercial advertising is used, 

The pressent broadoast sohedule is Sunday only from 0900 to 1300 
which is prohibitive for U.S. DXers. However, the station occasion- 
ally has testœ of about an hour at 2200.. Friday is a likely day.' 
Plans are being made for test transmissions on other frequencies, 
suoh as in the 19 meter band. Fin-ther information may be obtained 
from the English address above.

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PHENOMENON OF THE DARKNESS PATTERN EXPLAINED - Part IX (Final) 3y Edward Shaw 

This is the ninth and final part in the sériés of configurations for detemining 
sunrise and sunset times for any part of the globe, Each month up until now has on- 
ly covered a portion of the year - approximately UO days. This has enabled us to 
publish an entire year well in advance of the dates of effectiveness. For our final 
examples this month, let us consider the possibilities for a signal to propagate from 
Godthab, Groenland to a DXer in Bismarck, North Dakota, As always, the rules are; 

1, Low frequency transmissions will only propagate between two points in darkness. 

* 2. Exact GMT for any longitude on the globe raay be easily figured by adding four 
minutes of time for each degree West of 0° Greenwich, or subtracting that four 
minutes for East of 0° Greenwich. This is called the Sidereal Time Différence, 

3. The accompanying chart tells when sunrise and sunset will occur (within a few 
minutes) in local time for most latitudes, Nearly exact estimâtes may be in- 
terpolated for latitudes between those shown,

At this time of year, Godthab has sunrise a full half-hour before their transmitters 
sign-on, so it will be useless to tune at that time, However, the various schedules 
advise us that Groenland's third transmission is on until at least 0200 GMT daily, 
and 0300 GMT Sunday moming, At this time, Godthab has already been in darkness for 
nearly five hours, Since sunset occurs in Bismarck at just before 0100 GMT, we may 
hope to catch a fade-in of the last 30 to 60 minutes before Greenland signs-off. 
Check your WRTH - there are several frequencies,

Spanish Sahara is a smallish oolony under Spanish rule on the np- 
rthwestem ooast of Africa, The well-heard Radio Nacional de Espana 
relay in the Canary Islande (also Spanish) is just a stone's throw 
out into the Atlantic; from Sahara's capital oity of El Aaiun (the 
"fountain")v xhe northern area of Sahara is served by Aaiun's MW 
outlet on 656 kHz and the southern area is aerved by a 998 kHz out- 
let from the town of Villa Cisneros (literally, "Swan Quarter")» 

The first word of a SWBC outlet broke in Europe late April,i971 
and was shared by a small group of U..S. Dxers., The 7230 outlet had 
been oonfirmed as Radio Sahara by the European DXers by tuning the 
known parallel Ml statiom on 656 kH^. This was really hot newsi 
There was an immédiate wild flurry of aotivity as a few DXers with 
deoent equipment logged Spanish Sahara for several weeks running.. 
It wasn't easy as the sign on time, 0800, is rather late for Afrie- 
an receotion. I first heard them on May 29* 1971. The frequency was 
a steady 7230 kHz and the opening interval signal was the same nig- 
ht after night. R$dlo Nacional Espana's regular guitar (or harp) 
interval signal was used from about 0755 GMT until 0759 and was fol 
lowed by a-tirum roll and trumpet fanfare intro. If the QRM by adja- 
cent ham operators wasn't too bad, one oould oocasionally hear the 
Arabie announoer corne on at 0800 with his high pitched and drawn- 
out identification: "Hounahhhhhhh Aaiuuuuunmm". I was fortunate, 
indeed, to get a worthwhile recordlng of about five minutes durat- 
ion, inoluding the sign-on.. 

My first réception report went out in duplicata—Spanish and En- 
glish, inoluding a small reel of tape with a dub from the original, 
3 IRCs and an American flag decal. Then I sat back to wait. And,, 
wait I did.„*while at least one or two other DXers were getting re- 
plies. It was summer now and réception of Spanish Sahara was nil. 
The next time I heard them was in October, 1971* and since I knew 
5 months had elapsed I figured a follow-up report was in order. 
Gerry Dexter was one of the few fortunate récipients of a QSL and 
he advised the name and address of ai spécifie Spanish Sahara pers- 
onage. My second report included a specifioally-worded report pre- 
pared at my direction (for a 15 fee) by a Spanish linguist* another 
dub of tape, another 3 IRCa and this time a couple of 45 rpm pop; 
records lifted from my son's collection—ail sent registered Air 
Mail, So far, this venture was costing me about 810, When1 now answ- 
er was reoeived within; another 6 weeks* I wrote directly to RUE in 
Madrid to cry on their shoulder and  (CONTINUED NEXT PAGE)

explain the dire oircumstances. I sent along anotiier report and my 
photograph at the receiver with a request to forward the letter, 
This time I sent a 100 peseta note obtained from a local hank (aho"- 
ut $1.40)► A reply from Senor E. Pascal Souto in late Novemher fla- 
tly denied knowledge that Radio Sahara had a shortwave service and 
returned my report and 100 pesetas along with a ourrent RHE sched- 
ule^ Now I was really perturbed and frustrated, I fired off another 
letter with tape dub to Senor Pasoual Souto with the request that 
the RHE program directora- give a listen.. Surprisingly, when that 
renly came I learned he had done so. Though they now admitted the 
existence of the station they suggested that nothing could be done 
to prompt a QS1 policy from Radio Sahara since relay stations of 
RNE were quite autonomous; whereupon my report and enclosures were 
returned again. I was ohagrinedj But there wasn't anything more I 
could do—exoept, one more report direct to Radio Sahara''s Federico 
Campos Alvarez with tape, and now some postcards, a few ohoioe col- 
lector's stamps and lastly...one green el bucko. 

The turn of 1972 came and went.. Reports of Spanish Sahara were 
prévalent up until the normal summer cycle (earlier suinrise time in 
Sahara) broke the darkness pattern. In July other IlXers reoeived 
sitnilar replies to mine from Senor Pasoual Souto. 

No more news about Spanish Sahara until European DXers reported 
hearing it again in September 1972 on 4627 kHz. Several U.S. ÎIXers 
then logged it around 2100-2300. Alas, in October word was received 
from Senor Fernando 1. Patino of Radio Tilla Cisneros in Sahara 
that the 4627 outlet was really a PTP utility relay of certain Rad- 
io Sahara and Radio Villa Cisneros programming. The shortwave broa- 
dcast service of Radio Sahara was apparently inactive. It seemed 
there was no hope for ever getting satisfaction for the now nearly 
$20 invested in my QSI venture. 

Then, one of those miracles happened. Just as I had given up 
and resolved my life would have to go on without a Sahara verie— 
it finally oameJ. The postman knooked on my door about noon. A kind 
stroke of fate had arranged for me to be: home that day., I signed 
the reoeipt and retired to an armchair in nervous excitement,. 

I sat looking at the envelope without opening it, "It oame"„ I 
said to myself. "It finally came," Thoughts of twenty dollars and 
months of frustrations were millions of years behind me now, It was 
worth it ail. The exotic, oolorful stamps glistened up at me in the 
light as I turned the package over and over in my hands, Carefully, 
I sllt one end and shook out the contents. Several postcards of 
Aaiun, some Sahara stamps and a 45 rpm album of local Arah music 
were enclosed with the letter from Federico Campos Alvarez- Yes it 
was a QSIJ In the letter Senor Alvarez was profusely apologetic for 
the tardiness of his reply, giving as excuses no time or personnel 
during the réorganisation of the radio station's administration. 

Oddly enough,. though the QSI. was diffloult to obtain, it is not 
necessarily one of my favorites from the standpoint of looks. Now 
there is a possibility Spanish Sahara may be gone for good, perhaps 
I will be able to cherish this QSI as a souvenir of days gone by. 
This entire experience just goes to show you how fond some persons 
oan be of this hobby. l'm just thankful that QSLs don't normally 
cost twenty dollars,
