And such occurances 
would be a great loss to those who are less experienced since they would lose the 
guiding abilities and inspiration these people have to offer. Obviously, something 
must be done! 

Thus, T am calling for thè création of a new IWWCDXA Committee whose job will 
be contacting the télécommunications authorities in countries which do not have SW 
outlets in an attempt to persuade them to institute such stations, This would 
provide new target countries for those who've heard everything, as well as expand 
the horizons of the lesser folk. l'm calling this new committee Help Experienced 
People (HEP), We now need a chairman and a lot of hard-working committee members. 
So, corne on! Let's get HEP! 

I also feel we owe some greater attention to our less experienced people, So 
I am at work on a spécial sériés of instruction sheets and leaflets Which will 
treat ail the basics of our hobby. These sheets, called HIPIEEs (Help Individual 
People Increase Elementary Education) will initially treat subjects covering the 
use of main tuning knobs, basic types of antenna wire, SWBC stations in the 75 
meter ham band and the ratio of one's height and arm length to the proper placement 
of your receiver on a desk or table, The HIPIEEs will be available at no charge.

Spoon-feeding information is out. You've got to work very hard to 
learn as muoh as you oan. Among other things, this means a great 
deal of reading to build a mental storehouse of knowledge you need 
to be a real DXer. 

V/hen yoti corne aoross a semi-teohnioal or technical article in 
PREHDX do you pass it by; skip over it quickly because it's too hard 
to understand? Or do you make a serious effort to master the subject 
and then use it as a take-off point for further study? 

The guy who complains to the editors that an article is too tougli 
and too tedious, that he doesn't understand it and plaintively cries 
"Why can't we have more features for the begirmer?" is the one who 
only slowly, or perhaps never, will progress mucii beyond the begin- 
ner stagei 

Hard work? Definitely yesi A slow prooess? ProbablyJ But DXing is 
only a hobby, a p leasurable pastime, you say. Yes, and a casual app 
roach to shortwave listening is perfectly acceptable if that*s your 
thing. But exoelling, even at a hobby, can be pleasurable.

The rumor ciroulated again today 13 Feb 73 that Col. Francisco 
CsiamaSo is head of the guerrilla group in the southem mountains.. 
Reports indicaie the guerrillas are moving southward in the central 
mountaln range in a desperate attempt to break encircleaent. 
TO CONCIUDE 

On or about 16 Feb Col. Caamano and 3 others of his group were 
out down and killed while trying to make a run across an open road.. 
Exoept for New York's Hispanio press, the entire épisode of the gue- 
rrillas oreated little stir with the NY Sunday Times of Feb ,18 giv- 
ing it 3i column inohes and Newsweek of Feb.26 12 lines. In my oity 
of Rochester, hov/ever, the daily again gave a surprising performance 
with 4 separate stories totaling 40 column inohes^ 

The newsletter Latin America of 9 Maroh reported "Industry and 
Trade Minister José Antonio Brea Pena resigned v/hen Radio Comeroialr 
whioh he ovms, was closed down for broadeasting an interview given 
to the evening paper Ultima Hora bj Toribio Pena Jaques who olaimed 
he had been in the late Col, Caamano's guerrilla group and that 
Caamano was,in faot, got dead. Police, however, said PeÔa jbquôz 
was an agent of theirs. 

Président Balaguer withdrew from Congress his bill -to oensor 
radio broadeasts and replaced it by a new watchdog officiai to work 
undei' the attorney général.

With such an assortnsnt of wires leading to the antenna posts of 
our receivers, some simple System is needed to overcome the tlme con 
sumina- and tedious job of Connecting and disoonnectmg tins or that 
lead wire, especially during peak recention période. As some super 
DX catches may only hold for short periods, time is a vi^l factor, 
and that time lost" in antenna changeover may mean the différence be- 
tween a fine QSL or another fallure. „<™eï+ 

Other than your assorted lead wires, the parts needed and const 
ruction seem easy and inexpensive. Most radio parts suppliers or the 
catalogs list single and double fcnife switches.. Radio Shacx lla® a 

nrobably Japanese made type mounted on bakellte, but I prefer the _ 
sturdier leviton on a porcelain base, with a cos^ différence ofonly 
pennies., Any short length of soft vvood for the switch mounting is 
adéquate and is to be used outboard style, preferably handy to your 
left hand.. I use a foot long pieoe of spruce 2 x 4 which rests on 
the ton left of the HQ-180A and is heavy enough not to moye during 
use. The single knife switoh is only useful for antennas with single 
wire leads. Each switch handles two abd any number can be connected 
in parallel. However, the double knife switch type is more practical 
as it not only handles single and twin leads but is workable with 
coax as well, by grounding one lead tor-iinal.

"The More the Merrier," they say. 
wouldn't it be nice to have some more SUL's in your area to talk with 
and compare ^SLs with and do ail the fun things with? You can do it 
if you try and do your community or school a favor in the process. 
How can youdo this ? By putting together a display to illustrate the 
fun things of our hobby. Such a display could be useful for hobby sh- 
ows, for Science Club meetings (or language clubs or political clubs 
or social science clubs, etc.), or for other types of displays. Mine 
is the monthly display at our Public Library, keyed in with books on 
geography and radio it certainly contributes as much to "the dif- 
fusion of knowledge among men" as displays of doll costumes and hand- 
craftsi 

My exhibit is mostly on poster boards—at the library they are on 
display boards but in a classroom they could be taped to a wall. Oth- 
er items are not and are fastened to the surfaces to fit the space 
available. Some heavier items are in a glass case. 

These are the contents now on display: (1) ^itle poster, "Far AUay 
Places with Strange-Sounding Names Are Calling Me", pitched to the 
travel buff who can hear of weird places, see pix of colorful cities, 
people and animais from interesting countries ail over the world, 
clipped from magasine and tourist folders. (2) What Are Short Waves?— 
ham bands, SWBC bands, CB, aero, etc., in skimpy outline, with some 
facts about this and that. 

(3) How Do SW Broadcasts Travel So Far?—diagram of broadcasts from 
a station bouncing off ionosphère and landing at various far-away 
cities, skipping others. 

viSL cards under plastic protection, with explanations of types 
of stations (government, private, time. Communiât, missionary etc.)and 
how the cards are obtained. 

(5) "Surprise Your Postman", a collage of envelopes and wrappers 
with lotsa stamps and foreign-language writing which will attract the 
stamp collector. 

(6) "Stations You Can Hear"—a small map with pins in it to repres- 
ent a dozen easy stations and a couple dozen slightly harder ones the 
beginner could pick up. 

(7) "Major Broadcasts in English", a table of times versus count- 
ries just to illustrate how many countries use English and the fact 
that there is something on the air almost every hour of the day. 

(8) Pennants. 
(9) VOA program skeds, showing the languages and topios the VOA 

uses this month with some VOA brochures and stuff for flavor. 
(10) "In The Mailbox"—various program skeds, magazines, New Year's 

cards, contest offers, propagande blasts, and other items which pop 
in from ail over the world. This item, and the QSL cards, can be used 
as "fillers" to use up any spare display space left over. 

(11) A glass case containing Peking's "Little Red Book", station 
stickpins, HHZ's Tiki, V of K's yearbook with yummy photo work, and 
other stuff not suitable for wall display

(12) A cassette tape with idents and IS samples, plus tiny bits of 
Arabie mx, LA mx, etc. In library use, of course, a headphone is em- 
ployable for this. 

(13) "Secret Code Message", the taped and transcribed broadeast of 
a "numbers station" with what little is known about these critters, 
lus an invitation for the reader to try his hand at deciphering it 
lots lucki) 

(14-) Communist propagande—some items ranging from mild to feroc- 
ious, so displayed as not to appear that the display itself is a 
Communist operationl 

Other possibilities: (1) your reoeiver,or pix of SW receivers. 
(2) pix of you and/or your buddies busy at the hobby. (3) bulletins 
of clubs. (4) newspaper clippings quoting "Radio Damascus", etc. 
(5) detailes of news or propaganda you may have heard,taped, etc. 

SUGGESTIONS FOR YOUR DISPLAY: Use 
color where possible, with felt mark- 
ers in red and green as well as blaok 
and construction paper or poster pap- 
er in yellow and red as well as white 
etc. Past stuff onto other matériel 
to catch the eye. Use catohy titles 
or questions. Use the display items 
to explain things: I used CHU's card 
to deal with time and utility stat- 
ions, EIWA's to mention that U.S. 
stations have call letters with "W" 
and "K" but other countries are dif- 
férent. 

Write to the stations and ask for 
material—'■'•'he Public Information Of- 
ficer, Miss Huth Walter, was very 
helpful with TOa materials from Was- 
hington. Contact teachers, librar- 
ians, récréation departments, chur- 
ches, club présidents, etc. and offer the display. snapshot of the 
display as set up might be useful. Arrange your material so it can 
be used and set up easily, won't fall apart, etc. Store it for fut- 
ure use. updating and adding to it as events permit. Use plastic ad- 
hesive (Plastitac, etc.) to hold c-^rds and skeds to walls or poster 
board without tearing or punching fioles in them. 

Above ail else use your imaginationi

lay axe a TOA Spanish language poster, glossy photos of Yvonne Bar- 
clay and Willis Conover as "radio personalities", a letter from Bi- 
afra about their radio opérations and a burned-out main tube from a 
high powered SWBC transmitter (weighting in at about 50 poundsi).

Fellow LXers, take heed and listenj Let this DXer tell you how 

much a ^SL can mean to you, despite recent arguments about tbe valid- 
ity of non-full data ^SLs. Yes, my friends, this certain QSL saved me 
from a fate worse than the DW on 6155 kHZi 

Xt ail started in the latter part of 1971. '^hat year I was introd- 
uced to the hobby of SWLing by a club which sponsored a program cal- 
led PAD. What was PAD? PAD stands for Prison Association of DXers and 
is a plan which aotively jielps to rehabilitate prisonera by giving 
them a worthwhile, educational hobby to occupy their time. What was I 
doing in prison? Well, I was framed by some of my friends of Xcelan- 
dic background who had me done in when I refused to do a psychedelic 
light show (which was my line of buiness) for the Boris-Bobby chess 
tournament. 

Well, eventually I was let out by fulfilling the PAD Code of Ethics 
and be successfully (iSLing 123)4 countries. Unfortunately, at the same 
time as my release, my fellow cell mate and PaD sponsor, Kick the 
Freq., was also let out by fulfilling the 123)4 countries requirement. 
He was my stiffest competitor and would resort to any means to sur- 
pass my ^SL totals. 

Soon I moved out to Huffled Hidge, N.J., bought a home and had a 
chance to finally set up a 100-foot outside longwire antenna.

tucel" Elated, I grabbed a pen and took down détails until the signal 
faded at 0145. Later I typed a report, enclosed 92 IRCs, 5 sets of 
mint stamps, a dollar bill and other mementoes of my appréciation. 

hext morning I awoke and went to the door to place the letter in 
the mailbox. as I was doing it, a hefty cop came up, read me my rig- 
hts, slapped some cuffs on me and carted me off to jail. There my 
lawyer explained that a local reputable mail order firm for SWLs had 
been ripped off too that night and the solen goods were found stashed 
in my backyard that morning. Owing to my past prison record, my con- 
nection with the SWL hobby, plus aforementioned evidence, things 
looked semi-grim.

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The Target Book When you're a DX beginner you can turn on the

Take a stenographer's short- 
I hand notebook, hinged at the top 
and divide it up into the 24 hrs 

Jof the day by using 48 pages,one 
K half hour to each page. At the 

top of the page put the hour in 
both GMT and your local time thusly: 8 a.m.—1200 
GMT. Halfway down the page put another heading, 8:15 a.m.—1215 GMT. 
And so on, until you have the notebook marked up. 

Now you must gather information you want to enter in the book for 
prospective targets. These will obviously be stations and countries 
you have not heard before or stations you wish to log again for QSL 
reports. 

There are many sources for this kind of information. Your clubibul- 
letins, particularly the Logging Section. Schedules sent by the stat- 
ions, DX programs on SU radio stations. Gorrespondence from your DX 
friends, téléphoné calls, etc. The more sources the better. 

Naturally, you must be discriminating. Don't put down loggings in- 
discriminately. If someone in England or in Geylon logs Mauritius 
at 1800 it doesn't mean you can. Pay particular attention to loggings 
from your own section of the country. 

Now that you have picked your targets, enter them in the notebook, 
under the nearest approximate 15-minute time segment. Put the freq- 
uency, country,name of station,language being used at that time, if 
given, along with any other pertinent information such as sign-on, 
sign-off, QBM, source of information. Keep the entries short however 
and if you have additional data to enter put an asterisk after your 
original entry and put the rest of the data on the reverse'side of the 
paper. 

Make ail entries in pencil so that you may erase them and substit- 
ute new ones when you have hopefully logged the originels. 

You will need a new target book twice a year when the change from 
DST to EST and vice versa is made. This is necessary time-wise and 
also gives you a good chance to revise your listings, We thtow away 
about 75 per cent of them at this time, the other 25 per cent will 
seem worth carrying over into the new target book. 

Radio Tesuiuîlan—Where And What Is It? 
This station, heard for only several days duriug tests in November 

of 1972, is located at Coban in Guatemala's Alta Verapaz province. 
During the few days it was active Hadio Tesulutlan broadcast on 4835 
kHz, using the call letters TGT2, as well as the slogan, to identify. 
As this is written, ^adio l'esulutlan is off the air but the station 
authorities are hoping to receive final broadcasting approval soon 
and it may at the time you are reading this be active again. 

he station is owned by the Benedictine athers and the verie si- 
gner is Padre Bernardino Ness, O.S.B. Its address is Hqdio Tesulut- 
lan, TGT2, Barrio San Marcos, Coban, Alta Verapaz, Guatemala. 

It will be a cultural, non-commercial station designed to teach 
Spanish and meet the spiritual and material needs of the people of 
this région, north of the Guatemalan capital, The population served 
by the station is 90 per cent Indian, K'ekchi and Pokomehi. The 
photo on this month's oover of PHENDX shows the station's K'ekchi 
announcer, Enrique Oxon Pacay, at the homemade console of Radio Tes- 
ulutlan during last November's test transmissions.

We are tiokled pink that FRENDX 
has offered us the opportunity to serve the memhers of the paramount 
of DX clubs, NASWA, '/le will strlve to serve the members of NASWA to 
our utmost capabllities and to uphold the tradition which has led 
NASWA in becoming the hallmark in shortwave listening and DX clubs.

PART III - VIETNAM 

Most Vietnamesa have three names; e.g. Tran van Hinh or Vu thi Bao: 

The first name is the family name and most Vietnamese bear the name of one 
of the old royal dynastiesî Nguyen, Tran, Le, ly. Ho, Mac, etc. The middle name may 
indicate sex or, combined with the third name, may have aome poetic meanings yan is 
the most common middle name for men while for women it is often thi. Soœs middle 
names are common to both sexes. 

The middle name is aomatines written in email letters but there is no 
strict rule about this. Often the names axe separated by hyphens, 

The last name is the given name by which people are addressed: for example, 
Nguyen van Thanh would be called Mr. Thanh or, informally, Thanh and may sign his 
name as N. V. Thanh. In addressing reports, however, the full name should be used. 

Some Vietnamese, especially women, have four names, e.g. Nguyen thi Thanh- 
Thuy. The last two, generally linked with a hyïdien, have a «poetic' meaning. The 
holder could be addressed aa Miss Th&nh-Thuy or Miss Thuy. Women, on marriâge, take 
their husband's full name, but frequently retain their own name also. For exemple, 
Mrs Nguyen van Ba may call herself Tran thi Hoa but she would not be addressed as 
Mrs. Tran thi Hoa.

Although nost of as are aware of varioas détails oonoeming clandestine and pir- 
ate radio opérations — tires, freqaencies, langaages, and so on — fewer of us are 
aware of why these stations operate to begin with. So this month Clandestine Bul- 
letin will show what the yarlous types of clandestine and pirate radio opérations 
are and why eaeh type has corne into being. 

The usual reqaisite for a saooessfal clandestine opération 1s the prohibition 
of an actlvity by a govemment while there is popular desnand for that activlty. 

Hence, in coantries where virtually ail mass communications are oontrolled by 
the State, saoh as the Soviet Union, there exists a thirst for ail foims of cland- 
estine communications — prlnted natter, recordings, and radio stations. They have. 
if yoa will, a sort of média blackmarket, 

This also explalns why clandestine radio has never caaght on in the United 
States; for the raost part, radio here has been widely-owned and free to do and say 
as it pleases, subject to the rulings of the Fédéral Communications Commission. 

The term "clandestins" covers a namber of disparate types of radio stations; 
the only common bond being the sab rosa status of either the oontrolling organisa- 
tion or the transraitting facllities. In order to clarify raatters, a namber of more 
précisé tenus are used. 

Here, then, are those tenus, follovred by an explanatlon of what each type of 
"clandestine" station is and why it exists. 

A. Nonpolitical ("pirate") 
1. Nonprofit ("hobby pirate" or "bootlegger") 
2. Profit ("commercial pirate") 

B. Political ("clandestine") 
1. White clandestine 

a) Intraborder 
b) Extrabordor 

2. Black clandestine 
3. Revolutionary program 

Now that we have a list of the buss words, let's see what they mean and how 
they differ. 
Nonpolitical: 

These are the stations often loosely referred to as "pirates". 
The "hobby pirate" (callsd "bootlegger" in the U.S.) is jast that — an opéra- 

tion run for the fan of it by radio hobbylsts, ospecially those with a liberatarian

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bent. In the U.S. bootleg activity usually takes place evenings and weekends in the 
so-called "broadcast band" (BCB) — i.e., the medium-vave band — just above 1600 
kHz; or in the vicinity of the anaateur shortwave bands, particularly the 40 meter 
band. In Europe, hobby pirates opérate mainly in the medium-wave band and in the 
area just above 6200 kHz in the 49 meter band, with the heaviest traffic being on 
Sunday momings after 0900 GMT. One of the better-known of these is World Music 
Radio on 6230v et al. kHz. 

Hobby pirates — usually operating from a site within the targot country — 
raroly carry commercial messages and tend to have a very short life span, especially 
in the U.S. The equipment is usually low-powered converted amateur radio gear, al- 
though only a minority of operators are licensed "hams". Broadcasting times are 
sometimes impossible to predict and the listening area is usually restricted. Al- 
though audience size is a matter of conjecture, it certainly is not large. 

By contrast, the profit-orientod "commercial pirate" (often merely termed "pir- 
ate") opérations are frank imitations of the legitimato Stateside commercial "pop" 
stations. "Top Forty" music prédominâtes (although some progressive rock is heard), 
and commorcials are the revenue lifeline, Usually some bland news is carried, as 
well. In order to succeed, audiences must be large, so the broadcast day is usually 
long and prodictable, and transmitters are often modérately powerful. 

These stations have so far opératod mainly in Western Europe, and have included 
numerous shipboard opérations in international wators, i.e. bodies of water outside 
accepted territorial waters. Perhaps the best known of the current crop is Radio 
Nordsee International, widely heard on shortwave, médium wave, and PM stereo. 

The commercial pirate stations are usually a cause for concern by the target 
countries' governmonts, as such stations tend to undermine the cherished national 
radio monopolies that are the général rule in Western Europe. Not only are they 
subject to various forms of jamming, but the advertisers are often attacked by lé- 
gal bodies. In one case, an offshore pirate radio/TV opération was actually boarded 
and seized by Dutch marines! 

Although these punitive measures have often been successful in individuel cases, 
the only long-term solution to the prolifération of commercial pirate opérations 
appears to be having the domestic radio monopolies cater botter to popular music 
tastes; or to allow legitimate privately-owned stations to compete with the state 
radio networks — both of which are slowly happening throughout much of Western 
Europe, 
Political: 

For the most part, these are the stations referred to as "clandestines", a 
tricky term which — like beauty — reflects the state of mind of the beholder. 

Although some stations are clearly "clandestine" — such as Radio "Free Russia" 
(see April CB) — others are "clandestine" or "legitimate" depending on whose side 
you're on. 

The problem is that control over certain countries is contested, with each "side" 
claiming to be the sole legitimate govemmont. 

Take, for example, Indochina. Pro-Comraunist organizations usually consider the 
Vietcong's "Liberation Radio", the Pathet Lao's "Pathet Lao Radio", and Prince 
Sihanouk's "Voice of the National United Front of Kampuchea" to be the legitimato 
national broadcasters for South Vietnam, Laos and Cambodia, respectively. But pro- 
Western organizations regard Saigon1s "VTVN", Vientaine1s "Radiodiffusion Nationale 
Lao", and Phnom-Penh's "Radiodiffusion Nationale Khmère" as being the legitimate 
national broadcasters, with the aforementioned pro-Communist stations being consid- 
ered "clandestine". Of course, the Communists denounce VTVN et al. as being "il- 
légal", 

There is a way, though, to clear up much of this political fog. One can check 
with the United Nations to see what the situation is there in tenus of représenta- 
tion — either as a delegate or as an observer — and designate the recognized or 
quasi-recognized government's stations as "legitimate" and those of unrecognized 
groups as "clandestine" (or, if you prefer, "revolutionary"), This is not idéal, 
but it does depolitieize the tera "clandestine" at least to some oxtent. 

The main breakdown of clandestine radio opérations is by intont. If it repre- 
sents whom it says it does — such as the Vietcong's being represented by Liberation 
Radio — it is considered "whito".,,or simply "clandestine", with "white" being un- 
derstood. The raison d'être of a white clandestine station is to promote the socio. 
political, military, and culturel point of view of a gonuine insurgent group. 
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Howover, if it is a bogus opération pretending to ropresent an existent or non- 

sxistent organisation on "the other sids", it is oonsidsred "black". For example, 
the Sonth Viotnamese "Voioo of tha Patriotio Hilitiamen's Front" protends to rap- 
rosent a natlonallst, anti-O.S.. anti-North Vietnamese, anti-Vietoong group...but 
the station is, in fact, operated by tho U.S. and/or South Vietnamese counterin- 
telllgence forces and is designed to triek the South Vietnamese peasantry into tak- 
ing a stanoe in kcsping with U.S. and Saigon govemment interests. 

In practloe, black clandestines are located in terrltory safely oontrolled by 
the group aetually operating the station. 

Fy contrast, aiiite clandestines are located nearly anjndiere in or out of 
safely-controlled zones; in or out of the targot oountiy ("intraborder" or "extra- 
border". respoctivoly). The majority operate fron friendly foreign territory  
sueh as Badio Independent Spain from Eumania (see story, followlng). But sosie of 
the most exciting opérations are rlght in the thiok of oontested zones...with the 
Northern Irish clandestines being a prime ourrent example. Yet others operate from 
reasonably safe areas within the targat country, sueh as the Pathet Lao Radio frora 
Sam Neua and Khangkai, Laos. 

Finally, related to stations operating from friendly foreign territory are 
fehose revolutionary programs unabashadely beamed to the target country over the fa- 
clllties of a legitimate foreign broadcaster. Probably the best-known in this re- 
gard is the Palestine Liberation Organization's "Voice of Palestine" (see May CB i 
nev schedule, followlng), transmitted over Radio Cairo, Radio Baghdad and RTV Al- 
gérienne, as well as being broadoast over a clandestine transmit ter in Syria. While 
î<ioh programs are not really clandestine, they are closoly akin to and usuaily serve 
the same purposes es clandestine stations, as tha concurrent Syrian clandestine 
transmitter clearly exempllfies. 

Kaw that we hava a général idea of what "clandestines" are and why they operate, 
let's take an in-depth look at one of the most interesting and faœous white clandes- 
tines, Radio Independent Spain. 

RADIO MDEPENDBNT SPAIN 
("Radio SspaHa Independiante") 

The reoent death of artist Pablo Picasso has served to remlnd the world, once 
again, of the terrible civil war that took place a ouarter of a century ago in 
Spain. 

The second Spanlsh Republican Sovernment had been elected to office oonstitu- 
tionally in 1931, ruling precariously over a country with llttle experience in de- 
mooracy. Then, on July 17, 1936, the army — baoked by the Falango (Fasoist) Party, 
the Ghuroh, and the Tradltionalists — staged an armed uprising against the politi- 
oally-laftist govemment 1. HiIs was the beginning of a bloody civil war vhich was 
to oost a million llves befora it ended on Maroh 29, 1939, with the army rebels — 
led by Franco and aided by Hitler and Mussolini — emerging victorious over the Re- 
publican loyalists — alded by Stalin and various "International Brigades", 

During the closing days of the war, loyalist refugeos, Basque nationalists, and 
the tattered reraains of the Republican Government hazarded intense rebol army fine 
in ordor to flee to safety in France, For the most part, those who survived have 
not, to this day, returned to Spain; instead, most of them settled in France ascd 
planned for a day that never came: when republican government would be rostorod in 
Spain. 

Rxile Radio Station Formed 
However, not ail the refugees wound up in France. In 1939, just bofore Baroe- 

lona was obviously about to fall to Franco's forces, the Russian officiai Mr. 
Kolz ov-G insberg — responsible for oontrolling the officiai Republican Govemment's 
wartime "Barcelona Radio"-, fled with an unknown number of activlsts of the Spanish 
Communist Party to Leningrad, where they revlved "Barcelona Radio" as an exile 
voico. 
lAs of oarly 1936, tho Republican Govemment was ruled by a "Popolar Front" of poli- 

tieal organizations; tho dominant force, however, was the Spanish Communist 
Party (PCE). 2"Bareelona Radio", whieh operated from 1936, is the station title given by a lay 
source; the officiai station name may have been somewhat différent. 
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In 19^1t though, "Barcelona Radio" ap- 
parontly ceased broadcasting and "Radio Ind- 
ependent Spain" came into being in its 
place. It seems to hâve remained on the air 
ever since — even during the WW II years — 
from varions sites thronghout the U.S.S.R. 
and Bastern Europe. 

Radio Indépendant Spain is still on the 
air today, the oldest clandestine station 
operating. With several powerful trans- 
mitters, it makes for an easy catch in North 
America. It is believed to broadcast cur- 
rently from Bucharest Rumania, apparently 
sharing facilities with Radio Free Portugal, 
another pro-Comraunist clandestine. However, 
the site of one transmitter — operating on 
15185 kHz — is unknown. 

Radio Independent Spain is jammed (just 
as is Radio Euzkadi, the Basque nationalist 
clandestine station) with beeps, whistles and growls by transmitters of Radio Nac- 
ional de Espana at Arganda, just east of Madrid. Nevertheless, most programs are 
intelligible outside the Madrid région. 

Although Radio Independent Spain broadcasts sorae programs in the Catalan and 
Basque languages, the majority of program hours are in Spanish, œaking it easy for 
many American listeners to understand. Programs are politically moderately-leftish, 
and includo coverage of illégal strikes and démonstrations, plus regular news and 
sorne music. 

Can Ee Heard and Verified 

It really can't be missed when prop- 
agation from Europe is normal. 
Best is 12l40v kHz (a bit above 25 
meters) or lOUOv kHz (above 31 
meters and WWV's timo pips) around 
2000 until sign-off at 2315. but 
virtually ail of the four trans- 
missions are audible in Eastern 
North America on at least one freq- 
uency on good days, You'll know 
you have it at sign-on when you 
hear several soft chimes, followed 
by part of an anthem ("Himno de 
Rlego", the Ropublican national 
anthem), It then ID's, "Atencion a 
las ondas volantes. Habla Radio 
Espana Independiente, Estacidn Pir- 
énàica" ("Pay attention to the air- 
waves. Radio Independent Spain 
speaking, the Station of the Pyre- 
nees"). As indicated earlier, ifs 
not in the Psrrenees, but this 
little fib adds to the mystique. 

Now, after you've heard it, 
there's a nice bonus. They verify, 
and what a vérification card it is! 
An original color printed card by 
Pablo Picasso (one of the station's 
longtime supporters), dopicting a 
dove of peace hovering over Spain.

LETTERS FROM MEMEERS WITH PROBLEMS 

Dear Ed; Can you tell if an outdoor antenna would help my portable radio? 

Anawer: Mike, you just don't realize hovr much of an improvement that would be. 
Some get good résulta by just attaching the lead-in wire to their portable's col- 
lapsable antenna. Many SW portables do not use the extemal collapsable antenna 
for SW and instead employ a ferrite rod within the set. In this latter case, you 
can simply, but carefully wind a few tums of insulated wire around the ferrite rod. 
This wire is attached to the extemal antenna. There is no actual connection in the 
set itself, just leave the end of the wire insulated after making the tums* 

Dear Ed: I see many members of NASWA and other clubs own military surplus receivers, 
Where can I find out about this equipment? Is it for sale to just anyone? 

Answer: The answer given to me by Defense General Supply Center in Richmond, Va, 
was - yes, if s available to anyone, BUT, there's a process to go through. First, 
you have to havc a permit to buy govemment surplus. This may be obtained by writ- 
ing; Department of Defense Surplus Sales, P.O, Box 1370, Battle Creek, Michigan, 
49016. Tell them what kind of equipment you are interested in, and what area of the 
U.S.A. you woula be interested in. Periodically, you will be sent brochures for the 
type equipment you want, and where it is available in the area you specified, AU 
equipment is sold by sealed bids. A percentage is required with each bid. If your 
bid does not win, your deposit will be retumed. The SP-600 owned by your editor is 
surplus equipment - acquired new, still with its foil wrappings - at about 15% of 
its original $1,600 govemment price, 

Dear Ed: It seems that NASWA once had contcsts - as have some radio stations. Is 
therc any plan for contests in the near future? 

Answer: I like contests - and usually play along for the fun of them. However, in 
the past NASWA has found that contests are evidently not popular except for a very 
few. Wô do not rule out the likelihood of ever having one again. The trick seems 
to lie in devising a contest whereby most members could enter if they desired, re- 
gardless of their equipment advantages. Have our members any suggestions? On a re- 
lated matter, though, I have available a 100 question DXer's Examination in two 
versions; one in written forn, and another on cassette tape which includes sound 
questions. Any person desiring information can send me a self-stamped envelope. 

Dear Ed; What are the advantages of using earphones versus speakers with recoivers? 

Answer; Besides the obvious advantage of screening out disturbing room conversa- 
tion, traffic noise, etc. with earphones over your ears, remember that a speaker 
has a greater frequency response range than a good communications headset. A speak- 
er is great for enjoying music on radio, but to catch the DX one has to sift out the 
muffled voicos from the rest of the "mud". Since headphones are limited in response 
much of the low-frequency rumble and high frequency hiss and crackle are attenuated, 

Dear Ed; Some of my correspondants have QSL cards of their own with their WDX num- 
ber or other club registration. Where can I get some cards like this? 

Answer; I wouldn't have thought this was such an interesting item, but I got three 
similar questions within a month and decided it might be worth it to mention these 
cards are produced by several small printing companies, usually amateurs themselves, 
and are advertised in the classified sections of magazines such as QST, CQ, 73> or 
Electronics illustrated. They cost between $ô - $20 per hundred depending upon how 
lavish a design you want. l've had some in far past years, but may be forced to 
get some more to exchange with the ones sent me. Lots of listeners enjoy them.
