There are some 17 thousand Ecuadorians who arc called "Shuar" (Indios living 
between the Rio Paztaza and Rio Santiago in the so-called "Oriente" of the countryj 
In the early 'ôO's some people volunteered to bring a simple message to these 
Indians in order to establish self confidence, and to tell them about their history, 
Indios "...to live like human beings with elementary rights, frce to décidé their 
proper way, and to take care of their very own soil. Indios who should look ahead 
as contributors to society rather than accepting whatever civilization may offer." 
It means they must learn about their culture, héritage and descent. More than ten 
years have proved thc success of this task. Today, they are a proud people againl 

And this is "La Federacion", tooj 
HCSK - Radio Federacion with 5 kw broadeasting from Sucua 16 hours daily in 

Spanish and the Indian language of Shuar, including 5 hours for its 80 Escuelas 
Radiofonicas in its rural areas. Programs are dirccted to 'alumnos* in the first 
and second grade. In addition, 90 students are attending Secondary and 37 arc 
about to gain their Bachelor degree in order to join the Technical Institute or the 
University. Radio teaching is also focused on agrarian refonn, health éducation, 
and the control of tuberculosis, In 1961 the first course was held for 23 students 
who began a movement among the Shuar which is effective even to this présent day, 
Sucua became the cultural center and today conventions, festivals and many other 
events provide the opportunity for people to meet people. 

HCSK also entertains. Music, songs and legends of the Shuar are mcant to 
propagate the Indian culture, A culture which dates back to the dawn of history. 
"La cultura Shuar" is confronting many cultures, one of which is enroaching civili- 
zation. Without any doubts, Indian culture has to offer many aspects and values 
of life to us. That's why they want to speak by means of HCSK and "Chicham". They 
call on ail people, on public opinion, students, workers and campesinos alike. To 
raise their voice not only to de fend their own rights but also to proclaim a sense 
of righteousness which applies to ail nankind.

In order to be heard overseas Radio Nacional bas put into opération two trans- 
œitters of 30 kw each with directicnal antennas beaned to the areas for which the 
programs are intended. 

The broadcasts originate at the main studios located in the Parque Central of 
Caracas where the studios are activated frem six o'clock in the evening until ten 
o'clock at night. H

RADIO NACIONAL DE ESPAÇA 
EL DIRECTOR DE LA RED 

Spain began her first adventure in radio broadcasting at thc 1921 World*s Pair 
in Valencia. The first broadcasting Station, Radio Iberia, began opérations in 1923, 
in Madrid, and today*s senior station, Radio Barcelona, was set up in 1924. 

Fron the very beginning, the State assumed control of the new means of communi- 
cations: the Constitutional Monarchy (decree of 27 February 1923), the Republic (law 
of 26 June 1934) and the Nationalist Régime since 1936, have followed the sane prin- 
ciple. 

There was little progress in radio broadcasting up to 1939, The State could not 
fully provide for the development of the new public service, and private enterprises 
could only afford saall installations. The historical E.A.J, local stations served 
the public as well as they could. 

On 19 January 1937 the officiai Press and Propaganda Agency undertook radio 
broadcasting as a national service through its first station, Radio Nacional de 
Espana, in Salamanca. 

Thc création of a national broadcasting service took place in 1924 under the 
nane of "Red Espanola de Radiodifusion" (R.E.D.E,R,A,), and the firsf Dircccion 
General de Radiodifusion was founded in the Ministry of National Education in 1945. 

In 1952, the 1934 broadcasting law was amended and new radio and télévision 
régulations were established, The newly erected Ministry of Information and Tour- 
isn took charge of national bçoadcasting as a public service, The Dircccion General 
de Radiodifusion became DirecciSn General de Radiodifusion y Télévision in 1958, 

Spain's adventure into télévision began in 1952, after an expérimental stage 
from 1948 to 1951. Télévision Espanola (T.V^.) was formally inaugurâted in 1956 
and at thc same time the création of the first national télévision network was 
planned, ((Ed. note: I saw TVE last year from a Gibraltar monitoring post. Be 
assured that there are the same amounts of advertising as here in the USA - although 
with a bit more imagination - and the programming is mainly that of an entertain- 
aent nature, i.c,, variety shows and musicals, I only recall seeing one drama 
in 7 days.)). 

Spain is a menber of the European Broadcasting Union (E.B.U.) and the Inter- 
national Télécommunications Union (I.T.U.). 

From 1960 on, the DirecciOn General de RadiodifusiOh y TelevisiOn comprises 
two major departments; Subdireccion General de Radiodifusion and SubdirecciOn 
General de TelevisiOh, 

The Subdireccion General de Radiodifusion rules over the national broad- 
casting network, which includes the stations exclusively operated by the State, 
i.e.. Radio Nacional de Espana network and Radio Peninsular network and also other 
stations not operated by the State, but subject to officiai régulations. The latter 
are divided into private stations and institutional stations, according to whether 
they are operated by a private enterprise or by an Institution such as the Movi- 
nento Nacional or the Catholic Church. 

Radio Nacional de Espana can be heard daily in English at 0200 GMT and again 
at 0445 GMT on 6065 kHz and 11925 kHz.

Protestant Missionary Radio «inistry 
with broadcasting facilities located at Bujuinbura, capitol city of the Republic of 
Burundi, and short wave transnitters located at Nyakarogo - 25 miles to the north- 
east. 

Radio Cordac began broadcasting on Christmas Eve, 1963, on a 250-watt medium- 
wave transmitter, There are now four transmitters: one medium-wave, two short wave, 
and one F «M, The short wave transmitters are 2,5 kw each, The programs are religions, 
educational and infornative and are broadcast in French, Kirundi, Kiswahili, and also 
English. Many programs are produced in studios from other parts of Africa, Europe, 
America, New Zealand and Australia. The mail response is increasing each year and 
reports have been received from ail over the world. 

Radio Cordac plans soon to install an omni-directional antenna which will cover 
up to a radius of 300 miles. Future plans call for six Log Periodic Antennas and will 
be driven with transmitters ranging up to 10,000 watts, 

The staff of Radio Cordac is made up of missionaries and Africans, The Africans, 
who far outnumber the missionaries, are from Burundi, Rwanda, and ZaiYe. 

Cordac also sponsors a four-year Electronics Institute. This school teaches the 
arts and sciences of radio broadcasting. 

Radio Cordac is a very rare station in North America, but as of late several 
N.A, DX-crs have been fortunate to log this station. A suggested timc to try is at 
0327 (XT sign-on on the frequency of 4900 kHz, Réception is very tough, though, duc 
to the fact that Radio Juventud has a strong hold on 4900 kHz, 

Radio Cordac is interested in receiving réception reports and correct reports 
are verified by a full data QSL card. Return postage is appreciated as the station 
is on a very tight budget.

The Bashkirs, a Turco-Tatar people, were conquercd by the Russians in 1556; 
however, they obviously mean to retain their identity, language and culture as thcy 
have rebelled several times. The Bashkirs are the dominant nationality of the re- 
publicts 3,304,476 people. There are many Russians résident thece, however. The 
Bashkir Republic hàs an area of 54,233 sq. çiles and is located in eastern Russian 
Republic in Europe, in the southern Urals. The terrain is plateau and mountain and 
is watered by the Ural, Belaya and Ufa rivets. The republic's extensive forests and 
valuable minerai deposits are its raost important natural resources. The main occupa- 
tions of the Bashkirs are the growing of grain crops and horse-raising. There arc 
smelting and métallurgical plants in the capital city of Ufa, Ufa, the Bashkir 
capitol, a city of 630,000, is largely a Russian city and is located at the junction 
of the Ufa and Belaya rivers. It was founded in 1574. In modem times, the Bashkir 
Republic's capitol has achieved some prorainence as it is located within the Ural 
Industrial area, a most important area of the Russian Republic containing many 
heavy industries. 

The only shortwavc broadcasting within the republic is at Ufa which opérâtes 
on a frequency of 4485 kHz with an unknown output powcr.

TAKE YOUR RECF-IVER ALONG 

QOING ON A TRIP ? ? ? 

In every DX-er's life, he reads of exotic stations that peoplc ail over the 
world have bcen fortunate enough to reccive, and he dreams that one day he may be 
able to hear those stations. If the listener lives on the East Coast of the USA, 
he longs to hear the low powered Asian stations that are cowtonly reported by West 
Coast DX-ers, If he lives on the West Coast, he envisions tuning in low powered 
stations in Angola, West Africa, Turks Islands, and Latin America. While his rc- 
ceiver in some cases may be a limitation, the laws of physics (particularly those 
of the ionosphère and the sunrise/daylight cffects on the F layers) generally pre- 
vent predictable réception of those DX catches. However, with the advent of solid 
state rcccivcrs which are small, lightweight, and require low voltage and low power 
for opération, the DXer is given a golden opportun!ty to enjoy the fruits of other 
geographical locations. 

If you as a DX-er are planning a trip, be it vacation or business, TAKE THAT 
RflCEIVER ALONGIl It has been my good fortune in the past 18 months to be in a pos- 
ition to take my receiver along to raany parts of the country, and have been able to 
enjoy listening to some fairly rare DX stations, It is very difficult for a West 
Coast DX-er to imagine the surge of émotion that sweeps over the DX-er from the East 
Coast when he hears CLEARLY the Indonesian announcer say "Inilah Radio Republik 
Indonesia, sorong, Samarinda, Bandung, Gorontalo, or Jambi". An East Coast DX-er 
raust have an exceptional day just to listen to any one or two of the above stations. 
To be able to hear Radio Khusus Pcmerintah Daerah Kaputatan Sumbawa with nice Indo- 
nesian ausic regularly aust be just as thrilling for an East Coast DX-cr as that felt 
by the West Coast DX-er who visits the East Coast and hears VSI8 from Turks Isl&nd, 
or picks up Radio Ecclesia in Angola for the first time. While the level of expertise 
of the DX-er is often measured by his achievements in "longest range, lowest powered 
station heard", he himself receives a great deal of satisfaction in hearing stations 
others have reported often, but have bcen unavailable to him, This also allows him 
to provide the DX-ing comnunity with extra information that should contribute to his 
own improvement and the iaprovement of the hobby in général, 

You may say--OK, I have an SPR-4, SX-190, Barlow-Wadley, or another receiver that 
can operate off batteries or a 12-volt supply. Just how do I go about DX-ing in an 
area which (1) has no electricity, (2) is essentially "foreign" to me, and (3) has no 
facilities for antennas? First of ail, if you are on vacation (or business), generaUr 
an automobile is available (be it your own or a rental car), These days, very, very 
few cars are not equipped with a cigarette lighter. Détroit has built this luxury into 
ail late mode! cars and it is the DX-ers salvation for powerI If you have a car and 
a map, you can generally find a state or national park, or any electrically quiet 
location that is not enroaching upon privatc property, and DX from there. It has bcen 
my experience after 5 trips to the states of Washington and Califomia, and looking 
around my state of Maryland, that there are many locations that can be used, You say; 
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"OK, I now have a place picked out and «y receiver is in the car, What about antennas?" 
Thia is a very good question. I leamed through experience tbat the best method is to 
never leave an antenna anywhercl Always put up your antenna just prier to your listen- 
ing period, and take it down when you are finished, This will prevent any disappoint- 
ment that may be incurred when you co«e out to listen and your antenna has been re- 
œoved. Also, in following this procédure, you are not always "cluttcring" up the local 
area, which is looked upon with great displeasure by park rangers, policewen, and 
other public officiais. Always use antennas with insulated wire to prevent any elec- 
trical shock problems, Besides, this type wire is easier to handle anyway, 

You raay ask, MJust how do I erect a temporary antenna?" I siwply attach one end 
of the antenna to a 6-incb section of 2M x 4" lumber and toss the picce of wood over 
a branch about 15-25 feet high, Gencrally, this is easily donc and is also easy to 
remove. I selected a spot for DX-ing at a Scenic Overlook in the state of Washington, 
The antenna was tossed over a tree limb 15-25 feet high. With the 2x4 section, the 
80 foot long antenna wire could be pulled taut without being pulled out of the tree, 
The other end of the antenna was wrapped around a sign post erected at the overlook 
warning of the abrupt drop-off. The wire was then brought into the auto window, con- 
nected to my antenna tuner, (which is recommended for matching purposes), and then to 
the receiver, You may ask, "What about power for the receiver? Docsn't the automo- 
bile ignition keyhave to be in the "on" position for the ■♦•12 volts to be available at 
the cigar lighter?" The answer is "no" for almost ail late model cars. Also, your 
solid state receiver does not use much power, I have listened for 8 continuons hours 
in a Plymouth Duster with no effect on the car's battery, You may also enquire about 
lighting for DX-ing in the dark. For SX-190 owners, a flashlight is a necessity, It 
is also useful for other receivers and is useful to read the clock for accurate time. 
It should be noted that I do not recomnend that the overhead light in the automobile 
be left on. This is T00 much drain on the battery for long periods of listening. For 
time accurate within 1 minute, I use a simple $4 WESICLOX Travel Aiarm Clock, set to 
WWV at the beginning of the listening period, I have this to be very bénéficiai and 
cost effective, 

You may ask, "What if a polieeman stops by and asks what's going on?" Well, 
polieemen in général are only interested in protecting public property and interests. 
I have had at least 2 occasions when policemen or park rangers have seen me DX-ing 
early in the morning (in the dark) and have inquired as t o what I was doing and was 1 
OK? If you will explain honestly what you are doing and even let the officer hear what 
you are listening to, you will find them to be perfectly courtcous and satisfied that 
you are "OK", I let a park ranger in the state of Washington hear Port Moresby, Papua, 
on 4890 kHz one day, and he was so impressed he wanted to hear more. I actually lost 
sorae valuable DXing tirae due to him—Oh well, ail in the name of public relations for 
DX-ingi! 

You may also ask "What if l'm going to a foreign country?". Well, while my ex- 
perience in this area is limited to Canada, I encourage you to check with customs of- 
ficiais in that country and always, ALWAYS DECLARE YOUR RECEIVER and keep the receiptJI 
It would be very sad to have to part with or pay duty on that receiver at the border 
on your return trip because you did not déclaré it initially. The Canadians, in par- 
ticular, are a very friendly people, much more than typical Americans, and they have 
been very couteous about DX-ing in their country. (I would like to challenge any DXcr 
who has taken his receiver to other foreign countries to share his expériences via 
FRENDX. It surely would air others who could learn from your experiebces, How about it, 
John Campbell?) 

In conclusion, you can sample the DX-ing fruits of other geographical locations 
by taking that receiver along, You will have some great DX-ing expériences, and will 
further your knowledge of the DX-ing hobby, Remember the following guidelines: - - 
1. Use that cigar lighter in the automobile as a power source. 2. Find a noise-frec 
location—that is generally easily donc. 3, Be innovative and a very accessible an- 
tenna location is generally available, 4, Follow the Golden Rule: treat the area that 
you listen in as if it were your own property. 5. 3e honest with inquisitive people 
and you should expect no problems. Just follow these guidelines and the luscious 
strains of The Songs of the Coconut Islands (Love Ambon), or ID's such as "This is 
Radio Turks Islands" will be available to you simply for the effort.

I'm referring to our North Anerican 
English program, of course, which is 
threatencd with the extinction should Mr 
Walter Steigner "push the button". Steigner 
is the Intendant. or managing director, 
of Radio Deutsche Welle in Cologne, and 
has voiced the intention of dissolving 
the North American Department, It would 
be a deciding blow to listeners in the 
USA and Canada (and elsewhere too), and 
would leave West Germany without an 
English voice to North America. This 
would, in effect, make East Germany the

Transmitter strength is modest, which makes it difficult to sort out from Peklng's 
powerful Foreign Service, also more or less on the same channel. The black station 
broadcasts entirely in Vietnamese; the new schedule, given below, is only partial, as 
it hasn't yet been fully established, but the former schedule included transmissions 
in the 0^00-0800 time period.

Haifa's Offer Barth offors some monitored observations for the CB readership, viz.: 
Radio of the Patriots. This anti-Shah station, believed to be locatod in Iraq, is now 
noted jammed from 1030v-1130v & 1515v-l6l5v on 7230 kHz. Prior évaluation suggests the 
jammers are part of the "Voice of Iran" complex. 
Voice of the Middle East People. No longer heard on 7200 kHz. 
Voice of the Arabian Peninsular People.("Saut ash-Sha'b al-Jazirah al-Arabiyah"). 
Oporating via facilities provided by Radio Baghdad, this anti-Saudian Arabian govomment 
clandestine is now noted on the new fq of 8885 kHz (ex-11950v). The full schedule is 
0400-0457 4 1200-1257 in Arabie on 7195v. 8885v, 9525v, 9570v kHz. 
Steadfast. This Libyan opération is no longer heard and is presumed gone for good. 
Voice of Palestine ("Saut al-Filistine"). The Sanaa relay of this PL0 opération is 
now noted on the new channel of 7275 kHz (100 kw) //former 5805 (25 kw) and 1202 kHz 
from 1600-1630. The Cairo relay is now once again 1730-1830 on 872, 9755 kHz. 
(Thanks also to Victor Goonetilleke and Isao Dgusa for confirming some of the items). 

NEW DETAILS EXPOSED ON RADIO PATHET LAO LOCATION 

As you may have seon in CB and elsewhere, Japanese joumalists have been visiting 
the once-forbidden Sam Noua Pathet Lao headquarters in "liberated" Laos, Among other 
things, they were shown the facilities of "Radio Pathet Lao", which Western intelligence 
has insistod is located noar Hanoi. Also, Bob Bundy's 1972 monitoring furthor in- 
dicated at least part of the complex was located thore. The question, thorofore, was 
who is lying, and in that regard an observation by Japan's Hiroyuki Nagaso is of holp. 

He noted that the station houso consists of two rooms — a studio and a fabrication 
room, boside which stands a 5-meter high antenna for use on the 10 meter band, far 
above the bands used by Radio Pathet Lao. Ho noted that it would be impossible to 
place 4x10 kw transmitters(the value assigned to each transmitter by the Director, Mr. 
Sisana Sisane) in that small station houso. He therefore concluded that what they were 
shown as tho "Radio Pathet Lao" site was merely a studio and small point-to-point 
transmitter to relay matorial to the actual site elsewhere. And, of course, that site 
is Hanoi. 

The schedule as given in the December CB still holds, and Victor Goonetilleke con- 
firms that 6215v is ex-7310- That channel is not only the strongest (say, 50 kw), but 
is tho first channel your editor has consistently noted in Philadelphia, even during the 
aftemoon (viz., 2230) long-path opening. 

Heretofore, nobody was aware of a 10 meter PTP channel for Radio Pathet Lao, but 
soonor or lator theso broadcasts may be traced in Asia or elsewhere, as skip on that 
band sometimes allows for unusually long-distance réception, as any CB aficionado will 
attest!

BOLIVIAN STATION TAKEN OFF THE AIR 
by 

Tony Jones, Paraguay 
As CB reported in the December, 1974, issue of FRENDX, Bolivien rebels had seited 

radio broadeasting stations in Santa Cruz. This information came from U.S. news sewrees 
which, in turn, obtained them from Radio Panamericana of La Paz, the capital city. 
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Tony Jones writes, in this regard, "Reports from Areentina indicate that the Boli- 

vian station. Radio Panamericana (580 & 6035 kHz) bas been closed by the authorities, 
follovring the recent abortive coup in that country. Seems to be correct, as only the 
Brazilian is noted on 6035 kHz at présent." 

Incidentally, althouch it is not clandestine information, Tony notes that Argentina 
can be added to the roster of countries engaginp in jamming, namely of the leftist 
Uruguayan station. Radio Colonia on 550 kHz. 

WHAT CAN I HEAR? 
(Part 3 of a sériés) 

In the last two issues of "Clandestine Bulletin", you have gotten an idea of how and 
when it1 s possible to log some of the major sub rosa broadeasters in Europe and Asia, 
Now, with the DX season here and apparently giving unusually good African DX, CB will 
glve a summary of what's happening in Central & Southern Africa. 

The unique characteristic of African clandestine broadeasting is that it is not 
really very clandestine. Put another way, the broadeasts usually represent outlawed 
guérilla groups and neither the group non their broadeasts are considered acceptable 
by the authorities in the target zone. However, the broadeasts are not over hidden 
transmitting facillties, but simply are given as programs over the legitimate radio 
facilities of nearby "friendly" broadeasters. 

With Portugal's speedy decolonialization, some of these broadeasts have been ter- 
minated, and those remaining are no longer considered forbidden. Portuguese army 
Jamming has ceased, and some of the formerly-outlaved groups are now allowed to utilize 
Portuguese radio facilities in Angola, Mozambique and elsewhere. 

So, to not confuse things, we'll dub these "rovolutlonary" broadeasts. 
When can these be heard? 
Along the East Coast and Midwest, the aftemoon usually is when the opening be- 

gins, and it lasts during the DX season until the wee hours of the moming. Here, in 
Philadelphie, for example, central West Africa is fadin? in on the 60 meter band around 
1900 and fading out around 0900 GMT. Propagationally, Africa appears to shine when 
the North Atlantic path is somewhat disturbed; this can be determined by the WWV pro- 
pagation forecast at the l4th minute after each hour (a forecast of 5 or 4 and a K index 
of 3 or more and tending to rise or rcmain steady are dues the African path to NA mav 
be good in the coming hours). 

What follows is a brief but fairly complété listing of African revolutionary radio 
activity. Those beamed to Portuguese colonies are likely to be altered or terminated 
in the next few months, but with luck they will survive the DX season and possibly allow 
you to snare a last-minute QSL. 

Pest bets for the eastem half of the US and lower Canada will be underlined; other 
zones will tend to find it rougher going, but some of those listed should be audible 
anyway..,true DX, if you will! 

Angola 
Flghting Angola ("Angola Combatente"). Station of the Moscow-oriented "Popular Libera- 
tion Movement of Angola" (MPLA) broadeasting in French, Portuguese. English, Umbundu, 
Luvale, Lunda, Mbunda, Tchokew, and Kwanhama. A BBC MS report indicated from October 
23. 197^, the program was also being carried by the Voice of Zaire (no schedule was 
given, nor have ve been able to establish it). Radio Zambia rocontly quit carrying 
the program at 1830, at which time, more or less, "Emissora Oficial de Angola" com- 
monced carrving a similar program at 1830.

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There never seems to be enough space at 

the end of this column to sit back, breathe 
a bit and say hello. So, Président Dan, I 
hereby swipe an extra page to do just that. 

This month's turnout of 62 reporters was 
outstanding -- but even more remarkable is 
the fact that almost one-quarter of them 
(15, to be exact) are WCNA! Superlatives 
to you, fellow West Coasters. (Your kind- 
ly Editer grew up in the "West Coast" town 
of Cohasset, Massachusetts, by the way.) 

Please, fellas, no reports or letters 
beginning "Mr. Hill," That's my father. 
"Bob" will do just fine, 

Among the high points of this month was 
a poem submitted by one Effiemay Louden- 
boomer of Olean, NY, who claims to be a 
cousin of You-Know-Who. While space does 
not permit a printing of same in its en- 
tirety, let us merely advise that this 
immoral -- sorry, immortal -- rhyme glee- 
fully ribs your long-suffering Editor re 
his request that reports be sent in on 
paper measuring exactly 8% inches long, 
Well, we can take it as well as dish it 
out -- and let it be known that we enjoyed 
the poem immensely. 

However, we have just converted to a 
new system of assembling items in frequency 
order. While the full détails are classi- 
fied Top Secret, it is permissible to hint 
that the opération involves shirt cardboard 
(the kind that laundries stuff into shirts) 
and spray adhesive, Since the cardboard 
measures exact ly 8^ inches across, that now 
becomes the idéal length of reports! 

So if your items are less than 8 inches 
across, your saintly Editor winds up with 
adhesive ail over his sleeve -- and if 
their width exceeds 8 inches, the surplus 
paper hangs over the edges, flaps in the 
breeze, gets ail tangled up when I stack 
the cardboard, and elicits reproving glan- 
ces from guests. 

It's back to the Thésaurus for you, Ef- 
fiemay. 

Last month, we asked members to comment 
on a couple of procédural questions: (1) 
Should common items be dropped in favor of 
a "letters-to-the-Editor" column? (2) When 
a reporter submits incorrect info (wrong 
ID, inaccurate freq quote), should he be 
taken to task or should his errors be hid- 
den forever? 

Response was -- at least to me -- quite 
astonishing! A number of NASWA'ers took 
the time and effort to comment at considér- 
able length. Gang, it's appreciated! 

Before going into détails about these 
responses, it should be added here that the 
questions were rather poorly phrased owing 
to lack of space. And the second question 
should have been amplified with pro and con 
points on the relative merits of each ap- 
proach. 

(1) By "common items," I meant items re- 
ported month after month (often by the same 
people), not "common" in the sense of easy. 
They aren't always the same thing. A DX'er 
should report what is DX for htm, regard- 
less of how yawn-provoking the station may 
be to a more vétéran listener. 

(2) Regarding errors of identification and 
frequency quotation. Some respondents took 
me to task for expecting hairline accuracy 
from poorly calibrated receivers. Not at ail, 
folks — but if you can't be positive that 
your reading is within 2-3 kHz, then it is 
absolutely imperative that you stick the lit- 
tle letter "A" (approximate) after your freq 
quote. As far as I know, the only person 
ever to find the letter "A" embarrassing was 
Rester Prynne, 

But why ail the fuss over incorrect infor- 
mation? Well, for one thing, it's difficult 
to deal with. If corrected in such a way as 
to hide the reporter*s mistakes, he "rides 
along," in effect, on the backs of those who 
submit correct data. If corrected in print, 
he is (or might consider himself) humiliated 
in front of his peers. 

If an item quoted 7115 is actually 7120 
but is printed 7115, whether corrected or not, 
the Log Report is just that much less useful 
as a reference. If an item says the station 
is Rhodesia and it's actually Sri Lanka, then 
once again the fact that the item begins RHO- 
DESIA, whether or not a correction appears 
therein, lessens the value of LR as a refer- 
ence. 

Okay? Now let's see what our respondents 
had to say: 

On Question (1), 4 said, unequivocally, 
that a Letters column was désirable; 8 said 
"Yes, but -- only if LR wasn't eut, or 
at least not eut very much; 4 said phooey on 
such a column. One made the excellent point 
that one LR section should not have a Letters 
column if the other two don't. Conclusion: 
if you really want a Letters column, tell DF. 
(One writer had the temerity to suggest that 
The Loudenboomer Report be dropped in favor 
of Letters, He knows who he is, and he will 
never be given another chance! CL's eyes are 
everywhere!) 

Question (2) seemed to draw doser to a 
consensus. Ten writers said to correct the 
miscreant in print -- tactfully. of course, 
Two opined that incorrect items should be 
thrown out. Only 2 thought that the correc- 
tion should be made in such a way as to hide 
the error and its perpetrator. Conclusion: 
to encourage accuracy, to preserve the value 
of LR, and to keep from giving undeserved 
high marks to low performances, mistakes will 
be corrected in print -- but tactfully. you 
ignorant nitwit! 

Of course, ail of the foregoing applies to 
LR-A only. Other section editors surely have 
their own opinions and preferences. 

Remember the NASWA'er who reported Syria 
on a new freq of 4845 last month -- and it 
was actually Mam nia? The poor guy had 
taped the stati played it for a native 
AA-speaker, who told him it was Syria! Some 
days ya just can't win, period. 

And now your patient, kindly, forgiving 
LR-A Editor wishes you the best of DX in '75 
-- and don't screw up them reports!

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By the time you read this, the Christmas-New Years DX sessions will be over. As 
I write this, the solar cycle is peaking and will have reached a maximum about 20 December. 
A minor geomagnetic storm began on the 18th, but the geomagnetic field should have 
quieted down after the cycle reached its peak. Minor recurring geomagnetic disturbances 
should have begun about Christmas day with possible enhanced openings to the south. The 
next solar activity peak will be about 15 January. The recurring geomagnetic disturbances 
should begin about 22 January. General geomagnetic quiet may occur 1G-20 January. 

New information has been added to the WWV propagation forecast broadcast at 14 
minuites past the hour. In addition to the usual information on propagation conditions 
and forecasts, they now give K index values and also 2800 mHz solar flux measurements. 

The K index is an international standard measure of solar corpuscular radiation 
based on the intensity of geomagnetic activity caused by electric currents produced in 
the ionosphère by such radiation. The K index is a 3 hour index designed to average 
readings of the magnetic field's activity over the 3 hour observation period. The range 
of values for K is from 0-9. I présumé the measurements are taken at Fredericksburg MD. 
Normal geomagnetic activity varies with the time of day, being greatest during daylight 
hours at the observing station. Superimposed on these values are increased activity due 
to sunspots and solar flares. The K index reading will give a good indication of 
current geomagnetic conditions. However, the small range of values (0—9) is not great 
enough to give a meaningful 24 hour average. Hence the A index. The A index (given over 
WWV for the previous day at 18 past the hour) is a daily index of geomagnetic activity 
and has a range of 0-400. The daily A index value is derived from the average of 8 three 
hour values. Their relation to the K values is given below; 

K0123456789 
A 0 3 7 15 27 48 80 140 240 400. 

The A values represent the center point of a range of values équivalent to each class of K. 
Since the range of A values corresponding to each K value increases with increasing K, 
a more meaningful daily average can be computed using the A index.

We are in a period of low solar activity during the declining part of a sunspot 
cycle. The présent cycle should reach a minimum during 1975. These periods are character— 
ized by 27 day récurrent geomagnetic storms. The solar circurastances that lead to the 
onset and cessation of these storms are not well understood. Infact, while there is a 
général cause-effect relationship évident between solar storms and flares and geomagnetic 
storms on earth, many examples are known where major geomagnetic disturbances, such as 
the major storm on 5—7 October 1960, have no prior obvious solar cause and are not part 
of the 27 day cycle. Conversely, major solar flares or sunspots have moved across the 
solar dise with no apparent effect at the earth. 

There are many problems relating to the prédiction of ionospheric conditions 
affecting SW propagation that are not well understood. The phenomenon of radiowave 
propagation in the ionosphère is composed of many complex variables that make hard and 
fast corrélations between cause and effect of SW DX réception impossible. The best we 
can do at the présent is make some generalizations based on observations. To help the 
DXer and SWL better understand the factors affecting SW propagation, I plan to préparé 
a sériés of articles on SW propagation for FRENDX. The first of these, on the ionosphère, 
is in the hands of the SWC editor and I hope will be appearing soon. I will continue 
to make monthly observations and prédictions on solar—terrestrial conditions affecting 
SW radio propagation. 

We were a little short of reports this month, so I am able to make the above 
".omments. Thanks to everyone who participated in Log Report this month.
