YOUR MONEY'S WORTH 

Anti-Inflation Maneuvers 
"CUTTING COSTS ON VERIFICATIONS" 

by 
Scott Reeves 

Saving money when sending for QSLs can be done without lowering your reply aver- 
age. To start with, let's look at what every DX-er uses, whether or not he scnds off 
for vérifications: 

Envelopes and paper (writing or typing): These ite«s when bought in bulk can sawe 
you 30-50% off the retail rate. Most types of envelopes and paper can be bought in lar- 
ger, money-saving quantities in stationary, drug, and other stores of similar ilk, How- 
ever, legal-sized air mail envelopes, a necessity of uost DX-ers, usually are not sold 
in quantities larger than 50 or so. One mail order company does sell more than a doz- 
en type of every envelopc in thousand envelope lots, Their air mail envelope saves a- 
bout 35% from retail envelopes. For no extra charge your name and address is printed 
on the envelope. They send a listing and order form from: Envelope Sales Co,, 800 
Frontage Rd,, Northfield, Illinois, 60093, U,S,A. 

Postage: Most radio stations with somc type of foreign service will verify witb- 
out requiring return postage, however, some of these replies will be sent via sea mail. 
Return postage is not as important as the actual content of the réception report, A 
well-written interesting report with no return postage often timcs has a better chance 
of a reply than a poor report with three or four I.R.C.'s. I do not suggest that DX-ers 
stop using return postage, but that they research first to see if it is needed, The 
much publieized DX Stamp Service (83 Roder Parkway, Ontario, New York, 14519) will save 
you moaey as compared to the three or four I.R.C.'s - and, in any case, is more effec- 
tive. 

Taped Reports; These undoubtcdly convince the station that you heard their 
breadeast, and are of some use to station engincers, but as far as 1 am concerned, they 
are a luxury I can do without. Leaving aside the cost of a taped report, I ask the 
raembership to name a station that only vérifiés taped reportsî 

Correct Address: Some nay laugh, but a correct address is of utmost importance, 
because it is your only link between you and the station. Reports to the wrong address 
are wasted reports. Most station address lists invariably have typographie and other 
errors. I suggest cross checking of addresses between two différent sources, such as 
the current WRTVH, Gerry Dexter's "SWL Address Book" (from Gilfer Associates), and 
also NASWA's past QSL Report column for address information on the station. Relying 
on just one source can be sometimes disasterous. 

Language of Report: An English language report is wasted if the station personnel 
have no knowledge of English, Réception report forns are available from NASWA and 
other sources for ail major languages. (ed note: HAP has a translation committec that 
can do your report in 15 languages for a very slight fec. Write to Gene Moser, 6805 
Woodland Court, Coloma, Michigan, 49038, for more détails - and be sure to enclose 
a SASE*.) Writing a Spanish report to Latin America costs only your time and the 
nominal fee of the report form, but often means the différence between getting a reply 
or not. 

Gifts or Souvenirs: Many DX-ers send a small gift or souvenir to stations to in- 
crease replies, and some of the best DX QSLs have corne to DX-ers as the resuit of a 
45-rpBi sent to the station. The cost of sending a record to each station is prohibitive 
to me, but there are much cheaper methods of thanking the station and the vérification 
signer for the reply. Three gifts or souvenirs can be sent for a total of less than 
3d per report. First of ail, franked (used) stamps of your country or the world are 
often collected and appreciated by someone at the station, (cd note: not to dampen 
spirits or anything, but some countries do not allow used stamps to be mailed to that 
country, Ee sure to check current postal régulations to be sure.) In the last week 
alone I have received QSLs from three countries thanking me for franked stamps and 
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and requesting an exchange of such. The cost of these is only the seconds required to 
tear them off your correspondence, A second gift of nil cost is newspaper and magazine 
articles about the country you are writing to. In depth research articles and other 
articles are often appreciated, but it is a good idea to stay away from sensitive topics, 
such as politics, A third gift or souvenir is the small postcard of your area. It is 
small enough not to raise your postage costs, but large enough to give a full color pic- 
ture of something in your général area with room on the back for a message, This is ail 
for less than 3C per post card. Of course, the standard 10C postcard can also be sent 
and appreciated. 

Consolidate Reports: Save postage by not sending unnccessary lettcrs. If possible, 
verify more than one frequency/station mith each report. In sevcral countries, (such 
as Nigeria), network stations can be verified through the head station, 

When To Send Foliow~ups: Check QSL Report and the SWL Address Book for the average 
time required for a QSL from the station in question. Sone stations nonnally take a 
year or more for the reply. Therefore, a follow-up or new report after just a few months 
would be prématuré. Patience savcs noney: QSLs have been known to corne in after one 
report years agol 

We would like to hear of other ways of cutting costs without cutting the hobby, 
îf you have any such ideas, send them to: FINANCE, in care of SWC, A penny saved can 
be a penny eamed toward a new recciver, Think about it!

Falkland Isles 
BUENOS AIRES (AP) — The Falkland Islands, the bleak South Atlantic home of 2,000 hearty set- tiers and 300 times that many sheep, are again exciting Argentine nation- alists. 
Argentina says British seamen stole the islands in 1832 and it is high time they were retumed. 
Britain says that may well be but she is not leaving without the con- sent of the islanders, who still rise and weep to "God Save the Queen." 'Thieves and cynics" read an enormous front- page headline in the popu- Buenos Aires daily Cronica last week over an éditorial demanding con- trol of the islands, called the Malvinas here. The issue heated up again late last month when Britain told the United Nations General Assembly it would not give up its colony, 300 

miles from Argentina, without a référendum. 
ARGENTINE FOR- EIGN Minister Alberto J. 

Vignes restated Argenti- na's case: They were talking about the islands, not the people, and a 
plébiscité now would be 140 years too late. 

Since then, Cronica and other newspapers have carried repeated state- ments from Argentine legislators and other lead- ers whose views go so far as to call for immédiate occupation. At stake is a short string of islands, altogeth- er the size of Connecticut, with hills and peat bogs whipped by icy antarctic winds. Until lately, their only contact with the world was a ship every three months and cable link to London. 
Falklanders live a hard but tranquil life. There are four pubs, no movie houses and a lot of signs saying "Keep the Falk- lands British." 
THE ISLANDS are ruled by a crown-appoint- ed govemor and locally elected officiai. The residents are practically ail of British origin, whose ancestors arrived after Britain took the islands as a coaling station for the long sail around nearby Cape Hom. Only a few Argentina 

gauchos peopled the is- lands before then but Argentina kept a governor and a small garrison which it says the British expelled.

"The Buryat Republic** 

The Buryats, a Mongol people, have becn under Russian control since about 1700 and 
have retained theit language and culture. Thcy are the dominant nationality in a popu- 
lation of 542,170. 

The Buryat Republic is located in Asiatic Russian Republic, east of Lake Baikal, and 
bas an area of 127,020 sq. miles. Plateau and mountain ranges make up the terrain on 
which the Buryats raise cattle and horses. The area is forested and contains numerous 
fish in its main tivers and in Lake Baikal, a fresh water lake of 13,197 sq. miles. 
Fish, forests, and fur-bearing animais make up the tepublic's important naturel resources. 

Locomotive building at Ulan Ode, the capital, is important to the republic's well 
being. Ulan Ude, a city of 201,000, is a modem industriel population center and is lo- 
cated on the Tr&ns-Siberian railroad, 

Under the Empire, the country of the Buryats long remained a backward area but has 
mado progress since the Révolution. 

The republic's only shortwave broadcasting station i» at Ulan Ude and opérâtes on 
a frequency of 4794 kHz, output power not listed.

(Voz de Portugal, Montréal, 4-10-74) 
Djakarta (ANT) - Two politicians frora 
the Portuguese sector of Tinor Island 
denied that their fellow-countrynen 
want to unité to Indonesia. Doningos 
Oliveira and Auguste Mousinho critici- 
zed the Australian Prine Minister for 
having made déclarations concerning the 
future of Portuguese Timor, before the 
référendum, scheduled for March 1975, 
is carried out; they also underlined 
their opposition to the meeting carried 
out at the UN between Indomcsian Minis- 
ter of Foreign Affairs, Adam Malik, and 
his Portuguese counterpart, Mario Soares. 
After his recent contact with Président 
Suharto of Indonesia, Whitlam declared 
that Australia's position on Timor would 
bc influeneed by Indonesia's. "There was 
no Timor représentative at the UN meeting' 
said Oliveira, who is, like Mousinho, a 
raember of the Démocratie Union Party which 
seeks fédération with Portugal until the 
Territory is self-sufficient. Timor has a 
population of 600,000 inhabitants. The * st 
of the island is Indonesian territory. 

(Voz de Portugal, Montréal, 18-10-74) 
Dili -(by Colin Macintyre) - The Portuguese 
Minister of Interterritorial Coordination, 
Dr Antonio de Aimeida Santos, arrived here in 
order to discuss the future of this territory 
where 600,000 people live and which is loca- 
ted at Lisbon's antipodes, Dr Santos was ex- 
pectcd here earlier, but his flight from 
Macau was delayed. There are three weekly 
flights by light plane to Dili; this is the 
only way to reach Dili - a small town (pop, 
3500) lying in a valley surroundcd by high 
volcanic mountains, 

The Portuguese control the eastern half 
of the island; they also own a small enclave 
on the northern coast, while the western part 
of Timor Island is under Indonesian adminis- 
tration. 

In Dili*s cafés and bars, people now 
talk politics, a subject wbich was practic- 
ally dormant during the five centuries of 
Portuguese rule. 

Both of these articles were translated by Victor C, Jaar of Canada. Timor's radio sta- 
tion at Dili can be heard on 3668 kHz, 10 kw, 2330-0100, 0600 (Sunday's 0200)—1500 GMT, 
A tentative report from DSWCI's Tropical Band Survey has placed a transmission from 
RPDK Timor on 3462 kHz heard at 1148 CMT, 
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with guest commentaries courtesy of the American Radio Relay 
League (peniission granted by ARRIr letter 4 December 1974) 
and by the Chairnan, ANARC Frequency Recomaendation Coanittee. 
Opinions eatpressed herein are not necessarily tbose of ANARC 
or NASNA...and are not to be construod as such. 

This conférence is one 
of the nost important 
of its kind to cotne a- 
long in recent years, 
It would behoove us ail 
to watch the préparations 
and the Conférence it- 
self. What might inter- 
est us most is the out- 
come of the frequency 
allocations as it will 
have an affect on what 
we will be listening to 
many stations. Many of 
us agree that the SWBC 
bands should be expanded, 
and many of us have long 
screamed the sane, How- 
everp why expand the band 
when rigid frequency dis- 
cipline will do more won- 
ders than any expanding? 
But, we could go on and 
on here expounding our 
pet théories so that they 
could be heard, 

Anyway, the confér- 
ence is to be represented 
by many administrations 
made up of the varions 
users of frequencies, It 
could be said with tongue 
in-cheek that SWL's are 
users of the bands, but 
we are not intcrnationall, 

recognized as an "Admini^ 
tration". Our only chance 
to be heard will be thru 
our correspondance with 
responsible administratioi 
officiais and the radio 
stations concerned. 

CONFERENCE PREPARA TION 
A DECISION of the International Tele- communication Union, two years ago, to hold a World Administrative Radio Con- férence in 1979, caused the United States to begin préparations, perhaps farther in ad- vance of a conférence date than ever before. And with good reason, as it's going to be a tough conférence, particularly when the delegates corne to grips with the allocations table. 

The first move in the United States was made by the OTP (Office of Télécommuni- cations Policy) which directed the IRAC 
(Interdepartment Radio Advisory Com- mittee) to set up a number of working groups, one for each major radio service — aviation, fixed, maritime, amateur, broad- casting, and so on. These groups have held a number of meetings and conducted studies 

terence. The committee already has the extensive report prepared by the amateur service study group, and there will be addi- tional input in the months ahead as the FCC, representing the U.S. civilian users of the spectrum, asks for industry input. (In some- thing like this, we're considered industry!) 
Yes, it's going to be a tough conférence, because although we can surely expect strong support from the U.S. Government when it adopts its final conférence position, and from some of the other major powers, the fact of the matter is that in these times the voting strength of the 1TU is controlled by several blocks of developing countries in South America, Africa, and the Middle East. The League is already embarked on a pro- gram of "selling" amateur radio in these sometimes hostile areas, working with other societies in the International Amateur Radio Union. onc of our own Hq. staff is a member of the amateur service study group, its proceedings have not been immediately available for public release. Now, however, the word is officially out. The Hon. Robert E. Lee, senior Commissioner in length of service and FCC's designated représentative in inter- national matters, disclosed in a banquet speech to the QCWA national meeting in Orlando, Fia., in October, the essence of the amateur working group's recommendations: 
• return the 160-meter band to amateurs • climinaie sharing in the 80-metcr band • expand 40 meters; eliminatc sharing with hf broadeasting • expand 20 meters; eliminate sharing with the fixed service • expand the 15-meter band by 100 kHz • estaWish new amateur bands at 10.1, 18.1 and 24 MHz. 
"With the bands so located," the Com- missioner stated, "amateurs would have fre- quencies about every 3 MHz throughout the spectrum, and their communication effi- ciency would improve dramatically." Amen! 

But this is not the whole story, by any means. Mr. Lee added, "Only time will tell whether it is possible for these requests to be incorporated in the United States' position at the 1979 conférence." The reason of course is that working groups in other services will most certainly be asking for 
additional assignments broadeasting par- ticularly - and conflict is inévitable. Com- promise will be necessary, as it always is in these matters. 

Préparation for the 1979 conférence is going on at an ever-increasing pace. OTP has formed an Ad Hoc Committee 144 under the chairmanship of Mr. Richard Probst, of the Defense Communications Agency. It will be the responsibility of this committee to oversee ail préparation for the 1979 con- 

representatives of the régional IARU divi- sions. In addition, we are calling on the services of those amateurs whose business travels take them into critical areas and who have the linguistic skill and the knowledge and enthusiasm to bolster the amateur cause. 
But even though it's going to be a tough conférence, there does exist a great oppor- 

tunity for the amateur service - a once-in-a- lifetime opportunity, as it were. Because of the vast technological changes that have taken place since the conférence in 1959, particularly in the areas of satellites and cables, there exists the possibility that some bands of frequencies now assigned to long- distance téléphoné and telegraph circuits can be reassigned to other services. We, the 
amateur service, want some of those fre- quencies, and we have many strengths to draw on in going after them. 

But we also have some weaknesses, areas in which our membership can help. For instance, there is the current problem of the static total of amateur licensees. It weakens our case. You can help by taking part in a program, either by yourself or through your club, to conduct training programs to enlist more amateurs. Another serious area of weakness is the intentional jamming and malicious interférence that occurs ail too frequently. Those that indulge in this sort of behavior are only a very small percentage, but their antics are so unlike the rest of amateur radio that they make a much too prominent impression. They don't deserve to be protected, and we ought to take every légal means to expose them and put an end to their opération. Solution of these two problems alone would be of significant aid in préparation for the 1979 conférence. Can you help? [qi^zr]

"LANGUAGE TEACHERS PCCUS ON SHORTWAVE MEDIUM" 

The Grand Ballroom of the Denver Hilton was the scene for the présentation, on 
Novcmber 30, of "Radio in Foreign Language Teaching", at the joint Annual Meeting of 
the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages, American Association of 
Teachers of French, and American Association of Teachers of Spanish and Portugucse. 

The session, attended by well over one hundred professors in the field of language 
instruction from ail parts of the United States, at high school, collège and university 
levels, was the culraination of three years activities of the Language by Radio Interest 
Group, an affiliate of ACTFL, The session was chaired by Professer Alan Garfinkcl of 
Purdue University, whose Ph.D, dissertation focused on the création of radio programs 
as a Spanish teaching technique. There were four speakers, representing both high 
school and university levels and several languages of specialization. 

Dr, Philip D, Smith, Chairraan ôf the Department of Foreign Languages at West 
Chester State Collège, Pennsylvania, offered ah illustrated slide présentation out- 
lining the prime requirements in the sélection, purchase, opération and maintenance 
of an adéquate shortwave receivcr. He emphasized the importance of avoiding gimmickry, 
unnecessary bands, fancy but useless controls, multiple but unconnected transistors, 
and other features which simply distract the user of shortwave equipment from the major 
international broadeast bands and the two basics of selectivity and sensitivity. Smith 
emphasized that the basics of shortwave broadeast technology have not changed for thirty 
years. Half the panel merabers themselves use rcceiving equipment dating from the 1940'% 
Not only does it have a lifetime of use, but a substantial, careful investment will 
procure a receiver with a high resale value, Smith displayed slides of band surveys, 
equipment catalogs, and some popular receivers, 

The second speaker, Richard Schwartz of Dover, Dclaware High School, spoke on the 
rôle of shortwave radio as an educational technique. The language is authentic, the 
message direct and immédiate, the content of news broadeasts already largely farailiar 
to the alert student, thus enabling him to work on the linguistic médium in which the 
news is presented, the target language. He illustrated this with a recording of the 
Deutsche Welle news and interval signal. (SUC ed, note; Mr Schwartz's talk will be 
presented in a future SVC column). 

Dr, Richard E, Wood, Chairraan of the Department of Languages and International 
Studies at Adelphi University, Garden City, New York, then spoke on the choice of 
frequcncies and listening times for différent languages, with especial attention to 
French, Spanish, German and Russian. He distributed a handout giving times and frc- 
quencies for these as well as other languages. 
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Thanks to excellent coopération received froa Radio Australia, Belgian Radio and 
TV, Radio RSA (The Voice of South Africa), Radio Moscow and Radio Sweden, language-by- 
radio books and progran schedules were distributed free to dozens of teachers in atten- 
dance, though the size of the audience was even greater than had been planned. Expres- 
sions of interest and support were also received froœ other stations. Radio Prague's 
Director, Ing. Otto Adrian, explained that "Czech by Radio" was not running at présent 
due to the high sunspot count and the irregularity of réception across the Atlantic. 
For a language lesson, clear réception is a necessity. Radio Moscow responded similarly , 
that its "Russian by Radio" was beamed to British listeners but not this ycar to North 
America. 

Dr, Wood discussed the French programs availablc fron France, Canada, Tahiti and 
the Voice of America, and the massive ncw international network of the Deutsche Welle, 
providing added opportunities to learn German by radio. He explained the rcasons for 
the use of différent frequencics at différent times and seasons. His handout gave dé- 
tails of the nain resource in the field, the Wcrld Radio and TV Handbook, the ShortWave 
Listcning section which he edits in Connmnications Handbook, the SWL and DX Clubs, and 
free schedules availablc froin ail international stations, 

The concluding speaker was Dr. Pobert J. Nelson of the University of Illinois, 
Urbana, an experienced writer in the field of radio and language, He described ths 
successfully operating systen of twelve téléphoné lines which provide 24 hour access, 
for the price of a long-distance call, to a French-language ORTF broadeast froœ Paris 
recorded off shortwave fresh every day. This widcly popular initiative hasattracted 
national interest. There are few native FrancO-Americans in central Illinois, but 
calls corne, late at night when rates are cheap, from Chicago and ail over the country 
froœ those who lack the tirae, «oney or inclination to install a shortwave receiver for 
théroselves. 

Dr. Nelson played a cassette recording of one of his ORTT newseasts, and conductcd 
a quick poil on its intelligibility. It was noticable that the panel members — experi- 
enced shortwave listeners — gave it a higher readability rating than most of the au- 
dience. The speech clipping on the téléphoné lines carrying the recorded news service 
improves voice intelligibility, 

Much of the discussion and audience interest centered on the teacbing of French 
language and culture since the A.erican Association of Teàchers of French was holding 
its convention concurrently with ACTFL in the Hilton, Dr. Richard Wood of Adelphi, 
introduced the following resolution which wqs accepted by acclamation for transmission 
to ACTF1 headquarters: 

RESOLUTION 

"The meobers of the American CounCil on the Teaching of Poreign Languages, the American 
Association of Teachers of French, and other ptofessionals in the field of the teaching 
of French, other languages, culture, civiliaation, and international studies, assembled 
in Denver, Colorado, in a session devoted to Using Radio in Foreign Language Teaching, 
NOTE with concern the announced intention of the Office de Radiodiffusion Télévision 
Française, Paris, to undertake a radical curtailment of its international shortwave 
broadeast service, includlng a total abolition of English, Spanish and most other 
language programs, 
POINT OUT that such a rétrogradé and incompréhensible act will temoye France from the 
tanks of the world's nations communicating their national message to foreign listeners 
by shortwave radio, 
BMPHASIZE that such an act will reduce France to a position of extreme weakness in the 
field of world communications and one without any parallel among the nations of the 
European continent, and 
NOTE that the Sharp décliné in the study of French language and culture in recent years 
is caused, in part, by misunderstandings and lack of communication to which the ORTF's 
proposed action will further contribute, 
TKEREPORE BE IT RESOLVED that these members of the American Council on the Teaching 
of Foreign Languages, and the American Association of Teachers of French, urge the ORTF 
that it rescind its plans for withdrawal from short wave broadeasting; that it inteoduoe 
a full-scale broadeast service in English and French for listeners in the United Statesj 
and that it make full use of the powerful shortwave médium in the instruction of the 
French language and culture." 

This is an expanding field. There is a bibliography of some forty items already. 
These, and a summary of the state of the art will be contained in a fortheoming publi- 
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cation of ERIC (the Educational Resources Infoniation Ccntcr) and MLA (the Modem 
Language Association), to be co-authored by Drs, Robert J, Nelson and Richard E, Wood.

Radio Waves Frighten Thousands 

NOW YOU KNOW 

Guglielmo Marconi needed police 
protection from people who threatened to 
kill him because they thought his radio 
waves were harmfui. Frightened people 
complained that the radio signais were 
par.sing through their bodies and making it 
impossible for them to sleep. A wealthy 
woman charged that the waves ma de her feet 
itch. A German man publicly made plans to 
go to England and shoot Marconi but he was 
turned back by British authorities. 

The hostility toward the inventer came 
after years of being ignored. In 1894, the 20 
year old electronic pioneer coaxed his crude 
equipment to send a signal a few feet across 
his room. Next year his signais spanned the 
length of his father's home in Bologna, Italy. 
When Marconi patriotically offered his 
invention to the Minister of Posts and 
Telegraphs, he was snubbed. 

Marconi packed up his equipment, and 
with his Irish mother, sailed to England. 
Surely, he thought, the world's greatest 
maritime power could use ship-to-shore 
communications. British customs officiais 
ignored his frantic efforts to explain that his 
radio was not a bomb. The deheate 
instrument was damaged by their forcing it 
open. 

The foliowing year a family friend helped

him gain the attention of the British Postal 
authorities and he demonstrated that he 
could send a signal from the General Post 
Office to a nearby building. The press and 
public showed no interest in the feat. 

Marconi then constructed a bamboo 
tower that thrust his transmitter 90 feet into 
the air and sent his wireless signais nearly 
two miles. He had built something too big to 
be ignored and the press took notice. Years 
later, he sadly observed, "The calm life is 
over." 

The publicity aroused fears in a 
previously indiffèrent public about the 
possible harmfui effects of radio waves. A 
flood of crank mail - some containing 
threats on his life - came pouring in. 
Guarded by police, Marconi moved his 
opération to Wales in 1897. Soon he was 
transmitting signais out 25 miles, then to 
150, and in 1901 had spanned the Atlantic 
with his wireless signais. 

It was more than two years after this that 
the public outery diminshed enough for 
Scotland Yard to withdraw the pohee guards 
protecting the man who developed radio for 
the worid.

FINDING THE HEIGHT OF 
A TREE, POLE, OR TOWER 

Many tises it is necessary to know the height of an already standing pôle, tree, or

tower for antenna raising purposes. Climbing the pôle or tree to measure its height can 
sometimes prove difficult as well as dangerous; however, there is a mich easier way to 
find the height. By using the laws of similar triangles, it is quite easy to dérivé the 
height of the pôle or tree in question. Wait until the sun is in such a position as to 
cast a nice shadow of the pôle or tree along the ground. Now measure the length of the 
pôle shadow. Next stand another pôle of known height in the sun and measure the length 
of its shadow. By using the following formula, the height of the pôle, tree, or tower 
in question can be derived: 

Tree height* TV mast height x Tree shadow length

about his activities. The reply is entitled: 

THE POL1SH PATOPINDERS BROADCASTING STATION 

"Rozgfoénia Harcerska" of Marsavi - Polish Pathfinders Station is broadcasting on 
short waves only in 41,06 (7306 kHz) and 43,80 (6850 kHz) meter bands, from 6 to 8 hours 
daily, between 1100 and 1700 GMT on weekdays, and from 0900 GMT on Sundays, with Monday 
being a day off. Over and above, every Sunday we are broadcasting between 1000-1040 GMT 
on médium waves in the 367 meter band, as a guest programme in the Polish National Radio 
schedule, 

We are using the Windom type antenna and a RCA transaitter of 300 W power with 
Anodal Screen Modulation for our transmissions. 

About 60% of our broadcasting time is devoted to the popular atusic, mainly of teen- 
age appcal. Polish youths, by far, are the most numerous part of our listeners, Since 
the station is heard in most of the £uropean countries, some of our programmes consist 
entirely of music from abroad. Such programmes bring us thousands of letters from many 
countries, some of them well outside the £uropet for cxamplc, like America. 

It is worth to remember also that the Polish Pathfinders Union is probably the only 
youth organization in Ëurope owning an independent broadcasting station with a regular 
programme. 

The signature tune of the Station was taken from the popular Pathfinders* Song, 
usually sang by the campfire. The Station is under the patronage of the Polish Pathfinder 
Union, the organization for youths between 10 and 18 years of âge, roughly with two mil- 
lion members wearing uniforms. 

And how did it come to establishing that kind of radio station? Well, in May of 
1957 a group of young pathfinders and their instructors met over a cup of coffec in order 
to discuss the best possible way of keeping in touch with ail Union members ail over the 
country, One of them suggested "short waves" communication. The bright idea was accepted 
enthusiastically, and it was decided to seek the assistance of the authorities. The first 
step was taken up successfully and the young promoters discovered themselves before long, 
in charge of the handsome, amateur radio station. 

Today Polish Pathfinders Station is working on the premises of approximately 200 
square metérs, with the professional staff of eight engineers, twelve editors and a con- 
sidérable nuraber of part-time radio journalists, employing very modem equipment, 

Now, the last thing to tell about, are the réception reports and ail the letters 
from our listeners abroad. They come occasionally from the USSR and Japan, from the USA 
and Canada, etc., but 75% of forcign correspondence cornes from Europe, mainly from Scan- 
dinavian countries.

LONDON — The British Broadcasting Corporation, in severe financial trouble, will cut radio and télé- vision programs in the new year. The cuts will 

save 1 million pounds (about $2.31 million), but the BBC faces a déficit of 20 million pounds by next March. Télévision programs will be shortened by 20 
hours a week. This will be mainly at the expense of aflernoon programs, but Saturdày sports coverage is spared. The two télévi- sion channels will close at 
11:30 p.m. Sunday through Thursday. 

These are only the initial waves of cuts in the BBC's struggle against rising costs. Its spokesmen have warned that it might be necessary to dismiss some 
employés unless the gov- ernment gave permission for increases in broadcast- receiving license fees. 

The BBC does not carry commercials, and apart from license fees receives an annual grant voted by 
Parliament — $261 million last year.

A little over four years ap:o I found a number of stations operating on shortwave 
that were undocumented by the WRTH and only poorly documented elsewhere. It tumed 
out these were extraleg-al broadcasters disinclined to provide accurate data on their 
own opérations. 

For my own benefit, I began orpanizin^ data from secondary sources and from my own 
listeniner. A few colleaprues wondered if they could have access to this material, so 
a list of clandestine radio opérations was mimeopraphed. The whole thinp bepan to eet 
out of hand, so an updated édition of the effort was provided for the 7th (1973) édi- 
tion of uow to I isten to the K'orld and a monthly column was inaupurated in FRENDX to 
keep the material current. 

Since then, a pratifyinp process has taken place. No longer are clandestine sta- 
tions reerarded as mysterious illepitimate offsprinp; instead, information on them 
repularly appears in DX columns (and eyen news reports) throuphout the world. Further- 
more, the data are penerally accurate and free from unfounded spéculation. Althouph 
sone editors (mainly in Europe, where domestic hobby pirates are a problem) still main- 
tain a policy of refusinp to print or air most news on clandestine radio, the typical 
DX journalist now handles the subject intellipently and matter-of-factly. 

The raison d'être for a specialized treatment of clandestine radio has thus dimin- 
ished substantially, and for that reason this column will end with this issue. What 
formerly appeared here will po where it belonps, in the various FRENDX columns dealinp 
with international radio: schedules to "Listener's Notebook" (whose editor has access 
to BBC KS material); QSLs to "QSL Report"; loppinps to "Lop Report"; late news to 
"Flashsheet"; and feature articles to "Shortwave Center". And, of course, my tent 
hasn't folded uo; l'il contribute to these columns, too. 

As for a "WRTH of clandestines", this should, barrinp any hitches, appear later 
in 1975 in the form of a lenpthy article in the 9th Edition of How to Iisten to the 
World. published by the World Radio-TV Handbook orpanization.

I AST EDITION OF "CLANDESTINE BUILETIN" 
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WHAT CAN I HEAR? 

(last in a sériés) 

In the nast tbree issues of "Clandestine Bulletin',' vou have been introduced to the 
art of DXinp European, Asian and African clandestine radio stations. This final port- 
ion of the sériés will outline the situation as it now exists in the Nîiddle East. 

By and larfe, the sipnals from the Middle East and North Africa tend to be fairly 
reliable as compared with those from most of Europe, as they stand a better chance of 
passinc south of any polar disturbances. However, most SWL's know little about Middle 
Eastem stations because so few beam clear propramming to North America, while DXers 
often ie-nore them because they rarely make use of the tropical bands below 5-9 MHz. 

Clandestines from that zone are even more widely missed; for the most part, they 
operate at times when DX is inconvénient and when propagation is less than idéal. Too, 
those operatinpr via Radio Baehdad tend to corne and ko so quickly that there is hardly 
time to K®t a sure ID before they are off. Finally, unlike many clandestine opérations, 
the Middle Eastern variety tends to operate within the ITU SWBC band limits, and are 
usually lost in the interférences as a resuit. 

However, those interested in this unusual topic can do surprisingly well. Emie 
Behr of Canada, for example, has discovered Middle East clandestines opérâting well 
before professional monitoring agencies have. And, for starters, there is the easily- 
heard "Voice of Palestine" via Algeria, which you should be able to log on any given 
day. 

Clandestine vérifications are never easily-obtained, but in the Middle East even 
that one-mile walk for a camel won't get you a QSL card. Still, a few have been ob- 
tained at one time or another and unless you're into the country-counting syndrome 
you'll probably prize any such vérification you can get. 

Channels that are decent bets for réception in eastern and central North America 
are underlined.

Ethiopia 

Unconfirmed reports indicate the Eritrean Liberation Front has recently been airing 
low-powered clandestine broadcasts to Eritrea, plus a once-woekly broadcast to Afars & 
Issas from 0500-0530 & 1800-2100 on unspecified channels in the ^-9 and 25 meter bands. 
Try vérification via B.P. 9029, Beirut, Lebanon. 

Additionally, the Front for the Liberation of the Coast of Somalia reportedly has 
been active over the facilities of Radio Mogadishu with revolutionary broadcasts to 
Afars & Issas on 6095v, 7120 and 9585 kHz. Times are unknown, but the officiai Radio 
Mogadishu schedule lists transmissions in the Afar language from 1215-1230 GMT. 

Iran 

National Voice of Iran ("Seda-ye Melli-e Iran"), a/k/a Voice of the Iranian People. 
Broadcasting pro-communist fare for over 15 years, this station uses a 50 kw trans- 
mitter of Radio Baku, USSR.

Except for the Syrian transmitter, which proprams in Arabie and Hebrew, 
the Voice of Palestine opérâtes exclusively in Arabie.

Then, a short commentary entitled, 'Hail our Armv's new victory on the East-West High- 
wav!1 Finally, we will brin? you sélections from instrumental music. 

"'Our Army's land mines blow up enemy Land-Rover and wipe out a batch of enemy 
soldiers on the East-West Highway.' (excerpts) In order to cover up their failure, the 
chairman of the puppet Perak State Security Committee boasted that it was because sand- 
bags were (unintelligible) inside the Land-Rover as a protective measure that many of 
the security forces (unintellieible) wounded.

For those keeping track of réception vs solar—terrestrial conditions, the solar 
flux (a measure of the suns activity) peaked weakly on 12 January. It may again peak 
about 5 February and again 1—3 March. Mildly disturbed geomagnetic conditions were 
noted ^-8 January and 13—18 January. Distrubed conditions may again be noted around 
1 February, 10 February, and 1 March. Solar activity peaked at a measly 85, the lowest 
yet of the current solar cycle and the lowest average since last winter. In général, lower 
solar activity means that the intensity of geomagnetic storms will be less.
