al wrong words because of réception difficulty. 
We now présent JAPAN TODAY, a wcekly prograa in which we hope to présent vaxious as- 

pects of Hfe and culture of present-day Japan. Today we shall introduce you to some of 
the increaaing ntTB^ers of voung peopl? in Japan who eajoy listening to shortwave broad- 
casts fresa abroad, ,rYou know, I hate coid - and this year it'$ terribly cold. So, I listen only to sta- 
tions in the soutbern heraisphere—Australia, for instance. l'a not pood at Bnglish, but 
they broadeast in Japanese. It's quite aaazing: listening to a story about surfing, while 
I toast ayself st the stove, I fesi as if it were Bidsuamer:" 

That was Yaujazaki, a third-year student in a senior high school, who loves to listen 
to shortwave broadeasts froa overseas, in the Japanese language. It was about a year ago 
that he bcean to listen to these broadeast». At that tiae he was working very hard, and 
preparing hiasclf for the entrance exarainations to a collège. He loves ausic, and when- 
ever he grows tired of craraaing, he'll listen to the radio. 

One day he happen^d to pick up a forrign station: the Voice froa a faraway country 
fascinated hia, and ever since he bas been fascinatod with overseas broadeasts. The hob- 
by of listening to foreign broadeasts is rapidly becoaing popular aaong young people in 
Japan. Of course, there have been fans for aany years, but they cane froa a liaited nim- 
ber of the population. And they're usually collège students, or people who have left the 
universities. This is because nany of these old fans liked to nake their own radio set», 

and When they had becOM€ capable of aaking aophisticated aodel», they leamed ^ to listen to shortwave broadeasts. 
H !ir ffli About two years ago, the average âge of the fans dropped, sharply. Even junior high school pupils and priaary school children becaae enthusiasts, to 
^ say nothing of senior high school students, 
PU ^ 0n6 of the nain reason» for the increase in the auaber of fans is that 
MK ifj radio nakers began marketing sets capable of receiving shortwave transnissions, 

2 at very low prices. Of course, radio set» with a shortwave range.. .earlier, tut 
2 even then their frequency bands ranged from 4 to 12 aHz, Sets with wider rangs 

were only for professionals, and were very expensive. They retailed at more 
^ 1 than 100,000 yen apiece, much too high for young people. Naturally, the sale 

wX of all-wave sets, with three shortwave band», in addition to the aediuawave anl 
PM bands, which are used for doaestic broadeasting, at around 20,000 yen, made 
a very quick and creative shortwave booa. 

As a natter of fact, the sale of these new models was a despesate attenpt of aakers 
to stiaulate denand, as sales had grown smaller. Conventional sets could be found in a 
big house. S©, the manufacturera rapidly changed the design of their sets, The color of 
the new sets was ail black, and with their large dials and nuaerous features, they lookcd 
like a pot (?) facing from the shortwave panel of the best rooa. It seeas that this... a 
trusted interest of the gadget loving youth. 

Stimulâted by the spread of shortwave radio, weekly and aonthly magazines for young 
people began to feature stories about techniques and fun of receiving overseas broadeasts. 
The doaestic commercial radio stations started new prograas like "A Guide for Tuning to 
Foreign Broadeasts", Moreover, cassette tapes containing the interval signal ausic and 
opening announcenecits of varions foreign stations were placed on sale to facilitate tu- 
ning. 

With the help of the aass média, this hobby seeas to have taken root aaong the young- 
er génération of this country. 

There are aany clubs for foreign broadeast enthusiasts in Japan. And the oldest and 
aost popular one is the Japan Short Wave Club, It was established in 1950, five years 
after the end of World War II, when the ban on the réception of shortwave broadeasts was 
lifted, So, the club-has now spanned 25 years, The original meabership of 20 grew to 
300 in a few years, and in 1970, it haë swollen to about 2000. An these aembers are 
adults. And now the greater part of the aembers, whose niaibers juaped to about 5000, are 
junior and senior high school students. Commenting on this trend is Yoshio Kubayashi, an 
influential nember of the JSWC and the news editor of the club's magazine, has this tos^c 

"1 an glad that the circle of enthusiasts is expanëing, but l'a not really uncon- 
cerned about it, You see, until recently, man> of our members could understand German, 
French, or some other foreign language, enoueh to listen in. But, uh, young members, 
particularly the Junior and senior hirh schcol sti-.dents, who haven't studied Bnglish 
long enough, are naturally poor in the foreign tongues, (Everybody studies F-nglish, and 
apparently this is the springboard to learring other western languages—gh) So, they lis- 
ten only to proerams in Japanese, They can't really enjoy overseas broadeasts that well. 
I know fron ny own experience, that when you are a junior or senior high school student, 
you love collectine things, like nusic and stampa, and you also have passions for football 
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and cyclinf, You have a big,,.for ail kinds of things, so it seercs to ne that for young 
people, shortwave listening is only one of the». If they get bored with it after collec- 
ting sooe vérification cards, they would throw away their radio sets, and never cobc back 
to it. I fear the greater part of the young meiabers would do that. Actually, l'vc got a 
junior high school student for my son. And, he's nad about listening to overseas broad- 
casting; but for the présent, he's only interested in programs in Japanese." 

Mr. Kobayashi bas been listening to foreign broadcasts for a quarter of a century; 
he's a real vétéran. And reports that his son, Hazunori, aust enjoy an idéal environnent. 
And so we visited bis own little shack, to find hin tuning for the ABC of Australia. 
(Sound of Kookabura) 

Hajunori is an animal lover, and like» the ABC which opens with the sound of the 
laughing jackass. As ABC's program for Japan winds up, his hand tums the dial to the 
BBC, and innediately gets the station. The BBC is over now, and we give the mike to Kaz- 
unori: 

"l've been watching my father listening to foreign broadcasts so long that I learned 
to do the samc myself. I started about four years ago, I guess, I can't understand En- 
glish well, so now I listcn only to the programs in Japanese. But, last year I had real 
fur. on two occasions. Uh, I sent réception report to the BBC, with a question, and got 
an answer on the air. l'd asked what the colour of taxicabs in London is. That*s bc- 
cause our TV in those days was black and white. The answer was: most of taxis in London 
arc black. Then the BBC talked about how London cabbies treat their fares," 

Kaziinori goes on triumphantly: 
"Ihe other occasion was with the ABC. After listening quitc awhile, I noticed that 

they never broadcast folksongs. There are many Japanese folksongs which are delightful 
to listen to. So, I wrote the ABC, asking them to broadcast some Australien folksongs. 
You know what happcnd? Whcn they extended the air time last year, they started to broad- 
cast a new program callcd "Australian Folksongs"! So, I tell everybody that it was ne 
that created the program." 

So, that's the way that young shortwave fans listen to foreign broadcasts: increase 
their knowlcdge of other countrics. 

"I can certainly get the flavor of the change in the world situation through the 
programs beamed to Japan by varions countries." S© says Takahito Akabayashi, a graduate 
student of Waseda University ih Tokyo, who has a ten-ycar carccr as a shortwave listener. 
Hc is only 25 years of âge now, but is a real vétéran, and writes réception reports in 
eight différent laaguages. The nunbcr of vérification cards he has received in the last 
ten years exceeds 1000. That's too many to stick on the walls of his roew, so he keeps 
them in albums, and classifies them. Here's what Akabayashi saysî 

"You're right: the number of shortwave fans is increasing. But what percentagc of 
them will stick it out to the last? Wcli, there seem to be some whose only purposé is to 
collect...vérification cards. l'U be critical of the présent trend. The purpose of 
listening to foreign broadcasts should oever be to gather cards. It's to learn the con- 
tents of the broadcasts. Now, you should listen to broadcasts in foreign languages as 
weli as Japanese. Otherwise, you can't be called a fully-fledged fan. In order to do 
that, it's necessary to study English, or Cbinese, or sonc other foreign tongues, not 
because you're forced to, as in school, but because you find an actual need for it. That 
way you can naster foreign languages more quickly and efficiently, Since you bought a 
shortwave set, uh, which is fine even if it's cheap, you should make up your mind to makp 
definite progrès», Otherwise, it's a sheer wastc of time and «oney. Then you'll be able 
to make shortwave listening not a passing fad, but an eoduring hobby, I think. And the 
real fun you get out of this hobby is that you can bear what'S happening in a faraway land, 
directly from that country, You can hcar about news or fashions, or other topics right 
away, and directly from the place they happen. It's «n enjoyment that you can never get 
from newspapers, or frem donestic broadeastiog stations. And, before you know it, you're 
deepeniag) your undersfanding of foreign countries, too, You're killing twe birris with 
one stone, really. I certainly intend to keep listening for the rest of ny life." 

JAPAN TODAY; the program today was about those young people in Japan who enjoy list- 
ening to shortwave broadcasts from foreign countries.

A collection of these lists over sevcral years 
is very useful in reporting. Next time you hear that familiar pop song on your DX statien 
pick out the raain phrases and look for tbe title on your lists. Ôften these lists have 
catagories such as "Oidies But Goodies", "Soul" and "Country/Western" to belp you find 
your title. These lists aiso give the oame of the sioger/group and the name of the 
record company. 
SWC notes: this starts the summer scason. Since most DX is ruppoaedly at a low ebb, why 
not rue up on your roof, pull down your antenna fc accessories and give them a cleaning??

NBS Labs Uses 

Satellite for 

Time Signais 
A successful two-year experimcnt in 
broadcasting time and standard fre- 
quency signais from an earth satellite has l>een completed by the Commerce 
Départ ment's N'ational Bureau of 
Standards. 

Hadiatcd downward from the Na- 
tional Aeronautics and Space Admin- 
istration's ATS-3 satellite, the signais 
came in strung and stable. Thcy bian- 
kc-fcd the North and South American 
continents, much of the Atlantic and 
Pacific océans and part of Europe and 
Africa, for a t»jtal of 40 percent of the 
earth's surface. 

Satellite-relaycd signais have high 
sigual-to-noise ratios, wide bandwidth Cpermitting flexibility in signal input) 
and line-of-sight propagation paths 
free from fading. 

Signais with these characteristics are cspecially helpful in regulating 
and monitoring electric power, re- 
cording limes of earthquakes and oth- 
cr events, monitoring automobile and 
airplane traffic, controlling timing of 
digital communications Systems and 
pcrforming other significant functions. 

In the future, a satellite System 
based on this experiment may offer 
continuous time and frecjucncy broad- casts as dependable as the local AM 
or FM radio station, covering a large 
global area with a timing accuracy 
betftm than one one-hundred-thou- 
sundth of a second. 

Such a service would supplément 
the NBS time and frequeucy stations, 
WWV and WWVH, which are limite;! by noise and propagation path varia- 
tiorif., and normally cover only 10 to 
15 percent of the earth with equal 
rcliability.

Dyring a two-year experiment, the National Bureau of Standards Lob in Boulder, 
Colorado relayed, via NASA's ATS-3 geostationary satellite, strong and stable 
time and frequency signais covering forty percent of the earth. 

In the experiment, a frequcncy- 
modulated 149-MHz (million cycles 
per second) carrier wave was trans- 
mitted for two JS-minute periods a 
day from the NBS Boulder labora- tories to the satellite, which then re- 
broadeast the signal back to earth on a 
135 MHz carrier. 

Four NBS-tquipped receiving sta- 
tions, widely distributcd around the 
point directly below the satellite, de- 
termiued that these satellite disseini- 
nated signais had better than a 25- 
microsecond timing accuracy. The 
stations were located at the NBS Lab 
in Boulder and the Air Force Cam- 
bridge Research Laboratory in Massa- 
chusetts, in North America, and at the 
Smithsonian Astrophysical Observa- 
tories at Arequipa, Peru and Natal, 
Brazil, in South America. 

During the experiment conducted 
hy Wayne Hanson, Wallace Hamilton 
and Alvin Clements of the NBS Time 
and Frequency Division, the satellite- 
rclayed signais were based upon the 
NBS Frequency Standard and NBS 
Coordinated Universal Time, both 
maintained at the Boulder NBS Lab- oratories. A standard frequency 1-kHz 
tone, second ticks. voice announce- 
ment of the time of day and satellite 
position and a time code were relayed 
to the earth twice a day for 15-minute 
periods. The bandwidth for these sig- 
nais was 30 kHz. Time recovery re- 
quired simple techniques and simple 
path delay computations. Frequency 
was derived from audio frequency 
modulations or from time synchroniza- 
tion over a period of days. 

Africa, Lesotho, Botswana, Mozambique

In his address Dr. Freed stated that the 
newest addition to TWR brings its com- 
bined broadcasting power around the 
world to over 3,000,000 watts. He also 
stated that the station closes one of the 
greatest gaps in gospel broadcasting, the 
southem portion of the African continent. 

There are currently fifteen fainilies on 
the staff of Trans World Radio in Swazi- 
land. Dr. Freed said this number would 
increase as languages and transmitters are 
added. 

Many of the programs carried on the 
new station arc being produced by re- 
cording studios located in African nations 
being served by the shortwave broadeasts. 
Eventually programs will be broadeast in 
Xhosa, Shona, Swahili, Chichewa, Ndc- 
bele, Mandarin. Afrikaans, German, Por- 
tuguese, English and Mandarin. 

Trans World Radio, with offices in 
Chatham, New Jersey, currently has sta- 
tions in Bonaire, Nethcrlands Antilles 
and Monte Carlo, Monaco. The Bonaire 
facility utilizes two shortwave transmitters 
serving North America, South America 
and Europe, and one médium wave trans- 
mitter which reaches the eastern half of 
the United States and South America. 
The Monte Carlo transmitters include two 
short wave, one long wave and ore mé- 
dium wave, serving Europe, Asia and 
Northern Africa. TWR also broadeasts to 
the Middle East through facilities located 
on the Island of Cypn

SWAZILAND (TWR)—In a ceremony at- 
tended by nearly 300 government officiais, 
church leaders and local residents, Trans 
World Radio officially dedicated trans- 
mitters which will carry rcligious program- 
ming to listeners throughout the southem 
half of Africa. 

Dr. Paul Frçed, Président and Founder 
of Trans World Radio, presided over the 
dedication cérémonies. A number of gov- 
ernment dignitaries led by Prime Minister 
Hlophe attended tire dedication. Speaking 
on behalf of King Sobhuza, the Prime 
Minister called attention to the importance 
of being ablc to broadeast programs in 
différent African languages from the facil- 
ity in Swaziland. 

The two giant transmitters are the 
first phase of a building project which 
will eventually includc four shortwave 
transmitters and a high powered médium 
wave transmitter. Through the shortwave 
facility in Swaziland, Trans World Radie

The two countries have bcen arpuing over the Falklands 
since 1833 when the British took possession. 
Argentina recently pressed its case in the United Nation», 
and one Buenos Aires newspaper tried to recruit an invasion 
army before the govennnent closcd it, saying it was neddling 
illegally. 

The officiai Argentine line is to go slowly, gradually win- 
ning over the islanders by convincing then that Argentines 
are, basically, very nice people. 
Argentina provides the Falkland's only air service to the 
outside world. It offers scholarships to Argentine schools 
and beaias bilingual radio broadeasts to Stanley. 
"AU. GENTLEMEN" 

"Argentina obviously is careful to send very good «en 
here for the airline, the oil coajpany and other things... 
ail real gentlemen," said one island businessman. "If 
there's any trouble over the Falklands, vou'd never know it 
here", 

Britain, which has been losing money on the colony for 30 
years, would probably be agreeable to a transfer. But not, 
it says repeatedly, against the wishes of the inhabitants. 
Acting British Gov. A.J.P. Monk told reporters recently, 
"There is no conscious progran to wean the islands to Ar- 
gentina. They want status quo...Who can blâme thea for that,"

He allowed there was aome suspicion of Argentina, saying, 
"The islanders are very courteous and wcll-mannered people... 
i# it weren't for the claim, Argentines would be as welcoae 
as anyone else." 

Some kelpers, and some Argentines, suggeat one real so- 
lution might be iodependence. But the islanders would need a 
lot of help frow someone to make it alone.

House Committee Postpones Vote on 
Ali Channel Radio Bill 
After two days of hearings on the AU 

Channel Radio Bill which would require ail factory-installed automobile radios to 
be equipped with both AM and FM bands, the House Rules Committee has voted to 
postpone a vote on whether to send the 
measure to the floor of the House. Re- 
portedly the Committee voted to defer 
action since both the bUl's supporters and 
opponents were not sure they had suf- 
ficient votes to win. 

The Senate has previously passed a 
comparable measure which would require 
ail radios costing more than Si 5.00 to be 
equipped with AM and FM bands. The Senate version of the biU is not restricted 
to just car radios.

I recently acquitred a Hailicrafters K- 
2740 (siailar to the SP-600) to augacnt 
vy Drake R40, I aoon found out that ftth 
quency interpolation was required to ob- 
tain eccurate readout. Reviewing a belp- 
ful PRENDX article (Serge Heuaann's 

article 8~74), I began the task of pre- 
paring frequency graphe. I used a 25t>k 

X-tal calibrator aad preparcd t ables re- 
lating narkers every 25 kHz in the SW 
bands and 100 kHt elsewhere with the I^g 
scale en the tunieg dlal. Before aaking 
the graphe frow ay tables, I checked œy 
work and found therc was eufficient th» 
mal drift and mechanical play to nake 
absolute accuracy impossible. For exam- 
ple, the log scale value 24452 is equal 
to 9.6«Hz and 24589 to 9#639wHz uoder 
themechanical and thermal conditions at 
the tixe of the préparation of the table. 
When I checked the table values later 
under a différent set of conditions, 9j6 
appeared 21 units aore than the table 
value; the 9,625 warker was also 21 unifts 
in errot indicating that calibration w» 
essentially linear between 25kH^ aarkera 
In grapbing this exampie, I found that 
frequency readout usieg my tables could 
be as Bitcli as 5kHz in error on occasion. 

Ueairing accuracy on par with the R4H 
(1kHz) and unwilling to invest the tixe 
to préparé graphs of questionalle accur- 
acy, 1 went to a aatheaatical rather 
than a graphical calibration technique. 
This technique involves a modification 
of the standard interpolation formula 
to détermine a stations* frequency:

The key to accuracy here ia the correction factor X**, This factor is determined by 

cbecking at the time the interpolation is being made the accuracy of the nearest 25 kHz 
marker in the table with the crystal calibrator. The différence, positive or négative, 
between tbe marker and the calibratmr (marker - calibrator), is then added algebraically 
to the différence between tbe SWBC station log scale sumber and tbe aeareat lower marker 
number, Applying this interpolation formula to the above example for a SWBC station 
reading 24478 on the log scale gives, witbout the correction factor (-21 units), tbe cal- 
culated frequency of 9604.7 kHz. With the correction factor (-21 units) tbe calculated 
frequency is 9600.9 kHz. Tbe actual frequency of tbe station in this example ia 9600kHz. 
An accuracy of 1 kHz bas been achieved by using the correction factor. 

In practice, I have found using the BPO to zéro beat both the SWBC station and the 
nearest marker to be the most accu rate technique. Because of the correction factor, the 
BPO does not need to be zeroed with WWV or another known standard. Just don't change tbe 
BPO pitch setting during the interpolation procédure. To facilitate calculations, I note 
on my tables the différence between two markers (the denominator in the équation) the 
first time I make an interpolation using then, Ncxt time around I just refer to the table

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THE SIERRA LEONE BROADCASTl NG SERVICE 
by Richard A. Schwartz 

Today I wa5 privileged to receive in- 
formation «hich 1 requested and solicited 
from thc Sierra Leone Broadcasting Service 
thcougta the kind offices of MR. E. Pele 
Robert*( and thought to share this infor- 
mation with the NASWA membership. 

The SLBS is a national Radio and TV 
Broadcaating Service, and as such is a 
Government Department. Executive person- 
nel include Mr. Joseph W. 0. Findlay, Jr., 
Director of Broadcasting, Mr. A.C, Bili», 
Deputy and Chief Bngineer, and therc is a 
fnll complément of engineering and prograa 
personnel. 

On Ttiesday, 15 October 1974, SLBS celebrated 
40 years of broadcasting. On the same day, 
His Excellency The Président of Sierra Leone, 
Dr. Siaka P. Stevens, inauguarated a new 250 
KW short wave transmitting station at Water- 
loo, approximately 40 km from the capital, 
Freetown. This new transmitter was built 
and installed by the Swiss firm of Brown- 
Boveri, Die Deutsche Welle has been using 
this transmitter for test transmissions in 
German. (This night well be the xmtr re- 
ported by thc BBC World Radio Club and noted 
in LN, FRENDX 3-75, operating on 5980, as 
reported by Jeff Slaff.) 

In addition, SLBS opérâtes a 10 kw short 
wave transmitter in Freetown on two SW fre- 
qucncies and on one MW frequency (l.205mHz - 
250 meters) servicing speciflcally the West- 
ern area of Sierra Leone. The Waterloo 
transmitter is capable of opération on either 
of the two shortwave frequencies of 3.316 and 
5.980 u^z, and in addition on 9,630 «Hz in the 
31 meter band. 

The SLBS also opérâtes a télévision ser- 
vice on Band I, Channel II on 48,25 «Hz vision 
and 53.75 sound according to C.C.I.R, System 
B, Télévision transmissions commence at 1630 
GMT, and terminate at midnight daily. Radio 
is beinp expanded to operate from 0500-0000GMT, 

Both radio and télévision studios 
are situated at New England in Freetown, 
and 8 km from the radio transmitting sta- 
tion at Goderich, just outside Freetown. 

Both services are organized jointly 
except for a specialized programraing 
staff. For the future, projects include 
a new Broadcasting House, a new sound aid 
TV studio conplex, two new TV transmittiig 
stations, a new office block, and a new 
Engineering building; construction is new 
in progress. 
Sierra Leone itself is a small country, 
The area is 23,000 square miles, and the 
population is approximately 3 million 
(census figures for Deccmber 1974 have 
not yet been releascd). Sierra Leone is 
bordered by thc Republic of Liberia on 
the West, by Guinea on the North-West, 
the Atlantic Océan on the South, and thc 
Republic of Mali on the North-Fast. Bng- 
lish is the officiai language, and is the 
major programming language. SLBS broad- 
casts in French and in ail local language 
at least once a week, and also provides 
transcription broadeasts from USA, France, 
U.K., Germany, USSR, and other countries.

WASHINGTON — A prestlfflous private study RTOup has recommended abolishlng the U.S. Information Agency, the govem- ment's main organlzation for cultural-ex- change and information work. 
It also recommends lhat the Voice of America, the officiai American radio ser- vice, be given new autonomy. At présent, it is supervised by the USIA. 
To replace the abolished agency the re- port-issued by the Georgetown University Center for Stratégie and International Studies here-says a new Information and Culturel Affairs Agency should be sel up. It would report directly to the Secretary of State, though it wouldn't officially be part of the State Department. 
The report also says a new Office of Pol- icy Information should be establlshed within the State Department itself Us function would be to explaln American foreign policy to overseas audiences via the VOA and other fédéral information services. 

Keduring Overlap 
Despite forming these new offices, the report says the changea it recommends would ellminate much exlstlng bureaucratie overlap, Although spécifie figures weren't issued. the study asserts that both personnel and spendlng réductions would resuit, while the new agencies would perform more effl- ciently than those that currently exist 

thlnk of no legitimate reason 
for VOA to have to increase the 

power. If you use the argument 
that they nced it to overcone 
jamming, this can be sbot dovrn 
by stating the fact that the of- 
fending country would simply 
build a better jammer, and we'd 
be right back where we started. 
Many stations with far less po- 
wer are getting through to their 
audiences very well. 

What would be the consé- 
quences of the VOA's operatlng 
2500kw transmitters? We ail 
knowthat it would add to the ai- 
re ady-inpossible congestion on 
the SW broadeast bands, and wipe 
out even more DX than is being 
wiped out already by stations o- 
perating 500kv transmitters, In 
addition to that, several other 
countries will feel the need to 
compete with us, and they, too, 
will construct 2300kw transmit- 
ters, By that time, the countries 
that didn't really want to go to 
the trouble of buying and the «- 
pense of operating those 2500kw 
monsters will, out of necessity, 

have to go out and get one of 
those shiny, new, super-trans- 
aitters, because that's the only 
way they're eoine to eet throuffc. 
By that time, your favorite 49aeter band Colombian donestic station might as well use its 
shortwave transaitter for spare parts for the AM station, for ail the good it will do thea 
to stay on shortwave. So, we sce that if the VOA carries through with the USIA's advice, 
the power nora will be 2500kw. (About that time, a USIA committee will tell VOA that its 
about time for the introduction of the first -gasp- 5000 kw transaitter). We've seen the 
power non» go froa 50, to 100, to 250, and now 500 kw, and we'd be foolish to think that 
Unclc Sam would be the only one in the world operating on shortwave with 2500kw. 

Scientific studies have concluded that too auch RF is hazardous to the health of the 
ionosphère. A day is coning when the ionosphère could give out on us completely. Unrelia— 
ble as it may be, it's the only ionosphère we've got, and we have to take care of it. It's 
been found that 2500 kw, beamed directly into the ionosphère, can disable it teaporarily 
froa reflecting radio signais. Can you imagine half the countries in the world operating 
six transaitters of 2500 kw, and its effect on the ionosphère? It would be a tragic day 
for longdistance communications without satellite. And VOA would be the trailblazer. 

Let s look at another aspect, in regards to VOA building those superaonsters. Our 
governreent is in debt, and we are in an inflationary-recession. People are ur.employed, 
The governraent is making or considering making cutbacks in such programs as food staaps, 
etc. Now I ask you, CAN AFFORD NEW IRANSMlTIERS FOR AN ALREADY 0VER31ZED SHORTWAVE 
OPERATION?? It seems to me that Uncle Saa can use the aoney it would cost to build, opérât 
and aaintain a few 2500 kw transraitters for better purposes. The USIA's recommendation 
states clcarly enough that the only reason for this new high-power equipnent is for na- 
tional ego purposes, 

Now. I don't want anyone to get me wrong. I think the Voice of America is doing an 
excellent job, and has a legitimate, even necessary function. It's just that I don't 
think the VOA needs to, or can afford to for coamunication's sake, expand any further, 

Wake up America. Write to the USIA and your Congressman. Fellow DX-ers, it's later 
than you think. 

portfolio APPLICATION OP_SHURT_WAVE RADIO IN_FOREIGN LANGDAGE INSTRUCTION 

The study group was headed by Frank Slanton, former président of Oolumbla Broadcasting System. Its 20 other members include former government officiais, educa- tors and members of two quasi-officiai com- missions appointed by the Président to over- see U.S. information programs abroad. 
Mr Stanton had two long sessions with Secretary of State Henry Kissinger about the study group s proposais, but declined to say whether the Secretary approved them. However, USIA and State Department infor- mation and culturel programs are criticlzed often. and there is wide agreement that some changes should be made. 

Ford (ieU Report Mr Stanton formally presented the group s recommehdatlons to Président Ford at a White House meeting yesterday. 
Better management Is a main goal of the study. accordlng to Mr Stanton He said the commission found much unnecessary dupli- cation between USIA and the State Depart- ment. and for the most part favored tighten- ing policy control by the Secretary of State -who sets the foreign policy lhat the infor- mation and exchange programs are de- signed to promote. 
The exception is the Voice of America; the study concluded VOA would have more credlbility if it were given addttlonal auton- omy. It says a five-member board. with three members from outside government, should set the radio service's policies

The utilization of short-wave transmissions in foreign language instruction certainly 

cannot be représentative of innovation or as a unique manifestation. Since the initiation 
of international shortwave programming in the second decade of this century, the option 
has been physically within the potential of the language instructor. Mysclf, as a student 
and teacher, I have been capitalizing upon this availability in a variety of foreign lan- 
guages for more than 20 years. (SIC note: he has an AMt ABD, in Germanie Philology) 

The advantages of foreign language short-wave transmissions are abundantly apparent. 
At the most basic level, news transmissions necessarily evidence a positive consistency, 
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The U.S had g pritate SW broadcaatera iocluding CBS lu Ne* York, New Jersey, aod 
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Dciano, California; NBC in Boundbrook, H.J.; Waatinghouse in Hull, Maaa., and General tl- 
ectric in Schenectndy, N.Y, 

The CBC used 9 transaitters scattered across Canada for its doaestic service. BCl 
or the CBC International Sce. had an address of Box 7000, Montréal. lt had prograas in 
IHitch, Danish, Saedish, Nonvegian and Italian. There acre 10 private SW stations. 

Cuba and Panana each had 16 coanercial shortwave outlets. 
Denmark could be heard via the Voice of Ocnnark in ^nglish 0130-0230 and 0300-0400, 

There was a 0X transmission oa Mednesdays at 2215-2230. 

On the extinct country liât, Andorra, Hong Kong, Surinaa, Western Saaoa, Jaaaica, 
Trinidad and Macao ail had SW outlets. VOA used a transaitter site in Moiliili, Hawaii. 
The Beleian Congo (now 2aire) had International Goodwill Station QIC which had a 2 hour 
prograat in French and Bnglish for the US and Canada. They also had a OX Club which you 
could join for a small fee. 

There was Nortuaalaysia, as there was no Malaysia. Broadcasting was in the hands of 
the British Fat Bastern Broadcasting Service; and there were two networks: Red and Blue, 
In VietNan, it was Radio France-Asie, Sweden Calling DX-ers, Australian BX-ers Calling, 
and Happy Station (with Bddie Startz) were already on the air. HCJB broadeast in 19 
languages. Israël used 3 out-of-hand frequencies, including 9009, for its prograas for 
Israeli scamen, and for Jews abroad. There was an hour and 15 minute Bnglish transmissica

The first license granted by the FCC for a SW station was to Hxpcriaentcr Publishing 

Co. in New York on 15 October 1927. It operated on 9700 kHz with 500 watts. In 1929 it 
was bought by the World-Widc Broadcasting Foundation and moved to Boston where it received 
the call lettecs WlXAZ. (This is the ancestor of today's WYFR), 

The first round-the-world broadeast was accomplished in l/8th of a second on 30 June 
1930 via a sériés of relays when Clydc B, Wagoner spoke into a SW microphone at WZXAD 
Scbenectady, N.Y, His voice was beaa^d towards Holland, then to Java, from there to Aus- 
tralie, and back to North America.

British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) broadeasts to Asia will be seriously curtailed 

if the Malaysian Government refuses to renew the licence, which expires in March 1975, for 
the Johore Bah ru relay station. Aithough there is the chance that the Malaysians will 
grant a short extension, they arc believed to be apprehensive about offering foreign 
broadcasting facilities anywbere on their territory for fear of offending China. 

British officiais claim that their two language services beamed to China are factual 
and non-controversial. Their contacts with Chinese embassv officiais leave the distinct 
impression that the broadeasts are actually appreciated by listeners in China. So far, the 
Malaysians remain unimpressed, which means that the BBC has had to start looking for ano- 
ther site, 

The Johore Bahru relay was established during the postwar colonial period. Modernised 
in 1967 at a cost of over 2 million pouods, the ten transmitters now beam as far afield as 
Turkey and Soviet Siberia. The tevamped station has been particularly successful in buil- 
ding up an audience !n Tapan, where scientific and culturel prograunes are often picked up 
bv the domestic networks. 

The BHC Overseas Service originates in Bush House in the centre of London and it puts 
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out 39 foreign language services worldwide, fourteenof thcrn to Asia; that includes every- 
thing froa Mandarin and Cantonese to Nepali and Pbarsee. The Vietnaaese service won a 
particularly appréciative following during the fightinp which led up to the Paris Agree- 
nent. Othferst like Bunaese and Sinhalcse, are also popular, if the flow of letters into 
London is anything to go by. 

About one-third of the entire budget goes on the Asia service: somewhere around five 
■illion pounds. An iapecunious British governnent is already cutting back. Some eight 
hundred thousand pounds in revenue and capital investnent were lopped off last year and 
there have been since threats of a further 10% eut. Officiais hope this latest pruning 
has been postponed; with inflation eating into revenue, the need is for «orc noney rather 
than less. 

The Malaysian Governnent's refusai to acconmodate the BBC could not have cone at a 
worse tine. Moving to a new site will cost «oney the Corporation can scarccly afford, 
Bngineers have nade surveys in Brunei, where the long-tera politcal future looks doubtful« 
and Singapore, which is growing «ore reluctant to put dwindling real estate at the dispo- 
sai of foreign broadeasters. In fact, the whole idea of offering such facilities in the 
erc of detente is beconing increasingly unpopular throughout Asia, 

What about the British colony of Hongkong? Apparently the BBC have tried that and 
drawn a blank, A Coporation officiai put it this way: "Hongkong is only interested in 
sonething non-political that generate» aoney. A relay station does not fit into that 
category 

The Chcchens and their relatives the In^ush, both Caucasian peoples, were conquered 
by the Bussians during the period 1801 - 1818. These Moslem peoples constitutc 58% and 
13%, respectively, of the republic's population of 732,833, The Checheno-ingush Republic 
is located in the northern slopes of the Caucasus, southeastem Buropean RSFSR, lt has 
an area of 6060 sq. miles and is mountainous. The natural resource of sost inpovtanqe is 
oil, Grozny, the Republic's capital, a city of 300,000, is located on a strea» that 
feeds the Terek River, The Russians established Grozny as a fronticr fortress in 1818. 
It is aa important petroleu* centre, The Republic was established in 1920 by combining 
the Chechen and Ingush autononous areas of the North Caucasus Région. During World War 
II these two peoples collaborated with the Geraans who were trying to reach Grozny, but 
never did. The Boviets, as punishment of the Chechens and Ingush, abolished the republic 
1943-44. It was reconstituted in 1957. 

There is no shortwave broadeasting activity in the Republic according to the FBIS 
list of 1971.

MAN-MADE NOISE 
by CHARLES A. WOOTTEN 

I. Sources of man-made noise. 
The flrst step In solvlng a man-made radio noise proclem 1s to looate 

the source of the noise. The iclnd of noise heard In the recelver may offer 
a due to Its source. Here 1s a short llst of some of the types of man- 
made noise sources:

II. Devices for Looatlng Man-Made Nuise Sources 

As an explorlng devloe to trace tne source of local magnetlo fîelds, 
a small nandmade loop oonslstlng of a few turns of wire an Inoh or so In 
diameter can ce connected to a well-shlelded, battery-operated recelver 
with Its automatlc volume control (ave) circuit dlsabled or a radio Inter- 
férence measurng set. The connection between loop and recelver should be 
shlelded and the shleld connected to the recelver ground post. If only 
the magnetlo fleld 1s wantedj the input System, Inoludlng the loop, should 
be shlelded and balanced, and the snleld of the loop should be split, as 
In a direction flndlng loop, to prevent the flow of large circulatlng cur- 
rents In the snleld. 

Anotner explorlng devloe for looatlng hlgh electrostatle fleld Inten- 
sltles can be made by barlng about an Inch of the center conductor of a 
peloe of ooaxlal cable and Connecting tne other end of the center conduc- 
tor to the antenna post. The outer conductor of the ooaxlal cable 1s con- 
nected to the ground post of the recelver and tnus the recelver 1s operated 
with one slde grounded» The bare portion of the center conductor serves 
as the electrostatle probe.
