4 operating agency in this case, it is only right that any cases of interfér- 
ence should be sent direct to us here in Washington."

TYPICAL EQUIPMENT 

Counters. There are several models of counters currently available new at intermediate 
prices. It is perhaps Heath that first offered counters in kit form in a price range that 
made them feasible purchases for the non-professional. While compétitive models have 
narrowed the price range, Heath counters are to be recond with first. Used Heath counters 
are becoming available at price réductions; nevertheless, the apprentlce monitor may 
consider construction of a new kit in order to acquire some familiarity with the instrument. 

The simplest Heath counter that has been available is the IB-101. The IB-101 has a 
cutoff frequency of 15 MHz, meaning that the counter wlll be unable to measure an input 
frequency in excess of 15 MHz. This is quite sufficient for mediumwave PFM, but is too 
low for direct shortwave PFM. At room température (25° C) the IB-lOl has been observed 
by Ronald F. Schatz to maintain a stability of 0.1 ppm or 1 Hz at 10 MHz or better. 
The author's Heath IB-1101 (with a 100 MHz cutoff frequency) has a time-base stability 
equal to that of the IB-101. The Heath IB-1102 and IB-1103 have a temperature-compensated 
crystal oscillator (TGXO) tlme base, for somewhat greater stability. Both the IB-101 and 
the IB-110,1 have 5 readout digits (of the gaseous discharge tube type, called "nixies")» 
The 18-1102 and IB-1103 have 8 readout nixies. The Heath IM-*4-001, which is the third- 
generation version of the IB-1100 and the elder IB-101, has 5 digits of the newer light- 
emlting diode type readout (LED). 

The Weston 1252 and the Spectrpnics SC-30 are listed in the brief equipment review 
as they appear suitable for PFM use; however, no experience has been had with them. 
Digital readouts and scaler swltchlng. Typical counters of lower price have 6 or 5 digit 
readouts, while frequencies to be measured typically have 7 or 8 significant digits. 
Counters are capable of reading out such frequencies by utilizing différent scalers, which 
générate gate-time periods from the time-base frequency. If a gate-time period of 1 
millisecond (abbreviated ms, meaning one-thousandth of one second) is used, the gâte will 
be opened for 1 ms. In the case of a 1 MHz frequency which is to be measured, one thousand 
cycles would be passed and counted during that period and the readout would be 01.000. This 
would be interpreted as 1.000 MHz (and the scaler selector switch would probably be labelled 
"MHz" for this gating period). In the case of a frequency of exactly 1750 kHz, to measure

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this frequency the scaler selector switch would first be set to "Ims" or "MHz" (depending 
on the switch label). In this range, the counter would read 01.750» io interpreted as 
1.750 MHz. Then, the scaler selector switch would be set to "1 sec" (or "kHz", depending 
on the switch label), and the readout would change to 50.000 kHz; the two most significant 
digits (abbreviated MSD, the diglts to the extreme left) 12 having been suppressed. On 
a counter with 8 digits (such as the Heath IB-1102 or IB-1103), the scaler selector switch 
could be set immediately to "kHz", and this hypothetlcal 1750 kHz frequency would read out 
as 01750.000 kHz, to be interpreted as 1750.000 kHz. 

Incidentally, some counters such as the Weston 1252 possess a feature known as 
le ad in p. zéro blanking, meanlng that the redundant zéro to the extreme left in the readout 
01.750 would be blanked, leavlng the readout 1.750. None of the Heath counters possess this 
feature, and it is unnecessary once the monitor becomes accustomed to ignoring the redundant 
zéro. 
Transfer osclllator. Only three spécifie signal générators have been listed in the brief 
equipment review. Doubtless other types would serve, but these are types that are known 
definitely to be suitable for use as a T0. 

A signal generator, for use as a T0, must have sufficient output to drive the selected 
counter. A signal generator which has voltage régulation incorporated into its power supply 
is inherently much more suitable because it will possess improved frequency stability. 
Likewise, a signal generator which includes a frequency vemier araong its complément of 
controls is much more suitable for use as a TO because it will be more easily zero-beat 
against the signal of unknown frequency. If the prospective monitor décidés to add 
voltage régulation to a signal generator that lacks it, sufficient tolérance should be 
allowed for résultant réduction in output. Otherwlse, especlally for use at shortwave 
frequencles, a signal generator will probably have to be optlmized. 

Acquisition of a BC-221 or LM frequency meter for use as a TO is probably more désir- 
able, especially when the price of a new signal generator is weighed against that of a 
surplus BC-221 or LM (about $35 to $50). The BC-221 and the LM are built with r-f tlght 
integrity as their variable attenuator must be the only access to the outside world, in 
order to maintain absolute control over the signal generated within. Once connected to a 
counter, however, a frequency meter's r-f tight integrity can be destroyed because the 
counter may unintentionally radiate the meter*s signal uncontrollably. No modification 
that can be made to the frequency meter will overcome this difficulty. A side-step module 
(SSM), to be discussed in the chapter, will provide a satisfactory solution to the problem 
of counter radiation. 

The following is a brief review of some equipment that would be of interest to the 
prospective monitor:

SIDESTEP MODULE 
The Sidestep Module (SSM) was conceived as a solution to deteriorating TO stability 

at shortwave frequencies and to problems associated with leakage of r-f energy from counter 
and. TO apertures and interconnections. The SSM accepts two inputs, one from the TO and one 
from a source of frequency-stable 1 MHz fundamental and harmonies (called a 1-MHg srectrum). 
In the SSM, the TO variable frequency is mlxed with the 1-MHz spectrum to synthesize a 
virtual variable-frequency TO signal which interpolâtes between the 1 MHz spectrum points. 
This virtual TO signal has essentially the stability of the TO frequency, so that if a low 
band TO signal is accepted as the TO input, the virtual TO signal will have essentially 
that stability to 30 MHz and beyond. 

The SSM and its theorv will be explained more fully in the followlng paragraphs. 
See the following figure (9) for the block diagram of the SSM:

SSM block diagram. The SSM has two inputs, one from the counter tlme-base osclllator, and 
one from the T0 (Xt should be understood that accepting an output from the counter time- 
base osclllator has no influence on the opération of the counter. This frequenoy-stable 
l-MHz source fortunately exists within the counter; however, a 1-MHz output from any other 
frequenoy-stable source could be used.). In the SSM, the 1-MHz spectrum is ampllfied by 
radio-frequency amp. Al and applied to mixer CRI. Also, the output of the T0 is ampllfied 
by radio-frequency amplifier A2, after which it is applied to mixer CRI, along with the 
ampllfied 1-MHz spectrum. The 1-MHz spectrum possess harmonies of 1 MHz up to and beyond 
30 MHz. The output of CRI is a comblnatlon of frequenoless The original T0 signal, the 
I-MHz spectrum, and the sum-and-difference combinations of the T0 frequency and ail the 
harmonies of the 1-MHz spectrum. For example, if the T0 has been set to 100 kHz, the 
output of CRI is the original input frequencies, plus the sums and différences of ail these 
frequencies!

In a typloal situation, the sum frequencles (e.g. 4000 KHz + 433.3 kHz=4433.3 kHz) would 
more likely be used as the relation to the TO frequency would be the most obvious. 

Addltlonally, the SSM provides a sidestep function (from which the module takes its 
name). In thls function, the vlrtual TO frequency (whloh 1s zero-beat wlth the signal of 
unknown frequency) "sldesteps" the direct TO output, whose amplitude 1s relatlvely un- 
oontrollable, by a faotor of 1 MHz or a multiple thereof. 

For example, If the monltor desires to measure a frequency of 1575 Mz; a TO frequency 
of 575 kHz or 2575 kHz may be used wlth the SSM to syntheslze thls 1575 kHz frequency. In 
both cases, the unknown frequency 1s sldestepped by the direct TO frequency, to avold 
difficulties of swamplng. Slnce the vlrtual TO frequency 1s syntheslzed solely wlthln the 
SSM itself, the degree of leakage is much more controllable. 
TO stabllitv. Suppose on a partlcular signal generator used as a TO, the flrst frequency 
band extends from 100 to 300 kHzj the second from 300 to 1200 kHzj the thlrd from 1200 to 
3500 kHz, the fourth from 3500 to 10000 kHz, and so on. Also suppose that five full 
révolutions of the TO frequency control knob are necessary to cover each of these bands. 
The total frequency change fer frequency control knob révolution would be 40 kHz on band 1; 
180 kHz on band 2î 460 kHz on band 3 and 1300 kHz on band 4, It can be seen that the rate 
of frequency change per frequency control révolution 1s lowest on the flrst two bands. 
Also. the absolute frequency stablllty of the TO output would be greatest on these flrst 
two bands. Consequently, these same flrst two bands would be the most useful for maklng 
ac cura te PFMs beoause It would be easler to zero-beat the TO output wlth the signal of 
unknown frequency and to main tain that zero-beat using those two bands. 
SSM opération. Suppose that an unldentlfled station, whose frequency 1s about 11.5 MHz, 1s 
to be PFMed. First, SI is tumed off so that the 1-MHz spectrum from the counter time base 
1s removed, along wlth ail the sum-and-dlfferenoe frequency produots of the 1-MHz spectrum 
and the TO frequency; leavlng only the TO frequency at the output of the SSM. The TO 1s 
roughly zero-beat wlth the unknown frequency, and Its frequency readout on the counter 1s 
recorded (assume 11,560 kHz). The TO is then set to band 1 or 2, SI 1s tumed on, and some 
combinatlon of the TO frequency and the 1-MHz spectrum 1s mentally caloulated to reaoh that 
frequency. Two options are Immediately évident; The TO can be set to 56O kHz where Its 
output wlll add to the llth harmonie of the 1-MHz spectrum to produoe ll,5é0 kHz (11,000 kHz 
plus 560 kHz - 11,560 kHz); or the TO can be set to 1560 kHz, where Its output wlll add to 
the lOth harmonie of the 1-MHz spectrum, to produoe 11,560 kHz (10,000 kHz plus 1,560 kHz = 
11,560 kHz). The counter, which reads out the TO frequency only. wlll read out 56O kHz and 
1560 kHz respectlvely. It remains for the monltor to mentally or manually add the TO 
frequency to the appropriate 1-MHz harmonie (note that other combinations are possible, e.g, 
2560 plus 9,000 kHz; 3560 plus 8,000 kHz; 4560 plus 7,000 kHz, 12560 - 1000 kHz; 13560 - 
2,000 kHz; et al. But the combinations that use the lowest TO frequency are preferred.). 
Contlnulng wlth the example, the TO is adjusted for an acourate zero-beat wlth the frequency 
that 1s belng measured, and the exact frequency is read out. Suppose that the counter 
reads out 560.056 kHz. Thls 1s mentally or manually added to 11,000.000 kHz (the llth 
harmonie of 1 MHz), for 11,560.056 kHz, the exact frequency in question. Thls 1s recorded 
along wlth the date. 

CONCLUSION

ICEEF IT QUIET Chapter 5-L0W-N0ISE HEARING AIDS by Morgan Monroe, Sandpoint, ID 
By no stretch of imagination can shortwave receivers be considered hi-fi tuners. But 

some of their owners attempt to treat them as such, with results that only add to the growing 
réception noise burden. 

Each rime I see someone using a wide-response speaker or headphones with a SW receiver, 
I grow ..ore irritated with the attitude of those who sell such equipment for SW réception 
use. But it's done every day with unwary purchasers who don t realize they re paying 
premium prees for the dubious privilège of intensifying their réception noise problems. 

Wide—response audio equipment is much more expensive than the kinds of headphones and 
speakers from which SW receiver owners gain greatest benefits in terms of low-noise, high- 
performance réception. But the latter lack the chrome-plastic-veneer glitter often 
peddled in lieu of less glamorous but more compatible headphones and speakers. 

So carry your noise-reduction campaign to the store the next time you purcha*se either. 
And buy then from a dealer in SW communications equipment, not in a hi-fi shop. What you 
bring home may not possess as much eye appeal, but it will benefit the ears considerably. 

What kinds of hearing aids are best for SW broadeast réception? You can answer the 
question for yourself if you will consider these established facts: 

1. Ail headphones and speakers are transducers, meaning they convert electromagnetic 
energy into mechanical vibrations which then become audible. The output range of such 
vibrations is controlled by the total frequency response of the transducer. 

2. Most SW broadeast programs are made up principelly of speech and music, with speech 
prédominating. Aside from all-musical performances, music is incidental to the average SW 
broadeast program. It is introduced periodically to break up spoken prograra segments and 
is therefore usually of short duration. 

3. The audio frequency range of AM broadeasting extends from about 50 Hz (cycles per 
second) to approximately 7,500 Hz, an upper level attained only by top-quality broadeasters. 
But since speech prédominâtes in international SW broadeasting, the audio frequency range 
of received signais varies much of the time between slightly less than 100 and a few 
thousand hertz, the range of the human voice. 

So SW receiver owners need never be concerned with any part of the audio frequency 
spectrum except that between 50 and 7,500 Hz. But often they are sold headphones and 
speakers with frequency responses ail the way from 20 to 20,000 Hz at prices associated 
with such wide-response equipment. 

What, you may ask, is the harm in having more audio frequency response than needed? 
The harm is additional noise, the very thing you seek to eliminate or supress. Random 
noise has a broad frequency range; more of it is reproduced by wide-response audio devices 
than by those of limited response. If you've paid for headphone or speaker response below 
50 Hz or much above 7,500 Hz, ail you can possibly gain in return for added expense is more 
noise. 

Elimination of needless audio npise is so important to successful DXing that some 
experienced DXers use two speakers. My own set—up is typical of this type of arrangement. 
For général SW tuning and voice réception, I use a speaker with a response of 300 to 2,850 
Hz. It was designed for single sideband voice réception and éliminâtes much extraneous noise. 
This not only permits extremely low—noise voice réception but also makes it possible to 
hear faint signais through severe interférence without resorting to headphones. The audio 
quality isn't hi-fi — it's not supposed to be — but intelligibility is excellent, even 
during poor réception conditions. 

When listening to prédominantly musical programs, I switch to another speaker with 
a frequency response of 50 to 10,000 Hz. A simple changeover switch adjacent to my re- 
ceiver permits instant shifts from one speaker to another. The différence in background 
noise level between the two is substantiel and immediately apparent. 
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Headphone sélection and use should follow the same llmited-response pattem for low- 
nolse réception. My favorite DXing phones are communications-type equlpment wlth a 
frequency response of 50 to 8,000 Hz. Their impedence exactly raatches the headphone 
output Impedence of the recelver I use for SW broadcast réception. 

Output Impedence matching is something few SW recelver ovmers appear to understand 
although it, too, is an Indirect route to reduced-nolse réception. Somewhere in your 
recelver operating raanual you should find listed the impedence values of both speaker and 
headphone outputs. If you're using speakers or headphones with impedences considerably 
hlgher or lower than the listed figures, you are sufferlng a needless réception penalty. 

There is nothing to prevent you from using a 16 ohm speaker with a recelver possessing 
a 3*2 ohm audio output, or a 45,000 ohm crystal headset with a 600 ohm phone output. You 
can, of course, hear incomlng signais with such combinatlons. But you're experienclng - 
perhaps unknowingly - constant audio atténuation. This condition gives random noise a 
better chance to take over. 

Speakers and headphones with impedences matching, or approximately matching, your 
recelver outputs assure maximum audio efflclency and the resultlng freedom from needless 
noise. A mlsmatch of a few ohms is no problem and usually can not be detected by the most 
experlenced ear. But a substantial mismatch dégradés both reproduced signal strength and 
audio quality. Such conditions are highly favorable to increased noise levels. 

Untold numbers of SW recelvers are feedlng signais into serlously mismatched, wlde- 
response speakers and headphones. And this for no better reason than failure by recelver 
owners to leam what impedence matching means, inablllty to reslst the glitterlng allure 
of audio reproduction devlces they do not need and should not use, or both. 

So in this final phase of your noise-réduction campaign, take a look at your recelver's 
hearlng alds in terms of frequency response, Impedence matching and physical location. Do 
you have a speaker sltting atop your recelver, or vice versa? If so, the vibrations it 
generates are probably dlsturbing the receiver's mechanical stabillty each time the speaker 
1b in opération. 

Try posltlonlng speakers several feet away from your recelver, preferably on a 
surfhce other than the one support in g the recelver. This avoids the vibration hazard and 
often makes for better llstening due to the larger volume of air between you and the 
speaker. 

As is true of ail receivlng equipment, headphones and speakers require periodic clean- 
ing and mlnor maintenance to assure continuing top performance. Dust and grit collect in 
both and should be removed every few weeks with a soft brlstle brush. If you haven't yet 
dlscovered this old ham trlck, a barber's dustlng brush makes a handy electronlc housekeep- 
ing tool. . 

When cleanlng, check for loose connections, frayed or damaged wlres and loose mounting 
screws in speaker enclosures. Annoying speaker rattles may be due to loose mounting 
screws or bolts. 

Brush dust from headphone earcups, but do not attempt to remove dlaphrams or protectlve 
screens to dust beneath them. In well-constructed headphones, the transducer cavltles are 
sealed against dust and should not be tampered wlth. Glve spécial attention to Connecting 
cords and plugs. If you are an active llstener, they recelve considérable wear. Frayed or 
broken cords should be replaced immédiatelyj they too can be noise-makers. 

If you have followed through with the suggestions in this sériés, you should by this 
time be enjoying increased freedom from needless réception noise. But to keep it quiet, you 
must continue the effort. Noise is everywhere today and doubtless wlll continue to grow 
in both scope and complexity. 

In some areas, it has long since becorne an unmanageable burden for SW recelver owners. 
Noise can and does spoil enjoyment of our hobby for increasing numbers. You need not be one 
of these if you adopt and maintain a continuing noise-réduction program at your receivlng 
location. 0 

Start now. The need to keep it quiet becoaes more urgent each year In most communltles. 
Wlth this article we end the sériés on nolae réduction by Morgan Monroe, but we 

assure you that we wlll hear more from Morgan on other shortwave subjects in the future.

For severai years I had attempted, in vain, to hear Radio Belize; this was due to 
Radio Cultural, in Guatemala, dominating the frequency of 3300 kHz. I did a routine check 
of the frequency one January evening and found Radio Cultural with its usual fair signal; 
suddenly, for no apparent reason, the signal from Radio Cultural ceased, and it its absence, 
I noted another station with music and occassional announcements in English. Eventually, 
a station identification for Radio Belize was heard. A réception report followed and in a 
very short time a QSL card was received, from Mrs. J. Roberts, with full data. 

Only on receipt of the vérification did I realize I knew virtually nothing of this 
station or of the country in which it was located, so a little research was done, and the 
following is a brief history of Radio Belize, Voice of the New Central American Nation of 
Belize in the heart of the Caribbean Basin. 

Located near the Northern tip of Central America — boardering on Mexico and Guatemala, 
Belize was founded approximately 300 years ago by pirates and seafarers. Prior to then, 
the land was home for the highly advfenced Mayan culture who enjoyed the lush beauty of this 
sub—tropical région. 

In 1862, Belize (then known as British Honduras) was proclaimed a British colony. In 
1964, self government was achieved, and in June of 1973, the name of British Honduras was 
changed to Belize. For nearly 40 years, the people of Belize have relied on Radio Belize 
to keep them infomed of events occuring in their country as well as the world. 

Under the direction of Major Donald N. A. Fairweather, Radio Belize began transmissions 
in 1937 — without benefit of funds, spécial equipment, or trained personnel. The trans— 
mitter was a 200 watt télécommunications unit modified for part—time use as a broadcasting 
transmitter. 

This service operated from 1937 through 1939, on a daily basis, on 10.6 MHz from 
11

12:00 noon to 1:00 P.M. with progranming of local and foreign news, weather broadcasts, 
and govemmental announcements. There was no rausic broàdcasted. Some changes occured and 
in 1944, music on gramaphone was Included for the first time; the records were supplied by 
the local people. With the addition of music, the transmission time was extended one—half 
hour. In this first phase — 1937 through 1949, with a limited signal strength and few 
radio sets, broadcasting was meant for the people of Belize City only. 

During the Colonial Era of control — 1950 through 1963, the United Kingdom took over 
control of the médium, and with assistance from the British Broadcasting Corporation, the 
equipment was updated and personnel — Nationals - were trained to operate the new station 
equipment. Ail of this occured in the old studio of Radio Belize which was located, in the 
Paslow Building, on North Front Street, 

Since 1964, Radio Belize has been operated by Nationals. The studios are located on 
the second floor of the Albert Cattouse Building which is located on the corner of Regent 
and Bishop Streets. Also located in the building are the offices of Cable and Wireless, 
and the Belize Télécommunications Authority. 

The présent studio center of Radio Belize consists of 12 rooms and offices: Chief 
Broadcasting Officer-Mr. E. G. Waight; Programme Organizer — Mr. E. E. Usher; and the Radio 
Englneer — Mr. G Sandiford. In addition to the offices, there are three studios, a main 
control room, announcer's room, news room, workshop, llbrary — where records and tapes are 
kept, and a lavatory. The présent staff of 49 includes 8 women. 

Radio Belize currently opérâtes on 834 with 20,000 watts, and on 910, 930, and 3300 
kHz, each with 1,000 watts. The mediurawave outlet of 834 kHz, which is coramonly heard in 
the United States, opérâtes from 1200-0510 GKT; the 3300 kHz shortwave outlet opérâtes 
from 2300 to 0510 GMT. Réception reports, with return postage, are welcoroe at P.O. Box 89, 
Belize City, BELIZE. 

Much of the material for this article was provided by Mrs. J. Roberts who was recently 
promoted to the position of Commercial Assistant. In the past, Mrs. Roberts has been the 
primary signer of the attractive vérification cards received from Radio Belize.

Afghanistan by Jr- 
Like other developing countries, Afghanistan readily realized the value of radio in 

reaching large segments of its populace, and inltiated radio broadcasting on an expérimental 
basis às early as 1925. At that time a couple of small transmitters were imported to Kabul, 
the capital city. It was not until 1940, however, when regular broadcasts were begun in 
eamest, with the use of a mediumwave, and shortwave transmitter. During this time, the 
station was known as Radio Kabul. In 1963, owing to periodic expansion, the name was 
changed to Radio Afghanistan. At présent, Radio Afghanistan offers a weekly domestic 
service of 96 hour s, and a weekly external service of 31^ hours. The extemal schedule 
follows:

If you are fortunate enough to log Radio Afghanistan, take note of i 

points in forwardtng your réception report. Ail reports are checked, and only those 
found to be accurate are honored with a QSL card. Even if your report is found to be 
accurate, a confirmation will not be forthcoming unless you enclose an IRC for return 
postage. If your report is incorrect, or if you fail to enclose return postage, a schedule 
and information letter will be sent in lieu of a QSL card. Good luck to alll (preceding 
information arranged and compiled from a recent Radio Afghanistan schedule.)

Take it Along ty 

Vacation time does not have to mean time spent away from your receiver. In fact, 
taking your receiver with you when you travel, could prove to be an excitlng addition to 
your trip. However, there are a number of pitfalls that the traveling DXer should take care 
to avold. 

The kind of receiver you take with you dépends largely on your mode of travel. Desk 
type receivers are bulky to handle and could présent a problem at airline or bus terminais. 
In any case, never put a receiver in a suitcase, the actions of baggage handlers would bring 
tears to your eyes. If you have something fragile in your suitcase, most public carriers 
warn against this and will not accept liability should anything happen to then. I have 
found that an overnight bag will hold a portable receiver and that underwear and socks can 
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be stuffed along the sides to guard against unexpected bumps. Where ever possible, hand 
carry the bag with the receiver. This may require some explanation at airline baggage 
inspection stations, but your receiver may arrive at your destination in hand and in one 
piece. I would not recommend putting your receiver in a car trunk as this is right over 
the wheels where vibration is the worst. It may also become very hot. The floor of the 
car is best; if you stop, put it in the trunk for security and take it out again before 
you start. 

If you are going outside the country, take your purchase receipt along or better yet 
register your receiver with U.S. Customs before you leave. This only takes a minuite and 
can save you from paying duty on your receiver. A call to the nearest U.S. Customs Office 
can give you détails. Some travel agents may not have heard of this. 

When you set up your receiver, get it as far away from your hôtel as possible. Even 
moving to a balcony can bring a noticable improvement in réception. Your antenna dépends 
on the requirements of your receiver. Generally 20 feet of insulated wire will do the job 
for receivers needing external antennas. Do a little experimenting with your receiver 
in an environment similar to that at your destination before you leave. Be considerate 
when you turn on your receiver. The squeaks and squaks of SWL may be music to your ears, 
but someone else may not appréciate them. Take along a small earphone set if you can. 
Remember that some beaches ban radios of any kind and that some resorts also ban radios. 
Does your receiver pull in police calls? If so, it may be illégal in some countries; it is 
best to check before you leave. 

Ail in ail DXing can add a great deal to your vacation pleasure. The sound of far 
away places never fails to amaze people and a change in your QTH just might bring in some 
of those weaker stations you always seem to miss.

In the past, the SW service was funded by the 
old NZBC, but recently this was taken over by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and they 
have eut the budget, and so RNZ has been . . told to close down. If you enjoyed 
listening to Radio New Zealand, why not write to : The Minister of Foreign Affairs, 
House of Représentatives, Wellington, New Zealand. Only a major reaction from overseas 
listeners could change the Government's mind.11 Your editor suggests you write to the 
Minister of Foreign Affairs of NZ and politely state why you enjoyed hearing RNZ and 
suggesting that broadeasts be resumed. Perhaps we can resurrect an old friend,

Propagation Conditions by Jerry A. Lineback, St. Joseph, IL 
The solar activity cycle peaked on 16 May, but activity remained low. A minor burst 

of activity took place on 30 April, followed on 2 and 3 May by a minor geomagnetic storm that 
reached an average daily A—index of 56. This peak was an intermediate or I—peak in the 
geomagnetic cycle. The next solar activity peak is expected 12 June. Since solar activity 
remains low, geomagnetic activity iç not expected to be very great. The monthly low in 
geomagnetic disturbance took place 18 May and is again expected 14 June. Watch for minor 
bursts of geomagnetic activity during mid period, about 2 June. Récurrent geomagnetic 
activity may also occur about 20 June.

Musical Plug Into U.S.S.R.

, WASHINGTON Would you be- lieve an American disco show live from the Kremlin, with the joint blessing of the U.S. State Dept. and the U.S.S.R. as part of the cuslomar- ily staid culiural exchange program? 
Staffers on that little-publicized government arm, the Voice Of America, looking to the future, say. "It would not be easy- but it can and will be possible." 
One of the moving forces would be the VOA's expanding and strongly current music program- ming beamed to the Soviets in their own language. The VOA may be the biggest promotion arm for future 

sales of American recordings of ev- erylhing from rock 10 salsa to coun- try and classical in thaï huge coun- 
try. VOA's mail from Soviet fans 
projecl that. Even before the Russians sud- denly ceased jamming VOA radio broadeasts more than two years ago. in September of 1973 to be exact, the VOA's musical delente was gaining in reach and popuiarity. Now. ils dancc and musical variety programs are freely and openly available to 
millions of Soviets, from the big ci lies to the ou ter régions of Siberia. 

Would you believe a popular record market where more than one- half the population is under 30. and 
traditionally oriented to music and dancc? 

The VOA, broadeast voice of the U.S. Information Agency, beams in- formation on how Amcricans live in 35 languages to différent parts of the 
world from its 114 transmitters. The importance of popular music was 

not always recognized as it is today in VOA programming. Most peoplc 
here slill think of VOA as sending out jircdominantly jazz or classical 
music-when they think of it at ail, especially vis a vis the Soviets. Far from it. The VOA beams 10 hours wcekly of every kind of musi- cal programming, with the emphasis on American recordings and per- formers. Programs are repeated to hit the most réceptive hours, in dif- 
fering lime zones. Soviet youth is of- fered music for listening, spécial programs for taping, and for danc- ing. 

In Moscow. for cxample, a listcncr can pick up a Saturday night dancc 
program from 8:30 to 10 p.m. with a variety of dancc music from rock to Latin. From 11:30 to midnight therc is a différent program each week, 
featuring current pop, or classical or jazz or whatever. The VOA's newest musical 
brainchild is the "Now Sound." which boasts the "latest and holtest" of the recordings at the top of the charts VOA's own bilingual dcejay and bost, Bill Maguire, is as familiar to U.S.S.R. listencrs as a nalionally popular deejay would be here to U.S. fans. Maguire broadeasts a youth-show feature he calls "Pop cuit notes"- which sometimes corne right out of fiillboard, from this publication's Moscow correspondent Vadim Yur- chenkov. 

Maguire has put on music and talk from Washington, D.C.'s young (21) disco deejay Joe Cipriano 
(WSKY-FM) or WMOD's Mike Fitzgerald, among others.

week, with a twice-wcekly rock show and a once-a-week country music segment For classical music lovers, a weekly 30-minutc program featur- ing American composers, conduc- 
tors and performers. Music from movie soundtracks and musical 
shows gcts a half-hour variety pro- gram. There are two separate music-by- request programs. called "Pop Con- cert I" and "H." They arc on three times a week-and the Beatles arc still high among the requests, say VOA staffers. as is country music. Jazz is. as always, a big favorite in the U.S.S.R. The Soviets can hear 
"Conversations With Willis Cono- ver" for 30 minutes: a "Jazz For Cd- 
lectors" for 45 minutes, and "Jazz News," a 15 minute program-all under the Conover bâton.
