Who is Morgan Monroe? 
60 YEAES OF RADIO ACTIVITÏ

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oocasional free lance writlng asslgnments to experiment wlth radio ideas he oould not 
always follow through in busy earlier years. 

One of his major interests 1s propagation, whloh he has studled and experlmented wlth 
sinoe the ionosphère was dlsoovered in 192^. In the 1950s and early 1960s, the Monroes 
oonduoted a flve-year VHF propagation research projeot that threw new light on sporadio- 
E effeots at frequenoles hetween 50 and 54 MHz. Thelr flndlngs were published in Ç^: The 
Radio Amateur's Journal and sinoe have been cited in other teohnlcal publications. 

Morgan long has experlmented wlth antenna and reoelver design on both SWBC and ham 
frequenoles. Over the years he has oonstruoted many antennas and receivers based on 
Personal designs. ïresently he is engaged in a différent klnd of Project, one that 
should be of interest to many S¥Ls—a System of Visual electronlo language récognition. 
"It permits anyone to vlsually reoognlze received forelgn languages although the listener 
need not understand a nord he or she is hearing," he explained. (See the article on 
Visual Language Identification In the July 1976 FRENDX, p. 4.) 

But Morgan's Interests are not wholly teohnlcal. "SW radio has taught me more about 
the world's peoples, thelr historiés, culturel héritages, and ways of llfe, than I 
possibly oould have leamed without it," he oommented. "To me, thls anthropological 
aspect of the hobby is its most valuable long-term asset." 

The oldtimer has tuned DX from many locations in every major région of the nation 
and from parts of Latin America. The Monroe QTH .bas ranged from the eastem seaboard to 
the far West and into Mexico and Central America. Before movlng to Idaho, the husband- 
wlfe radio team llved in Arizona just 50 miles from the Mexican border. "Now we are 
exactly the same distance from the Canadian border", Morgan sald. "That Just about 
covers the oountry from south to north." He conslders the Southwest one of the nation's 
best all-around SW listenlng réglons. "Up here in northem Idaho we often have to contend 
wlth auroral noise in winter months," he added. 

Morgan's contributions to the SWC department of FRENDX frequently have oontalned tlme- 
tested tips of aid to both SWLs and vétéran DXers. He enjoys passing along the benefits 
of his experienoe to others. "Many people have helped me in various radio aotlvities 
durlng past years," he points out, "and I pay off that debt by helplng others when I can. 

particularly enjoy sharing what I have leamed with young people just gètting started 
in SWBC réception and ham operating. I well recall some of the tough problems I encounter- 
ed as a youth." 

After six décades of varied radio actlvlty Morgan, who is 6? thls year, is still at 
it with ail the enthusiasm of the youngsters he often assists. "I guess ï am livlng 
proof that SW radio, through any or ail of its multiple-interest posslbllltles, can be 
a rewarding, life-long hobby," he concluded.

The equlpment ls housed in a small portakabln type building whlch in fact came to 
the island as housing for a team of Americans on some project or other. 

The whole arrangement to date is entirely voluntary. The consol conslsts of two 
record players, tape-recorder and oontrol panel and the whole show can be run from that 
position, This allows the programme to be run by one person. 

v Programme schedule is three evenings per week, that is Sunday, Wednesday, and Frlday from 1900 to 2200 GMT on a frequenoy of 3290 kHz.

A tape recorder is one of the most useful items that you can have in your "shack". 

You can record language courses or news items, or just about anything. A tape recorder 
is very useful for making difficult station identifications and for writing réception 
reports. It is also interesting to keep a tape library of différent interval signais 
that you have heard. 

You should read the section on tape recording in DXing According to NASWA and the 
article on tape recording in the WRTH. I personally prefer the cassette tape recorder 
because it is much cheaper and easier to use.

G00D-BYE TO THE W¥V PROPAGATION FOREGASTS- 
LOSS Unless we do something...NOW! ! ! „ • Théodore J. Cohen and George Jacobs 

You remember the radio propagation forecasts broadeast by National Bureau of 
Standards* radio station WWV at 14 minuites after each hour, don't you? They were the 
ones that sounded as followss 

The radio propagation quality forecast for 0700 UTC is fair. Gurrent geomagnetic 
activity is quiet. The coded forecast is November Five, repeat, November Five. The 
K-index at 0600 UTC is Two, repeat Two, tending to increase. The 2800 Mégahertz 
solar flux index is Eightyseven, repeat, Eightyseven, tending to remain constant. 
Well, we hope you remembered, because the U.S. Department of Commerce now intends to 

discontinue providing these data to WWV, and the broadeasts were planned to cease effective 
1 October 1976. More specifically, the Department of Commerce's Institute for Télécommuni- 
cation Sciences intends to close the Télécommunication Services Center at Boulder, GO, on 
1 October, for budgetary reasons. In addition to the WWV broadeasts, closing of the 
Télécommunication Services Center will resuit in the loss of the Weekly Radio Télécommuni- 
cations Forecast and of the forecasts which the Center has made available previously by 
téléphoné. 

In short, it will leave radio amateurs and ail other users of the HF spectrum without 
real-time ionospheric, solar, and geomagnetic data which are currently used to préparé 
short-term forecasts and longer forecasts for up to 27 days in advance. 

The letter and number-type forecasts broadeast by WWV were initiated shortly after 
WW II, and were given only in GW for many years. As their importance to users of the 
high frequency spectrum increased, they were changed to voice transmissions a few years 
ago. These broadeasts were famous throughout the world, and were tuned-in on land, in 
the air, and on the high seas. This is an area of applied radio propagation where the 
United States took, and held the lead. 

Forecasts in the form shown above, however, that is, forecasts containing solar and 
geomagnetic data, were çot initiated untll 1974. They began shortly after an article 
appeared in GQ magazine demonstrating the usefulness of these two parameters in determin- 
ing real-time conditions in the HF spectrum, and after hundreds of radio amateurs wrote 
to the Department of Commerce requesting that such data be included in the hourly propa- 
gation broadeasts on WWV. 

6 
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2 In March, 1975» an article appeared in CQ which, for the first time, described 

a method whereby radio amateurs and other HF users could make their own day-to-day 
propagation forecasts. The method, applauded as a hreakthrough in simplifying 
propagation forecasts, is a relatively simple, do-it-yourself way for forecasting day- 
to-day conditions for up to 2? days in advance, with a relatively high degree of 
accuracy. It dépends, however, on the near real-time values of solar flux and geo- 
magnetic activity hroadcast hourly on WVV. 

In addition to forecasting général conditions, the article also described how near 
real-time values of solar flux and geomagnetlc activity, when applied to propagation 
prédictions of the type that appear monthly in CQ's Propagation column, can be used 
for determining day-to-day conditions and variations on spécifie paths to any area of 
the world. 

If the WWV hourly propagation broadeasts were terminated 1 October, users of the 
shortwave radio spectrum will be deprived of their only source of near real time 
ionospheric, solar, and geomagnetic data required for do-it-yourself forecasting. In a 
sense, it will be a retum to the "Dark Ages" for propagation forecasts. 

Are do-it-yourself forecasts really reliable enough to worry about the loss of the 
WWV broadeasts? Do combinations of solar flux and geomagnetic activity really describe 
day-to-day conditions, and how accurate are forecasts made up to 2? days in advance? 
Ail available data points to a resounding YES, in reply to these questions. Here is 
sorne proof. 

Using the values of solar flux and geomagnetic activity broadeast on WWV for the 
past two years as a basin, and the catégories of conditions shown in Figure 1, conditions 
have been found to recur in exactly the same category 2? days later for 63^ of the time 
for forecasts made up to 27 days in advance. This is a pretty good resuit when one 
considers that a random process would resuit in only 20^ accuracy. 

If the forecast was within one category of the observed condition (i.e. HIGH NORMAL 
forecast, LOW NORMAL observed), and if différences between LOW and BELOW NORMAL are 
counted as a miss, then the accuracy of the method rises to 82^! Further, at the présent 
time accuracy may even be higher, due to the relatively quiet conditions on the sun. 

Just when radio amateurs and others are making effective use of solar and geomagnetic 
data in preparing short-term and long-term forecasts, we are about to be deprived of the 
only source available for this data on a near real-time basis . . . the WWV hourly 
propagation broadeasts! 

What can be done about this? You can write and urge that the Department of 
Commerce reconslder their décision to close the Télécommunication Services Center in 
Boulder. But it will take a large outpouring of letters to convince the Department of 
the need for the Center and the WWV hourly propagation broadeasts. Send a letter or 
postcard to the Department of Commerce, expressing your concern for the loss of the 
broadeasts and services provided by the Center. Be sure to explain how you have been

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SBC 
A DAY AT SBC BERNE

I had the pleasure of spendlng part of June in Swltzerland, as the guest of the 
oampalgn for the Introduction of Espéranto into Swiss sohools, givlng lectures on the 
international language and on world language problems generally at sohools in Neuohatel, 
Bienne, Porrentruy, Selgnelegier, Mont-Soleil, and otter parts of Suisse Romande 
(Francophone Switzerland). 

In addition to a number of press interviews and a Frenoh-language radio interview 
at the Neuchâtel studio of Radio Suisse-Romande, I was invited to Berne for a sériés of 
Interviews in différent language s at our old frlend, the Shortwave Service of SEC. The 
day's visit was planned by the SBC European and Overseas Service Head of Information, 
Dr. Nicolas Lombard, who despite hls Frenoh naine and Frenoh-Swiss ancestry is a native 
speaker of Swiss German. The attitude of Swiss Germans to the Standard German language 
(Hoohdeutsch, Schriftdeutsoh) 1s a paradoxial one. They seldom or never speak it with 
fellow Swiss. But they read it and Write it almost excluslvely, sinoe Swiss German is 
unstandardized, and written only in humor and folklore columns in newspapers, and similar 
local-interest books. They speak Standard German with Germans and other foreigners, and 
any Swiss German who cannot wrlte and speak Standard German when necessary is stlgmatized 
as unoultured. German language broadcasts from SBC - especially on shortwave, for 
listeners beyond Switzerland's borders - are mainly in Hochdeutsch, but even the 
Hoohdeutsch announoers seldom speak that language outslde the studio. Most Swiss 
announoers speaking standard German are stlll recognizably Swiss. In fact, the 
number of Swiss who can, when necessary, speak an unaccented standard north German is 
yery llmited - mostly professlonal aotors, though Dr. Lombard commented that with the 
increased influence of German radio and télévision, and greater travel opportunities, 
more young Swiss are now leamlng to speak (with foreigners) a standard German without 
the heavy Swiss accent whloh was formerly unlversal. Frenoh and Itallan Swiss leam 
standard German in the sohools but seldom get a chance to speak it with thelr fellow- 
countrymen. In these olroumstances, the most fréquent common llnguistio denominator in 
the day to day runing of SBC, as of many Swiss institutions, is French. I found myself, 
in the shops of German-speaking Berne, quite often using French, rather than German, 
because if I spoke German the answer would be often in Schwyzerdiitsoh, wfiich I could 
barely understand, and for whlch there are no textbooks, no lessons, and which varies 
enormously from canton to canton, valley to Valley. 

SBC's studios are in two large highrises at the Giacomettlstrasse terminus of a 
tramline from the main Berne station, a 60 centime ride. The domestic services occupy 
most of one highrise (sharing it, with the Embassy of the Soclallst Republlo of the Union 
of Burma). The Swiss Shortwave Service oooupies most of the other. 

My host Dr. Lombard - who speaks that rare klnd of Engllsh which is equally acceptable 
on both sides of the Atlantic, as well as French, four Swiss German cantonal dialects, 
standard German, and a llttle Spanish - told me to swltch into my Portuguesc gear, slnce 
that would be the first of my scheduled language interviews. Down to a studio I went for 
a seven-minuite conversation with a Brazlllan announcer. Startlng with the baslc toplc of 
my participation in the campaign for Espéranto in the Swiss schools - sadly needed in a 
country whloh, as I have trled to show above, lacks a common language - the talk ranged 
to the Portuguese language itself, its importance in Radio broadoasting, and how I came 
to leam it. The announcer flatteringly asked me how long I had lived in Brazll - and I 
had to confess that I never had. I was a llttle surprlsed that he thought my accent more 
Brazilian than Portuguese - then he asked how long I had been in Portugal, Again the 
answer, "not a day", DXing does a lot for one's linguistic abilities! 

Lunch followed, with Dr. lombard at a typlcal Berne resturant. Berne is a truly 
/iw f V ?lty: ful:l" of a blending of cultures, not Switzerland's largest olty y that rôle is fllled by Zurich), but every inch a national capital. I would not hesltate 
to iive there and even to learn the strange Bamd'utsch dialect whloh is the butt of manv 
jokes by Swiss from the provinces. 

Sitting in Dr. Lombard's office after lunch, we mapped out the sohedule of language 
interviews to follow. One language was oonsplcuously mlssing - my native Engllsh. The 
reason was simple, my visit was announced in connection with Espéranto, and the Engllsh 
service of SBC had just one week earller carrled an Interview with a leadlng Swiss 

^'v,îwaUtie Plron' a former WH0 translater. However, in walked a man whose narrow .anadian diphthongs were more famillar to me than hls face, Mlke McMahon, head of the 
aigllsh service. "McMahon," I said, "the name is famillar. I have heard you manv a 

uTamillar^o, ^ ana,faily 3 Winter 0ne 0n 6l35'" "Wood." he replled, "that name 
ÎBC lînia ô r u Î0U a 0n sh°rtwave broadcasting whloh we have in our jBC^library. Dr. _Lombard at once dispatched hls secretary to check my Shortwave Voices 
3f the World out of the library, but another SBC staffer had it out on irârû 
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And so, studio tlme was rearranged, and I was put on the air in Engllsh after ail. 

Perhaps some of you heard the Interview, hroadcast on ail Engllsh transmissions on 24 
July. Other Interviews inoluded German and Spanlsh. In Espéranto, I taped six complété 
programs, as the guest of Claude Gaoond of La Chaux-de-Fonds, Canton Reuoh^tel. La Chaux- 
de-Fonds, hy the way, 1s the center of the Swiss watchmaklng Industry, and has been badly 
hit by Switzerland's failure to take the Initiative In electronio watohes, and by the 
général récession, the excesslvely hlgh exohange rate for the Swlss franc and other economl 
factors. In fact, the programs whloh I taped are stlll runnlng as I wrlte thls. SBC 1s, 
Incidentally, planning an expansion of its Espéranto programs. Already they have been 
Increased to a dally schedule, Monday through Frlday, but the two existing announcers, 
Mr. Gacond and Dr. Artur Baur of Wlnterthur, wlll shortly be supplemented by a thlrd 
produoer, the above-mentioned Claude Plron of Geneva. 

Frequency and transmitter asslgnments for SBC are made by the PTT. On hearing of my 
presence in Berne, the PTT Frequency Division sent a man over Immediately, to discuss 
frequency and tlme sélection for North America. Basic policy is fairly fixed and I 
considered It qulte satlsfactory. I partlcularly pralsed both to Mr. MoMahon and to the 
PTT représentative, the three starting times for SBC Engllsh releases to North America - 
1315. 0145, and 0430. They struck me as Idéal from a propagatlonal and Ustener-convenlenc. 
viewpoint. There is no oonfllct, In partloular, wlth major programs of the BBC - the 
news on the hour, for example. And just when BBC leaves the air for North America, at 
0430, SBC cornes on wlth Its west coast service. Deutsche Welle's 20 minulte release for 
Eastem North America is also more or less over when SBC cornes on at 0145. So there 1s no 
signlflcant tlme oonfllct wlth the major Western European Engllsh transmissions, the klnds 
of staiûons whloh would attract llsteners who would also be attraoted to SBC. Dlscussing 
réception problems wlth the PTT man, I was not surpcrlsed to hear that the main dlfflcultles 
were wlth the 0145 East Goast relèase, at the peak tlme segment for Europe to North 
America transmissions. Thls 1s why four transmitters are used rather than one (at 1315) 
or two ( to the West Coast at 0430) . Everyone was gratifled when I noted that the SBC 
West Goast service on 6045 and 9725 kHz was, when I spent last Chrlstmas In San Francisco, 
the loudest and clearest European signal on the bands at the tlme. I made a few suggestions 

it was not advlsable to put ail SBC's eggs in one basket for the I3I5-I345 release. 
15140 kHz was certainly good, but there was some splash from RTE 15145, and sometlmes, 
partroularly In mdre westerly réglons, co-ohannel QRM from the Soviet Far East. I 
suggested that 21520 kHz, in use at most seasons then to Asla, be additlonally designated 
for North America as the MUF was often high enough. 

f.T the 0145 transmissi°n. 1 pointed out the futlllty of Warsaw's oontinued use of 6135 kHz to North America. It was oTten there, in the background of SBC, just enough to 
detract from what mlght otherwlse he a perfeot signal. But hecause of Poland's unfavorable 
geographlcal location, ooupled wlth apparently lower power and poorer antenna, It could 
neyer, and dld never, domlnate SBC on the channsl. I strongly advlsed diplomatie représent- 
ations to Poland to deaotivate the useless 6135 kHz outlet. But SBC should, in any event, 
not moye from 6135, whloh 1s, hy and large, as good a ohannel as oould he found Inside a 
crowded band. Regardlng 5965 kHz, I sald that, as Mlke MoMahon, the Canadlan, knew, the 

î16?1 Servioe on 5960 kHz would cause problems in some areas. Llsbon's transmitter on 6025 had unexpectedly borken loose from Its moorings thls sprlng and drlfted onto 5968 
kHz, causing a plercing heterodyne. II715 kHz was a magnlfioent frequency, loud and clear 
throughout the summer and whenever the MUF was high enough at other seasons. The policy of 
maintalnlng it throughout the wlnter was a wlse one. as It was often heara avon than tn

Radio Mundiai by A1 Sizt'r' N"rth Haven ^ 
No, this is not about a radio station, like the Venezuelan on 5050 kHz, but about a 

German radio bulletin put out by some DXers in Hamburg and through the courtesy of fellow 
Connecticut DXer, Sam Barto, brought to our attention. 

We are glad he did because it is one of the best radio bulletins we have seen in some 
time. It's only drawback, for those not familiar with the language, is that it is ail in 
German, For Spanish readers there is a four page summary in that language and the editors 
indicate a similar English one might be forthcoming if there were a demand. 

For an annual subscription price of 16 IRCs (6.40) you get 6 offset issues of 55—60 
pages (6 by 8 inch size) each, filled with illustrations and loaded with interesting 
articles that cover both short and médium wave. Radio Mundiai is not a club — it is a 
magazine edited by four radio enthusiasts in Hamburg, Germany: Bernd Kielmann and his 
Brazllian wife, Michael Kittner, and Jurgen Knoppel. 

Radio Mundiai is especially good when it cornes to South American DX, A letter from 
Knoppel to Barto explains why: "During several years we got to know a lot about radio 
stations, especially from Latin American countries. Thus Bernd is specialized on Brazilian 
stations, Michael on those from the Caribbean, and I know especially about stations from 
Peru, Ecuador, and a few other countries. Bernd has lived for two years in Brazil and 
Michael and I used to travel regularly to différent countries, e.g. Japan, USA, several 
countries in Europe, and of course, Latin America." 

In addition to Radio Mundiai, the group offers a raonthly feature called DX—Bras which 
is produced in coopération with DX Clube do Brasil in Recife. This 4—page paper offers 
information on the latest changes in the Brazilian radio field as well as what can be 
logged currently. DX—Bras is written both in German and in English. 

We exarained Radio Mundiai No, 6 recently. It had an article in a sériés on Brazilian 
radio stations that it is running. This one was on a MW station, Radio Difusora de 
Garanhuns, Other articles included "A trip to the Land of the Rising Sun—Japan", a survey 
of Mexican stations, Radio Zaracay in Ecuador (based on a visit), a médium wave station 
in Sacarmento and many other interesting features.

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STILL ANOTHEH JAPANESE PORTABLE. Not avallable to the American mar- 
ket, at least yet, but avallable In Japan for less than $54.00 is a 
portable radio by Toshiba, Model TRY-X-1600 (RP-1600P). It 1s a 
full coverage portable, but the dlal 1s oallbrated-off for the six 
most popular bands of low-frequency DXers: 75, 60, 49, 41, 31 & 25 
meters. Others can be tuned, but there are no callbratlons for 
them. Circuit conslsts of 2 ICs, FET front end, and 11 other trans- 
istors. Has tuning meter, battery Indicator, built-ln callbrator 
signal, RP atténuation switoh for overloads, dlal llght swltch. Also 
covers AM band. At présent, the FM dlal covers the Japanese spec- 
trum and would have to be altered for sale In the U.S. But, could 
be ordered from Japan.

SENSITIVITY HELF FOR R-390/n-390A. From Stlg Adolfsson of Sweden 
cornes thls hlnt whloh added a BXG boost in gain to my R-390A. Ail my 
exlstlng mllltary 5749 tubes (RF tubes) were replace! by 6BZ6 (you 
can also use 6AK6), The différence was Immedlately apparent, X can 
not say, however, that my 5749's were not already weakened. If you 
ever blow a 5749 and have no 6BZ6 or 6AK6 to use, a 6An6 may be used 
untll you replace It with one of the others. The latter's output gain 
1s not qulte as hlgh as the others. 

WHAT IS A Q—MULTIPLIER? Paul Teehàn from Chlcopee, Massachusetts 
wrote via Mlke Hardester to ask about Q-Multlpllers. These Instru- 
ments aren't found often anymore; the last commercial source of one 
model was Heathklt's GD-125. A 0-Multlpller was a small résonant 
eleotronlc circuit Inserted Into a recelver's IF section. The re- 
suit was an ablllty to narrow that recelver's selectlvlty bandpass 
whlch In turn let the user separate stations very, very doser to- 
gether. Q- Multlp'llers arei not dlffloult to make, and plans can be 
found In varlous electronlos projects books and magazines. 

SHORTWAVE SIGNAL DIRECTIVITY - FEEDBACK. Last month we asked about 
the feaslblilty of dlrectlonal antennas for short waves. Apparent- 
ly there are many knowledgable hobbyists out there. More Information 
will Pollow, but for now chew on thls: because short waves reflect 
off the Ionosphère and scramble the polarlty (horizontal/vertical) 
of the signais does not necessarlly mean that the dlrectlvlty of 
the signal (whatever polarlty) 1s also scrambled. We are beglnnlng 
to aocumulate Information of an authorltatlve quallty whloh suggests 
that dlrectlonal réception is possible to one degree or another de— 
pendlng on frequency. Generally, lower frequencles of 49 meters and 
below seems to be DP-able, often to 1 radian or less of arc. None of 
thls 1s llkely to be readlly easy or of Interest to casual SWL/DXers. 

RECEIVER MANUAL LIBRARY. Lots of response here, but mostly offers 
of loans to xerox.I had no Idea that so muoh was avallable, and I 
must now regret that It would be a vast expense for NASWA to pay 
for ail thls reproduction. We stlll would llke donations of manuals, 
or xeroxed copies.

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NASWA SUHVKÏ COMHENTS (continued from SEPT. FRENDX) 

(A high school student writ.es) "Shortly after I discovered the hobby, I fousd that 
a friend of mine was also an avid SWL, We began comparing logs and notes and discussing 
programs and the hobby in général. Through our conversations, my closest friend became 
fe^scinated with the hobby and split with his father for a DX160. There are now three of 
uîî, and we have intrigued several others, The hobby is growing. Two of us are members 
of NASWA, the third will become so shortly. FRENDX has facilitated our listening greatly. 
Our teachers are thrilled. There are only three kids in the high school who know the 
geography of the world. How many teachers receive taped programs on the development of 
the French language, Lithuanian éducation, or the communist invasion of Czechoslovakia? 
The head of the French Department 1s indebted to us for our tapes in French from France 
and Canada. We are ail in the same American Studies class and the teacher thinks we're 
crazy. 'Guess what I heard last night. Sri Lanka!' 'You fink! Where? Whenî How strong?' 
'Oh, about four on the meter, 

"I think it unfortunate the average American is restricted to mfinitoring purely 
local broadcasting (very few even tiy DXing the BGB). Some young people don't know, or 
even don't believe it when told if s possible to listen to the world! I think it would be 
good for Americans to learn more about the rest of the world — to learn that the 
American way of doing things is not the way but merely a. way. That among other ways of 
doing the same thing there may be some ways even better than ours! At least getting to 
know other ways of doing and thinking makes for a wider and possibly better choice in our 
own doing and thinking." 

"Despite the best efforts of RGI and Kim Elliott, we still don't have a firm grip on 
the sizer growth rate, makeup, and preferences of North America's SWLs. This is needed 
if radio manufacturers ar.i others financially involved are to make intelligent décisions 
and capital commitments," 

"Shortwave DXing started for me as a Dépression hobby — BBC, EAQ Madrid, domestic 
shortwave, and foreign government stations, Today DXing is an outlet from my business 
fatigue. NASWA is the best togethemess group of DXers in the world»" 

"Ham and GB are better known. A very thorough PR campaign is needed. How about 
1977 as 'US DX/SWL Awareness Year.'" 

"I work at Harvard in a Dean's capacity and therefore corne into contact with a large 
numebr of students. Foreign students frequently use my rig to listen tô news from home. 
Sports addicts from England and France listen to the BBC and RFI for coverage of European 
League football. Language students practice their skills. Shortwave is one of the best 
educational resources I have at my disposai." 

"The handful of SWLers, at least in the US, who claim dismay at the teimination of 
overseas shortwave services probably don't regularly listen in in any case!" 

"If someone could compile a 'consumers repÈrf type of guide to receivers, it would 
be most helpful, especially to those just starting in the hobby." 

"I do not listen to différent sations just for the collection of QSL cards (not that 
I do not enjoy this) but for the enjoyment of hearing their travelogues, music, contests, 
and the overall 'heartbeat' of other countries." 

"The most frustrating aspect of the hobby is that I have yet to meet a raal, 3 
dimensional, flesh and blood person who shares my interest in DXing, I am not aware of 
any type of membership directory available from NASWA at présent, and I, for one, would 
greatly appreciate knowing who the DXers are that live in my immédiate area." 

"There is an amazing numbèr of people who do not realize the world is out there and 
available at the twist of a dial." 

"I have found the receiver market to be poor. The SWL/DXer seems to have been over- 
looked and we must use receivers designed for amateurs, military, and laboratory. The 
frustrating thing is that the SPR-4 and others need only minor modifications to make them 
considerably more versatile. The Japanese seem to be considering the US market for 
général coverage receivers, and if they get involved in it, the receiver market may change 
for the better. This questionnaire should help." 

"Some people I introduce to shortwave usually lose interest in a few weeks. Their 
reason — most say its dull (program content). Réception is another factor. Most do not 
have the patience or interest to listen to hard-to-hear program material." 

"The almost frenzied public interest in CB suggests a very lucrative potential market 
for shortwave equipment exists in the US. If only a fraction of the publicity and adver- 
tising given to CB were allocated to shortwave, I am virtually certain that a substantial 
market would open up in the somewhat dormant shortwave equipment market." (Editorial 
comment from kaej I agree that more publicity would increase interest in the hobby. But 
there is a fundamental différence between CBing and SWLing: the latter requires that a 
person thinks.) 

"Wish l'd known far more about shortwave before spending $3^0 on a Zenith Transoceanic, 
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Xt ranks zéro as a true communications receiver. I llke world news. ïou know what's 
happening long before Ifs 'news" here and far more information is given." 

"SWLing sure beats the slanted, blased, fallow and shallow, commenciallzed TV!!!"
