GOVERNMENT AND OFFICIALS 

Section 1: This Association shall be managed by an Executive Council 
of not more than four (A) members, and not less than 
three (3) members. It shall conslst of an Executive 
Dlrector, and the rest as crdlnary council members. 

Section 2: The position of Executive Dlrector and positions of other 
Councllors shall be nomlnated and approved by the Execu- 
tive Dlrector and council members remainlng current at 
time of any vacancy. Final ratification into office 
shall be raade by popular vote of the général NASWA member- 
shlp, effective at the eut—off date for returning votes. 
If a nomlnated Dlrector or Council Member is not ratlfled 
by a plurallty of returned votes by the cut-off date, a 
new nomination shall be approved and offered for général 
ratification. 

(a) Vacancies can occur by eraergency in case of lllness 
or death, or abandonraent of duty; by voluntary ré- 
signation; or by unanlmous vote of the remainlng 
Executive Councllors and the Executive Dlrector. 

(b) A Council Member or the Executive Dlrector may also 
be reoalled by popular consent. Such process may 
be initlated if spécifie letters of complaint and 
intent to recall are receive by headquarters (or one 
of the Council Members) from-2Ï of the current raem- 
bership, When sufflcient letters of complaint total- 
ing 2Î of the membershlp are recelved, publication will 
be made in PRENDX of ail détails and ask for a YES or- 
NO vote to retaln the questioned Council Member, If 
the Council Member 1s recalled from office, an alter- 
nate shall be nomlnated and approved and ratlfled 
accordlng to Section 2 above. 

(c) Exlstlng Executive Dlrector and Council Members shall 
retaln thelr offices for two years, and shall requlre 
another ratification by popular vote if they desire to 
remain in office another two years. 

Section 3: Ail business and votlng araong the Executive Council mem- 
bers may be conducted by mail, or by téléphoné call. 

Section 'l: Ail government business will be printed in PRENDX in the 
issue immediately followlng conclusion of the business. 
NASWA members shall have untll the last day of an issue 
raonth to vote on subjects presented in the issue. 

Section 5: In the event of vacancies in the Executive Council, the 
remainlng Council Members shall place before theraselves 
at least three names to conslder, includlng those whlch 
may have been suggested for nomination from NASWA members. 
The final approved nomination shall then be offered for 
ratification by the général NASWA membershlp. 

Section 6: No NASWA Council Member may serve a slmllar office in an- 
other slrailar hobby club at the same time. This does not 
mean a Council Member oannot enjoy ordlnary membershlp in 
another club. PRENDX edltors are not restrlcted in their 
associations wlth other clubs. 

Section 7: Each NASWA member should conslder that the Association 1s 
NOT a club by whlch governlng offloers are appolnted 
dlrectly by popular vote. Only those nomlnated and ap- 
proved by the Council may be voted for, This measure in— 
tends to prevent succession to office of pensons who may 
not be experlenced or quallfled. The Council is bound by 
the Warrant of Trusteeship to offer only experlenced, 
quallfled, and devoted nominees.

PUISER WHAT IS THAT NOISÏ SOVIET PUISER?

Tg the dlsmay of radiocommunications operators and SWLs throughout the world, for 
several months the Soviet Union bas been experimentlng with a new form of radio transmission 
that not only bas disrupted normal international communications, but also bas mystlfled 
westem defënse and electronic experts since it commenced noisy opération from a site in 
the Ukraine, Termed the Puiser — or Woodpeoker — as a resuit of the stacatto Sound it 
produces over shortwave reoeivers, it thus far has been of concem mainly because of its 
disruption to Worldwide communications. 

What are the Russians up to? 
Satellite photos and radio directibn-flnding experlments show it is sited near the olty 

of Kiev, in the western USSR. Using unprecedentedly strong transmltters and hlghly dlreotion- 
al hom antennas beamed to the U.S., it nelther contains messages nor has the earmarks of 
a jammer. 

It was initlally believed to be simllar to the type of over-the-horizon (OTH) radar 
produoed by General Electric for years and recently upgraded for use in Haine. This was 
discounted when the puise rate (10 Hz) was found too slow for deteoling ICBMs. And unllke 

merloan OTH radar, which uses relatively olean oontlnuous-wave (C¥) techniques, the Soviet 
device uses distortion-prone puises. 

ra<iar hypothesis was bolstered when the Norwegian newspaper Yerdens Gang inter- viewed CIA press spokesman Jim Rattray. As reported in "Sweden Calling DXers", the paper 
quoted Rattray as saylng the Puiser was the same sort of OTH radar as General Electric had 
been making and planned to make for other U.S. defense installations. In an interview with 
t is writer, however, Rattray flatly denled havlng made these statements. "The only thing 
I gave Verdens G^g is that I quoted from Aviation Week storles. l've never heard of the 
uji opération in Maine.

i respected for his knowledge about the effeots of radio energy on human physlology and behavolr. notloed that the Pulser's 10 Hz puise frequency is eqSl^o tte mean 
of the human brain s own alpha rhythm, whioh varies from 8-12 Hz. Westem researohers know 
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llttle about the rôle of the alpha wave except that it appears to exercise some degree of 
oontrol over mood and motor functions. In an Interview wlth The New Yorker. Zaret dld not 
speculate as to the Russlan's motives, but noted wlth concem that massive concentration 
of 10 Hz radio power may be potentlally hazardous to the health of those in the transmltter's 
target zone, 

Actual researoh into alpha waves 1s llmlted, but suggests they may be difflcult or 
impossible to oontrol. Hypnotio experiments using 10 Hz llght flashes to attempt alpha 
wave control have been unavaillng. In any case, althouth the Puiser orlginally dld 
operate at dlsturblngly hlgh power levels, it now transmits at moderate power — not enough, 
after thousands of miles of atténuation, to affeot human blologioal functions. 

Big Brother Superradar Hypothesis Emerges 
Meantime, the OTH radar hypothesis has resurfaced with a startling twist. Heretofore, 

radar has only indicated at most — the location, speed, and direction or trajectory of 
objects. Wlth thousands of aircraft aloft at any given moment, sorting out potential 
attackers has oeen difflcult and unsatisfactory, Among other things, radar limitations have 
spurred the development of aircraft — suoh as the controverslal cruse missile — that oan 
be lost in the herd until it approaches the zone where enemy radar would take notice, then 
slip to the target by flylng near terrain level where it goes undetected by radar. 

Now it appears the Russlans have revolutlonlzed radar by oreatlng the flrst System 
that indioates the exact make and model of any aircraft In its vlew. Through computer 
analysis of geometrlcal shapes, the Puiser can isolate the few potentlally hostile aircraft 
from the thousands aloft and, like a military Big Brother, follow their movements over the 
globe. 

Meanwhlle, Western technology 1s only now grasplng the concept of OTH geometrlcal 
identification. Wlth funding from the U.S. Air Force and Ohio State Unlversity, Yau-Tang 
Lin and Aharon Kslenskl have reoently unearthed a technique whereby multlradar may be used 
on shortwave to dlstinguish among the F-lOf)-, F-i)., B-l, M1G-19, Mig 21, and other aircraft. 
Says Kslenskl, "It Works, but we have never tested it in an actual operatlng radar." 

Kslenskl feels the Soviet Puiser may well be thls new form of radar. "It flts very 
well," he noted in an.interview with thls wrlter, hls flrst public comment on the subject. 

The shortwave xrequenoles fit, it has the needed power, and wlth the four frequencles it 
uses I wouldn't be surprised If it were quite effective. We have done qulte well wlth as 
few as two frequencles." 

The Russian breakthrough 1s apparently in part the abillty to overcome the inherent 
jrtion produoed by puise reflectlons off the earth's ionosphère. Commentlng on the

Lin and Ksienski's researoh project was not adequately funded to allow for researoh 
on other than line of slght radar. "There was some interest in over-the-horizon radar, 
but we didn t have any support for it so we dldn't pursue it," lamented Kslenskl, "but 
our findings are dlrectly applicable to OTH radar."

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This network of international contact bas, and will increasingly have, an impact on the 
international issues which are raised in domestic American politics. 

Moreover, this international communication network is the focus of study in the fleld 
of international communications. Several collèges and universities offer graduate degrees 
which are designed to examine the flow of information across national boundaries and the 
Impact of that flow on events in the international system. 

The study of international communication revolves around the rôle which the transfer 
of informatfcn plays in créâting a domestic impact for international events. This is the 
study of lihkages between world events and life at home. 

The ire are many events in which this linkage is direct and easily followeds war, oil 
embargo, coup d'état, peace treaty. But there are also a host of events, less dramatic 
but nonetheless important, which affect domestic life through international communication. 
These are the focus of considérable study   and these are the events which form the 
great majority of those heard by shortwave listeners. 

Prior to the twentieth century, governments controlled nearly ail contact with the 
international community through formai diplomatie and military relations. Merchants and 
other international travellers provided only irregular sources of information. By being 
the primary source of information, governments largely controlled the domestic impact of 
international events. 

In this century, technological innovations in communications increased the capability 
for international contact at a steady pace until the 1960s and 1970s. Then, during recent 
years, the number and type of organizations and groups with access to information about the 
international environment increased markedly. This rapld expansion in the number of 
international actors, many have said, has altered the conduct of international relations. 
Governments can no longer dominate the collection of information about interriational events. 

This burgeoning contact with the international system through communications is the 
important link in a two-step process of International influence. The impact of foreign 
events on domestic issues requires (l) an international linkage from foreign countries to 
individuals, organizations, or governments; and (2) a domestic linkage from individuals, 
organizations, or governments to the public. 

To understand the relationship between international events and domestic issues, it 
is necessary to focus on what people do with their knowledge of foreign events and 
cultures. Or, in other words, for the shortwave listener: What do you sayafter vou've 
heard a coup? 

One can readily see the influence on domestic issues of a front page news story, or 
a statement by the Secretary of State, or a problem raised by a national union leader. In 
these cases, influence is a resuit of a built-in audience which gives the appearance of a 
groundswell of public opinion. 

But, what of shortwave listeners? You may recognize that your first step in the 
process outlined above is far more direct than any other member of the international 
communication network. You have choice, sélection, and total control over what you hear. 
Unly interest and sunspots can limit your contact with international events. You have 
a most first hand contact without the médiation of news correspondents who "translate" the 
events and (of necessity) give their own interprétation. Indeed, shortwave listeners 
posses an unusually impressive ability to reach foreign events. 

But what of the domestic link, the second step? Clearly, shortwave listeners do not 
have the ready-made audience of télévision news or newspapers. That does not mean you

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Culture-buildingî The events, news, music, and général culture of the foreign country 
begin to take on primary importance for the listener. In this stage, the object is to leam. 
Listening is based on a desire for self-improvement. 

Tool; Shortwave listening, in this stage, becomes the means toward making a contributior 
to increased international understanding. This is achieved through the use of the messages 
from shortwave listening as a source of information for a variety of secondary audiences. 
From your children to their schools, from programs for immigrants to letters to the 
Président, shortwave listeners who use radio listening as a tool attempt to make their 
voices a channel for international events to be heard in the American community. This sta^ 
is based on a desire for self-expression and sharing. 

Each of these catégories is a stage in the progression of a shortwave listener from 
amateur to experienced, from a listener to a Communicator. Throughout the progression, 
the shortwave listener increases the variety of uses he makes of information heard over the 
air waves. Most important, however, he increases the variety of contact and communication 
about what he hears to other members of his community. This progression is not given, it 
is achieved with effort. From Toy to Hobby, one is drawn by interest, but one must make 
a conscious effort to participate, Progressing from Hobby to Culture-building is a 
subconscious inclination to listen and react rather than only listen. Finally, from 
Culture-building to Tool demands a conscious effort and concomitant commitment to using your 
spécial link to international events to promote a useful, intelligent view of foreign cultureî 

In each stage in the growth of the shortwave listener from toy user to tool user, the 
influence of the individual on his community expands. But even at the level of toy user, 
the shortwave listener is an important member of the international communication network. 
Even passive Influence in favor of international understanding is important, and this is 
the type of influence any shortwave listener can have. Even though not large, the attitudes 
of shortwave listeners .are felt to impress, indirectly, public officiais about the public's 
encouragement of'favorable international coopération programs. 

At the level of tool user, active influence cornes into play. When messages from 
overseas are communicated by the shortwave listener, positive attitudes about international 
coopération begin to spread throughout the community. Below, four paths to direct influence 
are illustrated,-each of which is open to the serions user of shortwave as a tool. 

Foreign Influence: The shortwave listener can play an important part in démonstrating 
to foreign governments the interest of the American citizenry in events in those countries. 
By writing to an Ambassador, expressing your understanding of his country's programs and 
policies gathered from radio listening, you become a factor in the international transfer 
of information and influence. 

Govemment Influence : The shortwave listener, with his more direct access to foreign 
event information, can contribute to the growth of knowledge about international events 
among busy Members of Congress and their staffs. The formulation of your own opinion in 
concise statements, mentloning and based on evenbs you have heard in broadcasts. can be a 
powerful influence on govemment thinking. 

Prlvate Influence : The daily life of foreign radio broadcast listeners offers 
countless opportunities to enlighten others about foreign events and their potential impact 
on our lives. Primary communication to groups, friends, school classes, and many others, 
is one important way to spread awareness and factual information about international events 
in a process which will broaden the educational experience of many. 

Puhllc Influence : The éditorial writer, news correspondent, headline writer of your 
local newspaper have little direct contact with the international events about which they 
write. The sum total of their information usually cornes from wire service reports which have 
been edited sevèral times. Thus, the only facts which end up in the newspaper are the 
boldest, most dramatic. Your ability to contact the event directly gives you the opportunity 
to express information on the subtle dimensions of international events. Assess the newspapei 
coverage of a story in the light of your first hand contact and comment on the disparities. 
The news média will be responsive and the view given to the citizenry will be more représent- 
ative of actual events. 

Even with these four paths to influence, the comment may be made that change will be 
slow. That may be true, simply because shortwave listening is individualized. The 
domestic linkages of shortwave listeners have little of the power of interest groups and 
lobby associations. The way to increase this influence is through greater understanding 
of the process of influence as currently practiced by shortwave listeners — which is 
part of the study of international communication. 

With the goal of better understanding what shortwave listeners do with their information, 
and how individualized influence can be augmented, several questions are posed below. Your 
responses will enable some of us at the International Communications Program of the American 
University to better study the problem and make recommendations to you in a later article 
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on how shortwave listeners can become more effective and influential communlcators about 
international events in your community. 

1. Honestly, now, how would you say you use information heard on shortwave.' Please 
give several examples of how used. 

2. How many hours per week to you listen? 
3. How many countries do you listen to regularly? Occasionally? 
4. Do you understand any foreign languages sufficiently to listen to broadcasts? 

How m'any? 
5. What percent of your listening is alone? In a group? 
6. What types of programming do you listen to? 
7. Do you record programs off the air? Often? Seldom? 
8. Does the news make you try to tune in to countries where events are happening? 
9. Do you consciously compare what you hear with what you read about events in 

newspapers or other média? How does it compare? 
10. Does shortwave listening help you formulate opinions about foreign events in a 

way or with results which differ from nonlisteners? 
11. Would you find it useful to have a subscription to a service which provided 

Information about how to make your views known to foreign ambassadors, the U.S. 
Government, and gave illustrations about how to broaden the domestic interest in foreign 
events through shortwave listening? The goal of this magazine or newsletter would 
be to give you a way to make your voice heard on international issures in a way which non- 
listeners could not.

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RADIO MOSCOW 
RADIO MOSCOW SCORES RIE/RL 
by Kim,Andrew Elliott, Minneapolls 

International broadcasting has been a major element in the communication of 
charges and oounter-oharges in the reoent world uproar over human rights, dissidents, 
and polltloal prlsoners. Westem broadcasters have been speaking of Bukovsky, Glnzberg, 
ànd Sakharov in their programs aimed at the Soviet Union and the socialist countries. 
Radio Moscow has reacted by telling the West about human rights violations in Israël, 
South Africa, Rhodesia, and the United States. We shortwave listeners are rlght in 
the middle of thls verbal altercation. And most interestlng from our point of vlew 
is when one radio station mean-mouths another radio station. In the Maroh SWC I reported 
what Radio Moscow had to say about the VOA's coverage of Soviet dissidents. A few weeks 
after that commentary, Radio Moscow had some choioe words for its other Westem broadcast 
adversaries, Radio Free Europe and Radio Liberty. Below 1s a transcrlpt of Vladimir 
Bolshekov's analysis on March 1, 1977i 

"Now that a new budget 1s under examinatlon in Washington, there 1s much talk in the 
American press about the "humanltarlan mission" the two American stations are allegedly 
performing in Westem Europe. The stations' leaders are seeking a new expansion of their 
60 million budget and therefore are doing ail they can to give the CIA mouthpleces a 
touch of respeotabillty. 

"American taxpayers are made to belleve that the freedora of Information as deflned by 
the Helsinki décisions 1s at stake. Thls calls for the allocation of an additional ten 
or even twenty million dollars to meet the two stations' needs. Yet any American who has 
a chance to listen to Radio Free Europe or Liberty broadoasts to the socialist countries 
would see for himself that they have nothing in common wlth the freedom of information or 
the Helsinki accords. Their purpose 1s to spread falsehoods and slanders, sew dissension 
and didtrust in world relations. 

"You probably know that in the final Helsinki act, the sdgnatory states have commlted 
themselves to build their relations in acoordanoe with the prlnolples of respect for one 
anothers' sovereignty and non-interférence in the domestic affalrs of one another. The 
participants in the Helsinki conférence have agreed that information exchange should serve 
to promote understandlng, trust, and friendshlp between nations. If looked at from the 
viewpolnt of these commltments, Radio Free Etirope and Radio Liberty are engaged in activl- 
tles incompatible wlth the letter and the spirlt of the Helsinki agreement. 

"I reoall that back in 1972, the aotlvltles of Radio Free Europe and Liberty were 
qualifled in the American Congress as an outgrowth of the Cold War policy. Ever slnce, 
the two stations have been the champions of the now-bankrupt policy of confrontation and 
world tension. Small wonder that many listeners are the former Nazi associâtes and 
traitors. The two stations have been lately offerlng jobs to the so-called dissidents, 
people who've broken tles wlth their own countries and have been reoruited as agents of 
foreign espionage centers, 

"Commenting on the issue, the West Gexman magazine Blaetter fuer Deutsche und 
Internationale Politik wrote that whlle employing its workers, Radio Liberty gives prior- 
ity to former Soviet cltizens. Many of them had left the Soviet Union under the pretext 
of going to Israël and found themselves in Munich shortly. Not only the CIA has had its 
hand in these affairs, but also the Inptltute of East European Studles under the auspices 
of the United States Army, the magazine added. Westem newspapers reported on many 
occasions that that Radio Free Europe and Radio Liberty not only prepared broadoasts but 
carrled out espionage actlvltles and englneered subversive acts agalnst the socialist 

"In short, the stations are instruments that the CIA is using to carry out its 
subversion against the socialist countries. Inceidentally, the head of the Liberty 
station, F, Ronalds, is a CIA officiai, The chlef of the Russian service also Works for 
the CIA. He was once deported from the Soviet Union for actlvities Incompatible wlth the 
status of a dlplomat. 

"The actlvities of these stations runs contrary to the relaxation spirit and the 
elementary norms of international law. The section of the Final Act deallng with the 
exchange of information lays heavy emphasis on the idea that coopération in thls fleld 
should agree with the interest of mutual understandlng between nations. This is not what 
the CIA-run stations in Europe are doing. They're spending dozens of millions of the tax- 
payers* money on actlvities aimed at undermlning friendshlp and coopération between 
nations and are planting the seeds of distrust and hatted aœong nations."

No, this article is not meant to be .an obituary for the Drake SSR-1 communications 

receiver, inimically dubbed the "Sir One" by DXers according to Communications World 1977• 
However, as an exercise in Schadenfreude (which the dictionary defines as "malicious joy at 
the misfortunes of others") let's review some unhappy facts. 

"Sir Ones" are poppin* up ail over in the for sale sections of SW club bulletins at 
prices ranging from $190-240. 

During recent months few Drake SSR-ls are appearing as new or second receivers in 
club bulletins member listings. 

Drake does not advertise what their sales are, but if the factors above are an indication 
that sales are down, some of the user*s reviews may shed some light on the problem. 
Probleras like overloading, images, and cross modulation. 

However, at least two reviews gave "Sir One" a good grade and did not mention any 
problems, only kind words. One reviewer stated the attenuator switch had not been used at 
ail, yet. Popular Electronics, a magazine of practicality, although pointing out some minor 
flaws, concluded the SSR-1 "to be a fine choice for the serions SWL with limited funds." 

Regardless of the pro's and con's of whether or not "Sir One" is on the décliné, this 
may not signal the demise of this hansome receiver, but the factors indicated above are 
certainly an ominous sign. 

Moreover, "Sir One" has a problem not mentioned in reviews or statistics; compétition 
from the Yaesu FRG-7, affectionately labeled "Frog-seven,n. The "Frog-seven" now far out- 
numbers the "Sir One" in club bulletin listings of members receivers in the past few months. 
And not one "Frog-seven" has been noted for sale in any club bulletin received here. 

Why does "Frog-Seven" apparently outsell "Sir One"? For starters, "Frog-seven" offers 
features not available on the "Sir One" and sells at a lower price. In addition, it is 
now sold by Sears Roebuck, although at a higher price, it will make this receiver available 
on crédit to persons who otherwise do not have enough cash on hand. Also excellent 
reviews by Jim Ronda and Ed Insinger of NASWA's FRENDX and a positive recommendation by 
Ralph Sanserino, editor of Technical Topics for SPEEDX, along with some encouraging remarks 
by vétéran DXer and writer Glenn Hauser of FRENDX Listener Notebook, have given "Frog-seven" 
a big push. Thus apparently leaving "Sir One" second in sales to club members, if not the 
world. 

No, "Sir One" is not passe, yet. But watch out, "Frog-seven" is rumored coming out 
with digital frequency readout!

We are awalting more replies from the membership and will devote 
as muoh space in FRENDX as necessary to orlnt them ail. Let's hear frora 
you, please. Thanks, Ed C. Shaw, OSQ/KASVJA Edltor, P.O. 7053, Lex. Kv 10502 

DIANE LEVESOUE: The only thlnrrs l'd change are; sentence one in #3; and #7. 
l'd omit sentence 1 in #3 altogether because personalltles are what make 
an editor and his column interestlng. Or does it mean one should avold 
oriticism of personalltles? If It does, then lagree and request that it 
should be rewritten to mean that. #1 1s self-contradictlng inasmuch as re- 
ligion and polltics is v.'hat SWEC is mostly about. Or. is this another 
vague statement that should read, "Avold crlticlsm of politlcs and religion 
and treat them as you would descriptive détail in reoorts." Or some such? 
It needs to be defined more or omltted. #7 also needs définition. How 
does an edltor stick to "SWBC" and avold utilities, harmonies, etc. at the 
same tlme? I suggest a canvass of the entire membership is necessary to 
détermine what they want in their club and what they don't want. f thlnk 
standards are very necessary. Wlthout standards, we would have a literary 
free-for-all that would accomplish nothlng and no one would beneflt. 

MICHAEL G. WORST: After readlng the Standards, I thought to myself, sheesh 
is that ail it is? I thlnk what happended is you insulted the intelligence' 
of your editors. Standards statlng the obvlous are 1, 2, 1, 6, and 11 thru 
11, Numbers 2, 3, 1, 5, 9, and 10 especially corne across with the attitude 
that your editors are gullty untll proven Innocent. Numbers 3, 1, 5, 8 
10 and 11 should not have been mentloned unless there was a definite'neèd 
and then only to the particular edltor. You should have gone to your edi- 
tors for their opinions flrst and found out if any standards were really 
necessary at ail, IRCA has its Editorial Policy, whlch gives editors 
authorlty for any décisions, but we still assume that they know something 
about runnlng their own columns. Slnce CL dlsappeared, some of my interest 
in NASWA also dlsappeared. But, good grief, you executed wlthout a trial 
on the complalnt of one meraber. You mentloned space used for Irrelevant 
trlvla could be used for more useful items. Well, in ny opinion, 0SLs and 
newspaper cllpplngs as flller materlal are not useful. Also, I remember 
reading about the R. Sweden prograra and don't thlnk Glenn has to apologlze 
to anyone for it. If I was the edltor, I might not have prlnted it myself, 
but as the publlsher I would have let it go through.(And, so did we, Mlke) 

SAM BARTO: As an editor, I would llke to say that I fully support the Exec- 
utive Councll. There must be some semblance of order among the editors. 
Any déviations fron the Standards should be a raatter between the edltor and 
the Councll, 

GERALD BISHOP: If there has never been one word consored, then why is CL 
not in prlnt? You should have suspended the column, placed the matter be- 
fore the membership, then raade a décision. I agree with the majority of 
the standards, except for #3, #1, #5, and #7. #3 is too broad; I agree 
that someone should not be called a liar in prlnt, or unreliable, or total- 
ly unsound mentally, provided that person 1s a NASWA raember. But, there 
are people who need to be trlmraed down now and then. Perhaps expletlves 
should be deleted, but reportlng only what 1s heard (ala Glenn Hauser) 
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AND, MORE LETTERS 

should be permitted, I thlnk harmonies are fascinatin2: and shoald be re- 
ported, Also, in llght of Don Jensen's recent DX Central column in the 
May Elementary Electronics magazine, perhaps NASV/A should préparé a list 
of utility frequencies used in such as Barbadoes, Fiji, Trlnldad, Jamaica, 
Bermuda, etc., to have us ready in case one or ail po on SVJBC when Oueen 
Elizabeth vislts, 

HADLEY CRESS: One former editor said that everyone should write, so I am, 
but not for the reason he advocated. I am not in support of that editor. 
I dld write to him and took issue with hlm as politely as possible. He 
seemed to be incopnizant of advice in his own éditorials, such as "You 
should strive to reach them, not chastise then,", then he proceeds to 
chastise everyone in sipht who doesn't think as he does, I am well satls- 
fled with the opération of NASV/A and am prateful to you and others con- 
cerned with that good opération, Incidentally, I do not miss CL! 

TED POWERS: I think Hauser overreacted to what are, ingeneral, very mlld 
guide Unes. I do not agree with ail of them, but I support them. For 
example, number 7 restricts use of utilities, but I could NNRC which covers 
this type of information. Since §1 meets the stated objectives of this 
club, I support it, I think that the standards were interpreted as poten- 
tially bindlng as the Ten Commandments, and they probably should have been 
considered s omet h in p very différent. About Bad V/ords, et al ; T doubt 
that an occasional bad word will cai>se a sipnificant number to switch to 
FRENDX from Hustler, However, we should look at the objectives of FRENDX 
and judge whether use of obcenlties adds any sipnificant DX Information. 
In my view, the Swedish propram was of interest, but the wordlnp of the 
report was not of partlcular Interest and added no sipnificant information. 
About Don't Yôu Belleve, et al; I think that the editor's public relations 
with HO needs work. The use of Don't You Believe may imply to some that 
GH has certain unique qualities that make him a final judge in the world 
of SWL. In the early bO's some pretty good clubs disbanded with members 
dlvlded over trivial matters. I think NASWA's HO is simply tryinp to 
prevent this same kind of thing, and although I mipht have approached the 
problem differently, I support their efforts in the natter. 

DAN HENDERSON: I really do believe that a number of persons are overreact- 
ing to the whole thlnp. partlcularly some op the editors, and others who 
have been rather voclflerous. However, I/o nust share some of the blâme, 
Remember, NASV/A is SWBC in scope. It was always a DXer's club. Let's be 
a DXer's club and new DXers will follow - they always have, There cannot 
be a thing called "management" which can control ideas, etc that editors 
may have. There are things that have to do with DXinp that may mention 
pditics and the editors should have the rirht to state their cases as long 
as they don't harp on it month after month. In my opinion, the membership 
is stlll interested in DXinp, and not interested in becominr a SV.'BC lis- 
tner's club like (two other clubs), I am attenpting to formulate an Awards 
Program oriented toward DXinp. I believe we want to emphasize DXinp in 
NASWA, not how to filter out noise prom sewinp machines. 

ROBERT FRASER: I thoupht the 1^ no^nfo of éditorial standards covered 
everjjithlng, The only addition I can thlnk of is to always remember it is 
a hobby club, that members join of*their own free will, and that the club 
will exist and prosper only as lonp as the member's interest is kept. 

WERNER HOFFMAN: What is meant by NASV/A povernment? I thoupht NASWA was a 
club. Reading the standards, I can't dlsagree with or ad'd anythlng use fui, 
Why does FRENDX need a DXH section, which seems a duplication of LR?- 

KEVIN MIKELL: Last week I sent you a letter voiclng my opinions about the 
recent cancellations. After reading your side, I realize how I jumped to 
conclusions too soon. I apologize for doing that, I hope that CL can corne 
back, but perhaps not with the bite he once had, What about the issue with 
Glenn? I was indiffèrent to Don't ^ou Belleve, but I liked In My Opinion,

JON COHEN. Wllllngboro. NJ: I have read the standards llst for edltors wlth 
interest. In général, the llst seems qulte sensible, but I would like to ralse 
an objection to a strict interprétation of the seventh Item.

LWF's 'Radio Voice of the Gospel' 
is seized by Ethiopian government 

The Lutheran World Federation's powerful radio station at Addis 
Ababa, Ethiopia, was taken over March 12 by the military régime which 
now controls the country. The 200,000-watt short- and medium-wave trans- 
mitters of the "Radio Voice of the Gospel" can reach an estimated one 
billion people in Africa and parts of Asia. Nine hours after the takeover 
the station was back on the air, identifying itself as the "Radio Voice of the 
Révolution in Ethiopia." 

The ' 200 staff members, including 
some 30 Europeans and Americans, 
were reportcd safc. The Rev. Manfrcd 
Lundgren, a minister of the Church of 
Sweden who is station director, said 
there was "not any pressure" to repatri- 
ate the forcign staff and that "negotia- 
tions continue in good faith." 

Opérations of the station were being 
conducted by employés of the Ethiopian 
Ministry of Information and National 
Guidance. The only explanation given 
by the government was an officiai an- 
nouncement that the takeover was in 
line with the officiai policy of treating 
ail religions equally. 

The station, crectcd in 1963 at a cost 
of $1.7 million, norm ii carrics a mix- 
ture of religious programs and news 
broadcasts, plus cducational programs 
on hygiene, literacy, agriculture and the 
arts. Programs are prcparcd in 15 stu- 
dios in various parts of Asia, Africa and 
the Near East. Thcy are broadcast in a 
dozen languagcs. Only a small amount 
of the programming is intended for 
Ethiopia itself. Operating budget for 
the station in 1977 is $1.5 million, of 
which $250,000 cornes from the World 
Association for Christian Communica- 
tion and the rest from LWF funds. 

Two days after the scizure of the sta- 
tion, Lundgren reportcd that "opéra- 
tion has bcen reduced to cvening trans- 
missions in four languagcs." He said 
some of the foreign staff were giving 
"professional assistance" to the Ethio- 
pians. Dr. Cari Mau, LWF général scc- 
retary, and the Rev. Holgcr Bennetson, 
chairman of the station's advisory com- 
mittce, reached Addis Ababa shortly 
after the station was seized, to discuss 
the implications of the government's 
action. African sources held little hope 
that the station would be retumed, 
however, and said the action of the gov- 
ernment was not unexpccted. A Lu- 
theran "média center" in Addis Ababa 
was also reportcd "nationalized." 

The station had strong support from

MORE ABOUT LAST MONTHS EDITORIAL; So far ifs too early to get too many 
replies to last month's éditorial. By the time most people got the April 
FRENDX until the time this is prepared for the May issue, only a couple of 
weeks have elapsed, so we look to have more responses next month. Some of 
the replies received are published elsewhere in this issue. 
During the past recent weeks and months, we have had a number of letters to 
call our attention to certain spots in the club Constitution which appar- 
ently need additional discussion despite the overwhealming vote of ratifica- 
tion. We urge ail NASWA members to re-read the Constitution and consider 
the altérations presented here in this issue of FRENDX. 
The two major points of controversy were articles C and E. Some members 
were not satisfied with leaving appointments of editors and other officiais 
solely to the discrétion of the Council. So be it. A compromise has been 
worked out and is offered here. In order to preserve the best measure of 
professionalism and service to the members, we propose that the Council and 
the général membership together décidé who serves NASWA. On the subject of 
reimbursement for officers, some members hesitate to leave suoh an authority 
to the discrétion of the Council Members who appeared to have authority to 
pay themselves.
