ALL NOTE PLEASE: In the May issue of FRENDX, referenoe was made 
in the "Report From Headquarters" section to proposed changes to Articles 
A, C, and E of the Constitution approved October, 1976. Unfortunately, due 
to a mix-up, Article C was reprinted in its original form rather than the 
proposed revision intended which oalls for the Executive Council to be en- 
larged to five members rather than the présent three members. We regret 
this errer and we now print the Article C intended for the May issue as well 
as repeating the revised Article E.

NASWA 
raerabers will have untll the last day of the month (for that is- 
sue of PRENDX) to vote on sub.lects presented in that issue.

prevent succession to office of persons who raay be inadequately 
experlenced or qualified.

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PROPOSAL FOR AMEKDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTIOSn OF 1976 

After considérable thoueht, consultation wlth many KASWA raembers, éditons 
of FHENDX, and neutral frlends, the Executive Councll has drafted the fol- 
lowing propose! amendments for the Constitution, and asks for a vote of 
ratification to make it effective on 1 July 1977. 

Because the Executive Councll needs to be enlarged for administrative pur- 
poses, and to include the PRENDX éditorial staff and comnittee chalrmen 
in NASWA affalrs, and to provide the opportunity for NAÏÏWA members to share 
in the exécution of officiai club business, we propose: 

Article C

GOVERNEiENT ARE OFFICIALS 

Section 1: This Association shall be managed by an Executive Countil of 
five (05) members. It shall conslst of an Executive Dlrector 
and two other appointe! Councll Members and two membership 
elected Councll Members, 

Section 2:

The position of Executive Ulrector and of the other appointed 
Councll Members shall be norainated and approved by the Execu- 
tive Director and Councllors remalnlnct ourrent at the tlrae of 
any vacancy. Final ratification into office shall be made by 
popular vote of the général NASWA membership respondinr and 
effective at the cut-off date for returning votes. If a nomi- 
nation is not ratified by a plurallty of returned .votes by the 
cut-off date, a new nomination shall be anoroved and ofrered 
for général ratification. 

(a) Existinp Executive ûirectors and appointed Councll Members 
shall retaln their offices for two years, and -Ghall recuire 
another ratification by popular vote if they desire to re- 
maln in office another two years, 

(b) Vacancles can occur by emerrency in case of lllness or death- 
or abandonment of dutyj or by voluntary résignation; or by 
unanlmous consent of the remaining Executive Councllors and 
the Executive Dlrector. 

The positions of the two elected Councllors shall be nominated 
from the PRENDX éditorial staff and NASWA Committee Chairmen. 
A staff member shall be consldered a qualifie! candidate for 
such office unless he expresses a desire to be removed from 
considération. A popular vote of the général membership of 
i.ASWA wiil décidé wt ich of the staff members will fin a Councll 
position, 

Any Councll Member, whether appointed or elected, or the Execu- 
tive Dlrector may also be recalled by popular consent of the 
NASWA membership en toto, not Just by those responding. A clear 
majorlty must be évident to effect such action. r.uch a prooess 
may be inltlated by spécifie letters of complaint and intent to 
recall. When and if 2 percent (2?) of the exlstlnsr NASWA member- 
ship shall reauest recall action, publication of ail détails will 
be made in FRENDX and a YES or NO vote will be asked on the issue 
of rétention of the offlcer in question. If the officer 1s re- 
called from office, an alternate shall be nominated and aprroved 
in accordance-wlth Sections 2 or 3 above.

.A UISIT TD THE WOICE DP AMERICA: OKINAUA Michael S. Hardester 

Prior to racBiving orders to Dkinaua, from^my travel agent—the U.S. Nav/y, I 
had tried in vain to log the UoA medium-uave outlet on 1178 kHz, and even the 
Ehortumve outlets "sEemed difficult at beat. Houieuer, my faithful trauel agent saon 
put me in the driver's aeat, and so on a uarm Spring day, my uiife and I faund our- 
selvee on the road to the Uofl transmitter site at Qkuma, Dkihama. 

□kuma ia a small village locatad near the Northern tip of the island: on one 
side of the road green lush ve^itation stretchea seemingly for kilometers, and on 
the other aide of the road, the emerald green matera of the East China Sea peacfully 
maah anto the pearl uihlte beaches. 1 mas so taken by the beauty of the area that I 
rolght have miseed the turn-off had my uife not pointed Dut a six-touier array in the 
nsar distante—uhlch me mere leter to learn mas tha array for the medium-mave 
transmiseions* So, mlth our course plotted and mithout benefit of any roadslgna (in 
Engliah that ia), me headed tomerds the antennae. 

On arrlving at the transmitter site (the receiver site at Onna is located 
furthar aouth), me mere greeted by Mr. dansen, the Deputy Manager, and Mr. Schlegal, 
tha Iranamitter Supervleor mho joined to giva us a very thourough tour of the 
facilitiea. Construction began in 1952 and opérations cgmraenced in mid-1953 mith 
continuai expansion to the présent lit acres upon mhlch the Uofl site is situated. 

The transmitter building houses the 1178 kHz transmitter mhich is actually 
tmo Continental transmitters of 5Q0km phased together to produce a megamatt of pomei; 
This transmitter is joined by tmD-35km, one-ISkm and one-IODkm shortmave transmitters 
plus a 5ku auxlllary transmitter mhich provldes for RTTY service.ta the IPS: Inter- 
national Press Service located at USIfl headquarters throughout flsla. 

Program material io received at the Qnna receiver site from direct off air 
monitoring of transmissions from Delano and Dixon relay sites. This is fed via vhf 
circuits to the transmitter site for re-broadcast. Tmo of the receivers immediately 
noted mere of the Collins 51J sériés and Hammariund SP-6D0 line; Hemlett-Packard 
fraquency synthesizers mere also noted. 

The medium-mave transmitter is in opération from 110C to 1SDD GMT and provides 
E:lî9iiëh' ChinBge and Marsan programmlng to mainland China, Laos and Horea on beams of 17 and 315 . Réception reports from mainland China indlcate no jamming of the 
Engliah transmissions, homever the Chinese Service is jammed a great deal. 

The short-mave transmissions also transmit the same languages to the aame 
target areas or nearby areas, and theae also appear to be having an effect as 
evldenced by réception reports. 

flnd mhat tour mould be complets mithout checking out the local téléphoné 
exchange. Yes, the Uofl also has a completely automated téléphoné exchange System 
mhich handles the Uofl transmitter site, Uofl family houslng, and a nearby militarv 
récréation center. y 

VoA OKINAWA 
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After the tour, ov/er teat several topics uere discussed. At présent, there is 
a great deal of spéculation over the "planned replacement site" of the WoA-Dkinaua 
relay site. The next location is undecided. 'aJhile several places offer a possible 
site—Saipan, Micronesia, horea (South), Hawaii (remember the old UoA site there?)— 
houBverfno spécifie location has been decided upon. Mr. Jensen uent on to further 
point out that from inception to opération takes approximately five years, thus a 
neui site, even after being chosen, wouidn't be on the air too scon. This brought 
about the point that uith hast cauntries becoming feuer and fewer, international 
broadeasters may be forced to stay at home and beam their message across the miles 
uiith power easily exceeding a mégawatt!! Can you imagine being a OXer/SUlLer who is 
situated a couple of kilometers away from a mégawatt transmitter?! Among other tapies 
discussed, it was mentioned that the UoA site at Foro, Philippines was constructed 
from almost ider.tical plans as the V/oA-Ckinawa. Lastly, on 1A March 1977 at 15Q0 GMT 
(12 midnight Japan ST), the UoA-Gkinawa will sign-off for the final time, and while 
the visit was quite pleasant, much like old friends getting together, it will 
soon be time to hear the final fairwell: "This is the Uoice of America concluding 
its transmission from Gkinawa."

BBC MONITOR 

A CHAT WITH GORDON WESTON, RECEIÎTLY RETIRED CUIEF I.10NIT0R 
WITH THE BBC MONITORIHG SERVICE 

(Brosdcast DeoemBer 2, 1976 as an interview with Dick Speekman on 
Radio Nederland's DX Jukebox. Transcribed & edited by David Walcutt.) 

-V/e are in the main monitoring room of the BBC Honitoring Service at 
Reading in England, and we're talking with Gordon Weston, recently 
retired Chief Monitor. Gordon Weston began hls oareer as a ship's radio 
officer with the British Marchant Navy, and in 1945 he joineâ the BBC 
as a engineer. Gordon, what have you got in the way of reoeivers here? 

-In the monitoring room, or the "Main Listening Room" as it's oalled, 
we have somewhere between fifty and sixty reoeivers. ïhey are spaoed 
out on benohes where the monitors of the various language teams can take 
their bulletins. The monitors have their own places, where ail the infor- 
mation for or relevant to that partioular oountry is stored for them. 

The monitor has two choices. He can take a signal from his own local 
receiver, or he can select a line where the signal is fed from the out- 
station as Crosley Park. The signais that we normally take at Caversham 
are those that are fairly well reoeived, and the more difficult ones are 
left to the engineers at Crosley Park. The procédure is that a monitor 
appears and sits down to take his bulletin just prior to the commencement 
time, he checks that his recorder is properly loaded and that his receiver 
is tuned or that he has his signal on line. There is, in the technical 
control of the listening room, an operational assistant at quite a com- 
plicated console, and it is his job make sure that the signais fed to 
the monitors are the best that can be obtained. The monitor then listens 
to his bulletin, recording it, and takes notes, and when this is finished, 
if there is some raaterial to be transcribed, then he goes to his cubical 
and types out his bulletin, whioh is duplicated and sent to the various 
sections that want the information. These would be the news bureau, the 
éditorial sections, and the PBIS section, which shares the information. 

-Now Gordon, is ail of that information useful, or do you sometimes get 
things you don't really know what to do with? 

-There is one anomally that stays with us over the years, and I don't 
know that anybody has really corne up with a positive solution. Why does 
Radio Peking play its Russian broadeast backwards on three occasions 
during the course of twenty-four hours? My contention over this is that 
it is for the Russian monitoring service. I have always thought this. 
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There is another school of thought that says that it is for distant relay 
stations, beoause Peking's Russian service is so heavily jammed that the 
relay stations would never really be able to take it off the air live. 
However, I think that it is for the monitoring service. It is not very 
difficult. You just have to wait to the end of the program, turn the 
tape around and play it baokwards, and there it is. Nobody has really 
ever corne up with a clear concrète solution to this, but that is what I 
think it is. And this remains with us to this day. They still send, 
three times a day, their Russian broadoast baokwards. 

At Caversham for our monitoring, the monitors use plastic belts, magnetio 
belts, and that's an easy matter, you take the belt off the machine and 
insert it the other way round, and then that does play it baokwards. But 
you've got to wait to the end of the bulletin» 

-You also have receivers in other parts of the world, and they're sort of 
conneoted up by phone lines - that's quite an interesting System, too. 

-Yes, we've got a téléphoné circuit to Vienna, and in Vienna they have 
eight or nine différent receivers tuned in to stations whioh we find very 
difficult to reoeive at Caversham Park. We select by a press button at 
Caversham whioh receiver we want to put to the line in Vienna. 

-Well, that's oheating as far as dxers are ooncerned. 

-It's oheating, yesj But I think with the advent of the remotely oontrol- 
ed receiver that this opens up a new avenue. It may be possible at some 
time to have an unmanned station in a remote point and be able to rig it 

^^Whi?h fre<luency.we want- The modem sophisticated remote- oontrolled receivers are quite capable of doing this. I think this is 
something that will develop before very long.

-I wouldn't say exactly that we don't use it. In the section auite a 
number of dx magazines are now available to us, and the monitors look

ar0^d 1;he WOrl<i is far ,nore able t0 hear 3ome orthe things than we, with our very small staff, are able to do. Even though

So if a dxer is living in, say India or 
Ceylon or South America, he can hear things that we, knowing that thev 
are there can get checked out. And also, if we feél that it warrants it 
we can ask our American colleagues, who monitor in différent parts of the' 
world, to oheok it out as well. So I wouldn't say that we don't use the

-They've been most useful to us, and we have been able to find some of 
those very elusive things that we haven't been able to traceViust be- 
oause somebody else, listening at a'different time possibly, and différ- 
ent conditions, and différent area, has been able to hear.

There is always the language difficulty. One does learn over a period of 
time what language s there are and what ones are most frequently broad- 
oast. I did quote, at one time, a dx magazine that printed an item from 
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NASWA-FRENDX SWC-it JUNE 1977 
one of its contributors that a new clandestine was heard in Arabie. But 
in faot this was Radio Algiers, the Kabyle Service. If s really no 
wonder, because they do a fair amount of screamlng and it sounds like a 
clandestine anywayl 

-Now, wandering around the building here, I think a dxer coming in here 
would think he was in heaven, he had arrived in paradise. I can well 
imagine that there would be quite a few dxers around the world listening 
to us now who would say, "Well, look, what kind of qualifications do I 
have to have to qualify, as it were, for a job at the Monitoring Service?" 

-This was quite a problem. We at one time insisted on people having 
several languages, particularly Slav languages. Over the years we found 
that the best people, who make a good researoh monitor, are those with no 
spécial language qualifications. Those with languages - who are very 
good at languages - tend to specialize, whereas we require people who 
will delve into broadoasts no matter what language it is, and therefore 
the language capability is not essentiel. 

Several years ago for the very first time we threw open job applications 
to the public by advertising, in the British national press and in typioal 
journals, hoping that there would be some dxers who would be suitable if 
they wished to take up their hobby as a profession. In the first instance 
we had nearly two hundred inquiries, amongst whioh was a good sprinkling 
of dxers, and eventuallly we did chose a dxer. He is very keen, and some 
of his keenness has washed off on to the other members of the team, too. 
It takes a good, ail around chap who will stick at it and be very, very ' 
patient in his searching, because the work can be extremely'boring. But. 
on the other hand, it can be very rewarding, although your rewards corne 
so infrequently. Ifs mainly hard graft of preparing schedules, listening 
out, checking announcements, and seeing that ail the frequencies that are 
announced have been oheoked. The main qualification.is an aptitude to do 
the job. l'm sure that when any vàcancies ocour, if there are dxers 
applying, ifs going to be awfully difficult to décidé who would make 
the best research monitor. But we do have three dxers on the staff, 
those who have ohanged from a hobby to a profession. It can be done. 
With training. It takes a little time to alter it, but the main 
attributes are the aptitude and the will to do the job. 

-You're not afraid that they are going to search for a fifteen watt 
outfit in Mongolie rather than listen to those scheduled broadoasts that 
you want them to listen to? 

-I don't mind it; I wouldn't mind if they did, because a lot of the 
schedules of the very low-powered stations are so infrequently updated 
that if these were winkled out from ail the noise that goes on these 
days, well, certainly this would be appreoiated. 

-Mr. Weston, thank-you very muoh for spending some time with us on 
DX Jukebox.

ANCIENT HISTORY Radio Rambllngs "by "Jaoe" from PRACTICAL WIRELESS 25 March 1933 
I see it has been suggested by a well-known musical composer that spécial music will 

have to be written for broadeasting purposes. His theory is that under présent conditions 
it is quite impossible for elther transmitter or reoeiver to do justice to the range of 
frequencies enoompassed by exlsting musical scores. Of course, there is muoh truth to this, 
espeolally slnoe the frequenoy séparation of the main European transmltters is only 9 kilo- 
cycles. This makes it impossible to take full use of musical frequencies exceeding h.5 
kc/s for any other than "local" réception. Nevertheless, I think that we shall find it a more 
acceptable problem to devise means of allowlng a wider station séparation rather than to 
narrow down our harmonie range." 

The above was submltted by Charlle Wooten who notes that if the WARC 79 oan't solve 
wider station séparation, then we will continue to have the same problems as that of kk years 
ago. Refinements in reoelvers ensure good musical réception, but with the narrow séparation 
between stations on S¥, it is kind of difficult to enjoy music at 1.5 kHz bandwidth! 
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SHORTWAVE PORTABLES; THREE THIRD-GENERATION 
PORTABLES SETS TESTEE 

by LARRY MAGNE 
Ever since the shortwave portion of the radio spectrum was found to be the médium of 

choice for international broadcasting, serious shortwave listeners and DX buffs have been 
stuck with portables lacking in performance generally available in fixed communications 
receivers. 

The first génération of portables consisted of tube sets designed around WW II, such 
as the lumbering but rugged Andréa and Zenith units. About a half dozen manufacturers 
competed for this market in the 1940s, but with the popularizatioii of télévision and the 
growing compétition from other forms of entertainment, the shortwave radio market diminished. 

The second génération of portables were essentially first génération sets with 
transistorized circuitry. From the late 1950s until fairly recently, transistor shortwave 
sets from pocket midgets to suitcase-sized giants have been widely available, but not 
notably popular — informed estimâtes put the number in the U.S. at under 12 million. 

"Although second génération sets were well suited to battery opération, they share basic 
circuit designs abandoned sihce the early 1960s by communications receiver manufacturers. 

The third génération appeared in the early 1970s, when the South African Barlow-Wadley 
XCR-30 appeared unexpectedly. Despite production, design, and marketing shortcomings, 
the XCR-30 was an instant success among serious SWLs and traveling DXers. Unlike second 
génération sets, it reflected a fresh approach to shortwave portable receiver design, 
utilizing concepts originally developed at the esteemed RACAL communications firm in Britain. 
Frequencies, formerly guessed at, could now be read directly and accurately from the 
backlash-free tuning dial. Sensitivity was excellent, selectivity good, and there was a 
pleasant absence of image and similar intemall^r-generated interférences. 

The Japanese finally came out with their own third génération shortwave portables in 
1976, and in so doing fueled a SWL buying spree in that country. Only recently, after 
they could satisfy domestic demand, have these sets entered the North American market. 

On May 15, Paçasonic/Matsushita formally introduced into the American portable radio 
market a $150 third generaticn shortwave receiver, the RF-2200. It competes in many ways 
with the recently-introduced Sony ICF-5900W (reviewed in the March FRENDX) and the 
established Barlow-Wadley XCR-30. 

The RF-2200 is a double-conversion superhet with linear readout on ail bands, MW, SW, 
and FM. This results from its using not the usual electronic VF0, but rather a network of 
nylon réduction gears to drive the main tuning capacitor. This mechanical approach to fine 
tuning produces some sloppiness, but nonetheless drift is acceptable for AM signal recepticn. 

The RF-2200 controls are sensibly, laid out and straightforward, except the S-meter and 
tuning knob (singular—there is no VFÔ) are calibrated "backwards", that is the meter pins 
left instead of right, and the tuning dial increases frequency clockwise instead of counter- 
clockwise. The controls are thankfully well lit for use in darkness. Cabinet design is 
modish Army surplus ugly — no better or worse than the compétition. Audio tone is good, the 
best of the lot, and the bass/treble controls are adequately flexible for proper response 
on MW, SW, or FM. Although lacking a firm carrying handle, it cornes with a rugged woven 
nylon strap that performs nicely and takes little weight or space. Panasonic offers an 
optional ($35«45) RD-9820 antenna/ground system, which includes what appears to be a pi-filter 
tuning network (a la "Joymatch"); although it was not evaluated, it suggests the RF-2200 is 
designed to adapt to a variety of antenna designs. The RF-2200 works perfectly well with 
the built-in antennas, but the RD-9820 may be of interest as an antenna kit for communications 
receiver ownwers; order from Panasonic Consumer Parts Division, Box 1457, Secaucus NJ 07094. 

Inside, the RF-2200 is roomy and sensible. Removal of the front and rear panels is 
easily accomplished, revealing a well-labeled circuit board easily détachable from the 
center frame section. By transistor portable» standards, it is both serviceable and 
tempting for homebrew improvements — in market contrast with the cramped Sony ICF-5900W. 

Although the all-linear readout is not capitalized upon in the RF-2200s FM band, it 
is put to good use in the MW band, where readout is often to the nearest 10 kHz channel. 
Coupled with excellent overall MW performance, plus a variable "Gyro" ferrite MW antenna, 
it makes a first rate MW DX portable. FM performance is similarly excellent — more stations 
can be flushed out with the RF-2200 using its built-in whip antenna than can be with a 
Mclntosh 1700 fed by a fixed outdoor antenna! 

Shortwave performance is similar to that of the ^ony ICF-5900W. The detailed table of 
performance allows the consumer to concentrate on those aspects of performance that are 
most relevant. For example, the XCR-30 is most prone to overload, the ICF-5900W the least 
so, making the Sony a safer bet for use in Europe. Selectivity for DXing is no prize on any 
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of the portables tested, but NRC's Grant Manning devised a solution which claims to enhance 
the selectivity of the XCR-30 (see NRG Bulletin 14 June 1975)• 

As a rough guide, the portables are ranked in order of preference as follows; 
For Tropical Band DXers - XGR-30, IGF-5900W, RF-2200 
For traveling SWLsîDXers - ICF-590CW, RF-2200, XCR-30 
For Casual or Expatriate SWLs (non-technical) - XGR-30, ICF-5900W, RF-2200 
For globe trotting SW monitors - ICF-5900W» RF-2200, XCR-30 
For seafaring DXers/SWLs - RF-2200, IGF-59OCW (XCR-30 inappropriate for réception of 

WWV/VfWVH's marine forecasts) 
Freshman DXers - RF-2200, XCR-30, IGF-5900W 
For backyard DXers/SWLs - RF-2200, ICF-5900W, XGR-30 
For hams, UTE DXers - XCR-30, ICF-5900W, RF-2200 
MW/FM DXers - RF-2200, ICF-59OOW, XGR-30. 
There are shortcomings in the RF-2200. The low end coverage limit of 3«^ MHz borders 

on teasing; another 0.26 MHz would have allowed for 90 metre band coverage. The SW band 
switch has cross talk from adjacent bands. The ceramic filter has wide skirt selectivity, 
even in the "narrow" setting. The carrying strap sometimes interfères with the "Gyro" MW 
antenna. The built-in AC converter is only 115 V rather than the 115/230 V one would 
expect in an international receiver. The S-meter is the worst of the lot, "pinning" on 
Andean milliwats. It lacks a schematic. and the "Gyro" antenna créâtes RF puise noises as 
it is rotated, the resuit of a bearing locking into dimples. 

In summary, the Panasonic RF-2200 représents an excellent value — probably the best 
in general-coverage DX radio. Both the Panasonic and Sony are available at local retail 
stores or, reportedly, by mail from the following discounters:

can really do this, ail it takes is a fat wallet or an engineering degree. For those 
with the fat wallet, Gilfers is soon going to market a frequency counter for use with most 
receivers. I am not sure what it will cost, but I think about $200, I tried one out in 
November and I would have taken out a loan ^ight then to buy one, if a bank would have let 
me in the door. 

For those with engineering knowhow, P0PULAR ELECTRONICS recently had an article des- 
cribing a digital frequency readout for most shortwave receiveB. You could buy a kit for 
about $110. The article was in the February issue. For those who only could work as a 
technician or maybe just those active in electronics, the 1976 Electronic Expérimenter's 
Handbook has a circuit for a very good crystal oscillator. This little toy works from a 
battery and oscilates at 100 to 1 kHz frequency spaces. 

Now for ail the beginners who do not know their transistor from their imbristor, and 
only go to banks to take money out, Radio Shack sells a crystal oscillator for under $5* It 
is only a 100 kHz oscillator, but it is better than nothing. If you have a little more money, 
Gilfer sells as oscillator that is better, but still reasonably priced. Now for a few loggings

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GOIKG ON A PICNIC THESUMMER? TAKE YOUR REGEIVEE ALONG! ! 
by Charles A. Wootten 

Most interesting results can often be obtained by taking a receiver away from its normal 
surroundings. If you live in a big city, you will almost certainly find that the performance 
of your receiver is far better when you take it away from the confines of houses and streets. 
Apart- from these considérations, a great deal of enjoyment can be obtained from listening to 
rare DX under out-of-doors conditions. Take your recçiver with you when you go off in the 
car, and you will have a pleasant companion to provide you with entertainment when more 
active occupations begin to flag. 

When you pack up the receiver, do not forget that you must take an antenna and ground 
system for it as well. If you do not have batteries for your set, then a simple DC to AC 
converter that plugs into the cigarette lighter will provide pleanty of power for your needs. 
But, an antenna you must have, and a last-moment makeshift with odd bits of wire is rarely 
satisfactory. Even the receiver with a built-in antenna will have a wider range, and will 
give improved signal strength with the addition of an extemal antenna and a ground connection 

Here then, is the equipment you will need. It will not require much préparation before 
you start. A 50 ft. or even 100 ft. length of antenna wire (your choice), a broomstick or 
stake 5 to 6 ft. long, pointed at one end, 3 or 4 yards of stout string, two wooden pegs, 
and a large claspknife. If you cannot lay your hands on the last-named item, a large meat 
skewer or similar métal spike will do. A passive antenna tuner would be a luxury item, but 
is not really necessary. This list provides for every emergency. In practice you will be 
able to dispense with one or more of the components, according to the conditions in the 
places where you have your picnic. 

The diagram at the bottom of the page shows how you arrange your antenna and ground, 
using ail the parts mentioned (except the tuner). In this way you can put up an excellent 
temporary antenna in open country, when there are no trees or posts handy. Proceed as 
follows to erect the antenna, Ghoose the spot for the receiver and put a peg in the ground 
close to it. Attach one end of the antenna wire to this peg, leaving a spare foot or two 
of antenna to reach the antenna terminal of the receiver. Run the antenna wire out to its 
full length, secure the free end of it to the broomstick or stake, push the pointed end into 
the ground, knock in the second peg in a dead straight line with the antenna, and guy the 
stake to it with the string. So long as the staying peg is truly in line with the antenna, 
it will hold up the "mast" quite safely without extra pegs at the sides, unless, of course, 
there is a very strong wind. 

The ground lead is a yard of the same material as the antenna wire. Connect one end 
of this to the ground terminal of the receiver. Take the clasp knife and open the smaller 
blade, wind the other end of the wire around it, and close the blade on the wire. The large 
blade pushed well into the ground will give you a ground connection which, under most condit- 
ions, will prove quite satisfactory. In very dry weather, dampen the soil around the knife, 
if you have water to spare! 

A long, low antenna of this kind is, to some extent, directional, To get the best results 
from a given station, arrange the antenna so that it points directly away from the station, 
You will hardly be able to find the accurate direction without a map and compass, but even | 
an approximation will help. Similarly, if interférence is bad from one station, place the 
antenna at right angles to an imaginary line between your position and the station. Of course, 
if the wanted and unwanted stations lie in the same direction or in opposite directions, you 
must simply do the best you can by careful tuning. 

The antenna system as illustrated need only be used in its entirety in an open situation. 
You can do much better than this with the same equipment, if conditions are favorable. You 
can raise the far end of the antenna by fi ig to a convenient tree. Tie the string to the 
antenna wire, and one of the pegs to the end of the string, and sling the peg up over the 
highest limb you can reach. Again, you will usually find it better, especially on shortwave, 
if you put the receiver itself not on the ground, but in your car or on a box or table. 

There are many variations for the ground connection. On sandy soil, where it is 
difflcult to make a good connectbn with a short spike in the ground, driving the knife, with 
the lead attached, into the trunk of a tree will often help; the roots of the tree spread 
out over a wide area, and the sap is a sufficiently good conductor for the purpose.

The antenna System instalied at its hlghest peroh above my roof wasob- 
viously the most preferred, and it did perrorm Its best In that position. 
However, the signal strength (S of the SIliPO measurement ) was not increas- 
ed. The most remarkable différence was in the greatly reduced noise ratio. 
If the reader wlll oonslder for a moment the Importance of low noise 
figures, he wlll soon realize how that is what he should most deslre. A 
weak signal lost in high noise is useless, but the same strength signal 
heard in low amblent noise becomes listenable. This is the observation 
I made with the DA-100. Station signal strengths did not differ appreol- 
ably, but the noise levels observed as I raoved the antenna System from 
ground level to high above my roof did differ reraarkably. Where before 
I could barely dlscern neweomer Surinam on '4779 KHz in the "mud" (noise) 
at ground level, it became listenable and distlngulshable into several 
recognizably différent languages when the antenna was above my roof. There- 
fore, it is reasonable to advooate installation of antennas as high as 
possible. 

For technlcal readers, the followlng graphoanalysis will be of high in- 
terest. It is roughly the same as the graph provided in the spécification 
sheet provided for the DA-100. I found it to be reasonably accurate for 
SWBC listenlng purposes. Note that the spécifications claim equity with 
a 100 foot antenna at every point above 0, except where figures fall off 
sharply below 100 KHz and above 25 MHz, My illustration differsvery 
sllghtly between 1 MHz and 20 KHz in that my observations show a slower 
rate of gain inorease. HcKay-Dymek's original trace is lllustrated by a 
dotted line. We aren't quibbllng,since we had only 60' of antenna up.

In the above illustration, one can see that the DA-100 system instalied 
as the author described provides a higher gain than a 100-foot antenna 
instalied at the same helght. At 3 MHz a gain of 3 dB was reallzed. At 
10 MHz a gain of 7 dB was reallzed. And, at 21 MHz a gain of 9 dB was 
reallzed. 

Each recelver was tested for approxlmately 15 minutes each durlng periods 
of warm and cold, durlng clear and ralny weather, and durlng différent 
parts of the day, and durlng the nlght. 

The antenna System was not made to work with the Sony ICF-5900W and I 
gave up the attempt. A number of severe cross-modulation Images were 
generated and could not be resolved due to antenna misraatchlng. The Sony 
input is high impedence and the DÀ-lOO is 50 Ohms. 

Use with the very sensitlve PRG-7 was trlcky. Be sure that the full 
length of ooaxlal cable is used. Also, the DA-100 may generate sorae 
cross-modulation probleras, but I escaped much of this by uslng the FRG-7 
broadeast antenna Inputs, and there was still rreat performance. 

The DA-100 system lends itself adralrably to use with the SX-190 and the 
R-390 receivers, both of whlch have more sophlstlcated RF gain control 
Systems than the FRG-7. 

As mentloried earller, this author is satlsfled to retaln the antenna he 
tested, purchaslng it for hls own use'. Wlthout even looking to see, I 
can almost guess that the design is nearly slmllar to the active-antenna 
described in Radio Nederland's antenna Information. 

Prlce for the DA-100 remains at $125.00. Expensive? Yes! But,  
IMPORTANT NOTIGEtl MoKay-Dymek eeoently announoed that +^6 revision to the circuit of the 
BA-100 antenna nécessitâtes an inorease in prioe. The DA-100 antenna system is reported 
to be $196.00. Although the antenna performs well as I described, I cannot justify the
