KEEPING UP WITH THE LATINS 
by Jerry Berg, Lexington, 

At some point In hls hobby oareer just about every DXer takes a spécial look at Latin 
On the one hand, America. By any standard, DXlng Central and South America is enlgmatlc _ 

this^area offers the DXer more potentlal DX targets than any other part of the world.- 
Almoèt every country boasts a long list of public and private shortwave stations, from 
the professional city broadcasters to low-powered local stations high in the Andes or deep 
in the jungles of the, Interlor. Thelr relatlvely low power makes many of these stations 
real DX, yet their proxlmlty to the United States causes their signais to be relatlvely 
well.heard. 

But Latin American DXing is by no means easy. Broadcasts are almost exclusively in 
Spanish or, in Brazil, Portugese. English is rarely heard. Programming often features 
local music which, to the untrained ear, may seem relatlvely homogeneous and offer few 
dues to station location. Wlthout some knowledge of the language, ad strlngs and other 
rapld-flre announcements are llkewise diffioult to declpher. In addition, the large 
number of these stations operating at 5 kHz intervais throughout the tropical bands makes 
the capability of acourate frequency measurement especially useful in order that logglng 
may be narrowed to a few possibilities. Finally, the highly erratic vérification policies 
of these stations means that obtaining QSLs will often require unusual perseverance. 
Reports must be wrltten in Spanish or Portuguese, maklng the already diffioult problem 
of providlng accurate and complété program détails even more oompllcated, and the sparslty 
of returns dictâtes repeated follow ups. 

Taken together, these factors tend to dlscourage many DXers, particularly those who, 
llke myself, llke to have a QSL to show for thelr DXlng efforts but lack elther the tlme 
or détermination to write large numbers of forelgn language reports. Yet, to Ignore these 
stations deprives one of the opportunlty to learn this important aspect of the hobby, 
in practlcal terms it is also oounterproductive to the development of a detalled worklng 
knowledge of the tropical bands. and this in turn makes the identification of non-Latin 
stations xn these bands that much more diffioult. 

How to DX Latin America, have some tangible results for your efforts, and still have 
txme left for other DX_and maybe even the wlfe and klds? My answer has been to start a 
library of taped identifications of Latin American stations. I started dolng this about 
tmree years ago and I now have a collection of almost three hundred such Identifications. 
The process of taping IDs has not only ylelded many hours of enjoyable DX, but has vastlv 
xncreased my knowledge of Latin American DXlng and the tropical bands in général. 

The projeot requlres llttle in the way of spécial techniques or préparation, but a few 
comments might be helpful. Uslng a reel-to-reel recorder 1s best, as it permlts edltlng 
and assembling of the separate taped segments into long playlng tapes. It is a good Idea 
to keep the reoorder operating at ail times while you are DXing. Even if you are lust 
tuning around, turn it on - - you never know when you might corne aoross somethlng 
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interesting. This is a good rule for any DX session, but it is especially important 
when you are seeking IDs. It goes without saying that you should patch directly from 
receiver to recorder in order to get the best possible recording. Don't use a microphone. 
Utilize whatever recording speed produces the best quality recording on your recorder. On 
mine it is 7.5 inches per second. 

Because of the fréquent changes in stations, slogans and frequencies in Latin America, 
it is important that you continually supplément your World Radio Handbook with up-to-date 
station information. Club bulletins, such as FRENDX, are indispensable for this purpose. 
Bulletins which list loggings by country are also useful. The Danish Shortwave Club's 
International Bulletin, SHORTWAVE NEWS, is helpful in that in addition to member's 
loggings it has a^spécial Latin American section which carries Latin updates to the WRTH. 
The DSWGI Tropical Bands Survey is also a must. The more such current information you can 
gather, the tetter. Whichever sources you use, keep a book, arranged by hour, in which 
you enter those Latin stations which others are hearing. such a book - - which most 
experienced DXers keep anyway - - is very important when it cornes to Latin DXing because 
there are so many stations to keep track of. It will help you make the most of your DX 
time when you sit down to listen. 

I like to make the recordings at sign-on or sign-off whenever possible, since that is 
when the most complété ID can be heard. This usually means listening either late at 
niê^t early in the mornirig' Being an early riser I do most of my Latin DXing in the early AM at varions times between 0800 and 1200 GMT, depending on the season. I have 
found that signais are usually better in the morning, although they tend to fade fairly 
quickly. Most DXers would probably prefer nighttime listening, however, and indeed many 
stations can only be heard at that time. 

The taped segments range from one to several minuites. I try to include part of the 
national anthem or tuning signal if one is heard, plus some of the music played, if any. 

then splice the recording, preceded by a leader containing the station name and date, 
time and frequency of réception, onto a seven inch reel containing the recordings from 
that particular région. When the reel is full, I préparé an index to it, showing for each 
segment the same^information that is on the leader. I also keep a separate book arranged 
y country, listing each station heard and the reel and segment number where it can be 

x ound. 

+ or, l haVe fT1<? ^hls an interesting approach to Latin American DXing. At présent I have ten tapes containing Latin IDs. When the DX doldrums set in, it is ïun to iSen to â 
tape and rellve pst DX experlenoes from a particular area. T also flnd that the prospect 
of hearing additlonal stations and keeping my tape library up-to-date causes me to 
raaintain a continuing familiarity with and interest in Latin American DXing. In addition 
the général knowledge of the bands which results from long hours at the dlals searchinv '

What does the nomenclature R-BQOA/hrr t+ ^ j 
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device is a receiver (as opposed to T, for example, which would indicate that the 
device is a transmitter); "390" indicatës that the device is at least the 390th model 
of receiver designed for the U.S. military; "A" indicatës that the device incorporâtes 
a major modification or modifications into the original design, the R-390. The "URR" 
indicatës that the device is a complété set in itself, and is a universal radio receiver. 

There are two technical manuals available for the 390A. One is the U.S. Army TM 11- 
856A, also knovm by the newer number TM 11-5820-358-35• The other is the U.S. Navy 096?- 
063-2010. These may be obtained for around $16.00 from Sam S. Consalvo, 7218 Roanne Drive, 
Washington, DC 20021, or from Fair Radio Sales Co., Inc., 1016 East Eurêka Street, Lima, 
Ohio 45802, or from other dealers in surplus military communications equipment. If 
obtained from another source, ascertain that the two large, foldout schematics (near the 
back cover) are présent in the technical manual; otherwise the value of the manual is 
reduced—especially if you or another has to perform troubleshooting on the 390A. 

The 390A was designed by Gollins Radio Company, as was its predecessor, the R-390, and 
was built ca. 1957-1960 on contract by AMELCO, Electronics Assistance Corp., Impérial 
Electronics Inc., Motorola, Stewart-Warner, and possibly some others. Some claim that 
there is a différence among them, but it is minimal, as they were ail built to meet the 
same MILSPBC requirements, and assemblies are generally interchangeable among 390As built 
by varying manufacturers (but not always, some modifications have been authorized). I have 
not seen any significant différences among the 390As built by varying manufacturers. 

The 390A is built very sturdily, which is an advantage for one who gives his receiver 
heavy usage. The weight of the receiver is a disadvantage, however, to some. It is 
a flexible receiver, of immédiate utility to the MW and SW BC DXer, the SWL, the utility 
DXer, and the ham. 

The 390A weighs some 75 Ibs. without a mounting cabinet. With a mounting cabinet, it 
welghs 84 to 88 Ibs. Some cabinet types which will accommodate the 390A are the CY-979A 
and the CY-4516A/S. Spectronics, Inc., 1009 Garfield, Oak Park, Illinois 60304, has a 
cabinet which will accommodate the 390A for about $15.00. If you are intending to 
purchase a 390A, ascertain whether you are physically capable of carrying it. 

The dimensions of the 390A are (l) 10 7/l6 inches from top to bottom of the front 
panel (somewhat less at the rear panel), (2) 19 inches across the front panel, (3) 18^ 
inches horizontally between mounting holes, and (4) 14 5/8 inches from front panel to rea 
Panel, (not including 1 7/16 Inches projection of the two vertical front panel handles on 
each side. 

Except for the antenna trimmer, and the varions trimmer capacitors used for alignment 
throughout the 390A, there are none of the usual variable capacitors used for tuning in 
the 390A that are found in the more common communications receivers. Instead, inductors 
tuned by ferrite slugs positioned by racks and cams, accomplish the tuning in the 390A. 
The variable frequency oscillator (abbreviated VFO, called the permeability tuned oscillato 
PTO- in Collins receivers), which is tuned by the KIL0CYCLE CHANGE control at the 390A 
front panel, is tuned by such a variable inductor. The 390A,s excellent tuning linearity 
and tracking may be attributed to this usage of variable inductors for tuning. 
Power Requirements. The 390A may be operated from 115 VAC or 230 VAC, 50 or 60 Hz mains, 
by operating a voltage changeover switch located on the power supply subassembly. It is 
therefore not easily adaptable to portable or emergency opération away from mains power, 
without a generator or dynamotor. 
Breakdown. The 390A consists of six subassemblies, which may be removed from the main fram 
for trouble-shooting and repair. These ares 

1. The IF subassembly 
2. The AF subassembly 
3. The VFO subassembly 
4. The Power Supply subassembly 
5» The RF subassembly 
6. The crystal oscillator subassembly. 

Trouble-shootinf^ Trouble-shooting the 390A ls simple or dlffloult, dependlog malnly on 
the degree of traming and experlence of the technlolan. Uslng the technical manual, , v . :  0  wx me . using rne tecnnical manual, simple signal generator, and a Volt-Ohm meter (capable of readine to 600 VAC, 700 VDC 
and 1 megohm), one should be able to locale and repair the greatest majorlty of the 
problems likely to be encountered in the 390A. 
Rgpalr parts. Repair parts, depending on their ratlngs and dimension::, may be more or less 
ai licuit to obtaln. The more common components, such as resistors, capacitors, chokes, 
an crystals are readily available from eleotronlc parts retailers or through mail order 
houses. Other items, such as transformers (AF, IF, and BF), potted capacitors, tuning slii 
and meters^ are more difficult to acqulre and may have to be ordered from a dealer who 
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If replacements are required, the mechanical filters are a definite 1iability, because 
olllns Radio Company quotes $150 per mechanical fllter In single-lot quantifies. 
ube Complément. The 390A uses vacuum-tube clrouitry throughout. The tube complément 
onsists of: one 0A2 voltage regulatorî three 6AK6; three 6C4; one 6DC6; two 2625: two 
654/6AK5î six 57lt9/6BA6! six 5814 (nearest non-HILSTRIP équivalent 1s the 12AU7WA) ; and 
me 3TF7 ballast tube. The 3TF7 is no longer readlly available, and may be dlrectly 
ubstltuted by the 3TF4 (or 3HTF4, which 1s the same type tube), available from parts 
tores, or from the author. The other types are more readlly available. 

The U.S. Navy ordered a fleld change that changed the 26Z5 rectifier tubes throughout 
he fleet wlth solld state slllcon rectiflers. The same modification can be performed 
ly the DXer on hls/her receiver. Two diodes are required for this modification, and 
,he PTG205 diode (1000 P.I.V., 500 mA) wlll serve (available from Radio Shack as 
N 276-1114). Otherwise, any other diode of 1000 P.I.V., 500 mA, rating should serve 
qually well.

6. ANTENNA TRIM is rather critical in an environment of strong signais within the band 

•f interest; especially the mediumwave band, where signal intensities of volts may be 
ncountered. Misadjustment of this control in such an environment may cause intermodulation 
istortion and cross modulation, but it is not difficult to adjust. 
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13» AGC (time constants) FAST, MEDIUM, and SLOW AGC time constants settings bave 
respecitve time constants of 0.015f 0.3t cind 5 seconds. The first is very useful as it 
permits rapid response at the carrier meter to subaudible hétérodynes (carrier beats). The 
second would ordinarily be used for tuning around the band(s). The third time constant 
is very useful, on shortwave, for leveling the rapid fluctuations of AGC due to fluttery 
received signais, for imporved intelligibility. It is equally useful, on mediumwave, for 
listenlng to crowded channals, especially the "graveyard" local, class-IV channels. 
Using that time constant, the very rapid flutter and the noise associated with phase 
cancellations of the dominant carriers on a channel (by which, ordinarily, the AGC 
would allow the receiver gain to rise, while sidebands remain at relatively constant 
levels, producing the distortion of double-sideband, reduced carrier as received on an 
AM receiver) is very nearly eliminated. 

14. LIMITER, The 390A limiter is as effective as any other limiter, plus the clipping 
threshold (both positive and négative thresholds are adjusted simultanéously by the limiter 
control) can be varied continuously from off to -20 dB. Nevertheless, the U.S. Army Signal 
Corps would have been much better advised, when determining what spécifications to order 
in the design contract to Collins, to have specified a noise blanker rather than a limiter. 
This is the achilles heel of the 390A. 

15. CARRIER LEVEL meter. The 390A carrier meter is referenced to 0 dB, which is 
équivalent to 2 microvolts. 

16. LINE LEVEL meter. The line meter is calibrated from -20 to +3 VU (volume units), 
the VU being equal to 1 milliwatt (l mW) across 600 ohms. When read in conjunction 
with the line meter level selector switch, it permits adjustment of the line audio 
channel output from -30 to +13 VU. 

20. PHCHES jack. This requlres interface with headsets of 600 ohms or more. 
Two milliwatts of audio power is available at the phones jack, but by bridging terminais 
6 and 8 of TB102 at the rear panel of the 39OA (Local Audio and Phones), the full 500 mW 
audio output of the local audio channel is available at the phenes jack. 

21. OVENS on/off. When operating the 390A with ovens on (these ovens are located 
at the VFO and at the 2nd crystal oscillator), a half-hour warmup perlod is required for 
full stability. However, the stability advantage of operating the 39OA with ovens 
energi^ed is minimal unless the 390A is to be operated in colder than normal ambient temps. 

24b. ANTENNA (unbalanced). This is the usual connection to the antenna. A type 
UG-709/U (type "c") conjiector is required for this connection. A static discharge and 
RF voltage limiting protection circuit bridges the unbalanced antenna input to ground. 
This protection is lacking at the balanced antenna input. When Connecting a balanced 
outdoor antenna (such as a dipole) to the 390A, use of a balun transformer is recommended 
to permit connection to the unbalanced antenna input, in order to dérivé some protection 
from the input discharge circuit. Of course, always disconnect an outdoor antenna from 
any receiver when it is not in use and during local thunderstorms. 

25f. DIODE LOAD. An external audio amplifier may be bridged between the diode load 
terminais and ground, via a 0.1 microfarad, 600 VDG paper capacitor, inserted in sériés 
with the hot lead, in order to bypass the 390A,s internai audio amplifiers. The audio 
output of the 390A,s internai local and line audio channels generate distortion and 
?n^fe4Shift ' 311(1 while the resulting audio is satisfactory for communications work, the 390A is capable of excellent fidelity when utilizing its 16 kHz bandwidth and an external 
audio amplifier. When so connected, the 390A local and line gain controls will not control 
the volume at the external amplifier.

Stabllitv. No deflnite spécifications for overall stablllty are called out in TM 11-5820-

Strong signal handling capability. Thls 1s abillty to receive weak or strong signais wlth- 
out intermodulation dlstortlon or cross modulation, when an intense signal or intense 
signais are présent on adjacent ohannels. The 390A has very good strong signal handling 
capability, the best that I have observed in any recelver that I have operated, although 
there may be better receivers in this respect. The strong signal handling capability is 
of crucial Importance to the MWBC DXer who résides in an aroa of Intense MVI signais, and 
only somewhat less so to the SWBC DXer, 
Image Reiection. I have observed no images in the 390A in either the MW or SW bands, 
desplte attempts to induoe them. Thls is partlally due to the use of three tuned RF 
stages ahead of the first mixer below 8 MHz. At 1 MHz, the image frequenoy is 35 MHz, 
and at 7 MHz it is 41 MHz. Above 8 MHz, the 390A is dual conversion. At 8 MHz the image 
frequenoy is 14 MHz; at 16 MHz it is 22 MHz; at 31 MHz it is 37 MHz. It is oonsidered 
likely that Images at about -70 dB can be observed by someone who has a signal generator, 
the out put of whloh is oallbrated. If anyone who can perform an image measurement on a 
390A wlll advise me, I will inolude the results with a sequel to thls revlew. 
Frequencv conversion scheme. The 390A tunes from 500 kHz to 32000 kHz in six bands. 
These bands are tuned in 1 MHz spreads (except the first band of 500 to 1000 kHz), anA 
the resulting superficial appearance is that it tunes in 30 1-MHz bands and one 500 kHz 
band. These bands oonsist of 2 to 1 tuning spreads, and are (l) 500-1000 kHz; (2) 1000- 
2000 kHz; (3) 2000-4000 kHz; (4) 4000-8000 kHz; (5) 8000-16000 kHz; and (6) 16000-32000 kHz. 

Below 8 MHz, the signal frequenoy is addltlvely mlxed with a crystal-controlled, .local 
osoillator frequenoy of 17 MHz to yleld a first, variable IF frequenoy of 17500-25000 kHz. 
Thls variable IF frequency is then subtractlvely mlxed with one of elght frequencles 
generated by a second crystal-controlled local oscillator. The résultant is a second 
variable IF frequency of 3000 to 2000 kHz. Thls is subtractlvely mlxed with a frequency 
of 3455 to 2455 kHz generated by the VFO, to yleld a 455 kHz fIxed-frequency IF, whlch 
is then processed in the typical manner. 

Above 8 MHz, the first mixer and the 1? MHz crystal oscillator are bypassed, and the 
signal frequency is fed directly into a mixer, where it is mixed subtractlvely with one 
of 24 frequencies generated by the second crystal oscillator, after which the frequency 
conversion scheme is identical to the $00 to 8000 kHz scheme. 

The six bands, the first crystal oscillator, and the frequency of the second crystal 
oscillator, are selected by the MEGACYCLE CHANGE control. The frequency of the tuned RF 
signal circuits, of the first variable-frequency IF tuned circuits, and of the second 
variable-frequency IF tuned circuits, are differentially controlled by the MEGACYCLE 
CHANGE and the KILOCYGLE CHANGE controls. The VFO frequency is directly controlled by 
the KILOCYGLE CHANGE control. 
Frequency calibration. The 390A frequency readout is numerically calibrated at 1 kHz 
intervais, with intermediate markings at 200 Hz intervais. When properly calibrated at 
the nearest 100 kHz calibration point, errors of plus or minus 150 Hz maximum were observed 
against exactly known frequencies in a typical 390A. The 390A uses a unique, odometer- 
type, Veeder-Root, numerical counter. The left two digits are driven by the MEGACYCLE 
CHANGE control, and représent MHz and tens of MHz. The right three digits are driven by 
the KILOCYGLE CHANGE control, and represent kHz, tens of kHz, and hundreds of kHz. 
Calibration procédure. Calibration is effected by setting the 390A readout to an exact 
100 kHz calibration and by setting the FONCTION switch to CAL. This disconnects the 
antenna from the receiver front end and tums on the 100 kHz calibration generator which 
generates a calibration point at every 100 kHz interval from 500 kHz to 32000 kHz. Then 
the BFO PITCH control is set to "0", and the BF0 is energized. Then the ZERO ADJUST 
control is tightened down. This disengates the VFO from the frequency readout. The 
KILOCYGLE CHANGE control is manipulated for a zéro beat. The ZERO ADJUST control is then 
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loosened up, the FUNCTION swltch 1s retumed to AGC (or MGC), and the set 1s thereby 
calibrated. This should be perfomed whenever the 390A is ohanged from one MHz range 
to another, If exact frequenoy reàdout Is desired. Otherwlse, there may be a resldual 
error of up to 2 kHz when passing from one MHz range to another. 
Priées• Prloes oharged for 390As vary, depending on whether the Indlvidual set is 
purohased through a prlvate sale, or from the commercial market. A minimum prloe of 
$400 to $450 for a 390A in a private sale is possible. Fair Radio Sales of Lima, Ohio 
(see^address in the referenoe to teohnloal manuals) has 390As avallable for $400 "repalr- 
able", and $550 "ohecked". Bill Slep, P. 0. Box 100, Otto, North Carolina 28763, sells 
390As at prices beginning at about $550 and progresslng aooording to condition. Dames 
nnmiinin1f>a+Irmc T n c^.u 1*  *r il . t . .. ,   ' . o o —- — uç.ic00AJ15 j-ng lo uoiiaixion, uaineS Lomraunicaticais Systems, 10 Schuyler Ave, North Arlington, New Jersey 07032, has 390As 
beginning at about $650 and progressing to about $1000 for a new set (which price is 
reasonable, see the Dames ad on page 215 of WRTH 77).

QSL 
QSL - WHERE ARE Y0U? 
by Dale Bohlke, St. Louis Park, 

For many shortwave listeners, collecting QSLs is a fascinating part of their hobby. 
The challenge of attentive listening and the anticipation of receiving a card from that 
distant country is also pleasurable to me. But am I doing an adéquate job of reporting? 
Are my détails too vague? What type of retum should I expect from my réception reports? 

To attempt to answer this I reviewed the scoreboard section of the August FRENDX and 
made some interesting tabulâtions. 

The group was arbitrarily divided into three sections: The upper 40 reporters, the 
middle 50, and the lower 40 reporters. Only countries heard and verified were used in 
tabulation since some people are less active in pursuing QSLs from each station they hear. 

Results: % verified 
Top 40 75 
Mid 50 - 68 
Lower 40 71 
Overall about 71$ 

I would have expected the more experienced DXer to be more efficient. The middle^group 
was much lower and the lower group had a greater percentage than I expected. On the 
basis of this data, I think it is reasonable to expect about 70 percent vérification 
of those countries reported to. If your results are better, you are doing very wellî 
If your results are significantly lower, there are several possible reasons, among these 
are ; 

1. Are you sending insufficient or inaccurate data? 
2. Are you writing legible reports? 
3. Is your return address complété? 
Many shortwave stations will send instructions for a good réception report at your 

request. Remember you are providing a service to the station when you provide accurate, 
detailed information about réception in your area. As a courtesy they are sendine: you 
a QSL.

ETLF-RVOG GOSPEL RADIO SHUTDOWN-HV0G 

The following article appeared In the October 1977 issue of ONE WORLD, the officiai 
magazine of the World Council of Ohurches and was sent to SWC by David Felty of 
Wilmington, 0H. David remarks in his cover letter: 

Regular listeners to such stations as HGJB, TWR, WYFR, Adventist World Radio, Vatican 
Radio, etc., mlght flnd one statement in paragraph 3 a bit strange when it states; "For the 
tlrst time, radio was used for Christian minlstry on a large soale." Some explanatlon 
of what is meant is in order: (l) RV0G was officially sponsored by an actual "church" and 
not just a collection of interested indlviduals as are HCJB, WYFR, etc. (2) RV0G was 
sponsored by a dénomination (aotually a world oonfessional famlly of dénominations, the 
Lutheran World Fédération) whioh telongs to the World Council of Churches. Adventists 
and Roman Catholics, for exemple, often oooperate in the work of the WCC, but are not 
officiai members, C3)RV0G prided itself in using "local" and "target area" personnel 

ov^dlnS "oultrual imperialism" to an extent not found in other religions broadcasting. ta; RVOG made an effort to apply their Christian message to social, économie, and political 
issues, as well as providing tradltlonal "sermons", etc. In other words, they were shut 
down because they were too sucoessful and were out of harmony with the Intentions of the 
new Ethiopian régime!

Tlie bearded visitor from far-away Ger- 
many was deeply impressed. "Christians", 
hc said, "certainly know where to look 
for attractive places." Ile was rcfcrring to 
a cluster of buildings on flic outskirts of 
Addis Ababa, situated on thc gentle slope 
of a hill and dominated by two slim red 
and white steel masts; Radio Voice of 
thc Gospel (RVOG), the shortwave station 
of the l.utheran World Fédération (LWi 
locatcd in the Ethiopian capital. 

The station was silenced on Mardi 12, 
1977, by the Ethiopian authorities. Sol- 
diers with machine-guns inounted to their 
vehicles moved in and ordered thc staff 
to stop their work immcdiately. Later, 
Radio Voice ol Rcvolutionary Etlnopia 
started broadcasling from thc very same 
premises. But with (lie nationalization of 
RVOG, an important voice in the choir of 
African mass média had abruptly ended. 

Radio Voice of the Gospel started in 
1963. In many respects, it was a unique 
venture. For the first time. radio was used 
for Christian ministry on a large scaie. 
The station was also unique in its struc- 
ture. multilingual approach and technical 
facilities. They made it possible to receive 
the message practically ail over Africa, in 
the Middle ,and Far East and many parts 
of Southern Asia. 

Thirty-one liours a day 
At the time of its closurc, the station 

employed some 200 people from a dozen 
différent nationalises in Addis Ababa 
alone. Most of them were Africans - im- 
portant for a station aimed at a largely 
African audience. Some other figures: 
31 hours of programmes were broadeast 
every day in up to lo languages équiva- 
lent to about 20 kilometers of tape.There 
were 21 daily newseasts in seven différent 
languages. Close coopération existed with 
more ilian a dozen studios across Africa 
and Southeast Asia. 

RVOG was teamed togethor with these 
stuuios from thc bcginning.Thcy produced 
programmes whicli were then sent to 
Addis Ababa to bc transmitted back to 
the originating areas. The area studios not 
only produced tailor-made programmes 
according to the spécifie needs of their 
régional audience. They were also a 
décisive factor in the station's efforts to 
préservé cultural integrity - one of the

Naturally, RVOG faced criticism: "A 
number of your topics, particularly those 
dealing with issues currently sensitive to 
the East West struggle, were subtiy but 
extrcmely biased," wrote a listener from 
Addis Ababa shortly before the take-over. 
At the same time, another listener took a 
différent view : "It is such a relief to listen 
to a radio station that is not full of com- 
munist propaganda." 

The letters illustrate another unusual 
feature of RVOG's work ; permanent con- 
tact with the audience. In Addis Ababa. a 
spécial department was busily working on 
audience relations, answering a constantly 
growing infiux of letters from ail over the 
service areas. among them réception 
reports from listeners in Panama. Bangla- 
desh. New Zealand and Malta. The same 
unit also trained radio tcchnicians and 
producers in Addis Ababa and elsewhere, 
and just before the take-over a studio in 
Southern Sudan had started working on 
its own. 
The way ahead now 

Now, the future of that studio within 
the Christian communication framework 
appears to be handicapped. There are. 
however. some plans under discussion 
within the LWF aimed at making use of 
existing possihilities. One proposai is to 
redefine the whole concept of the studios 
and to have them work as média centres 
of thc local churches. These média centres 
could also provide training facilities for 
church leaders responsible for communi- 
cation ministries through a variety of 
média. Other plans call for an mtensified 
search for other broadcasling outlets and 
doser coopération between the studios 
and the states they serve. Ail this thinking 
lias been growing in LWF communications 
work for some years.The sudden national- 

ization, however. will definitely specd up 
the decision-making. 

There is litlle doubt that deccntrali/..- 
tion of radio work will be the comer-tone 
of the LWF communication involvcment 
in future years. as another station of 
RVOG's dimension appears to be cx- 
tremely unlikcly. It would cost around 
USS 20 million, requirc qualified technical 
and éditorial staff, and pose the problcm 
of finding a site frec from ail sorts of légal 
limitations. 

The lessons Icarnt 
The 14 years ol RVOG's work proved 

the immense power of radio as a yohicle 
for Christian communication, but at the 
same time, its inhérent limbations have 
begun to show. Some of the shorteomings 
stem from the very nature of thc médium 
(e.g. thc fact thaï radio tends to reinforce 
rather than change attitudes), while other 
difficulties arc rclated to how the churches 
saw the rôle of the studios and the way 
they operated. 

RVOG also proved some oh.er things: 
a technically sophislicated médium can 
have a natural place in tiic mi..i»iry of the 
churches. local churches can carry tlie 
responsibility for this outreach. and ecu- 
menical involvemcnl is not just an obliga- 
tion with a public médium but a great 
asset. 

In the words of the LWF secret;.ry 
général. Dr Cari il. Mau. the LWF bas 
been grateful "to have had the oppor- 
tunity to serve through tlie p .werf.d 
instrument of RVOG for 14 yc.us", lie 
added: "Thc expertise gained. .mu mue;, 
of thc global facilities being use»:, wiil 
continue in this service." 

The final shapC ol this service n.i; 
yel emerged. But there is no doub; îi..,: 
silencing RVOG in n») way silences "me 
churches' ministry of proclamuih.n. A 
branch of Christian communication nas 
been eut off. but the trec will keep 
growing. Peter Becher

SPECIAL NOTE- Sid Arnow of Teletron Data Corp., Box 84, Kings Park, New York 11754, the 
manufacturer of the SliNKY antenna writes to point out that the article by Dr. Stuart in 
the December SWC refers to adapting the Amateur radio version of the SLINKY (model 80/40/ 
20) to shortwave broadeast band use. It does not apply to the SLINKY Model SWL-I which 
cornes with complété tuning information for ail shortwave bands between 80 and 6 métrés. 
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James Halsema, Washington DCt sends a notice of a new 
Panasonic shortwave portable, the RF-2800LBS/MB which is 
available in Japan. Tentative plans are for introduction 
into the U.S. It is an AM/FM portable with shortwave. Its 
main feature is a digital frequency indicator for SW bands. 
If anyone has seen this receiver or has more information, 
a review would be in order for SWC. 

DX DISTANCE, the following is offered by Bill Parkey, 1236 Royal St. George, Naperville,

Have you ever wondered what the distance was between a foreign DX station and yourself? 
I have. So, I decided that I would make a formula %o find this distance. 

The only information that you need to know is the latitude* and longitude* of your 
QTH and that of the foreign station! The formula is below. When flnding the sin, cos, and 
arc cos, the latitudes and longitudes must be in radians. To convert just multiply the 
degrees by .0174532 then take the mlnuites and multiply them by .0002908. Add the 
two together and use this number when calculating the trig functions. When you find the 
arc cos it must be in radians, if it's not, then do the above to convert it to radians. 

Now after you have solved the équation for the multiplication factor, multiply it by 
3956.665 (radius of earth in miles). The answer is the distance between the two points 
in miles. 

LAT1 = latitude of first place, L0NG1 = longitude of first place, LAT2 = latitude of 
second place, L0NG2 = longitude of second place. 

Multiplication factor = arc cos (sin(LATl + 1.5707963) x sin(LAT2 + 1.5707963) x 

cos (L0NG1 - LONG2) + cos(LATl + 1.5707963) x cos(LAT2 + 1.5707963)). 
Distance = Multiplicaticn Factor x 3956.665 
*North and East directions are ccnsidered positive! 

South and West directions are consldered négative! 
If this method seems too complicated to you, I can do it for you with the utmost 

speed because I have it stored in a computer! Send a self-addressed envelope with the 
coordinates of the places, (if you can't obtain the coordinates, I can look them up for 
you, just send me the name of the city and country), send as many as you want, no job is 
too big!

Paul G. Gunn, Aurora, IL suggests that the solid state power supplies for certain 
tube receivers that were described in the July FRENDX may destroy the collectors value 
of old receivers. He suggests that a tube base or else a "socket saver" such as is 
available for use in tube testers and wire the diodes into the socket. This can then 
be plugged into the socket in place of the tube. Solid state replacements aire commercially 
available for some tubes anyway and can be plugged in. With this method the receiver 
can be operated with either tube or module and there is no need to modify the set itself. 
This may add to the cost, but may be worth it in resale value of old receivers to collectors. 

Ycur editor notes that the 25 November issue of Science magazine (page 824) contains an 
article titled "Anomalous Solar Rotation in the Early 17th Century" by John Eddy and others. 
They examined the character of solar rotation for two periods in the early 17th century 
for which detailed drawings of sunspots were available. The first period (1625-1626) 
was 20 years before the beginning of the Maunder sunspot minimum, and the other (1642-44) 
was about the beginning of the Maunder event. Solar rotaticn during the earliest period 
was much like that today. In the later period, the equatorial velocity of the sun was 
faster by 3 to 5 percent. Equatorial regicns rotate faster anyway, than the polar région, 
but the differential rotation was enhanced by a factor of three. This equatorial 
accélération with declining solar activity is similar to that found in recent surveys 
of the sun. The authors correlate the change in rotation between 1625 and 1645 with the 
onset of the Maunder Minimum. There is not enough data available to predict the meaning 
of the modem rotational changes, but it may be related to normal changes during the 
11 year sunspot cycle. 

PROPAGATION FORECAST: 22 Dec to 17 Jan; solar activity will be low to very low except 
for the period 26 Dec to 9 Jan when it will become moderate at times. The yeomagnetic 
field will be somewhat active 22-24 Dec, 29 Dec to 1 Jan, and 7 to 9 Jan, othcrwise 
quiet to unsettled. Flare induced activity will be most significant after 29 Dec.

The minimum is produced by overlapping the declining branch of 
the old cycle (no. 20) and the ascending branch of the new one (no. 21). This overlapping 
takes several years. The first spot of new cycle was obs 15/11/74 and last of the old not 
before 9/77. Up to 10/76 the spots of the old cycle were dominating, afterwards those of 
the new one. By the strong overlapping, the smoothed sunspot number did not sink below 12. 
Never in the last 250 years has a minimum with such high activity been recorded--.- The de- 
velopment of the sun1 s activity in the years to corne dépends on the intensity of the next 
maximum. If it is a strong one, it will be reached early, whereas for a weak one the rising 
time from minimum to maximum will be longer. It should be possible to make a prédiction by 
mid-1978. Cycles 21 & 22 are not expected to be strong ones, with a maximum sunspot number 
not larger than 60, according to a 90-year period of variation. The strong incirease of 
activity in June-Sept 1977 is not in favour of this prédiction. If this increase holds on, 
one must expect a maximum sunspot number between 100 and 120, or even higher. Assuming a 
maximum of 110, the corresponding rising time would be 3.6 years and the time of the maxi- 
mum January 1980. Under this assumption 1978 will bring a strong increase in solar activi- 
ty, the smoothed number rising from 40 to 70 at yearend. Generally, this means a substan- 
tial amélioration of SW propagation, similar to second half of 1966. At the same time, 
solar flares, rare during last few years, will increase by number and importance, and will 
be accompanied by severe ionospheric disturbances--blackout fadings--on SW (WRTVH NL) 
1978 International Broadcasting Convention, the 7th in a sériés of biennials, will be held 
in the new Wembley Conférence Centre, London, 25-29 Sept 1978.

IN K'Y OF IN ION (Ed. Note: The Great Lakes DX Association went out of business   with its Nov. 1977 issue of "Newsmemo". Excerpted here are 
some of editor Bill Whitacre's parting shots:) 

DXdom, like society, has grown up - and has indeed suffered many growing pains in the 
process. We've seen the ever-present mixed blessing of specialization and decentralization. 
We've seen a resulting and continuing decrease in the quality of the 'old stand-by* national 
publications; and in the process watched NASWA not so successfully survive a coup, of sorts, 
that has rendered it almost as useless as the other SW publications to the person who cares 
to do more than read Hauser's harangs or claw their way through an ever-cluttered LN or 
tune in EE language broadeasts to hear their favorite SW un-personalities, We've seen such 
nev words as 'elitist pig' and *list logger' enter our expanding, derogatory vocabulary. 
These and many other terms have been developed to fuel a rhetorical campaign that has divi- 
ded and continues to divide the SWBC listening hobby into the 'DXers' and the 'listeners' -- 
and apparently ne'er the two shall meet, again! ... 

The progressive loss by the national SWBC publications of a solid "DX" base has been ac- 
celerated and the cream-of-tbe-crop "macho-DXers" have found nev means of getting the news 
out fast and sharing their views. Between this loss of solid DXers and the overwhelming 
membership increase in NASWA the whole situation more or less hit the fan. No longer vas 
there time to vork people into the hobby; everybody had to be an instant DX-success. Thus 
came the super-DXers: the McNiels, the Routenburgs, the Youngs, the Bartos, etc., etc. -- 
how DID they do it?? Meanvhile in another corner good oie' gh started telling us about 
listening to program content on SWBCers--after ail that's what they're on the air for! Well 
many of these neveomers to the hobby just loved that, instead of becoming a dubious over- 
night sensation and be called a list-logger, they could use their cheap little portable and 
corrraent on the latest RCI program cuts or some such. There vas no desire to progress in the 
hobby as we had knovn it. Thanks to glenn's assertiveness and abrasive "Don't You Believes", 
otherwise valuable space vas wasted in an otherwise alright bulletin. Thus the stage vas 
set, the lines were drawn--the Jensens in one corner and the Hausers in another (leaving 
the Shaws in the middle to take care of those DXers who held on to NASWA). 

The world GLDXA vas launched into has reverted into a mud-slinging side shov vhere, as 
Bob Hill so characteristically put it, "You're either with us or agin' us." It has becotue 
progressively barder to put out a bulletin for everyone in this atmosphere--so why fight it, 
why should we continue to cater to an audience that's just not there anymore.... 
Diane Levesque: I would like to address you as both a NASWA Council meraber and a rnember of 
Nûmero Uno. l've noticed a lot of NASWA bigwigs, past and présent, belong to NU, so I feel 
I am entitled to a detailed explanation of this club's exact relationship to NASWA. I have 
not made a secret of my opinion that the hullaballoo we've witnessed thru FRENDX was not 
NASWA editor probleras with HQ, but actually NU*s internai struggle, as yet undefined. This 
opinion is based not only on the out-of-character actions by parties involved but also on 
the noticeable NU influence on NASWA in the past and 'the grapevine'. 

I could be wrong, but if NU has any relationship to NASWA other than what, say, the Miami 
Valley DX Club has, I sure as hell would like to know about it--and I'm sure other members 
would. If NU is such an exclusive club, then we shouldn't have to hear about it--and I for 
one would like to see it divorce itself from NASWA. I would also like to see more non-NU 
editors and a completely non-NU executive staff, for as it is, we've too many people in 
there with conflicts of interest..,. 
gh replies to this: You're imagining things. You also overlooked the fact that I was ex- 
pelled from NU a year ago, as noted in Feb 1977 LN-10! There was, and is, very little re- 
lation between NU and NASWA. DXer types in NU probably wish they did have the influence on 
NASWA you imagine, witness Whitacre's lament above. A very few NASWA editors may also still 
be NU members, but that's their business. ï no longer have access to NU's membership list. 
Retiring NASWA publisher Al Mayer was an NUer, but his conduct in NASWA has been beyond re- 
proach, and he deserves a tremendous vote of thanks for getting FRENDX out so reliably 
these many months. To ray knowledge, no other members of the NASWA EC are al«io NUers. NU 
would like nothing better than never to be mentioned in FRENDX. I do so from time to time, 
because I think it is important to be reminded that theie is a closed DX organization hoard- 
ing its DX information from the rest of us. The main 'conflict of interest' is that NU head 
Don Jensen is also NASWA's Country List chairman, but he likes doing that altho refusing to 
participate in DX news dissémination, and NASWA HQ accepts that status quo. (see Dïd pf 94)
