"G00D VIBES FROM RADIO 5"

To understand the raison d'etre for Radio 5*5 existence, there is a need to give a 
partial history of commercial radio in South Africa. 

The story starts out In the unlikely place of Portuguese East Afrloa In 1935. That was 
the year Lourenoo Marques Radio, the commercial service of Radio Clube de Moçambique first 
came on the air, beamlng primarlly to the Union of South Afrloa. Although LM Radio's 
oommw-olal actlvltles were somewhat ourtalled by World War II, thlngs really started movlng 

19^7, when Davenport & Meyer Ltd., a Jchannesburg-based Company, took over the station"s 
p^grammlng polloy and the sale of advertlslng tlme, at the request of the sole concession- 
•are to the Radio Clube, one G. J. McHarry. 

Durlng the followlng two décades, LM Radio sucoeeded In becomlng not only a commerclally 
suooessful enterprlse, but also In maklng Its announoers into household names throughout

Concious of the tremendous popularity of LM Radio, the SABC made advance plans to 
continue the Top 40 contemporary music format. At 5 a.m. on 13 October 1975» over the 
MW stations in South Africa that formerly relayed LM Radio, a new mational network was 
boms Radio 5» Radio 5» so named as the fifth commercial radio network of the SABC, 
"but retaining the best of LM Radio and moving on to greater listener acceptance as a new 
sound from the SABC," as Radio 5 promos said, was thus started. 

It was always realized that with the existing MW transmitters, many listeners could 
only hear Radio 5 with sub-standard nlght time signais. Accordingly, on 1 August 1977» 
a 100 kW SW transmitter was brought into service, operating on the 49 metre band daytlmes 
and on the 90 metre band at night. 

"With these improved facilities and aggressive programming, including the coverage and 
participation of Radio 5 in motor rallying with the famous Radio 5 Ford Escorts, it will 
be seen that Radio 5 has more than held its own against télévision and will continue to do 
so in the years ahead," according to Pietie Lotriet at Radio 5» 

Radio 5 now features LM Radio DJs along with SABC announcers, including John Berks, 
John Novik, Harold West, Steve Katz, and SABC's own "Forces Sweetheart" Marie van Zyl. 

From 6 November 1977» the schedule for "Good Vibes from Radio 5"» as ihe station 
slogan goes, is as follows: 3320 kHz at 0300-0530 and 1530-2200; and 7170 kHz at 0530- 
1530 GMT. Réception reports from DXers are welcome; no retum postage is necessary.

NASWA DX AWARDS NOTES 
□X AWARDS by Gerry Bishop, Christiana PA 

THE NIGERIAN AWARDS: These are two awards that l'm working on at présent, and have * 
found them to be quite easy to get, but this ease is due, l'm sure, to the frequency of 
tlmes that the Nigérians are audible here. On any given day there are usually three or 
four and on a good day four or flve Nigérians may be heard from almost anywhere in the 
U.S. and Canada. Ir 

My log shows that the first week of May 1977 was an excellent week for réception from 
west Africa, particularly from Nigeria. I took détails for as many of these stations 
as possible and sent off my réception reports. When I was through, I had sent out eight 
reports. Of those, six verifled, giving me a total of seven Nigérians QSL'd. I then 
waited for another opening to complété the set, and it pald off, as the second week of 
December opened 90 m to the same area. Unfortunately, there are only tow NBC stations on 
90 m, but I got the eluslve Kaduna, which is on 3396. Also noted, up on 6090, was the 
independent RTV Kaduna. 

For the Senior Nigérian DXer Award you need one station in each of the 4 Nigérian 
réglons plus the Fédéral District of Lagos. For the Master Nigérian DXer Award, you 
need vérification of 9 or more transmitter sites in Nigeria. 

. DXEIR DE PACIFICA: This might seem like a tough one for the ECNA DXer, but it can be 
done. First off, you need 10 verified radio countries from the Pacific, as llsted in the 
NASWA country list. There ore, for openers, the big four, Australia, New Zealand, Hawaii 
(WWVH), and now Guam. Ail these are easy to log and verify for an English report. Next 
corne the two French speakers, Tahiti and New Caledonla, who QSL for a French report and a 
couple of IRCs. Then we have only four to go. The best bets to flll out the set are the 
stations in Papua/^ew Gulnea. Port Moresby, 4890, is widely heard and friendly to QSL 
hunters. The rest are not too easy to hear, but are also good verifiers, with one 
exception - Radio Manus. It seems that they just don't like to answer the mail there. I 
have been trylng to get a QSL for about elghteen months, but no luck so far. 

There are, of course, others to try and s orne may be easier for you to hear, but these 
worked for me, 
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Radio IVIOSCOW scMmotc DIFFERENT frcm the u.s.s.r. 
by Kim Andrew Elliott, Minneapolis 

On the evening of December Jl, 1977 (U.S. time), Radio Moscow's North American 
service was on the air as usual. But Radio Moscow's programming that evening was an 
incredible departure from the normal fare offered by that station. 

The 2230 transmission began, typically, with the news. However, the remainder of 
the half-hour segment was a spécial program entitled "New'Year's in Moscow." The program 
dealt mostly with the holiday activities of collège students in the Soviet capital. 
Most of the show was conducted in a manner more akin to Laugh-In than to the usual 
Radio Moscow format. 

Early in the spécial, Moscow yocked it up with some jokes likely to be told by 
Soviet young people during the New Year's festivities. A mixture of music and laughter 
accompaniedi 

Ai "I don't know what to get my husband for New Year's." 
Bi "Get him a book, that's always a good idea." 
Ai "But he already has a booki" 
Ai "I don't know what to get my wife for New Year's." 
Bi "Ask her what she wants." 
Ai "I don't have that kind of money." 
Ai "My wife has the worst memoryî" 
Bi "Forgets everything?" 
Ai "No, remembers everything1" 
Radio Moscow, safely assuming that its listeners' sides were not completely spllt by 

those gags, vollied some more people's humor across the Atlantic, this time a portrayal 
of what might happen during the oral exams of Soviet collège students (of course, more 
music and laughter in the intervais)1 

Ai "What's the différence between an active verb and a passive verb?" 
f Bi "An active verb shows action, and a passive verb shows. . . passion?" 

Ai "What's a synonym?" 
.B« "If s a word you use in place of a word you can't spell." 
Ai "Do you thlnk Shakespeare'd be so famous if he were alive today?" 

• Bi "Of course, he'd be 413 years oldî" 

The December 31 installment of Moscow Mailbag was also atypical. Anabel Bukar began1 
"Here's Joe Adimov, but he's not going to answer ail of your questions." Instead, Joe 
answered only two questions asking about the Radio Moscow North American Service 
announcers. He conducted informai interviews with his studio comrades and provlded us 
with the followlng révélations (the spelling of names below is no doubt thoroughly botched)i 

Dmitrl Llnlch is tall, dark, handsome with bushy sidebums that cover his cheeks. 
He is the North American Service's youngest announcer at âge 26. He plays the gultar 
semi-professlonally with a group called Zodiac, which performs mostly at collèges and 
univers!ties. Llnlch describes the group's music as "chamber rock...a mixture of soft 
rock and tradltlonal folk-style music like Bob Dylan's stuff, with a good bit of blue- 
grass mlxed into it." A brief recording of his group's music followed. 

Next, Joe Adimov spoke with Boris Neskevitch, whom he described as "tall, broad- 
shouldered, blushes easlly, has a terrifie sense of humor — by which I mean he laughs 
at my jokes — is a great flsherman, and tlnkers with radios. In 1977# he moved into a 
new apartment and got a pay rise (sic). "l'm a confirmed bachelor" sald Boris, "We have 
those in the Soviet Union, too, you know." Nevertheless, Boris is not indiffèrent to the 
"falrer sex." As a keen radio amateur, he pins his hopes on the on the "many beautlful 
female Di volces on the air in the amateur wavebands — so the rest should be very simple." 
(What is the "rest" to which Boris refers?) 

Joe then spoke to the female announcers. Lucy Brownunov was presented with a new 
granddaughter during the year. Joe opted not to ask her âge. Lucy's plans were to spend 
New Year's Bve in the country with in-laws. Anabel Bukar, who reads the questions on 
Mosoow Mailbag, was "indlsposed" during part of 1977 (isn't that the same thlng Brezhnev 
had?) but is well now and wlshes her frlends across the océan a happy new year. 
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Joe Adimov then describes himselfi "l'm 57» stocky, I weigh 23O pounds, and when- 
ever I go in front of a caméra, they always use a wide-angle lens." Joe sald he likes 
the suggestion of listener Brian Barry that the announcers identify thenselves when 
reading the news — said Joe, "This will go down in the history of Radio Moscow as the 
•Barry Amendment,.,, (The amendment has yet to be enacted, because my listening on 
January 2 revealed no such giving of names at the beginning of the Moscow newscasts. 
Maybe the amendment has to be approved by various committees, councils, bureaus — gosh, 
it could take months, years.) 

Anabel Bukar herself had some questions for Joe Adimov. She asked what his most 
interesting experience of 1977 was. He replied that it was in England, while he was 
vlsiting Buckingham Palace. He was looking at two black lion statues and notices a 
hammer in the hand of one and a sickle in the hand of the other. "Hey, a hammer and 
sicklel What is this?" Chuckles from the others in the studio, 

Then came the high point of the evening. In response to another question from 
Bukar, Joe said his favorite song was a catchy tune by a Latvian composer entitled 
"Follow Me." The Radio Moscow North American Service staff announcers gathered to sing 
an English translation of the song, wlth Eugena Stepanova of the letters department 
playing the piano (yes, it really happened). "We certainly are no singers," apologized 
Joe. "We're ail a bunch of grunters." They grunted, not badly, the tune, with Mrs. 
Stepanova playing very well. (Poor réception did not allow me to comprehend the lyrics.) 

After this gala performance, Mrs. Stepanova stepped on over to the microphone to 
wish ail those crazies who insist on having "via Ashkabad," etc., written on their 
Q3L cards (she didn't say that, but l'm sure she was thinking it) a happy new year, 
and to students, "good marks." Following this were some boring interviews with various 
Radio Moscow editors. Finally, Joe Adimov wished everyone the best for 1978 and 
closed by saying, "l'm going to give Anabel Bukar a big hugl" "Woooooo!" went Anabel. 

Nice to know, after ail these years, that the North American staff is human.

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Grounds GROUND SYSTEMS 
by Mike Tiers, West Vancouver BC 

A good ground system is very essential to good DX results. The ground improves antenna 
efficiency, receiver stability, and also helps to eut out man made noise such as power 
lines, passing cars, and household appliances. The basic 6 foot copper rod is ok, but it 
can be improved upon. One way is to dig a hole about 2 feet acroee and 3 or 4 feet deep 
around the ground rod. Fill the hole with rock sait and cover with dirt. Then douse 
the whole thing with water. The sait water then seeps through the dirt and improves 
conductivity. Just don't expect anything to grow in the vicinity of the rod.

There is another variation of this design. Instead of packing rock sait in ths hole, 
you raay use charcoal, The charcoal absorbs water and improves conductivity. This 
method is used by some professional firms. 

A ground system used by some hams is to have a center ground rod and from this 
extend 8 to 12 radiais, 6 feet long, which are connected to smaller ground rods and 
driven into the ground.

A ground system used by some electricians on construction sites and for lightening 
arrestor Systems is to bury a thick copper braid in a trench. You cam bury this in 
tne garden or elsewhere and attach a lead wire. It should be about 2 feet deep, at least 
and it should be kept moist for best results. Therefore, if it is in the garden or 
under the lawn where you normally water anyway, you wlll have an advantage.

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THE 50 KW QRP AWARD 

□IR /\\A/9PO -by Gerry Blshop, Chrlstlana, PA 

About a year ago I wrote an article on how to acqulre thls award, uslng mostly Engllsh 
as to6llsten for and use in the ^oeption report. Seveml faotors have ^ade 
that article outdated, so I now présent some tips on how to eam thls award now, In early 
1978. 

Basioally, the award 1s an accumulation of power totals, oomprlsing one staticn from 
each of the six continents, for a total power of no more than 50 Hd. 

Perhaps the easlent continent to hear and verify on a low power 1s Ooeanla. The test 
bet, for the lowest power and a full data QSL, withln a reasonable tlme is Radio New 
Zealand. RNZ is easily heard over ail of North America, desplte thelr output of only 
7.5 kW. Check Log Report, Llsteners Notebook, and the WRTH for sohedules, and frequencles. 

Asia is oovered wlth low-powered transmitters. For those on the west ooast, Indonesla 
may be the best place to snag a 5 or 10 W station, though Brunei, Malaysia, and other J -irt t tjj on +.he east coast. an may oe x-ne ucsu ^  ■ ^ ;   
areas ail have stations wlth 10 or less kH output. For those on the east coast, an _ . . . -, . i-,   x_ —x m wj ,.r< + Koii+ + on mnoh ^Ifficultv. For those areas an nave sxaxions wxtn xw ux xcoo ™   .-o. 
Indoneslan is almost the only way to get 10 W wlthout too much dlffloulty. -. , 
who don't like to get up early, there are the Turklsh stations operatlng around 49 and 41 
métrés. The Meteorologloal station on 69OO is sometlmes heard around thelr slgn-on, and 
they wlll verify easily, provlded that retum postage is sent. 

Afrlca is next, and there are two oountrles that oan be heard in Engllsh, wlll QSL, 
and operate on a low enough power for our use. Ghana is one, and their 10 kW transmltter 
on 4915 is often heard ail over North America. You mlght also try Nigeria. The stations 
at Lagos are ail too powerful, but the reglonals ail employ 10 kH output. One of the more 
often heard is Enugu on 6025. A QSL for thls one also oounts as another NASWA oountry, 
due to its location in what was once Blafra. 

So far we have 27.5 kH, and three more continents to go. Let's look at South America 
next. There are many 1 kW broadcasters in SA, and you should have no trouble hearlng 
at least one or two. One of the easier ones to verify is Radio Oooidente on 3225 in 
the 90 mb. If you report in Spanlsh, you wlll very llkely get a QSL in two months. (What 
You say you don't know Spanlsh? Write to NASWA HQ, send a business SASE and ask for a 
Spanish report form, or ail three forms, for that matter. A good report form is 
essentiel unless you are fluent in the language.) 

Moving on to North America, it is possible to get away wlth 1 kW here, also. If : 
live where the réception of those low powered Canadians is possible, try them! The m 
powerful one is CFHX in Toronto wlth 1 kW. You mlght get one even lower. Especlally 
for you on ECNA, try for CKZN, 6l60, in St. Johns, Newfoundland. Thls would count as 
another NASWA country, and also has a power of only 300 watts.

The total is now at a maximum of 29 «5 ^ » leaving just over 20 kW left for Europe 
Unlike other continents, however, there are relatlvely few low power broadcasters. 
In Germany, however, there are two stations that use 20 kW transmitters. Of these, 
SUddeutsher Runfunk and Siidwestfunk, the latter is easier to hear. 7265 kHz is the place 
to look, and if propagation is good and the AROs are off the frequency, they wlll be 
after 2000 GWT. Or try around 0400. Send an IRC wlth your report.

THE TAPE RECORDER AS A TOOL FOR THE DXER 

Tape Vour DX ■ by Garry Sapoznlkow, Wlnnlpeg, Manltoba 
Many a DXer has probably walted patlently for an ID from a weak station on a orowded 

frequency, only to flnd that because of a momentary distraction, or lack of compréhension, 
the ID is mlssed or cannot be understood. Another frustratlng walt is in store, whloh 
severely llmlts the tlme avallable for logglng rare DX on other frequencles. 

But thls need not happen too often, if you are fortunate enough to have a tape recorder 
patohed into your recelver. The tape recorder wlll glve you another chance to hear agaln 
the ID you just mlssed. It is often possible to replay your tape of that weak, noise 
rldden signal a few times, untll the falnt ID is suddenly understood. 

If your recorder is equlpped wlth a digital counter, it is possible to locate the 
exact part of the tape you mlght want to replay. A whole nlght's tunlng oan be recorded 
wlth the only llmltlng factor belng the amount of tape you have avallable. A notebook 
is neoessary for jottlng down certain détails suoh as the tape counter readlng to permit 
qulck reference at a later tlme. In addition, the frequency and time of the mystery ID, 
along wlth any other useful items, wlll provide excellent dues as to the statlon's 
identlty. Adéquate care in thls record keeping wlll save yourself endless hours of replaylnf 
tapes In searoh of a few crltlcal segments wlth station IDs on them. 
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However, if your reoorder does not have a digital tape counter or you slmply do not 

want to tie up large amounts of tapes, an effort oan de made to record only the 
critlcal portions of the station's transmission. These critical portions would encompass 
items such as IDs, jlngles, commercials, tlme oheoks, and other dues whldh would lead 
to elther a oonflrmed or tentative logglng. As experlenoe 1s galned by the DXer, certain 
slmllarltles are notloed in station formats. 

Eventually, a sense of timlng is acquired as to when a station can reasonably be 
expected to identlfy itself. Just about every international S¥ broadoaster identifies 
itself durlng sign on. Most stations will do it on the houx or every half hour. 
Sometlmes IDs will be heard at the beglnnlng or end of commentarles & news bulletins, 
between musical sélections, or durlng a sériés of commercials. Last but not least, there 
1s the sign off announcement whlch usually 1s a fine source for IDs. 

As soon as you sense an Identification is about to corne in, it 1s very important to 
actlvate your recorder immediately. An opportunity to replay the ID several times, 
usually cornes right after it has been reoorded. Whlle the tape is being replayed, the 
station would meanwhile be in the midst of a program or sélection of muslc. If the 
tape is not suitable quality, it is possible to go back to the radio and make another 
attempt to get a better recordlng. The music or the program would likely be close to 
endlng and a station ID would soon be comlng up, 

Depending on personal interests, there are other ways in which a tape recorder oan 
add to the enjoyment of the DX-SWL hobby. Many interesting programs, historié news 
bulletins, documentaries, and unusual music can be preserved for future use at the 
llsteners oonvenlence. As a tool for identlfylng rare DX, it is almost unsurpassed. In 
any event, a tape recorder 1s a worthwhlle investment for any DXer to oonslder when 
settlng up a monltoring post.

e ,and belOW are avallable at night and perlods of dusk and dawn. frequencles of. 10 MHz and hlgher are avallable durlng dayllght hours. 
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There are always exceptiorrs to the rule. Obviously, everyone bas heard such powerful 
broadcasts as Tahiti on 19 métrés throughout the night, but consider that their signal 
orlglnated in a daylight zone. Low frequencies especially can be narrowed down as to 
orlglnation point with some degree of accuracy just by knowing a bit about propagation and 
darkness paths. The most striking example is the 60 metre band. In late daylight after- 
noon, stations heard on 60 métrés are likely to be western Soviets, followed shortly by 
central and western Africans whlch begin to shut down by 2300 GMT. Appearing among these 
by 2200 GMT will be the Spanish-speaking Latins, most of which will be around until 
0300, 0400, or 0500 sign-off hours. Some will stay ail night. For that matter, some 
Africans stay ail night, like SABC. After the Latins begin to subside, the Pacific 
Islands begin to fade in around 0800 GWT. Papua New Guinea stations and east Indonesia 
will appear and then fade away around 1000 GMT only to reappear again about 1100 with 
sometimes apparent increased strength. I call this the "Henderson Phenomenon" for lack 
of a better officiai name in recognitfcn of Dan Henderson who was first (to my knowledge) 
to observe and report this predictable event. The phenomenon is most apparent on the west 
coast, eastemers having too short of a "window" period to notice it. 

KNOW Y0UR R0CEIVER. The best service one can do for himself is to know the 
capabilities and limitatbns of his receiver. Can you distinguish between images, spurs, 
and true fundamentals? Can you manipulate your receiver to eliminate or attenuate false 
signais? Can you détermine accurate frequency to within one kHz? Professional stations 
of the major industrial nations will likely be "right-on" frequency - or the frequencies 
announced. Our Latin neighbors aren't nearly so finicky about this. 

ARM YOURSELF WITH CURR0JT INFORMATION. Refer to several club bulletins or subscribe 
to a few quality DX-information sources if you can. Admittedly, it may take a bit of 
money to keep in with information, but where else can you get it? If you are interested 
in Asian stations, then one of the excellent Japanese clubs would be a great help: For 
Europe, perhaps the Danish SWL club would be on interest; Australia is home for several 
very good clubs concentrating on the Pacific and Indonesia. 

LEARN T0 IDENTIFY THE LANGUAGES. Nobody says you have to leam how to converse in 
Urdu, but one .can certainly leam tn identify the sound and qualities of dozens of 
languages after a year or two of experience. Tuning regularly to the VoA or BBC 
foreign services helps tremendously. French and Spanish, German, and Arabie are 
absolutely essential from the first day. Anybody who cannot identify those separately, 
immédiately without hesitance should surely study very much harder. Soon, Russian, Itallan, 
Portuguese, Dutch, Swedish, and Japanese will corne easily. Chinese is easy, too. Before 
long, you will be able to recognize Urdu from Tahitian. 

The foregoing information is nothing new to hordes of DXers who have corne and gone 
before you, but they are steps logically taken to aid in the positive identification 
of stations which have escaped you before. Who knows? You may have been hearing them 
ail along, but not realizing it. 73, Ed Shaw.

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ZERO-BEATING THE FRG-7

A very simple modification allons the user of the FRG-7 to zero-beat a signal. In th 
FRG-7, the "USB-CW" and "LSB" modes add a beat frequency oscillator signal slightly 
below or above the carrier in frequency in the third IF stage (IF=455 kHz). To zero-beat 
the^carrier on its correct frequency, the BFO must be tuned exactly to 455 kHz. Thls 
isn't hard if you have access to a frequency counter. The maintenance and alignment 
section of the instruction manual-gives information on adjusting the BFO. A tuneable 

Vé' is used to set the'^ beat frequency to 45? kHz, and a trimmer capacitor, 
404' s used t0 set the USB-CW beat frequency to 453 kHz. It may be possible to tune one of these to 455 kHz, but I took a fancier approach. I inserted a capacitor

«the,î0tal len^h ls it60 divlded by frequency In MHz. Construction 1s recomended ot 7 x 22 pure oopper wlre or oopperweld. The antenna has small loops at each end whioh 
are oarefully hooked and soldered. The section for the oenter insulator where the antenna 
wlre ends and downleads meet ls also soldered. Two Insulators are recomended at each end. 
The spacers In the loop section should be of plastic, pexiglass ls good. The spreaders 
should be equal In number and spaolng at both ends of the antenna.

I N HfY OP I N I ON Note: 11118 was written several months ago; I circulated   — - — - it immédiately among NASWA Executive Council members —gh) 
jRoger N. Peterson, CT: FRENDX vs. SPEEDX. I wrote for a sample of SPEEDX and was very sur- 
prised to see a good, clean printing job, much better make-up and, in my opinion, far bet- 
ter organized issue than FRENDX, So SPEEDX got a new subscriber. Now that I have seén 3 
issues there is no question that SPEEDX is a far better présentation than FRENDX—except 
[for LN, But what good is ail that info if it can't be read because of poor printing? I al- 
bo like the way SPEEDX organizes their Log Sections--by continent instead of by frequency. 
Much easier to check on a country or station that way. NASWA is obviously much larger than 
fePEEDX. Income for NASWA was $21,202 as against pnly $§,93Q for SgEECX. Mailing cggts 
FRENDX about double that of SPEEDX. But get this--printing costs were $8,058 for FRENDX as 
against only $3,499 for SPEEDX! Twice the quantity should not cost twice as many dollars, 
pither SPEEDX is getting a bargain or FRENDX is being grossly overcharged for a poor print- 
fLng job, month after month, 
gh: I think the SWL/DX hobby is big enough for both SPEEDX and NASWA, with their différent 
approaches and présentation; though I feel in their log sections, SPEEDX has a commitment 
to raediocrity in discouraging intelligent comment on program détails, allegedly to keep it 
simple (read boring) for the benefit of SPEEDX's many members in Japan. FRENDX printing 
was definitely inferior, but the best we could do under the circumstances. Our new priçter 
has promised to do a much better job, and time will tell. 
Richard Larson, MN (from Jan. RIB) Why can't or won't NASWA, or better yet, ANARC, put on 
an ad to get people interested in SWLing/DXing? Ad few months ago on WCCO-830 during the CBS 
Radio Mystery Theatre, urging people to become Radio Amateurs. I belfeve it was by the ARRlJ.
