Greetlngs from the North Pôle. At least it seems llke 1t. As I sit down to begln 
thls month's SWC, snow is again blowing and drifting around my eaves. This is not only the 
coldest wInter on record, but the snowiest in central Illinois. We suggest that ail having 
battery opérated radios lay in a supply of batteries for this spring, when we are ail 
unemployed and the power is off. There should be some great listening opportunlties-hi. 

Thanks for those who responded to my past pleas for material to use in SWC. We still 
need more good articles on shortwave broadcast radio subjects. 

I recently had the opportunity to examine the Sanyo RP 8880 portable receiver and 
would like to make the following comments. I was unable to use an external aerial, only 
the telescopic SW antenna (1530 mm long) and only tried it in daylight. I made a few 
comparisons between the Sanyo and my Panasonic RF-2200 and hope they may be of interest. 
ÎThe selectivity figures, based on a graph of the selectivity in dB versus bandwlth 
ffrequency for the 2nd IP, the naxrow position ylelds figures of 4 kHz wlde at 6 dB down and 
f? kHz wide at 60 dB down. The wlde position ylelds figures of 6 kHz wide at 6 dB down 
and 30 kHz at 60 dB down. 

The orystal marker, used in tunlng the reoelver, has two positions, one at 10 kHz and 
jthe other (louder) for 100 kHx and 1 MHz marker. In oomparison to my RF-2200, the marker 
was more dlffloult to use and thé 10 kHz markers were weak and suhjeot to wlde fluctuation 
in volume level from one 10 kHz point to another. In my opinion the 10 kHz marker position 
is just not useable as a rellable marker point. The bandspread dial was non-linear in the 
praduations, wlth an error of 5 to 15 kHz in the 100 kHz interval as indloated using the 
Crystal marker. 

The RP 8880 is rather awkward to tune in; also, the time required to tune in a 
station is conslderably longer on the RP 8880 than on my RF-2200. Tunlng is aooompllshed 
jflrst by setting the main dial to the required MHz point and the l/lOth MHz dlgit is found 
using the 100 kHz marker. Then the remainlng portion an the bandspread dial is tuned using 
the 10 kHz markers. The main dial readout oursor is adjustable 5 mm elther slde of center, 
hs is the bandspread dial oursor whloh amounts to + 5 kHz. Using WWV, the RP 8880"s 
brystal marker was within about 2 kHz of the actual frequency for each WWV point. The 
main tunlng dlals for ail bands (5SW/MW/MB/1W) are nonllnear and the bandspread does not 
work on IW or MW, whioh I feel makes the set dlffloult to use for MW or LW DXlng wlth the 
Situation that 100 kHz equals 12 mm at 600-700 kHz, 200 kHz equals 9 mm at 1400-1600 kHz anB 
100 kHz equals 16 mm at 1600-1700 kHz on the tunlng soale. 

The IFs I have for the SW frequenoles are 10.7 MHz and b.55 kHz. There is also a BFO 
pltoh control. 

Th/-,Î5î:ern\'1 SW antenna does not swivel from vertical to horizontal, although the FM antenna (1080 mm; does. Durlng the test, I oould hear anything equally well on the RP 8880 
às on the RF-2200, although a weak signal oould easlly be overlooked if the antenna trlmmer 
*as not kept peaked at ail tlmes. The tcne oontrols on the RP 8880 were able to produoe 
a more pleaslng sound and Intelligible voloe signal than the RF-2200, with the lower 
epeech frequenoles soundlng less distorted or emphaslzed. 

Overall, I would say that for the prloe of thls unit ($300.00) the only thlng that 
•akes it superior to the RF-22Q0 is the facllity.of "long wavs aqd "arlne baniin, but

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SLINKV Review THE SLINKY DIPOLE, A USERS EXPERIENCE 
by R. L. Steen, P. 0. Box 2^04-5, Seattle, WA 

Judglng by recent issues of FRENDX, there is a wave of interest in the SLINKY Dipole 
antenna, so perhaps my experlence with it might be of some interest. I got one several 
months ago in the hope that it would solve my 60 metre band problems, and in accordance 
with the chart supplled, set it up for 5 MHz. It seemed to me that it would also operate 
as a 3/2 wave dipole at 15 MHz, so I built a standard dipole (no balun) for the 19 metre 
band, and fed both antennas through a coax switch in order to obtain A-B comparisons. 

I expected that the two antennas would be approximately equal at 19 métrés, but that 
the SLINKY would be a clear winner at 60. I found the opposite. The standard dipole 
was much better on 19 métrés, and, in fact, it was clearly superior on ail bands from 
31 métrés on up. On 41 métrés the SLINKY started fighting back, although it lost there 
too, and on 49 métrés it finally got the better of the argument. That was its only win, 
Gontinuing down the spectrum, the standard antenna won narrowly on 60 métrés and then it 
was clearly better from 75 métrés on down. It should be mentioned that both antennas 
were placed near one another so that neither had an advantage of height or freedom from 
nearby objects. 

The SLINKY is now at rest in the bottom of the closet, while I try to think of another 
way to use it. I would be interested in hearing if anyone has obtained good results 
with it by comparing it to another antenna (and so would SWC). My receiver is a FRG-?.

From the reports of those who had been there slnoe the DX-pedltlon had started around 

7 p.m. on the nlnth, conditions had been good ail night. Soon after we had the tubes 
wariœd up in our national NC-183, we found that the conditions were almost better than 
we had posslbly hoped.for. Not only was thls going to be the first, but the best 
DX-pedltion ever held in North America by a local club. This was quiokly conflrmed as 
radio signais from the South Pacific pounded through the oold Minnesota air and onto our 
antennas. Every domestio and rjational service below 5 MHz from PapuaÂew Guinea was 
logged. From there we stumped aoross New Caledonia, and of course Australie was poundlng 
Sy,our,sp® cônes. As the night wore on, the température began to drop. The idea of

hOUrS*^ drîS 0n, there were a few of us wh0 found they had enough sense to admit they were tlid and crawl up on a near-by plcnlc table to catch a few hours of sleep, 
but . . . others did not have the courage to say they were tired. So we had a few people 
sleeping among the pages of the World Radio and T.V. Handbook (WRTVH), or just resting 
the eyes while looklng up the station frequenoy. There were also those who just "rested" 
while walting for a station to m, whlch in some cases took up to 1* hours. 

But ail things oonsldered, we have to glve a lot of crédit to the reallv slck ones 
who went through the night wlthout even sleeping. There were only two people I know of 
who went totally wlthout sleep. Those two are Scott Blixt and Bill Holst. (l would like 
to comment that both are resting oomfortably at the Minnesota State Hospltal for the 
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Incurably Insane.) George Sherman and Mike Bâtes also made it through most of the night 
without sleeping. 

Just before the sun came up, everything broke loose on the bands, and stations were 
coming in faster than we could log them. One of the best accomplishments of the 
night was completed when, between ail the rigs at the fest, every Papua New Guinea 
station below 5 MHz was logged! Also, some weak copies of a few Indonesians were logged 
at about this time. Now that's pretty good! Just about this time Mlke Bâtes picked up 
a MW station signing on and those who still had the energy stood up, saluted, and sang 
our National Anthem with the station. I think tnose people deserve a big salute! Way 
to go guys! 

As the much needed warm sun became visible on the horizon and groggy minds started 
waklng up, people began to wander from their receivers in an attempt to get warmed up. 
By the way, we had quite an array of receivers on nand ranging from small portable units 
to Collins, Drake, National, and even an FRG-7. As the sun came up, DXing began to slack 
off. One by one thoughts of leaving began to cross peoples minds, but it will be a night 
that few will ever forget easily. At this time an out of town member set up a directional 
FM antenna and did some FM DXing. It was quite interesting. 

Before we close, I think there are certain people who put a lot of work into this 
thing that deserve crédit. Tom Gavaras and Greg Ravenhorst who secured a very idéal 
location for the DXpedition '77. Tne oigest thank you goes to the 16 members - Peter 
Bonucci, Scott Blixt, Tom Gavaras, Bill Holst, Mike Martin, Mike Bâtes, Martin Croze, 
Miles Bredvold, George Sherman, Larry Wheeler, Richard Larson, Randall Trapp, Grant 
Wales, Ted Jensen, Bruce Elving, George Madline, and non-members who showed up to really 
make the whole thing worthwhile,

If the title seems impressive or overly-promising, that's because it may well.be. 
The following remarks will treat, in a quite simple fashion, the logging of South 
and Central American stations. 

First, set your radio down around 4.5 MHz for a start. If, and I will assume that, 
your radio doesn't have fantastic calibration, then just set it between 4.5 and 4.75 and 
tune up the band. One station will stand out . . . that should be 4.832, Radio Reloj, ' 
Costa Rica. For me that is the station from Costa Rica, Others will tell you Radio 
Casino, but I have yet to find it, or TIFC, so stick with Reloj (clock). On the DX-160 
just tune to the white star below 5 MHz ... I know that's supposed to be 4.88, but it 
isn ' t, take my word. 

Listen to the station for a loud and clear ID, Another thing about Latins—don't 
listen too long if the speaker pronounces English words with an Snglisn accent . . . what 
thar means is that your neighborhood VoA, BBC, or other bigwigs are trying to play the 
ethnie game. Stick to the fast, excited types with the personality. 

You should have Radio Reloj by now. If not, try 6,006 MHz, and make sure the 
guy doesn't say "Reloj Continente" or you have Venezuela. But then again, you may need 
Venezuela; in that case ignore me—your best loggings will corne quite by accident. 

Next, find WWV at 5 MHz. If it's not there, nen you're in for one neck of a DX 
session. But if it is there, then just start tuning down. Some real powerhouses sit 
here, neatly separated, and they should appear in this order; R. Barquisimeto (Venezuela) 
4.990, Ecos Del Torbes (Ven.) 4.980, R. Rumbos (Ven.) 4.970, R. Santa Fe (Colombia) 4.965, 
R. Golosal (Col.) 4.945, R. Progrès© (Honduras) 4.920, and R. Juventud (Ven.) 4.900. Ail 
except Ecos Del Torbes and Juventud give IDs out of mégaphones (it seems), but then again, 
you aIready have plenty of Venezuelans, and you can always use the other stations as 
reference points and do a little more digging in the Spanish Language. Anyway, there is 
a whole list of stations down the line, neatly pinned and ready to identify. 

One tip: if you hear one station in the midst of news, go on and corne back later. 
These stations go on forever sometimes in the news . . . just like home, you might say. 
Some stations use a xylophone between items, and that gets tedious after à while. 

Now to take a bite out of Ecuador. You can go to a higher frequency for HCJB, but 
to become a DXer you should go for the local rather than the international broadeaster 
and the more rewarding logging rather than the easy-as-pie. Now tune down below your 
Costa Rica Reloj (4.832) and just tune and tune until you find a station sitting by 
itseif, of médium power. That is R. Nacional Espejo, the "National Mirror" of Ecuador, 
4.680. Assuming that you don't dip below 4.5 and hit a harmonie, this logging should

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not be too hard on your nervous system. And that's Ecuador. 
Times? Evenings in North America. Be on the prowl between 0100 and 0500 GMT, and 

you won't get too fouled-up. Africans, like Bénin and friends, can through a little 
French at you if you wait till late, and if you attack too early you*11 hit slim 
pickins, and weak too. You're not ready for that. 

The last for this installment is Brazil. Brazil is hard to hear, and even harder 
to understand, because the language used is Portuguese. My personal recommendation is 
R. Nacional Brasilia, 11.780 at 2100, but that's a user of English. You,11 be surprised 
that once you get going on a band like 60 métrés, you want to eat it lock, stock, and 
barrel, so let's stay on 60 for now. The station here is R. Brasil Central on 4985. 
Try about 0550, If you try earlier, it shares space with the powerhouses you have 
just waded through. 

For Brazil Central, sandwich your receiver between R. Barquisimeto and Ecos Del 
Torbes, or just hand on the tail of Barquisimeto. I recommend this for sure; tune in 
Barquisimeto at 0150 GMT (4.990 MHz), and give the bandspread dlal a twist down in 
frequency, just a slight twist. Then tum off the set, or leave it on standby. Then 
at 0545, when everyone else in the house has passed out, turn it back on and listen for 
something that isn't Spanish. Believe me, it sound obtuse, but it's radio gospel for 
the situation. 

If you get it, and that takes a close listen to the ID, then you've got Brazil. 
If no luck, keep it up till 0730, or until you too pass out . . . your dream may tell you 
what went wrong. The ID will corne after songs, before songs, at the half hour, the hour, 
and at the end of the news. You may use a tape recorder as an aid, or headphones. 

One thing about Brazil, their stations have some of the fastest-talking guys this 
side of Cape Verde Island or Seychelles. A practical rule is this: the faster the 
speaklng, the more rewarding the catch. That's just for this area of the world ... if 
you stray over to Africa, you'11 see what I mean. 

My hints may not service everyone. They pertain to the novice DXer with a decent 
antenna, fair calibration, and an under $200 receiver. It is my experience that this 
setup won't make getting stations super-simple, but it will increase enjoyment because 
of an added challenge.

the world to 'shack '

Davidson, 1 12 24th St. NE. Davidson is pictured in his "shack," the basement room where he moni- 
tors broadcasts from ail over the globe.

A DX-er? 
That may sound like someone 

who favors a particular brand of gas- 
oline, but in shortwave radio lingo, 
the term dénotés someone who lis- 
tens to radio transmissions from ail 
over the world, says Charles David- 
son. 

Actually, there may be a connec- 
tion with gasoline, said Davidson. 
112 24th St. NE. 

DX means distance, he explained, 
speculating that the oil company 
may have picked that name for its 
gasoline to suggest that it makes a 
car go a greater distance on less fuel. 

Unlike ham radio opération, no li- 
cense is required for DX-ing since no 
transmitting is involved, said David- 
son. who has been monitoring short 
wave broadcasts for about four 
years. 

"Most people who visit my 'shack' 
(opérations room) seem to think I 
can talk to people in countries 1 tune 
in," he said. "This privilège is only 
for those who can afford a transmit- 
ter and who have the technical 
know-how to maintain and operate 
one." 

Besides listening in on such far- 
away broadcast stations as Radio Kiev or Radio Jérusalem, DX-ers 
also make reports. 

"Shortwave broadcasters around 
the world need to know how well 
they are being received in your area, 
what interférence exists from other 
transmitting nations and indications 
of atmospheric or man-made noise or 
disturbance that occurs during their 
schedules of transmission," David- 
son explained. 

Valuable information 
"This is information only DX-ers 

can supply," he continued. With 
these reports, broadcasters can 
check their transmission schedules, 
frequencies and the power needed to 
reach various spots around the 
world. 

"Your little place in the world is 
only one of thousands from which re- 
ports will be received," Davidson 
said. "Yours will be collated and 
filed away with many others from lis- 
teners in India, Australia, Antarc- 
tica." 

After studying the reports, broad- 
casters préparé new schedules and 
maiL them to those people with the 
"ears," the DX-ers. 

DX publications list frequencies, 
how and what to report and how to 
présent it. "If you have reported 
properly and accurately, your reward 
will be a 'QSL' (acknowledgment) 
by return mail," Davidson said. 

The QSLs corne on postcards or in 
letters which include postcards dis- 
playing art and photography unique 
to the responding country, he.said. 
Because of ail the exotic mail David- 
son receives, his mail carrier once 
joked that he felt he was dealing 

with an international spy ring. 
Davidson said he has accumu- 

lated some 30 QSLs in the short time 
he has been involved with the hobby. 
Stations change QSL cards often, he 
added, so if a DX-er repeats a report 
to a previously logged station, 
chances are a new card will be added 
to his or her collection. 

Stamp bonanza 
Along with the QSL cards, David- 

son receives bulletins on the coun- 
try's people and customs, propa- 
gande from Iron Curtain countries, 
tourism literature and requests for 
pen pals, information about the 
United States and for books not 
available in the responding nation. 

If a person collects stamps, "you 
have found a bonanza," Davidson 
remarked. "Not only will you collect the 
stamps from your foreign mail, but 
many countries offer stamps as re- 
wards for answers to questionnaires 
regarding the interest and quality of 
their programming," he said. 

On one occasion he received a 
complété first-day cover for 1975 
from Radio Havana in Cuba. 

The propaganda, some of it in 
English, has been passed on to the 
language and political science de- 
partments of Mount Mercy Collège, 
Davidson said. 

Many people wonder how it is 
possible to understand foreign 
broadcasts, Davidson said, noting 
that transmitting nations use many 
languages, including English. 

Not expensive 
If a DX-er tunes in at specified 

hours and frequencies, he or she will 
hear complété programs in English, 
he said. "There are also identifying, 
words and sounds in foreign lan- 
guages which you will learn to recog- 
nize as you continue," he said. 

Davidson said many people seem 
to think DX-ing is expensive, but he 
disputes that. He said h» 
than $160 for his receiver, which is 
located in a 4-by-6 cubicle in his 
basement. 

Attached to that is a wire leading 
to an antenna which is also inexpen- sive to put up, he said. In his "shack" 
he also has a large world map topped 
by a 24-hour clock set on Greenwich 
Mean Time, the universal time used 
by ail shortwave broadcasters. 

Davidson said he knows little 
about electronics except what he has 
picked up along the way. In fact, he 
said, in the four years he has been 

DX-ing, he's never seen the inside of 
his receiver. 

While people of ail âges enjoy DX-ing, Davidson said, "it should 
hold spécial interest for the elderly, 
the shut-in, the infirm." 

Although he is 68, Davidson says 
he has no immédiate plans to retire 
from his sales job. But when he does, 
he looks forward to pursuin^ his DX- 
ing hobby. 

DX-ing is starting to grow, David- 
son said. Recently he noticed two 
new names from the Cedar Rapids 
area in a DX-ing publication. 

Davidson is thrilled with his 
hobby and calls it "my door and my 
window to the whole wide world. It 
is ready to transport me to places 
with magie names, where unusual 
entertainment, exciting events and 
an occasional controversial discus- 
sion await my pleasure." 
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WARC 79 REPORT ON THE LATEST WARC-79 FCC MEETING

On 1 March, the WARC International Broadcasting Services Group, wlth RFE/HL's Stanley 
Leinwoll as Chalrman, held its first meeting for several months. Although the latest in 
a sériés of FCC "Notices of Information" outllnlng officiai U.S. pollcy for WARC still had 
not been made public, the Chalrman related to the Group his interesting expériences at a 
recent broadcasters convention held in Vienna. 

On 6-7 February 1978, a group of 14 broadcasters and 4 PTT's convened in Vienna to 
attempt to formulate a common position for WARC-79. Included in the attendees were 
représentatives of the SBC (Switzerland), FCC (iBA), ARD/SFB (West Germany), RCI (Canada), 
ORF (Austrla), IRT (Germany), BBC (UK), Vatican Radio, DW (West Germany), VoA (USA), TDF 
(France), Bundespostminlsterium (West Germany PTT), EBU Teohnlcal Center, RFE/RL (USA), 
PIT of Australie, Radio Nederland, Radio France, AIR (indla), and the Swlss PTT. They 
drew up a proposed llst of new International Broadcasting Bands, and also reaohed a loose 
ooncensus oonoemlng the validlty of out-of-band broadcasting. 

The proposed bands, whlch were not unanamously agreed to, are (unshared and Worldwide): 
3900-4060 kHz (currently not used for broadcasting in Région 2 (the Amerlcas) 
4750-4995 kHz (currently restrlcted to Tropical Broadcasting) 
5005-5060 kHz (currently restrlcted to Tropical Broadcasting) 
5740-6200 kHz (currently 5950-6200 kHz) 
7100-7500 kHz (currently not used for broadcasting in Région 2) 
9400-9900 kHz (currently 9500-9775 kHz) 
11500-12025 kHz (currently 11700-11975 kHz) 
13600-14000 kHz (currently not used for broadcasting in any Région.) 
15100-15700 kHz (currently 15100-15450 kHz) 
17500-17900 kHz (currently 17700-17900 kHz) 
21450-21850 kHz (currently 21450-21750 kHz) 
25600-26100 kHz (unchanged) 
From the DXers point of view, the major points are the élimination of sharlng wlth 

hams of the 41 and 75 metre bands, and the introduction of Tropical-International Broadcast- 
ing sharing of the prized DX 60 metre band. From the Amateur Radio viewpoint, the proposais 
would resuit in a loss of 300 kHz of HF bandspace currently shared wlth International Broad- 
casting . 

Considérable debate took place concemlng the wisdom of allocatlng to IB what 1s now 
a protected haven for Third World domestlc broadcasters. An FCC Représentative informed 
the Group that the Commission had been vlsltlng various countrles, but could not reveal the 
names of whlch countrles for diplocatlc reasons! However, in those countrles visited that 
make use of Tropical Band opération, the Commission had found two interesting items: first, 
many Tropical countrles use the Tropical Bands not for Broadcasting, but for Fixed use. 
Second, most Tropical Band broadoast transmltters are used for studlo-to-transmltter links 
(STL1 s) . 

However, a qulck cheok of the latest WRTH showed a slzable number of Tropical Band 
broadcasters with no transmltters other than those in the Tropical Bands...prima facie 
evldence that they are not STL's. However, the Commission will be visiting a number of 
other Tropical countrles and will study the point furtter, 

Also of interest was that the only Tropical Broadoaster at the Vienna meeting, Ail India 
Radio, did not go along wlth the proposai to allooate the 60 metre band to IB, whioh may 
be a harblnger of the voting llneup at Geneva next year. On the other hand, AIR 1s apparent- 
ly studying the feaslbllity of uslng longwave instead of shortwave for domestlc broadcasting, 
so the matter 1s by no means olearly divided. 

Another major resuit of the Vienna meeting was the révélation that the long-held 
résistance to out-of-band broadcasting by certain countrles, notably the West German PTT,

° wi"!, iv,3? Article 9 provisions, in allowlng out-of-band broadcasting on the condition that it does not cause harmful interférence to allooated users wlthin a speclfled 
complaint period. The F00 Représentative felt thls was moot, as new registratlons submltted 
to the ITU are forwarded to administrations on and in ths vlolnlty of the ohannel in 
question, and that as a matter of routine the ourrent users file objections, whlch would 
therefore make use of #115 impossible. However, another participant pointed out that when 
other countrles have used #115 to operate out-of-band broadcasts oomplalnts have been rare, 
especially when the Fixed (as opposed to the Amateur, aeronautical mobile, or maritime 
^lle' example) Bands have been used. Further, the FM mode transmissions, suoh as K and FAX, typically used in the Fixed bands are rarely harmfully interfered with by the 
AM mode International Broadcasters. 
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Nevertheless, the West German position 1s that it Hould be better to defer the use of 
out-of-band broadcastlng untll the results of WAHC-79 are knovm, as if the bands are 
sufficiently expanded such useage may not be necessary. 

Finally, the Vienna meeting deferred discussion of Compatible Single Side band to a 
later date. It was pointed out to the group that the Canadian time station CHU had 
converted successfully to A3h, a rudimentary form of CSSB, and the FCC représentative 
expressed interest in the matter. 

Chairman Leinwoll introduced at the FCC meeting on 1 March, a paper entitled, "Possible 
Sharing of Allocations, Broadcasting and Fixed Services." It proposes that should 
International Broadcast band expansion be possible only under conditions of sharing, that 
it be sharing with Fixed services on a geographical/time basis. Arthur Thompson of WYFR 
designed a scheme whereby this could be done, allowing the short-range Fixed Services to 
use certain bands at certain times in certain zones, and the long-range International 
Broadcasting to use these bands at other times. 

It was indicated that similar sharing already takes place in one US city as authorized 
by the FCC, apparently in the 6 MHz International Broadcast Band. In this city, during 
certain hours mobile users may make use of the 49 metre band, as Broadcaster traffic is 
absorbed during those daylight hours. 
Must the 60 Metre Tropical Band Be Abolished? 

From the viewpoint of radio hobbyists and expatriâtes, the 60 metre band is a wealth 
of aurai delights. For those wishing to "travel by radio", rather than to absorb programming 
especially prepared for foreign audiences, this band probably offers more payoff than ail 
the remainder of the HF spectrum. Does this, too, have to be buried under légions of 
250 kW transmitters?? 

American DXers — plus European DXers, to a limited extent — have a simple, but 
potentially effective recourse to the proposai that the 60 metre band be "shared", I.E. 
taken over, by International Broadcasting. In Latin America, nearly every Tropical 
Broadcaster is privately owned and relies on advertising to survive. One means by which 
advertisers are enticed is for the station manager to indicate how widely heard the 
Tropical station is, and the most common method is to show réception reports from DXers 
around the world. 

If henceforth every réception report were accompanied by a letter expressing dismay 
that this sort of réception might not be possible after 1979» and why, it is not 
inconceivable that the broadcasters will soon be beating on their Govemment's doors to take 
effective action to counteract these moves. As the recruiting posters say, "This Means You", 
and it also means QSL and other editors in the hobby so that the message is repeated and 
spread while there is still time to act. We have less than a year before WARC-79» but 
if each DXer, DX club, and AN ARC — and overseas counterparts, such as EDXC — can résolve 
to act on this matter, it's not inconceivable that the 60 metre band can be salvaged. 
The nations that most benefit from Tropical Broadcasting form a majority of votes in the 
ITU; ail DXers need to do over the coming months is to inform.

CLANDESTINE CRANNY US Pirates From the staff of WCPR, thanks to Mr. 
Helms for including WCPR in his report "Piracy on 

the Airvaves" (Nov. 77) and thanks to Popular Electronics for printing an article on pirate 
radio. WCPR would like to add a few facts in retrospect. Callers were not given an address 
to vrite to; rather, they gave us their address and then received thank-you-for-tuning-in 
letters. The spéculation that our xmtr power was 100 watts, vas mistaken. Due to our unique 
ground radial system, our ERP was significantly greater than the transmitter output. Using 
our 1/8 wave end-fed zeppelin antenna, WCPR had a carrier power of approximately 72 watts. 
We were privileged to use an expérimental compresser prototype to raise our average modula- 
tion by 15 db. With a peak modulation level of 62% (without transmitter arcing) our average 
modulation was 60%. The transmitter that we took 'off the shelf' and revitalized was named 
Karen-anne, because it was always slightly under the weather. Also, CPR stands for Cardio 
Pulminary (sic) Resuscitâtion, or Construction Permit Rejected. 

Station téléphonés did not tamper with Telco circuits. Ail calls were legitimate and 
paid for with WCPR's shoestring budget. No person inside the phone company provided infor- 
mation or help to WCPR other than normal services. 

Ue've almost no airchecks of our activities. So we offer to send you an officiai WCPR QSL 
card in return for copies of any WCPR air checks that you have. This QSL card is guaranteed 
to be a collectors item, so you don't forget, mail before midnight tomorrow to WCPR, /address 
deleted/, Brooklyn NY 11214. 

WCPR received many reports of regret from our listeners, after their learning of WCPR's 
closing. The staff of WCPR ail feel that the FCC should designate spécial frequencies for 
hobby broadcasters, interested in broadcasting for entertainment, information and éducation. 
Everyone involved in WCPR had fun on the air, and we would like to express our thanks to ail 
the listeners, and callers and correspondents—from Maine to Florida to California, and even 
ALBANY'! Although WCPR is gone, it does not mean the end. As long as there is radio, there 
will be pirates. More radio to come! /signed/ (deleted), Owner operator, général manager, 
program director, and generally sheepish person; John Doe, Cheif (sic) announcer; Ed Arms 
strong: Opérations, and programing consultant fromBuzz-Hardt-Rook-Drek creative services, 
and Micheal (sic) Cypher, chief engineer and technical director, WCPR, Brooklyn NY (22/10/77 
letter to Harry Helms, Box 331, Fort Mill SC 29715, who could perhaps forward airchecks for 
QSLs as offered above -gh) 

About the WCPR phone lines. In NY, as in probably every other city in america, the Télé- 
phoné company has nany lines set up for test purposes, called "loops". WCPR-wauidcall 766- 
9977 and immediately hear a tone. A person wishing to call us would dial 766-997j) aî! 
were connected. These loop lines are perfectly légal since you are charged for callinfe it, 
and you can call them from any phone anywhere (John Doe, WCPR, 23/11/77 leTtef-to Hwlms) 

The coranents from SWNS about the pirates being able to 'tamper with the phone system' are 
not justified by the facts. The two pirates are separate opérations, but WDBX and its 
varions other calls are using the original WCPR gear described above. Right now l'm not 
sure what the current status of these stations is. I haven't heard from the operators in 
the past three weeks. I do know that the telco loops were being 'busied out' a few weeks 
ago; that means the FCC was actively monitoring the pirates and had someone at telco shut 
off a loop as soon as the number was announced on the air. This happened back in 1976 prior 
to the WCPR bust by FCC agents Jack Schedetsky and Alexander Zimney (Harry Helms, 7/3) 

Yes, contrary to the feeling of Stan, use of loop lines by the NYC pirates in no way sug- 
gests that anyone in the phone company is involved or ever has been nor does it suggest 
there is a connection between the various stations. They are most often called 'milliwatt 
loops* by the phone company. If the FCC has any interest in these pirates, they can easily 
get the coopération of the phone company in tracing the line connected to the loop. The 
phone company usually contends the use of loop lines is illégal but rarely, if ever, prose- 
cutes their use. Obviously, if a person calls either side of the loop when the radio sta- 
tion isn't using it, there will be no answer (Don Erickson, CA) 
Radio ABC England raided and operator lost the xmtr, was fined 175 pounds and damaged his 
car trying to escape the GPO. The GPO said the band used was for ship communications and 
that the 40 watt xmtr could be heard 1000 miles away and might be a danger to shipping. The 
defence pointed out that R. Peking uses the same freq with 240 kW. They will return in the 
spring, says operator Phillip Jerferson, 25, who is a pYe technicien at Cambridge. When 
caught they were broadcasting from a car amidst derelict buildings at Shirehill Farm, Saff- 
ron Walden (James Hobson, WDXC Feb Contact) 
Skull & Boues Radio System (S.B.R.S.—"The Freaky Station of the Nation") 6220 heard Sun at 
1000, sent a poster, saying that "Ail transmittions (sic) come from the local "Graveyard", 
Tomb no. 6." Their 'skeleton' staff consist of Gary St. John & Tom Richards, and they're on 
the air from "10 am till DEATH"! (Brian Wallace-, WDXC Feb Contact) 
Radio Sandino When in San Francisco recently I queried a member of the Frente Sandinista de 
Liberaciôn Nacional about this station (cf Mar LN-6, Feb LN-9), and he said there was no 
auch station; nor is it referred to in various literature I picked up. Speaking of posters, 
as a souvenir to IH readers of a clandestine that does not (yet?) exist, I will send a color 
8% x.14" Sandinista poster to the first six sending SASE ; any others will get a xerox (gh) 
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Radio Abdala (Cf Feb I2J-9, Jan LN-10) It's enough to sour a guy on the whole idea of QSL- 
ing. I sent my first reception-report-for-QSL in years to the address listed, but there bas 
been no reply.
