At about 7*30 AM, the Washington to Montréal train pulled into St. Albans, Vermont, a 
sleepy little town on the rail line to Canada, The entire train was to board busses that had 
been hastily obtained by AMTRAK, for the rest of the trip to Montréal and ANARC 19?8. But 
then DXers know how to take that sort of thing, and those of us on-board (includeng Chris 

. Hansen of SFEEDX, Dave Snyder of the Brooklyn DX Club, Wayne Davis of HAP, and several others) 
had to grin and bear it. 

A somewhat unexpected beginning to what would turn out to be a wonderful and educational 
five days in beautiful Montréal. NASWA was represented at ANARC '78 by yours truly, and Mr. 
Nick Pappas who assists Bill Oliver with the publishing duties. And NASWA was certainly 
represented at a level equal to its stature among North American clubs — the best! We arrived 
at Le Maison de Radio Canada the moming of Friday 14 July, and without taking time to 
freshen up, proceeded to lay out the NASWA table in the convention hall. Hats off to lan 
McFarland, convention chairman and to Jeff White for the magniflcant appearance of the hall — 
the walls were covered with the seals of ail clubs in attendance; there were excellent receiver 
displays by SONY and Panasonic as well as a Racal 1772 used by the Canadian Monitoring Station 
(only $8,000 for those of our wealthier NASWA members); ringing the room were club displays 
with publications, free bulletins, and displays sponsored by some major broadcasters such as 
Radio Sweden, Radio France International, V0A, Radio Finland, and Radio Nederland. 

After the ANARC business meeting, ail convention attendees (there were over 115) witnessed 
a specially arranged direct satellite to earth broadcast from the Canadian Communications 
Satellite (HERMES), Experiments with HERMES, launched in 1976, could détermine if ail homes 
could be equipped with their own dish antennas for réception of TV programs relayed from 
space. Once again, sincere thanks to lan McFarland and Mr. George Davies of the Space 
Communications Program for this démonstration — arranged specifically for ANARC! 

Friday night marked the first real rest in 24 hours for many of us, and was also a time 
to get to know one another. This was, perhaps, the best thing about ANARC 1978 -- club 
différences were hardly noticeable. Ail joined in the pleasure of meeting their fellow 
hobbyists and in discussing the latest shortwave topics. ANARC was an opportunity for many 
of us Eastemers to meet some Westemers, such as Don Johnson of SîEEDX, Dave Browne, ANARC 
chairman, and Kim Elliot from Minnesota, And I almost forgot to mention Larry Nebron from 
San Francisco (ray real home!), 

Saturday was a busy day — Mr. Denis Casey, Superviser of the Radio Canada Monitoring 
Station gave a brief history of the station with slides, as some of us plotted how to get the 
démonstration RACAL out the back door. The tour of Maison de Radio Canada included télévision 
studios, control rooms, and production facilities -- the Maison is the largest facility of its 
klnd in North America! 

That aftemoon, discussion groups dealt with the following topics: DXers influence on

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the proœedixigs of WARC *79. Shortwave programming and what can be done to improve raany 
were ccaicemed with local news on shortwave in the style of Radio Japan's "Asian news , and 
with the réductions in the length of programs like Radio Nederland's DX Jukebox. QSLing — 
QSLs received a curious vote of "no conficence" in that they were becoming "meaningless" 
according to raany présent. New QSLing policies were also touched upon. 

Also that aftemood, Kim Andrew Elliot presented a summary of his NASWA survey. Radio 
Sweden,s Ame Skoog spoke about Radio Sweden and showed some interestîng slldes of RS 
facilities. The ANARC Awards Banquet brought a new receiver to Greg Ravenhorst (an RF-2200) 
in the raffle. Mr. George Davies gave an interesting présentation on the use of HERMES for 
"telemedicine" in the remote areas of Canada. And perhaps the biggest event of the night 
came with présentation of the ANARC awards. North American DXer of the Year went to none 
other than lan McFarland for his dévotion to the HAP cause and to shortwave listening in 
général. Hap U.S. Director Wayne Davis, in récognition of this, gave lan the HAP award, so 
the DX Digest host ran away with top-honors that evening. But Arne Skoog, one of the truely 
great names in shortwave radio over the years, received the International DX'er of the 
Year award for his hard work. NASWA*s nominees for North American and International DXer of 
the Year, Pitt McNeil and Isao Ugusa, will have to wait for next year, but deserve a lot 
of crédit. 

Saturday soon blew by, and Sunday marked the start of another tiring day, but very 
satisfying. The first DX TV program, wrltten, produced, and performed by NASWA associate 
Alfred Thomton of St. John* s New Brunswick, came as a pleasant suprise for e very one . 
Next, CBS* 60 Minuites! There was an excellent talk by Dr. David Meisel of NOAA (National 
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration) on future predicitions of sunspot levels and their 
effect on shortwave and mediumwave. 

The HAP auctlon exoeeded ail expectations—over $1,100 was collected for the cause, 
helped considerably by a $111,00 bid by a Mr. George Link! The prize was sweetened by a 
VOA pennant and a VOA pen, donated by Paul Modic, Program Manager for VGA in attendance at 
the convention. There came however, five other VOA pennants, now in the possession of 
several happy DXers. By the way, Mr. Link was treated to a personal tour of the Voice of 
America by Paul Modic, who was very impressed with the enthusiasm for the HAP auction. 

Even after ail the above, the conventioneers still had enough energy for the International 
Broadcaster* s Forum, at which représentatives from Radio Sweden (Arne Skoog), RCI (lan 
McFarland), VOA (Paul Modic), and the Spanish National Radio (Ambrosio Wang-an-Po) discussed 
topics of major interest. Two of the big questions—what about a VOA DX program, and, do the 
broadcasters really value the information that is published in the varions DX club bulletins? 
The answer to the former, a rather definite "not in the forseeable future." The answer to the 
latter, a most definite "yes". 

The 1978 ANARC Convention was still buzzing when the time came for Dave Browne to bang 
down the gavel. The weekend had brought a renewal of old friendships and the forging of new 
ones. But it wasn't over yet. On monday, a spécial tour of the Radio Canada Monitoring 
Station gave many who took the ride to Stittsville, Ontario, their first chance to tune on 
the beautiful RACAL receivers—many a photograph will be tucked away in albums from that visit! 

There was much reason to be optimistic after ANARC I978. Représentatives of major 
broadcasting organizations had shown much interest in the hobby of shortwave listening, 
notably the VOA's Program Manager, Mr. Paul Modic, who did some suprising "jawboning" with 
many of us about SWLs and International broadcasting. 

And before ending this summary, I should mention Frankie Gittens who came from Trinidad 
and gave us a gllmpse of what DXing is like in that island nation — apparently it is not 
very widespread! 

Next year*s convention? It is not known where it will be at the moment, but there are 
tentatives — the University of Minnesota or possibly in Washington, DC, where so much broad- 
casting policy is determined. Don't miss the next ANARC Convention. 1979 might not be 
much better than Montréal, but it certainly could equal the excitement and qualitv of 
ANARC 1978!

Guidelinee for OXino By Jerry Berg, Kent Corson, 
Dan Ferguson, and Don Jensen 

INTRODUCTION 
Periodically there develop controversies over particular loggings which seem 

propagationally unlikely, or improbable for other reasons. These incidents inevitably bring 
into question the credibility of the reporters and usually are accompanied by debate over 
whether editors should screen out such loggings or just publish what they receive, 

Editors bave the responsibility to edit, to exercise their best judgment in handling 
items submitted to them, However, the purpose of these guidelines is to minimize erroneous 
reportlng at its source by offering standards of good practice for DXers. It is hoped that 
these will encourage both newcomers and vétéran listeners to practice good DXing habits so 
they can contribute to the maintenance of high standards in the exchange of DX information. 

THERE IS NO BLACK MAGIC IN DXING 
It is often said of DXing that "anything can happen." And it is true that from time to 

tlrae, but rarely, what might be called "freak" réception does occur. But ail shortwave 
réception is dépendent on natural propagation phenomena; there is no magie involved. What 
we term freak réception is merely réception caused by such a complex comblnation of natural 
factors that we may not be able to explain it in terms of our limited Knowledge » Strictly 
speaking, it is a case of Hwe can't adequately explain what happens" rather than "anything can 

.happen," 
The distinction is important. If we too literally believe that anything can happen, we 

may too easily be ready to believe — especially when rare stations are concemed — that 
anything will happen. 

Freak réception, by our terms, happens so rarely that any given DXer might experience it 
only once or twice in his hobby career. When an individual repeatedly reports freakish 
réception, the laws of probability strongly suggest that most of those reports are erroneous. 
Thus, strange and hard to explain réceptions should be subjected to even more careful scrutiny 
than normal réceptions, not merely written off with, "well, anything can happen." 

The purpose of these standards is not to discourage the reporting of rare or unusual 
réceptions, but to suggest DX practices which will help the DXer establish the genuinenness 
of such réception before reporting it. 

LOGGINGS SHOULD BE TERMED IDENTIFIED, TENTATIVE, OR 
PRESUMED IN ACCORD ANGE WITH THE DEFINITIONS BELOW 

The issue is, at what point is a station identified and how should stations not fully 
identified be reported. 

The pcrocess of identifying stations should be viewed as a continuum. At one end is the 
unidentified station. An example of a completely unidentified station is an open carrier. 
The absence of any programming dues offers no help in identifying the station. 

At the other end of the spectrum is the positively (lOCpS probability) identified station 
("This is the Voice of America broadeasting from Greenville, North Carolina." (JAL Note: VoA 
no longer uses this type ID.)). 

Many DX stations fall somewhere in between on the identification spectrum, however. One 
may hear only part of the ID, and it may be in a poorly understood foreign language or in 
the mldst of heavy static or interférence. Or perhaps no ID is heard but certain character- 
istics of the signal or programming lead to the belief that you are tuned to a particular 
station. 

Generally speaking, the longer one listens to a station — on one date or many — the 
more dues to its identity he will gather and the better the chances of identification. If 
you can t ID a station, keep listening! 

. The faotors whloh might contrlhute to the identifloation of a station are almost llmitless, Among them are quality of signal (such as presence of polar flutter, fade-out. and fade-in 
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times, etc.), time of réception, frequency, and programning. Programmlng is usually the most 
important due. 

Knowledge of languages will help. Familiarity with différent kinds of indigenous music 
is a big help in identifying stations. Other factors which could contribute to station 
identification include similarity of programming to that reported by other listeners, use 
of known tuning signais, sign-on and sign-off sequences, identification of advertisers and 
much, much more, 

It should be appaxent that one's ability to identify a station dépends mostly on his 
abllity to interpret what he hears and reach conclusions from it. Thus, DXers with greater 
experience may find it easler to suggest plausible identities for unidentified stations than 
will newcomers to the hobby. A station whlch is unidentified to a new listener may be 
iden+ified to a more experienced DXer. The experience factor is critical. One should, over 
his years in the hobby, build a mental storebouse of Information about the stations and 
countries he may hear on shortwave. Thên, wher he hears a station whose identity he is 
seeking, he has a background of knowledge which he can bring to bear on the varions items of 
programmjjig he hears. 

No malter how experienced you are, you will net be able to fully identify ail signais 
you hear. A cOupie of sfcorthand expressions hfve developed for describing these caser. 

One is "pj-esumed" identif icstioi . Wner ? logging 1s 11 sied as présumé d it me an s the 
DXer lias concluded that, based on ail of the dues he has, he is almost certain (95^ 
probability) that it is the naraed statloi.- he has heard. About ail that is missing is an 
actual ID; virtually ail the other dues as^ to identity "fit." 

The other lerm is "tentative." A tentative Identification means that the DXer has 
strong reason (80$ probabil 1ty) to belleve that he 1s hearing the named station, but he is 
not sufficiently certain to cal1 it presumed 

For exarople, il one hears a Spanish station on a frequency where several Latin 
Americans eperate, there îs ne bas!s. wlthout more, on which this could projerly be termec 
an identlfied 1 ogging cf dit station rsther thar. the others. The probability 3r: being righ4 

in gueseing ar?y one et the ilstec ctal.ions is less tha-i SG$. If the listener identifies the 
music as deflnately Peruvlai;t how©ver, if only ors of the known stations 1s located in Peru, 
and if cl ter DXers Ivave reported Peru only ai this lime;, one mlght properly call this a 
tentative 1 ogging of the Peruvia:: station. In this instance one might be about 80$ certain 
of that identity. If, In addition, part of an identification is heard which seems to match 
that of the Peruvian and there are mentions of the town In which the Peruvian is located, 
this coule properly be called presumed réception of the Peruvian. Tdentificalior certainly 
would be better than 95^. 

Anything short of a tentative is an unidentified. DXers should avoid the temptation to 
classify loggings as tentative when they are truly unidentified. A legitimate tentative 
désignation is noi just the product of a guess, and should not be used merely as an "insurance 
pclicy against embarrassment if a legging reported to a bulletin later proves to have bsen 
in error. When there is any doubt in your mind, call the station unidentified. If you must 
err, err on the slde of caution. Even with unidentifiede, however, you might want to 
indlcate which station or stations you think it might be, if you have any ideas. 

A word about the propriety of sending réception reports to stations in the presumed or 
tentative catégories. The main purpose in seeking a QSL is to cause the station to verify 
what the listener himself has already fairly concluded, namely that it is that particular 
station he has heard. It is not the purpose of a QSL to confirm a mere guess. 

Ordinarily it is permissible to seek a vérification from a station in the presumed 
category. The problem is more difficult with tentative loggings. Perhaps the best test is 
this: If, based on ail the circumstances, you are able to fairly conclude that it is a 
partlcuiar station you have heard — having applied the stringent "have I been guilty of 
wishful thlnklng test" ~ it is permissible to seek vérification. You should spell out to the 
station that your réception was not positively identified, however. You should tell them 
that you are not certain it is their station you have heard, but détail those factors which 
cause you to believe that it is probably them. 

A STATION LIST SHOULD NEVER BE THE SOLE OR 
PRINCIPAL FACTOR IN IDENTIFYING A STATION 
0Î, 0ne or ^"ther! Club bulletins, other hobby publications, 

T? ? etc. The Issue 1s not whether to use such llsts, but how to use ts Prwlde a useful element of Information to a listener who is trvlng to Identify a 

Steduï^Tto orerate^r^f T * They tell hlm which" stations are ? ope rate on that frequency or have been heard there. Thus, they are helpful mainly in narrowing the list of stations a DXer might be listening to. 
To be carefully avolded is a praotloe called "list logglng." List logglng is the habit 
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of concluding and reportIng that one has heard a particular station when that conclusion is 
based mostly on the fact that the station is, according to a list, supposedly operating 
at the time and place heard. A list logger proceeds on the wrong assumption that tecause 
station X is supposed to be operating on a particular frequency at a particular time, and 
because he heard a station on that frequency at that time, it must be station X he heard. 

List logging is mainly the product of the DXer's desire to hear a particular station. 
He wants to hear station X, so he concludes he has heard it, even though other possibilities 
are moie likely. Wishful thinking has led him to "identify" the station principally by the 
fact that the station is reported to be operating at the time and place of his logging. 

List logging becornes progressively more hazardous as the list being relied upon âges. 
Thus the annual VRTH will normally be less accurate than a list which updates several times 
a year (such as the Danish Shortwave Clubs International Tropical Bands Survey), TBS may 
be less accurate than the lists in monthly bulletins and so forth. Furthermore, stations 
raove to new frequencies as well as from old ones. So a station heard on a given frequency may 
well be something not yet on any list, and even the most up to date listing of stations on a 
frequency may not indicate ail the possibilities. 

As stressed previously, it is the other factors in a logging — language, program 
content, réception conditions, etc. — which should provide the basis for a crédible 
identification. That a wanted station is supposed to be operating at the same time and 
frequency is just one element — and not a critical one — in the overall détermination of 
which station is being heard. 

REPORT THE FREQUENCY OF RECEPTION AS ACCURATELY 
AS EQUIPMENT AND SKILL PERMIT 

A DXer should be familiar enough with his equipment to know how to use it properly and 
get the most accuracy it can offer. With ail but the simplest multi-band portables, + 3 kHz 
accuracy is possible and should be sought. If digital readout is not available, the DXer 
should develope appropriate frequency graphs, charts, or tables for his receiver so that by 
interpolation he can establish an accuracy of about + 3 kHz. Even greater accuracy, to the 
neaxest kilohertz, should be standard where digital readout is available, Measurements 
to the nearest kilohertz are not indispensable to proper reporting or to one*s development 
as a serions DXer, however. 

It is not necessaxy to report frequencies to one or more décimal places, e.g. 9710«2, 
9710.23, 9710.238 kHz, etc. Generally, such frequency citations give the illusion of a 
great degree of accuracy which is not warranted in fact. Instability in the receiver or 
frequency counter is at least as likely an explanation for variations in "measured" 
frequencies over a period of time as is transmitter instability. If the frequency is 
measured on appropriate equipment by an experienced opérât or, it may be of value in determining 
"frequency offsets", that is deliberate off frequency opération which may be characteristic 
of particular stations, however. Caution should be used in reporting these to bulletin 
logging sections as the inexperienced DXer may be misled or become discouraged because his 
equipment does not permit such accuracy. The obvious exception to the above is where 
a station is known to broadcast regularly on a décimal or "split" frequency, such as 
Bouganville on 3322.5 kHz. (Editors note: This paragraph was revised as a resuit of 
discussion with the authors at NUvention 5« 12 Aug. It may appear in its original form in 
other DX publications.) 

Of course, the frequency reported should be the one actually heard and not just the 
listed frequency, if they are not the same. 

BRIEFLY DESGRIBE THE PROGRAM HEARD 
BE ACCURATE AND COMPIETE 

The more descriptive the account of your logging, the more helpful it will be to others. 
As a général rule, the rarer the logging, the more complété should be your program description. 

The following are appropriate détails: Language (if known); program titles (or generic 
tenus such as "local news," "comœsntary," "request music program," etc.); type of music (generic 
terms such as "rock," "mid-east chanting," "island music" as a minimum, but ideally more 
detailed musical descriptions are désirable, e.g. "gamelan," "kronkong," "huayno," "merengue," 
etc.); sign-on and sign-off practices; actual time announcements; tuning signais; national 
anthems; sound effects; and products advertised. An important item is the identification 
text. And whether as part of an ID text or not, besure to give the name or slogan of the 
station as you heard it if it differs from the name usually used. 

RECEPTION CCHDITIONS SHOULD BE REPORTED 
ACGURATELY AND IN GLEAR, CONCISE LANGUAGE 

Though preferred by some major international broadcasters, SINPO and SIO codes should 
be avoided when reporting réception of shortwave stations, except where a club requesta 
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otherwise. Réception should be described in brief, narrative form, e.g. "good réception 
wlth hat on high side," "poor strength with low modulation." "fair with QRM from BBC, same 
channel." Note any spécial characteristics associated with réception: Strength of signal, 
undermodulation or overmodulation, type, strength, and (if possible) identification of any 
interferlng stations or heterodynes, readability of the signal (the ability to distingulsh 
wcrds-, phrases, and sentences), relationship of signal quality to that usually experienced 
from the station, etc. 

The quality of réception should not be overstated. Report thlngs as you hear them. 
As a général rule, the better the DX, the worse réception you can expect. The following 
terminology is suggested: 

1. "Excellent" — Outstanding "local" or "armchair" quality receptionj VoA, BBC, etc. 
Stations heard with excellent quality are rarely true DX, 

2. "Good" — The content of the spoken programming, i.e. readability, is understood 
and the signal is stable. Unlike excellent réception, this signal may suffer from some 
interférence, heterodyne, fading, etc. 

3. "Pair" — Much DX réception will fall into this category. Fair réception is 
réception that is degraded in quality to the point where readability is substantially reduced. 
Note that even a strong signal might be reported as fair if interférence or other factors 
greatly reduce intelligibllity. 

k. "Poor" — Anything which is not excellent, good, or fair, is poor. If a signal is 
poor, it is especlally important to describe why, e.g. weak signal strength, unmanageable 
heterodyne, etc. 
********************************************** 

Many DXers complain when stations — especially the harder to hear ones — do not ver if y 
their réception reports. Some DXers reason that since they pat in just so much time and 
effort to send the station a réception report, it is the station*s obligation to verify that 
report. But how often do DXers look at things from the side of the broadcasters? For ail 
stations, domestic and International broadcasters, verifying réception reports in — in 
terms of paperwork, time, effort, and money — a hassle, and often an unrewarding one, 

For international broadcasters, réception reports are a way of getting in touch with 
their listeners. But this does not raean that verifying them is not a hassle, especially 
in terns of paperwork. Also, wlth inflation rising, stations eut back on their personnel 
— which means that fewer people are there to answer the increasing tide of réception reports. 
So, why not look at their side of things, and remember them when you are about to write up your 
next réception report? If you were worklng at an under-staffed station, what kind of reports 
would you like to see? Probably ones that are neat in appearance (typewritten, for example), 
that are concise in their détails, that include some sort of comment on the program content, 
and ones that are friendly — not just the old gimme-my-QSL type approach. Not only will 
following these simple outlines make for friendlier relations between the stations and DXers, 
it will also improve your QSL retums. 

Domestic broadcasters in Latin America, Africa, and Asia simply are not aiming for an 
international audience, and oft-times they don't need or want one. Their broadeasts are 
strictly for internai consumption, so to speak. In Latin America, raost stations on shortwave 
are commercial broadcasters, whose sole means of livelihood is making money from the sale of 
commercial spots to local businesses. They are often small opérations — family run stations 
are coramon in Latin America. Profits are small for these stations, and money raust be spent 
wlth care. To these stations, réception reports from DXers in the USA, using fancy receivers 
and Antennas to hear their stations, are worth little more than the paper they are written on. 
It may be interesting to some stations to get letters from the EE UU de America, indeed some 
stations are proud that they have been heard in far-away lands, but réception reports help the 
station llotle. DXers in far-away lands are not a loyal, local listenership which can be 
counted on to patronize local businesses which advertise on the radio station. In fact 
verifying réception reports can be seen as a débit when looked at from the station's point of 
v-ew. -hey spend their time and money sending out vérifications and get nothing more than tte 

P !asUre ^ knowinS that they can be heard in far-away places. DXers should be happy with the retums they get from Latin American stations that are generous enough to verify 
reporos, and not gripe at the stations which haven't answered their réception reports.

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value to these broadcasters too. Most of these stations operate in the tropical bands, 
and according to recent information, CCIR régulations state that stations should not be 
able to be heard outside the bmestic coverage area — so stations do not really want to be 
told that they are being heard in far-away lands, way outside their border. Also, most African 
and Asian states are poor, developing countries which do not have available any large 
expenditure for staffing their stations or running up postage bills sending out QSLs. In 
almost ail occasions, DXers get vérifications out of the generosity of stations and the 
personnel who work there, not because the station is "obligated" to verify réception reports. 

In conclusion, I would like to quote from a prominent DXer who has traveled in Latin 
America a falr amount. "As a personal opinion, after visiting a cluster of Latin stations, 
I now believe we are lucky to get any replies at ail from most of these, and whatever the 
percent âge of Latin replies to reports, it is probably better than it should be. The people 
down there — good people, but very poor — have enough problems and enough to do than to 
waste their time writing to Gringos. I can really understand them feeling that way."

Recently at the Boston Public Library, I came across a small book titled "Wireless 
Telegraph Stations of the World". Compiled by the U. S, Navy and dated August 1, 1907* It 
was the WRTH of its day. Its size and thickness, including the hard-bound covers, was about 
that of a typical FRENDX, 

Various chapters covered ail the commercial and private radio stations then existing in 
the world (ail nations were listed whether or not they had a radio station), those aboard 
commercial ships, and the U.S. Navy*s shore stations and aboard our warships. Foreign 
naval radio stations were not mentioned. The listings I have partly included are for American 
Privately-owned commercial stations and the U.S. Navy's shore stations. 

Readers will note that most of the American Commercial stations existing and under 
construction, were by DeForest while the Navy used German-made equipment. Most of the U.S. 
Navy radio stations were built adjacent to lighthouses and indeed, five are aboard lightships. 

At the start of the 20th Century, long wave meant long distance. But, even by 1907, 
many of the stations were already using frequencies now in the lower section of the BCB band. 
The Naval stations were broadband - the receiving capabilities of the Sitka, Alaska, station 
for instance, covered the présent LW and MW bands. The private stations appear to have 
used only one frequency. One wonders just how stable and sélective its transmission was. 

The most famous, of course, was Marconi's transatlantic station "CC" at Wellfleet, Cape 
Cod. Its range is listed as "ultra-potent" as is Reginald Fessenden's transatlantic station 
"BO* at nearby Brant Rock. 

A bit of history on our seagoing radio stations: In 1898, an expérimental radio was 
aboard the San Francisco Lightship, located halfway between the Golden Gâte and the Farrallon 
Islands. A few years later, the Navy established a radio station on the Farrallons. The 
islands were farther to see, a more stable platform, and a larger area than the lightship. 

Radios were installed aboard the Nantucket Lightship 66 and her relief, the 58, in 
1901. Primarily, they were to report ship arrivais to the Port of New York. The lightships 
worked "SC" at Siasconset, Nantucket Island, some 47 miles northwest, and the report was then 
cabled to New York City. On Deceraber 10, 1905» racked by a severe gale and badly leaking, the 
Nantucket Lightship 58 radiœd for help, America*s first wireless distress call. The tender 
Azalea, at Boston, reached the sinking lightship a few hours later. Too dark for any rescue 
attempts, the tender stood by the 58 ail that night. At dawn the next day, the lightships 
crew were taken off and the 58 placed in tow. A few hours later, the lightship sank. Her 
place as Nantucket's relief was then taken by the 78. Oddly, on June 24, i960, the 78, while 
relieving the Ambrose Ghannel Lightship at New York Harbor, was rammed and sunk by a passing 
/essel, fortunately without loss of life. Neither lightship was salvaged and they remain today 
in their watery grave. Wouldn't it be nice if someday a diver retrieved the historié radio 
equipment from the 58. 

Information in the book was sketchy at best. But it is most interesting to get a glimpse 
of radio in its infancy nearly three quarters of a century ago.

A transmitter is being constructed for the 90 & 75m 
bands. Sked from Melbourne is a broadcast 19/8; frequencies unknown, tho possibly similar 
to the Sydney ones. The QSL address for Sydney is: Radio CBN, 18A Milner Cres., Wollstone- 
craft NSW 2065 ("Chris Markham", Aug. ADXN) 
Voice of the Revolutionary Party for Reunification claims to broadcast from S. Korea, but 
really they broadcast from N. Korea. Militant music, conmentary and talks about the US 
involvement in S. Korea. The EG pgm is usually by a YL ancr who has a heavy accent, some- 
times hard to understand. She sounds like the YL hrd frequently on R. Pyongyang. The EG 
sked is 2230-2300 on 1135 and 4557; 1400-1430 on 1135, 4120, 4557. Frequencies drift sorae. 
Other times in Korean. The 1400 xmsn has been heard on the West Coast in the fall and win- 
ter with good signais. 2230 may be possible in the East, but not reported as far as I know. 
Both VRPR and the next are completely unofficial because in 1972 N & S agreed to stop hos- 
tile BCs toward each other. But obviously they both still continue (Bill Harms, WA) 
Hut-Mang-e Me-arl, literally, "Echo of Hope", is S. Korea's answer to VRPR. Only in Korean. 
News, commentary, music, talks by a 'sweet sounding' female. Sked 0200-0500 & 0900-1200 on 
6348 and 1400-1700 on 3985. 0900 is hrd thruout the year on the West Coast and the 1400 is 
audible in the fall and winter in the West. I don't know how well received in East (Harms) 
Voice of the Malayan Révolution According to the Malaysian government, the xmtr site of 
the stn, which began broadcasting 15/11/69, is stated to be in Shenyang, Hunan Province, in 
PR China. But it was only until end of 1971, and later is obscurely stated as "southern 
part of China" or "Yunnan Province". From the fact that the broadcast is easily audible in 
Tokyo and that pronunciation is slightly différent from the native speakers, it surely is 
not in the border of Malaysia & Thailand. Probably it is possible that éditorial dept. of 
a journal "Malayan Bulletin" issued till around 1968 in China, may have changed into the 
radio station. It should be noted that the contents of programs strongly reflect présent 
views of Chinese government and party, and that the victorious reports of revolutionary 
battle are only informed after 2 weeks at the earliest. Malaysian govt's view in 10/74 
was that this BC had not won the confidence of the Central Committee of the Malayan Commu- 
niât Party for more than 5 months. But this was resolved, and after 4/75, there were broad- 
cast varions statements of the Party and its lower organizations calling on people to lis- 
ten to VOMR. None of the leaders are mentioned by narae but Chen Ping, thus : "Central Comm- 
ittee of the Party led by Comrade Chen Ping". Being a native of Hakka, his name is usually 
pronounced in Malaysia as "Chj-n Peng", but in VOMR BCs it is pronounced "Chen Ping" as in 
Std. Chinese, regardless of Malay, Tamil or English pgm. This also suggests the site of 
the station (Sekai ShQhO, 30/9/75, via FEDXR) VOMR (Malay: "Ini-lah Suara Revolusi Malay"), 
xmtrs are believed to be near Changsha in Hunan Province, PRC. It follows a pro-Peking 
line attacking the govts of Malaysia & Singapore. Sked; ail on 15790 and 11830 at 0430-0710 
& 0930-1235 & 1245-1530; and on 15790 & 7300 at 2200-2405: 0430 Malay, 0515 Std Ch, 0550 
Tamil, 0635 Chinese dialects including Cantonese, Chaochou, Kwangsi. 0930 EG, 1015 Chinese 
dialects, 1030 Malay, 1115 Chinese dialects incl. Hakka & Hainan, 1150 Tamil, 1245 Malay, 
1330 Std Ch, 1405 Tamil, 1450 EG. 2200 Malay, 2245 Std Ch, 2320 Tamil (BBCMS 7/78) 
Free Voice of the Ukraine, and Radio Liberation for Lithuania are not mentioned in the 
latest survey by FBIS and BBCMS, because these anti-communist underground stations do not 
broadcast on a regular schedule. Most suddenly go off the air and are never heard again. 
A new one will begin and keep changing wavelengths without notice. The survey does list

Radio of Free & Unlfied Lebanon (Arabie: "Idha'at Lubnan al-Hurr al-Muwahhad), supporting 
former Près. Franjiyah was to begin xmsns 31/7 from the northern town of Ihdin, on 850 kHz 
MW with 20 kW for the first 10 days, then 100 kW. (Lebanese newspaper "An-Nabar" via Saudi

"In theso days, thanks to vireless transmission—and. In a smaller degroe, to mech- 

anited r«production—fine muslc, exponslvely produced, may be easlly arrl cheaply ob- 
talned. On the face of lt, this seeras to be an excellent condition of affairs; yot lt 
is not wlthout drawbacks. An Inerease in the number of art gallerles «ould be of little 
bonefit to blind raan; nor is the aecessibllity of vast quantltlos of muslc necessarily 
bound to tum an 'unmuslcal' person Into an enthuslast for ail that 1s the bost in the 
art. On the other hand, lt may easlly have the aetivelybad effect of dulUng our sensi- 
tlmeness to musical stimuli, 

"There 1s no paradox In the foregolng paragraph. Xt oontalns plaln, sober truth, 
Muslc 1s so readlly corne by In theso tlmes that. llke evoryday camodltles.. .great 
amounts, duly reoleved, are permlttod to run to waste. In other vords, we hoar a great 
doal of muslc, but liston to Tory little. Wo fall to absorb lt, and thereforo dérivé no 
beneflt from lt. 

"If we are content to eraploy muslc as a pleasant background for our reading, con- 
versation. card-playlng, oating, or doslng, well and good—we need only to swltch on 
our loud-spoakers or put our granophones Into action and oontunue our other occupations. 
But llstenlng to muslc 1s an active process whlch domands our full attention. Unless 
ve concentrate on what wo hear—erect a sort of mental sieve whlch wlll retaln the slg- 
nlficance of the sounds—lt wlll, in the old expression, merely corne In at one ear and 
go out at the other, leavlng no sediment of meanlng or sensation bohlnd it. 

"Those of us who developed our love of muslc In days when it was by no moans easy 
to acqulro musical experience had no need to be wamed of these thlngs. The value of 
the few preclous hours that we were able to spend In concert halls was patent enough. 
What wo lost—If lt can be concoived as a loss—In dnapness, quantlty, and even per- 
haps In comfort, we galned In the natural formation of the habit of concentrated llsten- 
lng—a good habit whloh, once formed, is not easlly dlscarded. 

"The great danger of broadcastlng and mechanlzod muslc generally is that, by Its 
vory prodlgallty, lt removes that compulslon to make the most of everythlng reoleved 
whlch opérated In the old days. Muslc today 1s so plentlful that we are temptod to 
regard lt tôo cheaply. Even those of us who attend good concerts regularly—and ail 
true muslc lovors do so whenever possible, for no reproduction, however good, is ccm- 
parable to the real thlng—can supplément our experlenees by means of radio and gram- 
ophone. Muslc 1s alraost llterally 'In the air'. But it is no more easy to extract 
full enjoyraent fron lt than it was before roproducing Instruments were invented... 

I make no apology for dealing extensively wlth so elanentary a point. Broadcast- 
lng and mechanized muslc, whether muslelans llke lt or not—ant many do not are today 
playlng enorraous parts In the musical llfe of the country. These Innovations have of 
necesslty eroeted a whole set of new values; and lt 1s désirable to deal at once wlth a 
pitfall whlch, as my dally experience plalnly Informs me, loems large in the path of 
seekers after musical und ers tard ing in a world that 1s full of muslc." 

We've come a long way, baby
