NEW LOG REPORT EDITOR NEEDED 1 The June HQ page mentioned that it was likely 
that we would be dividing the present LR-D Log Report which covers the 11700 
kHz - Up section into two sections, and that if this were done, we would be 
needing a new editor for the new section which would be known as LR-E. The 
new LR-E section would cover reports from 11770 kHz and up. After addition-
al discussion with the editors and others involved, it has been decided that 
we will establish the additional section with a new editor taking this over 
as soon as one can be appointed. 

As was explained at the beginning of last months trial LR-E section, the 
problem in the past has been that the LR-D section received far more log re-
ports from it's contributors than could possibly be accommodated in the 
space available for that section. Receiving so many reports means that con-
siderable time has to be spent by the editor just in sorting and selecting 
the most newsworthy reports which will be included in his section. In other 
words, the problem is not in the amount of typing involved, but more a mat-
ter of time required to select the best reports to be used before the typ-
ing begins. 

It might seem the obvious answer to the problem would be to add to the num-
ber of pages allowed LR-D section so more reports can be used. To do this, 
the number of pages alloted to other sections would have to be reduced, and 
we feel this would sacrifice the quality of some of the other sections. To 
add more pages to FRENDX as a whole would add a considerable amount to our 
postage and printing costs which we could not absord within the present mem-
bership rates now in effect. 

Although David Walcutt is willing to act as temporary LR-E editor, he has 
expressed his hope that someone else will be able to take this over on a 
permanent basis at the earliest possible moment. To fill this new editor-
ship, we would like to hear from anyone who feels he/she would be qualified. 
The main qualification being that that person would have to have experience . 
and expertise in the higher frequencies so as to be able to recognize the 
most newsworthy loggings that should be reported to the membership through 
LR-E log section. 

Anyone interested can write HQ giving us some background and facts that will 
help us select the person to fill this job, and we will be glad to answer 
any questions anyone may have which are not answered above.

THE QSL FROM THE SMALL BROADCASTER'S POINT OF VIEW

' Ever since I've been involved with the organized part of the shortwave hobby, I've known 
f a guerrilla struggle between those who collect QSLs and those who don't. The former group 

thinks this is the raison d'etre of the hobby while the latter feel it is a worthless pastime. 
These are the "classical" positions at either end of the QSL spectrum; the vast majority of 
listeners are somewhere in between. Fascinating as this infighting is, I'm not going to deal 
with it here. What I'd like to do is explain the QSL business from the small broadcaster's 
oint-of-view based on personal experience and a fair amount of extrapolation. Small stations 

re, after all, "DX." 

1 What do QSLs mean? Are they really "verifications" of reception? Aside from the major 
International broadcasters, and with some of these too, I'd have to say no. I work for a very 
!small 500-watt mediumwave station and am the ven i signer for the very few reports that come 
our way. I think my experience can be applied to almost all of the small and medium-sized 

Ftations to which a great deal of DX mail is sent. 

The distinguishing characteristic of a small radio station is its limited payroll. These 
few people are asked to perform varied functions, from collecting and reading the news to 
cleaning the W.C. These people don't have the time to get important tasks done, let alone 
answer reports from listeners far beyond the station's intended range. These reports are of 
absolutely no value to the station, in and of themselves - other than any incidental 
!curiosity. --kadio Inca or Radio Botswana couldn't care in the least that their signal makes 
It to North America or Europe. Why should they be? The director of Radio Botswana put it 
Fuccinctly: they can't be adequately received in Botswana on the sets in common use there, so 
bf what possible value is it to be told that they were heard in the U.S. on some fancy Collins 
Fr Drake set? None. The issue of cards and letters at stations like this provides nothing 
,for the station in return for the person hours spent in writing the reply and cashing-in 
Ozarre IRCs at an uncooperative post office. The only possible interest DX reports can have, 
end this only at infrequently heard stations not buried under DXer mail, is the mild thrill of 
knowing that your dinky 150-watt Redifon rig can span thousands of miles. Those at the station 
are perfectly aware that it is some elitist American who wrote, someone only interested in 
;another piece of paper to hang on the wall, who doesn't understand the language and couldn't 
are less about the pr9ram. Howmany regular, devoted, and caring listeners to stations like 

PKIP Surabaya or AIR Srinagar, etc., have in North America or Europe? 

This is, of course, putting it in an entirely negative context which distorts reality. 
,If this were all that was true, there would be no explanation for the fact that many of these 
small,-internationallY insignificant stations do verify. Why? Very simply because, when 
someone takes an interest in you or your organization, you usually feel some compulsion to 
answer out of sheer courtesy. This is the "Courtesy Factor." The novelty of DX reports at 
rarely heard stations figures in this too. I recently received a long personal letter from 
e low-powered 120-metre band Brazilian station that expressed amazement and pleasure at 
liming heard in North America. However, after the first few reports this novelty wears off. 
lAnd if a lot of foreign reports start flooding the station, the staff begins to think of 
answering them more as added work than added fun. At this point, the Courtesy Factor is the 
nly thing keeping those cards and letters flowing into foreign wall paper collections. 

Because this Courtesy Factor is responsible for most of the QSLs that small DX stations 
send, I doubt they can be considered true "verifications" of reception in most instances. If 
a letter to a station is nicely worded and not overly pushy, its veracity is not likely to 
be a consideration when the QSL is sent. This is particularly true of Latin American 
Stations and I suspect of the smaller Indonesians as well. You have to look at this from the 
erspective of the person receiving the report. Why would you be writing ifyou hadn't heard 
the station? The average ven i signer assumes that you wouldn't have bothered if you hadn't, 
nd certainly isn't going to repay your interest by calling you a liar in writing. He or she

also is not likely to go rooting amongst old logs, if they even keep program logs, to compare 
details in your report with the broadcast. It's a waste of time, so type that ven i letter, 
zip it in the mail, and there is one more satisfied gringo (or whatever). Speaking of program 
logs, I really doubt if most of the small commercial stations in Latin America, the small 
Indonesians, and even some of the larger official stations in the Third World (most of what 
we call DX) keep then in detailed form. The stringent requirements in this area here in 
North America are hardly universal (and I've known more than a few U.S. stations that were 
cavalier in log keeping). There are exceptions. Radio Vila and the Falkland Islands Broad-
casting Service, to name two, aré-Eown to keep very detailed program logs right down to the 
titles of discs played, to which all reports are compared diligently. On the other hand, 
these stations are not exactly buried under reception reports, and in any case, they are 
exceptions. 

If you are a veri-hunter, what this means is that long, detailed summaries of programs 
and lengthly descriptions of reception quality are so much extra verbiage. When taking 
details, the best items are those that will be readily recognized by anyone at the station: 
names of advertizers, on-air personalities, program titles, and exact texts of station 
identifications and slogans. As far as reporting reception quality goes, small stations do 
not expect to be heard well over great distances, so you're not telling them anything new 
when you say it was tough copy. Chances are they have a hard time being well heard five miles 
away, not to mention five-thousand. If conditions were really unusual, do mention the fact, 
but don't lavish praise on the audibility of their signal as it only insults their intelligence. 

If, and only if, you have the linguistic skill to intelligently discuss the programs 
heard, add comments on the subject of the broadcast. If you understand Spanish or Portuguese, 
or at least enough to pull out what is being said, you have a distinct advantage here in 
North America. If you can accurately quote some part of the broadcast and state your reactions 
to it, if any, they'll love you because they will know they have done a real service; 
transmitting information about their country from them to you. This is the reason radio 
stations exist, not as some in the hobby seem to think as merely a source of nifty souvenirs. 
QSLs can be a neat adjunct of the shortwave hobby and are fine as such, but they shouldn't 
become the sole reason for tuning the bands. 

If you do like to collect verifications, you will sooner or later have to take steps to 
tilt the Courtesy Factor in your favor by unsing it yourself. This means learning enough 
of the language and culture to understand what is going on. You listen, if possible, many 
times to the station's programs to learn something about them and where their heads are at, 
and before you know it you've become one of those much-maligned SWLs - listening for program 
content and not just for report details. I think that just collecting paper is like collecting 
anything else, stamps, antiques, rocks, bugs, QSLs . . . it's all the same. But listening 
and learning is more than a hobby, it's what life is all about, and it's certainly more 
important than an activity that does nothing to improve the planet or your mind. 

Lest I be pegged as just another renegade DXer turned subversive SWL, let me add that 
there is perhaps one acceptable justification for writing reception reports; they can lead 
to correspondence with someone at the station or someone who heard your name and address 
mentioned on the air. I will never forget the young officer in the Pakistani Arne who 
wrote me from the camp where he was interned in West Pakistan. He was from East Pakistan, 
now Bangladesh, and had the misfortune to be stationed near Karachi when the civil war broke 
out, thus his internment. We wrote back and forth for almost a year about politics mostly, 
and the relationship between the developed and developing worlds, and all because he had 
heard my address over Radio Bangladesh after I sent them a report. After about a year he 
was finally repatriated to Bangladesh and his first letter from Dacca was a joy to read. 
Equally as heart-rending were his next two letters, which were to be our last, as his 
disillusionment with the squalor and corruption in his homeland found expression. He and 
his countrymen had fought a vicious war, he said, and for what? I do not know what happened 
to Lt. Feroz Anwar. He may have been imprisoned or killed for publicly expressing his 
disgust with the government. I will probably never know, but it was an honor to have known 
him even for so short a time. That QSL from Radio Bangladesh means more to me because of 
our correspondence than mearly an acknowledgement of reception. A human being is the most 
valuable thing in the universe. Through my radio I found such a being and called him friend. 

Receiver THE ULTIMATE DXING, LISTENING, MONITORING, NOVICE-TO-
NU GENERAL PURPOSE RECEIVER

le recent months. FRENOK's Shortwave Center has carried articles comparing different 
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receivers and commenting on the virtues and vices of so doing, i.e., Bill Whitacre's article 
comparing the Racal RA-117, 17 17X, 6117 (or whatever the number is) to the R-390A and the 
R4B (August, 1978), Alan Thompson's comments on Bill's comparison (October 1978), Bill's 
comments on Alan's comments (November, 1978), and Duke's article comparing the R-4C to the 
MacKay Marine 3010C (July, 1978). Since my year-old article implicates me indirectly in this 
series of comments, I feel obligated to comment on the comments-on-comments as well as the 
comments themselves, albeit in a lighter, benign manner with no criticism whatsoever intended 
of either Bill or Alan. In fact, I agree with both of them. 

The issue centers on the difference between the use the designer had in mind for a 
receiver and the actual use of that receiver by shortwave listeners/DXers/monitors. Alan 
makes the excellent point that some receivers, such as the R-48 was designed for DXing and 
others for monitoring. However, as Bill pointed out, the shortwave fan, out of necessity, 
may put a receiver designed for one aspect of Shortwave listening to use for a different one 
and it may do an excellent job at this "non-intended" use. The R-48 was designed as a ()Xing 
rig for amateur radio operators, not shortwave listeners; but with auxiliary crystals it 
does a very good job on the shortwave AM broadcast stations. FRG-7s, designed with broad 
selectivity and good audio for the more casual listener, are routinely used for DXing 
and serious listening. As Alan and others I have talked with point out, it is probab'y unfair 
and inaccurate in an absolute sense to compare a receiver designed for one purpose to one 
designed for another. However, there are no receivers designed expressly for the use to 
which most SW listeners put them. All of us are using radios designed, at least in part, for 
some other type of use. In addition, each NASWA member is unique in his use of equipment; 
features critical to my satisfaction are likely to be different from yours. For example, take 
four receivers -- an R-4C designed for ham band DXing, an FRG-7 designed for moderate cost 
multipurpose usage, an R-390 A designed as a monitoring and communications receiver fcr the 
military, and an HQ-180 designed as a boat anchor (at least so claimed by many). Place the 
four side-by-side, hook them up to an antenna, and ask four NASWA members to pick the best 
receiver. The first NASWA-ite is an ardent DXer with at least 375 countries to his credit - 
a true NU. He picks the R-4C because of its excellent selectivity and sensitivity. The 
second is a general purpose listener who enjoys program content. She picks the R-390A because 
it is general coverage, able to handle strong signals, and very stable. The third is 
a novice, new to the hobby, who picks the FRG-7 because of its ease of use and excellent audio. 
The last is a rich DXer who also is a boating enthusiast. He selects the R-390A because, 
in addition to a good DX receiver, he needs a new anchor for his yacht and while not 
specifically designed for that use, the R-390A outweighs the factory-designed anchor (HQ-180) 
by 30 lbs. and will do a better job. None of the radios were ideally suited to the listeners' 
needs. Nevertheless, given those four receivers, the panel in fact compared them and made 
a judgment according to their own individual standards. 

This is the circumstance we all face in choosing our equipment. We have a limited set 
of possible receivers to select from -- limited by availability, cost, our performance 
requirements, etc. None are perfectly matched to our needs and we choose from those available 
to us irrespective of their designed use. I believe it is necessary to make comparisons 
Iich .s those in Bill's article if the proper choice is to be made even though such comparisons 

in an ao"Siifut-,sense are not appropriate. I find such comparisons as well as reviews of 
individual pieces of equi-pment, very helpful in trying to make that choice. I personally look 
forward to seeing such articles in Shortwave Center and plan to contribute as I can. 

Drake R-7 AN "ON PAPER" PREVIEW OF THE NEW DRAKE R-7 
GENERAL COVERAGE RECEIVER

Ever since last year's Dayton Hamvention there has been rumors about the now famous and 
yet to be released Drake R-7 receiver. This is a companion to the now year old TR-7 tranceiver,, 
also previewed at last year's Dayton Hamvention. The TR-7 is Drake's attempt at keeping up 
to date with the needs of hams and the large market out there. The TR-7 has done that and 
more with its revolutionary ease of operating and "wide-band" coverage. Those who have had the 
chance to check out the receive section of the TR-7 have been favorably impressed and a review 
in the May 1979 issue of QST magazine has some very nice things to say about the TR-7. It is 
with this successful predecessor that the R-7 comes forth as the first self-contained general 
coverage receiver made by Drake since the MR-2. Drake has tried, and to a very large extent 
succeded to bring all the things that an amateur, and serious DXer, would conceivably want in 
a receiver. Some of these features include: 100% solid state design; fully synthesized, with 
the DR-7 digital board you get complete coverage over the range of 0 to 30 MHz; a new "up-con-
version IF design technique yielding improved image rejection and strong signal handling; 
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a builtin 10 dB pushbutton wideband amplifier above 11.5 MHz (just like having a builtin 
preanp); separated mode and bandwidth switches for "all-mode/all bandwidth" performance, new 
AM dEtector using "synchro-phase" technique for low distortion on AM and improved 
inteligibility of thightly filtered AM signals, return of the "full" pass band tuning which 
made the R-4B so popular and the R-4C so much less popular, three selectable AGC time 
constraints, antenna switch/splitter on front panel, digital readout accurate to 100 Hz, 
builtin speaker, 25 kHz calibrator, low level audio output for recording, NB-7A noise blanker - 
one that really works, and Auz-7 auxiliary frequency board (more on this later). 

With this impressive compliment of features what more need we hear?? Well things are not 
so simple as they seem on the surface - this is especially so when evaluating a receiver 
on paper. There are some "ifs, ands, and buts" that must be added to the above to convey 
the ^eal situation however. The best way to see where these come up is with a trip through 
the specifications outlining the important points. 

FREQUENCY COVERAGE: The R-7 alone will not give you general coverage and neither will 
it give you digital readout! The DR-7 unit must be added and allows you digital readout and 
truly general coverage (0 to 30 MHz) with no gaps. The stock R-7, without the DR-7 will 
cover: 0.01-5.5 MHz (except 2.0-2.5 and 4.0-5.0 MHz), 7.0-7.5, 14.0-14.5, 21.0-21.5, and 
28.5-29.0. Remember for the extra $195 for the DR-7 module you turn your basically ham-band 
receiver into a truly general coverage wonder!! 

AUXILIARY FREQUENCIES: No doubt most of you have heard of the famous Japan Radio NRD-505 
with its impressive memory system which allows you to tune in any of 4 different, front 
panEl programable frequencies at the push of a button! It was rumored some time ago that the 
R-7 would have a similar system in the Aux-7 Option. This is not the case. To quote from 
the Drake spec-sheet; the Aux-7 allows one to choose "up to eight crystal-controlled fixed 
frecuencies within the 0-30 MHz range with the Aux-7 board. Proper 500 kHz range for the 
desired fixed frequency is also programmed into Aux-7." What this seems to translate to is 
that the Aux-7 is capable of automatically, at the touch of a button, tuning in any one 
of 8 pre-selected (by crystal) fixed frequencies. Whether the digital display will also 
automatically revert to that frequency is not clear, but one can optimistically suspect 
that it would! Note that this is not nearly as flexible as the NRD-505 in that you must have 
a crystal in hand in order to "program" the Aux-7 for a particular frequency. 

SENSITIVITY: As one might expect, the sensitivity ratings for the R-7 are quite 
imp ,essive. They range from as low as 0.2 uV for 1.8-30 MHz on SSB to 4.0 uV for 0.01 to 1.5 
MHz on AM. The excellent sensitivity is impressive enough, but the most impressive part 
is that the difference in sensitivity on AM or SSB between the 0.01-1.5 MHz and 1.8-30 MHz 
sections is so small. Look at most general coverage receiver specifications and you'll see 
what I mean. It is common practice that on most general coverage receivers, the LF/MW 
(anything below 1.5 MHz) is added as an after thought or as a selling point (or to meet 
government bid specifications) and therefore suffers from lack of sensitivity. While you're 
at it, truly excellent genenal coverage receivers like the Collins 51S-1 and National HRO-500 
both suggest use of an external preselector for "up-to-snuff" performance of their receivers 
below 1.5 MHz. This illustrates my point. In the range from 1.8 to 30 MHz on AM the R-7 
boasts a sensitivity of 2.0 uV for a 10 dB ShN/N and with the 10 dB preamp in the circuit 
things get even better with 1.2 uV for a 10 dB S=N/N ratio! And as noted above, things aren't 
much worse on 0.01-1.5 MHz with 4.0 uV sensitivity. Though only time and adequate listening 
tests will tell, these are truly impressive specifications. 

SELECTIVITY: Here is another new and welcomed feature in the R-7. If you are at all 
faniliar with the R-4C you'll remember that the only filters available for AM on it were 
either 4.0 or 6.0 kHz from Drake, although one could spend $75 and get a truly fine filter 
from Sherwood Electronics for 2.3 kHz. This gross oversight by Drake was caused since the 
SSR/CW portion of the circuit and the AM section of the same circuit were operating at differ-
en-. characteristic frequencies - in other words, the filter that was used for SSB couldn't 
be used in the AM mode! This problem has been rectified in the R-7 to allow again truly 
"an mode/all bandwidth" operation. In otherwords, for the SWL, you can use any available 
baugeidth in the AM mode! Now the "stripped stock syndrome" comes into play though. I 
remember when the SPR-4 and later the R-4C came out, I laughed because, like car makers, these 
receivers came"stripped" and nearly everything you wanted seemed to be an "option"-available 
at considerable extra cost. Unfortunately this seems to be the trend in radio manufacture 
today, since it enables the manufacturers to charge more for their radios while they come 
less sell equipped for reception than their predecessor. A case in point is the R-48, which 
came all ready for operation except for crystals and the R-4C which is ready for almost 
nothing until you get some other filters and crystals and a noise blanker. Some of this can 
be justified though as the filters and noise blankers being touted toaay as options are far 
siperior to those used in years gone by, thereby making them more expensive to manufacture. 
Sc, then it should come as little surprise to you that the R-7 comes stock with only one filter. 
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lz filter! Saddening, but not surprising. A list and the specs for the filters 
are listed below. Please NOTE, all filters except the 2.3 kHz are OPTIONAL at $52

VERIFYING THE RUSSIANS 

by Al Sizer, New Haven, CT 

Fying Russian transmitter sites which have programs in English is no problem at all 
't even require return postage. About the only difficulty that may arise is if the 
lacks the transmitter site designation and this defect can usually be remedied by 
the card with a note pointing out the omission.

Aer can sit back and hope that a schedule change will shift an English program to 
ismitter site, and sometimes that does happen.

Barring waiting for schedule changes, 
not help, what can be done about non-English broadcasts from as yet unverified sites?

First, you can send your 
you know what it is).

You'll 
stand a far better 
chance if you include 
a report on a Russian 
program among several 
on English Broadcasts 
and if the verification signer recognized your name as 
reporter. 

Although Russian is a problem, you can 
verify Moscow programs in other languages 
providing you can identify the language and 
are able to compile a report on what you 
heard. Is this possible if you do not know 
the language involved? Yes. 

First, you can tape the program and 
have someone--perhaps at a nearby university 
-- give you a summary of what is in it. Then 
compile your own report in English. It is 
not necessary to write the report in the 
language heard--Moscow bas many staffers who 
can read English. (But don't think it might 
be better just to ship the tape off to 
Moscow--the staff simply doesn't have time 
to play listeners' tapes.) 

Secondly, you may be able to compile a 
report Moscow may find cuite adequate with-
out knowing the language at all. How? One 
advantage going for you is that most Radio 
Moscow programs, regardless of the language 
spoken, follow a fairly rigid format. If 
you listen to their English programs for 
awhile you will soon know your way around. 
News almost always on the hour. Often on the 
half hour, then commentary. 

When you hear a man's and woman's voices 
alternating in fairly fast diction, you may 
be sure you have the news. News is often 
followed by commentary, which may come from

The 
rest of the half hour may be occupied by music, which is easy to identify as instrumental, 
popular, classical, folk songs, etc. 

Before tuning in a foreign language broadcast, first listen to the news in English on 
another Moscow station. You can be sure if it's important--important to the Soviet authorities, 
that is--it will be repeated on other programs in other languages. Especially if it's a topic 
that has to do with the particular part of the world to which the broadcast is beamed. 

When you listen to the news in other languages, listen for names. Names like Brezhnev 
will always be the same. Geographical names may be the same or similar. An item about 
Brezhnev will probably be the same in all languages. 

As for commentary, if there is a 
"big story" in the news, especially if 
it has been developing for several days, 
then the commentary that day may well 
be about the situation. Listen for 
geographical designations. 

Keep your eye on the daily news-
paper and radio and TV newscasts in our   
awn country. For instance, here's how 
I verified Kalinin on 21635 at 1130 GMT Date  3.3.79  
in Laotian, a language about which I Tune  i 1 - 30-42 1O GMT  
know nothing, but can recognize.

Next morning, before work, I tuned in if you try 

Kalinin in Laotian. The news featured 
Brezhnev's name, also some other items I was able to identify. The 10 minuite newscast was 
followed by 20 minuites of talk in which Brezhnev's name was frequently heard. It took no 
genius to decide they were summarizing his talk and from the occasional changes in voices, 
I realized they were inserting his tape remarks from time to time. 

My English report to Moscow on this Laotian broadcast was quickly verified as Kalinin, 
my 54th site confirmed. 

Another help in reporting on foreign language programs is that Radio Moscow puts out 
program schedules which tell when you will hear standard features. For instance, if you 
consult the Spanish program guide for Latin America you will find that "En la Orbita Latino 
Americana" is scheduled at 0300 GMT and furthermore that in consists of "notas, comentarios 
y charlas que enfocan los sucesos del mundo y, especialamente, el acontecar en America Latina.' 
Or consulting the English program for South Asia you will find that "Our Mailbag" program 
is scheduled for 1600. Very helpful, these schedules. 

Some further tips on Russian verifications -- use the forms Radio Moscow sends you and 
fill in all the blanks, including the ones for questions you would like to have answered 
and what is your favorite program. Using the forms is a big help in reporting on foreign 
language programs--there isn't much room for program details. Hence you don't have to have 
too much information to report. 

If you follow some of the suggestions above, I'm sure you'll find your Russian verificat-
ion total climbing above the 40 mark. And that's very good when you consider that only 66 
sites have been confirmed by all the North American DXers together.

THUG G. THAT I have received a number of short items 
recently and will share some of them with you 

QSL DISPLAY TIP. Leslie Byron, 128-10 237th Street, Laurelton, NY 11422 notes that he uses 
"Ziplock" plastic bags for storing QSLs. He suggests the large bags which are 12" x 101/2" and 
are large enough for letters. These cost about 89 cents for 20 and therefore are relatively 
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cheap. He punches two holes in the bag above the ziplock. The bags are bound together with 
two large rings, 21/2 inches in diameter. These are special hinged binder rings available 
in stationary stores for about 50 cents each. The advantage to this type of mounting is 
that both sides of the cards are visible. Mr. Byron uses a single small staple to hold the 
card in place in the bags. Covers are available also. 

MORE ON QSL DISPLAY comes from Wayne E, Moyer, 3261 Lantz Rd., Dayton, OH 45432. He writes 
that most of the things I've read recommend scrapbooks or file card boxes for storing QSL 
cards. Scrapbooks, of course, are fairly hard to update by inserting new cards. To me their 
biggest disadvantage is that only one side of the card can be seen. File boxes are a breeze 
to organize and update, but extremely difficult to use for "show and tell"- and what do you 
do with the oversize cards and letters? 

I use looseleaf notebooks with document protectors, the plastic pages with black paper 
inserts. Throw away the black paper inserts and use small pieces of mylar (Scotch Magic) tape 
to keep the cards from falling out of the page. Two or three cards will fit in one page and 
both !;ides are easily visible. I use index tabs to organize the book into continents, then 
file alphabetically and chronologically within continents. It is easy to add new sheets in 
the correct locations as new cards come in. The book is easy to store, easy to carry and a 
snap to show. The picture side of the card and the data side are instantly available, with 
no so-ting required. I can see the possiblility of using one notebook per continent as the 
collection grows. Large cards and letters up to 81/2 x 11 can be held in the protectors, however, 
it may be necessary to fold over the edge of some letters to avoid having to punch holes in 
them. 

YOUR EDITOR OBSERVES that an alternative to the above suggestion may be to keep the black 
paper insert, remove it frcm the plastic protector, draw the outline of the card on the paper 
and then cut a slightly smaller hole with a razor or sharp knife. The card can then be 
placed over the hole with the tape. The paper sheet is then reinserted in the plastic protector. 
The USE. of the paper insert gives strength to the document protector, yet both sides of 
cards can be seen. Two or more letters or one-sided items can be inserted in the protectors 
using both sides, in addition.

USER REVIEW - TORRESTRONICS DIGITAL FREQUENCY READOUT 

by John M. Kapinos, 86 S. Quinsigamond Ave., Shrewsbury 
MA 01545 

Many DXers are still using the now old-fashioned "calibration charts" to get accurate 
frequency readout from their radios. The only alternative has been to purchase one of the 
new receivers with Digital Frequency Readout such as the FRG-7000, DX-300, RF-4900, etc., with 
the accompanying serious damage to the pocketbook. The Torrestronics Digital Readout can 
"update" virtually any receiver made (with the exception of the Wadley Loop type) at a cost 
on only $120.00 - and - it works great. 

My SP600-JX28 has been chopping along for many years, but readout was difficult, to say 
the least. The original solution was to hook up a BC-221 Frequency Meter to it, but to those 
who have never used a BC-221, it's a lot of work, going to the charts every time a frequency 
change was made. Even a good Crystal Calibrator means a lot of mental gymnastics have to be 
performed to get an accurate readout. 

Hookup is simple, one connection to the High Frequency Oscillator tube and one to ground 
and it's ready to go. The unit can be programmed to work with any IF frequency by means of 
computer type "Dip" switches. Double conversion receivers are no problem, as there is a switch 
to go from one IF to the other. 

The unit is also available in kit form for about $30 less, but unless one has had 
considerable experience with solid state kit construction, the factory assembled way is the 
one to go. The size is medium, 21/4" x 6" x 6" and it weighs a couple of pounds and fits right 
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on top of the receiver. 

As with most "outboard" Digital Readouts, the Torrestronics unit reads only kilohertz. 
A note of warning about the "ham" and "technician" type of readouts, they do not compensate 
for the IFs and a calculator is a must to figure out the frequency received. Not so with this 
unit. For additional information, send a SASE to Torrestronics, Inc. - 4850 Hollywreath 
Court - Dayton, Ohio 45424. They will also be happy to give you all the information needed 
to hook up to your receiver and to make this unit one of the most valuable pieces of 
equipment in your listening post.

MORE SHORT ITEMS. John D. Williams, Bloomington, MN, sends a couple of articles from the 
Minneapolis Star. The first reports that Joe Adamov of Radio Moscow's Mailbag program, who 
was invited to ANARC, has run afoul of state department regulations. It seems that, on a 
previous trip (1967) Mr. Adamov made an error in entering the United States from Canada. 
Ever since he has been on the state department's bad guy list. The state department has 
followed its usual program in such cases, never denying visas, but delaying same until after 
the scheduled visit. Kim Andrew Elliott, organizer of ANARC 79 has received support from 
the President of the University of Minnesota, who has contacted Vice-president Mondale. They 
hope to overcome the state department's and the department of justice's objections that 
Mr. Adamov is"dangerous" in time for ANARC. 

Another STAR article reports the displeasure of the government of the Republic of South 
Africa with the daily 15 minuite program produced by the United Nations that depicts 
apartheid policies of that country as racist and oppressive. This program is presented in 
English, Afrikaans, Xhosa, and Sotho (Zulu and Tswana to be added) and is broadcast to South 
Africa from stations in 12 African-countries. In addition, 10 more countries, including 
the VoA of the USA, use exerpts. The chief of the United Nations Radio Service reports that 
these programs are unusual in their content due to the special conditions in South Africa 
and are broadcast in full knowledge that the official government of that country disapproves. 
The purpose of the entry of United Nations Radio into this type of international broadcasting 
is to help and apartheid. The UNR director denys that this is "Propaganda" which is not 
permitted by the UN Charter, but informational programing. The United States voted to support 
this broadcasting effort. 

Re the article above about Joe Adamov, John Williams sends a later article from the 
Star to the effect that the state department gave in to pressure from the University of 
Minnesota and the Minnesota congressional delegation and is reported to have approved his 
visit. The question then was whether there was enough time for him to get here in time for 
ANARC, which was this past weekend. 

Noel Brown of Ann Arbor, MI, sends an item from the Ann Arbor News which reports that, 
since the Chinese government no longer discourages listening to foreign radio broadcasts, 
listeners in China have been sending letters to major broadcasters who beam transmissions to 
China. In the case of Radio Australia, the station received only 24 letters in 1978 from 
listeners in China. In January the rate was up to 500 a week and by March 5000 a week were 
being received at the Hong Kong post box maintained by RA. RA broadcasts mostly to southern 
China because the still unrebuilt transmitter at Darwin was used previously for northern China. 
Many of the letter writers are educated persons and technicians interested in Australia's 
history of adapting science and technology for developing a nation economically under 
adverse conditions.

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II. Tiffany (named after a youth bar) is in the Hilversum, Holland, area, hrd 23/5 2220 past

National Voice of Iran Since 3/6 obs on 5915 in addition to 6025 at 1730-1815 and 1930-2000; 
to Iran in Azerbaijani and Persian from the same facilities as R. Baku (BBC MS 7/6) 

R. Libertad Cubana noted on 7084.6, AM mod, fairly good siga at 0414 tune in 31/5 seeming to 
take the Somozan side, carrier breaks with someone answering on SSB; lots of QRM from soue 
idiot swishing VFO across. Not hrd at recheck next hour (Bob Foxworth, NY) 

R. Sandino We have a huge amount of material on the fast-changing Nicaraguan situation, so I 
attempt to present it in chronological order. All Sandino fqs are underlined, all pro-Somoza 

fqs are semi-underscored (0) 
11 May. The RHC relay via USSR on 11700 had the 2100-2200 FR pgm closing at 2155. At 2159 

1/2 the xmtr was fed with the opening anmts and start of a recorded R. Sandino xmsn. This re-
cording was abruptly cut 3 mina later at 2202 and a recording of the RHC FR pgm closing was 

played. The sked EG xman began at 22041/2 (BBC MS 17/5) 
15 May. R.Sandino anc'd it would BC from the next day on 49m on a new sked 1000-1200 & 

0200-0400 'to give the Nicaraguan people better coverage' but this sked may be changed 'as 
the insurrectional process intensifies'. 7588 was not hrd after 15/5 but the new channel, 
subject to considerable QRM, has been traced on 6059/6064/6068 (BBC MS 24/5) 6060 is RHC (gh) 

21 May. At 0058, R. Mundial in Managua's GM replied to listener complaints that R. Mun-
dial had been ORMing R. Sandino. He stressed his stn was perfectly-aligned, with no harmonic 
reaching 40, 41 or 49m, and because of professional ethics had never attempted to QRM other 
stns. He assumed those trying to prevent R. Sandino from being hrd were retransmitting R. 

Mundial. Within 24h, R. Sandino acknowledged the statement and said it had IDed QRMers. 
22 May. R. Sandino anc'd that within 72h it would resume 41mb BCs and the 0200-0400 xmsn 

would begin at 0100 (BBC MS 24/5) 
27 Nay. R. Sandino last observed to broadcast on 6068 on this date (BBC MS 7/6) 
30 May. Surprised to note R. Reloj, Costa Rica on 4832 relaying R. Sandino at 0447 & 0457 

interspersed in regular pgms; turns out to be advisory to PanAm Hwy travelers of danger near 
CR/Nic border due to Sandinista mining; couple minutes of off-air relay each time; not hrd 
next nite tho did not monitor continuously (Robert L. Foxworth, NY) 

31 May. After long absence from 7587.5, traced on 7316.4, good sigs, same format but slick 
er audio and production now, past 0620 t/out when I fell asleep, hi. Ancr urged support of 
invasion. Jammer on 7317,2v steady but wobbly carrier would pop off every 15 min then come 
warbling back on, causing 17sid het, disrupting cheap rx, but only annoying on good rx (Fxwh) 
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1 June. Obs on 7315, announcing start times as 0300, 0700, 1030 (BBC MS 7/6) 
2 June. 7320-7325, unID stn 1120 w/martial mx, talk, refs to Sandinistas; all comments 

seemed full of revolutionary fervor; "attention, this is most important..." (Jack Jones, MS) 
3 June. Announced it would now be BCing 24h on 41m; 49mb BCs would also begin again soon. 

(BBC MS 7/6) 0645 on 7320 (and again 4 June 0350), man w/anti-Somoza speeches and march mx; 
special effects at times in background of bombs exploding and machine gun fire; many IDs; po-
tent signal but jammed w/carrier right on top of them playing non-stop LAm tunes causing het 
(Charley Hoffman, PA) From 1500, R. Sandino suffered from QRM from an unID Hic stn playing 
mx and extolling Pres. Somoza. At 1512 RS went off but QRM continued to 1532. (BBC MS 7/6) 
4 June. Washington Post foreign service dispatch says R. Sandino is "...the SW stn in Cos-

ta Rica named for the 1930s guerrilla leader..." the first reference I've caught in the pub-

lic press definitely alluding to the QTH (Robert L. Foxworth, NY) 0330 mx & nx about the 

strike, exhortations. It's being QRMed by a Somoza stn with pop mx, mariachis, and a 'Viva ' 
Somoza" song;  also QRMing  by het? One hears "u- u- u- u- and then "pi- pi" (Cabrera, DR) 

4 & 5 June. 7315 hrd 1045-1145, music jammer noted on 7317, then moved to 7315, but cov-
ered by Sandino (Roger Legge, McLean VA, 11/6) 

5 June. 7320, 0330-0530, filled with tons of patriotic propaganda; most sounded recorded, 
especially a chant and some machinegun fire. M & W ancrs; the man read what sounded like a 
live 'urgent message' apparently to Sandinista leaders, with mentions of 'zones'. QTH as 
'somewhere in Nie" and not was mostly patriotic march-type. Terrible whining noise and QRM 
from another stn on 7323a, mostly rock and local mx, possibly set up by Somozans to distract 
people from the real Sandino and to QRM it, but Sandino cane in better (Mike MacCollum, IN) 
7316.4, regularly jammed 0330-past 0600. RS fq is steady but jammer moves around 7317, and 
in contrast to late May open carrier, now mod w/weird mix of disco, old rock and some archaic 
SP ballads including "Somoza Olé!" at 0348. Occl anmts from jammer include "LV  de Nicaragua" 
ID once, so apparently taking feed or playing tapes of a local stn. Jammer eitner cuts off 
or swishes away every 15min or so to allow Somozan agents to verify Sandino still active, 
then jammer is back. Mx on jammer makes RS generally unreadable; when unmodulated, carrier 
eould he notched out easily. Not clear why RS does not act to avoid jamming or even if they 
are aware of it or if it affects reception in Nicaragua. Power of both suggest in the multi-
kilowatt level (Foxworth, NY) RS on 7316, only really audible about 0450, soon heavy jam-
ming resumed, from Somoza regime--a 'killer whistle' and also a BC stn 500 Hz lower, about 3 
tines in strength playing non-stop mx (Pitt McNeil, Washington DC) RS obs on two fqs, 7588 
and 7315, not parallel, latter to 1315*, 7315 to 1440* when anc'd *1700 resumption (BBC 7/6) 

' 6 & 7 June. They were on 7316a thou 6 June but on 7 June on 7702.2 and ran to 0626 that 
day, saying would return at "5.30 am" (Foxworth. NY) 
7 June. Jammer on approx 7590 at 0410, no sign of RS, maybe under it (Pitt McNeil, DC) 

8 June. 0330, RS on new 7702.3 (Bob Foxworth, NY) 

9 June. Mysterious stn on 7540e playing Mex mx, 0325-0340 tune out, slight overmodulation, 
voices sounded covered by carrier; tone QRM, sounds of record being changed; pirate?(ReiniTX) 
RS hrd (no fq -gh) 0409, fair, M & W ancrs, a few SP folk tunes to 0602* w/ancr saying: 
"...hermanos nicaragUenses, este es el di% que la ... de Somoza se va acabar!", drumbeats. 

Also gave names of casualties of the Sandino guerrilla force. Much to my surprise, two of 
them were from San Francisco CA. Xmtr off at 0606 (Marty DelfÉn, San Antonio TX) Not sur-

prising to me, as when I visited there in 3/78, found Mission St. area Sandinista hotbed. 
RS on 7702 caught going to OC at 1100, resumed around 1122, held to f/out around 1300. Cal-
led for general strike and for independent radio stns to cooperate with them-or else. At 

1105, 7698 jammer was stronger than RS, but easily separated (gh) 
LO June. 0540-0600 on 7700a w/commentary by M & W; 7588 covered by stn w/non-stop LAm pop 

mx. RS says "Somoza es loco", hi! This stn is a lot of fun. Seems such too strong for a 
Costa Rican hill xmtr site. CUBA? (Bob Underdown, AR) Probably should be 11 June GMT (gh) 

11 June. At 1130 check, Somoza's mx stn on 7587 to 1223*, no anmts; 1130-12 7702 (gh) 
12 June. From this date have been noting two different, simultaneous Radio Sandinos, on 

7587v and on 7702 with either, or both jammed. Jammer with nonstop mx, fuzzy audio mention-
ing Somoza often, nearly unreadable on 7590,4 (Foxworth, NY) 0335 same thing noted, 7587 & 
7702 not //, but sounds like same announcer woman; pro-Somoza on 7590 (gh) 

13 June. At 1139 on 7587, giving morn, aft and eve xmsn times, into seemingly off-air re-
lay of pgm, message on evacuation of foreigners with instructions to use one vehicle, no car-
avans, with white and national flags displayed, at not more than 40 km/hr. Promised medicine 
and food available frcm the first Sandinista they encounter. "The only foreigners in danger 

are mercenaries, who will be shot immediately". 1142, on 7700- pro-Somoza stn with message 

to National Guard; the other R. Sandino again on 7702 (gh) 
14 June. 7590A 0405- pro-Somoza talks, mentioned "Cadena Nacional de Radiodifusión, so this 

likely not the only stn carrying this; such stronger than 7587, 7698x (gh) The jammer up to 
759L.9, "Cadena Nacional de Nicaragua" to 0559* Anthem, presumably Hic, Usually QRMed by - 
WM. The two Sandinos, both with usable to good level seem to go off around 0600 as does 
jammer. May be that Sandino pgms are rotated on tape from one xmtr to another. Jammers seem 
to have stopped trying to blot out Sandino signals; rather set up near them freq-wise (Fxwh) 
1111, only stn hrd is 7587; 1138 giving sked as 5:30 am, 2 pm, 10(?) pm, on 41m band. Would ' 
you believe 39?; 1145 other RS on 7702, not //, stronger sig but weaker mod; 1225 on 7587 only 
jammer audible with Mex mx (gh) 

15 June. 0330, 7702 & 7587; 7590 0357 marimba mx, 0410 exhortations, 0430 repeat earlier 
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speech, believe Somoza himself, about what Nicaragua is suffering. This time there was a 2nd 

jammer also on 7698 RC SSB with Mex mx, Nic talk, such stronger than 7702; no //s. At 1155 
on 7592 more frequent anmts accusing Panama and Venezuela of intervention, "Viva la Guardia 
National" song, still strong at 1255 tuneout, mostly mx. No Sandino audible this morning(gh) 

16 June. 0345 7702 Sandino on top, w/varying het, QRM; 0445 first time I hrd them using 
"patria libre o morir" (free country or death) slogan; 0522 greetings to leaders of various 
'fronts', e.g. Roberto López Perez on the western front. 0524 urging FAN (Nic. Air Force) 
pilots to bomb their owl installations and fly to another country where they would be re-

ceived as patriots; 0603, nice crisp modulation, best of all; 0620 "adelante, compañeros" of 
various regions; 0628 playing marimba mx like the primer does, 0630 in the clear finally as 

7703 jaumer off; statement of purpose, 0639 ID and marimba, 0640 s/off msg giving above xmsn 
times, 0641 off. 7587: audible 0504 u/jammer 7588, went off at 0603*. 7588: 0446 pro-Somoza 

talk like 7701 but not // at 0447; 0503 after marimba mx, sane anmt as last night; 0559 world 
newscast, ,Wi4 denying international press reports that PanAm and others have suspended ser-
vice to Nicaragua; 0607 accusing R. Reloj de Costa Rica of lying about Sandinista bombing an 
airport at Las Mercedes(?); said it had not been damaged in any way; accused Sandinistas of 

wanting to turn Nicaragua into the "Vietnam of America", 0620 off abruptly, never any ID. On 
7701: Noted at 0446 just below 7702, but at 0555 marimba moved to other side of Sandino, 

-”1.33: 0620 still marimba, 0625 statement on the situation, off around 0630* (gh) 

17 June. None of them found at 0300 and 0315 checks; at 0325, 7599 on with marimba, 0328 
pro-Somoza talk ORMing HD2I0A, 0333 more marimba, off 0352, back on at 03531/2 on 7590+, .now 
causing QRM to Sandino 7588; both gone at 0515 check, having been listening to 770-i, still 
not on as late as 0400, but there at 0416 with no jamming and such stronger than 7587, with 
reading of a proclamation of a "New Democratic Provisional Government," a "Government of 
National Reconstruction", naming 5 people heading it, beginning with a woman; Dr. Sergio 
Ramírez; Ing. Alfonso ---, .of the Frente Amplio de Oposición; Ing. Josh Hassan of the MPU; 
and Daniel Ortega; signed by Dirección Nacional Conjunta de la FSLN. 0423 ID with drum rolls, 

machinegun fire, and "muerte al somozismdt 0424 interview in Panama with Nic soldiers; 0433 
"1!!Atención Urgente de Último Minuto!!!" (excerpts!) On this historic date of June 16, 1979, 

a Provisional Democratic Government has been established, substituting for Somoza's tyranny. 
We are not soldiers, but armed citizens... the Nicaraguan people are about to put an end to 

alolost half a century of tyranny.., in this way FSLN fulfills a promise--the name of the 
woman first on the list of the provisional govt is Sra. Violeta viuda de Zamora; 0440 a bit of 

marimba mx, then fading into the 'sound of liberating rifles'. 0441 report on a battle in a 
Managua barrio; 0445 calling on woman and children to take up arms 'in the final hour', 0453 
rah-rahs to various fronts; accusing Somoza of aerial bombing of a Managua neighborhood last 

nlght; 0503 giving 24-hour ultimatum for NG soldiers to join them or be condemned by popular 

justice. "The march on Managua has begun"; 0508 calling on hic, soldiers to quit killing 
their neighbors, and 48h ultimatum (as of June 15); 0514 repeating again proclamation of govt; 
0523 "there will be no clemency for those who stay on the other side", 0532 ID but het from 

7700 now; 0559 another repeat of declaration. Audible again as late as 1400 with usual stuff, 
making Cuban site seem likely, such closer to hear than Nic or CR. (gh) 

18 June. 0330 tune in, 7587 on with Mex mx, 0338 Somoza speech again about Nicaragua now 

mattering something worse than the earthquake; info on distribution of food, relief supplies; 

by 0425 it was around 7589 orating. Now, R. Sandino returns to 7317 from 7702, noted 0331; 
nothing had been on 7317 previous nights and nothing was around 7700 this night. Around 0500 
mostly same stuff as last night; at 0425 7588 separable from 7589. Not on earlier, but at 
0524, a stn w/really rapid Caribbean not came up on 7715.0, almost as strong at 7588 but 

sounding louder; 0529 to OC, 0532 resuming, then on 77-13, 0534 off and on, jumping to 7720 

before going off without managing to jam anything. (gh) 
19 June. At 0330 tune-in, 7317 and 7588 already on; 0345 on 7591 really revolting song 

praising the National Guard; 0350 on 7316 mx and het way under Sandino; 0353 7317 says Panamá 

is first govt to recognize the FSLN provisional govt. At 1150 7591 Somoza's "worse than the 

earthquake" speech again, interrupted by mx; 7317 also on (gh) 
25 June. Nicaragua to change from GMT -5 to GMT -6 (WRTVH NL) If this happens, may mean 

retiming of these xmsns to an hour later (gh)
