IDEAS FOR THE DX SHACK 

by John W. Creamer, 670 S. Canosa Ct., Denver, 00 8021 

These hints and kinks are directed to the many new members of NASWA (experienced or not 
in the DXing hobby). . . Old Timers may say "Why didn't I think of that?" 

When it cornes to remembering QTH's or radio shack locations, I will confess to having 
lived in over 10 différent cities. My listening posts were sometimes in the basement of our 
home, other times in small closets, but no matter where my r.eceivers were located, I was ver 
happy and was always trying to improve on ray réception. 

Like mapy other DXers, I have learned much about the arrangement of receivers, and 
various other items connected with listening, logging stations heard, etc. Now I gladly sha 
with others différent ideas that have helped me to make my hobby a pleasure. . . 1 will tell 
you what I did to improve, and then if you think you would like to try these ideas out — wh; 
go ahead and combine them with your own ideas, you can always better another person's plans! 

LOCATION: If you can place your radio table holding receivers, speakers, clock, and 
other items close by a window, it will be a big aid to you. . . perhaps you can bring your 
antenna lead-ins near the window, or you can bring then in through a basement window, and 

'Up through a floor heating grate to your table. 

RADIO TABLE: I am using a very strong and well built table just two feet square, but 
to the table top I bolted a 3' x 4' piece of H" plywood, thus my table working area is ample. 
Next on the side of your table where you want to sit, eut out of the plywood a half circle 

'about 6" in from the edge. . . this is to allow 
you to pull your body up doser. Get the idea? 

110-115 VOLT SERVICE: Get a multiple outlet 
box having about six 3 prong réceptacles and a switch .. the 
better boxes corne with a circuit breaker and a pilot light. Using this neat arrangement 
allows you to plug in your receivers, lamps, fan, or whatever... it also permits you to shut 
off ail items when you leave the table. But do not plug your electric clock into it. 

SHELVES FOR RECEIVERS, ETC.: If your table top is at least 3 feet from front to back, 
and about 4 feet from side to side, you may find it useful to provide for several shelves, 
each about 12" deep from the back wall of the table towards your chair. Fasten shelf supporl 
made from 2" x 7" lumb^r, 12 inches long to the table using small métal brackets. These 
supports are to hold the.lower shelf about 7" above the table top. You will need to fasten 
upright side supports made of 1" lumber to the left and the right 2' x 7" lower supports, 
then above the first shelf you can build other shelves if you wish and where you wish. I ust 
a total of three shelves, the top one is about 19" above the table top and the middle shelf 
is 12" above the table. On the différent shelves, arrange your lighting to shine downwards 
on the table. 

REAS0N FOR SHELVES: The reason is to be able to raise your receivers up above the 
table top, to give you working room, for papers, books, etc., at table level where you need 
space. You will always see radio shack pictures with the receiver on the table, thus when 
you use them, you are always looking downward at the dials. 

I have tired ail différent arrangements, and I have found it better to place the receivi 
and speaker on a shelf about 12" above the table, this puts your receiver front controls, 
dials, etc. at "eye level", making it so much easier and relaxing when tuning. And your one 
or more speakers are level with your ears. You wont believe it until you try it out. 

AUXILLARY PHONE RECEPTACLE; If your receiver has a receptacle on the front panel for 
head phones, I will bet (regardless of what level your receiver is at) that your phone cords 
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DX Shack II 

now dangle across the table top when you use them. Right? 

There is no reason or need for this, letting the cords lay on the table, and always in 
the way. Simply get another phone plug, some small 2 conductor wire (even lamp cord), and 
another phone jack. Place the added phone plug in your receiver front panel, and run the 
wire from the plug straight down to the table top. Then, if possible, drill a small hole 
through the table (ff that 1s not possible, simply run the wire over the back or side edge 
of the table) and lead it underneath to either front left or right side of the table. Arrange 
a métal bracket to hold the phone jack, then plug your head set into this jack. Use a hook 
to hold the phones when not in use, and your table top will always be clear for you—when you 
wish tctuse your speaker, you just pull the plug out of the front panel. 

And while I am thinking about it — if you are bedfast, or if any friend of yours is, 
a shortwave receiver at your bed is a wonderful help. I once visited an invalid, who had a 
movable arrangement over the top of the bed clothes that permitted the pulling of the 
shelf with receiver on it up to where the person could tune it. It could also be pushed 

to the foot of the bed. 

The arrangement was made of two pièces of 1" x 12" lumber, one on each side of the bed, 
these stood vertical, with the shelf of 1" x 12" lumber from one side to the other. Underneath 
the bed at floor level, these two side pièces were joined to make them rigid (along with 
appropriate métal braces) and small métal rollers permitted the arrangement to slide easily 
up and down the bed. 

You could do nothing better, nor more appreciated, than to build something similar for 
that dear person you know of.

TUE ULTIMATE HAM - DX SWL SHACK

To the beginning SWLer, even a small portable with a whip antenna affords he or she with 
a new and exciting hobby venture. There are few of us that have not imagined the BBC 
Monitoring stations with their exotic receivers and massive antenna farms. Sitting at a big 
console with ail that 'power' at ones finger tips means nearly arm-chair copy of the Falkland 
Islands, or whatever dream you might have. But, alas, our dream fades back to that portable 
and whip. So where does one go from there, we ask? Patience, time, and yes, some money 
always helps. To me, if you ask, I will tell each one the same thing; PATIENCE! If your 
interests are solid, if you are willing to work towards a goal, if you want the ultimate, then 
take the necessary time; 5 years, 10 years, 20 years, or whatever! 

My radio interest started in 1949 listening to AM stations from my boyhood home in 
Portland, Oregon. MOM! I heard Chicago, Los Angeles, Dallas, New Orléans. In 1955, after 
a move to Seattle, my father Bought me my first real radio, a Hammarlund HQ-100AC (still 
impressively sitting next to me this very moment). I had become a 'ham' WN7FTT. I talked 
to 23 states in 6 months with a kit transmitter and the HQ-100 resting on a door between 
two saw-horses in the cold basement. 1 had my ultimate shack then! Between ham contacts, 
I heard Sweden, Japan, Moscow, HCJB, on the SWBC bands, even had the QSLs by the time ny 
father had fixed up and remodeled our house. I had my own room, and he even built me a desk 
with a glass top. So after my license expired, I kept up on SWLing. The WRTVH found its 
way to my warmer and neater shack in 1960. 

I took some time off to go to collège and then the U.S. Army, and returned to my next 
résidence in Port Angeles, Washington. Then on to the Seattle World's Fair in 1962, back to 
Seattle with my trusty radio, 3x5 card files, and 60 or so QSLs. I still had that glass 
top desk, and seldom was the glass cold on weekends as I sat up ail nite doing my thing. I 
was then living at a friends house, boarding while working at the Fair. 

The call to corne to California in October, 1962, saw me leave Seattle with my 1954 
Chevy convertible towing a small covered U-Haul trailer. Three days later I pulled into 
Wrightwood, stepped out of the car, smelled the fresh pine scented air, and took a few pictures. 
One of those pictures shows the chimney of the very house I was to buy three months later, the 
same chimney that is 10 feet from me at this very moment. That was some 17 years ago. 

When I found this small house of 850 square feet with an upstairs shell for an attic, I 
never dreamed of the final rdsults that are now a reality. The house was in the open, away 
from the trees, in the center of a shallow valley. I did not buy it because of the great 
location for antennas, etc., but because the price was low and affordable! I soon set up my 
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shack in the. little single bedroom, and strung a 20 metre folded dipole that just fit between 
the chimney on the east and a four foot pôle above the roofline on the west. That was 1963. 

By 1965, I was upstairs in the attic, away from the bedroom that was too small for my 
bride, myself, a new dresser and bed. I had added two more 20 metre folded dipoles, to that 
by the new knife switching arrangement I had, I could select N-S, E-W, or SW-NE orientations. 
I also had built a kit preselector out of Popular Electronics. It was my ultimate shack! 

In 1967, I bought through Al lied Radio, a big brand new dream receiver, a Hamnarlund 
HQ-180A. I joined several clubs, began SWLing in seriousness, wrote reports, and finally got 
the lOOth SWBC country QSLed. My desk was so very small, or was it that 1 had too much on 
it? I pulled the desk 12 inches away from the corner wall both forward and to the side, buil 
up leaves, as you might call them, built an antenna tuner, and added a 100 kHz calibrator. 
I began to DX the lower frequencies, picking up African régions I never thought possible. I 
joined more clubs. I became very interested in SWLing the ham bands, and soon had over 300 
countires confirmed. My file cabinents were too small, or was it that I had too many 3x5 
cards to put in them? Not only that, but a working companion at the Observatory was a ham, 
he recently moved to Wrightwood, cleaned out his garage, and gave me cabinets and radio 
parts till they nearly rolled down the step stairway, just outside my room. 

In 1971 I became a ham again, WN6FNI, but this time I kept my ticket and soon became 
a général class with WB6FNI my présent call. Another ham in town was forced to move and 
sold his Viking II transmitter for next to nothing. It was (and is) bigger and heavier 
than the Hammarlund HQ-180A, Now where was that going? I added a filing cabinet, another 
leaf to the desk, and a parts cabinet on the far side. My original desk was now twice its 
original size! It was at this stage I began to dream of the exotic or as I put it, the 
ULTIMATE shack. I eut a part of the desk out, set the HQ-180A at an incli.ned angle, put 
extra legs on the front of the other equipment. and the shack looked a little more impressive. 
and useful, I might add. But it was still too small. I had designed a BCB antenna tuner 
nearly half the size of the receivers and also purchased a ham band tuner of similar size. 
My equipment was stacked two and three high against my attic slanted roof-line. It was 
staggering, but absolutely absurd at the sight of the two miles of wire I must have had 
behind everything. My shack was now a cramped small closet. What was I to do? 

In the summer of 1977, it was remodel time. We added nearly 1000 square feet of living 
space in which I, as the designer of the remodel plans, had so generously provided for the 
ULTIMATE shack. Needles to say, I sit here typing this story at the desk that is B feet 
long and 6 feet wide with a eut out center and wrap-around 200 degrees of console space. 
The desk is 1% inches thick, supported by two legs near the center, with additional support 

•from the old desk my father built, or at leàst the drawer section from that desk; the 
very end section of the desk supported by a business size low-boy file cabinet. I have added 
a LF military receiver, a seven digit frequency marker/generator, another (yes!) HQ-180A, 
and an SX-190. There are four speakers, three preselectors, a cassette.recorder, a reel- 
to-reel recorder, a new calibrator, audio jacks for diversity réception, and separate 
controls for ail types of recording from any receiver. A 'T-R' switch as I still ham a bit. 
a five antenna switch, BÇB loop hanger, and an audio filter round out the shack. Ail my line 
voltages are monitored and set by a massive 30 amp autotransformer. I even added several 
more antennas, one of which is a 235 foot inverted V up 70 feet at the apex. This is the 
best overall antenna, especially for the VLF, BCB. and the tropical bands, as well as the 160 
metre ham band. 

The ultimate shack here in Wrightwood took years to acquire, and years of patience. Less 
than a month ago my own son listened to four différent SWBC stations, sent for QSLs, and 
got the bug. "Boy, would I like to have a receiver of my own," was his remark. Oh, and 
for you curious ones, N0, I have not yet logged the Falkland Islands, nor Tristan da Cunha, 
but, who knows!

RF-2900 LISTENIN,G T0 THE PANASONIC RF-2900 
by Malcolm Kaufman, 244 Fieldston Terrace, 8E 
Bronx, NY 10471 

I recently purchased the upgraded digital Panasonic portable - the RF-2900 with readout 
on ail bands. Here are a few comments that fellow DXers may want to weigh in considering a 
purchase. 

I was able to purchase the receiver at a discount house in New York City, paying only 
■tIRS, rnnsiderably less than what others paid elsmhere for the 2800. For all-band digital 
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readout the price is certainly reasonable enough. 

The FM band seems adéquate, though in a test with Jeff Stover and Chris Hansen,, the Sony 
ICF-5900 seemed to perform better on marginal, deep-fringe stations. If you intend to DX FM, 
you may be disappointed; if you're just listening to area outlets, there should be no problem. 
The readout on FM registered in 100 kHz incréments (98.7; 98.8, 98.9, etc.). There are 
receivers that readout every 10 kHz (98.90, 98.91, 98.92, etc.). I can see the need for read- 
out to two décimal places. When the Panasonic reads a given frequency, the listener is not 
necessarily right on the station. A readout of, say 99.5, could actually be 99.53 or 99.55, 
necessitating fine tuning. There is no such problem on AM where resolution is down to 1 kHz. 
The listener knows he or she is right on 880, for example, as opposed to 881 or 879 kHz; any 
additional fine tuning is unnecessary. 

I presently live in a steel-reinforced apartment building where AM response is poor. I 
imagine listeners in situations where more signal actually reaches the internai loop will 
experience much of the same AM overload common to most of the "new génération" SW portables. 
DXers in rural or semi-rural areas should have no problem. 

As for the SW bands, the readout is accurate to 1 kHz and can be adjusted if necessary 
through the use of the BF0 switch and SW calibration dial. Selectivity in the narrow mode 
seems reasonably adéquate. A recent IRCA technical column points out that the 2900 has been 
improved over the 2800 and 4800, so a purchaser shouldn't rush to have the set modified for 
selectivity before actually using it for a while. 

Otherwise, performance on the SW bands did not measure up to this owner's expectations. 
Drift is a very serious problem. The set needs constant retuning, even after an hour or 
more of opération. This makes unattended taping impractical, and for a SWL like myself, who 
may listen to a major broadcaster for several hours while attending to various chores, repeated 
trips back to the receiver for retuning are a downright nuisance. This drift is serious - as 
much as 2 kHz in 5 minuites, and I find it inexcusable in a solid-state receiver. Problems 
like this should have been resolved with the refinement of transistor technology. 

Equally disturbing is the presence of numerous birdies across the SW bands. The problem . 
is particularly serious in the tropical bands, though no band is completely birdie free. The 
problem has rendered such major international broadcast frequencies as 15070 (BBC), 17630 
(IBA's Reshet Bet frequency), and 12060 (RHWS) useless. Like the images plaguing the 2800 
and 4800, the problem seems atrributable to a second IF stage that is much two low in 
frequency - only 2 MHz. Such an arrangement defeats many of the advantages of double 
conversion — images are usually found only on single conversion sets. Comparison with a 
2800 indicates that the birdies are just as prévalent with that model; it's surprising that 
other DXers haven't noticed them, or at least commented on the problem in the pages of the 

DX press. The 2900 has the same image problems as the 2800. 

These shortcomings have to be balanced against the unit's very reasonable pricing. All- 
band digital readout at under $200 is going to require cutting corners somewhere. The 
individual DXer will have to décidé whether he or she can live with drift and birdies in light 
of the modest price.

I am a shortwave listener with a 5 to 15 mégahertz Hallicrafters SW receiver. My 
Husband listens to a Bearcat 210 scanner with selected frequencies from 30 mégahertz to 518 
mégahertz.

We were the first to hear of it, to know of the danger 
and could have evacuated if need be in plenty of time. 

Basically, though, we sharé the information and insights we receive through our radios.

After several days passed without my hearing Radio Sandino, I heard them on the same 
frequency of 7588 kHz at 0430 on Saturday, 2 June. Their signal was strong, compared with 
other times, interférence was regular, and fading was slight. 

However, after several minuites of listening, some continuons oscilations began and 
five minuites later RS was completely covered with American music and folk songs of 
Nicaragua that were pleasing to.Somosa; for example "Que viva - Somosa" and praises as "El 
esfuerzo en la montana y en la costa, Somosa, Somosa; con la esperanza de Somosa Nicaragua 
sera. . .grandiosa, grandiosa." 

That began while Radio Sandino put on an interview with José Somosa, Inspecter General 
of the National Guard charged with the defense of Managua, made while he was drunk, according 
to the broadeaster. This interview couldn't be heard because of Somosa's station jaming with 
possibly double the power of RS. 

—cLÀKDESTXKE VS.HAT 10- 
I noticed that apparently the audio signal \ \ ^ HAL 

at the Somosa station was being input with more 
dB than the microphone résistance of the 
transmitter allowed, resulting in distortion. 
The Somosa station did not identify itself. 
Using my receiver controls, I could make some 
of the noises disappear, but the compétition 
between the stations was being won by the 
Somosa station. 

•v 

I also heard the blocker station on 6 and 7 
June with the Sound problem resolved. On the 7th I 
was listening to RS with José Radhames Caberra in niy HQ, but when the Somosa station signed 
on at 0447, we turned off ny Panasonic RF-2200 and listened to recordings of past RS programs. 
In the morning (8 June) I turned on my receiver and heard the Sandinist Front station with 
greater power than ever before at 7:10 a.m. local time (1110 GMT) on 7587. The broadeast 
ended at 1230 GMT after the news. It was a great expérience to hear this radio battle between 
the clandestine station and the national radio jammer. 

I hope that, after the Nicaragua conflict is over, many new shortwave stations will be 
bom there.

I refer to your tape recorder or cassette machine. A Pitch or speed control is a very 
handy thing to have. It will enable you to increase or decrease the speed of the tape by 
up to 20%. I can hear my readers saying, "so what." So this, when you are trying to interpret 
the man from Uganda or Ghana who seems to be ail lips and no tongue, just speed him up by 

.5 to 10% and presto, you will be able.to understand him. Trying to catch up with the tinkling 
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lady from the Far East? Well, slow her down by around 10Ï and she will begin to Sound like 
the man from Uganda! 

Pitch controls are found on a few tape machines and are well worth having If you are 
a serious DXer, and would like a little help with those language and ID problems that we ali 
experience. Check out recorders with pitch controls. After you do so, I suspect that you 
will want one too! Note: Obviously the speed is changed only on playback so that tapes 
can still be played on other machines.

Clarence Moore, W9LZX and inventer of the quad antenna, passed away suddenly on 24 
January, 1979, at his home in Syracuse, Indiana. He was a minister in the United Missionary 
Church and developed the quad while serving as an engineer at Missionary Station HCJB in 
Quito, Ecuador. He had been recently honored with a lifetime HC1JB license by the Ecuadorian 
government and was working on a new antenna design when he died at 75 (Thanks to W8WU, K8IRJ 
(HR Report)). 

The story of the quad antenna started in the year 1939 when a group of radio engineers 
from the United States traveled to Ecuador in South America to install and maintain the 
missionary station HCJB. The new radio station was located in Quito, high in the Andes 
Mountains. With a carrier power of 10,000 watts, HCJB was to transmit the Gospel to the 
North American Continent in the 25 metre band. 

The engineers at HCJB built a gigantic four element parasitic beam and centered it on 
North America. The excitement of this first transmission was dampened when the antenna 
slowly started to disentegrate. The antenna glowed red at the tips, as huge bolts of 
electricity jumped from the element tips into the cool Equadorian air. Part of the beam 
tips that glowed red fell to the ground. The sound of sizzling and crackling was heard up 
to half a mile away. It soon became apparent that the antenna was slowly being destroyed by 
corona discharge. A solution had to be found if HCJB was to continue broadeasting. 

Clarence Moore, one of the engineers at HCJB, was assigned the job of solving the 
problem of corona discharge. The high voltage at the beam tips and the easily ionized air 
at the two mile high transmitter site, presented a real challenge to him. Clarence first 
placed six inch copper balls on the element tips. This was only a temporary measure. The 
copper balls detuned the antenna and in damp weather the corona discharge was still présent. 
If HCJB was to remain on the air, something had to be done. 

In the summer of 1942, Clarence took a short vacation to the coast of Ecuador. He was 
convinced that with the help of God, he could solve the problem. The thought slowly unfolded 
to him as divine inspiration. The quad shaped antenna grew from the idea of a pulled open 
folded dipole. 

Clarence rushed back to Quito with his new idea. The crew hastily built a two element 
quad and erected on the tower at HCJB. They started the transmitter and waited with great 
anticipation. As night fell and dew collected on the quad, not once did a violent corona 
discharge occur. It seemed that the problem was finally solved. SWL reports began to pile 
into the station with high signal reports. The reports confirmed the outstanding results 
with the quad antenna. 

When Clarence later returned to the United States, he applied for a patent to cover the 
new antenna. The quad soon became popular among the SW stations in Central America. Clarence 
built several quads for the broadeast station. He also built one for 20 métrés. The outstand- 
ing signal of HC1JB brought him inquiries about his new antenna. Later the quad was built 
and used by amateurs in the 20 and 10 metre bands. 

Whenever there is a gathering of DXers, you can bet that the quad is the foremost topic 
in a discussion of antennas. Clarence Moore's absence is deeply felt. 

HCJB can be heard on the 11745, 11915, and 9560 kHz outlets starting at 0040 GMT, 
actual programming starts at 0100 with Passport. HCJB also has an amateur radio club. You 
can talk to the hams at HCJB (they are the engineers that operate the station) on Saturdays 
at 2100-2200 GMT on 28580 on 10 métrés or 21280 on 15 métrés. Those of our readers who are 
hams, give them a shout, they will be listening for you.

Front panel controls are as follows; left to rlght, 1. attenuator swltch (off-on), 2. 
RF gain and power swltch, 3. band selector wlth three positions for tunlng 3-7 IWz, 7-14 (i 
14-30 MHz, 4. Tunlng dlal for précisé adjustment, 5. LEO red light to show the unit 1s on. 

The rear panel has two screw-on coax connectors, one for direct connection to the ante 
and the other for the recelver. Gllfer Installs two RCA type Jacks so that you can use 
elther type of connection. The remote terminais are made Inoperatlve by shuntlng. The rei 
panel power cord connecta to house current. 

The SX-59 cornes In an attractive meta! cabinet that measures 6" wlde by 2 7/8" hlgh (1 
cludlng the rubber feet), by 5 3/4' dcep. Hy SX-S9 slts atop my antenna swltch. I can swi 
the preaapllfler/preselector to ail six of my recelvers. 

On weak signais 1 have noted as much as 20 dB signal strength increase on my modlfled 
1978 modal Yaesu FR6-7000 and a very deflnlte improvement In my Drake SPR-4.

Book RevieW SHORTWAVE PROPAGATION HANOBOOK - A REVIEW 
by Bill Smith, 145 Deryl St., Eunlce, LA 705 35 

I have flnlshed readlng a copy of the recently published The Shortwaye Propagation Ham 
book co-authored by George Jacobs and Théodore J. Cohen. The book 1s published by Cowan 
Publlshlng Corp., 14 Vanderventer Ave., Port Washington, NV 11050, and avallable from them 
and other sources, such as Gllfer, P. 0. Box 239, Park Rldge, NJ 07656, for $7.50. 

For nearly 30 years ! have purchased nearly every avallable book Intended for the 
layman and hobbylst on the subjects of antennas, propagation, shortwave llstenlng, amateur 
radio and assoclated topics. Frankly, wlthln the pages of The Shortwave Propagation Handboc 
I flnd nothlng new, but rather a well-wrltten, slrople-termed, near textbook collection of 
facts that most anyone who has spent tlme dlallng a shortwave radio has observed, 1f not 
understood. 

I would estlmate that raany shortwaye buffs care only about what they can log and not 
about why or how the DX signais reached thelr antennas. To these Indlvlduals I suggest you 
are mlsslng the plot of the OXIng mystery. If you don't care how that signal reached you, 
forget the Handbook. If you. do, the $7.50 1s well spent. 

The flrst 28 pages of the 155 page work 1s a rehash of slmllar flrst chapters In many b 
books, but more Informatlve than most. The meat of the book starts wlth chapter 2 and 
continues non-stop for flve addltlonal chapters. 

Propagation is a complex fleld, so don't expect to spend a couple of evenlngs readlng 
the Handbook and Instantly become an expert. There 1s more than enough Information In the 
book to make yourself knowledgeable In the fleld, but the Handbook becomes a reference for 
constant use rather than a dust collector after the Initial readlng. 

There 1s llttle speclflcally wrltten dlrectly to the shortwave broadcast bands other 
than a single ehart that shows Information on how the 20-meter amateur band relates to the 
19 and 25 «eter SWBC bands and so forth. But frequency spectrum 1s spectrum, whether 1t is 
19 meters or 20. 

Jacobs and Cohen are both amateurs, so the book 1s wrltten toward the amateur radio 
merket, except as menti oned in the above paragraph. Thelr so-called "Haster OX Propagation 
Charts" on whlch a goodly portion of the book 1s based are refereneed to transmuter power 
of 1 kllnratt effective radiated power (ERP). In this day of SWBC stations operatlng wlth 
ESPs of S million watts or more, this reference becomes rather Invalid except In the case 
of the low-powered broadcasters below 5 IWz or so.. 
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There is, however, worthwhile information on the so-called "gray line" method of DXing 
the lower shortwave frequencies and how the "gray line" works, although I suspect this 
générally is well-known by the 60 metre DXer. 

Ail in ail I find The Shortwave Propagation Handbook generally good. If you want a 
reference book on propagation, the Handbook is a good buy. If you want a story book, forget 
the Handbook or anything similar on the field of propagation — it just doesn't happen. 

In closing, I would congratulate the authors and the publisher for printing a book nearly 
free of typo errors and mis-labeled charts, much unlike the sloppy work of the much-heralded 
Horld DX Guide by Radio Nederland's Jim Vastenhoud, whom I doubt ever had an opportunity to 
proof-read the text once it was typeset.

The Far East Broadcasting Company means a lot of things to a lot of people. It may 
mean the Philippines to some people, San Francisco or the Seychelles Islands to others. The 
truth is, the Far East Braodcasting Company (or FEBC for short) is ail of those things and 
more, much more. The history of FEBC is a story of hard work and success. 

It ail began in 1945. That year, three men, Robert Bowman, John Broger, and Milliam 
Roberts, put together their total resources of $1000 to establish a Christian broadcasting 
organization. On 20 December 1945, with absolutely no financial backing and no permit even 
to build a radio station, the Far East Broadcasting Company was incorporated. By 4 September 
1948, FEBC in Manila was granted a franchise to build two 10 kW transmitters in the 
Philippines. Then came the big day. It was 4 June 1948 and it was raining. But, despite 
this, there were happy faces inside the studios of FEBC, as John Broger announced the first 
broadcast of KZAS, the "Call of the Orient" station, situated in Manila, Philippines, on 
mediumwave. 

Tl\is broadcast brought forth even better things from FEBC. One year after KZAS (now DZAS) 
went on the air, the first shortwave opération, DZH6, was initiated. This, like KZAS, was 
a domestic service for the peoples of the Philippines, and it broadcasted on the tropical 
bands. 

Still another year later, FEBC launched its first international shortwave station. Its 
call was DZH7 and it broadcasted in the 31 metre band. The years that followed saw the 
addition of three more shortwave stations. By this time, FEBC was broadcasting in 30 languages 
and dialects and was rapidly gaihing récognition in international broadcasting as a major 
shortwave voice. 

In 1952, a sixth international shortwave station was placed on the air. 1954 proved to 
hold another breakthrough for FEBC as DZFE, FEBC's first FM station, began broadcasting from 
Manila. Known as "Manila's Fine Husic Station", it was very popular with the intellectuals 
of the Manila area because of its thought-provoking gospel messages. 

FEBC acquired from the Voice of America two shortwave stations and their antenna Systems 
in 1956. One of these now serves in the 13 metre band. Many other stations were acquired 
within the next 23 years to make a total count of 14 Philippine transmitters._ 

The hub of ail this FEBC activity throughout the years has been the Christian Radio City 
in Manila (or CRCM for short). On its original 12.5 acres, CRCM today contains housing for 
missionary and national broadcasters, transmitting equipment, recording studios, administrative 
offices, and the largest missionary printing opération in ail of East Asia. If you would like 
to know more about this broadcasting conglomerate, why not Write to: FEBC Radio International, 
Box 1, Valenzuela, Hetro Manila, Philippines. 

The FEBC also opérâtes well known shortwave stations in San Francisco (KGEI), and the 
Seychelles Islands (FEBA). KGEI has two shortwave transmitters which beam programs to East 
Asia and Latin America in 7 languages. These transmitters once served as a freedom station 
aperated by the U.S. Government. Should you wish to write to KGEI, their address is; KGEI, 
P. 0. Box 15, San Francisco, California, 94101. FEBA also has two shortwave transmitters. 
They broadcast to South Asia, East Africa, and the Hiddle East in 14 Languages. Their address

If you want 'news that didn't make the 
front page,' try the old familiar "Paul Harvey, News and Commentary" at 2100 GMT on 
17765, 15430, 15330, and 11790 kHz on the gold oie AFRTS. If you just want plain, in-depth 
news, you can't beat BBC s "World News" every hour on the hour, or Radio Nederland's 
"Newsline" at 0230 on 9590 and 6175 and 0530 on 9715 and 6175.

an improvement on the QF-1 which has been around for 
several years. Audio filters process the audio output 
of your receiver to enhance or eliminate certain audio 

frequencies. This can be useful in eliminating hum, heterodynes, and certain other types 
of interférence. The QF-1A is designed for use on voice copy. It can also be used to 
process the output of your recorder so you can try différent settings over and over to get 
that hard to «opy 10. It had peaking System to peak any set of audio frequencies down to 
20 Hz wide. Using the selectivity control the peaking can be flattened out. There is a 
notch with depth up to 70 dB possible. The equipment also has a high and a low pass filter. 
Write them for a fact sheet and price. 

Popular Electronics complied with our request for a review of the Lafayette BCR-101 
shortwave receiver in their July issue. Interested members are refered to PE for détails. 
The reviewer's impression was favorable towards the BCR-101 for casual SWLs and novice hams 
inspite of some shortcomings. The receiver has a drum dial and a crystal calibrator that 
will permit readings to 10 kHz (5 kHz possible with extreme care). There is a jack on the 
back for output to a counter. The receiver is single conversion up to 4 kHz and double 
conversion on the shortwave bands. Image rejection and lack of bothersome birdies in the 
SW section were considered good factors. Sensitivity ranged from about 1 to 2 uV on shortwaye. 
Selectivity is rated as 8 kHz wide and 3 kHz narrow. The reviewer did not give results 
of actual réception selectivity. Hcwever, the presence of a narrow-wide selectivity 
option puts the BCR-101 a step ahead of the DX-160, which it is obviously designed to 
compete with. Price is $249.95. 

TRANS WORLD RADIO, an international Christian broadcasting organization is celebrating 
its 25th year of broadcasting. It began as the Voice of Tangiers, in Tangiers, Morocco. 
on 22 February 1954. The first broadcast was in Spanish and English over a 2.5 kW transmitter.

14 June. Date of BBCMS report of variable sked of 0300, 1030, 1900 on 7588 and 7702 not // 
15 June. 7588 anc'd it would also be on 31m from next day, but no channel found (BBCMS) 
16 June. 7588 logged 0305-0310 under heavy CCI; couldn't trace 7317 (Darling, UK, WDXC) 
17 June. Continued to this date at times above with pgms of varying length. QRM mainly 

from Radiodifusidn (sic) Nacional and also Estacion X, normally on 620 and 750 resp (BBC MS) 
18 June. On 7315 and 7588 from 0300 and 1030, having dropped 7700; again, not // (BBC MS) 
25 June. Since this date Sandino and other Nie pgms one hour later; the country apparently 

reverted to GMT -6 at midnight 24/6 (BBC MS) 
26 June. R. Sandino anc'd that Sandinista cotnmittees in Matagalpa had begun a "R,. Insurrec 

cién" on 7100 at 1700 daily. And that R. Masaya would begin broadcasting 'when it is ready*. 
Later that day, R. Reloj de Costa Rica said 'the Sandinistas now have 3 clandestine radio sta 
fions, mentioning in addition to R. Sandino, R. Masaya, and 'a station in Matagalpa'. The 
Nie govt RTV office had called an urgent meeting of R & TV directors (BBC MS 5/7) 

1 July. At 0400-0510 Sandino very weak on 7587; no jammer; 0510 start of 'Somoza music* 
jamming on 7585. At 0532, Sandino on 7579; at 0535 RTTY on 7579; at 0542, nothing on 7579; 
0544, Somoza mx on 7579; 0552 Sandino on 7702, Somoza mx on 7704.5. Sandino loud and clear 
on 1102, maybe différent xmtr than 7587. 0651"' Sandino signed off 7702 giving xmsn times as 
5:30 am, 2 pm, 10 pm; as Nie is on CST now, this would be 1130, 2000, 0400-0650. Slogan: 
"La Victoria es nuestra", as compared to "sera nuestra" in May; "adelante combatientes sandi- 
nistas; no, a la intervencion yanqui en Nicaragua!" Somoza mx suddenly 0658* on 7705. R. 
Sandino said the Front opérâtes a stn in Matagalpa , which they first thought of naming "R. 
Matagalpa Libre" but it actually went on the air as "R. Quince Regional"(?), This same night 
I hrd 0702-0720 some vehement talk on 5955, very poor réception due to strong OC on same fre- 
quency, but I did hear them say "no al somozismo" and IDs sounding like R. Estel^. See also 
COSTA RICA, LN-7. (Jean-Jacques Bloch, MD) At 0458 7702 with live-sounding discussion; no 
other freqs on or hrd due to QRN; 0505 7587 audible, not //; 0512 mx on 7584 (gh) 

3 July. 0430, 7702 saying any aid to the Nicaraguan Red Cross goes into the power of war 
criminal and genocidist Somoza; 7587 also on, rauch weaker, no jammers (gh) SCDX this date 
quotes James Jordan, England that Sandino was on 4795 at 0430 /on an earlier date/. More 
likely some LAm station relaying it newsily (gh) 

4 July. 0420, mx on 7702, low varying het; not on a few mins earlier; and no others on yet. 
0557 7702 Sandino with mx, ID 0558; no 7587; 7707 Caribbean mx jammer easily separable, with 
phone-quality audio. 0605-0614 7702 open carrier, then Somoza critique (gh) 7708 Latin mx 
0705 in rising frenzy, OC 0727 past 0740, no anmts, assumed Sandino (Ralf Munster, GA) No. 

5 July. 7702, R. Sandino 0720 "Viva Nicaragua Libre", etc. choral mx, silent 0732-0737, 
ID 0800, still going strong at 0820 (Ralf Munster, Decatur GA) During the first days of July 
R. Sandino obs with its 3 daily BCs on 7702 and 7588; but on 5/7 the 1830 xmsn was hrd on 
9615 (BBCMS) Obviously, R. Noticias del Continente. Hmnm, was its xmtr ever on when both of 
Sandino's were? (gh) 

6 July. R. Reloj reports that FSLN had set up a new "R. Revolucion" in Granada (BBCMS 12/7) 
0430 on 7586, man with semi-screaming voice, mass chorus snatches; too painful in terms of 
sound to try to llsten to, 0455 on 7702, différent pgm, misérable réception. 0505, différ- 
ent stn with mx on 7705 (Ralf Munster, GA) 

8 July. Argentine news agency Latin said 'revolutionary' stns continued on MW from two cit- 
ies and were hrd in Managua and almost ail of the country's Pacific and central régions. R. 
Insurrecciôn operated on R. Matagalpa's fq 570 kHz, and R. Venceremos could be hrd on 1410, 
the Ondas Populares fq in Léon (BBC MS 12/7) 

10 July. 0415, 7317 on before others, listing firearms (captured?), e.g. mortars, machine 
guns, Sherman tank; casualty counts; 0426 het on, pitch varies, some mx; tries to zero-beat 
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but is too unstable. 0435 somewhat prematurely "La dlctadura somozlsta està derrot^da" but 
not hls jammer, no problem, just nrx on 7321. At 0505 check, 7587 was on, weak and QRMed, no 
jamming, and not //. At 1240, only rausic jamner to be hrd, on 7322. (gh) Spanlsh Foreign 
Radio nx also reports on R. Insurreccion and R. Victory in Ledn. 

11 July. Around 0600, Sandino on 7316 (Steve Webster, Ont.) 
13 July. Noted on 7317, R. Sandino at 1155 with cloquent speech (gh) At 0510 R. Reloj de 

Costa Rica relaying Sandino on 4832. After it ended, ancr said next relay would be at 6 a.m, 
local. At 0525 same nite I tuned to Sandino 7316 and hrd the exact same pgm as heard earlier 
on Reloj (Pitt McNeil, Washington DC) 

15 July. Has anyone else noticed the audio characteristics of the background noise on 7316 
? Quite différent from the sound on 7587, The rushing sound is a little like the surf and 
is superimposed on R. Sandino*s carrier along with the regular voice modulation and imisic-- 
it is not part of the signais jamming the stn. It is a noise I have corne to associate with 
HF feed, like BBC-Ascension (Bob Rankin, Lawrence KS) 

17 July. At 0400 R. Sandino on 7587-8 with song about National Guard, marimba, 0405 ID. 
At 0406 rax janmer on, VFOing around (gh) Cari Beck reports /on earlier réception/ that 7702 
had replaced 7315, and 0600" replaced by 0735* or 0750*. 7705 was an all-nusic pro-Somoza 
jammer. Nothing hrd on 7585 for a week (SCDX) 

19 July. By now Somoza had resigned and was leaving the country. 7317 at 0410, at last no 
jamning, just R. Sandino with ecstatic claims of victory; 0417 "somos libres!" etc., really 
wild yelling of "Patria Libre", etc. 0430 hi-speed RTTY begins under Sandino mx, rax stops 
while RTTY continues, overlapping start of mx again at 0433. Seems to be from same xmtr ra- 
ther than QRM! 0434, "transmitimos desde Nicaragua libre", 0439 announcing that Mexico had 
recognized their govt; RTTY starting up again. 0442 tune in 7587 now on, announcing Mexico 
recognition—consistently running about 2% minutes behind 7317. At 0449, trying to listen to 
Larry King interviewing SF writers on WSB-750, startled to hear R. Sandino //7317, so at this 
point they had taken over Somoza's Estaclôn X. 0500 on 7317 repeating "our Sandinista chiefs 
will tell us what to do", still going past 0516. (gh) 

20 July. No sign of R. Sandino or jammers on usual 7 MHz channels, in 0400-0500 period. 
Its mission accomplished, R. Sandino apparently has closed down SW opérations. Same situa- 
tion 21 July, 22 July% 23 July, 24 July. 

I had speculated on RN and RCI DX pgms that 7702/7317 was likely transmitted from Cuba (gh) 
I feel this is not strongly enough based in fact. If the site was in Cuba, it would 
not have been difficult for the Somoza govt to detect and proclaim as evidence of Cuban, and 
thus commjnist, involvement. No evidence, or even claims that the stn is in Cuba have emer- 
ged in the US press, not even in the most conservative journals. Occasional urgent commands 
to troops and so on further lirait the xmtr site to a relatively nearby QTH in which the lead- 
ers are known to be--Costa Rica. AP, UPI, Wash. Post and Time/Life ail say it's in CR. This 
ail follows CR's open support of the FSLN since last March, when R. Sandino went off for 3 • 
weeks and made a comeback with higher power and slicker production. Thus, the implication 
that Sandino is probab ly in Cuba is probably wrong, and in need of correction (Pitt McNeil) 

My idea was that the second xmtr only (7702/7317), which did not appear until 12/6, was 
from Cuba. Certainly Cuba was strongly involved, as per the BBC reports in July LN. Rankin 
's obs of off-air-quality lends credence to 7702/7317 being outside CR. But your evidence, 
as well as mine, is nothing but circumstantial. Journalists are no help, of course, with 
their customary disdain for giving the exact frequencies of stns they write about! (gh) 
Voz de la Resistencia Chilena via Algeria now hrd after FR nx, 0003-0035, instead of 2300- 
2330, on new 1414.8 (good), 6160 and 9705 (some QRM), ex-891, 6160, 7245 (Oscar Hansson, R. 
Viking DX World 3/7) Well, on 22/7 hrd at 0003-0035* on 11633 and 7246 (gh) Magallanes LN-6 
Voice of the Free Sahara, anti-Moroccan from Algeria contimes carrying Polisario Front BCs 
in AR, FR, SP 2200-2300 in the ES on 15160 11810 9640 9610 7195 575» while another anti-Mor- 
occan pgm, Maghrib of the Peoples, is at 2200-2400 emphasizing Maghrib unity, in the remain- 
ing DS freqs, from the Oran studios (BBC MS 28/6) The latter returns to the Algiers studios 
for nx 2300-2315. VOFS, which does not identify its source, hrd only twice.since 20/7 (sic— 
should be 20/6 -gh), on 29/6 and 1/7. On 29/6 it was on ail Algiers Arabie and Kabyle fqs 
except 980--carrying M0P--and some French service fqs (BBC MS 5/7) 
R. Free Zimbabwe, first on 7275, then on 7150, variable times -1000-1145-; 1010 relays radio 
news from Zimbabwe (?); never mentions QTH; maybe Mozambique (R. Ginbey RN DXJB 12/7) 
Zimbabwe People's Révolutionary Voice no longer carried on Zambia's 7250 channel (BBGMS 14/6) 
Révolutionary Voice of Zimbabwe 30/6 Dar es Salaam radio anc'd that the ES would intro 1/7 
addl half hr pgm for Zimbabwe Patriotic Front at 1915-1945. Subsequently confirmed; in Nde- 
bele, Shona, EG, with world nx, commentaries, rax (BBC MS 5/7) Tho 15435 anc'd, on 9685 only 
Voice of the Erltrea Révolution (Arabie: "Sawt ath-Thawrah al Eritrea") pro-ELF^BB^ 12/7) 
including nx, reports of ops vs Ethiopien troops, press reports of support for ELF, and talks 
thought to emanate from Baghdad, Iraq, now sked M/W/F 0445-0545 on 6170; Tu/Th/Su 1430-1530 
on 7245; first half hour in AR, last half in Tigrigna (BBC MS 7/79) 
Voice of Arab Egypt Syrian Arab Rep. BC Serv. anc'd that from 10/6 it would.BC daily at 1930 
on ail its fqs this one-hr pgm (Arabie: Sawt Misr al-'arabiyah) (BBC MS 14/6) Daily 1930-2030 
obs on 827 782 746 666 566; 952 and 927 not confirmed. Hostile to Près. as-Sadat and to the 
peace treaty with Israël (BBC MS 21/6) 
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Bizlm Radyo & Voice of the Conminist Party of Turkey (cf July LN-13) I can affirro from Per- 
sonal experience that many of BR's xmsns do indeed come frora Romania. I spent two years 
there in the late 60s as a Fulbright student. While exploring the FM band 88-108 MHz, I ran 
across the STL for R. Bucharest's foreign SW svc, I believe around 94-95 MHz. Carried or the 
same fq were pgms of three 'clandestines'--Bizim radyo. Radio Espana Independiente. and RÀdio 
Portugal Livre--the last tvo of which no longer exist. Altho the R. Bucharest pgms were hifi 
the others had phone line hum and atténuation, indicating they were piped in from elsewhere. 
Turkish students here at KU tell me it is common Knowledge that the studios for the Turkish 
broadcasts are somewhere in the GDR. Bizim radyo*s SW xmtrs were at the little Romanian vil- 
lage of figaneçti, about halfway between Bucure§ti and Ploieçti. I drove this route to the 
mountains many tunes, and my plastic Grundig wouId overload and go completely bananas with 
R. Bucharest or clandestine signais whenever I passed the cluster of téléphoné pôle mounted 
antennas at "Jiganeçti. Doubtless the clands enjoyed xmting facilities in other 'fraternal* 
countries as well (Bob Rankin, Lawrence KS) 
Voice of the Oman! Révolution via R, PDRY 1545-1628, no longer contains a Persian pgm for 
Iraniens at home and Iranian soliders in Oman from 1615 to 1628, per recent obs (BBCMS 5/7) 
Voice of the Révolution, Voice of the People's Front for the Liberation of Oman is a cland 
pgm broadcast daily from Libya at 1830-1845 on 15100, hrd 23/6, with anti-British, anti-US, 
anti-Israeli talks in Arabie (Jean-Jacques Bloch, MD) 
^ran VOIRI interviewed 20/6 the PTT Minister Dr. Mohammad Islami, who outlined moves to com- 
bat unofficial broadeasters. Certain stns broadcast after 1730 and discussed 'harmful mat- 
ters' and detector vans uncovered five of them one night in Tehran. Describing them as 
'foreign' and 'illégal* radio stations, the Minister said that 'the former security organiza- 
tion (SAVAK) provided these facilities in 26 locations ail over the country which we are 
gradually taking over, experimenting with and will eventually use to cover ail the country.' 
Thai Revolutionary Peoples Radio Station Newspaper Matichon reported 11/6 ('BBC MS 28/'6^ 
that per a military scxirce this stn would be established soon to compete with the Thai Com- 
Tnanist Party s Voice of the People of Thailand. The new stn will be set up in Laos, possibly 
Savannakhet. Per the newspaper Nation Review, the stn will be leci by a breakaway group of 
Socialist Party members and may follow a pro-Soviet and pro-Vieti.arrese line. The raove to set 
up a rival radio stn began early this year, after the Comnunist Party of Laos handed over an 
ultimatum to the CP of Thailand to move out part of its strongholcl in Lao territory before 
yearend (BBC MS 21/6) Pro-Viet guerrillas are too weak to form a rival party to the CPT, per 
suprême command chief of staff Gen. Saiyud Kerdphol 13/6 (Far Eastern Economie Review 22/6 
via Isao Ugusa, DX Front Line) 
Voice of the People of Thailand 6035 6c 9423 is now off the air, a move on the part of the 
Chinese, apparently, to better relations with Thailand (Washington Pos». 12/7 via Pitt McNell) 
In its 1000-1055 xmsn in Thai 10/7, VOPT anc'd it was temporarily suspending BCs from 11/7. 
In introing the pgms final song, "Proceed to expand operational cr as", the anc'r said "I 
bid farewell to listeners; may you enjoy good health and success'. your v>rk." Tho monitor- 
ing obs tend to place xmtrs in the Kunming area of Yunnan Province (Ghi a), the Bangkok Post 
reported 3/6/77 they were in Ken Thao, Loei Province in Laos, or somewhere in the "Golden 
Triangle" area of Laos. Another newspaper. Nation Review, reported 10/8/77 that VOPT was at 
the border point of China, Vietnam and Laos known as "Sipsong Panna" (BBC MS 12/7) 
Voice of Démocratie Kampuchea Exiled Khmer Rouge foreign minister leng Sary, in a 18/6 Peking 
interview with AFP, was asked about reports that this stn was based in China's Yunnan pro- 
vince. He replicd that there was 'some truth and some falsehood' in the allégation. Obser- 
vers believe this to mean that broadcasts made by the Khmer Rouge underground forces could be 
relayed back by a stn in Yunnan, the agency concluded (BBC MS 28/6) 
Voice of the People of Malaya June obs indicate this pro-Peking stn has reduced duration of 
some of its BCs. The former 2230-2315 Malay is now 2230-2245 and the 2315-0015 Std Chinese 
now cornes at 2245-2315*, signing off until *1130 (BBC MS 5/7) 
Laos A high officiai of Lao govt admitted the leader of Meo insurgents continued to operate 
a cland BC, possibly from Yunnan Province, China. He said by supporting ethnie minorities. 
China was to establish puppet govt within Laos. He explained, however, Vang Pao, the leader 
of the Meo rebels is already dead and only his recorded voice is carried in diat broadcast 
(Asahi Shimbun 15/4 via Tsukaraoto, DXFL) A new pro-Chinese stn, but does it really exist? 
Hanoi and Vientiane continuously accuse Peking of supporting "Vang Pao and Gen. Koong Le of 
the reactionary 'neutralist' forces". Peking says Hanoi's just making it up (Isao Ugusa) 
Ireland The govt of the Irish Rep. is to intro a new law Lo stop pirates, raising the cur- 
rent t50 fines to tl0,000. This will probably deter most of the current stns (David Kenny, 
England, SCDX 26/6) As a resuit, the most active unofficial SW stns, R, Condor 6243 and Wesj; 
side R. 6280, were hrd making farewell broadcasts in April. But they were both back as usual 
13/5. Compensâting,aIso is the revival of Skull 6c Bones Radio System, dormant since 1/78, 
hrd on 6276 13/5 after 0930. Perhaps the fine Irish, or (Groucho) Marxist sentiment of "wha^ 
ever it is, l'm against it", has produced the revival (John Campbell, DSWCI SW News June) 
R. Bamas, a rare Belgian (more or l^Ss) stn, is about to appear on 6300, testing Suns at 
some times between 0730 6c 0930, possibly 0800, and maybe also 2100-2400 Fridays. Reports can 
be sent to me; no, it won't be in Devon, and l'm not disguised os a Belgian (Campbell, DSWCI) 
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Radio Hlghseas International hrd on 3830a 8/7 0443-0501* talk and mx, many IDs in EG and FR 
0450, "Springtime for Hitler", jingles, British-sounding maie DJ saying his name vas "Broad- 
caster" and that "Larry" .or "Lester Burns" was running the xmtr tonight. Excellent pgm. 
Said they would open up a toll-free phone nu, but abruptly off in mid-nusic at 0501, SIO 444 
to 333. Re the name "Burns", in the 11/77 PE article on pirates by ilarry Helms, there was a 
stn active in mid-Dec 1973 calling itself R. Clandestine. Like R.H.I., it claimed to be on 
a ship off the Atlantic Coast! And, the ancr at R, Gland claimed ' be "R.F. Burns"! I 
wonder if there is a connection, or is it coincidental? (Mike MacCv Indianapolis IN) 
RHI seems to have the same operator as the sporadic "WBLO", also wi »igh quality signal 
from the NYC area (Daniel Srebnick, Staten Island) 
"CREW", Halifax NS, approx 1610, 0300-0500 24/6, seemed tu have xmtr roblems, as off the air 
frequently for a few seconds. Pop mx, Cosby records, '"C.R.E.W. Coramentary" ridiculing the 
gas-oil shortage in the US, blaming the govt and transportation laws. IDs as "Crew-AM-16", 
"Crew-Halifax" also giving latter as address for opposing views. Poor to fair signal (John 
Fisher, Chelmsford MA) More pirate madness on 1613 this time, "CRAW" Halifax, first hrd 11/6 
0200-0330 sleepout with old and new rock, sorae disco, M ancr took some calls on request line, 
didn't catch number. Fair sig, very deep fades like BCB DX, Not Maritimer accents, didn't 
say"eh" once, the Canadien all-purpose semi-word. Raspy carrier, but quite professional. 
Also presumably hrd with rock mx tests at 0020, then OC, same raspy carrier (Richard Stoller, 
NY) l'm positive it's CREW, hrd it 8 times, sometimes with excellent signal, taped ID (Ar- 
thur Bodek, Cedarhurst NY, 16/7) On 1614.5, fair sig with bad FMing (sounds like buzzy modu- 
lation with BFO on), at 0235 10/6, ID as "ERW" or "PRW" or similar, audio fuzzy. Said was in 
Halifax NS and would be on until 12 o'clock local. Had staged 'calls' from 'listeners' in 
far places such as Edmonton saying hearing 'loud & clear' (Bob Foxworth, Mineola LINY) 
"WCBX" on 1619 at 0128 25/6 with movie mx and ID, then off (Arthur Bodek, NY) The unID on 1620 
with the old WMCA talk show was WCBX NY, replaying a tape of the final WMCA Alex Bennett Show 
--I get a powerfui groundwave from them here and they seem to operate with over 250 W. Best 
time to listen is pre-raidnight when they corne on sporadically (Daniel Srebnick, Staten Is NY) 
"WFAT" bustees raaking lots of news in NY, appearing on WEVD-FM for 5 hours, etc. Best bet if 
you want to contact WFAT is to call (212) 283-9979 llpin-12mid on Friday (S.D. Ehrbar, IRCA) 
R. Galaxie, 6940 kHz, 250 watts, Reynosa, Mexico, sked every Saturday 0500-0545. This mémo 
is to inform you and your loyal SW club members that a new SW stn is 'on the air'. This sta- 
tion is in Mexico. Permission has been granted to XEJRM, R. Galaxie, by the Mexican govt to 
xmit on the SW fq of 6940 kHz. We have recently concluded several test xmsns and are ready 
to begin regular broadcasts to North America. We sincerly (sic) hope your listners (sic) 
will tune in. We have used your bulletin as a forwarding address. If this arrangement 
proves inadéquate please inform us of such. Thank you. Sincerely, (George Beck, Technical'

offers this service (gh) Hrd on 6939.2 11/7 0224-0303*, announcer J.B. Boss. Long touristy 
talk on Mexico, raentioned DX club bulletins and claimed to be reading from them; mentioned R, 
Liberation. Said to send reports to NASWA's Box 13 address. Claimed that 'we try to stay 
away from politics'. 0302-0303 sounded like Belize off the air tape in EG and SP. Tnx to 
Paul Jordan in Houston who tipped me on this (David Walcutt, Houston TX) 
"KDHF", 6420, noted 0545 with continuous mx, always atop some wireless stn, 12/5, 13/5, 14/5 
with definite ID as KDHF, SIO 434.
