The DX-300 bas become the most wntten about receiver 
in quite a while. First, it was condemed because of 

problems with the tuning of the initial production models. Then it received moderate praise 
from those who had received working models. Then some of its initial supporters fell away 
because of other problems which showed up. Now we hear from some people who have made 
the receiver work for them inspite of its limitations. The continuing Saga of the DX-300. 

THE INFAMOUS DX-300

There is a certain class that certain gadgets/machines/whatzits indubitably belong, a 
class of beings that would have been great only if; a class that would unmistakably corne to 
mind with such names as "Edsel," "Studebaker," "Packard," and of course, "DX-300." Well, your 
humble author happens to be an enthusiast for things of such a class (I own oddball antiques 
l.ike a Capehart receiver, I grow in my garden my own variety of "silly seeds," and I drive 
a 1963 Studebaker Lark. Nuff said.). So I simply had to add a DX-300 to my collection, even 
after being told I could have a used 390A for around $200, and even after ail the bad press 
it has gotten, and even in spite of the fact I don't often get $400 ail in one place at 
one time (which is another reason I have a garden and a 1963 Studebaker). t> 

By anybody's standards, I pulled a real boner. By anybody's standards but mine, that is, 
for l'm always good for a diamond in the rough, and regardless of public opinion I will do 
something apparently totally out of reason if I judge the odds to be in my favor. And such 
it was when I purchased my DX-300. The advertised spécifications were: 

SENSITIVITY: AM 100 kHz 20 microvolts 
300 kHz 2 microvolts 
900 kHz 1 microvolt 
3.1 to 30 MHz 0.5 ir.icrovolts 

SSB (divide above readings by 2) 

IMAGE RATIO: 100 kHz - 900 kHz 80 dB 
3 to 30 MHz 70 dB 

SELECTIVITY: 6 kHz at -6 dB 
20 kHz at -70 dB 

Digital readout. AC or 12VDC, meaning I could run it off my Diehard. Preselector. Continuous 
tuning. Three IF stages. Variable atténuation. RF gain control. SSB. Tape output jack. 
Large headphone jack. Code practice oscillator. What I thought was a bandwidth selector 
but turned out to be just an audio tone control. It sure sounded better than my XCR-30, and 
it certainly wasn't no $600. I thought I could live with the selectivity and the LW specs 
(since I don't get into LW that much anyway) for the price, especially since I figured I 
could alter the selectivity on it myself anyhow. So, making sure that the Radio Shack manager 
(dear oie Sherman) ordered me one straight from the warehouse and ordered me a service manual 
as well, I eventually came home with a well-aligned, apparently functional set, accompanied 
by ail the wherewithall I needed to custom supermodify it as I so chose, as if I was working 
on my Studebaker you see. Even bought the stuff I needed to put racing stripes and MEEN GREEN 
MACHEEN on it. So imagine my surprise when I try out the accuracy of the dial on WWV, find 
it to be truely accurate, and then proceed to find WWV on not only 5 MHz, but also 6, 7, 8, 
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9, etc. FWz. 

Fluke, I said to myself, because if s on the round numbers at the beginning/end of the 
band. Well, it just so happened that WWV was at 2,5, 3.5, and 4.5 MHz, not to mention that 
three local HW stations were ail over the tropical bands. Anybody else would have stormed 
into the shop to demand a refund, and if I had any sense, I should have done just that. But 
since I had my heart and money into this machine, I only did what I do best — act illogically. 
Even after being a DXer with various receiver experience for 9 years, I actually picked up 
the owner's manual and read it like a beginner. And here is what I read: 

"SPECIAL OPERATING NOTES: The antenna connection can affect réception in unusual ways on a 
receiver of this design. Because the preselector/RF stages are not automatically tracked with 
the oscillator, it is possible that strong local signais will produce spurious responses" 

"Solutions to this type of effect: 1. Use a shorter antenna when operating below 
2 kHz. Or use no external antenna at ail. . . 
2. Try Connecting the antenna to the other ANT connector (if you are using the 
coax connector, try the screw terminal and vice versa). 
3. Try readjusting the MHz tuning very slightly 
4. Try switching the ATTEN . . . ATTEN has no effect when your antenna is connected 
to the screw terminais. 
5. Try turning down the RF Gain control. 
6. Be sure the Preselector Band switch is set to the appropriate position and that 
you tune Preselector Tune for maximum signal réception. 

"Preselector setting and tuning is important for best sensitivity and maximum spurious 
signal rejection. Always be sure the Preselector Band switch is set correctly for the 
frequency you are tuning to. If you detune'the Preselector, the S-meter reading will drop. 
If you set the Preselector Band switch to the wrong position, you may not completely lose 
réception of the signal ... an improper setting and tuning of the Preselector may resuit 
in fàlse signal tuning. Proper setting and tuning of the Preselector will help to eliminate 
crossband réception problems." 

"Opération of the RF Gain control effects the overall sensitivity of the receiver. . . 
If you are near a very strong signal, you can use RF Gain to reduce the volume of the received 
signal; if you don't do this, the strong incoming signal can 'swamp' the input stages of 
the receiver and may resuit in unusual types of signal réception and distortion problems. 
Also, you should realize that the S-meter is accurate only when RF Gain is set to maximum." 

Voila. What it boils down to is that she overloads and 'cross-modulates.1 Take care 
of that front end at ail costs. 

By putting an on/off switch at the external antenna and engaging it only when needed 
(at ail other times I used the whip) and watching my RF gain and preselector, I was able to 
operate my DX-300 most succesfully. Now came time to look at the service manual to consider 
modifications. First thing I wanted to do was do something about the selectivity . . . Replace 
the ceramic filter with a crystal or mechanical filter? Or maybe an op-amp active notch filter? 
Or alter the preselector instead to help with the overload problem at the same time? Or both? 
Or maybe a Q multiplier (which is really nothing more than adding another 1F stage of sorts, 
of a higher Q than the receivers, but my set had three already and I figured that was plenty)? 
Or should I have a sériés of active filters and alter my audio knob into a bandwidth knob? 
What is nice about the DX-300 is that ail of these alternatives are easily possible. 

In researching the possibilities, I gained considerably more appréciation for the set. 
I learned to appreciate the product detector for SSB, as well as the 1F scheme for nearly 
cancelling drift. What happens is that the 55.5 MHz to 84.5 MHz local oscillator is used 
for both the first and second IF mixing and if one drifts, the other drifts equally and 
cancels the first drift. 

This actually happens in practice, as l've found the set to be extremely stable both 
on AM and SSB, and I was not the least bit fazed at the fact that there is no SSB Clarify 
control on the rig. There simply is no need for one. Tune and then fine tune to where you 
want to leave the dial, and she stays put. 

Also, because of the IF scheme, you can pretty well say that there are no such things 
as images. The reference oscillator of 4 MHz generates a frequency that is divided down 
to 1 MHz and is used to generate the integer harmonies which are then mixed with the first 
local oscillator to produce the first IF of 52.5 Wiz, "downmixed" with 55.5 to 54.5 MHz, 
to produce the second IF which is again "reversed" 3 MHz to 2 MHz. The third local 
oscillator is 455 kHz higher than the second IF, and is downmixed to produce the third IF

of 455 kHz. That leaves a whole lot for an image station's signal to get through, if indeed 
it gets through. If this whole section on IF stages has left you in the dark, please 
refer back to FRENDX of December 1978, to Jerry Lineback's article on Selectivity and the 
New Breed of Receiver," which should clear up most mysteries about the Intermediate 
Frequency (IF) stages. 

You would think that three IF stages would also mean higher Q, or selectivity, but just 
as Jerry's article points out, the idea is to have high-fidelity in reproduction (which is 
nice for W réception when you want music—or if you use Radio Garoua for your entertamment 
at international parties like I do, hi) but not so hot for DXing. This is so that the set 
appeals to the most people possible, and judging from the way high-fidelity stereo/quad sound 
svstems sel! (they sell better than communications receivers, no?), that should sweeten the 
dealTnstead of sour it. If you want better selectivity. you're best off getting it done 
or doing it yourself. 

Ail in ail, I rate the DX-300 well for a receiver in its class. It has Setter sensitivit: 
above 300 kHz than the Drake R-7 for the same set of frequencies jor the "me S+N/N ratio 
of 10 dB and it is more stable than the $600 sets that are also new breed receivers. It 
is also a complété package, which is more than can be said for the R-7 for which you d have 
to buvall kinds of "options" just to make it useable. It's accuracy is excellent, as is 
its tracking-after tuning the dial it may drift a haïr even after warmup (just asspecs say, 
no more than 1 kHz) but once it has settled (a minuite or so) you can leave it sit for 
hours and it won't budge. 

Beware your external antenna, your preselector, and your RF gain and you should get 
fine service from your DX-300. 

DX-300: A FEW W0RDS 

by Brian Robertson, 715 S. Tenth Ave., Edinburg, TX 78531 

In spite of Larry Cunningham's epic battle with the DX-300, blazed across the pages of 
FRENDX I purchased one. (In case anybody is interested, PAN AMERICAN ELECTRONICS, at 1117 
Conway, Mission, TX 78572 sells the DX-300 for a 10% discount. If you live out of state, 
you save that Plus Tax). In the past, l'd been using the 0X-160 and had developed my own 
calibration System which made for a healthy accuracy. Still, I wanted the feature of 
digital frequency display to enable me to pinpoint stations that operated off the well beaten 
path. 

I purchased the unit on 20 November 1979, with assurances from the dealer that this 
unit had been one of the newer ones, therefore one without bugs and problems. I hooked it 
up and, like Larry Cunningham, was able to make direct comparisons to the 0X-160. 

First, the DX-300 has much better sound. The bass beats with WWV were really clear, as 
were the stronger stations (BBC, RCI, etc.) who play music. The différence was remarkable. 
As for the "overloading" problem, I find none of that, and if a station seems to be coming in 
with a strong signal, the Attenuator helps quite a bit. In fact, the Attenuator neatly clips 
out some of the accompanying noise and literally pulls out a fine signal from the midst of 
whining, interférence, and garbage. 

Second, the accuracy of the DX-300 is amazing. There is no drift to my unit, and Lr •c—1 - certain accuracy is right on the money as far as frequency readouts. I have to admit I feel a cert 
amount of awe with any of these gadgets, a feeling which I hope most DXers haven't lost. 
(We are a jaded lot, eh?) It is quite a thrill to latch onto R. Luxembourg right where it -i. _ 1 i L _  x. x   X J ^ ^ xUx T U -, » s4f- F l-, r, 1 w r, v r, m j nn fan +■ K ! ic "1 a c m should be, not to mention the tropical bands with their programing enthusiasm 

Third, the controls on the DX-300 seem to do what they're supposed to do, and with the 
Attenuator and the Audio Switch, a person can arrive at a fine signal. 

I would be curious to know what kind of antenna Cunningham was using with the unit. I 
have hooked my unit up to a STARDUSTER model antenna which is up on a pôle some 30 feet in 
the air. Having gone the route of switch boxes and longwire/random antennas, this seems to 
work quite well. 

Perhaps one of the problems is this — we are ail in search of the perfect something or 
other, be it woman, man, car, or receiver. At this point, in the price range of the DX-300 
and the RF-4900, no such animal exists. The SWL field is broad — interest wise as well as 
MHz wise — and it may very well be that we will NOT corne across a receiver which does ail 
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i s'excellent'for' anyone wKo: mlnd' ^ experience wlth the D^00 leads me to believe it 
(a) Wants an accurate digital readout unit at a fair price 
b) Is particularly interested in SWL (as opposed to MW or LW)

DX Shack A COMPACT DX SYSTEM—ONE SHACK LAYOUT 
by Roly Desrosiers, 1063 Burnett Rd., Chicopee, MA 01020 

,■« 0f the 9^eatest problems which confronts the DXer, both beginner and vétéran alike is the arrangement of the shack. This. of course, is tailôred to the indivîdulrs r«2ire^nts 
the vanety of layouts is limited only by the ingenuity of the DXer. In presentino the ' 

lavouts 0 h^haCkV^ " hoped. that other DXers will corne forward with détails of their layouts, thereby enabling an exchange of ideas benefiting the DX cormunity. 

®ei"9 relatively new in the hobby and starting out as a "loner," ail of my qear was crudely layed out, with no regard to appearance, efficiency, etc. Of course, as you married 

thfcurè' "lien in lh-hlS arran9emenp can create considérable QRN in the shack area. What's tne cure. Well, in this case, some of the requirements were: 

a. Neat appearance when not in use, 
b. The layout should harmonize with the décor, 
c. Storage of equipment and related items should be compact, with ready access 

up dnd sPutting down should be accomplished with minimum effort, e. Visible wires and extension cords idealy should be zéro. 

With the fiye requirements in mind, research was begun. The usual photos of DXers 
appeanng in publications were not of much help, since my problems were unique in nature, 
and pertained specifically to my shack's location and surroundings. So, the grey cells

Hacv lwhnesk fo™at scemed the only answer, so I immediately began the search for a suitable desk (while new ideas continued to form, and others discarded). •Used-office equipment 
dealers were visited and other "wild goose chases" were engaged in, until I finally became 
un3^ h t hPCh "othln9 was available to do the job to my satisfaction, and any price would be too high, if the standards of the DX System had to be lowered in order to accommodate 
ready-made furmture. 

The only answer was "if you want a better mousetrap, build it yourself." With the desk 
format chosen, the next step was to put ail of the ideas on paper, hoping that no détails 
would be omitted, and making any errors on paper, not on the materials. This proiect 
became one of concept, design, and construction. 

■.u 9nCP î*'6 p^anJ wfre formulated, a visit to the local lumber merchant was next. Those with weak hearts should be seated when the price of a piece of wood is divulged. Nonetheless, 
I was able to çart home most of the materials needed for $100, with an additional $25 for 
hardware and miscellaneous items later. At the time, a used steel office desk with 
typewriter niche and chair was selling for around $200. No doubt, better deals were, or 
would be, available if the time could be taken to look and wait for the "right" deal But 
the appearance of such equipment left an awful lot to be desired. Hence, the do-it-yourself 
approach. It must also be borne in mind that the finished product was to be custom built 
for the DXer and well worth the effort. Also, this was to be an added piece of furniture 
and make the shack compatible with the surroundings in our finished basement. 

There were the inévitable snags in construction, the few small détails left out, but 
these minor difficulties were surmounted with time, and the end resuit filled the bill, with 
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ail parties concerned satisfied. 

The end product is a desk, with 30 by 64 inch 
topi framed world map (43 x 60) mounted on the back 
of the desk. Also, slldes were built 1n for tape 
recorders and typewriter, grounded 110 volt power 
supply, and an audio control System with matchlng 
clock and speaker boxes, lighting is built into 
the receiver cabinet, and ample storage areas are 
available for the various items used in the hobby. 
There is also room on the desk for two more large 
receivers, should the necessity arise. 

As in any shack layout, there is always room for 
improvement. This layout, however, gave me an 
excellent start, and eliminated the usual evolutionary 
stage, with efficient DX opérations as soon as the 
desk was completed. Also, there is pleanty of unused 
storage, and room for expansion with additional 
equipment. Already, improvements planned are 
additional lighting in the tape recording area and 
storage areas. 

One very real advantage of this concept is that 
the DX opération can be folded up in seconds, no 
matter what phase of the hobby is being pursued at 
the time. Putting the shack "to sleep" is no problem 
at ail, and vice versa, is easy to accomplish also, 
and I am probably the laziest DXer around. 

The shack occupies one corner of my finished basement, 3x5 feet of floor space when 
not in use, 3x7 feet when in opération. The sketches above show the concept of the desk 
and arrangement of equipment, To someone handy with tools, this desk could be the answer 
to a lot of small problems, and of course, could be mddified to the individuals' needs. 

The audio fonctions are controlled by an "audio control box" with six dpdt toggle 
switches, and has worked fine so far. No doubt more simplified arrangements will evolve, 
making the System less cumbersome, and eliminating possible troubles. 

So fellow DXers, if you've problems with organizing your shack, this might be a 
solution for you. Get going with the pencil and paper, think it over thoroughly. and l'm 
sure you'll be happy with the results.

Lightning RADIO WAVES, ANTENNAS, AND LIGHTNING

Many articles have appeared in FRENDX concerning antennas, 
been directed towards basic radio wave theory.

Orr (2,6) states that "the modem concept of a radio wave is a combination of magnetic 
and electric fields set up about an antenna as a resuit of electric current flowing within 
the antenna. Energy is transfered back and forth from one field to the other. This action 
is termed "oscillation." During energy transfer which can occur millions of times per 
second, fields may become detached from wire and move off into space. A radio signal is 
apparently made up of the two fields which reinforce each other, with the electromagnetic 
energy radiating outwards from the antenna. The sum of the two fields cuts another conductor 
antenna, some of the energy in the field will set électrons in motion in the conductor. The 
electron movement (current) may be detected by a radio receiver." 

Orr (2, 23) went on to explain that when you are listening to a shortwave broadcaster, 
their transmitter takes high frequency electric energy and through their antenna converts 
the electric energy to electromagnetic waves. The electromagnetic waves are then radiated 
outward where they may be refracted by the ionosphère back to earth. Your shortwave antenna 
intercepts the electromagnetic waves, converts some of it back to electric energy and 
reradiates the remaining back into space. Information on wave length resource, and frequency 
may be found in DXing according to NASWA, and the October 1979 FRENDX. 
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One hundred lightning bolts strike somewhere on earth every second. Lightning is a 
spark between douds or between the earth and a cloud. Hellman (1, 68) stated that a 
lightning stroke averages between 30,000 ampers and 200,000 amperes. However, 3/4 of this 
snergy is used in heating up the air around the channel. There are twelve steps to the 
Jevelopment of a lightning 

The step leader of a lightning stroke proceedes by steps 
and establishes an ionized path for the swift return stroke.

Lxperiment with the kite 
led to the development of 
lightning rods. Hellman 
[1, 68) explained that a 
lightning rod offers protection about 45 degrees ail around the rod. Heavy wire carries 
îlectricity to the ground when a strike does occur. A rod 25 feet high would cover a 50 
foot circular roof. Métal skyscraper are struck by lightning each year without causing 
iamage because the lightning struck métal and was carried to the ground. If the lightning 
isn't able to reach the métal without going through a non-conductor, damage will resuit. 

Even when an antenna is disconnected and grounded, it is still taking radio waves and 
converting them into electrical energy. It is worth noting that both radio waves and 
lightning strokes are made up of free électrons. 

The first thing a SWL must do is accept the fact that he needs lightning protection for 
sny exterior antenna. Don't be misled that lightning protection is for the ham with a 
seventy foot tower and a thirty foot vertical won't be accessible to a lightning strike. 
Don't listsn to the ham who has had a beam for years and hasn't had any problems. That may 
be true, but is it worth the chance of ruining your equipment and getting yourself hurt or 
killed? 

The first step in lightning protection is a good ground System. This consists of a 
ground for the electrical discharge of the receiver and a ground outside to be used in 
conjunction with the antenna. 

A copper water pipe will do nicely for the indoor ground. My shack is located in the 
basement a few feet from where the electrical service entrance is grounded; consequently 
that is where I placed my ground. A six foot steel rod will effectively ground your antenna 
The ground lead should be as short as possible to allow the electricity to dissfpate. 

Orr (2, 95) contends that a good electrical ground isn't necessarily a good radio ground. 
For example; a ground lead of any length will provide shcck and static discharge protection 
but, as a ground lead becoroes more than 5% of the wavelength of the operating frequency, 
the ground becomes ineffective. Orr recommends using radiais eut to % wave length. It is 
common knowledge that radiais improve the performance of vertical antennas. 

Your shortwave antenna is a lightning rod when it allows electrical energy to pass to 
ground. The electrical energy may be passed to ground with knife switches or with lightning 
arrestors which allow the current to accumulate then jump a gap. A spark plug will work 
as a lightning arrestor for a single feed antenna. Without a way which allows your antenna 
to pass electrical energy to ground the antenna is just like a tree when hit by lightning. 

When no lightning arrestor is installed, the electrical energy on the antenna from even 
a close strike will be great enough to burn out the IF transformer or the antenna input coils 
an your receiver. A direct strike may reduce everything to cinders. 

There are both anvantages and disadvantages to using knife switches or the gap type 
arrestor. The knife switch doesn't allow any current to build up, but everytime you use 
Your receiver, you must go outside and through the knife switch. Then the day will corne along 
that you aren't home and there is a wicked electrical storm. The knife switch may be mounted 
in a small plastic box available from Radio Shack. With the gap arrestor there is no way of 
forgetting to ground the antenna and no trips outside. However, some electrical current 
ouilds up before it is discharged to ground. I would like to say that there is nothing 
vrong with allowing the current to accumulate before jumping the gap, but I still prefer the 
knife switch. 

Everyone probably knows that a power surge may eccur when lightning strikes near or hits 
a powerline between your home and a sub-station. To avoid this hazard always unplug a11 
equipment including noise filters from the electric outlet. 
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For safety's sake never operate your receiver or attempt to disconnect the antenna 
during an electrical storm. Hy neighbor did and got a jolt which traveled in one arm and 
out the other. He is lucky to be alive! Also, wearing headsets is bad news during an 
electrical storm. I was bitten once while towing a KC-135 aircraft while in the military. 

In summary, when not in use always: 

1. Remove receiver from power source 
2. Ground antenna if using knife switch 
3. Disconnect antenna leads from receiver.

1. The Conférence allocated an additional 850 kHz in the existing bands between 9 and 21 
MHz, including the création of a new band at 13.6 MHz. The présent 26 MHz band was reduced 
by 70 kHz, and no changes were made in the existing 6 and 7 MHz bands. This amounts to an 
increase of 33% (the U.S. had proposed an increase of 46%, while the Soviet Union pressed for 
no increases at ail). 

2. The Conférence agreed to convene a spécialized h.f. broadcasting conférence to be held 
in two sessions during the mid-198Q's. The purpose of the conférence is to plan the more 
efficient and équitable use of the broadcasting bands. The date for implementing the new 
allocations was tied to the success of this conférence and to the successful completion by 
1989 of the transfer and reaccommodation procédure approved by WARC-79 for displaced fixed 
service opérations. 

3. The U.S., Germany, Spain, Portugal, and 21 other countries expressed concern for the 
success of the h.f. broadcast planning conférence since inadéquate allocations had been made, 
parti cularly for the 6 and 7 MHz bands. In protocol statements they reserved their rights, 
in the absence of an adéquate plan, to take the necessary steps to meet the needs of their 
h.f. broadcasting services. (While the U.S. supported the planning conférence and is 
dedicated to its success, this réservation will protect its h.f. broadcasting interests 
should the conférence or the transfer and reaccommodation procédure breakdown or fail). 

4. The proposed new allocations would wipe out most of the out-of-band broadcasting 
enclaves that the Soviet Union has enjoyed for more than thirty years, yet the Soviet Union 
did not renew its réservation which permitted such opérations in the past. They did, 
however, along with the Ukraine and Byelorussia, reserve their right to continue fixed servici 
opérations in the new band segments allocated to broadcasting. 

5. The U.S. made a protocol statement against the willful interférence to some of its 
broadcasts (jamming) and reserved the right to take necessary and appropriate actions to 
protect its broadcasting interests for as long as this interférence exists. Neither the 
Soviet Union non any of the other nations which currently jam RFE/RL broadcasts saw fit to 
enter a contrary statement. 

6. Proposais by Vugoslavia, the USSR, and several other countries to redefine the term 
"broadcasting" and réception areas" in such a way that might have restricted the free flow 
of information were defeated.

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Adamov JOE ADAMOV VISITS THE UNITED STATES 
by Thomas Gavaras 

With miles and miles of govemmental red tape, the 1979 ANARC/l'Iinneapolis Convention 
Gommittee unrelently worked to secure Joe Adamov, the host of Radio Moscow's Moscow 
Mailbag program entry visa into the United States, Success was achieved only too late 
to give this popular Soviet announcer time to make arrangements to attend ANARC/79* But 
as a resuit of ail the efforts involved, Joe Adamov was now able to enter the US anytime 
he wanted to. And that he did during the last half of November, 1979* 

On Thursday, November 29» after making arrangements with Professer Browne of the University 
of Minnesota, I left for Minneapolis to meet a man I have listened to on shortwave for 
years and have always wanted to meet, Joe Adamov's visit to America included many lectures, 
eight seeing tours along with a guest appearance on KSTP-AM Radio1 s Bob Allard Call in Talk 
Show and ABC Télévision1 s Good Morning America, Adamov is a large man (much over 200 
pounds) in his late SO's, He has been involved with Radio Moscow since 1941* His near 
perfect English is a resuit of attending American Schoois in Moscow during the 1930*8 and 
1940«s. 

After a short get together with Adamov, I attended one of his lectures at the University, 
where he gave a speech on broadeasting and joumalistic différences between the Sast and 
the West, Then he fielded questions from the audience, 

Adamov critized America*s coverage of the Soviet Union, saying we look too much at the 
négative aspects (dissidents, etc.) and ignore the positive aspects, Said Adamov, ,,You 
can't talk about the wart on the guys nose without talking about the rest of the nose," 
Purther, he noted that there are a lot of raisunderstandings between the USSR and USA, yet 
Adamov feelo that Soviet people know much more about America, than the people of the 
United States know about Russia, Adamov added that he thought the CBS/Cronkrite News 
report reminded him of the Soviet Télévision*s "World Today" program, He said that the 
format is similar and ruade him feel at home, 

The purpose of Radio Moscow, Adamov told his audience, is to show Russia the way it is, 
présent its point of view on international affairs with a friendly voice and to project 
an image of "let and live let" and "peaceful coexistance," According to A'iarov, there 
are 60 million radio sets in the USSR (most with shortwave band capability), 

Adamov was then asked if Soviet Citizens are allowed to listen to foreign broadeasts, 
"Absolutely right," was his reply, When asked if there are any foreign broadeasts that 
Soviet Citizens are not permitted to listen to, his reply was "no," This led to final 
part of these questions as to why the Soviet Government jams Radio Pree Europe, Radio 
Liberty, Radio Peking and Kol-Isreal, Adamov replied that he can hear the Voice of Isreal 
in Hebrew and Russian without any trouble in Russia, In fact, he has answered letters 
from an announcer who works at Kol Isreal on his Moscow Mailbag program, Concerning 
Radio Liberty, Adamov said, "Radio Liberty is a hate station, a subversive station," He 
added that if ail the extreme left and right groups in the United States along with the 
fringe groups were put on the air in one bunch and broadeast to the United States, this 
would be similar to what Radio Liberty broadeasts to Russia, He told us that we should 
first listen to one of their Russian broadeasts before we defend them. In addition, 
Adamov charged that the Voice of America English and Russian broadeasts are as dif-'erent 
as day and night, The Russian broadeasts are extremely négative towards Russia versus the 
mellow tone of the English transmissions, 

Concerning Soviet télévision, Adamov told his audience that languages are broadeast, 
There are four main channels on Russian télévision networks, (l): National with a bit 
of everything (news, sports, drama, music, etc.), (2): Local, (5); Brama literary and 
music. And (4)" Educational, Two million letters a year are sent to the télévision 
networks in Moscow, 

Adamov said when he does his Moscow Mailbag program, he alone décidés what questions will 
be answered over the air, Research for these questions normally take a day and a half, He 
stated that he has total freedom on his program, but adroits that he receives raised eyebrows 
from his editor in chief when he answers some of the ridiculous questions he receives 
(example: When will the Soviet Union be invading Isreal.) with equally ridiculous answers, 
When asked if he plans to produce another spécial Moscow Mailbag New Years program in 
the future (similar to his 1978 New Years program), he replied, "Only if I have enough 
energy," 

Adamov ended his hour speech with a plea that "We do ail our fighting on the hockey field, 
and relegate the battles to history,"

SIGHT YSAHS AGO THIS MONTH, Radio RSA -was senilng out to ali ita liatonars a colorfol 
na(çazln« entltlnd "RSA Calllng", whloh pubUshed Its hroadoastlng sohndule, answered a 
fow llteners1 Xettors, brlofly descrlbftd some aspoct of its country in English, Geman, 
Swahili, Chlchewa, Dutch, Afrikaans, Portugues»:, and French in twenty-four glossy pages, 
blmonthly» also, it had a highly dynanlc and unusual DX oonpom by the nsane of leo Van 
der Walt whose sign-off of "tôt siens" ms a definltn tradeinark. Slght yoars ago thls 
flonth, Léo wasn't sondlng out hot DX info, or giving baslc eleotronlos/propagation Tes- 
sons in hls "DX Log" spot in RSA Calling; he vr-»s asking suoh profound questions as: 
"Is shortwave listenlng as an entertairment médium on its way oatî"...and at the same 
time trylng to wind up the discussion on the tooic and solicltlng a new topic for debate 
(if one would check baok in an RSA Calllng exactTy one year earller, you would flnd 
Xeo right in the mlddle of the hottest debate on that same topic, and it vas indeed 
hlgh tlne for a change in '72).
