THE SHORTWAVE CENTER INTERVIEW! Clayton Howard 

(Editor's notei Clayton Howard is a well known figure in the broadcasting 
industry. Over the years he has received many awards and much acclamation 
for his work as one of the key figures at Radio Station HCJB. With this 
in mind ynur SWC editor went to him in search of some answers. Clayton is 
the kiné of individuel who would literally give you theishirt from his back. 
Over the years he has helped many clubs and individuels, both personally 
and over the airwaves with his very popular and successful DX Party Line 
program. tour editor can thank Clayton Howard for his verie from Radio 
Tarqui, a black Ecuadorian, Clayton personally took my umpteenth report 
to the station and retrieved a verie for me, and other dxers as well, 
That is the kind of individuel we are dealing with here. He is religions, 
and he is adaraant about his religions work, With the preceding in mind we 
went to him with some questions, What follows is both interersting and 
informative.^ Just to let you know what kind of individual we have here, 
Clayton's Initial response to my inquiry about an interview was that he 
was truly honored to be the first person that I interviewed for SWC. jj 

SïCi Exactly how long have you been at HCJB? What did you do when you 
first started? 
HowardI I began my work with HCJB back in May, 19^1. I will complété 40 
years with HCJB next May. I was just out of collège and one year of 
graduate study at the Universityoftf Chicago. At that time I did a little 
bit of anything and everything to do with the technioal side of HCJB. 
This included transmitters, studios, antennas, power, and even a bit of 
programming, Clarenoe Moore and I were the two engineers in those early 
days. He designed the first quad antenna, but lactually built the first 
one used by HCJB. 
SWCi Is your fervor as strong today as it was 40 years ago when vou 
started? 
Howardi My incentive to work with HCJB is probably stronger now than it 
was when I first started, evan though I have been shifted from engineering 
to programming during the past few years. Actually, my incentive is not 
to work at my profession, but to serve my Lord and Savior, Jésus Christ, 
in any way He sees fit, This desire becomes greater the longer one 
follows and serves the Lord. 
SWCi Your strong statement of religlous faith brings us to a good 
question, Many people have criticized HCJB for their lack of coverage of 
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Ecuador in général, and its culture and history specifically, in your 
programs. What do you have to say about this? 
Howard « As most listeners know, HCJB is a missionary station which was 
founded nearly 50 years ago for the express pft^pose of broadcasting the 
good news of salvation through Jésus Christ. For this reason it is 
obvious that many of our programs are religious in nature. However, at the 
same time, we try to présent a well balanced schedule which includes many 
types of programs to interest and help our listeners. We include a great 
deal of news concerning happenings in Ecuador and items of Ecuadorian 
life and culture. We try to give our programming as much local color as we 
can. As one example, Musica del Ecuador, has recently been increased to 
several extra releases each week. 
SWGt That may be so, but carrying our argument a bit further, some have 
used the example of DX Party Line to portray your station*s insistance 
on reliçious statements in ail progfamming. Many have said that they find 
no use in the religious segment in that program. What can you tell us 
âbout this? 
Howardi DX Party Line is one of the programs we include in the HCJB 
schedule to be a service to shrtwave listeners, and especially to attract 
newcomers to the fascinating hobby of DXing. When one becomes a Christian 
and accepts Christ into his life, this becomes an intergral part of his 
entire life, Your do not become a Christian by spending an hour a week 
in a church. Christ becomes a part of everything you do, Zk hours a day, 
7 days a week. Therefore, I do not feel that Christ can be left our of 
our hobbies. Two or threee minutes in a half-hour program is certainly 
not too much to devote to spiritual «atters which, afterall, are the most 
important things in our life. 
SWCi You are in charge of the ANDEX club, a very popular aspect of the 
HCJB picture. Can you give us some information on it? We have always 
enjoyed the features on the local stations in Ecuador that you personally 
visit. 
Howardt Our ANDEX club has grown rapidly, We havenow enrolled more than 
2700 members. Members corne and go and our active membership runs around 
1000 most of the time, The write-ups on local Ecuadorian stations have 
proyed very popular. We hape to do more of these as we are able to 
visit the remaining stations. However, those still not visited are the 
most difficult to get to. 
SWÇi In my opinion your station has been one of the leaders in power 
increases in the last number of years, Didn't your experiment with 
the 26020 frequency prove anything to you? Surely it must have shown 
you that vast amounts of power are not needed to get your message across? 
At 100 watts it was well heard. Can you elaborate on this for us? 
Howjrdt l'm not sure that I can agfee that HCJB has been a leader in 
power increases during the past vaars. We jave been opérâting three 100 
kW transmitters for a number of years while many stations have been 
using 250-500 kW equipment. We are just now getting our first 500-kw 
transmitter, Our tests with 100 watts on 26020 kHZ have proved only one 
thingj during the sunspot maximum it is possible to put out a readable 
signal on the 11 meter band with low ppwer. Amateur opeatars have known 
this for years. Howver, remember that on 11 meters thpre is practically 
no compétition or QRM. One-hundred watts on one of the crowded lower- 
frequency bands, full of high«ppwer transmitters, would be useless. 
In a few years, as the sunspot activity decreases, the 11 meter band will 
be of little use with any amount of power. 
SWC1 O.K. Perhaps I overstated my case. However, I still feel that 
500 kW is not necessary to get one*s program across. Let us drop it and 
look at another anpect of the hobby. In the last number of years many 
major international broadcasters have gone over to the policy of QSLing 
only one time a year, or not QSLing at ail. However, HCJB continues to 
offer attractive and unique QSL cards for its listeners. In fact, over 
the years your station has had some of the most interesting QSLs . What 
do you think about this new policy? 
Howard t We regret the trend towards a eut back in the QSL policy of so 
many stations recently. lowever, we can understand the reason for it as so 
many stations are facing real financial problems. This is one plaxe they 
can eut back. We feel they will lose listener interest and response in 
the long run. At HCJB we feel our Personal contact with our listenrrs 
is of vital importance and this can be increased through a generous 
QSL policy, 
SWC» Is there anything new at HCJB that you can tell us about? 
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owardi I can't report anything reaily new at this tirae. Our 500 kW 
ransmitter should be in the testing stage soon after this appears in 

Frendx. Surther work will be done on our steerable antenna to help beam 
the programs fmm the large transmitter to many areas of the world. 
The largest Project ever undertaken by HCJB is the new hydroelectric 
plant that is being installed to provide sufficient power for the large 
transmitter. It will be a while before these présent projects are 
completeë. Then it -■ill be time to consider the next steps and projects. 
SWCi Are you still dxing? 
Howardi I have an FRG-7 receiver which I use quite a bit and ara very 
pleased with. I have also just pruchased a new Sony ICF2001. It is reaily 
too soon to give my reactions to this portable receiver but I plan to use 
this on trips and vacations. I would like to do a lot more DXing but my 
work does not allow a great deal of free time for this purpose. 
5WCi We would like to thank you for submitting to this interview and 
being so frank with us. Also, on behalf of NASWA, we would like to 
thank you for ail the good publicity you have given us over the years. 
In elosing, is there anything you want to say about anything? 
Howardi I would like to thank the raembers of NASWA for the support they 
have given to HCJB and the DX Party Line during recent years. Coopération 
between the clubs and stations can do a lot to proraote shortwave listen» 
ing and DXing, The DX Party Line will celecrate its 20th anniversary next 
spring. Much of its success has corne from the coopération of clubs 
such as NASWA. Lets hope the next twenty years will be even better for the 
hobby. 
SWCi On behalf of myself and Frendx, thank you for such generous words,

WHAT ARE THEY SAYING ABOUT "VOTCKS"?

An impressive attempt to capture 
the hobbyist interested in major broadcasting, We went to two former 
grendx editors and longtirae dxers for tlteir opinion of this magazine. 
Here is what they have to say. 
DON JENSENi "There have been publications, past and présent, aimed 
primarily at the Shortwave programming enthusiast. By most measures, 
these magazines and bulletins have ranged from mediocre to outright 
failures._ But I was favorably impressed with the first issue of the 
new magazine, VOICES. Its contents were interesting and readablei 
its appearance, attractive and professional. At a compétitive price 
for a year's subscription. l'm afraid it raakes its compétition appear 
amateurish, both in look and content, I think there is a need for a 
magazine that is to SWLs what TV Guide is to videophiles. Can it 
sucdeed? Therb are too many factors I don't know. So I am reluctant 
to make a prédiction, How much capital does the publisher intend to 
risk on the venture? Can he reach his audience Worldwide in sufficient 
numbers, quickly eqough, to make the magazine financially viable? 
Can the editor maintain quality in the ong run? I hope VOICES does 
succeed." 

DAN FERGUSONi " I like the preview of coming programs, though they

What would 
you do? What would you have in your den? We asked Ralph Perry what 
he would do. What would you do? Send us your description of your 
dream shack. 

HT EREAM SHACK . . . by "Ralphus" Perry 

First of ail, apeaklng of gear, an the bells, vhietlea and flaehlng 
nghts the hlgh aide of Tristan won't help If one suffers from "Tho Daxter Dlsease" 
(sorry, Gerl hl) and ean't haul It ont of the sack when the Latins sound the 
nornlng gun. Given my partlcular dévotion to tunlng a.m. Lie, my ultlmate shack' s 
flrst prerequislte Is thus the soon-to-be-released GILFER PlalanB. The DXalan» 
1s a relay device actlvated by radio signal levels of an Intensity ohoson by 
the operator. For eiample, I would set ny DIalani to 1,996 kHs (ny Indloator 
station belng the Huancayo bomber, R, Andlna) and have it trlgger whenevor 
slge surpass, say, S-l, Indlcating a posslbly frultful opening to the Anles. 
The DXalarm would waka the listener, warm up the gear, and start the coffee brewing, 

Entering my dream shaok at that wea hour, the diffused glow from my gear's 
dlal lights would greet me, along wlth the bllnking cursor of nçr video dlsplay 
terminal (properly shlelded, of course'.). Sinoe Information la a prlmary DI asset, 
ly dream shaok would malntaln an on-line subsorlptlon to the M Data Abatract Service 
(also soon to be released by thoso folks in Park Rldge), whloE"takea care of 
gleantng the nuggets from the world' s prlnt and electronlo DI msdla on a 
real-tlme basls. No more leavlng football games in progress on Sundays. to 
liston to gh surprise me wlth médium wave test xmsn skeds. It would ail be there, 
stored away, to be fceyed up on eommand. The computer facllltles would also 
enable real-tlme translation. In audlo form, of Quechua and Aymara to enhance 
rpts to Andes outlets. 

The rooelrers themselvos would, in thelr modest sise, belle their potenoy. 
The shack would boast a plggy-baok stacked set of custom-made "GF" reeelvers, 
one-band sets equlpped wlth mechanlcal fllters and produced by the crafty 
Glaoomo Perolo, In Sao Paulo, Brazll. There would be one "GP" for each of the 
followlng bands: 120, 90, 75, 60 and li9 meters. Accessory coverago would be 
provided by a Drake R-7.

The concept of aurai sensory sharpening by llmlting input to the other 
senses 1s, In my experience, justlfied. So besldes the darkened tones of the ropra, 
I would slt In a "waterehalr" (cousin to the waterbed) and wear plllow- oushloned 
ho ad phone s (a godsend aftar my years of suffering wlth a Telex braln-squeezer'.).

The antennae mlght require a national park for space. Three circuler patterns 
of rallroad track would provide tho 360-degroo rotatabllity deslred for the rhomblcs 
of 120 A, 90 mb and 60 mb.

I would like tho shack 
equlpped wlth a skyllght so I could enjoy tho sunrise while I DI. My mailbox would 
be wired wlth a welght-sensltlve alarm whlch would actlvate a spécial, secondary 
chlmo when envolopos odgod In red or blue were In tho box. 
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An Insurance policy frora Lloyd's of London would do a great deal for thls 
QSL-hunter's peace of mind, The policy's provisions would be such that the 
insurer would pay off in a glory load of mint stamps in any month when the 
negotiated number of QSLs hadn't corne in; and Lloyd's would dispatch its 
agent to procure vérification whcncver a station had the nerve to ignore 
a second follow-up. While a personal secretary to take shorthand prograin notes 
and type my reports might be nice, l'il leave that for the single fellows. 
I would enjoy a word processing unit, however, which would allow me to send 
each station a personally-typed report but at the same time take care of the 
redundant parts which appear in ail my reports (background, etc.) . 

Would I like a mountaintop site? Tidak, tuan'. That geological as set is 
not necessary and is, at best, overrated.

My stand-by dream shack would be on a rooftop in the smail town of Klaten, in 
Central Java, and vould be equipped with a Panasonic RF-2200 and a flimsy pair 
of plastic headphones. The antenna would be 20 feet of copper wire. Tes, 
compared to the main shack already described, this sounds meagor . . • but that 
was my shack in Indonesia last year, and l've dreamed of it ever since coming 
home to the States'. How better to define a dream shack? 

ACTIVE FILTER^. HOW THEY WORK 
BYi Bob Brown 

Since my article on the Mizuho AP-MI Audio Processor appeared 
in June FRENDX I have received correspondence inquiring about the 
fonction and actual workings of active audio filters. So I felt 
that a non-technical article on the subject was needed. I will at- 
tempt to explain the filter's fonction very basically, and in my 
own words. Variable active filters require tuning and adjusting 
during use which is much easier if the principle of opération is 
understood. 

To start with, ail radio signais - both the received signal 
and the final audio signal to the speaker - have a certain width. 
Not ail of this width of signal is needed for an intelligible audio 
voice réception. Music is distorted much more than voice by the 
use of a filter due to the wider range of sound frequencies produced. 

A received signal includes the original transmission and a 
number of interférence signais such as atmospheric noise, man made 
noise, and other broadcasts. Since the full width of signal is not 
required for short wave radio listening, if we could eliminate part 
of the signal we could eliminate part of the interférence, which is 
what the Imiter accomplishes. 

We could liken the filter (bandpass) to an open door which is 
narrower than the signal trying to get through. This door can be 
made narrower and wider by the width control, and it can be made to 
raove back and forth across the signal by the frequency control. By 
adjusting both of the controls we can allow to pass only that part 
of the signal most free of interférence and that has the most 
pleasing sound. Of course, if adjusted too narrow or on the extreme 
high or low edges of the signal, the sound will be severely distorted. 
But by adjusting the two controls in combination we can enhance the 
signal by eliminating excessive low or high frequencies produced by 
the broadcaster's modulation techniques or by wave propogation.

The notch, or null, function of a filter is just the opposite 
of the bandpass function in that it acts like a gâte or block to 
stop a portion of the signal getting through to the speaker. This 

function can wholly or partially elirainate a heterodyne from another 
signal. A heterodyne is a squeal or whistle caused by another 
broadcast signal mixing with the received signal. This notch can 
also be adjusted across the signal, and can be narrowed and widened 
by use of the two controls. 

Active filters are also designed with set frequency widths 
which cannot be adjusted, but filters of différent widths can be 
switched into and out of the circuit. These work very well but 
are more expensive and require more circuitry and switching. 
Notch filters must be adjustable to be effective. 

When used at the output of a receiver, it is possible that 
additional amplification will be needed after the filter due to 
possible loss of gain through the filter, and due to the fact that 
the volume must be low going into the filter, as high volume levels 
cause the filter to distort the sound. 

Receivers can also be modified to incorporate the filter be- 
tween the detector and Ist audio staq«s,which works very well, but 
interval changes and the addition of a switch must be performed by 
a qualified technician. 

If a filter uses batteries, they must be kept at full charge 
as a small drop in supply voltage will cause poor performance from 
the filter. Good batteries and fréquent changes are necessary.

TRISTAN BY ANY OTHER NAME. .. 

A FEW FACTS ON TRISTAN DA CUNHA — By John Tuohscherer 

Vfhat we know as Tristan da Cunha is actually three islands with- 
in a radius of 25 miles. The satellite islands are called Night- 
ingale and Inaccessible 1 Although the islands were discovered by 
a Portuguese expédition in 1506, they were first settled under the 
leadership of an American, Jonathan Lambert of Salem, Mass.. in 1810. 

In July 1811, Lambert placed an ad in the Boston Gazette 
announoing that he was creating on Tristan "a home where I can enjoy 
life without the erabarrassments which have hitherto constantly 
attended me and remain, if possible, far removed beyond the reach 
of ohicanery and ordinary misfortune". He invited ships to stop there 
for supplies at a "reasonable price". It was a remarkable ad, for 
in it Lambert boldly proclaimed himself the sole proprietor of the 
whole island group, which he had renamed the Islands of Refreshment and 
which he declared was thereafter to be regarded as a sovereign state, 
with a flag of its own. 

His enjoyment of the island as a haven frora misfortune was short 
lived. In May 1812, he was drowned in an offshore fishing expédition. 

Subsequently, the island was renamed after admirai Tristao da 
Cunha, commander of the expédition which first discovered it. 

AND WOW A FEW ON THE STATIONI — By John Moritz Jr. 

Your trustworthy and ever ourious edltor sent off a letter to 
Mr. A. J. Calder, the Direotor of Broadcasting at Tristan da Cunha, 
and here is what Mr. Calder had to say in response to some of our 
questions 1 

"Tristan Radio was first heard on the air during the year of 1968 
and was originally introduced to entertain the islanders and to keep 
in touch with the local happenings. Sinoe that tirae Tristan Rgdio has 
progressed along very slowly and on a very small budget, but over the 
years we have managed to build up quite a sizeable library of records. 
During this time the station has seen two différent homes before 
finally finding a permanent site in January 1977. 

"Our equipment, at présent, is undergoing a complété renewal and 
we hope to have two fully automatic turntables, one cassetter reoorder. 
one mixer and a new short wave receiver arriving on the island 
in the immédiate future. (Editor's notei sinoe this letter was 
written sqme time ago, it must be assumed the new equipment is in 
place.) Xn additqon to the^se items we also hae two tape recorders 
and an array of microphones. The output from the mixer is fed into 
a small 9-0 watt transmitter which is either a quarter wave vertical 
aerial or a "T* aerial. Our transmitting frequency is 3290 kHz and 
we broadcast three nights weekly, naraely Sunday, "tednesday and 
Friday, between 1900 and 2200 GMT. 

"We try to vary our programmes as much as possible and in 
général terms we allooate 30 minutes to chilren, 30 minutes to drama, 
15 minutes to world and local news, 30 minutes to comedy and the re- 
maining time between popular and light music. Most of our material 
is purchased from the BBC transcription service whilst a small amount 
is obtained from the South African Broadcasting Corporation. Apart 
from myself there is only one other person who is perraanently 
attachéd to the radio station and that is our résident Disc Jockey, 

"With a population count of only 320 and everyone living within 
one mile of the transmitter, the need to increase our output is 
virtually non-existant and, at présent, we have no plans in this 
line. Similarly with our transmitting frequency, although I would 
like to transmit on the médium wave band, we have not applied to do 
so and again have no immédiate plans for doing so."

MUST WRTH COST SO .miCH? 
I was dismayed to see in the ANARC convention report that an 

editor of the World Radio and Télévision Handbook said the book would 
cost $16.95 for the 1981 édition although it will be printed in the 
United States, presumably to reduce distribution and/or printing 
expenses. 

Yes, we have inflation. Yes, costs have skyrooketed. Last year 
the handbook sold for $13.95. so this is a $3 jurap or 17.7%. 

Maybe you don't think that's excessive. But let's look around 
at some other books. In the August 31 Book Section of the New York 
Sunday Times there are 15 non-fiction and 15 fiction sélections on 
the Best Seller list. None costs as rauch as $16.95. Then, too, they 
are ail hard cover books and some would make fine permanent additions 
to your library. 

By contrast  
WRTH 1s paperback. I do not have the figures handy but I am 

sure that a hardoover adds at least one third to the cost of a book. 
Except for some of the most intense SW aficionados. WRTH is not 

a permanent addition.to your library. For most of us its value is 
over by the end of the year of publication. It is ephemeral. In faot, 
I can guarantee you that before WRTH is in the mails some of its 
data will have been outdated by items in Glenn Hauser's Listener's 
Notebook. 

Why does WRTH cost so much? I don't prétend to know its éditorial 
workings but its format is similar to an annual yearbook or almanac 
where the data in many cases may be retalned or just corrected, 
Then, too, most stations of the world want to be inoluded in the 
handbook and getting data shouldn't be that expensive. It is true 
WRTH does have oorrespndents, paid I présumé. 

It is also true that WRTH does have paid articles, ranging ail 
the way from very worthwhile to propagande for the bigger stations 
and propagation prédictions that offer little real insight for the 
DXer. 

Many of the articles I would hate to lose but I would cheer- 
fully dispense with them if I could get WRTH for $10. When I came 
into the hobby in 1968 WRTH sold for around $4.95. maybe less, l'm 
not sure, and the articles were published in an excellent annual 
called How to Listen to the World." This was given up and a few 
of the articles were then incorporated in WRTH to justify its 
escalating costs. 

As for myself I would like to see a return to the old system. 
I would like to be offered a stripped down WRTH at a much lower 
price, perhaps even leaving out or offering in a smaller booklet 
the TV listings, 

l'm already in the senior citizen's bracket and it distresses 
me to see our hobby, once accessible to every teenager, pricing 
itself out of the younger génération. A handbook that costs ^16.95 
is bad news ail around.

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A DXER LOOKS AT THE 2001 RECEIVER- By Dan Robinson 

Tou nay be «ble to imagine what was golng through my mind this past August as 
I aat in tny apartment wlth, not one, but six 30NÏ ICF-E001 PLL receivers. And the 
next question would surely be: where, and how dld you manage to obtaln six of 
these amazlng machines? For the purposes of this short revlew it 1s enough to say that 
X had a unique opportunlty to test six ICF-2001 receivers simultaneously, and I offer 
to FREltQX readers my opinions on this new portable set. I have no hesltaion in 
describlng the ICF-2001 as symbolizing the dawn of a new ena in recelver design, ïty 
only h ope la that. in the years to come, the tecnnologlcal advances that are sure 
to follow the ICF-2001 will not spell the end of real ÛXing as we know it today, One 
would hope that the fantastic mioroprooessor teohnology that went into the ICF-2001 
will eventually be incorporated into a simllar ÛX machine. . . because the 2001 1s not 
a LK machine. However, it does perform remarkably well as such anc I would \u*ge aryone 
curious about it in this sense to try it outl 

First, I must oonfess that I ohuoklod a bit when reading that the ICF-2001 was 
not available in this country, because of the ease with whlch I was able to obtain 
apparently as mapy of the darn thing ; as I —r.ted through a local distrlbutor. I an 
certain that, by the tine this aocount 1s published, nary NASWA menbers will be happy 
owners of this revolutionary receiver, The SONY Corporation has been sdvertlsing 
rather heavlly for the ICF-200I in varions publications, includlng the Snlthsonlan 
Ma gazine and New York limes Magazine. Certainly, after the WRTVH 1980 went out to 
DX'ers and SWL's around the world, mary people from that moment on had thelr hearts 
set on the purchase of a 2001 — and I was one of them. Here is what I have found in 
ny tests of the receiver under LK conditions: 

The XCF-2001 is NOT a bad little DX receiver. "You must be crazy", , , ,, ,1 hear 
you saying out there. With a single selectivity position (no narrow or wide options) 
you might ask, how can the 2001 be a deoent DX portable? Well, the proof is in the 
using. On the 120 meter band in the evening period, WWV oonslstently booms in with 
only the telescopic antenna (2,5 raHz), And in past evenings X've had strong copy of 
several of the 120 meter Brazllians ana Radio Huayooootla on 2390 kHz. Let's raove up 
to 90 meters: Among my oatches have been ail the standard LA stations I can usually' 
hear with the SPR-L, includlng RC Rlberao Preto 3205, R. Oooidente 3225, IV del Napo 
3280, R Alvorado 3335, etc. And other stations such as EI3C 3255, Angola 337hv, and 
even Radio Padilla (3^80) at one time back in May when I first tried one of the 2001 
receivers whlle X was standing in my front yard wlth the whip antenna extended. Cape 
Verde and Bafoussam have been fréquent vlsltors. 0K, so far not bad for a pieoe of 
equipment that does seem better placed in the entertainment category as the current 
Radio West catalogue states. In 60 meters: Radio Riberalta and Radio Abaron have 
been heard at easy copy level, CRE ^766, Mali U?33 with pretty good séparation despite 
the linuted selectivity of the ICF-2001, And, of course, ail the others in 60 meters 
that one would usually hear, includlng Apintie on both anc 4950. On the higher 
bands: Sierra Leone 5980, Nicaragua 5950, FRCN Ibadan 6050 (absoluteOy booming in 
with quallty equal to that on the SPR-4, but falling far short of the old-timer R-388). 
Andorra 6215. Finally. some other stations that perhaps asked a little more of the 
ICF-2001 in terras of basic sensitivity; At the late suraner radio meeting Jerry Lineback 
referred to in the September FRSKDX, more than a few people were thrilled to hear the 
new shortwave froquency of Radio Dublin on 6315v with a quoted power of 200 watts.on 
the ICF-2001 receivers présent at the convention. And I have tested the"2001 on the 
Hanoi 15,010 frequency which X believe is often a good test of sensitivity in mid-day. 
The resuit: Often excellent audio with pretty good intelligibilité. 

Well, it1 s obylous I»m impressed ?rf.th the ICF-2001. That is priraarily because 
I have never seen (nor have any of us) a receiver before with such accurate tuning 
that at the sarae tine, can pull in some amazing DXI Don't get me wrobg . l'm not 
forgetting the RF-2800/2900 sériés or the ICF-5900W which is stni (and will likely 
remain) the favorite of mary SWL/ûXers. But in the ICF-2001 SONY has turned a corner 
in radio design, and has produced what is clearly the receiver of the future. And 
I hûvc to admit that since acquiring tvro of these radios for iry own use, the SPR-4, 
HQ-loOC and R-388 have seen some dry days. However, even the radio of the future has 
sorae definite drawbacks, especially at this stage in the production process. And I 
am surprised to find interesting différences between receivers, specifically in terms 
of quallty control — which for SONY is quite a surprise, So, for futur© ICF-2001 
owners, take note of the following discoveries. 
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In testing six of tne ICF-2001 receivers, I found faults (both minor and najor) 
which, only to a perfectionist like nyself, were quite bothersome, Many 01 the other 
pensons I asked to examine these ,,faults,, thought then too minor to warrant much concern. 
Monetheless, I list them here for your examination; 

(1) Frora radio to radio, there were actual différences in sensitivity. Perhaps 
to the less vigilant ear tney would seem insignificant, but to the trained 
DX instinct they could nean the différence between hearing a station and 
not hearing a station — enough to make me question SONY1s quality control 
process in initial production runs. Best cxample: Being able to hear 
Hanoi on 15,010 on one receiver, and not as well on the other... And — 
believe it or not — some radios seoned to be more sensitive in Tropical 
3and ranges tnan they were on higher frequencies (and vice versa)1 So 
the main warning here would be: try ana check two receivers out against 
each other, 

(2) There were very definite variations in selectivity between radios. For 
exanple, on one ICF-2001 the stations on 21,700 (Portugal), 21,705, and 
21,710 kHz. (BBC) were adequately seporated, with adéquate signal drop- 
off after a few kHz. On anotner receiver, the selectivity was drastically 
différent, causing some difficulty in tuning and listenability, So, tne 
caution flag here: Again, check two receivers anu take the one 
which seems to perform better in terms of selectivity, 

(3) On BF0 performance: What is actual 1 y a clarifier control worked well 
on ail the radios I tested, with the exception of one. On tliat one, 
when the CW/SSB vias switched on, the noise level shot up quite noticeably 
causing some hassle with clear SSB réception, especially on the amateur 
bands, Again, perhaps a problem with a faulty transistor. One would 
hqpe SOI-.T gets its head together in internai quality control, because 
these receivers just aint easily-repaircd. 

(U) COStiETIC PHOBIE!IS: Moxf, I wiH admit to being too much of a perfectionist. 
However, I know there are otner people out there who appreciate quality 
construction and when they encounter minor cosmetic faults, become a bit 
cisturbed. On the JCF—2001 I found the following: Loose whip antennas 
(SOIT/ would have done better to use the 5900 V' type pop-up whip) are 
nothing to scream about for some people. But l've seen too raany slightly 
loose whips becone very loose whips with loose contacts in later years, 
ity verdict/bad antenna design on the piirt of SONY. Perhaps they wiil 
redesign this aspect in modified 2001 receivers( they^e bound to corne 
sooner or later). LOOSE ST.TDTWG B.'\SS iUD TREBIE C0ITR0LS: Sony, but 
if there is one thing that really gets to me, if s sliding plastic volume 
bass or treble controls that becone looser and looser over tbe years, 
Another poor design décision I think, but not fatal. FinaUy, VARXATTŒS 
XH I-ÎEII0RY PRESET 3UTT0IIS: 0K, the ultimate in being finicky. But again, 
I know there are those out there who would look at such things, The 
raenory prèset buttons on some radios are tight and crisp, with click 
sounds when depressed. I like that. On other radios, the buttons are 
more uncertain, with no discernible sound or feol and not as solid a 
touch. 

Vfell, I do hope these findings serve at least to assist some of you in buying the 
ICF-2001 which, if purchased for under $300.0C; is a real dreara machine. Ifs funry, 
though. ... I can't help feeling a sense of regret as I look at the ICF-2001 sitting 
atop the HQ—180C, and next to the Collins 51That is, I hope never to see the 
day when DXing becones so easy that effort is no longer roquired. Vhen that happens, 
the skills that are so much a part of the QX hobby may well dlsappear, ard viith thera 
much of the hobby * s enjoyment as well.

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A SWLgR LOOKS AT THE 2001 RECEIVER 
A lot of changes took place in my household a couple of months ago; 

My RF-28C)0 became a gift to my girlfriend. My ICF-5900W was donated to my father. 
And space was cleared to make way for what is to me the radio of my dreams: The 
Sony ICF-2001. 

l'm no DX'er in the true sense of the term, but I am a professional short wave 
listener, tuning in to hear what the other guys are saying,,.Radio Moscow, Kol Israël, 
BBC, and the like. The routine is fairly simple, as I rise in the moming to Radio 
Australia's Australia Tonight, catch the latest from Radio South Africa in tne evening, 
and without fail tuning in CBC's Sunday Morning. Those aren't exactly tough short 
wave catches. But then, nothing on short wave is FM Stereo, and a good radio must 
measure up to the task, The ICF-2001 does. 

If, though, I were to pick the single best feature of the 2001, I would skip 
over the memory pre-set, auto scan, the small size, the auto shut-off sleep feature, 
or even the direct-entry digital tuning. Three months of 2001 use have taught me to 
appreciate more than anything else the radio's extraordinary drift-free réception... 
a feature you'd have paid a pretty penny for in the past. 

Ihere's no two ways about itî The ICF-2001 is in my house to stay...and for more 
than one reason. Sure, l'm in love with the little thing, but on top of that, I can't 
afford to take the 2001 outside. According to Sony, the radio when operated on the 
required three Alkaline "D" cells, will need new batteries in nine to ten hours of 
opération. My 2001 proves to be a little better than that, though, eating a set of 
Duracells in eleven to twelve hours. It's no wonder that Sony-san left off the battery 
indicator. 

If you like the idea behind the 2001, however, don't let the batteiydrain 
discourage you, The American version cornes with an AC adaptor (the Japanese market 
version does not). It also cornes with an ease of opération that makes everything before 
it comparable to the ox cart. 

On top of èverything else, Sony has set the price of the 2001 at a realistic 
level. If you happen to be dropping by Hong Kong, the price there is well under $200. 
But even here in the United States a 2001 can almost certainly be had in the $2$0 to 
$300 price range. Take it from this satisfied owner: It's worth every penny.

antennas are natural lightning rods- so use a good lightning arrestor, 
particularly if you are in an area that tends to have thunderstorms often, 

would like to point out, however, that in a thunderstorm a lightning 
arrestor is no guarantee of safety- so disconnect that antenna and ground 
both it and the receiver to be absolutly safe!
