SWCi I was fortunate enough to reoieve your first édition, and was most 
impressed with its content, style, and professional appearance. Can you tell 
us how VOICES came to be? Whose idea was it anyway? 
VOICESi How did Voioes corne to be? It's the fault of Patrick Humphreys of 
our publishing corapany. He figured that, after years of working for Radio 
Finland, he knew enough broadeasters and llsteners" organisations around the 
world to put something like this together. He was halfway right. 
SWCi Obviously, your sucoess is going to dépend to a large degree on how 
many subscriptions you can gather in a short period. Since the July inaugaral 
édition how have you faired as far as subscriptions go? Did the initial 
response meet your expectations? Also, it would seem to us that the United 
Btates and the Scandanavian countries are the keys to any suoeess. How has 
the subscription rate for those two areas worked out for you? 
VOICESi The nuraber of subsoribers is rising, but not as fast as we expected. 
We wanted to be printing 10 thousand a month by Xmas, but it looks like 7 
fthousand will be more realistic. One unanticipated difficulty is getting a 
brompt response in ads. Ever since we sent out the free dummy issue in July, 
beople have been sending in their subscriptions, at a steady 20 or 30 a day. 
Kmazing that the rate still shows no signs offalling off. We expected a

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(rreat bunch of subscrintions in the first raonth, and then nothine. Instead 
neople are picking up the order form that came with that July mae, and send- 
in^ it off months later. Maybe if s when they are reminded by the 'Voices' 
nrogram slots on DX Digest and DX Jukebox (now eaoh once a month). The 
introductory sub rate of ^16, or 4)12 if you rooed in a few friends. was 
oaloulated on the baeis of the lowest prioe we could possibly afford to 
charge. Now that we're established we've put it up to ^19 for 12 monthly 
copies. This is a reasonable prioe for a magazine with quality print and 
paper, high journalistic standards, and no competitors. We'll hold this 
prioe for a year at least. Prices inother countries are simoly worked out on 
the basis of the exchange rate. Although it costs us more to mail to NAm 
than Europe, we thought that an international magazine should have a standard 
price Worldwide, At présent we have subscribers in 7h countries. However 
3018 are in North America, and another 10% in Western Europe, with South Afrioa 
Australia, Japan, New Zealand, and the Middle East aocounting for most of the 
rest. The next step will be to get the magazine onto newsstands. This 
requires a much fatter mag, which in turn raeans we need more advertising. 
Put then we'll be talking about a print run of tens of thousands, so our 
attraotiveness to advertisers will be muoh greater too. 
SWCï Speaking of advertisers, you appear to have done quite well with 
advertising for the first issue. Are the various manufaoturers and distri- 
butors of shortwave equipment pounding at your doors for more advertising 
space? 
V0IGE5i Yes. we had a certain amount of advertising for issue one. And in 
général we are getting most of what we need for the présent size of magazine, 
though not enough to expand it. As the editor of Voioes I have to say that 
l'ra delighted to have announoements from such manufaoturers of high quality 
equipment as Sony, Trio and Yaesu. Asa European I am dismayed at the absence 
of advertisements from European or American manufaoturers of shortwave 
equipment. Is the same thing going to haopen with shortwave radios as 
happened to automobiles? That the established western manufaoturers were so 
slow that by the time they realized how the field was changing, the Japanese 
had got a corner on it. Because there is a révolution ooming in direct 
international communication. Eut so far only the Japanese seem to have 
noticed. Everyone has got a tuner/arap, right? And a video dise machine. 
But not shortwave radio. Now seasoned old DXers will tell you that this isn't 
everyman's hobby. But given the right approach to marketing the shortwave 
radio, it could become so. The technology is there to make tuning problems 
a thing of the past. The mutual interférence on the bands remains bad, of 
course, but oroperly 'sold' this isn't an insuperable objection, What has 
been missing is a guide to shortwave that makes it seem exciting to the 
■common man'. Tells hira ail the frequencies. Actually lets him know the 
thèmes of upcoming programs from stations as diverse as Radio Peking, the 
Voice of Nigeria, Radio New Zealand, the VOA. 'Voioes' is one of the keys 
to the shortwave révolution. Just like the Japanese to notice it first. 
SWCÏ O.K. Your initial venture conoentrated solely on Internaional Radio, 
and your intent is to continue to concentrate on that aspect of SW. However, 
can we look forward to any dx oriented articles in VOICES, such as features 
on the low-powered stations, or interviews with personalities from such 
stations. DXers are a very vocal minority. How do you intend to attraot them 
to your magazine? 
VOICESi No, we're not going to aim 'Voioes' at the DX community, though l've 
tried to make sure that there is one article per issue with DX interest. 
Greveling in July. RCI's 35th in August. "Family Affair' in September. 
But on the whole we want to appeal to the silent majority rather than, to use 
your own words, John, the vocal minority. The DX community is already well 
served with clubs and publications. We enjoy being a magazine with no 
competitors. 
SWCi How about you? How did you oome to be involved with VOICES? Did you 
have an involvement in shortwave before VOICES? 
VOICES i Editing 'Voices' is a challenging journalistic assignment. I have 
no previous involvement with shortwave, but I have as experienced, as 
international, as comprehensive a team of contributors and monitors as any 
editor could ask for. 
SWÇii Is there anything you would like to comment upon that we have not 
discussed? 
VOICES< Thanks for the opportunity to take part in this interview.

SHQRTWAYE ÇgNTSR LQQKS AT TMS PIRATE QUESTION... 

SHOULD NASWA ENCOURAGE PIRATES? 
By David K. Waxfield 

"In the early 1950s Amateur Radio faced a crisis because of TVI. That 
crisis was solved through a several-pronged attack....Now, in the 1980s, 
Amateur Radio faces another crisis.... 

"Malicious interférence to amateurs by amateurs is causins increading 
consternation. Repeaters are being disrupted. Nets handling emergency 
traffic are being harassed. The appearance of a rare DX triggers off a vér- 
itable barrage of deliberate interférence. What kind of sick people are 
loose in our midst? Must we suffer these indignities? What can we do? 
League headquarters and Directors are receibing an increasing number of 
communications on this subject, and it was the topic for much discussion— 
both formally and informally—at the January Board Meeting. 

"One suggestion that seems to warrant careful considération is the 
formation of local committees to combat the problem....A network of such 
committees ail over the country could exchange notes on how to proceed, on 
where interfering transmitters seemed to be located, on technical information 
....headquarters could act as a clearing house... 

"...Amateur Radio faces a crisis, and....we damn well better do something 
about it." 

The above material cornes from a full-page éditorial in the March 1980 
Q^T. organ of the American Radio Relay League, Its writer also announced 
that ARRLs Board had appointed a central committee to spearhead the overall 
effort against malicious interférence. Since that time, QSTs correspondence 
columns have carried a stream of letters dealing with this subject. 

Everybody is aware of how the CB field has been ruined by inconsiderate, 
uncouth, and lawless jerks who make 26-2? mHz horrible and almost useless. 
At times, these characters do not hesitate to usurp bands that don't belong 
to them. They also use—and misuse—equipment forgidden them by FCC 
régulations. Now, it is abundantly clear that the ham bands are beginninfr to 
suffer severely from jerks of similar ilk. 

NASWAer Ralph Perry addressed what he called "The Pirate Problem" in 
FRENDX, May 1980, p. 6, He was well-advised to do soj for the "broadcasters" 
he was talking about—potentially, at least—include some of the same sort of 
jerks. In fact, one of the oresent writer*s most knowledgeable ham friends 
has advised that the SWBC bands may well become a playground for such jerks, 
if they are given encouragement by our SWL/DX hobby and—especially—by our 
publications. Moreover, if the ARRLs efforts to clean up the amateur air- 
waves are at ail successful, their jerks may move to our bands in droves. 
Much of our best DX and SWL enjoyment eventually may be endangered. 

Thus it may already be later than even Perry thinks. In his article, he 
offered some guidelines toward définition of what constitutes a pirate 
"station," He also eompared the current situation to the energy problem in 
the early^1970s, and urged that our hobby develop "a rational policy...in 
anticipation of future developments." He closed by sayingi "A serious 
dialogue among DXers is required if we are to influence the shape our hobby 
is to take five years from now." 

In a recent personal communication, however, he back-tracked, stressine 
thatthe problem is merely "potential." He also expressed the view that 
spécifie anti-pirate activity is not justified at this time, inasmuch as no 
"consensus" has yet developed against oirate stations as part of SWL/DXing. 
In fact, he even suggested that "the pirate thing" may "just dry up of its 
own accord." 

Perry may be right about the lack of consensus, if the 26 letters Glenn 
Hauser reported in FRENDX for May (p. 25). July (p. 23). and August (p. 24) 
are any indication. In these three small samples of NASWA opinion, 15 
individuals (16, if one counts GH, himself) more or less favored reporting 
of pirate stations in Listeners Notebook, nine did not favor such reodorting, 
while two were summarized as saying "maybe." CB and ham experience, however, 
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su^ffests that Perry is ouite wron^, if he thinks the oroblem is likely to 
"just dryuD." yoreover, if any one doubts the presence of jerks already in 
our midst, let him ponder Voice of the Lumpfish as reported in FRENDX, Aupust, 
page 23. 

At the risk of seemine like a voice cryine in the wilderness, the présent 
writer would urç-e that NASWA, ANARC and other SWL/DX hobby or^anizations, 
préparé position papers, consider settine; up committees, and—at ail events— 
initiate the dialogue Perry recommended. 

Tn the meantime, since jerks of the type now infesting the hamand CB 
bands thrive on publicity, it would be well-advised for NASWA*s various 
editors to co verv slow in publicizinfr individual pirate stations through Log 
and QSL Reports, and other FRENDX departments. (Reporting of pirates to an 
alternate organization, as recommended by one of ^Hs corresnondents, is not 
an acceptable substitute, since it would not significantly discourage the Jolly 
Rogers.) 

^inally, there is, of course, the little matter of legality. The pirates 
are breakina' the law. Should reoutable radio clubs like NASWA encourage law 
breaking? The angwer-old fashioned as it may sound—clearly is "No." 

Hopefully, if our hobby publications stop giving space to pirate stations— 
thereby aiding and abetting them—it may be unnecessary for NASWA and other 
SWL/DX organizations to take drastic further steps for some years. One of GHs 
letter writers actually suggested that pirate loggings should be reported to 
the FCC. He may have a point, but hobby groups like NASWA should not become 
oolicemen, taking vigilante action, or becoming informers. But they may have 
to do so—in self defense—by the middle of the 1980s, if Perry*s "potential" 
problem is not addressed intelligently now. before it becomes actute. 

NASWA should not encourge piratesJ 

THE PIRATE RADIO PROBLEN. ROUND TWO By Andy Robins 
272k Fleetwood Drive 
Kalamazoo, 1^1 ^4-9008 

The opening blast in the great pirate radio debate was fired by Ralph 
Perry in the Nay 1Q80 issue of Frendx. Here are a few further thoughts on 
"unofficial" broadcasters and their significance to the organised part of the 
shortwave listening hobby, and their relative worth. 

T do not advocate expelling pirate broadcasters from the "mainstream" of 
the hobby to the "twilight zone of harmonies and card-swapping." Unlike 
Ralph, I do think these stations are "broadcasters" in the traditional sense 
of the word, Whether or not they deserve to be on the air is another question 
entirely. 

Ny édition of the Nerriam-Webster Dictionarv defines the word "broadeast" 
as "the transmitting of sound or images by radio waves," and "broadeaster" 
as one who engages in this act. My own, somewhat stricter, définition of a 
broadeaster is one who engages in one-way communication via radio waves with 
the intention of reaching as large an audience as possible. Pirate opérations 
meet this test, or at least the great majority of those cited as "pirates" in 
the pages of Frendx. I exclude the so-called "hi-fi amateurs" who use AN 
transmitters in the 75"metre phone band to transmit music since they seek not 
a large audience but to demostrate their equipment's capabilities to those 
with similar interests, T include as broadcasters very nearly ail of the 
recent unofficial opérations in North America on or above the i49-metre band 
as well as the more firmly established free radio movement in Europe. The 
U.E. based anti-Castro stations, as politically motivated "clandestines," are 
ouraisw rhw axopw od rhia article. And again, whether pirate stations have 
anything worthwhile to say is another question. 

That these stations engage in one-way communication is obvious. The 
great lengths many of these stations go to in publicising their programs 
indicates tome that they do seek to be received by as large an audience as 
possible. This test is more fundamental than asking if these opérations have 
continuity (how many political clandestines have made only one broadeast before 
being squashed by the authorities?), or if those behind them are "playing at 
radio." (The many 10-watt FM stations operated in this country by high school 
and collège students are notoriously populated by those playing at radio, yet 
they are certainly considered broadeasting stations.) Since these stations 
meet the test of being "broadeaster," and since they transmit in the fre- 
qruency range generally accepted as shortwave, I think they have a place in 
the pages of this or any other serious shortwave listener's magazine. 

However, this semantic game completely ignores the most important quest- 
ion about pirate stations» should they exist at ail? My answer to this 
question varies with the location of the station. Tn Europe, T am ambivalent 
With a slight tilt in favor of the free radio movement. In North America I 
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can see no justification of illégal broadcastine. I will leave it to our 
Eurooean colleagues to evaluate the merits of their not-too-leeral broadcaters. 
but what about those in our own yard? 

Ky opoosition to the current croo of Morth American oirates is threefoldi 
The great majority have nothing even remotely worthwhile to say, those few 
who do should find légal means for transmission of same, and use of an HP 
transmitter without a license, for whatever reason, is illecal and subject to 
fédéral prosecution. 

Point One» Total Worthlessness. I think this is fairly self-evident, 
at least to those who have listened to many of the currently active Torth 
American oirates. fost sandwich the same inane music already available on 
local Af.l and W stations with commentary so insioid as to make one wonder how 
the operators acquired the grey matter necessary to construct and use a 
radio transmitter. The technical quality of most programs is so ooor that it 
would make a student in Broadcasting 101 blush. The pirate stations in this 
category, and they are definitely in the majority, do nothing but waste 
electrical oower and imoortant parts of the HP soectrum, both of which are 
in short supoly. They will do themselves, their few listeners and the rest 
of us the greatest possible service by goina- QRT as soon as they can, if not 
before. 

Points Two and Threei Attention Those with Talent but No License. 
My advice to those few extralegal broadcasters who do have both talent and 
something worthwhile to say is this» look for a legitimate avenue for your 
creativity. There have been a few pirates with cleverly done programs or 
interesting social commentary - the famous "FCC Bust" skit on the Voice of 
the Voyageur and the shortlived "Radio Free Nixon" corne immediately t onind - 
but cleverness or brilliant exooses do not justify illégal use of a radio 
transmitter. If you're interested in broadcasting as a career, don't 
jeopardise your future by breaking the law. The FCC comouter has a long 
mimory. Should you attempt to get a license after beins caught illegally 
transmitting, you may be out of luck. And though the maximum penalty of ten 
years in a fédéral prison and a .1510,000 fine has never been levied in my 
memory, it is a oossibility in extreme cases. Those of you doing your thing 
on or around 6220 kHz are definitely in péril as this is a very busy spot for 
Wississiopi and Ohio River boat traffic. Ail legitimate users of utility, 
marine and aeronautical channels take a very dim view of interférence from 
pirate stations, whatever the quality or worth of the program and will not 
hesitate to complain to the FCC. Complaints of that kind orovoke almost 
instant action. 

Many illégal broadcasters, like their legitimate brethern, seem to re- 
gard the FCC as more of a joke than a regulatory agency with enforcement 
powers. The joke isn't nearly as funny when the agents are knocking on vour 
door, as the folks at the Voyageur opération found out. 

Many nirate broadcasters cite inability to get on "real" stations as 
the main reason they resorted to piracy. Well, if you've really got talent, 
are interested in radio as an art and in serving your community, write to me 
at the address given and 1*11 send you information on setting un a légal. non- 
commercial, volunteer-operated FM station. It can be done. I know because 
T've done it. Devote your energies to "clean"radio (i.e. with an FCC license) 
and get about the real business of broadcasting, Your conscience will be much 
happier as will those wh# rightfully use the shortwave frequency you're 
using now. (END)

The Stenhens-James ivk2 T-'ulti Tuner seems to be one of the best devices 
of its tyoe available to the listener. I have exoerienced other antenna 
tuners, and while these units do the job, the Stohens-James seems to do it 
betteri Before indul^in^ in further comment—a few spécifications.

listener to by-pass the tuner. 

T have been using the Multi-tuner for over a year now to resonate my 23 
metre long random wire. I have found the device to be very useful—especially 
when it cornes to the tropical bands of 60 and 90 métrés. Comparisons between 
signais received using the tuner and signais received only using the antenna 
show that the ?îteohens-James often makes a différence. In one or two cases, 
the imorovement in signal is enough to make a poor quality signal far more 
readable—which could make the crucial différence in getting enough détail 
for .that report. 

With sixty différent positions available to resonate a piece of wire, I 
am confident that the tuner will do the job in any situation where the 
listener may have less than perfect facilities for antennae. Tropical band 
listeners may wish to put up 120mb dipoles, but most of them haven't got the 
room. 

There is a "but" to ail this, though. The Mk2 Multi Tuner is not for 
thqse who seek easier tuning. Tt is another device to be fiddled with— 
usually until the best combination of network, 12 position switch setting, 
input and output control is found. Although experience will soon teach the 
user which combinations are best, it can be frustrating to learn which switch 
goes where when) 

Finally, the price (which has risen fairly steadily of late) is high. 
T would imagine that the imported price of the unit would be around $90.00 
(US) and about $90.00 (Cdn) in Canada. 

For those worried about importation of such a device by mail—in my 
experience, the device arrived very well packed, and undamaged. Assembly 
quality was good as well, 

Thus, within the limitations outlined previously, I recommend the 
Stephens-James Mk2 Multi Tuner. For the listener who wishes to make the best 
of his/^her antenna facilities, this is a definite aid. 

For those seeking more information, a sheet is available directly from 
the manufacturer.

(Editer*s notes the followine story on Radio Dublin has been 
revised and edited by Jerry from a recent QGL he received from 
the station.) 

Radio Dublin began ooerating; in 1966. It was started by Rodger 
Llyod f-^rince Terry") and Ken Gheehan ("Ken Edwards"). At that time it only 
broadoast on ^unday afternoons. The station made little real prosress until 
1973/7^. when a lare:e number of dise jockeys from Nass, Gounty Kildare, 
joined the station. With so many D.J.'s the station could afford to broad- 
cast on Saturday afternoon as well as most of Sunday, In late 197^ the 
transmitter broke down and one Eamon Cooke was called in to fix it. Cooke 
be^an to take an interest in Radio Dublin and in time Llyod and Gheehan 
dropoed out, leavin^ Cooke and "Doctor Don" to manaere the station. 

In 1976 another station was set up in Dublin by Doctor Don and Dave C. , 
another Dublin D.J, That station was called A.R.D. for "Alternative Radio 
Dublin". Cooke kept Radio Dublin goine:, and in December 1977 he saw that 
listeners wanted more than just a weekend alternative to the national network, 
Radio Telefis Eireann, so for a three-week period over Christmas the station 
broadeast 24 hours a day. After Christmas, Cooke found that oeople would not 
acceot the idea of Radio Dublin broadeastins on weekends only, so he gave up 
his télévision reoair shop and began runnine- Radio Dublin full time. 

By this time the D.J.s from Nass had left one by one, and the new staff 
were ail from Dublin. This worked out very well until Cooke, now known as 
"the Caotain," took a holiday in Anril, 1978. The D.J.s decided that they 
wanted more say in running the station, so they went about setting up their 
own station which was known as "Pig D." They left Radio Dublin in a devastated 
condition with the intention that it never broadeast again. But when Cooke 
returned from his holiday he went to work straight away on reoairing the 
damage, and within twelve hours of his return Radio Dublin was back on the 
airwaves of Dublin, D.J.s came from every part of the city, raaking staffing 
the station no nroblem. The station has changed the line up from time to 
time since then. 

Inthe last year Radio Dublin has built up a second médium wave channel, 
and it is going very well. Radio Dublin is now the only local radio station 
in Ireland that broadeasts seperate programs on seperate channels. The second 
channel is for soecialized programmes such as a country show, a student's 
show, a soul show, and several rock shows. The station plans in the near 
future to broadeast a current affairs program. Last season it had a médical 
show and also a classical show. 

Radio Dublin, Channel One is broadeasting 24 hours daily (except 0300 to 
0700, Dublin local time, on '"'onday morning) on 253 meters m, 90.2 mHz FF 
and 6315 kHz shortwave. The second channel (FW) is on 235 meters. The sta- 
tion directors are Eamon Cooke (who is also secretary) and N. O'Riordan. 
The station has been heard on shortwave on the east coast of the United States 
and vérifiés reports with a full data vérification letter, signed by Angela 
Feier. The power on shortwave is given as 200 watts. Offices are at 3 
Sarsfield Road, Inchicore, Dublin 10, and studios are at 58 Inchicore Road, 
Dublin 8; but their postal address, to which reports should be sent, is 
simoly Radio Dublin Ltd., Dublin 8, Ireland. If you want to call, their 
office phone is 758684,

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THE PURSUIT OF NUMBERS 

RESOLVED : THE NASWA SCCREBOARD MUST GOl 

I adrocate termlnating the Scoreboard for reasons that go far 
beyond the fact that it is an archaic throwback to a tiiœ when "ranking" 
indiTiduals aeemed appropriate: 

(A.) By its very nature, the Scoreboard encourages the pursuit 
of numbers rather than the pure art of listening itselfj the natural outcorae 
1s the derelopment of cursory listening habits, quickie logs based on 
abbrevlated tuning spans. Quality tends toward the minireu* requirements 
rather than being pushed toward the opposite, and more désirable, pôle. 

(B.) The emphasis on garnering numbers as quickly as possible 
leads to the recelpt at stations of masses of inferior reports, most of which 
are nonconfirmable. In tum, the stations are overwhelmed by the sheer. numbers 
involved and are disenchanted by the sketchy nature of the program "détails" . 

(C.) The hobby itself suffers as its new blood is polluted. Young 
DXers are seduced into the numbers game at a time in their development when 
a more leisurely period of hobby germination would provide them wlth long-run 
skllls and insight so valuable in their later technical maturlty. 

(D.) In purely practical terms, the Scoreboard is meaningless 
because the numbers which underlie it are meaningless, unregulated save by 
an honor system in a time sadly lacking in honorl The overenthuslasm of 
some and, unfortunately, the lax standards of others lead to pumped-up 
totals which skew the entire distribution of statistics. Many of FRENDI's 
finest reporters are bunched not at the top of the list but toward the middle 
— which says something of the utility of the ranking. 

(E.) Although it is a natural inclination to seek peer approval, 
the Scoreboard allows indivlduals to fulfill this need in a way which rather 
self-centeredly only beneflts the individuel, and not the group. In the 
absence of the Scoreboard, DXers would be forced to obtain the esteem of 
their fellows not by a self-proclaimed set of statistics but rather through 
actual performance . , . the quality of loggings reported. And that is 
the bottom line on this hobby, isn't it? 

(F.) The current format penalizes the new DXers, many of whom are 
likely nore active than the DXers "grandfathered" onto the top of the 
Scoreboard by longevlty. A more équitable format might be to start the 
Scoreboard each year anew. But this would not address, and might worsen, 
the problem seen in B. Thus, it is seen as an incomplète solution. 

Tradition, despite what is preached in "Fiddler", is no reason 
to maintain an institution that has been outgrown. And the Scoreboird is 
such an institution. I advccate it be abolished to the betterment of 
NASWA. As it is, the Scoreboard is as statistically meaningless as a 
ranking of anglers' "ones that got away*'.

the knobs to the tune of a différent drum. One morning;, g:et yourself out of 
bed at 09^5 GMT, put on a pot of ooffee, fire un the rig, sit down and tune 
that dial to_6175 kHz, catching Radio Tawantinsuyo at its 1000 GMT sign-on. 
The orogram 1s oampo music here, you might get some brass band stuff, lots 
of huaynos,and some yipping tunes along the way. If you don't know much about 
campo music this is a fine place to get started, You want variety you say? 
How about tuning in Radio Juventud any evening on ^900 kHz. Juventud has one 
of the world"s greatest collections of albums at its station. On any given 
night you can hear their jazz program, their oons program, their rock program. 
or their classioal program. to name just a few. Yes, there is more to the 
shortwave bands than just the mégawatt oowers that breeze in at ease above 
7 megs. DXing fever. Catch itl 
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lOrlving from Bordeaux, Franc© to Barcelona, Spain in October 
maant croaaing tha Pyrenees Tiountaina and, hence, a once-in-a- 
lifetina opportunity to viait ona of those lésa aasiiy heard 
atationa, Radio Andorra, Andorra ia likaly tha amalleat country 
in Curopa, with terrain raminiscent of Rocky Mountain National 
Park, and a tuio-lana road to gat from ona end of tha country 
to the other, 
Halfway from tha F ranch border(at the north) to the Spanish 
borderCat tha aouth) liea the amall village of Encamp, in a 
valley uiith mountaina on either aide. The Radio Andorra 
tranamitter ia hera, in a castle-like atone building, compléta 
with turreta, from the 1920*3, A small aign identifiea the 
building, whlch ia otharwiae hidden from the atreet by large 
treea, UJe rang a bail and ware anaujered by a friendly fallow 
who apoke only Spani3h(Andorrana apeak tu»o languageai Spaniah 
and French) and «iho turned out to be the tranamitter engineer, 
Ply wife acted aa interpréter and aoon we wera taken on a tour 
of tha facility, vieuiing tha old and neiu Brown Bovari trana- 
mittera. Through a large windou» at the back ujb aaw the new 
log-periodic antenna, permanantly aimed at Scandinavie, Trana- 
miaaion linea left the building, travellng up the ateep mountain 
alopa on pylona to the two towera overlooking the valley, Theae 
are the two toi/uera dapicted on their QSL, and are uaed only for 
medium-u/ave broadcaating. Their tranamiaaions on 5215kH2 use 
the old tranamitter and dÉpble.combination which ia capable 
of 1 QKUi; tha new tranamitter and log-periodic ayatem produce 
50-60KUJ on 6220kHz and 15305kHz. Tha engineer, Wr, Miguel 
Castillano, waan't much aurpriaed to learn l'd liatenad to 
them back in tha U.S.A,, for ha'd aaen many réception reports 
and did aome DXing himaelf, He aaked abcut my receiver and 
antenna, and then ahowed me the Hammarlund HQ-180 they use for 
off-the-air monitoririg and their own DXing. We departed and 
drove toward the officea and atudioa of Radio Andorra at 
Andorra-La-Velle, tha largast city in this amall land, 

Correapondence with Radio Andorra, including réception reporta, 
ia handled at Andorra-La-Uelle, 7 kilometera aouth of Encamp, 
Once thera, flnding their building becama a faat in itaelf, for 
it ia nearly unmarked and practically invisible from tha atreet. 
Aftar an hour of miainterpreting directions, we finally located 
thpir headquarters, a whlte 3-story building, Inside were busy 
clérical staff, announcera and operatora. A man came down the 
atairs and introduced himaelf as Mr. Jean-Louia Marquet, the 
Technical Director of tha atationj the tranamitter engineer had 
called and aaid we were coming. Mr. Marquet invited ua upstalrs 
to his office, a room lined with ahelvea of technical books 
and the 1900 UIRTH, UJe had an intereating conversation about 
DXing intereating bacauso he said listeners and their réception 
reports were very much an element of their opération. Radio 
Andorra sella air time, and the buyers want to know that their 
programming is reaching listeners in the targot area. Aa Wr. 
Marquât oxplalned, every letter and réception report they 
reçoive - and they reçoive 3 a day, on tha average - la photo- 
copied and sent to the sponsor, for example, Adventist uJorld 
Radio in Llsbon, Portugal, Radio Andorra does the same for 
UJorld Music Radio and, until their contract expired, Radio 
Scandinavia, I saw a file of 25 reporta, awaitinq response, 
mostly from France, Cermany, Sweden, Denmark and Norway, and 
one from Au3tralia(figure that outl). There waa also a report 
from St. Paul, Minnesota. They save the letters they reçoive, 
and I was glad l'd brought along my réception notes when their 
filea showed my letter waa miaaing. 
Mr, Marquetsaid they were planning to drop the 6215kHz fre- 
quency, as it involved the old tranamitter and dlpole antenna, 
in favor of the 6220kHz and 15305kHz froquencies and the new 
equipment* Finally, he recommended the 15305kHz frequency for 
hearing Radio Andorra in North America, especially betwean 
0915-1015GWT on Sundays. 
The Radio Andorra complété achedule has been published in Frendx 
Listener's Notebook.

One of the most disputed aspects in DXinR : is the QSL. Is it a worth- 
while pursuit or a waste of time? What does it really mean? What does it 
prove? What is its value. 

Other points argued araong DXers are whether QSL requests are an impo- 
sition on smaller stations by the listener or a public relations function 
that stations, certainly the larger ones, should honor. 

Yes, there is a lot of disagreement about QSLs and at one time or 
another in over 12 years of DXing I have espoused various of the above 
views. 

Several years back Shortwave Section printed an article of mine which 
«asvery négative on QSLs. They didn't prove réception and should be taken 
as little more than pleasant souvenirs. Some readers didn't like my views. 

Well, my opinions have mellowed considerably. I still don't think 
QSLs prove much but there are exceptions. If a station answers you and 
confirms your détails in such a way that the letter indicates they have 
checked your report against their log, then you can regard it as proof you 
heard them. 

But is it necessarily proof to other DXers whb see your QSL? Unfortun- 
ately, no. There could be a différence between having an accurate report 
to send and actually having heard the station. If a DXer is unscrupulous 
there are ways he might get the data for an accurate report without having 
heard the station himself. 

I think that unscrupulous DXers are few and far between but we are no 
différent from ther hobbies. People cheat at golf, cards and what not. 
Including DXing. 

However, It is my experience that although people who cheat don't 
always get caught or punished, they gradually aoquire a bad réputation. 
One I wouldn't want. 

Leaving aside their value as proof, there is much to be said for a 
QSL collection. Hearing a station may be a fleeting experience. QSLs are 
forever, a reminder of a mémorable listening experience. 

Reunion, Turks Island and Fiji have ail been off shortwave for some- 
time now but I can tum to my veries and find QSL cards and letters which 
vividly recall times I heard them. And there are other DXers who have QSLs 
I envy because I can never duplicate thems Swan Island, Tarawa, Moldavia, 
Barbades and others. 

Soraetimes the weather, especially in summer, is not conducive to DXing 
and so you haul out your QSL albums and relive the past. Flipping the cards 
the stations click on in your mind just as they did on the dial that faraous 
day or night you logged them. 

There are other bonuses in seeking QSLs. One is educational. It is a 
challenge to report to a foreign station in its own language. Using a lang- 
uage form and a dictionary, you can learn much about another language and 
get a lot of satisfaction in so doing, Then if the station replies in its 
own language you can see how well you do in translating. 

If you are a stamp collecter then QSLs offer still one more bonus, 
cancelled stamps from other countries, some of them just issued. 

There are many handsome and distinct!ve QSLs. Some of the most beaut- 
iful and elaborate corne from international broadeasters. But they don't 
mean nearly as much to me as those from smaller and rarer stations. Radio 
Norway has issued some raagnificent cards but Norway is easy to hear. When 
Mauritius sent me a red, green, yellow and red card I wouldn't have cared 
if had been on wrapping paper because Mauritius is difficult to log. 

QSL collecting, of course, takes a lot of time and grows ever more 
expensive. ïou can take it or leave it and still enjoy the hobby. But for 
me one of the most exciting aspects of the hobby would die if I gave it uo.

Takes Janes Fighting Ships. Again, limited readership and hard cover. 
The 1973-7'» édition cost $75- 

Lastly, printing ain't cheap. (l'm a part-time printer.) If you had to 
pay for a Seras catalogue, it would make a $16,95 WRTh look like a dime 
comic.

Your column on WRTH rang bells. It's an unfortunate trend in général 
that everything in the hobby is becoming more expensive—from the reference 
materials to receivers. For example, by the time I renewed FRENDX and 
UPDATE this year I had spent $21. 

I suspect the main reason for the expense of WRTH is the large number 
of pages that must be printed and the small number of copies over which 
costs are distributed. 60,000 copies or so of a book is not much in the 
publishing field. I don't imagine that removing the articles and TV list- 
ings whould even start to reduce the price. What would reduce the price is 
the removal of some of the radio information as well as the removal of the 
articles and TV listings. But then, that would start to defeat the purpose 
of the handbook. 

Also, I doubt that a separate "How to Listen to the World" could not 
support itself, at least at présent. This would mean listeners would lose 
some désirable articles as well. For example, only WRTH could support 
equipment reviews of the scale Larry Magne carried out for the 1980 édition. 

Solutions to the high price? Use your current WRTh unt 1 it falls 
apart and then buy a new one. l'il bet much of the information on changes 
in shortwave broadcasting is just as likely to appear in FRENDX as it is in 
next year*s WRTH. »»«•«**«*«««««*«« 
AS ALWAYS THE AUTHOR HAS THE LAST WORD! 

Both these writers cite a point I missed--the relatively small circ- 
ulation of WRTH. I also missed an argument for my side—unlike most books, 
WRTH has paid advertising.
