DX PROGRAMS — TREASURES OR TRA5H? 

Jerome S. Berg 

As every shortwave broadcast enthusiast soon discovers, that old hobby reguiar known 
as the DX program cornes in many shapes and sizes. About the only thing that ail such pro- 
grams have in common is their intended appeal to shortwave radio hobbyists. Beyond that 
there are many différences. 

The best way to analyze the array ot DX programs is to distinguish between those pro- 
grams that offer "DX tips"—information on the times and trequencies on which différent 
stations can be logged—and those that do not. Among those that do, turther distinctions 
are possible based on the quality of the DX information presented. Some stations compile 
high quality DX information especially for the program, while others simply read tips trom 
hobby publications. Most programs that offer DX tips also carry features that are of in- 
terest to radio hobbyists. To the serious DXer, however, it is usually the DX tips that 
détermine a program's value. 

Those programs that do not carry DX tips offer a varlety ot raclio-oriented features, 
and these, too, vary greatiy in quality. Some are of direct interest to shortwave hobby- 
ists; others are of oniy tangential significance. Although these programs are sometimes 
of interest to the experienced DXer, they will more often appeal to the shortwave listener 
who is interested in improvlng his knowledge of the radio hobby in général. 

Some DX programs are as long as a halt-hour, while others may be only five minutes 
long (sometimes even less). Programs also vary in professionalism. Some are presented by 
persons who are experienced in the shortwave hobby; others are read by announcers wlth no 
spécial knowledge of shortwave. 

Over the year, some DX programs have been discontinued. Old timers will remember one 
of the best of the DX programs, Radio Australia's "OXers Calling," along wlth the DX pro- 
grams from Finland and Trans World Radio-Bonaire. Most recently the venerable BBC "World 
Radio Club" retired after thirteen years on the air, as did "World Music Radio DX World" 
after a short but successful run. The number of programs available is still large, how- 
ever, and the programs tend to be broadcast at convenient hours, often on weekends, thus 
making it easier to tune in. How to know what is worth iistening to and what can be 
skipped? Read on. 

DX programs wlth DX tips: The Blg Three. If you are a DXer, there are three pro- 
grams that should be part of your reguiar Iistening. 

Sweden Calling DXers." Probabiy the eider statesman of ail DX programs, "Sweden 
Calilng DXers" has broadcast over 1,600 individual programs. Now edited and presented by 
George Wood, this twelve minute weekly program concentrâtes aimost exclusively on short- 
wave station information sent in by as many as 7b contributors each week. There is a good 
mix of items on both large and small stations, and the editing has improved so that the 
occasional erroneous item of the past is now more carefully edited out and mistaken infor- 
mation corrected. Reguiar contributors can receive printed copies of the stations's DX 
bulletin containing the DX news that is broadcast over the air. Also presented in the 
program are brief items on DX clubs, hobby publications and station popularity poils. The 
content of the program, coupled with the strong signal that can be counted on now from 
Radio Sweden's 500 kw. transmitters, should make this program an easy and vaiued addition 
to your ïuesday (U.S.; Iistening. 

Radio Canada International's "DX Digest." Hosted by well known international short- 
wave personality lan MacFarland, "DX Digest" otfers a varied fifteen to twenty minutes of 
station news and shortwave features. Station tips are contained in a fast moving, severai 
minute segment produced and presented by Glenn Hauser. The information is usually accurate 
and up to the minute. This is the place to find out what new DX has developed over the 
past week. (Try to listen to the broadcast on Saturday at ^135 GMT, as the tips are 
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usually abbreviated to varying degrees in the program's other three airings.) 

The features presented on "DX Dlgest" are of tne type that wiil appeal to most short- 
wave fans. During the third program ot the raonth, Patrick Humphreys, editor of the Fin- 
nish shortwave program publication "Voices," présents "What's On," a review ot shortwave 
programs of spécial interest. There is also wide coverage of ANARC (Association of North 
American Radio Clubs) and HAP (.Handicapped Aid Program) activities and interviews with 
radio personalities. Examples ot other typical features presented in the recent past in- 
clude a several part sériés on the BBC Monitoring Service, reviews of the Sony ICF-2001 
and Yaesu FRG-7700 receivers, a report on the BBC reiay station on Cyprus and a program on 
DXing in Âsia. "DX Digest" is definitely a worthwhile weekend stop on the shortwave bands. 

Radio Nedgrland's "DX Jukebox." Hosted by Jonathan Marks (formerly of the Austrian 
shortwave Service), the thirty minute "DX Jukebox" is indeed a hlgh quality "weekly short- 
wave communications magazine," as it calls itselt. Most éditions contain between five and 
ten minutes of DX tips, generaily of very good quality. The names ot the presenters ot the 
recorded DX news segments—experienced DXers Victor Goonetiileke of Sri Lanka, Arthur 
Cushen of New Zealand, Richard Ginbey of South Africa, John Campbell of England and Dan 
Roblnson of Washington, D.C.—speak for themselves. Other recorded segments include 
Patrick Humphrey's "Voices on the Air." The program also offers many interviews and fea- 
tures, along with some good quality, original hobby humor. Heard recently were talks about 
Belglan pirate stations, a hospital radio station and new U.K. commercial stations, a re- 
view of a new Panasonic receiver, plus news about local DX gatherings, the 1981 EDXC 
(European DX Councll) conférence, a "Media Roundup". with a potpurri of hobby news items, 
and a few letters from llsteners. The program will be called "Media Network" as of May, 
1981. As with Sweden and Canada, you should make "DX Jukebox" part of your regular lis- 
tening diet. 

Another one worth trying for. Another DX program that is especially worthy of your 
listening is "World DX News" which is produced by the religious broadcaster Adventist 
World Radio and presented for about twelve minutes each Sunday at U930 GMT over 9b70 kHz. 
(via Radio Trans Europe, Sines, Portugal) and sometimes also over lb02b kHz. (via Radio 
Andorra). The main attraction of the program is the four minute segment of DX tips pre- 
sented by Finn Krone over a téléphoné hookup with the Danish Shortwave Clubs International. 
The information is always tresh and mainiy concerned with DX stations. There is also a 
feature each week, examples being talks on the Armed Forces Radio and TV Service, the 
Falkland Islands Broadcasting Service and Radio Monte Cario. (.If you iisten on 9670 kHz., 
don't be fooied if the carrier goes off momentarily just betore 09J0. Stay tuned; they'll 
be back.) Due to power output and broadcast times, this program is likely to be heard only 
in the eastern U.S. 

Other programs offerlng DX news. Always a friendiy voice on the crowded shortwave 
bands is "DX Party Line" over HCJB, Quito, Ecuador. Three différent halt-hour programs are 
presented each week—one on Monday, one on Wednesday night or Thursday, and one on Saturday 
(U.S. tirae). The host is Clayton Howard, who has been with HCJB since 19^1. Though the 
program does feature some DX tips—usually sent in by listeners or read from the bulletins 
of the North American Shortwave Association, SPEtDX, Worldwide Shortwave Club or other or- 
ganlzatlon—you will want to listen mainiy for some ot the other program features. These 
are of spécial though not exclusive interest to hobby beginners. Clayton présents answers 
to listeners' letters, news of hobby publications and local club meetings, a weekly inter- 
val signal from a différent station, and information on ANUEX, the HCJB "Andes DX Club. 
In addition, there are recorded features from U.S. hobby sources, such as "Que Pasa" from 
the Association ot Illinois DXers, the "SPtEDX Report" and tne "Miami Valley Dx Club 
Report." These segments contain such things as interviews with radio personalities, 
station profiles, propagation information, etc. 

Western Europe also offers several interesting DX programs. A little known program 
is the eight minute "spécial message for radio hams and DXers" over the Spanlsh Foreign 
Radio in Madrid. The program nas one to several minutes of DX tips, usually taken from 
other hobby publications such as Arbetisgemeinshatt DX (AGDX, Bremen, West Germany), 
Italy's Play DX or the Canadian Short Wave Listeners International. In the first program 
of the month there is a propagation forecast. Like some of the nastern European stations 
that are mentioned below, REE attempts to cater to amateur radio operators as weil as 
shortwave broadcast listeners. Thus recent program items inclucled a review of radio and 
electronic equipraent shown at an international audio-visual tair in Spain, a two-part 
feature on the early days of ham radio and a feature on the oevelopment ot the 16u meter 
band, as well as news ot radio clubs and contests. But items of interest to shortwave 
broadcast listeners are also presented and, overall, the program probably deserves a larger 
following. 

Another Dx program this is not too well known is "Callsign," broadcast on the third 
Saturday of each month at U84o GMi from Trans World Radio, Monaco. They présent a few DX 
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tips sent in by listeners, along with short talks on radio topics and religions rausic and 
messages. ihey have a spécial QSL-card and invite ietters to •"Cailsign," Trans World Kadio, 
175 Tower Bridge Road, London SE1 i^AS, hngiand. 

Radio Portugal présents its "uX and Listeners Mailbag frogram: every third baturday 
(GMT; at U31b and 05i5 GmT. This fitteen minute program recentiy began a sériés called 
"Music Round the World," featuring music from différent countries. A few DX tips are pre- 
sented, along with listeners' ietters. 

Deutsche Welle, the Voice ot Germany, also présents a short tngiisb language L)X pro- 
gram. Tne fifteen-minute program is in two parts. "DXer's Desk" contains a propagation 
report, teatures on communication topics and a few DX tips, plus DW frequency changes and 
général hobby news. This is foilowed by a short report from the West German Amateur Radio 
Club about ham radio events in that country. 

From Africa cornes "DX Corner" broadcast over Radio RSA, South Africa. This five min- 
ute présentation usually conslsts of talks on subjects like propagation and such recent 
topics as shortwave listening in Japan, satellite broadcasting and hobby publications. 
Oniy a few, if any, DX tips are presented during most weeks, but on the first Saturday ot 
the month (and the following Sunday, luesday and Thursday; you can hear Miki Vcelar, editor 
ot the South African DX publication "QTH Africa," with severai minutes ot useful DX items. 

There are also a number of Asian and Pacitic DX programs that otfer station tips. One 
of the best such programs is "Radio Monitors International," a Sunday halt-hour program in 
the English language service of the Sri Lanka Broadcasting Corporation. The program is 
presented by Adrian Peterson, Director of Adventist World Radio-Asia and longtime DX hobby- 
ist. For the first fifteen minutes KMI greets listeners, offers information on technlcai 
topics and présents some DX tips. More interesting, however, is the second hatf ot the 
program, "Wlndow on the World," which teatures segments prepared by other UX broadcasters 
and organizations—Radio Canada international and the Austrian Shortwave Service, plus 
"QTH Atrica" and the Australian Radio UX Club—along with Adrian's excellent station pro- 
tilco from such places as Guyana, Pitcairn Island, Mauritius and many others. Réception 
permitting, RMI is worth listening for, and a spécial QSL is availabie from RMI, Adventist 
World Kadio-Asia, Box 1b, Poona AliOOl, India. 

In its "DX Corner," the Turkish Radio and Télévision présents three to tlve minutes ot 
DX tips from listeners and from sources such as AGDX and "Sweden Calllng UXers." Unfortu- 
nately, much of the rest of tnis twenty minute program consists of music and the acknowl- 
edgment of listeners' réception reports, thougn occasionally there are interviews that 
prove interesting. Formerly broadcast in three éditions each week, the program is now pre- 
sented on Saturday only. 

Radio Japan's "DX News" is broadcast weekly tor tour or Iive minutes at the end of 
Sunday's "Tokyo Cailing." The DX tips are compiied by the Japan Shortwave Club, but the 
format is such that Just a few items can be presented. 

"Dx Listeners' Log" is a tifteen minute program that is on the air from KiWR, Agana, 
Guara. The program features some DX tips from listeners and such features as a weekly tun- 
ing signal (similar to HCJB), namlng of a UXer of the week and exampies of différent lan- 
guages heard on shortwave. On the last Thursday and Fnday of the month there is a spécial 
report from "QTH Africa." unfortunately, réception from xTWk is not always reliabie, a 
problem that also applies to the DX program from Radio Veritas Asia in the Philippines. DX 
tips from listeners are presented during this fitteen minute program, but format and récep- 
tion conditions make it a ditficult broadcast to make use of. 

Ail India Radio recentiy started a ten minute "DX Corner on the tirst and thiro 
Mondays ot the month. Only a tew programs have been aired so far. Haïr of the program 
treats a basic hobby topic such as how to use the SINPO code or how to write a réception 
report, and the rest is devoted to acknowledging réception reports. Dx tips are a likely 
future possibility, so stay tuned. (Radio Korea has also begun a twenty minute DXer's 
Hour," but it is mainiy a mailbag program and ot little real interest to radio enthusiasts.) 

From the Pacific, Kadio New Zealand broadcasts a five minute segment of DX tips m its 
"New Zealand Cailing" program on the tirst and third Monday (GMT) of the month. Tips are 
prepared and presented by longtime New Zealand DXpert Arthur T. Cushen, who seems to know 
new station frequencles almost as soon as the stations themselves. 

Finally, you can hear Paul Kuznetsov give some UX tips over Radio Moscow's seven to 
ten minute "UX" Program." broadcast times change occasionally, but at the moment it is 
being heard on Friday night (U.S.) and Sunday. Hait the program is devoted to DX tips. 
They are of fairly good quaiity, though with some inaccuracies, and seem to be taken trom 
other DX programs. Tne rest of tne program deais with answenng technical questions trom 
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.isteners. 

Programs speclallzlng In other radio features. Wnile these programs do not generally 
>roadcast DX Information, they can be very interesting. One of the best of the lot is the 
>wlss Radio International's "Swlss Shortwave Merry-Go-Round." ihe two Bobs" présent this 
Informai, twenty minute shortwave chat on the second and fourth Saturdays ot every month. 
luch of the program consists of answers to hobby questions sent in by iisteners. The sub- 
(ects range far and wide and have included discussions of such topics as tlme signal sta- 
:ions, antennas, frequency allocations, pirate stations, noise blankers vs. noise limiters, 
Long path and great circle réception, etc. The program is informative and weli donc, and 
rorth tuning in. 

Another high quality otfering is the Austrian Shortwave Service"s Sunday "Austrian 
shortwave Panorama." hach week this tweive to flfteen minute program features one or more 
aresentations of interst to radio hobbyists. Heard on recent programs were talks about 
consumer electronics, média coverage of U.S. political conventions, the free radio campaign 
and the need for freedom and balance in the international information flow, plus a UNtSCU 
program about Thomas Edison and a program about the Vlenna Technical Museutti and the early 
iays of radio in Austria. 

The Belgian Radio and Télévision in Brussels makes its contribution to the DX scene 
^ith its twelve minute "DX Corner," also broadcast on Sunday (U.S.). ihough occasionally 
it will présent some DX information trom other sources, it is strongest in the "features" 
iepartment. Recent otferings have included talks about médium wave broadcasting in 
England, AM stereo in the U.S. and broadband cable TV, plus excellent présentations on the 
tiistory and development of broadcasting in places like the Arabian Gulf states and Zaire. 

The Israël Broadcasting Authority also présents a "DX Corner," which is actually the 
last few minutes of Sunday"s "Calling Ail Listeners" program. Although amateur radio 
operator-host Ben Dalfen is well versed in broadcasting, little real use is made ot the 
four minutes allotted to him. However, IBA did score a recent first by transmitting some 
pictures via slow scan TV over the DX program. There have also been some général discus- 
sions on antennas, batteries and other topics relating to communications. 

Finally we corne to the Soviet bloc countries. From the Ukraine, Radio Kiev présents 
its "DX Club" program for roughly flve minutes each week. The content varies but it tends 
to be very basic—how to tune a shortwave receiver, what QSL cards are, advice to new 
SWL's, etc. The Radio Kiev DX Club is also discussed, and ietters are acknowledged. 

Radio Prague's weekly "DX Chat" is an eight to twelve minute program which tends to be 
rather long on technical discussions of sunspots and propagation, wlth some listeners" 
Ietters mixed in. Likewise with Radio Berlin International " s by-weekly "rBI L)X Club" pro- 
gram, where the emphasis is on propagation and solar and ionospheric "weather reports," 
plus other topics that are probably too technical for most shortwavers. 

The programs from Bulgarla and Romanla cater to both hams and SWL's. Radio Sofia's 
"DX Program" features occaslonal station tips for shortwave broadcast DXers, but the real 
emphasis is on amateur radio, with discussions about ham radio in Bulgaria and notes on 
amateurs that are operating trom rare DX locations around the world. Radio Bucharesfs 
program is billed as the "spécial program for radio amateurs," and concentrâtes on news of 
foreign hams worked by Romanlan hams and other news ot the Romanian amateur radio scene, 
plus some occaslonal technical talks that are of little practlcal usefulness or interest to 
the shortwave broadcast listener or DXer. There is a "UX Mailbag" présented on Thursday 
(GMT) at the same time as the amateur radio program is presented on Tuesday and Saturday 
(GMT). It features listeners* Ietters and information on the Radio Bucharest Listeners 
Club. 

Radio Polonia also offers a UX program every other week and, although it recently tea- 
tured an interesting sériés on the history of broadcasting in Poland, it, like most ot the 
Eastern bloc stations, has a long way to go in preparing programs that will appeal to the 
American shortwave hobbyists. 

The followinp- is a list of times and freq. for DX proprams discussed in 
this article. Times and davs are in OMT» deduct 5 hours for EST. Because 
days correspond to GP1T times, orograms may actually be heard "the ni^ht 
before" in North America, e.g. a program on fonday at 0200 OTT will be heard 
in North America on Sunday at 2100 EST. Thouah this listing is reasonably 
complété, it does not list every DX orogram that is on the air, or every 
hour or frequency at which the listed nrograms are broadcast. It does 
indicate the hours at which the programs are most likely to be heard. 
Freq. are correct as of late February and, in some cases, as of î'arch 1. 
Freq. may have changed. Such changes will be noted in Frendx. Clenn Hauser 
publishes a complété list of times and freq. twice a year in RTB.

Tha Hallicrafters Co. first produced tha Supar Défiant in Fabruary of igljO. 
At a cost of $99-00 (without spaaker)s this set was produced throughout tha early fortias, 
Tbe SX-25 found a home in many hara shacksj on marchant marine s bips j and, of course, a- 
board shlp in tha U.S. Navy and tha Coast Ouard. 

Tha Super Défiant was designad to oparata on either 110v-60c AC, or on 270ï/ 
6v DC currant- As a général covarage recaivar, it coverad a oontinuous range of Sl^OkHz to 
h2mHx in four bands. Thasa bands wara, respeotlvelyj tha BCB, 1.7 to 5.1 mHz, 5.0 to 15.7 
mHz, and 15.2 to ii2 mHz, A spécial band was inciaded, Band 5B, which further spread tha 
J)9> Il ard 31 mater bands. The antanna posta on tha rear of tha rig ara designad for a 
I4OO ohm load (prefarably, a dipole), although a 75' long wire may ba usad with vary good 
rasults. Tha speaker terminais of tha Super Défiant offer a choioe batwaen 500 ohm and 
5000 ohm service, And, similarly, tha heâdphona Jack on tha front panai has a circuit 
tha" is designad film liiçh impédance sat (Î|000 - 5000 ohm / 2000 - 2500 par sida). 

! The circuits in tha SX—25 are gearad to broad use, 
The AVC is controlled through tha selactivity swltch, Thera are 
threa positions with tha AVC in tha "on'» position: Broad I.F., 
Sharp I.F., and Phone X-tal. When tha AVC is in tha ,*offn mode, 
with a résultant audio gain, thera are threa othar settings: 

   «_ Sharp I.F., Phone X-tal, and CV7 X-tal. Generally, tha AVC should be on for ail moderateiy strong phone work. It should be off for ail DX, SSB and CW. In 
tha CW mode, tha width seams to be about 5 kHz when tha front end is properly loaded, The 
phone x-tal/off mode off ors a width of approximately 6 kHz, The X-tal Phasing control is 
vary useful for QRN and adjacent channel QPlvî. 

The BFO switch and Pitch Control combine to give adéquate SSB covarage. While 
not as simple to operate as the more modem ISE/USB units, this systam does provide good 
service with modest adjustmants to the pitch note. Atnosphoric noises are scsnewhat daraped 
with the ANL circuit. This is especially true when the RF Gain control is turnad dovm, 
Also, a High/Low switch is provided, Unfortunately, while removing the trabla tones will 
halp with lowering tha noise, it also virtually dastrciys any intalligibility on DX signais. 
Finally, the Super Défiant also has an AF Gain (volume) control, a Send/Raceive switch, and 
an "S" mater adjusting screw, 

The tubes in this set are relatively available from saveral sources, A com— 
pletely new set of twelve tubes will cost about $30.00 depending upon where they are pur— 
chased. The RF and IF amps are run on four 6SK7 tubes (or 6SG7,6SH7,6SJ7). Tha detector/ 
oscillât or/mixer tube is a 6BS, The 2nc^detactor/AVC and the phase inverter each operate on 
66Q7 tubes (or 6SR7). The audio powers up with two éFô's in push—pull configuration» Maan- 
while, tha ANL and BFO usa, respectively, a 6B6 and a 6J5 (or 605,615). Finally, tha rec- 
tifier uses the workhorsa SO tube (or S3,5X3,5Z3) to mellow out tha AC. 

Stability is good after warm-up. In the first half-hour, tha drift is about 
one kHz per ton minutas. After thirty minutes, the drift is negligibla (about 1 or 2 kHz 
per hour) in the 51 metar band. The bandspread dial is calibratad for the araatuer fre- 
quancies, but a century logging scale is also included, By making graphs of each band 
with a calibrator, relatively accurate frequencies may ba obtained, however, 

The performance of the SX-25 is admirable. It digs in when called upon for 
DX work; yet it has vary good audio response for the SWL. My "baby" came from tha Phila- 
dalphia Navy Yard, In the last two years, she has produced R. Singapore, RNZ, USF, YVTO, 
LOL, 2U0, VNG, WTVH 2.5niHz into Penna, And orra. Monte Carlo, and HCJB 26020. Just clean 
thirty years of dust out of thera; check your tubes; crank 'am up; and let ,Qm f^yi 

The current market for these sets fluctuâtes with thair condition, but a 
good price falls between $50.00 and $100.00 (with speaker included). '/Thon fully recon- 
ditioned, a Super Défiant is worth, roughly, $200.00 (or whatever the market will baar),

A comy title, I admit. But if s not a bad name for a project that 
brings a smile to the face of soraeone who is raany miles frora home. 
Ifs a project that has started in a small way here in Kalamazoo and 
is one that I hope others will take up elsewhere. 

At Western Michigan University (WIW;, where I am a part-time student, 
there are many students from overseas. There is the usual contingent 
from the Middle East, primarily Saudis and Iranians, but there are 
also quite a few from Nigeria, Malaysia, Japan, Latin America and even 
Rwanda. For the most part these young people are eut off from the 
culture and traditions with which they are familiar. Those from the 
Third 'World suffer a particularly acute forra of "culture shock." They 
do get letters and the occasional phone call from home, but these are 
a far cry from day-to-day contact with one's native country. Shortwave 
listeners can help fill this gap and thus ray project. 

I record programs for these students via shortwave radio. This tape 
service, provided in conjunction with WMU's Office of International 
Student Services, has becorae very popular after only a few weeks. It 
may seem like a simple thing to record these programs. It does présent 
no problera if you're dealing with Saudis or Iranians whose native lands 
have the most powerful transmitters pétrodollars can buy. Students 
from some other countries have requests that are harder to satisfy. 

The Malaysians and Nigérians are the two largest groups of non-Middle 
Eastem fùreign students at WMU. With some difficulty I can record 
the Voice of Nigeria on kHz between 2100 and 2200 GMT. The 
"News of Nigeria" segment at 2145 is quite popular, however if I didn't 
have a Mizuho AP-M1 audio processor the omniprésent het would render 
the signal useless. As for Malaysia, ifs an almost hopeless case in 
Michigan, much to the disappointraent of the students who wanted to hear 
programs from RTM in Kuala Lumpur. Fortunately, I found a kindred soul 
in San Franciscan George Poppin who kindly volunteered to use his more 
favorable location to tape programs for the Malaysians here in Kalama- 
zoo. Needless to say, they were delighted. 

The problera is that what a DXer considers a useful signal is complete- 
ly worthless in this case. The students want and expect recordings that 
are 90-percent readable with a minimum of noise and interférence, i.e. 
"armehair copy." Most Third World stations don't provide this kind of 
signal in North America on a regular basis. In Michigan this is part- 
icularly true of Asian stations. On the West Goast I understand that 
Africa is tough copy. 

Keeping foreign students in touch with home is a very rewarding en- 
deavour that I would recommend to any NASWA member. It isn't necessary 
to be a student yourself. l'ra sure that any university or collège with 
a significant number of overseas students would be delighted to hear 
from soraeone who could provide a recording service sirailar to the one 
at WMU. 

I would like to see a network of listeners providing this service at 
ail major institutions in North America. A little coopération should 
yield gratifying results: East Goast listeners taping for Africans on 
the West Goast and West Coasters doing the same for Asians in the East 
and Midwest. Anyone interested in participating in this scheme is more 
than welcorae to write me at the address above. Non-collect phone calls 
at (616) 5^5-1890 after 2300 GMT are also welcome. 

SOME PLAIN TALK ABOUT ANTENNAS By Meal Perdue 
5. "While it is true that one antenna at one location may not behave exactly 
the same at another location, the basic rules and formulas hold true and 
should not be ignored. One old adage is that you should get as much wire as 
possible as high as possible, After many years of stringing wires, climbing 
trees, stepping on snakes in the oasture, among other things, havinf wires 
and nylon support ropes get tangled up like a bowl of spaghetti, being slapped 
in the face by branches and briars, and testing the results of ail this wire- 
hangmg, I feel qualified to offer the following advice; get RESONANT wires 
un as high as nossible for your favorite bands and use a tuner on the shortest 
one for higher frequencies. This assumes that the favorite bands are lower 
in frequency. At any rate, the wire should be at least a half wavelength 
long for the lowest frequency worked, when used with a coax tuner. In the 
case of a singlewire fed to a randomwire tuner which is worked against GND, one 
quarter wavelength will suffice since the GND supplies the image of the other 
quarter wavelength, provided that it is a reasonably GCOD GND.

ON DXingi CENTRAL AMERICA 
The Central American countries provide numerous targets for the DTer. Most of the 
countries in the area can be fairly easily heard, though some individual stations are 
more difficult. Two of the countries do not appear to be presentlv active on shortwave. 
BELIZE Radio Beliee opérâtes on 3285 kHs. It can be heard, depending on the season and 
your location, signlng on at 1100 GWT. You'll flnd the programmlng mostly in Bnglish at 
thls time, with some Spanlsh. The station is most videly heard in the evenlngs, in the 
0100-0$00t time slot, agaln mostly in English with some Spanlsh songs. Slgn off 1s 
usually 0510. 
COSTA RICA Several possibilities here, One interesting one 1s R. Casino on 595^ kHs. 
Y ou can hear them in English in the 0'4-30-0600< slot, but you*ll usually have to work 
through a lot of QRM, especlally oarly in the slot. They can be heard genorally fairly 
clearly in the moming after 1000, to 1100+, 
Wldely heard 1s TIFC, Faro del Caribe. a rellglous station in San José. Try 5055 kHz 
at 0300-0^00 in Bnglish, somotlmos later. Earlier they are in Spanlsh. Or try 6175 kHz 
at slgn on a fow minutes prlor to 1100. They also use 96^5, but vith less power. 

Radio Relo.j, on 4832 and 6006, runs 24 hours in Spanlsh and 1s well heard. 
Radio Rumbo. on 6077 kHz, also opérâtes 24 hours, and can be heard rather easlly. In 
Spanlsh. 
Radio Noticlas del Continente, 9615 kHz, 1s another widely heard station. A recent note 
from Jim Whltehead vras pjbllshed elsewhere, indicatlng that the government has plans to 
pull the station*s llcense after arms were found during a raid on the station. îfyr guess 
la that if the llcense Is pulled the same transmitter and frequency will agaln be In use 
under another name withln a year. Presently, try for them evenlngs around Ô200-0400, or 
even during the day, as 31 meter signais from Central America can frequently be heard 
in North America during the daylight hours. 
R.Univeraldad has been raported with fairly good signais in the 0200-0500* period 
recently, Watch out for the Mexican on the same frequency. 
EL SALVADOR Hy own checks, and inqulrles to other DXers, indicate that thore is 
presently no avtivlty on shortwave In El Salvador. R.Nacional de El Salvador was active 
on 9554av last year for a whlle, but now appears inactive. Several years ago there 
stations on 9576 and 958$* that were frequently heard in NA during daylight hours, but 
these are also now Inactive. 
GUATEMALA Another country which provides numerous targets for the DXers efforts. 
R.Maya opérâtes on 2360 and3325 kHz. Slgn on abt 1130v, to 1215+ fade out (depending 
on season, location) and, apparently at tlmes as early as 1100, Also heard In the evenlng 
around 0300-0400. 
Radio Tezulutlan. on 4835 kHz, may be heard at tlmes In the 0030-0200 slot. Thls is not 
ail that easy to hear, but not the most difficult, elther. 
Easler to hear 1s R.Qiltural. In Bnglish 0300-0430* on 3300 and 5955 kHz. 3300 is the 
one easlest to hear, as 5955 can get tlod up in QRM pretty often, 
We'll finish thls trlp through Central America another time, probably next month. Right 
now, though, a mention of a couple of recently new stations in 
HONIXJRAS R.Luz y Vida, on 3250 kHz, has been wldely heard lately 0100-0400*. The station 
is a rellglous one, apparently assoclated with the Nazarene church.,.. Another new 
Honduran sUtion 1s R. Mosquitia, on 4910 kHz, also a rellglous station. Thls one has 
been running some Bnglish programmlng in the evenlngs, Try the 0130-0300 time slot. 
Perhaps one of the easlest Hondurans to log is HRVC, La Voz Evangelica, on 4820, with 
English after 0300 evenlngs. They also QSL willlngly.

SCATTER SHOOTING  (You're bound to hit something.) 
MINT CONDITION— One of the most abused expressions in hobby bulletins 

these days is the phrase "mint condition" when applied to second hand (or 
more than second hand) equipment being offered for sale. My dictionary de- 
fines "mint" as being "new or in its original condition, as if freshly min- 
ted." And yet I saw a receiver advertised in FRENDX awhile back as two years 
old but "in mint condition". Hard to believe. I once had a HQ-180A which I 
bought at least second hand, had it repaired a couple of times, kept it two 
years and then sold it, only to find to myastonishment it being advertized 
as "in mint condition". Let the buyer beware! 

NAMIBIA— The NASWA Country Committee rightly decided that such "count- 
ries" as Transkei, Ciskei, etc. were nothing but South African satellites 
and denied them status on our country list. However, they may have jumped 
the gun by making an exception for Namibia. Namibia is supposed to be an ex- 
ception but so far it hasn't happened. In a recent U.N. conférence South 
Africa refused to make good on promises to give this area real independence, 
Someday I hope they will but until they do it is hard for me to think of 
Namibia having country status.

WRTH '81-— In October I was critical of the World Radio and TV Hand- 
book as costing too much, I have had a chance to inspect the new I98I ver- 
sionand I must say that this year's model, printed in the U.S., is better 
um™1!}6' easler to read superior to last year's. However, I must also fault WRTH for contmuing to print data that are outdated and in some case never 
were correct.

This has been running for several years in WRTH and has been debunked several 
times. Forty watts is plenty for Tristan: it has no need for 1 KW.

"I would have to disagree slightly that shortwave broadcasting is doing 
fine. By and large, it's O.K. However, with the ever increasing cost of per- 
sonnel, salaries, energy, and inflation in général, it seems future cuts at 
SWBC stations are inévitable. Deutsche Welle eut back its English program 
some time ago as did Radio France. Spanish Radio has announced proposed 
cutbacks in English transmissions and l'm sure others will do the same. 
"I don't believe this signais a •crisis*. However, as time goes on and costs 

go up, I think SWLs (not DXers)—whether or not in any club— will be hurt 
in the long run. For those who speak (understand) only English as their nat- 
ive language, they'll lose out on direct sources for cultural informing, 
news, etc. Thus, the country involved may lose out in the long run unless 
they do not care what impression English-speaking persons/countries have 
of their country. 

"A very realistic problem in the SWBC community is the continuai increase 
in transmitter power and number of co-band transmissions to the same target 
area. If HCJB can make it to the world with 100 watts ERP other countries 
can do the same. Even 1000 watts would be sufficient, I seldom listen above 
kl meters—just too much adjacent/co-channel QRMÎ"

C0NCERNING the SPANISH LANGUAGE 
by Thomas J. Cole 

Miami is not only an eminently bilingual city (English/Spanish ), but we find in it 
différent nuances in the usage, or abuse, of the Spanish language, First, we find 
that buttressed by half a million individuals in Dade County, there is the language 
of the Cubans. And among these, there is a différence between those who came from 
the eastern part of the island and those from the western part, or the HABANER0. 

It is an idéal accent for matters of commerce - the HAEANER0, of rapid speech; which 
goes straightway to the nitty-gritty, to brass-tacks. He does not possess the gentil- 
ity or the courtesy of the Colombian from the Sierras (Bogota or Medellih) in his 
speech, but his writing is something else; and we do not refer only to Martf, Guillën, 
or Carpentier. It is a Spanish which is compared to the Andalusian, with Galicien or 
Afrocuban éléments.

The Spanish of the eastern Cuban is comparable to the Spanish of the Dominlcan Rep- 
ubllc, to the Venezuelan, or the Colombian from the Coast (especially Barranquilla, 
Cartagena and Santa Marta); it is also comparable to the Panamanian, and a bit, but 
not too much, to one from Guayaquil. Tîie Habanero says it is a sing-song Spanish - 
rightly so, it is not the staccato of the commercial Habanero, the one who cuts 
through the fat. And it differs in its use of certain nouns. The Habanero calls a 
banana, pldtano; but the one from the east calls it guineo, as it is also knovn in 
Central America. And if for an Habanero the word papaya constitutes profanity, this 
is not so for a Cuban from the Oriente; nor for other Latin Americans (in Puerto 
Rico, lechosa). In Havana (or Miami) the nispero is known as zapote (our sapodilla) 
but not so in Oriente, Cuba where the word nispero is used (as in Central America). 

Notwithstanding, everyone agréés that the prettlest Spanish is employed by the Col- 
ombian from the Sierras (Bogota, Medellin, and to a point, Cali), It is Spanish whlch 
cornes close to Old Castilo, without the use of the "th" sounds (z or o before weak 
vowels) or the guttural "J" or "g" (also before weak vowels). Others might argue that 
this excellent Spanish is spoken in Loja, Ecuador, 

And in Miami the Argentine variety of Spanish is now heard. It employa the "vos" and 
enjoys certain modisms which disconcert many. This is also used in Nicaragua and Hon- 
duras. Since this changes the verbal fonn it is quite unsettling to English-speaking 
Americans who learned Spanish with Usted or even perhaps tu ("tutoyer"), 

These slight différences are interpreted by some in the United States as denoting 
that Castillan is not spoken in Latin America, but is rather a sériés of dialects. 

Some people maintaln that the Spanish of the Americas is even better than the one 
spoken in Spain. The différences of some words flow from the spate of recent inven- 
tions. An example is the word known as goma among the Cubans. We know that it exists 
after 1900, when the automobile was invented. In Spain and Chile, it is known as 
neumAtico. ("Pneumatique" in Prench, "tire" in the United States and "tyre" in England). 
And in Ecuador and Colombia, as llanta, although properly speaking this is speclfically 
the métal rim. (This occurs also in Engllsh; let's mention only the "hood" and "bonnet" 
of automobiles). No one would say that in the United States English is a dlalect in 
view of these différences. 

Despite the territorial extension covered by the Spanish speaker today, there is less 
différence among those who speak that language than among those who speak English. In 
this case we do not refer to the différences among certain nouns (l.e., zapayo- 
calabaza; batata-boniato; papaya-fruta bombalechosa: goma-neumatico-llanta; carro- 
automovil-coche-maqulna), but to the understanding in général. 

It le not difficult to know why. The Spanish language is based on the fixed pronun- 
clatlon of the flve vowels. Cama, for example, is always cama, vete is always vete, 
loco is always loco etc. In English, the vowels change somewhat from one région to 
the other. Besides, in certain sectors the r is not pronounced before a consonant 
(that is to say, in certain parts of England, the USA's Northeast or the South); but 
in other places it is pronounced, as in the rest of the USA and in certain English 
areas, Scotland and Ireland. The A vowel undergoes changes. Bath, half, calf - are 
pronounced differently depending on one's orlgln (London, Boston, New York, Miami, 
Los Angeles, Atlanta). 

No one bothers to try to understand London's cockney. Also, the chap from Llverpool 
hardly understands one from Birmingham, and he who commands an Oxford accent is 
extremely proud; in this case even where a word is accented varies. Even in the U.S. 
ask someone to pronounce the word Strawberry, and you can tell whether he cornes from 
Boston or Atlanta. 

We suggest that in your trlp - or next trip - you take a tape recorder and in your 
walks on the streets of Miami you record the language of the people and later try 
to pinpoint their places of orlgin.

Computer Game Confusion 
Do those coin-operated, electronic comput- 

' er games like Space Invaders, which draw 
crowds of teen-agers into arcades the way the 

1 venerable pinball machine drew their par- 
'i ents, interféré with radio and TV réception? 

Since the mid-1970s, the Fédéral Commu- 
nications Commission has worried that they 

\ would, and now it helieves they do. Unlike 
1 pinball machines, the computer games send and receive radio signais. 

Since October 1979, the big makers of 
» such games, including Atari Inc., Rally Man- 

ufacturing Corp., Stem Electronics Inc. and 
Sega Enterprises Inc., have been on notice 
that. beginning Jan. 1, they would have to 
bring their machines to the FCC for certifi- 
cation based on limitation of electronic trans- 

and then label them so purchasers 

would know whether the device complied or 
not and what, if any, was the danger of the 
machine interfering with nearby radio récep- 
tion. 

Things in Ihe electronic computer world 
move so fasl that one year's régula tory effort 
hardly has time to corne into effect before 
some new innovation passes it by. "The in- 
terférence polential of present-day coin- 
operated games may have changed from 
1974-75," the FCC said in a notice published 
in the Dec. 19 Fédéral Register (page 
8.3502). That was when the commission first 
siarted worrying about the problem, though 
it took tive years before it got its rule out. 

Now. on the eve of implementation, the 
commission is having second thoughts. For 
one thing, Atari has worked with the Oregon 
State Police on a study to see if its electronic 
games have harmed police communications. 
The résulta, according to the FCC notice, "al- 
legedly show that the présent génération of 
coin-operated games poses no threal of inter- 
férence to police communications." 

In a Solomon-like ruling, the FCC has 
held off until Gel. 1, 1981, the requirement 
that the electronic machines mast be certi- 
fied for noninterference in radio signais. But 
it has held onto its requirement that, begin- 
ning Thursday, each coin-operated game 
inust carry an " intérim label warning that it 
has not been tested and may cause intertér- 
ence to radio and TV réception.-'
