20th anniversary célébration, and along with f'ac and Bill, and the rest of 
my co-editors, we promise to keep on bringing you the best that this hobby 
has to offer. As Tony Beretta used to say, "You can take that to the bank"! 
On to the goodies... 

A History of the North American Shortwave Association, By Don Jensen 
PART 1, NASWA■ THE EARLY YEARS — 1951-1966 

NASWA — it was just NASA, the North American Short Wave Association 
then — was founded in November 1961. And because, to ray knowledge, there is 
no complété collection existing of ail issues of FRENDX, the full history of 
the club may never be compiled. What is known of the earliest era has to be 
pieced together from several sources, but mostly from comments in later 
FRENDX issues. 

In terras of membership, it seeras sate to say that Californian Don 
Erickson has been a part of NASWA longer than anyone else now a membar of the 
club. The author of this review didn't corne along in the club until the fall 
of 1963. 

In November of that year, NASA was struggling to recover from a major 
blow...Its publisher/printer (readi the guy with access to the mimeo machine), 
Rick Roll resigned in July. Opération of the club fell on the shoulders of 
editor William T>. Eddings, an easygoing, goodhearted, thin-skinned fellow 
from Altoona, Pa. He found he liked to run a club more than he liked to tune 
shortwave, so the switch in hobby emphasis was easy — though the work was 
long and hard. 

Eddings had no money for the club, no mimeo to orint it. The July and 
August issues had been missed. September, on an eraergency basis, member 
Erickson ran it off on his mimeo. A pleas for funds for a mimeograph was 
sounded. Some dollars came in, Eddings added to the total his own funds. 
The November 1963 issue was the first printed in Altoona on a new machine — 
which cost a total of 69,39. including tax and shipping. And there was still 
42.75 in the treasury for things like paper, ink and postage to mail the next 
issue. 

FRENDX soaroely resembled today's "magazine." It was standard 8J by 11 
slze, no illustrations and with a rauoh différent content. NASA was a général 
club, then, with coverage of médium wave, ham band listening, soraething called 
"Outer Space," edited by an Army Sergeant Nick Vrettos, and a "Friendship 
Corner," devoted to a hobby spinoff very popular in those days, exohanging 
SWL cards...sometimes called simply, cardswapping. 

There wer3 a few farailiar features, though, a brief Logging Section, 
rarely more than two or three pages, the predeeessor of our current Log 
Reports, and soraething called Newsroora which would evolve into Listener's 
Notebook. The former was edited by Robert Newhart, a young GI, who took over 
from Çddings after the former compiler adraitted merabers were oomplaining 
about his "errors." Newsroom was editpd by an Ohio listener, Ron Luyster. 
(Newhart at one time would have the distinction of providing the only U.S. 
bulletin that featured at least some tips in Swedish for European readers— 
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that, however, was in a bulletin other than FR^-'DX). 
In June 1964, after six months of trylnp to elect a board of directors, 

Eddin^s announced that the BoDx TaVoyd Kuney, John Arthur and Don Jensen. 
Arthur, after an absecnce of some years, recently rejoined NASWA, returnin^ 
to the club he once served as director, a decade and a half ago. 

In 1964, it cost just 3.00 for a membership to the club. The club*s 
headquarters, as described by Eddinf^s, was a — ^0- , * -hv -J apartment 
on the third floor of a buildinr "on the other side of the tracks" in Altoona. 
There Eddin^s worded in a cramped corner of one room, at least fourty hours 
a month, cranking out a bulletin and administerinfr a club that was groving 
over 200 members, 

A new column was begun in November of 196^.,.^hortwave Center. Edited 
by Eddin^cs, it was mostly members letters and short comments. 

The éditorial staff of FRENDX, as noted in the January 1965 issue, 
consisted of Bill Eddin^s, Joseph Fela Jr., Rihhard Little, Alan Herrington 
and Larry Marshall. Other new features began showing up that year, notably 
short station articles and Scoreboard, There also were features about 
members and other well known DXers, includins: "DXing Dean" August Balbi and 
"Space Buff" Louie Stober of Oregon. Stober had become a director, when 
Kuney had resiffned. 

A fellow named Doug Benson, a professional radio newsman in New York, 
later New Hampshire, became an active oart of NASWA ocerations, He took over 
Newsroom from Luyster and added a professional newsman*s touch, plus a bit of 
humor. 

For about a half year in mid-1965, NASA ran a captionless cartoon, 
inviting members to send in their contributions to caption it. The prize was 
a transistor portable. 

There was continuing concern in the hobby about inter-club squabbling. 
A desire to bring peace to the hobby led to the formation of the Association 
of North American Radio Clubs (ANARC) in 1964, but, like the United Nations, 
it could only try to use reason and goodwill to oromote peace. ANARC strug- 
gled along; some critics openly doubted its value because it had no real- 
power to end the widespread bickerine:. By 1966, an observer in a national 
radio magazine wrotei "Despite the façade of friendliness...(the clubs) 
hate each other like poison," In a February 1966 éditorial, Eddings 
reluctantly agreed with that observation, and urged a peaceful solution to the 
problems between clubs.,,apperently the resuit of jealousy and a compétition 
to grow. 

"We need not see eye to eye to stand shoulder to shoulder," Eddings 
wrote, Hewould editorialeze on that theme many times over several years. 

Relative peace did settle on the clubs in the next year or two. One 
reason, it seemed, was that thincs sorted themselves out, various clubs 
found their own particular nitches to fill, 

Eddinfrs, in a page one FRENDX éditorial in the October 1965 bulletin 
saw the future might be in the "coming âge of *soecialistic* clubs." He was 
not convinced then, though, "Are they needed? Can they succeed?" he asked. 
He also promised that "should members show,..interest in...an era of spec- 
ialization, that is the course we will take." î^even months later the 
question of going "ail -SW" was put to members. 

^hortwave was taking on greater emphasis in NASA, The logging section 
through I965 grew from about three pages to 5. then 6, even eight or more. 
But in November 1965» the small scoreboard has only five DXers with over 100 
countries verified, The top score was 180 countries heard on shortwave. 

Tn that same month, a flamboyant 14-year-old Connecticut youth burst 
upon the DX scene.^ He took over one smaller club, picked fights with others, 
showed much enthusiasm and considérable talent, although unbridled. For a 
couple of years he burned like a minor meteor. And a few years later, 
hobbyists learned, the young man committed a murder while hitchhiking from 
Florida, was convicted and imprisoned — reportedly for life, The hobby, 
over the years, has been peopled by ail sorts of characters — perhpas a sub- 
ject for an article in its own right, someday. 

In December 1965» in response to chiding frm another DX club that pro- 
moted itself as the only démocratie organization in the hobby, Eddings 
offered a draft of a constitution to club members, 

January 1966 brought the début of a character who would beoome a hobby 
fix-ture for year?, Charlie Loudenboomer. 01 CL was a satirical columnist 
with a wicked pen, poking fun at the foibles and fakes in the hobby. He could 
be very funny, or fall flat, he was at times a boor, sometimes a bore, disli- 
ked by some, loved by others. He was a FRENDX exclusive, but was occasional- 
ly reprinted in other club bulletins, He never revealed his identity, Some 
readers spent years trying to figure out who Charlie raeally was, Many names 
were suggested. No one confessed. Some said they were just as happy not 
knowing.

Eddings, who presumably knew OLs identity, initially excressed réservations. 
Loudenboomer sought confrontation, controbersy, something with which Bill 
Eddings was never confortable. But he becane proud of CL. when othr clubs 
praised the column as "best satire ever to annear in a club publication," 
or sj.milar. In later years, after Edding's death, loudenboomer's columns 
reached subséquent FRENDX publishers via circuitous routes, apparently, 
and they naintained they did not know the raal identity of their unusual 
columnist. 

Charlies's subséquent departure frora NASWA will be told in a later segme- 
nt of the club history. 

The April 1966 FRENDX promoted the first annual AKARC convention which 
was scheduled for July 29-31 at the Fuehlbach Hôtel in Kansas City, KO. 

The sarae bulletin also offered a spécial discount price on the 1966 
WRTÏH for memberst 3.80, a réduction from the cover prioe of h.05. 

The slowly developing emphasis on shortwave in the club reached the 
point in Kay that a proposai to devote the entire bulletin to CW, and abandon 
the other aspects of covprage, médium wave BCB, hams, TV and VHF/Cpace, 
cardswapping, etc. was put to the membership. Kembers with other interests 
were offered a deal, They could switch to the ail BCB club, IRCA, or the 
broad-based Canadien DX Club for the remainder of their membership, with 
their fees paid by NACWA, or they could get a cash refund. 

About 70?S of the membership voted, a rather startlingly high percentage, 
The vote was 196 to 102 in favor of converting NABA to an all-SWBC club. 
The resuit, announced in July, 1966, was not really a surprise, but a few 
did complain in the bulletin that they were being exiled from a club they'd 
long supported. But many who voted "no" stayed on as merabers. 

Don Jensen became shortwave editor, with Luyster and a Canadien member, 
Gregg Calkin (now a Canadien diplomat) as assistant editors. Calkin developed 
the QSL section. Soon the log Section had its own editor. Texan Del Hirst, 
recently rejoined member again. The section was now 10 to 12 pages long with 
many contributions. Dan Henderson took over as N'ewsroora editor. Bob Hill 
became contest editor/mariager. 

Though still a iniraeograped bulletin, FRENDX had taken on most of the 
features that make it what it is today. 

The switch came in August 1966. Eddings announced "NASA Now New Era 
Club for SWBCersl" 

Membership in the new NASA cost four dollars a year. 
Two months later, the, club oompleted five years of existence.

THE BHORTNAVE CENTER INTERVIEW 1 CARBTEN WIEDEKANN. RADIO DENKARK 
(Editor's notesi I went to Carsten Wiedemann, one of the key people in the 
shortwave section of Radio Denmark for some answers as to the future of this 
fine station. Over the past year many rumors have surfaoed about Radio 
Denmarkî a possible new English service, more power, and new equipment. 
Mr. Wiedemann kindly consented to give me the facts. What follows and emerges 
is the true story of just what is happening at Radio Denmark.) 
BWC1 Welcome to Shortwave Center, How is the progress going on the new 50kw 
transraitter? Will it be ready shortly? 
Wiedemann1 Two months ago a contract was signed with the Swiss firra Brown- 
Boveri. For approx. 500,000 dollars we'll get a 100 kw-transmitter, semi- 
automatio and synthesizer-tuned. It will be delivered here in Denmark in 
Beptember and will be ready for ooeation around January 1982. Unfortunately 
we'H be unable to use its full effect, since the présent antenna (log- 
periodio) will not allow more than 50 kW. 
SWC1 So, it turns out to be lOOkw and not 50 as I had understood. Are there 
any plans for resumption of an English service once the new transmitter is 
installed? Radio Denmark had one of the nioest English programs going a 
nuraber of years back. Whatever became of that exotic lady with the very 
sexy voice who used to do the English broadcasts? Her name escapes me at the 
moment. 
Wiedemann1 We have lots of plans in order to reestablish an English Sgrvice. 
We feel that it is a sharae to broadcst in Danish only, but as you may know 
the transmissions in foreign languages was stopped by the Radio Council, and 
this décision car> only be altered by the Council itself. So far it has been 
impossible for us to get through to this too of Radio Denmark. But we sure 
hope that we'll have a comeback in English with our new faoilities. The 
exotic lady with the sexy voice could have been Susanne Jackson, working with 
Christian Flagstad on the "DX-Window" a very popular program in former days. 
Whatever became of her I frankly don't know. 
SWC1 We notice from the new WRTVH that two 500 kW transmitters are aloo in 
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the works, to be installed by K-S. 'îti you tell us anythinr about these. 
and v/ill there be î?ome additional frequencie?? 
Wiedemanm The 500 k'V-transnitters are still ;n the foray future. But as ^ 
far as we know tv/o antennas v/ill be ordered this year. T'ost likely tney will 
be rotable curtain-antennas. Of course v/e'll be able to broadcast in a 
number of différent frequencies with these transnitters, but that also çoes 
for the Brown-Boveri transmitter. 
5V/Ç1 v/hile many of the major broadcasters have frone over to «sLin^ oî ly 
once a year, Radio Denmark continues to ooently reoust receotion reoorts 
and QBL on a ree;ular basis. T7hy do you think this Is^ By the way, we 
concratulatè you on it< _ • 
wiedemann» Thre reason why we still QBL rerulartly is that the number of 
reoorts we receive is not very larfre, naturally because we broadcast in 
Danish only. We receive aoorox, 1000 renorts oer year. co until we reestab- 
lish broadcast?" in foreifn lanaua^es T think that v/e'll naintain the oresent 
Q^L nolicy. ^ , 
BV/C t What one thine:, or event, would you like to see take place ^ in the world 
of international shortwave braadcastinp;'7 Thanks so much for âivin^ of your 
time. ^ 
"/iedemann: The most happy thins to happen in the Shortwave-world for a small 
station like the Danish would of course be that there could be established 
some sort of control or limit so that the larder (oropa^anda) stations should 
not be allowed to occupy so many frequencies. We don't think it fair for 
instance that one station should broadcast on several frequencies in the same 
band at the same time. Tt leaves very little to the minor stations. T hope 
that you have been able to learn somethinr from this, and I wish you a lot 
of success with your club and its magazine. 
SWCt Thanks for the kind words and the fine information. We wish you the 
best of luck in your future broadcasting endeavors. 

RADIO BAHA'I. By Carlin A. Field 
Radio Baha'i is operated by the National Spiritual ^ssembly of the 

Baha'is of Ecuador. The médium wave station, on 1^-20 kcs. , was launched on 
December 12, 1977. Tt is a non-commercial, cultural, educational, religious 
station, which serves principally the rural, indigenous populations of the 
Andean valleys of Otavalo and Cayambe in northern Ecuador. The station 
transmits from four a.m. to severn p.m. local time (CPOO to 0000 ONT) with 
the Power of one kilowatt. 

Radio Baha'i shortwave, on 2>':-0 kcs., was launched on November 12, 1979f 
also operating with one kilowatt. Durina- its first year the station repeated 
the médium wave service from 0900 to 1300 f'T. However, a new indeoendent 
program schedule was initiated on December 19, 19P0, with broadcasts nightly,' 
except Bundays, from 2^00 to O'i-OO O'-'T. 

Both stations serve as a pilot Project for further ventures into 
broa.dcasting by Baha'is in other locations. They have received much publicity 
in the Baha'i press around the world, and more recently, in DX publications. 
The staff is small and largely Ecuadorian, but there are several Forth 
Americans who are assisting in technical, prorramming, and management 
capacities, mostly in a training rôle, 

Hy vérification, in the form of a Personal letter written in Spanish and 
English, was signed by richael J. Btokes, secretary for the Commission for 
Rad'io Baha'i, A copy of the letter v/as sent to Baha'i.World Centere, Haifa, 
Israël; Br. Raul Pavon; National Bpiritual Assembly of Ecuador, and Mr. K. 
Dean Btephens. 

QBL cards are being printed. The station*s address is Radio Baha'i, 
Apartado four^teen, Atavalo, Ecuador. 

(Additional info 1 your SWC editor recently received a letter from Mr. 
Btokes indicating that the station is considering a move to the 90, 75» or 
60 meter band, providing they can pet an assipnment. He indicated that at the 
time of their original application only 120 meters v/as available. The station 
went to Shortwave in an attempt to get national coverage in Ecuador. Also, 
the QBL cards are printed, and are very striking with a picture of Cuycocha 
lake and the Cotacachi in the background.)

"custcm built" heane sets. In raality, fron Masterpiece I through Uastarpiece VT and bank- 
rupt cy again, the sets are more accurately characterized as being of limited production; for, 
though s orne vrere built to order, others were built on spéculation. An of the sets, from 
model change to model change, followed nearly identical circuits,tubes and parts. The Mas- 
terpiece IV was an exception; as it was switched to many octal based tubes in mid-run. The 
Masterpiece I appeared in 1932. In late 1937, the Masterpiece VI (the finest of them ail) 
turnad out to be the harbinger of another business failure, and the end of the sérias. 

Ail of the Masterpieces were designed and built to appeal to those who had the 
money to spend on superlatives; to those who wanted a radio that went beyond the more com- 
monplace RCA, Sparton and Zenith sets. These receivers had to clearly establish their pré- 
sence, and this was achieved in part by chrome plating everything on the châssisI They em- 
plqyed the most powerful speakers of their time; provided by Peter Jensen, a personal friand 
of Mr. Silver. While E. H. Scott's receivers got along perfectly well with somewhat hum-drum 
Magnavox products, Jensen adapted his then awesome eighteen inch electrodynamic thaater 
speakers for heane use as standard equipment on the Masterpiece V's and VI's. Thus, their 
speakers alone make these sets collecter's items. 

The Masterpiece V (below) rests on a Clifton cabinet ... art-daco at close to its 
best. The eighteen inch Jensen is inside, slightly offset to accanodate the power amplifier 
and power supply (two éCS's, two 6L6's and two 523's). Lift off the chromed cover of its RF 

châssis, and everything underneath is also chromed (the HF and 
IF cans, Variable condenser shield, and ail of the grid cap 
shields atop its métal tubes). There are fourteen tubes in this 
part cf the set, including the magie eye at the apex of the tun- 
ing dial. 

But the guts of this set make it yet a great DX machine 
forty-five years after it was produced. Its tuning range is .114 
to Jj2 Me DIT and .514 to 70.0 Me covered in five additional bands. 
A single conversion superhet, it emplqys two-position IF selec- 
tivity at 5 and 12 Kc. Two tuned RF stages, with 6K7's in cer- 
amic sockets, cover ail but the highest band. A 6L7 mixer and 
6J7 local oscillâtor feed the three stage (6X7's) IF amplifier 
at 1465 Kc; while sépara te 6K7 and 6H6 tubes amplify and rectify 
the AGC voltage and provide the signal to the 6G5 magie eye. 
Almost without exception, ail trimmers and padders in the RF, IF 
and AGC stages are air-tuned; hence, re-alignment of these sets 
is rarely, if ever, needed. A 6Q7, functioning as the second 
detector and BFO, is followed by a 6L7, 6C5, and 6H6 in audic 

amplifier/volurae expander configuration. The expander, which widens the volume range by 
b 00a tin g the strong portions and nulling down the woaker segments, is for the SSTL but of no 
use to the seribus DXer, Frcm there, the signal goes to the 605's cf the power amplifier. 
Turn the volume control full up, and they drive the push-pull 6L6's (in class AB amp) to 
deliver 35 watts into the high-efficiency Jensen. Fron the standpoint of pure noise, if not 
fidelity, the audio output is aweseme, and its sound pressure exceeds the threshold of pain 
for a considérable distance frcm the speaker. 

Other features of interest to the DXer include a phone jack that kills the speaker, 
separate bass and troble tone controls that go frcm téléphoné sharp to wide range bass and 
treble boost, and mechanical band spread dialing through planetary bail bearings and split 
gears that are able to résolve, for example, ISMc to a couple of hundred hertz, with almost 
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imperceptible backlash, 
The other side of the coin, briefly, is that this set is huge, heavy (more tlrian 

100 Ibs,), and whatever else it does or does not do ... whan the AC switch is turned on, 
it is a twenty tube, 195 ■watt electric room heater, There is no battery option. 

But, how does the Masterpiece V fare in 19S1? Should, or should not, a DXer who 
is also a fancier of old radios rush out and try to acquire one of these chrome-plated mon- 
sters? The following table represants my atterapt to rate the îvîasterpiece V with several 
other sets of varions âges,currently in ray possession, in side-by-side coraparison. The an- 
tenna used for this purpose is a seventy foot long-wire, oriented NE/SW in the attic of my 
house, and about fifteen feet above ground. The sets, listad alphabetically, are ail in 
first-rate condition, and ail conparisons -were recently done on the shortwave broadcast 
bands.

It is recognized that these ratings, done by a single person, are likely not to be 
without personal bias. One or two additional canments may be in order. The Scott, for- ex- 
ample, is an otherwise fairly high quality receiver if one discounts its cheap friction and 
string dialing System; hence, it cannot be given serions considération as a DX machine, 
Furthermore, its ill-conceived, cats-cradle underchassis layout of parts and wiring destrcys 
aiv appearance of care in design and assombly, The high static friction characteristic of 
the HRO dial system eams an otherwise very précisé dial a fair rating for aase of tuning, 
The Silver is the only receiver in the group equipped with a bass tone control, and it is 
capable of extreme atténuation of the lower audio frequencies, 

Although in this author's opinion, the Scott Riantan is soraewhat disappointing, 
ail of the receivers in the group are v/orth the attention of collectors and several are 
worthy DX machines as well. 

Mr, Trolander began DXing shortwave broadcasts in 193^4 with a homemade regenerative two-tube 
receiver. He is a Senior Member of the Instituts of Electrical & Electronic Engineers.

TUBE (F THE MCXJTH 27/22? MSDIUM-LU TRinny. 

The UY—227 triode tube was the end-product of research and developanent for a tube 
capable of operating its filament fran AC line current. RCA requested this developanent in 
1926 and several versions were forthcaning from the kind folks at Westinghouse, The proto- 
types were basically 01-/L triodes (with rainor différences in loads, capacity, etc.) and were 
called the UX—226. These valves, however, coald not be used as datectors. Coincidentally, 
the UX-225 was developed utilizing an indirectly heated cathode rather than a filament. In 
order to élimina te the need for a grid cap c 
on the top of the tube, Westinghouse sug- 
gested the use of a five pin base, The UX- 
225 désignation then proceeded through a 
sériés of changes that included AY-225, AY- 
227, and finally the UY-227. The earliest. 
227 tubes were plagued by grid émissions 
due to their sheet matai anodes. These were soon changed to mesh plates; production bugs 
were aliminated; and the AC aga was than under way.

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A SHORTWAVE SHORT, By Al Sizer 

A new shortwave station in Lebanon has been heard since early February 
on 6215 despite oooosition from the U.S. State Denartment. 

The station is FINS, "The Finp of Hope" onerated in simulcast with a 
médium wave station on Ql'-5 kHZ called TVOPD, "The Voice of Hope" and TV 
Station^HOPF, Shannel 12, called "The Star of Hooe" by High Adventure 
finistries, Van ^uys, CA. as oart of its Holyland Rroadcastini? Network. 
(^înce the orofrram is simulcast the only TDs that have been heard on SW are 
for WORD and "The Voice of Hooe".) Do not confuse with the Voice of Hope 
program broadcast on nearby ^220 kHZ on the facilities of Radio Andorra. 

The médium wave outlet began broadcasting Seotember 8, 1980, The 
stations operate with 30 kilowatts of nower and are located in "Free Lebanon" 
in Narjayoun on the road from Netullah to El-Khiam in a mine field, according 
to seorge Otis, président of High Adventure. The location is called "Valley 
of the Springs" and its low level protects the station from shelling. The 
twin broadcasting towers are decorated with white peace doves, 

Otis says the purpose of the station is "to help bring peace and give 
encouragement to the people under the guns of the PLO." The format has been 
country-western, gospelmusic, news, United Nations material and children's 
orograms. Spécial selected and edited religious oriented programs in English 
Arabie and^Russian round out the format. News every hour on the hour is in 
English, fiye times daily in Arabie and once a day in French. 

There is also one other unique feature which Otis calls "God's commer- 
cials", At the end of each 15 minutes of music there is 60 seconds of read- 
ing from the Old Testament. 

The station is not intended as a propaganda stage for politicians but as 
a voice of God who loves peace, according to Otis. Despite this intention the 
Project ran into flak from the U.S. State Department at the start. The U.S. 
asked for a oostponement of broadcasting because of the lack of U.S. 
récognition of Free Lebanon and its fears for the station*s staffs security. 

Uowever, Otis said the U.S. request arrived two days after test broad- 
casts had already begun and since the station "in no way interfères with 
U.S. or Canadian foreign affairs* it would oroceed on schedule." 

Further information on the disagreement cornes from a sériés of articles 
in William Loeb's right wing Union Leader in Nanchester, N.H. by Ray Saidel. 
Saidel said he was in the room when'Otis received a call from a U.S. 

in "the embassy in Israël which, Otis charged, suggested that Otis 
was endangering the tax exempt status of his ministry by going ahead with 
the station, Saidel says he relayed the story to major newspapers and wire 
services in the U.S. but no one except his oaper has printed it. 

"It isn't pleasant", comments Saidel, "to have your government try to 
ulldoze you into shutting down a project you consider of great human and 
jral value." 

Permission for building the station was given by Najor Sa*ad Haddad, 
•"ree Lebanese military leader, who particioated in the first broadcast. 
The station is located in a former Lebanese customs house. A Pat Boone 
rendition from the movie "Exodus" was among the first songs played, 

Since Otis is a knownfriend of Israël and an enemy of the PLO the 
station received good publicity in the Israeli press and ovviously did not 
displease the Israeli government when it began opérations,

ANTENNA REST0RATI0N AND PRESERVATION by Andy Robins 

Severe weather and man-made pollution are hard on shortwave antennas. 
Here in Michigan we have both in abundance. High humidity and corrosive 
compounds usually require replacing wire and coaxial cakle every year, a 
practice l've followed for almost a decade, However, the rising cost of 
nearly everything, including wire and cable, forced me to think about ways 
of economizing. Here are a few tips l've learned that may be useful if you 
use uninsulated copper wire as an aerial, 

When that year-old antenna cornes down, it's difficult to remember that 
the black wire was once shiny, and that the coax efficiently conducted signais 
to your receiver. The soldered connections have been dgraded by corrosion 
while the rot also was aabotaging the dielectric in the cable. Instead of 

KING 
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buyin^ more of each once a year, think about restorimr the wire you have and 
preventing damage to tlie lead-in. 

Take that ugly black wire and let it soak a few days in a mild corrosive 
like distilled white vinegar. The Heintz variety sells here for about 700/qt. 
Your wire will look almost brand new. Thia isn't important for aesthetic 
reasonsi those who've tried know if s almost impossible to get a decent 
soldered connection with wire that*s not clean. 

Prevent détérioration of the coax by sealing the end connected to the 
antenna, Instead of silicone gel, use a hardening compound of the "plastic 
rubber" kind. It stays flexible but keeps water out of the dielectric, 
stopping corrosion before it starts. 

The cost of copper used in wire and cable, like ail basic metals, is 
continually rising. Save money by recycling as much as possible. If 11 help 
pay for that new Drake R-7. 

FAVORITE QSL by Martin Foltz

nice ones. Like many, some of my best are plain looking, including several 
prepared cards.

MORE PLAIN TALK ABOUT ANTENNAS by *'eal A. Perdue 
Diooles are ^ine if you are interested in directive réception (broadside 

to ifs plane), but for général nondirective réception T reconmend the in- 
verted-V with a center angle of as close to PO degrees as possible. 
Orientation of this antenna is essentially unimportant. T recently placed 
60M inverted-Vs at right angles to each other just for a test of directivity. 
The différence between the two was undetectable. This test was run for over 
two weeks, at ail times of day and night, with réception from many areas of 
the world. I consider the results to be conclusive. If you*11 feel better 
placing your inverted-V broadside to your favorite target area, do so. But, 
if you can't, don't give it a second thought. Put it wherever it will fit. 
The ends of the inverted-V can be as low as 10 feet above GND. 
7. An inverted-V should be fed with 50 ohm coax such as RG-5^/U, a dipole 
with 75 ohm coax such as RG-59/U. 
8. Insulated wire in no way impedes signal transfer in an antenna, and will 
greatly extend the life of the antenna.

ON DXTNG: CENTRAL AMERICA 
In April we looked briefly at several of the Central American countries. We'll finish 
that tour this month. 

HONDURAS A couple of newer stations in Honduras were mentioned in April. Probably the 
Honduran first heard by most listeners is HRVC, La Voz Evangelica, broadcasting from 
Tegucigalpa on A820 kHz. The station opérâtes in Spanish from 1100 to 0300, and in 
Engllsh from 0300 to 0500 daily, according to a schedule recently received directly from 
the station. Observations indicate the sign off will vary 5-10 minutes either side of 
0500. Reports in English are acceptable and they will verify, usually within a month. 

R. Juticalpa is widely heard around 1100 and evenings to around 0600 on 4780 kHz. You'll 
do better to report to this one in Spanish. Try the NASWA Spanish language reporting 
guide. 

There are other Honduran stations, but the last one we'll mention here is Radio Lux, in 
Olanchito. This station opérâtes on 4890 kHz, and is most often heard in the evenings, to 
sign off around 0300. 

As with ail stations in the 60 raeter band, or any other band, be sure you've got the 
station you think you have before reporting réception to the station or to the log 
report. The bands are crowded, stations change operating schedules, even frequencies, at 
times without notice. 
NICARAGUA There are presently two stations known to be operating from Nicaragua. La Voz 
de Nicaragua, Managua, on 5950 kHz, is widely heard with its 50 kw transmitter. Try for 
them mornings after 1100, and evenings till around 0600. The station is being 
received with a strong signal as this is being typed, though with an annoying heterodyne. 
There have been some indications the station is also operating on the 25 meter band. A 
recent sked from the station quoted 11870 kHz (5khz down from the frequency in use a few 
years ago). 11837 is another frequency sometlmes mentioned. Whether they operate on 25 
meters or not, those needlng to hear Nicaragua can hear them easily on 5950. They QSL 
rather quickly, too; report in Spanish. 

Another Nicaraguan known to be active is Radio Zinica, in Bluefields, on 6120 kHz. Try 
them after 1100. This one runs much less power (1 kw) than Lv de Nicaragua (50 kw), and 
is more difficult to hear. It is operating, though, so keep trylag. 

Yet another Nicaraguan known to have been operating in the recent past is Radio Hernandez 
de Cordoba, reported by Emie Behr in the February Listener's Notebook to have been heard 
Christmas Eve 0440-0618*. This one seldom opérâtes at times that it will propagate into 
NA. So, as Emie suggested in February, try for it next Christmas. If you get it be sure 
to report it to Log Report. 

PANAMA There is nothing currently operating from this country on the shortwave 
broadcast bands. The last station known to operate from Panama was La Voz del Baru, 
David, on 6045 kHz. It has been off the air for several years. 

COORDINATED MONITORING EVENT 
A Coordinated Monitoring Event is an effort, by concentrated simultaneous (or nearly so) 
monltoring by many DX'ers, to obtain a picture of shortwave broadcasting activity in a 
particular band, or from a particular région of the world.... 
This tlme the C.M.E. is one covering the 13 meter international broadcasting band, 21450 
- 21750 kHz. To participate merely supply me with notes on réception of stations between 
21450 and 21750 kHz from the time you receive this bulletin untll the end of June. 
Information needed, preferably in the order given, is: Frequency, Country, Station, 
Language, Time (in GMT), Target Area (if known), Date(8). Sign On, Sign Off, Fade In, and 
Fade Out times are of particular importance, as they help give an accurate picture of 
activity in the band. When you send your notes, send also a self addressed stamped 
envelope with postage attached for one ounce of weight. You will receive in retum a 
computer printed summary of broadcasting activity noted by ail who participate. 
Overseas members may send 2 IRC*s instead of the postage. I have mail for a number of 
différent DX/SWL activlties, includlng the bi-monthly computerized list of English 
Shortwave Programs (esp), personal DX correspondence, etc., arriving at my Post Office 
Box, so it would help me to keep things organized if you would note "CME" on the lower 
left comer of your envelope.... Be sure also to report approprlate loggings to the 
Log Report.... Back next month. Dan F.

and mx, praise be to Allah." 

John Hedstrom, IL, from mid-February issue. 
John's logging spurred me to comment. I have been long meaning to speak 

out about the déplorable trend of shortwave stations to forgo their own nat- 
ive, indigenous music in favor of Western pops. And by "Western", of course,, 
I am not referring exclusively to country music, although that is also part 
of the problem, but rock, show tunes and what we call MOR or "middle of the 
road" music. 

It isn't that I have anything against these types of music per se but 
when I turn on my shortwave receiver I am looking for something apart from 
my usual listening experience. If not, I would be content with local radio, 
TV, tapes and records. If I dial an Arabie station then I am looking for Ar- 
abie music' if I tune in Venezuela I hope for music of that country! if l'm 
lucky enough to get Indonesia then X'm seeking garaelan or some other local 
musical fare. 

Instead, what do I get? Well, Hedstrom has pointed out what you're apt 
to find on an Arab station. From Venezuela or Colombia I might well hear the 
saine sélections I could hear in this country. Indonesia might well give me 
the "oldies but goodies" of a past génération that are being featured full- 
time on one of our New Haven outlets. 

To cap it ail, a Papuan station might beam back at me country music from 
the U.S. instead of the exciting ethnie output from its own terrain. 

l'il concédé this is not always true. There is still a good deal of int- 
eresting native music to be heard on SW. But the trend is there. 

I first became conscious of this several years ago in listening to Radio 
Juventud, Barquisimeto, Venezuela, a powerhouse on ^900 kilohertz. It was 
featuring nothing but rock and its QSL card showed a teenaged couple dancing 
to disco stuff and bore the motto, "Une Emisora Joven para la Gente Joven" 
(A Young Station for Young People.) 

You may object that Juventud, or the Papuans, are not international SW 
stations. O.K., even more regrettable. The home folks are giving up their 
own native music. Now Juventud seems to have vanished from SW. Is this coin- 
cidental or related? 

Other S.A. stations are beginning to follow the new musical trend. Even 
in cases where they haven't gone for rock, they have increasingly dccerred 
the more exotic for the more conventional. In this connection Stu Klein, N.J. 
noted in mid-April UPDATE noted that he had logged the Peruvian R. Atlantida 
on 9790 with power but "the trouble was they were playing Latin pops not the 
great local stuff I prefer." 

There is another side to this question, of course. International stations 
might tell me that if they are to influence other peoples it makes sense to 
play the listeners' kind of music. An Arabie station like Dubai might well 
feel that to get their message across they have to play the kind of music 
that says, "Look, we're up to date, modem and not ail that différent from 
you folks." 

en the other hand, the Voice of America, R. Liberty and Free Europe by 
sending our kind of music into tightly-controlled countries like Russia have 
built up an audience of eager listeners and forced the Soviets, for example, 
.0 loosen up their musical curbs somewhat. Russian music on the VOA wouldn't 
have the saine effect. 

To recap, speaking for myself and possibly for many of you, I do not go 
to my SW receiver for music I can hear at home. I tune in to be entertained 
and informed by something off the beaten track of my day-to-day routine. If 
I can't find it there, I will prohably turn off my set. 

Hey, I can hear the kind of music some of these shortwave stations in 
other countries are playing by opening my window wide and listening to the 
•••»agerS around my heighborhood playing their records!

Two items in my miscellany coluran in April have brought comment! my crit- 

icism of approval of Namibia as a country on the NASWA list and my defense 
of Paul Theroux as a travel writer. 

NAMIBIAi I said that the NAShIA Country Committee had "rightly" decided 
Transkei, Ciskei, etc. were nothing but South African satellites and denied 
them country status but should not have made an exception for Namibia. Note 
that I said nothing about apartheid- or political philosophy. 

However, Joseph H. Udelson, Nashville.TN, accuses me of being a bbiased" 
editor and severely criticizes the décision not to include the above named 
countries as "unwarranted politicizing of DXing by the NASWA and as a member 
I protest vigorously against it as a violation of members" Personal liberty 
and a distortion of the hobby." Udelson cites evidence to back his claim 
Transkei, Venda, Bophutswana, etc. are legitimate radio countries. 

Don Jensen, chairman of the NASWA Country committee,in a five-page let- 
ter to Udelson, has explained the committee's action. This position is well 
sumraarized at the beginning of the NASWA "Radio Country List and Awards 
Program" booklet. Although Don's letter is too long to use here l'm sure he 
would send you a copy if you're interested or if there is enough deraand we 
might have a separate article in SWC. 

In an accompanying note to me Don emphasizes that apartheid, racial pol- 
icies, et al have no bearing on the country list committee décision. "We 
have corne in for some totally unwarranted 'praise' for our wise décision. 
Counting or not counting a country has nothing to do with whether its lead- 
ers wear white hats." 

The décision to exempt Namibia was because of its history. It was a 
former German colony mandated to South Africa as a trust territory and not 
an intégral part of South Africa. 

Other comments i 
CHRIS LEITHNER, Brentwood, TNi "I disagree in your assertion that Namibia 
does not have country status. I présumé you mean radio country as there is 
a big différence between the two terms." Chris cites the historical facjor 
noted above and concludesi "There are cultural, historical and linguistic 
différences between Namibia and the Republic of South Africa and for that 
reason the Country List Committee was correct in giving it 'radio country' 
status." 
DON MOORE, Bellefonte, PAi "What I don't understand is the double standard 
of the NASWA Country Committee. The various 'republics' of the USSR are sep- 
arate countries yet they are certainly no more independent than Transkei,etc. 
I would be interested in the committee's justification of this doiible 
standard." (I believe hobby history and tradition is the criterion here.) 
JOHN C. HERKIMER, Caledonia, NYi "Your comments on Namibia were well expres- 
sed and certainly relevant in light of the committee's récognition of this 
as a legit radio country while snubbing Transkei." 

Two comments came on my defense of Paul Theroux as a travel writeri 
GEORGE SCHNABEL, Rochester, NYl'The book by Theroux {'The Old Patagonian Ex- 
press').. I too looked into it for a travel guide and found instead blather 
about obscure books written by 19th Century scribbler. How he could concent- 
rate on reading those things while passing across some of the most interest- 
ing countries in the world I will never be able to grasp. The only great 
scene in the book is the futbol game in San Salvador." (Editor's NoteiPaul 
Theroux does not write travel guides.) 
DAVID L. WALCUTT, Houston, TXi "I was pleased to see your comments regarding 
Paul Theroux as I share your opinion. As a matter of fact, what is interestr 
ing is that Theroux is one of the few writers who gives passing attention to 
shortwave in a few of his works. Walcutt enclosed excerpts and I regret I 
don't have room to run them. But here are the referencesi "The Consul's 
File" (but Davedidn't have a copy to refer to)) "Girls at Play" in the chap- 
ter entitled "Silence") "The Great Railway Bazaar", Chapter 15 and "Saint 
Jack", Part II, Chapter A. 

Theroux in the last named mentions the "BBC Overseas Service" and David 
comments, "The use of the word 'Bverseas'rather than 'World' shows that 
Theroux, at any rate, is not a fanatic SWL. Nevertheless, it is interesting 
to see somebody mention the subject of shortwave at ail. He has a very wry 
sense of humor which must be taken into account in reading the excerpts I 
cite, ail of which are really quite satirical." 

Theroux in the "Girls at Play" excerpt cites "Big Ben booming an intro 
to a BBC quiz", "the familiar harridan screeching the thoughts of Mao on 
Radio Peking", "the platitudes of the gospel station in Ethèopia","vowelly 
Portugese from God-knows-where" and "a loudmouth on what B.J. privately 
thought of as the Foice of Chermany." 
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ONTHEROADIN Juliaca " ^ Pitt-c-eii 
fHditor'p notes: O'.irinr- the oast two years Fitt 
"cr*eil bas snen.t a pocd deal of time in Feru, 
vi^itinr various sites alonf with many radio 
stations, ^tartinp this montb, and continuinr;

Pitt's ininressions of the nlaces he visited. ) 

Juliaoa is a small, dirty, snread-out tovm in southern Peru, the con- 
nection point for the railroad Pioin? between Pusco to Arequipa. Juliaca's 
claira to famé is its suoposed cheap alpaca apods. Notice the "sunoosed." 
The market women have caup'ht onto the p:a.me and are char^rin^ a hifrher-than- 
Huancayo price now. 

There is little to see in Juliaca outside of the market. The country- 
side is borins landscape — barren flat puna; so about the only thin^ to 
occupy time is to visit the stations. 

Radio Juliaca, one of R^RAD's représentatives in town, is located a 
block up from the square, in a small one-story abode-based building. A small 
sign, barely noticeable, announcinp' the station, is over the doorway. 
Through the door is the waiting area/auditorium, to the right a small office, 
and up ahead the small studios, The director invited me to sit down in his 
small portion of the office. Tt turned out that this gent was quite inter- 
ested in reports, or so it seemed. He had his folder with ail the réception 
reports received this year, in his top desk drawer. ^eside each was the 
carbon copy of the station*s reply. 

Radio Juliaca became part of the RNRAD net in *72 or *73» 1 waîS told. Tt is runnîng 1 kw on HW and HV/, llOO-o't-OO, Their antennas are located on a 
hill outside of town. (Editor's note: Pitt's visit took place about a year 
and a half ago, and since then the opération of Juliaca has been somewhat 
irregular. It was last noted at 0100 '""T by Jack Perolo in November of 1980.) 

The studios were compact. The announcer, with one of those bassy Top 
Fourty DJ type voices, was reading a sériés of ads (for businesses, called 
anuncios) which, while going acress the air were also being taped on cassette 
in the other part of the studio for future use. After being shown around 
the studios by the DJ, a remarkably short process, by the way, T did a spécial 
interview, including an TD announcement, saying, in effect, that when l'm in 
Juliaca, I listen to Radio Juliaca, and you should too. 

After filling out my customary postcard of DO for friendly stations 
visited, T went out in sea.rch of "5adin P"1 7^1 -if. v-ic 'ndes, which announces 
itself on the air as "the most powerful station in southern Peru." After bei- 
ng totally misled by two well meaning Juliacenos, T found the station, basic- 
ally on the other side of town, in a more spacious building near a small 
park. As one enters, there is a large waiting room, with the offices—real 
offices this time, unlike Radio Juliaca*s partitioned room--to the right, and 
the studio to the left, up on a platform. One lloks in on the studio 
directly. There were a couple of turntables, a modest record collection, and 
a tape recorder or two. An LP of huaynos was playing. The only thing missing 
in the etudio was the DJ, and one never appeared during my short visit. 

The gerente|s office was closed up for the day, T was told. And the 
secretaria's office had a long line of people waiting to give their mensajes 
(messages^ or musical requests, Forseeing a long wait with a resuit of little 
more than a few minute*s words with the secretary, I split, after looking at 
the list of the latest Top 20 per the 7un of the Andes. About five IIP disco 
tunes, whose names were unfamiliar to me--like ail the disco tunes, for that 
matter, were on the list, Cultural imperialism strikes againl 

Back near the square I found tfee last of the stations I*d planned to 
visit. Radio Collasuyo, named after the southern west quarter of the 
Tahuantinsuyo, the Four Quarters of the Inca Fmoire, has a colorful sign over 
the entranceway to the station. Like FI Fol de los Andes, the station was 
running short of staff, at 10:30 a.m. a case of either being late for work 
or taking an early siesta, lV!y introductory spiel about being a radioaficion- 
ado was eut short by the young man holding down the fort, who remarked that 
the station didn't broadeast on FW, and hadn't for quite some time, Asked 
when the station was planning to return to the shortwaves, he said "in a cou- 
ple of months," which I take to mean any time between a couple of months and 
sçven years. (Editer*s note» indeed, at last look Collasuyo was still 
inactive on its 3250 frequency, and will most likely remain so, Thi^ desplte 
a letter to John Tuchscherer from the station indicating that it would 
return in January of 1980 on 3250 kHz, with more power. This is the basic 
norm experienced, Ask them and they will always tell you they are coming back 
on FW, It is usually the other way aroundl)

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A ^hort ?ut Trerv Efficient ^0T' Antenna. by '"eal A. Perdue 

A cet project of mine throu^h the years has been to try to develop 
short antennas for use on the Tropical bands by those dxers with limited 
space. Many base-loaded and helically-wound vertical designs have been tried, 
some pretty decent, but I have never found a vertical which really approached 
the performance of a full size inverted-V or dioole on those bands. 

Orip:inally# when I came uoon this antenna, T was tryinp out a 1/10 wave 
design which I had reason to believe misht work. Tt didn't. In the course 
of the experiment, I disconnected the r»ND side of the antenna and there was 
an immédiate and dramatic increase in signal strenfcth. Using only one side 
of the inverted-V antenna, which is only 9? ft. long for 60M opération, signal 
strength was within 1 ^-unit of that on the full size 96 ft. inverted-V. An 
added bonus was significant noise-reduction properties. 

T frankly do not understand exactly why this antenna oerforms so well in 
a région of the RF spectrum where "plenty of wire" has always been the ac- 
cepted rule of thumb. But, it stands to reason that if you can't get i wave 
of wire up (two ^ wave sections for a dipole or inverted-V) some length of 
wire must be better than some other length. "Cîet as much wire up as possible** 
is not a viable theory, especially now that most receivers have 50 ohm an- 
tenna impedence networks. Too much wire can actually hurt your réception. 
fAy qofA inverted-V is pathetic, without a tuner, on 60*". 

This antenna is non-directional. Tt can be used, on the band it is eut 
for, without a tuner, but an inexpensive random wire tuner is recommended 
for ontimum^nerformance. Only the center-conductor of the coax is connected 
at the receiver or at the antenna switch, so the more expensive coax-tuner 
is not required. This antenna is not recommended for image prone receivers. 
It is definitely recommended for receivers with 50-ohms antenna input 
circuits, althouch the impedence of the antenna is not 50 ohms. Image prone 
receivers need résonant antennas to helo them out. This antenna is not 
résonant, but provides the best oerformance of any antenna l've ever tried 
out which is not résonant, It is truly a remarkable oerformer, considering 
it's size. Typically, a loss of about 1 S-unit will be observed compared to 
a full size dipole. This is certainly negligible to DXers with limited space. 
Excellent results have been obtained here with a height of only 25 feet at 
the feed point. With a 90-degree included angle at the apex, at this height, 
only 55 feet of ground space is needed for the inverted-V, with rope coming 
right down to takes at C-ND level. 

Regardless of location of the antenna, I would suggest fourty feet of 
RG-58/U coax since that is the length used successfully here, It is 
questionable whether or not this section acts as part of the antenna when 
usedas a "floating GND" as it is in this design, Actually, it's more like 
a shielded downlead. The shield of the coax is connected at the feedpoint 
as with a dipole to one leg of the antenna. The center conductor is 
connected to the other leg, The différence is that only the center conductor 
is connected to the receiver. For 60M opération, each leg is 10 feet long, 
with 6 inches folded back on the insulator. For 90P/Î, use 1^ ft., 9 inches on 
each side also with 6 inches of it folded back, A différence of an inch or 
two is no big deal. 

T see no reason why this antenna could not be used indoors, in either 
a dipole or^inverted-V configuration. Don't coil the coax, though as this 
will effectively load the antenna to a différent résonance. Yes, it will, 
even tho it's shieldedl If space limitations are ail that are keeping you 
from Tropical band DX, don't pass this uo. l've worked 12 years to corne up 
with this one. It's a good one, Please use it, someone. 

To those of you whose only hobby writing is to send criticizing letters 
to those who contribute to these columns, T say- don't knock this one on the 
basis of theory- try it out before you write and tell me it won't work. Also, 
try writing up your own expériences sometime rather than just pick apart the 
efforts of those who take the time to contribute,

The CQD, général call distress, was tho équivalent to our modem S.O.S. 
call. In tha very early days of radio; when wireless communications were of a 
purely utilitariam nature; thls call immediately coramanded respect. 

Now that Mr. Peabody has repairod the "Way Back Machine", its tlme to 
take. ÉUiother trip back through radio history. 

One of tho main uses of early wireless was to provido a llnk between 
athips at soa, as well as between ships and land installations. Just eight 
yeara after Marconi's trans-Atlantic QSO, there occurred an incident which es- 
tabliahed the true value of radio contact. Tho year was 1909. Across tho 
watars off Nantuckot Island, tho S.S. Florlda plowed through the fog. Sha was 
dostlnad to ram tho S.S.. Ropubllc with a grinding crash. 

A new toy had recontly been installod aboard the doomed ship. A man 
naaned Jack Binns, tho Ropublic's wireless oporator, bogan to pound out a CQD 
distress call as his ship settled ever deopor in the waters of the north At- 
lantic. His call got out. His message was read on shoro; and, more importani;- 
ly, ho was copied by other ships in the area. A rescue was effectod with a 
loss of only six men. 

Thls wldely hallod incident was recallod just throe yoars lator. As 
the "unslnkable" Titanic sllpped boneath the waves, the S,S. Califomia passed 
by her unnotlcod and unknowing. Hor radio officor was "off duty". Other ships 
had heard the distress call, but they were unable to rospond in timo» One of 
the resultn of this tragedy was tho mandating of 2l4.-ha>ur radio opérations. 

Today, operators observe two silont perlods to monltor distress calla. 
Spécial docks are kept by naval and maritime radio operatora that show two 
throe minute pie slices (hl5 to hl8 & hlj,^ to hl|.8). During these "silont" per- 
lods, the offlcars take a break from rag chewin' to liston to the distress 
frequencios (500khz, 2l3?khz, and l56.8mhz FM). Tho comblnation of 2l|.-hour 
monltor service and tho bilont periods virtually assures the qulckest aid in 
an emorgoncy.

TUBE OF THE MONTH TYPE 80 FULL WAVE RECTIFIER 

One of the most indispensable tubes in the history of radio is tho 80 
rectifier. Thls tube was originally developed by Westinghouso (192?) as the 
UX—280. The 280 was designed for use in battery élimina tors which permlttod 
battery sots to be oporatod from AC curront. The type 80 tube saw wido ser- 
vice în radio power supplies throughout the thirties and forties.

ir tuner they ail mean the same thing. The last time, you"11 recall, we 
laid that tuners allow the use of an antenna whose impédance is characters- 
;ically not idéal for a given front-end. It does this by "fooling" the front- 
md into thinking it "sees" a good match. 

Yes, l'm being vague and somewhat elusive. There's a good reason for it. 
luners are not miracle devlces. They work on solid physioal laws which are 
rell defined. However, I must stress that no actual conversion takes place. 
;f you have a mismatch somewhere in your antenna System, it is still there 
iven if a tuner is being used. A tuner allows you to get the most RF from 
;he antenna, as it is, into the front-end of your recelver. Period, That's 
ill it does. 

There are a great many différent circuits for tuners, eaoh having advan- 
;ages and dlsadvantages. For example, a pi-network circuit (a good example is 
;lven in DXATN) is very fine when working with single wire feeders, but falls 
ipart at the seams when trying to work with a coaxial antenna, such as a 
lipole. For coaxial antennas (actually, an unbalanced antenna is a better 
rord), it might be more appropiate to use a L-network, examples of which can 
jefound in the ARRL Antenna Handbook. among others. 

Personally speaking (yes, this is only a comment!), I rather favor any 
iircult that allows you to switch from one type of tuner to another without 
mch hassle. This way, if one circuit doesn't seem to work so well, with 
iust a flick of a switch (or an addition of a jumper, etc.) you can try still 
inother. It tends to lend flexibllity to the System, partlcularly if you 
lappen to be an antenna tinkerer. 

Tuners can be a great help, partlcularly if you are in a tlght spot. 
: hlghly recommend their proper use as they certainly can make the différence 
>etween the ID made or lost!
