Paoua/few r,uinea. A land of wild. orohids, the Carpo Cuit, clatfotn 

divers. Some of the world's most ru^sed terrain. And even in this modem 
decade - still a few headhuntersl 

Papua/New Cuinea encomoasses eome six hundred islands looated to the north 
of Australia and east of Indonésie. Names that rinp; ail too familier to those 
who remember World War II. î'ames like 3ougainville, Rabaul and others. 

Thisland of 2.3 million peoole is still areatly underdeveloped and raany 
of the tribes are still considerably isolated from each other. In fact, there 
are over seven hundred différent lanfcuaces and there are cases where tribes 
looated only a short distance from each other cannot conmunicate. Again, this 
is caused by the difficulty of travel over high mountain ranges, deep valleys 
and treacherous swamplands, 

Of the seven hundred languages, 3 are most widely usedi English, l'elan- 
easian Pldgin (Pidgin English) and Police Votu. The latter is a hybrid lang- 
uage developed from various native tounges by oolice patrols over the years. 

The island of New Cuinea (the other half is now a part of Indonesia called 
West Irian) was discovered by the Portuguese in the léth century who named it 
"Illpos dos Papuas" from the T'alay meaning "frizzy-haired" people. The 
Spanish got into the act later and named it New Cuinea because the coastline 
rerainded them of African Cuinea. Worried about foreign influences, the 
Australiens got involved in the lOÇÇ's and. although there have been Dutch, 
Cerman and Japanese influences briefly, Britain and Australia shared major 
responsibilities for developraent of the land until Paoua/New Cuinea celebrated 
its independence in September, 1975.

^.the land i^self, the shortwave listener will find DXing the stations of Papua/New Cuinea interesting and enjoyable. Radio broadcasting in the 
area has been around for over fourty years. 

Wajor developments in broadcasting were instituted by the Australiens who 
devoted years to improving the service and training locals for the eventual 
take-over of the broadcasting System. 

With independence the National Broadcasting Commission of Papua/New 
Cuinea came into being. N3C is made up of two segments - the headquarters 
opérations at Boroko near Port Norseby and the provincial stations. 

NBC was established in 1973, charged with reflecting the drive for nat- 
ional unity as well as expressing the culture of the people and attending to 
the educational, social and entertainment needs of the population. 

By 1975 (the last year for which full figures are available) 85« of the 
programming was craated in Papua/New Cuinea, The number of languages in use 
had dropped to 13 aiming toward the goal of using only the three major 
languages eventually. 

The staff is surprisingly large, numbering nearly eight hundred people 
who are involved in evarything from engineering and announcing to program 
production, research and development, building, transportation, office help, 
news and so on. NBC is also involved in the opération of the National 
Pnrl 1ni»«int. translatian ayotem, epopnteg a breadeast training scholl and does 
•rtensive on-the-qcene recording of village culturel actlvities in order to 
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Tvre^erve "thss© ■trsdi'tions» , , _ _ , , 
But radio, desoite its extensive involvenent, has still not reached 

everyone. In lt575 73C estimated there were still sorae 800 tnousand pensons 
who had never heard a radio broadcastl  .     It is at the provincial level that 

the lives of the oeople and radio 
popularity is évident. Listener- 
ship per week raneed from 6100 for 
Radio l'anus to over h5 thousand for 
Radio Central. The provincial 
stations receive anywhere froir. five 
thousand to 21 thousand letters per 
year. 

The provincial stations are 
busy with much more than mair.tain- 
inr a daily schedule of broadcast- 
ing. The staffs, which average 
around twenty four, make numerous 
trips and visits to villages, 
churches, schools and missions. 
Like their T'BC parent, local

programming is as varied as oossible with everything from news to musical 
requests to dramatic programs. Surprisingly, American country/westren music 
is popular and the DXer may well hear sone of this as he takes a log. 

For the DXer, Papua/T'ew Cuinea offers an interesting challenge - both in 
the target and in what the target will be broadcasting when it is heard. 
T'ost country lists divide Papua/Few cuinea into five radio "countries." 
Papua, New C-uinea, New Ireland, Few Britain, The âdmiralty Islands and 
Bougainville. You'll find a complété list of ail the Fapua/Kew Guinea stations 
with this article. _ . 

Perhaps the easiest to hear is the National station on q,890 which is a 
fairly regular performer, often noted as early as 0800 Gt'T in the midwest. 

The 90 raeter band outlets range from the fairly easy Radio East New 
Britain on 3,3^5 to Radio Norobe and Radio Gulf which are less powerful and 
frequently suffer fror. interférence from "utility" stations. On a really 
good T,apur./''ew r-uinea morning though, you can note most of them. 

Thinrs are a lot touchier on 120 meters. You will find that réception is 
much rarer and it takes better conditions to bring in the stations operating 
on this band. Best periods are right around local sunrise during the fall 
and sprinp equinoxes. 

Normal sign-off time for nost of the Fapua/New Guinea stations is 1300 
GTT (8 AT EST) which, fortunately, is a convenient one for DXing purposes. 
It allows plenty of tire to taie a good log lefoie the band' dro..- out. 

As far as vérifications 
are concerned, the Papua/T'ew Guinea 
broadcasters are pretty good per- 
formers, although sometines the 
pressure of mail will cause a 
delay resuiting in delays in re- 
plying. Recently, the National 
Broadcasting Commission requested 
that réception reports for ail 
stations be sent to their main 
office. So, for the fastest reply 
you should direct your report toi 
National Broadcasting Commission of 
Papua/New Guinea, Box 1359, Boroko, 
Papua/New Guinea., The présent 
vérification is a card showing a map* 
of Papua/New Guinea with ail of the station locations marked. 

DXing Papua/New Guinea combines an eleraent of challenge, an exotic 
target and fascinating programraing making it one of the most enjoyable of the 
worlds locations to tune. 

So, tomorrow morning why not give it a try? Grab a bcttle of Lolly Water 
- that's what they call soda pop in Papua/New Guinea - and go after Stasiun

e-''®^ron^cs s'tore will be your best bet to locate this type of wire. 10. 13 no reason why two or three dipoles or inverted-Vs cannot be 
connected to a common length of coax lead-in, at a considérable saving of 
money, However, for minimum interaction between antennas, they should be 
spaced 60-90 degrees apart from each other. This arrangement is TOT recom- 
mended for image-prone receivers such as the FR-2900. Incidentallyt with this 
type of receiver, a tuned antenna is a great help in reducing or eliminating 
many of these images. 
11. If singlewire lead-ins are used, ground your rx (it should be graunded 
anyway; and keep lead-^in wires away from AC power cords. The importance of 
a G00D GND for the shack cannot be over-emphasized. If your rx v/orks better 
without a GND, you have problems- usually some type of interaction of wires. 
More than one singlewire lead-in to the shack can cause serious interaction 
problems, A tuner often compilâtes the situation. Two singlewire lead-ins 
and two tuners can drive you up the wall. Coax lead-ins from unbalanced 
antennas will not normally cause this type of problem, especially if good 
grounding proceadures are used in the shack.

sive multiples of the résonant frequency, hence an impedence mismatch between 
antenna and feedlme.

McMardo Silver's Masterpieces 
I Thru VI, Part II

Froci 1932 to 193*5j McMui'do Silvor produced his masterpieces; the liasterpiece sériés. 
Each raodel in this sériés iras an outstanding radio of its time. Although Silvor produced 
sorao camnunicatiens receivers (nov; among the rarest of the rare); the LIasterpieces are more 
proper^y classified as entertainment receivers, and vrare aimad at the top quality segnent of 
the markst for home receivers. Each model had outstanding frequency coverage for its period, 
and they ail had advanced, strong HF and IF circuits. Thoy were, than, posrerful DX recei-v^ers 
and the Mastarpiece V and VI romain so today. 

The principal characteristics of the Masterpiece sériés are as follows;

The Masterpieces canbined DX réception vrith hi-fi audio, and, with respect to both, 
thoy raay well hâve bean the best receivers of thair time. E.H, Scott, anothar pruninent eus- 
ton buildar, tried but did nert quite catch (in my opinion), tha conbination of thase qualities 
found in the Masterpieces. 

Sinca nçr last article, l've pickad up a Scott Model SLRM and a Hammarlund Super-Pro 
Sérias 200. Tha Scott, made to Navy standards during World War II, is a very plaasant set. 
It has no raal DX capability; but what it gets, it gets vrellj it's a good radio. 

In its day - - tha Hammarlund Super-Pro -vsas the canmunications receivarl Today, it 
yet narrants an accolade, It is likely tha only pre-war receiver that cah nose out Silver's 
Masterpieces for shortmave DX; but, just by a hair. 

So let's try to cempare seme of those great old receivers plus a Drake SSR-1 in a 
DX test. At the présent time, here in southwestem Ohio, Radio Hanoi on 15«012 khz providas 
a reliable signal for ccmparisons. Its signal strength frem the longwire in my attic is mar- 
ginal; but it opérâtes on a clear channel, and broadeasts English frem 2030-2150, With WWV 
only 12 khz away and vary strong, Hanoi thus provides checks for both sansitivity and selec- 
tivity day in and day out.

Why rate these old receivers against the nower ones? Fot ona thing, those oldsters 
were matchad to a then-new technology. Now the technology is old, and the SSR-1 or the NRD- 
500 is merely doing little more than those old sets could do. Direct digital dialing? Fully 
aynthasiaedî Micro-procassor controlled? A fonrr years ago, before there was a digital-dialed 
raicro-procas s or controlled, fully synthesized radio ••• and y ou heard, say, R. Swaziland; 
y ou could pick up tha phone and digital dial R. Swaziland, Before y ou could shaka a stick, 
Mbabane was on the othar end of the horn, and y ou could give tham your réception report. 
But, whatever your repart was, y ou heard Swaziland better via Ma Bell, and that ramaina truo 
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even today. 
So that's one reason Tôiy I'il into old sets# Thay can be picted up at veiy modest 

prices and restored to match their old technoloQr, But for the prico of a Drake DR-7 or a 
Japan Radio NRD-500, I can log 200 countries with better réception via ny twenty-year old 
digital-dialed téléphoné. 

Although it may strikn s one roaders to the contraiy,•this is not an implied criti— 
cisr. of current day shortvvave sets. The evidence is overwhelrring that most of the current 
receivers are built to a level of quality and reliability that could not be achievod f orty 
years ago. Even the run-of-the-mll present-daj^ set is likely to be far more stable than 
the old sets, although it is probably not quite as sensitive as the bost of the oldsters. 

Retuming to the Mastorpiece sériés, novr; it is known that sonething on the ctrder 
of one hundred of those sets remain in existence. As one might expect, the earlier models 
are the rare et. It is not près ont ly known how many were produced; for no one, to ny know- 
ladge, has a record of the production figures, and the estimâtes of knowledgeable people 
differ substantially, 

However, with so many excellent present-day receivers available ... why bother with 
the locating and restoring of a McLiurdo Silver, or a Hammarlund, National, Scott or Lincoln? 
Mainly, I suppose, it is in the excitenent of bringing a rare old thing back to life, and 
finding what it can do. For me, S^waziland, Hanoi, Radio Free Grenada, et al., never sound 
better than when they first corne in on one of ny recently restored old classic radios. When 
those stations start to talk out of an ancient loudspeaker; l'm not morely a listener, but a 
craftsman "witnessing the rosult of something that my hands and head caused to be robom. It 
is, personally, quite a thrill.

HISTQRICAL F00TN0TE * Radio-Craft, August 19140 McMURDO SILVER 

"McMurdo Silver died at his home near Hartford, Connecticut, June IS, I9I4S. Forty- 
five years old at the tune of his death, Silver was known to T radiomen as a vétéran de- 
signer, constructor and engineer as well as a manufacturer of high—grade radio cernponents and 
more recently of test equipraent. He was head of McMurdo Silver Co., Inc. 

"Always a pioneer and never an imitât or of others, many of his original dovelopments 
were adopted and became standard over the vrhola radio field. 

"McMurdo Silver»s first contribution to the radio art was the design of circuits 
which raade the superheterodyne practical. Early superhets used a low intermediate frequoncy 
(30 kc). Silver conceived the idea of using a much higher frequency and avoiding the diffi— 
culties inhérent in what were actually super-sonic frequency amplifier s. The Haynes-Grlffin 
superheterodyne, using coils designed by Silver, had an i.f. of 100 kc and was the first of 
the modem supers. 

"In the mid-twenties, he ccmbined with a distant relative to produce the famour Sil- 
ver-Marshall line of high-grade radio receivers and later manufactured a line under his own 
name. Those Silver i&storpieces were multiband radios which ccmbined the f satures of high- 
class broadeast sets with communications receivers. ...'•

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NOTE FROM THE RADICK"','.* KID 

Short Wave had a more than somowhat following in >ld England, way back in 1931 
(which was, incidentally, the year that the Radiogram Kid shuffled into this ail 
too uncertain worldï. Doping the 1930s, an amazing number of bright and cheering 
radio magazines appeared in Britain, though some of the features were a mite odd. 
A copy of 'Practical Mechanics' in December 1936 proposée! a party game that would 
be ail too hazardous today. It was proposed that ail the partygoers left the room, 
except one, who^would remove an essential part of the radio châssis and hide it. 
Then the other guests would be allowed to corne in, inspect the radio châssis, and 
say which part was missing. Presumably, there would be a follow-up in findlng where 
the hidden part had been concealed. "For the gathering where a number of keen 
wireless fans are présent (said the magazine) fault finding may be arranged. Here, 
one player goes to the receiver and in a given .ime has to introduce some fault to 
prevent the receiver from f nctioning. The other players then enter one at a time 
and are given a time perioo in order to locate the fault. The winner is the one who 
locates it in the shortest possible time. Alternatively, ail the players may enter 
together, and a scramble then ensues in an endeavour to be first to find the fault." 
Obviously, products were made mighty strong in those distant days: one hesitates to 
think what might happen if a guest 'introduced a fault* into a breaker's best rig, and 
then discovered no-one could make it fonction properly again. 

'MOdern Wireless* was a handsome monthly which came from the Amalgamated Press, that 
fine enterprise launched by Lord Northcliffe, who, as young Alfred Harmsworth, started 
his newspaper empire with the comic paper known as 'Comic Cuts*. This is the truth, 
by the way, though some may better remember him for his ownership of "The Times' and 
launch of 'The Daily Mail*. Pers onally, I remember him as the owner of *The Funny 
Wonder', * Boy's Cinéma' and other favorite papers of pre-1939 comic-swopping. 

Anyway, 'Modem Wireless*, like other radio monthlies of the period, had a wide spectrum 
of subjects, from what the BBC was doing, to the timely thoughts of celebrities on where 
radio was going. No-one would be so brave as to say where radio is golng today, of 
course, though Sir Harry Lauder, in May 1931, thought that radio generally was too loud. 
Also he thought that there was too much serious stuff on the national programmes (he 
wouldn't make that point with the way CB gets handled in 1981). Given ail the arguments 
about frequencies today, it is heartening to note that even in 1931, they were thinking 
about expanding short wave, though some of the equipment illustrated in an article 
by Mr R. L. Smith Rose, D.Sc., Ph.O., A.M.I.E.E. (May 1931) looks as though you*d need 
a Zeppelin to carry it. In those days, the word 'portable' applied to any radio 
that could be lifted off the ground by anything less than an éléphant. 

Short Wave was a booming interest in the 1930s, and the regular feature reflected the 
British idea that their country was at the centre of things, by the title : 'The 
World's Programmes - How, When and Where To Hear Those Foreigners'. A rather odd 
photograph shows two stern men in front of a large map, and one of them appears to 
weanng the old German Iron Cross, awarded for valor in battle. Was this a scene 
pinched from a movie of the period? The comments on 'other people's programmes' 
àteo had an odd flavor, e.g. : 'TURIN seems determined to stick to 295.9 meters instead 
of its allotted wavelength (273.2 m) RADIO PARIS was Precently ordered to pay the 

of V:lctor H"go the sum of 25 francs for the infringement of copyright (Victor Hugo has been dead for about forty-five years) OSLO has rather surprised its 
admirers by very marked wave-length wobbles of late BOOO, the new Norwegian low 
powered relay is supposed to be the coldest station in Europe. It is situated well 
withzn the Arctic Circle.' Presumably, they didn't have central heating. 
This Phoblem of 'wave length wobbles' seems to have corne up more than we might expect. 
In June 1931, the magazine reported, 'BORDEAUX SUD OUEST has been causing much 
discontent by wavelength wobbles^Nurnberg belng specially affected by this'. We recall. 
according to legend, that the lady evangelist. Aimee Semple Macpherson, who had her own 
radio station on top of a skyscraper in Los Angeles, was warned by the authorities about 
her wandenng wave length. She explained that it was simply the devil trying to upset

There was also a RADIO VITUS offenng advertising concerts on Wednesday evenings at 
8 p.m. on 312.8 meters. Not sure what that was like. HILVERSUM - an old favorite - 
was said to be so strong in daylight hours on the East Coast of England that the natives 
preferred getting it to the BBC.

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Also in tune with the times was a feature called 'Those Long Distance Results' subtitled, 
•Not everybody believes ail that the radio men claim to be able to do*. Which shows 
that tall taies were about in 1931, as well. Looking at 'Modem Wireless' tends to 
confirm that some folks didn't believe anything they were told by a plain, honest DXer, 
and, a month after a diligent guy had offered his log, some rogue wrote up and said it 
was ail fiction, lies, exaggerations and pie-eyed prose. Apart from that, it was a good 
article. A very honest and painstaking guy of the period did a lot to forward the 
cause of Dxing, this character being Leslie W, Orton, Président of the Anglo-American 
Radio Society. God bless the guy, he was obviously keen, and staying up later one 
night, reported that he had logged fifty U.S. radio stations (om médium wave, he said) 
during the hours bctween midnight and 3 a.m. on April 6th 1931. At 3 a.m., he noted, 
there was hardly a point on the dial'that was not occupied by one or more American 
stations*. In Britain, today, we get the same feeling trying to get a channel on CB, 
when every point of the dial seems occupied by someone talkiing like a trucker, or 
trying to  Short Wave users had a page of their own in the magazine, with notes 
on call signs and so on, e.g. •GBS...These letters have nothing to do with George 
Bernard Shaw, but form Rugby*s call sign on 16.36 meters when working with Océan 
Township (WND) U.S.A NUEVO LAREDO, is the name of a new Mexican short-waver. It 
opérâtes on 40,7 meters under the call sign X 26 A on Thursday afternoons, from 5 p.m. 
to 6 p.m.* There*s much more like that in the old radio magazines, and one is naturally 
prompted to compare présent use of frequencies with the old-timers mentioncd. Pity that 
we cannot develop a time machine to fit our receivers. 

I*ve always suspected that the 1930s were the golden âge of radio (including short wave) 
and now l'm more or less convinced that*s so. Although the May 1931 issue of 'Modem 
Wireless* reported that 'Radio Paris is, like the rest of us, hard up* and that recently, 
•some afternoon transmissions were suspended*, there was ail kinds of excitement, e.g. 
•Radio Caen, which was fined the sum of 2s 8d (about twenty-five cents, U.S.)'for 
unauthorized working and closed down, has not at the time of writing been allowed on the 
air again*. The magazine did not think overmuch of a talk for invalids (i.e. unwell 
listeners) given by Turin Radio, and suggested it was 'one of the most doleful'broadcasts 
in the world*. But if you were up to it, 'Vienna now gives physical jerks, i.e. 
instructions for exercises, at 8.30 a.m. GMT on Sundays*. 

By the way, 'Modem Wireless* notes, in a 1931 issue that Chicago recently broadcast the 
first American télévision play. It was entitled 'The Maker of Dreams'. At the other 
end of the scale, the magazine offered help to those amateurs who had two or three valve 
sets in opération and who wanted to increas their range. Ail kinds of irwninent 
révolutions in technology seemed likely (heaven knows what they would make of the 1980s) 
and an article on •The Advance of the Extenser' splashed into print in June 1931. 
"In two years, there will be over two million Extensers in use....I cannot visualize 
the future without some kind of Extenser." This was a high-grade variable condenser 
which could be paired for double drum drives or ganged in sold groups. However, as 
soon as you get into those 1930s technical terms, you begin to realize that they spoke 
a language that the stranger does not know. However, their enthusiasm remains catching. 
A fine double page map in the June 1931 issue showed the world's major short wave 
broadcasting stations, and their frequencies. This was followed up by a major article, 
'Canada's Short Wavers*, with fosus on James Armstrong Richardson, who was at the time 
•the largest user of radio in the wholc of Canada'. Using call signs of CJRM and 
CJRW, Mr Richardson broadcast information, in voice and Morse, across the Canadien 
West, daily, gi,ing farmers latest détails of »heat and grain prices. The stations, 
situated at Moose Ja, and Fleming, operated on 5O0 meters. The article adds that 

at Middlechurch, Manitoba, could be heard in West Africa, and that a short «aver ed into it, in order to get the British Soccer Football results. 
In those 1930s, radio obviously had a lot of hobby-flavor about it. Maybe it has 
become jnst too easily available in our own times, though some short wave users might 
say that they don-t always find life that easy. The average Briton. though he tuned 
into his favo-ibe BBC Médium Wave stations, was equally keen to learn how other forms 
of radio were being used. There was also a booming construction business in the 19365, 
with back-yard sheds being used often to build those solid all-valve sets that later 
were given to Grandma (who might have had an attic full of them, if she had enough 
enthusiasts in the family).

The M.W. Radiogram-, which whilst having only three valves, was said to offer 
performance up to a five valve set. Full working plans were provided, and détails of 
components. By their appearance, you can well understand why radio was often thought 
of as being a branch of -mechanics- - big, well engineered parts that shone when they 
were polished. Ironically, maybe, the posslbilities of cable were being discussed 
even in those distant days with a -Brighton radio relay exchange- being the subject 
of discussion. Nearly ten thousand subscrlbers were linked to the System, and the 
Modem Wireless- described in détail how -a neat arrangement of a sensitive ammeter 

connected in the circuit of the master set at the exchange and connected to an 
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electrlcally operated inker' could tell the proprietor whether people were 
listening or not. It doesn't look as though the market research wizards 
caught onto the potential of that. Ail these years later, we are still dis- 
cussing the possibilities of cable» though not in respect of TV» not of radio, 
as in the 1930s. 

After seeing some of the 1930s magazines, l'm going to be far more polite 
to Grandpa. It's more than likely he knew ail about short wave before I had 
even unpacked ray first CB rig. Also that he caught more sttions in a single 
night, in the garden shed» than I have managed to find on my all-electronic 
short wave receiver. I know what he'll say if I raise the matter» T^y boy, 
in those days, a revolutionary discovery was a revolutionary discovery, not 
some fancy knick knack boxed up by an electronics manufacturer. No, sir, we 
didn't have ail that science to help us out in those days.,." And after 
puffing his pipe for a few minutes, he will add that the whole point of short 
wave was that it got you out of the house and into the shed, just ten minutes 
before Ka was about to ask you to turn the handle of the mangle, i.e, the 
clothes roller,

Iropping in on Radio Cusco By Fitt McNeil 

Like most sierra towns in Peru, Cusco (spelled with the "s" by locals, 
îhough interchangeably with "z" elsewhere in Peru) is located in a valley 
mrrounded by the mountalns of the Andes, and uniike^most sierra towns, is 
îtooped in history. It was here in Cusco that the Inca Empire was centered, 
ind to this day the visitor can witness Cusco's Incaic héritage, most visibly 
:n the form of the famous Inca stonework, which has been incorporated In raany 
iresent day buildings. Actually, anywhere you might happen to wander in Cusco, 
'rom the Plaza which the Incas used as a main square, and which was the ceiter 
if colonial life, to the backstreets, with their original cobbled alleyways, 
me is surrounded by history. 

As it turned out, my hôtel was located at the end reaches of Calle Saphi, 
ibout 7 bloeks frora the plaza. And it so happened that I passed Radio Cusco, 
:he somewhat seldom heard outlet on 6195 every day, its address being Saphi 
>01. The station site is an innocuous white building on the corner, with a 
'airly large sign over the doorway announelng its presence. Up one fllght of 
itairs are the administrative offices and a "news" office, where the station*s 
isws broadcasts are written, The first office one enters is a tidy affair, 
flth desks for the secretary and adœinistrator. Hanging on the wall, along 
rlth eertiflcates of merit and the like, is a VOA poster. 

Everyone at the station was quite friendly, and was full of questions as 
:o where I was from, how well the station came in, where l'd been in Peru and 
so on, The secretary, a young woman from Quillabamba, as I recall, showed me 
t postoard they'd received from a DXer in Pinland, and went out in search of 
:he gerente. He came, and we went to his office, which was falrly impressive, 
:alked awhlle, and then toured the studios. They are located up arfcther 
ITight of stairs, off to the slde of an impressively large auditorium. The 
itudios are of the usual two room type, one with the DJ and turntables and tape 
tecks, the other with the contrôle, run by another guy, along with two reel-to- 
•eels for taped spots, as well as two turntables for dise ada and sound effects. 
Die gerente, 30-ish, whose name I now can't recall, kept on telling me that the 
itâtion and studios were "very sraall ones," but I was fairly impressed. 

We went back downstairs to the offices, where I was introduced to 
liejandro Fernandez A., the adminietrador. Aiejandro, orlglnally from Abancay, 
ilso does a shift as a DJ besides his office duties. He said the station had 
•eoeived reports from the States, ail of which had been sent to the station 
iwner's lima office, tho he particularly remembered one from a Sr. Donald 
Tensen. Alejandro showed me the station's discoteoa (that's record library), 
rhieh is located on the ground floor of the building off to one side. They 
ire now in the process of taping the records, both on cassette and reel-to- 
reel, in order to preserve them, as they are already badly scratched, The 
Library itself was the largest l'd ever seen at a stition, and was quite well 
irganlzed. Going through the various catergories revealed the great diversity 
if musie played on the station, and I feel, is reflectlve of the diversity of 
ilmost ail stationsi orlolla, tropical, romantica, American pops, folklorica. 
Legardlng the folklorica, it is mainly huaynos (spelled as such, pronounced 
'Whaynos", as in "winos"). There are many différent kinds of hugynos, baslcall; 
livided along régional lines. For example, the Apurimac huayno is composed of 
cuitar and charango, and no more. In Huancayo (and the whole of Junin Dept. 
Ln général) you might have guitar, charango, saxophones and vlolins. In Puno, 
luaynos are more basic again, with guitar, charango and a quena or siko thrown 
ln. Around Cusco mainly, but also in the Junin, Ayacucho, Huancavelioa and 
Lpurimac Depts., the harp is employed. 

Aiejandro also noted that the station reoeives tapes of cultural programs 
from the like of Rd. Prague, DW and VOA, which are mainly aired on Saturday 
tornings. VOA also sends their Musica Juvenil program of US pops, which gets 
lirplay throughout the week.

ON DX'ING: AUSTRALIA 
Âustralla seems to have been a favorite of SWL's over the years. 

Radio Âustralla is well heard In Its English broadcasts to North America 
at 0100 - 0300 on 17795 and 21740 kHz, and at 1100 - 1300 on 9580 kHz. The 
1100 broadcast is better heard in eastern North America than the 0100 
broadcast. Also widely heard are many of the Radio Australia transmissions 
to Asia and the Pacific areas. These transmissions are via high power 
transmitters and, while they provide interesting listening when not 
playing the excuses that pass for music these days, many find the domestic 
services of the Australian Broadcasting Commission more to their liking. 

The shortwave domestic services of the ABC are broadcast from four 
stations: Brlsbane, Melbourne, Perth and Sydney. 

BRISBANE, the capitol of Queensland, the northeastern state of 
Australia, is on the eastern coast of Australia, giving a propagation path 
entirely over water until the signal hits the North American continent. 
The BBC opérâtes two transmitters in the Domestic Service from Brisbane, 
on 4920 kHz and 9660 kHz. Both can be heard in North America. Note that 
sunset in Brlsbane will, depending on the time of the year, occur as early 
as 0700 and as late as 0830. During September it occurs around 0730. The 
transmitter on 4920 kHz is scheduled, according to WRTH-81, from 
1900-1402, with 10 kw power. The signal will not be heard in North America 
prior to sunset in Brisbane. It has been regularly heard in North America 
at quite reasonable signal levels in the period 0730-1400. It will, of 
course, fade out in eastern North America before that time, due to the 
rising sun. The other transmitter, on 9660 kHz, also runs 10 kw power and 
runs the same schedule, It seems to be less often reported in the 
bulletins, but still can be heard in essentially the same time period as 
4920 kHz. 

The ABC Domestic Service from MELBOURNE, capitol of Victoria, in 
southeastern Australla, is actually broadcast from transmitters located 
nearby, at Lyndhurst. The broadcasts may be heard on 6150 kHz, 10 kw, in 
North America in the 1030 - 1300 time slot. The station has been heard to 
sign-off at 1300, though the WRTH-81 lists it as running until 1400. ABC 
Melbourne is also heard on 9680 kHz, 10 kw, in the 0700 - 1300+ period. 
Another transmission from ABC Melbourne is on 15230 kHz. This one is less 
often heard, but is occasionally reported in the period 0600 - 0815 s/off. 

PERTH, capitol of Western Australia, and located on the southwest 
coast of Australia, is the location of the third ABC Domestic Service 
outlet. You'd have a hard time finding an SWBC outlet further from eas.tern 
North American than Perth. ABC Perth transmits on 6140 kHz from 0940 to 
1620 s/off according to WRTH-81. Sunset in Perth varies from about 0915 to 
1130. ABC is heard on 6140 in North America in the 1000 - 1500+ time 
period. Much dépends on the time of year and QRM conditions. Another ABC 
Perth frequency is 9610 kHz. This is widely heard in North America in the 
period from 1000 to sign off at 1600. A third frequency in use by ABC 
Perth is 15425 kHz, running 50 kw. This is heard at various times in North 
America during its scheduled broadcast from 2300 to 0940. 

The final ABC Domestic Service outlet on shortwave is located at 
Sydney, capitol of New South Wales. This is t^ie least powerful of the 
outlets, running only 2 kw. It is heard rather often, though, in the 0800 
- 1400 period. It is, according to WRTH-81, scheduled to sign off at 1402. 
There have been some reports of the station operating through to 1500. I 
do not know whether that is a regular occurrence. 

So there you have a look at the ABC Domestic Service shortwave 
outlets. Give them a try. You'll like them. What better way to keep 
track of the Australian weatherl

In Listeners Notebook section of July VRHFDa :"a:-ficld rrecnv/ood suggests 
that "tape vérification be added to the MAS'.ÎA vérification system. This was 
a proposai I sounded out some DXers on a fcw year back and their objection 
was that such a method lends itself to chcating, that is, an unscrupulous 
DXer could palm off a tape from another source as his or her own. 

At the time I accepted the argument but I have had second thoughts on the 
idea and Oroenv/ood's corament sont rae to the typewriter. 

It is true that cheating by tapo is possible but only just so. Yes, there 
are a number of tapes avilablo in tho hobby for nominal cost which givo IDs 
and parts of programs. Thoy are usually long out of date and if a station 
sent a QSL on one of these tape reports the station would be most lax and 
none of its QSLs, by any racthod, would be worth a sou. 

You could get a tape from another DXer but you would have to be very 
quiet about obtaining a QSL becausc if he heard of it he would squawk. 
Unless he were in cahoots with you. And if you have tvro or more DXers like 
that they will be unstoppable until the hobby ovcntually catches on. As it 
usually do es. 

O.K., maybe thero's a loophole or two in tape vérification . Is there 
anyone out there who is going to toll rae there are no loopholos, no possib- 
ilities for cheating in obtaining QSLs by the conventional method? I doubt 
it. I could givo you a list—and so could any DXer who has been in the hobby 
for long—of ways to get a QSL without hearing a station but l'm certainly 
not going to, for obvious reasons. 

Then what makes the conventional QS1 so sacrosanct? And the tape vérif- 
ication suspect? You tell me. 

I will say one thing without hésitation having a written QS1 is a fine 
memento to have but nothing, but nothing, can replace the value of a tape 
you have made and'kept. You can do something with a tape you can't do with 
a QSL card. You can replay the tape and recreate the thrill of tho logging 
at any time. 

Bill Sparks, the superb Califomia DXer, has one of the finest QSL coll- 
ections one could hope for but he also keeps an equally-fine collection of 
his tapes. One compléments the other perfectly. 

If I had to, I would throw away alraost any QSL I havo to keep a tape I 
made on Septeraber 8, 1969 at 2140GMT on 6145 kHz of tho Voice of Biafra, 
with a clear ID, broadeasting from tho jungles of Nigeria during the civil 
war. 

I have another tape made on October 16, 1970 on 60h5 kHz at 1050 Cmt of 
the last Panamanian SVJ station, La Voz del Baru, with time check and ID. For 
years I tried to get a QSL from the station in vain. But I had the tape. 
Eventually I got kind of letter reply from the station. It is worthless com- 
pared to my tape. 

I would advise ail DXers to make a tape collection. It is not necessary 
to record 30 minutes on each station. A few minutes may do. But you'll have 
a resource and a source of pleasure no QSL can give you. And, unless you're 
fussy about the rules, you could regard thom as QSLs as well. »♦**********************»**********#«#•••*»***»*********»**************#*****

"I read with interest your article regarding newsmen finding out about 
news items from their shortwave radios. 

"How about domestic AM stations using off-the-air recordings of shortwave 
news programs to give their listeners up-to-date information on a news story 
currently breaking? One of our local AM stations here in Buffalo-WBEN—reg- 
ularly monitos the SW broadeasts and quite often will use an off-the-air 
item from the BBC, Radio Moscow, Vatican Radio, or wherever rather than the 
wire service copy. 

, "A- recent example was the shooting of the Pope—WBEN used tapes of bull^ 
etins from Vatican Radio. We also had a station-WYSL- that several years 
ago broadeast an off-the-air tape from Radio Moscow to let Americans hear 
how the Russians were interpreting the news of the day. 

"I think this use of shortwave broadeasts is a good idea since those who

hëar them (1) are exposed in a small way to shortwavc radio and (2) hoar 
hov; the country involved handled the story. 

"I don't know if this exposure, small as it is, has resulted in any con- 
verts to shortwave radio but if the llsteners are paying attention, they 
can't say they have never heard the BBC, Radio Koscow, etc." 
FROM ROBERT FRASER, Cohasset, Mass.: 

"I feel the whole problem with short wave is lack of public relations. 
Sometime ago I wrote up an article about Fessendon's radio station at nearby 
Brant Rock, Mass. I had to explain to the éditer the words "long wave" and 
"kiloHertz". I bet the guy that wrote up about the local FM station's spéc- 
ial carrier for 'books for the blind' must have had some fun explaining 
that. Had not a passing acquaintance not taken the time to explain it to me, 
I would not be a S'.d. today and missing qui te a bit of fun. 

"One way to get SVJ to the public is by a small working exhibit at a loc- 
al shopping mail. Perhaps in conjunction with a radio store or electronics 
shop located in the mail. An arrangement of QSL cards and pennants (duplic- 
ates as a lot of peopls nowadays seem to have sticky fingers), a couple of 
receivers (which probably wouldn't be in opération unless a fairly good out- 
side antenna could be rigged up without too much trouble) and a couple of 
tape decks with tapes of some of the best known stations. And, of course, 
brochures of some sort. Something that would quickly and adequately explain 
what short wave is, Tit, moter bands and some of the major stations that 
broadeast to North America. 

"Another_brochure raight list several good, inexponsive receivers with 
ideas for simple, external aerials. The whole business would be geared to 
the average person who has no knowledge of radio beyond tuming on his fav- 
orite AM or FM station. Also, it should be kept simple and inexpensive for 
the people who would set up and host such an exhibit—fun to do, not a chore. 
EDITOR's NOTE: Créât idea but don't forget your public library or any public 
meeting area for such an exhibit, too. 
FROM FRANK ADSN,JR,, Portland, Oregons 

"Your article brought back memories of my expériences at the University 
of Oregon where I received my BS in Broadcasting/Telecommunications in 
1977- As a student I literally ran into an anti-shortwave attitude from the 
faculty and staff. As a serious DXer I tried to show the value S%' can have 
both as an entertainment and infoçmational/sducational source to my fellow 
students and professons. Almost ail the students I met in the broadeasting 
department knew nothlng about SVJ and were taught nothing about it. 

(Frank then tells of his disappointing expériences in a class on inter- 
national broadeasting where text material consisted of an outdated WRTH 
and DM pamphlets dating from the 50s. When Frank offered to bring in new 
material the professer showed a complété lack of interest. In one session 
on DXing and shortwave radio, Frank tried to offer current data but the 
professer eut him off and said DXing is only popular in Europe and has no 
following in the U.S.) 

"I found the same basic reaction with other broadeasting department pro- 
fessons and concluded there is a a fear and ignorance of SVJ by the broad- 
easting academia. One of my senior projects was a video documentary on 
the type of prograraming the average person could hear on Srt. The program did 
reçoive some interest from students but none from professons. 

"I feel that this is the very root of the SIV PR problem. As long as the 
collèges and universities continue to downplay the value of SVJ the future 
média professionals are not going to have the knowledge of SVJ to pass on to 
the public.Just ask any professional newsperson about SVJ and you'll see 
what I mean. 

"If organisations like NAS'.JA can supply PR material to the broadeasting 
departments of our collèges we have a chance for a start in enlightening 
the world of shortwave to the public. 

"I would like to comment, though-, that the few média people I have met 
who do have a knowledge of shortwave seem to feel that if the public did 
find a source of international news other than the domestic services the 
local sources would be damaged hence they would rather keep theexistence 
of shortwave unknown. This is a problem we are also going to have to con- 
sider." 
EDITOR'S NOTEi I have reported these comments at length because I consider 
them thought-provoking. We have a PR job to do. It is also true that there 
are some hobbyists who think that enlarging the hobby any further it will be 
spoiled as a true hobby. What do you think?

ANDORRA As previously reported. Andorran parliament closed Sud R & R Andorra 29/3, Sud R re. 
P turned to air after a few days, since it's owned by a French govt enterprise and the presi- 
M dent of France is a co-Prince of Andorra (during the ongoing French presidential campaign, 
V then-pres Giscard wanted as much favorable média coverage as possible). Sud R was given a 6- 

month extension, but not R Andorra, Why? The Andorrans want majority control over the two 
stations on their territory, They do not want a change in programming, just control over 
radio in their country. Another reason is that Andorra has a channel allocated for satel- 
lite TV broadcasting, which could be seen in northern Spain and southern France. The Andor- 
rans want to be able to use this resource in their own way, The Technical Manager of R An- 
dorra, Mr J-L Marquet, is optimistic and says he has good contacts with both the new govern- 
ment of France and the Andorran reps. Talks were to begin 1/7. Hopefully the famous "Aqui 
Andorra"will again be heard on 6220 (Roland Paget, Amitié Radio, France, SCDX 14/7) At WARC- 
79 France & Spain were very upset that Andorra was allocated 5 satellite channels - the same 
number as themselves. This is yet another reason for their interférence, as if either coun- 
try can win control of Andorran radio they will also claim any satellite channels (DXM via 
Asian DX Review June/July) 

ANGOLA R Nacional de Angola*s 3375 fq seems rather erratic lately; 6170 is unconfirmed and 
also reported as 6175 (QTH Africa 30/7) 

ANGUILLA Caribbean Beacon on 1610 has been verified and hrd here in extended schedule up to
