SOUNDS 
BY ALVIN V. SIZER, 22 COUNTRY WAY, NORTH HAYEN, CT. 06473 

I have been doing this column a little over a year now and one of the 
dominant impressions is that the club, and perhaps the hobby, is divided in- 
to two camps, SWLs and DXers, with distinct différences but overlapping in- 
terests. And never the twain ahall meet or can they live in harmony as I 
suggested in an earlier column? I still think the latter although I hear 
grumblings from time to time. 

Another interesting question has been posed: Assuming you start as a 
SWL or a DXer, do you remain one or tend to move to the other camp? I don't 
know but l'd like to outline two différent case historiés. 

Stevan Davies, who is a Ph.D. from Shavertown, Pa., has written us that 
there are two groupsi "Shortwave listening is one thingj shortwave finding 
is really something else again... I would define shor twave finding as the 
aspect of the hobby focussing on the location and identification of obscure 
and low-powered broadcasting stations. For me. at least, this initially was 
a lot of fun. With my aged Hamraarlund HQ-140-X I could pick up stations 
from the Sepik River to Niger to Peru. QSls were something I left to others 
to worry about. However, the excitement of hearing through QRM and static 
and various unidentfiable hums and squawks the faint tones of foreign broad- 
casters finally has become a bit dull. What I find more enjoyable now is 
shortwave listening. 

"I would define SW listening as the enjoyment of listening to foreign 
broadcasts oontaining unusual music and/or différent points of view regar- 
ding international news rather than the point of view heard on U.S. broad- 
aasting. SW listening has a différent set of values from SW finding. For 
SW listeners the quality of réception is crucual. It is far more enjoyable 
to hear Radio Brazil during their daily English language crograms, their 
comments on Brazilian and international affairs, their quite superb music 
than to hear one or another faint Brazilian local station." 

Davies makes a pitch for more space and attention given in PRENDX to 
SW listeners and their interests and wants. 

Before I turn to the other side of the question let me cite two points 
I am sure SW "finders" will be quick to criticize. The lêck of any interest 
in QSLs almost insures an inévitable decrease in interest in DXing. Also, 
many DXers will dispute Davies' remarks on native music. The best, most ex- 
oiting native music is found on the "faint locals" whether in Brazil, Peru 
or Indonesia. 

My own experience is just the opposite of Stevan Davies". In 1968 I had 
some extra money from teaching in a collège and I bought the old Radio Shack 
px-150 so that, as a newsman, I could hear foreign news broadcasts. The rest 
is historyi I found an interest in DXing that soon shoved content listening 
rnto the background. For me th" thrill of hearing a pirate like European 
Music Radio has never been equalled by listening to the BBC. 

Don't get me wrong. I still listen to the BBC, AFRTS or any internation- 
al broadcaster that suits my purpose. But DXing cornes first. 

One of the main reasons is something Davies mentions "the quality of 
réception". It is just not good enough most of the time for sustained list- 
ening to the kmd of programs I like. For instance, I like classical music. 
Xhere^is no way I am going to prefer SW over my FM receiver for good music.

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The Holically Vound Vertical Antenna 5y: Neal A. Perdue 

Much has been wrltten about thia space-aavinp antenna but a few 
pertinent facts have not been covered» They will be incorpor- 
ated into thls text, 

Several modela have been uaed hero and the apeca for the latoat 
and moat efficient one will be included in thia article, but the 
expérimenter ahould certainly feel frec to "roll hia own" in acc- 
ordance wlth materlals avallable in regard to longth and alze of 
polea, wlre, etc. The 21 foot model diacuaaed here la an outdoor 
antenna, 
A few facta about hellcal vertlcals: 
1. SWLa dld not droam thia one up, It haa been in the ARRL 
Handbook for yeara. 
2. For decent all-band réception it MTJST be uaed with a tuner- 
it la a very "frequency-conacioua" antenna, 
3» About twice aa much wire la required for résonance at a given 
frequency aa with a atraight wire» Therefore, y ou would double 
the normal figures, Thls antenna la uaually uaed aa a quarter- 
wave ground-plano antenna, but you would uae the half-wave form- 
ula (I4.68 ♦ L* F in Mhz) to deterralne reaonant frequency. Thus, 
for reaonanwe down to 3.0 Mhz about 156 feet of wire would be 
wound onto the pole(8) and the ayatera would be worked against OND. 
14., Any vertical antenna of uaeful length la a helpful altornate 
antenna at tlmes, and if apace la unavallable for a "longwlre" 
thls antenna can serve well aa the MAIN antenna, with generally 
better résulta than a short random wire, 
5, Vertlcals have a totally Unearned réputation aa belng "nola y». 
I have found the exact opposite to be true, in static. However, 
they may be susceptible to MANMADE nolae auch aa ignition noise, 
6, I have run Into several situations where a DX station could 
be heard ONLY on the vertical, and many situations where ré- 
ception was better on the vertical than on the horizontal antenna. 
If I could have only one antenna, It would be an inverted-V but if 
I could have two l'd add a vertical—3oth with tuners. 

If there la room for any outside antenna at ail, there is uaually 
room for a vertical. If it can be erected right outside a ground- 
floor shack windowj a singlewire leacKn to a randomwlre tuner just 
Inslde the wlndow may be uaed, wlth a good ground on the tuner. 
If more than three or four feet of lead-in is required, RG-58AI 
or slmllar ooax ahould be run from the antenna to a coax tuner 
wlth the shleld of the ooax grounded dlrectly at the base of the m 
antenna. If singlewire lead-ln is uaed, the bottom of the antenna 
ahould be 5*10 feet above GND» If coax lead-in is used, less than 
a foot above OND would be fine, 
The whole idea Is to get a lot of wire wound around a relative- 
ly short non-conduotlve pôle. The top section of the model 
used here is a 12 foot bamboo fishing pôle with 70 feet of in- 
sulated hookup wlre wound around it. The firat 3 foot of wire 
are brought down atraight from the top of the polo and then the 
tu»na start- l/l^ to 3/8" apart, The bottom section is a 10 fdot 
length of 2" PVC pipe wlth 100 feet of wlre and tums spacod at 
about 1/2" apart, The top and bottom sections can be fastenod 
together in any nuraber of ways, I dldn't want anythlng métal 
noar the turns of wlre so I slld the top section down about a 
foot and a half onto the outaldo of the bottom section and lashed 
thera together several places tightly wlth nylon cord, Itfs been 
up 9months or so and hasn't budged, One big advantago of using 
the bamboo pôle for the top section is woight distribution, What 
little welght there la,le at the bottom and no guying 1s required, 
The antenna haa aurvlved well In wlnda that brought ray 50 foot 
mast craahlng to the ground. If hlgh wlnds are expected, the 
antenna can be laid on the ground in leas than a minute, 
Thls antenna, with 170 feet of wire wound hellcally, is basloally 
reaonant at about 2.9 Mhz, It is^made reaonant#at hlgher freq- 
uencles wlth the tuner, It perforras weèl from 2,0- if Mhz, For 
frequencies above 15 Mhz, I would recotnmend a shorter version or 
one with muoh less wlre, Insulatlon of the wlre from GND la Im- 
portant. I used a couple coats of apar varnish on the polea priov 
to wlndlng and put 2 more coats on after wlndlng, Duct tape every 
6 inches or so will hold the wlre in place. Do not uae any type of 
tape wlth wlre Irabedded In It, or with any klnd of metalllo ooat.
