The shortwave transmitting station for the external services of U.A.E. 
Radio is located in the desert U2 kilometers from the modem city of Dubai. 
It is reached along a narrow tarmac road through the rolling sand dunes. 
Sometimes driving out to the site in the early morning through a heavy 
ground mist is counterbalanced by driving back in the late afternoon through 
a blinding sandstorm. 

The three high-frequency transmitters are the Marconi type BD612U with 
a carrier output power of 300 kilowatts on the high-frequency broadcast 
bands from 3,95 MHz to 26.1 MHz. The three transmitters, with the offices, 
workshops and stores, are housed in a large modem building fully air-con- 
ditioned against daytime températures as high as 50 degrees Centigrade in 
the summer. They are also protected against the sandstorms that blow up ih 
the desert by oilbath filter Systems. Ringing the building are the antenna 
curtain arrays fed from a remotely controlled switching matrix to switch any 
transmitter to any array. The whole installation is controlled from a cen- 
trally screened control room using a computer system which remembers ail the 
schedule changes -frequency, array, and program source against time- and 
switches arrays and transmitters accordingly. In fact a transmitter can be 
rescheduled in less that 30 seconds. 

There Ib a total of 15 Marconi four-band, folded dipole, curtain arrays 
with fixed vire screen reflectors. Each array can operate on four adjacent 
shortwave bands and the radiation pattern can be slewed ♦ or - 30 degrees.

THE BIHTH OF SHORT WAVES 

In examlnlng the uses to wiiloh tha experlmenters have employad 
tho r«dlo fraquenoy apeotrum, one finds that a général rule applles. Wlth 
the «xoeptlon of Edison's work on Incandescent lightlng, radio expérimentera 
h«ve bogun wlth tha longer wavalangths and progressed on to the ahorter ones 
as expérimental bands were approved. The wavelength of expérimentation was 
ahortonad In direct proportion to ta Inverse of tha cube of the yeara betueen 
1900 and I9I4.O, Thls Increase of frequancy and decrease In wavelength took 
place In much the sarae manner as gravlty acceleratlng a falllng objact. Tho 
moat Interesting point of the whole story, though, 1s that It was ail prool- 
pltatod by accident. 

Tha ganaral theory of radio propagation was davelopod by James 
Maxwell in 1865. Helnrloh Hertz then demonstrated tha theory In 1887 by 
aondlng and recelvlng a signal wlth a spark tranamltter. The major naval 
and maritime organisations iramedlataly slezed upon "wlreless11 communications 
for thelr vessels at sea. The wlreless radios operated on the longwave band. 
Immense antonna arraya and hlgh powar transmltters (for that ara) were neaded 
to spta the océans; and spœn thoy did. Thls marine network below 500 ko per- 
ralttad ahlps and shore stations to exohange messages, plot positions, and re- 
quoat assistance. 

Intarest In radio transmission was llmlted to a rather small group 
of people In the earîy patrt of the twentieth oentury. Solentlsts, experiman- 
tars and amateurs found thelr places In the dovelopment of thls new fleld, 
Wlth the naval establishment laylng claim to the longwaves, the expérimentera 
«nd amateurs were bumped down to the raedlumwave band whlch was, of course, 
tha iast usable bandspace for radio transmission over raodest distances. The 
amateurs dld not know It at the tlme, but thls pstrlmonlous snub was the 
flrst atap In a much longer Journey. 

Tho slnklng of the Titanic in 1912 gave a blg booat to radio In 
ganaral. Wlreless talegraphy aoon became a housahold word. Tha tarm "ham" 
beome olthar a housahold Word, or a housahold joke; and, mostly mlstakenly, 
the nelghborhood bana, By the and of World War I, amateur radio was once 
agaln permitted to operate on medlurawave. They were requlred, however, to 
share the band wlth commercial broadcasters. Thls bandsharlng plan began to 
fell «cpart In the twontlas as the broadcasters left thelr two "asslgned" 
froquencies, and began operatlng elaewhera to escape interférence. Tha hams, 
of course, were the ones to auffar. They had beon experimentlng on 90 motars 
alnca 1923, Radio anglneers had deemed anythlng. below 200 meters to be Just 
about worthleas. Flnally, In I92I4., wlth the bands completoly jammed up Into 
bedlaan, thero ocourrod m sériés of national and Ihtemational conférences to 
dlvldo up the apectrum, 

The commercial broadcasters wanted to lay claim to 100 meters. 
Thls «as the band that housed tho hams when tha blg boys had tho good turf 
on 500 matera. But tho band distribution that was flnally allooated, put a 
llmlt on tha broadcasters at 200 meters. Tha A.R.R.L. lobbied and reoelved 
parmlssion to use 100 meters; but, they also had the foresight to receive 
staetlona ta use 80, i|,0, 20 and 5 meters. 

The QSO's that followed, ospeolally on "20" for daytlma DX, were 
ail fIrats. As tha devslopmants on tho ahorter wavelengths became more well 
knoxai, the sclentlflo oommunlty begMi to take notice, Oovornments and tho 
aduoatlonal organlzatlons ollmbed onboard. And, by 191|.0, serlous work was 
being done on radar at hl^ier and hl^ier frequonoles, Thls hlstory points 

tributs ta the early amateurs and thelr dedlcatlon. 
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The developments that have ocourred in the past would most oer- 
talnly have corne in t5jne. The human mind is too oomplax t.o have llmltad the 
aoope of frequancies to tha 2000 meter araa. Rather, a debt la owed to the 
amateur communlty for their work, thelr persistance, and thelr inventlveness. 
When thay were given the graveyards, they made them prosper. They reached 
farther on lower power, than the major coramunicationc concerns. And, finally, 
they have been on tho forefront of every major area in telacoramunlcations. 

Today's radio amateur, upon proper qualifications, can operate 
from 1200 meters (oxperimental/no licensure) down to oentimeters (to ftSO wlth 
OSCAR and other satellites). They transmit on am/ssb; volce/code; SSTV/RTTY. 
Yet, eatiazlngly, it ail began so small. 

TOBE OF THE MONTH BALLAST TUBE^ 

Memy AC/DC portable and midget sets used ballast tubas. These 
llttle buggers dldn't amplify. They didn't even have a vacuum. Actually, 
te ballast tube (llke a 5QA1) was nothing more than a glorifled power resls- 
tor. , 

The purpose of these ballasts was to drop the AC line voltage 
In a serles filament circuit. The î>QAl mentloned above was more properly 
termed a thermal regulator, bocause it was fllled wlth hydrogen gas. The 
ges In a regulator tube allowed a flexible roslstivlty vis-a-vis the résis- 
tance wlre; as woll as showlng a constant ourrent source. 

Puott Electronics has a pretty good supply of ballasts. ETCO 
bas them from tiras to time,also. In a pinch, however, you can wlre a power 
reslator Into the circuit, Just figure your voltage drop roqulrement from 
addlng tha filament Voltages of your other tubes and aubtraotîng that figura 
from the line voltage*. Than calculate the power factor in watts for tha 
ballast drop.

ACaPISTTION OF vintage sets hqw to / where to 

The flrat rule of oolloctlng anything old (or, even new in some 
inatances) is to become as knowledgable as possible concernlng its value re- 
lative to Its condition, Some old radios will bring raoro in a state of dis- 
repalr than a working set simply because they were so rare and are needad for 
parts by serioua oolleotors/restorers. Please keep in mind, however, that 
tha fratemlty exista. In prédominait raajorlty, for the préservation of the 
hlatory of radio. These poople are really great to wholesome newooraers. Be- 
uare, though, that thera are a few inscrupulous pensons out there who will 
try to "sell you the bridge". 

Jolnlng a club; llke the Antique Wiraless Assn.; is an invalu— 
able aid to gainlng both information and personal contacts. These contacts 
can help you wlth tubes, parts, wholo sets, partial sets, and (probably the 
most valuable of ail) old radio magazines and books. Thls llterature is the 
best teachlng aid for those of us born after about 1935. The OMs who were 
born before thls very arbitrary date oouldn't be hurt wlth a bit of review 
either. Wlth infomation in mind, it is time to searoh. 

VIntaga radio and wireless apparatus maiy be found in a multitude 
of places. Keep a pocket full of cash wlth you as it la Impollte to expect a 
étranger to honor your cheok when ha has never seen you before. Swapper and 
Trader type newspapors are a good start. Check "Radio" and "Ham Gear" list- 
ings. Try tho ham rasegazines (CQ, QST, HR, etc.) for the ads in the back. A 
good source of rare radios and apparatus la tha swap sheeta that form a part 
of tha club journala. If you can get out and around, try the following: 
garage sales (especlœlly old housos), estate salas, flea markats, and ham 
fests. TTy to stay oloar of antique shoppes, generally, untll you are woll 
inforajod; as you will find that thera, is a mark-up to pay. If they*va got 
• radio, It will probably be avallable elsewhare for a bit leas. 

Warll, outta spnce agaln. Htope thœt I got somathlng In for overybody. i'M 
wondering If any of you have Nationals or Hhmraarlunds to review. Bvorybody 
sends Info on HMilloraftera. Whoro's your prldeî 73'a i&t-B- 
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In the illustration I have depicted various popular cells with 
a scale. Here is how a cell is made, and why it works. Most common is the 
LeLanche carbon-zinc cell, It is comprised of a zinc can (négative élec- 
trode), lined inside with an electrolyte gel or catalyst, then filled up 
with a black carbon compound (positive electrode). A solid carbon rod is 
inserted merely as a conductive path from the positive electrode to the 
outside tip - it is not the positive electrode itself. The chemical val- 
ences of the elements used in the cell make-up détermine the voltage po- 
tential, Nearly ail popular cells have a potential of li volts more or less. 
Carbon-zinc provides IJV, the alkalines are ijv, mercury gives only 1.4V, 
and nickel-cadmium (nicad) only about 1.25V. However, new lithium buttons 
can provide about 3V. They are used in calculators, etc. Physical size of 
cells détermines how much amperage can bo extracted. Note that the popular 
9-volt size is a true battery comprised of a stack of six liV cells. Tear 
up an old one someday. 

A word of caution about 9-volt-size nicads. They aren't; Since 
nlcads provide only Ijv per cell, a stack of six only provides 7.5V. Thè 
instructions should clearly indioate "for 9-volt applications." At the 
présent state-of-the-art, this size nicad is not a worthwhile value in my 
opinion. You aren't getting a full 9 volts, and they run down rather fast, 
requiring fréquent recharging,..a nuisance. Some nicads are labeled as "D" 
size, but are merely repackaged "C" cells. Compare the arapere-hour rating 
on the side to be sure. If it is the same, you'll know. 

In the case of cells used for transistor circuits only, the beat 
value is the cell marked "for transistor use,". Eveready cells are red and 
have numbers like 1015, 10135, 1050, or 216, The value cornes not in the 
length of service, but in the time versus money. Surely, you'll replace the 
red cells more often, but for less expense. Alkaline cells used for tran- 
sistor circuits will give little or NO additional length of service. You 
can save your money in remembering that. 

Alkaline cells should be purchased where heavy use for larger 
current is indieated, such as for flashlights, motor-driven toys, photo- 
graphie equipment, etc. Consider...motors means magnetism, and flashlights 
mean bulbs burning. Both uses mean low résistance heavy current draw. Bulbs 
are one of the heaviest demande made on battery cells. When possible, turn 
off such lamp if you don't need it. Install an external nwitch if you can. 
You'll get vastly extended life of the battery for other things. 

Mercury cells are expensive, but if you want to have useful 
power right up to the last few minutes of life, then mercury is the answer, 
These cells maintain near full voltage until the end, then avalanche sud- 
denly to zllch. They are great for long life transistor use, have long un- 
used shelf life, withstand greater extremes of température, One drawback 
is the corrosive salts which occasionally forms on the terminais. Common 
uses for mercury are watch and calculator or hearing aid cells, garage 
door openers, Get them in a wheel of six, It's cheaper than individuals, 

Silver oxide buttons are sirailar to mercury, and are used for 
many of the same things. The voltage is slightly higher, but they are more 
expensive, Be alert for buttons of the same size and chemistry selling 
under différent numbers, even by the same manufacturer. Bveready 300 types 
have exact duplicates in wheels of six under other numbers. Very often, a 
dealer will sell to you out of the wheel at pro-rated prices. 

Manganese-dioxide buttons are among the newer cells being sold, 
They are rechargeable, though not as many times as nicads, They are used 
in solar-asslsted watches, calculators, etc. Shelf-life and individual 
charges life are not as long as a regular cell life. 

On the subject of recharging, let me suggest that any cell can 
be rejuvenated to some extent - some more efficiently than otîïers, The 
answer lies importantly in the charging rate. Do it slowly, slowly. If 
done too fast, internai heat causes problems. Recharging circuits can be 
siraply made - even for automobile batteries, Anyone interested can write, 

Here's hoping that you have learned something. Next month's 
section will hopefully contain contributions from FRENDX readers.

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NASWA: NEW YEAR EPISTLE FROM 
THE RADIOGRAM KID (OLD ENGLANO) «MWWOW 

With 1982 as neat and shiny as the transceiver Grandma got for Christmas, 
your British reseancher has been gazing at the shortwave papers of fifty 
years back. Old time radio is very popular in Britain» and I have just 
received tidings from the Vintage Wireless Company of Bristol that the 
acute shortage of real old radios has provoked the inévitable commercial 
response. 
"It had to happen. With the shortage of the real thing, there is now 
being produced by the famous Philips Company, a three quarter size 
reproduction of their well-known 'Superinductance' receiver, Model 634 
made in 1933.H Since I worked literally a handful of yards from the 
Vintage Wireless Company during my years in Bristol, I am naturally 
interested. 
The vintage wireless store, in my years thereabouts, had sturdy all- 
valve sets booming on shortwave as hefty as any AM signal. Among its 
services today are hire of vintage radios and relative props. to theatre 
companies, sale of restored domestic/automobile radios, radio/télévision 
receivers 1914-1954, and spare parts. 
It could be one of Britain's up and coming tourist attractions, and in 
the long run more significant than the less than vintage Concorde, also 
made in that bustling city. Ail we lack now is the programmes of the 
1930s for the vintage radios on offer. After ail, they were the great 
adventurous days of radio (or 'wireless' as it was more usually called 
in Britain) 

The British radio magazines remain superb examples of journalistic style 
(incidentally, I have a limited supply that I can exchange for back 
issues of 'NASWA•) 'Modem Wireless' at the beginning of 1932 paid tribute 
to Holland - an example to the rest of the world in its shortwave services. 
Today, it has a booming alternative (free) radio fraternity, and a sizeable 
montftly devoted to the subject. 

But there were problems: "Dutch broadcasting has several marked peculiarities 
which render it interesting. For one thing, the time observed - twenty 
minutes ahead of Greenwich - is unlike that of any other country. So that 
if you hear a station's chimes indicating 12 o'clock when our clocks say 
11.40, you may be sure it is a Dutch station'.' Also it discourages new CB 
breakers from asking for time checks. 
Although shortwave was obviously alive and kicking in Holland, the Paris 
scene was not attractive (from that point of view). 
A reporter contrasted the spread of wireless shops in Britain with the 
situation in the French capital: "It would be difficult to find six radio 
shops of any kind in the whole of central Paris." The only place where you 
could buy components was 'under the St. Lazare Station*. Hence, the bright 
British youngsters learned helpful French phrases for their holidays: "Avez 
vous un spare valve?" Also "Mon rig est explodee" and "Je ne sais pas le 
radio store." Of course, whilst the British maie of the 1930s had a 
throughly good time in the back shed with 'The Wireless Constructor Magazine' 
and a box full of radio parts, the French boulevardier had to make do with 
pretty girls, Champagne and a touch of the aimez-vous. That the French were 
always far too enthusiastic is confirmed by 'Modem Wireless': "The Eiffel 
Tower is generally good enough in quality and range of programme, but its 
power is far in excess of Parisian needs." As they say, "If you got it, 
why not show it?" C'est la vie. They must have been using one heck of a 
lot of juice for elsewhere the magazine states, "Paris P.T.T. breakdowns, 
which have recently been fréquent, have been due to hitches at the power 
station supplying it, and not to trouble at the station itself." 

An issue of 'Modem Wireless' later in 1932 did something which no chivalrous 
broadcaster of Paris would even have considered. It stated baldly, "Luxemburg: 
the lady announcer is a German and is aged 24," Even today's permissive BBC 
would not dream of giving a lady's âge. 
Talking of âge, the world's youngest fully qualified radio amateur in 1932 
was Alan T. Margo (WCFZA) of Porterville, California. He was 9^ years old 
(positlvely elderly by comparison with some of today's nippers on CB). Other 
helpful notes that undoubtedly convinced yesterday's breakers that ail was 
well; in 1932; 
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"LENINGRAD...the use of loudspeakers in factories is continually growing, 
and recently 32,000 loudspeakers were ordered for this purpose." These - 
we hear - were not ail for the same plant. 

* "GEORGIC...the new White Star liner 'Géorgie' has its wireless installation 
fitted in the vessel's dummy funnel." Well, that's one place to hid the 
over-powered rig when the FCC man calls. 

* "PARIS...Radio LL has been dabbling in auto-suggestion for listeners and 
broadeasting "Keep Cool, Calm and Collected" music on 370.4 meters. Wonder 
why we haven't heard that one recently? 

* "RADIO Schaerbeek recently organized a parade of dissatisfied radio 
enthusiasts through the streets of Brussels". These days they call that 
kind of thing 'a marathon*. 

"PMY...The New Dutch East Indian transmitter, PMY, was recently leased to 
a firm of advertising agents, the money so raised being devoted to relieving 
unemployment." Mainly among broadeasters and copywriters no doubt. 

Those hefty, romantic nadio jounnals had a tnemendous sense of innocence. 
Stations 'very high power tests' (up to 499 kw) wene heralded with gneat glee. 
However, the enthusiast who penned 'What The Distant Stations Ane Doing* fon 
'Modem Wireless' said that he doubted that broadeasting stations in the U.S.A. 
would ever be permitted to use more than 100,000 watts on a regular basis 
because of interférence problems. This remark had been provoked by the tidings 
that the Fédéral Radio Commission was encouraging the building of 'giant 
stations*. Presumably you had to climb up the beanstalk to reach them. 

The shaggy dog station award in 1932 obviously went to "Villa Acuna, the 
pow'erful Mexican Station operating under call XER, is in great disfavour 
because it is said to be ran on a'quack medicine' basis, to advertise a 
goat-gland specialist. It is just over the border from the States and 
migrated there when the Fédéral authorities refused to renew the licence." 
Fortunately, commercials for goat-gland treatment are not heard on shortwave 
today. Though the government could try it to help raise cash for industry. 
Since the Honolulu KGU station 'broadeast a volcano' - Mount Halemauman - 
with*a moving microphone* we assume the chap with the rig had some of that 
•keep cool' music through tha cans. We're not sure what to make of this 
1932 mountain story; "Radio Swiss Romande recently gave a highly satisfactory 
running commentary from Mount Goonergrat, 10,CXX) feet up. This constitues a 
record for broadeasting." Until the BBC broadeast that radio epic with the 
Goons pushing a piano up Mount Everest, this being a zany and world famous 
radio show (which starred the late and great Peter Sellers) 

Another shaggy dog story under the 'Great Bloops' heading cornes from April, 
1032 î  
"Radio Vatican, the Pope's station, was recently put on the air by one of the big 
American hook-ups, and after an hour's working, somebody phoned and diffidently 
pointed out that the programme in question was not Radio Vatican at ail, but another 
station on an adjacent wavelength. Surely, one of the biggest radio mistakes ever 
madeîî" Actually, some ladies who have allowed their husbands to turn the spare 
room into a radio shack think that was 'one of the Oiggest radio mistakes ever made... 
Although Charlie Loudenbloomer will remain an Ail Time Great in the NASWA Gallery of 
Literary Giants, it's worth paying a modest tribute to some characters that crossed 
the pages of the handsome British monthly, 'The Wireless Constructor•, back in the 
early 1930«. A column called 'In Lighter Vein', and written by 'The Wireless Wayfare 
- a gipsy of the air-waves - reported the brave deeds of Professer Goop, an avuncular 
gent pursuing perfect radio. He was, in turn, pursued by Mrs Goop intent on getting 
some repairs done around the house. 
In an issue at my elbow, the Professer proposed the construction of a fourteen valve 
superheterodyne shortwave radio, free of problems. Well, almost free of problems. 
However, the columnist asked the Professer how he intended to cope with shortwave 
splash, which, as everyone knew in the 1930s, happened when strong speech was 
transmitted on shortwave stations. It was, so they said, very strong in Stuttgart, 
and for that reason, good Germans thereabouts had lids on their beer mugs. A highly 
acadamic discussion on sideband splash and protection against it reached a climax, 
as the Profsssor took a box of onions and prepared to peel them whilst transmitting. 
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At this point, Mrs Goop entered and insisted that the Professer see at once to the 
leaking faucet, or tap as the object is known in the old country. So the marvellous 
sideband splash guard, about to be revealed by the Professor was never described. 
Well, no doubt Charlie Loudenbloomer knew about it. Maybe if I search the pages long 
enough I may find that Charlie and the Professor actually met and solved the problem. 
Looking at the magazines of the 1930s convinces me that shortwave had an air of the 
unpredictable in those days. Today, everything is so certain, so assured. However, 
as I am waiting for the repairman to corne and repair my new electric typewriter, for 
the third time this week, and have stared down the avenue in vain for his truck, I 
will at this point, close with greetings from the old country. The typewriter may 
look okay but it sure has some sideband splash in its margin release.

AN INDEX CARD FILE MAY BE JUST WHAT YOU'RE LOOKING FOR 

by CHARLES BOLLAND 

Apart from a good receiver and antenna system, the serions DXer needs a 
number of aids to help him accomplish his/her task of obtaining those hard- 
to-hear targets. Of course, one such aid is the World Radio and Télévision 
Handbook. But in addition to the handbook a good file of station character- 
istics is invaluable. The handbook lists only frequencies, times, and some- 
times the phrases used for station identification. However, the station 
identification phrases are generally only for the major shortwave stations 
of the world. You would not find, for example, the station identification 
phrase of Radio Nacional Espejo in the handbook. Therefore, developing an 
index file of station characteristics is really essential. 

I have found that 4x6 index cards are idéal for keeping notes. They 
are large enough to write a considérable number of notes on, but not too 
large to become cumbersome when space is limited. My file is set up accord- 
ing to frequency. I keep data only on those stations which have remained on 
the same frequency for a year or more. If the station is one that I believe 
will remain on the new frequency after I find it, I make a file card for it. 
I enter the station's name in the upper left hand corner of the card, the 
frequency in the upper center, and the country in the upper right corner. I 
next list some of the "modus operandi" of the station like ads, spécial 
types of music, and time checks. I usually include the time zone following 
the time check reference. This would be noted as Zulu + 4 or Zulu + 5 depend- 
ing on the country. Knowing the time zone of a station can often help narrow 
down the choices for identification. 

Another very important aid to identification which should be included on 
the index card is popular phrases used by the station. Frequently the announ- 
cer gives the time in a certain format and if you have made a note of this 
beforehand, you can be certain which station you are listening to and either 
tune away for further searching or remain and catch the identification for 
logging. Each month additional information can be obtained to aid in ident- 
ification by scanning the loggings in FRENDX and notating any suitable 
phrases that other DXers may have included with their contributions. 

Above ail, the station's identification slogan should be included in 
your card file. Knowing what to expect ahead of time when waiting for the 
station's identification can help immensely with those difficult-to-hear 
stations. How many times have you been waiting for an identification when a 
burst of static or interférence caused you to miss it? If you had know 
what was coming, you might have caught enough words to satisify an identif- 
ication . 

Other items to consider when developing the file are the best antenna 
used, the time of day heard and the quality of the signal. Finally, I usual- 
ly list the date and time of the "first time heard" on the bottom of the 
card. Other times can be listed if that particular target is readable at 
différent times of the day, night, or year. 

Keeping a good file will help eut down on the time spent on individuel 
stations that are of no particular interest when the time is limited for 
listening to a spécial target area. It will also make DXing more interesting 
and more fun. Good listeningI

"There probably isn't a newsroom in the country without a radio set to 
monitor police, fire and communications for news leads. Scanners are as 
common a sight as editors working for the Lou Grant Scowl-Alike Award." 

So wrote Robert C. Diefenbach, an Atlanta-based communications consult- 
ant, in the January issue of Quill, magazine of Sigma Delta Chi, the prof- 
essional joumalists" organisation. 

Then Diefenbach went on to rock most editors on their heels although it 
should come as no surprise to you, a shortwave listener. Doing what they 
are doing is illégal. Eavesdropping on point-to-point conversations viol- 
âtes fédéral law and most news people don't seem to be aware of it. 

"The scanners can become tickets to the slammer," wrote Diefenbach. 
Section 605 of the Communications Act of IÇS1* makes it illégal to mon- 

itor radio communications and divulge their.contents without prier consent 
of both parties involved. lou can be fined $10,000 and got to jail for a 
year or two if successfully prosecuted. 

Not only are police, fire and public service communications protected 
but also conversations on the business, marine, amateur , -aaiation bands. 
Ifs O.K. to listen but not to divulge to another party. The only exception 
is distress signais. 

Newsrooms not only divulge—an editor relaying a communication to a re- 
porter, for instance—but make bénéficiai use of what they hear. They are 
also, indirectly, making a financial gain by selling newspapers. 

The chances of the FCC cracking down on newsrooms is remote. They have 
anomgh trouble on their hands without tackling that hot potato. But the 
article in Quill points the finger to what I have always thaught to be an 
inane law. It is inane because there is no way on earth it can be enforced. 

l'm wondering if there is a single one of my readers out there who can 
honeatly say he has never broken the above law? Is there one of us who hasn't said to a spouse or friend, "I just heard two hams talking on the air and the guy out in Minneaata was tellmg some tall' taies about snow. 

Or, perhaps, as I have heard, "a ham oay.be saying t.hat.Cook Islands 
is being heard well on 11760 kHz. You wouldfi't make bénéficiai use of that Information, now would you? 

I wonder what I would do if 1 happened to hear a phone cali on ÇW where an excited caller was saying, "Sell my Golden Glow 01I stock immediately. 
"Rie bottom is going to drop out of it." And there am I with a big block 
of Golden Glow in my portfolio: 

Sure, l'm having a little fun. The FCC isn't interested in prosecuting 
us little guys and gais. They probably want the law on the books so they 
can can crack down on people like that guy who was monitoring ail the San 
Francisco Bay police calls and then calling in tips to a radio station. 
They prosecuted him. 

I still think ifs an inane law and the concept of making private zones 
out of the ether is something a satirist oould really feast on. 

One final commenti How many of us have reported a point-to-point commun- 
ication to shortwave publication? According to the law, thaf 3 a no-no.

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SHCRTWAVE LISISNERS LOSE A FRIEND AT THE VOICE Cf AICRICA

In last nonth's Shortwave Center, I presented an ail too général picture of one 
of tho most oontreverslal periods at the VOA oulled frein a number of writton 
accounts, as vell as from nç/ own involvement In the events, Last year's period 
of oontroversy and aedia attention, by the «ay, began long before the now-famous 
Nicolaldes mémo which was tho subject of my last report. There were aliced blessings 
from ail of this. On one hand, because of the amount of coverage of tho VOA and 
the aajor Issues Involved by tho télévision networks, news agenoies and nowspapers 
aany Amorioans woro romindod (or loamed for the flrst tine if they dld not know) 
that the United States has a dedioatod group of broadcast professlonals worklr^ to 
beau our story, and tho world's news, to millions of people evory day. During the 
first few weeks of martial law in Poland, for exemple, many news reports focused 
on the rôle of the VOA and other international broadcasters in filling the vacuna 
of Information for tho Pollsh people. Thus, as I explained in last month's article, 
the VOA news opération itsolf beoarae an exclting story evon as it worked to provlde 
a daily account of a muoh more important evont. And that, perhaps, is the négative 

"g. There was a stretch of time, in fiovember and Dooenber, when the VOA 
newsrooo seemed to have boen takon over by télévision lights and caméras. Nows- 
people were wrltlng and talking about other nowspeople who were slmply doing thelr 
Job. It was oxcitings . .but it was also dlsruptlve at times, or at tho very 
least, a dietraotion. 

In tho past six months or so, VOA has had major changes in top personnel and a 
reallgiment of functlons and rosponsibilltles for certain positions. Back in 
November of last year. VOA Diroctor James Conkllng announcod that two long-tine 
Volee figures would be leaving for other positions — Cliff Groco and M. William 
Haratunlan. Just two days before the publication of the Washington Post article 
on the Nioolaides mémo, and amld oontlnnlng débate about Hbw VâTTciï'was doing 
Itsjob, Mr. Haratunlan addressod a farowell mémo to VOA staff raombers. It locused 
n,??dl*_5epo^ts th"t TOA's coverage of international affairs had, at times, been unbalanced andposslbly unfair to the United States. But it also expressed deep 

concern about the direction of changes at tho VOA. The mémo read, in parts 
Tho debate today is not only about the future of VOA, but about our 
parent organisation, the International Conmunicatlon Agency, as well. 
In the debate, allégations have been pnblished that do damage to the 
good name of VOA. The essence of these charges is that VOA has not 
been sufflciently snpportive of our country' s intorests. To nçy know- 

there is no basis in fact for suoh charges. . . Today our leador- 
ship fools the need to restructure VOA. This ralsos fundamontal issues, 
and I need not tell you it has caused severe appréhension among pro- 
fosslonal VOA colleaguos even in the ranks of thoso who do not have 
supervlsory responsibllities. 

Mr. Haratunlan went on to diseuss the affalr involvlng VOA's broadcast of an 
oxcarpt from an interview wlth a top soviet officiai, Georgi Arbatov, and 
allégations that VOA had given too much time to hlm. His mémo then continues: 

Bven though tho basic facts on tho "Arbatov affair" woro inaccurato, tho 
charge itsolf goes to the heart of an important issue: Does the 
political leadership trust the professlonal staff at VOA to make impartial 
«nd journalistioally compétent éditorial décisions? As I leavo, I an 
deeply troublod by rocont personnel actions, as well as by othors that 
nay be eont «aplated. What has been done already is bolng perceived as 
punitive, and in turn tamlshos the réputation of VOA. VOA's réputation. 
•nd the réputations of ail thoso assooiated with it, rests on twin 
plllars: the Charter of VOA, and tho qnality of the professlonal staff 
that carrlos out tho rôle and purposes of that Charter. It rests on 
coaethlrig too — nrutual trtust, It is ay concern that the absence 
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of rautual trust betneen polltical appointées and profosslonal broadcastors 
has created an adverse atmosphère at VGA. This risks damaging VGA's 
credibillty, and theroforo its ability to serve as a truly national voioe 
of our oountry. 

In retrospect, that mémo really went to the heart of the issue that «as on the 
œlnds of many VGA employées. There bave been other changes (and ne« faces) at 
VGA. Tho professionals from the commercial networks have jolnod the team in top 
positions. The new Diroctor of Programs is Mr. Frank Scott, formorly Division 
Vice Président of NBC Radio and General Manager of VRC in Washington, D.C. And 
NBC Correspondent G en© Pell became Deputy Direotor of Programs for News and 
Current Affairs. Mr. Pell was NBC Correspondent in Moscow, served as Chief 
of Westinghouse Broadcasting Corporation's forelgn news service in London, and 
was Anchor and Managing Editer at WBZ-TV in Boston among other things. One 
other developœent in the VGA newsroom was the blrth, during the summer of 1981, 
of an internai newsletter which wlll win no awards for graphies, but does provide 
useful intormation and even, shall we say, sooo fantastic "scoops." 

But you have probably been wondering about the title of this piece: Shortwave 
Listeners Lose a Frlend at the VGA. I have mentioned the extensive eoverage 
glven to the VGA by the major networks and other news média. If s enough to say 
that large fxjrtlons of two of those network speclals doalt wlth the résignation 
of the Chief of the VGA News Division, Bernard H. Kamenske. I remember the 
flrst tlme I met Bernle Kamenske. It was at a régional meeting of the Radio 
Télévision News Dlrector's Association (RTVNDA) at the Universlty of Maryland, 
At tho tlme (March 1979) I was noarlng graduation from American Universlty hore 
in Washington, and had completed two intomships — one at ABC News, the other 
at a local FM station. I had also applied for a four-month internship at VGA. 
You couldn't miss Bernle, A big man, with a cane, he stood at one sldo of tho 
room as tho other attendees, a mixture of hopoful journallsm students and local 
radio and télévision professlonals and educators, oaintalned the hum of conver- 
sation. l'm not sure how the conversation got started, but I soon found myself 
in enthusiastlc discussion about shortwave radio and international broadcasting. 
What do you use at home, I askod? An old Collins mllitary recelver, a 51-J-^. 
Bernle replied and thon procoeded to oomplain about his réception, I told him 
I knew the Collins line well, but preferred Hammarlunds. . . and the talk turned 
to other things. Well, by tho time I left that afternoon I knew I had galned a 
shortwave listoning aoqualntance. What I couldn't foreseo was how much I would 
corne to respect Bernle Kamer, .a as a person, a newsman, and most important — a 
frlend. 

In the : words of the internai VGA publication, NEWSROOM: "On Deoomber 21, Bernle 
suanoned the newsroom staff and announced qulte simply, 'l'm leaving to go to 
Cable News.' Within minutes word spread rapldly tto:ugh VGA, Qulckly tho news 
reaohed the média. In rapid succession, The New York Times. The Washington Post. 
National Public Radio, NBC-TV, ABC-TV, and Broadcasting Magazine came by for inter- 
views. The média attention reaohed a pinnacle on Thursday, whon the Times pub- 
lished an éditorial paying tributs to Bernle." Agaln, tho issue in ail of this 
«as the reported plans of the administration, through its VGA and USICA management, 
to give the Voioe a harder tone, tho iseuo of truth/straight news vs. propagande. 
Bernle Kamenske spent 27 years with tho VGA's news opération. He, along with somo 
other peoplo, was the drivlng force behlnd so many of the modornlzatlons that have 
transformed the VGA newsgatherlng procèss ovep tho years. In tho words of one of 
his closest oolleagues: "How ean one posslbly sum up an institution, which Bernle 
IsT For us, he has transf ormed this (newsroom) — his teeqxLo — into a place 
«here newspeople feel instlnctlvoly comfortahlo." BHK was also tho prlmary force 
in efforts to have the VGA Charter (which began as an Executive Ordor in 1959) 
ohanged to an Act of Congress. In his introduction to tho latost VGA stylobook, 
ho wrotei "This book is dodleatad to the présentation of the truth in broad- 
casting the news to ail parts of the world. Ail of us, who work under the 
precepts of this guide, are oomnitted to an unrelenting pnrsuit of accuracy and 
the acoumulation and dissémination of facts." And in a final interview before 
his déporture from VGA to CNN(C«blo News Network) Bernle gave probably tho best 
axplanatlon of his strongly-held belief in accuracy and présentation of the 
straight-story in international broadcasting: 

I féal today, as I did years ago, that an audience knows when yon're 
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faking and nhen you're being evasive, They sense when you're doing it 
even whon you're doing it for what you consider to be good reasons. The 
people who listen to us are tremendously politically sophisticated. They 
don't listen to just us, They shop for news, They hâve a choice — not 
just their own dcanestic radio or télévision, whlch K*.y be terrible; but 
there are other broadcasts coraing from free societieb, What is unique 
is that the American experience and the American hislory are such raagnets 
to these people that if s important that the American broadcasts represent 
America in the sense of its historié and démocratie traditions. 

And In his farewell message to the VQA newsroom staff, in the uake of raonths of 
controversy surrounding the Reagan administration's intentions for VQA, rumors 
and counter-ruraors, and télévision caméras in the newsroom, BHK had this to say: 

The outpourlng in the média is not a reflection of tny eminence of 
importance. It is an expression of the importance of this place, this 
huge, important place that reaches around the world into the homes of 
minions. , , I will never hold a more important job in wy whole life, 
a job that will mean more to me than this one does, I ask you to remember 
that every time you approach a typewriter, every time you edit a piece 
of copy, every time you write a report, remember one thing: You ail rep- 
resent the American people and its free press. 

What was unique about Bernie Kamenske, while he was head of VOA's news opération, 
was his tremendous interest in shortwave radio, Veiy few people at VGA are 
avid SWL's (and even fewer DX'ers). At home, Bernie used the old Collins 51-J-4 
(until he s old it to a young colleague), a McKay Dyraek DR-33 and an RF-4800. 
He si±>scribed to at least one major club bulletin, and kept a close watch on 
VDA's corapetitors in the area of shortwave news coverage. And BHK frequently 
lamented the fact that so few VGA employées listen to the shortwave bands to 
gain the added perspective they could get from hearing how other stations treat 
the news. And if Bernie could send a message to American shortwave listeners, I 
believe he would want it to read something like this: GET INVOLVED. . . write 
about shortwave topics and international broadeasting in your local newspaper, 
tell other people about what you hear and 3ihat your opinion of it is, keep up 
with current events, and don't hesltate to write to VQA to comment on its pro- 
grams and make suggestions. 
Shortwave listeners hâve lost a good frlend at the VQA. But Bernie Kamenske 
continues to listen to the shortwave bands and I for one am glad ho is part of 
our spécial fraternity.
