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GRAY LINING THE GREAT CIRCLE 

Tho azlmuthal map shown below is a great help to those of us who 
are interested in dlrectlonal antenna arrays. But 1've found that the llght 
and darkness paths, when superimposed upon a great clrclo map, can make thla 
tool even more usefull than before, 

Briefly, for our novices, the map below is centered on the north- 
eaatern portion of the country, The général beam headings for tho shortest 
propagation paths would stlll apply out through tho mldwest. In ordar to 
use your antennao more efflclently, orient them for particular target aroas» 
Once you have your ears up, these raaps provide a good tool for the sélection 
of a particular antenna for a certain signal path. Romombor, though, that 
the magnetlc north pôle is locatod in the Queon Ellzabeth Islands. Honco, 
here in tho northeast, true north is actually about 8° (NNE) on a magnetic 
compesa. If you llve in Abllone, Texas or Brandon, Mannltoba; the readings 
are tho samo. If you live on tho wost coast, true north will be from i^0 to 
6° wost oT magnetlc north. Tho further north you live (Newfoundland, Alaska, 
etc.) tho groator that thls variation will then bocomo. Magnotic north ia 
QTH 76.20oir, 101°^; ask your travel agent about mid-winter discounts. 

The axial line below (N/s) is the "gray line" through my QTH at the 
sprlng and fall equinoxos. Let us say it is now dawn in îlot of tiny the 
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Unlonvllla. Tha entlre area to the rlght-hand sida of tha map la now In sun- 
light. Everythlng to th» west 1s In darkness. By 9:00 œn, the dswn line 
wlll have progressad to the west ooast; and dusk 1s fast approaohlng tha 
Mlddle Eaat and eastem Europe. As we are preparlng to eat our lunoh »t noonj 
PIglana are watchlng tha sun rlsa, and western Europe and western Afrloa ara 
plunglng Into nlght. As 3:00 pm arrivas; It 1s danmlng in Sydney and Papua. 
Whan tha dawn has advanoed to Sumatra and southeast Asla, we are sittlng down 
to dlnnar and clloklng on our llghts. We're on the gray line agaln. 

The natxt twelva hours would follow tha sarae gaographlcal procession 
In reveraed areas of llght and dark. As such, ouf EST raldnlght shows that 
It la dawn In Garmany, France, Llbya, Nigeria and Angola. Slmllarly, it le 
ohow-tlmo in New Zealand. 

Saasonal variations can be easlly approximated. Slnca tha sunlight 
never penotrates the artic olrole in wlnter; and nevar laevas it in auramar; 
you can mentally "squlsh" tha clroles to conform to tha season. In our north- 
am hemlsphera wlnter, slmply envislon one of the circles as a balloon. For 
axampla, lat's use noon EST (1700 GMT). It la Dacember 20th. Tha olrcle of 
dœyllght just touches the arc tic olrcle above Hudson's B«y. It outs through 
the Yukon; passes Just above Haiwall; circles Just west of Flgl and cuts under 
Nom Zealand; than it enoorapasses ail of tha antare tic and swings out into the 
South Atlantic; tha path of dusk outs batween South Afrlca and Mozambique; 
then through Nigeria, Spaln and tha southern tip of Greenland. One rule to 
remsmber 1s that these circles always cross tha aquator wlthln several hun- 
drad miles of eœch other regardless of the season. For our purposas hero, 
you should use the sama equatorlal Intersection when you compress at one of 
tha pôles. Just imagina our example as a balloon. Put one hand on the north- 
east loba and one on the northwest lobe; press down flrmly and you will gat 
two bulges on the bottom; muoh like a radial tire, aotually, 

One trick that I have found to be handy is to color-code the sec- 
tions. Take this Prendx to your local xerox shoppe. Copy tha msp; or, even 
get several copies and glve them to your friands. Then, when you retum home 
with tha copies, get out some crayons and llghtly shade the différant seg- 
ments. I recommend tha followlng "ralnbow" effect colors, but any order will 
sufflce. Color sections 1; and S yellow. Color #3 green; #6 orange; #7 rad; 
#2 blue; #1 purple (violet); and, #8 brown. With this type of color schame, 
it is^raore simple to associate pertinent areas. The yellow and red combine 
to form orange, for exemple; and, togethor, they form a "12 hour circle", 

When you are ail done, post tha map in your shack in plaln view. 
You now have a quick reference for both beam headlngs and propagation paths. 
Good luck. And, good EXlng/sWLing.

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SHORTWAVE CENTER RETROSPECTIVE 
DX STATIONS OF YE5TERYEAR: SPANISH GUINEA 

by Jerry Berg

If you like places that conjure up images 9f Africa primeval, Spanish Guinea, or 
Equatorial Guinea as it is now know, will qualify. 

The country consists of three separate geographical areas. On the mainland, 
surrounded by Cameroun to the north, Gabon to the south and east, and the Gulf of 
Guinea to the west, is the enclave of Rio Muni, including the three islets of Corisco, 
Elobey Chico and Elobey Grande. The capital of Rio Muni is Bata. About 20 miles from 
theAfrican coast, across from Douala, Cameroun and 150 miles northwest of Rio Muni, is 
the island of Fernando Poo, also known as Macias Nguema and, most recently, Bioko. 
The capital of this island was traditionally known as Santa Isabel, but is now called 
Malabo. It is a lofty, volcanic island, 25 by 34 miles in size. The rugged mountains 
on the south of the island are said to be virtually inaccesible. Finally, fully 400 

miles southwest of Fernando Poo is the island of 
Pagalu, formerly known as Annobon. 

These three areas comprise Equatorial Guinea. It is 
10,831 square miles in size and has a population of 
roughly 300,000. It is an agricultural country, the main 
industries being forestry, cocoa and coffee. It was 
actually founded by Portugal in the late 1400's, but was 
ceded to Spain 300 years later in order to give Spain its 

" kT MUH? own sourc® of slaves in exchange for Spain's récognition — of Portugal's rights in Brazil. It is the only modem 
day fragment of Spain's early claims on the African coast 
ranging from the Niger River (in présent day Nigeria) to 
the Ogooue River (Gabon). Formerly a Spanish colony, 

Equatorial Guinea is today an indépendant republic where, as QSL seekers have discovered, 
communication with the outside world has been restricted and—based on what little news 
trickles out—politics is bloody. Recently, however, there are indications that things 
are improving, albeit slowly, on both counts. 

Whatever may have been the moral or political shortcomings of the colonial era in 
Africa, it produced some great DX. In that "golden era" of DXing 20 or 25 years ago, 
power was low, QRM was less and stations were friendly. Although Equatorial Guinea is 
a straightforward log today, in the late 1950's it was a top quality catbh. 

Then, as now, the "main station" was Radio Equatorial, Boda, also known then as 
La Voz de Espana. Unlike today, however, the station operated with a Hallicrafters 
BC-610 transmitter and eraitted only 400 watts of power. It was on the air from 1100 to 
1345 GMT and from 1900 to 2200 GMT. The frequency was nominally 7850 kHz., though that 
channel was generally occupied by Tirana, itself a good catch in those days. Bata ended 
up doser to 7846, and was once reported as low as 7794. The signal was often fair 
on ECNA, but the band always suffered from utility interférence. It just added to the 
thrill of pulling this one out, however. The station was audible from after 2100 GMT 
until sign off, which was around 2205 and marked by a 
shout of "Arriba Espana" followed by the Spanish 
national anthem. Power was long ago increased to 5 kw. 
Recently a new 50 kw. transmitter was installed, and 
now there are plans for a foreign service of some 
sort. 

Although a few QSL's from Radio Ecuatorial have 
been reported over the past few years, the station 
has essentially been a non-verifier since the country 
was closed to the outside world. In the old days, 
however, Radio Ecuatorial sent a very nice card 
showing a map of Africa and an antenna in a jungle 
setting. Although these were "no data" QSL's, they 
carried a définitive vérification text and each QSL 
was numbered. I also have a very nice Christmas 
and New Years card from the station with "QSL" stamped 
inside, plus a letter thanking me for a taped report 
and saying the station was returning the tape with 
"musica grabada de esta tierra." If it ever arrived, 
it has long since disappeared. 

The other regular station in Spanish Guinea was 
on Fernando Poo, Emisora de Radiodifusion de Santa 
Isabel, later known as Radio Malabo and now IDing as 
Radio Nacional de Guinea Ecuatorial. It operated first 
on 7160 kHz., but then moved to 6240 where it was 
generally heard over the years. The station operated 
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with a "una potencia en antena de 3 kw.," 
according to the station and a horizontal 
dipole. At times the station also used 
a 1 kw. transmitter and a vertical antenna 
According to an old scedule, they broadcast at 0630 to 0730 and 1100 to 
1400 FMT Monday through Saturday, 1700 to 
2100 on Monday, Wednesday and Friday and 
1700 to 2230 on Tuesday, Thursday, and 
Saturday. Sundays they were on from.1200 
to 1430. However, my own notes and 
other loggings of the time show that they 
were actually heard most days until 2200 
GMT, when they closed with an ID and 
anthem. I see a note in one of my old 
logs that they used "either a single 
gong (sounds like an ask can cover) or a 

music box IS." This one was also a cordial vérifier, sending a glossy photo card showing 
four rather fierce looking ladies on the front, and ail data but frequency on the back. They also responded to taped reports. 

There was a third station that appeared to be in Spanish Guinea, though I never 
heard it myself. It was Radio Calatrava, said to be located in the town of the same 
name. Although my records from those days are incomplète, it was heard both in Europe 
and the U.S. circa 1958 on 6682 kHz. No one seemed to have any definite information on 
the station, but it was heard by some of the top DXers of the time and there is little 
doubt that it did exist. Perhaps someone else who was active back then could provide 
further information on that one. In any event, it added a little extra mystery to what 
was always an exciting experience anyway: logging Spanish Guinea.

HAMMARLUIID f^-li+O-X 
by Stevan Davies 

I noticod your request in PRENDX for reviews of ancient DX mach- 
inas. The only machine I own, or bave ever owned (hence no comparison), is 
a ffammarlund HQ-lli.0-X. This is apparently somev/hat rare; as the- only mention 
l've ever seen for a simllar machine is for an HQ-lij.0-XA. 

It cost me about ^125«00, as I recall, about 1976 from a ham 
radio outlet near Philadelphla. I have no idea hoi^ it rates compared to some 
other sets. However, it appears to me thot I can pick up an amazing number 
of stations which soem to cause more trouble to peoplo with far more expon- 
sive sets. For example, T can rely on picking up one or more New Guinea sta- 
tions on the 90 me ter band simply by staying up until 6r00am. At sunset or 
midnlght, I can usually rely on picking up Mauritanie, Bénin, Ghana, Ivory 
Coast, Cameroons and Togo. Last night I picked up Niamey, Niger 5020 doing 
the usual Qur'an chant. For what its worth, the quality of this radio is 
such that, with an absurdly amateurlsh antenna (in effect, a long wire just 
thrown into a tree and loading directly to the recelver), I can rely on re- 
ceivlng Mauritanie I4.8I4.5 and, occasionly, Niger 5020. 

Tuning is convenient when you are used to it. The HQ-II4.O-X bas 
six bands for général coverage from .5^0 to 31 Mhz. And, by keying in on 
tlme stations, I can ©stimate frequoncies reliably to about 3 to 5 khz. The 
antenna tuner is a wonder, and causes major variations in carrier level when 
adjusted, Uie carrier level indicator is probably not accurste, but it gives 
relatlvely accurate readings, which is ail that is really necessary. 

The noise limiter is virtually useless except during major elec- 
trical storms. Otherwise, it merely dulls the high pltches. The crystal 
selectlvity has six positions (off and 1 thru 5). Positions 1,2 and 3 are 
rather broad tuning and hardly sharper than IF tuning. Positions and 5 
are much more sélective. Crystal phasing is very useful, It is essential 
for very faint stations and ones with much interférence. However, it is not 
very effective for stations that are superimposed upon each other. 

For ordinary purposes, the AVC control is adéquate. Manual VC 
is helpful for réception of powerful stations, as well as to eut down on any 
overloadlng. Unfortunately, of la te, overloadlng seems to perslst unless the 
Manual VC is turned very far down and réception thereby seriously dlminished. 
Why is this? (This could bo from a misaligned RF section; but probably it is 
due to the fact that there is only one tuned RF section then three IF amps to 
keep boostlng whatever got through the one RF stage. l'm rather partial to 
the two RF stage/osc.-mixer/two IF stage set-up. It gives you greater dis- 
crimination in the front end. BT) 

The BF0 and associated CW tone control are functîonal, but they 
are virtually useless for voice and music réception. Thelr drift is such 
that the CW tone must be readjusted about every 15 seconds or so. 

On the wholo, however, once the machine is warmed up, drift is 
not œ major problem. The radio has a very sllght drift, such that SWBC sta- 
tions must be sllghtly retuned every five minutes, more or less. The only 
real problem that this présents is in dealing with the BF0. 
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Oddly enough, tha sound quality is batter when the speakers are 
hooked-up through the headphone jack, ratiier than through the rear châssis 
jacks. 

Notes: The tube line-up (in parallel) inclndes a 5UJ4. Rectifier; 6C)+./6BE6 
Ose/Mixer set-up; 6BA6 RF and three IF amps; 6AL5 Det/AVC/ANL; 12AU7 lat AF/ 
BFOj and a 6v6 beam power output. An 003 régulâtor tube îs also used. The 
HQ-II4.O-X vas designed for a I4.OO ohn antenna load to induetively couple into 
the RF amplifier. The bandspread dial 1s calibrated for the 8O/J4.O/20/15/IO 
amateur bands. The century logglng scale can be utilized for SWBC. The 
sensitivity of this rig is roughly S to 10 uv. I don,t have an exact date 
for the production runs; but tha vintage is approximately 195>3-5Î2# BT

RESTORATIOW TIFS AC POWERED RADIOS 

Whereas the older battery operoted radios are much simpler is de- 
sign and opération, one needs more technlcal background or guidelines in the 
restoration and préservation of the eariy AC sets. In most Instances, hov^- 
ever, a- simple VOM is the only piece of opparatus that will be necessary. 
Signal généra tors will help locate spécifie stage problems (RF, IF, AF, etc.) 
and oscilloscopes and counters help with précisé alignment. 

The first rule to observe in working on the AC rigs is this: BE 
SURE TO THOROUGHLY CLEAN AND CHECK OUT TIîE CHASSIS BEFORE YOU THROW THE 
SWITCH. Faulty capacitors in the power supply can fry the set in a number 
of seconds. Bad résistons can do the same; as can mice-chewed wire shorts. 
Be safe, not sorry. Please resist the urge to plug it in and try it out. 
Your curiosity could cost you somo valuable parts and time. 

Cleaning can be extremely satisfying, Several décades of accumu- 
lated dust and grease can tend to look like black fur coverlng the entire 
châssis and ail of the components. Wooden cabinets should be brushed off 
and then a small patch attempted with a damp cloth. This is to see if a 
shellac finish was used. Water will inar the shellac; so try this on the 
rear apron, or somewhere that will remain inconspicuous. Tiie châssis should 
then be removed and cleaned. 

Tubes may be cleaned with a mild soap solution, Windex, or just 
plain water. Beware: plastic dials may bo damaged by water cleaning. Best 
results are obtained if they are brushed only. One number may be lightly 
tested to see if water will cause its removal. Under absolutely no condi- 
tions should you ever use any type of chemical solvent on these dialsll On 
tha métal parts, I have had great success with Windex (amnonia), carbon-tet, 
and aerisol carb cleaner. Q-tlps are good for tigiit area scrubbing. Old 
tooth brushes do wonders on old cloth covered cord; light soapy water or Win- 
dex on the bristles will usually bring most of the color coding back up. Do 
not use silicono spray cleaner orl the plates of the variable caps. The film 
will begin to accumulate dust. Use only a non-filming cleaner. Silicono 
cleanors should bo used on ail switches and potentiometers. Be careful to 
koep ail solvent type cleaners out of the coils and transformons. You don't 
want to dissolve the wax imprégnations, or humidity could create tuning prob- 
lems later. 

The paper capacitors rnust bo replacod with Mylar caps. These are 
to be rated at 600 volts or higher, Some caps will require. up to a 1600 vdc 
rating. Sprague or Mallory "Orange Drops" (TM Sprague? are excellent. Tho 
replacement of electrclytic caps is to be highly recommended. The parameter 
for replacement is 20-25$ of the capacitance, and (of course) the same or 
higher voltage rating. Mica caps can be replacod with ceramlc ones if this 
is necessary. Usually, though, the micas are not prone to faillira in normal 
opération. 

Ail wiring should be checked for poor insulation, Frayed cloth or 
cracked and crumbling plastic or rubber should be replaced. Check any rubber 
groramets in through holos of the châssis, also. Reproduction cloth covered 
wire may be acquired frora several sources. Write to me if you need some. 

The windings of ail coils and transformera should be checked for 
continu!ty (no open windings) with a VOM. If you have an open, it should 
be replaced or rewound. Replacement is easier. 

Test your tubes for quality and replace any of them that are ques- 
tionable. Plug the rig into the wall. Throw the switch. And you should now 
be ready for your alignment, 

One very important point. Remember to discharge ail of the caps 
through a resistor before beglnning work on the châssis. This especially 
applies to tha electrolytics. Well, outta space again. 73's

My first words for May raust be devoted to grateful thanks to ail the many whc 
wrote to welcome me back to FRENDX, and to those who jumpedatthe opportunité 
to correspond in regard to technical subjects. I really did not expect sud 
a resounding response - at least this early. Please continue to subrait youi 
questions. Ail will be answered in a few days, but please don't forget to ir 
clude a stamped envelope for reply. 

Among the raost popular subjects addressed in the mail was the définition of 
and différences between antenna tuners, preselectors, and preamplifiers. Al- 
so, how much they actually aided DXing receivers. Well, in one broad answer 
let me say that YES, ail such devices do work. How well they work is entire- 
ly dépendent upon how well-tuned your antenna system and receiver front-end 
stages may be. Let's discuss these devices one-at-a-time. Keep in mind thaï 
ray explanations may not fit exactly with those you hear or read elsewhere. 

First, the antenna tuner. This is not i 
magical new item. It is passive, which 
is to say, it is not amplified and does 
nothing in itself to generate more sig- 
nal voltage. It is comprised basicall; 
of an inductive coil or choke (L) and i 
variable capacitor or two (C). These L( 
devices are installed between antenna 
and receiver, and improves réception b; 
adjusting the impedence of the antenna 
lead-in such that the signal voltage ii 
highest for the frequency tuned. For 
another meter band, the tuner must lik< 
ly be readjusted. Bear in mind, that a 
device such as this works only if your 
existing system is not well-matched to 
your receiver. If it is, the tuner wil 
gain you nothing, and perhaps even los 
some signal by its own insertion loss. 

Next, the pre-selector is an active device, meaning amplified. The incoming 
signal is first tuned in a similar manner as for the above tuner, but the re 
suit is further amplified before sending it on to the receiver. The similar- 
ity is not really that simple. The inductive coils in a preselector are like 
ly to be of more advanced design, yielding a much higher and sharper "Q" 
définition than would a common open-air coil popular in tuners. This "Q" 
factor is a figure of merit describing how much signal voltage is passed in 
a very narrow slot on the band. In short, preselectors pass stronger signais 
but must be retuned, or "tracked" for even small changes up or down^in fre- 
quency. For this reason, preselectors are quite effective for reducing in- 
terférence from adjacent stations as compared to tuners. 

Lastly, preamplifiers. These devices may be tuned or untuned. A tuned pre- 
araplifier is the same as an untuned preamplifier except that the former uses 
an antenna tuner ahead of it to aid in adjacent signal rejection. The untune 
amplifier is broadbanded, providing gain to the entire spectrum of shortwave 
frequencies - signal as well as noise. 

Modem solid-state receivers on today's market need no more preamplificatior 
Indeed, some poorly-designed receivers (DX-302, for example) have an overloï 
problem. The dynamic range of the DX-302 is perhaps the lousiest I have heai 
This means the range in decibels between a receiver's minimum requirement t<

Takes two cassette machines and patch 
cord between the two. The trouble is, 
the earphone output on cassette play- 
ers is usually about 8 Ohms. The in- 
put for microphone is usually 200-600 
Ohms. Direct patching between the two 
often results in badly overloaded dub 
tapes. The answer lies in raaking your 
own patch cord, but adding a 300 Ohm 
resistor in sériés. Ordinary lampcord 
can be used for the wire, and Radio 
Shack sells 1/8 inch miniplugs in pkg 
of two. Good luck.

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ADDING SSB ABILITY TO YOUR RECEIVER 

Single side band? What is that? It's 
the trick that allows you to make heads or tails out of the quacking voices 
you hear on the amateur bands, What's more, many of the world's big broad- 
casters transmit SSB point-to-point for further rediffusion on AM shortwave. 
You can add this ability to the inexpensive set you have, or portable, or re- 
pair a broken set you have which once had this ability. There are only two 
minor points necessary your radio must use a 455 KHz i.f. (which most do) 
and you have to be able to locate a point in your radio circuit to inject 
the signal you are going to generate. That point is at the detector if you 
have the schematic. It's simple. You need eight parts. The 9 to 12 volts 
needed to power the unit most likely can be provided by the receiver itself. 
Here's the schematic. Good luck. To use it, merely turn on the power to the 
unit and tune slowly over the quacking voice. The 455 KHz tone you generate 
will zero-beat (reduce to nothing), leaving both sidebands clear for you to 
hear (or the one unsuppressed that was transmitted).

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"THE SHORTWAVE PROPAGATION HANDBOOK" 
By Hugh O'Riordan 

"The Shpi^wave Propagation Handbook" bas six chapters. Each chapter 
builds on the-next and lays the foundation for the method of prédiction 
proposed by the authors. The first chapter is entitled "Principles of 
lonospheric Propagation". This chapter includes an historical discussion 
of the early discoveries by Marconi and Briet and Tuve whichis 
fascinating. The chapter includes in clear language a description of the 
D, E, Fl, and F2 layers. This analysis describes the basics of radio 
propagation and sets the framework for what follows in the book. The 
chapter concludes with a discussion of the différent types of ionospheric 
disturbances and explains a lot of weird noises and signal changes you 
hear while DX'ing. 

Chapter 1 is entitled "Sunspots and the Sunspot Cycle". There is a 
lot of information here about sunspots, some of it quite surprising. For 
example, the first sunspot was observed in 1611 by the Jesuit Friar 
Joseph Scheiner. A table contains the monthly smoothed Zurich sunspot 
numbers from July 17A9 to the présent. This table and the historié back- 
ground to the collection of the data was very interesting and gives a 
sense of history to those announcements heard on WWV at 18 minutes after 
the hour. 

In addition to the historical information, the chapter analyzes sun- 
spot cycle 19 and 20 in some détail and uses the information to explain 
the basic relationship between sunspots and the ionosphère. Chapter 2 
is really the groundwork for Chapter 3 and is entitled "Sunspot Cycle 
Prédiction". This chapter analyzes the various théories of sunspot pré- 
diction and shows how many of them have not worked. Some of the théories 
are technical and will probably be of interest to those who enjoy 
statistics and playing with numbers. 

The most important part of this chapter is the tables showing the 
phases and ranges of solar activity. These phases of solar activity are 
the key to understanding the propagation charts that appear in Chapter 4 
of the book. 

Chapter 4 brings it ail together and présents the reader with the 
master DX propagation charts. These charts allow for prédictions of radio 
conditions based of five variables namely, Solar Phase, season, frequency, 
time, and propagation index. There is a lot of information in this 
chapter including time conversion charts and a band by band summary for 
each of the solar phases. This information is detailed and of practical 
DX'ing value. The information presented in each monthly issue of CQ in 
the propagation column by the same authors is an update on this material. 
This chapter really gives the big picture of the DX'ing year during the 
différent solar phases throughout the solar cycle. 

Chapter 5 "lonospheric Forecasts" is really the meat of the book. It 
describes two methods to use in determining day to day propagation 
conditions. The second method analyzed is the focus of the book. It 
relies on the master propagation charts and WWV. It is also the basis for 
CQ's monthly column. 

This chapter explains the relationship between solar flux and the 
degree of ionozation in the earth's atmosphère. Additionally, the chapter 
shows the relationship between the A or K index and the activity of the 
earth's magnetic field. The solar flux and A index numbers are available 
daily from WWV. The relationship between these values can be summarized 
as follows. The higher the value of solar flux and the lower the level 
of geomagnetic activity, the better will be ionospheric conditions. The 
relationship between these numbers will give a short term forecast of 
frequency propagation conditions. Once these short term forecasts are 
known, the book then "marries" these forecasts to the long-term master 
propagation charts. By putting together these approaches, the DX'er and 
SWL'er is able to détermine with reasonable accuracy when openings are 
available to différent parts of the world. 

I have used this approach for the last year in conjunction with WWV 
and CQ magazine and it has been successful. I have noticed a definite 
corrélation between good DX and the criteria advocated in the book. 

The last chapter in the book deals with "Unusual HF and VHF 
lonospheric Propagation" and has, among other items, an excellent subpart 
of Grey line DX'ing. I have not systematically tried this technique but 
will definitely do so as a resuit of this book. 
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There are some things I did not like about the book. First, the 
tables and charts were often net near the text, thereby causing a lot of 
flipping of pages in the book to relate the text with the tables. X 
found thls constant shuffling to be really annoying. The type setting of 
the book is irregular and uneven. My book is a first édition and pre- 
sumable this has been corrected in the second édition. 

In sum, I really llked the book and recommend it to the SWL er and 
DX'er who is trying to get more systematic in hearing and verifying the 
hard-to-get countries. The book is packed with information of redevance to 
our hobby. The book also provides an Important background to a fascinatlng 
approach to Dx'ing. 

Using "tereo Reeordlnp. in vour DXing Hobby by Arnie DeFeyter 
I find that more 4 more DX'ers are maklng use of thelr tape reoorders in 

thelr DX'lng hobby. They are elther using the tapes for thélr own records or 
are sendlng the aotual tapes to stations for réception reports. I use my tape 
recorder for typlng up the report I am golng to send to the station I want to 
verlfy.

Of course you must note the date, time, 
4 station détails In your log book. You need a stero reoelver or amplifier 
with a set of auxlllary Jaoks, two short-wave reoelvers-both with reoordlng 
Jaoks, and a stero tape reoorder. I use a Pioneer SX-930 stereo reoelver, a 
Pioneer RT-707 stereo reoorder, 4 a PR5-7000 & SX-190 short-wave recelvere. 
Oonnect one short-wave reoelver to the left channel of the AUX Jack of your 
stereo reoelver or amplifier, and the other short-wave reoelver to the rlght 
channel of the AUX Jaok. Keep the leads as short as possible. I have my ster- 
eo system rack mounted by my desk. One of the short-wave recelvers la then 
tuned to the station frequency and the other 1s tuned to one of the several 
frequenoles used by WW or WWVH. Thus when you have oompleted your reoordlng, 
you wlll have the station you want to report to reoorded on one channel 4 very 
acourate tlme In GMT on the other channel. It 1s then very easy, at your lel- 
sure, to listen to the tape taklng notes on program content from one channel 4 
notlng the tlrae on the other channel, This method can also be used to record 
twostatlon programs that happen to be on at the same tlme. You say you can't 
use the AUX Jaoks on your stereo reoelver or amplifier beoause you already are 
using them for somethlng else. There are several unlts availa.ble that you oan 
use to enable you to use several places of equlpment, using only the two AUX 
Jacks. The one I am using 1s oalled aPoweroom Control Oenter, Thls unit mea- 
sures about 13i" long by 4 3/4" high, and 1s only about 1J" deep. Thls unit 
when oonnected to your AUX Jacks provides four separate stereo inputs, two mono 
Inputs, "Each Input 1s swltch selectable for each channel. It also has a mono- 
stereo swltch and a Lo-Hl level swltch for use with tape reoorders with the 
automatlc level control, When I purchased the unit a few years ago it sold at 
Î19.95, shlpplng prepald, I would wrlte before orderlng for thelr ourrent 
price 4 avallablllty. The address 1s: Poweroom Corp., P.O. Box 454, Troy, NY 
12181, or oall 518-273-3011 for orderlng Information. There are several unlts 
avallable that aooompllshes the same thlng as the Poweroom unit. Some are more 
expensive, some are cheaper. I purchased the Poweroom unit as It was much more 
flexible for my needs. The unit has two output connections for your AUX Jaoks 
and it also two Input connections for other uses. I hope that other DX'ers oan 
make use of the Information provlded.

I raay do this from time 
to time dépendmg on the reaction that I get, in order to bring to light information 
about the stations operating in this freq range that might not otherwise be readily 
available. I would much prefer printing loggings that you send in ... my address is at 
the top of the column; get your loggings to me by the 20th and I will do my damndest 
to get them into the next column. Fair enough?

Hi everyone! I hope thls flnds everyone in gud health and having had

Killer by Dr, Stu Klein. Onward.... 

Obtain 6 toy slink.ie6(steel, not plastic). You will notice that the 
ends are fastened together with email olamps. Loosen and remove theee. 
Take J sllnkies and solder them end to end. Use about i turn of overlap 
and use the clamps for mechanical strengthtalso use a very hot iron.,.a 
sllnky 1s a good beat sink!). Do this to the other 3 slinkies, eo that 
you have 2 giant coils, each about 3 times the length of a toy sllnky. 

Using RG59/U coax, make a set of 5 turns at the end with a diameter of 
about 3i". Tape or tie the coils together, or mount on cardboard(the turns 
will be about 3 inches wide) . Strip about k" of outer insulation from the 
end of the turns, being careful not to damage the braid. CAREFULLY remove 
the center insulation and conductor from the braid, and then twist the 
braid to make a lead. Remove about 1" of insulation from the center cond- 
uctor. Mount 1 coll on a hanger cord (as shown in the block dlagram below) 
then the coax turns, then the coll (the other coil; sorry typo! mja). 
Solder the braid lead to the end of one coil, and the center conductor to 
the end of the other coil, again using a very hot iron. Connect the other 
end of the coax to your receiver, 

Mount as high as posslbletnear the ceiling) and try to keep clear of 
any metallic obstructions which can disrupt the field of the antenna. This 
will give good résulté on most every SW band...I know, this is what I use. 
(When mounted, try to spread the coils out as much as possible.

CANADA AND THE FORTHCOMING HF BROADCASTING PLANNING CONFERENCE OF THE ITU 

Montréal 
March 15, 1982 

As you may be aware, at the World Administrative Radio Conférence of the International 
Télécommunications Union (ITU) in Geneva, Switzerland in late 1979, it was not possible 
to actually implement most of the changes affecting the HF broadcasting bands. This 
task was assigned to a HF Broadcasting Planning Meeting to be held in two sessions in 
1983 & 1985. 

The first session has in fact been postponed for one year, and will now take place in 
January-February 1984 and will consider the method of planning the frequency bands used 
for HF broadcasting. The second session, which will last approximately 6-3 weeks, will 
deal with the actual planning activities - this 1s to say session two will carry out 
the actual planning of the HF broadcasting bands using the methods decided upon dunng 
the first session, some 12 to 18 months earlier. 
If you are a regular listener to the SW Listeners1 Digest program on RCI you will have 
heard many of the détails of the Canadian proposai which will be put forth at the first 
session of this HF WARC in 1984. One of the prime architects of the Canadian proposai 
is George Jackson, formerly the Head of RCI's Engineering Services in Montréal, ano now 
the HF Specialist with the Engineering HQ of the Canadian Broadcasting Corp. Mr. Jackson 
was interviewed on the SWL Digest in March & April. Also interviewed on this program. 
regarding the forthcoming HF WARC was Don Fraser of the International Télécommunications 
Branch of the Department of Communications in Ottawa. As Mr. Fraser mentioned during 
the interview, Canada is very interested in obtaining detailed comments from the SW 
listening community generally, and the SWL hobby community in particular. The comments 
received will be passed along to the committee preparing for the HF Broadcasting Conf. 
To this end, RCI and the SW Listeners' Digest are cooperating with the Dept. of Commun- 
ications in a project to elicit as much input as possible from SWLs and DXers in many ^ 
différent parts of the world. This project. is in turn being carried out with the support 
and coopération of the Association of North American Radio Clubs, and the European DX 
Council. 

We would, therefore, be most grateful indeed to have your considered opinions on the 
following questions. 

(1) What corrective action would you consider useful in resolving the 
présent chaotic conditions on the Intnl. SW Broadcasting Bands? 

(2) What action would you see as being necessary to make possible a 
world-wide, équitable allocation procédure for the SW Broadcasting 
Bands? 

(3) What procédure would you foresee as being necessary in any changeover 
to SSB for international SW broadcasting stations? What sort of time 
frame should be involved?
