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Radio in Franch Polynasit 
by Richard c. Ulood 

Ha hava ail haard FRS (Franca-Régions 3) Tahiti on 
15170, 11025 and parhaps also on 9750 and 6135 kHz. «ith its 
distinctiva Polynasian music and bilingual. Tahitian and Franch, 
programming. Lat's taka a closar look ai radio in Franch 
Polynasia, from tha parapecliva of local listanars. Although 
talavision mas introducad in Tahiti in 1955, radio ramains 
tha basic madium, aapaclally in tha outhar islands aaay from 
tha capital Papaate (by tha utay, tha acuta accanta formarly 
ganarally uaad in spalllng tha nama hava baan droppad, as part 
of tha racognition of Tahitian as co-official languaga, alongside 
Franch, on Novamber 25, 1980). Tha numbar of racaivars in usa 
1s not known, but tha govarnmant congidars that avary résidant 
1s raachad by radio and thara is a radio in avary homa. Unlika 
othar Pacific Island territories mhich ara da-amphasizing short 
uiava, Radio Tahiti is striving to improve shortiuave covaraga 
and tha long-tarm plan is for complsta covaraga of tha Pacific 
araa jointly «ith Radio Nam Caladonia (although anti-Franch 
disturbancas thara in lata 1981 and tha groath of an indapandanca- 
saaklng political party «ith tha support of flfty perçant of tha 
population maka tha future of France in New Caladonia questionabla) 
In any avant, Radio Tahiti is a pouiarfol station and has racalvad 
complaints of intarfaranca from Chila (détails ara not knomn, but 
this mas probably for tha 15170 kHz transmittari Chila at ona 
tima transmlttad on 15175). Radio Tahiti is a popular station in 
tha Cook Islandsi Cook Island Blaori is a ralatad Polynasian 
1anguaga. 

Radio Tahiti transmits fiftean hours a day. Four of thasa 
ara in Tahltlam 1100-1200 and 1700-2000 local tima, considarad 
prina-time listaning hours (although poils show that talavision 
bacomas a dominant madium aftar 1600 local). Tha parcantaga of 
Tahitian languaga programming has baan incraasad, but tha quality 
of tha Tahitian usad has baan crlticizad by tha Acadâmia tahitianna 
a bady nhich is as llnguistically conservativa as its countarpart, 
tha Acadamla française. In fact, tha Tahitian Academy calls for 
an improvamant in tha Tahitian announcars befora Tahitian 
pragrams ara incraasad in duration. Broadcaating in Tahitian 
has expandad tha influence of tha Tahitian languaga, into 
tarritorlas originally spaaking othar, ralatad variatias of 
Polynasian, a.g. tha fflarquasas (whera Iflarquasan is spokan). 
In fact, it is an influance nom as strong as tha Tahitian Bible. 

Radio-Tahiti, in tha past, broadcast nams in English and 
Spanish (tha latter not publlshad in UIRTH) for tourists, but 
thay mare droppad in 1977 in favor of axpanded Tahitian broadcasts. 
Tha Spanish naascasts mara abandoned bacausa of a drop in tha 
figuras for Latin Amarican tourists. But in 1980 during tha 
Novamber U.S. alactlona, soma short naas bulletins for U.S. 
tourists «are carriad. 
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iha Economie and Social Council (CES) conductad a poil on 
radio and TV listaning and viawing habita in 1980. It ravaalad 
that ona listanar in fiva listana to tha radio aolaly in 
Tahitian, and only ona in tan only in Franch. Two thirda tuna 
to both languagaa. Among tha Polynaaian ethnie groop, ona 
1iatanar in thraa liatana only in Tahitiani tha other two out of 
thraa folloui Franch and Tahitian broadeaata. Wost radio 
broadeaata ara locally producad, which ia not tha caaa for 
talaviaion. 

A progrem which many SUULs hava haard, ganarally broadcaat 
at 0300, ia tha "broadcaat masBagea" aarvica to tha outar ialanda. 
You may hava haard tha program bagin with calla to tha diffarent 
archipalagoasi Tuamotu, fflarqueaas, Gambier, tha Austral Islahda. 
It ia vary popular with ialand rasidanta. Tha maasages ta ba 
broadcaat must ba hand-deliverad to local poat officaai than thay 
ara tranamittad by Radio Tahiti. Thay are tha quickeat and oftan 
tha only way of raaching tha outar ialanda. Tha maaaagas ara 
aubjact to thraa conditionsi l) thay muat ba axclusivaly of family 
or commercial contant (a.g. orders for auppliaa are accaptad) or 
aimad at tha aaving of human lifai 2) thay must ba writtan in 
Franch, Tahitian or Enqlish (Chinase, for exampla, though spoken 
by a résidant trading community, ia not accaptad)» 3) thay must 
not ba contrary to morality or public ordar and must not dafame 
anyona,

KEEPINO YOUR HEAD STRAIGHTi by Syd Osterman 
The log and LN pages of FFENDX sometimes contain éditorial reference to tape 
copy of rare or dodo DX. TTsually the comments approximate "I listened to a 
copy of so and so's tape and could not make out anything intelligible." 
Your average reader should be forgiven if he suspects that the originator of 
said copy tape has something amiss with his headl Actually in a genuine case, 
the problem can arise from différences in tape recorder head alignment. 
Ramember that we have original record, then re-record and play-back. Three 
machines ail with the chance of some différence in alignment. If the first 
tape was around the 0 Vu level, some loss of level and higher frequencies, 
may or may not be noted. However, if the original was the usual weak chicken 
scratch TD, amidst high noise and QRM—then indeed nothing intelligible will 
be heard from a copy play back. 
Avoidance of the situation described, simply involves a turn of the screw, 
while listening to a test tape. The service manual for your recorder will 
give the correct oroceadure for head alignment. If you doubt your ability 
to perform, simply yisit your local Head Shop—the technical one of course! 
With apologies to Kiplingi 'If you can keep your heads aligned, while ail 
about you are losing theirs, you'll be a DX tape copier my son.* 
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SHORTWAVE CENTER RETROSPECTIVE 
Memories of Fiji by Bill Sparke 

When John suggested that I might be able to do an article based on my memories of 
the SWBC station on Fiji, I am sure that he was thinking about the Fiji Broadcasting 
Commission station that broadcast on the 90 meter band until early in the 1970's. 
Actually there was short wave broadcasting from the Fiji Islands during the early days of 
radio before World War II. 

My earliest loggings of Fiji go back to 1936 when the flmalgamated wireless 
Australasia Ltd., more popularly known as AWA, had three transmitters broadcasting on 
short wave from Suva. This was the company that operated the famous early day shortwave 
stations from Australia, VK2ME, VK3ME and VK6ME. 

The station in Suva was known as VPD, and it broadcast on varions frequencies on 
what we would now consider the international broadcast bands such as 31 meters. Because 
the broadcasts were on the high frequency bands, réception on the West Coast of North 
America was quite good. The AWA stations were excellent verifiers with very artistic 
QSL cards. I still treasure oards from VPD and VPD2 which include scenic photos of the 
islands on the front. 

I don't know when the AWA stations ceased broadcasting on short wave since army 
service starting in 1941 ended my DXing for over twenty years. 
 When I returned to DXing in January 1962, the Fiji Broadcasting Commission had

taken over from AWA. Actually 1962 was an excellent date to start DXing Fiji again. 
Early m the year the F.B.C. installed two new 10 KW transmitters and started broadcasting 
therr evenxng programs from 0400 to 1030 GMT on the 60 meter band. Two separate program 
services were carried on shortwave. An English language service featured news and 
commentaries in English along with popular and light concert music. The other service 
was the Fiji native language service combined with a Hindi service for the benefit of 
the sizable Hindu population in the islands. 

My earliest logging on the 60 meter band was VEH5 on April 5, 1962, on 4755 This 
was the English language service, shortly thereafter I had some loggings of thePiji- 
astLlyT^Oelo GM?5' FTheSe 60 meter frequenC1',s provid'd fairly reliable réception ■ For reasons unknown to me, however, the F.B.C. decided to move 
down to 90 meters for their evening schedules. By December, 1962, my Fiji loggings 
were on 90 meter frequencies, where the F.B.C. continued to broadcast until the sad 
day sometune after 1971 when the décision was made to abandon shortwave entirely. In 
^Cn^r 1 haVe a logging of the English service, VRH, on 3230 with the BBC news relay The English service remained on this frequency until the F.B.C. left short- 
wave. In August, 1963, I logged the Hindi service, VRH9, on 3346. 

In March 1964, there is a logging of a test transmission of 3284, which thereafter 
became the frequency for VRH9 and the Fiji-Hindi service. I find several loggings 
each year thereafter, usually at around 0700 to 0830. However réception on 90 meters 
was always a scmetimes thing due to cw QrM on 3230 and the same ute that still makes 

misérable in the vicinity of 3285 causing constant QRM on the 3284 frequency 
°l0° ^way3 a qood tima to Fiji because both services normally had a in English at that time. Then there was a relay of BBC news, followed by local 

sports and other local news in English on 3230. The more interesting musical programs 
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were on the Hindi-Fiji service, since local Fiji and Pacific Island music as well as Hindi 
music was featured. 

The F.B.C. was also a good vérifier and had an interesting QSL card featuring a 
colorful drawing of a grass shack with an inverted L antenna leading into it from two 
coconut trees. The Pacific Islands have always been one of my favorite DXing objectives 
because of the time that I spent out there during the war. I think that some of our 
other members, including Al Sizer, have a similar reason for their enjoyment of Pacific 
Island DX. It was, indeed, a sad day when I learned that the F.B.C. had moved ail of 
its broadcasting to médium wave and FM. 

Before I leave the subject, however, I should mention that there still may be a 
remote possibility of a logging on Fiji on shortwave if there should ever be an event 
of enough importance taking place in Fiji in the future. Back in 1963, the South Pacific 
Games ( a sort of Olympic Games for the Pacific Islands) were held in Fiji. The F.B.C. 
broadcast these games ta the entire Pacific area on the 31 meter band over VRH10 on 
9715. Réception in San Francisco was, of course, excellent since a 10 KW transmitter 
was used. The broadcast?, lasted for several days. This is the only time that I ever 
heard the F.B.C. broadcast on the international bands. It is a remote possibility that 
something like this might happen again in the furture, but it is worth keeping in mind.

When the Falkland Islands dispute first hit the 

front page I asked my collège joumalism class if 
anyone could go up to a map and point to where the 
islands were. I had no takers. 

And yet, how many shortwave listeners would have 
flunked that challenge? Not many. 

If you asked people a couple of months ago what 
could ever bring Argentine and Créât Britain to war 
not one in 100 could imagine. But SWLs and DXers 
could have told you. 

If I ever needed proof that in shortwave listening we have a premier 
hobby that offers far more than mere entertainment, I have had it recently. 

Soon after the sultry-voiced propagandist whom the média called "Argen- 
tine Annie" came on the air I got a tip from fellow newsman and DXer, Don 
Jensen in Wisconsin, that she actually called herself "Liberty" and could 
be heard on 17740 kHz around 2200. I picked her up that night, headed for 
my old newspaper, The New Haven Register, the next day and wrote a story 
which the paper played on Page One. Then the excitment began. 

My phone started to ring. "I read your story. I have shortwave bands 
on my set. Can you tell me how to tune it in?" The ignorance was appalling. 
They had no idea how to find 17740 or any concept of an outside aerial. Just 
one fellow, a ham, called me up thânk me; he had readily heard "Liberty". 

' - el 3. Soon came a call from the biggest TV station in Connecticut, Channel 
Hartford, also well heard in the Springfield area of Massachusetts. They 
wanted to corne out and do a story. Soon a caméra crew and reporter arrived 
at my shack and went to work. "It will be on the 11 p.m. newseast," they 
informed. "Don't get your hopes up," wamed my wife. "Most of that stuff 
never makes it to the tube." 

She was wrong. That night after giving the latest news on the Falklands 
I was given about five minutes of exposure. They showed me listening and 

tâking notes. They zoomed in for several closups of my FRG-7 panel. They did 
a closeup of the cover of the 1982 World Radio and TV Handbook (that ought 
pay them back for my FRENDX criticisra. hi). They even showed shots of my 
aerials in my backyard. 

Most flattering, they treated me as an expert monitor. "How effective 
is this propaganda?" "How would you compare it with World War II Tokyo 
Rose?" 

Off caméra, the reporter remarked,"What a fascinating hobby?" Then she 
really bowled me over. She tumed to the map on the wall and asked, "Can you 
show me where the Falkland Islands are?" 

It was by far the best publicity shortwave has ever had in this area and 
l'm sure the repercussions will be good. Except with a small group of DXers 
who think widespread publicity, too many people in the hobby, tends to low- 
er standards, restrict QSLs and make it tougher for others. I can't really 
buy that theory. 

The great influx in the variety of shortwave equipraent available to SW 
hobbyists in recent years was a direct resuit of the increasing popularity 
of the hobby, especially in Japan. Before that time there was a long drought 
when only second hand equipment and a paucity of new receivers were avail- 
able. 

Perhaps the big increase in réception reports has dried up the QS1 res- 
ponse considerably but the increased cost of postage and handling was cert- 
ainly a factor. Besides, a real QSL addict gets his veries no maitter what 
the policy is. Weighing the pros and cons I think ail the good publicity we 
can get for the hobby, the better off we'll ail be.

ALLIEO SX-190 REVISITED: A Nostalgie Revlew of Radio Shack's "First Try" 

I am the first to admit that Radio Shack's first try was thelr best they 
should have stuck to 1t. SX-190 and the amateur band sister AX-190 appeared 
on Radio Shack's shelves rather suddenly as 
and for $2^9.95, including the crystals. My 
the knowledgeabie technlcian they employed 
devoted a lot of tlme to study of the new 
schematlcs and poking around inside.

To use 
the SX-190 on battery power during field trlps, I installed an external tog- 
gle switch to turn-off the dlal lights (which use 4 tlmes the power as the 
recel ver does). Using the technlcal manual, it 1s easy to realign and peak 
one's own SX-190. 

These recelvers should be selllng used for just about same as new price, if 
the recel ver 1s in mlnt condition. If you can flnd one under $200 jump on It. 
In my opinion, the SX-190 1s vastly superlor to any recelver on the présent 
market for $500.00 or less EVEN C0NSIDERING that SX-190 Is not digital and 
only provides segment coverage by crystals. 
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Most of us have several pièces of gear around the shack that use batteries, 
or otherwise recuire little wall transformers. There exjsts at many elec- 
tronics stores a général purpose wall transformer which is switchable for a 
range of voltages between 3 volts up to 12 volts, providing about 230 mA. 
The plug on the end probably is a utility type with several différent types, 
and there usually is some provision for reversing polarity. I recommend this 
transformer very highly as a général replacement for just about anything 
uslng transistors or ICs. However, keep in mind that the voltage chosen is 
only if you are drawing the rated 250 mA. This would be about right for a 
cassette recorder, but not so for a small transistor portable. In this last 
case, using about 50 mA, the chosen 9-volts (for instance) may be doser to 
12 volts. Herely select a lower voltage whenever you are drawing less than 
half the mA potential of the wall transformer. 

SHORTWAVE RECEPTION: Are Directional Antennas Effective, or Aren't They? 

That's a broad question, and answerable bot.h ways depending upon what you are 
listening to. First of ail, one must remember that frequencies above ^1 mb 
are used for international travel mostly and are reflected up and down across 
the face of the Earth toward the target. Transmitting in one direction is one 
thing, but every time the signais reflect off the ionosphère or off the sur- 
face of the Earth, the beam is scattered ever wider until it reaches the area 
of the target. By that time, higher frequency signais influence your antenna 
from random directions . . .at best mainly from an angle perhaps a hemisphere 
(180° )wi de. For most SWL and DX purposes, it makes no différence how your an- 
tenna is oriented, unless that orientation happens to null out QRM being 
generated in or within a short radius of your area. On the other hand, low 
frequency DX can be very much directional. For instance, A-9 meter Canada is 
drama tically directional due to us listeners being fully within the ground 
wave of such transmi tte rs. For 49 meter Europe or Africa or Asia, it is not% 
likely. But, let's go further down to 60 meters. Directional loops now be- 
come very much useful in determining whether a DX catch emanated from Latin 
America, Africa. etc. A weak, deep-fading signal won't likely stand up to 
such examination, but the steady signal wi11. . . .consistently . A little prac- 
tice wi11 enable a good loop to differentiate between east or west coast Latins, 
after ail the angle is dramatically différent. Directionality is also easily 
determined for many of the "numbers" stations. Two or more cooperating DXers 
could easily figure it out for themselves, or just ask Larry Magne or Glenn 
Hauser to save time, hi . In short, directional antennas are for transmitting. 
If you are within the ground wave, directional antennas are fine. Otherwise, 
low frequencies and imprécise angles will have to satisfy you.

Dear ED: How does a hi-fi cross-over 
work? Can I make my own? 

Answer: Yes, you can make your own 
but the expense and trouble would not 
be worth it in my opinion. Basically, 
a cross-over is comprised of non-polar 
ized capacltors and induction coils. 
The tnductors passes low frequencies 
and inhibits hlghs; the capacitors do 
the opposite. A Judlcious balance is 
flgured out for coll and capacitor 
values so that the frequency response 
overlaps only a little bit.

POWER LINE INTERFERENCE by Rob Harrington, P.O. Box 3h3h, Littleton, CO

DXing and SWListening can be a problem when there is interférence from 
power Unes in the area, but this can sometimes be corrected. How? Try 
calling your local power company. Most DXers/SWL's don't know that ail 
power companys have a department that deals with situations caused by 
bad power line interférence. It may be named the Interférence Dept. or 
Investigation Dept. or merely the Service Dept. but it's there. FCC rules 
require the power company to correct any condition that is causing radio 
or TV interférence if it emanates from the company's equipment. Inter- 
férence from a nearby résidence is another matter, but the power com- 
pany 's représentative can sometimes help in tracing this, too. Dimmer 
switches and fish tank heaters are just two of the many things that can 
cause interférence from a nearby location and, of course, eliminating 
it is a matter for discussion between you and your neighbor. So if you 
are bothered by heavy interférence that you think might be caused by 
power lines, call your power company. You might clear up an annoying 
problem with one phone call.
