SW : 8 CF -6800W

INTRODUCTION -~ Considerable interest has beean brewing lately over the introduction of
the Sony ICF-6800W receiver. Earlier versions were not readily available in the U.S.
and cost was prohibitive., Now & new version is available for sale and contains many
features certain to please the serious SWL.

In recent weeks, I have come in contact with fallow hobbyista who have purchased the

6800, and felt my thought and observations were worth sharing with FRENDX readers at

large -~ especially those considering the purchase of a new receiver with good performange
at a reaeonable price (when discounted).

GENERAL OBSERVATIONRS ~-- As with any new or used receiver, it is always helpful to care-
fully read the operating manual before using the set, despite the natural teandency to L
begin "knob twiddling"” as soon as the carton has been opened. Fortunately, the U.S. vexrs
sion of the 6800 comes with easy to follow instructions -- in English.

ADGUST, 1982

' After tuning up and down the SW spectrum, I came across many favorable design qualities,

The main tuning knob was free of backlash, The front panel layout is vell-designad,
with knobs clustered in proper location to match their frequency of use. The two front
feet adjust to tilt the unit as desired, or level it when placed on an uneven surface.
The AC-1ine cord doesn't have the bulky external power supply found on similar partables,
and performance using the required six D-cells was equal to AC -- a welcomed feature.
The LED readout can also be turned off to reduce battery drain, and the panel lights
fade out after 20 seconds to further aid battery life. The batteries are cleverly cov-
ered and held in place by a battery-clip, all placed under a lift-up map snd SW spectrum
chart. The audio quality is very good and the S-meter haa common-sense calibration marks
along with sensitive response to signal strength. The built-in whip antenna is rugged
end very effective along the entire SW spectrum. A most pleasant feature found on the
6800 is the accurate and sensible match-up of digital readout and drum dial. Careful tune
ing of the drum dial, enhanced by a thumbwheel scale adjust, is accurate to #2 kHz, with
the frequency display off. Thus, the user can turn the frequency display off, take the
unit outdoors or away from AC power and using internal batteries, enjoy many hours of
SWLing. Best results can be obtained by using alkaline betteries, which can often be
found at local drug stores and supermarkets at a discounted price. An added bonus found
on the front panel of the 6800 is a memo-light, which can be used for nighttime jotting
down of notes and program details,

’

1 found one feature bothersome. The 6800 "features" repeated overloading on strong sig-
nals such as the VOA, RCI, and AFRTS, all of which I happen to listen to regularly. The
RF-attenuator on the rear of the receiver helps reduce this condition, but only functions
when sn external antenna is used. Another feature which needs improvement is the WIDE
mode filter chosen by Sony; more on this later.

One other feature, though less important, is worth considering here. The carrying handles
on the 6800 are rather unique in a negative way -- since they are two different shapes,
one must be careful to use only the left-side handle for lifting the unit, The right side
handle is not designed for placing a hand through it. There are, inexplicably, protrud-
ing tabs on the handles; they serve no purpoae, since the 6800 does not come with carry-
ing straps.
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I1CF-6800W REVIEW, (CONTINUED)

THE THREE IMPORTANT S'es -- The 6800 fares very well when one considers its performance
in terms of the three S'es -- sensitivity, selectivity, stability,

Sensitivity -- very good aloig the entire SW spectrum, even with the built-in whip, but
oicely enhanced by an outdoor aerial when pure DX appears on those chal-
lenging tropical bands.

Selectivity -- excellent on AM NARROW, with the added bonus of being capable of "off=-
tuning' up or down 2 kHz to further improve signal quality. However, the
AM WIDE filter is far too wide to be useful for shortwave listening. It
i{s listed at 9 kHz @ -6 dB and 18,5 kHz @ -60 dB, more than double the
narrow mode values,

Stabiliey ~-=- excellent, drift-free performance on AM, where I listen 90% of the time.

RECEIVER RUGGEDNESS - The 6800 looks & little too delicate for rough use and handling.
The main tuning dial caonot take any unnecessary bumps or kicks, as may occur in port-
able uge. The unit waa built for sensible and careful handling, despite being capable
of portable use,

CONCLUSIONS -- The ICF-6800W is a good-quality SW receiver capable of satisfying the
listener concerned with cnst versus performance. Dollar for dollar, this receiver is a
wise choice for the serious SWL with leanings toward portability.

According to Mr. Min Ito of Sony Corporatiom, the 6800 is officially listed aa a table
model receiver. However, one soon learns that its portable performance makes it equally
well-suited for "away-from-the-shack" DX use, Thus, it is possible to choose the 6800
as a main tabletop receiver, capable of meeting the discriminating needs of the SWL/DXer.

The 6800 can be ourchased at discount electronics dealiers for under $500, However, it
is imporrant i{o: the prospective buyer to be sure the receiver he or she chooses is the
version designed for U.S. use. Ask the salesperson ts show you the warranty card, owner's
manual, and receiver. The U.S, version of the 6800 is listed by Underwriters Labeoratories,
and contains a small circular sticker on the back panel. Such safeguards are important
to the buyer seeking product warranty, safety, and related useful operating informationm.

Ever since my return to the old manse, I had the urge to wrest back my title as the best-
listened SWL in East Jabip from whoever had it now., I didn't foresee a long struggle, as
to my knowledge I am the only DXer in East Jabip. My neighbors think I'm s hem, and I
don't want to disabuse them of that notion.

I dug the Hammacrafters out of the linen closet, set up a longwire in the back forty, and
began to tune, searching for my second-favorite station, the VOA. My favorite station

I settled back to listen to Willis Conover introducing jazz rumbers (I love "Stardust).
Suddenly the signal was blotted out by the wailing of a thousand starving queen bees on
the maiden flight -- the transmission was coversd by the whirring of thousands of locuste
wings -- "Take the A-Train'' was suddenly replaced by the roar of a myriad of buzz-saws,
Yes, you guessed it. I fell victim to the worst QRM I had ever experienced.

'Keep calm, Chuck!' I muttered, as I feverishly tuned the band, unsuccessfully as it turned
out, for a quiet spot, 'You're not the first person to be "QRMed" out of the hobby,' I

was about to get Mrs, L, to call the 7 Santinis (or is it the Wallendas -- I always get
them mixed up), when the thought struck me -- why not direction-find the offending appli-
ance and perform a little corrective operation (with a sledgehammer)?

I took out the old field-strength meter and set out triangulating the signal., 1 packed a
box lunch and went to two cities 100 miles apart, got the directions fixed, and took the
data home to my son, Charlie Jr. I failed trig in my sophomore year in high school, and
1 figured Charlie Jr., with his new ~omputer, could do the trig. He'd had the computer
for about a week now, and he was amazing the entire Loudenboomer family with his grasp of
higher functions (he played tic-tac-toe with it, and it was winning consistently).

I went into Charlie's room and handed him the dats, explained what direction~finding
entailed, and left him to it.

As 1 settled back to listem to SWL Digest, I picked up the direction~finding data amd
tried working them with my limited knowledge of trig. I just can’t understand it,
though -- every time I do it it gtill comes out right over the house. Ah, well, Lat‘ew
not to pry further into the mysteries of interference, If it returns, though, I'sm
ready for it ~- I polished up the sledgehammer.
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AN SWC EXTRA ~- USING YOUR AUDIO FILTER Your humble scribe has a QF-1 sudio filter

which works quite well and is ever-ready to null out those pesky hets. Several years
ago, however, I discovered a more sensible method of using an audio filter. The instxue~
tions, other DXers, and materials referred to all said that the filter ought to be
connected to the receiver, Being a curious sort, however, I tried running the output of
my tape recorder through the audio filter and, of course, it worked just as well,

I now never use the audio filter on my receiver (an R-390-A, for those interested), 7
tape vhatever I sm hearing at the widest practicable bandwidth with the noise limiter >f¢
or at its lowest setting. I now have a wide spectrum of audio aignals which I can null
or peak or notch, All without forever losing that crucial ID ~- because I was tuning the
filter. So, discomnact your audio filter from your receiver and coanect it to your tape
tecorder for spectacular performance without losing so much as a kiloHertz of audio
information to Murphy's Law,
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a directive singlewizrs sntamne

Weuld you like to have directivity to a particular area of the wowld with Juse 2 guevoex-
vave length of wire? The Perdue Sloper will give it to you,

For many years it has been tha general conception that a singlevire antemma, to give any
observable directivity, needed to be at least 3 wavelength long, This was true, sssum=
ing that the wire wes in a horizontsl plane in relation to the ground.’

In hobby use, the sloper first found recognition as a directive antenna by a small group
of dedicated 80-meter ham DXars, those who were lucky enough to have the room and the
high supports needed to string very long slopers needed to work this low band, Then,

a few years ago, 40-meter hams started doing some experimenting with 3/2 and 1/2-wvave
DIPOLE Slopers. The high end would generally be 50~60 feet up and the low end would be
88 low as 10 feet above ground, using a slope angle of 30-45 degress. This was simply &
dipole, with one end close to ground. When constructed in this manner, it became essen-~
tially unidirectional off the low end, rather than bi-directional at right angles to the
plane of the wire as in the case of the standard dipole. Experimenters claimed that
directivity in the favored direction was superior to that of a horizontsl dipole., The
3/2-w ave design gave a bit more gain than did the 1/2-wave model. Than, lster experi-
ments included models in which only one 3/4- or 1/2-wave section (half of the antenns)
sloped, with the coax connector at the top of the grounded tower, and the other half of °
the entenna was the ground-image, supplied by the conmnection to the tower, and hence

to ground, ALL of these designs were cousidered to be saperior to the basic dipole im
terms of unidirectional directivity for trausmitting AND receiving., So, with thet back-
ground, the case dor directivity had been established.

One can visualize that with this type of antenna requiring a coax downlead to the shack,
placement of the shack and the supports is critical unless one wishes to run a lot of

«pensive coax with the inkiereat signal loss. The placement of the various elements here
vas prohibitive for the types of slopers described, and I had other reasoms for wishing

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There ars close to 1,000,000 shortwave listeners in the United States, according to a
poll taken several yeers ago. There are not 1,000,000 members of NASWA. Let's examina
this phenomenon.

People listen to shortwave for the following reasons:

(1) gcthnic considerations. They often want to find out what is going on in the country
from which they or their ancestors cams. I believe this is the moet important
reason.

(2) Informastion counsiderations. Many people feel, whether justifiedly or not, that their
access to news and information is circumscribed by the U.S. media. Some of these
people turn to shortwave as an alternative news/information medium.

(3) Adventure considerations, These people are your "mountain climbers” of radio. Thay
comprise most of the DXer population, and are the smallest group,

(4) Miscellaneous considerations. This group is msde up of amateur radio operators
straying from their bands, people who have multi-band radios and occasionally tune
the ’'SW1" band to see whet's up there, and all "other" listenars (including those
with trick £fillings and the like, hil)

The above cacegories are my reading of the division of SWLs. Anyone who wishes to may
take exception to or amplify them.

If we, for tha moment, assume that my divisions are sufficient for a wvorking hypothesis,
we can see immediately that the members of group 1 are bound te be only slightly interest-
ed, 1f at all, in a shortwave organization such as NASWA, If we leave out group 4, we
are left with the DXers, many of whom are alraadj members, and the SWLs, who make up

most of group 2,

~We have T popUIATIon of at least 1,000,000 potential active hobbyists in the United
States, but only 5,000-7,000 active hobbyists. It sounds to me as if we need an active
publicity arm of the hobby to bring our story to those poteantial hobbyists. After all,

we enjoy our hobby -- why do we hide our light under a bushel?

Let’s take the example of Mensa, the intermational high-IQ society. Twenty years ago,
there were only 20 members in the United States, while there were several thousands
overseas (mostly in Britain). Today there are more than 42,000 members in the United .
States alone, sad U.S. membership makes up the bulk of worldwide membership. Why has
there been this jump in the last 20 years? Public relations, that's why! 5

Had the organized hobby im the United States used public relations techniques twenty
years ago, there might now be more SWLs and DXers than there sctually are now.

We are therefore left with two questions, which I throw out at you for your comsideration
and comments in the months to come.

(1) What kinds of public relations techniques could be profitably and -yot-nt:l.:llly used
to increase the number of active hobbyists in the United States?

(2) Do we want more active hobbyists?

I am sure that there are PR people in the hobby and in NASWA who could give us some
hints on effective PR. I also know that there are people out there who have done their
part in bringing the word to the unconverted about shortwave listening.

In addition, it goes without saying that there are people out there who don't feel that
an expansion of the hobby would be to our profit. I welcome their comments, ss well as
comments from those who are of the opinion that a wider awareness of shortwave would be
to the benefit of the hobby as vell as society as a whole. That's how {t sounds to me,
now how does it sound to you? Send your letters to Chris Hansen at the address on page

On che eroding Cape Cod seashore nesr Wellfleet stsuds tha crwmbling remeiss of the firet
transatlantic wireless station.

In January 1901, Guglielmo Marconi explored Cape Cod and settled on this site near Well-
fleet, Massachusetts, where the Cape narrows to Just slightly over a mile. Here are high
bluffs, unobstructed ses, and supplies which could be landed from ships on the bay side
and hauled only a short distance overland to the site.

After delays and disasters in February 1902, work commenced on the comstruction of four
250-foot timber towers, solidly anchored on concrete bases. At the heart of the rig was
& three-foot whirling spark-gap rotor, a spinning disc with 240 metal studs that dis-
charged their sparks across a stationary gsp 240 times a second, producing a nearly
continuous wave source. It provided 2200 volts that were then steppad up to 25,000
volts by a huge Tesla transformer. The circuit was designed to produce a wavelength

in the range of 1500 to 1800 meters with around 30 kW of power, Until the tuner could
ba perfected, the broadcast frequency had a tendency to wander, causing interference
with other transmitters. When the station first went on the air, a perspiring operator

working a huge key called a ‘pump handle' could send at the rate of aeventsen words pex
—Binuc

.

By December 1902, the station was ready for operation. On January 15th, Marconi arrived
carrying a message in his pocket that was intended to be transmitted to a relay station
at Glace Bay, Newfoundland, and frow thera ratransmitted to the receiving station at
Poldhu, Cornwall, England., On January 18, 1903, the message was consigned to the ether,
To evaryone's immense elation, confirmation came back that the message had been picked
up directly at Poldhu in England. For the first time the United Statas had been linked
with England by wirelass.

The station settled down to transmitting news and private messages co ships at sea,

News was received by direct telegraph line from the New York Times via South Wellfleet
and thence by sand-dune line to the station. There the words were transferred to tapa,
hand-carried down to the operator's room, and sent out by automatic apparatus from 10 B
to 2 AM EST, Private messages could be send for 50¢ a word.

The Marconi spark-gap transmitter operated aucceasfully until 1917 whea chees umrelsted
factors resulted in dismantling the equipment in about 1920:

to come straight into the shack with the singlewire and rum the coax only within the coa-
fines of the shack, I live out in the country and we keep several dogs around to let us
know about any uninvited visitors at aight. Unfortunately, these dogs would rather eat
coax than dogfood, and have proved it several times. My idea was to use the basic concept
of a sloping wire with the low end towards the desired reception area, but with a single~
wire worked against ground in a groundplane configuration, with the low end of the sin-
glewire in the shack and fed to the receiver via 50 ohm coax. This could be considersd
to be a tilted groundplans vertical antenna, for all practical purposes. To measure the
effectiveness of the antenna, since no exotic measuring devices are available here, I de-
cided to put two equal-length wires up at right angles, one favoring South America and
the other favoring North Africa and Furope, Comparison of signale when switching anten=
nas, and reading tha S-meter on the receiver, would be the only means of measurement

but would, as it turmed out, be more then sufficient to prove the case of directivity of
the sloper(s). A length of 90 feet for each of the two slopers was chosen because of

the placement of available supports -- a 50-foot tree and a 50-foot pushup mast. The
formula for figuring resonance of a l/4-wave groundplane system is 234 divided by

feet equaling frequency in MHz, The 90-foot slopers were resonant at 2,6 MHz -- and any
frequency sbove that, for all practical purposes, with the use of a random wire tuner
‘worked against ground. The SST T-1 Randomwire Tuner was chosen and properly grounded.
The two slopers came into the shack at right angles and into a two-position switch, and
then to the tunar. The tuner was then fed to the receiver via 50 ohms coax. Being of
equal length and height, one position of the tuner's controls resonated both antennas
simultansously, This is {mportant, for ease of operation. This arrangement would pro-
vide multiband use on any frequency from 2.6 Miz on up the dial. It should be noted

here that for singleband use, no tuner would be roquircd if the viu were cut to reson=-
afice == ¢.g., 48 fest or so for the 60-meter band, The single wire would be attached to
the center conductor of a length of 50 ohm coax and the shield at that end would be
grounded., The other end of the coax vould be connectod to the appropriate terminals on'
the receiver,

The strangth and qu-uty of reception from the desirad area will improve. conpnud to
other wires of equal length, Typical gain over other simple antennas will be on the
ovder of 1 to 3 S-units. Reception from the sides will be adequate for general listening,
but s short rendomwire may well outperform the sloper from amy direction other tham that
for which the sloper is pointed. Reception from the back (the high end) will generally
be considerably diminished, The sloper is shorter, and hence much easier to keep up in
the air then multi-vavelength directional wires. It requires only one tall support.

If the lov end 1is placed in the shack, the coax and switching connections can be made
close to the operating position of the DXer. This is the ideal situation. Up to 4
slopers cen be used this way, for versatility of directivity, but should be brought into
the shack at right angles to minimize interaction., Construction notes: an insulator
should be used, with a length of nylon rope, to attach the high end of the sloper to
the high support. Antenna construction should be heavy-duty, if you want it to stay up.
Insulated wire will last longer than bare wire., Some slack in the wire is permissable,
and desirable, As with the erection of any antenna, common-sense safety precautions
regarding aearby power lines should ba observed.

It's that time of year again ... our old friend lightning is back to put erashing bolts
of static through our headphones., Lightning makws low-frequency DXing unpleasant if not
impossible, but there is an even more serious side to this menace, While lightning may
give you a mers headache, it cen blow the "brains” out of your receiver.

Some listenars feel that since their antenna is too low for a direct strike, that they
need not worry about lightning., Folks, this is not the case! According to a recent
article in CQ Hngugg, damage to solid state receivers is one thousand times more likely
to occur from nesrby strikes or static buildup, Tather than a direct hit. The state-of-
the-art receivers that are in abundance now have FET "front ends" and extensive CMDS
circuitry and are very sensitive to static charges. A technician I know who works on
compunications gear says that this stuff "blows"” 1if you look at it wrong! That i{s an
exaggeration, but not by much., Most of the components in this new gear can aptly be
described as eight- or sixteen-legged fuses.

You say you already are using a lightning arrestor? If you were to break it open you
would he surprised to find what is inside -- nothing., Most arrestors work on a gap
principle., There is a small adjustable air gap between the inner conductor and the outer
ground. Ideally, when a large voltage enters the antemna it will "jump' across the gap
and go to ground. These arrestors provide adequate protection to tube radios, but afford

_almost no protection to solid state radios, The air-gap arrestors are too errstic and

unpredictable, since the breskdown voltage cannot be accurately controlled with such a

‘primitive devica. To address this deficiency s new generation of protection -devices

has been developed. The Drake Company calls their new arrestors "SURGE SHUNTS." Now the
g3p 1s enclosed in a hermetically-sealed ceramic tube filled with a special gss of known
breakdown characteristics and response time. Since the gep is sealed, the response time
will not be affected by temperature, humidity, presaure, etc. This makes for more relia-
ble and predictable protection for your valuable equipmenc, The SURGE SHUNT offcrs other
benefits over s comventional arrestor. When a high voltage is detected it is sent direct-
ly to the attached ground wire, versus back into the ground of the receiving system.
