For those
of you, however, who want to delve more deeply and satisfyingly into the DX-chasing aspect
of radio listening, this article is must reading.

4 reprint or vhather he wanted to revise and updste any part of the articles, Don vwrote me
and said that he felt it was best to leave them alone, save for updating a few frequencies
quoted in the article. So, with only those few insubstantial changes, hare's Part I of
"On To The Top"!

How can I become a top flight SWBC DXer?

Seldom {s this quastion actually voiced, but it sumse up the intent of & lot of specific
questions actually asked by listensrs who hsve progressed beyond the unabashed baginner
stage. And it is a good lead-off question for this series.

Unfortunately, there is 0o one magical answer, no clearcut formula for success. But one
word that will be cropping up agsin and again in this series is sxpytience. Hearing the
hard~to-hear ststions is the sum and substance of serious DXing on the shortwave bands.
And, though it may seem s flippsnt snswer, exparienced DXers hesr the hard-co-hear stations
becsusa they're experienced!

Contrary to popular belief, top-quality equipment isn't the solution. Yes, a good raceiver
will be a big help. It will make serious DXing essier. But the important word thera is
“sssier." An experienced DXar with a mediocre receiver still will manage, over the long
haul, to hear most of the real DX. And a novice with a kilobuck receiver still vill be
asking how he can log those xare stations.

There's none so disappointed as the guy who, expecting miracles, scrapes up enough dough
to buy & so-called "pro” receiver, only to find he suddenly ISN'T bagging sll those goodies!

Experience -- there's thet word again -- ls the answer! But that does not mean Jjust "time
served” in the hobby. Time is a factor, naturally, since learning takes time. But the
effort to learn {s critical. Experience is just the practical application of knowledge.

A top-flight DXer? Wall, vhen does a DXer "arrive?" If arriving mesns resching a pinna-
cle of proficiency, the answer is "Never!" No one can ever know all there conceivably 18
to know about the subject, and even the most experienced DXers csn never stop’ trying to
learn more.

Individusl definitions may vary, of course, but for our purposes let's assume thet whes s
DXer is genarally regarded by other DXers as being among the "top ten percent,” he's
arrived. In other words, you're a top DXer when othars consider you one.

Or, to put it another vay, 1f you still heve to ask, you aren’t!

There's no magic entry point to the "chstmed circle.” ne countries heard/verified totel
that proclaims it to the membership. It 1is a matter ol your reputation as s solid,
reliable, accurate, experienced DXer!

Purely a personal opinion, but it seems to me that s relative beginnar who goss all out
to learn vhat serious DXing is about could resch that vague status position in a2 sinimm
of five years. Some, of course, will take longer, and some will naver reach it at all.

Sp feeding inf tion {s out. You've got to work very hard to learn as much as you case.
Among other things, this masns a grest deal of reading to build z mental storshouse of
knowledge you need to be & raal DXer.

When you coma a semi hanical or techanical srticle in FRENDX do you pass it by;
skip over it quicikly because it's too hard to understand? Or do you make a serious effort
to master the subject and then use it as a take-off point for further study?

The guy who complains to the editors that an article is toc tough and too tedious, that ba
doesn't understand it and plaintively cries "Why can't wve have more features for the
beginner?” is the one who only slowly, or perhaps never, will prograss much beyond the
beginnar stage!

Hard work? Definitely yes! A slow process? Probsbly! But DXing is ouly a hobby, &
plessurabls pastime, you say. Yes, and a cesusl approach to shortwave listsaing is
perfectly acceptable if that's your thimg. But excelling, even at & hobby, can be
plessursble.

Hmy SWLs simply don't care to make their hobby more than the casual listening to some
ting . ldon't i d to knock that app h at all, buc if you'we

avu' ssked yourself :h- opcnug question: "How can 1 becoms a top-flight SWBC DXer?”

you've indiceted your interest is more in the dirsction of DXing tham SWLing.

And, 1f 1t's a serious DXer you wemt to be, you've got to work st it!

TROUBLE ~SHOOTING PRE-WAR SETS

Vhen your set goes down, it can be axtremaly frustrating. The chart which follows
will help you '"get back on line" in time for Tibet, or Tristsn!

The first step .in locating the problem 1is cd analyze the set's condition. Tb;l.s;,j_.ncludevs
a cursory exemination from which the following points should be noted:

1) 1Is the dial light on? If not, the filament or heater circuit
" . may have failed, or a series filament may have burned out. o T

2) Similarly, do all of the tubed light up? If not, which tube o
is dark, and in which circuit (perallel filsments) is it S T
located? -

3) 1s there any sound in the speaker? .This can help direct you
,toward the RF/IF section (1f low output), the output section
"(1f hum only), or the power supply (if no sound whatsoever).

4) Finally, look and smell for smoke if this was not readily
. apparent at first.. A transformer may have shorted; the filter
choke om the speaker may have shorted, or a resistor may
have cooked.

"But advertising? I found Randy's erticle (and overall premise) most interesting, How-
ever, I must disagree with the initial precis that Randy embraces. I do not believe it
should be the goal or responsibility of hobbyists to advertise (market) their hobby so
others may join, .

"Everything Randy says about marketing and positioning is quite right, However, he coun-
fuses promotion with marketing (advertising). Yes, as hobbyists we should promote out
individual clubs (if that is out goal), but place ads for shortwave radio? Rendy has
confused promotion with sales.

"No. That's the responsibility of the radio stations who broadcast on shortwave. And
from another viewpoint, it is the responsibility of the wmanufacturers of shortwave
receivers to market (advertise) their product.

"Pact is, we as hobbyists have no product to market other than our individual clubs. Can
you imaging owners of Chevrolets, as members of s car club, placing newspaper  ads tell-
ing how wonderful Chevy's are? No, of course not."(But what's stopping them? ch)

'We as hobbyists, be we DXers of casual listeners, are consumers of a.product, ...It is

, the duty of the suppliers...the radio manufacturers and ... statioms, to promote (sell)

their product to the potential audience." (But Serge, just because no one's ever done
