EXOTIC-COUNTRY PIRACY
IN THE BRITISH ISLES

BY JOHN CAMPBELL

he SW pirate scene has been quite lively in England for the

last 11 years, but this is not news to FRENDX readers with

long memories. Several of the best English stations, particularly
European Music Radio, and one or two in the minor leagues, have been
heard and verified by East Coast listeners during the transatlantic
pirate seasons from mid-dctober to early March. Unlike the BEC on S¥,
though, pirates have represented all but one of the possible "countries"
in the British Isles, and they continue to give SWLs the only chance
of hearing the ‘exotic ones via SWBC. Now that the winter season is near,
it is worth summarizing what may be available to North American
listeners in 1983-84.

The traditional pirate bands in Europe are 6195-€320 and 7290-7410,
and the traditional broadcasting times fall between 0900 and 1300 on
Sundays. 0900 sign-ons in the depths of winter have been heard in North
America, but the best bets are earlier starts around 0800 or specially-
arranged tests at various times between 0530 and 0800. where possible,
news of special tests will be spread through sources like FRENDX. Of -
course, anyone who wishes to do so is welcome to adopt any of the stations
listed below, and conduct individual campaigns of persuasion. I hope
that any successful outcomes in this direction will be reported to LN
or Update in time for the greatest number of listeners to benefit.

Most interested stations seem to understand publication delzys now,
but there will always be some which decided to make their broadcasts
with next to no notice in advance.

ENGLISH pirate stations are currently going through a very quiet
period. No doubt this will not worry any country-hunters who have already

logged the BBC. Only one English station is

known to be interested in broadcasting to Shetland

North America this winter, but’the general L. d
efficiency and enthusiasm of its operators Or s

deserves a response, even from people who H.bﬁd.gc?

have heard the BBC. This is Radio Apollo ! NO R'T H
Internaticnal, which has used 7330-7340 ITED

lately and which has the address
P.C. Box 319, Edenbridge, Kent. It calls
itself the DXers®' station, and justifiably so.

Now to the exotic radio countries.
In the British Isles, the only one which
has never been on SW, to my knowledge, is
the Isle of Man. Unfortunately no pirate
DXpeditions ‘are being planned; it's

inhospitable in the winter, and the ferry-
boats are uncomfortable in rough seas.

Two more countries have been available in :

the -past, but have no SW activity now: Northern Ireland and the Channel
Islands (whose Radio Channel International on 6550 was heard in North
America about 4 years ago).
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That still leaves 3 countries. British free-radio honor is
presently upheld best by SCUTLAND, which has no less than &4 active
stations. Each of them should be on the air in winter, on one or two
Sundays per month. The most interesting one is Radio Freedom, with
address: Dept. R, 67 Elm Row, Edinburgh EH? 4Ay. 1t uses 6230, but has
recently started parallel tests on 9420 with 150 watts which have been
heard over long distances. 9420 should be a good choice for Sunday-
morning propagation to North America in winter. Radio Stella is usually
heard on the last Sunday of the month, on 7319 lately, and is not afraid
to get out of bed early enough for regular 0800 starts in winter. Full
-address is RSI, 48 Pentland Park, lLoanhead, Nidlothian. Radio Lynda has
been on 6260 lately, but plans parallel operation on 6230 and 7315. It
isn't recommended to quote the station name in the address, vhich is P.0.
Box_13, Falkirk. Falkirk, by the way, has always been a center of free
radio, and in the past it has beer the home of two of the four nationalist-
flavored Radio Free Scotlands. Finally, there's Weekend Nusic Radio,
6240, which has had several transatlartic tests with some (though
limited) success in previous winters. I hope that the operator car. be
talked into waking up early on at least one winter Sunday this sezson.
WMR's address is 42 Arran Close, Cambridge, England. All four stations
send out good enough signals to make it to Norih america unless the
conditions are against them.

IRELAND should be putting up an especially good performarce,
probably its best ever, this winter. On recent occasions, the pirate
bands have sounded like an Irish monopoly. Against the background of
Irish government threats to put both commercizl and hobby pirates out
of business, this is extremely good news. Here's a summary of what is
available at present:

The Tandberg 1521: A Modern Dinosaur -
QO | -

. by Jerry Berg - 38 Eastern Avenue -~ Lexington. MA 02173

Recently I found myself in the market for a new open reel recorder, my
inexpencsive 13-year old machine having been teetering on its last legs for .
some -time. A tape recorder is an important part of my listening equipment. It
serves three sain purposes. First, if I am on to a weak signal and I cannot
identify it "off the air™, I can replay the ID until I can, hopefully, plece it
together. (I have often been-surprised how , after a few days go by, you can pick
things out of an ID tape that you missed the first-time _around.) Second, b keep a
tape libtrary of all my Latin American DX, and some non-LA DX as well. Third, I
sometimes send taped reports to stations. Except for casual listening or informal
band scanning, my recordér is running almost all the time I am listening..

I have, for several reasons, alwaye been partial to open reel recording, as
opposed to cagsettes, for recording from a recelver. The main advantage to me is
that open reel facilitates the physical editing out of a segment of a longer
recording. This“is the technique I have used for my ID collection, snipping out
the desired segment and splicing it onto a master tape containing recordings
‘from that particular country. This is virtually impossible to do with cassettes.
Open reel recording also permits longer running time. I generally use a 3600 foot
reel of .5 mil tape which, at a speed of 7.5 inches per second, provides 96 minutes
of recording time without the necessity of rewinding or turning the tape over.
Finally, I still believe that on all but the most expensive recorders (where cassettes
will perform nea.rly as well ac open reel), open reel recording provides better
fidelity.

With a large collection of open reel recordings made ir a half-track mono
format (a few going back as far as 25 yea:'s) I wanted a recorder that would play
these tapes with full fidelity and without the prodlens of track incompatibility
sometimes ‘encountered with quarter-track units found on today’s stéereo market,

I wag looking ‘for & reliable, strai.ghtforwam. half-track mono machine that would
‘produce” high quality reccrdings from shortwave; ané nothing more, I was not .
interested in using the unit- for stereo purposes, and thus I had little use for a
quarter-track stereo format. -Moreover, I did not want the bother of a separate
arplifier and speaker if I coulc avoid it, and so I was hoping to find a completely
self-contained recorder-plzyer, nol just @ "dsck™ that required connection to other
components.

If you have been out of the open reel 8ape recorder market for a long time,
as I was, you are in for some surprises, With few exceptions, open reel machines
have become basically semi-professional pleces of equipment. They are designed for the
really serious recordist, and consequently they are very expensive. The sky is
the 1limit as to price, with most units being $1,000 or more. With few exceptions ooy
are decks, intended for use with stereo components. .

While I was willing to make a substantial investment for a suitable unit, I
still wanted to minimize cost as much as possible. After such inquiry I finally found
a unit which met my needs. It i the Tandberg Model 1521, and I report on it below
for the benefit of others who may be similarly situated.

-1If you owned an open reel recorder prior to the advent of atereo recording and
cassette machines, you will feel right at home with the 1521. It is a completely
self-contained unit, including a ten-watt amplifier and a speaker. It is of manageable
size, measuring 15-3/8" wide by 13-1/8" deep by 6-3/4" high. It comes with a snap-on
clear plastic dust cover that covers the entire face of the machine. Unfortunately,
it 1s designed for horlzontal rather than vertical use, and this presented a probleam
because, placed in a horizontal position on a desk, the counter and the VU meter
are not easily vieible. For this reason, and for gene ease of use, I constructed
a simple wooden stand that holds the unit at about a 45 angle and places the face
of the unit and all controls in a convenient operating position.

On examining the unit I was disappointed that, in a design change, Tandberg
has replaced the advertised teak cabinet, with handle, with a black, plastic-like
case without handle. (The 1521 can also be purchased in a special carrying case
configuration.) I am informed that similar substitutions have been made on other
Tandberg units lately, apparently as a cost cutting measure. It is the only
compromise with quality that is apparent, however. The 1521 is well constructed,
with the top panel and most of the controls made of metal rather than plastic.
The unit weighs 22 pounds.

Tandberg is an old and well known Norwegian company specializing in the auvdio-
visual, educational and professional markets rather than the home stereoc market.
Tandberg equipment is particularly popular in language labs, where ruggedness and
reliability in hard, daily use is required. The 1521 1is designed strietly.for mono
applications, such as recording from a radio, recording lectures or discussions,
making master recordings of educational programs, etc.

" The unit accommodates up to 7" reels and operates at three speeds: 1-7/8, 3-3/4
and 7-1/2 i.p.s. I use the 7-1/2 i.p.s. position, where the frequency response is
40 to 18,000 Hz + 2 db. The frequency response at 3-3/4 i.p.s. is 40 to 13,000 Kz,
and at 1-7/8 i.p.s. it is 40 to 7,000 Hz, although the differences seem hardly
noticeable to the ear. Using a 3600 foot reel of .5 mil tape, the unit records for
96 minutes at 7-1/2, 192 minutes at 3-3/4 or 384 minutes at 1-7/8, without turning
the tape over, There is a four-digit illuminated counter that permits accurate locatiom
of recorded material. A push button resets the counter. The VU meter is easily
visible when the unit is in a slanted position. It is calibrated in black from -20
to 0 db, and in red from O to+6 db, and is illuminated when the unit is in the
record mode. The speaker measures 3" x 5-1/2" and produces excellent audio. The unit
contains 20 transistors. There are separate bass and treble controls for playback,
and they are quite responsive, There is an output volume control, of course, which
controls playback volume. A slide switch on the front panel permits selection of the

internal speaker, an external speaker or both together. There are two separate (concenu'lc)

recording level controls, one for the microphone input level and the other for other
input levels (see below). Thus, a microphone and another signal source, such as a
receiver, can be connected at the same time and the recording level of each can be
separately controlled and mixed together. The heads and related mechanisms are under
two metal covers held on by three screws which are easily removable without tools.

It is worth noting that Tandberg equipment has been on the market for many years
and is easlily serviced. Of special importance in these days of foreign imports,
Tandberg has a reputation for long term parts avalladility, as befits the long life
expectancy of its products. Thus, there will be few difficulties in obtaining
replacement parts for many years to come.

_While not priced in the same category as proféssional quality open reel stereo
decks, the 1521 is far fror fnexpensive. I was quoted a 1list price of $715 by two
dealers, though more recently the 1iét price has been shown as $745 in the mamufacturer’s
literature. I was able to purchase the unit for $650. You may be able to do better
if you find thé right dealer, but the potential savings are probably not very great
because ‘the unit is rarely found "on the shelf” and must be special ordered, It is
readily available, however; the dealer obtalned mine in a week from Tandberg’s

I had been accustomed to receiving at
least a dozen rare QSLs a day. One day, however, the mailbox was empty.
Surely a postal holiday, I thought. But a quick check of the calendar
showed that the only festive occasion on that date was the anniversary
of Henry the VIII's third marriage. .

When the mailbox remained empty the next day, and the nemt, I realiy
became worried. After two weeks without mail, panic set in.

I studied carbons of my recent reports. I quickly concluded that the
problem had to be elsewhere. Those reports were no different from earlier
ones that had brought prompt replies. They were indeed up to the usual
high Loudenboomer standards of reportage. Suspecting that the answer lay
with postal deliveries, I checked with my postmaster.

"My mail is being misdelivered or lost," I wailed te that official.

"Nonsense, utter nonsense," he replied scornfully. "The USPS is
the finest in the world.

This month we have a preview of the
new Radio Shack DX-400 direct entry PLL
communications receiver sent to us by
Dr. Scott Davenport of Tuscaloosa, AL.
Scott heard Harold Sellers’' ANARC
Equipment Report over RCI in June,
mentioning the forthcoming DX-400,
and promptly called Tandy Corporation's
Ft. Worth National Advertising Dept.

We therefore have an advance catalog
description of this new receiver and
a photograph as well. Many thanks, Scott!

Similar to the format used by the SONY 2001 and 2002 receivers, the
DX-400 has direct-entry pushbutton tuning and auto-scan, 6 AM and 6 FM
memory presets, lighted LCD frequency display, and a signal strength
meter. A choice of wide/narrow selectivity is provided plus fine-tuning.
Also included are an antenna trimmer and a 3-step RF gain control. A
sleep switch provides automatic shutoff, adjusted from 10-90 minutes.
Antennas provided are a telescoping whip and a BCB loopstick. A built-in
speaker is included plus jacks for external speaker, external antenna
and headphones. The price is $299.95 and the catalog number is 20-207.

Specifications: Frequency coverage is 150 kHz - 30 MHz, plus FM.
Sensitivity is given as: AM (except BCB and longwave) 1 uV for 10 dB
S/N ratio; SSB 0.5 uv for 10 dB S/N ratio; Longwave 5 uV and BCB 300 uV.
Selectivity is given as: +3 kHz at 6 dB, and +6 kHz at 50 dB in the wide
position, while narrow provides: +2.5 kHz at % dB, and +5 kHz at 50 dB. 4
Power requirements are six C batteries for the radio, plus 2 AA's for the
memory backup.

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TECHNICAL TOPICS (oont'd)

Recently I obtained a copy of the Radio Society of Great Britain
(RSGB) Radio Communication Handbook, 5th Edition. This 778 page paperback,
like the ARRL Handbook, is intended as an all purpose reference for the
radio amateur operator. Of interest to us, however, are the rather extensive
chapters on receivers, propagation and antennas. The receiver chapter
covers the complete development of the superhetrodyne, with detailed
analysis of common design trends during their respective eras. Unlike most
contemporary references, this one has a number of vacuum tube circuits
which helps in understanding the evolution of receiver technology. Also
included are a number of current design trends, among them PLL circuitry,
and the now popular up-conversion technique. The propagation chapter is
equally impressive, with detailed explanations of the various mechanisms
which provide unusual reception conditions. The antenna chapter covers a
number of wire antennas, including several designs which provide a
substantial gain over the usual types we are most familiar with. This book

Some folks have inquired as to why I did not use a resistor on my
terminated longwire experiment as described last month. Side rejection is
accomplished in Beverage wave antennas by the very long length of wire
employed; a resistor is used to suppress the backwave, or signals off the
back of the antenna. With the relatively shorter length of wire used in
most longwire installations, it appears that side rejection is accomplished
via the grounded termination previously described. Consequently, we are
looking at a much different circumstance. The 120 ft. terminated wire
oriented at 160 degrees shows a rather pronounced lobe to the south and a
somewhat lesser lobe off the back (north). Due to the numerous arrival
angles by which a shortwave propagated signal is received, total side
rejection is not possible with this relatively shorter wire. Comparisons
made on 60 meters with co-chamnel African/Latin stations do show a
definite preference for the Latins, however. The other longwire (unterminated)
has been reoriented to 40 degrees and is now terminated via an earth ground.
Hopefully, next time we'll have the results of our comparisons with the two
terminated antennas.

Publicizing
Shortwave Radio
Listen lng by George J. Poppin

It has been a few years since I built my first crystal set and one-tube radio
receiver to my present FRG-7 with digital readout. I have listened to and verified
radio stations in many parts of the world, correaponded with radio enthusiasts from
Mauritius to Osowatomee, Kansas, have had representatives from several international
broadcasters at my wife Dottie's dinners, met a lot of real shortwave radio buddies
and have learned a great deal about people in all parts of the world. This has been
a most rewarding experience...thanks to shortwave radio. Now I am doing my bit to
let other people know about our fascinating hobby....informing them that SW radio
is not mysterious..that it csn and is being heard right in their own area and at
any hour of the day. Please allow me to share some of my experiences in promoting
SW radio with you.

In 1981 my paper proposing that ANARC undertake a comprehensive analysis of
the actual and potential North American shortwave listening audience was read to the
ANARC Business Meeting of the c ion at Thunder Bay. The proposal was adopted
by ANARC. 1 suggested that Dr. Kim Andrew Elliott coordinate the project since he
has produced such excellent information as a result of his surveys and studies.
- More on this study will be provided later on.

. My shortwave rsdio promotional projects on the local level have produced very
E] encouraging results. It is amazing what can be done in this direction i{f one is
enthusiastic about our hobby. One need not have the missionary zeal to get the
word across to the public but a little bit of that zeal, or one might call it an
«interest in ecumenism, will help you in your endeavors. Due to the brevity of this
seminar I cannot go into a lot of detail but I will be happy to share those detatls
with any of my colleagues.

Having been in communication with several international shortwave radio
broadcasters from Beijing to Kampalas since 1975 I learned that their volume of -
1isteners increased a bit since I started to send out press releases pertaining to
their programs and schedules to the local newspapers and ESPECIALLY TO THE ETHNIC
NEWSPAPERS! ! Thanks to Larry Magne who taught me how to prepare a proper press
release.

I learned that it helped a great deal to personally deliver the press release
to the editor of the newspaper. That personal touch helped! Many editors didn't
realize that SW radio programs were beamed from that language nation during prime
1istening hours AND THAT THEY COULD BE HEARD!!! They published the press release
with wy name and telephone number. Thus the potential listener could contact me
and I would provide information about the purchase of SW radios and how to properly
install an indoor as well as an outdoor antemna. I would mail the new listener
information pertaining to radio signal propagation, noise, interference, how to
convert GMT to local time besides the station frequency schedules and programs.

I make follow-up telephone calls to the new listeners to determine how they are
getting along and to answer questions regarding SW radio which may be puzzling
them, I encourage the new listener to telephone or to write to me if any questions
arise regarding SW reception, etc..

The newspaper editors were put at ease once I told them that I wasn't in the hobby
to sell radios. The reader response has been very encouraging. One Greek-Orthodox
church bulletin published the entire press release in their parish bulletin and
this increased the responses from readers of Greek-American language newspapers.

I have invited some interested radio listeners to my QTH to get a first hand listen
to a broadcast from the nation of their heritage, That really clinched their
listenership and away they went to buy a radio set!!

Occasion has presented itself for me to tape news from Israel Radio so that
Carol Eisenberger, who produces a Sunday night program on KQED-FM, is able to
present listeners to her program with the latest news pertaining to that nation.

She always gives credit to Israel Radio for the news. I lent my old SONY SW radio
receiver to one ethnic agency to assist them in getting the latest overseas news

for their telephnne HOTLINE call-in mevrvire. T hsve attended newspaper sexinars and
conventions to spread the word about SW radio, got inm touch with the various Consu-

sent latest SW frequencies and newsworthy items to SW and DX pubiications.

Earlier in the day, the ANARC club representatives held their snnual meeting. Seversl mat-~
ters were discussed including .the .proposed revision of the constitution and by-laws of
ANARC. While several clubs, including NASWA, were ready to  vote on . the proposed changes’,
it was found that e majority of the club reps had not been briefed by their .clubs.on how
to vote, and the matter was postponed to a later date. Also discussed were the ways that
ANARC could help clubs to publicize .the hobby (and themselves in the bargain). _John
McCann, vice-President of HAP-USA, spoke to the delegates about his thoughts on the future
of that orgenization, which, under his forthcoming leadership, appears to be bright.

Saturday saw” the formal portions of the convention, with six ieminars:_gnd the banquet.
The first seminar was on "Publicizing Radio Listening,” and aserving on the panel were
Randy Erickson (Moderator), Ian McFarland (Radio Canada International), John Trautschold, -
Chris "Davis” (Sony), and Alfonso Montealegre(Radio Nederland). A number of- ideas on the
topic were presented, and there was the opportunity for some audience participation after-
vard. It was pointed out that Sony has perhaps done more to publicize our hobby with
their receiver ads than all of the clubs put together! -

The second seminar was .devoted to "Trends in Broadcasting, Equipment,, and Listening." On
the panel ‘were Kim Elliott (Moderator), Larry. Magne, Chris Davis, Roger Legge, and Bob
Grove. During this @eminar, topics ranging from receivers §. transmitters to . programs &
jammers were ‘discussed. The third seminsr was on "Computers in the Radio.Hobby;" serving
on the panel were Mike Levintow (Moderstor), Bill Krause, Skip Arey, and Jon Cohen. A
number of interesting idéas on the use of computers were discussed, including mentionm of
some of the computers which are being used in the hobby; .Bill Krause had his VIC-20 on
display. -Some of the ‘useful types of programs were also.discussed. . 2 29

After lunch, the fourth seminar was held. I should actually say "seminars" .as ther were
seversl running concurrently on various aspects of the hobby (e.g., shortwave, mediumwave,
utility, etc.). The shortwsve session (of most interest to FrenDX readers) had on the
" panel John Trsutschold of SPEEDX, Jay Goldberg of WADXA, Dr. Richard Wood, who was visit-
ing from Ssudi Arabia, and yours truly as moderator. The format for this seminar vas a
free discussion, and during the course of the session, topics ranging from QSLs to DXing
to SWLing to satellites and SW-were discussed. ’ .

The fifth seminar was on "Commercial Shortwave Broadcssting." Joseph Costello of WRNO and
George Jacobs presented a talk on the difficulties in obtaining a license to ob’ergte &8 com-
mercial SW station in"the United:States. After this seminar, Kim Elliott presented the
RIB awards.” This was followed by the last seminar, the Broadcasters Forum. On the panel
vwere representatives from RCI, R. Nederland, VOA, BRT, R. Sweden, R. Beijing, HCJB, BBC,
R. Earth International, Zambia BS, and WRNO. It was an opportunity for those at the con-
vention to question the broadcasters’ about anything and “everything, and I suspect that
this was the most popular session of the day; it was quite well attended. ’

Following this was- the ANARC banquet. After dinner speakers were Pat Gates and Phil Irwin
of the Breakfast Show on VOA, and Joseph Costello of WRNO. The ANARC awards were made,
and the ANARC raffle drawing was held.
On Sunday, the 'Annual General Meeting 6f ANARC ‘was held. A number of motions were
approved, .and Toronto was selected as the site of .the 1984 ANARC convention. ‘Shortly
thereafter, the HAP auction was held with Sam Barto as auctioneer.
