One of the more pleasurable aspects of editing "Shortwave Center®
is the contact it provides with some of the hobby's best DXers. Not long
after we featured Geoff Cosier's article on Indonesian DX (August SWC),
1 decided to contact a U.S. DXer who is considered an authority on
Indonesian DX -- Bill Sparks. I asked Bill if he would consider writing
a country-by-country breakdown of the current Indonesian DX scene for
the benefit of U.S. DXers, particularly those of us on the East Coast
or, perhaps, those who wish to bone-up on their country totals. Bill
agreed and what follows is, in my opinion, a definitive summary of
the Indonesian DX scene, written by someone with the expertise to point
us in the "right direction"....

DXing the . . .
Indonesian Radio Countries

by Bill Sparks, 1100 Hearst Bldg., San Francisco, CA 94103

The August 1983 FRENDX presented an introduction to Indonesia DXing
by Geoff Cosier, the very fine Australian DXer. This is a follow-up
on Geoff's article ‘'with a review of the Indonesian stations currently
being heard from the several radio countries into which the political
entity of Indonesia has been divided by the NASWA Country List Committee,

The Committee has split the present political entity of Indonesia
up into seven basic groups of islands and made them separate radio
countries for logging purposes. There is an eighth country included as
the result of the takeover of Portuguese Timor by Indonesia in 1976.
The basic reason for the division into so many radio countries is the
vast distance between the hundreds of islands spread out along both sides
of the equator. The distance between Banda Aceh in the west to Jayapura
in the east is substantially greater than the distance between San Diego -
and Portland, Maine. i !

The Country List has divided Indonesia up into five main large
islands and two smaller groups of islands with Irian Jaya included in
Oceania and the balance a part of Asia. From wést to east thé individual
Radio Countries are as follows:

Sumatra

Java

Kalimantan

Sulawesi

Irian Jaya

Bali & Lesser Sunda Islands

Maluku Islands

Portuguese Timor (East Timor), really a part of the Lesser Sunda
group. It was a separate political entity until incorporated
into Indonesia by the 1976 takeover of East Timor by Indonesia
from the Portuguese, who historically had an SWBC station
located at Dili.

INDONESIAN PROPAGATION CONDITIONS - It is a rare morning when recoption
conditions from all parts of Indohesia into North America are uniform.
Indonesia is divided into three time zones. For most of the year, the only
low frequency reception in North America from Indonesia is during the
period just before and after dawn at the DXers location. This corresponds
to the period between dusk and the evening sign-off in Indonesia.

The Irian Jaya and Maluku stations have the earliest dusk and
therefore the earliest fade-in time in North America. Likewise, they
sign-off from two to three hours earlier than stations iIn Sumatra. The
fade-in time for stations in Java and Sumatra tend to b2 about two hours -
later than for Irian Jaya stations.

It is not unusual to find that reception conditions from Sumatra

are entirely different from other areas of Indonesia due to its location
far to the west of the rest of the islands. It should also be noted that [
during the winter months in North America, reception of the morning |
schedules of stations in Sumatra and Java is possible along the Atlantic

coast of North America at dusk. The main problem with reception at that

time is that the DXer must fight strong QRM from stations in Africa and

Latin America in order to pick up the weak Indonesian signals.

CONSTANT CHANGES - Before presenting a review of the stations

Another thing to be aware of when logging Indonesian stations on
the low frequency bands is that there are several instances where there
are two Indonesian stations using approximately the same freguency at
the same time. This is true of 3241, 3265, 3345, 3385, 3905, 3945-46
and 3960. Thus special care must be taken on these frequencies to identify
the station that you have actually heard. I have tried to-indicate the g
dominant station in my review. i

THE CURRENT SITUATION - The majority of the stations mentioned are o
R.R.I. stations, since they are the ones that are most likely to be
logged throughout North America. In order to save space, I have identified I
the R.R.I. stations only by their locations. Non-R.R.l. stations are . |
clearly indicated by RPD, etc. to prevent confusion.

Sumatra \i

1 - Banda Aceh is the most westerly station in Indonesia. It uses both
5905 and 4955. 1 suspect that the power listings of 50 kW for 3905
and 10 kW for 4955 are both vastlz overstated. 3905 is normally ‘
blocked by Radio New Ireland and 4955 is a rare catch.

2 - Medan is one of the better Sumatran stations with the most consistent
reception on 4764 which sometimes drifts up to adout 4766. It is alse
on 2375, but with much lower power.

3 - Pekanbaru has the highest frequency and should be the best possibility
on the East Coast. It has been a regular on 5886 for years, however
I have just noted that it currently has drifted down to 5882. Check
out both of these frequencies for this one.

& - Palembang on 4856 formerly was one of the top stations in Sumatra.
However this frequency has been covered by utility QRM so much during
the past year that I don't know for certain thaﬁ it is still on the alr,

8 - §1bolga has been on and off several times with Jrequency changes. It

is now being heard again on 5257 but never does provide a very strong
signal. It has been reported in Australia also as using 3241.

6 - Bukittinggi used to put in an excellent signal on 60 meters but is now
reported on 4910 only on very rare occasions. The best signal is now
on 3232 but only during strong Sumatra openings.

7?7 - %ambi used to be heard fairly well on 4927 but does not seem to be on
e air now. It could always return to 4927 in the future.

8 - Padang puts in a very potent signal on a very poor utility plagued
frequency of 4003.

9 - Tanjung Karang is on 3395 and can be heard at times with a nice signal,
but this frequency has been subject to severe QRM recently making any
» loggings of this station diffieult. :

10- Tanjung Pinang used to put in a consistently clear signal on 3225.
A year or ‘so ago it started signing-off very early and now doesn't
seem to be on 3225 at all. -

11- Bengkulu is sometimes reported on 3265, however I venture to say that
95% of the time it was Gorontalo that was actually heard in North
America. In Europe, Bengkulu might be heard while Gorontalo is on
the air, but in North America, Gorontalo dominates the frequency
until it signs-off at the end of the 1500 Jakarta relay. By that
time it is too late to log Bengkulu except on the West Coast.

12- RPD T2 Labuhanbatu is the one non-R.R.I. station from Sumatra that has
been logged in 1983. It is heard on strong Sumatran mornings drifting
around on about 3813. Don't expect a strong signal from this one.

Java : : )

1 - Jakarta has many different services, and of course, can be heard most
easily on the International Service frequencies. (Check WRTH for time
and frequency). R.R.I. Jakarta also has a domestic service now being
heard again on 4775. It is also on 3277 with low power.

2 - Band is the chief station for Jawa Barat. It is normally heard on
3204 but not at present. It seems to be experiencing transmitter
problems since only Radio West Sepik is now being heard here.

3 - For Jawa Tengah Yogyakarta on 5046 should provide the best logging.
This is one of the R.R.I. stations that actually has a regular
pProgram in English at 1130 UTC.

b - Surakarta now puts in a very consistent signal on 4900. It was heard
for years on 4932 but moved to 4900 over a year ago and for a time
alternated between the two frequencies. It could return to 4932 at
some time in the future.

5 - The other most frequently heard Jawa Tengah station is Semarang on
3935 on a good Indonesian morning. You have to fight the ham QRM to
log this one.

6 - The capital of the Province of Jawa Timur is Surabaya. The main R.R.I.
station in the province is R.R.I. Surabaya on 3975, formerly on 3978
with reduced power. It now has an excellent signal on 3975. There are
also some non-R.R.I. stations in Surabaya that might be logged in
eastern North America during periods of strong Indonesian reception.
The best would be RKIP_ Surabaya on 4699 which is regularly heard in
California and doesn't seem to be bothered by excessive QRM. Another,
but much more difficult catch, is RKPD T-1 Jawa Timur on 3000.

7 - Other R.R.I. stations in Jawa Timur are very low power and extremely
rare even on the Pacific Coast. They include Maidun on 3286, always
under CW QRM; Malang on 3381, very weak; and Sumenep on Madura Island
on 3355 where constant utility QRM prevents reception.

8 - There are very many RPD stations in Java. They are very low power
stations and reception is too inconsistent to 1list them here.
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Kalimantan - P aape R D

This area could be difficult to log on the Atlantic Coust. Most off "the
stations are now on 80 or 90 meters and suffer from heavy QM. -

1 - Samarinda formerly had the most consistent signal. For years it
was heard regularly on about 6134 from around 0900 until 1000 when
Korea came on 6135. I haven't heard it on 49 meters for over a year.

More recently it was being heard irregularly on about 3295. Transmitter

problems seem to ‘have caused it to go off or to reduce power but
it could return to 3295 in the future.

2 - Pontianak puts in a substantial signal on 3995 at times when the -two
Russians on the frequency are not making it. It is impossible to
predict when Pontianak will break through the Russian QRM. The 3346
frequency is low:-power and any signal heard-on 3346 prior to 1415
is almost certainly Ternate. .

3 - pandjarmasin on 3250 puts in the strongest signal: of “any of the “
Kalimantan stations, yet it is probably the harde3t one to log.

It is completely under a very high power ute at least 95% of the time.

4 - zﬁlggggaraxa'on 3225 is'a good one to look for but also has QRM
problems especially if you try for it when the Guatemalan is on.

§ - The strongest and most consistent RPD heard in Celifornia for the
- past three years has been RPD T2 Bulungan on 2977 at Tanjungselor,
Kalimantan.

5 - Menado had a 49 meter transmitter on 5987 a few years ago that was
very easy to log. Now it only seems to be on 3215 with a reasonably
consistent si 1 in California.

6 - RPD T2 Poso has apparently increased power and has been logged

several times recently on 3524. However it still would be a very

East Timor - Portuguese Timor

There -is only one station here, now R.R.I. Dili. This station has been
hopping around the 90 meter band like a ea in search of a dog. It was
a regular on 3120 for many years until it started alternating between
3120 and 3305. Then it experienced transmitter problems and began drifting
all over the band with terrible modulation. At this writing it seems to
have settled down on 3306 but has been reported signing-off as early as
1230 and then moving down to 3120 again. I have noted an R.R.I. again
on 3120 but don’t know if it is Dili. I have also seen reports of Dili
on 3986, and in July 3986 did appear to be //3306. However, recent

more careful checking on 3986 shows that 3986 is definitelg not now
//3306 and that 3986 is actually now // to Manokwari on 61BS.

- "Maluku Islands

In contrast to Lesser Sunda, this should be relatively easy in most
* areas of North America.

1 - Ambon has been a fixture on 4845 for years until 1983. Earlier this
year Ambon disappeared from 4845 and turned up on 4864 in February.
Then it returned to 4845, but by April it was found on 4835 which
resulted in monumental QRM. At the present time, it is back on 4845.
The fade-in is as early as 0900. In order to log it, get in there
early because Kuala Lumpur fades in around 1000. Usually it is
impossible to read either station after about 1000. In September,

I noted Ambon back on its 41 meter frequency of 7139 with a strong
and clear signal until 1300 when a powerful carrier came on 7140.
This ‘probably will not be a regular schedule, however. Ambon has
always been ‘very irregular on 41 meters.

2 - Ternate is the other R.R.I. from this area. The best frequenmcy is
3345, although the lower power 3946 is sometimes heard.

Irian Jaya

This is probably the Indonesia "country” that is situated the closest

to North America. It has the earliest fade-in time of any of the Indonesians
and also the earliest sign-off. Like Portuguese Timor, it was a colonial
territory at the end of World War II. It was part of Netherlands New

Guinea, and there were SWBC stations located at Biak and Sorong. In 1963,
pending the turn over of the territcry to Indonesia, the United Nations
operated an SWBC station at Hollandia (now Jayapura) on 6070. For the

past twenty years, Indonesia has taken over the territory and there are
several R.R.I. stations now operating there. At least twc of these

stations should be logged in most areas of North America.

? - There are several other very low power stations (Wamena, Merauke,
and Nabire) that are constantly changing frequencies and very rarely
logged.

IDENTIFICATION OF INDONESIAN STATIONS - Because of the many changes
in frequencies, the use of the same frequency by more than one Indonesian
station, and the on again - off again nature of their operation, accurate °
identification of the station being heard before reporting a definite
logging is important. Yes, the Indonesians do broadcast local
identifications. The R.R.I. stations tend to ID mor: often than the
RPD stations, and the stronger signals make it easizr to ID the R.R.Y.
.stations.

Obviously, there will be no locml ID during a Jakarta relay period.
The relays are heard on all of the R.R.I. and most of the RPD stations
at 1200, 1300 and 1500 and last from fifteen to arcund thirty minutes.

The time to be alert for a local ID is at the end of a local musical
program, just before the start of a Jakarta relay. The announcer at the
regional station will give the station ID, if he has time, prior to the
commencement of the interval signal (tanda tunggu) on the chimes normally
’ described by Indonesian DXers as S.C.I. ("Song of the Coconut Islands")
| which should be listed in your reception reports as Rayuan Pulau @flapa
‘ and not Love Ambon.

- The other time to be especially ulert for a local ID its after a Jakarta
relay ends. You will always know when a Jakarta relay or even a regional
or local news session is about to end. There is a recorded patriotic song
or anthem by a large mixed chorus and orchestra. When the anthem ends,
| the local announcer will come back on and normally give a complete ID before
| the local program continues. Local IDs are often heard on the.half-hour also.

| LOVE AMBON - There is still confusion over Love Ambon and Song of

' the Coconut Islands (S.C.I.). S.C.I. is the interval signal played on

: what sounds like a carillon. Love Ambon is only played at sign-off. It
is a hauntingly beautiful melody on a kroncong in an arrangement that

| reminds one of the Hawaiian steel guitar. All of the R.R.I. stations and

; many of the RPD's use Love Ambon as a sign-off melody as follows: at the
closing of the day’'s schedule, the announcer makes & short ID announcement.

| The Love Ambon melody starts. After a few seconds, the announcer makes his

| final announcement which includes a complete ID &long with the wavelength |
(gelombang) in use and the station's location. Then Love Ambon continues

! for possibly a minute until the power is switched off. ]

Por those who have not yet experienced the joy of DXing the
Indonesian stations, I hope that the information included in this article
will provide an incentive. Those who desire to increase their Scoreboard
country total will have every reason to concentrate on the Indonesian
Radio Countries. Try it, and don't forget to report your loggings to
FRENDX.

This month we open with a timely piece by Devid M. Hinkley, of Kansas City,
Missouri, entitled:

Several times I have read about the imporb.ance of a good grounding technique to
insure quality reception. There is another reason for good grounding technique....
avoiding electrical shock. Here is a brief outline of some tips to keep your shack
safe. =

1. How many devices do you have plugged into the circuit that feeds your shack?
Figure the number of amps that equipment draws and see if your incoming circuit is
adequate. (Don’t forget other appliances in your home that may also be on the same
line.) Play it safe and run a seperate circuit. Install enough duplexes to plug in
all of your devices individually. Use an adequate gauge 3-wire conductor and consider
incorporating a Ground Fault Interupter type circuit breaker.

2. Have your receiver adequately grounded. Several retail store type models depend
on mechanical connectors. These can corrode and cause a break in the circuit. I
always solder connections or braze them to ensure they will remain intact. Many
different methods of grounding will work and have been presented in FRENDX before.
I have also set up a double-throw switch that lets me close the lead-in circuit
to the radio or throw the coax directly to ground bypassing everything but the
switch itself.

3. I have also built a few home brew accessories. If you are so inclined be sure o

put them inside a project box to adequately shield you from possible contact with
exposed circuitry.

4. 1If you have your shack in a damp basement, consider moving it upstairs. The moisture

is not good for your radio and may prove dangerous for you.

5. Consider your hearing. A headset may help but if your ears are ringing after
listening you may be needlessly exposing yourself to excessive noise levels. Over a
long period of time, exposure to high noise levels can lead to high frequency hearing
loss. OSHA currently requires hearing protection when employees are exposed to 85
decibels over a period of 8 hours. I have never measured what comes out of ny
receiver, but some of those squeals and hets are sharp. It would be tough to enjoy
the hobby if our hearing diminished.

Tropical Band Loop Antennas have been previously described by Ed Shaw in the May 198D
FRENDX Technical Topics column, and in "DX-ing According to .NASWA"™. Both loops
described by Ed are direct-coupled types and use post-amplification, either in the form
of a pre-amp kit (International Crystals BAX-1) or a home-built preamplifier. For
those who would 1ike to try a loop antenna but were perhaps worried about the complexity
of building/assembling a suitable pre-amp, fear not! Another means of coupling the
w loop to the receiver is Link Coupling. On the box loop, the link consists of a single
- turn of the same gauge wire (or next size smaller) as the loop "tank® coil. The
feedline to the receiver is connecteé to this 1link turn. If you use coax for the
feedline. the braid of the coax goes to one end of the link turn, ‘and the center
conductor of the coax to the other end of the 1link. The link turm should be centered
over the main tank windings. On a spiral loop, the link twm is centered in the middle
of the tank windings, not around the outside. In both cases, each elde of the tank
winding is connected to the variable capacitor.

Connecting the variable capacitor: if you are using an air-variable, take a look at
the underside of the frame, and you will see several mounting holes. Usually these
holes will take a #4-~40 machine screw, which we will use to mount a solder lug. This
1 is where one side of the tank is connected, while the other side of the tank is connected
: to one of the terminals provided. Be careful that the machine screw mounted through
the base does not touch the plates of the capacitor, in otrer words, use as short a
screw as necessary to hold the solder lug in placs.

I love to listen to excited Brazilians in the 60 meter band deseribimg
futbol matches with groans and moans and shouts. Recently I compiled a
tape of them and played it for an exchange student from Sao Paulo.

"They're screaming
about fires in their own stations.”

when I understood that sporadic blazes in the band have never died out,
I suddenly realized the explanation as to why great powerhouse stations
like Radio Nacional de Colombia on 4955, Radio Santa Fe on 4965 (same
country) and Radio Continente on 5030, in Venezuela, and a number of others
are no longer heard. Burn-outs!

Another insidious development to consider--Moscow recently began strong
transmissions in Russian on 4765 from a Cuban relay. Why? Is the Kremlin
readying a takeover in fire-scorched areas?

I have one other point I hesitate to bring up but must. In my long
career as a newspaper reporter and editor, I learned that fire officials
and police quickly suspect any informant about crimes and fires who brings
more information than he has a right to have. Let's be blunt about it.

Procedural vs. Declarative Computing:
What, Me Worry?

by John Campbell

Many of the live research issues in computer science and artificial
intelligence never get any publicity outside the ranks of the specialists.
Artificial intelligence itself is certainly attracting plenty of publicity
these days, mainly because it is at the center of the Japanese plans for
"5th generation computing” which have been causing some commercial
nervousness in the USA, though this publicity rarely goes into the details
of the subject. But there is one detail in all of this which will probably
make important changes eventually in the way that owners of home micro-
computers think about using their machines. In particular, it opens some
new possibilities for SWLs and DXers to comsider. It is the issue of
procedural versus declarative computing.

Pecple who program their own microcomputers usually work in BASIC
or some similar language. This is procedural programming; to get something
done, the user figures out the procedure the computer will have to follow,
and then writes a program which orders the computer to do it, Isn’'t that
what all programming is about? Not quite. Think of the kinds of mathematical
or logical puzzles which newspapers sometimes publish as column-fillers
(except in Texas, where in my experience they use items like "The principal
export of Ecuador is bananas” instead), where several facts and rules are
given, and where there is cnly oné possible answer (which the reader
usually has to find by an exhaustive search of the possibilities that is
consistent with all of the information. If we could treat a straight
declaration of just the facts and rules as the program to make the computer
find the right answer for us, we would be in the business of computing
in a very non-procedural way: declarative computing, to be exact.
