I have received some very interesting and thoughtful letters this
month and I'm delighted to be able to share them with you. Permit me to
say, lest I should forget, that I am very mindful of the time taken from
often very busy schedules to write. I appreciate, too, the unfailing
courtesy and good humor of your letters.

Andy Robins passed on to me a letter from Neil Gillis of Reading,
Massachusetts which gives air to a familiar problem:
...1 tend to feel somewhat isolated here in suburban
Boston. I really don't know anyone on a personal basis who
is in the hobby. I know there are many experts in the hobby
such as Jerry Berg, Sam Barto, and John Kapinos who live in
the New England area. I'm sure that there are many others
in the area unknown to me. What I'm driving at is I wish that
somehow those who would be interested could get together to
exchange ideas, maybe to assist us novices a little bit, and
most of all just meet in person some of the people who con-
tribute to this fine organization. Don't get me wrong, I don't
want to place a burden on anyone. We all wish at times that
there were 25 or 26 hours in the day in order to get things
done. (Well said; thank heavens for coffee.--sgm) Sometimes
it's just impossible to do everything.
Two things occured to me while I read this. First, I think that you
might profitably make reference to the DXer's Directory published by
Universal Shortwave Radio (1280 Aida Drive, Reynoldsburg, Ohio 43068;
$4.98 + $1.05 s/h). Second, you might then take your courage in your
hands and telephone or write to the people in your area who share your
interests in SWL. I may be wrong, but I think that everyone has felt
somewhat isolated at one time or another, particularly when starting
out in SWL, and no one will begrudge your efforts to widen your know-
ledge and circle of like-minded friends. Neil concludes his letter with
the following proposal which I am glad to relay:
...1've traveled to some pretty wild areas in Maine, but
I wouldn't know if they were suitable for, let's say, a
DXpedition. I would sure like to find out. In fact, if anyone
out there feels like I do, I would be willing to help to set
up some sort of meeting or activity.
There: that's just the sort of willingness to be helpful that is ome
of the chief characteristics of of those involved in SWL. If anyone is
interested in Neil's idea, just write to me and I'll send your letter
on to him.

So much for the old saw about lightning not striking twice in the
same place. A letter I received from Thomas Ross of Lyons, Illinois
is the story of my own introduction to SWL down to virtually the last
detail
...My first contact with SWL began like yours: by lis-
tening to my father's Zenith Trans-Oceanic radio when I was
younger. I, too, got out of listening for approximately 20
years, and at the beginning of 1984, I visited my local camera
shop and guess what I discovered? A Sony ICF-2002. After pur-
chasing it and bringing it home I had the same feeling you
had. "Would this tiny little radio be able to compete with
that great big Zenith?" Well, it sure did. HCJB in Quito,
Ecuador is to me what the BBC was to you, and I immediately
found it on the dial. That was all I needed. The SWL bug really
BIT me good. I then discovered QSL cards [Tom included a copy
of his well thought-out reception report form.-~sgm] and the
WRTH, and I was had, hook, line and sinker. You probably
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uessed it. I now have an ICOM IC-R71A. Boy, what a radio.

0 you see, it appears that we have quite a bit in common.

I-belong to NASWA too. And I have a neat SWL store in my

neighborhood [lucky you--sgm] where I purchased my ICOM --

Spectronics in Oak Park, IL. They were a great help to me also.

It sure is great to know that there are other new-comers in

this great hobby.
Neil, I don't suppose that I could have even invented a better object
lesson -- however isolated we may feel at times, there exists a common
bond of experience shared by all SWLers, and this usually serves to
make communication among us both friendly and easy. Tom also adds his
support for a beginners column. I would be interested to hear from any-
one about such a column: what would you like to see discussed and in
what format?

Tim Davissop writes from Cuyahoga Falls, Ohio (not unfamiliar to
me as I went to school in Tiffin, Ohio) and addresses himself to the
issue that I raised concerning the better marketing of SWL products
by their manufacturers:
.+.Potential income from the sales of shortwave equipment prob-
ab1¥ isn't anywhere near as great as, say, computers. SWBC
isn’t mass appeal enough... There is no 'hype' that can be
attached to SWL. Computer firms have told us that we must own
a computer because computer literacy will be the only way to
hold a job soon; a computer can save us thousands by correctly
balancing our checkbook; that owning a computer is fun (think
of video games!); the computer will make a genius of any 10-year-
old around; and that owning a computer is the cool/hip thing
to do... I feel that money, or lack of potential to earn it,
is what keeps SWL from growing via commercial promotion. ...It
must be promoted some way from a non-profit (or limited profit)
point of view. If we can convince Sony, Panasonic, etc. to do
8o, great. But, don't count on it!
I agree with you absolutely insofar as what you describe is a perfectly
accurate description of the current state of affairs. Maybe I missed some-
thing, but I think that the American advertising establishment which has
brought considerable media hype to bras and underwear, toilet tissue and
trash bags, could do a real number with something of genuine technological
interest like SWL and its tools. Indeed, many of the selling points which
you have clearly and succinctly summarized, might, by analogy, be applied
to SW radios (with, of course,the exception of balancing the checkbook).
Finally, this kind of merchandizing of SW radios just hasn't been done
in recent memory, so we don't really know for sure if it will work or not,
but I'd like to think that it might. Naive? Perhaps. Please forgive me if
I sound argumentative: like you, my only interest is in furthering the hob-
by. Tim has been a part of SWL since 1959 when he gotan old Hallicrafters
receiver from his grandfather,. and was one of NASWA's first members. He
continues in his letter:
...Several things about current shortwave programming bother
me a lot: there seems to be a trend towards no-personality, bor-
ing, facts-only type of programs on shortwave. Radio Netherlands,
with bright, warm program hosts is becoming a rarity! And, QSL
cards on shortwave stations seem to be be getting harder to get,
and the abundance of no-data "audience-cards" is a sad trend.In-
ternational image SHOULD be important to every country! If you
can get people to write your station several times a year, that
means they're at least listening!
Tim has taken the trouble to make several points that, I think, deserve our
consideration and comment. Now it's your turn: What do you think?

Finally, I had the pleasure of a telephone call from Steve Ropelewski
of Martinsburg, West Virginia. We talked of receivers in general, and the

ICOM IC-71A in particular; Steve is is looking around for a new receiver
and he wanted to know what I thought about my ICOM. That accomplished he
asked a very astute question about which, coincidentally, I had been think-
ing for several days: How would I characterize my listening? Was 1 gutely

a DXer or did I listen solely for content? Did I listen to the smaller,
harder-to-get stations or the ‘giants’'? Personally, I tend to listen for
extended periods of time to a given station and so would probably qualify
as a monitor. Occasionally, however, the station that I'm 'monitoring’

is an obscure Peruvian -- am I a DXer or a monitor, or an as-yet-unnamed
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variety of listener? The terminology of listening seems to me to be very
limiting -- you can be characterized as either one thing or the other but
not both. Another interesting question occured to me: how is your listening
reflected in your log-book? What information do you consider essential

to have at your disposal and what format do you use? For my own use I have
found a three-column analysis sheet (the sort of thing accountants use

for their work) works almost perfectly. I use the three columns for

1) frequency, 2) SINPO, and 3§ time of intercept. The description column

is usually enough to contain information about station identity, language,
and program content. What format do you use? Why?

During the course of our pleasant and informative conversation, I sensed
a real enthusiasm for a work that I'm sure will become a standard.(Inter-
national Broadcasting Edition is $9.95 + $1.85 s/h; Tropical Bands Edi-
tion is $3.95 + §0.85 s/h)

Thanks to the friendly folks at Spectronics, Inc.(1009 Garfield St.,
Oak Park, IL 60304; [312]-848-6777) I am now the proud owner of a Sony
ICF-2010 ($279.95 + s/h). It is a very fine piece of work and well worth
considering, but be sure to read the excellent review of it in FRENDX,
April 1985 by Don Moman. I use it for a lot of my non-critical listening
and even some of my critical listening. Has anyone else tried it? What
do you think? Let me know. 7

The morning breadcastis at 1200-1225,
replacing 1300-1325,

BULGARIA: All broadcasts moved one heur earlier UTC on April 1, when Bulgaria
changed to Summer Time, Bboadcasts to NA moved to 2030, 2130, 2300, 0300,

JAPAN: Radio Japan schedules a move of its NA programsl5 minutes later, making
the new times 0015-0115 on 11710 to E. NA and 0200-0300 on 15195/17825/21640 (21610 off)
to W.NA, The 11710 frequency has not been receivable in E.NA during the winter & spring,
80 it is hoped they will sBoon move to a 15 mhz frequency, to provide a better opportunity
of useful reception, What Radio Japan really needs is a relay via HCJB, pending the
" building of their projected Panama relay station!

THE SONY ICP-2010 RECEIVER
by Kurt Enkenhus

The new Sany ICP-2010 portable, like the $2000-plus Eska RX99PL, incorporates a
technical breakthrough: a phase-locked loop for autamatically tuning AM stations in
the ECSS mode. The Sony is, however, a lot easier an the pocketbook. I bought mine
from Spectronics for $279.95.

Since neither the operating instructions nor the service manual (whicb I

y ordered) quote specifications for sensitivity, selectivity, stability,

dynamic range or image rejection, this evaluation is based on a listening comparison
with two other receivers. One was the ICF—-6500W, Sony's earlier generation
portable, which bas analog tuning but digital freguency readout. The other was my
NRD-515, comnected to a 90-foot Barker Williamson 3-30 MEz broad-band folded dipole.

Performance of the ICP-2010 was evaluated with the built-in loop and whip
antennas, with the long wire supplied by Somy, and with the 90 foot dipole. I found
that all of the features of the ICP-2010 which depended on the application of
computer technology worked admirably. Some significant reception problems with an
external antenna were eliminated by using a tamed preselector.

General Peatures

As I unpacked the set, I noted at the top of the front panel the digital clock
and frequency displays, and the diagonal row of pin-head LEDs serving as an S—meter.
Two additional LEDs, marked SYNC [upper/lower] indicate BCSS lock-in on the upper or
lower sideband. On the right side is the manual tuning knob, tuning the synthesizer
in 0.1 or 1 kHz increments (5 or 50 kHz per revolution).

Under the displays are rows of keys- 68 in all, of Which 24 are dual purpose.
The first row actuates the programmahle timer, which allows up to four different
stations to be turned on at different times for selected periods of 15, 30 or 60
minutes. The second row has three keys for selecting the AIR (116-136 MBz), MM
(76-108 MHz), and AM (.15-30 MEz) bands. To the right of these are the WIDE (10
kHz) and NARROW (4 kHZ) bandwidth keys; a SYNC key to select autcmatic BCSS lock-in;
and USB and LSB/QOW keys for single sideband operation. B:low that are 32 memory
preset keys, and a keypad for entering frequency. When a station is recalled from
memory, the receiver responds not only with the exact freguency, but also the mode
(AM, SYNC, USB, or LSB) and bandwidth (WIDE, NARROW) used when the station was
stored. Pressing a SHIPT key allows memory keys to be used to scan the LW, MW, FM,
AIR, and 13 SW bands from 120m to 1lm, as well as the stations stored in memocy.

The right side of the case has a slide RP gain control and a three—position
tone switch. The volume control is on the front panel. On the left side of the
case is the main power onoff aswitch, a IN/LOCAL switch (attemuator), and five plugs
for connecting an external AM antenna, an extermal AIR/PM anterma, a tape recorder,
earphones, and a 4.5V AC adapter (supplied). The back of the set has the battery
compartment for installing two AA batteries for the computer and three D batteries
to power the radio.
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Performance Evaluation

The frequency synthesizer is stable and highly accurate (within 100 cycles vs
WV). Bams can be timed easily, in contrast to the ICP-6500W, which drifted so much
that SSB reception was virtually impossible. For those who like to do a lot of
manual tuning, the £ftl fftl sound of the synthesizer as it increments frequency is
annoying.

The PLL-BCSS system is a technical marvel. Lock-in occurs reliably when scanning
with SYNC activated., If a weak station fades out, the SYNC light may extinguish for
a moment, but the system relocks as soon as signal strength returns. Lock may
occasionally be lost if there is a garble of signals on frequency (or if the °D*
cells run low). The receiver then emits a growl. Pressing the SYNC key will
usually re-establish lock. If there is interference on USB, manmal fine tuming down
200 cycles will lock on the LSB and eliminate it. The lock-in range is broad,
several hundred cycles above and below the nominal frequency.

In all cases there is a modest but disinct improvement in audio quality when
SYNC is used. Only the NARROW (4 kHz) bandwidth is generally suitable for S
listening. The lack of other appropriate IF bandwidths, and especially the absence
of passband tuning, prevents taking full advantage of the benefits of BCSS. The 4°
built-in gpeaker is only fair, and the tane control of minor usefulness. For these
reasons, the ICF-2010 cannot match the crisp, clear readability attainable with the
NRD-515, However, an astounding improvement is easily obtained by plugging a pair
of battery powered amplified speakers (Radio Shack No. 40-1259, $49.95) into the
earphone socket. Purthermore, it should be possible to simulate passband tuning
using a properly designed active audio filter.

The ICQP-2010's aubamatic gain control smooths out flutter and fading very well,
especially in the SYNC mode. AGC of the older 65004 model was poor with the 10 kHz
filter, but both readability and signal steadiness were greatly improved after I
installed a 4 kBz filter.

As vith most portahles, the sensitivity of the ICF-2010's whip antenrna on SW is
modest but satisfactory when the bands are open. The full potential of the receiver
is anly obtainable by comnecting an external antemna.

If complexity eguated to performance, then one might expect perfection from the
ICP-2080. It has no less than 63 transistors, 26 integrated circuits, 76 diodes, 5
ceramic and 2 crystal filters. Unfortunately, even with a 20 foot antenna wire, the
lack of frant end selectivity and modest dynamic range can play havoc with reception
at frequencies below 6 MEz. At night on the M4 band I heard all sorts of spurious
background signals. The 120m band was seemingly alive with signals under conditions
where anly WW was received on the NRD-515. Similar but progressively less serious
problems can oocur on the 90, 75, and 60 meter bands.

The MRD-515 is free from such problems because it has six auvtomatically switched
passband filters covering the short wave spectrum, as well as a tuned preselector
for the BC band. I was therefore delighted, but not altogether surprised, to
discover that spurious signals in the ICP-2010 were eliminated and high sensitivity
realizable by comnecting a hame-built tuned preselector between the anterma and the
receiver. The (clear channel) weak signal capability of the ICF-2010 with the
preselector and 90 foot dipole was only slightly less than that of the NRD-515.
However, the receiver may overload on strong stations unless the antenna attenuator
is set from DX to LOCAL.

Overall, the ICF 2010 portable, when used with a preselector and amplified
speakers, is likely to appeal to a large mmber of listeners. Tume it to 5020 kBz
some morning, as I recently did, and you too can feel the thrill as the S meter
baldly runs up the acale and SYNC locks on Pidgin English fram Honiara.

THE HOME COMPUTER, A LINK TO RAPID DX COMMUNICATION

ACE, the clandestine people, recently announced the coming on-line of
their club BBS (Bulletin Board System). They aren't the first club to offer
this communication mode, and they won't be the last. Communication is the
prime reason for the existence of clubs. Most of us joined a club for its
bulletin or magazine, its organ of communication. How does a club entice new
members? It offers a sample of its bulletin. This gesture says, "Look at the
information available to you by joining our club." However, just the
communication of information by a club is not enough. The information must be
communicated on a timely basis so as to be of value. That window to rare DX
doesn't stay open for months on end. 1t opens and closes all too soon for
most of us. In an effort to Keep information current, clubs publish more
frequently than once a month. NASWA does a fantastic job in getting out a
midmonth UPDATE so that members can have their DX information every 2 weeks.

Your home computer with that magic little box called a Modem coupling it
to the phone now makes it possible to get DX information as it happens. The
advent of the radio specialty BBS enables you to share that rare DX wmithin
moments of its logging. Imagine the followingt

Tristan Tom is doing his usual scan of the band. Wuhat is booming in at
38db over S9? You guessed it. He fires up the tape recorder and sits down at
the computer console. Within seconds he has booted up the terminal program
and dialed into the local shortwave BBS. Tom taps furiously at the Keys,
placing his valuable information into the public message section of the BBS.
Tom completes his message and signs off) elapsed time, under 5 minutes. Now
the information can be read by other users of the BBS. Within days the
station is snowed under with QSL reports. Thousands of ecstatic DXers receive
the ultimate QSL. To show their appreciation they elect Tom President, and
from that office he ends the arms race, stamps out famine & world hunger and
el iminates poverty.

Does this all sound 1ike a bunch of Nibi-Nibi? Well, perhaps the tale
Was embell ished a bit to make it interesting. Howeuver, had Tom made that
reception, he could have placed the information on a BBS in under 5 minutes,
and that certainly would increase the chances of others catching the same
piece of DX.

What is a Bulletin Board System? Actually, a computer BBS is muich the
same as the cork bulletin board found at the office, the supermarket,
classroom etc. It is a place where you put information for others to read.
Although this definition is simplistic it generally holds true for large
telecommunication systems such as Compuserve and The Source right on down to
the BBS run by the computer hobbyist at home. Bulletin Board Systems may fall
into one of two categories or most commonly a combination of both, the
communication formatted BBS and the magazine formatted BBS. The communication
formatted usually limits itself to sending & receiving public messages,
sending & receiving private messages (E-Mail) and sending and receiving
computer programs (uploading & downloading)., The magazine formatted places
emphas is on messages, articles, commercials, etc. prepared by the operators of
the BBS. Most magazine oriented systems have some or all of the features
found in the communications formatted system.

No matter which type of BBS you call, the procedure is similar.

Depending upon the sophistication of your equipment, either you dial the BBS
and connect the computer, or the computer does it automatically. When the BBS
answers, the two computers can begin communication. Most Bulletin Board
Systems have some form of security mhereby you must give a password, user ID &
or some more elaborate identification system. This protects the BBS and users
from unauthorized individuals abusing the system. Once on line, you are
usually greeted with the main menu. In the large commercial systems, you can
spend a great deal of time just brousing through menus to find tha section you

Want. The hobby boards are smaller offering fewer choices and saving valuable
on-1ine time. In fact, many small boards limit callers to 20 minutes or less
on-l1ine. This is plenty of time to leave or receive messages, E-Mail or to
up/download a short program.

The mimimum hardware required to put together a BBS includes! computer,
disk drive, monitor or TV and modem. BBS software is, of course, a necassity.
This list is the bare bones minimums for a truly flexible BBS you must add a
second disk drive and a printer. With hobby computer prices again plummeting,
and using your existing TV, a bare bones BBS can be put together under $400.
A good board can be constructed under $700, about the price of a
communications quality receiver. Although most BBS programs run themselves, a
System Operator, SYSOP for short, is needed from time to time. Lixe a cork
bulletin board, the BBS needs to have old messages removed and other routine
maintenance performed. To communicate with a BBS, less equipment is needed.
A computer, monitor or TV, cassette, modem and software are the bare bones,
although better flexibility is achieved with a disx drive. If you use your
existing TV, you can telecommunicate for about $250.

You may now be saying, "OK, I'm convinced. 1 can have DX information
within minutes and the cost is not all that great, let's get a BBS going."
Not so fast, here come the zingers. 1If you live at any distance from the BBS,
Ma Bell or one of those generic telephone systems wants a piece of your
checkbook. The fine print says that the largest expense of telecommunication
is your monthly long distance bill. If the nearest BBS is in Ohio and you
live in New Jersey, you are not apt to check in on the BBS every few hours to
see the newest information nor to list your latest loggings. Additonally,
many Bulletin Board Systems have membership or user fees to defray their
expenses and in the instance of the large commercial BBS to generate profit.
Some bill you for the actual time you are on-line with the system. So far,
most radio specialty systems are small and run on someone's home or business
microcomputer. These usually accommodate only one caller at a time, which can
make it frustrating because you may wait for hours to get through. For these
reasons, those of us who put in long hours working on club bulletins and
magazines Wwon't be facing unemployment at the hands of the BBS just yet.

fAny metropol itan area with its concentration of radio hobbyists is a
prime area for a BBS. Here you have a large number of users 2all within a
local calling or minimal cost long distance area. There are also those who
feel it worth the expense to have their DX information at once and are willing
to invest in the long distance charges and other costs. 1t is because of
these people and the radio specialty BBS that the home computer is becoming a
1ink to rapid DX communication.

(musical greetings). Interesting in that the stn seemed to stay on only to proide
music for a birthday party somewhere in the little town, as all prgming from 0200~
0456% wae dedicated to the same people. And the anncrs even asked the partiers to
send some beer to the station to help combat the heat!!! Also IDed as "Radio Selec-
ta C y D (possibly Commercial y Difusora). Following day heard with very good sig-
nals day round. Not QRM and lots of IDs at time checks. The announcer was Aurelio
Palomino. Another full ID heard in the following days: "...En su sintonia, Radio
Selecta de Viru, Banda Internacional de 45 metros, Amplitud Modulada."

PERU Radio Universo, Santa Rosa, Cajamarca, which I first thought to be Santa Cruz.
But when I found Santa Cruz on 6651.2 with its prgm "Voces del cribllismo” (0020 2~
27) 1 found that this is a new Cajamraca station. Messages to people in the Bagua
Chica area. Very poor in spoken segments but good in wusic. Lotes of huaynce, pasil-
los, and some cumbias. Slightly better than E. Santa Cruz, and sometimes with some
QRM from the North Peruvian Point to Point UTE that operates on 6814.7 USH.

This stn doesn’t seem to be related to the long-inactive Radio Nuevo Eden, Celen-
din, becuase of its very different style (very few anncmts in the new station, short
dedications, etc.). Also its power is greated than Kuevo Eden and ite signal is
slightly overmodulated, no like Nuevo Eden. Fuevo Eden also used 6814.6. R

Messages to people in the Cutervo area, responding to those b'cast over Ilucan.
On 2-28 after 0130 several clear IDs as, "...en los estudios de Radio Universo, son
las...” Gone at a 0200 check. 3-1 heard closing with national anthem at 0205.% At
0142 3-3 heard anncing: "en Radio Universo, que transmite desde Santa Rosa, en
la localidad de..." Also heard opening 3-4 0013 with national anthea, announcing that
they would b'cast till 0100 only because of problems with the rain. The opening an-
nouncement said, "....ocho de la noche con trece minutos, Radio Universo que
tranemite desde la Provincia localidad de Pucayas (?77) inicia su labor corres-
pondiente al dia de hoy, & de Margo de 1985."

PERU Radio Tacna // 6562.8, Now heard in parallel as noted 2-3 and both with

about the same power.

PERU Radio Moquegua, Moquegua heard first during first check of 31 mb in a long
vhile. Possibly they've been here a while???Noted 3-10 at 1730. Also heard Radio Con-
cordia at the same time, active again on 9530.0 with very good signal. Heard again
at 1823 check, with pops. Signal reaching 10 db over s9 by then in Lima, though
there were instances of audio cutoffs, as though trouble with lines. Perhaps testirg
SW. IDs as Radio Moquegua.” Slogan: "El nivel mas alfo de la AM."

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Sl 'S DATABASE

A single disk database for the Commodore 64, SWL's Database has been
created to allow you to Keep tabs on target or favorite stations. It
provides scheduling information and propagation data so that you can select
the best possible listening times and frequencies. As with any database,
you can update, delete or add new data.

Load and Run the program. The initialization requires that you entert
lat., lon., QTH, solar flux, date, local time, daylight savings and time
zone data. After initialization, the map clock menu appears. The map clock
lists tocal time in 24 hour format, GMT, and the times for B major cities
throughout the world. The sun appears on the map and moves from east to
west in relation to the hour of day. The sun also appears above or below
the equator in relation the season. At the top of the map clock, the name
of the database in the drive is given. To the right of the map clock, the
menu choices appear. From the menu you can choose! one of five search
modes , propagation prediction for stations not in the database (propagation
prediction is automatically available for stations found through search
mode) and a housexeeping function to update the database or create new
databases.

The search modes are self explanatory. Uhen a station is found, the
available data is printed on the screen and several options are offered
includingt continue search, hardcopy, propagation prediction and return to
main menu. 1f propagation prediction is selecteds data on distance,
bearing, solar indices, sunrise-sunset and darxness path are given. From
this screen you cant hardcopy, return to station listing or compute the MUF.

14 MUF is selected, you can choose to compute MUF for a single hour or the
entire 24 hour perijod. Print-out is also available.

Using the update data files function you cant read individual files
(each file covers an hour of the day), urite to the file for updating
frequencies and times or to add and delete stations. You can create whole
new database disxks and write files to them. This allows you to create an
infinite number of databases such ast! clandestines, latins, Indonesians,
etc. There are also functions to read the disk directory and disk error
channel. Finally there are instructions on editing files and creatling new
disks and hour files. (By the way, the program will create a disk that will
hold 1320 station listings. 33 per hour X 24 hours.)

The program has been compiled using BLITZ (C). By doing this, the
program runs faster. In addition to the program, an English Stations to
North Amer ica database is included. The English Station Database was
created from Dan Ferguson's °"Guide to English Shortwave Broadcasts® which is
published bi-monthly. The database is updated every two months using this
publication.

Sl ‘s DATABASE is offered on disk only for a $10 copy and postage fee
in the US, $11 airmail overseas (US funds). The program and database are
contained on the same disk. Portions of the disk are copyrighted but may be
copied for backup purposes, not sale nor distribution to others.
