We have some very interesting letters this time around as they contain a lot of news and
thought-provoking ideas. So, let's get right into them.

First off. we have a letter and several enclosures from Duke Alexander (Houston, Texas)
who is associated with the Texas Bureau (Studios and Sales Agency) of Radio Earth International.
He writes:

...I'm sending a couple of items which 1 hope you might use in FRENDX. First, a 'plug'
for my RSA DX Report (see below, Contact Notes--sgm). And, a letter to Sen. Barry Gold-
water in reference to H.D. Norman's idea regarding mandatory SW bands on imported
radios. This idea deserves SWL support, in my view.

Certainly support your idea that manufacturers could advertise SW like they do
scanners and (a few years ago, hi) CBs.

Can't tell you much about what is happening at Radio Earth except that the last
time 1 heard from Jeff White, he was looking for an outlet for Radio Earth programs.
Details of plans to sell stock will be unveiled at ANARCON 85. For many reasons buying
stock in this will be a GOOD investment, so I'm quite optimistic that enough money will
be raised to put Radio Earth on with its own transmitter.

The letter to Sen. Goldwater was written by F. A. Dunlap (WA5STWF, Houston, Texas; Life Mem-
ber, ARRL):

1 read with great interest your interview in CQ magazine, May 1985 issue. At the’
outset 1 must say that 1 am 100% in favor of your past and present efforts on behalf
of radio enthusiasts. Today I am writing to bring to vour attention a proposal which
I think is worthy of your sponsorship, in the area of helping Amateur Radio grow, and,
which will benefit the public in general.

Mr. H.D. Norman, of Opelika, Alabama, has been in contact with his Senator--Sen.
Heflin--in regards to this proposal. His idea is to require that all radio sets which are
imported into the U.S., and which have a selling price of $30.00 or more, be required
to have at least two (2) shortwave bands along with AM or FM. Many such sets are being
sold here already, but many are offered which do not include shortwave. Technologv
has advanced to the point where it is no problem for manufacturers to meet this re-
quirement - indeed the models sold in Europe or Latin America all include shortwave
coverage. And U.S. manufacturers are exempt from this requirement, so i see very little
opposition developing. "Why should this be done and how will this help Amateur Radio?",
you might ask.

Listening to shortwave is a very educational activity. We can listen to Radio France
International or the BBC for example, to see what other Nations are "saying about US"
or etc. Indeed, we have a RIGHT to hear what the VDA is "telling the world about Amer-
ica”. And, some entrepreneurs here in the USA are beginning to "open up" the medium
as a commercial broadcasting arena, as well. Before Wwil most radio sets had shortwave.
FM was introduced after WWil and primitive technology was not able to accomodate full
spectrum coverage, so retailers got gccustomed to selling only AM/FM sets. Now man-
ufacturers produce full coverage sets,\‘no [more} cost that AM/FM-only sets. But Ameri-
cans are unaware of SW!' (my underlining-sgm)

Amateur Radio experienced growth in the '/0s as a result of CBers entering our
ranks. But CBers learn very poor operating habits. On the other hand, shortwave lis-
teners learn the BEST - how to listen! Most SW broadcasting stations have programs
for the hobbyist SwL and I know several that have found out about Amateur Radio this
way. Aside from the obvious - Amateur Radio is in the shortwave spectrum.

Barry, your expertise in drafting this legislation is essential, in my opinion. Can
you help?

The question also arises: "Can we of NASWA help in this effort?” It seems a very good idea, and
Mr. Dunlap has put it, and much else besides, very well indeed. By the way, an extract from Mr.
Norman's proposal reads as follows:

We have proposed a bill that would require all radios sold in the USA include the
international broadcast band after 1 January 1987. This is very important to the en-
hancement of world communications and we urge you to write to [your] Senator with
your comments to assist in drafting the legisiation. Radios which do not have interna-
tional reception are a serious violation of a person's right to [exchange] information...

Now on to a letter from John H. Demmitt of Bellefonte, Pennsylvania. After some very kind
words about CONTACT, John continues:

As for vyour interesting observation of SWi vs. DX, I'd like to offer you the following
to consider.

A DX'er is also a shortwave listener because he has to listen to shortwave to hear
the DX. A monitor or Swi'er, depending on the station he is listening to, can also be
considered a DX'er. For example, there is one SW buff in Ohio who monitors the Falkland
[slands on a regular basis. Most of the time he does not receive the station but other
times he does. He has to put up with QRM, QRN and a lot of other problems experienced
by Dx'ers. If you're going to refer to yourself using the correct term, say exactly
what you are--a Swi'er 8 Dx'er. You do both, so both titles apply. By the way, the term
monitor is usually reserved for the person who listens to selected stations for the pur-
pose of making reception reports for those stations. This is often done at the invitation
of those stations.

Hope 1've been helpful. Now that 1've read your column, it's your turn to read my
Tips N' Topics column in SPEEDX. (Very cagey, John-sgm) hi.

John also asked for MW bandscan, but it was not entirely clear from his Jetter whether he wanted
it from Republic, Ohio or Providence, Rhode Island. | have written to him (it was, 1 think, my first
"Dear John letter") in order to get clarification. When 1 get it | will pass it on to you and maybe
we can help John out.

Finally, a very nice letter from Lerry Joe Hiatt of Arvada, Colorado who writes as follows:

Just a note of congratulations on your great job on the CONTACT column in this
month’s FRENDX. KEEP 1T UP. (I'm extremely susceptible to flattery. Thanks--sgm)

I'm “also writing to give my vote for a 'beginners' or 'novice’' column in FRENDX.

True, many books and articles are in easy access to the person who falls in this
category. But not everyone wishes to invest many dollars in a SWt library.

My suggestion would be to review some of these articles and books.

For example, for a month or two have antennas as a topic. One month could be
antenna projects for the apartment or townhouse dweller. Another month could be proj-
ects for the person who has ample space for larger antennas. Each article could con-
clude with the pros and cons of the particular design described.

outlining composers who have made extensive or innovative

0040-0055: "our Choice of Music" (Radio Portugal, Portugal).
T-.e program features primarily traditional and folk music
f:om Portugal although there is an occasional rock tune.
Commentary between songs is kept to a minimum--about 30
seconds or so at most. As purely a personal comment, it
is not my choice of music. (6095)

0210-0225: "Dutch by Radio"™ (Radio Nederlands, Netherlands).
This is probably one of the best language programs on the
airwaves and certainly one of the better bargains around.
For two IRC's Radio Nederlands will send you a textbook
worth about $5.00 or so and a cassette recording. The
programs begins with "Did You Know?" a 3-5 minute feature
on Dutch history and culture. Then there is a reading of
the written text and a few pointers on Dutch grammar.

The program ends with "Meet the Dutch”, interviews with
ordinary Dutch citizens (a taxi driver in Groningen, a

farm wife, etc.) Five stars go to the program host Michael
Harrigan for organizing one of the slickest and most enter-
taining language programs I've heard.

WEDNESDAY

0450-0500: "Reflections" (BBC, England). A religious program
but far from a sermon. The emphasis is more on a philo-
sophical examination of religion and its relationship to
our lives by noted English clergymen and theologians.
Good for those interested in the more cerebral aspects of
religion. (6175/9510).

0115-0125: "Living Here" (Kol Israel, Israel). Features inter-
views with immigrants to Israel and with people living in
Israel on a temporary basis (like students). Examines
daily life and institutions in the country. (7412/9440/
9815).

THURSDAY

0110-0130: "Microphone on Europe" (Deutsche Wells, West Germany).

An in-depth analysis of feature stories in Europe, including
"Commentary" (editorial opinion), economic news, West German
press review, and obituaries of famous Europeans. (6040/

on 6130/9545/9690/11705. .

0150-0225: "Media Network" (Radio Nederlands, Netherlands).

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RADIO AUSTRALIA VISIT/TOUR

OUT THERE SOMEWHERE

Oon December 28, 1984 I was able to tour the new (official
opening a year ago) Radio Australia (RA) studios near
Melbou<tne, Australia. There follows a brief account of
what wus learned.

Through transmitting facilities in Shepparton, Carnavan and
recently reconstructed facilities in Darwin (the then half
completed facilities in Darwin were literally swept away by
Cyclone Trach 6 years ago) RA broadcasts in 9 languages to SEA,
Japan, the Pacific, North America and Europe. Their primary
targets are Indonesia and Japan. With 9 and one-half hours

of Indonesian programming per day they devote more air-time to
this langquage than any other international broadcaster.

Radio Australia is probably the most listened to Asian short-
wave broadcaster in North America. Providing an excellent
service year 'round on 9580 kHz, a frequency they have used
for more than 20 years. They and Radio Japan form a basis
for the most accurate sources of Asian news available in the
Far East.

All of RAs' program feeds are computer controlled and a sophis-
ticated control room allows for manual back-up as well as audio
and video distribution throughout the system. Off-air signals
from a variety of other shortwave broadcasters (BBC, VOA, Radio
Republik Indonesia, Radio Beijing, Radio Japan and Radio Moscow)
are fed by Landlines from a receiving station in Hyde Park, Vic-
toria to the various language units, newsroom and parliamentary
offices.

People at RA can actually "Listen" to RA - something most people
at VOA never have an opportunity to do.

Besides the usual newsroom, producers' lounge, picture-window
studios and amenities of a broadcast facility, the RA site has
two things of special interest.

The first is an excess of property which, in the near future,

RA plans to fill up with offices for the Australian Broadcasting
Corporation (ABC); the internal, government-operated broadcast-
ing network. There is some discussion about this as it would
move them far from the city-centre where the real news happens.
Weather the moves eventuate or not is not a foregone conclusion.

The second point of interest is a 10 meter dish near the facility
being readied for a satellite yet to be deployed by Eurosat.

This will give RA a valued link with the rest of the world and

is the first in a series of satellites to be launched.

Just as Australia is a very different country from New Zealand,
so too is their outlook towards international broadcasting.
Australia has realized the potential of the medium and have
made the investment necessary to ensure a clear, potent voice
in Asia and the Pacific.

Replacinmng the R70”s PET Filter

Gerry Thomas

As has been widely proclaimed. the 1com KR70/R71 family of
communications receivers is a potentially outstanding breed. A
recurring complaint about these rece:vers. however, centers around
ICOM’s choice of filter in the passband tuning (PBT) circuit when
receiving in the AM mode. The R70 (and I assume, the R71/A) uses a
muRata CFWA4SSHT ceramic filter 1n this mode. a relatively 1nexpensive
filter with the following specs---o6kHz at —6dB, 1BkHz at ~S0dB and a
maximum stopband attenuation of 3% dB. The last figure is of particular
interest in that nearby signals of even moderate strength can find their
way under the skirts of this filter ang produce audible <(occasionally
intelligible) interference. This state of affairs is i1n stark contrast
to the outstanding performance of the FL44/A. an optional (and
expensive-~-$159.9%5) filter available for the SSB FBT circuit.

The obvious solution to the PBT-AM problem is filter substitution,
Unfortunately, space limitations are such that very few high quality
filters are available which will fit and no quality filters (to my
knowledge) have the same (strange) terminal lay-out as the stock
CFWASSHT., So., early attempts at correcting the PBT-AM problem revolved
around mounting filters on the underside of the circuit board and
bending filter leads to fit. This method, as well as the one whereby a
filter was mounted nearby and connected to the solder points via heavily
shielded cable., did not succeed because signal leakage at one point or
other negated the improved specs of the more expensive filter. (Simil ar
difficulties had been encountered in the past when trying to substitute
high quality filters in certain brands of portables (i.e., Fanasonic).)
It became obvious that a more drastic solution was needed---a small,
high quality filter would have to be found and the tracings on the
circuit board reworked.

Finally, 1 did locate a ceramic filter of much higher quality than the
stock filter, and of nearly identical size. Installation is not that
difficult but is really not for the faint-hearted because new mounting
holes must be drilled in the circuit board and copper tracings must be
removed. Nonetheless. selectivity is improved and leakage is nil. In
fact, I’ve modified my R70 so that the super FL44A can be used in the AM
PBT mode and 1 can detect no difference in leakage between the FL44A and
the substituted filter. Incidentally, the filter used in this mod is
the muRata CFGASSI with the following specs~——4kHz at -6dB: 10kHz at
~60dB: and a stopband attenuation of 70dE.

Before performing this mod, make sure that your warranty has expired
because the procedure described below will undoubtedly terminate it.

Wha ou_wi need-—

(1) muRata CFGA455! filter

(1) hand or power drill

(1) #60 drill bit

(1) soldering iron and solder
(1) desoldering tool or wick

(3) Fhillips head screwdriver
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1 razor blade or X-acto knife

(1) length (K2") of hook=-up wire

Procedure

1. Remove top cover of K70 as per manual instructions.

2. Locate on top of the circuit board the AM PBT +filter. It's
labeled FIS on the schematic and is at the left rear of the board.
I. Follow instructions in the manual for accessing the bottom of the
main circuit board. These are the same instructions in the manual for
installing the FL44 crystal +filter 1n the SSB PBT circuit; but,

obviouslv., you won’t be installing an FlL44 so0 don’t remove the GSSR
filter, resistors, etc. You just want to get at the bottom of the

Circu:it board.
4. Locate the solder points of the stock ceramic filter on the
underside of the board (see illustration).

S. Using your desoldering tool, remove the solder from the five (5)
solder points and remove the filter from the board.

6. Now. take the new CFGASSI filter and bend the ground tab on the
filter so that you can press the filter against the copper tracings on
the bottom of the board and thereby create indentations to mark the
places to drill the new mounting holes. You will have to drill two new
holes (one for the input terminal and one to accommodate the ground tab)
and you will have to enlarge the existing mounting holes (in the three
remaining corners) to accommodate the slightly larger terminals of the
new filter.

7. Drill/enlarge the holes as illustrated: drill from the copper
tracing side of the board (to avoid ripping the tracings from the
board).

8. Take your razor blade/X-acto knife or Dremel tool and carefully
cut or grind away the circuit board ccating that surrounds the hole
which you drilled for the tab of the new filter (you want to get zo bare
copper) .

9. Now remove the coating as well as a small circle of copper that
surrounds the new hole you drilled for the input pole of the new filter.
When you 1nsert the new filter, you don’t want this pole touching any of
the surrounding copper.

10. Finally, cut or grind away the copper tracing as illustrated
bel ow.

____;ﬁ
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11. Now insert the CFGASSI on the component side of the bogrd {(the
space formerly occupied by the stock filter) And-pfessl down firmly so
that the new filter is seated snugly against the circuit board.

12. Fold the ground poles of the new filter toward each other so that
they meet at the ground tab of the filter. .

13. Bend the tab against the board tightly and solder the poles and
tabs to each other and to the circuit board.

14. Take a 3/8" piece of ordinary 18-20 gauge hook-up wire (I tried
shielded wire and ferrite beads with no discernable improvement over the
hook-up wire) and solder one end to the pole marked 'IN° on the
illustration.

15. Scrape away the plastic coating on the illustrated copper tracing
and solder the other and of the 3/8" wire. Route the wire awav from
other solder points and press against the circuit board.

16. Replace the circuit board and top cover of the R70.

You have now completed the filter substitution mod.

Turn on the R70 and notice that the travel of the PBT kneb is much
tighter than before. That is. intelligibility on moderately strong
stations 1s lost at about the 9:00 and 2:00 o’clock positions (instead
of 7:00 and S:00, i+ at all). Most importantly, i¥ you performed the
mod correctly, you should be able to detect no difference in levels of
audible splatter between the FBT 'on’ and ’'off’ positions when tuned a
few kHz away from a strong station.

I+ you are interested in this mod but can’'t find the mukRata CFG45S],
1’11 mail you one for $19 (ppd) or 1’11 perform the mod for you for 8$30

Finally, I have not tried the preceding mod on the R71/A but I assume
the procedure is identical. 1 would be very interested in hearing from
anyone who tries the mod on these later models.

am (0930 UTC), operating 7 days a week, 14h a day. Neither White House nor R Mart{
would confirm .or deny this. 20/5's significance is the 83rd anniversary of Cuban
independence from Am military rule following the Sp/Am war. The previous week, Haw-
kins, Chiles, and Reps. Pepper and Fascell recorded msgs of greeting for the inaugu-
ral be, (gh) It's quite unclear why such an attempted element of surprise was neces-
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sary, A Cubau exile leader complained that "the politicians couldn't keep their
mouths shut,' but went on to forgive them since they had made Radio Mart{ possible.
It was not until the night before that USIA public affairs officer Rogene Waite

was allowed to call me confirming the startup for the following morning, The Miami
Herald reported, however, that even the station staff was not officially told it
would be going live until early Monday. I, of course, was tuned to the VOA-Marathon
transmitter on 1180 20/5 from 0915--st1ll in darkness, R Mil, Dominican Republic and
several other stations, notably the usual Cuban Radio Reloj outlet could be heard
mixing on the fq; VOA's open carrier produced an annoying sub-audible heterodyne; it
must be a few Hz off frequency. There was none of the usual '"Yankee Doodle” VOA IS
s/on routine, simply Radio Mart{ starting sharp at 0930, at first down in the mud of
QRM but soon gaining. Cuba normally runs a small jammer a couple of kHz above 1180
against VOA, which is more of an annoyance than a blockage, 'cohete de Fidel.' as
Ron Schatz likes to call it, after the VOA s/on at 1130, but it took only six minutes
for this to come on after Radio Mart{'s debut, The FCC monitoring station in PFort
Lauderdale was quoted as reporting that jamming was on the increase; however, I don't
believe there was anything out of the ordinary during the first two days, although
one would expect an eventual increase, ABC-TV Nightline played a brief tape of noth-
ing but noise, implying that was what R Mart{ sounded like in Cuba; I don't believe
that, either, Highly irresponsible journalism. Nor am I inclined to take at face
value the news item R Mart{ itself ran almost every half hour that morning, quoting
AFP and EFE (Frencl; and Spanish news agencies, suppodedly disinterested parties) in
Havana that R Marti was being heard there loud and clear without interference. Com-
pounding the erroneous mformation flying around about this was an item on Nightline
saying the transmissions from Marathon on MW and Greenville on SW were so directional
that they couldn't be heard in most of the US: and Sweden Calling DXers 21/5 claimed
it was a 500 kW transmitter in the Florida Keys, It is, and always has been, 50 kW,

Did I say shortwave? R Mart{ was supposedly authorized to broadcast only on MW
1180, unless 'jamming’ increased 25%, tho I doubt the FCC or the State Department
is capable of making such a precise measurement; but R Martf{ 1180 was heard giving a
shortwave schedule infrequently, usually just claiming to be on 1180 (or "11.80™).
It turns out that there's a single SW frequency // M throughout the broadeast, but
not a single transmitter, as open carriers are heard on frequencies about to open be-
for the previous one has gone off. At least two of the channels chosen are remarka-
ble for their ignorance of existing stations., The initial SW schedule was: 0930-12
on 6075, 12-14 on 9580 (R. Australia'--but now, it really doesn't matter, does it,
since RA doesn't broadcast to North America?!), 14-1730 on 11815 {very good here),
siesta break at 1730-2030; 2030-2300 on 11930; and 2300-0300 on 9660 (Venezuela').
None of the media ever bothered to give the SW frequencies; RM announcements were
sometimes wrong, e.g. "9.600," "11,900"--what are all these meaningless digits, the
announcers must wonder. Furthermore, in 2 highly unprofessional manner, the fq
changes are made at the exact scheduled time, regardless of programming in progress—
it is, of course, the programmers who ought to build in the necessary breaks and an-
nounce the next frequency, just like WRNO, It was also supposedly required that the
1180 transmitter continue to carry VOA 3 hours a day, but this was apparently not be-
ing done--unless in the middle of the night or during afternoon siesta when I vas
not monitoring and VOA ordinarily is not broadcasting in Spanish,

What about the programming? I monitored almost continuously during the first 8
hours, and sporadically after that, In the morning, there was generally news every
half hour, of varying lengths and highly repetitive, the big story being Castrc's
immediate reaxion to R Mart{ in cutting off travel between the US & Cuba; never did
RM mention the Cuban govt's point no. 5 as monitored from R Rebelde: reserving the
right to broadcast to the US on mediumwave in response, A disproportionate amcunt
of overseas correspondent reports came from Spain, rather out of place on this ser-
vice, Every half hour there was a feature, "{Sabfa Vd.,?" (did you know) that 51 Cub=-
ans were killed in Nicaragua during 1984, Pains were taken to paint Cuba in a nega-
tive light. A sports report had a leading Dominican baseball star pointing out that
the best BB players used to come from Cuba, and that Cuba would probably have a majar
league teaw now if it weren't for communism, Official VOA editorials were run perio-
dically, e.g. 1155 and the stn was frequently identified as a special VOA service
for Cuba; letters were invited via 3rd parties/relatives in the US or other coun-
tries, addressed simply to R Martf, Wéshington DC, USA, Part of our $11 million a
year is going to broadcast astrological horoscope nonsense to the Cubans, at about
122 and :52 past the hour in the mornings; I thought {t was to "tell the truth" ?
The oldtime Cuban radio comedy 'La Tremenda Corte', often heard on La Voz del CID,
is on R Mart{ at 1415-1430 following a 2-hour "Entre Amigos' morning show; at 1440-
'De Mujer a Mujer,” a woman talking about love and playing love songs; a novela (soap
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opera) at 1505-1555, "Esmeralda", a prayer from a Miami bishop at 1601 invoking god-
blessing on the stn (special church services were held in Miami for the same pur-
pose), and lots of misic, mostly female DJs. I haven't had time to monitor the even-
ing broadcasts closely, but the Herald reported the stn was actually 4-in-1; early
morning, all (well, mostly) news; widday, soaps and women's pgms; afternoons for
young people returning home from school; evenings, news and family-style features,
Herald claimed the sked was until 11:30 pm (0330 UTC) tho we heard them s/off as
sked at 0300, R Mart{'s motto, preceding most newscasts, loosely translated, is:
"For the right of every man to be free; to receive information and disseminate it;
