In my first column in the April édition of FRENDX I discussed the problem of large-scale 
public unawareness of SWL. Ever since then some part of this column has been devoted to Creative 
solutions to that problem. Letters from you have reflected a similar perception of this situation: 
this, in and of itself, is a positive sign. Even better, though, have been the suggestions for avenues 
of approach for change. I am delighted to continue this fledgling tradition this month with two 
very pertinent and intriguing letters. 

We start with an exciting announcement from Alan R. Plotnick. Hamden, Connecticut: 
I would like to bring to the attention of NASWA members the adoption of a new course 
at the University of New Haven (in West Haven, Ct. where I teach) called International 
Broadcasting. This type of course is relatively rare within university programs and it 
represents an important innovation that should attract a considérable amount of interest 
in the near future. The plan is to initiale the course (called Communications 416) in 
September 1986. The content is especially relevant to serious SWLs and DX'ers. Not only 
will it cover such technical questions as the problems învotved in allocating frequencies 
among competing world broadcasters, but it will include a great deal of historical back- 
ground on the major broadcasters such as VGA and BBC. Although I am a Professer of 
Economies and will not be teaching this course, I have volunteered to présent some 
lectures dealing with the subject from the perspective of a NASWA member, looking 
at international broadcasting as a hobby and récréation. One would hope that this iraag- 
inative innovation in university courses will spread to other collèges and universities. 
When a government is willing to spend millions of dollars every year to présent its poi- 
itical, ideological, and économie views, then you know that courses like this are long 
overdue. 

This is a very promising idea indeed and ought to prove very fruitful, and Tm sure we would ail 
wish those involved the very best. In a letter to Prof. Plotnick I expressed the hope that this 
course work will give rise to a textbook available to the public at large in which sound scholarship 
will bring clarity to the ever-chaotic field of international broadcasting. My only regret is that 
I don't live doser to West Haven to take advantage of this opportunity. Maybe I could move... 

We move now from the classroom to the marketplace. In the présent context this is very 
logical in that if consumées become more SWL-aware (for example by means of éducation, or more 
and more readily available literature), then manufacurers must be in a position to cater to them 
intelligently. Market research is one tool available in order to accomplish this bringing-together 
of consumer and manufacturer. To this end, Richard M. Oddie of Sonoma, Califomia, offers, out 
of the wealth of his experience, the following remarks and challenging proposai: 

Something wrong in the North American SW world? Yes, suggests the Editor in April 
CONTACT and Tim Davisson joins him in May. Not enough marketing effort by SW receiver 
manufacturées on one hand, and not enough quality programming by international SW 
broadcasters on the other. 

Seems a little strange, doesn't it? The manufacturers, some of them both large 
and sophisticated, don't lack the ability and resources with which to maximize their 
sales in North America. The broadcasters, expensively supported by their various govem- 
ments, have everything to gain by pleasing présent North American listeners and increas- 
ing their number. 

But for some reason, nothing seems to happen. We don't see any product ads ad- 
dressed to the général public, or any institutional ads proraoting the benefits and pleas- 
ures of SW listening. Someone should do something about this. Perhaps we can. 

If the North American SW community, made up of NASWA and other ANARC members, 
the SW média and the SW équipaient dealers organized a voluntary coopérative project 
to engage in some marketing research. it might be possible to leam a great deal about 
how to increase the number of SW receiver owners and SW broadeast listeners. 

OK, but who will volunteer for a project like this? If it were properly publieized 
to the SW community, a sufficient number of members, spouses and friends with pro- 
fessional experience in the various fields of marketing research are almost certain to 
sign up. 

This is a feasible project. Divided into small segments, each one carried out ac- 
curately, objectively and punctually, the final assembly into a finished report becomes 
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a complex but not overwhelming task. 
What would be done with a report like this? First, it would be shared with those 

who did the work and their associâtes concemed with project implementation. Then it 
would be distributed to the SW receiver manufacturées and the thirty or so international 
broadcasters beaming programs into North America. This should convince them that a 
great many of their customers and listeners are really interested in their success. 

Is this too far-fetched, too ambitious? Not if the SW community both supports 
it and participâtes in making it happen. When it does it will buildtodges aerossthe 
distances that separate us from our partners in interest in the C.Kk./A i—— 
TRIANGLE. 

Dick gnows whereof he speaks. With experience in raanufacturing. sales and management (in 
his own words:"!n five firms went from peon to VP/General manager ); graip leaderf or sevrai 
sections of the international advertMng firm of McCann Enckson; working for a metropohtan m 
ket m station and for an international SW broadcaster as Director of Programs; with Bank of Amer- 
ica for 26 years as the head of the bank's Area Development Department; with ail of this expéri- 
ence and more, ! believe that Dick has made a useful and workable suggestion. He entitled his 
DTODOsal THE GREAI SW TRIANGLE and I will persue his imagery by suggestmg that we the shortwave 
listeners 'form the base of that triangle, and the structure of the whole is only as strong as the 
base upon which it is built. It seems to me that we could and should play an important rôle in 
increasing the strength of our place in the structure. What do you think? 

From Larry Vipond, Phoenix, Arizona, cornes a letter in which a thomy issue arises: 
According to recent média reports in the U.S., an outspoken immigrant from Taiwan 

was recently murdered in Califomia because of his stated views of the Taiwan govem- 
ment. According to those reports, the Califomia resident's murder was ordered by 
a high ranking govemment officiai of Taiwan. According to the FBI and Califomia police, 
the "hit squad" was from Taiwan, where it retumed after the murder was completed. 
According to those same média reports the Chinese residents of some Califomia commu- 
nities have become so afraid of the big arm of the goi emment of Taiwan tha» some 
Chinese are now wearing bulletproof vests — especially those persons who have spoken 
out against the Taiwan govemment. t . .k» r-w 

After hearing the above reports on TV I became rather disturbed aboiK the lact 
that a U.S. based religious organization, WYFR Family Radio, made its voice from Okee- 
chobee Florida avaiiable to a foreign govemment that, according to the FBI, was re- 
sorting' to the murder of U.S. residents to silence a voice that spoke out against it. 
The more 1 thought about the situation, the more disturbed I became. I decided to wnte 
to Mr Harold Camping. Président, Family Radio, to voice, in the strongest possible way^, 
my objection to the use of WYFR's shortwave facilites by Radio Free China — free 
indeed. Mr. Caraping's response to my letter is attached. (See below—sgm) 

As you will note, Mr. Camping says that he is very sorry about the kind of violence 
that we are hearing about conceming Taiwan. However, it seems clear that Mr. Camping 
is quite willing to dismiss that violence — so long as he can use the transmitter in 
Taiwan to broadcast the the Gospel into mainland China. I sincerely hope that the main- 
land Chinese fully appreciate the Family Radio broadcasts beamed at them from Taiwan^ 
They are being paid for with the blood of at least one résident of Califomia ~ and 
who knows how many more? , ., . , 

I dont know about you, but 1 find Mr. Camping's letter to be a remarkable doc- 
ument. 1 sincerely hope that ail NASWA members will write to Mr. Camping m Oakland, 
Califomia and voice their strong objections to Radio Free China s contmued use of Fam- 
ily Radio's shortwave facilities in the United States. 

Here. then, is Harold Camping's reply; , _, 
I ara very sorry that there exists the kind of violence that we are hearing about 

conceming Taiwan. 1 suppose in every nation there is violent action taken when people 
feel they cannot have their way. One great need of this world is that there might be 
more and more mutual understanding between nations. This is what we are endeavonng 
to do with our trade with Radio Free China. j „ 

Our experience has been that by broadcasting the Gospel mto mainland China we 
are projecting an image of the United States that cannot be done with Voice of America 
or other political broadcasts. We believe it is an image that ts helping to build fnend- 
ships between peoples of mainland China and the United States. These broadcasts to 
mainland China arc possible only because of our trade with Radio Free China. Moreover, 
we also believe that we have built friendships between the peoples of the United States 
and the Republic of China through this trade. Therefore, we believe that. even though 
violence can erupt in this tense world, we do not want that violence to curtail the 
long-range efforts that are being put forth to build friendships between nations. 

I do appreciate your concem, and I am grateful that you have written to me. Thank 
you for this concem. 
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So, the question is just this: Is a broadcaster, and if so to what exlent, responsible for the moral 
and ethical position of the party fthose programming he broadcasts? This already painful problem 
is exacerbated when the broadcaster's purpose is the application of Christian principles to broad- 
casting practice. Another question (perhaps the same question in another guise); What is the proper 
balance (if such exists) between the accountability of the broadcaster in these matters, and the 
need of that broadcaster to remain on the air? Very probably there is no single, all-purpose, an- 
swer to these questions, but I think that they are well worth pondering. 

This has been a very meaty column. I hope that it raisedsome thoughts and questions, and 
that you will share them with us: your letters are always we thosc who have written.

The name of 
the program (not absolutely necessary if you can't catch the title, 
but preferred); 4. The station and country: 5. a brief description 
of the program détails; 6. The frequency. Remember that opinions about 
the quality of the program are often matters of taste and not necess- 
arily shared by everyone, but if you feel strongly that a particular 
program deserves five stars or ought to be trashed, by ail roeans let 
us know. 
MONDAY 
1115-1200: "Morning Sounds" (Trans World Radio, Netherland Antilles). 

This is a program with Caribbean news, music requests, and advice 
features, A maritime report is included at the end. The MS présenter 
also asks the news reader trivia questions. News is reported quite 
objectively, though rather briefly. Most of the news on this^program 
may be heard earlier and in more détail on "Caribbean Report" on 
VOA. (11815—Schulman, TN) (M-F) 

0250-0300: "Spotlight on Sports" (Radio Berlin International, East Ger- 
many). The program features sports news of international and spec- 
ifically East German interest such as end of football season in East 
Germany and international gymnastic compétition with, of course, 
spécial emphasis on East German competitors. The program includes 
scores if they are covered in the feature story, but goes beyond 
scores to spécial reports and some analysis. (9560, 9620—this is 
a repeat of earlier broadeasts at 2215 GMT on 6125/6165 and at 0000 
and 0130 on 9730/11975. Also repeated for West Coast at 0530 GMT on 
9620/11790). 

TUESDAY 
0100-0150: "Passport" (HCJB, Ecuador). This program can vary greatly 

from day to day. Typical features are readings from the bible ("Good 
News Verse"), South American taies, South American rhythms, and 
reports from NASA and National Géographie. Fridays are spécial re- 
ports which focus on one thing, i.e., travel in Ecuador, Peru, and 
Bolivia. Ail programs include news of Latin America, and the news 
appears objective albeit rather brief. (15155/9745—Schulman, TN) 
(M-F). 

0135-0150: "People and Places" (Deutsche Welle, West Germany). A pro- 
gram of spécial features in the West Germany news. Past features 
have included an interview with a former Luftwaffe général on the 
subject of reconciliation (right around the time of the Bitburg 
controversy ), a new bank in West Germany that will loan money only 
to ecologically sound projects or for enviromental improvement, and 
a recent update of the Luther Bible in German and the controversy 
surrounding it. (6040/6085/6145/9545/9565/11785; repeated for West 
Coast at 0535 GMT on 5960/6130/9545/9690/11705). 
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WEDNESDAY 
0010-0030: "RCI Journal" (Radio Canada International, Canada). This 

is a spécial news magazine featuring stories of both political and 
human interest. Past features bave included Canada's potential in- 
volvement in the "Star Wars" defense system (including tape inter- 
views with both supporters and opponents), Canadian electronics 
industry's involvement with the Consumer Electronics Show in Chicago, 
and a dinner roast in honor of "Rocket Richard," a retired hockey 
player who many claim was the greatest of ail time. (11960/9755. 
Repeated at 0200 and 0300 GMT on 5960/9755) (M-F). 

0050-0110: "Radio World" (BRT, Belgium). This is a slightly différent 
format than most DX programs. Instead of giving out as many tips as 
time will allow, the program features one or two stations and reports 
the transmitting schedules and areas served by time and frequency. 
Also includes propagation conditions. (5910/9925). 

THURSDAY 
0910-1100: "Soundabout" (Radio Australia, Australie). This is a program 

of Australian, European, and American rock music (including Madonna 
and Prince). Commentary between songs is brief and informative and 
occasionally expresses a critical opinion. The opinions I heard were 
usually in agreement with my own which means that Susan Dowling, who 
présents the program, must like the same things I do or vice versa. 
(9580) . 

0435-0445: "From the Land of Music" (Radio Havana, Cuba). A daily 
program with typical music of Cuba. Song titles are given in EG and 
SP. (6100/6090/6145/9745) (D). (Schulman, TN). 

FRIDAY 
2140-2200: "Thank Goodness If s Friday" (Kol Israël, Israël). The 

program usually features some aspect of traditional Jewish culture 
such as Sabbath Day music or an exhibit in an Israeli muséum. The 
program always contains a five minute interprétation of Jewish law 
and traces its roots to the Torah or the Talmud. (9435/11655/15585; 
repeated at 0010 GMT on 9435/9815/11655). 

0210-0255: "Africa Today" (Radio RSA, South Africa). This is a program 
of spécial news features affecting South Africa and its relations 
with other countries or with its own internai difficulties. Focus 
of the program is quite often on économies and industry, and it may 
include interviews with black South African leaders. As a purely 
Personal comment, I find that this program takes an intrinsically 
interesting and controversial subject and turns it into pure boredom. 
(9615/5980/6010). 

SATURDAY 
0030-0100: "Baker's Half Dozen" (BBC, England). This is a program of 

six short pièces of classical music including arias. The names of 
the artists are given as well as pertinent recording information, 
but there is little analysis of the music itself. Good for those who 
like classical music. (5975/6120/6175/7325/9590/9915). 

0150-0215: "Shortwave Feedback" (Radio Nederlands, Netherlands). This 
is a mailbag program that answers questions from listeners, plays 
song requests and tapes of those who téléphoné the station, and 
includes information about other Radio Nederlands programs. You can 
also use the program to relay a message to a SWL in another country. 
(6020/9895; repeated from Bonaire at 0250 GMT on 6165/9590 and for 

the West Coast again at 0550 GMT on 6165/9715). 
SUNDAY 
2101-2114: "World Service Short Story: (BBC, England). This program 

features short stories supplied by listeners. Stories should be or- 
iginal and unpublished. Topics are unlimited and they have included 
Maori statues in New Zealand and a garden wall separating a country 
to which no one can go — except as a spécial guest. ( 15260—Schul- 
man , TN ) . 
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0310-0330: "Shortwave Listener's Digest" (Radio Canada International, 
Canada). An excellent DX program for both the intermédiare and the 
advanced DXer. Features include equipment reports (there is a spécial 
bi-weekly sériés on pre-selectors at présent), propagation conditions, 
a télécommunications sériés on computers, and Glenn Hauser's DX tips. 
This is fast becoming my favorite DX program. (5960/9755). 

Once again, that's ail for this month. If you're listening to any- 
thing particularly good, particularly bad, or just plain mediocre, let 
us know. Until next month, good listening. 

As you may have read in the March 1985 issue of FHENDX, 
NASWA has been interested in writers for columns of SWL in- 
formation. I have requested space in FRENDX to attempt to 
deliver useful information to beginners and other Shortwave 
listeners.

Information On Shortwave Listening 

We at NASWA feel a responsibility to help educate anyone 
in need of SWL information, particularly newcomets. Without 
newcomers our hobby would have no future. 

l'd like to begin with GMT and your QTH (location). 

The time used for shortwave broadcasting is called Green- 
wich Mean Time or Universal Time. GMT gets its name ftom the 
Meridian of Greenwich which passes through Greenwich, England 
and is the first line of the new day. To prevent total chaos, 
shortwave broadcasters use GMT as their reference time. Your 
local time will differ from GMT according to what time zone 
you live in. If you are not certain of your local time/GMT 
relation, check WWV on 5.0, 10.0 or 15.0 MHz. Remember that 
this will change if your area goes on or off Daylight Saving 
Time, but it makes no différence if you're tuning Australia, 
Africa, England, or the good'ole U.S.A., GMT is the same every- 
where, year-in and year-out. 

GMT is based on a twenty-four hour clock system as in the 
military. For example: 7:00 A.M. is 0700 hours, 12:00 noon 
is 1200 hours, 2:00 P.M. is 1400 hours, 7:00 P.M. is 1900 hours, 
and 12:00 midnight is 0000 hours. I would suggest picking up 
a digital 24-hour clock for your shack or listening post. A 
separate clock set to GMT will make it easier to forget your 
local time when you are at your dials. It shouldn't cost more 
than $10. - $15. for this helpful assessory. 

Ail listeners should keep a logbook containing the infor- 
mation necessary to find the station again and to satisfy the 
stations requirements for obtaining a QSL card. A typical log- 
book may have station, hour heard (in GMT), condition of channel 
location, Kc or MHz and temarks. Leave enough space in the 
remarks column for an address or program name. 

NASWA NOVICE by Gregory M. Bailey 
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Lct me touch briefly on where to find more info on GMT 
and shortwave listening in général. 1 would rccommena tne 
following: The Shortwave Listcner's Handbook, Rcvised 2nd 
édition, by Norman Fallon, published by Hayden Book Company, 
IncRochelle Part, N.J.; the Complété Shortwave Listener's 
Handbook, by C.R.B. Research, P.O. Box 56, Commack, N.Y., 
Il725; and the A.R.R.L. Radio Amateur's Handbook, published 
by thé A.R.R.L.. Newington, CT. 06111. The A.R.R.L. also has 
a book list that is well worth your time and the stamp to send 
for it. If you don't have the cash to buy thèse publications, 
1 would suggest your local public or school library. They 
should be able to get them for you if they don't have them. 
You'll be surprised how many good books you will find if you 
lookl 1 would likc to emphasize that just because I haven't 
mentioned a particular book does not mean it isn't good. 

If you are just getting startcd with this hobby, be 
resourceful. Explore a ham fest or flea market to browse and 
lalk with other shortwave listeners. 

One other source 1 have found is Radio Netherlands, which 
has an extensive list of informative publications. To obtain 
the list and/or booklets that are ftee for the asking, writc 
to: Radio Netherlands, P.O. Box 222-1200, JG, Hi1 versum,Hol1 and. 
Italsooffers technical courses for shortwave listeners and ham 
oper alors. 1 have found this to be excelient i nf ormat i on, easily 
obtained, and usually free, or at a modest price.

The VOA broadeasts to many places in many languages. Différ- 
ent programs are based on différent listener needs and the 
reasons people liston to VOA reflect this. 

Peoplc in Eastern Europe and the Soviet Union listen to find 
oui what is happening outside, and sometimes inside, their 
own borders, people in Central America liston to find out what 
the Great Giant to the north has donc today and people in 
Africa listen to sce if therc is anything America can do to 
help them in their many problems. 

People in Japan, though we do not broadeast in Japanesc, 
listen to VOA to hear "Spécial English". 

According to Japanese listeners 1 spoke with, english is the 
unofficial second language of Japan. Children reçoive four 
years of it at school, businessman practice it diligently to 
sharpen their vocabulary for business advantage and english 
crops up more and more in print, mingling with otherwise 
Japanese text. 

It is no coincidence that Japan is a 1 itérai mecca of young 
westerners teaching english to Japanese for 10-14 dollars 
per hour. Nor is it a coïncidence that the American accent 
is preferred. It is with American citizen;; and bus inesses that 
most Japanese corne into contact. 

VOA Spécial English fills a spécial rôle for these Japanese. 
Since Japanese language broadeasts wore dropped in 1970, 
Spécial English has setved a dual purpose. It not on 1 y pro- 
vides a way of keeping informed about the US, but also provides 
a free english lesson every morning and evening. 

Ifs probably safe to say that in few other places is Spécial

Hello and welcome to the -first o-f hope-fully many 
articles that I wi 11 write for FRENDX dealing with one o-f 
the most enjoyable aspects o-f shortwave listenings Music 
Broadcasting. What I would like to do with this column is 
use it as a -forum where listeners can write in and pass 
along tips and loggings relative to the subject o-f music 
broadcasting. In each column, 1 wi11 write about a single 
topic such as a station, country, continent, type of music, 
or whatever. I-f anyone wants to suggest a topic, l'm ail 
ears. 

There is a tremendous amount o-f music being broadcast 
every day on the SW bands -from ail corners ot the Earth, 
and, at almost any given time, one has a good chance o-f 
hearing whatever type o-f music he or she desires, be it 
Jazz, Latin, Eastern (Arabie), Heavy Métal, Top 40, Gospel, 
or even tribal chanting. 

I cannot name one large international broadeaster that 
doesn't use this -fantastic médium in order to lure listeners 
to their transmissions, be it a regularly scheduled program 
or just a -few tunes between newseasts and other -features. 
The music played by a big station wi11 generally be intended 
for an overseas audience, and wi11 not necessarily be what 
the people in that particular country are listening to. 
However, there is still a great deal o-f excellent music 
coming from the large broadeastersj and, thanks to high 
power transmitters, one can hear plenty of différent types 
of music with relative ease at any time. 

Smaller domestic broadeasters can be even more 
enjoyable to tune in to. These stations wi11 be directing 
their transmissions towards a more spécifie, local audience; 
and, naturally, the music played by such stations wi11 
reflect the culture and musical tastes of the country or 
province in which the station is located. If you like 
authentic folk music, domestic stations are hard to beat. 
One of the biggest drawbacks, however, is that most domestic 
stations use low power transmitters, since the area of 
coverage is much smaller than that of an international 
broadeaster. After a 1 kW signal passes through the 
ionosphère a few times, much of the signal stregnth is lost 
due to ionospheric absorption. The lower the frequency, the 
more loss of signal strength. And, since most domestic 
broadeasters operate in the tropical bands, l'm sure we 
ail get the picture. So, in order to enjoy the programs from 
these stations, one must have a fairly decent receiver, an 
even better antenna, and a good practical knowledge of wave 
propogati on. 
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The beauty o-f music listening is that one doesn't have 
to shy away -from a station that isn't transmitting in a 
■familiar language. Plenty o-f my favorite stations never 
broadcast in English (which is my only language). Music 
transcends ail language barrierss it is a universal language 
Mith many dialects. Even now, while l'm writing this, l'm 
listening to Africa No.1 in Gabon; and, although ail 
announcements are in French, I still enjoy the upbeat tunes 
that are the trademark of this station. A few of my other 
favorites are HCJB (great Indian folk tunes); ORTS, Sénégal 
(heard in these parts during late winter afternoons); the 
clandestine Voice of the Libyan People (as far as Arabie 
music goes, this is the best); and, being a hardeore Jazz 
freak, I am addicted to the Voice of America Jazz Hour. 
Also, although most of us would rather listen to WWV for 6 
hours than hear about how wonderful commun!st life is, a 
great deal of decent European folk music can be heard from 
countries such as Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Albania, and 
other Soviet bloc countries, despite otherwise boring 
programmi ng. 

And now for what Stephen King would call "an annoying 
autobiographical pause"  I was born 21 years ago and 
have 1ived in Northern New Jersey ever since. My interests 
in music began when my parents bought me a guitar for my 
lOth birthday. My influences at that time were mostly bands 
such as Deep Purple, Emerson Lake and Pal mer, Ves, Uriah 
Heep, and other early '70 s Rock n' Roi 1 bands. From there, 
I started to get into more progressive stuff, and eventually 
ended up at Berklee Collège of Music in Boston, where I am 
presently studying Jazz Composition and Arranging. I became 
interested in radios during the CB radio boom in the 
mid/late '70's. After growing weary of the overcrowded 27 
mHz band, I purchased a DX-160 from the local Radio Shack, 
and soon became a SW fanatic. My présent equiptment includes 
a Sony ICF-6500W, a Datong AD-270 indoor active antenna, an 
RAK Listener 59 antenna tuner, and the DX-160, which is 
still kickin'. So far this year, I have heard 61 countries, 
even though I dont get to play with my radios as often as I 
would like to. I am also currently studying for a ham 
ticket, which I hope to have before the end of the summer. 

In closing, I would like to stress the fact that ail 
reader contributions are both welcorne and encouraged. Please 
write and tell about your favorite music programs or 
stations, listing the time in GMT, frequency, types of music 
heard, language(s) used, and any other détails. I wi11 be 
happy to hear from anyone, and ail listings used wi11 be 
credited to the contributer. Also, if you yourself are a 
musician, tell a little bit about yourself, your musical 
equiptment, musical pre' ?tc. So, until next time,

IC0M WARNING! 
1C0M WARNING! 

T0 ALL 0WNERS 0F R71,751,271 or 471 ICOK RECEIVERS AND TRANSCEIVERS. 

Robert S. Pamass,AJ9S, Technical advisor to the American Radio 
Relay League, has made an important discovery whioh he reports in the 
June 1985 issue of QST magazine. . 

It seems that ail of the above listed gear use a similar memory 
plug-in board for frequency control. This common board is powered by a 
small long life lithium battery. Disconneotion of this lithium battery 
(even momentary disconnection associated with its replacement) allows 
the RAM (Random Access Memory) IC's to lose their memory. The amnesia 
is not user réparable. The only cure is to retum the board to IC0M for 
reprogramming. This reprogramming will also be necessary when the lithium 
battery runs down at the end of its seven year life. Remember that the 
seven years began at the factory not the day you purchased the receiver. 
Pamass confirmed this malady with the technical folks at IC0M. 
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Theoretically, a RAM based board is a neat feature in that it can 
allow for changes in band structures in the amateur radio frequencies. 
When a new band opena up due to a HARC décision or FFC deregulation, no 
sweat, just send the board back for new programming. But a général 
coverage receiver such as the R71 covers ail of the HF frequencies so I 
wonder why ICOM didn't go to ROM (Read Only Memory) chips for this 
receiver. Perhaps it was a manufacturing cost décision made by the bean 
counters up in accounting. 

This problem does not detract from the overall performance of this 
génération of ICOM hardware but it does mean the owner needs to keep 
apprised of the policy and procédure for retuming this board, up to 
seven years in the future when receivers of comparable performance will 
probably be built into our wristwatches. 

The Pamass artical did not mention the R-71A. I will try to contact 
ICOM on this but we might get a faster answer if someone out there in 
NASWAland could look in thier manual and see if the frequency control 
board is lithium battery supported. 

Its not that anyone forgot but I would like to take a moment here to 
once again thank Jim Herkimer for his expert service as éditer of this 
column. I first came into correspondence with Jim through the articàis 
he contributed to my newsletter The R-390 Journal (now called the 
Hollow State News). Jim's compétence and expertise as an editor will be 
missed but rest assured I will attempt to prevail upon him to be a 
regular contributor to Technical ïopics. 

Jim Herkimer supplied us with a few bits of left over information 
to help get my editorship off the ground. One piece of information I 
found useful came from Charles Bolland. Charles writesi 

" A few months ago I sold my Yeasu FRG70OO at a Hamfest. I hadn't 
been using it since I began using my ICOM R70. However, the FRG7000 has 
a clock on it which can be set for UTC time and local time. I was still 
using the clock on the 7000 for getting the time of my loggings. After 
selling the FRG7000, I was lost without the clock. 

After using my wristwatch for a period of time, I discovered the 
Radio Shack "Stick-on LCD Calendar Clock" part #63-8^0. It cost only 
$3.88. I bought a few of these and mounted them on a wooden stand that 
I had made. They have tape on the back to mount the clocks. Now I can 
set the clocks for UTC, local, or any other times I may need. I never 
lose the time when the power goes off as I did before with the FRG700O 
clock. These LCD clocks are very accurate and above ail inexpensive. 
Anyone who doesn't have a time source now should consider making what I 
call the "Bolland Timer". 

Thanks Charles. I can't help but add a little black humor and say 
that you should put lithium batteries in the Bolland Timer so you will 
know when tb send the R70 back for reprogramming. 

Another good source for these little clocks is any one bf the 
national chain discount stores (K-Mart, Bradlees, etc.). ïou can find 
these little clocks for under two dollars if you look around. 

Well the first column is always the hardest. The next will so much 
better because it will be full of information sent in by the membership 
of NASWA. Keep those cards and letters coming folks.
