A letter from Erich Schulman (Oak Ridge, Tennessee) arrived only Just too late to be Included
in the last CONTACT:

I
am writing to you In response to your CONTACT column In the May 1985 FRENDX.

First, I would like to comment on Tim Davisson's description of m8re no -data OSLs
as a sad trend. I much agree. If a station lacks enough time and/or personnel to issue
decent cards, why can't they use "do-it-yourself" OSLs like Radio Canada International?
Alternatively, I wouldn't mind waiting an extra month If I knew I'd get a OSL that really
proves something. (Example: suppose that you have two BBC OSLs with the same pichre,
same message from the engineer, etc. One is for Ascension, the other for Sackyllie. How
can you really prove one Is Ascension and the other Sackvllle -- not two Ascensions.
two Sackvilles, one Lesotho/one Singapore, one Antigua/one direct UK. etc.?)

...I am also answering your question on logging. I like to have a very detailed
log reflecting all listening. I think a tabular format .is too rigid and restrictive. I use

a flexible, easy to modify sentence format showing whatever I know. (The exception Is

for official monitor reports.) ...
I started ()Xing In April 1980 but It was 99% medium wave. Beginning December

1982 I graduated to shortwave completely (now 99% SW). I pretty much gave up MW as
it has no potential for DX (I think I know some people who might Just possibly disagree
with you about this.--sgm] (I can seldom hear TWR-Bonaire on 800kHz, and when I do

they're weak -- and that's 500kW! I've never heard SAm on MW...) Also, the programs
on U.S. MW are not worth a !"#$ or a %.8)( or a **? (I'm not sue that I should be

printing this kind of brazen vulgarity--sgm); I've been uninterested In FM and TV for
a long time. My first club was HCJB's ANDEX In February '84, and the second was NASWA
In December '84. I became an official monitor for Radio RSA in December '84 and Radio
Prague in March '85...

Erich included two report forms (English 8 Portuguese) as well as an example of his monitoring
format.

UnfOrtunetely nothing finalized yet so
no NA broadcasts. But Jett is working hard on the matter. We are all of course looking
forward to ANARC.

Although a bit late, I would like to thank you profusely for the printing of my con-
tributions on page 1 of June FRENDX. Got a letter from John Dernmitt who may be giving
some publicity In SPEEDX.

The following items may be of some use:
For nit In U.S. stamps or 2 IRCs you can get a free full color map of Alabama

from NOXE. This Is the Official Highway map produced by the Alabama Dept. of Highways
(similar to the maps you pay $2.00 for at gas stations) and includes a lot of interesting
Info about Alabama. Please remember to mention that Duke Alexander told you about this.
Send to: H.D. Norman, P.O. Box 569, Opelika, AL 36801.

H. D. Norman told me recently that the FCC has extended his construction permit
for NDXE and hopefully we can expect the station to begin construction soon.

NOXE will be a commercial shortwave station located in the United States. The programming will
be quite varied with news, all kinds of music, sports, talk shows, etc. If you want to find out more,
there Is a very Informative article (Here's Station NOXE) by Gerry Dexter in Popular Communications,
May 1985. pp. 32 - 34. Thanks for your letter, Duke.

I was so excited by Mr. Norman's idea to require SW capability for all radios sold In the US
costing over $30, that it never occurred to me for a moment that there could possibly be any ob-
jections to it. I was wrong. It was, therefore, with a certain sense of surprise that I received the
following letter from Andrew B. Wertheimer (Golden Valley, Minnesota):

I am a 16 year old, 'active SWL', and a member of NASWA. I discovered shortwave
radio around 4 years ago when my Dad Introduced me to it on my Hallicrafters. Since
then I have enjoyed listening and some DXing on my (Yeesu) FRG -7700.

I read Mr. Norman's proposal (June) with much Interest. I feel that the U.S. Gov-
ernment should not have to force any manufacturers to include the SW spectrum on any
radios.

First of all, when you say "all radios over $30", that would Include: waikmans,
boom boxes, car radios, stereos... Of these, not all even have the MIN band, because
of size or cost priorities. I have listened to a few of these radios which do cover the
SW [bands], and most of them only receive a few high power stations (such as WRNO,
VOA, WYFR, HCJB, R. Havanah) and something I call "la Voz del Static". (Not even the
BBC!) I don't think that such a small [number of available] stations, or the [lack of]
availability of [more] SW radios will endanger yourright to (exchange) information. SW
can be a ,Lta informative and entertaining source, but we should not force SW on anyone
(or any radio).

As to ways to promote SW, I would recommend distributing (to bookstores...) "DXing
According to NASWA" and any other material to peak interest and let people discover
SW. Thank you!

Well, thank yd_u very much; I must say that you seem a very thoughtful SWL -- the best kind. I

hope that you'll forgive me, then, if .1 take the liberty of disagreeing with you to a certain extent
in your view of the Norman proposal. True, the final form of the law will have to be very carefully
thought out to prevent absurdities (e.g. the presence of the full SW spectrum on a palm -sized walk -
man: intriguing, perhaps, but impractical.) I remember, as will many of our readers, when it was
first suggested that all televisions sold in the U.S. must be able to receive UHF as well as VHF
channels Many of the arguments you suggest here were put forth then: UHF capability was being
forced upon consumers; this, In turn, would increase the cost; In any case It was difficult to imag-
ine that the consumer would benefit in Improved entertainment or greater access to Information. Time
has more than adequately demonstrated how unfounded these fears were: both the consumer and the
television industry have benefited enormously. This Is only my opinion, and I would be very inter-
ested to hear from you, the readers, about this.

Next a very nice and personable letter from Cathy Turner (Yonkers, New York):
Enclosed is a clipping from the N.Y. Times. I thought you'd enjoy reading It.

I am stPI rather new to shortwave, and would like to second the motion for a 'nov-
ice' column In FRENDX. There are so many books, etc., that it gets very confusing. It
would be great to have someone to help 'sort you oue!

I grew up with shortwave. (My parents knew someone on the staff of fiCJB.) I didn't
really start to take it seriously till lest year when my husband bought a Sony ICF-7600A.
Little did he know I'd become hooked on SW to the point where the.Sony was driving
[us] crazy with Its limitations, and we'd end up parents to a Kenwood R-2000! But, Bob
doesn't mind. He'd rather have a mailbox full of foreign -postmarked letters than bills!

Good luck with your column. I enjoy reading It.
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First, thank you for the kind words. Second, thanks for the N.Y. Times article (Sunday, 9 June 1985).
It was written by the NYT audio expert Hans Fantel and is entitled "Shortwave Radios That Put The
World In You Hand." In the space of about 121/2 column -Inches Mr. Fantel Introduces the most ele-
mentary principles of SW broadcasting; makes out a case for American travelers abroad being able
to stay In touch with things at home by taking a SW radio with them and listening to AFRTS and
Voa: and finally suggests two radios he considers suitable for the purpose: the Sonies ICF-2010
and ICF-2002. In the course of his technical Introduction, I was both struck arid amused by a term
he used in place of ionospheric propagation: "celestial reflection".(!) I hope that you will have not-
iced, Cathy, with pleasure, as I did, the institution In the July FRENDX of a column aptly entitled
NASWA NOVICE ably edited by Gregory Bailey.

From Emily Bershad, R.D. (Freehold, New Jersey) I received a letter which began:

MONDAY
0200-0230: "Dateline" (Swiss Radio International, Switzerland).
'Dateline" is a combination news and current affairs program.
The first ten minutes of the program is International News
(including stories of both international and primarily Swiss
interest). The rest of the program is news feature stories.
Some examples include the referendum on Cyprus by the Turkish
leader, the Conference on Human Rights in Ottawa, and the Swiss
export business. (6135/9725/9885/11925/12035. Repeated at0400 on 6125/9725/12035/15305). Daily
2240-2250: "RBI DX Club" (Radio Berlin International, E. German).
The program is run every other week; the weeks between are repeats
of the earlier broadcast. An excellent program for those inter-
ested in the technical aspects of DXing, including propogation
information, explanation of sunspot activities and corolla holes,
antennas, even TV and VHF DXing. There are also DX tips for
club members sent out from the station. .Joining the club requires
three reception reports covering a period of at least 20 minutes.
(6.070-6125. Repeatedat0125, 0155, 0255 and 0555.At0125 and 0155--
9730/11.975. At 0255--9.560/9620/11/970, and at 0555--9620/11970).

TUESDAY
0120v -0130v: "History and Today" (Radio Prague, Czechoslovakia).
This program looks back in history, usually to world War II,
examines some event briefly and attempts to trace its relation
to current problems, particularly problems between U.S. and the
U.S.S.R. Guess who gets blamed for the cold war. (5930/7345/
9540/9740/11990. Repeated at 0320v on 5930/7335/9540/9740/11990).

0130-0200: "Report from Austria" (ORF, Austria). Five minutes
of international news begins the program which then consists of
various news features interspersed with some beautiful Strauss
music. Typical features include home comstruction in Austria,
a report on the renovation of concert halls and the increasing
number of summer music festivals in Vienna. Tuesday's program
also includes "Austria and the UN". (6000/9635. Repeated at
0330 on 5945/6000) M -F.
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WEDNESDAY
0135-0145: "Latin American Songs" (Radio Havana, Cuba).
This program features songs from all countries of South America,
three songs from three countries per program (as a rule). Song
titles are given in Spanish and English but otherwise no commen-
tary about the music. Repeated at 0335 and 0535. (6090/6100/

6140/9740/11725). Program is on M -W -F.

0310-0355: "VOA Jazz Hour" (Voice of America, U.S.).
An excellent program of the best contempory jazz in the U.S.
Some programs feature a single group, others play music from
several groups. In either case the names of the musicians on
each instrument is given, but there is very little commentary
other than that. (5995/6130/9455/9650/15205/15375/17730). M -F.

THURSDAY
0215-0230: "Stories from Ancient China" (VOFC, Taiwan).
The program includes both completely fictional stories as well
as legends about famous Chinese figures (Li -Po, the poet, for
example). Some of the stories have been about magic mirrors
and an old man who wants to learn the black art in order to help
others. The program on Li -Po, of course, included the famous
story of his death by drowning when he leaned out of a boat to
embrace the reflection of the moon in the river. (5985/9680).

0430-0445: "BBC Country Style" (BBC, England).
Performances by and interviews with country music performers,
mostly Americans, such as Kenny Rogers, Dolly Parton, etc., most
of them quite well known in their field. (6175/9510) --Hartsell.

CA)

FRIDAY
0210-0230: "Focus" (VOA, U.S.)
This program focuses on a single issue of national or interna-
tional interest and examines the topic in detail, including
interviews with experts in the field. Typical programs have
focused on gun control in the U.S. and the Islamic revival
overseas. Every two weeks there is a special segment on the
nature and consequences of world war II. (5995/6130/9455/9650/
15205/15375/17730). M -F.

0430-0445: "That's Trad" (BBC, England).
This is a program for the lover of traditional rather than con-
temporary jazz. Past programs have featured performances by
and interviews with W. C. Handy, original recordings of Louis
Armstrong, and New Orleans Marching Band Jazz. (6175/9510).

SATURDAY
1600-1700: "Paris Calling Africa" (Radio France International, France).
Although this program is broadcast to Africa rather than the U.S., reada-
bility is usually good, and it's about the only chance we have to listen
to anything but international news from RFI. Ofcourse, there's news here,
too; it begins with it like most shortwave braodcasts. But the program
also includes African popular music, "News from African Continent", and
information about France inself (regional differences in French culture,

for example). (17620/)5315). Daily

2210-2230: "Saturday" Special: (Radio Sofia, Bulgaria).
This program, or at least the editions I've heard, seems to focus on

Bulgarian history. It is a series of short features about Bulgaria
including features on the buildings in the old capital of the Bulgarian
Kingdom, the 800th Anniversary of the liberation from Byzantine rule,

and "Children's Day". (9700/11720. Repeated at 2340 on 9700/11720 and

at 0340 on 11750).

As a final note, I'd like to welcome Harry Hartsell of Lompos, CA., to

the column with his first contribution. I'm sorry there wasn't room to

print both his recommendations, but I only had permission to use the
Sunday edition of the "International Broadcast Listener's Computer Pro-

gram". Harry, by the way also recommends "Australian Country Style"
on Radio Australia, Sundays at 0530 on 15320 and 15395.

I'd like to hear from more of you. When you report, please include:

time (GMT); 3) the name of the program (not absolutely necessary if you
can't catch the title, but preferred); 4) the station and country; 5) a
brief description of the program details; 6) the frequencies.

Hello, and welcome back. Since this is the time of year
that all the Mid -East stations are rolling in, we will focus
this month on Arabic music. The music of these countries
always seems to make my mind conjure up images of desert
caravans, Egyptian bazaars, and snake -charmers. Although it
all may sound the same to many, I find a noticeable
difference in the musical styles when I compare the music
played in different Arab countries. For example, Egyptian
music is greatly centered around stringed instruments. This
dates back to when Egypt was dominated by the Greeks, as
early as 332 B.C. (The foremost instruments of ancient
Greece were .the 5 -stringed Lyra and the 11 -stringed
Kithara). Later on, when Egypt was under Arab and Turk
control, the music started to develop it's indigenous traits
like the 24 -note 'quarter -tone' scale. (Western music is
based on a 12 -note, "semi -tone' scale). Turkish music, on
the other hand, has a totally different sound altogether,
since their scales are based and calculated on the basis of
the Pythagorean system. This would take up the rest of the
issue to explain, so if anyone is really interested, I refer
you to the Harvard Dictionary of Music, available at most
fine libraries. So, now we can start dealing with radios....

Although most Mid -East countries have English language
services, either intended for North America or just easily
heard here, usually the music will consist mainly of pop
tunes in order to attract English speaking listeners. A good
example of this is Radio Jamahiriya and their "Happy Music"
show. (I always' find that show somewhat refreshing after
listening to their other winners like "Under the Shadow of
the CIA" and "Revolutionary Thought"!). So to hear the
'good' stuff, your best bet would be to tune to the Arabic
domestic broadcasts. The best times to catch the Arabs are
in the morning hours and later on in the afternoon towards
dusk.
Here are some suggestions:

KUWAIT- the Main Arabic Program is broadcast daily
1530-2215 GMT on 9840 kHz. It is usually best heard
towards late afternoon with lots of tunes and some
Arabic talk.

EGYPT- the General Arabic Program home service is
relayed on shortwave 1500-1800 GMT on
9850/11665/12050 kHz, and 1800-2345 GMT on
9475/9850/11915/12050 kHz.

LIBYA- I often hear the home service relay and the
"Voice of the Arab World" on 17930 kHz. The '85 WRTH
also lists 7150/11795/11865/15235/15415/15450 kHz and
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others for all different times of the day. Most of

the transmitters are 500 kW.

UNITED ARAB EMIRATES- by far my favorite Mid -East

broadcaster, Radio Dubai's current schedule has them
listed for the following times: 0230-0415 GMT to

No.America on 7310/9565/11730/15435 kHz. Also try

17775 kHz at 1700-2100 GMT & 15300/15320 kHz at

1500-2100 GMT.

SYRIA- there is definately no shortage of music on

any Radio Damascus broadcasts! This station has just
recently returned to the shortwave bands after many
silent years. Their No.American service is from
1200-1300 GMT in .English on 17640 kHz, and they also
are on the air 1835-2105 GMT in a variety of

languages, with English for the last hour (2005) on

12085/15435 kHz.

These are just a few of the stations that I've been

hearing. There is undoubtedly a great number more that I

have not heard. If I missed any of your favorites, let me

know and I'll write 'em up in a future edition.

In the mailbag this month comes a letter from Brian
Teasley of Edina, MN. He says that he listens to some music
on SW, but finds the overall audio quality difficult to deal

with. I can certainly relate, but it's not the audio quality
that thrills most SWL's, but the fact that a signal of

relatively low power can travel thousands of miles from some
exotic place to one's own living room. Some of the programs
that Brian enjoys include the BBC Top 20 show and the Voice
of Spain's Top 30 program. He also says that Radio Havana
plays some "Good Cuban Music" on Saturday nights.

Sheryl Paszkiewicz writes in and says "I've found that
DX'ing is much more enjoyable when one is able to hear local
music on the stations he or she is trying to 'catch'". She
prefers stations from Africa and the South Pacific. Here are
some of the tips she sent along: BBC Top 20, featuring Paul
Burnett, is heard at 2330 GMT Wednesdays on 9590 kHz. Sheryl
say it's "a must if you're interested in the Uk: pop scene".
Also from the BBC is the John Peel Show. This features "new
music from new English bands". John Feel is an announcer for
the 'Radio l' domestic service, and his 30 min. show can be
heard at 0330 GMT Tuesdays on 6120 & 6175 kHz. She noted New
Caledonia on 7170 kHz in the early morning hours playing a

wide variety of tunes with announcments in French. Lastly,
she mentions the Voice of Turkey playing Arabic music, heard
best at 2200 & 0300 GMT on 9560 in English, and also a new
frequency for Africa No.1, on 15475 kHz between 1700 or so
until 2300 GMT,

That just about wraps things up for this time. Don't

R -390A REDEUX

(Or... Excuse my French)

One day, about three years back, I found myself glancing at the
classified ads in our local newspaper. At the time I was in search of
a second car. My eyes fell on the column heading "CB and Ham Equipment".
Oh well...It doesn't hurt to look. FOR SALE - R -390A $200 call... That's
all it said. That's all that needed to be said. The owner knew what he had
and the simplicity of the ad made it clear as to who he wanted to sell it
to.

I was on the phone like ugly on an ape. Two hours later I was strain-
ing under the 75 pound weight of what I believe to be one of the best
communications receivers ever hooked up to an antenna. It began a love
affair that prompted the birth of "The R -390A Users Group" (now the Hollow
State News) and has increased my upper -body strength with each family move.

What I would like to examine at this point is how well the R-39OA is
standing the test of time against the new generation of communications
receivers.

Unlike most, I will begin with the bottom line.
At prices ranging from $175 to $350 for an R -390A in good working

order, I feel it is next to impossible to get more for your money.
What's the trade off??? You had better be willing to spend some time

on the care, feeding, and maintenance of your receiver.
Explanation to follow.
Fair Radio Sales will sell you an R -390A for $335. Baytronics will

let you have one for $175. Davilyn Corporation is asking $400. These
outfitters also sell parts and parts units as well as used/repairable rigs
for the more adventurous. So with an average price in the neighborhood of
$275 (about what you would pay at a hamfest of fleamarket) you can be the
proud owner of an R -390A. So what else is currently available in this
price range?

The Kenwood R-600 is being discounted at $299 with the R-1000 going
for $100 more. The new Sony ICF-2010 can be found for $239.95 and the
ICF-2002 for $150. Heathkit lists their new SW -7800 at $349.95 in kit
form. Radio Shack will try to sell you their DX -400 for $299.95 if your
foolish enough to pay for it.

Of the above listed new receivers only the R-1000 begins to enter
the parking lot outside of the ball park of the R-390A's performance.

Someone in the market for a Kenwood R-2000 ($475), an Icom R -71A
($639), a Yaesu FRG -8800 ($529) or one of the ham transceivers with
general coverage such as the Kenwood TS -430S might never miss the per-
formance advantages of the R -390A. But $250 is half of $500 and you don't
need your home computer to see the savings.

Some would argue that the R -390A is still head and shoulders above
the $500-$1000 receiver class as well due to its bank of mechanical
filters and permeability tuned front end.

But then, I am a practical man. If I could have afforded an R -71A
or a TS -430S I probably would have opted for the smaller size and solid
state chassis. The simple fact is that I had $200 to spend an that bought
an R -390A. And now that I have it and have learned to maintain it I see
no reason to own anything more "modern" as the performance of the R -390A
spec. for spec. makes the changeover a waste of cash.

Now the "bad" news.
The R -390A, while being stable, sturdy, and precision built, still

has an age of 15 to even 20' years. It is a tube type chassis and two of
the tubes used are very hard to find requiring the user to scrounge and
stock up tubes as well as performing minor surgery to "solid state" your
way around the rare tubes.
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When I first lifted the covers off my R -390A I thought I was in for
the most difficult and complex work of my radio hobby. Despite its
apparent complexity, it is a remarkably easy radio to troubleshoot and
service. The military manual is ultra -thorough and the receiver itself
is really a collection of individually removable and servicable modules.
Each stage and section can be taken out and treated on its own. The
biggest advantage of this is that if you learn (or have learned) radio
theory in terms of the stages of the receiver and the jobs each stage
performs, it takes you about three seconds to decide where to look for
most problems. Once you have narrowed it down to a particular module
you can lift that module out of the R -390A and service it as needed. Just
try to do that with a modern rig like a ICF-2010. You would be lucky to
get the back off. Once inside there is very little you could do. But in
the R -390A everything is Big enough to get to and work around.

In the three years of ownership I have performed only one "needed"
repair and that involved little more then replacing a tube. Once I
discovered that the R -390A was not a bear to work on I did perform a
number of modifications, more or less just to try them out. The R -390A
forgave my mistakes and gave me numerous second chances. Try to do that
with modern CMOS ICs and you will take up needlepoint as your next hobby.

An absolute beginner in the shortwave hobby might do better to try
a lower priced new or used receiver to start out. But once an individual
decides to take this hobby of ours seriously, if money is an object, one
must give serious consideration to the R -390A.

R -390A SPECIFICATIONS
(A Users Look)

Sensitivity- 9uv-5uv on the lowest band. Most serious DXers use a pre-
amplifier or preselector above 20Mhz. The R-390As selectivity more
then makes up for its sensitivity figures.

Selectivity -Mechanical Filters for 16,8,4,2 KHZ
Ceramic Filters for 1, .1KHZ

.Wide/Narrow audio switch for CW reception
You haven't really experienced a tight IF until you have DXed with
a Collins 4 Khz mechanical filter like the one in the R -390A

Stability- The Rock of Gibralter will move off frequency first. I know
of one R -390A user who's radio table collapsed, dropping the rig
3i feet to the ground. Even that did not make it go off frequency.
One day with an R -390A and you will forget that tube receivers drift.
It has a crystal oven to increase stability further but I have never
felt the need to turn my oven on.

Dial Calibration- Within 300 Hertz. Remember, this is not a modern PLL
tuned receiver. Still if your ears can detect 300Hertz, go to the
head of the class. For my purposes VI just tap the tuning knob a
hair.

IF (1st) 455 KHZ a nice standard IF allowing for easy hook up to "Digital
Dial" frequncy counters, Q -multipliers, Notch circuits etc.etc.

VOA UDORN RELAY STATION OPENING Bill Whitacre

The first week of March was a landmark in VOA history. It
saw the groundbreaking of three new relay stations in
Morocco, Sri Lanka and Thailand.

USIA Director Charles Z. Wick and VOA Engineering Director
Robert Frese formed part of the Washington Delegation to
formally dedicate the sites. I was able to catch up with
them in the province of Udorn in northeast Thailand some
560 kilometers north of Bangkok, for the March 7 ceremony.

The new facility will supplement existing coverage provided
by a VOA mediumwave facility near Bangkok. The station will
consist of 7 high power transmitters to increase VOA coverage
of southeast Asia and the Far East. One transmitter is to be
reserved for the Thai government in order to improve their
own international broadcasting capabilities.

In short speeches, Director Wick, the Director -General of
the Royal Thai Public Relations Department, Mr. Danai, and
the Deputy -Governor of Udon Thani Province, Mr. Kopit, all
stressed the cooperative and mutually benefical nature of
the agreement. In his remarks, Director Wick pointed out
that the State -of -the -Art Facility will expand both VOA and
Radio Thailand's listening audiences. Deputy-Govenor Kopit
also noted the economic and technological benefits which the
new facility will create for his province.

Relay Station Manager, Nicholas Olquinn told me excavation
and construction will begin within the year, the new station
is scheduled to be on the air by 1989.

PROPAGATION PREDICTION

Melly OXers argue that  computer in the radio shack is not a help but
an impedement. The complaints range from slow access times in looking up
station listings from disk or RAM to RFI generated by the various components
of the system. Some criticisms do have a degree of merit. However, one
area in which the computer is an undisputed champion is the realm of
mathematical calculation. It would be a rare individual, even with a slide
rule or calculator, who could beat a computer at mathematics. Mathematical
calculation is the heart of short term (24 hour period) propagation
prediction which is the subject of this and next month's Computer Corner.

Important to short term propagation prediction is Maximum Usable
Frequency (MUF). The Radio Amateur's Handbook defines MUF as the highest
frequency that can be used to transmit over a specified distance'. If a

radio signal's frequency exceeds the MUF, it skips over the target and is
not received. The radio hobbyist's life would be much simpler, and boring,
if the MUF for a given distance remained constant. Maximum Usable Frequency
and propagation conditions do not remain constant, that's what puts
e xcitement into DXing. As propagation conditions change, signals from
different areas skip to you. This enables you to catch that rare DX.

A major factor influencing the Maximum Usable Frequency is the
intensity of ionospheric ionization. If the radio hobbyist can calculate
this influence, then MUF can be determined and optimum listening frequencies
selected. Many good computer programa are available which will calculate
this influence on MUF. Radio Nederland's Media Network has made Micromuf
available to listeners at no cost. Perhaps the grandfather of microcomputer
MUF programa is Minimuf 3.5 written by the US Navy and introduced to radio
hobbyists -in the December 1982 GST.

If you have seen either of these programs, you know that they require
the input of the current Sunspot Number, as well as other data, to produce
the Maximum Usable Frequency for a 24 hour period. From where does the
Sunspot Number come? You might get the appropriate filters, so that you
w on't damage your eyes, and count the visable sunspots on the solar surface.
You also might listen to Swiss Radio International's Shortwave
Merry-go-round program. There is still another way. WWV (2500, 5000,
10000, 15000 and 20000 KHz from Ft. Collins, Colorado, USA) broadcasts
something called the Solar Flux Number at 18 minutes after the hour every
hour of the day. This is an index of solar activity and the Sunspot Number
can be mathematically determined from the Solar Flux Number.

The following short program will allow you to calculate the Sunspot
Number from the Solar Flux Number. This will simplify your use of Minimuf
3.5 next month's featured program.
