Gerry Bishop's Interestlng notion about supplying a worthy country/group wlth a SW trans- 
mltter continues to draw attention In the foem of sortie very thought-provoklng letters. Vou may 
remember that last month Dan Sheedy ralsed a number of Issues that seemed to cast grave 
doubts on the wisdom/utillty of the venture. Two letters this month take a more positive view 
of the matter while at the same time taking cognlzance of Dan's crlticisms. First, a letter from 
Don Moore (Glendale Heights, Illinois): 

l..,]With some further refining the idea could still bear fruit. 
First off, forget such exotic. almost unpopulated spots as Tristan and Pitcairn. 

Dan is perfectly right In bringing up such points as who pays for electriolty, and 
station schedules not matcning with propagation to North America. Car. we really 
ask an island of fifty people to run a DX station for us? Instead, let's focus on 
well popuiated places such as Barbades, Jamaica, The Caymans, St. Kitts, etc. 

The advantages of uslng the Carlbbean, at least inltially, are many. Exlsting 
stations, such as Radio ZIZ on St. Kltts, obviously must already have compétent 
technical people to deal wlth any problems that may arise wlth the shortwave trans- 
mitter. Studio equipment Is obviously already there. Ali they need to do Is to relay 
the domestic service. (If someone at the station wants to produce a spécial interna- 
tional program once or twice a week, ail the better.) Antenna costs shouldn't be 
much. l've vlsited many Latin American stations that get oui qulte well with a simple 
and inexpensive dipole. As far as the electric bills are concemed. these stations 
already run hefty médium wave transmitters. The increased power consumptlon frôm 
a low-power SW transmltter would barely be notlceable, especlally slnce the SW 
service wouid run only a few hours a day. Another advantage of the Carlbbean is 
that a lower power transmltter could be donated: 250 watts, or even 100 watts, 
from Jamaica will be better heard in North America than 500 watts from Tristan-- 
glven a clear frequency. 

One thing I do see causing a problem is QSLIng. The station wouid be Inun- 
dated wlth réception reports, at least for the first year. If we are golng to give 
them a transmltter, why not set-up a OSL bureau that will facllitate QSLIng wlth 
the least possible hassle for the station? Reports would have to be sent to the 
bureau to be verified. The bureau would check the reports and flll out the QSLs. 
The QSLs would then be forwarded to the station where they would slmply need to 
be slgned. stamped, and dropped In the mailbox. Any reports the bureau felt unsure 
about could be sent to the station for further checking. 

As to the cost of the transmltter. Il is certalnly not out of our range. I find 
It hard to belleve that the many pirates who use 100, 200, etc. watts of power are 
shelling out thousands of dollars for their equipment. Obviously, there are cheap 
transmitters out there. A Nam transmltter would do -- we don't need hl-fi, nice as 
that would be. Getting the transmitter to its destination would be a problem. however. 
Do you trust the mails? How expensive is air cargo? Is there anyone planning a 
vacation trip to Barbades who wouldn't mind carrying a transmltter In thelr luggage? 
If we're dealing with a govemment-run station custom duties shouldn't be a problem. 
But if it's a prlvate commercial or rellgious station, someone might have to pay 
duty. 

Anyway, 1 think this can work. l've seen enough Utile radio stations In Northem 
Peru [please! tell us about them!—sgm] to know that It's not ail that hard. In one 
case, a homemade 50 watt transmitter. a tumtable, a microphone, and a dipole on 
the roof — plus a rickety wooden table and a dirt floor. Donatlng a transmitter to 
an estabiished broadeaster would be a piece of cake by comparison. Anyone out 
there willing to head a commlttee to start looking into the cost of a possible trans- 
mitter and to start contacting possible récipients? 
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Let's move right on to a letter from John H, Bryant (Oklahoma) which is In many respects 
complementary to Don Moore's letter: 

Another salvo In the "give 'em a XWTR" story; 
Good for Dan Sheedy — "Scrooge-llke comments" do help clear the mind and 

refîne the idea. First, though, Sheedy seems to have missed the whole point of Bish- 
ops's idea. The point, as I understand It, is to find a currently non-SW country which 
needs a SW station (or their own purposes, and then help them set It up. We wouid 
ask them to do some part of their broadcast week when their signal wouid propagate 
to NA/Eu/Ja, and ask them to undertake to respond to ail correct reports which include 
adéquate relum postage. 

As to Sheedy's concern about insulting folks to whom we might make the offer, 
1 think Dan's being oversensitive. If we approach the folks In a helpful, respectful 
way — not as 'Blg Brothers' -- there should be no hurt feellngs. l've been on the 
other side of the question — I was a civillan 'snake-eater' for a whlle. There were 
occasions when we wouid have hocked hait the island for a decent, small SWBC 
transmitter. 

As for studio and antenna -- some ot our Central American mlssionary frlends 
put out a pretty decent signal with a Vwave wlre dipole and a very primitive (by 
our standards) studio. 

Repalr o( equipment wouid be a problem, but rather more easily overcome than 
you might expect. [Presumably, a résident Ham could oversee maintenance; then again. 
If a SW XMTR were given to an exlsting MW station, many problems to do with repair 
and maintenance wouid disappear or rendered less important.--sgm] 

Dan makes an excellent point about some of the countries mentioned obviously 
not needlng SWBC capabillty for internai needs. In ail llkelyhood, Pitcairn and Christ- 
mas Islands have no internai need, so we ought to strike them from the list. However, 
Palau, as a scattered island group, may no be decently served by their single MW 
transmitter. l'd rather (et them tell us what they do and don't need. There ought 
to be other island groups in the Kiribati or PNG situation. 

Ail in ail, though, there seems not to be the groundswell of interest [well. 
i dunno -- you wrote, did't you?--sgm] for this that Bishop hoped for... so shall 
we forget It? Anybody out there interesled? 

I was doing fine until I got to that last paragraph. In tact, Bishops idea bas generated 
more mail than almost any other single topic -- but do keep the letters coming: we need your 
ideas too, I think that It is possible to bring the above two excellent letters together to form 
an interesting synthesls. The récipient of a SWBC XMTR shouid be an aiready-established MW 
broadcaster In a région that wouid have a genulne need for the particular advantages of SW 
broadcating. MW stations probably wouid not have a great deal of experience with, or Interest 
in. OSLs (nor are tney likely to have the staff to handle this work), so a QSL bureau wouid 
be set-up to take care of as much of the work as possible. We attach as few strlngs as possible 
to the donation, with the principal requirement being that the station undertake a maintenance 
program; further when/where propagation permits, some portion of the broadcast day shouid be 
receivable in selected target areas. Did I miss anything? 

One more Interesting point in ail this. I received a nice téléphoné call from Jim Conrad 
(Waterloo, lowa) with reference to the price quoted in last month's CONTACT (or a 1 kilowatt 
transmitter -- $250,000. Jim polnted out that this might just posslbly be the case Is the XMTR 
were hand-crafted of platinum and gold -- soiid, you understand. in fact, he thought that rather 
less than one tenth that figure wouid be a very generous upper estimate for the total cosl of 
everything: transmitter, a simple studio, antenna, etc. Even though I suspected that this was 
the case, I must say that 1 was considerably relieved to have my suspicions confirmed. Jim 
has considérable experience in international broadcasting, and you may know him from his work 
with KCBI. 

I received two other letters this month. Emi ly Rershart (Freehold. New Jersey) wrote inquiring 
about a problem she's having when she tries to record directly off her Panasonic RF-3100. Tom 
Giella (League City, Texas) sent a wonderful letter detailing his shack, and how he arrived 
a: his choices for materials and organization. As these are essentially technical items in nature, 
and as we have a fine TECHNICAL TOPICS editor, I have forwarded these letters to him. Emily 
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was good enough to mention that she had written to her Representitives and Senators atx>ut 
the 'Electronic Communications Privacy Act of 1985.' Excellent! Ihope that jrou have done the 
same thlng, and that you will let us know the response that you get.

A word (two, actually) to those who have requested the MUE paper/équations: please wait. 
Extensive revisions of the original édition have taken more tlme than I had anticlpated. As 
soon as It's ready 1 send it out. 1 am aimlng for mid-April to have everything ready for mailing. 
I will also send a revised édition to those to whom I sent the original. 

Those who were listening to Radio Mederlands Wereldomroep MEDIA NETWORK on 20 March 
heard the interesting news that MOMITORING TIMES from Grove Enterprises, and INTERNATIONAL 
RADIO from Miller publishing are shortly to merge into one publication. This should certainly 
become a very valuable source of monthly frequency information. As I have promised, in the 
not too distant future I will assemble Information on periodical sources of frequency information, 
and discuss them here. 

In my first column, I made the point that il was, at least in part, the dismal quallty of 
American radio that drove me (and, I suspect, many others) to SW. There is. however, some 
hope (or better thlngs. Not long ago I ran across a superb program on CBS Radio -- Newsmark 
(l'm not sure of the speliing -- I haven't seen It llsted), broadeast locally by WEEI Boston. 
II Is a solid half-hour of radio in whlch a reporter takes a topic and examines it in détail. 
Not long ago Charles Kurault looked at lighthouses and then keepers -- both endangered species- 
in an evocative program. Recently I heard an excellent program on the state of Unions in the 
United States. The production is very fine and the guest reporters are always very interesting. 
I strongly suggest that you make the effort to look for this wondertul program. It may not be 
easy, though. WEEI broadeasts the program at 5:30 AM local tlme on Sunday. The easiest thlng 
to do would bc to call your local CBS affiliate. This is certainly a program whlch suffers in 

no way In comparison with the best such programming on the BBC, and is cause for wlld re- 
joicing. 

That's about it for this tlme. We are in need of discussion topics — programming, broad- 
east legalities, radio heard in travel abroad -- this is the sort of topic that CONTACT thrives 
on. So. unlimber the writing hand and break forth into print. In the meantime, many thanks to 
wnters and readers, and good listening. 73-

Last month I reoeived a post oard from peter Dillon asking if I 
would list the foreigr language courses availatle on shortwave, Not 
only did I appreciate the suggestion, I wanted to go him one better 
and review these language programs. But when the idea of devotihg a 
spécial column to a review of language programs, I thought I would have 
to dismiss it out of sheer numbers. And then I started looking around 
and found that there are actually only a few, a fact that surprised me. 
If you feel, as peter and I do, that these language courses are one 
of the most useful things about shortwave radio, it might not hurt to 
write some of the international broadcasters and request more of them. 

"Auf Deutsch Gegast (Said in German)" (Deutsche Welle at 0135 on 6040/ 
6085/6145/9545/9565, at 0335 on 6185/9545/9565/9640/9735, and at 0535 
on 5960/6120/6130/9690—Saturdays). This prograra is currently fin- 
ishing up a repeat of text book three and ready to start a new sériés 
in textbook four, The text itself seems designed to eliminate the need 
for much background in German from the other three courses, and it has 
translations of ail texts in the back, a grammar section, but no glossary. 
The scénario continues the adventures of the five friends from Kiel now 
that they are Prien. When broadcst, the text is broken down into 
sentences and translated with notations of spécial problems. At the end 
of the program the dialogue is read straight through in German. Every 
third week is a spécifie review of grammar. 

"Dutch by Radio" (Radio Hederlands at 0205 on 6020/9895, at 0305 on 
6165/9590, and at 0605 on 6165/9715—Tuesday). Not only does this course 
have a textbook, but it also has a cassette on which the dialogues and 
reading texts are spoken in Dutch for more help with prononciation. 
The program was first broadeast from last April to October, and it turned 
out to be so popular that Radio Nedeilands rebroadeast it beginnlng 
in January. At the moment they are on lesson 9 (March 18) out of twenty= 
six. Supplies of books and casettes, however, are rather low right now. 
l'm hoping that when this rebroadeast ends, Radio Nederlnnds will décidé 
to continue the sériés with a sequel to the twenty-six lessons of book 
one, When broadeast, the sériés always begins with the feature "Did 
You Know?" . (facts about life in the Netherlands),and ends with an 
interview with an ordinary Dutch citizen (in English). I hope they 
do décidé to continue with this; I rather miss Keneer and Mevrouw 
Bakker, their zoon Jaap and their dochter Lucie. 

"Easy Hebrew" (Kol Israël at 2300 on 9435/7410/5885—Daily). Although 
technically not a program for learners, this is basically the same 
idea as the VOA's "Easy English". The Hebrew is just pronounced more 
slowly and distinctly. You have to have a good background in Hebrew 
already. 

"leam Chinese" (Radio Beijing at 1145 on 9820, at 1245 on 9820/9640 and 
at 0045 on 9820/11685 —Monday and repeated on Wednesday). I don't 
know too much about this once since l've only been able to hear it once. 
There ie a text available and on March 17, the program was Lesson 11, 
Part I (of six parts). This lesson was "Phrases for Tourists" and 
featured the days of the week and the names of the month in Chinese. 

"Learn Spanish: A Language without Bounds" (Spanlsh Foreign Radio at 
0050, 0150, and 0550 on 9630/6055—Monday through Priday). As of March 
12, Lesson 43 was being broadeast, a dialogue between Carlos and Ric- 
ardo, read in Spanish but without English translation. The second 
part of the program is about Spanish Grammar, explained first in 
Spanish, then in English, Although l'm not certain, I believe there 
is a text for this course available from Spanish Foreign Radio. The 
program would otherwise be very difficult to follow. 
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"Let's Leam ChineBe" (Voice of ?ree China at 0245 and 0345 on 9985/6065 
and at 0745 on 5985—Daily, but be careful. The 0345 broadcast on one 
night is a repeat of the 0245 and 0745 broadcast of the night before). 
This program is broken up by days. Wednesday night is the beginrers' 
course, just starting a new sériés and on about Lesson 4 by March 26. 
Mondays and Thursdays is intermediate Chinese, and Tuesdays and Fridays 
is Advanced Chinese. Saturday night is Chinese pronunciation. There 
are texts available at ail levels, but I found the first lesson of 
elementary Chinese so clearly and carefully presented that a text was 
not even needed, though it would have been handy for later reference. 

"let's Learn Japanese" (Radio Japan at 1335 on 5990—Tuesdays and Fri- 
days). Technically there are two courses here: "let's leam Japanese" 
on Tuesdays, whioh has a text published tri-monthly (just about ready now 
to start on a new one for April—Muy—June), and "let's practice Japanese" 
on Fridays, whioh has a text published every two months. Other than 
the différence in texts, I can't really tell one program from the other: 
both are dialogues read in Japanese and then in English, then broken 
down by sentences. Considering that Japanese is so différent from 
English structurally, I think Radio Japan should do a bit more with 
grammar; otherwise this program is very hard for a beginner in Japanese 
to follow, 

"let's Leam Korean" (Radio Korea at 1440 on 9750, 0240 on 11818/15575, 
and 0440 on 9570—Monday through Friday). Again, l've only heard this 
program one time, but I believe there is a text available from Radio 
Korea. The édition I heard featured sentences read two or three times 
in Korean and then once in English. There seemed to be no analysis 
of the language itself. 
"Let's Speak Latin" (Vatican Radio at 0050 on 6015/9605/11845—Friday). 
This program varies four times a month. The first Friday of the month 
is elementary Latin: a dialogue between Fublius and Claudia, two Christ- 
ian Roman teenagers, about life in the catacombs, The second and third 
Fridays are intermediate Latin. The second Friday has brief exerpts 
from the War Commentarles of Caesar including descriptions of battles, 
analysis of Caesar's leadersnip: sKiils, and number of dead barbarians; 
the third week is exerpts from the Orations of Gicero and includes 
rhetorical analysis. The fourth week is advanced latin, features 
exerpts from the Aeniad, and includes analysis of Latin scansion and 
epic form. Ail weeks have stru-tured exercises at the end of the 
text, whioh is unfortunately out of print at the moment. The fifth 
Ftiday, should there be one, is a discussion of the rôle of latin in 
the Churoh Today. 

"Russian by Radio" (Radio Moscow at 1930 on 11840—Saturday. At 0030, 
0330, 0930, and 1630 Sunday on various World Service frequencies). 
This program is almost impossible to follow without the text from 
Radio Moscow (which includes written exercises that Radio Moscow 
will correct for you if you send them in). The program is currentlv 
featuring a sériés oalled "Spoken Russian", on Lesson 5 as of March 22, 
It is a général collection Éf features, such as dialogues, Russian 
songs, and even a radio play in which the listeners are assigned lines 
in Russian (they even pause during the play to give you time to say 
your line), It actually sounds quite good, but without the text I was 
completely lost and the program was useless for leaming Russian. 

As a final noted I wanted to let readers know (those who don't 
know already) that Radio Canada International's "Shortwave Listeners' 
Digest" now has a phone-in program every fourth Sunday of the month. 
Actually the pb«ne-in s are done in advance and the tape played on 
Sunday night. Numbers to call are: 1-514-285-3545 and 1-514-285-3547; 
unfortunately the have not decided a definite time that will consistently 
be the time to call in («nce, I know, it was on a Saturday afternoon 
before the broadcast that Sunday), When they do décidé a permanent 
time, it—as well as any other ad hoc arrangements—will be announced 
during a regular édition of "SWL Digest". The title of this new 
feature is "Forum", and RCI is right now looking for topics of discussion 
and «uggestions as to what direction the program should take.

Dear Ccngressman Hughes: 

I am uriting to express nriy strongest opposition to S1667/HR3378, the 
Electronic Communications Privacy Act oF 1985. While I am an advocate oF 
the right to privacy, 1 also believe that, as uritten, this bill erodes the 
existing rights oF the public due to major Flaus in its construction. I 
also believe that this bill urongFully places the costs oF privacy and 
securlty in communication on the taxpayer uhen they should be placed on the 
communication» companies that proFit From the use oF the radio spectrum. 

I am a disablcd individuel. Although I am able to uorK and perForm 
most activities oF daily living, my physical condition 1 imits me to 
sedentary activities. My recreational activities reFlect this limitation. 
Ut>en I became disabled, I tooK up radio monitoring as a hobby. I have 
become active uith monitoring Shortuave, HAM and VHF CKnoun as scanner) 
radios. These activities are currently légal but may no longer be if the 
above législation is not modiFied. 

UnFortunate1 y, cellular téléphonés, radio, cordless téléphonés, etc. 
share portions oF the radio spectrum uith the above mentioned services. 
S1667/HR3378 is intended to protect the privacy oF téléphoné, etc., houever, 
in doing so, uill maKe légal listening illégal. 

The Associatin oF North American Radio Clubs, an umbrella organization 
representing 15 individual clubs uith over 10,000 members, has given 
testimony on the 4 major Flaus oF this bill) 
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FIRST: The bill contains NO définition of "readily accessible to the 
public.' The Association contends that there is a simple test that can be 
applied to establish "ready accessibi1i1ty." 
SECOND: The 1ist of stations to uhich it uould be lauful to 1isten is NOT 
consistent and NOT logical. This could be easily solued by addressing the 
définition of "ready accessibi1ity." 
THIRD: Any 1 au stemming from S1667/HR3378 uould be uirtually unenforceab1e. 
There are currently MILLIONS of radios in American homes capable of 
receiwing these broadcasts. Is it the intention of Congress to maKe 
millions of Americans criminals? A lesson can be learned from the Fédéral 
Communications Commission's inability to effectiwely regulate the licensing 
of the Citizens Radio Service. When the unenforceab1ity and futility of the 
effort became apparent, the licensing requirement uas dropped. By the uay, 
it is currently estimated that there are thousands more scanners in American 
homes than citizens band radios. If the government could not regulate a 
service in uhich the radios could be identified by their transmissions and 
large <18' tall) outdoor antennas, hou uill it regulate this? Scanners are 
receivers only. They do not give off easily detectible uaves; their 
antennas are indoors and only 18" tall. Obviously you see the 1udicrousness 
of th is . 
FOURTH: This bill shifts the responsibi1ity and cost for communication 
security from the provider of the service, uho is maKing a profit, to the 
American Taxpayer. Current technology can easily maKe téléphonés, etc. NOT 
"readily accessible" at a reasonable cost of several dollars per unit. You 
can see the obvious reasons uhy business doesn't uant to have to bear these 
costs. It is much cheaper to leave the current insecure Systems in place 
and have the taxpayer bear the expense , responsibi1ity and impossible tasK 
of Keeping the général public from listening. 

I urge you to insure that S1667/HR3378 does not maKe currently légal 
activities illégal. I also urge you to insure that S1667/HR3378 places the 
responsibi1ity and COSTS of providing communications security uhere it 
belongs; uith those uho profit from the use of the radio spectrum, not the 
général pub 1ic.

If you don't by now know what stations commonly fréquent the 
corners of 9580 and 9715, for example, then don't worry—eventually 
you will. If only by osmosis. 

Quickly on another point, loggings made in January were also eut, 
simply because January loggings in an April issue of FRENDX would 
actually be out of place. After ail, LOG C is supposed to be relatively 
up to date. In plainer terms, for the May 12 deadline, send only (to 
LOG C at least) April and May catches. If you feel you might miss the 
deadline, then you'd best send your log strips directly to the appro- 
priate editor—this will give you 3-4 extra days.
