1 suspect that a décliné in Northern 
Hemisphere llstening conditions glves rise to an increaslng quantity in letter wrlting. In any 
case, l'm glad: It spares me the numblng ettort of creatlvlty -- to say nothlng of the fact that 
I really enjoy your letters, Let's get to work...

(202T-4T56-763Q 
Ail comments, for or against, are printed out dally and distributed to the Congress- 
persons Involved with that partlcular blli; they also go to the President's office. 
The cost Is small -- fifty cents for one minute." (Quoted from the Yonkers Public 
School's Spécial Education Newsletter.) The call costs only a llttle more than a 
stamp, and I feel It Is qulte useful. 

1 was on a expédition to Lincoln, Nebraska In late Aprll. It tumed out tg be 
"spreadlng the gospel of shortwave llstening." I had taken my Utile Sony ICF-7500A. 
(I couldn't go cold turkey!) Sunday evenlng we were vlsltlng frlends whom we hadn't 
seen In years. The adults were trying to talk over the noise of our six year old 
and their two klds six and ten. In desperatlon, I took the radio from my purse, handed 
it to my kld (Chris knows how to use It) and sald "Here, go llsten to the world." 
The klds took off and we had Instant silence, After a whlle, my friend went of to 
check on the quiet klds. He didn't retum! His wlfe went off for hlm after 10 minutes 
and found the four of them llstening to the BBC. My son looked up and remarked 
that he couldn't flnd BeiJIng, so they were llstening to England tnstead! Now there 
are some more SW fans among us! I hope thls llttle incident gave you a laugh. 

Concernlng the téléphoné number Cathy has provided, I hope that even those who don't llke 
to wrlte letters wlll now make thelr volces heard on thls very Important matter — there's )ust 
no excuse left. The Incident she describes ("spreadlng the gospel..'.') Is both amuslng and Inst- 
ructive. I have always malntalned that the best, fastest, and surest way of spreadlng Interest 
In SWL 1s by example. If enough people actually see with their own eyes and hear with thelr 
own ears how easy and fascinating It is to "...llsten to the world," the number of SWLers wlll, 
1 am qulte sure, increase dramatically. Thls, of course, puts the burden on us, whose Interest 
it Is, to take the first step. 1 can say that I have seen thls approach work llke a charm time 
after tlme. 

Tom Glella (League City, Texas) has followed through In Inquiries about the "Electronic 
Communications Privacy Act..." and has written a letter to report on the results: 

I wrote my Senator and Représentative [one question; whlch ones? The answer 
might be helpful In Judging thelr answers.--sgm] concernlng the ECPA1985 [my ab- 
brevlatlon — sgm). My Représentative salo the main thrust of the législation Is dlrec- 
ted towards Improvlng the securlty of cellular téléphoné transmissions and strength- 
ening the Foreign Intelligence Act of 1968. A clause states that It shall not be 
irlawful for any person to intercept electronlc communication Intended for the use 
by the général public. That's where the problem Iles! 

My Senator basically said the same thing, with the main emphasls on unauth- 
orlzed access to data stored in computers and protectlng cellular téléphoné conver- 
sations. He also said that some tough questions need to be answered. Chief among 
these is whether electronlc communications Systems whlch are not not designed to 
protect the privacy of communications belng carrled should be afforded protection. 
[BRAVO!—sgm) 
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Concemlng Gerry Blshop's Idea of supplylng a SW transmitter to a country, 
It's an Interestlng Idea but sounds Impractlcal because It seems to me that If a 
country had a need for a SW transmitter, and could afford one, they would already 
bave one!? 

By the way, a little Information about myself. l'm 30 years old, and a meteo- 
rologlst In the U.S. Coast Guard. 

Thank you very much for this information, Tom; thls Is the flrst Indication of feedback that 
1 have recelved from NASWA membership. Has anyone else anythlng to offer In this regard? 
I don't know about you, but I am struck by mentions of "...access to data stored In computers..." 
and "...strengthenlng the FI Act of 1968." Do I detect the constltuents of a smoke screen here? 
The protection of computer data bases Is another matter entirely havlng to do wlth the Illégal 
acquisition of proprietary or copyrlghted matériels -- Irrespective of the marner In whlch such 
materiais were acqulred. Threats posed by forelgn Intelligence have always been alluded to when 
the framers of législation have wanted to lend (however speclously) a certain substance, otherwlse 
lacklng, to thelr work. In any case, If sensltive or classlfled materlal Is belng transmitted 
by means of a technology that Is not secure, then we have a great deal more to worry about 
than the mere securlty of cellular communications. What do you thlnk? 

1 have been expecting the next letter, In one form or another, for some tlme now. Questions 
of International social conscience are now very current, and Gerry Blshop's idea of giving a 
transmitter to a deservlng country shows us one slde of the coin. The other side is shown 
us by Nelson George in the followlng letter: 

It seems qulte a long tlme ago — In the January CONTACT -- that Jerry Blshop's 
"bizarre" Idea flrst surfaced. In ail thls tlme, no one seems to be able to quote 
a prlce for a one kilowatt transmitter. Untll someone can corne up wlth thls basic 
information, I don't see much point In continuing the discussion. 

Incldentally, one kilowatt would be about the minimum that I would consider. 
A 100 or 200 Watt SW transmitter on Barbades mlght suit some of us, but it would 
be an Impossible catch for other of our members. The Carlbbean, by the way, would 
be my cholce for prime candidates for the Project. The countries could use SW to 
promote thelr tourist industry. (Jamaica must spend a lot of money on those TV ads.) 
Why doesn't somebody put out some feelers to these countries, and to our State 
Department, on the subject. 

But -- maybe some of these countries would rather have a case of evaporated 
milk or a bag of rlce? A QSL that 1 Just recelved from Radio Omdurman contained 
a handwritten note that spoke of the U.S.A. as "the greatly country In the world" 
and of the Sudan as "the country of famine through more refugees enlering our country 
daily." Perhaps we can thlnk of a better Project to promote "Unity and Frlendshlp" 
than giving away expensive radio transmltters? Trlnldad and St. Vincent could probably 
wait a whlle for thelr shortwave transmitter while we engaged In a somewhat more 
worthwhlle Project. 

In fact, Jim Conrad (In Aprll '86 CONTACT) gave an estlmate of about $20,000 for a complété 
set-up — transmitter, antenna and studio. It would be idle, offensive even, to prétend that 
there are not a great many places In the world that are In desperate need of thlngs more basic 
than SW transmltters. On the other hand, there are also a great many places In the world that 
are In need of a very Important resource: communication. In such Instances, perhaps It Is Just 
possible that we mlght be of some assistance. Thls Is a sensltive and dellcate area whlch 
deserves greater attention — what do you thlnk? 

If the transmitter donation Idea Is to be persued, then there are a number of Issues to 
be addressed; Indeed, In splte of hls mlsgivmgs, Nelson noted some of them In hls letter. A 
letter from Chris Sweitzer (Galnesvllle, Florlda) goes Into considérable détail: 

I am in my flrst year as a NASWA member, and have been followlng the trans- 
mitter Project wlth some Interest. I am reasonably new to the hobby, and my tech- 
nlcal knowledge Is almost nonexlstant, but perhaps I can provide some useful Input 
to the discussion. 

On the subject of who should recelve the transmitter If more than one worthy 
candidate Is agreeable, I feel that It should be made clear from the start .that need 
should be a hlgh prlorlty In the sélection process; wlth the transmitter to go to 
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the broadcaster wtiose signal would reach tfie most people who are currently wlthout 
MW coverage. If ail areas are sultably covered by MW, then the région wlth the largest 
population should recelve the transmltter, as the Intent of the Project should be 
to provide as many people as possible wlth adéquate local coverage rather than 
create a new "DX target." 

Whether thls should be a one-tlme deal or hot Is a good question. I guess a 
fund could be set up, and whenever enough money Is In It to buy a new transmltter, 
we could go looking for a worthy broadcaster. 

If we set crlteria for sélection of the "wlnning" broadcaster rather than have 
a vote or commltlee select the récipient, we should should be able to steer away from 
polltical questions concernlng our cholce. NASWA's only polltlcal goals should be to 
further the spread of Information via SW radio to as many people as possible. Thls 
goes back to the Idea that the transmltter should go to the broadcaster who will 
reach the most people (or most new people). 

If you want people to accept these transmltters, l'm not sure how we could 
attach strlngs (llke retainlng ownershlp In the event of the cessation of opérations) and 
still get the satatlon to accept a transmltter. Any lawyers out there? Perhaps we 
could draw up an agreement to rent the the station the transmltter In perpetuity for 
US$1 a year, wlth the station wholly responsible for operating and maintenance costs. 
As for repossesion of unused transmltters, would you llke to lead an expédition to 
a developlng country In the midst of a révolution to move hundreds of pounds of 
spécialized equlpment? It's going to take somethlng more than someone hopping a Jet 
wlth an empty suitcase to carry It home In. 

I llke the Idea of a QSL bureau. Perhaps, to spread the load, It could be organ- 
Ized llke the REPORTS sections of FRENDX wlth a dlstrlbuting "edltor" farming out the 
load to a group of Indlvlduals. Thls does create other problems, though, such as 
Increased postage costs and a need for multiple copies of station logs. I an/ no 
artist, but I am Including a sample generlc QSL card that could be used for more 
than one station. 

Well, l'm ail out for now. I would be Interested In being on a commlttee deallng 
wlth thls question, although l'm not sure I have the SWL experlence or technical 
knowledge. [l'm not sure I do either, but does that stop me? — sgm] I guess I could 
always be on the QSL bureau. 

I would llke to say In closing that I have enjoyed FRENDX and your column, 
and they have increased my enjoyment of SWL. 

First off, for your very kind words, many thanks. Second, I thlnk that you have ralsed a number 
of Interesting points: It would, Indeed, be Interestlng to hear from lawyers (and englneers) about 
thls proposai. 1 don't have room to reproduce your QSL and l'm sorry - It's a good Idea. 

Well, that Is about ail there Is for letters — very fine they are. 1 hope that you wlll take 
a moment to drop CONTACT a line or two: both CONTACT and FRENDX thrive on your contri- 
butions. To readers and writers allke, as always, my deepest thanks.

0245-0300: "The Sower" (HCJB). Self desoribed as "Delightfully différent 
and so refreshlng". UsuallV begins with a comment which an inspirational 
song illustrâtes, and then and exegesis of a Biblical text. past 
texts have included the parable of the householder, the parable 
of the net, and the story of Salome and John the Baptist. This 
is not an HCJB produced program, but provided by the Michael  .23- Guido ministry in Georgia. (9.870/6.230) 

MONDAY 
0120v<-01£5v: "Human Rights in Argentina" (RAE). A historical and 

political analysis of the Human Rights movement in Argentin*, 
its beginnings in the twentieth century, its goals, how it 
suffered under the Gautiere presidency, how it now protects 
the rights of citizens. Sometlme on at 0140; sometimes not on 
at ail. (9.690/11.710). 

0320-0325: "Science and Economy" (Radio Sofia). A rubric that 
allows inclusion of feature stories in both science and technology 
and in économies, past features have included a foous on the 
Bulgarian Pharmacutioal Institute, a new theory about the 
possibilities of nuclear winter, foreign investments in Bulgarian, 
and Bulgarian exporta. This sometimes précédés "Time Out for 
Sports" and sometimes follows it. (7.115) 

TUESDAY 
0120v-0125v; "Shows and Books" (RAE). An analysis of the most important 

books and hit plays in Argentina (most of the plays being performed 
in Buenos Aires). For novels, there is usually a brief biography 
of the author, a summary of the book and some critical analysis. 
For plays, not only is there a summary of the plot, but also 
information about the aotors and aotresses, the director, producer, 
and any noteable problems with the production, like ail RAE programminj 
there is a problem with predictability, (9.690/11.710) 

0230-0300: "Masterpiece Theater of Radio" (BBC). This is not the 
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officiai title of the program. l'm not even sure it has one. But 
that'B easentially what it is. The program"ia a radio dramatization 
of well known Bngliah novela. They have juat finiahed a twelve 
part adaptation of prlde and Prenudice (up to uaual Maaterpiece 
Theater Btandarda) and are now Deginning E. W. Hornung'a Rafflea 
(about a gentleman jewel thief). Previoua to Pride and prejuaice. 
they produced Roald Dahl'a Charlle and the Great masa Elevator" 
(a aequel to Willie Wonka and the Chocolaté Eactoryj. If I ever 
aeem biaeed in favor of the BBC, you're nght; I love the Beeb 
(except for ita @#$0* QS1 policy). (6.175/5.975/9.515) 

tfEDNESBAY 
2215-2225; "Muaical panorama" (R. Vilniua) The program uaually featurea 

performancea of claasical muaic by Lithuanian artiata, compoaera, 
or muaiciana, or worka by muaicians of other national!tiea being 
performed in Lithuania (uaually, but not alwaye, Vilniua). There 
are uaually two or three exerpta per program, eaoh about one 
minute in length. (7.400/9.685/11«790) 

0230-0245: "A Look at Chineae Hlatory" (Voice of Pree China). When 
I firat began liatenlng to thia program aomewhere around February 
or March, they were involved in an extenaive analyaia of the Han 
Dynasty (around 100-250 AD). More recently they are concentrating 
on the decentralization of China that followed the collapae of 
the Han Dynaaty around 300 AD. Analyaia ia not limited to political 
and military hlatory, but also cult-ural,.économie, and acientlfic 
as well as sooiological hiatory. Thorough and fascinating with 
refreshing breaka of claasical Chineae muaic. l'm aorry I no longer 
have theeame good excuse to listen, (5.985/9.680/11.740^. Repeated 
at 0730 on 5.985 and on Thuradays at 0330 on 5.985/9.680/11.740) 

THURSDAY 
2315-2330; "Merchant Navy program" (BBC). A collection of feature 

atonies of concern to thoae involved in the ahipping trades; 
problema in decreasing ahip production, decrease in Merchant 
trade, the ainking of the Michael Lennetov aome montha ago, etc. 
Alao includea "Merchant Navy News Deak", five minutes of the 
most Important ahipping news from the paat week (quite often 
the ainking of ahips near Kharg laland). (6.175/5.975/9.590) 

0130-0150; "Radio Bridge" (Radio Moscow). Thia program began about 
a year ago when the oitizens of Kittimat, a small town in Britlah 
Columbia, sent Radio a Moscow a tape aaking for a dialogue 
with the oitizene of a Ruaaian town of about the aame aize (which 
became Puahina). Since then other tapes have been recelved from 
Kittimat and other places, and aome of the "topica of the dialogue 
have included the nuclear arma race, ecology, amateur astronomy, 
and questions to a Ruaaian folk singer. If you have a topic of 
interest that you would like to know more about from the Ruaaian 
point of view, send a cassette tape to «Radio Bridge", Radio Moscow, 
and you'll likely get a dialogue with a Ruaaian citizen or citi- 
zena. Some of the programs are repeats primarily for lack of 
new tapes. (7.115/9.600/9.700 et. al.) 

FRIDAY 
1230-1245: "Open to Question" (Radio Australie). A sériés of documentary 

featurea on topica of current interest in Australia, including 
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éducation (new research, new techniques), ecology, public radio, 
and other subjects of interest. As of May 23, they have begun 
a sériés of programs featuring Nazis in Australia (both the 
indigenous kind and those who escaped from Europe at the end 
of World War II). (9.580/6.060) 

0255-0320: "The Priday Report" (Radio Nederlands). This is pretty 
much the same as "The Wednesday Reporf'escept on Friday. It is 
a sériés of feature storles, ail of which nmst have Borne kind 
of relation to the Netherlands rather than merely being of inter- 
national significance, Past features have included the préservation 
ofcand use of windmllls in Rolland as cheap energy sources, 
préparations for (and opposition to) Amsterdam as a possible site 
of the 1992 Olympics, exhibits and cultural events in Rolland, 
and the recent auction of the fine china that was salvaged 
from a Dutch ship that sank 200 years ago in the South China 
Sea. Lively, upbeat, (6,165/ 9.590. Broadcast earlier from 
Flavo transmitters at 0155 on 6,020/9.895 and later for West 
Coast from Bonaire on 6.165/9.715) 

SATURBAY 
2230-2300: "Soundabout Spln-off" (Radio Australia). Much as the title 

suggests, this is merely a half-hour version of soundabout, The 
best in 1980's New Wave, Heavy Métal, and punk, as well as an 
occaslonal oldie. Also includes a lot of music industry tidbits 
of news and gossip between songs. (15.320/15.395/17.795) 

020C-0230; "Songtime" (HCJB). An inapproprlately titled program. There 
are usually no more than three songs per program, including "The 
Songtime Song of the Week" around 0215. The first fifteen minutes 
of the program is usually a feature of current interest; the 
growth of the Evangelical Church in Korea, the fight against 
Coromunism and Khadaffy, Amsterdam '86 (the Billy Graham sponsored 
Conférence of Itinérant Evangelists this summer in Amsterdam). 
After the song of the week, there is an interprétation of a 
Biblical text and its application to daily life. A collection 
of these sermons is available under the title The'' Doctrine of 
Splrituallty. There is also a pamphet available on the right 
techniques of prayer and the right frame of mind in which to 
enter it (which I impishly want to call How to Win Friends in 
High Places and Influence Delties.)

1800-1900 UTC, on 9625/11720 fHz and réception here in 
Maryland is good on both -f r equenc i es. " (Here in New York, 
9625 seems to wor l: better.) In another letter, he mentions 
Fol F Bo-.: on Radio Moscow's World Service, which -features 
regiorial USSR ethnie music. It is heard on Thursdays at 
0730, 1430, 1830, & 2130; Saturdays at 1430; and Sundays at 
0730 UTC. Find it on your -favorite Radio Moscow -f r equenc i es, 
which vary with location and time. CI should mention that 
Peter was gracions enough to send three seperate post cards, 
each with some decent tips and questions. I appreciate the 
time and energy (and postage) spent, and encourage more 
people to contribute with this sort ot enthusiasm. And not 
jusl to this rolumn, but to ANV column.] 

Michael C. Byrne from Charters Towers, Queensland, 
Austral la, wrote to me 1ast month and mentioned that he was 
very impressed with a sample copy of FRENDX that he 
received. He says that the variety of music available on 
shortwave was one of the things which attracted him to DXing 
30 years ago. The following are some tips that Michael sent 
along (he didn't include frequencies; those listed are via 
WRTH 86)s 

CZECH0SL0VAKIA: "Radio Prague English Language Service. 
Every Saturday and Sunday, usually from the 40th to 
5Bth minutes of the programme, Radio Prague features 
'Spin the Disc' on the 1ast weekend of the month and 
Made in Czéchos1ovakia' on other weekends. Spin the 

Disc', presented by Mil os Skalka, plays cover versions 
in English of Czechoslovakian pop and country/western 
music released on the "Supraphon" label. 'Made in 
Czechoslovakia' plays a wide variety of music popular 
in the country, usually linked by a theme, such as "The 
Golden Lyre Award" or "The Voung Song Compétition". At 
the end of the show, there is a short quiz based on the 
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prrviouç progr ammi ng. The prizes -for correct answers 
are cingle pl «y records from Czechoslovatia." (North 
American Services 0100—0157 UTC, 5930/7345 l Hz ; and 
0300-0357 UTC, 9540/9630/9740/11990 tHz.) 

EGYF'T s "Radio Cairo, between the introduction and the 
news 15 minutes later, plays music, usually in Arabie, 
which is popular in Egypt. The music encompasses an 
extensive range ol music available in Egypt." (English: 
0200-0330 LITC\ 9675 KHz; 1215-1330 UTC, 17675 KHz; 
1630-1030 UTC, 15255 KHz; 2030-2200 UTC, 15375 KHz; 
2115-2245 UTC, 9805 KHz.) 

ISREALs "Although Kol Isreal s Sabbath Eve programme, 
ThanK Goodness It's Friday' is not basically a music 

programme, every Friday it -features Sabbath Eve songs 
and ecclestical music -from Isreal and the Diasphora. 
The music is played in a variety o-f -forms, such as 
traditional chanting, country and western, rocK, and 
•folK. 1-f you -feel that liturgical music may be dul 1 , be 
sure to listen to T.G.I.F. ' and you will -find that it 
is more contemporary than you thinK. I-f the music 
concerned is relevant to the concept oi the programme, 
'T.G.I.F.' will occasionally play musical requests. 
'Shabat Shalom' is another Sabbath programme, but plays 
requests o-f a more secular nature. ThanK Goodness It's 
Friday' is part o-f o-f the Home Service and can be heard 
in Isreal; but, 'Shabat Shalom' is intended mai ni y -for 
the Overseas Service, and ther^ore can only be heard on 
shortwave." (To North America: 0000, 0100, 0200 UTC, 
5915/7410/9435/9815 KHz; 0500 UTC, 7410/9009/11605 KHz; 
1100 UTC, 17590 KHz; 1800 UTC, 9385/11585 KHz; 2000 
UTC, 9435/9815/11605 KHz; 2230 UTC, 5880/7410/9435/9815 
KHz ) 

SPAIN: "One o-f the most défi native programmes o-f pop 
music on shortwave is Spanish Foreign Radio s 'Spanish 
Hit Parade', one o-f the -final programmes during 
transmissions in English to North America on Saturday 
(USA time). The show is compiled -from charts prepared 
by Spanish newspapers, magazines, and local radio 
stations. On 'Spanish Hit Parade', you can expect to 
hear anything from Reggae to Heavy Métal. Although 
shortwave does not do it sufficient justice, the 
production standard of Spanish pop music is excellent. 
My only criticism of the programme is that a more 
comprehensive synopsis of the Spanish lyrics could be 
gi ven." (0000-0200 UTC, 9630/11880 KHz ; 0500-0600, 
6125/9630 KHz) 

My sincere thanKs to Michael for the above info.

It's purpose is '.'to promote 
i ni er nal 3 onal -frlendship arid under st and i ng , establish a 
doser relationship between HCJ8 and its listeners, and to 
provode an opportunily to présent the Christian -faith to 
11st ener s."

langtis. CActually, my opinion is that the US did makr a 
mistdke. They should have leveled the whole conntry* But, 
1 et s not get into politics here...) 

On a more serions note, I was saddened to hear o-f the 
recent passing o-f C.M. Stansbury III. Hi s colnmns -for the 
now-detunct Elementary Electronics magazine (as wel1 as many

Houi do you locato a hamfost or computarfost??? No problem sport. Thoro 
ara sa many gathorings that you can ualk in any direction and trip 
ovor ona if you're not caroful. Tho best uay to Find out about your 
noarost radio floa markot is to look in any of tho Amateur Radio 
publications. QST, CD, or 73 magazine ail list nationuido diroctorias 
of hamfests. Also many of thoso are also billod as computer Floa 
markets so thoy somotimos appoar in computer magazines. CQ and 73 can 
bo found on noustands so thoy ara probably tho best immédiate source. 
You might also try ta contact any amateur radio oporators you knotu or 
look up your local ham radio club, flany clubs hold suap nights or ovon 
Full on hamfests. Armed with this information you are proparod to 
ontor tho uiondorFul uiorld of good old fashionod hog trading and horsa 
stoaling uihoro capitalism and caveat emptor roign supremo. Hamfests 
and computer floa markots are groat sources of ail manner of 
alectronic stuff, somo of it ovon usaful. So hang in thoro troops and 
lond an oar to... 

OLD UNCLE SKIP'S GUIDE TO ELECTRONIC FLEA MARKETS 

Rulo #1: PLAN AHEAD 
Once you havo decidad ujhera your going give soma real hard 

thought ta uhat you'ro going to do uihon you got thoro. Mako yoursolf 
tuio lists. Ono list for what you nood CTubos for oxisting rigs, parts, 
particular oquipmontD and ono list for what you want CRadios you might 
buy if tho prico io right). Look through parts catalogs and radio 
magazine classlflods to détermina reasonable prices and mako note of 
thom. This tactic uiill holp ta suppross tho "oyos are biggor thon tho 
bankroll" syndrome that has spoiled so many marriages with thoso words 
"Hoy honoy...look what I found"! Knowing what you'ro looking for and 
what you are willing ta spend will mako your day most profitable in 
tho long run. Sinco I am fond of aider goar and havo a R-390A ta Food, 
I always tako along a list of the tube compliments of my goar.If you 
havo any transmitting goar don't fall for "matchod" transmitting 
tubes. Aftor ail, thats what noutralizing capacitors are For. You will 
usually find such roasonablo prices on most compononts that if you end 
up with ono or two Failuros you will stlll bo ahoad of tho gamo. 

Also it is vory important to givo somo considération to how you 
ara going to carry this goar home. Tako along a small backpack or 
"lil' olo ladios" shopping bag to carry componants, books etc.Your 
pockots and arms Fill up quickly at theso shows. If you buy any big 
goar bo courtoous and tako it off tho sollors hands at tho timo of 
purchaso. That's why car trunks woro invanted. You'ro not going to 
want to lug an HQ-180 around ail aftornoon. Bo sure you don't mako tho 
mistako ono young novice made onco. Ho rode ta a hamfost with a 
carload of peoplo, bought a big rig and had ta turn around and sali it 
in tha parking lot bocauso with ail tho pooplo in tho car thoro was no 
place For tho radio. CHo sold tho rig in tho parking lot for 110 moro 
thon ho bought it for so it was a bittersweot loas). 
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Rule #2: GO EPRLY 
In ail my gsars of going to thasa avants I hava navar ssan a 

radio flaa markat that uas not pickad ovar by 11:00 Afl. Ba thara For 
opanlng 1F gou want to gat what gou came For. I onca put out a tabla 
and tho othar sallars bought ma out baFora tha shou opanad. I spant 
ail tha monag I made on stuFF I uantad bg 9:30 ftfl. 

Evan uith this admonishmant to show up whan tha gatas opan, hasta 
makos uasta. Taka tima to look around. With Feu oxcaptions navar bug 
tha First item gou see at tha prica gou sbb it For. You uill umlk in 
tha gâte and bug a Haukzoomie 5000 racaivar For S50 onlg to Find ona 
Just around tha corner For S25. This is aspaciallg important advica 
uihan looking at surplus gaar as tha pricas varg graatlg. At ona shou I 
saiu six diFFarant vandors salling R-BSOA's at pricas varging From S125 
through S450 (The cheap one lookod battor too). Unlass tha item gou 
ara seeking is raallg popular, hang loosa, gou'va got ail dag. Just 
maka suro gou are thara aarlg anough to taka Full advantaga oF it. 

Just a sida nota. Eat a big breakFast as tha Food at thasa 
shindlgs is usuallg just passable and axpensive. It wouldn't hurt to 
throu a thermos and a sandwich in that bag gou are carrging around For 
purchases. 

Rula #3: DDN'T BE AFRAID TO HAGGLE 
Uarg Fbuj pricas ara Firm. But also, iF gou'va dona gour homaïuork, 

don't insuit tha sallar with a sillg ofFar. I lika to work out 
combinations. That is buging more than one item From a vandor and 
talking him down bacausa l'm such a nica gug For doing it. IF 
somathing gou ara seeking is ralativlg plantiFul, wait until latar in 
tha dag CNow gour glad gou brought tha sandwich). An absoluta law oF 
Flaa marketing is that most sallars do not want to load this stuFF 
back in tha cars and cart it homa. As tha dag waars on, tha pricas 
will drop. IF gou oFFar someona a low prica in tha mornlng ha or sha 
might say to gou "Coma back at 3:00 and ask me again". Also pag 
attention to tho sallar who has unloaded at lot oF gaar during tha 
dag. Ho is usuallg in good spirits From tha killing ha has mada and is 
so busg thinking oF how ha is going to spand his monag that ha will ba 
happy to hear gour oFFar. Also, Funng things happan at hamFasts. An 
oldtimar might ba holding Firm For Ï100 on a rig For most Folks but 
whan an obvious novice asks tha prica drops to S35. Thara is still a 
great spirit in tha amateur communitg. Tha onlg poopla who will not 
haggle ara tha commercial vandors but don't ignore tham as thag oFton 
run "Flaa markat specials" on now gaar, oFten up to 205; oFF so. So 
kaap gour âges and oars opan. 

Rula #4: THERE WILL BE DTHER FLEA HARKETS 
Haggling is halF tha Fun oF thasa avants but navar ba intimidatad 

into buging somathing bacausa gou think gou will navar gat a good deal 
in tha Future. This is a hobbg Folks. You don't naed this hardware to 
kaap gour haart pumping. Evan tha rarast radio at tha show will ba at 
tha naxt ona iF tha gug doasn't coma down in prica. IF gou hava raallg 
lookad into tha markat place and know what tha thing is worth, stick 
to gour guns and maka sure gou ara near tha gugs tabla at tha and oF 
tha dag. IF gou wander back to a table onlg ta Find the rig oF gour 
dreams walking oFF in somaone aises hands, ain't no big thing. Just 
put it on tha top oF gour list For tha naxt tima. 

Rula #5: ENJQY YOURSELF 
For soma peapla, this is tha most Fun in tha hobbg. Not onlg do 

gou hava a graat dag window shopping, haggling and buging, gou méat 
paopla. You gat to tell how gou haard Radio Nibbi Nibbi to people who 
will understand what gou're saging. You will soak up the vibas. 
Csorry, I graw up in tha sixtias). Just lika DXing, we'ra in it to 
hava Funl 

IF gou kaap to thasa simple principlas gou will hava a graat flaa 
markat visit and bring home ail manner oF goodies at a prica that will 
aven pleasa gour spouse. You married tgpes might ba intarestad to know 
that mang hamFasts hava a Few XYL vandors who spécializa in salling 
giFts to give gour spouse so sha will not notice that gou second 
mortgaged the house to acquire that old boat anchor.

Several inquiries have been received regarding the Time Station Awards we 
announced several months ago. For these Awards, and these Awards only, stations 
that do not give a voice ID are acceptable. Examples of these are such as MSF 
in England and Y3S in the German Démocratie Republic. For the old tiraers, WWV- 
Maryland and WWV-Colorado count as 2 stations. 
QSL Notes - When reporting to any station that has multiple transmitter sites, 
be sure to request that the site be mentioned on the QSL. As an example, Radio 
France International has sites in 3 countries - France, Gabon and French 
Guyana. Radio Beijing will often QSL reports for the various Régional Stations 
in the People's Republic of China. Ask nice and send a detailed report. Tape 
recordings are acceptable. I personally suggest using cassette tapes, which 
are universal these days. Many stations do not have facilities to play reel- 
to-reel tapes, especially at non-standard speeds.

This month ue again hear from John ftuer of BrocK Uniwersity in St. 
Cather ines. Ontario. Grayline DX is an adaptation o-f Tuilight Li&tening which 
computes, uith a high degree o-f accuracy, grayline paths. The user enters the 
name o-f the DX location, longitude in degrees and minutes, latitude in degrees 
and minutes as uell as a time of day for uhich no darKness path or grayline can 
exist. The program then produces a print-out of ueeKly grayline conditions to 
the DX location for the year 1988. (Ulith slight modification other years can bc 
calculated.) 

The information generated by the program includes day of the year, number 
and time of morning grayline hops, rfuumber and time of evening grayline hops, 
number of polar hops, distance of the path and total number of hops on the path. 
Uhen the number of AM or PM grayline hops equals the total number of hops, 
grayline conditions exist. 

John reports that the program taxes about 12 seconds to run on a Burroughs 
Mainframe. A machine language uersion in 'Fast' mode on the Commodore 128 taxes 
ouer 40 minutes to perform the computations. In Basic, this is substantially 
longer. The nice thing is that the print-out couers the uhole year. You only 
need to run the program once for each location you uish to computc. You then 
can xeep your print-outs in a folder or 3 ring binder.

Sotne interesting 
observations from the Pacific: 

ANTIGUA DW in English to NAm 0500-0530 is noted on new 9700, replacing previous 9690, 
which is still schedulcd in the latest DW schcdule. This may be to avoid RAE on 9690. 
Note that ever since the establishment of the Anit gua relay the DW EG anncr has mispro- 
nounced the name of the island , as a four syllable "an-TIG-you-ah" instead of the correct 
thrce syllable "an-TEEG-ah," as used in island itself and on BBC. (4-30 
CUBA RHC FR to Americas, scheduled at 0300-0330 in WRTH 1986, is noted"~with s/off at 
0400 rather than 0330 on 6090. 6090 thcn goes into EG to NAm, and is parallel with 5970, 
6100, 6140 and 9740 till 0545 sign off. (5-4) 
FRENCH GUIANA The new Montsinery relay of Radio Beijing is observed in Standard Chinese 
to North America 0400-0455 on 9565, with QRM from Deutsche Welle in EG to Africa, and 
0500-0555 in EG to Western North America also on 9565, cl® * of QRM. (5-10) 
FRENCH POLYNESIA FRO Papeete has again switched to its alternative frequency of 9686.5, 
ex-9570v, throughout its schedule, i.e., 1600-0730 (local Saturdays to 0900); nominal 
15170 is now drifting around 15171, and 11825 is also doser to 11826. (4-27 and daily) 
GUAH KTWR, Agana, in EG 0700-0830, is noted on new 11735; WRTH lists 15115 and spécifiés 
that the target area is Australasia. However, the mailbag program, "Lettcrs from You," Sun- 
days 0700-42, gives addresses in India and on Guam, and South Asia appears to be a main 
target. (5-4) 
ISRAËL Kol Yisrael Russian 0535-0600 is noted on 15095 (1986 WRTH lists 15100), 15585, 
17685 (unlisted in 1986 WRTH) and 17710. (5-4) 
JAPAN/GABON The retimed morning European service of Radio Japan, from old 0400-0600, to 
new 0500-0700, is observed on 11955 direct from Japan and via Moyabi, Gabon, on 9570. The 
language scquence is Russian 0500-0530, Swedish 0530-0545, Italian 0545-0600 (both Swedish 
and Italian were erroneously listed for simultaneous, conflicting times of 0430-0445 in 
1986 WRTH), German 0500-0530, and EG 0530-0600. (5-10)(Arc the last aired 0600-0700 rather 
than 0500-0600? tba) 
MEXICO Reactivated Radio Universidad Nacional Autonoma de Mexico is observed on 9602 
around 0300 till sign off 0700, in parallel with usual MW 860. Mainly classical mx with 
few identifications. Note that ail Mexican SW license-holders have been given the option of 
reactivating their SW outlets or losing their licenses. (5-11) 
MOZAMBIQUE Radio Morambique appears to have two transmitters in the 19 mb. Hithcrto it 
had switched frequencies on 19m several times daily to avoid interférence; this may be 
another way of doing the same thing. Noted 1600 with a soccer game in Portuguese on both 
15260, with QRM from BBC World Service, and 15825 in the clear. Not parallel with 11818 
which then carried talks and drama in Portuguese. WRTH lists as 15295 and inactive. (5-10) 
NAMIBIA For the Southern Hemisphere winter, SWABC appears to be using 4965 rather than 
3945; noted from 0630 sign on in Afrikaans. (5-5) 
PHILIPPINES FEBC Manila is noted on 15350 with a new transmission in EG till 0500 sign- 
off. FEBC's English schedule appears to have been expanded since the Filipino révolution. 
(5-10) 
SEYCHELLES For the first time FEBA Seychelles has been noted on a frequency not ending 
in a 0 or a 5; observed on 11703 in Amharic to Ethiopia at 0358-0430; identification is 
"Yih ye FEBA Radio new," gave address of Christian Voice Amharic Program, P.O. Box 12494, 
Nairobi, Kenya. (5-4) 
SOMALIA Not often reported, but on air as scheduled, is Radio Hargeisa, 7120, observed 
1600 with ID, time chcck in Somali and Somali music 1600. Good signal for listed 10 kW 
(4-27) 
SWAZILAND Trans World Radio, Manzini, is noted in English at sign-on 0500 on 3200, 5055 
and 6070 (only the meter bands are announced). 1986 WRTH lists 0430 sign on for 3200, lists 
0530 sign on for 6070 and also lists 7295 with sign-on 0430. When used nominal 7295 vas 
observed as 7300. (5-4)

TAIWAN (?) A station believed to be on Taiwan and broadcasting in Chinese to the China 
■ainland is noted on 9725 with traditional Chinese iiusic, many IDs, and from 0804 
repeated messages, apparently to individuals on the China mainland. There is socae jamming. 
This may bc the Central Broadcasting System, Taipei, and may be the station listed in 
WRTH for 9690 vith 10 kU. It is not the CPBS, Bcijing, the only Chinese stn listed in 
1986 WRTH for 9725. Chinese speaking DXers are invited to help on this one. (4-27) 
VANUATU Radio Vanuatu, Port Vila, is noted with Bislama (Biche-la-Mar, Pidgin) news 
0700and sports 0715 on 3945 and 7260. (5-5) 
ZANZIBAR Radio Tanzania Zanzibar is noted on new 11734 wuth drums interval signal, full 
identification, and "habari kutoka Sauti ya Tanzania Zanzibar" (news from the Voice of Tan- 
zania Zanzibar) 1600. Also on fairly new 6014.5 with similar ID and Swahili news 0400. 
Political tone of the broadcasts is moderate and factual. Zanzibar can hardly be con- 
aidered a rare DX catch any more. (4-26 and 5-4)
