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Welcome to the lasl CONTACT of 1986. We will be taking a look at the CONTACT BOOKSHELF a litlle 
later on. but first a few correspondence matters to attend to... 

From CONTACT regular and friend Duke Alexander (Radio Earth International, Texas Bureau, 14113 
Stoneshire, Houdton, Texas, 77060) cornes an interesting observation on listening to the Ham bands (also please note 
the RE broadeast schedule): 

l'd like to take this opportunity to lhank Thom Giella (Lcague City, TX) for mentioning 
me in October CONTACT -- most especially appreciate his listening to AM Hams. 

It is appropriate, then, to mention that there is an organisation specifically for SWLs who 
Usten to Hams using the AM mode. We feel that Hams using the AM mode are doing more than just enjoying 
their hobby. In a way, it is the AMer who is "publieizing" Ham radio far more than those on the other varicus 
modes, because A<ers can be heard on very simple receivers. Anylhing from the 1931 Zenith to the "boom 
box" portable can pick them up. The Society for Promotion of AM (abbreviated S.P.A.M.) has an auxiliary 
membership for SWLs. Free info can be obtained (send s.a.s.c. please) from: S.P.A.M. SWL INFO, 14113 
Stoneshire, Houston, TX 77060. For those who enjoy DXing, an attractive certificate (S.P.A.M. 100 AwaiJ) 
is available for those who get 100 confirmations from AMers. 

From the DXcr's point of view, Hams can offer QSLs from countries where no SWBC 
stations exist. But the program listener wants more, so I tend to agree with the view that if there were some 
way to gel more "cxotic" countries on SWBC, it would be idéal for ail concemed. I don't need to remind 
anyone that we hope to put Curaçao "on that map" so to speak. 

In closing, l'd like to mention that Radio Earth broadeasts continue via WHRI nightly 
(except Sundays) 0300 to 0400 UTC. Our frequency has changed to 7400kHz since the 27th of October.

A Closer Look - A report on a topic of spécial interest 

Continuing for just a moment with the Ham bands discussion, we bave a letter ffom Bill McDowell (Raleigh, 
North Carolina). Coincidentally, he re Inforces the point made above by Duke Alexander a bout monitoring Ham AM 
transmissions: 

I bave been following the column regarding listening to Amateur radio operator 
transmissions. Having been an active Ham for over thirty yean and having started out as a shortwave listener 
in the early 50s, I assumed that SWLs still enjoyed listening to Hams as much as I did tben. But after thinking 
about it I realized the primary mode for Amateur voice transmissions in those days was AM, which could 
easily be heard on relatively inexpensive receivers. Beginning in the mid 60s the shift to single side band 
(SSB) undoubtedly accounted for the acute drop in amateur listening by SWLs because of the difficulty in 
tunung the SSB mode on simple receivers. I assume many, and especially newcomers to the the shortwave 
listening ranks, ignored Amateur bands in favor of the SWBC bands because of the ease in tuning on simple 
receivers. As the QSL manager for a very active amateur in Hong Kong -- VS6DO -- resl assured that a great 
many SWLs do indeed monitor the Ham bands on SSB and CW. I receive literally hundreds of listener cards for 
VS6DO from ail over the world with the greatest concentration ffom the USSR. Many, if not ail, of the 
Communist Bloc countries require a SWL "apprenticeship" before a person can participate in Amateur radio 
with a personal license or as an operator in a radio club. 

CONTACT BOOKSHELFl 
Permit me to quote Fred Osterman from a recent catalogue (devoted almost entirely to books — and very good 

it is indeed; it is called FALL BOOK BONANZA and can be obtained from Uni versai Shortwave Radio): "Frankly, a 
knowledgeable listener with modest équipaient will hear more than a 'super equipped' neopbyte 
every timeî Books can make your monitoring more interesting and productive." Very well said, 
indeed! Even the most casual listener will agree that there is too much to know (simply in order to make some kind of 
rudimentary scnse of the pandemonium on SW) to be without at least a few of the SW guides and référencé works. Note 
that this installment of the BOOKSHELF is very conveniently timed with respect to Christmas; simply leave PRENDX 
lying about, open (seemingly at random) to the appropriate page — which page is heavily annotated (preferably in red) 
with heavy undcrlining, and remarks such as: must get! (don't forget the exclamation point); not to be missed!; essential 
rtference! Works every time... 

For the purposes of this column we will divide the literature into the following catégories: 
1. Introductory and général books 
2. Station/schedule référencé 
3. Tcchnical 
4. Advanced listener topics 

(NB: Sources of books, their names and addresses, will be given at the end of this column.) 
1. Books of an introductory nature are not as common as you might think at firsL The basic work is still The 
Complété Shortwave Listener's Handbook by Hank Bennett and Harry Helms (Tab Books Inc.) now in a second édition. 
It was my introduction to SW and has continued to be a useful reference. Its style is easygoing with a bare minimum of 
in-depth technical détails which might serve only to discourage the beginner. At around $12-13 it is very good value. 
Another book with a similar title - Shortwave Listener's Handbook - is a smaller, less encyclopédie treatment of SWL 
but this may be a more attractive feature for some people. There is a very good, if brief, chapter at the end of the book 
which outlines some basic and useful antenna construction projects. A newer work is Shortwave Radio Listening with 
the Experts written and edited by noted DXer/QSLer Gerry Dexler. This large book (about 500 pages) contains articles by 
experts in their various fields and range from introductory articles for those just getting started, to more advanced 
materials. If you or someone you know is in search of a good receiver, then the idéal book for you to have or give is 
Radio Receiver - Chance or Choice by Rainer Lichte. In the space of about 260 pages, Lichte discusses in great détail 
(backed-up with actual bench tests) just about every obtainable receiver. It is an excellent book and well worth $18.50. 
As far as I know it is obtainable only from Gilfer Shortwave (Address and téléphoné number - see below) 
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2.a The sine qua non of frequcncy/broadcaslcr directories is ihc World Radio TV Handbook. Il is an annual 
publication 600+ pages contain a staggering amount of information and represents an enormous labor. There is almost 
no question that il cannot answcr. Notice that ils organization is geographical; first by world area, then by country. 
Information is given about broadcast timcs, languages and frequencies (not only for SW but for LW, MW and TV as 
well); transmitter power and location; information about essential station personnel (essential for QSLing, about which 
there is also some information). There is a section devoted to programs specifically of interest to DXers and SWLs. Also 
included arc equipment reviews by Larry Magne. Because it appears but once a year (and may not, therefore, be as 
accurate towards thc end of the year for which it was prepared) there is alsoWRTH Newsletter which serves to update the 
WRTH proper. The WRTH is available from almost every SW retailer, but the newsletter must be ordered directly from 
WRTH. 
2b. The Radio Database International (cdited by Larry Magne) is yet another enormous store of information. 
Unlike the WRTH. RDI is organized entirely by frequency. The extremely easy to use format includes information about 
language, times, target areas of transmissions; if the transmission is jammed; and the location of the transsmitter and its 
power. Ail of this information taken together allows you to make a very well informed estimate of what you are 
listening to at any given time; which is, after ail, the whole point. The data are given largely by means of a graphies 
format which is very clear and easy to use. 
2c. The International Listening Guide is a neat, compact (±50 pages) frequency guide that is issued (roughly) 
quarterly. It is in two sections, the first is a listing, essentially by time, of ail broadeasts in English - the format is 
extremely compact and a wealth of information is given in the space of 19 pages: time, broadeaster, and frequency of 
English broadeasts. and of général • or world services as well; times and broadeasters of current events programs such as 
news and commentaries; last, and by no means least, there is a listing of DX PROGRAMS (in English) - you will find 
that there are a lot of them and you could spend a large part of your listening day just tracking them down — and this is a 
feature that I find among thc most valuable. The second part is a listing by frequency of ail SW broadeasters. In a 
graphies format, data are given about broadeaster, target area, time and language. When space permits, the listing begins 
with thc tropical bands, and when this is the case, information is also given about transmitter power — an essential piece 
of information in minimum useable frequency calculations. The ILG must be ordered directly from; ILG, Merianstrasse 
2. D-3588 Homberg, West Gcrmany. The price for a year s subscription of 4 issues is USS15 or 30 W-German DM. 
2d. Finally, I have just received a copy of the August *86 édition of the Guide to English Shortwave Broadeasts by 
Dan Ferguson. The overall structure of the work is in two parts: the first is devoted to world broadeasts in English, with 
an indication of die target area; the second gives broadeasts directed specifically to North America. Each large listing is 
broken down into two smaller listings, first by time, and then by the broadeasting country. More compact than any of 
the previously mentioned sources, this one has the obvious advantage of simplicity of use: it is extremely easy to read 
and to use, even when you are in a hurry. Thc only thing that I miss (and I think that il would be a useful and welcome 
addition) is a listing of SWL/DX programs. Still, it is very good and well worth the investment if it sounds like what 
you wani. It must be obtained directly from; Dan Ferguson, P.O. Box 44866, Washington, DC 20026. The price is $15 
for a year's subscription of 6 issues; single copies are $3.50. 
2e. From Gilfer Shortwave you can obtain the Tropical Bands Survey compiled by Bemhard Griindl and published 
by the Danish Short Wave Clubs International. It is a compact but nonetheless quite informative listing which détails 
frequency, transmitter power (where it is known), name of the station and its location, and notes including times of 
broadcast, languages, jamming etc. This is an annual publication, and costs $4.50. In the same format (but obtainable 
only from DSWCI, Tavlaeger 31, DK-2670 Greve Strand, Denmark) is another annual publication entitled Homeservice 
stations Outside the Tropical Bands -- which serves as a companion volume to the TBS. It too is excellent and is well 
worth the 9 International Reply Coupons that it costs. 

3. For the technically minded, the offerings of the American Radio Relay League are among the very best. 
For général reference there is the Radio Data Référencé Book by G.R. Jessop, which contains ail kinds of information of 
use to anyone who is interested in the technical aspects of radio; cost is $15. Three excellent books are devoted to 
antennas. 1) The ARRL Antenna Book is one of the best and most easily obtainable books on that subject now in prinl. 
Ail kinds of antennas are treated, from both theoretical and practical standpoints. At $8 it is a great value. 2) The 
Antenna Compendium is an interesting collection of articles taken from QST magazine; $10. 3) H F Antennas for ail 
Locations (L.A. Moxon) cornes from the Radio Society of Great Britain and treats antennas that would specifically be of 
interest to SWLs; $12. Those interested in the rôle of computers in radio will want to look at Amateur Radio Software; 
this book contains, for instance, propagation/signal strenglh programs, and data base programs. Programs are given both 
in BASIC and assembly language — $15. 

4. Probably the most popular topic in SWLing is that of the QSL and how to get one. Without much question, 
the king of the QSL is Gerry Dexter. From his pen has corne two very useful books: 1) Secrets of Successful QSLing 
détails ail of the most useful techniques in eliciling QSLs from even the most stubbom station; around $10. 2) Language 
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Lab givcs you what you need to submit a winning réception report in Spanish, even if you know barely a word of the 
language; about $8. 

If your interests centcr on utility stations, there are a number of interesting books to choose from. From Jôrg 
Klingenfuss cornes an enormous compilation of frcquencies -- Guide 10 Utility Stations ($25; on sale until 25 Xll 8( 
from Universal Shortwave Radio for $18.89) If aeronautical communications are of interest to you Universal Shortwave 
Radio also offers the Worldwide Air Trqffic Frequency Directory (usually $4.75, on sale for $3.89). World Press Services 
- Frequency List and Manual is a listing of English-language press RTTY services by time, frequency, and country ol 
origin (Universal Shortwave Radio $8.95/5.89)

I sent out some dozen or so letters to various Senators about the Electronic Communications Privacy Act c 
1986, and the replies have begun to corne in. On the whole they are a good deal less than inspiring. From Sen. Edwarc 
Kennedy came a letter which presented both sides of the issue, and ended by saying that, in any case, the bill had bee 
passed. Sen. John Glenn replied with a brief note that he said that he would wait for the findings of the Judiciar 
Committee before making any décision. Sen. John Chafee remaiked that "the bill as passed by the Senate now include 
language making it explicit that it is not unlawful to intercept mobile radio communication that is readily accessible t 
the général public." Again, this leaves open the matler of définitions with respect to cellular téléphoné, and certain H 
(i.e., SW) transmissions. He also promised that if the présent bill posed problems that "the Senate will undoubtedl 
revisit the this issue in the lOOth Congress." Now, just why don't 1 find that particularly reassuring? From Sen. Barr 
Goldwater came an odd missive that began: "The possible sweep of criminal penalties to dish antenna owners under if 
Electronic Privacy Bill troubles me as much as it does you." His entire letter, in fact, is taken up with the réception ( 
satellite transmissions: nothing about cellular téléphonés, scanners, or possible HF restrictions. Hmmm. .. 

What I miss in these letters is an appréciation of the overall implications of this bill. Nowhere is there a sen: 
of the importance of the précédents set by this piece of législation.

An effort made by comrades 
who have devoted life before for construction of 
homeland of Marx i sm-l.en i n i sm and real communism 
has been left [words indistinct] . and Korea now 
continues that an ant i Marxism-Leninism theory, 
called Juche Idea justifies the personal worship 
for Kim II Sung and suppressed politics and sti11 
more the theory and practice of communist 
movement is destroied and to be twisted. We have 
been not able to endure to watch such a 
historical fact, and united tightly to the root 
of working classes across the country. Radio 
Voice of the Feople, needless to say, overthrows 
Kim II Sung and its [words indistinct] and 
supports and encourages the people who groan in 
iron chains to become real masters in this land 
and swears to take the lead of speaking for your 
right and benefit.

Autek Ceases Opération 

Autek has gone out of business, according to our sources. Autek 
produced the QF1A active audio filter. 

Eskab Elektronik A-B 

This company, formed by Eddy Visser of the former Eska Elektronik, 
now offers the Phase Locked AM (PLAM) option for the Icom IC-R71 
receiver. The circuit card reduces distortion caused by sélective fading 
and also makes ECSS (or, in this case, Non-Synchronous Heterodyne 
Détection) almost automatic. The option was reviewed by Don Moman in the 
October 1986 CIDX "Messenger" bulletin, a reprint of which is available 
for an SASE from CIDX, #61 52152 Range Road 210, Sherwood Park, Alberta 
T8G 1A5 , tel. 403 922-2872. Moman also opérâtes Shortwave Horizons, a 
shortwave equipment retailer, and he is selling the PLAM for Cdn$229. 
Also available for the Icom is a 4 kHz crystal filter, costing Cdn|79.

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EQUIPMENT REVIEW 
HAMMARLUND HQ-180 SERIES 

The Hammarlund HQ-180, in its several versions, was a very popular 
receiver during the ISSO's. Even today it commands a great deal of 
respect and is a treasured possession of many seasoned DXers. The HQ-180 
still ranks as an excellent receiver, even when compared to todays modem 
equipment. 

The HQ-180 was manufactured from 1958 to 1970. In 1959 it cost 
US$429.00. It is a triple conversion superhetrodyne using 18 tubes and it 
tunes 540 kHz to 30 MHz. The HQ-180C was the same receiver, but with a 
Telecron clock timer costing an additional $10. 

In 1963 the HQ-180A version was introduced. The "A" version differed 
from the plein 180 in that it had reduced initial warm-up drift because a 
separate filament transformer was added to keep the heaters of the high 
frequency oscillator and first converter tubes on ail the time, even when 
the set was turned off. Other différences were two rear panel accessory 
sockets, three instead of two-position BFO switch, and a 500 ohm audio 
output in addition to the 3.2 ohm output. It also ran a bit cooler, 
because the rectifier tube had been replaced by diodes. 

The HQ-180AC had the clock-timer and the HQ-180AX had an 
11-position, fixed frequency, crystal oscillator assembly in place of the 
dock. This crystal assembly allowed the then équivalent of memory. The 
crystals were for most-tuned or favourite frequencies: the channel was 
selected and just fine tuned. An "N" in the suffix of the model indicated 
the presence of a noise blanker. 

An uncomraon version was the HQ-180AE, the E indicating that the 
power supply was adaptable to both European and American Systems. 

The price of the HQ-180A was US$440 in the mid-SO's and went up to 
US$575 by the time Hammarlund and the HQ-180A disappeared in the early 
lO's. Prices for used HQ-lSOAC's, the most common version, are now around 
$200 in both Canada and the United States.

Frequency readout is very good for such an older-style receiver, 

There are RF Gain and AF Gain controls and an Antenna Trimmer to 
peak the signal strength. A 100 kHz crystal calibrator is built-in to 
permit the accuracy of the dial readout to be checked. When using the 
calibrator it is best to raanually disconnect the antenna to prevent 
received signais from overshadowing the calibrator signal. The BFO pitch 
control adjusts +/-2 kHz. An AGC control allows slow, médium, fast AGC or 
off. An adjustable noise limiter works on local electrical puise 
interférence. The S-meter is large, easy to read and accurate. 

Antennas using coaxial cable, twin or single wire feeder^may be 
connected to the coaxial socket or terminal strip on the receiver's back 
panel. 

Headphones with a 2000 ohm impédance are required on the Hammarlund. 
If these are not available, common 8 ohm phones may be used in 
conjunction with an impédance matching transformer. 

For owners of the HQ-180, this recommendation from Hammarlund : 
r'emove the métal shields from around the tubes, if there are any. This 
will extend the tube life and should not dégradé performance. 

Sensitivity, Selectivity and Stability 

In the 180A, stability is good due to the separate filament 
transformer mentioned previously. Sensitivity is very good and if the set 
is properly aligned, the receiver is capable of excellent DX réception. 
One reviewer particularly noted excellent sensitivity on 120 meters, 
something not found in many receivers, Sensitivity above the 19 meter (15 
MHz) band is somewhat reduced, but still satisfactory. Overloading can be 
a problem in the presense of high-powered mediumwave stations, but 
certainly much less a problem than on many modem solid-state receivers. 
Adjustment of the Antenna Trimmer may eliminate overloading at certain 
times. Dallas Lankford also reports that models containing the noise 
blanker have poor strong signal handling performance on the AM (BCB) 
band. He suggests removing the noise blanker. 

Selectivity is very good. The sideband switch permits sélection of 
LSB, USB or DSB and since the BFO control is separate, AM mode may be 
used while listening to a separate sideband. This helps to avoid adjacent 
channel interférence. Bandwidths of 0.5, 1, 2 and 3 kHz are available in 
SSB and 1, 2, A or 6 kHz in DSB (normal AM réception mode). Crystal 
filters are used. A Slot Frequency control performs the function of an 
audio notch filter, with 60 dB of rejection, being adjustable to remove 
hetrodyne whistles and such. 

Conclusions 

The HQ-180 has many of the features a DXer desires today and which 
manufacturers, such as Icom, are now putting back on their receivers. 
It's major disadvanatge would be the lack of digital frequency display, 
but this can be added via one of the add-on or kit displays available. 
Universa 1 Shortwave (1280 Aida Dr., Reynoldsburg, 0H 43068) sells the 
Torrestronics WTK-1 digital display for USÎ135 plus shipping and Grand 
Systems, P.O. Box 2171, Blaine, WA 98230 also manufactures a display. 
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HQ-180 review continuée!: 

The receiver is too heavy and large to want to move around, but once 
you've found a home for it, you'll find it very flexible and versatile. 
You should be prepared to pay out $20 or more each year for tubes that 
need replacing and you'll need to obtain a separate speaker, since none 
is built-in. There is no recorder jack. 

The Hammarlund HQ-180 has received many favourable comments over the 
years. It has been a standard upon which many newer receivers have been 
compared. If you can obtain an HQ-180AC and add digital readout to it for 
US$400-$500, you've got yourself a good set-up and a good deal. However, 
remember you'll have to deal with tubes, maintenance and weight. The 
HQ-180A is best suited to be used for DXing, with a solid state receiver 
available for casual listening, tape recording and such. 

A very useful publication for the HQ-180 owner is "HQ-180 Sériés 
Manual Supplément" by Dallas Lankford. This nine-page article has many 
tips and is available for US$2 plus an SASE from Dallas Lankford, P.O. 
Box 6145, Ruston, LA 71272-0018. 

Although Hammarlund is no longer in business, spare parts can still
