You may remember reading in January's CONTACT a letter sent to Roland 
Schulze by Leopold Lubega, a représentative of the home service of Radio Uganda. It 
was, among other things, a plea for money with which Mr. Lubega could buy an 
automobile. Somewhat mysteriously (that is, with no explanation at ail), he suggested 
that the money be sent to one Mitoshi Miyazaki who résides in Yokohama, Japan. I 
now have a letter from Tœhi Ohtaki (Kamakura, Japan) which sets matters straight: 

Re: ]an. 87 issue Contact 
After reading the above Contact, 1 immediately contacted 

Mr. Miyazaki at the quoted Yokohama address. Mr. Miyazaki is 
extremely embarrassed with the way he was quoted. He is a car 
dealer/forwarder to diplomats and aliens living/staying in the 
port dty of Yokohama. 

He took care of shipping of Mr. Lubega's Erst car as a part 
of a normal business and received a letter of appredation last 
October. Mr. Lubega has never stated about this fund raising 
project, so Mr. Miyazaki is much surprised and embarrassed. By 
the Urne of my contact, he has not received any money from 
anybody conceming this strange fund raising. 

Please understand that there is no partidpation on this 
raising project from Japan and only an honest dtizen is under 
embarrassed situation. 

I hope you darify this drcumstance in the earliest issue 
of FRENDX. 

AU this may seem somewhat far afield with respect to matters of interest to 
some SWLs, but it will serve to indicate some of the interesting possibilities open to 
those who pursue QSLs. 

And now on to a subject of no little interest - and timely, too. I have frequently 
stated in this column that FRENDX is one of your most important resources for well 
informed listening. Of late, the LOG REPORT columns have been showing a marked 
decrease in listings, because of a marked decrease in submitted loggings. The purpose 
of the foUowing is, therefore, several-fold. First, and most importantly, it is meant to 
encourage you to make and submit your logs - they are of use to aU of us. (Anyway, 
isn't it nice to see your name in print?) Second, I want to suggest a few ways that you 
might use to approach writing your logs - not just for submittal to the LOG 
REPORTS, but for your own listening pleasure and experience as weU 

My most important advice to you is as foUows: When you tum on your radio - 
open your logbook and make good use of iL The reasons for this are several. First, 
with spedfîc listening notes to refer to, it is much easier to assemble your logs for 
submittal to Log Reports (that is a hint). Second, keeping your own logs results in 
your growth as an experienced and well-informed SWL. Third, your logs act as an on- 
going, timely, and up to the minute supplément to the published listings such as the 
WRTH, Radio Database International, and the International Listening Guide. 

Good listening notes have several important characteristics. Above aU, they are 
concise. Avoid the temptation to take the entire program down in dictation: that 
would be an exceUent way to bore yourself to tears, and, still worse, miss the pleasure 
of listening (the 'L', after aU, of SWL) altogelher . On the other hand, logs that are too 
brief are of little use to yourself, or to anyone else for that matter. A good balance 
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would oonform to the following guidelines: 
(1) Frequency: simple and obvions, but take care: an error 
here is rather like a mis-shelved book in a library. 

{2} Station name and countiy/site of origin: again, obvious 
but one or two problems can arise. In the case of several pos- 
sible sites (e.g., for the BBC) don't be too quick to assume which 
one your hearing unless the broadcaster has indicated this fact. 
Where there is any doubt about the identity of the broadcaster, 
don't be afraid to indicate this fact; simply note that the log is 
tentative, indicating that this would be a good place to start 
next time you liston. You can always go back to check again. 

(3) Language; this can be tricky. Expérience helps, of course, 
but if you gel into the habit of Consulting the major frequency 
listings, you should begm to gain that experienœ: by degrees, 
you begin to assodate certain speech sounds with certain broad- 
casters. 

{4} Transmission quality as you are hearing it on your radio; 
again, experience is the best teacher. I strongiy urge you, in any 
event, to get info the habit of using the SINPO reporting code. 
The five principal characteristics of a transmission (Signal 
strength. Interférence from other broadcasters. Noise due to 
atmosphenc causes, fading due to Propagation conditions 
assodated with the ionosphère, and the Overall quality of the 
transmission) are assigned numbers from 1 to 5: the higher the 
number, the more readable the transmission with respect to 
the characteristic in question. The advantage to SINPO is that 
five carefully chosen numbers can sucdnctly and dearly give a 
dear idea of transmission quality, and save you the necessity of 
long prose descriptions. It also lends itself to statistical analysis, 
if you are that way inclined. More on SINPO presently. 

(5) Broadcast content: here, a balance of information and 
brevity is everything. Perhaps the best approach would be to 
ask yourself what minimum description you would need if 
you wanted to remind yourself of a given broadcast, and, 
furthermore, wanted to distinguish that broadcast from the 
dozen or so others that you might hear in a day. Pbr example, 
merely to note that you heard news (nx) would be simply to 
remind you that you have heard news hundreds of times: not 
very helpful. But to say that a man with a very strong speech 
impediment read the news about the Grand High Poobah's 
visit to Oz is to offer a number of memory hooks for your own 
use. Or again, to say that you heard 'mx' (music) doesrit con- 
vey much; but if you say you heard a very beautiful tango you 
will remember the broadcast better and convey more informa- 
tion to anyone who might read your logs. 

Try a bandscan... 
Bandscans can be good not only for sharpening listening skills, but are also a 

lot of fun. They go relatively quickly, and there is an enjoyable (and entirely self- 
applied and completely harmless [indeed, bénéficiai]) pressure which helps you to 
keep alert and interested. 

The 'rules', if you can call them that, are simple. First, you choose a part of the 
broadcast spectrum that you're interested in; not too much, or you'U get bogged 
down. Then you begin at the lower limit of your frequency spread and, worldng up- 
ward, you listen — BR1EFLY (on the order of 2 - 3 minutes) — to whatever you happen 
to encounter. As you Usten, you note (again, brwfly) what you are listening to Force 
yourself to listen only to the salient détails of the transmission's content:

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1) Can you recognize the broadcaster? 
a) If you can, ail well and good make 
a notation of the frequency, time and con- 
tent of the broadcast 
b) If you can't, consult a référencé 
work such as Radio Database Inter- 
national and make a good guess. 

2) Are there two or more broadcasters on one frequency? If 
this is the case, simply note the frequency and say that there is a 
certain amount of congestion, indicating how many 
broadcasters seem to be sharing the same frequency. Listen for a 
moment or two to see if you can sort out the confusion. Can 
you recognize the languages? Does the program content (e.g., 
Middle Eastem style music) help to clarify the situation? 

3) In any case, spend no more than about 5 minutes on a 
given frequency. You are, after ail, trying to get a quick over- 
view of band usage. If a given frequency is being a bit of a 
problem at the moment, leave it and continue your way up the 
band. 

4) Have a bandscan form of some kind at your disposai, so 
that you can enter the information quickly and effidently. 

5) Have a couple of good référencé works handy so that you 
can check the activity on a given frequency. The WRTH, Radio 
Database International, and International Listening Guide are 
good choices. 

6) If time permits, when you have worked through the 
band of interest, go back to the problem frequendes to see if any 
of them have deared up. Or, try the same band an hour or so 
later to check on any possibly interesting changes. 

Don t get discouraged if you can't identify everything you hear, or can't sort 
out the instances of dogged channels. Practice, after ail, makes perfect. And you will 
be surprised how quickly you get a 'feel' for identifying broadcasters, as well as being 
able quickly to spot unusual activity on a band. Above ail: 1) have fun; 2) keep good 
logs; and 3), share them! 

Nota bette 
I have noticed of late (actually for quite some time) that il has been fashionable 

to assert, implidtly or explicitly, that if the solar flux index isn't breaking 100, then 
you might as well tum off the radio and take up crocheting or tatting. Don t you 
believe it. There is a lot to listen to. The problem is that it is crammed into a smaller 
section of the HF band. This means that, as SWLs, you and I have to be a bit sharper 
and a bit more patient than otherwise might be the case. There is the further implica- 
tion that if conditions are bad enough that about ail there is to listen to are the 'power 
houses' (e.g., the BBC or Deutsche Welle), that you might as well tum off your radio 
and use it as a rock garden omament. NOT TRUE! Not long ago I heard two avid 
DXers chatting over their recent listening expériences. At length (and in low tones 
reminiscent of the Confessional) one of them admitted to listening to the BBC, he did 
so, however, with an air of someone admitting to a dark and evil secret. My point is 
this: there is an enormous amount of information and entertainment available to 
you and ail you have to do is to tum on the radio - cven in times like these when the 
ionosphère and sun are not being as helpful as they might be. Thcrefore: enjoy SWL, 
for what is available. Further, information and logs are necessary not only for elusive 
DX targets, but for the 'power houses' too. 

By the way, I have a bunch of report/data forms; TU send you copies if you'll 
just drop me a postcard. I made this offer before, and some people did ask for them. 
Unfortunately, those requests got lost in the disaster area I call my office. If you'll 
send me a reminder, TU get them off to you quickly with apologies for the delay.

Last month I told you about some new catalogues from several SWL suppliers. 
A catalogue from Gilfer Shortwave [PO. Box 239, 52 Park Ave., Park Ridge, New 
Jersey 07656; (201) 391-7887; outside New Jersey orders may be plaœd by calling (800) 
GILFER-1] came just too late to be included. Induded in this well thought out cata- 
logue is an interesting sélection of receivers, antennas, antenna tuners/preamps, 
books, and magazine subscriptions. Of particular interest to anyone preparing to buy a 
receiver is the new supplément to Rainer lichte's Radio Receiver, Chance or Choice 
- More Radio Receiver, Chance or Choice ($12.95 + $2 s/h). With the large number 
and variety of receivers available - some with very hefty price tags - you owe it to 
yourself to find out as much as you can. These books are the results of actual testing, 
and the results are presented in the dearest way possible. By the way. Radio Receiver, 
Chance or Choice is $18.50 + $2s/h. Highly recommended. The catalogue is free. 

The 1987 édition of the World Radio TV Handbook is out and, as usual, it is a 
treasure; another of those valuable listening aids that just about any SWL cannot 
afford to be without. At $19.95 it is a s te al. It is available from just about every SW 
retailer, so finding a copy should not pose a big problem. 

If you read last month's column, you may remember a lefter from Larry Magne 
in which he pointed out that he would no longer be performing the radio 
évaluations for the WRTH. Mistakenly, I assumed that there would be no more rec- 
eiver reviews in the WRTH; particularly in view of the reduced page count. There 
are reviews however (fairly good ones), though they lack the thoroughness we have 
corne to assodate with Larry's work. The question is — who did do the évaluation? 
There is no indication either in the reviews or in the index. A curiousness. (Later - 
on Radio Netherlands International Media Network (of 22 January], Johnathan 
Marks revealed that a group from RNI was responsible for the receiver test reports.) 

This month's CONTACT was prepared on Aldus Corporation's PageMakerl.2. 
The font is 12-point Palatino, and was printed on an # LaserWriter Plus. 

I have just received an announcement from Gilfer Associates (see above) to 
the effect that Paul Lannuier will be joining their staff. He will be responsible for the 
210 square foot display area "where customers operate and compare the various 
receivers and roof-top antennas, check out the latest literature on the hobby and view 
the imported spedalties of the firm."

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MONITORING VOYAGER'S ODVSSEV 

Ovcr the yiars like most of you my hobby of SULing and DXing has had its high 

and low points. I can still remember the high points like receiving my first QSL report 

from a tropical island like Tahiti, or heanng Radio Argcntina announcing the 'Liberation 

of the Malvinas Islande', or Argentine Liberty's sexy voice aimed at the British soldiers 

etc. The folloving story is truly one of its high points and one which makes the cxpense 

of both money and timc vorthvhile in my viee. 

1 had been vaguely avare of the proposed Voyager trip around the vorld and 

in fact had picked up a magazine that had a fcature article on the strange craft. At 

that lime it vas still in its testing phase. 1 rcmembered seeing the article on the test 

flight of the craft up and dovn the Uestern coast of California vhere Jeana Yeager 

passed out at the press conférence folloving the test flight. Uhcn the announced departurc 

date appeared on the nevs I vas curious as to vhat mcthod of communication thcy vould 

use to keep in touch vith thcir control ccntcr during the flight. I suspected that it 

vould be either the standard shortvave frequencies used by the commercial airliners vhen 

at long distances and ovcr vater or it might be something more exotic such as using 

communication satellites. If they vere using high frcqucncy charnels I thought that at 

my location near Toronto Ont. I vould have a poor chance of picking them up on the 

first leg of the journey vhich vould be Uestvard tovards the South Pacific. Needing 

a path of darkness betveen myself and the craft vould mean having to momtor either 

at very late in the night or just before daybreak. Unfortunalely both vork pressure 

and family pressure just before Christmas rulcd that out. Hovevcr, I had hcard many 

aircraft over africa at night and also ovcr South America and the Caribbeans, so I 

knev that I vould have a very good chance on the return leg of the voyage if they 

vere broadcasling on the HF bands. 

Saturday Dec 20 I monilored the normal HF aero frequencies but vith no luck. 

I fell that to a certain extent it vould be like looking for a needle in the hay stack. 

Hovever, on Sunday Dec 21 a friend of mind vho also happens to be a amateur radio 

operator called me to tell me that he had found the frequencies on a local amateur

radio computer board in OakviUt. They appartntly vcrc using both HF and VHF frequtnciti. 

Thara «ara tan HF fraquanciaa. Thaaa baing: 3.004, 5.469, 6.550, 8.822, 10d>45, 11.407, 13.312, 

17.484, 17.487, and 20.740 Mega Hertz. Armed with the frequencies I rushed down to my 

trutty Icom R-71A and programmed the frequencies into the œemory of the receiver. My 

luck hcld up and as soon as I vent through the most likely channels I found Voyager 

at 8.822. The coversation vas surprisingly clear belveen Voyager and their mission oontrol 

ccnter in the Mojavc desert. The craft vas at 12.5 degrees North latitude and 60 degrees 

longitude. At the point in time Dick Rutan radioed that they vere cxperiencing moderate 

turbulence and mission control vas feeding back information inorder to help them clear 

the rough spots as best as possible. 

During the evening vith the tape machine running I oontinued monitoring thi 

conversations betveen Voyager and their mission control. A number of inleresting facli 

came to light. The crev appeared to be sealcd in the craft as mission control mentioned 

the fact that the dome vhere the pilot vas sitting vas bolted on from outside. Dick 

also vas concerned that no one louch his craft on landing as there vere sealed instruments 

on the wheel vells vhioh vould be removed upon landing. Presumably these vere instruments 

that vould give the final data on the flighl to confiro the vorld record. Dick vanled 

to remove these himself personally. Hovever, mission control vere advising against it as 

they vere vorried that after being confined in a smal! enclosure for nine days he might 

pass out under the plane and that there vere people there who could remove the instrument! 

for him. 

On the communications side of things 1 checked my ODXA greyline guide and realizei 

that at this lime of year the greyline vas passing betveen vhere the Voyager craf* 

vas off the coast of South America and my QTH. The signal from Voyager vas quiti 

stong but not alvays as clear as it could be. In some cases there vas an echo to i 

and in other cases the quahty vas hmited by the fact that the cabin of the craf 

vas very noisey, I also suspect that the communications from their mission control u 

the Mojave vas augmented by the U.S. Air Force communications équipement al Vandenber| 

Air Force Base. There vas obviously a communications patch vith Vandenberg a 

Vandenberg vould sometimes corne on the line and identify itself. I suspect that the signa 

vas probably routed to Vandenberg vhere it vas probably amplified and fed into som 
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largt antmna array for both rcctplion and tranamiision. Thtrt val also a backup 

communications link which used diffarant fraquencias on VHF for uplink and down link 

lo U.S. communications satallitas. Howavar, whila monitoring Voyager, tha back up System 

vas tasted and it appearad tha tha old fashionad upper sidaband HF fraquencias vara 

battar. Somatimes old technology is still battar! Tha tvo fraquencias that I monitorad 

Voyager on vara &£22 and latar on tha Sun. night at 6.550. 

On Monday night aflar vork 1 rasumad tha monitoring and noticed a dagraa of 

concarn in the voices of those at mission control. Apparantly they vara nov back ovar 

tha Pacific and haading up the Western coast of Mexico. Hovavar, from piecing tha various 

conversations together I laarned that a fuel pump had failcd and that they had a backup 

pump of similar design. As tha raason for tha failura vas not knovn thara vas also 

tha danger that the backup pump could also fail vhich vould force them to usa thair 

front angine to get back. They vere advised that should they hava to go lo the front 

angine vhich vas not as efficient fuel vise that there vould be adéquate fuel lo get 

back. Al this point mission control had a number of Dick's and Jeana's relatives on 

the line vith them in order to keep thair morale up. 

My équipement is relalively modest, being an Icom receiver and an inverted V anlenna 

of forly five feat long per side and fed into an open laddar faedline. Hovaver, my équipement 

proved more than adéquate to monitor the unfolding odyssey of the Voyager. The final 

resuit of my monitoring vas over four hours of tapes of the communications betveen 

Voyager and mission control. Hovavar, there vas also the satisfaction of monitoring a 

histonc avant much in tha vay Lindbergh and Amelia Earhart ambarked in long dangarous 

journeys in small propeller driven aircraft, While the major nevs natvorks carried the 

story as it unfolded 1 vas at least 12 hours ahead of them in that the cvcnts I vas 

hearing at night vere only being raported on tha major netvorks the folloving day. 

It is this kind of evant vhich to ma makes the hobby vorthvhile and keeps me coming 

back for more!

1s of course, yes. There are Indeed many facets to our very unique hobby 
One of these 1s DX'Ing. Th1s column 1s golng to revolve around w1th what 
call "The Science of DX'Ing." What wlll make 1t a forum 1s what I hope w1l 
be your contribution of 1nput. 

As you can see from the header on the page, my name 1s Chuck Rlppel. Fo 
those of you that know me, hello! For those that don't, maybe a shor^ 
blography of myself and perspective on our hobby would be approprlate. I wa; 
flrst exposed to a short wave broadcast sometlme 1n the summer of 1970. Wh1l« 
v1s1t1ng at a frlend's house I heard a broadcast from the Swlss Broadcastln^ 
Corporation. How far, far away that seemed at the time! From that moment on 
I was hooked. My frlend and I became "radio pals" and explored the alrwave: 
together. My flrst QSL was from Radio Sweden. 1*11 never forget the day 1 
arrlved! My mother plcked me up from school one fall afternoon for som 
reason and w1th a qulzzlcal look on her face, handed me an onlon-skln envelopi 
wlth strange stamps on 1t. What a prlze that was ; the hook went deeper . I 
1972 or so I met a gentleman named Ed Shaw. Durlng what turned out to be 
lastlng frlendshlp and many visits to Ed ' s Norfolk home, I discovered my nlchi 
1n the Short Wave Hobby, DX'Ing. Ed Introduced me to NASWA and demonstrate 
some of the more advanced techniques of DX'Ing and QSL'Ing. Later, along w1t 
5 other people 1n the area, we formed ODDX. the Old Dominion DX'er; 
Association. If you want to see what I look 11 ke, check out page 4 o 
Shprtwave Center 1n the January 1974 Issue of FRENDX. Mine 1s the th1r 
plcture down ; Just add 13 years . Oh yes, the plcture of the good lookln 
young lady on the same page is Diane Levesque, officiai NASWA cartoonlst o 
the time. What ever happened to her? 

On February 5, 1974 I became llcensed as WN4HHG. This began a long lov 
affalr wlth Amateur Radio whlch more or less took ail my spare time. I wen 
to school. Ed Shaw moved to Kontucky; the SWL hobby and ODDX faded 1nto th 
sunset . As I cUmbed the Amateur Radio llcense class ladder, I reafflrmed m 
"nlch" 1n Hobby Radio, DXMng. You know, staylng up long nlghts waltlng fo 
that eluslve new country to show up and then walklng around l1ke a zombie th 
next day from lack of sleep. Th1s 1s a "hobby" Mght? Eg: relaxat1on! 177 

Whlle browslng through the many dlsplays durlng the Virginia Beach Hamfes 
last September, I walked around a bllnd corner and EGADS, there was a boot 
that sald ODDX on the banner. Could 1t posslbly be??7 The answer 1s: yes! I 
was! An enthuslastlc group had reformed the club and had taken 1t wel1 beyon 
what 1t ever was. Thelr enthuslasm caused me to re-th1nk my hobby pr1or1t1es 
The hook had been set agaln! 

It seems to me people who call radio a hobby need 3 things to promote furthe 
Interest and growth. They need what we call 1n Amateur Radio an "Elmer. 
"Elmer" 1s an experlenced hobblest who extends a helplng hand to th 
newcommer. In my case, "Elmer" turned out to be Ed Shaw. The next thlng 1e 
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they absolutely need to stick together and communlcate with thelr peens. This 
can be done through local clubs, such as ODDX or SCADS and/or through national 
clubs such as NASWA. Last , the hobbylst needs to havo a feollng of 
achlevemont and Personal growth. If there 1s no growth, only stagnation 1s 
left. Pretty soon. Involvement 1n a stagnant hobby ends. 

The purpose of this column 1s to bo "Elmer" to those who desire thelr focus of 
Interest 1n the SWL hobby to be DX'Ing. It Indeed wlll be a forum for the 
exchange of 1deas, vlews and, techniques between those who contrlbute to this 
column and It's readers on the subject of DXMng. 

Notice that the header of the column says "Conducted By" rather than "WMtten 
By. M I would 11ke DX'ers Forum to be what the name says 1t 1s. a place where 
DX related subjects can be dlscussed and explored. This column and those who 
read 1t wlll beneflt greatly from the 1nput I am hopeful you wlll provide. 
The true strengths of any club or organlzation 11e 1n the collective 1deas and 
expériences of 1t's membershlp. With that concept 1n m1nd and space 
permlttlng, I would 11 ke to prlnt your questions and feedback here. DX'ers 
Forum wlll explore and try to make more understandabl e the techniques and 
methods that have proven to be effective tools. Your 1deas. observations and, 
expériences are very Important to me! Please use DX'ers Forum to share them 
w11h others . 

Fortune has 1t that I have the enthusiastlc support of my local club, ODDX, 
whlch has offered 1t's encouragement toward this column. Also, ODDX 1s 
fortunate to have what I consider, two top fllght SWBC DX'ers, Dr. Haroid Cônes 
and Dr. ^harles Wootten (the latter of former Short Wave Center famé) as 
members. They have agreed to contrlbute on occasion and support the column. 
There are others 1n the group wlthout whose encouragement and exdtement for 
the Hobby, ODDX might never have been reformed at ail. The Radio Hobby Indeed 
beneflts from groups such as this. 

On to the meat of things  

What is DX'ing? In my m1nd DX'ers are akin to détectives. There must be a 
bit of Ph1ll1p Marlowe or Sam Spade 1n ail of us. The common goal 1s to solve 
a mystery and corne to a conclusion based on certain dues and facts . How well 
the available dues and facts are used is a measure of the level of compétence 
a partlcular DX'er has achleved. 

Tune across the 49 meter band and stop on 6.175 at 0100 UTC. I thlnk about 
everybody w111 know this one right of f . However, as you llsten, consider 
there 1s a process used to 1dent1fy the unknown station and solve the mystery. 
Start puttlng the dues together and begln to form a hypothesls. T1me, 
frequency, language, and programmlng are ail the data used. Reference 
materlal 1n the form of NASWA Log Reports, Radio Database or, the WRTH can be 
brought 1nto play. In the end though, that famillar, resoundlng vdce thlck 
with an accent partlcular to the United Kingdom saylng "This 1s London" w111 
be the telling due. The mystery is sdved. case closed. 

Imagine that 9.530 was tuned Instead. Also, the programlng happened not to be 
1n Engllsh. Look at your Radio Database and see who has been heard on that 
frequency. Whoa! ! ! That one wlll requlre more thought! However the process 
1s really no différent than the one used above to 1dent1fy the BBC. In this 
case, there 1s one exception: language cannot be relied upon as heavlly to 
corne to a conclusion. Don't be 1nt1m1dated. Hopefully, you wlll be hearlng 
only one of the slxteen stations llsted in Radio Database as uslng that 
frequency. 
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There is no "black magie1* involved in DX:1ng. Every DX'er uses basically the 
same process to go about identifying stations. Where the twist cornes is 
manipulating avaliable data in such a way as to provide dues used to find a 
particular station! 

There 1s a point everyone reaches when now countries/stations cannot be added 
to totals by randomly sitting down in front of the rig and spinning the dial. 
More successful DX'ers have a well thought out , sophi s 11 cated game plan when 
1t cornes to hearlng new countries or stations. The object of this plan 1s to 
make the most efficient use of available time 1n achieving particular DX Hobby 
goal(s ) . 

Those goals and achievements can include, but are certainly not limited to: 

NASWA or other awards Number of countries heard 
Number of stations heard DX'ing a spécial part of the World 

In this first column, I think 1t appropriate to feature the virtues of 
patience as 1t applies to our hobby from thoughts of a respected DX'er and 
long time NASWA member, Dr. Charles Wootten. 

What to do during "THE WAIT" 
by Charles A. Wootten 

I * ve been out of the Hobby for several years only occasionally tuning in 
exotic DX such as VOA, BBC, RSA and HCJB. . . . Those of you who remember 
me:HELLO! Those of you who don ' t : I used to be the Short Wave Center editor 
in FRENDX in the 70's and did a stint as Utility Editor for DSWCI years later, 
to mention Just a couple of things. So, hello! To you, too. 

As I write this. l'm sitting in front of the rig; held captive by what I hope 
is the BBC on 21640 kc/s at 1745 GMT. (Note the archaisms! We actually used 
them!) Running to the WRTH, a full year of FRENDX loggings and last years 
Radio Database shows absolutely nothing for this time and frequency slot. 
Therefore, I must resort to the DX'ers true tool: patience. They are playing 
some really neat North African music which helps pass the time. Sometimes, 
you know. the music ain't so neat. Check out Radio Moscow. The st11yagi have 
invaded the Control Room and have put on décadent Rock'n'Roll! Sigh  
Now 1*11 get RM confused with Nibi-Nibi!!! 

Station identification here on this frequency didn't mention the BBC, but 
instead, an angry voiced Arab fellow started stridently declaring the whole 
story about "al-Jamahiriyah" among other things. Not that I understand 
Arabie, mind you- but patience learned from the past after spending 4-6 hours 
per day, 7 days a week with the earphones scrowed on tightly listening to 
exotic languages has given me an ability to snatch such words out of seeming 
g i bber ish. 

Dr. Richard E. Wood. in chapter 4 of his book. Short Wave Voices of the World., 
(Gilfer, 1969) said, "The listener who has certain familiarity with foreign 
languages has a distinct advantage in dealing with DX stations. Within a 
short period of time the more than casual listener wi 11 soon be able to 
distinguish one language from another and evan understand certain words and 
phrases." This is true if you keep at 1t regularly - sometimes daily. Of 
late. I haven ' t. It is 1815 GMT and I still have no idea who 1t is on 
frequency and the ambient static level is about to bury this channel . (Any 
parallel channels are not audible.) 
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Patience 1s a vlrtue that I learned from the "greats." I also learned that 
llstenlng to the VOA and the BBC 1n forelgn "languages helped because they had 
a tendency to speak sloMer than the Home Service stations. Even Radio 
Llberty's Russlan 1s easler to p1ck out than any of the USSR Home Service 
Stat1ons. 

What caused me to thlnk of ail th1s whlle trylng to ID th1s station for sure 
1s the reaction of a group of swell guys from the Old Dominion DX'ers 
Association (ODDX) who are trylng to brlng me totally back 1n the Hobby 1n the 
same manner that Hauser, Fergouson and. Jamlson d1d 1n the early 70's. I was 
llstenlng to Afrlca Number One at sort of a DX-ped1t1on and remembered that 
l'd not heard th1s station before. I whlpped out a réception report form and 
started writlng the report 1n French. Those of you who know me recall that I 
11ved for years 1n Afrlca and Europe and was thon baslcally Isolated from 
fellow hobbylsts. Hours at the r1g and Judldous use of language d1ct1onar1es 
gave me a small sklll that 1s hard to shake off . I remember the debatos over 
why we should not wMte to non-Eng"Msh speaklng stations 1n Engllsh. I 
dodded then to never write a report except 1n the language of that country 
UNLESS they had an Engllsh language service. Whewi I never could manage 
Serbo-Croat! I can Imagine the verle slgners reactions to the "pldgln" 
Spanlsh, "pldgln" Indoneslan or some other "pldgln" language that I thought 
was the real thlng! Much the reaction of the ODDX group when I started 
wr1t1ng. 

It 1s 1830 GMT and I stlll have no 1dea who 1t is l'm Ustenlng to even though 
a new vdce, a foxy woman ' s vo1ce 1n boudoir Arabie (do you belleve that, 
REW7) 1e glvlng the news. l'm now plugged 1n through an AUTEK QF-I determlned 
to f1nd out who 1s on th1s frequency. 

So, what do you do in situations 11ke th1s? Write an article! Open a forelgn 
language dictionary, study how to use 1t and dlscover the word order of that 
language. Practlce wdting réception reports 1n that language. Use 
the Language Guides avallable to the Hobby and add on to them as your 
profldency increases. If you have a computer. Ignore it untU you can write 
your own report from phrases you've memorlzed. It's really fun to do thatî 

W111 I write a tentative report on th1s un1dent1f1ed Arable language station 
on 21640 kc/s between 1745 - 1840 GMT before 1t was buried under the QRN? 

I Just d1d: to you. What do you do whlle waiti'ng for a station to ID7

Most of us were brought up 1n the âge of "Instant gratification." You know, 
télévision, Polaroid plctures and the 11ke. Our génération llkes thlngs to 
happen NOW. Patience, a necessary attributs for the successful Short Wave 
Llstoner, 1s sometlmes a dlfflcult émotion to g1ve 1n to and be gulded by. 
Let me offer a practlcal exemple: for the last 6 weeks, I have been gettlng up 
at 6:00 AM to hear Papua New Gulnea Régional Stations. These outlets are very 
hard to hear on the East Coast . Our best chance occurs during the months of 
m1d-January thru February when some very seasonal Gray Line Enhancement 
occurs. Still, on more than 75% of the mornlngs tn'ed. the "PNG's" are 
unreadable. Wi'thout the patience to keep commlng back mornlng after mornlng, 
I would not now be able say I have logged 11 of them!

Speaking of the ICF 2010... 

I have found a small but painfully annoying flau in the Sony ICF 
2010 design. The battery case is placed in such a manner that the 
usight cf the D size cells press doum, breakmg contact, and creating 
little "broujn outs" in your listening. The problem seems to center on 
the inability of the battery compartment door to provide enough 
pressure on the cells to keep them from moving. The fix is quite 
simple. Any small piece of plastic can be eut to surround and support 
the batteries in the case, assuring contact and providing additional 
pressure when the compartment door is closed over it. I pressed into 
service a cutting from a plastic orange Juice container. I eut the 
raterial to the uidth of the battery compartment opening and long 
enough to urap completely around the circumference of a D cell. After 
the cells are inserted the plastic is ualked around the cells girth 
and then the battery cover is replaced. Its a tight but very sure fit. 
Eidn't your mommy aluays tell you that orange Juice uas good for you7

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RADIO SANTA RÛSA 

Radio Santa Rosa was founded on 15 October 1958 by St. Domingo de 
Guanan as a means of spreading the Gospel of Christ and is operated by the 
Convent of Santo Domingo, the oldest convent in Lima. It was founded in 
1540, five years after the city of Lima was founded by Francisco Pizzaro. 

The station started with one Kilowatt with its plant located in Santa 
Anita, ten kilometers from the convent, where the studios were located. The 
distance and the poor conditions of the land impeded the transmissions of the 
station. To overcorae these problems the station's owners moved the trans- 
mission plant and the tower to Argentina Avenue. New equipment was obatined 
in 1967; the power of the shortwave outlet was increased to ten kilowatt, 
thus enabling it to have not only a national but also international audience. 

In it initial broadcasts, Radio Santa Rosa carried only religions pro- 
grams and music. Today, according to Padre Juan Sokolich A., the director, 
the station is a "cultural, educational and Catholic station," broadcasting 
a variety of programs as well as spreading the Gospel as its founder 
intended. 

Radio Santa Rosa, a good vérifier (in Spanish), back on shortwave after 
an absence of several years, uses 6045 khz; its médium wave frequency is 
1550 khz. The best time to hear the station is at the beginning of its 
broadcast day at 1000 UTO. Its schedule calls for the end of the daily 
transmission at 0430 UTC. The address for réception reports is Casilla 
4451, Lima, Peru 

RADIO QUILLABAMBA 
Radio Quillabamba is owned by the Centro de Los Medios 

de Comunicacion Social—CEMOS. It is the voice of the Dominican 
missionaries of the Apostolic Vicariate of Puerto Maldonado 
in Southern Peru. 

Quillabamba, where the station is located, is in the 
Province of Oonvenci'&n in the Department of Cuzco. It is in 
a beautiful valley on the banks of the Vicanota and Chuyapi 
Rivers, serving as a door or gateway to the Peruvian forests 
to the north. The famous Inca ruin. of Machu Pichu is eighty 
kilometers away. Th word Quillabamba, incidentially, is of 
Inca orijin and means "prairie or great plain of the moon." 

The station's equipment consists of a Bauer Transmitter 
for shortwave and a RS Transmitter for the médium wave band. 
Revox and Akai tape recorders and Lencco and Spartek turntables 
are used. The station also has FM facilities. The center for 
the production of its programs is located in the Parish of 
Quillabamba, which directs and administers the station. 

The shortwave outlet is now difficult to hear in North 
America because Radio Rebelde in Havana on 5025 Khz, Radio 
Quillabamba/s frequency. Padre Rufino Lobo Alonso, the director, 
states thatitts difficult to respond to ail the réception re- 
ports, especially those from persons sending international 
reply coupons since they are not accepted in Peru. (In a few 
cases stations there, such as Radio San Martin, have used them 
on the return envelope in place of stamps.) DXers, therefore, 
desiring verifications.from stations in Peru should send mint 
stamps of the country. Over the years Radio Quillabamba has 
sent a pennant with its confirmations. Its schedule is from 
1100 to 0300 UTC.

And in Bnglish "This is Shanghai Broadcasting Station. We're 
relaying English language prograa froa Radio Beljing". 

"City News and Weather" , which was started on Sep. 15. was also 
heard with an English announceaent "This is the local news and 
weather report froa Radio Shanghai". 

On TV 5 channel news in English was also identified at 1500-1510 
including weather forecast 2 ainutes. Cf. Oct . 10 and Nov. 5, 1986 
issue.

Converters for FRG-9600 and IC-R7000 

The Yaesu FRG-9600 and Icom IC-R7000 VHF/UHF receivers have become 
very popular.

ARE Communications (38 Bridge St., Earlstown, Newton-Le-Willows, 
Merseyside WA12 9BA, England) has an HF converter that extends the range 
down to 500 kHz.

MHz the display will read 109,0 MHz. Shortwave SSB réception was found to 
perform well, but mediumwave was made useless by overloading. An external 
switch needs to be connected to bypass the unit. Price is £78 plus 
shipping. 

SEM, Union Mills, Isle of Man, United Kingdom produces a similar 
converter, but it costs only £45. Write to the company for more 
information. 

As a further note, the FRG-9600,s AM narrow bandwidth is a bit too 
narrow for shortwave broadcasts. It is fine for SSB. The AM wide 
bandwidth is much too wide. (via Sweden Calling DXers)

The Drake SPR-4 was introduced in 1970 at a price of US$379. It 
remained available for quite a few years, until about 1977, as a matter 
of fact, when it cost US$699 new. It was a popular receiver in its early 
years, but little is heard of it these days. There must be many of them 
in circulation, however, and thus this review.

Features and Tuning 
The SPR-4 was an ail solid-state receiver, using a dual gâte FET in 

the RF amplifier. In 1970 this was the latest advancernent, allowing 
excellent sensitivity. IC frequency synthesizers were still not available 
to the général public and bands of opération were determined by the use 
of crystals. The Drake FS-4 Frequency Synthesizer could be used to 
provide général coverage. The receiver came with 10 crystals installed 
and up to thirteen others could be added. Each crystal allowed the tuning 
of a 500 kHz wide band. A selector switch selected the desired band and 
then the main tuning dial was used to scan the 500 kHz range. Frequency 
accuracy of better than 1 kHz was possible. A preselector knob was set to 
a pre-determined spot for each band and an RF gain control was also 
provided. Reviewers have pointed out that the preselector may need to be 
set carefully to eliminate or prevent spurious signais appearing on the 
bands. 

Modes of opération are AM, CW, LSB and USB. When SSB is selected, 
the BFO is activated automatically. A modification is required to use the 
SSB bandwidth on AM and détails of this modification can be found in "A 
DXer's Technical Guide" (see references). The SPR-4 also features a notch 
filter, something which disappeared on receivers until recently, and this 
one is very effective at removing heterodynes. Options include a plug-in 
noise blanker and a 100 kHz crystal calibrator. 

The audio has been one point of complaint amongst some reviewers. It 
is said that the audio amplifier seems to be insufficient, resulting in 
the necessity to turn the volume up too much. The S-meter is useful only 
for comparisons, not being very well calibrated. Another complaint is 
that an RCA-type phono receptacle was used for the antenna input; a UHF 
type or terminal strip would have been more practical. 

Sensitivity, Selectivity, Stability and Dynamic Range 

Sensitivity has been measured by examiners and found to be excellent 
on ail bands. Selectivities are somewhat liraiting; the modification to 
allow the SSB 2.4 kHz bandwidth on AM is a necessary mod. The skirt 
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(Drake SPR-A continued) - selectivities are apparently çood as 
interférence from adjacent channels is not severe when this mod is used. 
There are no overloading problems, even on mediumwave. The receiver is 
very stable frequency-wise and dial accuracy is excellent for a 
non-digital receiver. 

Conclusions 

The Drake SPR-4 doesn't have as many bells and whistles as many of 
today's receivers, but it is a sensitive, accurate and simple to operate 
receiver. It is capable of picking up anything that one of today's 
electronic marvels can. Because of its âge and lack of digital readout or 
memories, a lot of people would probably pass it up, but if you happen 
across one for a good price, I think you would have a good receiver. It 
would be a good set for a beginner or as a stand-by. Its BIG drawback is 
that frequency coverage is limited to whatever you have crystals for. A 
full set of crystals is quite necessary should you purchase one.
