I would like to tender to you my sincerest apologies for the absence of Janu-

ary's CONTACT. The illness and eventual death of my Mother on the day after
Christmas created more havoc in my life than I have ever known. I say this not sim-
ply to inspire your sympathy. My Mom was a great lady who set high standards for
me. One of the things she tried to teach me was to get a job done to the best of my
ability, and on time. I will miss her very much indeed.

The following is a general question addressed to the membership at large on
behalf of my own curiosity, and (I trust) the curiosity of those who find themst 1:es
in the situation I do. I get up very early - about 4:30AM (local). is it my imagina-
tion, or is there a very real shortage of good English language programming availa-
ble in the early (North American) morning? Yes, Australia 9580, 9655, etc., Radio
Beijing 9700 (on a good day), VOA and AFRTS are all available, but this frequently
does not amount to very interesting listening. Do you get up early and listen to SW?
If so, what do you listen to? Tell me - I'd really like to know. (By the way, on occa-
sion, to get the blood going - especially in the Winter - it is a lot of fun to tune
into the 60mb stations for the music Ecos de Torbes, Venezuela (4980kHz] and Ra-
dio AtLintida, Peru [4790kHz] are good bets.)

And now to some letters. We begin with a letter (two, actually) from Richard
E. Berg-Andersson (WDX2RSG, KNY2NM Woodside, New York): he wrote one, and,
having second thoughts, wrote the second. There are some interesting ideas here -

[Letter of 18 November 1987 - SGM] C.C. Boehnke's ideas re-
garding a "DX Club Exchange" service of some sort (November 1987
FRENDX) have inspired me to write about a topic/idea I've been think-
ing about for some time now. That is, the formation of an actual ARRL-
type organization for all radio hobbyists, regardless of interest. If my
books on radio history are correct, the ARRL was founded in 1914 as an
organization for the radio amateur - but back in those days the term "ra-
dio amateur" included what we would call SWLs and DXers (I personal-
ly prefer the more generic "Radio Hobbyist") as well as Hams. It would
be several years before Hams and SWLs went their own ways, organiza-
tionally.

The ARRL today -74 years later (almost) - is a powerful organi-
zation, representing Hams before the U.S. Congress mid administrative
agencies, offering low-cost insurance for equipment, operating a QSL bu-
reau, etc. ARRL has done much to promote the image of Ham radio. My
argument is that the radio hobby community needs a similar organiza-
tion.

Naturally, the development of such an organization will take time
and hard work. The first fruits would be harvested on the other side of
the sunspot cycle and you're not going to see a glossy magazine like QST
in this century. Petty differences, which some (but thankfully, as experi-
ence has taught me, not most) of us have, must be overcome; our attitude
should be that anything which affects one aspect of the radio hobby af-
fects the entire hobby. With a little bit of effort, however, I think this c.. -a
cept could come off - but what do CONTACT readers think?

I'm interested in seeing any comments in future CONTACTs re-
garding this idea. Is there any interest out there, or am I just trying to
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draw blood from a stone? I'll be watching over the next few months.
(Letter of 20 November 1987 - SGM] In my letter of November 18,

I proposed an ARRL-type organization for non -Ham radio hobbyists in
the U.S. and Canada. I kept that letter as concise as possible because I re-
alize that space in CONTACT is at a premium. However, upon reflection,
it seems that I should clarify a few goals this organization would have in
terms of issues which face the radio hobby in general:

1. CRIME: Many of us have had our homes burglarized and our
precious radio equipment stolen, others have lost mobile equipment tak-
en from cars. Some kind of low-cost insurance could eventually be pro-
vided by the organization I envision. It would also deal with loss by fire.

2. LEGISLATION: For the first time in U. S. history, we now have
a law telling the radio hobbyist what he/she can legally monitor (in the
form of the Electronic Communications Privacy Act of 1986). What new
laws will come up in the future? What new frequencies will be declared
off-limits? ANARC did a good job in the mainly unsuccessful fight to
modify the ECPA and showed potential, but it also showed ANARC's
limitations, primarily because it is a confederation of clubs, not individu-
als. (Let me say at this point that I have no intention of undermining AN -
ARC. Essentially, I see the organization I propose as an extension of AN -
ARC, with ANARC as an important building block/cornerstone, as clubs
would be affiliated with the organization - see #3 and #4, below)

3. MEMBERSHIP COSTS: I envision the proposed organization
setting up some kind of "revenue sharing" with affiliated clubs, so indi-
vidual clubs could keep their dues down and encourage multi -club
memberships, which many, such as C. C. Boehnke, find harder to main-
tain.

4. PUBLICATIONS: The organization would aid in coordinating
dub information (such as frequency directories/logs which some clubs
put out), making sure that any publications would be adequately cross-
referenced to each other and keeping the cost of said publications down.

There would be other goals as well: a wider range of club affilia-
tions than ANARC currently permits, encouragement of local and re-
gional dubs and mare face-to-face DXer contact, coordination of contests
and awards (of which NASWA is so important a part), Field Days (get
out those portables, folks!), a QSL bureau, etc.

An interesting proposal. Before we get into a discussion of the possibilities, I
feel that I should tell you that Richard's letters are wonderfully adorned with a
hand -executed. informative and attractive masthead. If his reception reports are
similarly adorned, I wouldn't be surprised to find out that the has a virtually 100%
return rate - take note.

Yes, the explosion of information that has become available to the SWL (in-
deed, to anyone on any topic) is becoming more expensive. Book prices, subscrip-
tions, club dues- all are on the way up. By and large, these increases are legitimate
in that costs are going up and have to made up in some way. There are usually two
options: 1) content can be made to suffer, either quantitatively or qualitatively (usu-
ally both), or 2) prices to consumers can go up. As we are dealing in this instance
with information (and highly volatile information at that), any decline in quality
would lead to a useless - worse, possibly misleading - product. So, prices go up
- and, if push comes to shove, we probably wouldn't want it any other way.

Further, the amount of information that is available to anyone, even with the
necessary cash, is just a bit staggering. If you could belong to all the clubs, buy all the
books, and subscribe to all the magazines - to say nothing of subscribing to the
BBC Monitoring Service World Broadcasting Information (the benefits of which you do
receive by being a NASWA member because Glenn Hauser uses it as a major source
of information in Listener's Notebook, which, in turn, does include a great deal of ma-
terial gathered from a wide variety of sources, including other clubs): a mere £350
per anum - you might still not get all of the available information, or even a very
large percentage of it.

So, a clearing house of information that optimizes the information/cost ratio
would be A VERY GOOD THING indeed. The clubs might prove something of a prob-
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lem, however. There is a certain amount of competition for members, more so now
that people are being more choosey in how much money they spend on member-
ships. Authors, too, might very well not want to lessen the SWLer's/DXer's need to
buy their books by making the information more widely available in another and
less expensive publication.

Discouraging, isn't it?
In a way, it's a shame that the broadcasters themselves have not taken some

sort of initiative in this matter. After all, well informed listeners are probably more
constant and attentive listeners. All of the major international broadcasters have
monitoring services/research departments which exist primarily to evaluate the ef-
fectiveness of the station's broadcasts. A lot of other pieces of information are also
gathered in the process. There are, therefore, a number of large and constantly re-
vised databases being assembled by professionals who have access to equipment
and resources that we as individuals do not. Wouldn't it be wonderful if a central-
ized organization could have access to this material and publish it in a compact and
attractive form for a reasonable price - more as an act of good will to the world-
wide listening community than anything else. (Mercy, I think my idealism is show-
ing. How gauche.)

Some interesting thoughts for our consideration and comment come from
Greg Jordan (Gastonia, NC):

I thought I'd try to slide this under the wire, so to speak, so here
goes. Actually, I'm feeling guilty for not contributing to the Log Reports
over the past two months (this makes the third). Anyway...

Have you noticed WRNO IDing as the only non -religious, non-
governmental shortwave radio station in the US? Somewhat strange that
this promotion comes on the eve of what will be the second such station
- i.e., KUSW. Actually it's good radio psychology. The same tactic was
used here recently. Popular commentator Paul Harvey had been a fix-
ture on WBT Charlotte (1110AM, 50kW). WBT is among a select few AM
stations in major markets that can still finish near the top of the ratings
(WLS Chicago is another). They didn't want to loose Harvey but for rea-
sons I can't recall the deed was done and Harvey now bolts from a pop-
ular country music station - on FM of course. But before the switch was
made, in the months running up to it and right up to the last day Har-
vey was on WBT, a promotion something like this was heard: "Whenev-
er you hear Paul Harvey in Charlotte, think of eleven -ten, WBT." I think
this is verbatim but I don't want to get sued or anything. Could this be
the next fad for self -promotion, a sinister mutant of the "happy talk" on
TV newscasts?

Another point I wanted to bring up - hopefully with better clari-
ty - is the fact that Radio Australia no longer acknowledges its North
American listeners in any form over the air. That we're no an official tar-
get area is a crime because of the confusion resulting when someone like
WHRI picks 9580kHz for a frequency. But we've more or less learned to
live with that, right? Well, for years RA announcer Barry Seeber has
been"...calling-North America:" when he announces the frequencies
on his show. But even that stopped earlier this year. I'd written to Seeber
several times over the years thanking him for including us. Could it be
that support from the North American audience has caused some bad
blood in the upper echelons of RA staff who subsequently ordered See-
ber to stick with the official targets? Moreover, do you think it would be
worth it to mount a letter -writing campaign to the ABC to grant full rec-
ognition to the North American audience? What would the problem be?
Why not include us? Its not as if they have to add an extra transmitter or
anything because we're already covered. It just doesn't make sense. Stat-
us quo for ABC.

First off, credit where it is due. RA is a very good source of information on
Pacific Ocean area news generally, and Asian news specifically. The unfortunate
side to this is that the general quality of output from RA has shown a tendency to be
increasingly less responsive to the needs of the world-wide listening community; in -
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deed, RA seems to have become the "easy listening" station of international radio.
There was a time when RA rivaled the BBC for programming quality; alas, no long-
er. The keyword here is 'responsiveness.' I would be lost without RA in the early
NA (East Coast) morning - there is very little else in English. I know that I cannot
be alone, and yet this seems to make very little difference to those who are in charge.

Contact Bookshelf
There are two items of note this month. First, a new work, or, rather, a second

edition of an established favorite: The World is Yours - Enjoy Listening to International
Radio by Samuel R. Alcorn. It is published by Gilfer Shortwave Assoc., Inc., and costs
$5.95 plus $2 shipping and handling. This slim, 96 -page paperback manages to cover
a lot of bases. It is an introductory work that would be perfect for someonewho just
got a SW radio for Christmas.

The first chapter gives a nice over view to the SWL world. Later chapters dis-
cuss receivers; antennas; UTC; a list of the twenty most easily available countries on
SWL for the beginner; QSLs; SINPO (SINFO ['F' for 'fading') as Alcorn puts it: I

have seen this before, but have only just noticed the play on words in combining
SINPO with 'INFO'); a discussion of non -broadcast (e.g., utility, amateur and CB)
SWLing, as well as AM DXing; a survey of programming on broadcast SW (news,
music, sports, etc.); the use of computers in SWLing/DXing. The last chapter is de-
voted to appendices: a glossary, Morse code, "Q" code, and a bibliography (I per-
sonally would have liked to have seen a somewhat beefier bibliography - informa-
tion is the name of the game.) Rounding out the book is a fold -out frequency list
arranged according to time. The frequencies given are the principal ones that do not
usually vary a lot - in short, a solid, general listing. I can recommend this book
without reservation. It can be ordered from Gilfer Shortwave, 52 Park Avenue, Park
Ridge, New Jersey 07656 ([2011391-7887).

Second is the latest edition of the International Listening Guide, edited, assem-
bled and published by Bernd Friedewald. I have stated before my enthusiasm for
this quarterly journal, and I take pleasure in doing so again. It is refreshing to see an
already good work become better and better. Passport to World Band Radio (ne Radio
Database International) is another example.

The ILG is about the most densely packed source of information about any-
thing that I have ever seen. Broadly, the ILC is in two parts: the first part is organ-
ized by time; the second part, organized by frequency, is aptly termed "The World
Frequency Survey" and begins at 5780kHz. Both sections contain mountains of in-
formation. The listing -by -time also contains information on the broadcasts of the
principal international broadcasters (AFRTS, R. Australia, BBC, R. Moscow & VOA);
a list of world news, commentary, press review andmagazine-style programs; cur-
rent affair programs; AND - MOST IMPORTANT -A LIST OF SWL/DX PRO-
GRAMS. This last, alone, would virtually justify the cost of the ILG. Notice that part
one lists only broadcasts that are in ENGLISH. (There is also a separate listing of
"The External and Home Services in ENGLISH" and, as well, - FRANCOPHILES
TAKE NOTICE -a listing of "The External and Home Services in FRENCH."Part
two gives a listing by frequency of international broadcasters, above the tropical
bands. Included are transmitter site, target area, transmitter power, and language.

In order to put so much information into so small a package (50 pages), there
is an understandable use of many abbreviations and symbols. These are, for the
most part, intuitively comprehensible and pose little problem. Spending the few
minutes that are needed to familiarize yourself with these will pay off handsomely .

A bonus with the latest edition of the ILG is the inclusion of ILG SPECIAL
EDITION - THE TROPICAL BAND SURVEY. This covers frequencies from
2260kHz to 5860kHz. and is structurally similar to part two of the MG. This, too, is
wonderful and should be in your library/shack.

The cost for 4 (8) issues of the ILG is US$18 (US$30) delivered airmail. Inter-
national airmail delivery for 4 (8) issues is 27 (46) IRCs. For subscriptions or more in-
formation write to: DX Listener's Service, c/o Bernd Friedewald, P.O. Box 1112, D-
3588 Homberg, W. Germany. The ILG is, along with FRENDX, a superb investment
and one I can recommend without any reservations whatever.
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Contact Notes
This month's CONTACT was completely typed and assembled on ReadySet-

Go4.0 from Letraset (including spelling checking and hyphenation). The masthead
was drawn on CricketDrawl.1. Fonts are ITCPalatino Roman and Italic, and ITC-
Benguiat Bold. All work was done on a Macintosh Plus and printed on an Apple La-
serWriter -Plus. In coming months you will see examples of output from Addison -
Wesley's TEXtures (a Macintosh implementation of the complete TEX computer
typesetting language), Aldus PageMaker3.0, SCOOP from Target Software and Just -
Text from Knowledge Engineering. I welcome all inquiries about these programs
and the way they work, and the relative merits of each. Likewise, my invitation to
you to express your opinions on the visual aspect of the column remains open as al-
ways.

As far as I know, all of the requested SW L forms and copies of The Calculating
Shortwave Listener have been mailed out. If you requested either of these, and have
not heard anything, just write and let me know.

Speaking of matters literary, if you have received The Calculating Shortwave
Listener or the report/log forms, and have used them, I would greatly appreciate
your suggestions and opinions. I have not really planned another revision, but if
there is enough interest and enough response for me to act on, I'll undertake a new
edition. Let me hear from you! I have a few more copies of TCSWL available
($6.50pp) and the report/log forms are always available (free for postage).

My next venture is a bibliography of SWL. Your comments and suggestions
would be appreciated very much indeed. I am aiming at a relatively complete treat-
ment, particularly from a historical perspective. Emphasis will be primarily on arti-
cles and books that fall outside the realm of the purely technical - although a tech-
nical bibliography would certainly be of no little interest.

Think of some of the newspaper clippings that you have seen here in CON-
TACT or in other columns: the comment on RFE by James Michener, and the story
about the pirate broadcaster RNI (no not that RNI, the other one...) to name only
two. Many books have been cited in FRENDX and these will find a place in the bib-
liography I envision.

Your help will be greatly appreciated. Just send along titles, authors and pub-
lishers (for books), or newspaper name, reporter, date and page number so that I
can locate it. If possible, the actual clipping or a copy would be even better.

Furthermore, if there are any books that you think ought to be reviewed or
featured in the CONTACT BOOKCASE let me know, and I'll see what I can do.

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DX'ing the:
NHK Domestic Service Relay Stations

A but item for serious short wave DXers fur the past two years or so has been the low power
NIIK domestic service relay stations. Actually, the stations now being heard have been on the air
since about 1974, but they have been either ignored or overlooked by must DX'ers. There seems
to have been two main reasons fur the lack of activity by DX'ers prior to 1986.

First was inadequate information on station identifications and schedules. While some
information was available from reports in the Danish S. W. Club International in bull its Short
Wave News and Tropical Band Surveys since 1974, it was not very widely distributed. The
reporting of these stations in WRTH has been odd, to say the least. To complicate matters, N111(
started to substitute the present low power relay stations fur the 5 KW stations relaying home
service programs during the 1960's. The 1974 edition of WRTH in its station section on Japan un
page 153 published a complete listing of the low power stations with frequencies and schedules
that are approximately the same as are listed at the present time. Between 1975 and 1985,
WRTH listed some of the stations in its frequency list but did not include the complete listing of
frequencies and schedules in the Japan section. As further proof that Murphy's Law still lives,
the 1973 edition of WItT11 is missing from my collection which dates back to 1962. 1973 would
appear to be a pivotal year in checking back on these listings.

Second was an uncertain QSL policy by these stations a few years ago. Somehow they acquired
an early reputation among West Coast DXers of refusing to QSL and were reported to have
expressed a complete lack of interest in receiving reception reports. I never attempted to test
them by sending any reports prior to 1987. Starling in 1986 1 did see occasional reports of QSLs
received from some of the stations.

The big break -through for NASWA members was a short article by Japanese DX'er, Nobuaki
Takahashi, on kluges 11 and 12 of the January 1986 edition of FRENDX Thu information
appearing in this article as to schedules, frequencies and identification of the stations is still
accurate. However, his statement that WW1'11 is of no help can now be revised. The swine
schedule and frequency list which appeared in WRTH for the first time since 1974 was indeed in
the 1986 issue and again at page 214 of the 1987 WItT11. The 1987 edition also included the
mailing addresses of some of the NHK stations.

The Takahashi article indicated an uncertainty as to the QSL policy of the stations. The thing
that has made the NHK stations a hot item recently is the discovery that most of the stations will
now answer reception reports with a QSL letter or card and that they also express a further
interest in receiving reception reports. Knowledge of the fact that low power DX targets are now
answering reception reports will excite the interest of many DX'ers.

Another important revelation in the Takahashi article is the rune of the domestic service relay
stations. It is: 'Shortwave Fixed Stations for Program Relay" or Hoso-Chuukci-yoh Tampa
Koteikyoku in Japanese. I have found that it helps to include a reference to this Japanese name
for the service in my reception reports The program material broadcast by these stations is a
relay of NHK country wide network programs number One and Two. These programs are sent to
the local MW stations by telephone lines. The short wave relays are on stand-by in case of
problems in the land line system.

The programs broadcast on NHK Domestic Service are altogether different from the NIIK
international service. The programs are for home listeners and are normally in Japanese,
although 1 have heard some English on rare occasions. Japan has broadcast home service
programs on short wave since the early days of broadcasting. I remember hearing broadcasts of
the Japanese baseball games on short wave back iu the 1930's. In fact it is interesting to note
that baseball broadcasts are still a feature of the NHK home services during the summer months.
If your reception is clear enough, it is possible to follow the of the progress of games to an extent.
The English names of balls, strikes, etc., are used in describing the play.

Unfortunately, often the program consists of only long conversations in Japanese. Musical
programs also frequently heard are excellent. At times, they consist of traditional Japanese
vocals and instrumentals. Ilowever, often a very interesting variety of Western concert and
vocals are combined with modern Japanese popular music.

During the 1960's NHK broadcast domestic programs with 6 KW stations on the listed
frequencies of: 7230, 7285 and 9655. For reasons best known to NIIK executives, these relays
were eventually dropped after the low power stations begun to appear.
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Identification of the Stations Takahashi's 1986 article warns us that 'you cannot listen to any
identification announcement from the transmitting station". I agree with this statement. The
only I.D. that I have ever heard is an occasional "NHK" announcement, usually at about the top of
the hour. Indeed, the broadcasts are network relays, and there appears to be no local
announcements. Very often there is a five minute news summary on the hour which will
interrupt a baseball game broadcast. A listener will soon learn to recognize the NHK time pips
broadcast on the hour consisting of three short and then a single long "pip."

The lack of local I.D. announcements results in a problem for the veteran DX'er who often has
been critical of the "list logging" neophyte. We are forced to depend upon the published schedule
for each frequency listed for these stations. A DX'er who can recognize spoken Japanese however
enjoys a distinct advantage. Even when we hear the network "NHK" I.D., we are forced to check
the schedule to determine the identification of the particular station being heard as many of the
listed frequencies have two or more stations on them. Only three stations have exclusive use of a
frequency: Sendai on 3259; Osaka on 3377.5; and Kumamoto on 6130. It is possible to check for
parallel broadcasts to make certain that it is an NHK station that you are listening to. This
technique can be especially helpful when you suspect that you have an NHK station coming in
through heavy QRM on 6130 or 5006. All of the stations broadcast the First program except for
the Osaka station. It is prudent to keep in mind that there are many broadcasters on the 49
meter band that use Japanese other than the NHK domestic relays.

Keep in mind the fact that because of the low power in use, it is possible to hear only a portion of
the listed stations at the optimum time for trans -Pacific reception. Four stations are listed on
9535. However, use of this frequency by high power international broadcasters eliminates
reception of NHK. The same applies to 6190 and 6175 except on very rare occasions.

The remainder of the listed frequencies provide possibilities for reception in North America with
the most reliable reception possibilities on the West Coast.

For those who may not have logged one of these stations as yet, I suggest concentration on the
Tokyo station that broadcasts in USB on 3607.5 with 900 watts P.E.P. between 1000 to 1300
U.T.C.. This station has been relatively free of QRM in my location. It has an excellent SSB
signal. It is important to put your receiver in USB mode when tuning for the station because the
transmitter carrier suppression is so great that it is possible to tune right over the station when
using the AM mode and not realize that you can copy the USB signal quite well. The station has
a folded dipole antenna on a 30 meter high tower. The transmitter is located in -land from

- metropolitan Tokyo in Saitama-ken. The chief engineer is Haruo Ohta, and the address on my
QSL letter from Mr. Ohta is: NHK Shobu-Kuki Radio Station, Danga, Shobu-cho,
Minamisaitama-gun, Saitama-ken, 346-01, Japan.

Also listed as using 3607.5 is Hiroshima, broadcasting between 0800-1000 U.T.C. in the AM mode.
Unfortunately, I have never been able to hear anything but the USB signal after 1000 on this
frequency.

There are two NHK stations operating on the 90 meter.band. Sendai is on 3259 between 0820-
1300 although it should be noted that this is a frequency that is often subject to UTE QRM.
There is also a 10 KW PBS station, Guizhou, which uses 3260 at the same time. This creates a
confusing situation if signals are weak. The call sign for the Sendai station is JKS20. The 300
watt transmitter made in 1966 is still in use, with a doublet antenna 26 meters high. The
installation is in the Haranomachi Medium wave transmitter building used by station JOHK and
JPHB. The verification signer is Masaaki Abe, NHK Sendai Broadcasting Station, Technical
Division, 1-11-1 Nishikichou, Sendai City, Miyagi-ken, Japan.

Osaka is heard on 3377.5 from 0800-1300. UTE QRM is frequently a problem here on the west
coast, yet on a favorable morning, I have heard this station quite well. This is the only station
that relays the Second program of NHK. It is also the only one that I have had a problem in
getting a valid QSL reply unless I want to count a trans -Pacific telephone call from the station as
a QSL. Shortly after I mailed my reception report, I was awakened after 11 P.M. one night by a
telephone call from NHK Osaka thanking me for my reception report and asking if it would be
possible to send them a tape recording of my reception of their station. My summer reception
was wiped out by power line noise, so it was several weeks before I was able to tape a decent
signal and send them a tape. Unfortunately, the station apparently felt that NHK in Tokyo
would send me the QSL card. Tokyo sent me a blank QSL card. At any rate, the address that I
used for Osaka was: NHK Osaka, Station JKM20, 3-24, Bamba-cho, Higashi-ku, Osaka 540, Japan.

On the 49 meter band, DX'ers have been able to log and verify two stations when Latin American
stations are suffering from poor propagation conditions. The easier one for me has been Nagoya
on 6005. While it broadcasts in USE, it is possible to copy it in AM. Use of USB does seem to
provide clearer reception. The schedule is fisted as 0840-1500. Radio Reloj on 6006 and BBC can
make things impossible. However there are times, especially between 0930-1030 when I do hear
this station. An NHK post card verified my reception with no information concerning the station
other than that the power is 300 watts. The card is signed: Public Relations Bureau, NHK
Nagoya, Nagoya City, Japan.

The other stations listed for 6005, Matsuyama and Fukuoka, broadcast at times when North
American reception is highly unlikely.

On 6130 is Kumamoto, listed as broadcasting from 2100-1500. It has plenty of competition from
international broadcasters. HCJB has to be having a poor morning if Kumamoto is to be heard.
Often it is neceqsary to log this one through other stations. In my location, I have found that
around 1200 is the best time. HCJB causes too many problems earlier. An unsigned QSL letter
shows that the power is 600 watts and the address is: NHK Kumamoto Broadcasting Station, 7
Chibajo, Kumamoto City, Kumamoto, Japan. (East Coast DX'ers check for Kumamoto Monday
mornings around 1200 GMT. Although extremely rare, this is a likely time for both favorable
propagation and Canadian CHNX to be off for maintainance. This was the case when I heard the
station which did send a QSL for a taped report. ED)

That brings me down to a frequency where I have spent many hours of listening through a pile
up of SWBC stations and ham QRM. For many months the only NHK I could hear on 3970 was
Sapporo during its listed period of 1100-1200 U.T.C. Although reception was quite consistent,
QRM was always possible from China, PBS Nei Menggu. A QSL letter signed only "NHK
Sapporo" gave no station data. The address is 1 Obdoni Nishi, Chuou-ku, Sapporo, Japan.

The published schedule lists two other NHK stations on 3970. Nagoya at 2000-0600, a time when
unfortunately, North American reception is not to be expected. However, Matsuyama is listed
from 0600 till 1100 and from 1200 to 1500. If Matsuyama is broadcasting on 3970 with 600 watts
as listed, it should be heard at least on the West Coast. I made regular checks on 3970 from
February through November 1987 and could only hear Sapporo between 1100 to 1200. My
conclusion was that Matsuyama must have dropped its 3970 schedule.

In late November I began to hear a weak signal fading in at around 1030 that definitely was not
the PBS station. I wasn't certain that it was a Japanese station due to poor reception conditions.
On December 19th, I found that reception had improved to the point that I was able to determine
that the 3970 station in question between 1000 to 1100 was parallel to NHK Tokyo on 3607.5.
Also the NHK program continued on 3970 after 1200.

The remaining problem is that because of the lack of local I.D. announcements, I have not been
able to determine whether Sapporo has taken over Matsuyama's scheduled use of the frequency,
or whether Matsuyama is now operating according to the published schedule. I have not had
strong enough reception to be able to determine if there is any break in the broadcast, carrier or
any other indication of a change in transmitters at either 1100 or 1200.

DX'ers in Japan who might be able to contact the NHK stations in person could do us a great
favor by checking with the various NHK stations to find if the stations claims that they are
actually on the air are in accordance with the published schedules. A confirmation that
Hiroshima is actually on 3607.6 and that Matsuyama is on 3970 as listed would be most helpful.

DX'ers who are beginning to tire of sending unanswered reception reports to the rare Latin
American stations might find that the NHK relays provide a nice change of pace and help to
increase their total of SWBC stations verified without the necessity of sending out multiple
follow-up reports.

COUNTRY LIST CHANGES

The Country List Committee has been reviewing and updating the NASWA Country List
for the past five months. Some typographical and other errors were corrected and
notations were added to bring the explanatory material up to date politically. These will
all be incorporated when NASWA publishes its next country list edition in the near future.

In the meantime, there are several substantive changes which may affect NASWA
members' country totals. No one will lose any countries. Some may gain some as the
result.

If you already have a copy of the present NASWA country list, you will want to make the
following changes in both the "by continent" and "gazetteer" sections, in the appropriate
alphabetical order.

ADD:
Marshall Islands This reflects the SWBC activity of WSZO, a new station that went

on the air last year.
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Also, the committee created six new and additional countries by dividing existing countries
on the list.

CHANGE: The existing Bali and Lesser Sunda Islands entry to:

Bali (Bali. Indonesia) and...

ADD:
Lesser Sunda Islands (Nusa Tenggara. Indonesia) This reflects the committee's view

that there should be a distinction between Bali and the islands to the east, which would
include those from Lombok through the western half of Timor. It can be counted by
logging the various non-RRI local government stations in these islands.

ADD:
Belgian Congo (Katanga) (Zaire) The committee has re -thought its previous decision

on Katanga and now takes the position that it should be given separate country status
because it is similar to the Biafra situation. It cna be counted by logging the periodically
active station at Lubumbashi.

DELETE: The existing Netherlands Antilles entry and:

ADD:
Bonaire (Netherlands Antilles)
Curacao (Netherlands Antilles) This reflects the committee's view that the three

ABC islands should be given separate country status on the list.

Curacao had an active SWBC station until about 1960. This country may be the site of a
new station, if announced plans are carried through. Aruba, while not currently part of the
list, will automatically be added as an additional country if and when the announced SWBC
station does go on the air.

DELETE: The existing Trucial States (United Arab Emirates) entry and:

ADD:
Abu Dhabi (United Arab Emirates1
Dubai (United Arab Emirates)
Sharjah (United Arab Emirates) This reflects the committee's view that those

Persian Gulf emirates, which should be recognized as separate radio countires. Only three
of the shiekhdoms had SWBC stations. Abu Dhabi and Dubai need no further explanation.
Sharjah was the site of a SW station known as Voice of the Coast active in 1970 and 1971.

CHANGE: The existing Comoros entry to:

Comoros (Fed. Islamic Rep. of the Comoros) and...

ADD:
Comoros (Mayottee) This reflects the committee's view view that the two separate

political entities in the Comoros group should receive separate recognition in the country
list. The Island of Mayotte, largely Christian, opted in 1975 to remain with France, while
the other islands, with an Islamic religion and culture, chose independence as a republic.
The station at Moroni is in the Federal Islamic Republic of the Comoros. There was an
active SWBC station at Dzaoudzi on Mayotte from about 1959 to 1967.

The committee hopes that the addition of seven additional radio countries, as noted here,
will add to your totals and provide some additional DX targets to tune.

If you have any questions about these changes, contact the country list chairman. If you do
not have a country list, they are available from NASWA headquarters, but please
remember, until a new edition is published, the current list requires these additions to be
made to bring it up to date.

The programme is repeated at 0330
on the same frequencies.

0215-0220 "Certainties of the Future" (Radio Bucharest) If this is not the most boring
programme on shortwave, it certainly gives whatever is first a run for it! Each
week the programme features industrial plans and industrial statistics of the
Romanian economy all presented in a way that furthers the notion of rapid
growth of a socialist economy and it's (inevitable) Utopian future. If you want to
know something about pig -iron production in Hungary, tune in! Frequencies
are: 5.990 // 6.155 // 9.510 // 9.570. Repeated at 0415 on the same frequencies.

0235-0240 "Quiz of the Month" (Radio Cairo). Each month features a series of readings on
some topical Egyptian subject such as Islamic monuments in Egypt, the
Egyptian identity or even the services of Radio Cairo itself. At the end of the
programme, four questions are asked which the listener must answer at least
two correctly mailing the answers to Radio Cairo. Qualifying entries receive a
prize of an Egyptian souvenir or handicraft item. Each different programme
usually repeats only some of the information from the previous show and then
adds new material so it is necessary to listen to more than one show to qualify.
Entries can be sent to Radio Cairo, attne: Quiz of the Month VIA the WRTH
address. Frequencies are 9.475 // 9.675.

I reacquired the R -71A sold last summer, and rearranged the desktop to
separate the speakers for the NRD-525 and R -71A by six feet or so. While
binaural and diversity reception techniques have been known for many years,
the results are still amazing to me. After tuning in a strong or known
signal on the R -71A, I hunt for the parallel frequencies with the NRD-525.
Even buried three and four deep on a given frequency, the human brain
synthesizes the audio and the weaker parallel signal 'pops' out of the noise.
Diversity reception... listening to the same frequency with two receivers and
antennas... drastically improves readability. As I write this section of the
comments on 1/24, I am listening to AIR -India on 11620 and the two receivers
make an otherwise fluttery sl-s2 signal very listenable. Listening to 11620
and 7412 in parallel at 2100, 1 note a significant delay on 11620 --
interesting, but I don't know why. Possibly the higher frequency is via a
daylight long path and 7412 is via a dark chort path.

LIMITED SPACE SHORTWAVE ANTENNA SOLUTIONS by Frank P.
Hughes (VE3DQB) provides a great collection of antenna options
for the shortwave listener pressed for adequete antenna room.

Hughs shows you how to survey your situation and then
provides an extensive discussion of possible options -
including random length and grounded random length antennas,
single and multi -band dipoles, single and multi -band verticals,
single and outdoor loops, antennas for balcony, window and loft
installations, indoor dipoles, helical dipoles, CB antennas for
shortwave use and many other variations. There's also a
discussion of commercial pre -assembled antennas and antenna
kits.

The book covers ground systems, soldering techniques,
handling wire, insulators, connectors installation of poles

Iand masts, anchors and guy wires. It s a thorough look at
receiving antennas especially tailored for the listener who
doesn't have a lot of room with which to work.
