From Shortwave Hobbyists to Broadcast Professionals: 

An Interview wlth Kim Andrew Elliott, Dan Robinson, and Bill Whitacre 

Arranged by Dan Robinson; conducted by Rowland Archer 

Forum: Welcome to the DX'ers Forum gentlemen! 
h 's an honor to have you share these pages with us. 
l'm sure most of our readers who've been with 
shortwave for any length of lime know your names, 
but lel'sslan with an introduction and description of 
what you do at the VOA today. 

Elliott: 1 am the Audience Research Officer and 
really the only person at VOA involved full time in 
audience research. Organizationally, l'm part of 
the Planning and Research Unit of the Office of the 
Director of VOA. My main job is to maintain 
liaison with the U.S. Information Agency Office of 
Research, which conducts representative-sample 
audience surveys for VOA in many of our large! 
countries. I let them know what our research needs 
are, and I help interpret results for VOA manage- 
ment and program planners. In addition, I conduct 
a number of other studies, including surveys using 
audience mail. Persons who write to VOA are not 
necessarily représentative of ail those who listen, 
but results of audience mail surveys can still be use- 
ful if interpreted cautiously. 

Robinson; It's a pleasure to appear again in the 
pages of FRENDX. Since early 1987 l've been 
coordinator and host of VOA's Nightline Africa 
program, a one-hour news-magazine to Africa at 
1600 and 2000 GMT. If measured by the number 
of listeners, Nightline and the other programs of 
VOA's English to Africa service are among the 
most popular in VOA, with thousands of listeners 
in Africa and elsewhere around the world. 

Whitacre; 1 am the Chief of the Monitoring & 
Spectrum Analysis Branch within the VOA's Fre- 
quency Management & Monitoring Division - 

what those in the hobby have corne to know an 
refer to as the "Frequency Division." My staff an 
I take care of VOA's six full-time Technic; 
Monitoring Offices (TMOs) in Helsinki, Vienn 
Belgrade, Islamabad, Nairobi and Hong Kong : 
well as over 60 contract, volunteer and Erabas; 
employée monitors. 

Forum: Let's take a quick look at your early days i 
the hobby, pre- VOA. How didyouget started? Wh, 
were sortie of your spécial inlerests, personal achievi 
menu, hobby high points? NASWA or other club it 
volvement? 

Elliott; My interest in the hobby began by listel 
ing to distant stations on my AM radio, and by lool 
ing at the advertisements for Hallicraflei 
shortwave radios in Rny's 1 ife magazine. (I nevi 
did get that Hallicrafters, as it was exorbitant 
priced at $70!) I have always been a DXer as wt 
as a program listener, but l've never been an a 
complished DXer. If I had any accomplishmenl 
it was hearing and verifying some fairly exotic st 
lions on my Knight-Kit Star Roamer. I join< 
NASWA in 1967. In 1977, for my master's thes 
I conducted a survey of ail of its theo-1,000 mer 
bers. 

Robinson: I was always interested in tl 
world...international affairs...especially Afric 
Like many of us, I got my start when my late fath 
dragged a 1930's Pilot Radio (with the big "ey 
tube at the top) from my grandmother's baseme 
in New York. He helped me set up a longwire 
the atlic in Levittown, and 1 was off! Never techi 
cally inclined, I listened by sticking my ear up to tl 
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tpeakcr and rccording wilh an old Wollcnuk nu Le 
(no patch cordl). Went front the Piiot toan Allicd 
portable...but tben (I remember the day well) I dis- 
covercd the HO-18Û. An old HAM opcralor dowo 
the sucet bad it and one day be Ici me tune il. 1 
thoughl—ibis must be heavcnl 1 think I luned in a 
UTH front Monrovia, and 1 was hooked. To itm 
day, fin devoled to Ibû's and tlili own a 180AX. 

NAS WA bas bcen a looglime love for me. I slartcd 
in the old NNRC, and got to lutow Bill OUver as a 
friend (almost likc a father) in the niid-70's. In 
1974,1 was an AFS exchange student in Swaziland 
and went to the Soviet Union (see the articles in 
old FRENDX issues). Front 1975 to 1979 1 at- 
tended American University in Washington, DC 
majoring in international affairs, doubling in 
broadeast journalism. I met inleresting pcople in 
those years...Many worL al VOA today, others arc 
diplomats and foreign leaders. 1 also edilcd 
FRENDX LR-A...I think il was six years or 
so...wbal a job thaï was! And of course, 1 was 
Nonh American reporter for Radio Ncther- 
londs/Mcdia Network from aboul 1980 or so to 
1983. 

Whilacre; My involvcmenl wilh radio came as a 
resuit of my father being Chief Engincer of radio 
station W1LS in Lansing, Michigan for more lhan 
20 years. Vcry carly on 1 was imbued wilh a deep 
respect and awe al the concept of "broadcasling' 
and communicating wilh distant peoplcs. In 1968, 
during the Prague Spring, when I was 13 years old, 
my father brought home a National NC-66 receivcr 
from work so thaï I could keep in touch wilh *world 
events" and keep off the streets. By 19691 was writ- 
ing for QSL cards and in 1971 I joined NASWA. 
During the ensuing dccade 1 managed to bcar and 
verify over 200 NASWA countries, heard and 
verified - on mediumwave - ail United States and 
Canadian Provinces excepl Alaska, Yukon and 
N.W.T., owncd — at one lime or another — nearly 
every model of sbortwave receivcr known to man 
as 1 worked my way through collège by buying and 
reselling radios thaï sometimes did not fully func- 
tion, and eveo ran a small publication callcd the 
Créai Lakes DX Association (GLDXA) from 
1974-6. 

Forum; Manyo/us only dfeam about havmg auten 
rtlaied to our hobbies, but you have fuifitled thaï 
dream. Con^raiulaiionst Al whal point did you 
décidé to 'goproT How did it ail corne aboul '/ 
EUiolt: Soon aflcr 1 began Ustening to sbortwave 
broadeasts, around 1965,1 made il a career goal. 1 
was fascinated by the médium, cspccially by ils im- 
plausibilily. 1 couldn't imagine how most stations 
could attract enough listeners to have a noliccable 
impact, given their poor signais and equally pour 
programming. (I still feel this way aboul most 
shorlwavc stations.) 1 kept thinking aboul ways to 
makc shorlwavc broadcasling work, and I wunted 
to apply this to the real world of international radio. 
As an undergraduate al the George Washington 
University, 1 studied international affairs. Thaï 
was followed by an M .A, and Ph.D. in communica- 
tion from the University of Minnesota. Most of my 
fcllow graduate sludents were seeking careers in 
ucademe, but 1 wanted to work for VOA or US1A. 
When 1 finished graduate school, VOA and US1A 
were not hiring anyonc witlt my qualifications, so I 
served Cve purgalorial years teaching mass com- 
munication al the University of Minnesota and at 
the University of Wisconsin-Stevens Point. Be- 
tween teaching assignments, in 1984,1 did a brief 
stinl in Indianapolis, creating, writing, and co- 
presenting "Sbortwave Pandemonium' on Radio 
Earth. In 1985, aboul the time 1 gave up bope of 
ever working for VOA, a rcsearch job opened up, 
and tfaey hired me. 

Kobinson; 1 made the "connection* carly on thaï 
Ibc hobby could becomc something more...! think 
my expériences overseas helped, and by the lime I 
came to Washington 1 was prelty much deterrained 
to give VOA a try. 

Whitacre; After gradualing from collège in 1980, 
I went to work for Texas Instruments in Dallas, TX. 
As an only child, my parents wercn'l too thrilled to 
have me working so far from home - and 1 don't 
think I was too happy aboul il ai the lime either. 
They kept their eyes out for olhcr opporlunities 

How VOA's "Communications World" Got Started 

by Dan Roblnson 

Perhaps FRENDX readers would be interested in this.„back in 1975, the late Perry 
Ferrell wrote to encourage me in my efforts to rekindle a DX program on VOA-,.the 
old one, called Radio Amateur Notebook, was taken off the air in the WhlPs. In 1982, 
I submitted a proposai to then VOA Director Ken Tomlinson on a new 'Communica- 
tions Magazine," to deal not only with shortwave but wilh ail aspects of communica- 
tions. My Nairobi assignment took me out of Washington, but that proposai became 
the show you now know as "Communications World" hosted by Gene Reich. While 
its SWL/DX content is, unfortunately, very low the program has at least forced VOA 
to take note of the need for a communications - oriented régulât feature. . 
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doser to home. One duy my (uihcr sent me on ad 
from Broadeasting magazine for a NTIA internship 
program offered in Washington, D.C. The 
program was said to lead to a job in télécom- 
munications in any of scveral government agencics 
- induding VOA. 1 made application. Aflersome 
discussion back and forth, 1 was conlaclcd by Ann 
Case, former Chief of the Frequency Divisioa An 
interview was arranged for a job with VOA as a 
Tcchnical Monitor and in March of 1982 1 left 
Tezas and came to Washington! 

Forum; Didyourinvolvemeni wilh DX'inglSWL'ing 
helpyou gelyourjob at VOA ? Did U help you in your 
Job? 
Elliotl: I am sure that DXing'SWLing experience 
helped, although mosl people land jobs in interna- 
tional broadeasting wilhout such expérience. 
Some professionals in international broadeasting 
arc aclually a bit skeptical about DXers, perbaps 
because some DXers may be more interested in 
the médium than in the message. 

Robiuson; To say that DXyS WL helped me gcî the 
job with VOA is an understalcmeut. I probably 
wouldn'l be here today wilhout the knowledge (of 
geography, politics, broadeasting) lhal I gained 
from listeningtoshortwave. Funny though...! real- 
ized almost from my formai arrivai at VOA in 1979 
that Voice employées (aside from engineers wbo 
were HAMS, and a few olhcrs) really knew very hl- 
tle about international broadeasting in a broader 
sense, or shortwave radios. Many (and this may 
slill be irue today) just kind of worked the 8 hours 
and then wem home. 

I owe my presence at VOA to one person more 
than anyone e!sc...Bernard Kamenske, the former 
chief of VOA news, was an avid shortwave liste ner. 
He kept track of what the BBC and other broad- 
casters were saying, how they were saying it, how 
they were pinpoiming the big stories or missing 
thera. 1 met hira at a local RTNDA meeting and 
we got talking about, of ail things, Collins receivers 
(he had a 51J4). Bernie gave me my first break. 

Whitacre: In short, yes. People are sliil impressed 
when Dan Ferguson (who also works in the Fre- 
quency Divisio/i) or I pick up a WRTH and flip to 
just the right section to recover some obscure piece 
of information about a small mediumwave station 
in the Caribbean. Not a major féal, but people who 
know Utile about other counlries' ratio stations and 
even less about the WRTH are always amazed. 
Tbere is no coUege program one can take to be a 
monitor or frequency scheduler for international 
broadeasters. Il is truly an esoleric field of employ- 
menl. Other than having donc it for someone else, 
the best way to gain the required knowledge and 
experience is through the hobby of shortwave Us- 
lening and parlicipaling as a volunteer monitor for 
other international broadeasters. The knowledge 
of propagation and geography 1 gained from DXing 

bas been invuluablc as a basis to build upon while 
al the Voice. 

Forum: What odvice wouldyougive to anyone seek- 
ing a job in international radio? 
ElUott: Rcalize thaï international radio may not 
be a growlb industry. Other média and tech- 
nologies are vying for audiences worldwide. 
Government budgets wiU also probably remain 
Ught, so VOA, RFE/RL, etc. may not be hiring 
large numbers of people in the near future, excepl 
those who speak certain languages. ll's good tu 
bave a skill that is in demand by international 
broadeasters, such as engineering or siatislics, or 
even accounling and personnel management. A 
good Uberal arts éducation at the undergraduate 
level is probably the best préparation. Stations 
overseas occasionally hirc Americans wilh jour- 
nalistic or radio production experience, for their 
English services. Keep in touch with the personnel 
offices of VOA, RFE/RL, Worldnet, etc. If a fu- 
ture administration or congress get enthusiastic 
about international broadeasting, like Président 
Reagan did early in his tenure, there could be a 
hiring phase. A number of VOA managers are in 
the Foreign Service, so that would be one way to 
gctia 

Robinson: Any advice would hâve to be accom- 
panied by a warning loo...you have to make com- 
promises. not only in your personal life but 
sometimes in your personal philosopbies as weU. 
International broadeasting can be a very cxciling 
field, but it can also bring you face to face wilh 
rcaliUes...of bureaucracy, of the news business, and 
of hypocrisy and narrow-mindedness that are loo 
often the bedfeUows of the newsgalhering process. 
There also aren't very many jobs in international 
radio...fûr an American, the BBC is pretty much 
out because of the accent issue, although ironical- 
ly VOA these days has changed and now allows 
Brilish and other accents on the air. Other pos- 
sibilitics, ! suppose would be Radio Netherlands, 
Sweden, SRI...maybe some of the commercial SW 
stations (if they last). 

Whitacre; Be a dentist, doctor or even a lawyer 
Crst. Washington is EXPENSIVE, traffte is hell, 
people are rude, and if you ever live overseas for 
awhile you'll never wanl to come homel 

Forum: Did you lose any of your enthusiasm for 
DX'ing or SWL'ing any afler you became prof es- 
sionally involved with radio? (Al the end of a long 
day at the VOA, is a radio the last thingyou wanl to 
see?l) What's your level of involvemeni with the 
hobbytoday? 

Elliott: 1 am not quite as preoccupied by DXing as 
1 was during adolescence. For one thing, I don't 
send réception reports any more.

cause of my work at VOA. If anylhing, my work al 
VOA bus increased my imerest in lisiening —10 see 
whal the olhcr stations are up to. I also have cer- 
tain unofficial responsibilities as one of VOA's 
shortwavc aficionados, i.c. recording foreign 
broadcasts that are of imerest to VOA or USIA. 
Some evenings when I get home, I don't even wanl 
to look at a shortwave radio. Other nighls, and 
weckcnds, l'U listen and DX for hours. l'm also a 
radio amateur, 1CD9XB, but rarely active these 
days. 

Rokinson: You know, l've never rcally lost my 
love for shortwave...) am married but don't have 
kids yet and maybe thal's the real breaking point 
for some people. No, I don't have the energy much 
anymorc for all-nighters and hours of DXing...bul 
I don't feel comfortable without my receivers. Un- 
fonunaicly, my "level of involvement" isn'l what 1 
would wanl. 1 stdl gel FRENDX and usually buy 
the WRTH and Passporl. I use an NRD-525 along 
wilh the 180AX, SPR-4.2010 and a 2002 for travel. 
That may sound like l'm slill OXing the heck oui 
of the bands, but l'm not really. l'd like to lake 
some time and get my QSL counts up...l kind of 
stopped at 217/197 a few years back. 

Wbilacrt; My involvement wilh the hobby today 
consists entirely of reading FRENDX and Fine 
Tuning. 1 do no lisiening other than what I must do 
to keep up wilh VOA's compétition. In laking a 
job wilh VOA 1 lost one of the most enjoyable hob- 
bies I evcr had. Of course there are other factors - 
- family, a house, etc. - but 1 know of very few 
people doing what 1 do wbo are avid listeners. It is 
no longer récréation, it is work. 

Forum; You each could probably fill several issues 
of FRENDX wilh fascinating 'war stories'from your 
carters a! ihe VOA. How aboul sharing some of your 
fuvorile(s) wilh us? 

Elliott: Actually, audience research is a prelty 
mundanc business. Il's just cruncbing numbers 
and writing reports, and very litde of the work is 
deserving of a war story. My work is fascinating 
without really being cxciting. 

Kobinson; War storics? There are too many, but 
1 had a number of expériences in Africa as VOA's 
Bureau Cfaicf in Nairobi, some literally "war" 
stories, When Milton Obole was overthrown in 
Uganda in 1985,1 was probably the first reporter 
lo actually hcar the coup unnouncement on Radio 
Uganda...! relayed il immediatcly to VOA 
Washington...later, I rcmember being in 
Kampala's central square, standing among 
thousands of Ugandans in a suffocating crush to 
hcar the new mihtary leader (who was himself 
overthrown)...at night we went to sleep wilh the 
sound of gunfire echoing in Kampala's suburbs...! 
was also among the few reporters présent in Khar- 
loum when the Sudancsc mililary staged ils coup 
against Nimeiri.Jl was like the movie "Reds," wilh 
thousands of people marching in the sandy streets, 
and il was dangerous (we were ieargassed, and had 
to avoid the gunflrc of Sudanese security). 1 was 
back in Khartoum in 1986 when the U.S. raided 
Tripoli, Libya and you could cul the Anli- 
American feeling wilh a knife. Ayear later, the ler- 
rorists attackcd the Khartoum hôtel where I slayed 
with machine guns and grenades, killing and 
wounding many people...In Ethiopia, I was always 
when doormen ai the hôtels and governmcnt offi- 
ciais would mention that they had heard my reports 
on the air... 

On a lighter note, I remember the thrill of visiling 
RT Zanzibar, touring their studios (one had a hole 
in the walll), but alas..-sull not cmerging wilh a 
QSL despile a tape recording I had brought with 
me II And 1 recall driving by the emrance lo Radio 
Hargeisa, Somalia but not being able to stop be- 
cause of security problems in that Northern town 
(which was rcccndy under rebel atlack)...! also 
visiled Radio Rwanda, LV Révolution Burundi. 
Radio Djibouti and others during my African 
tour... 

Whitacre: Wait for the book and movie, bill 

Forum: Did your approach to DX'ing or SWL'ing 
change based on things you leamed a! VOA? Did 
you find oui anything especiaUy use fui, things you 
wished you 'd real 'ued long before you jo 'ined VOA ? 
Elliott: My approach to SWL'ing has evolved, but 
not bccausc of my association to VOA. Changing 
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reccivcrs (loduy, I use Ihe Sony ICF-2010 for thc 
mosi part) probably bas bcen ihe grealesi in- 
fluence. 

Robinson: Adifficuli question to answcr...rvc be- 
comc more reolistic aboul tbe hobby since joining 
VOA (i.c. very few people gel escitcd aboul lisujn- 
iug lo foreign broadcasts). Also, and 1 think this is 
something BiU, Dan Fcrguson, and Kim sharc to 
varying degrees, l'm less intense tban in my forraa- 
tive years...tbls isn't "burnout" cxaclly, but more of 
a placing DXing or SWL in pcrspeclivc...Take 
QSLing for example...rve noticed an apparent 
décliné in thc willingness of stations to QSL and a 
rcalization by DXcrs that thc Radio Hargeisa's or 
Zanzibar's of thc world don't rcally bave or want 
to give a damn about DXers....this really hit honte 
with me as 1 traveUed lo thcsc places with VOA.. 

Whitacre: My approach bas changed - 1 don't do 
il anymore. 1 don't QSL anymore since l've 
learned what a whimsieal process it is. 

Forum; Mosi NASWA members are 'amateur 
moniton.' How aboul some gtVi/tg us a belter idea 
ojwhat a 'professional monitor' tioes'/ How are ihey 
chosen? Any hinls for DX'ers based on comparinx 
the reports you gel front 'amateurs' vs. 'profes- 
sionaUT 

Whitacre; VOA bas six Technical Monitoring Of- 
fices (TMOs), three are manned by American 
foreign service officers (FSOs) and three are 
manned by foreign service nationals (FSNs). Ail 
but Iwo bave an assistant TMO as well. Monitor- 
ing is donc twice a day for four days per week. The 
fiflh day is spent preparing a summary report of Ihe 
week's monitoring and if il's tbe end of a month, a 
monlhly summary report is prepared, Depcnding 
on tbe location, monitoring begins at or just before 
local sunrise and continues for about 4 lo S bours, 
evening monitoring begins around 5 or 6 pm local 
lime and continues untii as latc as midnight. The 
TMO and his assistant swilcb shifts belween morn- 
ing and evening to double-check cach others read- 
ings. 

Wc use the S DO code to rate réception; Signal 
strength, Dégradation, and Overall merit. It's a 1 
lo S scale with SSS being the best and 1U being the 
worst. Wc bave found, over many years, that this 
scale combined with notes on thc cause(s) of 
dégradation provide an effective way of gauging 
réception quality over a period of time and allows 
us to use tbe same scale for our conlract monitors, 
wbo are often not traincd monitors. We dépend on 
ail our monitors, but particularly tbe TMOs, fur in- 
formation on propagation and interférence 
problems along with polential solutions - such as 
dear frequencies. For this rcason, TMOs and 
some other monitors perform periodic band-scans 
fur us which indicalc spcclrum occupancy during 

given limes of the day. This information is very 
useful in the process of selecting new frequencies 
for solutions to interférence problems or for spé- 
cial, short-term broadcasls. Il also keeps tbe TMO 
up-lo-speed on who's where on tbe bands. 

Anolhc 
very important aspect of the TMOs' job is thc 
réception survey. These trips are conductcd for 
many reasons, not the least of which arc a need lo 
gel first-hand information on réception conditions 
in-counlry and to provide training to conlract 
monitors in ciliés visited. Since the TMOs arc 
rcsponsible for management of the conlract 
monitors in tbeir région, tbese surveys provide a 
unique opportunity to lalk, facc-to-face with thcsc 
dedicatcd bobbyists, Embassy personnel and 
volunteers who makc up the backbone of VOA's 
monitoring effort.

Forum; Are Outre any thoughls you 'd Uke to share 
on the state of shortwave and shortwave hobbyists 
today'/ Différencesfrom 20years a^o? Where doyou 
think things are headed? 

Elliott: This is a big question, and 1 probably can- 
not do it justice here. Il is inleresting to note that 
most shortwave broadcasl stations bave audience 
sizes that range from vinually non-existent to truly 
non-existent. Such stations raay exist more as 
obligations to national sovereignty, or as self-per- 
petuating bureaucracies, than as genuine attempu 
to atlract and relain lisleners. As fur as audience 
size is concerned, there are only two "world 
powers," the BBC (number one) and VOA There 
are also "régional powers"; RFE/RL, Radio France 
International in Francophone Africa, Radio 
Australia in the Pacific and Indonesia, and com- 
mercial stations like Africa Number One, Radie 
Monte Carlo/Cyprus, Radio Sri Lanka, Radio An- 
tilles. 

As for the future, shortwave broadeasting wa; 
never really big relative to the total populations ol 
mosi counuics, and it is likely to get smaller a; 
other média and technologies compete for leisurc 
time. With the new génération of digital portabh 
radios, there is a possible future for a shortwave 
audience, small in relative numbers, big enough ir 
absolutc numbers, and very important in status ane 
influence. But developing this audience rcquirei 
hard work in publicity, frequency management 
programming, and scheduling. This is probabl; 
best accomplished as a coopérative effort of inter 
national broadeasters, shortwave manufacturers 
and other concerned profcssionals. Such an cflor 
will bave to begin soon, or shortwave broadeastin] 
may be on ils way to oblivion. 
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Robinson: Asidc from ihc obvious leaps in recciv- 
ing lechnology and sophislicalion of rcponing 
techniques, obviously there bas been a dropoff in 
interesl in SWL...whcn 1 began in 1969/1970 VCR's 
weren't big and computers were pretty much uon- 
existent...! spent hours immersing myself in 
sburlwïvc...it was nice, and tbe skills and 
knowledgc 1 pickcd up belped me in later years ai 
VOA. 1 think hobbyisls today and in future will 
bave to be even more aware of world af- 
fairs...Despile tbe progress of tbe past 20 years, 
there is still much underdevelopment, hunger, 
political inslabilily in tbe Third World'...Likc it or 
nol, thaï world is coming lo us. Just look al tbe im- 
migration figures...ride a bus or lakc a taxi in many 
American ciliés and you realize thaï America is 
changing, fast...shortwave listening may nol be as 
much of a 'cullural key" lo tbe rcsl of tbe world 
aoymorc, but it can still help educate us. Tbat's im- 
portant. 

Forum; Whal should NAS n'A do lo be a vital or- 
ganàalion in the 1990's7 How miijhl we improve 
FRENDX? 

Elliolt; NASWA could become involvcd as tbe 
prime mover of tbe Norlb American effort lo 
pubbeize and générale new interesl in shunwave 
broadeast listening. This might require tbal 
FRENDX cvolvc inlo a more commercial or com- 
mercial-type publication. On tbe other hand, if 
NASWA wishes lo remain devoted xnainly lo tbe 
hobby of shortwave broadeast DXing, there is 
nothingwrongwiththat. Membershipwillprobab- 
ly remain small, perhaps ge t a bit smaller duc lo âge 
dcmograpbics, but there is nothing wrong with thaï, 
either, as long as tbe members are satisfied. 
NASWA might conduct occasional surveys of ils 
members and of non-renewing members to keep in 
touch with the wanls and needs of hobbyisls. 

Robinson; 1 hoped you would ask that ques- 
lion...Participation has always been the key lo suc- 
cess of groups such as NASWA...FRENDX had a 
dropping off in membership some years back. I 
don't know currcnt figures...but 1 hope that 
FRENDX and the other organizations can im- 
prove the physical appearance of tbeir publications 
and their invnlvemeni in the issues of the day. I 
wish tbe various organizations would pool their 
tesources and corne oui with one stick, profes- 
sionally edited magazine. There have been al- 
lempts over the years (the ill-faled Voices, and 
with broader interesl, Monitoring Times and 
Popular Communication)...but one problem al- 
ways emerges, and it's the attitude that says "Hey, 
this is only a hobby...why should it have to be any 
more serious than it is?" 

Well, that may be true. NASWA and other or- 
ganizations may be better off this way...but they 
certainly could have greater impact on internation- 
al broadeasting and communication trends. A 

good example is the récent aclivism by Bob Hor- 
vilz of ANARC on the Privacy Act. Also, il amazes 
me that receiver manufaclurers, and in some cases 
the publishers of "hobby press" books aren'l held 
to even higher standards of qualily by way of open 
and honest criticism in publications such as 
FRENDX. There is really a need for a consumer 
columnist, in addition to somconc likc Earry 
Magne, to help peoplc avoid wasling their moncy 
on old information or inferior equipment. 

Whilacre: As a broadeaster, 1 would certainly like 
lu be able lo call on shortwave lisleners to pruvide 
me with information on réception problems and 
potential solutions. Wbile NASWA is primarily a 
domestic organization, 1 think I can speak for my 
European counterpans wbo would dearly love to 
hear from un officia) représentative of a NASWA 
of ANARC committee devoted lo advising broad- 
casters of réception difficulties and suggesting pas- 
sible solutions. This would include interférence as 
well as propagation problems. 

Frankly, most international broadeasters have not 
got the time or staff to read through Ustcners' mail 
trying to sifl oui information useful to their mission 
of gening the signal through. Certainly, in this âge 
of computers and télécommunications, any such 
officiai committee would have to rely on this 
method of information exchange. Il not only gets 
the information lo the party that needs it in a hurty, 
but lends some credence to the information being 
cxchanged by demonstrating the commiltec's corn- 
mitment and serious intent in taking the lime and 
expense to pass the information in such a manner. 
We have a bulletin board System (BBS) sel up here 
in Washington for our internai use. It is, for the 
most part, a closed System, but much of the infor- 
mation there is open to the public and includes 
VOA's latest broadeast schedule, spécial broad- 
casts planned, and other files of interesl to our 
monitors as well as the public, I can guarantee that 
any information passed lo me via this BBS by a 
bonafide NASWA or ANARC-sponsored group 
will not only be taken seriously, but passed on to 
those broadeasters with whom we have direct, 
somelimes daily contact. Our BBS phone number 
is (202) 485-1585. The BBS is running on a Macin- 
tosh Plus computer at 9600 baud, with 8-N-l 
prolocul and is open to the public once you've 
signed on and been vcriCed as a legitimale user of 
the System - usually within one day.

PROS 

As I mentioned earlier, active antennas are usually thought of 
when a regular outside antenne can't be erected. There are several 
reasons why an active antenna can be préférable to a regular antenna. 

Active antennas can often be raounted horizontally - the same 
polarisation as most shortwave. signa1 s. Furthermore, because they are 
usually very small. active antennas can be easily rotated for best 
pickup of a particular signal. Try doing that with a 41 meter dipole! 

Because of their size, active antennas are idéal for travelers. 
They can be packed and unpacked easily, and can usually be used 
indoors (Windows in most hôtels are sealed shut). 

With a regular antenna, gain is only possible when the antenna is 
directional - a dipole, for example. But what if the signal you 
happen to be interested in is not oriented correctly with respect to 
your antenna? With an active antenna, omni-directional gain is 
possible. 

It is difficult, at best, to design a receiving antenna to 
operate efficiently over the entire shortwave spectrum. A properly 
designed active antenna can do this. 

CONS 

Intermod was discussed earlier. Provided your active antenna is 
well designed, and you are not located under a Voice of America 
transmitter. intermod should not be much of a problem. For situations 
where it is. a preselector can be used in conjunction with the antenna 
(some active antennas feature an integrated preselector). The 
preselector is a tuneable fiiter, allowing a desired frequency to 
pass. while attenuating nearby frequencies. With fewer extraneous 
frequencies coming into the receiver, the chances of intermod occuring 
there are smaller. 

Receiver overload can be a problem with even the best active 
antenna. Many receivers, particularly portables, lack dynamic range - 
they are unable to handle both very weak and very strong signais. 
When the high-level output of an active antenna is fed into one of 
these receivers, they can overload so badly that they become si lent - 
you might think that there was no antenna connected at alll To 
overcorae this, many active antennas have adjustable gain. Never the 
less, some receivers just cannot be used with an active antenna. But 
then these receivers won't work well with a regular outside antenna 
either. 

SUMMARY 

There you have it, the pros and cons of active antennas. You may 
want to give them another look. Ranging in price from thirty to 
hundreds of dollars, they can be a very worthwhile investment, even 
for landed "antenna farmers."

Recently at one o-f the in-famous Old Dominion DX Association 
"al1-nighters," I had the opportunity to perform a side-by- 
side compan son test ot a new Japan Radio NRD-525 and an 
fil lied Radio Knight Kit Océan Hopper 740. It was not quite 
a fair comparison, I suppose, since the NRD-525 was the 
standard ot-f-the-shel t model , while my Océan Hopper was the 
deluxe model with the optional cloth-covered wooden case 
with "a hinged door in the top Tor easy plug-in coi 1 
replacement". Nonetheless, it seemed like a good time tor a 
comparison test, so one was conducted. The first thing that 
struck me was the large size and weight of the 525—the 
□cean Hopper was défi ni tel y more compact. The 525 had a 
plastic handle for carrying, whereas the vent hole in the 
back of the optional wooden case provided an easy grip on 
the Océan Hopper. I switched on the 525 and started to 
leave to make a cup o-f coftee; but suddenly there was music 
coming from a speaker inside the case somewhere, and I had 
not even reached the stove yetI On the other hand, there is 
always plenty ot time to get a cup of cotfee before the 
Océan Hopper warms up and is ready to start DXing; and as an 
added benefit, there is no speaker ta annoy others while you 
sip your coffee and go about the business of DXing. It is 
obvious that the manufacturer of the 525 desires to get you 
DXing qui ck 1 y, and allows you to do so from across the roo.n 
somewhere if you want. The Knight folks, 1 guess, better 
understand the nature of the hobby and elected not to rush 
yvL1

4-Lnt^: 11 bUt allow you tlme to 3et ready. A quick look at the fronts of the radios tells quite a story. The 525 
people get you started quickly, then make you fiddle with a 
lot of knobs and junk. There are enough pushbuttons, knobs, 
and dials to make a bushel of Océan Hoppers with enough left 
over for two Space Spanners and a Star Roamer. Only four 
simple knobs greet the Océan Hopper owner, and a quick turn 
of each instantly tells you its function—no complicated 
instruction manual needed here (I never did figure out what 
about half the doodads were on the 525. One even dimmed the 
dial light—yes, a djai 2ight>). Inside, the story was just 
as telling The 525 was a mass of parts (probably most 
dealing with dial light dimming) while the Océan Hopper had 
only a handful of easily reached and replaceable parts—and 
rugged parts at that, what with 6Û0 volt capacitors vs 20 
volt caps in the 525. And worst of ail, there was no warm 
glow inside the cabinet of the 525. The Océan Hopper not 
only glowed but radiated a gentle heat, telling you that it 
was hard at work for you, making your hobby relaxing and 
enjoyable. I could go on, but I guess I said it earlier: it 
is not ^ fair comparison. Guess which one 1 used for DXinq 
that night. ^

Not to suggest that lang declined in popularity over years when DW svc 
opd. Sanskrits was no more popular at start of svc than at close. Was not on 
popular considération that DW had started its Sanskrit svc. Was more resuit of 
Gorman obsession w/Indology. Only to be expected from race which produced Indo- 
logists of Max MUller's stature. Closure of svc shows that prctical considéra- 
tions have got the better of romantic obsessions. DW Hindi svc has taken over 
Sanskrit slots.
