The South Pacific continues to be a producer of pleasant surprises on the shortwave bands. The latest 
shortwave station to corne on the air from that région is from the 270 sq. mi. island of Tonga, north- 
east of New Zealand and slightly more than halfway to the Cook Islands. Although Tonga is not listed 
in the officiai NASWA Country List, the Kingdom of Tonga is a separate country and would seem a 
likely candidate to be added to the NASWA list. 

The station is on 5030 kHz, relaying the médium wave service of the Tonga Broadcasting Commission. 
Radio Impacto, Costa Rica, blocks this frequency in most of North America until 0600*. Your best 
shot at Tonga is from 0600 to 1000'. At 0900 they are scheduled to relay the news in English from 
Radio Australia. Thanks to John Bryant who called with the tip. Jim Young, winner of last year's North 
American DX Championship and super mountaintop DXer/Astronomer, was the fïrst known reporter 
in the US. In Fine Tuning #509, Jim reports that a call to a ham friend in New Zealand revealed that 
Tonga was coming in betler there than the Solomons on 5020. In the same issue, Mitch Sams reports 
an UN1D on 5030 at 0650 on March 4, playing US pops with no announcements, very weak with deep 
fades. l've yet to delect even a carrier here afler Impacto signs off. Go get 'em and good luck!

Most home-use receivers have diode (envelope) detectors which work well but tend to directly pass 
through the undesirable effects of long distance propagation, resulting in fading and distortion. 
Synchronous detectors like the MAP can reduce or even eliminale these effects, resulting in superior 
audio and improved inlelligibility. Those of you with Sony 2010's are familiar with the "SYNC mode 
of tuning, which is useful for both DX'ing andSWL'ing. The MAP promises better performance than 
the Sony according to a review by Guy Atkins m The Grayline Report. Craig is still putting together 
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the production version of the MAP and pricing is not yet final, but you can expect il to be around $340.

An Insight into Broadcasting on the Frontiers of Bolivia 

by Dene Lynneberg  

Come years ago in 1973, I had the pleasure of 
listening to a little known station called Radio 

Cobija which broadcast in Spanish on the tropi- 
cal band frequency of 4854 kHz. Radio Cobija 
was heard at a fair level from 0342-0401* UTC. 

A Spanish report was duly sent off to Radio 
Cobija without holding out too much hope of a 
reply. And of course, as is often the way of the 
Latin "raanana," no reply was forthcoming. Fu- 
ture éditions of the WRTH kept listing Radio 
Cobija as inaclive. A copy of the report was filed 
away and promptly forgotten about until many 
years later in 1984 I read in an overseas DX 
magazine an item mentioning that Radio Cobija 
may have been reactivated. Hmm! I thought, 
time for a followup to be sent to them. So the 
original report was resurrected and retyped. A 
few goodies such as a postcard and some mint and 
used New Zealand slamps were included and the 
report was once again sent off to Radio Cobija at 
Correo Central, Cobija, Bolivia. 

The Bolivian postal System is to say the least, 
probably as erratic and inefficient as those of 
most Latin countries and indeed the WRTH al- 
ways persists in carrying an explanatory footnole 
saying "There is normally no delivery of letters in 
Bolivia (except La Paz) and récipients have to 
collect from the Post Office. Letters should 
therefore carry the casilla number where known." 

So what hope could 1 hold out for a reply from a 
station located away in the frontier régions of 
Bolivia, whose only address was Correo Central, 
Cobija! If only they knew my report was coming, 
and where would the letter end up if the casilla 
number was unknown! 

Time again passed and hopes faded, until one 
day, 489 days later, to my amazement I received 
in the mail a letter from a "Radio Frontera" in 
Cobija. What was I doing receiving a letter from 
Radio Frontera, a station 1 never even knew ex- 
isted? 1 quickly opened the envelope to find a 
long Spanish letter from the owner of Radio 
Frontera, a Sr. Lino Miahuchi Von Ancken. 

This very interesting letter from Sr. Von Ancken 
unveiled a fascinating story. Sr. Von Ancken 
writes; 

"It has been a while since I found your letter in 
my mailbox and you may well wonder how I came 
by it. In the course of this letter PU give you an 
explanation of how I received your letter. I have 
wanted to answer your letter for a while now but 
until now I haven't had the time. 

I would like to introduce myself. I am a 37 year 
old journalist and 1 own a new radio station here 
in Cobija called Radio Frontera. My name is 
Lino Miahuchi Von Ancken. My suranme is de- 
scendent of a mixture of Japanese and German. 

Reading your letter I can assure you that the sig- 
nais you received from Radio Cobija were cor- 
rect. At that time I was only an assistant 
journalist. 1 can tell you that Radio Cobija has 
been off the air for 4 years now. It was a state run 
radio station but it was operated irresponsibly 
and without any kind of planning and it went 
bankrupt. This is ail a memory now as it ail hap- 
pened in the past. 

Two years ago I bought a new station which uses 
300 watts and since then 1 have bought a 500 watt 
shortwave transraitter, but 1 am having some

Wili the Real William Lukozu Please QSL?

Readers may reçoit Rich's recounting in the November '88 DX'ers Forum of his attempts to QSL the 
Zambia Broadcasting Service. This month, the saga continues with the exposure of a minor DX scan- 
dai! In a FRENDXexclusive, weprésent ZambiaGATE Part II... 

T finally received my OSL from Radio Zambia. To recap, back in June I sent a followup report 
to William Lukozu at Zambia Broadcasting Services /now apparently called "Zambia National 

Broadcasting Corporation, " based on the lellerhead Rich sent with hisstory. -Ed.] In August I received 
a reply that Mr. Lukozu's "personal tape dubbing machine broke down" and he needed USS100 
for repairs. He asked for ray help (translation: send money) in raising the funds. I never sent a 
taped report. 1 sent a followup report with a US$2 contribution toward his repair fund. Months 
passed with no response. Meanwhile Bob Brown sent a registered report with some money to 
William and received a registered reply in about a month. This spurred me on to send another 
followup via registered mail. 1 just received my QSL (FINALLY ! 1) and an interesting letter from 
William. Seems he never received my letters and he claims he did not write the letter asking for 
the USÎ100 to fix his "personal dubbing machine." He has asked me to send him a copy of the let- 
ter, via registered mail. Apparently he is angry and wants to fmd out who is responsible. I check- 
ed the signatures on the two letters I have and they ARE différent. So we have two "William 
Lukozu's" running around and only one is legit. l'm not sure how many DXers have received re- 
quests for money from this bogus "William" but a word to the wise is use registered mail to Zam- 
bia because somebody at the ZBS is intercepting mail for the real William Lukozu!! The bogus 
"William" is even using the officiai ZBS address!!! Hopefully, William will provide an update after 
receiving my letter. Stay tuned. 

Cladyou finally QSL'd Zambia Rich, that'.v a nice one! Iguess I lucked out last Fall when 1 QSL'd 
them using ordinary mail. The suggestion to use registered mail is a good one. It's a bit on the expen- 
sive side, but it has yielded some very nice QSL's for me (e.g. Népal, Angola direct from Lobito) where 
regular mail yielded nothing. Be aware that il can backfire, though. Fve had several international 
registered letters rctumed unclaimed, since busy station personnel didn 't gel to the post office to sign 
for them before the lime limil expired,. 

trouble with this. The signais don't want to go up 
the antenna. I am trying to get it fixed and make 
it ail work again, but the problem here is that 
there are only a few technicians in Cobija and 
they are not very good ones. I will let you know 
of any progress I have made in getting things 
fixed." 

Sr. Von Ancken then went on to relate some in- 
teresting information about Cobija and its sur- 
rounds. He continues: 

"Cobija is the capital of the Department of 
Pando. This department covers 63,000 square 
Km and is rich in natural resources, but unfor- 
tunately these are exploited indiscriminately by 
unscrupulous people who are often found in the 
centre of the great Amazon. Cobija is a small city 
of some 10,000 inhabitants and is locatcd on the 
frontier with Brazil. The frontier boundary is the 
60 metre wide Acre River. There is an interna- 
tional bridge across the river where Bolivians and 

Brazilians may cross freely whenever they wish. 
Another frontier is with Peru, 95 Km away. We 
don't have much communication with Peru be- 
cause of a lack of roads. There is only a pénétra- 
tion route. The forest is very dense and 
impénétrable and it is very dangerous to go 
through it. Also there is an infinité number of 
rivers, both large and small, and many lagoons. 

The favorite sports here are football, basketball 
and naturally swimming in the rivers. The am- 
biem température here for 95% of the year is be- 
tween 32-34 deg C. The only means of contact 
that we have with the other departments of our 
country is by air. An airline operating small 
Fockker 27 airplanes, capable of carrying 40 pas- 
sengers, makes the retum trip twice weekly to the 
City of La Paz, the highest capital in the world at 
4000 m above sea level." 

Sr. Von Ancken then goes on to explain that he 
is an amateur radio operator with the callsign 
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CP9AR, as is his wife, Leny, who has the callsign 
of CP9AS. His wife teaches literature and lan- 
guages at the only secondary collège in Cobija. 

In his letter Sr. Von Ancken also sent one of each 
of their ham QSL cards and a badge of the Radio 
Club of Bolivia. A sraall 1985 calendar with 
Radio Frontera's frequencies on it was also in- 
cluded. 

Radio Frontera opérâtes on 1250 kHz medium- 
wave and 4730 kHz shortwave. [Ed. note - I 
believe they are currenlly inactive.] 

Sr. Von Ancken never did get around to explain- 
ing how he actually came by my report, but I can 
only assume that Radio Frontera must be just 
about the only radio station in Cobija, so when 
my letter arrived at the Correo Central, the post- 
al authorities stuck it in his casilla as there was no 
other radio station in town. Well whatever, it 
certainly seemed to work. I may say that a little 
of my faith in the Bolivian postal System has now 
been at least partially restored. 

While it is no longer possible to hear Radio 
Cobija itself, you may well be fortunate enough 
to hear Radio Frontera on 4730 kHz if Sr. Von

Here on 
the East Coast ofNorth America, KNR's *0955 sign-onmeans draggingyourself out of bed at 4:50 
AM local tirae, moming after morning, hoping against hope (and ham nets) to hear that elusive 
interval signal, "Sonja Dragging the Whale." When you finally hear those frail-sounding celeste 
tones winging through the ether to your antenna, you won't need an extra gulp of coffee to wake 
up! The best propagation from Greenland to this area seems to run from mid-December to mid- 
January. 

For those of us who like to QSL our DX catches, hearing KNR is only half the baltle. Although 
the majority ofNorth American radio stations are reliable QSL'ers, Greenland stands out as one 
of those tantalizing targets that, while not quite in the "non-verifier" category, is certainly in the 
"very tough vérifier" class. They sporadically send out a few QSL's, just enough 10 keep our inter- 
esl! l've finally managed to receive a nice QSL and station brochure from KNR. I know a number 
of DX'ers are still trying, so let me share some "inside info" on how you might succeed, too. 

Over a year ago Werner Funkenhauser, of the Ontario DX Association, broke a Greenland QSL 
drought of many months duration. How did he do it? He explained simply, "1 called the station." 
The verie signer is a fellow by the name of Henrik Jorgensen, listed in the 1987 WRTH (but not 
since) as the Director of Engineering. When Werner published his QSL report, I, like many others, 
sent a followup to Mr. Jorgensen, hoping that a QSL would arrive without the need for an expen- 
sive international phone call. 

Another year passed, during which I sent a couple more followups, but still nothing. I spoke with 
several DX'ers over that time period who had read Werner's report and were getting ready to call 
the station theraselves, but it wasn't until December '88 that someone finally did. John Bryant, 
fréquent contributor to this column, called to follow up on his report. John wisely called person- 
to-person to make sure he wouldn't get charged if Mr. Jorgensen was unavailable. The first at- 
tempt met with a language barder, and the operator had to get language assistance from an 
international operator who spoke Danish. With that help, the call was completed and Mr. Jor- 
gensen came to the phone. He spoke good English, and seemed to understand everything John 
said to him. 

After a brief exchange of pleasantries, John got down to business and asked if he had seen his 
réception report. At this point, Mr. Jorgensen related that he had about 800(1!) unanswered let- 
ters in neat stacks on his desk, and could John please describe what his envelope looked like so 
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he might pull it from the pile! Stifling a groan, John realized that his envelope probably looked 
just like the other 799, and unless Mr. Jorgensen was feeling extremely charitable and willing to 
search through 800 letters looking for his, the phone bill was going to be the only momento of his 
very long distance call! 

Mr. Jorgensen could not find John's letter at that time, but he assured John he planned to answer 
AI I. the reports by Christmas. To my knowledge John is still sans KNR QSL, Based on his ex- 
périence (1 owe you a B1G one John!), I immediately made a cassette lape of ray best KNR récep- 
tion and sent it off with a shack photo, local postcard, $1 for relurn postage, and a réception report. 
For the envelope, 1 chose one of those yellowish padded envelopes you can buy at the posl office 
(good prices, check them out) and put a border on it of green electrician's tape. This envelope 
was going to be a cinch to spot! 

About six weeks after mailing my report, I made a person-to-person phone call to Mr. Jorgensen. 
The stalion's phone number is 299-21172 (299 is the country code for Greenland). The recep- 
tionist who answered the phone was able to understand my local operator's request for Mr. Hen- 
rik Jorgensen (Southern drawl and ail!), and he quickly came to the phone. He was friendly and 
courteous, and I got the same story about 800 backlogged reports. The volume is simply over- 
whelming him, and understandably so. I got the expected question "can you tell me what your let- 
ter looks like?," and when I described my envelope he pulled it instantly from the pile. He 
described the contents to me, giving me confidence that he had indeed pulled my report. He 
promised to answer it before going home that very day. Ten days later a large white envelope ap- 
peared in my mailbox with a nice station photo QSL and a great full-color station brochure. 

One interesting side-note; as he described what was in my report, he did mention the dollar bill. 
Those of us who have cynical thoughts of station personnel taking the stamps and dollars we send 
and tossing the reports aside can be reassured that at least in this case this is not what happens. 

I have not received the phone bill yet so I don't know what my call cost. Probably between $10 
and $20, so this is not a cheap way to QSL. Andy Rugg reponed receiving a QSL from a normal 
wrilten report in a recent issue of Fine Tuning, so phone calls are NOT the only way to succeed 
here. Andy said he didn't do anything spécial; he had no idea why his report got answered and so 
many others are still sitting there. 

If you décidé to give KNR a call, be sure you can describe your envelope in some unique way so 
you don't waste your raoney. 1 suggesl NOT using green electrician's tape borders, now that that 
idea is in the "public domain." Be creative and good luck! 

Ancken has got things working again and ail the 
RF is fïnally "getting up his anlenna." If you are 
lucky enough to hear this very interesting station, 
be sure to send Sr. Von Ancken a comprehensive 
report in Spanish. He is a very friendly person 
and will certain appreciate your efforts in report- 
ing to him and you should receive a 100% reply 
/Ed. Note: with no offense to Dene or Sr. Von 
Ancken, a 100% reply rate from a small station, 
even with the friendliest and best-intentioned of 
personnel, is unlikely due to the priorities of run- 
ning the station vs. answering letters from overseas 
lislenersj.

One final footnote: beware if you intend to in- 
clude any mint Bolivian stamps as return postage. 
Inflation in Bolivia is rampant, as evidenced by 
the postage costs of Sr. Von Ancken's letter - a 
face value of $b 250,000 for an airmail reply to 
New Zealand. /Ed. note - $1 bills seem to work 
well here for just this reason.j

At the half hour there is financial 
news, followed by ten minutes of British news. There is also a few minutes of 
sports news towards the end of the program, as well as some spécial features.

The program that airs ai 1320 is an 
abbreviated version of the program that airs later in the day at 2220 and 0120.

1340-1345 Cooking- (B.R.T.). B.R.T.'s Franz Vossen gives the recipe for a number of 
Belgian delicacies and staple foods. Now ail recipes are Belgian, however. 
Some are sent in by listeners in other parts of the world. And not ail recipes are 
necessarily for food. One program featured as recipe for homemade beer. 
Frequency is 17.560//21.815. 

FR1DAY 

2220-2240 Sidewalk Rock- (Radio Yugoslavia). A pop music program featuring the 
popular music of third world countries such as Gabon, Cameroon, Kenya, or 
Brazil. Frequency is 9.660. Repeated at 0120 on 9.620. 

0345-0355 Bilingual Program- (Radio France International). One of the more innovalive 
ideas in shortwave, this program usually features two French popular songs, but 
the commentary belween and before the songs is in alternating French and 
English, The program also features "The Word Game" in which listeners are 
inviled to give the English équivalents of French expressions or vice versa, 
Those who get the correct answer win a Radio France International T-shirt. 
Frequency is 9.800. 

SATURDAY 

2330-2345 WhatWeSaid- (Radio Polonia). a review of Radio Polonia's commentary for 
thepastweek,includingtapedexcerptsfromeachéditorial. If you missitduring 
the week, you can always catch it here. Frequency is 7.270. 

0315-0400 This Week- (Radio Japan). A compendium of spécial features on life in Japan— 
such as winler festivals and bird-watching—each week including a number of 
standard features. "MakingTracks" reviews the pop music scene in Japan, and 
on the half-hour there is a summary of the most imponant Japanese news from 
the last week. Towards the end of the program there is also a round-up of stories 
from Japan's various préfectures, and a review of the upcoming events in the 
Japanese news scene for the coming week.

HOW TO GET A CHARGE OUT OF LIFE 

Last month we discussed rechargeable, or so called "Ni-Cad" batteries, 
and began the design of a universal charger to keep Ni-Cads well fed. 
We reviewed the formulas for calculating the necessary current 
limiting resistor value for a given charge rate, and learned how to 
calculate the safest charging rate for common sizes of Ni-Cads. A 
little more background is needed, though, before we finish our charger 
design. 

Ni-Cads have an internai résistance, wlrich is actually présent in ail 
batteries and cells. How does the résistance affect us? In two 
ways. First, we will have to supply slightly higher voltage to 
recharge the cells than they normally furnish. Second, we must 
carefully control the charging current, because current flowing 
through résistance produces heat, and too much heat can cause the 
cells to burst. 

AT LAST, SOMETHING PRACTICAL 

At long last we are ready to put our design on paper. Figure 1 shows 
a "bare bones" charger, suitable for slow or "trickle" charging a 
single cell or multiple cells. Use the formula from last month's 
Technical Topics to calculate the value of resistor RI. Remember, the 
charge current for several cells in sériés is the same for a single 
cell - provided of course that the cells are identical in size. Thls 
charger will recharge a dead cell in about 16 hours, but for reasons 
given later you should never allow a Ni-Cad to go completely dead. 
And remember, this charger should be disconnected when the cells are 
finished charging. Overcharging - even at a controlled rate - can 
harm cel 1 s. 

Figure 2 is a more elaborate charger, which features two charge rates 
- a trickle charge rate and a fast, or high charge rate. The high 
charge rate will recharge a cell in about 6 hours. This is great for 
times when you don't have ail night to recharge, but use the trickle 
rate whenever possible for greater battery life. Again, the value of 
resistor RI is found by using last month's formula. The value for R2, 
the high current limiting resistor, is calculated by the following; 

R2 Voltage of Battery / Charging Current 

Charging Current = Amp-Hour Rating x 0.5 

Diodes 04 and D5 are light emitting diodes, green for trickle charge 
and red for fast charge. Diodes D2 and D3 prevent the battery from 
forcing both the low and high charge LED's to light at the same time. 
The parts list for the remainder of the components of both chargers is 
shown below. If you cannot find the exact values, close ones will 
work fine. To the best of my knowledge, ail the parts can be obtained 
at Radio Shack or mail order parts houses, such as Mouser Electronics 
in Santee, Ca. 
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Charger Parts List 

Cl Electrolytic Capacitor, 1000 mfd. at 25 volts 
01,2,3 Silicon Diode, 1 amp at 25 volts PRV (1N4Û01 or similar) 
04 Light Emitting Diode, green (Just about any type) 
05 " " " red (Just about any type) 
El Fuse, 2 amps at 250 Volts (if you choose to omit this, please 

take out a life insurance policy & name me as benificiary) 
RI 1/2 watt résister (see text for value) 
R2 1/2 watt résister (see text for value) 
R3,4 1/2 watt resistor of sufficient value to allow LED's to glow 

moderately brightly (for a 12 volt charger this would be 
abou 470 ohms) 

T1 Transformer, to step line voltage down to charging voltage. 

The primary voltage should be 117VAC, and the secondary 
voltage should be about 10% higher than the total voltage 

of the cells you wish to charge. The transformer should be 
rated at 1 amp or higher. 

When you have finished the charger, hook its positive terminal to the 
battery's positive, and négative to négative. When the appropriate 
charging time has elapsed, disconnect the battery from the charger. 

WAR SURPLUS 

No thanks to certain politiciens, we haven't had a war recently, so 
war surplus stores are now simply called surplus stores, flany of 
these sel 1 affordable Ni-Cad cells and batteries. In addition, 
electronics magazines are full of ads for mail order firms selling 
these items. Although these are a good places to get normally 
expensive Ni-Cads, a few words of caution are in order. First, avoid 
batteries called "Gel Cells." These are excellent batteries, but 
require a completely différent charger, and are generally more 
expensive than Ni-Cads. Also beware of sealed Ni-Cad packs - they 
often corne in odd voltages and cannot be easily opened for 
modification. Finally, try to get Ni-Cads which have solder tabs 
already in place - unless they are standard sizes that will fit a 
common battery holder. Many commercial Ni-Cads are of odd sizes and 
have no solder tabs. They require si 1 ver solder and some ski 11 to 
connect to. 
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FIRST AID 

Sometlmes the cells you obtain are either defective or become 
defective because of various factors. It is common practice to leave 
a slight charge on a Ni-Cad while is sits in storage. If this is not 
done, or if a Ni-Cad is allowed to totally discharge, a curious thing 
happens. Not ail cells are exactly equal. Sooner or later, one goes 
dead first. When this happens, the other cells actually pour their 
voltage into the dead cell, charging it in reverse. When you try to 
recharge the entire string. the reverse cell prevents recharging. If 
this has occured, allow the string to discharge for several days into 
a slight load, like a light bulb. Then try recharging again. 

Shorted cells will not accept a charge, but will get very warm if you 
try to charge them. Your only solution here is to remove the cell 
from the string. Remember, each cell should measure about 1.2 volts. 
If a cell shows almost nothing, it is probably shorted, 

THANKS FOR THE tIEMORIES 

Maybe a popular theme song, but the bain of the Ni-Cad user. Ni-Cads 
behave best when they are periodically asked to work until they are 
rather low, then recharged. If always kept totally charged, they will 
not deliver their rated voltage as long as normal. If always 
discharged badly before being recharged, they will take longer to 
recharge than normal. Ail this is referred to as "memory," and is 
avoided by periodically cycling the batteries through discharging and 
then charging. By the way, do you know how to tell if a Ni-Cad is 
getting low in its charge? You can't! Carbon-Zinc batteries 
graduaily decrease in voltage as they drain. Ni-Cads, on the other 
hand, maintain almost a constant voltage, which drops suddenly Just 
before they go dead. Convenient, eh? The point is that it does no 
good to put a volt meter on Ni-Cads to détermine if they need 
charging. The best way is to make a mental note of how long they have 
been used since they were last charged. 

That's ail for this month. Good luck experimenting. I will be happy 
to answer your questions about recharging System, but remember to 
include an S.A.S.E.

a look at ttie members 

of NASWA 

My goodness, just when I finally gct 
myself oui of 18 inches of snow, 1 find lhat 
it's lime to meet another deadline! Such is 
the life of the FRENDX editor... 

This month wc hear from several 
members of NASWA, including legendary 
DX'cr Don Jensen, Dale Wagner from 
New Jersey, and finally Sheryl Pasz- 
kiewiez, our Log Report B editor. The 
response has been tremendous, and I urge 
you to keep writing (f don't want Bill 
Oliver to put me on the unemployment 
line, hihi!) 

Don Jensen 
I have been a DX'er since April 1947, 

when, at the âge of 11, 1 was introduced 
to the hobby by my father, a 1930's era 
"bootlcg" ham operator and longtime 
radio enlhusiast. Ile luned in 1ICJB on a 
then new and "powerful" M1DWEST 
all-band recciver. Some weeks later I

Curaçao (Netherland Antilles), Guade- 
loupe or Western Samoa. My one "mis- 
sing" verified country is the Soviet 
Union's Moldavian SSR. With the excep- 
tion of Bhutan and, probably, Tristan, the 
others are long off shorlwave. 

I am a newspaperman by occupation, a 
freelance magazine wriler since 1963. 1 
was formerly the editor of COMMUNIC- 
ATIONS WORLD magazine and have 
wrilten feature articles and regular 
columns for various radio magazines over 
the years, currently in POPULAR 
ELECTRONICS. Periodically 1 have had 
regular shortwave related features broad- 
cast on various DX programs around the 
world, currently "Don Jensen's Journal" 
bi-monthly on RCI's "SWL Digest." 1 am 
also a consulting editor to "PASSPORT 
TO WORLD BAND RADIO. " 

I joined NASWA, then known as 
NASA until another organization approp- 
riated that acronym, in 1963, approxim- 
ately a year and a half afler it's founding. 
Over the years, I have served on the club's 
board of directors and served in several 
éditorial capacities; currently a member of

In 1964, I founded and was 
the first executive secretary of 
the Association of North 
American Radio Clubs 
(ANARC) and was named it's 
first Man of the Year in 1966. 
Over the years I have held 
board positions in several 
other clubs, including ASWLC 
and the now-defunct Newark 
News Radio Club. Addi- 
tionally, in 1969 I founded a 
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shortwave newsletter known as Numéro 
Uao and, with Iwo co-editors, produced, 
as of this 20th year, more than 1,000 
consécutive weekly issues. 

I bave always enjoyed my association 
with NASWA, in it's 26th year, and I look 
forward to many more. 

Thank you, Don, for a very enligh- 
tening bio. Don is truly one of the greats 
in this hobby, and has done much towards 
it's improvement. Now, onto the East 
Coast, where we hear from; 

Dale Wagner 
Dale is a 32 year old, unmarried DX'er, 

who attended Stockton State Collège in 
New Jersey. Additionally, Dale earned his 
Ph.D. in astronomy from Case Western 
Reserve University in Cleveland. 

Currently he works at the Southern 
Jersey Institute of Technology, studying 
variable stars in the constellation of Cyg- 
nus. 

A shortwave listener for over five 
years, Dale got his start rather differently 
(and uniquely) from most of us. In his 
profession of astronomy, exact timing is 
needed - the stars are rather unforgiving, 1 
would say.

Last f a 11 , the NASWA Executive Cominittee, recognizing that Bill 
Oliver was being heavily overtaxed serving as Executive Director, 
editor, and publisher of FRSNDX, reorganized in an attempt to 
s t reamline the whole NASWA opération.

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A NATIONAL COMPETITION TO DESIGN 

A LOGO FOR THE 

NORTH AMERICAN SHORTWAVE ASSOCIATION 

(NASWA) 

HISTORY AND BACKGROUND: 

'"Phe work of many 19th century physicists and engineers culminated in the first transatlantic broad- 
cast of radio signais by G. Marconi and his associâtes on December 12,1901. It should be noied 

that these transmissions were wireless telegraphy (Morse Code signais) rather than voice or rausic 
transmissions. By the beginning of WWI, wireless telegraphy had raatured to be a very significant com- 
munications médium. However, broadcast radio, providing voice and music programraing to the 
général public, had to await further technological developments. The first commercial voice and music 
programming was broadcast by station KDKA in Pitlsburg, PA in 1922. Soon, "AM" or "médium wave" 
broadcast radio stations had sprung up from coast to coast in the United States, as well as around the 
world. 

At first, programming was quite amateurish. The real attraction to many radio listeners was in hear- 
ing as many radio satations from distant locations as they could. People began to keep lists of the sta- 
tions, states and — as broadcasting developed in the more widely heard shortwave frequencies ~ 
countries that they had received. They began to write to the distant stations, assisting the broadcasters 
by giving reports of signal strength, clarity, etc. Stations would often reply to these distant listeners of- 
ficially confirming the réceptions with commemorative letters or postal cards ~ called QSLs. By the 
late 1920's, this activity, this hobby, even had a name - it was called DXing. The letters DX came from 
an old telegraphers code for commonly used words. DX stood and stands for "distant." 

On the médium wave AM band, meanwhile, the radio networks developed. In the 1930's, NBC, CBS, 
etc. linked the individual stations of the United States, providing high quality and immensely popular 
listening enlertainment. As this happened, most Americans lost their early interest in merely listen- 
ing for distant stations. Since, for instance, network radio stations in Boston and Los Angeles carried 
the same programs, most families received their evening's entertainment from the loud local station. 

However, some radio enthusiasts, particularly on the international shortwave frequencies, continued 
to tune for distant signais. This hobby continues world-wide today, attracting thousands of persons. 

Today, DX is used both as a noun and a verb. If someone is attempting to hear very distant signais, 
they are said to be DXing. If distant signais are coming in, they are known as DX. 

Relatively few Americans are aware that English language programs from over 50 foreign countries 
are easily audible in Norlh America. Prominent examples of this kind of shortwave broadcaster are 
the Voice of America (VGA), British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) and Radio Moscow. In the 
Third World, many governments also choose to use shortwave radio for internai broadcasting, to 
provide information and entertainment to their widely dispersed citizens. Examples of countries with 
extensive internai shortwave Systems include Peru, Bolivia, Papua New Guinea, Indonesia and China. 

WHO LISTENS 

In many areas outside North America, shortwave broadcasting was the dominant communications form 
unlil the advent of wide-spread télévision. It remains the second most popular médium today in much 
of the world. In North America, shortwave radio is not well known as an entertainment médium. 
Regular listeners tend to be "aficionados" and/or hobbyists. Dr. Kim Andrew Elliot of the Voice of 
America surveyed a large number of purchasers of shortwave radios and found that they tended to have 
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far more éducation than the national average. In the study group, the professions were heavily repre- 
sented with lawyers, ministers, collège professors and engineers being the most represented. Hobbyists 
know, however, that interest in radio crosses ail Unes of class and society. A number of well known 
personalities are "DX'ers" or "SWL's" including the internationaUy acclaimed author James Michenet 
and the late Jaclde Gleason, There are both judges and convicted murderers involved in "the hobby.' 
Many people are quite technically inclined, but many others have no technical expertise whatsoever, 
AU âges, from the early teens to the early eighties, are represented in the SWBC (Shortwave Broad- 
cast) DX hobby in North America. The world of radio truly recognizes no boundaries. 

THE NORTH AMERICAN SHORTWAVE ASSOCIATION 

The North American Shortwave Association (NASWA) is an association of shortwave listener en- 
thusiasts. Although, as the name implies, the largest portions of these members résidé in North 
America, members are found on every continent. NASWA provides many services to its members in 
cluding publishing a monthly bulletin/magazine called FRENDX and a mid-monthly update newslet 
ter called DXtra. 

The North American Shortwave Association was tounded in 1961 in Newfoundland, Canada. Fairlj 
early in the history of the Association, headquarters was moved to Altoona, PA where Bill Edding: 
served NASWA for many years as Executive Director. After Mr. Eddings retired. Dan Ferguson 01 
Washington, D.C., Ed Shaw, the late Mac Leonhardt and Bill Oliver succeeded to the position of Ex 
ecutive Director. Recently, Mr. Oliver stepped down as Executive Director so that he could con 
centrale on his responsibilities as Publisher of FRENDX. R. Charles Rippel of Virginia Beach, V/ 
has now assumed leadership of NASWA as Executive Director. 

THE COMPETITION 

Entrants are asked to design a symbol or "logo" for the North American Shortwave Associatioi 
(NASWA). The Association is open to a wide range of design suggestions: 

1. The Logo may be a graphie design or it may simply be the letters "NASWA" or the word 
"North American Shortwave Association," or the subraission may combine some graphi 
symbol with eilher the letters "NASWA" or the full name of the organization. 

2. If a graphie symbol is designed, the Association will wish to use it both as a 'stand alone 
logo and in association with the letters "NASWA" and/or the full name of the Association 

3. If a graphie symbol is designed, it may represent "North America" or "radio" or both idea 
or neither. 

4. Since almost ail anticipated uses of the new logo are in offset prinled or photocopied média 
ail designs and ail submittals are limited to black and white présentations. 

5. The letters "DX" are not to be used in the logo, since there are a significant number o 
NASWA members who do not pursue distant réception. Rather, these members con 
centrale on the informational or entertainment value of the broadeasts. These people an 
referred to as "SWL's" (Short Wave Listeners) rather than "DX'ers". 

The Association anticipâtes using the Logo on letterhead, envelopes, business cards, newsletters, ad 
vertising and on a new line of souvenirs and "memorabilia". These memorabilia items include coffe 
cups, baseball caps, tee and sweat shirts, and windbreaker jackets. 

Entrants should note that the Compétition Jury will base a significant portion of its décision on th 
ease with which each submittal will reproduce. In général, this means that solid blacks and whites ar 
favored over "shades of gray" tones and that crisp Unes and edges are favored over fuzzy ones. 

The Association particularly admires the logos of the Ontario DX Association (ODXA) and the Danis 
Shortwave Clubs International (DSWCI). 
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COMPETITION ELIGIBILITY 

Anyone is eligible to enter this compétition. Entrants do not have to be NASWA members. Since 
Logo design is an élément of graphie arts often taught in high school and collège art classes, NASWA 
members are encouraged to inform art and design leachers of this opportunity for their studems. These 
pages of explanalion may be photocopied directly from FRENDX and distributed to any person or 
group interesled in entering the compétition. 

THE SUBMITTAL 

The submittal will be either drawn or permanently affixed to a single 11" x 17" piece of heavy cardboard 
or artist's illustration board. AU parts of the submittal except the entrant's identification will occur on 
the front of the board. Identification of the entrant, including name, mailing address and home phone 
number shall be written clearly on a piece of paper which is then sealed in a #10 business-sized en- 
velope and firmly taped to the back of the board. $3.00 shall be included in the envelope if the entrant 
wishes the drawings returned. AU designs submitted become the property of the North American 
Shortwave Association. 

The number and extent of the drawings used to illustrate the proposed design are to be determined by 
the designer. However, the Association suggests that the designer submit informai drawings illustrat- 
ing the application of the proposed logo to several of the items mentioned earlier in this document, as 
well as one formai, neatly presented, "caméra ready" version of the logo. This latter drawing would 
probably measure in the neighborhood of 6" x 6".

Designs may be developed at any time so long as the entries, in the stated format, are RECE1VED in 
Newport News by the deadline date.

IS of this stn is 8 opening bars of "Song of the dear 
leader Comrade Kim Jong II", same IS had been used by N. Korean clan- 
destine V o the Revolutionary Party for Reunification, former name of 
V o National Salvation from Jan. 1977 to Aug. 1985. ID of this stn is 
as "Pyongyang FM Pangsong imnida". It has been janmed by a carrier 
(no- modulated) on same frq since Feb. 1 1200UTC. 

N. Korea has been estimated to aaopt FM frq band of around 66-75MHz 
like USSR, actually Pyongyang B.S. has been heard on 72.59MHz. North 
Korean people can not listen to Pyongyang FM B.S. using 105.2 and 92.5 
MHz, therefore this new FM stn is suspected to be with tingle of 
propagande for S. Korea. Its bc consists of Korean music and classi- 
cal music and radio drama. The classical music has been not bc from 
N. Korean radio stns since 1950,s. [cf. S. Korean FM band: 88-108MHz]
