One bright spot on the Radio Australia program line-up is "Talkback" 
and, better yet, helping out with that production from time to time 
is Geoff Cosier, Australian DXer extraordinaire. On a recent program 
Geoff tackled the subject of clandestine broadcasting and Kampuchea 
and he kindly provided a transcription of that program for uss

(The following is copyrighted and cannot be reprinted without the consent 
of Geoff Cosier or Radio Australia)

Broadcasting in and to Kampuchea is as much stricken with complexity 
and confusion as in any country in the world. This is due to the war, 
and consequent changes in government there in recent times. To make any 
sense of the 4 stations I'm going to focus on, a run-down of political 
activity in the country is quite necessary. Not to mentionthe fact 
that this country bordered by Thailand, Laos and Vietnam, is known by 
3 names: Khmer Republic, Cambodia and Kampuchea. In fact, the official 
name of the country is Democratic Kampuchea, but was known as Cambodia 
under the rule of Prince Norodom Sihanouk. The name Khmer Republic 
comes from the ancient Khmer Empire, of which the current country was 
the center. Since the 1800's, Cambodia was a French protectorate, and 
part of the Union of Indo-China until 1953. when it eventually achieved 
full independence. Sihanouk, a king under the French, abdicated to fill 
a more active political role as premier, then the country's first chief 
of state. In March 1970 whilst out of the country, he was overthrown in 
a pro-western coup led by Lt. General Lon Nol. Lon Nol's government was 
in turn overthrown in 1975 by the communist Chinese backed Khmer Rouge, 
led by the infamous Pol Pot who later attempted mass genocide in the 
country, killing millions. In 1976 a new constitution went into effect 
and the state took its new name, Democratic Kampuchea, with Pol Pot as 
leader. But in 1978, Vietnamese forces crossed into Kampuchea, and by 
1979 the capital of Phnom Penh had fallen. Pol Pot's government was 
replaced by the Hanoi-backed People's Revolutionary Council of Cambodia, 
led by Heng Samrin.

But whilst this government may be the official one within Kampuchea, 
there is also a most interesting self-claimed coalition government in 
exile! This is a group of the 3 anti-Vietnamese factions fighting there

at present: the communist Khmer Rouges the nori-communist Khmer People's 
National Liberation Front (KPNLF - also called Khmer Serika) led by 
Son Sann: and Prince Sihanouk's National Union Front for an Independent, 
Neutral, Peaceful and Cooperative Cambodia (FUNCINPEC).

The official radio of Kampuchea is the state-run Voice of the 
People of Kampuchea which operates from Phnom Penh. On shortwave and 
medium wave, it operates a home service in Kampuchean, and is easiest 
heard on 6090 kHz to sign-off at 14-00 UTC (14-30 on Sundays). VOPK also 
operates a foreign service in English, French, Thai, Lao and Vietnamese 
from 0000-0115 and again 1200-1315 UTC on two frequencies: 9695 and 
11938 kHz. Note that in recent months, the 9695 kHz channel has been 
observed occasionally taking the home service instead of the foreign 
service. Whilst this station operates with seemingly modest power, 
the 11938 kHz channel is sometimes quite good, due to the split 
frequency.

There are 3 clandestine broadcasters directing to Kampuchea. The 
easiest of these to hear is the Khmer Rouge station "Voice of Democratic 
Kampuchea" which broadcasts via means of Radio Beijing facilities. The 
current schedule for them is:

2330-0030 on 8345, 9530 and 11685 kHz 
0400-0600 on 11725 and 15400 kHz 
0900-1000 on 11870 and 15115 kHz 
1300-1400 on 11675 and 15300 kHz

Of course, all transmissions are in Kampuchean.

There is a station run by the Khmer Rouge's army calling itself 
the "Voice of the National Army of Democratic Kampuchea" which is also 
heard on shortwave only, on out-of-band 5200 kHz. This station transmits 
from 1000-1300 UTC in Kampuchean, 1330-1400 sign-off in Vietnamese, and 
again from 2230-2300 in Vietnamese, and 2300-0000 UTC in Kampuchean. 
There is very little known about this station apart from the fact that 
"National Army" of Democratic Kampuchea means nothing but the Pol Pot 
Army, rather than the Vietnamese occupational forces as would be guessed! 
The Khmer Rouge army was "Revolutionary Army" when they held power in 
Phnom Penh, but their title changed after being ousted from power.

The third clandestine station also has very little known about it, 
and at this time hasn't been heard outside South-East Asia. This is the 
"Voice of the Khmers" which is operated jointly by the previously-mentioned 
KPNLF and FUNCINPEC. Each faction has airtime on their 5 kW transmitter 
hidden somewhere near the Thai-Kampuchean border. It is unclear if this 
is the same transmitter that was being used by these two groups a while ago 
on 800 kHz medium wave. If it is in fact on shortwave, 5 kW of power 
should get them out worldwide.

So, the official Voice of the People of Democratic Kampuchea, the 
two Khmer Rouge stations, and the Voice of the Khmers all make quite an 
interesting potpourri of radio politics in S.E.Asia. Maybe not too many 
DXers can actually tune-in and understand what is being said, but I 
think you'll agree it is most rewarding to follow political situations 
like this. After all, these groups find radio a prime vehicle for their 
messages.

WINB-Red Lion, Pennsylvania
by Marlin Field, 128 Oak Street, Hillsdale, MI 4924-2

WINB began transmitting on the shortwave bands in October of 1962 as. 
a privatly owned, commercial shortwave station. At its beginning, 
WINB was owned by the late Reverend John M. Norris, and is presently 
owned and operated by World International Broadcasters, Inc.

From its beginning to the present, WINB has been used mainly by 
religious broadcasters who purchase time to broadcast programs as a 
missionary outreach.

WINB is located 1-1/2 miles east of Red Lion, 
Pennsylvania where the transmitter has an •I 
output power of 50 Kw using a single triode W®il» BmoasTE.s
tube in the first amplifier. The antennas, “= —
consisting of two three-wire curtain 1—.^5*5:7'**”*"
rhombics, are terminated by four-wire stain­
less steel, resistive dissipation lines 
and are fed by open-wire transmission lines.

The antenna for North Africa and Southern Europe has a bearing of 062° 
and the antenna for South American coverage has a bearing of 160 .

The station now operates on three frequencies: 15145 kHz, 15185 kHz 
and 17730 kHz. Language used is almost exclusively English. One may, 
however, hear one program in Spanish, one in Portuguese, one in Latin, 
and two in Russian. (From information furnished by WINB)

Seventy Years of Broadcasting in Belgium
by Richard E. Wood

March 28, 1984, was a day that went without fanfare in Belgium.
But some Belgians conscious of their 20th-century history paused 
and took stock since that day marked the 70th anniversary of broad­
casting in their ethnically divided, officially trilingual country.

Though its existence as an independent country dates back only 
to 1830, a fairly recent date by West European standards, Belgium has 
been a pioneer in many fields of modernization and technology. Many 
scholars of the history of science and technology say that Belgium was 
second only to Great Britain in launching the Industrial Revolution.

There is no philosophical or terminological agreement on what 
constitutes a "broadcasting station", or a "broadcasting corporation" 
of the European type. So, it is difficult to answer the question as 
to whether the broadcast originating at Laeken Palace, Brussels, on 
March 28, 191^, was or was not the first transmission by a radio broad­
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BELGIUM (cont'd)

casting station in Europe, or the beginning of the phenomenon of 
national, state-chartered broadcasting corporations typified by 
Britain's BBC. But March 28, 1914, was the strikingly early date of 
a broadcast concert from the park-ringed royal residence of Laeken. 
It began with some Morse Code signals, and then the spoken words of 
announcer Joseph Longé: "Un, deux,_trois, quatre..., dix. Allo, allo. 
Poste radiotélegraphique et,radiotéléphonique, près de Bruxelles. 
Messieurs les amateurs de télégraphie,sans fil, nous allons vous faire 
entendre un concert dédié à Sa Majesté la Reine Elisabeth..." The 
first,selection was the aria from "Tosca" sung by a vocalist whose 
name is unintelligible in the primitive recording which survives.

The success of this first broadcast was such that it was decided 
to transmit a concert each Saturday evening, still from the royal 
palace. The broadcasts could be heard over a 65-km. radius in the 
flat Brabant countryside. But 1914 was a fateful year. "Gallant little 
Belgium" was the first victim of the German war machine, and as the 
forces of Kaiser Wilhelm reached the gates of Brussels, King Leopold 
ordered that the transmitter be blown up. Belgium was raped and ravaged, 
trench warfare raged in the fields of Flanders, and its postwar 
recovery, with generous American aid, was slow. Finally, on November 24, 
1923, Brussels came back on the airj under the name,of Radio-Belgique, 
an initiative of the private Société belge de radioélectricité (SBR), 
the first Belgian company to manufacture radio sets. The first station 
was nothing fancy, just a single story house on Rue Stassart near the 
Porte de Namur. The first broadcast consisted only of live music. 
1924 saw a daily fifteen-minute "radio-journal" or newscast, and the 
station went commercial, selling time to political and religious 
organizations. Radio-Belgique was a French-only station. Its leading 
personality was Théo Fleischmann, known as "the father of broadcast 
journalism in Belgium." In the mid-1930s, he did live reports from 
such events as the funerals of King Albert and of the tragic young 
Queen Astrid, whose death in an automobile accident plunged not only 
Belgium, but much of Europe, into an agony of mourning and social despair 
comparable only to the reaction thirty years later to the assassination 
of John F. Kennedy.

As is obvious from the language choice of the first Belgian 
broadcasters, Belgium was at that time dominated by its French speakers, 
even though Flemings have always been a numerical majority in the 
ettaically troubled country. In 1928, a group of Flemish listeners 
tried to unite into a Vlaamse Radio Vereniging (Flemish Radio Association), 
but the project failed. Like their Dutch-speaking cousins to the north, 
the Flemings were divided along religious and party lines. Thus, the 
Catholics had their Katholieke Vlaamse Radio Omroep (KVRO), the 
Socialists had their own Socialistische Radio Omroep voor Vlaanderen 
(pronounced Sarov in a perhaps-not-coincidentally Russian-sounding 
acronym), the Liberals their Liberale Radio Omroep (Libradio) and the 
Flemish Nationalists their Vlaamse Nationale Radio Vereniging (Flemish 
National Radio Association). All these were private bodies dependent on 
contributions and advertising. The Flemings were divided and provincial_  
the VRV was headquartered in Antwerp: whereas the French-speakers were 
united and firmly based in Brussels.

CENTRALIZED BROADCASTING

The Belgian government viewed with concern the rise of broadcasting 
and the ups and downs of private, sectional broadcasting organizations. 
When Radio-Belgique ran into financial difficulties in 1930, the Brussels 
administration acted. By a large majority, parliament voted to establish 
the INR (Institut national beige de radiodiffusion), also known as NIR 
after its Dutch-language initials. It was charged with the production 
of radio broadcasts, including newscasts, which must be totally impartial 
—perhaps an impossible task in an ethnically, linguistically and 
politically divided country. The country's newspapers did not look kindly 
on this new competition, funded by public revenues.

How was impartiality to be achieved? There were to be two sections, 
French and Flemish, but only one administrative council. The latter was 
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BELGIUM (cont'd)

to be made up of three Catholics, three Liberals and three Socialists, 
and these nine posts also had to be divided as follows: three Flemings, 
three Walloons and the three Bruxellois. This is a perfect illustration 
of the political balancing acts at which Belgium is a past master. 
Especially at that time, Flemings tended to be Catholics and Walloons 
tended to be Socialists. It was not always easy to find someone who fit 
the necessary ethnic and political requirements and also had the time 
and talents to serve on the Council.

The INR-NIR had a total of 68 employees in its initial stages, not 
counting the players and conductors of its in-house orchestras. Its 
first.program was broadcast on February 1, 1931, from 5 to 10 p.m. 
The different sectional associations were not abolished—the Institute 
had to relinquish twelve of its 35 weekly hours on the air to them. 
The associations continued to appeal for private contributions. Just 
before World War II, the INR moved into its new buildings on Eugène 
Flagey Square in Ixelles, South Brussels, remaining there till the 
mid-1960s.

As war broke out, local transmitters in Belgium had their licenses 
canceled, and the INR itself ceased transmission. In 1942, the govern­
ment in exile in London announced the creation of the Office de 
radiodiffusion nationale belge (ONRB, or BNRO in Dutch), broadcasting 
to Belgium via the BBC. At the same time, a station which was destined 
to become world-famous went on the air from Leopoldville, capital of the 
Belgian Congo, transmitting on shortwaves back to the occupied mother 
country and to Belgian exiles, and using the call letters OTC. 
They continued on the air until the eve of the independence of the Congo, 
so that Belgium was in the unique position of being represented world­
wide in broadcasting by a station in its major colony, rather than in 
the mother country. Shortwave transmissions directly from Belgium 
began only when the loss of the Congo, now Zaire, was on the horizon.

By contrast with, for example, the Voice of America, but similarly 
to the major missions of the shortwave stations in Canada, Switzerland, 
Norway and several other Western countries, the principal task of Belgian 
shortwave broadcasting is to serve Belgian citizens abroad. These fall 
into a.number of.groups: sailors, development personnel working chiefly 
in Africa, especially in the former Belgian possessions of Zaire, Burundi 
and Rwanda, missionaries and religious personnel (overwhelmingly Roman 
Catholic) and to a lesser extent Belgian emigrants and settlers in 
such countries as the U.S., Canada and Australia. There are also Belgian 
businessmen overseas, representing such Belgian-based firms as Agfa- 
Gevaert. Paradoxically, since Brussels is frequently called "the capital 
of Europe",.and more European political organizations are headquartered 
there than in any other European city, the emphasis is on broadcasting 
to the non-European, overseas world. This is, of course, a historic 
phenomenon resulting from the early OTC years. However, coverage of at 
least the peripheral European countries is increasing, first, with Spain 
and Portugal, where many Belgians go on vacation or settle for retirement, 
but more recently, with the carrying of broadcasts in English on 1503 kHz 
medium wave, intended mainly for the British Isles, in parallel with 
shortwave.

After World War II, the INR-NIR returned, but the private, commercial 
broadcasting associations did not have their licenses renewed. Broad­
casting _became a state monopoly, and the people lost their favorite 
commercial programs. Some variety was provided by the establishment of 
a second network in the two main national languages, but theirs was a 
regional task: to develop the culture of the different provinces. The 
task of RTB-2 and BRT-2 is changing nowadays, however, when these state­
run networks are faced with enormous competition from a plethora of 
Free Radios which have sprung up since the alte 1970s. RTB-2 and BRT-2 
are being forced to appeal to younger audiences। they are turning into 
pop music channels. The post WWII years saw enormous growth in the INR-NIR, 
including schools broadcasting, and local broadcasts for the third 

language group, German speakers who live in the eastern cantons 
of the province of Liège. The German speakers, being part of the Walloon 
province of Liege, are the responsibility of the French network, which is 
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BELGIUM (cont'd)

now the RTBF, not the Flemish BRT (although German and Dutch are, of 
course, linguistically much closer than German and French). Incidentally, 
you can hear the daily German newscast from the RTBF relayed on shortwave 
at 1130-1145 UTC on 17675 kHz. With fifteen minutes daily in German on 
shortwave, RTBF must be the samllest German-speaking station currently 
on shortwaves.

In i960, as Flemings and Francophones moved further apart, the old 
INR-NIR was split into Radio-Télévision Belge (RTB, which in 1972 became 
RTBF, emphasizing its Frenchness) and the Belgische Radio en Televisie 
(BRT), two separate broadcasting boards each with their own autonomous 
administrative council and management. The Belgian government no longer 
retained any powers to interference in the internal affairs of the two 
broadcasters, there is no official censorship. Officially, the BRT and 
RTBF journalists are nonpartisan and strive to be objective. But there 
have been many complaints of partisanship, and in response to this, 
the two stations have gone right back to the system of the 1930s—once 
again, they provide air slots to political parties, trade unions, 
employers' groups and other bodies, to use as they see fit.

In the mid-1970s, "Free Radios" galore took to the air. Anyone with 
money to build a transmitter started broadcasting, and in a tiny country, 
further divided by two language borders, chaos reigned. The government 
stepped in and regulated the free radios, requiring, not precisely a 
license, but a formal application before taking the air, and it also 
regulates their power and coverage area. Also, the free radios are not 
permitted to carry advertising—this is about the only difference from 
the early days of broadcasting in Belgium. All in all, we can say that 
there is nothing new under the Belgian sun; in seventy years, broadcasting 
in Belgium has come full circle.

EUROPE 1958-76

This book first came to my attention about six years ago. Unfortunate­
ly, it has taken me six years to obtain a copy. The publisher's agent in North 
America reports that it is out of print, but I had no trouble obtaining a copy 
directly from England.

As the title implies, Broadcasting From the High Seas deals with the 
history of offshore radio. It concentrates mainly on the three year period begin­
ning at Easter 1964 when the first of the pirates, Radio Caroline, aHpeared off the 
coast of England to broadcast pop music and light entertainment to audiences fed 
up with BBC programming. Radio Caroline was soon followed by a number of oth­
er stations, operating not only from ships but also abandoned war works in the 
Thames Estuary and other locations off the coast of England. The stations were 
not only welcomed by listeners but also by advertisers desiring an outlet in which 
they could promote their goods.

The book traces various inter-station rivalries, which, for Radio City, 
ended with the murder of its owner. Such hi-jinks were not to be a’lowed to con­
tinue. The British Government in 1967 enacted the Marine Broadcasting Offences 
Act which had the effect of putting all the broadcasters, with the exception of 
Radio Caroline, off the air.

Brief mention is made of other stations which operated: the stations off 
the coast of Scandanavia in 1958, which appeared to be the first floating radio sta­
tions in Europe. The book also makes passing reference to the Voice of Peace (still 
on the air off the coast of Israel, and reported heard in North America on short 
wave) and New Zealand’s Radio Hauraki.

Quite in-depth coverage is given to a second set of stations: those 
which operated off the coast of Holland from 1960 until they were put off the air in 
1974. The information here is no less fascinating than that given in the section on 
the British stations. And, like their British counterparts, Dutch inter-station 
rivalry sometimes got a little strong. The bombing of the Radio Nordsee Interna­
tional ship, the Mebo II, by rival Radio Veronica, for example. The author also 
provides background material on the jamming of Radio Nordsee International by 
the British government during the General Election of 1970.

For the individual interested in offshore radio, or indeed unofficial 
radio broadcasting in general, this work would be a good addition to the library. 
It is quite easy to read, and I found it fascinating reading. It is also well-illus­
trated, including a photograph or two of raiding parties descending on rivals. 
The price is not unreasonable, either.

Broadcasting from the High Seas is not without fault. First of all, it is 
not a complete history of European offshore broadcasting as the title might imply. 
It does not, for example, give more than passing reference to the Swedish off­
shore stations which predated Radio Caroline by six years. Secondly, the book is 
now eight years old, and out-of-date. These shortcomings are fairly minor to 
somebody interested in an area which very little has been written and published, 
and what has been published is now out of print. For example, I am aware of a 
work entitled Radio on A Shoestring, which is about New Zealand's Radio Hauraki. 
It, unfortunately, seems to be out of print.
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Considering this past year has seen the return of Radio Caroline to the 
air after a sinking some four years ago, a more recent chronicle would be appreci­
ated. Some will recall the broadcasts on 6206 Khz which were presumed to come 
from the Mebo II about six years ago. The pirates may not have the high profile 
they once had, but they are certainly still around. Further more, if rumours are 
true, it looks as if there will be another radio ship off the shores of England later 
this year.

Shortwave Radios

Here and There
by Sam Alcom

AU »i a young boy, I reached out beyond the confines of 
my drab New Jersey town to exotic Africa, Asia) Europe and 
South America with the help of a shortwave radio. From a little 
corner of my room, I could descend on any part of the earth.

I’ve since been to a few of those far-off places, and I soil 
tinker with a shortwave radio, mainly to fill the long gaps 
between trips. For a travel junkie like me, a shortwave radio 
helps the time between trips go a bale faster

For the uninitiated, there's more on the radio dial than just 
AM and FM. A whole world is at your disposal by way of 
shortwave. Any armchair traveler can twist a dial and land in 
London. The British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC) will let 
you hear Big Ben toiling on the hour, world and local news, 
concerts, interviews and maybe a sneak preview of what's on the 
London stage.

Depending on your mood, you might drop in on Quito, high 
in the Andes Mountains, or you might visit tiny Belize in the 
steamy jungles of Central America.

Then you might shoot back across the Atlantic Ocean to West 
Germany or Czechoslovakia. Maybe you’ll see what’s doing in 
Egypt or Israel before sitting back in the comfort of your home 
for an evening of Russian folk music from Moscow.

My smyhair travels have taken me to some out-of-the-way 
places: Uganda for Soul Train in Kampala; Iran during the 
early days of the hostage crisis; little-known Albania, the maver­
ick communist nation few travelers ever see, and Grenada long 
before the Caribbean island nation became front-page news.

Outside the United States, the shortwave radio is part of daily 
life. The BBC. for example, boasts a worldwide audience of 100 
million But in this country, radio hobbyists make up the bulk of 
the shortwave listening public. That's a shame, because 
shortwave radio has so much to offer, especially for the home­
bound traveler.

Many stations, like Swiss Radio International and Spanish 
Foreign Radio, offer first-rate travel programs highlighting the 
history and beauty of their respective countries. That trip you 
arc fanning to Israel, for example, might be sometime off, but 
Koi Israel will give you a front-row-seat tour now of the Jeru­
salem City Museum and the archaeological digs in the city's old 
quarter.

language is no barrier. Dozens of broadcasts are in English, 
and some sutions even offer language lessons. including Ger­
man, Spanish and Chinese.

Most important is that shortwave radio picks up where tour 
books and brochures leave off. Shortwave can transport you 
across time zones, oceans, mountains and continents with a turn 
of a knob. It presents an up-to-date sound snapshot of a

region's politics, culture and music. Listening to the call to 
Mecca, the high-stepping patriotic music of Cuba or the revolu­
tionary slogans from Nicaragua gives you a unique and rare 
glimpse of a country.

Some travelers take their shortwave receivers on vacation. 
Thanks to the Voice of America and American Armed Forces 
Radio, you are never more than a twist of the dial away from the 
news back home.

New technology is making cheaper and easier-to-use radios 
available. One travel radio is no bigger than a pack of cigarettes, 
and many manufacturers are using digital frequency readout to 
take the guesswork out of tuning in a station.

Learning when and where to tune is simple enough. A gen­
eral rule of thumb is to tune sutions in the 40, 31 and 25 meter 
bands in the early and Late evening hours. Sutions in the 19, 16 
and 13 meter bands are best heard during daylight hours. 
There's plenty to hear around the dock. The trick ts to tune 
slowly, because the same stretch of the AM radio band that 
yields five sutions might bring in 25 broadcasters on the 
shortwave band.

Of course, it helps to have a guide. The bible of shortwave 
listening is the World Rodto-TV Handbook, published and 
updated annually. It can be ordered at most bookstores or 
directly from Gilfer Associates, Box 239, Park Ridge, NJ 
07656.

Joining a dub may also help. There are dozens in North 
America, one being the North American Short Wave Associa­
tion. A $16 membership fee brings you a monthly magazine 
chock full of listening tips and updates on what's being heard 
around the dial. For more information, write 45 Wildflower 
Road. Levittown. PA 19057.

You can even get a souvenir of your “travels." Sending a let­
ter, noting the day, time, frequency and a few program details, 
will bring you a QSL, a postcard like verification that you heard 
a specific sution. Some sutions give their addresses over the air, 
or you can check the World Rodso-TV Handbook Return postage, 
by way of an International Reply Coupon, is suggested.

My favorite QSL is from the Voice of Turkey. Among the 
technical jargon is a Turkish proverb: The Turkish humorist 
Nasrettin Hoca was asked what they do with the moon when it 
gets old. He said they cut it up into little pieces and make stars.

On a dear night, when I look at the moon, I can't help but 
think of Turkey. 1 may not have been there in person, but I’ve 
been there by radio. O

User Notes: loom IC-R70

Some members have expressed difficulty in understanding the operation of the 
IC-R70’s PBT (VBT) and notch controls, while others seek to improve upon their 
DXing techniques using this receiver. This month we feature operation of the 
R70 as described by some well-known users:

Steve Reinstein - my R70 is still unmodified, although I do plan to upgrade the stock 
ceramic SSB filter with the FL 44 filter. I prefer ECSS operation for serious DXing, 
but I try to use USB primarily, even though it requires use of the function button 
in sequence with the SSB button on frequencies under 10 mHz. The audio in LSB, on 

my R70, seems less clear and inferior to the audio when in USB. Perhaps this is the 
fault of the cheap ceramic filter?

My own normal routine is to begin tuning slowly in USB, at the low range of whatever . 
band I’m monitoring. I slowly tune upward in the 100 Hz position, with the PBT (VBT) 
set at 1 o’clock and the notch off. When I come to an unfamiliar carrier, I change to 
the 10 Hz position and make certain I’ve got the correct frequency zero-beat. Slight 
PBT adjustment may be necessary, depending upon interference. If there is too much 
interference in USB, I switch to LSB, re tune the main tuning dial to accommodate the 
frequency offset, and change the PBT to 11 o’clock. I find the notch filter can be 
of great help at certain times, especially with unwanted heterodyne whistles. I don’t 
advise DXing with the notch on all the time, you may actually be notching out a signal 
that you’re trying to hear! Notch settings vary greatly, depending upon the particular 
conditions. When using the notch, I would advise turning the knob very slowly, so as 
not to go past the proper setting.

Chuck Bolland - all the modifications on my R70 were done by me. I have the AM narrow 
modification using the dial lock as my switch , rather than the FM switch as used 
by EEB. Instead of the FL 44 crystal filter, I have the MF 455 mechanical filter, 
which I modified. I have compared my radio with one that had the FL 44 and found 
hardly any difference in quality. The price for the MF 455 is $ 25 plus postage from 
loom. I have two other modifications which came from the International Radio Inc. 
newsletters for loom, 364 Kilpatric Ave., Port St. Lucie, FL 33452. I find this news­
letter very informative and suggest that all ICOM owners subscribe. I think it is $9 
per year.

I prefer to use the AM narrow when scanning the bands. I find that if I turn back 
the RF gain to about 2 o’clock and switch the AGC to off, I’ll not get much overload 
between stations. (Have you noticed the increased signal strength in AM compared to 
SSB? I think this is due to the 455 filters) When I find a station, I’ll use the PBT 
and the ideal setting seems to be at 1 O’clock. However, I also find that I can tune 
off the frequency with the main tuning dial and back tune with the PBT, often times 
pulling in an otherwise unreadable station.

I use the notch for ”hets” and TTY signals and only in SSB. When I’m tuning in SSB 
or ECSS, I use a set procedure. If I am tuning up the band (4755-4999), I use USB. 
If I am tuning down the band (4999-4755)» I use LSB. I find this easier to tune into 
the center of a signal without going backwards, after I find the carrier.

Terry L. Krueger - I’ve been very pleased with my R70 since obtaining it if years ago. 
I really have never developed any particular technique in using the PBT (VBT) and notch 
tuning. I’m the type that just "twiddles-till-it-sounds-right-hi!" On 60 meters I do 
most of what I’d consider ”thresh-hold" Latin American DX in the ECSSB mode. Having 
operated several others’ R70’s I’ve concluded that there are variations with in each 
receiver, thus it’s really hard to designate exact tuning increments or steps. My 

R70 is unmodified. I’m told that the FL 44 filter is really quite an improvement, but 
I ¿ust never could fork out the seemingly high charge for its’ installation, not part 
with the receiver for a couple of weeks for that matter!
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I just never could fork out the seemingly high charge for its* installation, nor 
part with the receiver for a couple of weeks for that matter! I did add an external 
speaker, a President 711SX (designed for CB use) that plugs directly into the external 
jack for greatly improved audio. I recently had the opportunity to test the new R71A  
and my feelings were mixed. The 32 channels and scan were nice, but the elimination 
of the lo Hz tuning rate and RIT make SSB tuning a bit slower, and the lack of 
notching in AM is sorely missed. I also didn’t like the two-position narrow/wide 
filter- - neither did audio justice compounded by the speaker being top-mounted. I’m 
convinced that ICOM left some of these features off so as to creat a market for yet 
another upgraded version. One strange problem experienced with my R70 ( and at least 
two others I know) was a brief apparent AGO short, causing the audio to drop out.
I wrote to ICOM, but the techs said they hadn’t experienced this problem. To date, 

it’s only happened once on my set though.

Jim Herkimer - my R70 is equipped with the FL 44 SSB filter and has been modified to 
allow use of the narrower SSB filter for AM reception. I prefer ECSS, more specifically 

LSB, for most of my DXing. My normal routine is to tune the desired station’s frequency 
One kHz higher, to produce a beat note, and then I adjust the PBT and notch for best 

clarity. This usually corresponds to the notch control set at one o’clock, and the
PBT at 11 o’clock. Then I retune the main tuning dial to the correct frequency, 
zero-beating with the dial in the 10 Hz position, fine-tuning when necessary with the 
RIT control. Finalizing the PBT and notch usually requires very slight re-adjustment 
from these settings.

If this does not prove satisfactory, then I switch to AM, and set the main tuning 
dial one kHz higher, with the PBT and notch both set at 1 o’clock, or 1 kHz lower with 
the PBT and notch both set at 11 o'clock. These are the settings that work best for 
me.

Bob Wilkner - My R70 has the FL 44 filter installed with a provision for use 
of this filter in AM. I use ECSS for locating the carriers of weak signals 
and then use ECSS, usually in the USB mode or Am narrow for the log. I only 
use the notch filter to remove hets or other interference. I also tune the 
PBT and the AF gain at the same time attempting to struke a proper balance. 
I have found the USB, at least on the four sets that I have operated, to be 
superior to the LSB. The notch filter together with the PBT in ECSS can take 
out most hets and interference. In AM narrow I like to experiment with the AGC 
turned off.

I have found an antenna tuner, in this case a YAESU FRT-7700, to be useful 
when using a longwire antenna.

Opelikan Plans 
1 st Shortwave 
Stereo Station

OPELIKA, Ala — An Opelika 
man plans to begin operating the 
world's first stereo shortwave 
radio station here in January and 
he hopes to reach 2 billion people 
around the globe

H. Dickson Norman, a former 
radio disc jockey, has been granted 
an FCC license for a station which 
he says will give the world a taste 
of what it’s like “to live in the 
greatest state and greatest region 
of America.”

The station will have the call let­
ters NDXE (for In Dixie) and is 
the first of its kind licensed by the 
federal government. Only one 
other international shortwave sta­
tion is in the United States. In New 
Orleans, La., but it does not broad 
cast in stereo.

Norman said Thursday the multi­
million dollar project is backed by 
IoqiI, state and national investors 
and will be supported through ad­
vertising. Norman refused to give 
any details of his backers, but said 
they include New York bankers 
and national advertisers. The 
transmitting facilities will be out­
side of Opelika and the station and 
offices will be downtown.

The license for the station is cur­
rently in Norman's name but will 
be transfered to World Service 
Broadcasting, Inc., a corporation 
founded with Norman as a princi­
pal stockholder Stock will be of­
fered for public sale later, Norman 
said.

Under the license, the station can 
transmit up to 100 program-hours 
grams a day using several trans­
mitters. Although he will broadcast 
in English only, he said he feels 
music is an international language. 
Norman said one transmitter will 
be used initially but the station will 
later expand.

Norman said the potential audi­
ence is 2 billion people in the U.S.. 
Canada, Soviet Union, Mexico, 
South America and Japan

Programs will run 30 minutes to 
one hour. Norman hopes to sched 
ule everything from country music 
to food programs from Auburn Uni 
versity. College football games will 
be broadcast, along with talk 
shows and "just anything the peo­
ple want,” Norman said.

A high priority will be road 
races, he said, including Sebring, 
Daytona and Talledega 500s and 
the Miami Grand Prix. The station 
also is negotiating with Ted Turner 
in Atlanta to rebroadcast news 
from Cable News Network.

Norman said during construc­
tion. about 30 local people will be 
hired. When in operation, the sta 
tion will need about 30 people “but 
there is the potential for several 
hundred people to be hired.” Nor­
man s^id.

Support for the station has been 
strong and members of Alabama’s 
congressional celegation worked 
hard. Norman said, to see the li­
cense granted. Tuskegee Mayor 
Johnny Ford also sought support 
from President Ronald Reagan, 
said Norman.
“This thing can yield tremendous 

fruits for all the people of Alabama 
and this region." Norman said
“Imagine people from all over 

the world tuning in to hear how 
great Alabama and Opelika is. It's 
a tremendous boost for tourism 
and industry in our area.”

Norman is a former radio disc 
jockey for station WJHO in Ope 
lika. He said the late J. Herbert 
Orr, founder of WJHO. gave him 
the idea for the new station and 
worked closely with him on the 
project until his death a few 
months ago.

Earlier reports on this sta­
tion appeared several months 
ago on WORLD OF RADIO, MEDIA 
NETWORK, and in RIB. Note

All Byel. ex­
cept 1721-1727 when M in SP with a few words occasionally by M in Byel. Nothing heard on 
scheduled // freqs 11735 and 11820. (Craighead, KS)
VENEZUELA Presumed Observatorio Naval Cagigal, 5000, at 0403-0446 on 7-12, with tone on 
minute and pulse each second except 30, as on 6100. Time anncmt at 52 sec same as 6100, and 
sounds like same voice but without mention of "Observatorio Naval Cagigal, Caracas, Venez­
uela." Instead, time is preceded by six syllables which neither I nor a friend from Mexico 
could understand. At the same time 6100 was carrying its usual complete ID every minute. At

Heard here Saturday till 0230+ with 
a relay of a meeting in the town school with children performing, speaking at the 
mike, etc.
