ANARC
This year's annual ANARC gathering

was held in conjunction with the Monitoring
Times Convention, Oct 4-6, in Knoxville,
Tenn. NASWA was represented at the con-
vention by Ed Mauger, Fred Kohlbrenner,
andAlan Johnson. They hungup our blueand
white banner, passed out sample Journals,
signed up some new members, and had a
goodtime meetingall the SWLs who stopped
by tosay hello. Interim coordinator, Sheldon
Harvey, had notified the 15 ANARC clubs
many months ago about the convention and
arranged for table space in the exhibit hall so
that allthe clubs could participate by display-

ing information about their club. Unfortu-
nately, the end result for ANARC was poor
participation. Only 5 of the clubs, CIDX,
SPEEDX,AOSC,RCMAand NASWA, par-
ticipated either with displays or representa-
tives. Ed Mauger represented NASWA at the
ANARC Club meeting which was chaired by
Sheldon Harvey. He taped the meeting and |
feel that what was covered at this meeting
should be presented to you as accurately as
possible. 1 will try to transcribe for you the
events as | heard them on the tape.
Sheldon opened the meeting mentioning
the poor showing by the clubs. He said that
some of the clubs are having a hard time
operating and that it is sometimes difficult
for clubs to have representation at these
events. He went on to say that ANARC itself
has been in a bit of disorganization in the_
recent past but that he is starting to see "light
at the end of the tunnel, but there is some
drastic measures that have to be taken."
Sheldon continued talking about clubs and-
club publicity. Monitoring Times new Man-
aging Editor, Rachel Baughn, has approached
the clubs and is encouraging them to partici-
pate in a new MT feature column which will
provide information about the clubs to the
MT readership. This new column will begin

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in the December issue of MT. Sheldon said
that efforts that he has tried to initiate within
ANARC have resulted in very little response
from the member clubs. He said that simple
things like requests for sending sample cop-
ies of their bulletins to go out on ANARC
tables at conventions like this are ignored. He
said the response to the letter he sent to the
clubs explaining ANARCs participation in
the MT convention was "pitiful", and only
the 5 clubs responded to his letter. The clubs
didn'teven have to send any people; ANARC
had people that were willing to pass out the
club material for them. Sheldon said that if
the clubs don't participate because they don't
like what ANARC is or isn't doing then they
should at least speak up with some input. He
went on with discussing the immediate prob-
lem of the ANARC constitution requiring a
vote by the member clubs before anything

can be done. If the clubs don't respond,
nothing happens. He said that the ANARC
constitution must be put aside so that the
clubs that do care can get something done
without having to wait for those that don't
respond. He said that what ANARC needs
right now is a "slight dose of dictatorship*, "a
clean slate”, and "start from square one with
the organization.” A lenghty discussion fol-
lowed outlining Sheldon's recommendation
that the primary thrust of ANARC should be
publicity. He proposed that a letter go out to
all the member clubs stating some new re-
quirements for ANARC membership. One
requirement would be that when a club gets
a new member, that along with that person's
firstbulletinan ANARC club list be included
so that he can become knowledgeable about
ANARC and the other member clubs. Sec-
ondly, if the club is represented at any kind

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of public event they should contact ANARC
headquarters for ANARC literature for dis-
tribution at the event. Another requirement
would be forthe clubstocontactlocal dealers
and ask them to have astack of ANARC club
lists on the counter for their customers.
Sheldon said that the ANARC bank account
has a balance of $3,400. He suggested that
some of the funds go to Kirk Baxter to help
maintain the ANARC computer BBS. He
said that some people have been spending
money for ANARC promotion and have not
been reimbursed. Abudget needs to be put in
place.

He went on to say that when the subject
came up about disbanding ANARC, the ma-
jority of the clubs spoke up and said that they
didn't want that to happen. Oddly enough,
that was the last Sheldon heard from most of
them. Frank Terranella, ANARC's legal coun-
sel, said, "I think there is such apathy that
extends to the constitution that any changes
that are made to the constitution no one will
object to. What you want to do is get together
exactly the changes you want to make and
send out a letter saying that these are the
changes 1 want to make and unless I hear
objections otherwise this is the new constitu-
tion." Another person at the meeting sug-
gested that Sheldon give the clubs a certain

date to respond by and if they don't respond
the changes will be instituted.

More discussions followed focusing on
Sheldon's publicity proposal. Sheldontalked
about how membership in ANARC could be
very beneficial to small clubs who finan-
cially can'tafford alot of publicity. Someone
at the meeting brought up a topic that was
previously discussed that the Va. Beach
ANARC meeting about opening up mem-
bership in ANARC not only to clubs but to
receiver manufacturers, dealers, broadcast-
ers, magazine publishers, and individuals.
Sheldon said that he saw no benefit for those
other than clubs to be ANARC members.
Sheldon said that he went through the files
passed on to him from the previous ANARC
Executive Secretary and they contained ap-
plications from clubs that had applied for
ANARC membership but because of the
rigid constitution they could not. He says
that he sees no reason why these clubs were
told that they could not be part of the organi-
zation. He said that the more you broaden
yourbase,the more you have to draw from in
resources and talents. Some history about
politics, club infighting, and jealousy was
brought up. ANASWA member (who I can't
identify from the tape) suggested that Bill
Oliver, our publisher, be involved in the

The Association of North American Radio
Clubs (ANARC) was founded in 1964.
The aims of the organization are as fol-
lows:

a) Promotion of close ties and the inter-
change of information among North
American Radio Clubs.

b) Communications on behalf of North
Americanradio clubsand the listening
hobby with broadcasters, equipment
manufacturers and dealers, the news
media and the general public.

c) Establishment of standard which may
be adopted by and for individual clubs.

Each member club
appoints an official ANARC representa-
tive to complete the ANARC staff.

workings of ANARC. Sheldon suggested
that although Bill is very good, he is a "just
do it" kind of person that doesn't want to be
bothered with any of the politics, the bicker-
ing etc. and that Bill was content with pub-
lishing The Journal.

A question was raised about how the indi-
vidual club membership numbers were in
comparison to 3 or 4 years ago. Someone
representing RCMA said "They're dropping”,
Sheldoninterrupted and said "Insome clubs”
and the fellow from RCMA went on to
discuss what they are doing to attract more
members. Sheldon added that RCMA was
one of the clubs who did not respond to any
mail from ANARC.

At this point, Monitoring Times Managing
Editor, Rachel Baughn, excused herself from
the meeting. She said that it sounded odd to
her that if ANARC's goal was to support
clubs and local groups she wondered how a
small local group was ever going to get big
enough to gain ANARC membership under
the current guidelines if they couldn't get the
publicity from somewhere. She said that she
thought that ANARC should be there to help
a small club get started. She concluded by
saying that she is looking forward to MT
beingabletoassist clubsboth large and small
by allowing their readership to know that
these club's exist.

Discussion followed about dues. Sheldon
said that he sent out a letter soliciting input
aboutthis topic. The dues used to be assessed
by a certain set amount for the first 100
members and a fraction of that for the next
100 and so on. The larger the club, the more
dues they paid. Also, the larger the club, the
more votes they had when ANARC business
needed a vote. Aclub like NASWAwould get
more votes then a smaller club like ADXR.
Sheldon's letter proposed restructuring the
dues to a flat amount, as an example - $40 a
year, and each club would have an equal 1
vote. Three clubs responded, one said "Too
high", another said "Too low", the other said
"Just right". The other clubs didn't have a
thing to say about it. Sheldon went on to say
that if a club was interested in publicity, $40
was a small price to pay to get the kind of
publicity that ANARC could offer. Even a
club of 20 people could benefit at $2 per
member. Sheldon wants every club to have
an equal share in dues and level of publicity.
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Next year the club that had 20 members
might have 40 and now it drops to $1 each.
The next topic was ANARC leadership.
Someone mentioned that it used to be that a
position on the ANARC board was some-
thing that was more sought after than indi-
vidual club leadership. Sheldon said that the
word went out soliciting leadership help and
no one responded except Sheldon and Dave
Brown who basically said he'd do it if no one
else would. Sheldon reiterated the problem
of the ANARC constitution notallowing him
to be the leader because he was a club
president. This is another change that has
been proposed. There is also only 2 people
that were interested inbeing on the executive
council. The meeting adjourned with a con-
sensus of those present that Sheldon should
send out the letter with his proposals and
require a response by a certain date.

There you have it NASWA. Now it is time
for you to speak out about the ANARC
situation. I would like some feedback from
ourmembership tohelpdirect how you would
like us to respond to ANARC. If you write
and say that we should support ANARC then
please consider that ANARC cannot con-
tinue unless it has support with manpower.
Sheldon cannot do it on his own and that has
been a major part of the problems with
ANARGC. If indeed there is interest we need
other people in the hobby to step forward and
volunteer to help in some capacity. There
were some outspoken NASWA members in
attendance at this meeting. Now is your
chance towrite inand state how you feel. The
MUSINGS mailbox is open and waiting for
your comments. As of this date (10/25/91) 1
have not received a letter from Sheldon. If

In October Rich D’ Angelo asked for musings from Drake R-8 owners. I’ve had one in use here
for a couple of weeks. It is every bit as ergonomically grotesque as has been reported! 1t’s really
a pain in the nether regions to have to step through each bandwidth to return to the 4.0 kHz
position from 2.3 kHz, for example, or to return toAM from USB or LSB. 1also intensely dislike
how switching from one VFO or the other in AM causes the tuning increment and frequency
display to default to 1 kHz on both VFOs. Many of the operating controls and procedures are
counter-intuitive; I still haven’t figured out how to set the clocks yet! I get the feeling that the
Drake engineering people never really thought of the needs and preferences of their intended
customers when laying out the controls and writing the system control software. But this
receiver is like a Lotus automobile; it may have a zillion shortcomings of assorted severity, but
when it comes down to raw performance there’s not much viable competition for it. In fact, I'l}
gooutonalimb and say that I consider its overall performance in different modes under adverse
reception conditions to be the best of any receiver 1 have owned in my 23 years of DXing —
and that include such well known ones as the 11Q180A, FRG-7, SX190, and R71A models. The
R71A1owned was fully modified, including the optional FL44A 2.4 kHz crystal filter, but the
R8 just blows it away in terms of ultimate selectivity (particularly when using the passband
tuning) and audio quality. I really enjoy having6, 4,2.3, 1.8, and 0.5 kHzbandwidths as standard
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on the receiver. The notch filter initially frustrated me because it is very narrow and takes a
surgeon’s touch to use properly. Now that I’ve gotten the hang of it, I love it. The synchronous
detector seemed to have no effect at all on some signals, but its results in other situations —
including stations right at the noise level — can make the difference between an intelligible
signal and no copy. (I also like the “automatic zero beat” you hear as the PLL tries to lock on
the incoming carrier!) The audio quality ranks on par with the receiver 1 use mainly for listening
(as opposed to DXiing), a Drake SW4A modified with a Sherwood 5 kHz filter. The Drake R8
is the best performing solid state receiver for BCB DX I’ve ever used. I can get clear copy on
frequencies adjacent to my 50 KW locals — such as 680, 700, 1120, and 1140 kHz — with no
trouble; the R71A failed this test completely. I've tried it a couple of mornings with my BCB
loop before dawn and have been rewarded with loggings of Osaka-828 and China-1035 despite
ordinary conditions. However, I must admit that I’m concerned by the recent negative review
by Dallas Lankford in the National Radjo Club bulletin. Dallas is an experienced BCB DXer
whose opinion] greatly respect, and he reported a variety of mechanical and electrical problems
apparently due to poor quality control on his model. Drake, unfortunately, had similar problems
with early models of the R7 and SPR4, and it looks like the pattern is continuing. However, I’'m
very happy with my R8 and plan to make it my primary receiver. I think on a DX you can hear
versus price ratio it’s the best receiver value around today. I’m sure the NRD53S5 is at least
marginally better, but by the time you add the necessary bandwidth filters to the 535 you’ve
doubledthe cost of the R8. I think most SWLs would be better offto get the R8 and put the money
saved into their antenna system or accessories such as audio filters. 73, Harry

Radio Japan

In the September Journal , 1 mentioned
that I'd received background information on
Radio Japan from lan McFarland. 1 now
havesomespace in the column to share some
of lan's material.

Beginnings

Radio Japan's first broadcast was on June
1, 1935 - a one-hour Japanese/English
broadcast tothe west coast of North America.
After interruption during the American
occupation of Japan after World War II,
Japan reinstated shortwave broadcasting in
1952 under the Radio Japan moniker.

Radio Japan Today: Facilities

Nippon Hoso Kyokai, or NHK, Japan's
only public broadcasting organization, and
the producer of Radio Japan, employs 14,000
worldwide. About 200 work for Radio Japan
itself on a full-time basis. This number pales
in comparison to the Voice of America's
2,500and the BBC's 3,500 employees. Radio
Japan attributes this difference in part to its
highly automated facilities; also, other NHK
employees not part of the 200 person
complement contribute to Radio Japan
programs and services. The actual share of
NHK expenses earmarked for overseas
broadcasting is 1.7 percent - aslightly larger
ratio than suggested by the headcount.

Some 80,000 letters from 160 countries are
received by Radio Japan each year. Sixly
percent of those letters come from Asia,
particularly India, Bangladesh, and Japan.

Radio Japan's main transmitter site is in
Yamata, in Ibakari Prefecture, about 60 kin
(37 miles) north of Tokyo. After a major
renovation project completed in 1988, the
Yamata station has four 300 kW and four 100
kW transmitters, feeding 17 antenna arrays -
13 curtain antennas and 4 log periodic
antennas. Another three 300-kW transmitters
will be added by January 1993; three new
curtain antennas directed to the Asian

continent and Southeast Asia will be part of
thisupgrade. The transmitter plant is actually
owned and operated by KDD, the large
Japanese international telecommunications
company.

Radio Japan's coverage in Eastern North
America is greatly enhanced through relay
facilities. Four hours of Radio Japan
programming is beamed to the USA via
Radio Canada International's transmitters;
seven and one-half hours are beamed to
Central and South America daily via Radio
France International's transmitters in
Montiserny, French Guiana.

Radio Japan broadcasts in 22 languages
daily with a total of 48 programming hours.
English programs air 13 hours per day;
Japanese programs air 12.5 hours.

Radio Japan Today: Programming

RadioJapan's main goal is to expand mutual
understanding between Japan and other
countries. Its programs are designed to
provide richinformation about Japan and the
other Asian nations, their traditions and
modern progress. Japanese language lessons,
music, and a DX program are also featured.

English programming alternates with
Japanese programming in the General
Service, with English programming airing
during odd hours. Overall, roughly 68 percent
of Radio Japan's programming is on news
and current affairs; 27 percent is feature
programming. The remaining five percent:
music and entertainment.

The 1100 UTC English broadcast beamed
to North America by RCI has a new (for
1991) 30-minute news/talk program called
News Round on weekdays; lan McFarland
cohosts News Round on Thursdays and
Fridays (as of his late July letter). From :30
10 :50 is heard Radio Japan Magazine, with
a different feature each day. Commentary
and a news summary round out the hour.

The other English broadcast relayed by
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RCI can be heard at 0300 when Standard
Time is in effect in North America, or 0100
when Daylight Time is in force. A15-minute
news report is followed by a35-minute edition
of Radio Japan Magazine Hour. Commentary
andeither anews summary or Tokyo PopIn
end the hour.

A third easily heard Radio Japan English
language broadcast is the 30-minute regional
English service at 0300 via French Guiana.
This broadcast does not change time with
Standard/Daylight time shifts.

Saturdays on Radio Japan feature This
Week, aless-structured program of news and
features thanduringthe weekday broadcasts.
The Sunday broadcasts feature Hello trom
Tokyo.

lan McFarland is currently an English
Specialist in News Division L. This section of
Radio Japan's operation is responsible for
Japanese and English language news and
current affairs programming. The News
Division I takes its material from traditional
wire services such as Reuters, Associated
Press, and Agence France Presse, along with
Kyodo and JiJi, two Japanese wire services.
For English language programs, the stories
are edited in English and reviewed by an
English-speaking news editor to make sure
translation imperfections or errors are
corrected.

‘Much of the English language news and
current affairs reporting is aired live or taped
directly by the reporter, as many Radio Japan
reporters are bilingual. News Division II,
which produces programming for Radio
Japan'stwenty other language services, must
rely more on programs translated and read in
the studio, as live interviewees in these other
languages are hard to come by.

Impresslons

Since there's just a little bit of DXer in me,
I occasionally overlook Radio Japan's
broadcasts since they're relays via RCI. That
is certainly my loss, since 1 always find
Radio Japan programming to be keenly
interesting, Radio Japanprobably intersperses
a larger share of economics and business
news into its programming than most
international broadcasters. Often times I get
a far different "spin” on Japanese-American
business affairs from Radio Japan than I hear
on USA-based broadcasters. Much of Radio

Japan's programming represents the unique
cultural heritage and philosophy of the
Japanesepeople,and Ifind thistobe especially
interesting.

Radio Japan welcomes reception reports
and program comments and suggestions.

Radio Netherlands

Several changes have been made to Radio
Netherlands' program schedule. Days shown
below refer to the 0030 and 0330 broadcasts
only.

The UTC Wednesdays arts program is now
calledMlrror Images, with DavidSwatling,
Dheera Sujan, and Martha Hawley joining
Nevil Gray on the program.

The UTC Thursday broadcast is currently
Sitar to Salsa, looking at "non-Western"
music styles heard in Holland. As of late
November, this time slot will be taken by a
series of documentaries on Eastern Europe.
A special Christmas documentary is then
followed in January by a twelve-part series
called In So Muny Words, examining the
language cultures of the European
Community on the eve of EC integration.

UTC Fridays see the return of Sounds
Interesting, profiling Holland sights and
sounds, plus respondingto listener questions.

UTC Saturdays see a variety of regional
programs. For the North American releases,
Van Gogh's Ear looks at Dutch
counterculture and entertainment.

March1992 will see a new Newsletter with
much more programming detail than in the
current semi-annual schedule. Those who
received the Fall 1991 schedule will receive
the newsletter automatically. If you didn't
receive your own copy of the schedule, write
Radio Netherlands and request their Malling
List Form. The Fall '91 hints at significant
program and timing changes for 1992 and
beyond.

The aftermath of the Persian Gulf war
continues as fodder for the BBC's news
analysis efforts.

After the War Was Over, highlighted last
month, continues on Wednesdays at 0130,
0930, and 1715 until November 20th.

Updating the UN Charter is a two-part
series assessing the interest in revising the
UN charter given the new empowerment the
United Nations enjoyed during the Persian
Gulf crisis. Saturdays, November 2nd and
9th, 1901; repeated the following Mondays
at 0101 and 1515.

Lines in the Sand investigates how
relations between Middle Eastern peoples
have changed after the war. This is a single
45-minute program, airing Saturday,
November 16th at 1901, repeated the
following Monday at 0101 and 1515.

The attention focused on the Middle East
and Eastern Europe often give short shrift to
Latin American affairs.The Amazon
Watershed is a three-part serics exploring
the four-party conflict between the Brazilian
Army, the Yanomani Indians, peasant farmers,
and ranchers.

Back from the Missing
Twoshortwave services haverecently been
regular easy catches after years of poor
propagation or interference. RAE, the
Argentinean shortwave service, can now be
heard at 0200 UTC on 11710 kHz. That
frequency has been occupied in the recent
past at that time by Radio Moscow's North
American Service. RAE uses the unique
term "microprograms" to describe the various
features within each broadcast. A recent
Wednesday featured RAE's DX program.
Their DX program appeared largely to be an
Argentinean SWL club report on Latin
American local shortwave stations. RAE's

announcers realize their service is much
smaller than most English language
operations; they have a touch of irreverence
I find refreshing.

Also audible many afternoons is All India
Ragdio, 2045 UTC at 11620 kHz. AIR
emanates from the world's largest democracy,
but AIR's perspective is less "Western" than
most European shortwave services. AIR
features a generous serving of native Indian
music; a press review and news report are
also part of the broadcast.

Feedback

Several months ago I asked members to
share their favorite BBC programs.
Interestingly, two program types stood out:
quiz shows and music programs. For quiz
shows, Brain of Britain was the favorite.
While Brain of Britain is currently off the air,
a travel and geography-based panel show,
Where in the World?, currently airs
Mondaysat 1715, repeated Tuesdays at 0030
and Wednesdays at 0830.

As for music programs, NASWA members
mentioned the John Peel show, which
features newly released contemporary music.
Saturdays 1401, repeated Tuesdays 0330 and
Thursdays 0830. Multitrack 1, 2, and 3,
three different programs on contemporary
nusic, also were mentioned. Multitrack 1,
Mondays at 1830, with repeats Mondays at
2330 and Tuesdays 1215, looks at the British
Top 20. Multitrack 2, Wednesdays and
Thursdays as above, features new records,
interviews, and competitions. Multitrack3,
Fridays and Saturdays as above, looks
specifically at British music.

Welcome to the November
Latin Destinations. The DX season is
here and I've been very pleased with some of
the Latin loggings I've made so far. From
what I see in log columns and hear on DX
programs, a lot of you must be pleased, too!

Whoops, Again!

To begin this column, I have two mistakes
to correct from the August one. First, some
of you may have wondered about the name of
that Paraguayan power plant. Let me assure
you that the British pound sign is NOT a
letter in Spanish! At least I can blame this
mistake on computers. I type my column
with PC-Write and then send the disk to Bob
Brown who imports the file into Pagemaker
fortypesetting. Apparently thetwoprograms
aren't 100% compatible, as Pagemaker took
PC-Write's accented u and turned it into a
British pound sign. The only computerI can
blame the second error on is my own cerebral
one. The correct name of Jeff White's new
station in Honduras is Radio Copan
International, not Radio Maya. The Mayans
were the Indians who built the Copan ruins in
Honduras.

A Look At Names

One of the most confusing things in
Spanish-American culture is personal names.
Names simply aren'tas straight forward as up
here in gringo-land. Understanding how
Spanish names work is very important for
DXers when it comes to writing reception
reportsto veri-signers. If you getsomebody's
name wrong, they might choose nottoanswer
your report! So, this month we're going to
take an in-depth look at personal names in
Spanish. For examples, I have taken veri-
signers names from recent QSL columns in
The Journal.

Traditionally, Spanish names consist of a
first name followed by the father's surname
and thenthe mother's surname - inthat order.
There lies the key difficulty in Spanish names;

the last name isn't the last name (i.e. main
surname). Examples of this are Carlos Toledo
Verdugo of Radio Nacional de Chile and
Norberto Plaza Vargas of Colombia's Ondas
del Orteguaza. Carlos' father was a Toledo
and his mother was a Verdugo. Carlos could
be addressed as either Seiior Toledo or as
Seiior Toledo Verdugo, but never as Sefior
Verdugo. The latter is just plain wrong,.

Of course, traditions change and many
Spanish-Americans consider two surnames
to be a bit long for everyday use. Some
people shorten their names by reducing the
maternal surname to an initial, such as
Ecuadorians Luis A. Gamboa T. of Radio
Centro and Holgar Velastegui R. of Radio
Zaracay. Others totally drop the maternal
surname, such as Guillermo Pulido of
ColombianLa Vozde RioAraucaand Ramiro
Cubrero of Ecuadorian La Voz del Napo.
Although many people initialize or delete
their maternal surname in everyday life, it

remains part of their legal name at all times.
In the QSL reports, don't be surprised if you
see different versions of the same name for
different QSLs. Not everyone is consistent;
some will use the maternal surname one
time, reduce it to an initial the next, and then
drop it altogether another time.

In the above example, note that Luis
Gamboa uses his middle initial of A. Spanish
Americans also have middle names but, like
us, rarely use either the names or initials.
When they use their middle names, it can
cause abit of confusion. Forexample, there's
JuanFidel Leppe, the veri-signerat La Vozde
Nahuala in Guatemala. Because we know
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that Fidel is a Spanish Christian name, not a
surname, we can surmise that Leppe is his
paternal surname and that he doesn't use his
maternal one. But, there are occasional
exceptions. The president of Venezuela is
Carlos Andres Perez. Andres is the Spanish
version of Andrew, however in CAP's case
Andres is his paternal surname, the Spanish
version of Andrews.

Women's names are, of course, a bit
different. Single women's names follow the
same pattern as mens- first name and thenthe
two surnames, with the maternal one often
being reduced or eliminated. At marriage,
however, a woman will add "de" (of) and her
husband's paternal surname to herown name,
for example Yolanda Plazas de Lozada of
Ondas del Meta in Colombia. Yolanda's
paternal surname is Plazas and her husband's
paternal surname is Lozada. Like Yolanda,
mostwomendroptheirown maternalsurname
at marriage if they haven't already done so.
This is occasionally confused by certain last
names that include "de" in them already,
similar to the German "von". An example
here is Mexican President Carlos Salinas de
Gotari; de Gotari is his maternal surname &
obviously not his husband's name!
Occasionally married women's names will
include the abbreviation Vda., as in Matilde
Castro Vda. de Cevallos of Emisoras Gran
Colombia in Ecuador. Vda. is the abbreviation
for viuda, or widow. Matilde's late husband
was a Cevallos.

More On Names

This dual surname custom may seem a bit
crazy to many gringos, but it does have its
advantages. In my view, the greatest
advantage isamodernone - telephone books.
Have youeverlookedupanameinatelephone
book, only to find there are twenty-seven
James Mills listed? There's no problem if
you're looking up Juan Garcia Moreno in
Cuenca, Ecuador. There may be fifty Juan
Garcias listed, but there probably isn'tanother
Juan Garcia Moreno. And, let's not forget
feminism. LatinAmerica may be "behind the
times" in many ways from a feminist
viewpoint, but what feminist could argue
with giving legal status to both a child's
paternal and maternal surnames?

Finally, [ have been very careful to refer to
Spanish-American names, not Latin
American names. In Portuguese-speaking

Brazil, the pattern is reversed - first name
plus maternal surname plus paternal surname.
So, in Brazil, the last name is the last name!

In the August column, I pointed out that
Castro's Cuba was the only non-elected
government left in this hemisphere.
Unfortunately, the day of the coup is not
completely gone, as evidenced by the recent
military takeover in Haiti. I found it rather
curious that as a reason for their actions, the
juntasaid that democracy had failed in Haiti.
Haiti is, of course, one of the poorest and
saddest countries inthe world. However, the
few brief months that Haiti's first elected
government held power hardly seem enough
time to fail when compared to the nearly two
centuries of dictatorship that brought the
country to the state itis intoday. The Haitian
coup was brought home to us at Ferris State
by the several Haitian students studying here
with USAID scholarships. Some of them
had family members and friends who worked
for the former Aristides government. The
junta has suspended all communications out
of the country, and the students have no idea
iftheirfamily and friends are safe. Let's hope
that the situation in Haiti improves soon.

TUBED TO THE MAXIH

1 promised you that we would do a review of
NASWAn Ray Moore's all-new edition of
Conumnunications Receivers, The Vacuum Tube
Era:  1932-1981. Ray's printer was a little
slower than predicted, and the almost-all-new
-second-edition of the book reached the
market about the first of October. Boy, it
was darn sure worth waiting for ...

As with the first edition, this book is 8 1/2"
X 11" format on coated stock and perfect
bound with a glossy cardstock cover. This
new edition is a totally new layout with many
revisions and additions since the first printing.
It features over 700 hollow-state receivers
from 51 companies and contains 330 (!!!
photos. T'll reproduce a reduction of several
pages of the book at the bottom of this page.

Communications Receivers, Second Edition is
and always will be the definitive reference fo
tube technology shortwave receivers. If you
are interested in the history of shortwave
broadcasting and of the DX hobbies or if you
even suspect that you might someday like to
own one or more tube receivers, BUY THIS
BOOK! Since it is self-published by Ray and
RSM, Communications Receivers will probably
only be in print for a limited period. Ray
says that there will not be a 3rd Edition.
That makes sense to me, for this one is
virtually a complete historical record.
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TUBE FEEDBACK.KCABDEEF EBUT
1 have received five or six times more
feedback related to the two columns on tube
radio gear than on any columns since we
started Listener's Library almost two years
ago. Obviously, they struck a sympathetic
nerve in many readers.

Several people wrote asking where they might
find in-depth reviews of various tube receivers.
There are brief - one page or so - reviews of
many of the very best of the tube receivers
available as reprints from the NASWA
Company Store. I'd suggest writing for the
whole Reprint Catalog.

There are also a quite a few receiver reviews
that can be found in the bound volumes of
the amateur magazines. David Clark noticed
a new advertisement for a complete
bibliography of all gear reviews in OS7, CQ,
73 between 1945 and 1988.

When the Editor-in-Chief and 1 founded this
column, we agreed that it would be an
“enrichment’ column and that we would not
feature ‘books that everyone buys. Well, that
is our general policy, but I can't help
it..NASWAn Larry Magne's 1992 Passpont to
Worldband Radio has just been published and
it is super! Every year since Larry and
long-time DXer Tony Jones first published
Passpon, it has gotten better. This year, the
Pusspont troops have outdone themselves.

In the front, the 92 Passport reviews the "Ten
of the Best: Top Shows for 1992 (8 to 10
pages)" and has a super Harry Helms article
"Getting Started with World Band Radio."
Those articles are followed by an excellent
piece on *1992's Winners: 20+ Big Signals”
reviewing the programming of the top 20
SWBC stations. There is also an excellent
five page review of the best atlases for
reference use by SWL's. My favorite section,
and probably yours, is Larry's "1992 Buyer's
Guide to Worldband Radio." This 55-page
section is chock full of Larry's reviews of 41
portable and 12 table top receivers. The
centerpieces of the section are thankfully long
reviews of Drake’s new R-8 and the new

NRD-535. The last two pages of the section
are an index to all of the radios reviewed in
Passport 1985-92. The final major section of
Passport is now called "WORLD SCAN" and
is broken into three subsections:
"Hour-by-Hour,” "Country-by-Country," and
"Channel-by-Channel". The Hour-by-Hour lists
the best programming and the most reliable
frequencies for many of the English language
SWBC broadcasts around the world. Very
handy. Country-by-Country is more or less a
cross reference accessing most broadcasters
quickly through country listings. A very
welcome new addition to Passport is the
extensive list of station addresses and potential
verification signers published in the Country-
by-Country section. (Thank you, Larry!)

The back 40 percent of Passport is the justly
famous Channel-by-Channel listings. These
'‘Blue Pages' give a surprisingly accurate
picture of SWBC spectrum occupancy
throughout the planet in time-related bar
chart form.

Passport is available now for $16.95 from
virtually all hobby outlets in North America
and from many "normal” bookstores. If you
pass up Passport, you are missing a real treat!

OLD PROCEEDINGS NEVER DIE ...
As you have probably noticed, fine tuning's
Proceedings 1991 is also just fresh from the
publisher. It is another 300 pages of all new
in-depth information photo-reduced to 200
pages. Since I am involved in the production
of Proceedings, I'll leave any review comments
to others less biased.

2. eception Data/Program Details

Make your report as specific as possible.
You should include the names of announcers.
If you can catch the name of a futbol
announcer, you can take home the prize!
Identify the language(s) used, the program
title, any advertisements, word-for-word
identifications, and so forth. This will help
the reader of your report to check his logs
casily, and, we hope, speed your verification
to you. The vast majority of radio stations
keep detailed logs of all daily transmissions.

if the program that you heard was
transcribed, or pre-recorded, be sure to make
mention of this. You should also be aware
that logs of all musical selections in many
stations may be nonexistent. Consequently,
you should consider using other approaches
when writing your program details. Data on
announcers names, program titles,
identifications quoted word for word (here a
tape recorder will come in handy) are inore
significant.

3. Details of Reception, Here we return
to our one pervading idea: that of assisting
the station to know how their programs are
beingreceived. In this category, two aspects
of the reception are included.

First, tell the station what was thought of
the programs they broadcast. Enjoyable?
Mediocre? Boring? Did they hold your
interest? Be frank and honest with your
comments. The station will appreciate them
(pro or con) as it will help them to improve
their programming.

The second aspect is technical information
on the quality of reception and the
transmission in general. This is important as
the station would like to know if its signals
are getting through.

In this category, include brief summations
on the following points:

A. Strength: Strength of the signal. This
may be often determined best by an S-meter
on your receiver. (See Reporting Code in

paragraph H.) If yourreceiveris not equippec
with an S-meter, it is best to give a strength
indication by comparing received signals to
those heard on previous days. You could use
signals from other transmitters in the same
geographical area as the station to which you
are tuned. This will enable the broadcaster to
know how heis "getting through" as compared
to previous days or other broadcasters.

B. Interference: Interference from other
stations (QRM) is very common on the
broadcasting bands. You may have already
noticed this situation on the medium-wave
and amateur bands as well. If there is
interference from other stations, be sure to
give the name of the interfering station(s) in
your report. If the frequency is different than
the one you are tuned to, be sure to mention
this. State how serious you found the
interference and how badly it interfered with
the program. This information can be a great
asset to the station.

C. Atmospheric Interference: (QRN) -
This "scourge of the DXer" can ruin many
rare DX catches. Mention if static was
abnormally high during reception, whether
there was a local electrical storm, if you live
next door to a neon-sign factory, and so on.
Remember that static levels (particularly on
the lower bands) increase greatly during the
summer months.

This beginner's series on completing a
reception report will continue in the next
issue. I appreciate the cards and letters that
are in my mailbox. Although I do not have
time to reply to everyone, I do value your
suggestions and comments.

“Yes, I'm only 18. I'm one of the few teen-
age SWLs in a world of older and wiser
hobbyists, a kitten in a world of cats. Why
do I keep listening? Because there’s almost
nothing I enjoy more. Ever since I first
comprehended the concept of long - distance
radio reception, I've been hooked. I have
discovered a little magic box called a radio,
and you'd have a difficult time convincing
me that there are no sorcerers inside. Of the
many hobbies I've tried, SWL is the one I
keep coming back to.”

“The memory of SWL that I have is the
Toshiba radio my parents bought in
Germany. It had been there ever since I
could remember, but as I got older, I noticed
that it had three bands instead of two.
Eventually, I discovered that this third
band was for receiving stations from
thousands of miles away. I was amazed that
I hadn’t heard about this before and felt
that I was privy to some magical
knowledge.”

“Well, that feeling of wonderment
evaporated and I soon forgot about SWL
until I saw an ad for a Realistic SW-60. (At
least I'm patriotic.) Suddenly the old
memory was conjured and I asked my
parents to get me one for Christmas. No
luck that year, but the next year I got it. It
wasn’t exactly a Kenwood R-5000, but it
gave me my first real exposure to the world
of SWL.

In the fall I am going
away to college and my Sony will be coming
with me. While there, I hope to ‘promote the
hobby' and start some sort of SWL
organization. Who knows, our newsletter
may rival NASWAs someday (friendly
competition, of course). My big dream for the
future is to become a station manager on a
small Pacific island. Hey, I figure anything
is possible with my whole life ahead of me. If
there are any other teenage DXers out there
who feel lonely, please write me. And if there
are any station managers reading this,
please hire me.

A REVIEW ofF FINE guuxuc’s PROCEEDINGS 1991

Fasten your seat belt. It's time to test drive this year's edition of Fine
Tunings super charged hobby resource publication - PROCCEEDINGS 1991. This year's
PROCEEDINGS volume {is more like a finely tuned sports car then a stuffy technical

journal. Its sleek styling allows for some fancy handling. This year’'s model
incorporates the latest in desktop publishing, laser printed type, and
professional graphics and photos. Gone 1is the old comb bindings as a newer,

stronger, more streamlined and professional looking binding makes this edition of
PROCEEDINGS handle 1like a dream. Easy to handle; easy to read; easy to store -
that’s PROCEEDINGS 1991! Amazingly, all this comes in a package that costs less
than an annual membership in any of the major hobby clubs and considerably less
than a new sports car.

Last year I infiltrated the Fine Tuning organization to get an inside look at the
editorial process. As 1 mentioned in last year's review, writing for PROCEEDINGS
is not a casual affair. This year I was able to sneak onto the Editorial Review
Board for another perspective on how the PROCEEDINGS editorial process works. The
rigorous editorial review used by the Special Publications arm of Fine Tuning is
quite impressive. All manuscripts go to David Clark for distribution to the
Editorial Review Board members assigned to a feature. He selects six members of
the Editorial Review Board and two staff members to review each article. Some
members of the panel are selected for their expertise in an area; others are
selected to represent the average reader. This group 1is responsible for
maintaining the standard of excellence we have come to expect from PROCEEDINGS.» I
had an opportunity to review and comment on six features. The experience was
quite interesting and enjoyable. I certainly hope I was able to add something to
the process. Other members of the 1991 Editorial Review Board are Guy Atkins,
Kevin Atkins, John Bryant, David Clark, Harold Cones, Gerry Dexter, Dan Ferguson,
Werner Funkenhauser, Nick Hall-Patch, Don Jensen, Fritz Mellberg, Don Moman, Don
Moore, Bruce Portzer, Chuck Rippel, Mitch Sams and Harold Sellers.

The Editorial Review Board makes a significant contribution to each feature
article. Fritz "The Chopper" Mellberg provides the big red pencil, while other
members of the panel provide technical expertise which helps round out articles
with additional insights. As the DX hobby version of George Plimpton, sneaking in
and out of various hobby assignments allows me to view a project from many
angles. After watching the Fine Tuning Special Publications group start this
process from scratch, I can say that this group has captured the hearts and minds
of serious spectrum monitors with heavy hitting features on all aspects of the
hobby. Without a doubt, Fine Tuning's PROCEEDINGS series continues to be the
technical reference work for the shortwave hobbyist. This valuable resource is
one item that should be sitting on every hobbyists bookshelf. What follows is an
individual look at each of PROCEEDINGS five mwain sections.

PROCEEDINGS continues to present serious, in-depth propagation issues that hobby
bulletins can’'t begin to touch. "Additional Notes On Tropical Band Propagation" by
David Clark and John Bryant follows last years 60 page monster. While "only" 24
pages, this feature updates and expands many of the important ideas developed in
their 1990 article. The results of a year long study of the "Sweet SpotL" are
presented with the authors suggesting that the true test of the existence of a
Sweet Spot of enhanced tropical band reception will be whether it will become a
tool commonly used by tropical band DXers. The authors are careful to note that

additional work needs to be done. However, it 1is clear that many of the
traditional propagation theories do not explain the findings by two of North
Americas premier researchers. Rounding out this section is Bill Tippett’s "Long

Path and Skewed Path Propagation On The Lower Shortwave Frequencies.” The author
is a radio amateur that learned of PROCEEDINGS through a review in the June 1990
issue of QST. He is a dedicated low band DXer and his insights into this complex
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subject are extremely interesting.

There is only one antenna article in this year’s edition, but it is a beauty. Bob
Eldridge writes about beverage antennas in his article entitled "The Wave
('Beverage’) Antenna Design And Operation.” The author describes the beverage

antenna and how it works. If you have an interest in beverage antennas, this
article is a must. He explores, in depth, the subject of directivity of various
antenna patterns. Ultimately the author concludes, the true advantage of a

beverage antenna is the improved signal to noise ratio over most other antennas.

RECEIVERS (39 pages)

Receiver articles have always played a major role in PROCEEDINGS. This year
features another banner crop of receiver related articles. Six articles provide
PROCEEDINGS readers with an interesting variety of information. Staff member Guy
Atkins discusses modifications and wupgrades to the JRC NRD-525. Bruce Portzer
looks at the famous Racal RA-17 communications receiver while David Clark provides
an appraisal of the Icom IC-R71A receiver. For shortwave listening on the go,
Terry Palmersheim and John Grimley provide a look at the Philips DC-777 which has
brought, for the first time, acceptable shortwave listening into the car in North
America. John Bryant provides a look at the fully automated McKay-Dymek DR-333
receiver which could truly revolutionize how we tune the spectrum. Finally,
George Zeller looks at the Icom R-9000. This superb receiver has everything
imaginable along with a US$4,500.00 price tag. Zeller brings his usual wit and
insights into his first PROCEEDINGS effort.

U ' S pages
Toys and gadgets always fascinate the hobbyist. This year's section features a
discussion of the JPS NIR-10 noise and interference reduction unit by Guy Atkins;
a DXer’s look at the Dymek FC-11 Fog Cutter by John Bryant; and a review of the
Universal M-1000 by utility ace Chuck Yarbrough.

This 1is the section where the non technical types turn first - that’'s me! Six big

features round out this year's number. First up is Kevin Atkins with a
fascinating geopolitical perspective on the shortwave broadcasting scene in
Bolivia. Jim Renfrew provides an interesting perspective about International

Medium Wave DXing from the East Coast of North America. Harold Cones interviews
Hank Bennitt, a man many of today’s senior hobbyists have to thank for improving
thelr knowledge of shortwave radio. “Shortwave Radio As A Teaching Tool" is the
subject of Chuck Yarbrough's feature which concludes that shortwave as a teaching

tool 1is under used as an educational resource. Mitch Sams documents the
activities of the last decade in his "Shortwave Broadcasting In The 1980’'s - A
Hobby Perspective." This look back reflects on the many events that occurred

during the 1980°'s through the eyes of one of North Americas top DXers. Finally,
the FT Staff has put together a comprehensive 1list of shortwave broadcast
transmitter site locations which can be utilized with various PC software
programs. This section alone is worth the price of admission.

I've ended my review of the current volume of PROCEEDINGS each year with the same
question. This year's answer is no different than prior years - Definitely, Yes!
The scope and breadth of the subject matter, the rigorous editorial process and
the dedication put into this project make PROCEEDINGS a "must have" publication.

BBCMS cites a report on Radio Lumiere that from the afternoon of 9/30 a number of
stations were off the air - Radio Nationale, Radio Soleil, Radio Cacique, Radio Metropole, Radio
Antilles Iternational, Radio Haiti-Inter, Radio Plus and Radio Gala.x[v. Some slopged by dcsifn,
some by force. Journalists (?Jean Alix Pierre Louis) and (?Harold abilis) of Radio Ansilles
International, (?Pierre Rhoda) and (?Philistin Cicony) of Radio Cacique; (?Michele Savard) of
Radio Nationale - who has reportedly been missing; and Marie Lassegue, Minister of Information,
have been arrested. EFE news agency reported 10/1 from Port-au-Prince that only Radio Lumiere,
owned by the Bap.Evan.Mission of Haiti, was still operating. (WBI1 10/4)

On 10/4 several soldiers looted & closed the protestant station Radio Lumiere, wounding
five of its employees, acccording to a report on Radio Haiti. Shortly after broadcasting this
information Jean Dominque, director of Radio Haiti International, announced he was closing the
station - the antenna hag been severely damaged by soldiers. Nevertheless, before closing, he
transmitted for some hours & broadcast an interview with President Jean-Bertrand Aristide, during
which he requested soldiers to disobey the orders of Army Commander General Raoul Cedras.
Radio Mem()fole, another private station in Port-au-Prince, also closed in fear of reprisals. RFI
(which broadcasts from a local repeater station) and Radio Soleil, the Catholic Church’s station,
also decided to close. Only the private cable television station, Tele-Haifi, continued to air
information and connects [sic] with the US CNN net and the French speaking intl TVS net.

The other stations in the capital also shut down, some due to military attacks, such as Radio
Cacique and Radio Caraibes, whose anchorman, Jacky Caraibe, was arrested by soldiers in his
home & his body was found later. The community, following the crisis by radio, can now only
hear shortwave stations and Tele-Haiti, which only covers part of the country. (WBI 10/11, from
a 10/5 report of AFP news t:’gcncy , Paris)

1-Haiti, the last independent private radio station, stopped transmitting local programs
the afternoon of 10/6. The programming was relays of RFI and original programs. The action
was prompted by letters from listeners who objected to France’s attitude towards the Haitian crisis,
especially the protection offered to President Aristide during the coup by Jean-Raphael Dufor,
French ambassador in Port-au-Prince. (WBI 10/11, from a 10/7 report of AFP)

VOA increased programming in Creole, adding 30 minutes in the morning, at 1130-1200,
and 30 minutes in the evening, at &000-0030. This in addition to normal transmissions at 1630-
1700 and 2100-2130 weckdays and 2100-2200 weekends. Returned to normal Creole schedule
10/21, moved one hour later 10/27 to match the change to winter time. (df)

The agreement, signed in Moscow by BBC Worlg Service Managing Director
John Tusa, and Oleg Potsov, Chairman of the All-Russian State Television and Radio Company,
will have two 30-minute current affairs programs from BBC’s Russian service on Russian radio
cach weekend from early 1992. They'll be fed to Moscow by satellite & rebroadcast
simultaneously nationwide. John Tusa noted it was the first deal of its kind concluded between
a western broadcaster and a Russian radio station, adding that it marks a new high point for the
BBC’s strategy of winning air time for its programs on domestic radio frequencies. (WBI 10/11,

BBC World Service will begin broadcasts in Ukrainian next, with up to seven hours a week
in the language. (WBI 10/18, citing a TASS report from London)
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BBC World Service programs were disrupted for over an hour on Thursday 10/17 when its
London HQ, Bush House, was evacuated because of a suspected major gas leak.

The fire alarms went off at the busiest times of the Bush House day, around 1800 UTC,
when News Desk goes out in EE along with a variety of other languages. It’s thought that this
was the first time since WW?2 that the entire World Service staff was evacuated. Staff congregated
outside in their shirtsleeves as fire engines and ambulances stood by. Listeners heard emergency

re-recorded programming for over an hour. News staff rushed to BBC domestic radio HQ at

roadcasting glousc to set up an emergency newsroom, but before this could go on air the fire
service had given Bush House the All Clear and staff began returning. The fire service now says
that the offending gas leak was caused by chemicals being poured into the sewage system. (Peter

WL: In 1981 we took the very grand program [for expansion] and faced [phased? df] it
back to something that the Congress and Office of Management and Budget were more likely to
support. At that time the centerpiece was our Morocco and Thailand stations, and those are
coming along very well. The Morocco station’s building is all but comf)lctc. We have ten
Marconi transmitters that are in place. They have gone through the low-voltage testing on some
of them. We expect them to start high-voltage testing grcng so on. It should be totally complete
in the spring of 1933, although we are having a little bit of difficulty getting the antennas to the
site in ime.

JM: It’s quite an amazing site, if | remember rightly, because you had to move earth to
get the transmitter site there.

WL: That's ri;hl. The site that we were able to negotiate was a lake bed, and for several
months of the year it’s totally under water. So we had to, essentially, take a mountain down to
build berms to put the antennas and the station on. I think ten million cubic meters of dirt were
moved to provide this foundation, and they had to settle for a couple of years before we could start
construction.

JM: So that’s Tangier that’s coming up, you say, in 1993, What else?

WL: In 1994 we’ll have a station in Udorn, Thailand. It will be a seven-transmitter station
with a good array of antennas for Asia.

JM: You've already got something in Thailand though. It’s medium wave.

WL: Yes. We have one MW station and that’s all. No shortwave. As you know, we've
had very bad luck on the Liberia station. We’ve waited and waited, hoping to get back in to
Liberia. We’ve about given up hope. So on an emergency basis we are putting four 100-kw SW
transmitters into Botswana, and they should be operational, two of them 1n October and the other
two in about March or so.

JM: Then you've got Sri Lanka

WL: We've reached agreement with the Sri Lankan government to rebuild our facility
there. We'll be Yuning in three or more SW transmitters and an array of antennas.

We also plan to replace the 50-kw Botswana MW xmtr with one that will reach most of
Southern Africa. It will be a 500-kw MW xmtr on the same frequency as we are now.

JM: So what’s the long-term future? You're heavily investing in HF, aren’t you? What
about medium wave?

WL: Generally speaking, of course, as you know better than 1, the MW receiver population
is higher than the shortwave 1s most parts of the world. So where we can, we wilmnvcsl in
medium wave. However, shortwave still has to be the workhorse in many areas where the xmtrs
are distant from the audience.

JM: You said that you’re putting extra xmtrs into Botswana as soon as possible to increase
the coverage left by the gap of Liberia. But what about long term?

WL: For the long term, Botswana cannot cover the continent of Africa. It’s very, very
large. We have some antennas looking south from Tangier. So we must find some other location.
. So we're shopping around for another shortwave location in Africa. If we should also be able to
get medium wave out of the same station, that would be a bonus, But we are looking very hard
to try to find some alternative.

JM: Are rou participating in the Israel project?

WL: Well, we are going to be co-operator of the station if it is built. As you’ve previousl
Worted, there are environmental issues associated with it, so the project is more or less on hold).l

¢ have been doing some alternative studies with RFE-RL to determine if there are alternatives
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to Israel if the project simply can’t start movin%. (RNMN 10/17) 2 xmtrs at Botswana to test in
October, broadcast operation should start about 11/11.

Here are some items from DOUG ROBERTSON's letter describing his
reception of Bashkir Radio on 4485, rptd in last month's column:

Is pronounced "Besh-keer" w/accent on 2nd syllable. This freq also
occupied by Petropavlovsk; however, domestic RS stations announce
Icl time. Bashkir doesn't always ID & seemingly never during relay
pgms such as those of Ufa. At 0716 Ufa anncr stated lcl time in
Bashkir but next relayed pgm from Kamchatka and anncd evening nx,
which checks because Kamchatka peninsula is UTC +12. Bashkir also
relayed Moscow pgm and Vladivostok Far East Radio, also anncd as
Pacific Ocean Radio. This was domestic letterbox pgm wishing various
people Happy Birthday. Ads for personal computers in stores in
Khabarovek & Vladivostok. Reception very clear. Highlight of my
tape was Gorbachev's long, impassioned speech. It was described as
emotional and moving. When attempting to ID a station, use all
available clues such as freq, lang, lcl times, good atlas reference
showing time zones, the WRTH and a UTC clock. Someone may have
concluded the 9/9 lst pgm was actually from Kamchatka, listed as
double the power of Bashkir. Instead the local times given estab-
lished Ufa instead of Kamchatka as transmitter source. Lcl pgming
from Bashkir is varied w/ethnic, folk & class mx, "Besh-keer" is
clearly mentioned. The bells on the hour on lcl pgm are particularly
beautiful if you have an external speaker. Bashkir Radio rpts crime
is worsening very rapidly, something you would not hear on RMWS.--dr
Doug, KCA6XO, of course had a RS friend translate these tapes-~-sp.

At times we receive loggings of utility stations but these are
usually not included in the column. Utility stations are those in
sideband intended for two-way conversation and not for the general
public. To answer another question, no I haven't given much thought
to running contests. PETE GRENIER checked in as the next closest
contributor to California, living in Sparks, NV, close to the border
and 50 miles north of Lake Tahoe. Special welcome to FRED GOLD,
TONY ORR & MR. PRISCO of PA. Also hello to SPAT of NH. Some nice
detailed logs this month.
