A friend of mine is off to Bolivia for three years to teach agriculture in rural villages. She'll carry 
a shortwave radio, a gift from a former teacher, but it's a Panasonic RFB20 with ail its limitations. 
I hope the radio will keep her in louch with the wider world and give a refreshing tasle of home. I 
also wanl the radio to help her undersland the culture she lives in. 
Neithershe norl can afford to replace the radio. As finances improve, I may be able to get her another 
(and l'm aware of the attendant difficulties of getting it to her!) 

l've gone over the radio with her, explaining what control does what and how to read the frequency. 
We've paged through PassporlTo World Band Radio, London Calling, and, especially, the English 
language program listings in the Journal so she has a sense of what's out there to listen to and when. 
(I just ordered the WRTH, but it's on route.) 

But none of what I have on hand is geared to South America, either Bolivian local broadcasters or 
intemationals targeling Bolivia. Much of the stuff Eve leafed through doesn't mention South 
America, or assumes broadcasts beamed to one are broadcasts beamed to the other. On this last point, 
are they? I work under the premise it's like NA broadcasts; those beamed to WNA are beamed to 
WNA and are generally not available to ENA. 

BBC is the notable exception to what l've wrilten above. Their frequency schedule is broken down 
by groups of counlries. And l've made sure she has the frequencies for their broadcasts to Bolivia, 
Colombia, Ecuador, and Pem in English and Spanish. 

NASWA members might help by suggesting sources for station listings, other than PTWBR and 
WRTH, programs, better equipment (for example, if I do get some bucks together to buy her a better 
radio—what would you recommend?), anlenna additions to the RFB20, or, things Eve overlookcd. 

I pushed her towards listening to shortwave, but there may be MW or FM stations she should be 
aware of. While the WRTH may give me some information, NASWA members may have more 
current détails and spécifies. 

Most of you are better DXers than I and some of you seem to be world travellers, so I hope you'U 
help me out.

For months now (since I starled DXing), l've been asing a 23 foot clip on wire antenna. As an 
apartmenl dweller here in NY City, l'm not able to put any sort of antenna on the roof of the 
apartment building. It is not allowed by the managing company of the complex. The antenna has 
served me well, however, the stations on the 120,90,75, and 60 meter bands continue lo elude me. 
Tve picked up a handful, but, of course, I want to be able lo pick up more. My receiver, by the way, 
is the Realistic DX-440 (aka Sangean ATS803). 

Let me describe now exactly where I live in NY City. I am situatcd about 10 miles eastof Manhattan, 
about 5 miles south of LaGuardia airport and about 6 miles north of JFK International Airport. I am 
virtually in the middle of the Borough (County) of Queens.

Like A Virgin

l'Il admit il - l'd never donc it before. l'd 
never donc a SWL DXpedition. Sure, l'd done 
Field Day with hams, but that was différent. 
Never parlicipaled in a midwestem orgy of 
short wave listening. A whole day of non-stop 
activity? Did I have the endurance? It was time 
to find out. 

Ourclub, the Minnesota DX Club (MNDXC) 
was sponsoring a DXpedition on a cold 
weekend in February. Why February? Well, 
we might get snowed in and have to DX the 
entire month before we could get rescued. 
Winters here in the land of 10,000 frozen lakes 
have been known to be merciless. So as I 
cruised down Interstate 35,1 was watching for 
a break in the tundra. The directions said tum 
right at Crappy Chef. Ah, there it is. On through 
the heart of America's Siberia, to Camp 
Obigwa. Pulling in, I had visions of Indos 
wildly dancing in my head. 

The cabin at the camp had several rooms 
with double bunk beds and long tables for 
radios. Cheek by jowl, as it were. Although 
nobody planned it, we high frequency freaks 
took one room, the médium wave (AM 
broadeast) people took the other room and the 
airport beacon/spy-clandesline people the 
space in between. 

I hadn't any antenna wire at home, so the 
Président of the club graciously gave me some

Back inside with my 
ham transceiver set up, I hit the power 
button.Time to starf DXing. 

Starting with the high bands, I scan 
downward. Who wants to hear 400 frequencies 
in the 17 meter band of Radio France 
International transmitling in French to Africa? 
Radio Damascus is doing its usual polemic. 
The Scandinavians are barely audible. I lune 
to the propagation report on WWV. Major 
storm at 1200 UT on 15 February ... unsettled 
to major storm level ,„ This is going to be a 
looong weekend. Over in the MW room, a 
forest of ferrite loops are twirling, with hands 
feverishly peaking preamps, notebooks open 
on the laps of headphoned DXers. Questions 
fly around the room. "Didn'l KRUD change to 
an all-counlry format lasl year?" "This can't 
be North Carolina - they change to 100 watts 
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at sunset." The loops keep twirling. 
Il's 5 PM local lime, and I head back to my 

post. SI iding down to 60 meters, I hear Congo 
on 4765 and half a dozen other favorile West 
Africans fading in with bubbly highlife and 
French news. Ghana has the latest political 
news from Accra. Ail is not lost. But by 6 PM, 

Major storm at 1200 UT on 
15 February... unsettled to 
major storm level... This is 

going to be a looong 
weekend. 

the West Africans are signing off for the night. 
Time to whump up some vittles. Let's see, a 
ham and cheese sandwich, heavy on the ham, 
and a huge juicy apple. Soon, Mr. Spy 
Clandestine pops his head in and calls out a 
7Mhz frequency. Sandwich in hand, I punch in 
the frequency and hear a numbers station. He 
tells me that the female voice is digilized, so 
that's why she sounds like she's overdosed on 
Valium. Later on, he calls our attention to 
anothcr intelligence station that sounds a lot 
like a bodily function, followed by a half a 
minute of silence. Then il's repeated again, 
changing the format slightly over a period of 
time. Truly bizarre. 

Our hosl has bolh the NRD 525 and the 515 
receivers, and since l've neverseen one outside 
the pages of a magazine ad, Idrool ail over the 
front panels. Meanwhile Mr. Airport Beacon 
is up to well over fifty beacons with his new 
Drake R-8 receiver and ferrite loop. Back at 
my post, I listen to Radio Australia, New 
Zealand, AIR. Bored, I Iry to décodé Radio 
Cairo's audio, a task nearly as satisfying as 
nailingjello to the wall. It's become clear that 
HF conditions aren't much better than fair. 

Later that evening, some of us lake a pizza 
break. The nearest town that has anything 
larger than a général store is about 15 miles 
away. We pile into the car and head forFariboo. 
Afler several passes, we locate the Pizza Hut. 
At 10 PM we find there is only one other party 
in the place. Although ail three ofusarehams, 
one has brought his hand-held, and sels il 
down on the booth table. The waitress asks, 
"What's with the hand held?". "Jusl in case," 
the owner replies slowly. Blank stare. We 
devourthe 2/3 cooked pizza withoul it sliding 
off the tray, while listening to the local police 
frequencies. About every twenly minutes, there 
is a transmission. How do the residents of 

Fariboo stand ail this Saturday night 
excitemenl? 

Finally, we head back to Camp Obigwa. Mr. 
Airport Beacon is up to 100 beacons by now, 
and the MW guys are going crazy. Finally, the 
Africans are starting up for the new day. Only 
a few Guatemalans on 90 meters, and nothing 
on 120 meters. I target some East Africans at 
sign-on lime, but it is not to be. Hearing 
nothing new and the coffee caffeine wearing 
off, about one-thirty I give it up, take off my 
shoes and crawl into my sleeping bag. 

Up at 6 AM for max dawn, things aren't 
much better. Pandang on 4753 and Voice of 
Jinling on 4875 are reasonable strength, but 
one can hear them with a six inch wet noodle. 
Max dawn isn't, although one in our room IDs 
bothSri Lanka and Bangladesh inEnglish. By 
now, Mr. Airport Beacon is up to over 140. He 
has no-dozed ail night; we simply prop him up 
againsl the wall. 

Time for brcakfasl at SAM at the camp mess 
hall. As we tear into pancakcs that fight back, 
a non-radio person at our table asks with an 
incredulous tone; "So you stayed up ail night 
listening to your radios?" Deathly silence. 
Sheepishly, "yeah, well I guess we did" No 
further conversation. 

After breakfast, the hard corc MWers are 
still at il with their loops while the resl of us 
roll up antenna wire, contcmplating rctum to 
reality, and the drive home. Gctting home a 
litlle before noon, I lake a shower after 
comments from my kids like "look what the 
cat dragged in". 

This is also the weekend for the ARRL 
Worldwide DX Contest on CW. Reassembling 
my equipment, I tune up on 21 Mhz, my 
favorile band. Il seems like everyone is sending 
code about 100 words per minute. Are these 
people sending in Lower Slobovian, or is my 
brain totally fried? Ail I can hear is a few 
Western Europeans, so I grab the keyer and 
call a couple of them. Trashing their calls 
completely and getting no replies, 1 realize 
Tm brain dead. I goupslairs,plopinto theeasy 
chair, and fall asleep, headphones on, listening 
to a boring report on Deutsche Welle on the 
ATS-803A. My wife shakes me and tells me to 
go to bed. 

At least now Eve donc it, and I strongly 
suspect the first time is not the best. Even 
Ihough I didn'l log a single new country, it was 
a lot of fun. Would I do il again next year? Does 
a chicken have a beak?

MALL ON THE 

International Broadcasting In a 
Changing World 

A Report on the Smithsonian Forum on the 
Media and Society, held In collaboration with 
Voice of America 

This is the last in a sériés of reports filed

Voice of America: 
At the Crossroads of News 
and Diplomacy 

Upon leaving after a stint at the Voice of 
America to return lo NBC News, John 
Chancellor said of his experience that the 
VOA stood al the "crossroads of news and 
dipiomacy". Now, nearly 30 years after 
Chancellor's statement, the VOA still finds 
ilself in the middle of the road not knowing 
which path to take. 

Because they are employées of the United 
States Information Agency, which is 
responsible fortheUS Govemment'soverseas 
information and cultural programs, the staff at 
the VOA, many of whom had once worked al 
sorae of the nation's most noted news 
organizations, seems to have a difficult time 
distinguishing whether they are joumalisls or 
diplomals. 

According to the US Government Manual, 
the officiai handbook of the fédéral 
government, the USIA, which is known 
overseas as the US Information Service, 
"conducts a wide variety of communication 
activities -- from académie and cultural 
exchanges to press, radio, télévision, film, 
seminar, lihrary and cultural programs abroad 
- in order to strenglhen foreign underslanding 
of American society, obtain greater support of 
US policies and increase underslanding 
between the United States and other countries". 

And although it is not officially a part of the 

US State Department, the agency reports lo 
the Président and the Secretary of State " on 
Worldwide public opinion as it is relevant to 
the formulation and conduct of US foreign 
policy", the manual states. 

"1 would I ike to think that the news the VOA 
broadeasts is comprehensive enough forpeople 
to understand what US foreign policy is, what 
the US policy at home is and to make 
independent judgments based on what we say", 
said Sid Davis, VOA's program director and 
former Washington bureau chief for NBC 
News. " If you were a member of our audience 
abroad, I don'l think that Ihere would be any 
question that you would know what US policy 
is based on what we say." 

Bob Jobbins, chief editor of the BBC World 
Service News, agreed: "The product speaks 
for itself. If they (the audience) lislen and fee! 
that what you're giving them is a doctored 
message or if they feel that what you 're saying 
has any degree of propaganda, then you lose 
credibilily and, I think, you lose audience. 

"It's interesting when you look back over 
the years at how much money and effort Radio 
Moscow put into its extemal broadcasting and 
statistically how few listeners it attracted." he 
said. "Information is a commodity. Even in the 
most restricted environmenl, where freedom 
is very limited, people can lest your message 
against other (broadeasters)." 

Davis and Jobbins, who prior lo joining the 
BBC in 1972 had worked for the Swiss 
Broadcasting Corporation, the French News 
Agency and Iran's Tehran Journal, and other 
international radio experts galhered in 
Washington this past winler to take part in a 
sériés of lectures sponsored by the Smithsonian 
Institution marking the golden anniversary of 
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the Voice of America. For the mosl part, Ihcy 
debated as lo whether the VOA is a source of 
unbiased, crédible international news or if it is 
simply another tool of the US1A to promote 
foreign policy. 

"Diplomacy dépends on média far more 
lhan média dépends on diplomacy."said Arthur 
Hummel, a career diplomat who served as 
deputy director at the VOA in 1961. "VOA is 
dcmonslrating who we are in a broader sensc. 
Il's not just policy, but whal is goingon in Ihis 
counlry, including the warts (and) the things 
the overseas audience knows about already 
from other sources. I think it is extremely 
important for counlries overseas lo understand 
us rather than only lo have a filtered view." 

Hummel, who has been the US Ambassador 
lo China, Burma, Ethiopia and Pakistan, said 
the VOA is the "radio of record" much like the 
New York Times is known as the "newspaper 
of record". 

"Diplomacy encompasses ail kinds of things, 
including personal activities of businessmen 
abroad, other newsmen abroad and ail of our 
people abroad and this kind of "public 
diplomacy" adds up, I think, to a prelty damn 
good picture of who we are." the ambassador 
said. 

While many at the Voice of America think 
the station is a crédible source of world news 
and not just simply a moulhpiece for the US 
State Department, some of the joumalists in 
the newsroom may disagree. In fact, many 
former VOA personnel were on hand at the 
lectures to réfuté much of the praise that was 
being paid to America's international 
shortwave voice. 

One former VOA news director, Bernard 
Kamenske, said the VOAfocused too much on 
news of the administration which was 
occupying the While House. And Philomena 
Jurey, who was the VOA's White House 
correspondent during the Nixon, Ford, Carter 
and Reagan Administrations, said she was 
basically ignored and laken for granled during 
her tour of duty covering the présidents. 

Ambassador Hummel commiserated with 
the fruslrated former VOAstaffers. "The VOA 
is crippled because it cannot do any 

investigative reporting. VOA gets most of ils 
news from other sources. An in-depth look at 
the issues isn't donc at the Voice of America." 

VOA has corne a long way, but the 
millenniumhasnolarrived.There'sstill tension 
somelimes belween the newsroom and the 
country desk at the State Department, but let 
me emphasize that there os tension on bolh 
sides. And sometimes erroneous information 
was contained in the news broadeast simply 
because " nobody phoncd up' to check a story 
with the State Department" he said. 

The battle over the purpose of the VOA is 
still raging. As one staffer put it, "the VOA is 
a clash between the journalists and the 
diplomats, and the two shall never meet." 

But what is in store for the Voice of America 's 
future, especially now that the Cold War is 
thawing and communism docs not seem to be * 
as much of a Ihreat to the world? 

"I think the future of international 
broadeasting is as bright as it has ever been," 
said Steve Forbes,président and chief executive 
officer of Forbes, Inc., and Chairman of the 
Board for International Broadeasting, which 
directs the opérations of Radio Free Europe 
and Radio Liberty. "Even though communism 
has fallen, there is still a numberofidea bailles 
to be waged. "Retreating on broadeasting 
would be a form if isolationism." Forbes said. 

At Bush House in London recenlly, the 
various services of the BBC's overseas 
opérations got together to détermine whal the 
1990s will bring. The study predicted that it 
will be a decade in which there will be a 
growth of nationalism, a spread of religious 
exlremism. an increase in poverty, an escalation 
of environmental problems and a prolifération 
of nuclear weapons. With ail these things 
happening in loday's world, David Witherow, 
the deputy managing director of the BBC 
World Service, said there is still a place for 
international radio. The question is, what will 
it Sound like? 

In the short term, shortwave will continue to 
be the preferred form of transmission to many 
areas, he said. In the longer term, however, he 
said the BBC, like everyone else, is looking for 
other ways of reaching ils audience such as 
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with satellites and direct broadcast Systems. 

"Thosc {international broadcasters) that are 
going lo be successful are those who can adapt 
to the new circumsfances 
and are going to find themselves dealing with 
the new technologies and being able to deliver 
interesting, informative and good programs 
which are relevant to our lisleners at the ofher 
end."said Witherow, who is responsible for 
news, audience research, relations with the 
foreign office and planning at the World 
Service. 

The ninelies may have already eamed ils 
place in history as a time of great upheaval and 
change. The Iron Curtain has fallen and the 
Cold War has ended. Therefore, many believe 
there is no longer a need for international 
broadcasting. 

"In my view, the Voice of America is now 
and will remain an indispensable element of 
the United States' ability to conduct ils public 
policy abroad." said Hans Tuch, a former 
VOA acting director and 35-year career

diplomat. "In some cases, it will remain ever 
in the foreseeable future as the only effective 
instrument of communication which we have 
available to us to communicate directly with 
foreign audiences." 

John Hughes, another former VOA director 
who most recently helped the Christian Science 
Monilor Radio get on the air, said radio played 
an "extraordinary, significant and magnificent 
rôle" in bringing about the dramalic changes 
that have taken place in the world recently. But 
he doesn't think the job is donc. 

"There are afairnumberofbad guysaround 
the world. But, aside from the bad guys, I think 
the United States ought to be lalking to its 
friends as well as its foes," said Hughes, who 
is chairman of the President's Task Force on 
International Broadcasting. 

"International radio has been a remarkably 
good investment, I think, for the American 
taxpayer. It sure is cheaper to fight the war of 
words crackling over shortwave than with 
weapons." 

GROVESWIOORECEIVER-Grove Enterprises, Inc. announcedat the recentDaylonHamvention 
their plans to produce a général coverage SW receiver. Due in August 1992, the SW100 is to be 
a professional grade receiver with a cost of less than $1200. Preliminary spécifications are quite 
impressive: up-conversion triple superheterodyne design covering 10 kHz to 32 mHz, frequency 
readout resolution to 10 Hz, sensitivity of 0.5 microvolts (SSB, 10 dB SINAD), 3rd order intercept 
point of +15 dB, IF/image rejection of 90 dB and dynamic range of 80 dB (bandwidth not 
specified).The standard unit is to include synchronous détection, 1 OOmemory channels (expandable 
to 1000), memory scan, dual VFO's, bass/treble tone controls and a notch filter. Standard filter 
bandwidths are AM/SSB; 6, 3 and 2.4 kHz and FM; 150,15 and 6 kHz. The unit requires 12 volts 
DC (adaptor included) and has provisions for tape recorder remote control. A RS232 computer 
interface is to be optional. 

Please remember that Ihese spécifications are tentative and that the receiver is not yel available. 
Grove's previously planned receiver, the SR1000, never made it past the vaporware stage. 
Hopefully the SW100 will see the light of day, as it contains a host of useful and interesting features.

KIWA ELECTRONICS FILTER MODULES 
To paraphrase a popular say ing—" You can never be too rich, too thin or have too many bandwidth 
choices". Selectivity, along with adjacent strong signal handling ability, has become more 
important than sensitivity as a receiver spécification in this âge of solid-state radios and high- 
power broadcasting stations. Unfortunately, most manufacturers continue lo offer a single 
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compromise filter bandwidth for shortwave broadcast listcning/DX. I bave never understood why 
radios corne with 6 kHz bandwidth filters when the standard SW channel spacing is 5 kHz. 

Trying to improvc a receiver's stock filtering is not always an easy or inexpensive task. The 
optional filters that some manufaclurers sell are usually expensive and are directed more towards 
amateur or utility monitoring needs. Some dealers make the superb Collins mechanical filters 
available as modifications, but Ihese are very coslly. Allhough the ceramic filters used in most 
radios loday are low in price, they are difficult to oblain in single quantilies. Anotherproblem that 
arises in attempting after-market selectivity improvements is malching the add-on filter's inpul 
and output impédance to the radio's exisling circuitry. This is necessary to maximize skirt 
selectivity and minimize passband ripple and insertion loss. Given ail these factors, it's no wonder 
that extemal audio filtering has become such a popular way of improving a receiver's selectivity! 

Now, Kiwa Electronics has introduced their line of "Filter Modules", a reasonably priccd way to 
customize a receiver's selectivity. The design also éliminâtes the need forcrilical matchingand is 
available in a wide variety of bandwidths. The only disadvantage of the modules is that they require 
user installation (detailed instructions are provided) — which is not difficult if onc has a basic 
familiarity with rcading schematics/recognizing components and can soldcr/desolder printed 
circuit boards. Kiwa docs not offer an installation service. 

The Filter Modules are small plastic blocks approximately one by two by 3/4 inches in size with 
two miniature coaxial cables for signal input/oulput and two wires for power and ground. Voltage 
rcquired is 4.5 to 36 V DC, although 10 to 15 volts is optimal. They must be used in radios with 
a 455 kHz intermediate frequency and due to the highcr voltages in such unils, it is not 
recommended that they be used in tube rcceivers, The following bandwidths (at -6 dB) are 
available: 6, 5,5,5, 4.5,4 and 3.5 kHz. TVvo 3.5 kHz modules may be cascaded to yield a 2.8 kHz 
bandwidth and a 4 and 3.5 unit will give a 3.0 kHz bandwidth when cascaded. Shape factor (-60/ 
-6 dB bandwidth) is 1.8 or less for ail modules. The modules are designcd to be mounted within 
the receiver's cabinet using Velcro tape. The need for impédance malching is obvialed by the use 
of inpul and output buffer amplifiers, which also allow the modules to be installed with zéro 
insertion loss. In addition to the buffer amps, each module contains three ceramic filters. Perhaps 
the most interesting spécification that these modules possess is their price — S40 each, plus S4 for 
shipping/handling. 

I tried one of the 4.5 kHz modules in a Drake SSR-1.1 chose this radio to modify becausc of the 
cheap stock filtering as well as ils wide-open layout. Filter installation went wilhout a hitch, 
although I did create one solder "bridge" that took a few minutes of headscratching to find and 
correct. Due to the design of this particularreceiver, I had to realign the BFO afler installation. The 
Kiwa Filter Module made a significant improvemenl in selectivity, withoul any discernable drop 
in signal level. Signais now "pop" into the filter passband as I tune across the dial - a mark of good 
skirt selectivity. 

At long lasf, there is a reasonably priced and relatively easy way to improve your receiver's 
selectivity — as long as your receiver is solid-state, bas a 455 kHz IF and you (or someone you 
know) has some minimal lechnical ability. Kiwa will also supply on request a diagram for a simple 
diode-switchingcircuit to allow switching between two modules. I highly recommend this product 
and look forward to olhers from ils manufacturer. Contact Kiwa Electronics, 612 South 14th 
Avenue, Yakima, WA 98902 (509-453-KrWA) for more information.

From an Island in Ontario 
My currcnt vacation venue has prompted me 

to briefly mention a shortwave broadcast service 
targeted to this area.Those living in the 
Northeastern United States and Southeastem 
Canada can "eavesdrop" on a radio service 
established for Toronto, Canada residents and 
others having weekend homes in an area called 
"Cottage Country." Cottage Country ranges up 
to 200 miles north ofToronto, and is dotted with 
many fine lakes and other out-of-the-way 
vacation settings. That radio service is CFRX, 
the 6070 kHz shortwave relay of mediumwave 
CFRB, Toronto's most !istened-to station. 

l'vc found CFRX helptlil while vacationing 
with family up here, even though mediumwave 
and FM radio have nowbeen established in the 
région. CFRX dates back to the 1930s (if my 
memory is still sound — I don't have my CFRX 
notes with me) when local radio around here 
didn't exist. 

Even when home in Pennsylvania, I find 
CFRX an entertaining alternative due to its 
Canadian perspective, its news about a région I 
enjoy, and its window on matters important to 
Torontonians.Government-sponsored 
international radio services must distill much of 
what's interesting about a particular country in 
order to maintain broad audience appeal. This 
isn't necessarily bad - without broad appeal, it 
would be difticult for large international 
broadeasters to justify their expenses to remote 
audiences. 

My personal favorite on CFRX is The World 
Today, from2100 to 2300 UTC Mondays-Fridays 
(one hour later when EST is in effect). This is a 
comprehensive report on local, national, and 
international news, along with sports, weather, 
traffic, and commentary. Hearing about traffic 
problems on Highway 401 almost makes me feel 
like Tm there! 

Propagation to Eastern Pennsylvania is 
gcnerally quite reliable during local daylight; 
evenings, as the 49 meter band gets more 
crowded, is a bit more difficult. 

The Earth Summit 
One of the interesting aspects of International 

Broadeasters' programming is the convergence 
of coverage when scheduled international 
political events take place. June présents one 
such opportunify with the United Nations Earth 

Conférence that generally goes by the name 
"Earth Summit." I am aware of several 
international broadeasters planning spécial 
events, including Radio Deutsche Welle and the 
BBC World Service, The conférence itself is 
scheduled formid-June, but the preceding days 
will likely feature spécial programs or feature 
stories within current affairs programs. 

Of spécial note is the BBC World Service 
Earthlivcsphone-in scheduled for21 June with 
Maurice Strong, chairperson of the Rio Summit. 
Please noie; This is now scheduled one week 
later lhan shown in last month's column. The 
phone number: Your international access code 
(011 in the USA and Canada), followed by 44- 
71-379-7444, You're requested to phone in 
starting at 1200 UTC on the day ofthe program; 
if the BBC desires to use your question, you'll be 
called back just before or during the program. 
The program itselfairsliveat 1401 onJune2lst, 
with edited 30-minute repeats the next day 
(Monday) at 0630 and 1001. 

Radio Moscow World Service 
Ifs interesting to monitor the subtle changes 

in Radio Moscow from month to month as a 
more open society continues to take root. One 
example: the frequently airing commentary 
program News and Views. Now, after each 
subject, you'll hear "Commentary by ..." It 
appears Radio Moscow no longer needs to treat 
commentary and opinion programming as 
"news."

Ihighlightedthe EarthlivesPhone-In above; 

several other programs are tied into the Earth 
Summit. They're shown in chronological order 
below. The other BBC highlight is a new sériés, 
Héritage, in which Malcolm Billings investigates 
how some ofthe world's archaeological treasures 
and historical buildings are threatenedby modem 
development, theft, or old âge. 

1 June: Although the first édition of The 
Olympians will air before you receive the June 
Journal, I wanted to preview this eight-part 
weekly sériés airing Mondays except during the 
Wimbledon coverage (see below).

Please 
scratch out that location and replace it with 
"SPANISH MOROCCO". Several of our sharp 
eyed and knowledgeable members quickly 
recognized and alerted me of this error. I 
apologize for any inconvenience this error may 
have caused. In the future I will try not to 
relocate transmitters sites without prior notice! 
We will continue our tour of the African 
continent with some DX and QSL tips for those 
that would like to increase their réception and 
verie totals. Ail times listed are UTC. And 
away we go. ... 
8.) RWANDA - Deutsche Welle maintains a 
giant relay facility in this central African 
nation making this another easy catch in North 
America. Tuning in at the following times and 
frequencies will allow you to hear DW: (Only 
English language transmissions listed) 

0400 0445 hrs on 7225 // 9565 kHz (Cen. & S. Africa beam) 1400 -1445 hrs on 9735 kHz (Cen & E. Africa beam) i500 - 1545 hrs on l i965 kHz (S. Africa beam) 0900 0945 hrs on 15410 kHz (S. Africa beam) 1100- 1145 hrs on 15410// 17800 kHz (W. Africa beam) 
DW is known for their excellent vérification 
policy. Although over the past year (since the 
demise of Radio Berlin International) Deutsche 
Welle has been providing full-data QSL cards, 
it is unknown whether this is a temporary 
policy or a new way of life at DW. Return 
postage is not necessary for a reply but they do 
appreciate a self-addressed envelope. You can 
expect a reply in about one or two months. 
Radio Rwandaise can also be monitored from 
this nation but as a national broadcaster, they 
are not nearly as easy to hear. Try listening at 
the following times and frequencies: 

0300 0600 hrs on 3330 // 6055 kHz 0900 - 2100 hrs on 3330 // 6055 kHz 
Réception of this station is seldomly reported in 
North America. CHU, the Canadian Time 
Standard station transmits on 3330 kHz and 
6055 is home to a number of SW broadcasters. 
Although they do occasionally broadcast in 
English if you should hear this station it will 
most likely be in French or Swahili. 
A QSL Card from this broadcaster would be a 
good addition to any ones collection. A report in 
French with IRC's or $'5 may help obtaining a 
response. Expect a one to four month period in 
getting such. 
9.) ASCENSION ISLAND - Before we get too 
far into darkest Africa, now may be a good time 

to highlight a few more of the large relays that 
are rather easy to log. Among them would be 
this Atlantic Océan Island site. 

The BBC opérâtes on twenty-eight frequencies 
from this location. It is possible to hear one of 
their transmissions from this site almost any 
time of day. Please refer to the World Radio TV 
Handbook or Passport to World Band Radio for 
spécifie times and frequencies. 

As previously noted, the BBC in London is no 
longer interested in your réception reports. Your 
request for a QSL card will most likely be 
ignored or you may receive a form letter stating 
their lack of interest in listener reports. You will 
do much better by sending your report directly 
to the transmitter site at English Bay, 
Ascension Island, c/o Neil Johnson Maintenance 
Engineer. Mint stamps, IRC's or US$ will help 
you obtain a QSL in about 6 to 12 weeks. 

The Voice of America also opérâtes a relay 
facility from this location on a number of 
différent frequencies. Ail are reported to be 250 
kw giants which make them easy targets in 
North America.

A réception report to the VOA's Washington, 
D.C. address will generally (but not always) 
resuit in a QSL. No reply postage is necessary. 

10.) SEYCHELLES - Off the east coast of the 
continent in the Indian Océan lies this tropical 
paradise. This is reported to be one of the most 
beautiful régions of the world. Sounds like a 
good place for a NASWA DXpedition or the 1993 
SWL Winterfest! 

Again, the BBC opérâtes a relay facility at this 
location which should not be too challenging to 
hear. Try a few of the following times and 
frequencies: 

1700 - 2200 hrs on 6005 kHz 1E. Africa beam) 1615 1745 hrs on 9630 kHz 1E Africa beam) 1830 1900 hrs on 9630 kHz < E. Africa Beam) i830 - 2030 hrs on 9630 kHz ( E. Africa Beam)*1 

1400 - 1430 hrs on 11860 kHz ( E. & S. Africa beam) 0300 - 2030 hrs on 15420 kHz ( E. & S. Africa beam)''* 0300 - 1400 hrs on 17885 kHz (E. & S. Africa beam)'"* * (SummerOnly) ** (not continuons opération, but on most hrs listed) 
Réception reports should be sent directly to the 
relay site at Grande Anse, Mahe, Seychelles to 
the attention of Peter Lovejoy, Senior 
Transmitter Engineer or Peter Lee, Résident 
Engineer. Again, Mint Stamps, IRC's and/or 
US$ are appreciated and helpful. 
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The Far East Broadcasting Association (or 
FEBA) also transmits extensively from this 
location although their English transmissions 
are quite limited. Try the following: 

1500 - 1600 hrs on 11865 kHz (S. Asia Beam) 1500 -1600 hrs on 9590 // 15330 kHz (Tues.-Sat.) (S.Asia Beam) 
Best bet to catch this one on the North 
American east coast is during the winter season 
on 15330 kHz. It may be better heard on the 
west coast. If you should hear this broadcaster, 
you will most likely hear a recorded religions 
program. 
FEBA is a pretty reliable vérifier if you enclose 
a mint stamp, IRC or US$. Address your report 
to the station at Box 234, Mahe, Seychelles. 
Attn: Mary Asba or J. Reddy, their QSL 
secretaries. Look for your reply in two to three 
months. 

11.) EGYPT - The 250 kw transmitter of Radio 
Cairo makes this another easy African nation 
to hear. Hear, but not understand! As anyone 
who has ever listened to this outfit can tell you, 
Radio Cairo has the worst modulation on the 
continent, if not the world. Their modulation is 
so poor, it is nearly impossible to understand 
anything that they are transmitting. This is 
nothing new at R.C., they have been operating 
like this for a number of years. It is unknown 
why they continue to operate like this. If you are 
up to the challenge, try listening at the 
following times and frequencies: 

0200 - 0330 hrs on 9475 // 9675 //11865 kHz (N. America Beam) 1215- 1330 hrs on 17595 kHz (S Asia beam) 1630- 1830 hrs on 15255 kHz (Cen & S Africa beam) 
2030 -2200 hrs on 15375 kHz (W. Africa beam) 2115 - 2245 hrs on 9900 kHz (Europe beam) 

Radio Cairo is another good vérifier although 
not one of the fastest. No return postage is 
required and occasionally they will include a 
small sticker or pocket calendar, especially if 
you graciously ask for such. A reply may take up 
to six months however. 

12.) SOUTH AFRICA - Radio South Africa 
(RSA) can still be heard rather easily although 
they stopped beaming their signal to North 
America several years ago. This was due more 
to political reasons than économie which is a 
real shame as this broadcaster provided perhaps 
some of the best and most diversified 
programming to corne from Africa. Their large 
transmitters always allowed reliable réception 
of their signal. With recent changes in the 
political climate of this nation, possibly they 
may reconsider their broadcasting policy in the 
near future. In the meantime you can try 
listening for English language broadeasts at the 
following times and frequencies; 

0400 - 0500 hrs on 7270//15230//17835 kHz (Africa beam) 1000 1100 hrs on 21535 kHz ( E. Africa beam) 1100 - 1200 hrs on 9555//11860//11900 kHz (Africa 
beam) 1500 - 1800 hrs on 7230//17840 kHz (Africa beam) 1600 - 1800 hrs on 21535 kHz (W. Africa beam) 

RSA used to provide very colorful full data 
QSL's. Although they still do respond to 
réception reports, they now do so much less 
frequently. When writing to them, express your 
desire to have them résumé transmissions to 
North America. It can only help! 
A number of domestic broadeasters from South 
Africa can also be monitored in North America 
without too much diffîculty. Try listening for the 
following:

13.) LIBYAN ARAB JAMAHIRIYA (LIBYA) 
The Voice of the Great Homeland is rather 
easy to hear. Unfortunately (depending upon 
your point of view) they do not transmit in 
English. Tune in as follows: 

1115 - 1315 and 1745 0430 hrs on 15235+, 15415, 
15450.17725 kHz 
* - Best réception on this freq. 

A taped report sent to Radio Jamahiriya, c/o 
Mohamed Sweidan, Box 17, Hamrun Malta - 
will generally produce a colorful QSL in 
approximately four months. 
WARNING - Your mileage may vary! You will 
not be able to hear ail the stations which  
listed in this column. Réception dépends upon 
many variables, including location, season, 
propagation conditions, weather conditions, 
time of day, co-channel interférence, and ail the 
other factors that affect shortwave réception. 
With the summer months upon us, African 
réception can be very challenging due to 
increased static levels, especially on the lower 
frequencies. Most of the stations presented to 
this point may be heard on most receivers 
without too much diffîculty. Of course the better 
your receiver and antenna, the better your 
chances for réception. 
In the next "African Destinations" column we 
will begin highlighting those stations which are 
a little bit tougher to receive and verify. A good 
outdoor antenna oriented toward Africa will be 
very bénéficiai. Over the next few months, it 
may be a good time to review and upgrade your 
African Antenna' and préparé for increased

Portraits

Happy springtime! And, l'm glad to report, 
life springs eternal in the "PORTRAITS" 
column. Thanks to the several who 
responded to my "S.O.S." our column will be 
around for a time and we will get to know 
more of our fellow NASWAns. Now, on to 
Part II of our Portrait of Dr. Harold Cônes. 

"During my time in High School, I had a job 
at Herndon Electronics which was the only 
TV repair store in town. I became as good a 
TV repairman as any (until some fool 
invented transistors and ail my vacuum 
tube knowledge went down the proverbial 
toilet)! I had added to my shortwave 
receivership by building a KnightKit 
'Space Spanner" which wasn't much of a 
receiver, the BC-312M worked best with a 
three foot voltmetcr lead for an antenna - 
anything else overloaded it. I logged some 
dandies with it while the Space Spanner 
often had trouble receiving WWV in 
Maryland, only 100 miles away. Because of 
my work in the TV store I ran across most of 
the local hams and one took a spécial 
interest in me, helping me get my General 
Class ticket - W4RKE, as I was known. I 
built up a large homebrew setup and set the 
world on fire on 80 meters, but my major 
interest remained with the shortwave 
broadcasters. I got me a job at a real science 
place the summer before I left for collège 
(and every summer for the next four years). 
That summer I invented, if you will, an 
electronic activity chamber for small 
rodents [and now we have them for small 
children - NINTENDO - in - the ■ den. -éd.] 
which I am still co-patent holder on, and a 
wireless microphone that was a real piece of 
crap." 

"At any rate, it was ofî to collège for my 
raoney-making interest of Biology and some 
DXing from eastern Tennessee. My interest 
gradually shifted from shortwave to other 
things and I dropped from the hobby, 
including my ham ticket. I went to 
graduate school, started a job and a family 
and then, over Christmas break 1982, I 
turned up a package of old shortwave 
letters and stuff, and I felt the fascination 
returning. With my dad's urging, I bought a 
'see-if-you-are-really-interested' receiver, a 

DX-100 on sale at Radio Shack for $79,95 - 
cheap price because they were dropping it 
and after a little use I could see why. After a 
day I was hooked again! But things had 
changed! Relay stations, 500 Kw 
transmitters, real hobby publications and so 
on. The DX-100 gave way to a Yaesu-7700 
and in 1983 I verified 117 countries, in 
addition to going to the ANARC convention 
in Washington and meeting Russ Lay, 
Charlie Foxx, David Jones at the Alice 
Brannigan stretch pants exhibit (and in 
spite of that I am still in the hobby!!)." 

"Ijoined NASWA in 1982 and, shortly after, 
the first real meeting of the new ODDX 
group was held and I was there. For 
NASWA, I did the Dr. DX column, became 
Editor-in-Chief in 1987, did Listeners' 
Classroom and African Destinations. I am 
now the fellow you write to if you wish to 
receive one of the NASWA awards. My 
présent country count using the NASWA list 
is: 220 heard, 216 verified." 

"I would like to offer a few reflections: 1.) 
Vérifications in the 50a & 60s had more real 
postage stamps on them. 2.) Mail from 
Moscow, Prague, etc. had to be picked up and 
signed for at the post office back then. 3.) RN 
& SRI used to send weekly full - detailed 
program schedules with postcards and other 
goodies in them. 4.) It seems to me there 
used to be more shortwave listeners then 
than there are now, 5.) Hank Bennett issued 
more than 40,000 WPE callsigns in ten years 
and from what I see in the hobby press now, 
there can't be nearly that many now - - guess 
it is ail the interest in computers. 6.) The 
hobby is much more enjoyable when you 
have others to share it with. 7.) There used 
to be more local sources of shortwave 
supplies aside from the mail order outlets, 
and 8.) The proven choice of shortwave 
listeners is Hormel Chili and Molsons. 
Research has shown this combination will 
increase your country count by 10% by 
eliminating the compétition in the same 
room, thereby insuring you the highest 
country count of the night."

Voice of Orthodoxy. 

by Jerry Berg 

The Voice of Orthodoxy is a Christian association based in Paris. It is an independenl voluntary 
organization which aims to serve the religious needs of those Orthodox Christians in the former Soviet 
Union who have little or no contact with priesls or churcbes. The overwhelming majorily of Christians 
in the former U.S.S.R. are Orthodox. Il has been estimaled thaï there are betwecn 50 and 70 million 
of them. But many of these people have been deprived of churches and priests and often remain 
ignorant of the main tenets of the creed. The Voice of Orthodoxy tries to help these people that are 
scattered throughout the counlry and alleviate the difficulties connected with the religious éducation 
of children. 

The Voice of Orthodoxy uses radio broadcasting to spread ils message. The programs are made and 
recorded in Paris and transmitled by shortwave from Radio Trans Europe in Portugal. The Voice of 
Orthodoxy began broadcasting lo Russia in 1981 for 15 minutes weekly. Within eight years it had 
expandedto 198 minutes per week. Gradually, reactions from the Soviet Union accumulated. Although 
their program lime isnowsomewhatreduced (1-1/2 hours per week since the beginningof 1992), they 
are overloaded with work at présent due to the developments in Russia and the tremendous increase 
in letlers from lisleners there. They are also exploring the possibility of broadcasting over local Russian 
stations. 

The schedule of the Voice of Orthodoxy is as follows: On 9670 kHz., Wednesday at 1700-1730, 
Saturday at 1630-1700; on 9690 kHz., Sunday al 0500-0530. In addition, there are 12 one-hour 
broadcasts which relay the liturgy on the "great fcast days"—weekdays at 1600-1700 on 9670 kHz., 
Sundays at 0430-0530 on 9690 kHz. The broadcasl on Wednesday is devoted to prayer. The broadcast 
on Saturday is designed lo leach children and the young the basis of the faith and of Christian moralily. 
The broadcast on Sunday moming transmits part of the liturgy of the day, as well as texts and 
commentaries related to Orthodox spirituality and the doctrine of the Christian faith.

Collecting radio stamps is anolher great way to enjoy the radio hobby. The Radio Stamps 
column features illustrations and collecting tips for radio subjects on postage stamps, meter 
stamps, postal cancellations and other philatélie items. 

Watch for Radio Anniversaries on Stamps in 1992 

This could be a good year for collecting radio stamps. Keep your eye open for possible new 
postage stamps, meter stamps and postal cancellations this year, ffom around the world, to 
commemorate broadeasting anniversaries in Gambia (Radio Gambia: 30th anniversary), Great 
Britain (BBC: 70th anniversary, Radio Leicester: 25th anniversary), Switzerland (70th 
anniversary of broadeasting) and the United States (VOA: 50th anniversary). Write if you have 
news, and ITI include it in an upcoming column. 

Here's a look at some examples from previous years that would make great additions to your 
collection. 

The BBC celebrated 50 years of broadeasting in 1972. To commemorate the anniversary, four 
postage stamps were issued in Great Britain on September 13. The 3 p dénomination features 
a variety of microphones, and the 5 p stamp shows a horn speaker. The T/i p issue has a BBC 
télévision caméra, and the 9 p stamp shows equipment from the Marconi/Kemp experiments of 
1897. 
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Radio Gambia first broadcast in May 1962. Three commemorative postage stamps were issued 
for ils lOth anniversary on May 1, 1972. The 4 b and the 37 b dénominations show the office 
and studio building of the station. The design of the 25 b dénomination stamp features a map 
of west Africa, including a radio tower and radio waves in The Gambia at Bathurst.

The Voice of America was established in 1942 during the second world war. To celebrate its 
25lh anniversary in 1967, a 5 c commemorative postage stamp was issued by the United States 
on August Ist. It shows a stylized,radio tower with radiating radio waves. Although l'm not 
aware of any first-day-of-issue cancellations with a radio design for this stamp, an attractive first 
day cover was issued. The cachet on the left shows the VOA's master control board in 
Washington, D.C.; an array of radio towers and antenna, at an unidentified location; and the 
globe encircled by radio waves.

Postage stamps, meler 
stamps and postal cancellations have been used around the world to commemorate significant 
radio anniversaries, and the VOA's 50th anniversary is certainly worthy of such philatélie 
attention.

on the 1967 VOA first day cover. l'd be pleased as well to know if other first day covers were 
issued for the VOA's 25th anniversary. If you have information, please write with détails or 
illustrations for the column. 
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The 50th anniversary of broadcasting in Switzerland was commemorated with a spécial postage 
stamp on Febmary 17, 1972 (above). Il features symbolic radio waves and the face of a child. 
Postal cancellations make great additions to your collection too. The 5th anniversary of Radio 
Leicester, Britain's first local radio station, was noted with a spécial BBC cancellation on 
September 13, 1972.

For a taped report, seven 
months since follow-up, ten months total, though only 7 days in transit from Malabo. Worth waiting 
for. No address as such anywhere, though letterhead says "Embajada de Espana, Cooperacion 
Espanol," so Tm sure a Itr to Radio Africa 2000 c/o the Spanish Embassy, Malabo, will do it. (Jerry

The service has altemated between these two frequencies 
smce it first appeared here aboul a year ago. Keep in mind that the old Radio Baghdad ID was Ihe 
former ID for forcign services that now use the Radio Iraq International ID, Domestic services such 
as the Arabie and Kurdish service, use the above ID in their respective languages. Hence although 
the Radio Baghdad ID was widely used by DXers (myself included) to identify both foreign and 
domestic service transmissions, such usage was inaccurate. (Hans Johnson)

(Marcel Roberts, 
Holland, on RNMN 5/7) Wrong time shown in May LN; should be 1831 and 2031, naî 1831-2031 
since 4/4. Also heard on 13620 in English *1800-2100* (Emie Behr) 

KUWAIT - R. Kuwait on new 21675 *1315-1745* AA, vy strong 4/17 w/500 kw; also on 13620 
in EE *1800-2100*. (Emie Behr) R. Kuwait has confirmed that two 500 kw SW xrnlrs are operating. 
They are gradually restoring the sked they had before the Gulf War. (Andy Sennitt on RNMN 4/16) 

KYRGYZSTAN - Kyrgyz Radio's First Program opérâtes on 4040 kHz at 2300-1800. There's 
a newseast at 2304-2320 which includes some English, as well as Kyrgyz and Russian.

Julius Herrmanns of the Netherlands visited Lithuania in late April or early May. R. Vilnius 
is located in an old broadeast building near a huge park on the west side of the city. Edvinas Butkus, 
editor in chief, told Herrmanns that 199rs bill for renting Russian SW xmtrs was 300,000 rubles; this 
year it will be over two million rubles. The average monthly pay in Lithuania is about 2200 rubles. 
[The Russian ruble is not freely traded in the west but circulâtes at par in Lithuania; the Bank of 
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Lithuania bas been controlling the exchange rate between 90-140 rubles per US dollar, ~mf| However, 
when R. Centras puts on its end-of-the month SW broadcast, the staff drives ont to Sitkunai with ils 
tapes and pays 35 rubles (about 40 US cents) for one hour of xmtr time. R. Centras is backed by a 
major Vilnius newspaper and bas studios on the 18th floor of the Press House. R.Vilnius received 
a record two hundred letters from overseas in February. The mail appears evenly balanced between 
program listeners and DXers. The extemal service has a staff of about 20, about half in the Fnglish 
department, graduâtes of Vilnius University, and half in the Lithuanian department, moslly joumalists. 

Somc of the studios damaged during the Soviet occupation have not been repaired. When the 
Soviets left in August they emptied ail the fire extinguishers. 

Julius Herrmanns was driven to the Sitkunai site by the husband of one of the English 
announcers. The barricades used to keep the Soviet troops from reaching the station in the 1991 
putsch were only then being removed. Thousands of local residents had blocked the roads with their 
bodies in the winter when the Soviets tried to reach the xmtr site. 

The Sitkunai xmtr site houses a 500 kw xmtr on 666 kHz and a 50 kw SW xmtr on 9710 kHz. 
The equipment is quite old and some of it was made by Radio Lithuania staff. Sitkunai has one 
studio, equipped in the late 1930's in anticipation of WW II. The original equipment was sdll in place 
and was used for the firsl time 1/13/91 when Soviet troops occupied the Vilnius studios. When 
Herrmanns and his driver turned up they were mistaken for an inspection team from Vilnius and the 
whole staff turned out to meet them. 

He found only two types of SW receivers in a store in Vilnius. One was cheap and had the 
East European FM band and only the 31m b/c band. A largcr set made in latvia had LW, MW, 
88-108 MHz, FM, and SW. Lithuanians still listen a lot to BBC and R. Free Europe, but not as much 
as formerly, because Lithuanian radio is now free and carries both RFE and the VOA. (RNMN 5/21) 

LUXEMBOURG - R. Luxembourg-, frequency in May LN should, of course, be 15350. (Emie 
Behr) [Yeah, I mistyped it; and, of course, 153350 kHz would not be shortwave, regardless of the 
pontifications of some frequenters of some computer networks, df) Puts solid signais into New 
Zcaland 0100-0500.

MOZAMBIQUE - (Clandestine) Voice ofRenamo announced 0500 4/15 that a program dedicaled 
to the Mozambique National Résistance Armed Forces would be broadcast 1045-1145 on 9860 kHz. 
Monitoring research has failed to locale the transmission. (WBI 4/24) 

NAMIBIA - Namibian R/C Corp's current sked shows two 49m freqs replacing the 41m freqs listed 
in WRTH 92. The National Service in GG & Afrikaans runs 0600-1600 on 6175, and 1600-0600 on 
3270 kHz. The National Service in ethnie languages uses 6060 kHz al 0800-1600 & 3270 kHz at 
1600-2000. [sic; WRTH 92 said Afrikaans, GG and vemaculars on 3290 and EE only on 3270. So 
has EE been dropped?-mf] (NBC via John ?Newenhursl, Holland, and Andy Sennitt on RNMN 5/14)

that mid-month sunset in May, June & July is around 0500, so this may be possible in eastem NA 
from then till 0600*.
