I agree wilh Jerry Lineback's comments that followed my article, "Some Thoughls on 
Reporting Loggings," in the February Journal. What it cornes down to is that, in IDing 
stations, what counts is not only what you hear but what you know. And experience is still 
the best teacher. That's why it is generally acknowledged that an experienced DXer using 
mediocre équipaient will usually out-DX a beginner with much more expensive gear. As 
Jerry points out, one way to know the bands is to tune Ihem regularly; another is to 
concentrale on stations from particular parts of Ihe world (like Latin Americans or 
Indonesians). 

The DXer's location is also important. Jerry's knowledge of the stations on 3385 kHz. 
cannot easily be duplicated at my New England location because the signais on that 
frequency are seldom more than whispers. This means that the experience of hearing 
various stations on that channel, and becoming familiar with their characterislics, is much 
lessavailable to me, andso larn more likely tocall these loggings tentative orunidentified, 
compared with people who are able to get better réception and thus have full identifications 
or presumed loggings. Every location has ils benefits and burdens in this regard. 

The point is to notjump to conclusions, and to report the log accurately, whetheryou feel 
you have positively identified the station or not.

Our third and final Dxpedition of the season to French Creek State Park is now history. In 
early February, we managed another Sunday througb Wednesday Dxpedition where we 
benefit front nobody else was using the cabin facilities on vveekdays. It is tnuch easier to 
erect antennas here rallier than Gifford Pinchot where clothes would shred while stringing 
wire. Fred Kohlbrenner, Kris Field and Ed Mauger rounded out the group. 

DX conditions were far front idéal upon arrivai but there is always something to be found 
if you are patient. We awoke Monday morning to a coating of snow and ice, which made 
things look nice provided you weren't driving anywhere. Highlight of the morning was 
clear réception of Laos in 6,130 kHz with their famous 7 gongs at 1200 U IC. Laler that day 
Mogadishu was heard on new I 1,204 kHz prior to 2058*. The next two mornings we 
enjoyed excellent openings to South America. While conditions weren't spectacular, they * 
were satisfactory with lots of good stuff being heard.

The following day, a park 
attendant stopped by the cabin to clean it and asked about the wires. After almost 30 
Dxpeditions to stale parks over the years, this is the first lime someone came to clean the 
cabin while it was slill in use! Of course antenna installation can be amusing. On day two 
Ed decided to do some fancy antenna work, which provided plenty of enlertainment for 
those of us that decided to stay indoors and watch. Only reasonable décorum prevents me 
from repealing the torlured events we observed.

John and I will tell you more about the sur- 
vey during our Forum présentation. 

QI. What are your interests in the radio 
monitoring/shortwave hobby? (multiple 
answers allowed) 

DXing 90% 
Program Listening 77% 
Pirates 52% 
Scanning 39% 
Utilities 35% 
Amateur 26% 

With this resuit, we feel comfortable includ- 
ing a forum on program listening and con- 
tent during the 'Fest; Ihere is always the con- 
cern lhat attendees will be solely interesled 
in DX topics, and that program content isn't 
relevant. Thankfully this hasn't been the case 
for the 'Fest. 

Q2. Do you ever use the Internet to listen to 
programs by international broadcasters? 

Yes 52% 
No 48% 

Given that internet-delivered audio 
("webcasting", or "netradio", if you prefer) 
was still a new phenomenon last March, this 
degree of pénétration was surprisingly high. 
Il will be interesting to see the shift in this 
response year-on-year. Favorite broadcasters 
via this route included Radio Canada Inter- 
national, Radio Netherlands, BBC World 
Service, and the VOA. As has long been 
harped on in this space, the VOA purpose- 
fully and irrationally avoids US domestic 
residents as a component of its constituency. 
1 believe the VOA can better ensure its long 
lerm survivability by cultivating a domestic 
constituency, since we are the VOA's fund- 
ing source. Broadcasters such as RCI and 
Radio Australia, having survived severe 
funding cuts, have determined they need to 
better relate to their own residents to génér- 
ale favorable public opinion. Promotion of 
VOA webcasting might be a cost-efficient 
way for the VOA to obtain this benefit as 
well. 

Q3. Do you use the Internet to oblnin 
schedule, frequeney and program infor- 
mation? 

Yes 68% 
No 32% 

I remember running an informai 'Fest forum 
covering on-line services eight years ago, 
when text-based commercial services, 
Fidonet, and USENET were the only options 
for information. Clearly the 'Net is well- 
suited for this purpose, as printed works such 
as Passport to World Band Radio became 
useless for the BBC schedule when the 
schedule was revamped in January. See the 
end of this month's column for additional 
information on a new 'Net venture of pos- 
sible interest. 
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Q4. If your favorite sliortwavc station was 
in (langer of heing closctl, would you be 
willing to contribute nioney to support ils 
continuance? 

Yes 68% 
No 32% 

Tins was a new question in last year's sur- 
vey. Coulcl the US public radio économie 
niodel—where private voluntary support 
pays a signiflcant portion of the freight—be 
relevant in these days of downsizing? Most 
folks said il could. Hopefully we're not go- 
ing to sce (|uarlerly two-week fund drives 
on the RBC World Service anylirne soon, but 
international broadeasters unfamiliar with 
US public radio might wish to examine ils 
rôle for possible relevance. For example, 
when WD1Y-FM here in Allentown became 
a 24-hour station by picking up the new 
World Radin Network feed, I immediately 
gave inoney to the station. 

Q5. Ilow inucli per ycar would you con- 
Iribute? 

We allowcd respondents to fill in llieir own 
amount; responses ranged from $5 to $60 
per year, and were evenly distributed. 

Q6. Dues your cable System carry inter- 
national radio stations? 

Yes 6% 
No 74% 
Don't Know 19% 

I was surprised by the size of the "Don't 
Know" response. Given how media-savvy 
one would expect shortwave hobbyists to 
be, I had cxpected most folks would bave 
considered this an area worth investigating, 

QV. Do you own a satellite receiver? 

Yes 13% 
No 87% 

I was also surprised by the low percentage 
of people among 'Festers with dishes, Per- 
haps nowadays, with so many services 

scrambled, there is no longer the diversity 
formerly available. Of those that responded 
as having dishes, 3 in 4 were DBS dishes, 
not suitable for analog shortwave réception. 

QS. Do any local A M or FM stations relay 
international broadeasters? 

Yes 35% 
No 39% 
Don't Know 26% 

It was again surprising to see the size of the 
"Don't Know" response. It will be interest- 
ing to see if this year's response is différent, 
with the launch of WRNfrom NPR. 

09. Do you ever listen to international 
broadeasters via CHC Overnight'l 

Yes 32% 
No 68% 

With CBM Montréal no longeron clear chan- 
nel 940 kHz, I am curious in the response 
this question will bring in 1999. 

General Observations 
How inlerested are we SWLs in the message 
versus its delivery method? I received an E- 
mail from a reader a few weeks back regard- 
ing Webcasting with the comment "It's too 
easy ..." With the growth in on-demand pro- 
gramming, you're no longer restricted to a 
broadcaster's daily or weekly program 
schedule, You are saddled with choices when 
you are in the mood to listen, so the aclual 
timing of broadeasts becomes less important. 
Kadio Netbcrlands'Jonathan Marks spoke 
to this a few weeks ago in a phone conversa- 
tion, when lie commented that Internet au- 
dio users were more interested in being 
briefed, and radio listeners wanted to be en- 
tertained. This may bring about a trend fa- 
voring increased use of narroweasting in or- 
der to appeaî to a highly motivated 
subsegment of the audience.

Two reviews of new R:ulio Australia pro- 
gramming; first, from Peter Bowen: 

Life M allers 
Life M allers, weekdays 0910 and 1135, is 
the naine of a show new to Radio Australia, 
replacing the former Couiitrywidc in (lie RA 
schedule. This is a great show, and like most 
of the other great shows on Radio Austra- 
lia, it is a Radio National production. Al- 
though there is no spécifie focus for the pro- 
gram, it appears to be broadly concemed witli 
everyday issues of interest to ordinary Aus- 
tralians. (The programs would also be of in- 
terest for those in most other developed coun- 
tries—Radio National programs "travel" 
well). 

Life M allers is a 25 minute interview and 
discussion program, whose topics are quite 
diverse and wide-ranging. Some shows are 
devoted to discussions of a single item, while 
other shows feature 2 or 3 différent topics. 
Some shows with a single theme have one 
discussion or interview, while others have 
several interviews. Those shows with sev- 
eral topics usually have one interview per 
topic. The format is thus rallier fluid. 

Those interviews and discussions are both 
interesting and thought-provoking The tone 
is serious, sober, and thoughtful, rather than 
frivolous and artificially light- hearted. Be- 
cause the subjects are serions and important, 
it is eminently appropriate to have the tone 
on the same level. This is a serious show, for 
those who are serious about their radio and 
what they listen to.

New Dimensions 
New Dimensions, Saturdays at 1405, is new 
to Radio Australia's schedule. This is a pro- 
gram produced by New Dimensions Inc., an 
independent public radio & télévision pro- 
gram producer. Their programs air on non- 
commercial radio in the USA and Canada, 

and also air on Radio for Peace Interna- 
tional, in addition to Radio Australia. 

New Dimensions is a one-on-one interview 
program that seeks to illuminate, not advo- 
cate, on issues of the day. I caught a recent 
édition with an interview on grief and how 
to handle it. One distinction from other in- 
terview programs was that the interviewer 
had done his homework. He asked questions 
that demonstrated a knowledge of the sub- 
ject matter, and could actually engage the 
author in conversation, versus an interviewer 
who would simply let the guest ramble, not 
having enough subject knowledge to be able 
to directly contribute. Most of New Dimen- 
sions Radio's subjects concern self-actual- 
ization and human potential; their web page 
(htfp://www.newdimensions.org) states that 
".. .Since 1973, New Dimensions Radio has 
brought listeners in touch with innovative 
thinkers and ideas on the leading edge of 
change. "It is only through a change in hu- 
man consciousness that the world will be 
transformed. The personal and the planetary 
are connected. As we expand our awareness 
of body, mind, psyché, and spirit, so also will 
the world be changed. This is our quest, as 
we explore new dimensions." 

In addition to theSaturday 1430airingabove, 
New Dimensions airs on Radio Australia 
Sundays at 1705. New Dimensions airs on 
Radio for Peace International Mondays, 
0330, 1130, and 2230; Tuesdays, 0630; 
Wednesdays, 2030; Thursdays, 0430 and 
1230, and Sundays, 1930. 

Pick of the World, BBC World Service 
While I try to point interesting or new BBC 
World Service features in my column each 
month, oftentimes the printed word just isn't 
sufficient to characterize a program's look 
and feel. Each week, Pick of the World pulls 
excerpts from the week's prior programs. 
Consider it a way of saying, "Here's the 
week's BBC World Service output in re- 
view." Each excerpt runs from one to three 
minutes, long enough for a présenter to com- 
plété his thought, but short enough to allow 
a diverse sampling each week. While most 
of the excerpts are from English language

The most important im- 
migrants were the Gcrmans, es- 
lablished in tbe valley ofthe Jacui 
River, and the Ilalians, who pre- 
ferred the highlands of the north- 
easl. But the Spanish, Azorian, 
Brilish, French, and Polish immi- 
grants are also important.

linked by satellite, forming the Gaûcha 
Sat Network. Radio Gaùcha's 754 fl 
antenna is the highest in Brazil. They 
also take part in the Cono Sur Network, 
wilh Radio Mitre in Argentina, Nanduti 
in Paraguay, Carve in Uruguay, and 
Cooperaliva in Chile. Radio Gaûcha 
has a large news department, wilh cor- 
respondents ail over Brazil and in the 
main countries of the world.

Programs with inter- 
views and talks with politicians, busi- 
nessmen, artists, sportsmen, and other 

celebrities are common: Gaûcha Atualidade, 
Polemica, Gaûcha Entrevista, and others.

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DX Target: 

Voice of Oromo Liberation 

Sagalee Bilisumma Oromoo 
Clandestine Broadcasting in the Horn of Africa 

by Richard A. D'Angelo 

In 1973, the Oromo Liberation Front (OLP), 
a political organization, was established by 
Oromo nationalists. It is hostile to the gov- 
ernment of Ethiopia. The purpose of the OLF 
is to lead the national libération struggle of 
the Oromo people against political oppres- 
sion. The emergence of the OLF was a culmi- 
nation of a century of effort for a strong, 
unified national Oromo organization. AI- 
though it took many years to launch, one of 
its most effective tools has been the estab- 
lishment of a shortwave radio service to 
broadcast ils message to the Oromo people. 

This DX Target will take a brief look at 
clandestine broadcasting, then it will look al 
the Oromo people, which are the targel audi- 
ence of the Voice of Oromo Liberation, and 
finally it will take a look at the Voice of 
Oromo Liberation, or Sagalee Bilisumma 
Oromoo(SBO) in llie Oromo language, which 
supports the Oromo Liberation Front and 
other groups opposed to the Ethiopian gov- 
erninent. 

Clandestine Broadcasting 

Clandestine broadcasting provides a unique 
look into the polilics of a région. Whelher 
operating from an exotic remole location or 
renting time on a spare high-powered inter- 
national transmitter, clandestine broadcast 
stations provide fascinating listening to the 
DXer. Naturally, clandestine radio stations 
can be many things. First, the station can be 
a psychological warfare tool that préparés a 
nation, its people, and its leadership for po- 
litical upheaval. Second, they provide news, 
information, and propaganda to spread a 
group's political ideology and/or agenda. 
Third, clandestine broadcasters can prbvide 
misinformalion to serve its political pur- 
poses. Whelher a clandestine is operating 
from a remote jungle or from a high-powered 
international transmitter located in another 

country, they are fascinating and extremely 
exciting to listen to and follow. 

Clandestine broadcast station's are radio sta- 
tions and programs operated by guerrilla or 
political groups, opposition parties, and gov- 
emment intelligence agencies for the pur- 
pose of destabilizing political Systems or 
movements. Generally speaking, clandes- 
tine radio stations fall into one of three clas- 
sifications. The first is the "gray" clandes- 
tine, which is operated by a political group 
and funded internally and/or externally 
through covert foreign aid. Some broadeasts 
are through local facilities, i.e. iow-powered 
(mobile) transmitters from jungles or remote 
mountaintops. However, sometimes trans- 
missions are through the facilities ofinterna- 
tional broadcast organizations in another 
country. Sometimes these third party facili- 
ties are an antagonist of the governmcnt 
fighting the opposition group, however, this 
foreigninvolvemenlisusually neveracknowl- 
edged. The second type is the "white" clan- 
destine, which is operated by a political 
group or directly by a foreign government. 
The use of these facilities is generally openly 
acknowledged. Finally, the third type of clan- 
destine station is the "black" clandestine, 
which is operated by a government that is the 
target of a clandestine station and disguised 
as that station in order to weaken the ullimate 
impact on local citizens of the opposition 
group. 

The Oromo People 

Located in the Horn of Africa région in what 
is today Ethiopia, the Oromos are the third 
largest nationality in Africa and the single 
largest in East Africa, The land of the Oromo 
people covers an area of over 600,000 square 
kilometers. It harbors two of the three min- 
erai belts and most of the agricultural and 
livestock land in Ethiopia. It is the richest 
portion of Ethiopia and the Horn of Africa in 
terms of natural resources. 
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The Oromo people are the single largest 
indigenous ethnie group of Africa. They live 
ineast Africa in several countries, but mostly 
in Oromia, which is now included in Ethio- 
pia. They constitute the largest ethnie group 
in Ethiopia, about 30 million people out of a 
total population of 60 million. During the 
twentieth century they have suffered loss of 
sovereignty to the government of Ethiopia 
and persistent polilical and social oppression. 

During the harsh rule of Ethiopian King 
Haile Selassie, the Oromo language was 
banned while the government tried to im- 
pose the Amhara culture on ail of Ethiopia. A 
grass roots résistance movement helped 
Mengistu overthrow Selassie in 1974, but the 
new communist government resumed the 
oppression of the Oromo nationalists. !n 
1991, a coalition of Oromo, Tigre, and 
Eritrean Liberation Fronts ousted Mengistu. 
However, the new government conlinued to 
deny Oromos political freedom, although 
the Oromos are now allowed to speak their 
own language. Hunger, unemployment, loss 
of land, and on-going armed conflicts are 
still présent. Thus, the struggle continues. 

Today, there are more lhan 250,000 Oromo 
refugees throughout Africa. The Ethiopian 
government fears the Oromo people because 
there are so many of them. They are not as 
well educated as the Amhara and have been 
downtrodden for centuries. However, their 
location in one of the richest natural resource 
régions in the Horn of Africa makes political 
independence a difficult proposition at best. 

About the Station 

Sagalee Bilisumma Oromoo is a radio pro- 
gram in Afaan Oromoo, the Oromo lan- 
guage. SBO started broadeasting in June, 
1988, with a daily half-hour transmissiori via 
the Sudan. Gradually, this was raised to 2 
hours of Afaan Oromoo and 45 minutes of 
Amharic language programs by 1990, Un- 
fortunately, the program terminated in June, 
1992, because of the lurmoil in the région, 
lire transmissions resumed in the beginning 
of 1995 via the facilities of WWCR and 
WHRI in the US, but were discontinued 
shortly thereafter due to poor réception in the 
target area. They commenced once again in 
June, 1995, via transmitters in the Ukraine 

and Germany and they are currently being 
well received by a majority of the Oromo 
people in Ethiopia and neighboring coun- 
tries via the transmitter facilities of the 
Deutsche Telekom AG (DTK) in JUlich, 
Germany. SBO broadeasts ils programs three 
hours a week to North Africa with a spécial 
focus on the Horn of Africa. Broadeasting 
time will be expanded if funds becomeavail- 
able. SBO aims to draw attention to the rich 
traditional knowledge and cultural héritage 
of the Oromo. It provides information to its 
listeners in the form of régional and interna- 
tional news, democracy and human rights 
issues, culture and language, the economy 
and environment, and health éducation. 

Although the station can be somewhat elu- 
sive, the Voice of Oromo Liberation cur- 
rently broadeasts in Oromo and Amharic to 
East Africa and the Middle East on ! 1725 
kHzinthe25meterbandfrom 1700 to 1759 
UTC on Thursday, Friday and Saturday. The 
station's letter indicated a schedule on 9490 
kHz at 1600 to 1700 UTC on Monday, 
Wednesday, and Saturday. The aim of the 
Voice of Oromo Liberation is to reach the 
millions of Oromos living in rural areas eut 
off from the rest of the world by poverty, 
illiteracy, and oppression. 

The station confirms listener réception re- 
ports with a frequency only letter from Taye 
Teferra, SBO Committee Europe. Letlers 
can be sent to the following address:

IA DXing 
No. 6-/997

This is one of those reviews I have been 
meaning to do forquite some time. Unfortu- 
nately, time and a busy schedule have been 
enemies of my hobby reading these last two 
years. However, the recent holidays allowed 
me to put peu to paper. There are very few 
shortwave broadeast related materials as high 
in quality as the current LA DXing, No. 6— 
1997 published and distribuled by our friends 
at Radio Nuevo Mundo. This is by far the 
most informative sériés of publications on 
the subjcct of DXing Latin America. 

The firsl issue came ont almost two décades 
ago. 'Ibe second édition was merely labeled 
"revised." Lilllc did the aulhors reali/x they 
were on their way toproducingthe définitive 
work on DXing Latin America. Subséquent 
éditions followed in 1985, 1987 and 1992. 
The latest édition, No. 6, although issued in 
1997, provides a wealth of information about 
DXing from this région. This édition, as well 
as ail the prior éditions, is must reading for 
shortwave broadeast listeners that DX this 
part of the world. 

The book contains 270 pages of useful infor- 
mation in a Journal page-size format. The 
first section, Sintonia DX compiled by 
Takeshi Sejimo, is a listing of Latin Ameri- 
can stations by frequency reported from 1992

through publication in 1997. The second 
section,Trabalengus DX compiledby letsuya 
Hirahara, is acollection of station identifica- 
tions from each counlry in Latin America. 
This section isextremely valuable when lun- 
ing a new signal in the tropical bands since it 
not only contains station identifications but 
important station announcements often heard 
during broadeasts. Wise use of this material 
can be very helpful in identifying a new 
catch. 

The next section is the heart and soul of the 
book. Relampago DX, which is compiled by 
NASWA member Takayuki Inoue Nozaki 
("TIN"), provides interesting station pro- 
files for 49 légal and illégal Peruvian short- 
wave broadeasters in sixteen cities. Much of 
the material was obtained based on the au- 
thors' travels to stations in the Departments 
of Hu nuco, Ucayali, San Martin, Amazonas, 
and Loreto between 1985 and 1997. TIN bas 
been traveling to Latin America since 1984, 
providing much of the scholarly research in 
the public domain that is available to dedi- 
cated Latin DXers. He lias visited over 1000 
stations through Central and South America 
during this period Since DXing is a collabo- 
rative work, the author bas relied on informa- 
tion developed by other top Latin DXers over 
the years such as Henrik Klementz, Pedro 
Francisco Arrunlegui, and Juan Carlos 
Codina. With background material provided 
by himself and others plus aclual station 
visits, TIN has crafted a section unparalleled 
in the DX press. 

The final section, Terremoto DX compiled 
by Tetsuya Hirahara, provides another sériés 
of articles about a DX trip to La Mosquitia 
and the stations of that Honduran région. 
Also, Don Moore provides some interesting 
information about clandestine radio and Fi- 
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dcl Caslro and Ihe last days of Radio Impaclo. 
Althougli this section is much smaller than 
thc previous section, il neverlheless contai ns 
sonie very interesting and valuable reading. 

LA DXing, No. 6—1997 is a well-prepared 
volume of DX research, which is indispens- 
able for the shortwave listener with an inter- 
est in this région of the world. Il contains 
rnany photographs of station personnel, bui Id- 
ings and equipment that make the book corne 
alive. Also, the book contai ns numerous cop- 
ies of pennants, station logos and mastheads 
and other interesting material that carefully 
rounds oui the subject. 

LA DXing, No. 6—1997 is available direct 
through Radio Nuevo Mundo, c/o Tetsuya 
Hirahara, 5-6-6 Nukui-kita, Koganei-shi, 
Tokyo 184, Japan for US$20.00 or 20 Inter- 
national Reply Coupons for airmail delivery.

Pirate Radio 
The Incredihle Saga of America 's Under- 
ground, Illégal Broadcasters

There are few people as qualified as Andrew 
Yoder to wrile such a book about pirate radio 
activily. The author has been a devoted lis- 
tener to illégal pirate radio broadcasting ac- 
tivity since the tenderage of thirteen, He has 
authored books, produced a CD, written ex- 
tensively in magazines and club bulletins 
and lectured at radio conventions about bis 

favorite pastime, pirate radio. However, Andy 
is more than just another shortwave listener 
looking for something différent to tune his 
rig to. Yoder appréciâtes the trials and tribu- 
lations of this hardy band of broadcasters. 
This is évident in his treatment of the histori- 
cal side of this aspect of the shortwave listen- 
ing hobby. 

Pirate Radio, The Incredible Saga of 
America's Underground, Illégal Broadcast- 
ers is a 326 page book published by HighText 
Publications Inc of Solana Beach, CA. It is 
richly illustrated with dozens of pirate radio 
station QSL cards and photographs, which 
provides the reader a true feel for the excite- 
ment these illicit broadcasters bring to the 
scene. The book begins with a rather interest- 
ing introduction by the author explaining 
how he became involved in pirate radio. 
Most radio listeners aie fascinated about 
how other listeners got involved in the short- 
wave hobby. Andy's early days are very 
much Ijke many listeners but with an inter- 
esting pirate twist. 

Pirate Radio, The Incredible Saga of 
America's Underground, Illégal Broadcast- 
ers consists of 12 chapters that takes the 
reader from the beginnings of pirate radio 
(1925-1976) and quickly moves the reader 
i nto the modem era, 1976-1982. From there 
the author looks at pirate broadcasters since 
1983, covers the European, offshore, hoti- 
day, local and micropower, and political pi- 
rates scenes. The subject is rounded out with 
chapters about the Fédéral Communications 
Commission and ils treatment of pirate radio 
operators, verifying pirate broadcasters and 
equipment necessary to hear these types of 
broadcasts. The book includes a unique CD, 
which contains interesting samples of actual 
pirate radio transmissions. If the reader has 
never heard such broadcasts, purchasing this 
book will not only provide an interesting 
read about the subject, it will also give the 
novice an opportunity to actually hear seg- 
ments of these broadcasts. 
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The CD that cornes with the book makes for 
some interesting listening. It contains both 
studio and off-the-air recordings of pirate 
radio stations. Allhough llie audio quality 
isn't as good as most of us are accustomed to 
from CD technology because of the nature of 
the broadcasts, the CD does provide a method 
of furnishing authenlic samples of the pirate 
stations discussed in the book. There are 14 
différent tracks with excerpts from some of 
the early pirates on track one. Some of the 
legcndary pirates, such as WFAT, are cov- 
ered in other tracks. Many of the tracks cover 
the early 1980 period to the présent day. 
Among the favorites are WKND, Oméga 
Radio, the infamous Voice of Tomorrow, the 
Voice of Revolulionary Vinco, Hope Radio 
International, New Zealand s KIWI Radio, 
Samurai Radio, Radio Free Euphoria, and 
Radio Newyork International. 

If you are interested in pirate radio, then you 
nced to add tins publication to your book- 
shelf. It provides a good history o( early 
pirate radio, discusses many of the stations 
and while telling Iheir unique stories, and 
provides valuable samples of actual pirate 

programining. It is a behind-the-scenes look 
at illégal broadcasting on shortwave. The 
author is clearly an expert in the field. His 
writing style is slraight forward and he re- 
frains from using too much technical jargon. 
Simply put, this is an easy read and provides 
much useful i nformation about a very unique 
aspect of shortwave listening, pirate radio.

The Sun And Short-Wave 

Réception 

(Part 10) 
This month we conclude oui examination of 
how Ihe sun influences shortwave propaga- 
tion. We will look al someof (he information 
available on ihe Internet at a click of the 
mouse to lielp you make your own propaga- 
tion prédictions. 1 will be presenting some 
pretly complicated URL's (Internet web site 
addresses) so you inay want lo wail for this 
article lo be posted on the NASWA web site 
so you can Ihen just copy and paste Ihe 
URL's. 

Some SWLs lament Ihe tact thaï the Internet 
i.^supplanling shortwave radio as a way lo 
deliver international broadcasts. Betler to 
think of the Internet as a tool for Ihe SWL, 
You can download software lo permit calcu- 
lation of optimum frequencies and limes to 
hear a spécifie country or you can use already 
existing web sites to do the numbers for you. 

There is no way I can cover ail the Internet 
sites that are out there. I will provide infor- 
mation on some sites I personally use. My 
computer is about four years old and runs on 
Windows 3.1 The hard drivespace is limited 
to only 400 megabytes. So I Iry to use web 
sites with bigger, more modem computers 
behind them to assess and predict propaga- 
tion conditions. I will describe whateachsite 
docs forme and tell you why I find Ihese sites 
interesling. 

There are two places I would recommend 
you begin your quest for information. You 
should check both resources as good entry 
points to the enlire subjecl. The first is a page 

operated by Radio Netherlands. You can get 
there through the URL: <http://www,rnw.nl/ 
reairadio/practical/hlml/propagalion.html>. 
This site features short descriptions and links 
to many sources operated by governments, 
commercial enterprises, or individuals. A 
similar site is operated by by NASWA mem- 
ber Pete Coslello at URL <hltp:// 
itre.ncsu.edu/radio/srcrs2.html>. Pele's site 
also features short descriptionsofeachlinked 
site and whal kind of information you can get 
fromeach link. Pete'ssitehas linkstoseveral 
software providers for those of you who 
would liketoroll yourown delailed propaga- 
tion predicts. 

We ail know that the sunrise/sunset termina- 
tor line (the grayline) provides enhanced 
propagation especially on the 90 and 60 
meler bands. There are two pages that pro- 
vide reallime maps of Ihe earth showing 
where this line is at any instant. The first 
provides a Mercator projection and can be 
seen at: <http://www.fourmilab.ch/cgi-bin/ 
uncgi/Earth/action?opt=-p>. The olher site 
provides a 3D view of the earth from space. 
You can position yourself over any point on 
earth by clicking on that point. You can set 
your apparent distance above the earth 
through the interactive options provided slart- 
ing with this URL: <http:// 
www.fourmilabch/cgi-bin/uncgi/ 
Earth?imgsize = 320&opt = -l&lat = - 
J .45833&ns=North&lon=l 74.583&ew=West& 
ali=147807488&img=learth.evif>. You can 
change the "lat", "Ion" and "ait" terms in this 
URL to move around the earth. 
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A very complété site for propagation related 
data and useful predict maps cornes from tlie 
Australian IPS. The IPS Forecast Centre 
produces an extensive range of daily, weekly, 
and monlhly reports of space weather condi- 
tions as well as warnings and alerts of signifi- 
cant events. 'Iliese can be viewed at their web 
site or allernatively are available via a mail- 
ing list server, Their home page is <http:// 
www.ips.oz.au/>. Warning, much of the in- 
formation available on this site requires a 
browser cquipped for Java script. 

The IPS Hourly Area Prédictions Charts 
provide maps of optimum fre- 
quencies ccntered on major 
ciliés. The maps have con- 
tour lines circling the city of 
intcrest showing the best fre- 
quency range to use to reach 
larget areas on the same con- 
tinent. The North American 
charts can be centcred on any 
of the following ciliés: Bos- 
ton, Doulder, Kansas City, 
Minneapolis. Montréal, New 
Orléans, Orlando, Phoenix, 
San Francisco, Vancouver, 
Washington DC, White 
Morse, and Winnipeg. Pre- 
dicts are updalcd every hour 
and include cffectsof current 
ionospheric conditions. 

My favorite propagation site 
is in Canada, For a real time 
map showing maximum usable frequencies, 
sunrise/sunset gray-line corridor location, 
latitude and longitude of the sun, and the 
location of the polar auroral absorption zones 
go to <hllp://soIar.uleth.ca/sDlar/www/ 
rcaltime.hlml>. The image is a high-resolu- 
tion Mercalor projection map of the earlh 
wilh contour lines showing maximum us- 
able frequencies (MUFs) for 3,000 kilome- 
ter radio signal paths. This is one of the 
constructable maps produced by PROPLAB- 
PRO Version 2.0, a radio propagation soft- 
ware package for IBM type PCs. The map is 
updated every 30 minutes. Tlrey sell the 

sonware ano register you lor propagauon 
training classes from this same page. 

The map can be used to déterminé the MUF 
for any 3,000 kilomeler path by finding the 
midpoint of the path and reading the labelled 
MUF contour value. For 4,000 kilometer 
paths, you should multiply the given MUF 
contour value by 1.1 at the midpoint of the 
desired path. For longer path lengths, which 
require two hops, you divide the path into 
equal 3,000 or 4,000 km segments and com- 
pute the MUFs corresponding to the two 
midpoints that are 1,500 or 2,000 km from 

each end of the path, Then select the lower of 
these two MUFs. The map also shows the 
radio auroral zones as green bands near the 
norlhern and southern pôles. Radio signais 
passing through these auroral zones will 
experience increased signal dégradation in 
the form of fading, multipathingand absorp- 
tion. The piclure shows what their page looks 
like.

The Country List Committee is pleased lo 
announce Ihe addition of Puerto Rico to the 
NASWA Country List as a radio country. 

A majority ol tlie seven mcmber committee 
approved tlie addition. 

The décision isbascd on information (roman 
odicial source, Wayne L Lternicka, broadcast 
opérations specialist at the Department ol 
the Nitvy, Naval Media Centcr, Washington, 
DC, that recent broadcasls of AFRTS 
programming on 6.458.5 kHz, were from a 
Navy transmitter localed in Puerto Rico. 

Whilo this was not the only frequency 
used for the Al'R I S programming, 
the 6,458.5 kHz frequency is 
bclicvcd lo bc the ordy one 
originating from Puerto Rico 

'Hic information indicatcs that Ibis ♦ 
signttl originatcd from tlie "Naval 
Computer and Télécommunications 
Station, Puerto Rico" broadcasting "with a 
ground-based, omnidireclional wire antenna 
with a 30 foot diameler. The signal is 
broadcast at 10kilowatts from Isabela, Puerto 
Rico." 

Lurlhcr. according to the source, "AFRTS 
shortwave radio transmissions have 
historically existed lo provide AFRTS radio 
service lo U.S. Navy ships, vessels and 
oullying military posts receiving limited 
American radio or télévision through other 
means. The signais will be in existance for a 
limited time until a new lechnology, which is 
currcntly being tested, allows for réception 
of AFRTS via satellite." 

The committee lias concluded that these 
transmissions fall within NASWA's 
established and traditional définition of 
shortwave broadcast transmissions. 

The committee recognizes, of course, that 
Puerto Rico is a commonwealth within the 
United States and is not an indcpcndcnl and 
autonymous nation, however, within the 
tradition of the radio listening hobby, il is 
considered a "radio country" and can be 
counted as such for DXing purposes. 

On another matler, questions have been raised 
concerning Voice of America transmissions 
fromTinian island in the Mariannas. 

The Pacific area radio country, 
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariannas 

mm. 
s; 

lias been included in the NASWA Country 
List for a number of years and lias been 
represented by SW broadeasts from the island 
of Saipan. The committee lias been asked to 
consider whether Tinian, another island in 
the commonwealth, should be considered a 
separate and différent radio country. 

The committee considered the question and 
concluded that historically and 
geographically there are insufficientreasons 
to consider Saipan and Tinian as separate 
radio countries. Réception of stations on 
either or both of these islands will count as 
only the single radio country, Commonwealth 
of the Northern Marianas.

A Shortwave Llstening Contest Sponsored by 

The Association of North American Radio Clubs (ANARC) 

PURPOSE: This contest is designed to promote the shortwave listening hobby and to provide those 
SWL's and DXer's interested in competing an opportunity to participate in a carefully run, challenging 
contest 

ELIGIBILITY: The 1999 DX Championship is open to ail DXer's residing in North America [as defined 
by the counlry list of the North American Shortwave Association (NASWA)]. Members of the NADXC 
Administrative Committee are excluded from participation. 

LISTENING PERIOD, FREQUENCIES. AND TIMES: The contest listening period will begin on Friday, 
19 March 1999, at 1900 EST (0000 UTC) and end Sunday, 21 March 1999, at 2359 EST (0459 UTC) 

PRIZES: Plaques will be awarded by ANARC to the top three finishers. AN entrants will receive a 
participation certificate indicating that they competed in the 1999 North American DX Championships 
The certificates for the top 20 will have their place of finish in the NADXC indicated on the certificate, 

SCORING: Contestants are to log as many stations as possible from as many countries as possible 
within the prescribed listening parameters. The first station logged from each country= 1 point, The 
second station from each country= 3 points; each additional station from that country= 5 points To 
qualify for the contest, each contestant must présent logs of five stations from each continent (Africa, 
Asia, Europe. North America, Oceania and South America) as a minimum-entries without these 30 logs 
will not be considered These required countries are to be counted in point totals Upon completion 
of the contest, multiply the point total by the number of countries heard to détermine the final 
score For contest purposes, ail clandestine stations and hobby pirate transmissions will be considered 
bne "country." A station is a shortwave broadcaster whose transmissions are intended for réception by 
the général public. Each transmitter site of a broadcasting organization will count as a separate station 
Différent services of the same broadcast organization do not count as separate stations. Transmissions 
of a single broadcast organization on various frequencies may only be counted once. The use of 
multiple frequencies does not create as many new stations as frequencies used. For country counting 
and station counting purposes, the country list of the North American Shortwave Association (45 
Wildflower Road, Leviltown, Pa 19057) will be the sole criterion. 

Each contestant is required to submit a log to include country, station, frequency, time, date, SINPO, and 
the basis of station identification (i.e., spoken ID, interval signal, language, program, known/ffrequency 
checked, etc.). The required five countries from each continent should be placed at the beginning of the 
log 

Each contestant is required to total his own entry and provide a summary of the number of countries and 
stations claimed to support the point totals. The receiver(s) used in the contest must also be indicated. 
Logs will be judged on accuracy, completeness and neatness. If the judges cannot read a log, it will not 
be counted for scoring purposes. The décision of the judges is final. 

FEES: An administrative fee of $4.00 plus four $0.32 stamps must be provided for each contest entry. 
Ail entries must be postmarked by Wednesday, 1 April 1998, and sent to: Dr. Harold Cônes, Two Whits 
Court, Newport News, VA 23606 USA. Checks should be made payable to Dr. Harold Cônes, not 
ANARC or NADXC. 

Contestants will be nolified of the results in June, and a list of winners will be sent to each of the ANARC 
member clubs for publication.
