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INTRODUCTION AND ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS 5 

The idea for this book was first discussed some three years ago by 
myself and Russ Edmunds. The concept was then presented to those in 
attendance at the 1981 N.R.C. Convention at Rockaway N.J., and shortly 
thereafter was underway as a project. The-early tasks were slow and 
often difficult - uncovering material relating to the early years of 
both NRC and the BCB DX hobby in general, and recruiting and organizing 
a staff of NRCers to work on the book together as a team. 

After many frustrating months of chasing down leads that were often 
dead-ended and confronting some apathy in a few of those contacted, we 
nevertheless arrived at a point where we had collectively corralled 
enough historical material. We had also evolved into a team dedicated 
to producing a top quality product. Eight issues of a project newsletter 
were published as a way of keeping us collectively organized and informed. 
Several meetings were held. Carleton Lord organized a Fall 1982 meet in 
Harrisburg Pa., attended by several former members from the club's early 
days. I journeyed to meet with Ray laRocque, former RADEX DX Editor, who 
had been out of the hobby for some 40 years. A meet was held in New Jersey 
in February 1983, attended by Carleton and Betty Lord. Kermit Geary. Paul 
Mount, Chris Hansen, Gene Bataille, and myself, and a final meet was held 
here in May 1983, with several people coming some distance: the Lords, 
Bob Curtis, and Andy Rugg. It has been a long tedious task for all of us, 
and I can say that everyone on the project has expended much personal 
time, effort and expense. 

The intent of this book is not to attempt to exhaustively document 
the entire history of NRC and BCB DXing in complete detail. Rather, it 
is to lay a foundation for future historical work, some of it already 
being planned. The emphasis is on the early years in the history, which 
were rapidly increasing in danger of being lost forever. Thus our focus 
is on the early years through the 1950's. Of all those polled on what 
they might want to see in the book, it was a near unanimous opinion that 
the early years should be emphasized. Our hobby changed appreciably in 
the 1950's and the story of the early years will be new to most all of 
our current membership. The club history, however,is complete from 1933 
to 1983. 

We have done our best at presenting accurate and impartial accounts. 
We have accentuated the positive, and have gone out of our way avoiding 
documenting of negative historical events, real as they may have been. 
Eventually, this book will likely have a second edition, with additions 
to current features, corrections, and planned new features. 

Copies of this book will be sent to The Library of Congress, The 
American Radio Relay League Library, and others for inclusion in their 
archives of publications on the history of radio.

THE BEGINNING OF THE NATIONAL RADIO CLUB - Robert H. 1.1eaver 

1Jhen 1 in mv early twenties, I got a lot of enjoyment out of trying 
to receive as many radio stations on the broadcast band as I possibly 
could. I looked around for some kind of a cluh which T felt might help 
my efforts; the only ones I recall now were the NNRC - Newark News Radio 
Club, the CDXC - The Canadian r)X Club, and the TDXC - The Transcontinental 
r)X Club of Hawthorne, Y.J. I finallv decided to join the TDXC, where I 
enjoved a memhership for a vear or two before the cluh was finallv dis- 
banded. 

I had made the acquaintance of several other DX'ers from the York and 
Lancaster areas, namelv J. Warren Routzahn. Harold Criswell, Arthur 
Rrackhill of Lancaster and Luther Grim of Red Lion, Pa. 

I discussed the formation of the National Radio Club with Art Brackbill 
and we decided to ~o ahead with it. We be~an to put out a weekly DX Bulletin 
containing DX news and ti~a..At first we made carhon copies,but we soon 
bought a small mimeograph machine and it was then that we began putting 
out a regular bulletin. Our membership grew slowly, but we had members 
who were well-known nationally like Pat Reilley, Joe Brauner, Joe Becker 
and C. G. Auber. 

We appointed a.cornnittee to contact oeople at the various broadcast sta- 
tions requesting that thev schedule a "DX Special" for the N.R.C. We were 
quite successful because this really gave some of these stations an appor- 
tunity to see how far away thev could be received. 

Then we came up with the idea of trying to line stations UD for a "special" 
on a state hasis. The first state we tried this on was I?isconsin, and we had 
about 10 stations from that area who joined in. IJe called in "Wisconsin on 
the Air." We did this with several other states, but never enjoyed the suc- 
cess we had with Wisconsin. 

"Je would receive letters from our various members and each week, we'd try 
to glean the most interesting facts from these letters, and in this way the 
fellows were able to tell the other members ahout their latest "catches." 

Then, as if to helo the DX'ers, the F.C.C. decided to hold monthly frequency 
checks of the various radio stations on graveyard frequencies. I don't re- 
call how many, but there reust have heen two to three hundred stations that 
would test every month. At that time, the other stations operating on the 
same frequency were required to sign off and thus provide a clear channel 
shot at some very desirable catches. 

Around this,time a station known as "Poste Parisien" began transmittinp the 
results of cricket matches being held in Australia and New Zealand, and 
every morning at 2:12 a.m. E.S.T. these games would begin. This was the 
first encounter many of our nerrhers had with trans-oceanic reception. 



Also around this time, the Bureau of Standards in Washington, D. C. 
hegan conducting tests with several stations in South America. I 
rememher that LR-5 in Ruenos Aires was one, and I think that LS-1 was 
another. If-my memory serves me well, CX-26 in Montevideo, Uruguav 
was another station involved. This gave us an opportunity to listen to 
our South American neighbors. 

The Bureau of Standards also conducted some tests with stations in 
England, hut try as I might, I do not recall the call letters of the 
stations involved. However, this gave us a chance to pick up some of 
our English cousins in Great Britain. 

The one good opportunitv to pick up British stations was during that 
period when King George V . who preceded King Ceorge BI,was ill; in 
fact he died at that time. The British broadcasting stations maintained 
a 24 hour vigil giving reports around the clock on his condition. I 
recall receiving more than 20 stations from England during that period. 

Some of the stations that the Eastern members used to try to receive 
were lOAT at Trail, British Columbia, and a 10-RC, another station in 
British Columbia. Roth of these stations used a power output of only 
10 watts. I always presonally felt that 10-AT was one of my verv hest 
catches. At that time there were several stations around the country 
that ooerated with less than 100 watts of power. There was a 15-watter 
in Greenville, Texas which came in very well in the East. 

Some of us were successful in receiving several stations from "down 
under". I recall having received 3 or 4 stations from our Australian 
and New Zealand cousins. 

When the ?RC first started, there was only one station in Nvoming, and 
it had call letters of KDFN, and it was the one station that many of our 
members needed to complete hearing at least one station from every state 
in the Union. 

The NQC held several conventions in York, which were held at my home, 
which was then 003 w. Narket St. Some of the old timers that I recall 
attending these conventions were Clifford Van Tassel, from Pleasantville 
N.Y., Ida C. Henninger from Allentown, Pa.. who was the only female 
member who ever attended a convention in York, and Jack Thomuson from 
Rethlehem, Pa. 

I shall alwavs remember the PIRC with a great fondness in mv heart, 
for I met and cherished the friendship of manv of the "guvs" I met 
through the cluh.

N.R.C. - THE FIRST FIFE YEARS 

FOREWORD: Data contained herein is taken at face value from the 
pages of DX NEWS, and accuracy of the information found 
therein is presumed. Inevitably, some historical facts 
are missing, and, as early club records are virtually 
nonexistant save for DX NEWS, and, as there have been no 
copies found of the first ten issues from 1933, additions 
and/or corrections are solicited. Tabular information on 
editors is included only for columns which were either in 
existence for at least two years. The author would like 
to acknowledge the efforts of Kermit Geary, Tom Farmerie, 
and Rick Evans in the research of data for this article. 

The National Radio Club was founded over Labor Day Weekend, 1933, in Farquar 
Park, York, Pennsylvania. Its original officers were Robert H. Weaver, Presi- 
dent; Ernest Black, Vice President; C. G. Huber, Advertising Chairman; Keith 
L. Freas, Contest Manager; and Arthur Collins, CPC Chairman. The club was 
founded out of a mutual interest in Broadcast Band DX'ing, and the need for 
a BCB club, as several other clubs of the era were either non-specialised 
and/or short-lived. The bulletins were carboned, as membership was both 
small and regional. 

In October, 1933, the Buffalo Evening News Radio Club was merged into the 
fledgling NRC. In January 1934, the Atlantic Radio Club merged in, and in 
February, The Central DX Club joined in-also. 3. Warren Routzahn and Harold 
Criswell were appointea Secretary and Treasurer. A major activity of 
the club at that time was the "Singleton/Eliminator Contest" wherein the 
first member to receive a verification from a station was credited with a 
"Singleton" and the second with an "Eliminator". Details of this contest, 
which was common to many clubs at the time are found in Carleton Lord's 
article on the history of DX. 

In April of 1934, the NRC received its first 
foreign member, Alec Kinghorn, of Havana, 
Cuba. In June of that year, the club held 
its first annual convention, at Bob Weaver's 
home in York. Joseph Becker, Sr., was ap- 
pointed a Vice President shortly thereafter. 
John E. A. Sanderson of Dunedin, New Zealand 
became the first member from "Down Under" in The First NRC Emblem 
October. 

In 1935, the NRC's first appointed Board of Directors took office, holding 
their first meeting late that year. These were Harold Criswell, J. Warren 
Routzahn, Carl L. Byers, R. C. Martin and Luther Grim. October 1935 saw the 
inception of National Post Observers. These were appointed, one to a state 
except for New York, which had two, and their reports evolved into the NPO 
Reports column. Each was assigned a number, and 17 were issued. The use of 
numbers was discontinued in February 1936, although the "positions" appeared 
until September 1938, when all members were able to submit Listening Post 
Observer reports. 



The first NRC logo or emblem appeared early on, and its exact origins and 
designer are unknown. It is pictured on the previous page. The second and 
current one was designed by Harold Burstrom, and first appeared in November 
of 1937. 

The first elected Board of Directors took office in March of 1938. (A table 
of members of the Board from 1938 up to the reorganization in 1959 appears 
on the following page.) Throughout the years when Bob Weaver published DX 
NEWS (1933-37), as well as through Harry Gordon's tenure (1937-40). the 
club remained essentially a regional one. A shortwave column appeared in 
1935, and ran through 1944, and an Amateur column debuted in 1937 and ran 
for three years. The bulletins of the time were nearly equally divided be- 
tween shortwave, amateur, and broadcast band. 

The second and 
current emblem 

Even in the earliest days, the club sold 
items such as club stationery (55~ per 
hundred in 1934) ; emblem stickers (20~ 
per hundred); photostamps bearing a like- 
ness of the member (25 for 50C in 1939); 
car plates (15~ apiece in 1940); and em- 
blem buttons (50C each in 1940). 

The club still retained a regional nature 
into the early forties, with most of the 
membership in the Northeast, although it 
was attracting more members from other 
areas along the way. 

The War years brought many changes. LPO Reports featured a section called 
"Yanks in the Ranks" containing reports and letters from members serving 
in the military. A Serviceman's Fund was established with 25C contributions 
by members to defray the continued dues costs of members in the armed forces. 

In January of 1941, the first red NRC DX NEWS masthead appeared, featuring 
the club logo. By 1944, the club had returned to its origins as a BCB-only 
club with the demise of the Shortwave section for a lack of interest. There 
was still no section for foreign DX (that would come later), and both dom- 
estic and foreign DX appeared in Kiocycle Konrments (1940-43) and Frequency 
Frolics (1943-46). A bulletin of April 1944 advised of the fact that Sgt. 
James Walker, a member, was killed in action in the war.

Following the war, the club became more of a national organization, although 
there were only 96 members of one or more years' membership (the criterion 
for voting) as late as 1949. The redoubtable Ernie Cooper took over "Tips 
and LPO ~eports" and retitled it "Musings of the Members" in 1946. At the 
same time, he took over "Frequency Frolics" and renamed it "DX Down The 
Dial!' Throughout much of wartime, both columns had been edited by the work- 
horse Publisher, Ray Edge. ~ a y  had almost singlehandedly operated the club 
since 1940. When measured in terms of dedication to the club and efforts in 
its behalf, Ernie Cooper and Ray Edge have no peers. Had it not been for Ray, 
the club might have perished on three separate occasions when he took the 
publishing reins when there were no other takers.

In 1950, the Servicemen's Fund was reinstituted for those members serving 
in Korea. The NRC's first foreign column appeared in 1951.Throughout the 
19501s, various DX-related humour columns appeared, and often exceeded one 
page. Bulletins were generally 10 pages, for reasons of economics. In 
1955, there were still only 121 members eligible to vote for the Board 
of Directors.

Once again in the 19501s, the NRC became, for a period of a few years, 
multiband club. A TV column, "The TV DX1erl' was introduced in 1952, and 
ran through 1955. This column, edited by Hank Ward, was quite popular. 
In 1956-57, Utilities Unlimited appeared as a subsection of DXDD under 
the editorship of C. M. Stanbury 11. This column covered the SW utili- 
ies bands above the BCB. From 1957 on, however, the BCB-only tradition 
returned, and remained until recently when the immediately-adjacent 
longwave and beacon portions have been added. 

Major changes in the government of the club over the Fext,several years 
started to emerge in 1957, when several abrupt resignations on the 
Board of Directors led to a suspension of the Board for a time, with 
Publisher Ray Edge and Executive Secretary Harold Wagner assuming all 
official activities from December 1957 to April 1958. The 1958 elections 
were suspended and the current and reinstated members continued in office 
pending the resolution of the form of government to run the club in the 
future.

On January 1, 1959, the revised constitution and by-laws took effect, 
and the Board of Directors was replaced by an Advisory Council comprised 
of three members elected geographically: Pat Reilley, Ev Johnson, and 
Roy Millar. This form of government lasted only until September of that 
year when personal matters caused Hal Wagner to step aside. Ray Edge 
once again volunteered to publish the bulletin, and made several new 
proposals for restructuring the club government which were unanimously 
adopted at the 1959 Omaha convention. The new govenment was the fore- 
bear of today's NRC, in that the basic principle was that those who 
would govern the club would be those who performed the lion's share 
of the club work; at that time, the Executive Secretary/Publisher, the 
Musings Editor, and the International Editor. While today, the Execu- 
tive Secretary/Publisher has given way to Publishing Committees due 
to the rapid growth of the club of the past decade, and other editors, 
notably the Domestic Editor have been added, the basic form of government 
has not changed. 

This state of affairs did not come about without disficulty, however, 
as in 1963, a movement took hold to restore elected representative 
government to the NRC. This movement culminated in the 1963 Denver 
convention, which proposed a new government, constitution and by-laws. 
This was rejected by the existing governing board, and ultimately led 
to the formation of the National Radio Club, Inc. (NRCI), which shortly 
became the International Radio Club of America (IRCA), which has re- 
cently celebrated its 20th anniversary. Despite this rocky period in 
its history, the NRC soon embarked on its biggest growth period ever. 

This time period was not without other sorrows, as an automobile crash 
killed three members on their way to the 1962 Indianapolis convention. 
Carroll Seth, Francis Nittler, and Harold Wagner all perished in this 
tragedy. Their deaths were followed in short order by the deaths of 
former directors Pat Reilley and Grant Batson from other causes. Just 
three years later, after he had turned over the publishing reins for 
the third and final time, Ray Edge, his wife Kate, and three of their 
grandchildren were killed in a crash in Corning, NewYork.

In 1968, the club, primarily spurred by Publisher John Callarman, embarked 
upon a new and ambitious project -- The NRC Domestic Log. In its first edi- 
tion, the log was mimeographed, with John and Bob Karchevski doing yeoman 
work. As we now know, the log has grown and continued to the current 200- 
plus page spiral-bound offset volume we use today. 

Later that year, John Callarman had to relinquish his duties, and for a 
time, there was talk of a re-merger with the IRCA. This did not come to pass, 
and the Boston Publishing Committee came into being. One of the first orders 
of business for the new group was one to streamline operations and improve 
bulletin quality by turning to offset printing for DX NEWS. This was accom- 
plished on January 11, 1969, in a 7 by 8% inch booklet format. In October 
of that year, the size was reduced to 5% by 8% inches, along with a slight 
print-size reduction to allow more pages for the same money. The first DX 
NEWS photographs appeared in March 1969. 

In June of 1972, the now-offset Domestic Log was joined by the NRC Nighttime 
Directional Antenna Pattern Book, which is also still with us today, several 
revisions later. Shortly afterward, the first NRC Latin American Log (regret- 
fully, the only one) appeared. Still later in the same year, a Transatlantic 
Log was published. This book was handtyped and offset printed, and, given 
a low usership and no economies of scale, was not long-lived, lasting only 
to a second edition in 1973. 

With the 1973 inception of the North Jersey Publishing Committee, the 
club became incorporated for the first time, and therewith reacquired a 
Board of Directors. This time, however', in keeping with both the laws 
governing corporations and the desire to stay close to the premise of 
government by those who do the work, the primary members were the Publishing 
Committee. This has been expanded somewhat following reincorporation in 
Kentucky in 1977 with the rise of the Louisville Publishing Committee. 

In 1974-75, the NRC1s.stable of DX publications was further expanded with 
the introduction of three new volumes: The NRC Antenna Reference Manual, 
the NRC Receiver Reference Manual, and the new member book "Getting Started 
in Medium Wave DX1ing". This latter book had been originally published as 
an introduction to the club by the Boston Publishing Committee, and was 
revised into a full-scale beginners manual for BCB DX'ers. In 1982-83, two 
new manuals, second volumes of the Receiver and Antenna manuals were intro- 
duced along with revised printings of the originals. 

Thus, through the decades, the NRC has grown from a small local club to 
a regional club, to a large national organization of over 700 members; from 
BCB-only to multi-band and back again to both; from carbon-sheets to mimeo- 
graph to offset; and from small convention gatherings of a dozen people to 
hotel conventions of seventy or more attendees. Those among us who still 
remember the early days have seen no less sweeping changes in the nature 
of the hobby that binds us all together and that has for 50 years given 
the National Radio Club its reason for being. We cannot possibly foretell; 
any more than Bob Weaver, Warren Routzahn, Art Collins, Art Brackbill, Keith 
Freas, Ernest Black, C. G. Huber and Joseph Becker could have foreseen where 
we are now; what lies ahead for the club or for the hobby. We can only hope 
that some day, fifty years from now, our followers, and perhaps some of us, 
will look back upon the next fifty years in much the same way. We can also 
hope that by virtue of what we have tried to accomplish with this book, we 
will have given them a legacy of our past, which they might otherwise have 
never been able to retrieve. 



POSTSCRIPT: 

Some two and a half years ago, when Tom Farmerie and I first 
discussed the idea of dedicating the 1981 convention at Rockaway, 
New Jersey to the club's history, little did we know how innocent- 
ly we were opening the door to a veritable Pandora's Box of ex- 
periences. At that convention, the seeds were sown for this book. 
We recruited several other contributors and collaborators, all 
of whom are crdited elsewhere in these pages. We exchanged tens 
of thousands of feet of tape, and hundreds of sheets of paper. 
Even though as of this writing I have seen only a small portion 
of the contents, I am amazed at what we have accomplished as a 
group, and even more amazed by the knowledge and history we have 
gained. Our efforts were greatly set back by the untimely passing 
of Dick Cooper, who would have been a major resourae for us, and 
whose memory has spurred us on through the rough spots. There is 
still more to tell, and it is our intention to do that. We have 
all learned a lesson from our collective failure to capitalize 
fully on our greatest resource -- our history -- until it was 
nearly too late. My greatest regret is for those parts of our 
history which may never be recovered and retold.

M'? EARLY YEARS OF DXTNrJ - J. !JARREN ROIJTZAHN 

My DX'ing a c t i v i t i e s  commenced i n  1930 when I was using a 9-tube T e m ~ l e  
receiver .  A t  the  time, I did not belong to  any DX clubs,  and l u s t  "fished" 
f o r  s t a t i o n s  which I heard. r.Jithout the a i d  of club b u l l e t j n s ,  I missed 
many of the  spec ia l s  which were on, and mv only foreign s t a t i o n  was HJN, 
Bogota, Colombia, which I hap~ened t o  nick up during a broadcast f o r  the  
I ,  D. A. 

I continued t h i s  tvge of DX'ing u n t i l  October, 1933, when I bought a In- 
tube Lafayette receiver ,  and scrapped my old  log of 415 s t a t i o n s  t o  begin 
again. A t  about t h i s  time, I hegan t o  receive b u l l e t i n s  from severa l  well- 
known clubs and mv log hegan to  grow rapidlv.  I went a f t e r  the  frequency 
checks by staying UD a l l  n ight  the f i r s t  seven days of each month. 

Even with t h i s  success a t  increasing my log, I did  not hear any fore igners .  
I n  f a c t ,  I never t r i e d  f o r  them, s ince  I had the idea t h a t  my locat ion was 
~ o o r  and I wouldn't hear them anvway. 

I n  Decenber of t h i s  vear, Qohert Weaver came t o  my home and t o l d  me  about 
the  National Padio Cluh and i ts a c t i v i t i e s .  I had known t h a t  the  club 
ex i s t ed  i n  my town, but never looked it up. Upon hearing t h a t  fellows were 
hearing fore igners  and learning when and where t o  tune f o r  them, I got  up 
the  following morning and tuned.Poste Par is ien .  This, a s  mv f i r s t  Euronean 
s t a t i o n ,  gave m e  a b ig  t h r i l l .  I then got  i n  touch with Bob Weaver and 
looked over h i s  f i n e  co l l ec t ion  of v e r i f i c a t i o n s ,  and joined the  NRC. 

I hegan t o  put more and more time a t  the  rad io  and soon was hearing fo re ign  
s t a t i o n s  I had never dreamed of.  Ver i f ica t ions  hegan t o  come i n  and I was 
soon ~ r a i s i n p ,  my c lub f o r  helping m e  t o  ge t  the  most out of my DX'ing. 
Being ~ e r s o n a l l p  acquainted with the  Dresident of t h e  club and having t h e  
opportunitv t o  comDare notes with other-DX'ers, I found t h i s  hobby more 
i n t e r e s t i n g  than ever before. 

T r e c a l l  t h a t  the  NRC was born over Lahor Dav weekend 1933 a t  Farquar 
Park i n  York, Pa. Our conventions then, a r e  a c t u a l  anniversar ies .  A r t  
Brackbil l  and Bob Weaver cooked up t h e  idea  of t h e i r  own club. Bulle- 
t i n s  were j u s t  carbon copies. By January of 1934, w e  w e r e  an organiza- 
t ion ,  with Bob Weaver a s  i ts President  and Editor;  I was i ts  Secretary,  
and Luther G r i m  of Red Lion, pa. was Pub l ic i ty  Yanager. Bob r e a l l y  d id  
a l l  t h e  work, and bg now a mimeograph machine was i n  use and the  b u l l e t i n  
was two o r  th ree  pages. Members of t h e  Buffalo Evening News Radio Club 
were inc luded ' shor t ly  a f t e r  the  s t a r t i n g  of NRC, and i n  t h a t  Januarv, 
the  At lan t i c  Radio Club merged with us, and i n  February, t h e  Centra l  
nY Club of t a  Grange, I l l , .  joined us. Z can r e c a l l  some of t h e  e a r l y  
members such a s  Keith Freas, Charles Van Tassel ,  Ida  Henninger, Joe 
Rrauner and Pat  Se i l l eg .  ?he club moved t o  Erie, Pa. i n  1937. I was 
t h e r e  along with Rob and A r t  when t h e  club was turned over t o  Harry 
Gordon. We had q u i t e  a t i m e  there .  I can s t i l l  see Joe Becker on t h e  
cracker b a r r e l  i n  t h e  s t o r e  giving out  with r e a l  DX gab.

THE DX NEWS MASTHEAD THROUGH THE YEARS 

In the early days of mimeograph DX News in late 1933 to early 1934, 
the bulletin masthead was hand-drawn on the stencils. During this 
early period, there was considerable variation in the masthead from 
one issue to the next, although the basic idea was fairly stable. 
A few representative samples of these, which were chosen from those 
available after November 1933 (the earliest issue known to exist, 
which is in Kermit Geary's collection) and which could be graphically 
restored for reproduction appear here. 

,&TINhLW 
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In February of 1934, and continuing through November of that year, 
a stencillograph was used to create masthead designs. These were 
all fairly similar in character, and a representative sample appears 
on the next page. From November 1934 until January 25, 1941, a simple 
typed masthead held sway. A sample of this follows the stencillograph 
masthead. 
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The January 25, 1941 issue was significant in that it featured the 
new logo as part of the masthead, but also sported a new masthead 
design. This design was preprinted on white sheets in red ink for 
future bulletin use by Dick Cooper, who was a commercial printer. 
Both the new logo and the masthead were designed by Harold Burstrom. 
This masthead remained unchanged save for changes of names and/or 
addresses of officers until 1951, at which time a new design appeared. 
This one featured the words "DX News" in script, and was again pre- 
printed in red ink on white paper. This masthead served the longest 
time of any to date, lasting until 1967. These two mastheads are 
reproduced below. 
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Another re-design took place in 1967, still featuring the same logo, 
the same red on white, and the same script "DX News", however the 
script was done in a reverse setting, with shaded red background forming 
the letters on the white paper. The names and addresses of the officers 
were replaced by only the club's official address. This same masthead 
returned again, with variations in color, later. At this time, it ran 
through mid-1968, at which time, supply ran out, and the masthead was 
hand-drawn on the mimeograph stencils again for a few months, and then 
replaced with a simple typed "DX NEWS", along with the issue identifi- 
cation, which continued through the end of the mimeograph era with 
the issue of January 4, 1969. The 1967 logo, which appears below, 
reappeared on the first offset issue on January 11, 1969, but in black 
lettering instead of red. In April of that year, color returned to the 
masthead, and for the first time a color other than red was used. The 
color varied from week to week, depending what color the printed had 
left in the press from a prior job when DX News came in. Sometimes the 
masthead appeared in black.

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Later during the tenure of the Boston Publishing Committee, the masthead 
changed three more times. Each design retained the familiar logo, and 
each appeared in color at various times. The last of these three, all of 
which are reproduced below, carried over into the North Jersey Publishing 
Committee's period of operation.

The last change to date (again, except for the addltion of the "50") 
was made in 1976, when the current design was prepared by Cal Craig, 
a member who was a commercial artist. This too has appeared in a wide 
variety of colors as they were available. Although familiar to most 
current members, this masthead appears below, along with the special 
50th anniversary edition currently in use for the benefit of future 
readers who, if our history is any precedent, will have seen still 
more changes.

PllBLISHING DX NEVS - TREN AND NOW 

W e n  the cluh was first formed, the first few issues were carbon copies, 
as cluh membership was very small. Soon thereafter, issues were reproduced 
by means of-mimeograph. The Editor cut all of the stencils, ran them off, 
collated the pages, and addressed and mailed them. Tlltimately, as the club 
grew, and editors other than the Editor-in Chief took over individual col- 
umns, each editor cut his own stencils and mailed them to the Publisher, 
who then ran the stencils, collated, addressed, and mailed. As the club 
qrew still further, other members in the HQ area stoooed in to help out 
with the orocess, and ouhlis'ling sessions were born. 

The publishing effort was still nominallv a one-man Job, with the Publisher 
and his familv menhers doing the bulk of the w r k  UP until the Boston years. 
Bv this time, the club had grown to over 300 members, and it hecame more 
and more difficult to do the lob singlehandedlv. Publishing sessions be- 
came a regular event, with a large group of local and some travelling mem- 
bers joining in. Publishing had become something of a social event as well. 
Sometimes as many as a dozen members would be present, doing the work, gab- 
hing, drinl..inp beer, eating pizza and having a good time. 

In 1969, that all changed when the NRC went to an offset-printed magazine 
format. The editors no longer prepared stencils, but rather typed copy on 
regular typing paper, within margins dictated by the process. The publish- 
ing function then split into two sessions, one for preparation of the copy 
for the printer: numbering oages, typinr HQ copy, adding filler, matching 
pages for contrast, continuity and page count, and pasting pages together 
two-up to run. This Drocess took the efforts of one to three people at 
various times. nften a "mock-up" or "dummy" booklet would he set up to 
assure the proper sequencing of pages. The Publishing Committee Coordina- 
tor or another Committee member would then take the finished cooy to the 
printer. A few days later someone would pick up the finished hooks, and 
the addressing and  ailing session would follow. At first, the same address- 
ogranh plate method as had been used in the orior mimeograph davs was used 
for addressing, but the rapid srowth of the club and the costs of maintain- 
ing such a svstem dictated a change. That change was to self-adhesive 
lahels, which were tmed, corrected bv pasting new labels over the old, 
and then photocooied for mailing for each issue. In either case, the 
addressing and mailing sessions occupied several comittee members and 
visitors, and continued the tradition of the social event. 

In 1973, a oostage permit replaced the process of ~asting individual 
stamps on the issues, except for the foreign suhscrihers, and the mailing 
and addressing workload was greatly reduced. As a result, the sessions 
for this purpose occupied fewer people, although it was still a scene 
for socializing and discussion of club business. 

Today, the process continues essentially unchanged, despite still further 
club growth. Over the past ten vears, professional addressing and mailing 
services have been explored, but the cost has been prohibitive, and, of 
course the social aspect would be lost. With a club membership of over 
700 members, it is still no small amount of work to produce the vieeklv 
bulletins in the DX season. Even with the functions of memhership, re- 
prints, ~ublications and treasury being remote from the aublishing site, 
manv hours of work are required.

THE JOE BECKER. PAT REILLEY. RAY EDGE LEGENDS 

In historically researching the early parts of the past fifty years 
of the National Radio Club, three long departed members seem to have 
been particularly revered. These three gentlemen were Joseph J. Becker 
Sr. of Hamilton ~hio, Joseph B. "Pat" Reilley of Jamestown New York, and 
Ray B. Edge of Buffalo New York. 

Joe Becker was one of the top DXers of the 30s in any club, and was 
perhaps the top DXer in the NRC. Little is known today of Joe's personal 
life, but he was born somewhere over a century ago, was club president 
for many years and was particularly friendly and well liked. Joe is said 
to have been an extremely religious person, was proprietor of a second 
hand recycling business, and DXed without fail every day from 02:30 a.m. 
to 04:OO a.m. ELT. Joe's summary of his DXing career thru 1941 appears 
in this book in the DX NEWS SCRAPBOOK feature. Convention accounts of 
the early years indicate that when Joe spoke everyone listened, in appre- 
ciation of his formidable DX skills. Joe became inactive due to health 
around 1950, and Ernie Cooper recalls his living to an extremely ripe age. 
One of Joe's listener's swap cards survives and contains the motto: 
"National Radio Club - A Club Worthwhile". 

Joseph B. "Pat" Reilley was another of the club's most beloved members. 
Pat was born in 1894 and passed away just days after attending the 1962 
Convention in Indianapolis. His nickname "Pat" alluded to his Irish sur- 
name, but Pat was quick to point out he was half Swedish. Pat was a 
printer for his local newspaper in Jamestown New York, getting home from 
work around 2 a.m. at which time he would DX from his basement with his 
notorious basement antenna system, with considerable success. An account 
of Pat's DX career thru 1941 appears in the DX NEWS SCRAPBOOK feature. 
At over 3200 veries in 1962, he was near the top. His work hours precluded 
doing much foreign DX other than the Western hemisphere. In addition to 
his copious DX skills and verie total, Pat was a frequent muser, where 
his dry subtle wit was always a delight to read. A poem by Carroll Seth, 
NRC's original poet laureate, with Pat as the subject was run in DX NEWS 
in various forms. Pat printed his own "OWL NEWS" DX sheet in the late 
30s. Hardly a convention went by without a report of Pat's latest wit- 
ticisms. Little else is known about Pat's life other than he was survived 
by his wife Marion. 

Ray B. Edge was the major personality in the NRC hierarchy from 1940 
through 1965. Ray was born in 1900, was a policeman in Buffalo New York, 
and was night dispatcher for the Buffalo Police Radio Station W, where 
his distinctive raspy voice must have permeated the police radio receivers 
from coast to coast. Ray and Kate Edge were the parents of three daughters. 
Many years the NRC convention was held in Buffalo centered on the Edge's . 
house. Ray started BCB DXing in 1928. For years Ray was a one man club 
operator. Ray typed musings. DXDD, ran off the mimeograph copies, addressed 
and stuffed envelopes with DX NEWS, kept the membership records and accounts 
all single handedly. lore than once Ray pleaded with the members that he 
wanted someone else to share the workload, but Ray stoically continued to 
keep the club alive. Ray was truly a leader. and without him the club 
would surely have died at three points in its history. Ray was another of 
many early Dxers whose job required them to DX exclusively after midnight. 
Ray's death in 1965 marked the end of an era. It was my privilege to meet 
Ray in 1964 and I found him to be a man of unimpeachable integrity.

The emphasis on social gatherings brings out the 
camraderie which always characterizes the NRC. 

A photographic record spanning so many years inevitably has a few gaps and 
imbalances. Since distance invariably breeds enchantment, every e f f o r t  was 
made to  obtain snapshots from the e a r l i e r  years. As much as  possible, a l l  
part icipants have been ident i f ied.  The newspaper clippings from the 1958 and 
1961 conventions were included due t o  t he i r  special appeal. There are few 
photos from the 1970's and 1980's because they already appeared in "DX NEWS". 

This collection only succeeded with the assistance of several other people. 
Special thanks i s  extended to Joe Cooper fo r  submitting the  photos from his 
l a t e  fa ther  Dick(RHC). Tom Farmerie ( T F )  gathered many priceless r e l i c s  from the 
past. The author's contributions are indicated by "AFR". All sor t s  of goodies 
also came from Walt Brevi l l e  ( W E ) ,  Howard Kemp ( H K ) ,  Carleton Lord (CL), 
Stan Morss (SRM), Paul Mount (PM) and Warren Routzahn ( W R ) .  

As t h i s  i s  typed,I don ' t  know how well the photos will reproduce. In making 
the selection,  I took a few calculated risks.  Nonetheless, the overall package 
should please you,the reader.

- 1937 The f i r s t  f s u r  NRC conventions were held i n  l a t e  June a t  t he  
home of Robert H. Weaver, a t  603 West Market S t r e e t  i n  York, PA. 

ERIE, PA The next th ree  years  saw the  s i t e  change t o  NRC HQ a t  Harry 
M. Gordon's home a t  317 East Tenth S t .  Most of t h e  a c t i v i t y  

took place Saturday n ight  and Sunday. Those a t tending the  f i r s t  conven- 
t i o n  (whose names we have record o f )  were: Joe Becker, Pat  R e i l l y  and 
wife ,  Dick Cooper and wife,  A r t  p a r f i t t ,  Harold Burstrom and Harold 
Burstrom, Jr., M r .  Hermaq Brode, ~ o b  Botzum, Hans Jacobson, Frank 
Schmidt, Harold Wagner, Ed Feichtner ,  Max Demuling, and Clarance Reasch. 
A l l  were from NY, OH, and PA. A v e r i e  count found Joe  Becker f i r s t  wi th  
1143, followed by Pat  R e i l l y  with 994 and Bob Botzum with 960. The ban- 
quet a t  t he  Sunset Inn was followed by Warren Routzahn's piano playing,  
then a boat r i d e  on Lake Er i e  and a r ad io  s t a t i o n  tour .  

WIE,  PA Long time members such a s  Richard Cooper of  Ki t tan ing ,  PA, 
Joseph Becker of Hamilton, OH, Ray Edge of Buffalo, NY, and 

Mort Meehan of  Elizabeth,  N J  attended. The p o s s i b i l i t y  of having a 
Shortwave CPC was discussed. The at tendees went s ightsee ing  i n  both  
Er i e  and Buffalo. There were 37 present .  

This  year ' s  ERIE convention was the  f i r s t  NRC convention t o  be he ld  over 
Labor Day Weekend. Thirty-two people showed a t  Harry Gordon's house. 

The convention was held a t  Ray B. ~ d g e ' s  home a t  525 Stockbridge Ave. 
i n  BUFFAW, NY. 

The BUFFAW convention was he ld  a t  John Kalmbach, Jr,'s house a t  1195 
Wehrle Drive i n  suburban Wil l iamsvi l le ,  NY. 

A b i l i t y  t o  t r a v e l  was l imi t ed  due t o  World War 11, s o  at tendance i n  
BUFFALO was low. Dick Cooper and the  Kalmbachs, John and Kay, v i s i t e d  
with Ray Edge a t  325 S h i r l e y  Ave. Af te r  a long DX s e s s i o n  MM, they 
were awakened with the  news t h a t  someone was wait ing downstairs.  This 
person s a i d  he 'd  j u s t  v i s i t e d  Lef ty  Cooper i n  Brooklyn, but otherwise 
made them guess h i s  i d e n t i t y ,  t o  no a v a i l ,  He f i n a l l y  admitted t o  
being Eugene Francis  of De t ro i t .  They v i s i t e d  f o r  the  r e s t  of Monday, 
September 6. 

S t i l l  hampered by wartime r e s t r i c t i o n s ,  only 9 came by t r a i n  t o  t h e  
ga ther ing  a t  Dick Cooper's KITTANNING, PA home over Labor Day. Mr .  
"Up Paul Knight" reported t h a t  Ray "Pop" Edge, Dick Cooper, Lefty 
Cooper, and Paul  Kary j u s t  ta lked ,  looked a t  v e r i e s ,  and went bowling 
Saturday n ight .  Then A r t  Rankins, S u l l y  Su l l ivan ,  and Chuck Bender a l l  
came on the  same t r a i n ,  unbeknownst t o  each o ther .  The DX Gab Session 
centered on d iscuss ion  of a Be t ty  "WISE" Freeman whose p i c t u r e  was on 
d isp lay ,  Many l e f t  Sunday evening, but C a r r o l l  Se th  d i d n ' t  a r r i v e  
u n t i l  midnight Sunday. 

The "DX Gabfest" was held a t  t he  home of P h i l  Nicols a t  83 Prospect S t .  
i n  EAST HARTFORD, CT. S i x  people a r r ived  in  a car load  from Western 
New York Saturday, September 8. Following d inner  a t  a d ine r  the  group 
wandere$ back t o  P h i l ' s  house t o  t a l k ,  DX, p lay  ping-pong, o r  go 
bowling. Norm Maguire pul led  c a r r i e r s  from Alaskans KFAR and KINY. 
This i s  t h e  f i r s t  year  i t ' s  mentioned t h a t  v i s i t o r s  s tayed a t  a nearby 



1945 (continued) motel,  but  gathered a t  a person's  house. Sunday dinner  i s  
a t  Nicols ' s  house, then more gab, card t r i c k s ,  Feen-a-mint s a l e s  by 
Ray Edge. Telegrams were received from Fred Van Voorhees, a l s o  from 
A r t  Hankins and (7 )  Mayo. The Western New York group went on t o  v i s i t  
Lef ty  Cooper, vacat ioning i n  the  Poconos, 

1946 The next f i v e  years of conventions were scheduled f o r  the  BUFFALO area.  
A new record of 48 people gathered a t  one time o r  another  a t  Ray Edge's 
house on S h i r l e y  Avenue, with Junior Carberry handling the  room rese r -  
va t ions .  Only a case  of beer  was ava i l ab le ,  s o  it was given t o  t h e  
wives' t a b l e ,  and many were photographed on t h e  r a r e  occasion of t h e i r  
dr inking soda pop. A banquet ( the  f i r s t ? )  happened Sunday a t  MacDoels 
Restaurant  i n  Buffalo, and a business meeting followed. Banquet and 
business meeting continued t o  be  s tandard  f a r e  a t  conventions up through 
the  present .  Plans f o r  Lef ty  Cooper t o  take  over the  Tips and LPO Reports 
column were completed, and a BCB Contest was announced. Severa l  
a t tendees  were noted playing cards  -- both br idge  and cribbage -- bu t  
no h e a r t s  games ye t .  

1947 The r e p o r t  contained a l i s t  of  everyone the re ,  and a b r i e f  convention 
h i g h l i g h t  (or  low-l ight)  r e l a t i n g  t o  t h a t  person. Bob Gorsuch showed 
f i lms  of the  Kit tanning convention. Of t h e  34 i n  at tendance,  s i x  were 
Board members: Ernest Cooper, Leo Herz, Ralph Johanns, J. Pa t  R e i l l y ,  
Eldon Addy, and Pres ident  Joe  Becker. A new set of club r u l e s  was drawn 
up a t  t he  meeting and a l s o  Thomas Carberry was appointed Contest Direc- 
t o r .  Again, the  ge t - togethers  took p lace  a t  Ray and Kate Edge's house. 

1948 This yea r ' s  convention was cancel led  due t o  a low number of reservat ions  
and the  i l l n e s s  of M r s .  Edge, 

1949 Thirty-one persons at tended t h e  Saturday night-Sunday morning Gab Fes t  
a t  Pop Edge's house, wi th  28 a t  t he  banquet a t  Colvin Casino. Af te r  
d inner  s e v e r a l  went over t o  t h e  bowling a l l e y ,  wi th  a 5-on-5 match-up 
of New York vs.  "Foreign" NRCers .  Others looked a t  the  v e r i e s  of Joe  
Brauner and A 1  Bartholomew on d isp lay .  During the  MM DX ses s ion ,  a 
"K" s t a t i o n  was heard on 1340 frequency check. Four d i f f e r e n t  DXers 
IDed i t  -- a s  four  d i f f e r e n t  s t a t i o n s !  A small  group toured the  t r ans -  
m i t t i n g  f a c i l i t i e s  of WGR and WKBW. 

1950 This  year the  ga ther ing  took p lace  a t  t h e  home of Joe  and Marty Brauner, 
a t  23 Howard Avenue i n  Wil l iamsvi l le ,  NY, j u s t  NE of BUFFALO. There were 
no planned ou t s ide  a c t i v i t i e s ,  but  the re  was, memorably, Bob Spencer 's 
auto t o u r  of Buffalo, Hal Wagner s e l l i n g  NRC s t a t i o n e r y  out  of h i s  
t ruck ,  a b i g  poker game, and Pop Edge's d isp laying  a v e r i e  f o r  which 
t h e r e  i s  apparent ly  no DXer -- from 4VBM, H a i t i ,  addressed t o  "NRC, 
Buffalo, 15, NY." Only 25 at tended,  poss ib ly  because of a war sca re .  
Also memorable from one of the  Buffalo conventions was J i m  O'Brien's 
comment on t e l ev i s ion :  "I 've waited t e n  years  s o  I could SEE s t a t i c . "  

1951 The convention was held a t  Dick Cooper's house i n  KITTANNING, PA Sep- 
tember 1-3, Most a r r ived  Saturday,  including Bob Gorsuch with h i s  
wife  and $975 Col l ins  r ece ive r ,  and bearded Car ro l l  Seth.  The usual  
v e r i e  showing, DX Chat ter ,  tuning t h e  Co l l ins ,  refreshments,  canas ta ,  
plus a marathon poker game i n  the  kikchen. Young Don Kaskey a r r ived  
Sunday morning with h i s  one thousand v e r i e s  gathered i n  a s i n g l e  year  
of cons tant  DXing, much t o  everyone's amazement. Many ventured up a 
one-car-wide bumpy d i r t  road t o  WACB's tower, where Joe Brauner was 
working. Hooking the  200-foot antenna t o  the  r ece ive r ,  the volume 
l e v e l  jumped tremendously. A f t e r  a Board meeting Sunday the  21 



1951 (continued) at tendees car-pooled over t o  the  F i f t h  Avenue Hotel i n  Ford 
Ci ty  f o r  t h e  banquet. Afterwards, s e v e r a l  DXers made impromptu speeches, 
then  Fred Von Voorhees explained t h e  proposed Foreign Sect ion  and con- 
test ,  The group was a l s o  su rp r i sed ,  as  C a r r o l l  Se th  volunteered t o  
lead  a sepa ra te  con tes t  involving club DX s p e c i a l s .  Back a t  t he  Coopers' 
Bob Gorsuch acted as  emcee f o r  the  tape  interview of  everyone the re ,  
which was a i r e d  on WACB's DX broadcast on Sunday, December 9. 

1952 Forty-two DXers  came t o  Western New York f o r  t h e  ga ther ing  a t  t he  
Brauners' house on Howard Avenue. Char l ie  Conley was the  f i r s t  NRC 
member t o  f l y  t o  and from a convention. C,M. Stanbury attended h i s  
f i r s t  convention. Bob Gorsuch showed movies made a t  Kit tanning the  
year  before,  and took more. P a t  R e i l l y  and Re l fe  Luton showed o f f  t h e i r  
Aust ra l ian  and New Zealand ve r i e s .  C a r r o l l  Weyrich's BCB Log was 
ordered by j u s t  about everyone, 

1953 The DXers gathered together  i n  WHEELING, WV t h i s  yea r ,  a t  t he  convention 
hosted by Sid  Rosenbaum and h i s  mother. A l o t  of t h e  excitement took 
p lace  a t  Oglebay Park, s i te  of  Sunday's p icnic .  A check of v e r i e s  
found B i l l  P r a t e r  leading the  r ace  wi th  2427, but  ahead of Pa t  R e i l l y  
by only  three! A l l  v i s i t e d  WTRF i n  B e l l a i r e ,  OH, and a t ape  was made 
f o r  broadcast  on September 20. Four of  t h e  30 i n  attendance went back 
t o  S u l l y  Su l l ivan ' s  house, 48 miles away, f o r  the  t r a d i t i o n a l  poker 
game. Hank Holbrook and h i s  wife  made t h e i r  f i r s t  convention t h i s  year.  

1954 The BUFFALO a rea  continued t o  have a convention come t h e i r  way every 
o the r  year  with the  ga ther ing  aga in  a t  t he  Brauner's house i n  W i l l i a m s -  
v i l l e .  A t o t a l  of 54 people were t h e r e  a t  one time o r  another,  Each 
year more and more people came who w e r e  i n t e r e s t e d  i n  t h e  TV s i d e  of  
the  hobby. Bob Gorsuch again showed movies, and the  Brauners showed 
shots  of t h e i r  new 136-acre farm i n  PA. Also "present" were gree t ings  
from many members on tape  from around t h e  country. Two of the  younger 
a t t endees ,  from Croton, NY, s l e p t  i n  t h e  back of Hal Wagner's t ruck  
i n  Ray Edge's garage (Alex MacKenzie and P e t e r  Hansen, 13 years old.)

S tan  
Morss came a l l  t he  way from West Boxford, MA, and Norm Maguire came 
from Albuquerque. NM. A $1700 Col l ins  r a d i o  wi th  antenna s t rung  out  
t h e  window was ava i l ab le  during the  pre-convention f e s t i v i t i e s  Fr iday  
n ight .  Not only d id  the  l o c a l  radio  s t a t i o n s  have s t o r i e s  about t h e  
convention, but  NRC members were present  i n  the  s t u d i o  f o r  mentions of 
the  event a t  WMT, and delegates t o  t h e  convention were even seen over 
KCRG-TV!

Pat  R e i l l y  loaded milk cans onto t h e  Santa Fe Railroad 
mi lk  t r a i n  a t  each s t o p  t o  keep t h e  t r a i n  on time. S tan  Morss drove 
from New England with t h e  Croton teenagers ,  now t h r e e  i n  number: Mac 
Kenzie, Hansen, and Maylath. The c a r  was a l s o  f i l l e d  with equipment. 
Bob Gorsuch changed planes four  times i n  a day. A l a r g e  number of 
wives a t tended,  and t h e r e  were the  Maguire, B i s s ,  Wagner, and Kruse 
ch i ld ren  coming i n  and o u t  of t h e  rooms a t  t h e  Jens-Marie Hotel.  Len 
Kruse had been v i s i t i n g  s t a t i o n s  t o  s e t  up CPG t e s t s  on t h e  way t o  t h e  
sh indig .  F i f t e e n  D X e r s  crowded i n t o  Room 606 f o r  a DX se s s ion  t h a t  
pul led  a 250-watt Hun t sv i l l e ,  AL s t a t i o n  on t e s t i n g ,  and they were 
mentioned on t h e  a i r .

Severa l  
dec is ions  came out  of  t h e  Board meeting. DX News s i z e  was l imi t ed  t o  
22 pages, r a t h e r  than inc reas ing  dues; Musings were l imi t ed  t o  20 
l i n e s ;  broadcast  band only was t o  be allowed ( t h e  o t h e r  waves waived) 
from now on. Others ,  t o  keep from being bored, f i r s t  looked f o r  female 
companionship, but  had t o  r e v e r t  t o  dropping w a t e r - f i l l e d  bags o u t  of 
the  window, pyrotechnics ,  o r  f i l l i n g  bathtubs wi th  beer.

Joe  Fela ,  Frequency Check 
L i s t  Edi tor ,  arranged a s h o r t  BCB DX program t o  be broadcast weekly on 
WRUL, Radio New York Worldwide. Re t i r ing  Executive Secre tary  Ray Edge 
turned over c lub  r e i n s  t o  new Executive Secre tary  Dick Cooper, who 
presented Edge wi th  an inscr ibed  Bulova wristwatch i n  apprec ia t ion  f o r  
h i s  24 years of continuous se rv ice .  Ray's wife  Kate and daughter 
Jeane t t e  were a l s o  praised.

Ar r iva l s  received a welcome k i t  from t h e  c i t y  of L o u i s v i l l e  
and saw a s l i d e  show of Glenn Hauser's TV DX, Ed Kreany, and o the r  con- 
ventions.  Charles Taylor measured WCND-940's frequency, then t r i e d  t o  
f i g u r e  out where Shelbyvi l le  IS. Ernie Cooper was honored f o r  h i s  30th 
year  of e d i t i n g  Musings with a g i f t  from the  c lub  and a message on the  
motel marquee. Ray Arruda's wife ,  Arlene, somehow won the  DX quiz,  
Wayne Murphy and Ted Fleischaker served as  auct ioneers .  Robert Lee of 
the  FCC spoke a f t e r  t h e  banquet. 

1977 Neil  Zank, wi th  he lp  from B. McCoy, S. Dabelstein,  R. Keeney, R. Lind- 
blade,  and E. Wesolowki of the  NERDS, hosted the  convention a t  t he  
Vi l l age r  Motel i n  LINCOLN, NE. Many of  the  62 who at tended went on t h e  
tours  of t h e  Back To The Bible  Broadcast HQ and the  Nebraska NEW 
Network. A s t r ange  v i s i t o r  from the  East named Star rnack provided 
answers t o  unasked quest ions a f t e r  the  banquet. Coors was named the  
' O f f i c i a l  Club Beverage," and Gary Atkins found i t  goes p a r t i c u l a r l y  
we l l  with Oreo Cookies. A g r e a t  auct ion  which r a i s e d  $505 saw Don 
Erickson buy 20% of the  s t u f f ,  Kansas DXer Paul  Swearingen was t h e r e ,  
unaware of what t h i s  would g e t  him i n t o  i n  l a t e r  years .  

1978 Kar l  J e t e r  hosted the  convention held a t  t he  Northlake Hi l ton  i n  t h e  
ATLANTA suburb of Tucker, across  the  road from WSB-750's tower. S t i l l ,  
a p e r s i s t e n t  few were seen DXing there .  Saturday tou r s  took us t o  
"50,000 Watt" WSB 's f a c i l i t i e s ,  t h e  FCC Monitoring S t a t i o n  a t  Powder 
Spr ings ,  and an FM o r  TV t r ansmi t t ing  f a c i l i t y ;  t h e r e  was a l s o  a walk 
around "Underground Atlanta." Aubrey Morris from WSB spoke a t  the  
banquet, followed by an auct ion  i n  a very  hot  room conducted by Wayne 
Murphy and Ted Fleischaker.  John Zondlo made a t ape  recording of p a r t  
of the  auct ion  then donated it f o r  s a l e ;  t h i s  has now become a s tandard 
p rac t i ce .  Sunday was mostly open; the re  were two meeting rooms t o  hold 
the  73 a t tendees .  Mark Connelly again  found the  hidden t r a n s m i t t e r  
Vern Shearer and cohort put  on t h e  a i r  near  the  motel. Sunday n ight  
some went t o  Chuck Hutton's f o r  the  Beverage DXing, o thers  made another  
la te-n ight  v i s i t  t o  the  motel 's  pool. 

1979 A week a f t e r  the  I R C A  convention i n  ne&By Peor ia ,  IL, Noah's Ark i n  
ST. CHARLES, MO housed people from across the  country. Lou Buehler, 
Walt Brev i l l e ,  Rich Eddie, and Roger Giannini  served as  hos ts .  There 
were tours  of KFUO, KWMU, and the  Busch brewery. The auct ion  s e t  a 
new record: over $700 was raiLed i n  another  very h o t  room -- t h i s  s e t  
Don Erickson out  i n  search  of another s u i t c a s e  t o  b r ing  s t u f f  home i n  
and Gary Atkins i n  search  of a t r a i l e r  t o  g e t  a f i l e  cabine t  home in .  
Time was a l s o  spent  out a t  Walt B r e v i l l e ' s  house i n  the  country where 
many members from the  region t r i e d  t o  hear  home on both AM and FM. 



1980 The convention t h i s  year was held i n  MS ANGELES, CA -- our hos t s  were 
Greg Hardison and John Clements, holding f o r t h  a t  t he  Hacienda Hotel.  
Turnout was l i g h t ,  and somehow no convention r epor t  ever  appeared in  
DX News, s o  no d e t a i l s  a r e  ava i l ab le .  

1981 The convention a t  the  Mountain Motor I n n  a t  ROCKAWAY, N J  was a s p e c i a l  
one, a s  many long-time members were present .  Af te r  t h e  banquet Sunday 
Ernie Cooper, Harley Steward, Pe te  C la r ius ,  Carleton Lord, and Dick 
Cooper shared some g r e a t  memories with t h e  63 at tending.  Russ Edmunds 
and Bob S ton ie r  were the  hos t s .  Few a c t i v i t i e s  were on the  f i n a l  
schedule, s o  a l o t  of  time was spent  v i s i t i n g  with o ld  and new f r i e n d s ,  
playing hea r t s  (S tar r ' s  group seemed t o  have one continuous game going), 
o r  picture-taking.  Mark Connelly, gave a parking-lot exh ib i t ion  of 
phased longwires from h i s  c a r ,  while  o the r s  threw o r  dodged t h e  Fr isbees  
phasing around a t  the  same t i m e .  Meetings concerned preservat ion  of 
v e r i e s ,  use  of computers f o r  t h e  next  log ,  and the  need f o r  a new 
publishing committee. Ron Musco and Dave Schmidt served a s  auct ion-  
e e r s  between beer de l ive r i e s .  I n  the  absence of  Don Erickson, S teve  
Paradies bought a l l  t he  paper products.  

1982 LOUISVILLE, KY was again t h e  h o s t  t o  64 persons from 18 s t a t e s  f o r  t h i s  
yea r ' s  gathering,  hosted by Dick Truax of LADS. Friday evening saw a 
f i n e  s l i d e  show presented by Ernie Wesolowski, with scenes from conven- 
t i o n s  of  t h e  l a s t  25 years .  Saturday the  bleary-eyed a t tendees  ca r -  
pooled i n t o  Lou i sv i l l e  t o  v i s i t  WKJJ/WCII-1080 and WARY-790/WVEZ. Then 
they  invaded Indiana f o r  pizza and on t o  the  WAVG-970 tower s i t e ,  next 
door t o  i t s  opera tor ' s  residence.  Back a t  t he  motel ,  a group photo was 
taken. Due t o  a change of p lans ,  t he  gues t  speaker,  Orr in  Towner, fo r -  
mer engineering d i r e c t o r  of WHAS, spoke t o  the  group i n  the  meeting 
room, preceding the  auct ion ,  which r a i sed  $624.25, h ighl ighted  by a 
f i e r c e  bidding war on a KFAT jersey  between John Clemmer and Frank 
M e r r i l l ;  it f i n a l l y  went f o r  about $45. Sunday was mostly open; some 
people v i s i t e d  Ken McHarg a t  WXVW-1450. The banquet and business 
meeting was Sunday n igh t ,  wi th  card games and t rading  going on during 
t h e  discussions.  Many headed out  t o  the  Beverage s i t e  f o r  the  f i rs t  
o r  second n ight  of DXing; t h e  Beverage was pointed west ,  and s e v e r a l  
Cal i forn ians  were heard. 



1981 NRC CONVENTION SPEECHES 

t ranscr ibed/edi ted  by Chris Hansen 

This convention, held i n  Rockaway, N J ,  was made memorable by t h e  a f t e r -  
banquet speeches of Ernie Cooper, Harley Steward, Pete  C la r ius ,  Carleton Lord, 
and Dick Cooper. What follows is  a t r a n s c r i p t i o n  of each speech, ed i t ed  both 
by the  speaker (when possible)  and by the s t a f f  of t h i s  production. 

ERNIE COOPER 

I was hoping t o  be e i t h e r  second, t h i r d ,  o r  four th  ins tead  of f i r s t ,  
because I d i d n ' t  prepare anything. But, reminiscences being what we're t a lk ing  
about,  i t ' s  f a i r l y  easy t o  th ink of some of the  odd things t h a t  happened i n  
r ad io  i n  t h e  old days. One thing,  coming down here  on Route 46 reminded me 
of one pecu l i a r  s t a t i o n  I heard only once from Whippany, N J ,  not  even t en  
m i l e s  from here. There was a s t a t i o n  logged on 900 kHz ( I  s t i l l  l i k e  k i l o -  
cycles ,  I ' m  so r ry ) ,  i n  the old days, t e s t i n g  around 2 o r  3 o'clock i n  the  
morning, g iv ing t h e  c a l l  l e t t e r s  W3XDD, Whippany, N J ,  from the Be l l  Telephone 
Company. What they apparently were doing was t e s t i n g  a new t ransmi t t e r  f o r  
some s t a t i o n  i n  t h i s  general  a rea  t h a t  they had j u s t  b u i l t .  It was a l o c a l  
s igna l ;  I l ived  i n  Brooklyn, NY a t  t h a t  time. I heard it once and once only. 
They v e r i f i e d ,  but they never did say  what t h e  purpose of t h a t  t r ansmi t t e r  
was, o r  why they w e r e  on t h e  a i r  a t  t h a t  time with it. I j u s t  understand t h a t  
it was a t r ansmi t t e r  they had b u i l t  f o r  somebody e l s e ,  and they t e s t e d  it before 
shipping i t  out;  they had the FCC permit t o  do so. 

I n  those  days, maybe some of you saw t h e  ve r i e s  downstairs from Cal i for -  
n ia  and Oregon t h a t  I brought with me. You might th ink it was p r e t t y  marve- 
lous ,  but  i t  r e a l l y  wasn't; i t  was a cinch i n  those days. There weren't any 
such th ings  a s  the a l l -n igh te r s  we  have today -- maybe one o r  two here  and 
there .  And, the re  were no such things as d i r e c t i o n a l  antennas, e i t h e r .  So, 
v i r t u a l l y  every s t a t i o n  on the a i r  had a f a i r  chance t o  be heard across t h e  
country i f  t h e  condit ions were decent. People used t o  hear  s t a t i o n s  here  i n  
t h e  East s i g n  off  a t  e i t h e r  midnight o r  1 o'clock;  then, t h a t  opened i t  up 
f o r  t h e  Centra l  time zone s t a t i o n s .  They'd go o f f ,  mostly a t  one, some a t  
two; then you'd have a chance t o  h e a r  Denver, S a l t  Lake Ci ty ,  and o ther  points  
i n  the  Mountain time zones. Af ter  2 o'clock Cal i fornia ,  Oregon, and Washing- 
ton were very cowmon, even on the  regional  frequencies:-- on some mornings, 
even on t h e  graveyard channels. 

I have a t  l e a s t  two v e r i f i c a t i o n s  from s t a t i o n s  on the  West Coast which 
were running 50 wat ts .  One was KPPC, Pasadena, which s t i l l  e x i s t s  -- I 
bel ieve  i t ' s  running a hundred watts  now (doubled i t s  power; i t ' s  a tremen- 
dous s t a t i o n  now). Another one was KRKO i n  Evere t t ,  Washington. I bel ieve  
t h a t  was on 1370, with 50 watts .  I got  them on t h e i r  regular  monthly f r e -  
quency check. A frequency check i n  those days wasn't a cycle  tone, it was 
music (mostly band music and marches). Af te r  every record they'd give a very 
c l e a r  I D ,  and the  program would l a s t  15  t o  20 minutes. Nowadays, a frequency 
check might l a s t  two o r  three  minutes, and i f  they give an ID, you're lucky. 

Just a comment on t h e  kind of radios  we had i n  those days -- I s t a r t e d  
with j u s t  a house set, a Stewart-Warner. It was a s ix-tube set and no g rea t  
shakes, be l ieve  me. It took about a year  before KFI made i t  i n  on t h a t  set -- 
it must have been a super morning t o  make i t  i n .  Then, I g o t  a 7-tube 



(SPEECH BY ERNIE COOPER -- continued) 

Crosley a f t e r  t h a t ,  and I got f a i r l y  common recept ion  from the  West Coast on 
it. I remember a DX program from Pendleton, Oregon -- KWRC was t h e  c a l l ;  
was on 1240. I l i s t e n e d  f o r  45 minutes and heard nothing. A t  about 3:45 the  
s i g n a l s  made i t  i n ,  and f o r  the  l a s t  15  minutes of t h e i r  program they were 
coming i n  b e a u t i f u l l y ;  250 wat ts ,  they were. On 1240 t h e r e  was nobody e l s e  
on the  channel. Now, every hundred miles t h e r e ' s  an a l l -n ighter .  

We heard some fore ign s t a t i o n s  i n  those days -- Argentina was f a i r l y  
conrmon. The National Bureau of Standards conducted some t e s t s  with Argen- 
t i n i a n  s t a t i o n s  e a r l y  i n  the morning. I th ink I have 6 v e r i f i c a t i o n s  from 
Argentina. Some of t h e  s t a t i o n s  were heard car ry ing a six-day bike race  
broadcast;  i t  was continuous spor t s .  While I couldn' t  understand Spanish, 
I could hea r  t h e  cheering of t h e  crowd and t h e  screaming announcers; I heard 
q u i t e  a few s t a t i o n s  ca r ry  the six-day bike races during t h a t  t i m e ,  i n  
1938 o r  1939. We used t o  be ab le  t o  hear  Braz i l i an  s t a t i o n s  s igning on a t  
3 o'clock i n  t h e  morning ( t h e i r  time i s  usua l ly  two hours ahead of ours) .  
When they were on dayl ight  time i n  our winter ,  which i s  t h e i r  summer, they 
were s igning on as e a r l y  as 3 am on many c l e a r  channels -- 640 f o r  one; 
1440, Cur i t iba ,  I remember, they were no more than 10,000 wat ts ,  some of them 
only  5,000. They were making it i n  f a i r l y  regular ly .  And, it d idn ' t  have 
t o  be Monday morning then, because the re  were very few a l l -n ighters .  Every 
morning was Monday. I t ' s  l i k e  we say  i n  Provincetown: Every n ight  is  Satur-  
day night .  

Most of t h e  DX programs and t e s t s  were conducted on,Saturday and Sunday 
then; i t  was more convenient, people work on Mondays. I can remember how many 
Mondays i n  the l a s t  few years I used t o  go i n  bleary-eyed; I suppose my boss 
thought I was ou t  r a i s i n g  h e l l  a l l  weekend. Ins tead ,  I was s i t t i n g  a t  home 
playing wi th  the  radio.  We d idn ' t  have t o  do t h a t  then -- you could sleep 
on Saturday and Sunday.

HARUY STEWARD 

When I th ink back t o  the  days when I f i r s t  took an i n t e r e s t  i n  radio ,  
we had neighbors next  door who had one of the  f i r s t  phonograph a l l - e l e c t r i c  
s e t s  -- i t  d i d n ' t  use b a t t e r i e s ,  and i t  had a phonograph a t  one end and a 
radio  a t  t h e  o ther .  I used t o  go over the re  and hear  sk ip  around 1928 o r  29. 
I became i n t e r e s t e d  i n  radio  then. But, my fo lks  w e r e  poor, and they couldn' t  
a f ford  a radio .  

When I g o t  t o  be 13 years o ld ,  one of the  fellows a t  school had b u i l t  
a c r y s t a l  set through the  Boy Scouts. W e  were s o  poor t h a t  my fo lks  couldn' t  
even a f fo rd  t o  have me belong t o  t h e  Boy Scouts. Anyway, I went t o  the  school 
l i b r a r y  and I s t a r t e d  reading about c r y s t a l  s e t s  -- so  I b u i l t  one. It 
consis ted  of an oatmeal box; I meltled lead and put  a chunk of galena i n  it 
(which is lead ore) .  I wound a c a t ' s  whisker on a s a f e t y  pin. A s  I remember, 
I had 2000 ohm headphones t h a t  I go t  from my grandfather .  Believe i t  o r  not ,  
wi th  t h a t  s e t  and a good-size a e r i a l ,  about 75 f e e t  of w i r e ,  I was ab le  t o  hear  
a t  l e a s t  a dozen clear-channe) s t a t i o n s  i n  the  wintertime a t  night .  I heard 
s t a t i o n s  as f a r  away as WHO, Des Moines, and KMOX i n  S t .  Louis. 

La te r  on I advanced from the  c r y s t a l  s e t  and b u i l t  a one-tuber. With 
t h a t  one-tuber -- it was a regenerat ive s e t ,  which had been invented by 
Major Armstrong, as  you fellows know -- they were extremely s e n s i t i v e  -- 
I was ab le  t o  neceive s t a t i o n s  i n  Cal i fornia  l i k e  KBO and KFI, and s t a t i o n s  
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o u t  of Mexico. I got  p r e t t y  much a l l  t h e  s t a t i o n s  i n  the West. From t h e r e  
I advanced t o  a three-tuber ,  and so  for th .  

I remember building one s e t .  I entered i t  i n  a con tes t  a t  t he  YMCA, 
and I won four th  pr ize .  The s e t  worked r e a l  good, but  it was kind of l i k e  a 
c i g a r  box, Af te r  I g o t  married I go t  a r e a l  good rece ive r  -- a Super Pro, 
v in tage  about 1945. With t h a t  s e t  I picked up a l l  48 contiguous United 
S t a t e s .  As you saw, I purchased the  HQ-180 today, and with t h a t  I ' m  hoping 
I'll be ab le  t o  p ick  up a l l  t he  cont inents .  I was more o r  less forced t o  
l ea rn  e l ec t ron ics  on my own s o  t h a t  I could bui ld  iny own rece ivers  -- I 
probably b u i l e  more than a dozen rece ive r s  i n  my day. 

PETE CLARIUS 

Before I te l l  my few experiences I ' d  l i k e  t o  thank Russ and h i s  s t a f f  
f o r  t h e  wonderful meal we had tonight  -- I r e a l l y  enjoyed being here yes t e r -  
day and today. Russ, you d id  a f i n e  job. I know I haven' t  a t tended as  many 
conventions as I should have, but  t h a t ' s  another  s to ry .  

My f i r s t  v e r i f i c a t i o n  was from 1931. I have t h a t  p o s t a l  card home, and 
i t ' s  j u s t  about ready t o  f a l l  a p a r t  -- wel l ,  i t ' s  50 years  old. It was from 
WPOE, out  i n  Patchogue, Long I s l and  -- t h e  c a l l  l e t t e r s  s tood f o r  "Patchogue 
Order of Elks." It was a 50-watt s t a t i o n  on 1370, which i n  those days was a 
graveyard channel. 

The f i r s t  r e a l  DX ca tch  I had, which brought me i n t o  knowing what r ad io  
clubs were a l l  about,  was from WEEU, Reading, Pennsylvania; they had a DX 
program on one morning f o r  the  Newark News Radio Club. Of course,  I d idn ' t  
know what a r ad io  c lub  was then. They s a i d  i f  you s e n t  i n  a r epor t  they would 
forward your name t o  t h e  Newark News Radio Club, and they would give you a 
copy of a magazine they published then, ca l l ed  the  "Dialist ." It was s i m i l a r  
t o  Radex, but  not  q u i t e  a s  e labora te .  I go t  my copy of the  magazine, and 
Pe te  McKenna, who was t h e  s e c r e t a r y  then,  put i n  a l i t t l e  note  saying: 'We 
have a member on S ta t en  Island." H e  gave me t h e  name, which of course was 
t h a t  of Bernie Duffy. W e  developed a r e a l  c lose  f r iendship ;  Bernie at tended 
q u i t e  a few conventions. As  you know, he was t e r r i b l y  handicapped, bu t  he 
was, f o r  me, one of the  g r e a t e s t  persons I ever  met. 

I always remember going t o  conventions ,of the  Newark News Radio Club 
out  i n  LansdalqPennsylvania. They used t o  have picnic-combination-conven- 
t i ons  ou t  the re  -- they were r e a l l y  grea t .  

I never had any b ig  e l abora te  sets, l i k e  some of you fellows. I was 
saying  before ,  l i s t e n i n g  t o  Joe Fela and some of the  fel lows t a lk ing ,  I 
shouldn' t  even c a l l  myself a DXer, th inking about a l l  t h e  fancy equipment 
they  had and the  catches they'd ge t .  My bes t  catches were on a l i t t l e  5-tube 
Spartan,  which wasn'tmuch more than t h e  s i z e  of a shoebox. I n  those days, 
t h e r e  wasn't  any such th ing  a s  a d i r e c t i o n a l  antenna; I had about 25 f e e t  of 
copper wire which my mother grac ious ly  allowed me t o  wrap around t h e  t a b l e  
legs.  

My bigges t  t h r i l l  was the  morning FQN, on 609 then,  I th ink ,  up i n  St .  
P i e r r e ,  put  on a DX program. I t r i e d  and I t r i e d  -- I heard something the re ,  
bu t  I j u s t  couldn' t  g e t  it loud enough t o  g e t  a r epor t  out .  Somebody had 
t o l d  me t h a t  your body a c t s  as  an add i t iona l  a e r i a l ,  s o  I j u s t  squeezed the  
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end of the  w i r e ,  and t h a t  was j u s t  enough t o  br ing  the  s i g n a l  i n  so  I could g e t  
a r epor t  on them. 

Some of my other  catches on t h i s  l i t t l e  s e t  were Post Parisienne of 
P a r i s ;  LR1 and LRA i n  Argentina; PRF3 i n  Sao Paulo, Braz i l ;  KSAN i n  San 
Francisco, 100 wat ts ;  KXO i n  E l  Centro. 

I always g o t  a t h r i l l  out  of radio ;  and, then too,  i n  those days even 
the  owners of s t a t i o n s  were more dedicated,  I guess. For instance,  WLW and 
WSAI were owned by the  Crosley Radio Corporation. I suppose t h a t  you old- 
t imers know t h a t  Powell Crosley, who was t h e  owner, was a ham radio  opera tor  
himself. He was very in te res ted  i n  reception r e p o r t s ,  and put  on q u i t e  a few 
DX programs. 

I n  1931 they had what they c a l l e d  t h e  Federal  Radio Commission, which 
was t h e  forerunner o f  the present  FCC. A t  t h e  time t h e  commission was formed, 
you could tune t o  a s t a t i o n  on 600 kc one n igh t ,  and the  next n ight  they'd 
r e a l i z e  t h a t  t h a t  wasn't  too good f o r  them, so  you'd f i n d  them not  on 600 
but  on 650 o r  whatever frequency they decided t o  use. The Federal Radio 
Commission was formed t o  have some kind of r egu la t ion  on t h a t .  

I t 's  n ice  see ing the old-timers again l i k e  Carleton Lord and Dick 
Cooper here;  we had many happy days i n  DX. I brought along my o ldes t  National 
Radio Club membership card -- f o r  some reason I kept  t h i s  one, I don' t  know 
why. It was issued i n  1947, signed by Ray Edge; we paid a tmmendous amount 
of dues i n  those days of $2.50 a year.  I at tended q u i t e  a few conventions -- 
I was up i n  Buffalo twice -- I remember one convention i n  Buffalo, there  were 
s o  few of us the re  t h a t  we had the  convention in Ray Edge's c e l l a r .  I went 
t o  conventions i n  Boston twice, and t o  t h e  one i n  White p la ins .  The l a s t  
one, I have t o  admit, was i n  1970 i n  Hasbrouck Heights,  New Jersey.  That 
was the  l a s t  one Bernie attended, a l so .  I 

Through t h e  years I 've  belonged t o ,  I guess s i x  o r  seven, maybe e i g h t  
r ad io  c lubs ,  but I can honest ly say  t h a t  the re ' s  no club l i k e  the  National 
Radio Club f o r  comeratlerie and f o r  good hard s o l i d  information. Of course,  
we've always been a broadcast band c lub;  i n  f a c t  I guess we're the  only one. 
I hope t h a t  w e  can a l l  be here together  next year i n  Louisvi l le  and, most of 
a l l ,  i n  1983 up i n  Hartford, our 50th anniversary. 

I th ink i t ' s  wonderful t h a t  a hobby l i k e  ours can keep going f o r  50 
years. Like my f r i end  Bernie Duffy used t o  say,  'We have t o  look t o  t h e  
f u t u r e ,  we have t o  encourage young ones t o  come i n  because they a re  going t o  
be t h e  members of the  future." I can say  t h a t  I ' ve  been r e a l l y  proud and 
honored t o  be a member of the National Radio Club, and l e t ' s  hope with God's 
grace w e ' l l  be together  f o r  many many more years. 

CAREETON LORD 

It is r e a l  n ice  t o  be here tonight .  This is my f i r s t  NRC convention, 
and I am s o r r y  t h a t  I d id  not  a t t end  some of the  others .  I have enjoyed t h i s  
ga ther ing ,  and am looking forward t o  a t r i p  t o  Lou i sv i l l e  next year and t o  
Hartford i n  '83. 

Looking back t o  the period before World War 11, I guess I was fo r tu -  
n a t e  t o  have become in te res ted  i n  DX when I was a teenager i n  the 1920's.  
This was a time when every radio  owner was a D X e r  f o r  a while, H e  was 
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i n t e r e s t e d  i n  the  new gadget he had a t  home, and with i t  he could hear  f a r t h e r  
than  j u s t  across t h e  s t r e e t .  It was f a a r l y  connnon each morning on t h e  way 
t o  school o r  work t o  hear  someone say:  'Well! I picked up Schenectady. . . 
o r  Pi t t sburgh.  . . o r  someplace &3st night." 

I go t  t h e  DX bug i n  the  middle 20's when we l ived  i n  a Philadelphia 
suburb. The family s t a r t e d  with a simple c r y s t a l  set. W e  moved up t o  a 
one-tube Westinghouse Aeriola Senior  f o r  headphone use, and I soon found out 
t h a t  I, too ,  could hear Schenectady, and Pi t t sburgh,  and even more d i s t a n t  
p laces .  My Dad and I b u i l t  a two-tube audio ampl i f i e r ,  and then we could hear  
DX on a home-made loudspeaker. 

I n  those days, the  Philadelphia Evening Bu l l e t in  would devote t h r e e  o r  
four  pages on Fr iday  n ight  t o  radio. Much of the  space was devoted t o  r epor t s  
on new c i r c u i t s  and rece ive r s ,  and the  balance contained ads by r ad io  s t o r e s  
t e l l i n g  you where t o  buy p a r t s  o r  complete k i t s  f o r  these  advanced c i r c u i t s .  
You would read up on the  goodies Friday n ight ,  and Saturday merning you would 
go down t o  "Radio Row" on Market S t r e e t  i n  Phi ladelphia  t o  look and sometimes 
t o  buy. Between 1924 and 1930, my Dad and I must have b u i l t  e i g h t  o r  t en  
r e c e i v e r s ,  a l l  of them battery-pmeided, The l a s t ,  and probably the  b e s t ,  was 
the  Bremer-Tully "Nameless" c i r c u i t s ,  which we modified s e v e r a l  times. 

For a while ,  I l i s t e n e d  t o  s t a t i o n s  j u s t  f o r  the  p leasure  of tuning 
them in .  I began keeping a log i n  1925 and was very a c t i v e  u n t i l  I graduated 
from high school i n  1927. While away a t  co l l ege  t h e  next t h r e e  years ,  DXing 
was l imi t ed ,  and no logs were kept.  

I r e a l l y  go t  s t a r t e d  again e a r l y  i n  1 9 3 1 ~  My family had moved t o  Ohio 
and had a brand new 8-tube Westinghouse superhet .  Its performance was amazing, 
compared t o  our  former home-made b a t t e r y  rece ivers .  For about nine months, 
I DXed with the  speaker ,  s i t t i n g  on t h e  f l o o r  i n  f r o n t  of the  s e t  a f t e r  the  
family had gone t o  bed. 

With t h e  savings from a summer job, I bought a Silver-Marshall  726-SW, 
which was one of t h e  f i r s t  all-wave AC rece ivers .  It was a mighty f i n e  s e t ,  
and I d id  a , l o t  of good DXing with it. Its only problem was t h a t  it d id  not  
have automatic volume cont ro l .  For genera l  l i s t e n i n g  on anything bu t  loca l s ,  
it requi red  cons tant  a t t e n t i o n  t o  the  volume c o n t r o l  knob a s  s igna l s  faded 
i n  and out.  

DXing i n  t h e  1930's had t o  be a high s p o t  i n  my DX career .  You hear  
acout t h e  "Golden Thir t ies ."  I DXed through t h e  20's and 30's and again from 
1946 i n t o  t h e  70's, and I have t o  be l ieve  t h a t  the  1931-37 period was a very 
good time t o  have been i n  t h e  hobby. 

As  some of the  o thers  have s a i d ,  DXing was e a s i e r  then than i t  i s  now, 
There were a few a l l - n i g h t  s t a t i o n s ,  bu t  not many. There were fewer s t a t i o n s  
on each frequency, s o  the re  was less co-channel in ter ference .  And t h e  
frequency checks then had one major d i f ference:  most s t a t i o n s  w e r e  requi red  
t o  s i g n  o f f  when o ther  s t a t i o n s  on t h e i r  frequency were being checked. Hence, 
when you tuned f o r  t e s t i n g  s t a t i o n s  during t h e  f i r s t  seven days of each month, 
you had a 20-minute shot  a t  a p r a c t i c a l l y  c l e a r  channel. I f  you d id  no t  hear  
them, t h e r e  was something wrong with you o r  your r ece ive r ,  because about 300 
s t a t i o n s  were t h e r e  t o  be grabbed. 

Those were t h e  days when t h e  r ad io  clubs arranged many courtesy programs -- usua l ly  15  t o  25 each week during the  winter  months. Tips were exchanged 
between c lubs ,  and members of most clubs -got ample no t i ce  of the  upcoming 
s p e c i a l  programs. 
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W e  a l s o  had i n t e r n a t i o n a l  t e s t  broadcasts.  I n  a study of medium-wave 
propagation, the  U.S. Bureau of Standards arranged a s e r i e s  of t e s t s  i n  1936 
by severa l  South American s t a t i o n s .  These r e a l l y  b las t ed  t h e  e a r s  of North 
American DXers . 

To give you an idea of reception records i n  t h e  "Golden Th i r t i e s , "  
tonight  I can give you some da ta  from my own log. ( I  have wi th  me a copy of 
t h e  September 1935 Radex, i n  which I marked s t a t i o n s  as  received and v e r i -  
f i e d ,  and I did  some checking l a s t  n igh t . )  A t  t h a t  t i m e ,  t h e r e  were 611 
a c t i v e  s t a t i o n s  i n  t h e  United S t a t e s ,  and I had v e r i f i e d  579 of them -- 
which is 94.8 percent .  Sounds good, but  a year l a t e r ,  a l l  bu t  four o r  f i v e  
were v e r i f i e d .  

We t a l k  about graveyard frequencies,  which were d i f f e r e n t  i n  1935 -- 
1200, 1210, 1310, 1370, 1420, and 1500 kHz. There were 230 s t a t i o n s  on those 
s i x  frequencies,  and I had v e r i f i e d  211 of them -- which i s  91.7 percent. 
You would never g e t  a record l i k e  tha t  today from one locat ion.  To go a s t e p  
fu r the r ,  the re  were 83 s t a t i o n s  i n  the  th ree  West Coast s t a t e s  -- 46 i n  Cali-  
f o r n i a ,  15  i n  Oregon, and 22 i n  Washington -- a l l  more than 2,000 miles from 
my base i n  Akron, Ohio. I n  September 1935, I had v e r i f i e d  77 of these  -- 
t h a t ' s  92.8 percent.  A l l  of t h e  28 s t a t i o n s  of 100 watts  o r  l e s s  i n  those 
th ree  s t a t e s  were ve r i f i ed .  Nothing unusual, and I ' m  n o t  blowing my horn. 
It was j u s t  a case t h a t  you could do it. 

I would guess t h a t  a few of you here tonight  w i l l  remember the  Radex 
'!Mystery DX Contests" i n  February 1936 and 1937, which c e r t a i n l y  were 
memorable events of those days. I or ig inated  the  idea,  and ran  the  con tes t s  
both years .  For those of you who don't  remember, here i s  a b r i e f  descr ip t ion .  
On each o f  th ree  successive Saturday, Sunday, and Monday mornings, between 
1 and 5 a.m. EST, th ree  s t a t i o n s  per  hour would broadcast a program f o r  
Radex. That was 12 s t a t i o n s  per  day and a t o t a l  of 36 s t a t i o n s .  The only 
k icker  was t h a t  we d idn ' t  t e l l  anybody which s t a t i o n s  would be broadcasting. 
You had t o  go out  and f i s h .  You had t o  cover the whole d i a l ,  and s t o p  and 
l i s t e n  t o  every s t a t i o n  you heard. We even included one of the  50 kW Mexi- 
c a n  border s t a t i o n s ,  which I am sure  every con tes tan t  heard, bu t  only a few 
stopped t o  i d e n t i f y  i t  as  a Radex s t a t i o n .  

Prrizes each year  were worthwhile: a 23-tube S c o t t  Custom-Built receiv-  
e r ,  o ther  rece ivers  and radio  gea r ,  books, t r a in ing  courses, complete set of 
replacement tubes, and subscr ip t ions  t o  Radex. 

Contestants not  only had t o  i d e n t i f y  the  contes t  s t a t i o n s ,  but submit 
a v e r i f i a b l e  r epor t  f o r  each, which we checked agains t  program logs submitted 
t o  us by each s t a t i o n .  

Ray Lewis of Toledo, Ohio, won t h e  1936 contes t ,  and c o r r e c t l y  reported 
every s t a t i o n  t h a t  broadcast f o r  Radex. 

We found some i n t e r e s t i n g  things i n  t h a t  contest .  Some contes tants  
r e a l l y  wanted t o  win. One e n t r a n t  s e t  up th ree  rece ivers  and had members of 
h i s  family scan ranges of 550-890, 900-1200, and 1210-1550 kHz. Then the re  
were two l i s t e n e r s  i n  the same town i n  New Jersey  who s e n t  i n  i d e n t i c a l  
r epor t s  : same s t a t i o n s ,  exac t ly  t h e  same time of recept ion  f o r  each, and 
i d e n t i c a l  se l ec t ions  heard. They q u a l i f i e d  f o r  the  l a s t  p r i z e  t o  be of fered ,  
a.10-issue subsc r ip t ion  t o  Radex. We hoped they would g e t  our message when 
we awarded f i v e  copies t o  each. 

Another th ing I r e c a l l  from the  o l d  days were handles DXers  used t o  
s i g n  repor ts  t o  the  radio  clubs. I once wrote a s t o r y  about t h i s  f o r  t h e  
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NNRC Bul le t in ,  and was fasc inated  by t h e  40 o r  50 I had recorded. Lloyd Hahn 
i n  Baltimore was "The Rooster," A r t  Foe r s t e r  i n  Indianapolis  was the  "Fyre- 
l y t e r  ," fisherman Bob Corson i n  Cleveland was "Switch Reel ." Pete Clar ius  : 
d id  you have a handle? (Clarius:  "No, bu t  Carl  F o r e s t i e r i  up i n  the Bronx 
was 'The Bronx Owl."') Yes, t h e r e  was "Honest Injun,"  "The Nutley Bug," and 
many o the r s .  I happen t o  l i k e  the  one I adopted, "Count de Veries," and 
the re ' s  the  Countess a t  the back table .  This was an i n t e r e s t i n g  s i d e l i g h t  of 
DXing i n  those days, and of course it reminds m e  of t h e  handles used by CB 
operators  today. Of course, ours were a l i t t l e  more gentee l ,  because they 
got  i n t o  p r i n t  ins tead  of being broadcast anonymously over t h e  a i r .  

My DXing from the  beginning r i g h t  up t o  now has been very i n t e r e s t i n g .  
There were times when I dropped ou t  of t h e  a c t i v i t y ,  as  i n  1940, when t h e  
defense a c t i v i t y  caused me t o  t u r n  off  the S c o t t  and drop out  of my clubs. 
It was 1946 when I go t  back i n t o  harness. I have maintained club memberships 
s i n c e  then,  bu t  have been r e l a t i v e l y  i n a c t i v e  f o r  t h e  pas t  few years. The 
primary reason has been some problems with my rece ive r ,  b u t  the  NC-183D i s  
being gone over r i g h t  now, and I expect t o  g e t  back a t  t h e  d i a l s  again. 

This has been a g rea t  hobby, and one of t h e  b i g  dividends has been t h e  
many f i n e  people the  Countess and I have met through the rad io  clubs. Many 
of these became c l o s e  personal f r i ends ,  with whom we have v i s i t e d  back and 
fo r th .  

These clubs have been fasc inat ing .  NNRC was t h e  f i r s t  of i t s  kind,  
being organized i n  1927. NRC came along i n  1933 and prospered. And then 
t h e r e  were o the r s  t h a t  came along -- Globe Ci rc le r s  DX Club, Globe C i r c l e r s  
Radio DX Club, In te rna t iona l  DXers Al l iance  (whose publ ica t ion  was the  "Globe 
Oirc ler") ,  A t l an t i c  Radio Club, Universal DX Club, Canadian DX Relay, and so  
on. Char l ie  Morrison's IDA was d i f f e r e n t  from the o the r s  i n  t h a t  i t  was 
r e s t r i c t e d  t o  fore ign DX, and had a long l ist  of spec ia l s  from a l l  p a r t s  of 
t h e  globe. 

There was a period when it seemed t h a t  any time a DXer  had a typewri ter ,  
access t o  a mimeograph, and t h e  cash t o  buy some paper and a few stamps, he 
was i n  the  radio  c lub  business. He e lec ted  himself pres ident ,  got  ou t  some 
l e t t e r s  s a l i c i t i n g  membership i n  thCs new and d i f f e r e n t  c lub  a t  a d o l l a r  o r  
two a year ,  and p r e t t y  soon s t a r t e d  i s su ing  b u l l e t i n s  of two, four ,  maybe 
s i x  pages every month. This was f i n e  f o r  him, and I guess h i s  ego was bol-  
s t e r e d ,  but  it was a b i t  tough on t h e  l a r g e r ,  more responsible clubs.  Sudden- 
l y ,  s t a t i o n s  were rece iv ing l e t t e r s  from a l l  over,  saying: "Please put  on a 
s p e c i a l  DX program f o r  us ." 

It g o t  t o  t h e  point  where t h e  clubs formed t h e  Inter-Club Cooperation 
Plan,  with Emily Griswald as chairperson.  ICCP a l loca ted  frequencies and 
s t a t i o n s  t o  member clubs, and t h i s  meant t h a t  each s t a t i o n  was going t o  
r ece ive  reques ts  f o r  s p e c i a l  programs from only one club. Period. This 
meant less g r i e f  f o r  the s t a t i o n ,  and each s p e c i a l  would not  compete with 
s p e c i a l s  from other  s t a t i o n s  on t h e  same frequency a t  the same time. 

QUESTION: W i l l  you t e l l  us about the e a r l y  days of Radex and your 
a f f i l i a t i o n  with i t ?  

ANSWER: Radex s t a r t e d  pub l i ca t ion  i n  1924 and r e a l l y  got  i n t o  DX 
somewhat by accident .  Fred But ler  was the  Founder, Publisher ,  and Ed i to r ,  and 
he o r i g i n a l l y  put  ou t  a magazine with a l i s t i n g  of s t a t i o n s  and network 
rad io  programs. It was intended f o r  Joe Blow i n  Upper Mudshoe, Ohio, who 
d id  not  have access t o  a l o c a l  newspaper with d a i l y  l i s t i n g  of radio  programs. 
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Joe would check the  Radex program l i s t i n g ,  s e l e c t  a  program he wanted t o  hear, 
and then no te  the neares t  s t a t i o n  t h a t  would be car ry ing it. The magazine 
generated much mail  from l i s t e n e r s  who reported the  d i s t a n t  s t a t i o n s  they 
had heard. But ler  caught on f a s t  t o  the f a c t  t h a t  there  were DXers  out  there  
-- people who bought the book f o r  h i s  o r i g i n a l  service ,  read repor ts  on d i s -  
t a n t  recept ion ,  and s e n t  i n  t h e i r  own repor t s  and asked quest ions.  He 
expanded the r epor t s  sec t ion  and added fea tu res  on equipment and technica l  
problems. Suddenly, Radex became the  DXer's Bible. 

I'll bet  t h a t  nobody here remembers K e l l e r ' s  Radio Ca l l  Book and Log. 
That was a small competitor of Radex, published by the  W.A. Kel ler  Company 
i n  S t .  Paul,  Minnesota, and I put i n  about a  year  and a ha l f  with them, 
t r y i n g  very hard t o  g e t  out a  book t h a t  would surpass Radex. Ei ther  I 
d i d n ' t  do as wel l  a s  I had hoped o r  t h e  publ isher  had a poor cash pos i t ion ,  
because Keller suspended publ ica t ion  i n  1934. 

It has been s a i d  t h a t  i f  you can ' t  bea t  them, jo in  them, and i n  1935 
I went t o  work f o r  Radex on a part- t ime bas i s  t o  handle the  BCB-DX pages. 
For about 14 months my name d id  not  appear; I jus t  worked with no byl ine  o r  
c r e d i t  on the  nasthead. In 1936 i t  was announced t h a t  I was DX Edi tor ,  and 
I was l a t e r  named Associate Editor .  

Radex s t a r t e d  i n  Cleveland, i n  1924, and moved t o  Conneaut, Ohio i n  
1935. Bu t l e r  d ied  suddenly i n  1936. H i s  wife took over a s  Publisher ,  and 
Page Taylor, who had been Short Wave Edi tor ,  was moved up t o  Editor.  The 
business was moved back t o  Cleveland. M r s .  But ler  s o l d  t h e  business i n  1938, 
and Radex and Page Taylor moved t o  Teansek, N J .  I l e f t  i n  1939, Page Taylor 
departed i n  1941, and Ray LaRocque became Edi tor .  Publ ica t ion  was suspended 
a f t e r  t h e  February 1942 issue.  

Radex was a g rea t  package f o r  17 years .  It brought up a generat ion 
of many thousands of DXers i n  pre-war years .  It was through Radex t h a t  we 
learned t h a t  East  Coast DXers were receiving Trans-Atlantic BCB s ta t ions .  
Scores of r epor t s  on the famous c r i c k e t  match -- too long a s t o r y  t o  r e l a t e  
h e r e  -- es tabl ished once and f o r  a l l  t h a t  l i s t e n e r s  i n  t h e  Eastern S t a t e s  
d id  hear  French, English, German, and I t a l i a n  s t a t i o n s .  A couple of years 
e a r l i e r ,  Radex had a l e r t e d  DXers t h a t  s t a t i o n s  i n  Aust ra l ia  dnd New Zealand 
were being heard i n  t h e  Eastern S t a t e s ,  and then reported t h e  "invasion" of 
TP's one morning i n  1932. I well  remember t h a t  morning, From my home i n  
Akron, Ohio, a t  l e a s t  15 TP c a r r i e r s  were heard, too  many t o  i d e n t i f y  and log 
i n  t h e  time ava i l ab le  before sunr ise .  Several  had been heard previously, 
four w e r e  new, and s t i l l  more could have been logged i f  I only had more t i m e ,  
a  tape  recorden, o r  another ear .

RICHARD H. (DICK) COOPER 

F i r s t ,  I would have t o  echo everything t h a t ' s  been s a i d  up t o  now, 
p a r t i c u l a r l y  some of the  things t h a t  Carleton Lord sa id .  I remember q u i t e  
wel l  h i s  mystery DX con tes t ,  one of the  most enjoyable things t h a t  happened 
during my DX years. One of the  l i t t l e  t r i c k s  he played on us was t o  include 
WLW i n  t h a t  l i s t  of s t a t i o n s ,  using t h e i r  experimental c a l l ,  W8X0, during 
t h a t  period. You had t o  l i s t e n  t o  t h e  s t a t i o n  i n  order  t o  catch t h a t .  
Otherwise you would pass i t  by and no t  know t h a t  i t  was Bncluded i n  t h a t  
con tes t ,  which I did.  Needless t o  say ,  I was not  one of the  winners, but  
i t  was g r e a t  fun, and I always enjoyed Radex magazine; i t  was the  instrument 
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by which I became in te res ted  i n  the  hobby, a s  much as I have been. 

Now, I know t h a t  the  quest ion is :  'What do I remember about t h e  e a r l y  
days?'' b u t  I cannot come here  without f i r s t  saying a few o t h e r  words. F i r s t ,  
i t ' s  been 1 3  years s i n c e  Callarman took over -- when I turned it over t o  
Callarman I fo rgo t  about DXing except t o  read t h e  b u l l e t i n  and keep up with 
the  changes. For example, I know t h a t  WDXY has applied f o r  a c a l l  l e t t e r  
change, and I know genera l ly  what's going on. 

A s  f o r  my own tuning, I turned on the HQ-180A one day, a f t e r  s i t t i n g  
the re  f o r  a couple of years; it was working p r e t t y  good. I thought: "I'll 
g e t  t h i s  thing going!" and it s t a r t e d  t o  p lay  OK, and a l l  of a sudden, dead 
s i l ence .  I f iddled  around with it, but  I thought: "That thing is done." 
Then I decided, 'Well, before I put  it out on the  garbage heap I'll give it 
one more shot." I turned it on a few weeks ago and, man, i t ' s  g o t  new l i f e !  
I t ' s  playing good again. So, you might hear  from me -- I might make a 
comeback ! 

I want t o  say  thanks f o r  accepting m e  and making m e  f e e l  good again. 
I f e e l  I am back among f r iends .  I don ' t  know your names, I don' t  know your 
faces exact ly ,  b u t  you're the  same people t h a t  I used t o  know, because you 
t a l k  t h e  same language, you're i n t e r e s t e d  i n  the  same th ings ,  and you have 
the  same s p i r i t ,  bu t  d i f f e r e n t  names. One of t he  f i r s t  people I met was Dave 
Schmidt; when I came through t h e  door he sa id :  " I 'm  Schmidt." I sa id :  "Oh, 
Frank." And then I rea l i zed  "Hey, Frank Schmidt's got t o  be about 80 years 
old!" Then he  s a i d  "Dave." Oh yeah, Dave. H e ' s  been t o  my house, you know. 
See what happens t o  an old guy. The n ice  p a r t  about it i s  t h a t  you s e e m  t o  
understand t h a t  -- make an allowance f o r  a guy l i k e  m e ,  It makes m e  f e e l  
r e a l  good, s o  thank you f o r  t h a t .  

The o the r  th ing I want t o  take  time t o  say  is something about the  pur- 
pose of a radio  c lub  t h a t  may have escaped some of you. The o r i g i n a l  inten- 
t ions  of a radio  c lub  were t o  provide a means of exchanging information t h a t  
would be h e l p f u l  t o  a l l  t he  members, and Carleton s a i d  t h a t  the  Newara Even- 
i n g  News used t o  publ ish  a column every Wednesday evening back i n  those days. 
The radio  c lub  sprang out of t h a t ,  ours included. The purpose was t o  provide 
information t h a t  would be helpful  t o  a l l  t he  members. I th ink  t h a t ' s  what 
we do t o  t h i s  very day, and I hope t h a t  w e ' l l  always keep t h a t  i n  mind. 

Most of t h e  members have been very he lp fu l  in t h a t  regard,  but  t h e r e  is 
the occasional  guy who takes and never gives anything back -- we've had a few 
of t h i s  kind,  and I hear you cuss in '  those guys out  -- sometimes you c a l l  
them d i r t y  names, without sometimes r e a l i z i n g  what those fellows a r e  g u i l t y  o f .  
It 's merely t h a t  they take  more than they give. That 's t h e i r  s in .  So, they 
do no t  have honor i n  t h e i r  old days. That 's why I f e e l  good r i g h t  now, 
knowing t h a t  I ' ve  done my l i t t l e  share;  I 've  t r i e d  t o  give back as much a s  I 
have been given. I repea t  it now f o r  your b e n e f i t ,  knowing t h a t  t h a t ' s  t h e  
way it should be. So hear  those words. 

To the  publisher:  I don ' t  know what t h e  s t a t u s  i s  r i g h t  now; I th ink 
I read something t h a t  i t ' s  about t o  e n t e r  a t r a n s i t i o n  s t a g e  again. If 
t h a t ' s  so  . . I ' v e  go t  the  a s s i s t a n t  publ isher  here  wi th  me, w e  ed i t ed  it 
as a family p ro jec t ,  running the  whole darn c lub  f o r  a couple of years ,  a l l  
t he  functions thereof.  I know how much work it i s ,  and I know what a thank- 
l e s s  t a s k  it i s ,  most of t h e  time -- but a l s o  a rewa?ding one, i n  t h a t  you 
make many f r i ends ,  and have many i n t e r e s t i n g  experiences along t h e  way. I f  
I were young again, I ' d  do it a l l  over; I don't  r e g r e t  a minute of t h e  time 
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I gave supporting t h i s  organizat ion.  It has been we l l  worth it t o  me. One 
word of advice: A publ isher  should never take  anything from the  membership. 
I t ' s  OK t o  hear  t h e i r  complaints, and then t u r n  your back on them and fo rge t  
about them. I f  they g ive  you too  much, the re ' s  one l i t t l e  weapon I used once 
on one guy who I thought was being a "bad boy," and needed t o  punish a l i t t l e  
b i t .  I j u s t  simply mailed h i s  b u l l e t i n  l a t e  th ree  weeks i n  a row! I ' v e  
never s a i d  it before t o  anybody -- I t o l d  someone l a s t  n igh t ,  I f o r g e t  who. 
It doesn ' t  mat ter  now -- you c a n ' t  convict  me. The s t a t u t e  of l i m i t a t i o n s  
has run out .  I j u s t  pass it along as  a suggest ion t o  whwver t h e  next  
publ i sher  is. You can use smart ideas l i k e  t h a t  t o  keep things under con- 
t r o l .  Make 'em th ink  they ' re  running th ings ,  and everybody'll  be happy. 

Now, t h a t ' s  important t o  me about t h e  club. It amazes m e  t h a t  you 
have the  same i n t e r e s t s  now t h a t  we had i n  the  o ld  days. You're q u i t e  a s  
e n t h u s i a s t i c  as  we ever  were, I bel ieve .  You c e r t a i n l y  c a n ' t  have t h e  same 
oppor tuni t ies  we had, f o r  the  hobby is e n t i r e l y  d i f f e r e n t ,  a s  Ernie sBPd. 
Pete  and Carleton r e fe r red  t o  those 100-watters on t h e  West Coast -- I have 
some of them, t h e  ones they r e fe r red  t o  -- and my p r i d e  and jog. Now I 
remember the  placard i n  Ray Edge's den: "Them t h a t  can  brag without l y i n ' ,  
l e t  'em brag !" 

I ' ve  got  a l e t t e r  from KTOH, B i l o ,  Hawaii -- it was easy back i n  
those days. KXD, which Pete  mentioned -- I ' v e  got  t h a t  one, and KRKO, some 
of those. There was nothing t o  i t  -- a p iece  of cake. It was fun, though! 

Now I have t o  t e l l  you some more of t h e  things I remember from t h a t  
period. The f i r s t  r epor t  t h a t  went out  of the  country was t o  TGW, Guatemala. 
I couldn' t  w r i t e  a r epor t  very w e l l  then,  Inc iden ta l ly ,  t h a t ' s  one of t h e  
th ings  I learned from t h e  hobby -- I learned how t o  s p e l l ,  how t o  compose a 
l e t t e r ,  how t o  punctuate. I learned some h i s to ry ,  I learned geography, I 
learned a l o t  of things.  That p a r t i c u l a r  r e p o r t  t o  TGW, I had t o  g e t  my 
wife  t o  he lp  me w r i t e  t h a t  repor t .  W e  w e r e  both i n  our  ba re  f e e t  back i n  
those days. When we g o t . t h e  answer back, they a l s o  s e n t  along a pound of 
Guatemalan coffee.  What d'ya know, w e  go t  a CARE package back i n  t h e  '30 's .  
I th ink  t h e  r a t s  go t  t h a t  coffee,  o r  something. 

Carleton Lord's Mystery DX Contest t h a t  I r e f e r r e d  t o  before was one 
of the  h igh l igh t s  of my l i s t e n i n g  period. Some of the  o t h e r  programs t h a t  
you used t o  hear  i n  the  o ld  days -- you r e c a l l ,  t he  DX programs -- many of 
them were sponsored by Chamber-of-Commerce-type appeals.  They walmed mai l ,  
t o  hear  from t h e i r  l i s t e n e r s .  They wanted t o  promote t h e i r  communities. 
You would usua l ly  rece ive  some kind of souvenir  from t h e  p a r t i c u l a r  s t a t i o n  
they  were programming t h a t  way. We g o t  a l i t t l e  b o t t l e  of Orange Blossom 
perfume from WJAX i n  Jacksonvi l le ,  F lo r ida  -- the  top w i n n e r ~ g o t  a ca r ton  
of oranges. I th ink  t h a t  went t o  some more d i s t a n t  guy. Five pounds of 
pecans from WGPC, Albany, Georgia -- World's Grea tes t  Pecan Center. 

Once I heard a s t a t i o n  i n  F lo r ida  adver t i s ing  a $5 gold p iece  t o  t h e  
most d i s t a n t  r e p o r t e r ,  and t h a t  went t o  a guy on a sh ip  a t  s ea ,  a merchant 
seaman. They s e n t  you, on the  v e r i e ,  t he  name of t h e  winner and the  pos i t ion  
of h i s  sh ip .  Now you t e l l  me how he  would be able  t o  prove where he was a t  
t h e  t i m e  of recept ion  -- I don' t  know -- he must have v e r i f i e d  it wi th  t h e  
capta in .  He was the  winner never the less ,  o r  s o  they say. At l e a s t  I 
d i d n ' t  g e t  t he  $5 gold piece.  

Another th ing  -- CFCO r a n  a DX con tes t  and they go t  a bathtub f u l l  of 
mai l  -- they had a p i c t u r e  of i t  i n  Radex magazine. The response i n  t h e  
o l d  days was q u i t e  a l i t t l e  b i t  g r e a t e r  than it is now. You can run  a DX 
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program now and you might ge t  20 l e t t e r s ,  o r  50. I think i f  we go t  50 
l e t t e r s  now we'd th ink it was a marvelous success. So, t h e  response is  
e n t i r e l y  d i f f e r e n t .  

The o ther  thing t h a t  amazes m e ,  and I th ink i t  dates back t o  the  time 
when you fellows s t a r t e d  t o  c o l l e c t  coverage maps. I can remember when the  
f i r s t  coverage maps began t o  appear, and some of you s t a r t e d  t o  c o l l e c t  them; 
then some of you s t a r t e d  t o  c o l l e c t  Top 40 l i s t s ,  t h e  h i t s ,  you know, what 
do you c a l l  them? (voice: survey shee t s ) .  Yes, survey sheets .  Now, I ' ve  
seen you auction o f f  those l i t t l e  knick-knacks, adver t i s ing  giwmicks, l i t t l e  
p l a s t i c  b i l lboa rds  there.  Lord knows what you ' l l  have next. Well, anyway, 
we d idn ' t  c o l l e c t  t h a t  kind of s t u f f  i n  t h e  o ld  days. So, t he  hobby has 
taken a l o t  of d i f f e r e n t  d i rec t ions ,  and I th ink t h a t ' s  one of the  reasons 
why you're able  t o  keep going, because you do have these  d i f f e r e n t  avenues 
of i n t e r e s t .  

One of the  avenues t h a t  you have i s  t h a t  many of you a r e  more i n t e r e s t e d  
i n  the  technica l  end. I know a l o t  of you a r e  engineers,  some of you a r e  D J s ,  
and I know f o r  s u r e  t h a t  one of you is  a member of the CIA. Don't ask me 
how I know, because I ' m  not  going t o  incriminate myself, bu t ,  remember, I 
used t o  be t h e  publisher of t h i s  o u t f i t .  You don ' t  f o a l  me, buddy; I 've  
been around too long. I j u s t  r e f e r r e d  t o  the  d i v e r s i t y  of t h i s  c lub ,  which I 
th ink  is what perpetuates it. That pleased me, because it means t h a t  i t  
w i l l  continue t o  keep on. 

I s e e  t h a t  you r a i s e  the quest ion about whether o r  not  the club was 
organized i n  1933 o r  1934, i s  t h a t  co r rec t?  There's some quest ion about 
t h a t ?  Well, I might be able  t o  check t h a t  out;  when I g e t  back home I'll 
go d i g  those f i l e s  out ,  and t h a t ' s  q u i t e  poss ib le ,  t h a t  the re  i s  an e r r o r  
there .  I s e e  now t h a t  i f  you're  planning a 50 year cexebration t h a t  would 
be important. I can almost f i g u r e  o u t  how t h a t  did happen, i f  t h a t  e r r o r  
does e x i s t ,  because I th ink you're basing your 50 years o f f  t h a t  l i t t l e  
c i r c u l a r  t h a t  s a i d :  "In the year 1933" t h a t  has the  purpose of DXing, you 
know, t h a t  l i t t l e  fo lde r  you send ou t  with a r epor t ,  explaining the hobby. 
(voice: My information indica tes  t h a t  the  f i r s t  formation of the  club -- 
t he  f i r s t  formal organiza t ional  meeting, was held i n  November of 1933.) A l l  
r i g h t ,  I could check t h a t ,  and I w i l l .  1'11 have t o  go through some of t h e  
junk i n  t h e  a t t i c .  Heaven knows how long t h a t  w i l l  take. 

What I remember about the  e a r l y  days. Well, somebody already re fe r red  
t o  how poor they were, hey -- they weren't  as  poor a s  me, boy! I was poor! 
A guy s e n t  me a tape  of a Bapt is t  preacher from Shreveport,  Louisiana a 
month o r  so  ago, and t h a t  fellow i s  speaking t o  a group of o lder  people, 
reminding them t h a t  they shouldn't  give i n  t o  t h e i r  f e a r s ,  t h a t  old age 
shouldn' t  hold any f e a r s  f o r  them, t h a t  they should hold s t e a d f a s t  t o  t h e  
things they believed in.  Their f a i t h  should ca r ry  them through t h e i r  old 
age. When they d id  have f e a r s ,  they were denying t h e i r  f a i t h .  Then he 
r e c a l l e d  l i v i n g  through the  Depression, which I ' m  su re  you've heard o f ,  and 
which I experienced. The preacher did too ,  and I'll repeat  what he s a i d :  
"I picked co t ton  f o r  4 0 ~  a hundred, and my brother  and I cleaned a f i e l d  f o r  
a ga l lon  of syrup. Some people say  t h e  Depression i s  coming back -- I s u r e  
hope not .  It hur t  too much. But i f  i t  does, I can take  i t ,  but  I s t i l l  
f e e l  so r ry  f o r  you young-uns -- I wouldn't want you t o  have t o  go through 
tha t ."  And, you know, t h a t  expresses my fee l ing  too. It hur t  too much. 
But, even s o ,  with a l l  t h a t  behind us, the  good pa r t s  were t h a t  we had a 
hobby l i k e  DXing t h a t  provided the  g rea t  b e n e f i t s  w e  got  out of it, because 
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we made something ou t  of nothing, p r a c t i c a l l y .  With a magazine l i k e  Radex, 
and people who were dedicated t o  working with the  c lub  and exchanging 
information,  we r e a l l y  had an i n t e r e s t i n g  hobby t h a t  was a l o t  of fun i n  the  
30's -- I agree with Carttaton Lord, t h a t  was t h e  high poin t  of it. It s t i l l  
provides you fel lows with an unusual hobby -- mest people th ink  you're  nuts.  
I wonder sometimes about t h a t  myself. 

When I s t a r t e d  t o  tune, my f a t h e r  took me t o  a house where a fel low 
had go t t en  a Crosley with a headphone s e t  and an attachment where you could 
use another  headphone s e t ,  and we were allowed t o  l i s t e n  on one of t h e  head- 
phones. We heard KDKA, which was only over the  h i l l  from us. Then, he'd 
tune the  d i a l s  and w e  heard Chicago. That led t o  my f a t h e r  g e t t i n g  a s e t  
l a t e r  on; i t  was 1925, and I remember the  n igh t  he brought it home. We 
couldn' t  wa i t  u n t i l  he go t  i t  hooked up. What about an antenna? He s a i d ,  
"That's a l l  r i g h t .  We're going t o  run a wire u p s t a i r s  and hook i t  up t o  
the  bedsprings." That was our f i r s t  antenna, and i t  worked. 

The f i r s t  s t a t i o n  we tuned i n  was WSBC, Chicago; World Storage Bat tery  
Company, i t  meant, and I don ' t  know what i t  means now, don ' t  c a r e  e i t h e r .  
I'll never f o r g e t  t h e  t h r i l l  t h a t  it was. Then, maybe the  next  one was KYW, 
which was i n  Chicago then,  KFKI, Hastings,  Nebraska, You know, a l l  t hese  
o t h e r  o ld  goodies. I was j u s t  a k id ,  and I of t en  wonder why they t o l e r a t e d  
t h a t .  I must have been a precocious l i t t l e  b r a t ;  t h e  way I presided over  
t h a t  r ad io  -- tuned i t  up and down the  d i a l ,  keeping the  o the r  members of 
t h e  family away from the  s e t  -- they indulged m e  a good b i t  of the  time on 
t h a t  thing. The r e s t  of them probably wanted t o  hear  something e l s e ,  
although, I don ' t  know, the re  was t h a t  DX f e e l i n g  -- everyone had it t o  
some degree o r  another.  They were kind of t h r i l l e d  t h a t  you could g e t  
those d i s t a n t  s t a t i o n s .  

The c l o s e s t  I ever  came t o  g e t t i n g  a v e r i e  without  r e a l i z i n g  t h e r e  
was such a hobby was hearing WAZL, Hazleton, on t h e i r  f irst  equipment t e s t .  
I thought they s a i d  WACL, which wasn't l i s t e d  i n  my logbook, which was a 
Stevens Logbook, o r  one of the  o the r s ,  Radex no t  being equipped then -- I 
don't  t h ink  i t  was, o r  maybe it was about t h e  t i m e  it s t a r t e d .  But, I 
s e n t  them a card anyway, because it sounded l i k e  WACL, Hazleton, Pennsyl- 
vania.  Got a card  back from them, it thanked m e  f o r  t h e  r epor t  and l i s t e d  
t h e i r  c a l l  l e t t e r s  as  W&L; i t  t o l d  me the  frequency and power they were 
using. That r e a l l y  cons t i tu t ed  a v e r i f i c a t i o n ,  but  I d i d n ' t  know what i t  
meant, and t h a t ' s  long s ince  gone. Then, it wasn't u n t i l  I s t a r t e d  reading 
about v e r i f i c a t i o n s  i n  Radex magazine t h a t  I s t a r t e d  sending out r epor t s  i n  
ea rnes t  and began t o  c o l l e c t  them. I guess I have 2300 plus.  At one time 
a l s o  my goal  was t o  v e r i f y  a l l  of the  s t a t i o n s  i n  t h e  United S ta t e s ,  and I 
got  it whi t t l ed  down t o  12, I bel ieve .  I c a n ' t  be s u r e  about t h a t  because, 
as  M r .  Lord s a y s ,  you could never be s u r e  how many you needed because the re  
were always cons t ruc t ion  permits being i s sued ,  and you weren't su re  about 
the  s t a t u s  of t h e  cons t ruc t ion  permit ,  whether the  s t a t i o n  was on t h e  a i r  
o r  not .  But t h a t  was a goal ;  a t  one t i m e  I 'd  heard a l l  t he  eas t e rn  s t a t i o n s  
except WNAB, Bridgeport,  Connecticut; then they ran a DX program and I s e n t  
' em a r e p o r t  -- no answer. F ina l ly  I persuaded them t o  answer t h a t  r e p o r t  
wi th  follow-ups, bu t  by t h a t  time t h e r e  were o t h e r  s t a t i o n s  on the  East  
Coast I needed, so  I never r ea l i zed  t h a t  goal.  

Then, t h e  o the r  thing I wanted t o  mention was a l l -n igh te r s .  What 
was t h e  f i r s t  a l l - n i g h t e r  you can remember, Carleton? (WEXL) Yeah. (Clar- 
i u s :  WEXL, Royal Oaks, Michigan) 50 wat ts  on 1370. Am I c o r r e c t  i n  
remembering t h a t  WFIW, Hopkinsvil le  i n  Old Kentucky was one of t h e  f i r s t  
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a l l -nighters?  Well, WFIW is no longer on the a i r .  

I used to  hear the  same things the  r e s t  of you have reported, except 
I don't believe anyone mentioned th i s :  The eastern s ta t ions  used t o  s ign 
o f f ,  some of them a t  eleven, some of 'em 12, a l l  of 'em by one. The Central 
time zone s ta t ions ,  I can' t  think of any tha t  weren't off by midnight Central 
time. This meant t ha t  i f  we s t a r t ed  t o  l i s t e n  a t  1 am, we were going to  
hear, with a few exceptions, Mountain o r  Pacif ic  time s ta t ions ;  t h i s  was par- 
t i cu l a r ly  t rue  a f t e r  2 am. Anything you heard a f t e r  2 am had t o  be a Mountain 
or  Pacif ic  time zone s ta t ion .  Then, i f  you were l i s ten ing  a f t e r  3 am, and 
you s t a r t ed  a t  one end of the  d i a l  up t o  the other,  i f  you stopped on a 
ca r r i e r  you knew r igh t  away tha t  a l l  you had t o  do was s t i c k  there a l i t t l e  
b i t  and there'd be an iden t i f i ca t ion  -- i t  usually was a new s t a t i on  t e s t -  
ing. The one Ernie Cooper referred to ,  your Whippany, New Jersey, was one 
of the many c a l l s  Whippany used experimentally, issued by the  Federal Commu- 
nications Commission upon receipt  of a request from the manufacturer, who 
had the permission of the  FCC on spec i f ic  application t o  t e s t  t h a t  t ransmit ter  
before shipment t o  the purchaser. So there w e r e  many s ta t ions  broadcast-from 
Whippany, New Jersey as you described, with d i f fe ren t  c a l l  l e t t e r s .  Many of 
them confirmed, and many of the old DXers had such ver i f icat ions  i n  t h e i r  
f i l e s  . 

The Australians we used t o  hear, the  Zedders, we didn' t  get  those 
u n t i l  sunrise here i n  the East. It was time t o  get  up and go t o  work, 
unless you had stayed up a l l  night and were sound asleep. Five-thirty am 
I ' m  talking.  

Okinawa during the  war years -- KSAI i n  Saipan. I remember one night 
Ralph Johanns cal led me -- he l ived i n  Buffalo. None of you had the pr iv i -  
lege of meeting him, I real ize ,  ta lking about someone not very many of you 
met -- an unusual character. He could speak French and German, born i n  
Luxembourg;.he was married t o  an Indian g i r l .  You'd go t o  h i s  house and 
there  was jus t  a bare f loor ;  he had a room where he repaired radios,  i t  
looked l i k e  a jungle. He was a poor man, but he could pay h i s  own way. I 
could wri te  a book about him, I think (chuckles). Johanns cal led m e  on 
the  phone one night t o  t e l l  me tha t  such-and-such a s t a t i o n  was tes t ing.  
So I thought, 'Xey, tha t ' s  p re t ty  good." A l i t t l e  b i t  l a t e r  tha t  same night 
I hear KSAI Saipan coming in ;  I ' d  already recorded KSAI, so I said ,  "I'll 
c a l l  Johanns back, repay the favor." I didn't r ea l i ze  a t  the  time tha t  the 
guy had to  answer on a pay phone down the h a l l  three f l i g h t s  dawn. After i t  
rang a while he got on the  phone and I to ld  him about KSAI. The next time 
we met he said ,  "Don't ever c a l l  me again!" Why's that?"  'Well, you' l l  
wake everyone i n  the  whole danm building!" Of course, you couldn't help 
t h a t  guy. The other thing about him was t ha t  when he'd send us a DX report  
on one of those DX programs, WCPA, he'd send i n  a spanish report  form. I 
have it i n  my f i l e .  He i s  one of those characters who gives us pleasure, 
par t  of the  spice of l i f e .  He'd send l i t t l e  clippings along, Lord knows 
what you'd get  from him. He'd send you a calendar a t  Christmastime tha t  
he'd gotten from the bank somewhere i n  Buffalo, things l i k e  that .  He was a 
very unpredictable man. 

I want t o  j u s t  l i s t e n  t o  see  i f  there 's  anything on your minds. I 
don't know whether I can answer your questions or  not. 

QUESTION Can you go back t o  1933 and t e l l  us what you remember about 
the  founders a t  York? 
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ANSWER Bob Weaver was the guy who s t a r t ed  the club, and I was kind of 
thinking of him when Carlton was referr ing t o  the s t a r t  of some of those radio 
clubs, and I suspect that  maybe tha t  was the kind of guy he was -- he had 
access t o  a mimeograph machine and a few reams of paper from h is  fa ther ' s  
o f f ice  and some s tenc i l s ,  and the idea tha t  he could run h i s  own club be t te r  
than he could get  along with some other groups. Probably tha t  was the way it 
got s ta r ted .  Then he had some fellows around tha t  area -- A r t  Brackville, who 
was a very excellent man, down in the Lancaster area, and Warren Routzahn, 
who was a good member of our club for many years. I know many of the older 
men know him. He was one of the or iginal  members. . . who were some of the 
others? Kermit Geary, he's s t i l l  a member of the club; Frank Wheeler, h i s  
membership goes back about that  fa r .  There was another Erie man, Harry 
Gordon. Well, tha t  was the Erie group. In the York group, it a l l  revolved 
around Weaver. 

I think i n  that  issue where we printed those pictures there was one 
of those l i t t le group pictures a t  the York convention. There was a '39 
pic ture  from Erie,  but I don't remember whether there was one from York. That 
pic ture  was taken by Warren Routzahn, and Bob Weaver's picture was i n  there; 
Kermit Geary's picture was i n  there also. I ' m  p re t ty  sure t ha t  you ran 
that .  Well, tha t  was the or iginal  York group. We had tha t  meeting t o  make 
plans fo r  the  following f a l l ;  CPC s ta t ionery  was printed -- I think I s t i l l  
have a few sheets of it. 

The next thing we heard, Weaver decided he couldn't go through with 
the club anymore -- the club i s  no more. We then hear from Harry Gordon i s  
t ha t  he 's  negotiating t o  t r y  to  take over what's l e f t  of the radio club. I 
was somewhat shocked to  find out how few members there were. Gordon strug- 
gled fo r  a long time to t r y  t o  coax people t o  join the club. A t  tha t  time 
it was an all-wave club; we had as many shortwave members as we had broadcast- 
band. It almost died there,  but f i na l ly  he got i t  going. We just  had a 
nucleus of active members that  seemed t o  have a good exchange of information 
tha t  kept it a l ive ;  it s t a r t e d  t o  become a dif ferent  club. Then we recruited 
Ernie along the  l ine;  you can always build something when you have one guy 
tha t  s t i cks  a t  it, and I don't think anyone stuck a t  it any longer than him. 
So, i f  you're handing out medals, make sure he gets  one. A s t a r  r igh t  i n  
the middle of your forehead, Ernie. (E. Cooper: It might be a target,) 

QUESTION Were Ekko stamps i n  use very long? 

ANSWER Now, fellows, back me up on t h i s ;  I don't remember very much 
about t h i s  except tha t  i t  was a stamp company tha t  t r i e d  or iginal ly  t o  s e l l  
the s ta t ions  the idea of the stamps. The object was tha t  the reporter had 
to  send i n  a dime when he was asking f o r  ver i f icat ions .  O r ,  he could send 
h i s  ver i f icat ions  i n  from the s ta t ions  and they would make the  Ekko stamps, 
10C apiece f o r  as many as he wanted to  order. He had t o  supply them h i s  
ver i f icat ions  as proof. They were printed by the American Bank Note Company. 
It had i t s  demise i n  re la t ive ly  recent times; I think Tyndall was the l a s t  guy 
t o  use them, t o  my knowledge. He had an Ekko stamp f o r  every ver i f icat ion he 
had, which was 6 or  7 thousand -- many thousands. What he would do is he 
arranged with the people who took over the  stamps to  purchase what was l e f t  
and he would send h i s  ver i f icat ions  i n  and t e l l  them what color he wanted; 
they would p r in t  the c a l l  l e t t e r s  on the stamps he wanted of the specified 
color and send them back. 

The or iginal  idea was promoted t o  the  s ta t ion ;  they'd s e l l  the Ekko 
stamps t o  the  s t a t i on  and they'd charge the DX-fan 10C. But many s ta t ions  
gave them away; in fac t ,  I never paid fo r  one. Then, some s ta t ions  prepared 
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t h e i r  own stamps; the KFI stamp is no t  an Ekko stamp, i t 's  a s t a t i o n  stamp, 
Then, t h a t  led t o  such things as KFBL, Dublin, Texas adver t i s ing  "Send us 13C 
f o r  t h i s  b e a u t i f u l  four-color c e r t i f i c a t e  of ve r i f i ca t ion . "  It was j u s t  an 
ordinary l i t t l e  cheap p r in t ing  job " j u s t  l i k e  some guy i n  Kit tanning would 
do." Ekko almost became another hobby. Harry Gordon had gathered up a l l  t he  
stamps l e f t  over by WERE when they changed t h e i r  c a l l  l e t t e r s  t o  WLeU. H e  
was passing them ou t  a s  souvenirs. So, they never had any r e a l  s igni f icance .  

QUESTION What was your DXing l i k e  during World War 1 1 7  

ANSWER During World War I I ?  W e l l ,  we ought t o  mention some of t h e  
s t a t i o n s .  WXLQ, t h e  50-watter i n  Bermuda, an Armed Forces Radio S ta t ion ;  t h e  
one i n  t h e  Panama Canal Zone, KCA on 790; Greenland. Yeah, I ' m  going t o  
brag a l i t t l e  there.  There was an Armed Forces Radio s t a t i o n  i n  Greenland; 
gee, I c a n ' t  pronounce the  name of t h e  c i t y .  Well, these  people were using 
the  c a l l  l e t t e r s  WXLS. I went over t o  WISR i n  But ler ;  a  member of t h e  club,  
Dave Snyder, was ch ie f  engineer over the re ,  and he i n v i t e d  me over. They 
had a H a l l i c r a f t e r  rece iver  there  a t  the  t r ansmi t t e r .  W e  hooked t h e  s t a t i o n  
antenna up as a  rece iv ing antenna, and we were able  t o  log t h a t  s t a t i o n .  
It was p r e t t y  hard copy; Dave spent  q u i t e  a  few years as  a  radioman i n  t h e  
Merchant Marine, and he was used t o  picking it out of t h e  mud. He tuned it 
i n  and says ,  "There she i s ,  Coop." I s a t  with the  phones on f o r  a  while, 
and got  enough out  of i t  t h a t  they confirmed it. After  I g o t  my answer back 
he  s a i d  t o  m e ,  "Did you have nerve enough t o  send those guys a report?" SO, 
you know I d idn ' t  have much. But I heard them nevertheless.  

The programming otherwise, and you've given me a  good lead-in here .  
t o  something I wanted t o  pass along, was a l i t t l e  d i f f e r e n t .  You know, the  
guys were i n  the  services  and t h e  people have no tires f o r  t h e i r  c a r s ,  they 
can ' t  g e t  any c a r s ,  they q u i t  making automobiles because everything's  f o r  
t h e  mi l i t a ry .  The programing's  a  l i t t l e  more somber. The news i t s e l f  had 
casua l ty  l ists f i r s t  i n  t h e  morning; t h e r e  were a l o t  of t e a r s  shed when you 
t h i n k  about what 's going on i n  t h e  world. I don ' t  know whether t h a t ' s  what 
you wanted me t o  s a y  but t h a t ' s  what I have t o  say. 

QUESTION What did you hear  from European s t a t i o n s  during the war years? 

ANSWER Really,  once again I ' m  not  the  r i g h t  person t o  answer t h a t  
ques t ion  because I never spent  t h a t  much time tuning f o r  fore ign s t a t i o n s .  
Locally I can t e l l  you t h i s  about it: they signed o f f  a  l i t t l e  e a r l i e r ,  
and v e r i f i c a t i o n s  came through on wartime paper. I once go t  a  v e r i e  on 
which was w r i t t e n  a s h o r t  note: We're conserving paper i n  support of the  
war e f f o r t .  The govermnent had r e s t r i c t i o n s  on the  manufacture of paper. 

It d i d n ' t  r e a l l y  make a g r e a t  dea l  of d i f f e rence  i n  the  condit ions 
t h a t  I know o f ,  except there  were these  unique s t a t i o n s  t h a t  popped up, 
were the re  f o r  a  b r i e f  t i m e ,  and then disappeared. 

I remember a slogan on the  shortwave s t a t i o n s  ( the  hams were shu t  
down; they weren't  allowed t o  t ransmit ) .  The Japanese hams' p r e f i x  was "JO"; 
they  had a s logan out: "Let's KO the JOs!" I remember t h a t  was one of the  
war slogans. The progrannning was a l i t t l e  d i f f e r e n t  i n  keeping with the  
mood of t h e  country. 

WBT, Char lo t te ;  I remember the  guy's name: Mike Mayer. WBT used t o  
c a r r y  a s i g n a l  up and down the e a s t  coas t ;  maybe they s t i l l  do, I don ' t  know. 
That guy achieved very high ra t ings  na t iona l ly ,  t h a t  d i s c  jockey. I c a n ' t  
remember h i s  name. He was opposed by network DBs, Martin Block being one of 
them, He was only on t h a t  one s t a t i o n ,  from midnight t o  1 am -- an hour and 
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a h a l f  he was on, from 11:30 t o  1 am. The f i r s t  hour he would p l a y  reques ts  
and the  l a s t  h a l f  hour he'd s i n g  one of the  tunes he'd played during the  
request  period. You'd c a l l  i n  and ask him t o  play,  oh, "Eubbles i n  the  Wine." 
He'd say ,  'What's t h a t  you want, Bubbles i n  the  Wine?" He a l ready had it 
cued up and would s t a r t  t o  play it i n  the  background. Then he'd say ,  'Well,  
w e ' l l  s e e  what we  can do," but  by t h a t  time he 'd brought the  l e v e l  up and 
he'd p lay  t h e  music f o r  you. He had a - very - e n t e r t a i n i n g  program. It would 
be a format worth copying today. I th ink  t h a t  i f -  I were a producer I 
could he lp  some ambitious young guy develop a program t h a t  would be o f  
i n t e r e s t  t o  a 40 ' s  o r  50 's  audience, based on t h i s  guy's ideas.  

During the  l a s t  ha l f  hour he'd segue t h e  tunes t h a t  he'd played and 
s ign  o f f  a t  1 o'clock. H e  had l i t t l e  t i d b i t s  he'd in t e r spe r se ;  he'd say: 
''Here's a s a f e  d r iv ing  t i p :  Keep both hands on t h e  wheel, a l i g h t  foo t  on 
the  acce le ra to r ,  and dim your l i g h t s ,  'cause everyone e l s e  does." The music 
comes up and he'd go f o r  another  record.  Marvelous program, t h a t ' s  one of 
t h e  things t h a t  disappeared a f t e r  t h e  war; I don ' t  know what happened t o  
t h e  guy. I never heard from him. I o f t en  thought t o  w r i t e  WBT and f ind  
ou t  where he was. 

Le t  me wind up with t h i s  l i t t l e  thing;  t h i s  is my e x i t .  I always 
p lan  my ending before  I plan  the  beginning. Every invent ion  has introduced 
new words i n t o  t h e  vocabulary, new ca tch  phrases. When the  automobile was 
invented t h e r e  was 'windshield, '  'headl ight , '  what e l s e ?  Some of t h e  
things t h a t  the  automobile brought i n t o  the  vocabulary, and catch phrases 
l i k e :  " G e t  a horse!" Remember how t h e  hicks i n  t h e  country used t o  s tand 
a t  t he  s i d e  of the  road when your c a r  broke down and say ,  "Get a horse!" Well, 
you don' t  remember? I do! Radio had the  same th ing ,  you know. There was 
'meters, '  and 'audio, '  and 'ki locycles. '  That 's what it s t i l l  should be; 
damn the  co l l ege  guy who changed t h a t  t o  k i loHer tz!  Some smart-aleck from 
MIT, I suppose. You had a good word the re ,  and i t ' s  se l f -explanatory  f o r  
guys l i k e  m e ;  I can understand it. I know who Hertz was; he  d idn ' t  deserve 
the  honor any more than t h e  r e s t  of us. Kilocycles,  I s t i l l  say. You hear  
me on a DX program, I'll say: "Operating on 1380 k i locyc les ,  damn ya!" 
(Farmerie: Long l i v e  Cycles, whoever he  was!) W e l l ,  anyway, there  was a 
phrase c r e p t  i n t o  the  language; you've heard it i n  your household, probably; 
being a DX man I ' m  s u r e  you have. I heard it i n  mine many a time, That 
phrase was : "Turn t h a t  damn th ing  o f f  !" 



THE DX NEWS SCRAPBOOK

From the start of this project, I had realized that the past history 
of this club would best be unlocked from reading the fifty steady years 
of DX NEWS issues. One of the first tasks was building as complete a 
collection of DX NEWS as possible. As of this writing it is over 95% 
complete, and a few others have been building collections of DX NEWS so 
that collectively we can assure that they will always be in existence. 
Lost forever are the first eleven issues from volume one. Two known sets 
exist of the rest of volume one and volume two. One known set exists for 
volumes three and four, two sets for volumes six and seven, one set for 
volume eight, two for volume nine. Given the small total membership in 
those days we are lucky to have what we have. My own function as manag- 
ing editor had me going through 45 years of past issues, extracting and 
copying important data, and distributing it to other feature writers. 
At the same time, I put aside items that I considered worth putting in 
this feature section. The 50 years of DX NEWS history has chronicled 
events good and bad, happy and sad, noble and nasty, controversies galore, 
for the membership has always been a cross section of the types of person- 
alities that would take up this odd hobby. However, this scrapbook is 
exclusively positive in its tone. Suffice it to say that the club has both 
endured and survived many disagreements and crises, and that gives 
testament t6 the unending efforts of those who have guided it through 
50 years. Other clubs have come and gone, with N.R.C. singularly survivhg 
the incredible changes that have transpired in our hobby and our society. 

In doing the selection for this scrapbook I soon realized that I just 
could not cram all I selected into the number of pages I had allocated 
for it in this book. Also I had come across numerous items that, while 
not from DX NEWS, were truly "scrapbook" type items. Thus this section 
also includes a potpourri of BCB DX nostalgia items. At times I have been 
profoundly moved by the reading of DX NEWS of the 1940's and 1930's. 
The names have come alive, the DX reported is still exciting, the many 
early convention accounts had me almost feeling like I was there, the 
great comraderie of N.R.C. has always been there, and the very high 
self-set standards of the club were there from the start. 

At this point I should remind all current members to keep their 
issues of DX NEWS for the future day when they may wish to look back 
some rainy day. Several long time members now regret having thrown out 
their own old issues. Only a few ever asked fellow members if they might 
want them before tossing them out. Let that be a lesson to all of us. 
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MY 1 0  YEARS OF DXING by Bob Botzum 

I n  Sept 1930 I purchased a 1931 Model #70 8-tube A.K. s e t  and 
s t a r t e d  f i s h i n g  around f o r  o the r  s t a t i ons .  Wasn't u n t i l  a f e w  months 
l a t e r  I heard KFI and then I had something t o  t a l k  about. Came ac ross  
Radex i n  1930 (have bought & saved every i s sue  s i n c e )  and read about 
t h i s  DX hobby. I used t o  keep a list of s t a t i o n s  heard but  never ve r i -  
f i ed .  Then heard CMCD and WTJS on a DX program & wrote f o r  my 1st ve r i e s ,  
So CMCD v e r i e  came i n  & t h a t  s t a r t e d  me on my way. During next 2 years  
only v e r i f i e d  about 150 s t a t i ons .  But i n  1934 I s t a r t e d  t o  DX i n  e a r l y  AM 
and found it the  i dea l  time, so  have been DXing mostly every AM s ince  & 
ver i fy ing  everything heard. Some of my outstanding ve r ies  a r e  from the  
e a r l y  days, YVLBC-KGU i n  1933, while i n  1934 v e r i f i e d  9 S.A. s t a t i o n s  i n -  
cluding CX26 with 2kw on a DX specia l .  They s en t  a Diploma. Same year  
produced my 1st TA ve r i e s ,  Normandie & P.P. Had to  wa i t  till 1935 t o  l o g  
and ve r i f y  any TP's and they were 2BL-2YA-JOIK-JOHK-JOAK. No doubt the  
o ld  t imers  r e c a l l  the r egu l a r  t e s t  programs f r o m  LRl-LR5-LRlp-LS2-LS4 i n  
1935 which were received here very well. La t e r  yea r s  produced tests from 
North I re land  Regional-P.P.-Rennes i n  Europe f o r  t h e  U.S. Bureau of Stand- 
a r d s  i n  Washington, D.C. Have had good r e s u l t s  from e a r l y  evening DXing, 
ver i fy ing  YSS-HHK-TIPG-TGW & FQN, a l s o  LR1-LR5-PRA6-YV2RC around 11:30 PM. 
I n  1935, PRA6 was logged on 815 kc between WCCO and WHAS on ad jo in ing  kcs  
around 9 F'M & they ve r i f i ed  by Specia l  Delivery & Registered M a i l .  Some 
of t h e  low powered s t a t i o n s  v e r i f i e d  years  ago were KFF'M-15 w; WIBG-25 w; 
KRKO-KPPC both 50 w on the  west coast ,  a long with t h e  10 wat te r s  VE9EK on 
1190 kc and 10BQ-10AK-10BP-15 w; and CHGS-CKIC-CFCT-50 w. Best catch how-, 
ever  was ve r i fy ing  H I H  1390 kc-15 watts l oca t ed  i n  Dom. Rep. on t e s t  Nov 
1934. Sha l l  never f o rge t  the  Mystery DX Program I heard on Mar 17, 1935. 
Heard them but  d i d n ' t  know where t o  send my r e p o r t  as they only gave loca- 
t i o n  as "somewhere i n  No. America". Thanks t o  John Kalmbach Jr I w a s  ab le  
t o  g e t  QRA & f i n a l l y  received my ve r i e  from s t a t i o n  DX-25 watts. Believe 
they were on 985 kc t h a t  AM with 25 watts. If I am cor rec t ,  only about 
10 repor t s  were received by s t a t i o n  DX. Other odd catches & v e r i f i e d  were 
BAS-NAA & W2XAL Schenectady on 790-250 w &  W3XDS Camden, N.J. on 950 kc- 
lkw. I a l so  had some disappointments dur ing  my DXing years  with s eve ra l  
good foreign s t a t i o n s  never ve r i fy ing ,  namely H J N  & a few S.A.'s, while 
YV6RV & EAJ7 ve r i e s  were l o s t  i n  the  mails, and Copenhagen, Denmark, send- 
i n g  me t h e i r  SW ve r i e  while I heard them on BCB. Af te r  many years  t r y i n g  
I f i n a l l y  v e r i f i e d  a n  Alaskan s t a t i o n  K I N Y  i n  December 1940. So I have 
j u s t  one ambition now, t h a t  i s  t o  ve r i f y  an African t o  complete a l l  con- 
t i n e n t s  v e r i f i e d  on BCB. So as I e n t e r  my 11th yea r  of DXing, I f i n d  I 
have v e r i f i e d  1224 s t a t i ons .  While some boys f e e l  s a t i s f i e d  t o  ve r i f y  
them once, I s t a r t e d  a few years  ago t o  ve r i f y  them a l l  over again. Up t o  
now I have 1092 s t a t i o n s  ve r i f i ed  anywhere f r o m  two t o  four  times, with 
L R 1  & LR5 each v e r i f i e d  5 times. 

I nc iden t a l l y ,  all s t a t i o n s  were heard on loud speaker up t o  Jan ' 3 9 .  
Thereafter  head-phones were used, and during t h e  1939 season 13 Aussies- 
5 Europeans-5 So. Americans were v e r i f i e d  f o r  one of my best Foreign re-  
cept ion  seasons,  with 7HT-500 watts i n  Tasmania outstanding. 

Only hope my o l e  r e l i a b l e  Atwater Kent s e t  holds up f o r  awhile as 
I bel ieve  I can ge t  some more p leasures  and s u r p r i s e s  during t h e  coming 
years  i n  t h i s  g rea t  hobby of DXing.

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72 DX EXPERIENCES OF JOE BECKER "THE HANILTON NITE OWL" 

Well, back i n  November 1929 I bought my first r a d i o ,  it was a 7-tube 
Majes t ic  neutrodyne s e t .  I e rec t ed  an  a e r i a l  running East  & West, 90 f t .  
long,  35 f t .  high,  and I still  use  t h i s  same a e r i a l  today. I never use  ear 
phones, any t r a p s  o r  gingerbread apparatus  on my s e t .  Well, here  i s  how I 
g o t  my start i n  ve r i fy ing  s t a t i o n s .  Back i n  Feb 1930 I happened t o  come 
home r a t h e r  e a r l y  i n  t he  morning and turned on t h e  r ad io  and heard  WFDV, 
Rome, Ga., on i ts  i n i t i a l  t e s t .  Ivlr. Dol l ie  Goings -was t h e  owner and h e  beg- 
ged f o r  r e p o r t s ;  wel l ,  I s e n t  one and i n  March 1930 I received a v e r i e  from 
\iFDV, my first v e r i e ,  and it was such a n ice  l e t t e r  I decided t o  t r y  again 
some morning. Well, f e l l ow members, I began t o  v e r i f y  a l l  s t a t i o n s  and I 
f i g u r e d  when I g o t  about 100 v e r i e s  I would qu i t .  Well, when I had 100, I 
made it 200, and s o  on u n t i l  today I have 1372 Ver i f ied  and I am j u s t  as 
much i n t e r e s t e d  i n  ver i fy ing  s t a t i o n s  as I was back i n  1930, perhaps even 
more as I r a r e l y  m i s s  a morning's DX. 

A f t e r  I was  i n  t h e  game awhile,  some o f  u s  DX hounds s t a r t e d  a c lub 
named The I n t e r s t a t e  DX Club. This Club did not last  long; i n  f a c t ,  we only 
publ ished 1 b u l l e t i n .  Then I joined t h e  A t l a n t i c  Radio Club, a l s o  t he  Can- 
ad ian  DX Relay, I D A ,  NNRC, Universa l  DX Club and t h e  National  Radio Club, 
and my firm opinion i s  t h a t  t he  NRC is  t h e  cream o f  t he  c l a s s .  My p r i z e  
ca tch  i s  TJWI l oca t ed  i n  t h e  C i ty  o f  Hamilton i n  t h e  Bermuda I s l a n d s ;  they 
were us ing  7% watts and it was a t h r i l l  t o  h e a r  t h i s  one, 1'11 s a y  so. Also 
have heard o t h e r  low watt s t a t i o n s  a s  Carbondale (WNBBI); CMBR, Havana, Cuba, 
1 5  watts; KFPM used a slogan I s e n t  them: KFPM, The Biggest  L i t t l e  S t a t i o n  
i n  t h e  Nation--KFPM used 1 5  wat t s ;  a l s o  CKMO when they were 50 watts. Back 
i n  December 1934 I heard WAX, Thomasville, Ga. ,  on a frequency check and 
s e n t  them a r e p o r t ;  i n  January 1935 my 2nd r e p o r t  went t o  WPAX and have 
s e n t  them a r e p o r t  on every FC s ince ,  only miss ing 3 o f  them; f i g u r e  it o u t  
and s e e  how many t h e r e  are. I a l s o  s e n t  WGAU 26 consecutive Sunday morning 
r epo r t s ,  and one of  my t h r i l l s  of DXing was  l i s t e n i n g  t o  WGAU one Sunday 
when Harry Grimes s a i d  t o  M r .  Lynne Brennen, I wonder how M r .  Becker would 
l i k e  t o  h e a r  t he  b i r d s  s ing? Well, M r .  G r i m e s  opened the  window and be l ieve  
i t  o r  no t ,  I never heard such wonderful and sweet music before. 

How many o f  t h e  present  day D X e r s  have heard WCHI-WRJ-WRK-I(M1C-WFDA- 
WODX-WAMC-KFXY-KPJPi-KFWI-KELW-IIMCS-KGEW-WQDX-KGIQ-BO-BI-B-W3XJ -Whea- 
ton  on BCB-WLEY-WRHM-WDIX-KFWF-WBMS-KGIX-WK-WOE-WCGU-KM-WCH-WX- 
W3XDD Whippany, N.J.-WFBE-WHBD-WCSO-WJC-WSEN-WIBR-KGMP-KOCW-KDR-WEDH- 
WGBI-WJBU-WELK-WNBW-WFAN-WPSC-WERE-WMBA-KGDA-KFUL-WEHC and KVL? 

Had one experience when I heard EQ7 i n  Lansing, Mich., t a l k i n g  to  EW7 
i n  Jackson, Mich. This was on the  BCB. I would h e a r  what EQ7 s a i d  and then 
would quick t u r n  t o  EW7 and h e a r  him answer EQ7. My ha rdes t  t a s k  i n  g e t t i n g  
a v e r i f i c a t i o n  was from a Cuban, CMBW. I t r i e d  f o r  n e a r l y  3 years ,  bu t  f i n -  
a l l y  landed it. I have no Cuban de l inquents ,  but have 4 Mexicans who w i l l  
not  ver i fy .  They a r e  XEAI-XEBZ-XEBP & XESM. I have pu t  them down on my 
b l a c k l i s t  page. Many a r e  the  t imes when I was so d i sgus ted  with DX t h a t  I 
was on the  verge of pass ing out  of t he  p i c t u r e ,  then I would l o g  a new sta- 
t i o n  and then t h e  o ld  DX s p i r i t  was revived again.  A t  one time f o r  16 
whole long  months I never missed a s i n g l e  morning's DX. One has t o  have a 
l o t  of  pa t ience  and perseverance, and one must s a c r i f i c e  a l o t  of  s l e e p  and 
be a b l e  t o  t ake  a l o t  of  no ise ,  and a l s o  t o  withstand t h e  a l l -n igh te rs .  
These s t a t i o n s  r e a l l y  a r e  a decided detr iment t o  u s  DX hounds; wish they 
a l l  were on 520kc, then we r e a l l y  could go t o  town with  no in t e r f e r ence .  

Well, i f  our  NRC e d i t o r  p r i n t s  t h i s  i n  t he  b u l l e t i n ,  I am a f r a i d  you 
f e l l o w  members w i l l  have t o  t a k e  an  a s p i r i n  t o  r e l i e v e  your headache. I 
be l i eve  I have s a i d  a plenty ,  s o  am s i g n i n g  o f f  and t r u s t  t o  s e e  more of 
t he se  DX experiences from o t h e r  members, namely P a t  Rei l ley.  I am s ign ing  
o f f  and wishing each and every member of t he  NRC much success and p l en ty  
o f  mod DX. -

WE ACCIDENT I N  "PAT" REILLEY'S LIFE 

I n  January of 1929 the  w i f e  had a thyroid  operat ion and when she 
came home from the h o s p i t a l  I played nurse throughout t h e  r e s t  of the  
n ight  u n t i l  t h e  nurse had h e r  r e s t .  A f r i e n d  sent  up a radio salesman 
and he had a Philco model 87, 8 tubes and he l e f t  it i n  the house f o r  a 
t ryout .  Well, he never took it out as it was soon mine. The game of DX 
was unknown t o  me those days and I did not know about ver i fy ing  u n t i l  I 
heard WNRC i n  Greensboro, N.C., on the  air  f o r  the  Buffalo Evening News 
DX Club on Dec 7, 1929. They asked f o r  cards o r  l e t t e r s  and I sent  a card,  
the  ve r i e  came back and t h a t  was my in t roduct ion  t o  DXing and ver i fy ing  
c a l l s  heard. That w a s  my accident with DXing. My 1st Radex was number 30  
and I s t i l l  have it i n  my possession, and it seems t h a t  I ' ve  bought 111 
copies s ince.  (Hope Mama doesn' t  f i g u r e  out  t h e  cos t )  P r a c t i c a l l y  a l l  of 
my DXing has been af ter  2:30 am. A very few ver i e s  a re  from evening DX 
because of my night  work a s  make up man on our morning newspaper here. 
You younger DXers (beginners,  I mean) don't  know what the  pioneer DXers 
went through back 10 o r  12 years  ago. We d idn ' t  have f r e q  checks as we do 
today; now you can hear  300 o r  400 weak powered s t a t i o n s  i n  a week. We 
chased them f o r  years without catching them. I chased KSEI f o r  a l l  these  
years u n t i l  Jan 1941 when I v e r i f i e d  them. From 1931 t o  1935 I only worked 
a couple days a week so  couldnl t  v e r i f y  all the  fo re igners  heard, but did- 
n ' t  m i s s  many US & Canadians as t h e  cos t  wasn't too  high. I n  sp r ing  of 
1935 I bought a 11-tube Phi lco 16L. It was a superhet.  My first Canadian 
w a s  CKCK i n  Nov 1930. First Cuban was CbE 250w i n  Nov 1930. F i r s t  Mexican 
XED i n  Dec 1930 F i r s t  S.A. YVlBC i n  Oct 1932, and then H J N  i n  Dec 1932 and 
1 2  o thers  i n  l a t e r  years. F i r s t  Aussie was 2BL i n  Nov 1935 and 5 o the r s  
l a t e r .  F i r s t  Zedder was 1YA i n  Nov 1935 and 4 o t h e r s  later. Verif ied ZNS- 
HIX-6 i n  France-TGi and a pound o f  coffee-HHK-all t h e  Puerto Ricans-HOK- 
4 Hawaiians-92 Canadians-44 Cubans and 4% Mexicans. 'Ihe Cubans and Mexicans 
have been boycotted las t  2 years because of no ve r i e s  received from them. 
s o  now I very seldom wri te  t o  a Spanish-speaking s t a t i o n  unless  they t a l k  
i n  English once i n  a while. 

How many o f  you DXers remember these de le ted  c a l l s ?  WFDW-WODX-WKBC- 
RMIC-XMCS-KTAB-KFWI-WFDV-WKBI-WIBO-KFLV-WPCC-W-WKBF-WJKS-KICK-KWCR-WIAS- 
KFKB-KFIW-KWEA-WGHP-KFXM-WRBX and t h e i r  17hw of ~ower-KFxR and t h e i r  r e l i g -  
ious  se rv ices  with 50w-W2XBF i n  NYC-W9XA i n  D ~ ~ V > ~ - W ~ X D D  i n  Whiu~anp. N.J,-

I n  March 1927 heard KOWW DXing, beg gin^ f o r  r e p o r t s ,  s e n t  one and g o t  a 
v e r i e .  thereby l e a r n i n g  what 5 v e r r e  was.  ~ n c i e  S& then had anoti ier  good 
s tamp~cus tomer  and my mailman had more work. I n  June 1927 a daytime r e p o r t  
t o  WLBW, O i l  C i ty ,  Pa.,  brought an Ekko Stamp and I had another  r a d i o  sou- 
v e n i r  t o  c o l l e c t .  How many f a n s  remember WLBW1s wooden o i l  d e r r i c k  towers? 
The Buffalo  DX Club was my f i rs t  knowledge of clubs.  I joined,  la ter  be- 
longing  t o  the  NNRC-CDXR-IDA-ISWC and t o  t he  NRC at  t h r e e  HQ l oca t ions .  
That  i s  how I learned  about Clubs, v e r i e s  and stamps. 

An un fo rge t t ab l e  experience: I n  August 1929 an HFL super  replaced t h e  
homemade s e t ;  it wouldn't work on the  loop. For a t r i a l  25 f e e t  of b e l l  
wire was hooked on and t h e  end t o s s e d  out  t h e  window. Soon a f t e r ,  KGCX, 
10 w a t t e r  at  Wolf Po in t ,  Mont., howled i n ,  fol lowed by a 100 Mstter  i n  Mo., 
KGBX. Next evening a permanent skyhook was s t rung ,  70 f t .  long, about 20 
f t .  o f f  t he  ground; i t ' s  s t i l l  up t h e r e ,  never been touched s ince.  I n  '34 
an  S-M #714 was i n s t a l l e d ,  and i n  '37 a Mdurdo-Si lver  Masterpiece #5 took 
over. Low powered DX was easy back before  1930; a Kingston, N.Y., 1 0  wat- 
t e r  was a  r e g u l a r  v i s i t o r ,  but 250 wa t t s  from t h e r e  i s  no go now. My b e s t  
was KLIT, 1 0  wa t t s  i n  Por t land,  Ore., before  midnight; KVEP 1 5 w i n  same 
town; KFQU 50w i n  Cal. Among t h e  o t h e r s ,  KGDA 30w; WIBU 20w f r o m  a wind- 
m i l l  power p l a n t ;  KDLR 15w, same a t  WEBQ; WRBQ 17w;  WRBL 25w, and a sco re  
of  10 & 1 5  watters i n  the  nor theas te rn  s t a t e s ,  5 i n  Ohio alone. KLCN used 
t o  go p l a c e s  and v e r i f y  pronto wi th  only  74w. Won a s e t  of new tubes  as a 
p r i z e  f o r  r e p o r t  on TJWTs 7:w DX. PWX, 1st Cuban; C Y J ,  1st Mexican; HJN, 
1st S.A. My hope now is  t o  l o g  and v e r i f y  Alaska and Newfoundland, t h e  
on ly  p laces  i n  t h e  Western Hemisphere t h a t  I s t i l l  have t o  hea r  f o r  t h e  
f i r s t  time. Regardless o f  FCC t e s t s  e t c . ,  g ive  me t h e  o l d  days before  
1930. Small s t a t i o n s  were s c a t t e r e d  a l l  over  t h e  band, not  jammed t o g e t h e r  
on 6 channels;  h a l f  the e a s t e r n e r s  were o f f  f o r  t h e  day by 1 0  PM; schedules 
were very i r r e g u l a r ,  and DX p l e n t i f u l  by 1 0  PM. 24 hour p e s t s  unheard o f ,  
al though a few Chicagoans had t h e  general  i d e a  a l ready  then. Anyone remem- 
b e r  WQJ,  Chi-CAW-Go, J e r r y  Su l l i van  at  the  mike; he was another  o f  t h e  i n -  
d i v i d u a l i s t i c  announcers of  those  days. But a l l  Chica.go s t a t i o n s  were sil- 
en t  Monday evenings and many o t h e r  s t a t i o n s  had one s i l e n t  n igh t  p e r  week 
f o r  t h e  bene f i t  of  t h e  DXer; th ink  of  t h a t  today. Many s t a t i o n s  were found 
20 o r  40 kcs o f f  frequency, o r  s o  f a r  a p a r t  t h a t  t h r e e  o r  f o u r  supposed to 
be  on one channel could be separa ted ,  s o  a logbook was no good anyway, even 
i f  you could g e t  one, f o r  i d e n t i f y i n g  s t a t i o n s .  One Chicago s t a t i o n  used 
t h r e e  channels every day, two o t h e r s  used two channels d a i l y .  

I heard a l l  but WFDA among Joe Beckerrs  l ist ;  and as near  a s  I can r e -  
c a l l ,  a l l  o f  P a t  R e i l l e y ' s  c a l l s .  Canada being so c lose  h e r e ,  I heard a l l  
t h e  Amateur broadcasters  l i s t e d  over  t h e r e ,  a l l  CNR c a l l s  eve r  used,  CPRY 
and a s c o r e  o f  o t h e r  ~han tom Canadian c a l l s .  Also h e a r d  q u e  a few o f  
t h e  o t h e r  l is ts :  I j u s t  did m i s s  WTAY & WDAP. One odd s t a t i o n  here  w a s  
a 25 w a t t e r  on 585 kcs aboard a  plane over Ontario sending a race  descr ip -  
t i o n  t o  a  Buffalo s t a t i o n  f o r  rebroadcas t ,  c a l l  8B6, a r a r e  stund back i n  
1927 when chains and r e l ays  were j u s t  beginning. Regarding WPDQ, it s t a r t e d  
ou t  wi th  10 w i n  an  Eas t  Buffalo garage,  l a t e r  jumped t o  50 w and loca ted  
i n  t he  Kensington d i s t r i c t ,  upped t o  1000 w and used the  c a l l  WKEN, and 
passed out  i n  one of the  reorganiza t ions  fol lowing the  c r e a t i o n  of  t h e  old 
Federa l  Radio Commission. Another old-t imer i n  t hese  p a r t s  w a s  a  500 w i n  
Rochester,  WOKT, and t h e  15 w WJPW i n  Ashtabula Ohio.

The October 5, 1946 issue of DX NEWS marked the end of one era and 
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the start of another, as ERC took over the Editorship of Musings of the 
Members from Ray Edge. In trying to find choice musings from the endless 
thousands that have appeared over the years, I arrived at the solution 
of picking some from the 10/5/46 and 10/12/46 issues, since most of us have 
ourselves Mused in the 36 years of Ernie's Editorship. So let us start with 
the FIRST Musing ever typed by "Hefty Blooper": 

Page 4 MUSINGS OF THE MEMBERS 5 October 1946 
LEO HERZ-CHICAGO, ILL. First some notes on my antenna system. Am fixing up my 
listening post. Put up a Utility Antenna System, an odd looking piece of 
ecluipmen%.-2 sections-of tubim"mounted on-a piece of wood. witE little insu- - - 
lators connected to the antenna switching system with 20 feet of wire.

Evan also sent in a nice report concerning reception of these sta- 
tions but since that is Lefty's end of it will just list a few things 
that might be of interest. Receiver is a Hammarlund Super Pro using 
a 400 foot long directive antenna. Has been verifying only foreign BCB 
stations for the past 16 years and has nearly 400 stations verified and 
Tangiers makes the 82nd country and is the tenth African station. States 
that conditions are as good now as he has ever experienced. Now, according 
to your Eds count there are 136 stations in this list and should be a 
ood guide for you DXers attempting to hear your first TA. It is true 
$hat Evan's success undoubtedly is due in part to his location, being loca- 
ted on the Coast North of Boston, this means the majority of the U.S. 
stations are in the daylight zone West of him in the afternoon when he 
is hearing the evening stations. This means also, that he is getting 
more darkness than the majority of us, for example, the sun sets 36 min- 
utes later at North Girard than it does at Danvers. This, of course, 
works to Evan's advantage not when he is after TPs. For early morning 
listening, however, we DXers West of Evan are almost on the par with 
him. We do not have some U.S. stations to the East of us that will come 
in on an antenna system directive to the Europeans but all in all, good 
reception can be experienced. Your Ed has heard 44 of the stations above 
in 5 mornings starting December 25th. I wish Evan had given some tips on 
how he reports these foreign ststions that do not use English. I'm sure 
a lot of you are hesitant in writing to a station when you could not 
understand a word of what they are saying. Maybe Evan would give us some 
tips on that in a future issue. Times are given above and apply mainly 
to those stations that are later covered by interfering stations. The 
x means that the station s are heard at that time period.

On Sundays 
they broadcasted Church Services. Mr. Lundberg wand-ers just how many DXers 
have a 25 watt New Zealand station verified. Anc! so do we wonder the same 
thing Mr. Lundberg. If any one has a verification from a 25 watt New 
Zealand station let us hear from you. Thanks. 

Editor's note: These Canadian Amateur Sroadcasting Stations operated 
on the Standard BCB, on ll9O kc., 1195 kc., and 1200 kc. as far as we 
can research. Verifications from two of them appear elsewhere in this 
book. The following clipping was supplied by Andy Rugg, and is as compl- 
ete as we can see, but for VEgEK 1195 kc.. which operated from Montmagny 
Quebec with 10 watts circa 1933. The story of the stations is actively 
being researched by Andy and myself.

We are very much obliged to you for your kfnd- 
ness and courtesy in acknowledging the reception of the 
programme put on the air by our station L R 5 Radio 
Excelsior, Buenos Aires. This programme was broadcast in 
response to an invitation from the International DX1ers 
Alliance Club of the United States, at 4 o'clock in 
the morning, local summer time, on the 3rd of December. 

Our station, L R 5 Radio Excelsior, is the most 
powerful transmitter in the Argentine Republic, and was 
designed and built by the Marconi Company of Great Bri- 
tain. The power in antenna is 25 kss. which can be in- 
creased to 33 kws. It possesses the highest twin commer- 
cial towers in the world for the suspension of its aerial. 
Each tower measures 210 ms. in height, and is separated 
one from the other by an intervening space of 500 as. 
The earth system is comprised of a net-work of copper 
wire, which if extended in a straight line, would cover 
99 kms. This very excellent installation, coupled with 
the power and efficiency Of the transmitter, ensures 
an immense effective range of action. Radio Excelsior 
operates on 830 kilocycles (361.4 ms.) 

The reception checked up by you agrees with our 
programme, and it is a great satisfaction for us to 
know that you should have enjoyed same, so many thou- 
sands of kilometres away from this city of Buenos Aires.

GUATEMALA-*- Before I forget it. I have something to pass on along 
to..all. You recall the discussion about the station on 880 kcs. which has 
had a Guatemalan program in the late evening. From all of the information 
at our disposal, this column came to the conclusion that it was TILS with 
a program for Guatemalan listeners. Now we have a late list for Guatemala 
and we offer the following information for what its worth. Station TGJ 
5 kw., Guatemala City, is now on 880 kcs. using the slogan "Radio Nuevo 
Mundo". Schedule is 0800-2400. Those of you who have reported TILS, please 
check your logs to see if it might not have been TGJ. We are sorry if we 
passed out wrong information, but it was all we had at the time. JL report 
of TGF (1025) on 11/12 from 2216-2307. NM also reports receiving TGN 
(11801, but no report was sent. 

CUBA-*-HH reports a verie from CMCY (590) which also states that 
they would be on the rest of November, possibly longer with test programs. 
They would not verify his reports to other network stations, but suggested 
that he write each individual station. His letter was also signed by 
Ben Olsen. Also confirms the fact that there are two Radio Progreso 
stations on 680 kcs. According to late information CMJE Camaguey (1 kw),  
and CMHG, Santa Clara (500 w) both operate on 680 kcs. However, CMHG won't 
be synchronized with CFTE until 2/13/52, so CMS was probably only hearing 
CWE. RHM reports his best Cuban DX as CMKJ (730) Holguin, logged 0600 on 
11/28. JL also reprots a lot of Cuban reception as follows: CMCB (1330) 
11/16 052b-0532, hard to copy; CMCH (790) 11/19 at 2217; CMCU (660) 11/30, 
quite strong 1800-1900, frequently through WNBC; CMHB (780) 11/29. news 
in S anish at 0018; CRlBL (860) 11/28, 1724-1744; Radio Progreso (670)

Broadcast Band Receivers 

of Years Ago 

By Robert A . C u r t i s  

Radio broadcasting, as we know it, dates from November 2, 1920 
when KDKA in Pittsburgh broadcast the Harding-Cox presidential elec- 
tion returns. This was followed rather rapidly by other stations 
coming on the air in many U.S. cities, until by 1925 there were 598 
AM broadcast stations in the United States and 576 by the year 1927. 

The early phenomenal growth of radio generated much exci-tement 
around the country, Early receiving equipment was quite simple, and 
in the early '20s 'everybody and his brother* was listening to the 
radio. It was, no doubt, a natural development that people tumbled 
to the fact that stations could be heard from beyond their own loc- 
ale; and that, particularly at night, stations from more distant cit- 
ies could be heard. The thrill of listerdng to some far off radio 
station grasped the populace, and thus broadcast band DX was born, I 
would venture to say that the highest percentage of DXters in our 
population, at least people who had more than a passing interest in 
listening to a distant station, was in the '20s. 

It was truly phenomenal. People talked about it on their way 
to work in the train or at the office, kids talked about it on their 
way to school and even newspaper items or columns about DX were not 
infrequent in papers across the country. As the craze continued, 
some of the more avid listeners would stay up late at night, till 
midnight or 1:00 AM to try to hear stations in the midwest after the 
stations in the east had signed off. At one period during the '20s 
there were even certain hours at night set aside when the more power- 
ful east coast stations would go off the air for a test period, just 
so that listeners could try to hear European stations on the broad- 
cast band, such as England. It was truly the epito~e of a DX'errs 
dream. Even little kids, and I was one of them, looked forward to 
Friday and Saturday nights when they could stay up late and listen 
to the radio to see what distant stations they could get. 

But let us digress and consider some of the equipment in use by 
listeners back in the early days. The simple crystal receiver was 
used by many in the real early days, Despite its limitations, it was 
cheap and easy to build by anyone handy, or even the unhandy for that 
matter; it was so simple. With a good long wire antenna it would 
perform very well on local stations; but, of course, provided only 
earphone reception. Besides being cheap and simple, it had a couple 



of other things going for it. It used no energy and its audio re- 
production of an amplitude modulated (AM) signal was excellent. 

The main ingredients of a crystal receiver were two coils of 
wire, usually wound. adjacent to each other on the same coil form, 
a large variable capacitor, called condensers in those days, a crys- 
tal, headphones and another capacitor, fixed and usually .001 mfd., 
connected across the neadphones. Crystals of the day were general- 
ly a piece of galena in a small cup-like mounting with an adjust- 
able wire that could touch some part of the galena crystal. The 
point where the wire touched the galena determined the diode effect 
that was needed for rectification of the Al3 signal, and that is 
where the adjustment cane in. The user was forever fussing with 
the adjustment of the fcatwhisker' on the galena crystal to find 
the optimum point that gave the best reception. The coil was the 
biggest part of the whole receiver. For those that built their own, 
and I think that most people of that day did build their own, the 
Quaker Oats Company was the main supplier of coil forms. Yes, the 
round Quaker Oats boxes that can still be seen on store shelves to- 
day, were about the best designed broadcast band coil forms ever 
invented. By winding about thirty or so turns of enamel or cotton- 
covered wire on a Quaker Oats box; such a coil, when connected to 
the capacitor, would give you a ball-park figure for the LC value 
of broadcast band frequencies. Sometimes the enameled wire was 
scraped to provide a conductive path across the coil. Then, by use 
of a slider, the thing could be tuned. But this started making it 
a bit more complex in construction. 

Incidently, if anyone is curious as to how the crystal set act- 
ually sounded, take ? set of head~hones, wind a coil on a Quaker Oats 
box. take a present-day diode (such as a germanium diode); and con- 
nect them all up in series. If you're not near a strong broadcast 
station, connect an antenna to the coil and ground to the other side. 
A twenty foot piece of wire should suffice. Now you can see for your- 
self how a crystal set sounds. You should find the audio quality is 
quite good, although you might find yourself listening to several sta- 
tions at once. But DX'ers are used to that. 

Fortunately, the three-element vacuum tube, invented by Dr. Lee 
De Forest in 1906, was available in the early days of broadcasting 
and tube sets quickly became mass-produced and available to the lis- 
tening public. 

In the early days of radio the most common of the tube sets was 
the TRF, for tuned radio frequency. The TRF sets were far superior 
to crystal sets and also had audio stages to operate a loudspeaker. 
The TRF sets generally had two or three stages of vacuum tube RT 
amplification, followed by a vacuum tube detector and one or two 
stages of audio amplification. The RF stages were tuneable, as the 
name implies, and required a variable capacitor for each stage. Many 
of the earlier sets had an individual capacitor and tuning knob for 
each stage, and selection of the stations required the' adjustment of 
each stage to get the best frequency selection. Some of the earlier 
sets with three stages of RF amplification were quite long and, with 
the three tuneable stages, looked like sets of many dials. 

Early sets were battery operated, requiring a battery for the 
tube filaments, called the (Af battery. These were sometimes wet

idence, R.I. A 5-tube 
battery operated receiver.

batteries, as filaments had the most drain. Also required was a *B' 
battery for plate voltage, and a *C* battery for grid bias voltage. 
A rheostat was common on the early-day sets to control the filament 
current on the tubes. The rheostat could both help conserve the 
battery on strong signals and be turned up to help tune in the weak- 
er stations. Apparently the maximum setting would not cause tube 
filaments to burn out, although it probably occasionally happened. 

Another receiver was the regenerative receiver. The regenera- 
tive receiver used a circuit which provided some feedback to cause 
regeneration which resulted in increased amplification, and so in- 
creased the loudness of the signal. Generally only three tubes were 
required, at least for headphone reception. One stage of KF ampli- 
fication, a regenerative detector and one stage of audio. The use 
of regeneration in broadcast band receivers was common at one time, 
but fell into disrepute because in actual practice the tone quality 
of reception was impaired. Also, regenerative sets, when allowed to 
oscillate or squeal, actually emitted a signal; thus in themselves 
becoming a small transmitter. In the late '20s or early '70s regen- 
erative sets cam back into use as shortwave broadcasting developed 
and some commercial shortwave regenerative sets appeared on the mar- 
ket, 

The TRF receiver had some inherent disadvantages. In the TRF 
receiver the amplification took place at the carrier frequency of 
the station being received. Even at the frequencies of the broad- 
cast band it is difficult to design a TRF receiver to give high am- 
plification, perfect selectivity and ideal fidelity of reproduction. 
Thus, even early in the '20s the superheterodyne receiver came into 
being, The superheterodyne circuit was invented by I~lajor Armstrong 
around 1917 during the 1st World War. 

A quote from Ghirardits "Radio Physics Coursew 2nd ed., 1942 
best describes the advantages of the superhet receiver: "In the su- 
perheterodyne circuit, instead of selecting and amplifying the sig- 
nal at its own particular carrier frequency (which is a higher fre- 
quency) by means of circuits which must be adjusted to that partic- 
ular frequency, the high carrier frequency is changed to a lower 
fixed frequency, so that it can be amplified and the signals of un- 
wanted stations eliminated much more efficiently. The fixed fre- 
quency at which the signals are amplified is usually called the 
'intermediate frequency*, sometimes abbreviated "i-f". Probably the 
single greatest difference between the t-r-f-amplifier system and 
this one, is that in the former the receiver is tuned to the fre- 
uency of the signal and the frequency is amplified at that frequen- 
cy while in the superheterodyne, the signal is tuned in and then 
changed in frequency to the lower value to which the intermediate 
amplifier is wfixed-tunedgt, and is amplified at that frequency." 

The superhet circuit was a big boon to not only broadcast band 
reception, but to reception of all frequencies. In fact, the super- 
het circuit is still used in most all receivers of the present-day. 

Although more complex to build and align than the TKF and oth- 
er receivers, some radio enthusiasts in the '20s were building their 
own. My father, Clifton J. Curtis, of Wollaston, IflA at the time, 
using a newly developed Western Electric 'peanut tube*, forerunner 
of the miniature tubes of the '40s and '50s; built a superheterodyne 
broadcast receiver in the early 120s. I can well remember the set 
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with its black bakelite panel, square bus-bar type wiring and the 
small 'peanut tubes1 with their small black bases and sockets. 
However, building a saperhet receiver was a big project in those 
days and took a lot of technical know-how. Fg father, a telephone 
engineer, fortunately had the technical background to complete 
such a project. 

One might say the superhet revolutionized radio reception and, 
by the same token, revolutionized DX'ing. The selectivity and the 
sensitivity of the superhet receiver opened up a whole new world 
for the DX1er 

In the mid or late '20s A-C operated receivers came along. 
With tubes equipped with cathodes, which could be heated by the A-C 
operated filaments, cailed heaters, radio sets could be made that 
were plugged into regular household A-C outlets. Although more 
prone to A-C hum, the problem was solved by the use of center-tap- 
ped A-C transformers. Here was another boon to the burgeoning ra- 
dio industry. A-C operated sets were produced in great quantities, 
many in attractive wooden table models, as well as large console 
models, that became a part of the furnishings in millions of Amer- 
ican living rooms. IvIany of the A-C stes built in the '20s and '70s 
were well constructed with steel chassis and attractive walnut or 
mahogany cabinets that made a good appearance. Improvements kept 
being added and many were good sets for the serious DX'er. 

The first good quality set that my own fanily had was a West- 
inghouse table model, acquired around 1929 or ' 3 0 .  I still have it 
and it is still in working condition. Also, a Philco table model 
from the '30s still sets on my workbench, and when conditions are 
good I can still log ,%ropean and Latin American DX with it. Yes, 
they made some good receivers in the early days of the radio indus- 
try. 

Although many companies jumped on the bandwagon in the early 
days of broadcasting, a few names stood out. Atwater-Kent, Philco, 
fmerican Bosch, Crosley, Grebe, NcF?urdo-Silver and Westinghouse to 
name a few. Some companies, although they made a nice receiver, 
were short lived. Adorning my bookcase is a beautiful example of 
an early-day TRF set, black bakelite panel set in a well-made wood 
cabinet. In fancy scroll lettering in gold is the model name, 
"Polle Royalff made by 'Royal Radio Corprl of Providence, R.I. 

As with many of man's creations there emerges one 'top of the 
line', a superlative piece of handiwork to which all others are 
subordinate. So it was with radio receivers, and in the late '20s 
and throughout the '30s the name of Scott emerged rs the one receiv- 
er that epitomized the very best in radio receiver manufacture. As 
their trademark so aptly depicted, a Scott receiver was truly "The 
Stradivarius of Radio Receivers'l. With their chrome plated I-F 
cans and chassis and their beautifully designed and crafted cabin- 
ets a ~ d  consoles, they established a well-deserved reputation of 
being the 'last word1 in luxurious home receivers. But they were 
expensive. A Scott deluxe allwave receiver in 1933 cost something 
over $100.00, a large sum of money at that timeo 

Fot only were the Scott receivers very impressive for their 
well-designed and attractive cabinetry, but their excellent techni- 
cal design and mznufacture made them an outstanding DX performer. 



Owners of Scott receivers found them very capable of rece~tion of 
overseas DX from the U.S. Even Australia and niew Zealand were log- 
ged by U.S, and Canadian DX1ers using a Scott, and they were con- 
sidered the top DX receiver of the era. 

The Scott receiver, manufactured by t'ne E. H. Scott Radio Lab- 
oratories, Inc., of Chicago, IL first cane out in 1924 with the 
Scott World's Record Super 8. By 1931 a Scott allwave receiver was 
on the market and establishing enviable records in the DX world. 
Later on in the '30s Scott produced a 23-tube allwave high-fideli- 
ty receiver that was truly a classic. It included 3'1~; in the early- 
day FiT band of 41-50 mHz and an audio frequency response from 25- 
16000 hertz, as well as the broadcast band and shortwave. It was 
a DX1ersl dream and even today a Scott receiver woulc be capable of 
fine DX performance. 

In the late '30s the Hammarlund ~.:anufacturing Co. came out 
with the HQ-120 receiver, an allwave communications type with ex- 
cellent sensitivity and selectivity. Starting with the HQ-120 a 
series of fine com.unications receivers followed that were much in 
demand by serious DX1ers. This long series of receivers included 
the popular postwar HQ-129, as well as the EQ-140, HQ-150, HQ-100, 
HQ-110, HQ-160, HQ-170 and HQ-180. One of the finest receivers, 
considered so by professionals and DX1ers alike, was the Bamarlund 
series 400, the "Super Prow, a top-notch communications receiver 
that was an outcome of World War I1 development. The HQ-110 and 
the HQ-170 receivers were specifically aimed at the amateur radio 
market. Even today, over forty years after the HQ-120 appeared on 
the scene, the Hammarlund receivers, although not now manufactured, 
still are a top-fiight receiver for the discriminating DX1er. In 
fact, today, in 1983, my main DX receiver is a Hammarlund SP-600-JX 
about twenty five years old. 

In the late '30s a wide-range crystal filter was developed, a 
Hammarlund invention, which provided for variable selectivity with- 
in a receiver's I-F amplifier. This adjustable selectivity feature, 

7 roviding selectivity in the order of 200, 500, 1300 and 2000 hertz cycles in those days) was a great improvement and a boon for all 
DX1ers, BCB, SWL and ham alike. Other manufacturers adopted the 
crystal filter and. many of the better comrmnications-type receivers 
of later years included this feature. 

At the sme time other receiver improvements were coming along, 
such as double conversion to improve selectivity and image rejection, 
bandpass tuning, improved AVC, tuning indicators, signal strength 
meters (S-meters) and noise limiting circuits. All of these improve- 
ments enhanced the 'state of the art1 for good DX receivers even be- 
fore World War 11. Then with the great advancement of electronics 
in WW 11, the postwar communications receivers were ideal for the 
avid broadcast band DX1er. The better receivers were still expen- 
sive, the Bammarlund "Super Pro1' cost $342.00 in 1947; but many ap- 
peared as war surplus, and were thus available for the average DX9er. 

Other American manufacturers also produced some fine communic- 
ations receivers, particularly after the World War I1 period. The 
Hallicrafters Company produced a fine series of general coverage re- 
ceivers. Starting with the ezrly IlSky Buddy" a long series of I1Sf1 and 
"SX" receivers were produced, aimed at the amateur and the general 
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shortwave listeners market. The National Company of i3alden, Nass. 
also produced some good communications receivers for DXing, most 
notably the WLO-50. Fortunate, indeed, was the dedicated broadcast 
band DXer who had one of the better communications-type general cov- 
erage receivers at his listeri-ing post. 

We must add a word about antennas. The long wire antenna was 
in common use in the '20s and many a house had a wire strung out to 
some tree in the backyard. The value of a loop antenna was early 
recognized, particularly so with the poar selectivity of the early 
TRF sets. The more avid listener or our early DX1ers made socle 
very good home-made loop antennas in the typical square rack design 
that could be turned for directivity. These inside loop antennas 
could often be seen perched upon the top of the early-day receivers. 
Some of the well made and designed early loop antennas would give a 
good showing today, when used with a modern set. But there were the 
more mediocre antennas also, the long wire strung across the attic, 
a wire run around a room or a bedspring converted to an antenna by 
clipping a wire to it. 

Thus, from the DXters point of view, the '20s and '30s were 
truly 'the good old days'. Exciting listening, bands not yet all 
crowded with a multitude of 50 kilowatt stations, no all-night sta- 
tions and many had relatively early signoffs, several around the 
country were limited-time stations and most stations were even DX 
concious and had their own QSL cards for the DX listeners. Special 
tests and 3X programs were far more prevalent than today; and be- 
lieve me, scheduled special programs at 3:00 or 4:00 AN had no com- 
petition, period. Zven much of tke electrical interference that is 
so prevalent today, fluorescent lights and neon signs for example, 
were not around. It was surely the heyday of DX, gone, but never 
to be forgotten.

I'M ALL EARS 

A History of Broadcast Band DXing 

By Carleton Lord 

In the  beginning, there were experimenters with wireless receivers who 
l is tened t o  code and then voice transmissions from experimental, marine and 
amateur stations.  They learned tha t  they could hear tllrnsmissi6ns from in- 
creasing distances - across the  s t r ee t ,  across town, f r m  the next s ta te .  
These were the  f i r s t  DXers of the  20th Century. Unfortunately, History does 
not ident i fy  them or  t e l l  us where they lived o r  what they heard. 

History fur ther  does not record precisely the  origination of the  terms 
llDX,lf "DXer'f and lIDXingl a s  presently used by radio enthusiasts, nor does it 
provide a date when f i r s t  they were used verbally o r  i n  print.  It i s  prob- 
ab le  t h a t  a devotee with a background i n  algebra decided tha t  I1Dn was f o r  
Distance and "X" was the  Unknown. Hence, DX became the  unknown distance and 
then long distance. Whatever the  fac ts ,  Webster's New Collegiate Dictionary 
lists "DXfI as a noun referring t o  ~dis tancelf  as i n  ''long distance radio trans- 
mission." 

There a r e  n!any claims of f i r s t  i n  radio. For the  purpose of this re- 
port, the broadcast by KDKA of the  Earding-Cax election returns on Nwem- 
ber 2,1920 i s  considered t o  be the  f i r s t  transmission m radio as we how it 
today. And t h i s  was the start of the  Broadcast Band DX hobby a s  we still 
pursue it. 

With KDKA a t  Pittsburgh - soon t o  be followed by WJZ i n  Newark and WBZ 
a t  Springfield - :.lestinghouse was in  a s i tuat ion where l i s t ene r s  were 
needed. Thus, while t h e i r  brcadcast engineers were blazing trails pushing 
signals across land and sea, other engineers were busy designing serviceable, 
popular price receivers -- se t s  simple enough f o r  the  nm-technical fan t o  
operate and inexpensive enough t o  be afforded by every household. The first 
model was the  Aeriola, Jr. - a t i n y  crys ta l  s e t  with a range of 12 t o  15  
miles a t  a cost of $25. This was followed by the  Aeriola, Sr. - a one-tube 
superregenerative s e t  with a $60 price tag. 

Other manufacturers a l s o  were busy. Saae provided complete receivers 
t h a t  w e r e  ready t o  go a s  soon a s  you connected an ae r i a l ,  a storage IfA1' bat- 
t e r y  and a dry flB" battery. Others went in to  design of c i r c u i t s  and pro- 
duction of kits of parts f o r  home-builders. 

F i r s t  Generation D X e r s  

With t h e  growing number of s ta t ions and easy access t o  receiving equip- 
ment t o  meet almost every budget, it ms not long u n t i l  thousands of homes 
had new receivers t o  enjoy. Once they had located the  l o c a l  stations,  t he  
new owners found that there were other s ta t ions that could be heard -- 
s ta t ions  i n  the  next town, in t h e  next s ta te ,  and even part way across the  
country. The more dis tant ,  t he  better.  For a while, without knowing it, 



nearly every new l i s t e n e r  uas a DXer. A typ ica l  remark on t h e  m y  t o  school 
or work: 1 1 1  heard Schenectady last night." 

Dialing f o r  distance frequently uas an a l te rna te  t o  l i s ten ing  t o  loca l  
programs, of which the  following schedule by KDKA on October 22,1922 i s  
typical:  

7:00 p.m. The Tr?eekly Let ter  from FARM AND HOME 
7:30 p.m. Pittsburgh Mandolin Orchestra 
8:00 p.m. Bedtime Story f o r  Children 
8:30 p.m. "bI.y Trip Through Ireland" 
9:00 p.m. Helen Schbppick, piano; C. L. Kanous, baritone 

There came t h e  time when many l i s t ene r s  forgot about d i s tan t  s ta t ions  t o  
concentrate Listening time on programs frm loca l  stations.  But mny con- 
tinued t o  tune f o r  new and d i s t a n t  s ta t ions.  It was a t  t h i s  point t h a t  t h e  
Ekko Cmpny  began t o  issue ver i f icat ion stamps, and a t  one time they were 
reported t o  have dis t r ibuted stamps t o  20,000 l i s teners .  

Becords avai lable  60 years a f t e r  the  f a c t  do not reveal t h e  names of 
those ear ly  DXers, much l e s s  the  iden t i ty  of the f i r s t  Listener t o  hear a 
DX station. A s  an example of t h e  first generation of DXers, we have chosen 
t o  record the  i n i t i a t i o n  of Ray Lewis, who l a t e r  became a top-rated DXer, 
but was then an eighth grader i n  Toledo, Ohio, i n  1920. 

There ms no radio i n  t h e  Lewis home when newspaper reports of the  new 
miracle whetted Ray's appetite.  H e  decided t o  bui ld  the  c rys ta l  s e t  de- 
scribed i n  the  loca l  p p e r .  \?ith the  usual oatmeal box f o r  a c o i l  form, some 
Farts  supplied by a friend, and a few judicious purchases of other parts, he 
completed h i s  receiver in  four evenings ( a f t e r  h i s  homework was done). It 
took some persuasion t o  get family approval t o  run a 100-foot a e r i a l  from t h e  
peak of t h e i r  three-story home t o  a telephone pole, but he prevailed. Con- 
nection of a e r i a l  and ground t o  t h e  receiver brought instant  success - WCX 
and WJ i n  Detroit. After learning how t o  s e t  the  tuner and f ind  t h e  most 
sensit ive spot on the crystal ,  other s ta t ions  were heard, clinkwed by t h e  
president ia l  election returns from KDKA in Pittsburgh. I n  due time, Ray 
b u i l t  a two-tube receiver, t o  which he added an extra stage of amplifica- 
t ion,  and tha t  - plus his family's purchase of a new Atwater Kent - l a s t ed  
him u n t i l  1928 when he bought a new &tube Crosley S h o w .  

Another of today's ac t ive  DXers broke in to  DXing with an unusual ex- 
perience. Kermit Geary of Walnutport, Pa., talked h i s  family i n t o  buying 
t h e i r  first receiver i n  December 1925. The dealer came t o  i n s t a l l  it, but 
was unable t o  bring i n  a single station. After nearly a half  hour of f id -  
dling, with the family about ready t o  send t h e  se t  back t o  t h e  store, they 
f i n a l l y  brought in FfIOD loud and clear .  It seems there  had been a maritime 
SOS call ,  a l l  s ta t ions had gone off the a i r ,  and WIOD was one of t h e  first t o  
r e m e  transmission. Thus the  f i r s t  s t a t ion  heard by Kermit was a r e a l  DX 
catch, and he was hooked by the  hobby. 

The mixture of loca l  and d i s t an t  t a rge t s  f o r  radio l i s t ene r s  i s  well 
i l l u s t r a t e d  by the  radio program schedule l i s t e d  f o r  April  20,1928 by t h e  
Toledo (Ohio) NEWS-EEE. Programs t h a t  evening were l i s t e d  from 70 s ta t ions  



on 50 frequencies frm 25 s t a t e s  and f i v e  provinces -- including Alberta, 
Br i t i sh  Columbia, California, Colorado, Florida, Pkssachusetts, New Bnms- 
wick, Oklahbara, Texas and Xashington. Programs f ran  these locations were 
intended f o r  residents of Toledo! 

DXers i n  the  early days were l imited i n  communications with other DXers. 
There might be one o r  two fr iends a t  work o r  a t  school with the  same in- 
t e re s t ,  and he could swap news and t i p s .  There was some coverage by news- 
rapers and magazines, but even t h a t  %as U t e d .  

In 1922, RADIO BROADCASTING NGWS printed weekly schedules of programs 
f o r  Pittsburgh and other sections of t he  country. Periodically, it would 
carry reports  on reception of d i s tan t  s ta t ions.  On August 5, it s ta r ted  
what may w e l l  have been the  first ever DX contest. The event was suggested 
by Frank H. Jones (who was a l so  the owner of 6KW in Tuinuco, ~ u b a ) ,  and it 
was called VbxLio Golf1' because it was a "gentleman's game, and each person 
knew h i s  own score." The idea %as t o  log each new stat ion heard, record t h e  
distance t o  each s ta t ion,  and add up the  mileage f o r  a l l  staticas heard. 
Jones submitted an initial entry of 24 staticns and 24,800 t o t a l  miles. The 
idea caught on and, a f t e r  f i ve  months, - REN showed a l i s t i n g  of 50 radio 
gol fe rs  f r a  21 s ta tes ,  the Di s t r i c t  of Columbia, Ontario and Cuba. The 
leader, with 82,470 miles, uss Milton L. Johnson, Achison, Kansas. 

The radio and experimenter magazines of the day made the most of t h e  
growing in t e re s t  in long distance reception. They printed a succession of 
new c i r c u i t s  f o r  t he  home-builder and carr ied advertisements f o r  parts,  kits 
and complete receivers. 

Typical of t h e  day was the  December 1927 i ssue  of RADIO NEWS. Its 154 
p g e s  included 169 .advertisers on 63 pages, a l ist  of U.S. broadcast s ta t ions ,  
55 mges of technical infomation, 13 pages of miscellaneous material, an 
ed i tor ia l ,  and a p g e  of c lass i f ied  ads. Also, there  were detailed instruc- 
t i ons  on how t o  build t h e  IfPeridyne Five11 and the !*Super Hilodyne," and how 
t o  tune t h e  VtKnickerbocker Five." 

RA3IO DIGEST sponsored the  first internat ional  t e s t s  i n  1926. With tm- 
believable cooperation from t h e  broadcast industry, they arranged f o r  a l l  
Eastern U.S. s ta t ions  t o  sign off a t  9:00 p.m. f o r  an hour and f o r  s t a t ions  
i n  Europe t o  transmit a t  t h i s  n o m l l y - s i l e n t  hour. Details a r e  not avai l -  
ab l e  a t  t h i s  time, but t h i s  reporter  did log 2BD in Aberdeen, Scotland, on 
January 26,1926, and Louis %hn, l a t e r  i n  - NNRC ac t iv i t i e s ,  &s 
awarded second prize. 

The Radio Clubs 

Probably the  principal ca ta lys t  i n  the  dwelopnent of t he  DX Hobby was 
t h e  coming of t he  radio clubs. For t h e  purpose of t h i s  t r ea t i s e ,  we w i l l  
deal only with clubs t h a t  devoted a t  l e a s t  par t  of t h e i r  a t tent ion t o  t h e  
Broadcast Sand. Some were BCB only, others were BCB plus other frequencies, 
types of transmission and in te res t s .  

In 1927, one of the features on t h e  radio pages of t he  NEXARK EVENIXG 
NEhS  was t h e  column "Broadcasts liinnwed,"by Charlotte h e r ,  known t o  



thousands of North Jersey residents as !!The Dialist.~~ Frequently several 
paragraphs of her nightly columns were devoted t o  her a i r  rambles about 
the  country. Readers began t o  write in and describe t h e i r  own DX journeys. 
Area radio enthusiasts liked the  idea of swapping news and t i p s  about re- 
ception, and suggested t h a t  THE NEWS organize a club. The editors agreed t o  
give it a trial, and a notice i n  the  p p e r  announced an organizational meet- 
ing. The date  was December 8,1927. 

Fifty-five d i a l  twisters turned out, and a t  the  end of two hours, the  
Newark News Radio Club was launched -- the  f i r s t  club of its kind i n  the  ---- 
World. L. S. J. Cranse was elected president, and Irving R. Pot t s  ~ I S  

elected executive secretary. Pot ts  was elected president the  following year, 
and he held t h i s  office u n t i l  h i s  death i n  1962. 

A broadcast over WJZ in February 1928 described the  aims and a c t i v i t i e s  
of t h i s  new organimtion, and club headquarters was deluged by a mail re- 
sponse of over l,S(X) cards and l e t t e r s .  Programs over other s ta t ions spread 
the - NNRC s tory across the  country, and enrollments poured in from dis tan t  
s ta tes .  Donald m, Broken Bow, Nebr., became the  f i r s t  out-of-state mem- 
ber. On i ts second birthday, the  club had over 600 members, and in the years 
t o  come the  t o t a l  approached the  2,000 mark. 

One of t h e  f i r s t  NNRC iAnoVati0nS was what has become known a s  the  - 
"courtesy program." This involved asking a seldom-heard s ta t ion  t o  broadcast 
a special  program during the  earlymorning hours when interference on i ts  
frequency would be negligible o r  non-existent. This a c t i v i t y  was an inme- 
d i a t e  success, and most weeks during a DX season would show 20 t o  30 a s  tar- 
ge ts  f o r  members. Several winter seasons showed more than 500 special  
courtesy programs dedicated t o  m. 

Many of the world's s ta t ions -- l a rge  and smll - broadcast f o r  NNRC. - 
One of t h e  ea r l i e s t  was Cologne, Gemany, i n  1930. A special  from HHK in 
Port-au-Prince, Haiti, drew over 500 reports. The 5-watt TJW i n  Hamilton, 
Bermuda, received 348 reports. KSL in Sa l t  Lake City transmitted a special  
t ha t  uws re-broadcast by KGMB i n  Honolulu, and brought reports f r m  China 
and J a p n .  

One of the  most elaborate programs was a five-hour broadcast from 
IJFMD-900, Frederick, 1.ld. This was arranged by the  - NNRC Baltimore Chapter, 
which made a l l  arrangement, wrote the  scr ipt ,  and sent two carloads of 
members t o  put on t h e  program. A full 10 months went i n t o  prepra t ions ,  
which included writing every s tat ion i n  the  world on 890-900-910 kHz with 
t h e  request t o  stand by t o  prevent interference. A surprising number of 
s ta t ions not only agreed t o  remain s i len t ,  but promised t o  plbl ic ize the  
program. A t o t a l  of 358 reports was received by t h i s  500-watt station, 
including 26 from Australia and New Zealand. 

Among the  innovations by was t o  arrange special  programs from 
stat ions on a single frequency o r  i n  a single s t a t e  or  province. In the  
case of the  single frequency, s ta t ions were  scheduled one a t  a time f o r  
30 minutes; i n  a period of four hours, DXers had a clear  shot a t  eight sta- 
t ions  on t he  same frequency without changing the  dial .  This approach was 
noted by the  FCC and subsequently was the  bas is  f o r  the  monthly frequency 
checks with segments of 20 minutes. 



Other clubs followed. Two early clubs were sponsored by joint news- 
pper/radio station combinations - Buffalo Evening News (WBEN) DX Club and 
Chicago Dail.~ News (WMAQ) DX Club. It cost nothing t o  join. I f  you lived 
close enough t o  buy the paper, the radio pges  brought news, t i p s  and re- 
ports. And every week there was a 3cT-minut.e radio program that  summarized 
the news. Some clubs mew. ~roS~.?red. and ~rovided much h e l ~  for  thei r  mem- 
bers. Kational Radio Cl~b'(br~anized'l933)-wrs one of these; as was the 
Canadian DX Relay. A unique organization ws the International - DXers 
Alliance, which was organized in 1932 t o  concentrate on foreign reception. 

A l l  clubs covered in th i s  report were involved in BCB DXing, although a 
few included other act ivi t ies.  - NRC has active i n  short wave reception fo r  a 
while, but reverted t o  s t r i c t l y  BCB-DX. I D A  added short waves and continued 
with coverage of both spectrums un t i l  it suspended operations. - NNRC covered 
BCB, 31, amateurs, u t i l i t i e s ,  FN and TV-DX.

In general, t he  be t t e r  clubs gave much t o  D u g ,  and in retrospect it i s  
d i f f i c u l t  t o  visualize a DXer get t ing the most from his hobby without member 
ship i n  one o r  more good clubs. Club publications brought schedules of cour- 
tesy  programs, reports f r m  members, and changes i n  s ta t ion  data. Many clubs 
had annual conventions, and some had regular meetings during the DX season. 
N W  had full-fledged chapters in  Baltimore, Chicago and Indianapolis i n  ad- - 
di t ion  t o  a c t i v i t i e s  in Newark, and t h i s  l ed  t o  personal friendships t h a t  
would endure through the years. 

In time, the  radio club picture was clouded by the  emergence of many 
small clubs. One that intrigued t h i s  reporter was a Syracuse group named 
Smallest DX Club i n  the World After a small announcement i n  RADEX of i t s  - - .  
existence, nothing further was heard f r a t h e m ,  and one wonders who they were 
and what they did. Other smll clubs -- often operated by one o r  two in- 
dividuals and having 15 t o  30 members -- presented a problem f o r  the  larger,  
more responsible clubs. These smll  clubs went a f t e r  s ta t ions with requests 



f o r  special  programs, and how was the  broadcaster t o  know whether t h e  club 
could del iver  30 o r  several hundred potent ia l  l i s t ene r s l  

RADEX - 
Another major influence in t h e  DX hobby was t h e  l i t t l e  magazine t h a t  

became known as the  DXer's Bible. Star ted i n  Cleveland i n  1 9 Z ,  RADEX 
original ly  l i s t e d  radio s ta t ions  and network radio programs. It was in- 
tended f o r  l i s t ene r s  who did not have access t o  a newspaper with da i ly  
l i s t i n g s  of programs. The l i s t e n e r  would check t h e  evening programs in  
RADEX, se lect  those he would l i k e  t o  hear, and then note the nearest s ta t ions  
t h a t  would be carrying than. During the  l a t e  20'9, many l i s t ene r s  would re- 
port  t he  dis tant  s ta t ions  they had heard, and t h i s  led  t o  a growing section 
f o r  "Letters t o  the  Editor." 

Ultimstely, t h i s  section expanded i n t o  several  sections t o  cover reports  
f r a a  DXers, comments on DX problems, questions and answers, and lists of spe- 
c i a l  broadcasts. ~ditor/Publ.isher Fred C. Butler boasted that monthly let- 
t e r s  ran from a few hundred t o  over 1,000 and, of those requiring a reply, 
every one received a note in the  magazine o r  a personal response. A technical 
edi tor ,  B. Francis Dashiell, was added t o  answer a l l  manner of questions and 
t o  show how t o  build various gadgets and accessories. RADEX expanded i n t o  
the  high frequencies i n  1933 with t h e  appointment of Page Taylor a s  short 
wave edi tor .  Carleton - Lord joined the  s ta f f  i n  1935 a s  DX edi tor ,  l a t e r  t o  
become associate  editor.  

Above a l l  else,  RADEX %s a source of accurate s ta t ion  information. 
They worked with the  usual government sources in t h e  United S ta tes  and 
Canada, and each month gave a s e p r a t e  l i s t i n g  of a l l  changes i n  s t a t ion  
data. The en t i r e  l i s t i n g  of s t a t ions  vras corrected and brought up t o  da te  
every month. Zvery sumner a questionnaire was sent t o  every s ta t ion  f o r  in- 
formation such as cument l icense s ta tus ,  operating schedules, mailing ad- 
dress, network a f f i l i a t i on ,  policy about verifying, and willingness t o  trans- 
m i t  a special  DX program. Ultimately, RADEX added foreign s ta t ions t o  i t s  
l i s t ings ,  and covered BCB s ta t ions  on a l l  continents. 

RADEX reached its peak in the  1932-37 period. ~ d i t o r f i u b l i s h e r  Fred C. 
Butler died unexpectedly in 1936, h i s  widow carried on a s  publisher, and 
Page Taylor moved up t o  editor. The business rras sold i n  1938, and RADEX 
moved t o  Teaneck, N.J. during the  summer. Carleton l e f t  t he  staff i n  
1939, Page Taylor d e p r t e d  in 1941, and LaRocque became editor. The 
1940-l+1 economy worked against  RADEX, and publication ws suspended a f t e r  
t h e  January 1942 issue. 

A sad day f o r  a l l  DXers and f r iends  of RADEXL 

DXing Fn t h e  19301s 

Conditions generally were good. Count of U.S. s ta t ions  ranged from 611 
i n  1930 t o  780 i n  1939. Stations on each graveyard frequency ranged frcm 
25 t o  65 during t h a t  period. Only a few all-night s ta t ions  were in existence 
a t  t h e  beginning of the  decade, and t h e  increase was nominal through 1939. 
DXers could " l i s ten  Westf' through the  time zones and have a shot a t  a new 



group of s ta t ions as transmitters t o  the  East signed off. Radio clubs sched- 
uled courtesy programs a t  times when interference l ike ly  would be negligible 
o r  non-existent. And the  FCC clear  channel frequency checks added additional 
targets.  

DXers a t  f i r s t  concentrated on s tat ions in the  United Sta tes  and Canada, 
with occasional shots a t  Cuba and Mexico. Emphasis was on the  t o t a l  of sta- 
t ions  heard, but gradually many DXers began t o  think i n  te rns  of quality. 
Depending up the  l i s t ene r ' s  location, distances of 1,500 t o  2,000 miles be- 
came important, as uns reception of s ta t ions with 100 watts o r  l e s s  in power. 
Real prizes were CRRK-1210 Chilliwack, B.C., with 5 watts, VEBK-ll.85 Mont- 
magny, P.2. with 10 watts, and HIH-1395 San Pedro de B r c o r i s ,  D.R., and 
KFPM-1310 Greenville, Texas, with 1 5  rstts. 

L i t t l e  by l i t t l e  trans-oceanic s ta t ions  began t o  be reported. Listeners 
on the  Pac i f ic  Coast s tar ted t o  report s ta t ions i n  Australia, Japan and New 
Zealand, and ultimately 'IT reception was reported from the Central and Zast- 
ern s tates .  Scattered reports of Zuropean s tat ions came from East Coast and 
Midwest l is teners .  Suddenly the famous cricket match demonstrated t h a t  TA 
reception uss possible, and DXers throughout the  East and Kidwest began t o  
report Europeans. 

There was one real kicker. After building up logs of 600, 700 and 800 
s ta t ions  in a relat ively short time, DXers suddenly found that they were 
running out of s ta t ions t o  hear. One year Fay Lewis needed only 25 s tat ions 
t o  reach a goal of 800, but there were only 11 stat ions in the  United States  
and very few in Canada t h a t  he had not heard. Many DXers were obliged t o  
tune the  s p l i t  frequencies f o r  foreign catches; some were so successful t ha t  
they gave up domestic DX and concentrated exclusively on overseas stations.  

Station Lists 

Listeners throughout the  years referred t o  many s ta t ion  lists. Some were 
just  lists printed under the  publisher's name, and others were available f o r  
imprint by commercial firms - o i l  conpnies, banks, radio rmnufacturers, etc.  
Others were compiled by DXers and were available i n  printed and offset  form. 
One was the  product of a radio club. 

Many l i s t i n g s  have not survived even by name, and a r e  l o s t  forever. The 
following have found t h e i r  way i n to  our archives, with f u l l  sets of a few and 
isolated copies of the  rest .

Station Con~estion i n  U.S.A. 

Successful DXing depends upon many things, not the  l e a s t  of which i s  
the  congestion of the  frequencies. To give an idea of the  condition of t h e  
bands during the  last 57 years, the following tab le  shows the  t o t a l  count 
(s ta t ions in continental United States, plus Alaska, Hawaii and Puerto Rico) 
and a lso  the  number of s ta t ions on each graveprd frequency.

The Witch Hunters 

A s  i n  most hobbies in which the  p a r t i c i w n t  t rave ls  alone - t h e  f i s h  
tha t  got away, the  snake in the  rough tha t  had t o  be k i l l ed  -- DXing has had 
i t s  share of unbelievers. 'When a Listener reported an outstanding catch, 
there were some who stated: "1 never heard tha t  station. I f  I cannot, he 
cannot either." 

Evidence from mny sources indicated t h a t  some reports were questionable. 
And the  reporter probably f e l l  into one of the  following groups: 

1. ?he DXar who made an honest mistake. Under a barrage of s t a t i c ,  
QRM and co-channel interference, he misunderstood an announcement 
and claimed the  wrong station. 

2. The l i s t ene r  who guessed a t  what he heard. He could not ident i fy 
a f a i n t  signal, so he checked i n  RADEX and decided that he was 
l is tening t o  a certain s ta t ion  -most l i k e l y  one he had not heard 
before. 



3. The irresponsible DXer who picked a good morning t o  l is ten,  checked 
his  station list, and decided tha t  he would log an at tract ive catch 
in Moscow or Auckhnd. He tuned t o  the proper frequency, and heard 
a faint,  unreadable carrier. He would write t o  the  station, t e l l  
them that  he had heard them, and frequently would receive a reply 
which thanked him fo r  h i s  report. Ergo, he had a verie! 

4. And occasionally there would be an out-and-out fraud. There were 
ways t o  obtain program data - usually several weeks a f t e r  the 
actual broadcast -- so t h i s  discredit t o  the brotherhood would send 
a itfollow-up report." And frequently he received what the station 
considered a perfectly valid verie. 

And then there were the legitimate DXers, who did hear and report re- 
markable catches from a l l  over the world. 

Whatever the class, some Listeners were f a i r  game for  the witch-hunters, 
who cried out that these reporters should be black-balled. Radio clubs were 
unanimously against fraudulent reports, and when there uas good evidence of 
unethical practices, a few DXers w e r e  rsmoved from membership lists. 

RADEX took the position that  if a l i s tener  kept questionable catches t o  
himself, he had t o  l ive  with it. I f  he reported such catches t o  clubs and 
magazines, he was motivated by a desire f o r  publicity a s  a "Super DXer." 
FADEX did not want t o  discourage the DXer with a smaller t o t a l  of stations, and 
it, did not want t o  be designated a s  an outlet f o r  llimpossible claims." So 
they sometimes deleted the most bizarre claims, and occasionally a whole re- 
port would be lost. It was no surprise that  the reporters involved often 
cleaned up future reports or stopped reporting. 

It also vas no surprise t o  skilled DXers that some catches, blasted as 
fraudulent by many, were upheld a s  legitimate. Just because one witch-hunter 
had not logged a T.A. or T.P., others were doing it regularly. 

One celebrated case occurred i n  1932 when a DXer in Southeastern Penn- 
sylvania reported t o  RADIO N F T S  that he had logged several Australian BCB 
stations on a two-tube home-made receiver. The magazine ws flooded with 
cries of untrue. The editors concluded that  an ordinary l e t t e r  of verifica- 
t ion would not be conclusive, so the only solution would be an actual demon- 
stration of overseas reception. (~nyone who has dialed Australia from the 
a s t e r n  states knows that  such reception will occur only occasionally.) 
RADIO NEldS set  up the demonstration: the S.E. Pennsy DZer was willing; one of 
the more vehement c r i t i cs  a-geedto represent RADIO NET&; and a date uss se t  
for  midnight on October 29,1932. Before the evening was over, three Aussies 
had been logged and positively identified: 2BL-855 with 5,000 watts, 4BH-1380 
with 600 watts; and 440760 with 5,000 watts. The unbeliever reported t o  
RADIO NEWS that he was now a believer. Case closed1 

The Cricket Hatches 

Back in 1931-32, DXing by U.S. l is teners was limited largely t o  stations 
on the  North American continent. True, West Caast DXers frequently dialed 
stations i n  Japrn and the Antipodes, and occasionally a TP trickled East t o  a 
lucky l is tener on the Atlantic Coast. On rare occasions, an Fastern D X e r  



was able t o  spsn the  Atlantic, but such reception was so  infrequent t h a t  most 
of the  credi t  went t o  luck and a good location. Once in a a l e ,  a fortu- 
nate DXer picked up a s tat ion in South America, but t o  most DXers t h e  hobby 
had not reached the  trans-oceanic stage of development. 

Then there  uws an about-face. Early on December 2,1932, a number of 
DXers picked up a s tat ion between 910 and 914 mHz t ha t  was broadcasting what 
was t o  become the  most notable sporting event in DX history. This was one 
of a ser ies  of international cricket matches being played in Australia between 
teams representing tha t  country and Great Britain. 

The first published reports of t h i s  bx-osdcast appeared i n  the  January 
1933 RADEX. Three Pastern DXers uere sure they heard a cricket match, but 
could not ident i fy the station. A fourth reporter said the  announcer cm- 
mented on the  heat of the  day and said he looked f o r  rain before nightfal l .  
A s  the  time was 2:00 a.m. EST, t h a t  would have been 5:00 p.m. in Eastern 
Australla, so the  r e p r t e r  guessed tha t  the  r e t ch  was being played i n  tha t  
country. Because of the number of reports, RADZX presumed tha t  the match 
had been relayed by a U.S. o r  Canadian station. 

The guessing game continued with more players in the  February 1933 
RADEX. An Indianapolis DXer thought the s tat ion was W( Rockhampton m 
910 kHz because "it came in a s  most Aussies do.'f A Florida reporter noted 
t h a t  the  announcer had a marked B r i t i s h  accent. A Connecticut DXer f e l t  it 
had been a Canadian -- possibly CFQC-910 a t  Sashtoon -- because the an- 
nouncer said the  reports were being read from cables. A lone wolf among the  
reporters tha t  month was 3arl Roberts, Cambridge, Ohio, who f e l t  that the  
s ta t ion  was Poste Parisien on 9 U  kHz i n  Paris. 

When the  March 1933 RADEX h i t  the stands, it appeared tha t  Poste Paris ien 
was the  mystery station. Earl  Roberts, f i r s t  t o  guess i t s  identity,  was the  
f i r s t  t o  report a verie. Two New England DXers quoted l e t t e r s  from the  spon- 
sor  of the Poste Parisien broadcast. The same i ssue  of RADEX noted reception 
of the  same broadcast by DXers i n  Massachusetts, Michigan, New Jersey, New 
York, Pennsylvania, and Washington, D.C. 

Came the  April 1933 RADEX, and DXers in Indiana, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, 
and Quebec reported veries f r m  4RK-910 i n  Rockhampton f o r  the  same cricket 
match. 

The obvious conclusion: both 4RK-910 and Poste Parisien on 914 had broad- 
cast  the  cricket match. It was highly probable t h a t  reports of reception on 
one s tat ion would have been ver i f ied  by the  other, and vice versa. For those 
who m y  have questioned which ocean they had spanned, there was a posit ive 
clue: even i f  you could not te l l  whether you were tuned t o  910 o r  9U, you 
could not overlook the  time of reception. A t  2 a.m. EST, it was 7 a.m. i n  
Paris  and 38 minutes before loca l  sunrise; t h i s  was a logical  time t o  receive 
a broadcast from Paris. A t  the  same hour, it was 5 p.m. in Eastern Australia, 
with 1:56 t o  go before loca l  sunset. Hence, reception of 4% was not l i k e l y  
before 4 a.m. EST. 

Aside fram the  tremendous in t e res t  i n  identifying the  stations, the 
cricket match earned one las t ing  credit .  DXers were convinced that reception 



of foreign s ta t ions  - part icular ly  the  Europeans -- no longer was a happy 
accident. Listeners began t o  tune the frequencies where t h e  T A I s  should be 
heard, and reception of European s ta t ions was chimed on an increasing number 
of reports in the DX journals of t h e  day. Shortly a f t e r  t he  first report  on 
Poste Parisien, a single issue of R4IlEX noted reception of nine s ta t ions  in 
Germany, f i v e  in Great B r i t a i n ,  two in I ta ly ,  end one each i n  Algeria, 
Czechos lo~kia ,  France, Spain and Sweden. 

For a l l  the  furor, no one ever reported the  outcome of t he  cr icket  
matches. 

DX Handles 

Uany pioneer DXers  acquired the habit of signing reports t o  clubs and 
magazines with pen names, which usually reflected the  location, philosophy 
o r  ac t iv i ty .  Some were sheer h s p i m t i o n s  and a del ight  t o  a l l  in the  hobby. 
For the  most part, t he  pen names were similar t o  the  handles used by CB 
operators today, although they were a l i t t le  more genteel because they got 
i n t o  pr in t  instead of being broadcast anonymously over the a i r .  Among those 
tha t  were used as f a r  back a s  t h e  ear ly  301s a r e  the following:

The DXing YLs and XYLs 

Reports i n  various DX publications made it appear that DXing was an 
all-male hobby. Thousands of fathers  and sons, brothers, husbands and school- 
boys burned the d d n i g h t  oi l .  But there were a few ladies who engaged in the  
hobby, and the  records show tha t  they, too, were serious l is teners .  Among 
those whose reports appeared from time t o  time were the  following:

Singleton Contests 

Many radio clubs ran Singleton Contests during the  308s. Ey definition, 
a ~tSingletonlt was a s tat ion that had been verif ied by only one member of a 
club. When a second member ver if ied t h a t  station, he became an wEliminator,wt 
and the  s tat ion was removed from the  Singleton list. BENDXC published i ts  
Singleton list quarterly, giving credi t  t o  the  Eliminators who had cut sta- 
t ions  from the l a s t  List. A member reported t o  RADEX: "Member Joe Brauner 
has verified a l l  but 19 stat ions of those l i s t ed  in RADEX, but he does not 
p a r t i c i w t e  i n  our Singleton contest, which we think i s  very good of him.It 

Mystery DX Contests 

A highlight of the mid-301s were the  m t e r y  DX Contests sponsored by 
MDEX i n  1936 and 1937. Advance notices advised only t h a t  from 2 t o  6 a.m. 
EST on a specified Saturday, Sunday and Monday morning- February 22-23-2l+ 
i n  1936 and February 20-21-22 in 1937 -- a group of unidentified s ta t ions  
would broadcast one-hour programs f o r  ffiDEXers in North America. The objective 
f o r  DXers was t o  tune a l l  frequencies f o r  four hours on each morning, log 
s ta t ions  which announced t h e i r  p a r t i c i p t i o n  i n  the contest, and then submit 
a s  detailed a report a s  possible f o r  each. For a l l ,  t h i s  was a s tep  back from 
scheduled specials and frequency checks t o  the days when D X e r s  had t o  f i s h  
f o r  t h e i r  catches. 

Original FtADEX plans - not announced t o  readers - were t o  have one 
s ta t ion  from each s ta te ,  province, t e r r i t o r y  and D.C. This would  rake 60 
s tat ions spread out a t  f ive  per hour, four hours per day, f o r  three days. 



To t e s t  the skill of the contestants, the 1936 contest had some stations that 
might not be expected t o  be i n  a contest - XEFT-585, the high-powered border 
station; P8XO-700, the 500-IPd powerhouse in Cincinnati; and several a l l -  
nighters. 

In 1936, scoring ws simple. Five points were given for  a c h  station 
correctly identified by a code word, single selection or announcement. A 
bonus of 1 5  points was given for  10 minutes of report or  three successive 
selections. Thus, a possible 20 points fo r  60 stations gave a m x i m m  of 
1,200 points. Contestants were t o  report each station cm a separate 3x5 
sheet of ppr ,  and then calculate thei r  scores on an 8&dl summary sheet. 
I f  verifications were wanted, separate reports were t o  go t o  the stations. 

The scoring system was changed i n  1937 t o  include a factor f o r  mileage. 
An ltidentificationlt report was worth 2$ points for  stations less than 200, 
5 points f o r  200-2,000 miles, and 10 points for  over 2,000 miles. A "can- 
pleteM report (10 minutes of program material or three successive selections) 
was worth 10 points for  stations less than 200 miles, 20 points fo r  200 t o  
2,000 miles, and 30 points for over 2,000 miles. This year RADEX supplied 
contestants wi th  a pad of 100 report forms and a summary sheet for  a charge 
of 25 cents. RADEX also undertook t o  verify reports of contest stations fo r  
a charge of 10 cents each. 

A s  with a l l  best-laid plans, stations which actually broadcast for  t h e  
contests wound up shy of the anticipated number. In 1936, there were 40 
stations; i n  1937, it was 36. Some stations se t  up t h e i r  own schedules: 
in 1936, CKLW-1030 broadcast from 1:45 t o  2:45 (instead of 2 t o  3); CFCO-630 
came on a t  2 (as scheduled), but continued un t i l  6; and ?@I!3W-1250 elected t o  
come on twice (3 t o  4 on February 22 and 4 t o  5 on February 23. 

Prizes were a big attraction: 23-tube Scott F u l l  Range High Fidelity, 
Hallfcrafters SlZg Buddy and Super Seven and Midwest K - 1 1  receivers; replace- 
ment se ts  of Arcturus, National Union, ,Radiotron and Raytheon tubes; W 
Reference Texts; Candler Code and Touch Tgping Courses; T r h n  Headphones; 
Perfect Phone Adaptors; World Globes; Lynch and RCA Antenna Systems; Amateur 
Radio Call Books; and subscriptions t o  RADEX. 

In  1936, Ra Lewis of Toledo, Ohio was the winner of the Scott receiver. 
Scoring a t o t a l  -%- of 7 5 points (out of a maximum of 800), he received maximum 
points on 38 stations and a minimum of 5 on one station. The only station 
not reported was l i t t l e  CKOV-630 i n  Keluwna, B.C., and a check of a l l  entries 
disclosed that  t h i s  l i t t l e  100-watter had not been reported East of the Mis- 
sissippi  River. 

. In  1937, the same model Scott ms won by Floyd Biss, Brittmount, Minn. 
He reported 24 of the 36 stations on the a ir  for the contest and scored 465 
points, a lead of 1 5  points over the  second prize winner. 

Other prizes those years were won by well-known DXers of the day: A r t  - 
Foerster, Harry Gordon and Birely Ross (both years) and K e d t  Geary, Donald 
H i l l ,  Frank Hoxie, Vane Jones, Earl Roberts, Nancy Lee Saxton, Fred VanVoorhees, - 
B i l l  Vornkahl, Harold FJagner, Bob Weaver and Clexmont Zimmerman. 

There were 423 entries i n  the 1936 contest, but no record survives of how 
mny entered in  1937. 



Regretfully, t he  contest vas discontinued a f t e r  its second year. In 
sp i te  of many atteanpts t o  adjust  t he  rules  and scoring, it appeared tha t  
there was no way t o  select  s ta t ions  and modify scoring t o  give an equal 
chance t o  contestants i n  a l l  sections of the country. 

Inter-Club Cooperation Plan 

For several years it had been evident tha t  f i e r c e  competition bet- 
courtesy programs conanittees of the  many radio clubs was creating a s i tua t ion  
tha t  could only hurt the DX hobby. With CPCers working feverishly t o  arrange 
as many programs a s  possible, there were increasing instances of specials f o r  
different  clubs cropping up a t  the  same time on the  same frequency. Such in- 
terference not only hurt the DXers but the  cooperating stations.  

There were three other problems that began t o  creata f r i c t i o n  between 
the  radio clubs of the  day: 

1. Someone in Club A joined Club B. 'Whenever the  name and address of a 
member appeared in the bul let in  of Club B, Club A promptly so l ic i ted  
him a s  a member. 

2. Club B was a large organization tha t  took a proprietorg. position 
about the  specials arranged by i t s  CPC. It did not want other clubs 
t o  list those specials without obtaining specif ic  pemission. 

3. Club C was a small organization. It was anxious t o  l is t  specials f o r  
i t s  members, but it had a limited CPC. Whenever Club B announced a 
special  DX program, the  s ta t ion  received a l e t t e r  from Club C request- 
ing tha t  a portion of the  program be dedicated t o  Club C. 

In October 1935, RADEX amounced t h a t  six clubs -- - CDXR, -9 GCDXC - IDA, -* NNRC 
NRC and UADXC - had agreed t o  a plan of cooperation. Control of the three - - 
problems above was established. Also put in to  e f fec t  was a procedure t o  pre- 
vent conflicting specials. 

A Clearing House operated by G r i s w a l d  of Xest Hartford, Conn., m s  
established. Each CTC chainuan would report weekly t o  the  Clearing House 
what DX specials had been arranged f o r  his club. The Clearing House would 
then not i fy every CPC chainuan what specials had been arranged by the other 
clubs. 

Each CPC chairman then had a dual responsibility: 

1. Tel l  h i s  own c o d t t e e  members t o  s tay away from specials t h a t  would 
confl ic t  with those already arranged. 

2. In case of an existing conflict ,  t he  special  with the  ea r l i e s t  post- 
mark would broadcast a s  arranged, and any conflicting special(s) 
would be moved t o  a non-conflicting date and time. 

A s  RADEX pointed out, the  s p i r i t  of cooperation was great1 However, 
while the  plan provided ways and means t o  handle conflicts,  it did not pre- 
vent them. 



The plan worked with some success f o r  two years. Griswald an- 
nounced in 1937 that she would be unable t o  continue operation of t he  C l e a r  
ing House. After an  extensive search f o r  a successor, Bob Weaver agreed t o  
take over, and t h e  ICCP continued. 

The War Years 

The 1940-41 defense e f fo r t  and the  early draf t  had an immediate e f fec t  
on DXing. An increasing nunber of DXers went i n t o  service, and mny of those 
a t  home were working long hours on odd shifts which precluded normal dial- 
twisting ac t iv i t i e s .  Stations had personnel shortages, which affected t h e i r  
a b i l i t y  t o  schedule special  programs and ver i fy  reports. 

The ac tua l  outbreak of Vorld Var I1 f o r  t h e  United S ta tes  had an imme- 
d ia te  effect .  Amateur radio was shut down f o r  the duration. The FCC discon- 
tinued the monthly frequency checks and its Radio Service Sulletins.  The 
Mili tary requested many s ta t ions  t o  s tay  on a l l  night t o  give f u l l  news 
coverage. The FCC advised t h a t  it would issue no construction permits unless 
t h e  primary coverage of exis t ing s ta t ions  i s  unsatisfactory. The A r m y  took 
over control of Alaskars four BCB s ta t ions (KFAR, KFQD, KGBU and K M Y )  and in 
t he  following December took over t he  Puerto Rican stations.  

The War Productim Board halted the  manufacture of a l l  radio sets in 
March 19@. This a p p r e n t l y a l s o  affected equipnent f o r  cwmnercial radio 
stations,  a s  mny  broadcasters were in d i r e  need of spre parts. WATN asked 
radio club members t o  help them obtain a long list of parts. In  November 
1942 VIbIN-1240 in Louisville became t h e  seventh s ta t ion  t o  shut down because 
of i n a b i l i t y  t o  obtain needed parts.  

Various branches of the Amed Forces turned t o  BCB and SW l i s t e n e r s  in 
a t tenpts  t o  buy o r  borrow camnunications receivers. Carrol l  - Seth sold h i s  
Hammarlund t o  the IJavy, and the  Signal Corps asked Howard Johnson f o r  h i s  
SX-25. 

In Fhrch 1942 the War Censor Board barred broadcasts of "request pro- 
grams,f1 It was not c lear  whether t h i s  meant programs which included "re- 
quests f o r  musical numbers," o r  "requests f o r  special  DX programs." - NNRC 
took the l a t t e r  interpretation, so a c t i v i t i e s  of i t s  Courtesy Programs Com- 
mittee were discontinued, not t o  be resumed u n t i l  September 1944. - NRC took 
the former interpretat ion and continued CPC work on a r e s t r i c t ed  basis. 
l a t e r  adopted policy tha t  courtesy programs would be l imited to:  1 )  new sta- 
t ions,  2) s ta t ions  t h a t  were exceptionally hard t o  hear, and 3) s ta t ions t h a t  
volunteered t o  broadcast f o r  the club. 

In the  past, clubs had been moderately successful i n  gett ing s ta t ions  
t o  stand by when another s ta t ion on its frequency broadcast a special  pro- 
gram. In January 1942 WEEI-590 advised tha t  it was on 24-hour operation a t  
the request of t h e  A r m y ,  so they were unable t o  stand by f o r  a special. In 
December 1943, WNOE-UFO advised t h a t  it could not stand by because of ad- 
ver t is ing commitments as the only a l l -n ight  commercial s ta t ion  i n  the  South. 
Other s ta t ions had the same o r  s imilar  reasons. 

The FCC asked short wave l i s t ene r s  t o  monitor overseas stations,  record 
frequencies used and time of operation, and report t o  the  Federal Bureau of 



Intelligence Service (FBIS). In April 1943, the FCC asked that  - NNRC bulletins 
be sent t o  FBIS. A year later,  the FBIS reported t o  = t h a t  it had open- 
ings fo r  Vtecording Monitors" t o  scan the SJ bands. Pay (with 21.6% overtime 
for 48 hours a week) would be $2,188 per a m .  

DXers with short wave receivers were asked t o  l i s t en  t o  the I1Prisoner of 
'darn broadcasts i n  English from Gemny, I t a ly  and Japan. Sometimes announc- 
e r s  would merely read the names and addresses of prisoners; occasionally the 
prisoners would broadcast personal messages t o  t h e i r  p ren t s ,  wives and 
friends. Clubs asked members t o  record the names ard addresses, and then 
forward the Fnformation t o  the  prisoner's home. Gus Magnuson reported i n  
July 1943 that  he had relayed 334 such POipJ messages. For mny of the families 
involved, this was the f i r s t  word received since thei r  loved one had been re- 
ported missing in action. Some families advised that  thei r  POW message had 
come from 25 t o  100 listeners. In January 1945, Gus Mamuson reported that  he 
had relayed 3,368 POW messages - an incredible number. 

Verifications became hard t o  obtain, a s  stations suffered personnel 
shortages. Repbrts t o  overseas stations presented a new problem. A t  f i r s t ,  
reports t o  foreign stations had about a 50-50 chance of leaving the lhnited 
States, and some were returned by the censor Kith a note saying such mail vss 
forbidden. In December 1942, the Chief Postal Censor advised Ray Edge that 
m a i l  t o  stations outside the United States rss forbidden. It is not certain 
how long the ban prevailed, but i n  October 1945 NRCers reported that  foreign 
veries were coming through, sane of them for  reports up t o  three years old. 

IeJartime conditions had obvious effects on the radio clubs. Members went 
in to  service. $!any of those a t  home worked long hours on odd shi f ts  a t  de- 
fense plants, and had l i t t l e  time or inclination fo r  DXing. Officers, editors 
and directors were i n  a constant s ta te  of flux. Many clubs folded - the 
largest being - IDA in July 1943 - or were absorbed in to  other clubs. 

Two of the clubs that  survived were NRC and NNRC and even for  them the - -9 
going was v h .  NRC's DX News somehow maintained its regular schedule - 
weekly October through March, semi-monthly in April and September, and 
monthly May through August. In January 1942, NMC1s Edle t in  went from a 
weeklyto a semi-monthly and then t o  a monthly schedale fo r  the duration. 

Available records show that 97 members of these two clubs were in 
service - 60 NRCers and 37 NNRCers. Oddly enough, no serviceman belonged 
t o  both clubs. Four members were killed in action - Horst K r u m r e i  and Jim - - 
Nalker of NRC and - Don Brewster and - Herb of NNRC. 

Members of both clubs contributed t o  funds t o  cover the dues of members 
in service. The NNRC Board of Directors decided t o  carry a l l  returning 
servicemen for  six months a f t e r  the i r  discharge. 

For those who continued t o  DX during the nar years, reception vss gen- 
e ra l ly  good t o  excellent. In Februarg 1942, -- Frank Lee (New Jersey) reported 
30 TAt s and -- Beb Brown (Indiana) received 0 T A t s  i n  one morning. During a 
period of three years there were 45 TAfs reported on the Fast Coast, 1 5  in 
the  Midwest and 7 on the 'Jest Coast, During the same period, five DU' s  made 
it t o  the E a s t  Coest, 60 t o  Midwest.

Killed in Action 

N s  James 'Walker Herbert Sager 

Throughout the war years, most inactive D X e r s  - those in service a s  
w e l l  a s  those a t  home - looked forward t o  the time when they could resume 
peacetime DXing. Predictions by those supposedly in the know were rosy: 
"Radio and DXing are  due for  many innovaticns and improvements i n  the post- 
war days, and the surfaces for  long-range and novelistic listening have 
only been scratched.ll 

In 1916 the surge back t o  BCB DXing was in f u l l  swing. A large nuuber 
of returning servicemen made DX a primary objective. Radio clubs geared up 
f o r  f u l l  activity. The gods of DX smiled once more, and it iss good t o  be 
back in hsImSS again. 



Aerials and Grounds 

Of psrticular interest t o  ~ar1.y D X e s  were new and different aer ia ls  and 
grounds. Whether he had an ancient receiver or  the la tes t  hot box fresh frun 
the factory, it was very important that he t r y  something different in the hope 
of doing just a l i t t l e  better. 

Few D X e r s  had not t r ied  an inverted-L, loop, vertical,  doublet, spider 
web, double-doublet and f i l t e red  aerials.  They strung long wires and short 
wires; they tuned them, grounded them a t  one end. They buried them and Bung 
them i n  the a t t i c .  They used bed springs and wire screens attached t o  windm 
shade rollers.  They tacked them t o  the ha l l  molding and la id  them under the 
l iving roan rug. Some swore that  the best results were obtained when you at- 
tached the ground lead t o  t h e  antenna oost on the receiver, and used no 
aer ia l  a t  al l .  For e v e q  type of aerial,  there was a rooting section t h a t  
proclaimed that  type t o  be the very best yet. However, that  flyett' usually 
meant that  further experiments were under way and that  an even better sky 
wire would be reported in the near future. 

Of equal importance with aer ia ls  was the gr~und that  ran t o  the other 
binding post. There m s  l i t t l e  magic in the cunmon cold m t e r  pipe, but con- 
sider what you could do with a 6-foot copper-plated stainless s tee l  rod, an 
old auto radiator, o r  a LO-gallon water tank. Burying such contraptions ms 
not enough; you were supposed t o  d i g  a full-sized grave away fromthe l ight  
of the f u l l  moon, drop a tea kett le  t o  the bottom, f i l l  the p i t  with a proper 
mixture of gravel, rock salt, peat moss, Vigom and top soil, and then hook 
up an automatic sprinkler system t o  moisten the f i l l ed  p i t  for  three hours 
before you turned a dial. Zhen you also had the U. S. Standard Ground, the 
O l l i e  Ross Ground, the inverse counterpoise and many others. One D X e r  bur- 
ied 100 feet  of t rol ley wire in a three-foot deep trench that  circled a 
spring, and another night owl tossed 500 feet  of wire into the Pacific Ocean. 

Recording Radio Signals 

One of the f i r s t  reported incidents occurred in the sumoler of 1916, 
when Charles E. Apgar, an amateur a t  Westfield, N.J., recorded transmissions 
of the supposedly neutral German station a t  Sayville. This gave the U. S. 
government the evidence it needed t o  take over the station prior t o  our entry 
in to  'nlorld War I. 

In March 1932, C. M. Rice, Belvedere, N.J., reported use of 6-inch disks 
f o r  one and a half minutes of recording, using an RCA Victor 59 combination. 
A year la ter ,  Mrs. Jesse Weaver reported recording fran the a i r  with her RCA 
Victor RE-20. She had sent recordings t o  f ive stations heard. 

In 1936 and 1937, F. VJisennm, Newcastle-on-Tyne, England, reported a t  
length on his  hobby of recording DX programs. He used a recorder with a 
tracking device, so could record on disks cut from commercial sheet aluminm. 
He had sent recordings t o  mny stations i n  the United States (as f a r  West as  
KSL i n  Salt  Iake City) and South America. 

Robert Base in Baltimore reported i n  the December 1933 RADEX about his 
recordings on 6" and lOtl  disks. Most of h is  recordings were intended for  
his  personal f i l e  of best DX catches, but some were sent t o  stations. 



NNRC i n  1949 called attention t o  equipent available f o r  magnetic record- - 
ing on wire and tape. It uss noted tha t  its use by a DXer would include: 
1 )  replays a s  necessary t o  bring announcements out of the mush; 2) p e d t  
translation of foreign languages a t  a l a t e r  date; 3) help identify selections 
heard; and 4) use a s  a verie. 

Rules and Regulations 

It i s  probable that  the Hobby of D h g  has fewer rules and regulatians 
than any other recreational activity. then you go i n  fo r  chess, bridge, bowl- 
ing or most sports, you find that you play with a fixed se t  of rules. These 
rules have been established through the years, and most participants observe 
them without question. The rules are there, and that  i s  that! 

DXing i s  the kind of hobby that  does not lend i t s e l f  t o  rules - particu- 
larly i f  you have been doing it your way for  years, and then someone comes 
along and says you have been doing it a l l  wrong. 

RADEX and the many pre-war radio clubs made attempts t o  establish rules 
for  D,Ying, but they were not very successful. About the only rules that  were 
adopted universally were: 1)  a ban on faking reception reports and veries; 
2)  a requirement t o  send a courteous, non-demanding request for  a verie, and 
3) enclose return postage with each verie request. Standards f o r  such simple 
items a s  how t o  count station heard and what i s  a verie were inconsistent. 
One wag even reanarked that  he kept four separate logs -- one f o r  himself and 
one for  each of the three clubs t o  which he belonged. 

Counting Stations 

Since rear  One, DXers have debated on how t o  count stations. This was 
not the mere process of counting, but a question of - what t o  count. The i n i t i a l  
entry in the log was simple - you recorded hearing WBAL i n  Baltimore on 1060 
kHz w i t h  a power of 10,000 watts. Then you heard it again a f t e r  a change in 
call ,  location, frequency or pcwer - or any cabination thereof. And that  
was where the argument started! 

Some DXers were in favor of a second entry a f t e r  a change i n  power and/or 
frequency. They argued that  the station was being heard under different con- 
ditions, and therefore should be considered a new catch. I n  most cases, how- 
ever, a station would increase i ts  power or  move t o  a less-crowded crowded fre- 
quency, or both, with the result that  the subsequent reception was easier t o  
log. Possibly for t h i s  reason, there were relatively few supporters f o r  re- 
logging a f t e r  such changes. 

Arguments real ly got hot over changes i n  call le t ters .  Many D X e r s  claimed 
tha t  WBE-Cincinnatibecame a brand new station, entitled t o  be re-logged, 
when it began t o  identify i t s e l f  a s  WCPO-Cincinnsti. Opponents t o t h i s  theoqq 
were quick t o  point out that there had been no change in location, power o r  
frequency; hence it was the same old station decked out i n  a new hat. 

Friendships often were strained by the simple a c t  of a station moving its 
studio and/or transmitter t o  a new location. Sane l is teners claimed that the 
station in a new location could be counted only i f  there was a change in call. 



Others f e l t  that a move with the old ca l l  could be counted a second time 
only i f  the new location vas over a s ta te  line. Neither group would kave 
had more than one logging for l i t t l e  WJW, which started i n  Mansfield, Ohio, 
then moved bag and baggage soma 50 miles t o  Akron, and finally travelled 
another 30 miles t o  Cleveland. For other DXers, here were three separate 
and dist inct  loggings. 

Examples of debatable loggings are numerous: WOR started out i n  Newark, 
N.J., moved its studios t o  New York City, and now i s  back i n  New Jersey a t  
Secaucus - one or three loggings? WCKY moved across another river from 
Covington, Ky. t o  Cincinnati, Ohio - one or two loggings? Or how about 
the progression of New York City's WEAF t o  WNBC t o  WRCA t o  WNBC -- one or 
three stations? A classic example involves two other stations i n  New York 
City: the changes of WABC t o  WCBS and of W J Z  t o  WABC. A t  different times, 
there have been two different stations that  identified a s  WABC New York. 
Assuming t h a t  you heard each ca l l  on its proper frequency, would you have 
two, three or  four entries in your log? 

One of the few instances when a accession of changes was generaw 
accepted a s  new entries involved KYW. Originally in Chicago, it moved t o  
Philadelphia, then t o  Cleveland, and again t o  Philadelphia - a l l  with the 
same call. Most DXers made three entries. 

Another group of night owls maintained that an original entry should 
stand, but i t s  l i s t ing should be changed t o  reflect the prevailing call, 
location, frequency and power each t h e  it was heard again. Thus, an orig- 
ina l  entry on, say, September 3,1933, would be carried in the log showing 
its situation 50 years later.  

Scane listeners f e l t  that a l l  deleted stations should be removed fran a 
DXerls log. They reasoned that old-timers had an advantage with scores of 
stations that  could not be heard again and newcomers could never match thei r  
totals.  There ms not much support fo r  t h i s  theory, a s  most DXers were in- 
clined t o  attach even greater value t o  a station that could no longer be 
heard, and what collector i s  going t o  dispose of a stamp, coin or painting 
which cannot be duplicated. 

And then there was the question of how t o  count if the DXer changed his 
location. It was generally agreed that  stations heard on t r i p s  t o  distant 
states or countries would be considered a s  ''tourist catches,a and would not 
be included in the t o t a l  for  h i s  home base, I f ,  a s  in the case of the l a t e  
esteemed NRCer Mort Meehan, there m s  a move from New Jersey t o  California, 
it r s s  right and proper t o  s t a r t  a new log. Mort carried t h i s  further and 
started a new log a t  each of five or six locations i n  California, and he 
never did figure out the exact t o t a l  of stations heard a t  a l l  locations. In 
a period of 59 years, th is  reporter moved from Philadelphia t o  Akron, Ohio, 
back t o  Philadelphia, and then t o  Pittsburgh, Meadville, Pa., and f ina l ly  t o  
Corning, N.Y. It was f e l t  that each move had l i t t l e  effect on what could be 
heard, and so a single log has been mintained - with a sub-note stating how 
many stations had been heard a t  each location. 

There was never a conclusive agreement on the method of counting stations. 
A few radio clubs t r ied t o  establish rules, and even RADFJ had i t s  opinions. 



For the most part, DXers evolved the i r  am individual standards of counting, 
and these usually were geared t o  place the greatest nmber of entries in 
the i r  logs. 

What i s  a Verie? 

From the beginning, DXers  had a choice of whether or  not t o  verify the i r  
catches. Nobody said they should or should not. You made your own decision, 
and it i s  a fac t  tha t  a majority of DXers did verify. 

Fundamental&-, a verification i s  a very simple thing. It is  a statement 
from a station tha t  says your report of what you heard i s  correct and you did 
hear that  station. The wording can be stated in mny ways - "This  verifies 
(or confirms) your report," "our report agrees with (or checks) our log," 
Ifyou heard us , '  etc. The communication can be a personal l e t t e r ,  a printed 
form with the right words, or a signature on a prepared verie card sent with 
the report t o  the station. 

Unfortunately, persons writing l e t t e r s  for  some stations do not unde r  
stand what a verie should say. Regardless of what you m y  have said, they 
thank you f o r  your report, give you some information about the station, and 
hope you w i l l  tune them in again. 

Also, unfortunately, sane l is teners did not care particularly what the 
station had said. A s  long a s  the station did not say tha t  a report was in- 
correct, mny D X e r s  put such m i l  in thei r  verie scrapbook and added another 
station t o  t he i r  verified total.  

Most radio clubs and IWDEX were in a-mement on what constitutes a veri- 
fication, but many DXers continued t o  count "thank you" l e t t e r s  a s  veries.
